Do Rock PDs Really Want More Alternatives ?; 

Rolling Stone, Duncan Winners; Smith To 'GCI 
IN SOMETHING of a throwback to 
the Burkhart/Abrams convention of 
1983 -the one that contained the in- 
famous recommendation that hence- 
conservative album rock stations 
play 80% new music, the one session 
that was open to the press at the Jan. 
31 Pollack Media Group convention 
also contained repeated endorse- 
ments of alternative music, according 
to Billboard's Rochelle Levy. 

You might expect some of this in 
the wake of Nirvana's crossover suc- 
cess. And you might expect WMMS 
Cleveland PD Michael Luczak to tell 
the audience, "I don't think any pro- 
grammer should be stuck in the men- 
tality that they can't play what's on 
the alternative side," since Luczak 
has made similar statements before. 

But it is a surprise to see Ted Utz, 
VP /programming and marketing for 
Group W's conservative album out- 
lets, saying, "The [25 -34] audience 
still wants to hear new and exciting 
music. Classic rock is not their music. 
[We must] jump on new acts and 
champion them." As well as, "We've 
become too conservative, too care- 
ful." Utz, and many of the others pre- 
sent here, did qualify this somewhat, 
saying alternative music did have to 
be handled cautiously. 

Utz's WNEW New York and 
WMMR Philadelphia finished first 
and second, respectively, in the ma- 
jor- market station category in Roll- 
ing Stone's 1991 Readers Poll. The 
runners -up were WXRT Chicago, 
KROQ Los Angeles, and WHFS 
Washington, D.C. The medium -mar- 
ket winner was KOME San Jose, 
Calif., followed by WFBQ Indianapo- 
lis, WBRU Providence, R.I., WOXY 
Cincinnati, and WLZR Milwaukee. 
For small markets, WRDU Raleigh, 
N.C., finished ahead of WPLR New 
Haven, Conn., WAPL Appleton, 
Wis., KLBJ Austin, Texas, and 
KATT Oklahoma City. 

Meanwhile, James Duncan, Jr.'s 
new Duncan's Radio Market Guide is 

out, featuring its annual list of the 
most admired broadcast groups in 
America. Cox was again the choice of 
CEOs and group heads, followed by 
Infinity (up from No. 6 last year), 
NewCity, Shamrock /Disney, and 
Group W. In a separate poll of GMs, 
ABC /CapCities was the repeat win- 
ner, followed by NewCity, Cox, 
Group W, Shamrock, and Infinity.

RIGHT SAID FRED FROM the U.K. shoots straight to the top with its 
first single, "I'm Too Sexy" (Charisma), propelled by No. 1 sales. "Sexy" 
easily passes "Smells Like Teen Spirit" by Nirvana (DGC) in sales; it 
increases in airplay as well but is pushed down to No. 9 on the Monitor 
as "Remember The Time" by Michael Jackson (Epic) jumps over it. 
"Teen" registers a strong sales increase and is bulleted on the sales 
chart despite slipping to No. 2. It's No. 6 with a bullet on the Hot 100. "I 
Love Your Smile" by Shanice (Motown) is still bulleted at No. 1 in moni- 
tored airplay, but has less than one -half of "Sexy's" sales and holds at 
No. 2 with a bullet overall. "Don't Let The Sun Go Down On Me" by 
George Michael & Elton John (Columbia) increases in sales and in over- 
all points but is pushed back to No. 3 on the Hot 100 as the top two re- 
cords pass it. "Diamonds And Pearls" by Prince (Paisley Park) gains in 
sales and airplay but is unable to move up from No. 4 as "Sexy" zooms 
past it. 

FUTURE CONTENDERS FOR NO. 1 will have to wait patiently, as the 
massive sales for "I'm Too Sexy" should hold it at No. 1 for at least two 
more weeks. Among those contenders is "To Be With You" by Mr. Big 
(Atlantic), which gains the most total points of any record on the chart 
and moves up 14-8. The biggest mover on the chart, and the Power Pick/ 
Airplay, is "I Can't Dance" by Genesis (Atlantic), jumping 35 places to 
No. 43 with airplay comprising all of its points. "Dance," by winning the 
airplay pick, has a 95% chance of hitting the top 10, thus beating the No. 
12 peak of "No Son Of Mine," and an 85% chance of hitting the top five. 
The runner -up for the airplay award is "Masterpiece" by Atlantic Starr 
(Reprise), and it's the highest record on the chart with no sales points 
(No. 26) since the single just hit stores last week. 

NEW ARTIST M.C. BRAINS wins the Power Pick /Sales with "Oochie 
Coochie" (Motown) at No. 57, with sales making up two-thirds of its 
point total - typical for a rap record. "Stay" by Jodeci (Uptown) is a 
close runner -up in sales gains, and makes a big turnaround on the chart, 
up 13 places to No. 46. Now that the Hot 100 is based on actual sales and 
airplay, more records are able to bounce back up after slipping. A record 
is not automatically "over" if it drops back for a week or two. Sales also 
key a turnaround for "The Unforgiven" by Metallica (Elektra), back up 
to No. 47, while both sales and airplay gains cause a rebound for "Kiss 
You Back" by Digital Underground (Tommy Boy), back up to No. 54. 

THERE ARE SIX NEW entries, including two new artists: M.C. Lus- 
cious, a female rapper from Miami, with "Boom! I Got Your Boyfriend" 
(Avenue); and the Williams Brothers, a duo from Los Angeles, with 
"Can't Cry Hard Enough" (Warner Bros.) The surprise of the week is 
the reappearance on the airplay monitor of New Kids On The Block, 
now known as NKOTB, at No. 58 with "If You Go Away" (Columbia). 
This is an import single, unreleased in the U.S. but getting airplay on 26 
monitored stations, including KIIS -FM Los Angeles, where it's No. 25 in 
airplay, and KPLZ Seattle, where it's No. 24 (see Power Playlists, page 
70). It will be commercially available in the U.S. in about a month.

GEORGE MICHAEL & ELTON JOHN share the No. 1 spot with their 
cover of John's "Don't Let The Sun Go Down On Me" (Columbia), top- 
ping the No. 2 peak of the original recording. "Sun" is No. 5 in airplay 
and No. 4 in sales, so it is reasonable to ask how it can be No. 1 overall. 
The answer: the four singles ahead of "Sun" in airplay are lower than 
"Sun" in sales, while the three records ahead of "Sun" in sales are lower 
in airplay. "Sun" is the only record appearing in both the sales and air- 
play top five this week, and has the most overall points, although the top 
six titles are all close- within 10% of each other. As a result of this near - 
deadheat at the top, any one of the six could be No. 1 next week. Don't 
bet against "I'm Too Sexy" by Right Said Fred (Charisma) going 
straight to No. 1. It's riding a red -hot sales pace to the top, jumping from 
No. 31 to No. 6 in two weeks, and it's already a close No. 2 in sales to 
Nirvana's "Smells Like Teen Spirit" (DGC). 

"REMEMBER THE TIME" BY Michael Jackson (Epic) has far and 
away the largest airplay gain of any record on the chart, zooming up 17 
places to No. 13 on the Radio Monitor. It leaps 33 places to No. 20 on the 
Hot 100, and that's without significant sales yet since the single just ar- 
rived in stores. The largest airplay gainer below the top 20, and thus 
winner of the Power Pick /Airplay, is "Missing You Now" by Michael 
Bolton (Columbia). It debuts at No. 32 on the Monitor and jumps 34 
places on the Hot 100 to No. 45. "Vibeology" by Paula Abdul (Captive) 
wins the Power Pick /Sales with a good start in its first full week of 
sales, but just misses hitting the Top POS Singles Sales chart. The sin- 
gles by Right Said Fred, Shanice, and Mr. Big have larger sales in- 
creases, but they're already in the top 20 and ineligible for the award. 

THERE ARE 10 NEW entries on the Hot 100, led by Atlantic Starr's 
"Masterpiece" (Reprise) at No. 39, just out as a single. It's already No. 
19 on the Monitor, although only 46 of the 125 monitored stations are 
playing it so far. For a song to be in the airplay top 20 with only one -third 
of the panel playing it, it has to be in heavy rotation on many large sta- 
tions. "Masterpiece" is No. 5 in airplay on Hot 97 New York and No. 8 on 
WAVA Washington, D.C. (see Power Playlists, page 76). New teenage 
artist Chris Cuevas from Biloxi, Miss., makes his Hot 100 bow at No. 89 
with his composition "You Are The One" (Atlantic). And debuting at No. 
70 is "Justified And Ancient" by the KLF (Arista), already a smash hit in 
Europe, with lead vocals by country legend Tammy Wynette. 

QUICK CUTS: "Mysterious Ways" by U2 (Island) is pushed down to 
o. 11 as two records jump over it, but it is still gaining points and 

should rebound next week ... The bottom of the chart is tight this week 
because of the many new entries, so "There's No Other Way" by Blur 
(SBK) and "What Goes Around Comes Around" by Giggles (Cutting) 
earn bullets but hold in place, at Nos. 82 and 96, respectively ... "Stay" 
by Jodeci (Uptown) and "Live And Let Die" by Guns N' Roses (Geffen) 
both turn around and move back up the chart with bullets as a result of 
better sales and continued radio gains.

special edition of Hammer's "Too Le- 
git To Quit" with an aluminum die - 
cut jewel box, featuring the artist's 
logo and likeness inside. Virgin's en- 
try into the deluxe CD sweepstakes is 
Paula Abdul's "Spellbound," which is 
housed in a large gold makeup com- 
pact, complete with a mirror. The 
compact is housed in a black velvet - 
like bag, and a shiny black box. 

Several labels also continue to is- 
sue CD and video combination packs, 
including Virgin's "Live At The Hol- 
lywood Palladium, December 15, 
1988" set by Keith Richards & the X- 
Pensive Winos, and EMI's "Opera- 
tion: Livecrime" by Queensryche. 

Although Dan Beck, VP of product 
development for Epic, says that he 
does not know how many limited-edi- 
tion "Dangerous" packages have 
been sold, he says the label is still 
getting requests for additional units 
from accounts. According to Beck, 
about 50,000 copies of the "Danger- 
ous" package were made. The special 
edition carries a $29.98 list price. 

"It's just another dimension to the 
marketing campaign," Beck says. 
"We felt with the holiday season 
coming it would make a great gift 
item and the artwork just lent itself 
so well to a special package for Mi- 
chael." 

Beck notes that in the past few 
years there has been increased inter- 
est in special packages. "It's been 
that way in Europe and in the U.K., 
and Japan, and it's definitely becom- 
ing more of a factor here. The chal- 
lenge is keeping it special. It's a com- 
bination of the right artist, the right 
idea, and the right application of that 
idea." 

Capitol VP of sales Lou Mann con- 
curs that the label must follow cer- 
tain criteria to keep the limited edi- 
tions special. "It has to be out at the 
beginning of the release," he says. 
"We don't want to have the consumer 
have to buy the regular CD then the 
special package. That's kind of like 
ripping them off." 

Capitol has recently put out special 
editions of new releases by Bonnie 
Raitt and Richard Marx, as well as 
Hammer. According to Mann, 10,000 
of each title were manufactured and 
the suggested retail price on each 
disc is $19.98. 

"We researched the market before 
we got into it," Mann says. "Some 
are priced very high, and the labels 
made too many of them. Those were 
some of the reactions that came back 
from retail, so we were careful of 
pricing and how many were made. 
We tried to make them affordable 
and limited so that retailers would 
burn through them in the first 45 
days of release." 

Retailers surveyed, however, are 
less than enthused about the limited - 
edition CDs. "It depends on the art- 
ist, but for the most part, I don't 
think people give a shit about them," 
says Joel Oberstein, director of retail 
marketing for the 13- store, Chats- 
worth, Calif. -based Tempo Records 
chain. "They are hard to merchan- 
dise, most people don't know they ex- 
ist, and they are way overpriced." 

According to Oberstein, at the 
Tempo chain the "Michael Jackson 
did OK, but Hammer did nothing, 
and Paula just did a little." 

Bob Say, VP of the seven -store Re- 
seda, Calif. -based Moby Disc chain, 

Tuff City Sues Sony, Def Jam 
Over Sample On Cool J Singles 
NEW YORK -Tuff City Records, an 
independent rap label, filed suit 
against Sony Music Inc. and Sony -dis- 
tributed Def Jam Records in U.S. Dis- 
trict Court here Dec. 21, alleging that 
producer Marlon "Marley Marl" Wil- 
liams had violated copyright laws by 
illegally using a drum -track sample 
in his production of L.L. Cool J's Def 
Jam singles "Around The Way Girl" 
and "6 Minutes Of Pleasure." 

According to the suit, the sample, 
from the 1W73 single "Impeach The 
President" by the Honeydrippers, 
was licensed to Williams solely for 
use in a song by Tuff City artist 
Spoonie G. Tuff City says it has con- 
trolled rights to the song since 1989. 

Tuff City president Aaron Fuchs 
maintains Williams kept the master 
multitrack tape of "Impeach The 
President" for five months in 1990, 
during which time he produced the 
songs by Spoonie G and L.L. Cool J. 

In a telephone conversation with 
Fuchs, Williams admitted using a re- 
cording of "Impeach" on the L.L. 
Cool J singles, according to the suit. 
But Fuchs maintains Williams used 
the master itself and that "the braz- 
enness of taking it off the master 
precipitated our reaction." 

Tuff City filed its suit just a few 
days after a New York federal judge 
found Warner Bros. rap artist Biz 
Maride guilty of copyright infringe- 
ment in a suit that involved sampling. 
The judge ruled that eight bars of 
Raymond "Gilbert" O'Sullivan's 1972 
hit "Alone Again (Naturally)" had 

been used in the song without autho- 
rization of the copyright holder. Mar - 
kie's label, Warner Bros., was direct- 
ed to discontinue sales of the album. 

That case set an important prece- 
dent, but the Tuff City suit has an ad- 
ditional point to make, Fuchs says: 
"Just because 'Impeach' wasn't a hit 
record the way Gilbert O'Sullivan's 
song was doesn't make the appropri- 
ation any less brazen." 

Tuff City's suit also charges that 
"Give The People" by Def Jam re- 
cording group EPMD (not produced 
by Williams) includes vocal samples 
from "Impeach The President." 

Both Williams and Def Jam execu- 
tives were unavailable for comment 
at press time. 

BARBARA DAVIES 

says the record companies don't un- 
derstand the concept of collectibles. 
"They put them out to combat the 
fact that promotional items end up 
selling for a lot of money at a swap 
meet," he says. "But you can't make 
a Hammer limited edition and expect 
people to buy it. Hammer is not hip 
on a collectors level. Artists like Mi- 
chael Jackson and R.E.M. are collect- 
ible." 

Say reports that the Michael Jack- 
son special edition sold "pretty well," 
but "we couldn't give Hammer 
away." 

According to a manager at Tower's 
Hollywood, Calif., store, upon initial 
release the limited editions sell well, 
but a few weeks after, what stock is 
left sits in the bins. 

Wherehouse Entertainment VP of 
sales merchandise Jim Dobbe says he 
stocks limited editions with caution. 
"I haven't seen huge sales on any of 
those things," he says. "It has to be a 
pretty avid fan to buy something like 
that." Dobbe also notes that the high 
price isn't helping the limited editions 
sell. "At a time when the economy is 
what it is, there is a reluctancy to pay 
twice the normal price for the same 
music." 

The audio /video packages that ac- 
tually give the consumer something 
extra or exclusive to that package are 
faring a little better. 

The Queensryche set, which car- 
ries a $40.98 list for the CD-and-video- 
cassette edition, climbed to No. 38 on 
The Billboard 200 Top Albums chart. 
Wherehouse's Dobbe and Tempo's 
Oberstein report brisk sales. Retail- 
ers point out that package has been 
successful because the CD /cassette 
and the video are not available sepa- 
rately. 

A manager at Tower's Hollywood 
store says the initial shipment of the 
Richards set -with a $39.96 suggest- 
ed retail price -"flew out the door," 
and Tempo's Oberstein says the 
chain sold out of the set. 

Yet Moby Disc's Say notes that 
these packages, too, pose some prob- 
lems. "With Queensryche, you are 
getting into the high -ticket items," he 
says. "I've noticed that metal fans 
have a real hesitancy to spend over 
$15 for anything."

"BABY GOT BACK" BY Sir Mix -A -Lot (Def American) holds at No. 
1 for a fifth week, as sales continue steady at more than 140,000 per 
week. "This Used To Be My Playground" by Madonna (Sire) and "Baby - 
Baby -Baby" by TLC (LaFace) are now neck -and -neck at Nos. 2 and 3, 
as "Baby -Baby- Baby" gains more points than "Playground." Both sin- 
gles have narrowed the gap with "Baby Got Back" as the latter's airplay 
points have peaked. Any one of the top three could be No. 1 next week, 
or "Baby Got Back" could hold again. "Achy Breaky Heart" is a strong 
No. 2 in sales (about 90,000 units per week), but it is not strong enough 
on the airplay side to compete for No. 1 overall. "I'll Be There" by Ma- 
riah Carey (Columbia) holds at No. 1 on the Top 40 Radio Monitor for 
an amazing eight weeks, but the single has been cut out, so it slips to 
No. 11 overall. 

THE TOP 10 IS extremely competitive, with eight bulleted records. 
One record, however, stands out as the biggest sales and airplay gainer, 
by far, on the entire Hot 100: "End Of The Road" by Boyz II Men (Mo- 
town). It skyrockets from No. 32 to No. 8 with a debut in sales at No. 
12 and a 14 -5 jump on the Monitor. It's a safe bet to hit No. 1 on the 
Hot 100, possibly in just two weeks. It's already No. 1 in airplay at 
WHYT Detroit and No. 3 at KIIS -FM Los Angeles. The week's biggest 
point -gainers below No. 20 are "Stay" by Shakespear's Sister (London) 
on the airplay side -last week's Power Pick/Sales -and "We Will Rock 
You/We Are The Champions" by Queen (Hollywood) on the sales side. 
Queen's single zooms 24 places to No. 54 as the cassette single's release 
triples the sales points. (Previously, only two maxi -single configurations 
were available.) Sales now account for 67% of the medley's total points. 

THE SIX NEW ENTRIES are led by "Jesus He Knows Me" by Gene- 
sis (Atlantic), debuting strongly at No. 59. Two artists are new to the 
Hot 100. Canadian singer k.d. lang has had gold albums, but she has 
never appeared on the Hot 100 until this week. "Constant Craving" 
(Sire), already No. 18 on the Hot Adult Contemporary chart, debuts at 
No. 89 on the Hot 100. Early top 40 support comes from Power 99 At- 
lanta, where it's No. 28 in airplay. "The Hitman," a techno record out 
of Belgium, marks the chart debut for duo AB Logic (Interscope) at No. 
94. "Hitman" is breaking out of Los Angeles, where it's No. 6 in airplay 
at Power 106. 

QUICK CUTS: There is strong sales activity among many singles, 
causing two records that earn bullets to move backward on the sales 
chart. "Warm It Up" by Kris Kross (Ruffhouse) is pushed back from 4- 
6 and "Jump Around" by House Of Pain (Tommy Boy) from 21 -23. Both 
singles, however, move up on the Hot 100 ... The high teens and low 
20s on the Hot 100 is "tight." As a result, "Take This Heart" by Richard 
Marx (Capitol) increases its total points by about 10% but is held at No. 
23 with a bullet. And "Friday I'm In Love" by the Cure (Fiction) holds 
at No. 19 for the fourth week in a row. In those four weeks, its point 
total has increased by 16% but it has been stymied in attempts to move 
up as records with bigger increases have jumped over it.

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Al Gore Gets (Mostly) High Marks For His Music -Industry Record

WASHINGTON, D.C. -Sen. Al- 
bert Gore, D- Tenn., the running 
mate of Democratic Presidential 
nominee Bill Clinton, is considered 
by music business observers here 
to be a strong supporter of the in- 
dustry. This opinion is supported 
by his record as a senator, begin- 
ning in 1985, and his previous nine 
years as a member of the House of 
Representatives. 

In several instances, however, 
Gore initiated or took part in hear- 
ings or probes that focused on con- 
troversial record industry topics, 
including two unsuccessful probes 
into payola. He also participated in 
the first hearing on the issue of pa- 
rental- guidance warning labels on 
records, but soon backed off from 
further action. 

"It's pretty clear he decided to 
steer clear of the labeling issue, I 
think," says one veteran lobbyist 
still active in music industry 
causes. "And I think his wife [Tip- 
per Gore] also saw a line drawn in 
the sand that [the Parents' Music 
Resource Center] couldn't cross." 

Other than these two bumpy 
rides, Gore (whose state office is in 
Nashville) is well -thought -of as a 
legislator with an appreciation for 
the problems facing the industry. 

"I'd say he's been one of our 
leading lawmakers on our issues," 
says one veteran music industry 
lobbyist. "Considering the fact 
that he doesn't serve on the Judi- 
ciary Committee [which usually 
handles copyright -related issues], 

I'd have to say he's been one of our 
best 'water carriers,' meaning he's 
done a lot of work." 

Gore's prominent work on mu- 
sic- related issues is best exempli- 
fied by his continuing sponsorship 
of audio home -taping bills, rang- 
ing from a predigital measure in 
the mid -'80s to the currently pend- 
ing digital audio legislation, which 
includes a royalty payment to 
copyright owners. Gore has co- 
sponsored virtually all legislation 
that has affected the music indus- 
try passed by Congress during the 
last decade, including the Copy- 
right Renewal Act, just signed by 
President Bush, and the Record 
Rental Act, approved by Congress 
in 1984 and signed into law the fol- 
lowing year. 

In 1986 and 1987, he was also one 
of the chief opponents of copyright 
licensing legislation that would 
have severely changed the method 
of collecting composer and song- 
writer royalties. 

Proposed by broadcasters, the 
bill would have replaced the per- 
forming rights' societies' blanket 
licensing systems with so- called 
source licensing. If the legislation 
had been passed, it would have 
been a red -tape nightmare for indi- 
vidual copyright owners dealing 
with the broadcast industry. 

Gore was successful in stopping 
the bill. 

PAYOLA MBE 
On the other hand, he initiated 

an April 1986 Senate subcommit- 
tee investigation into "plugola" 

that eventually fizzled. It was ex- 
plained at the time that the investi- 
gative team traveling around the 
country had been pulled off the 
probe to work on other ongoing in- 
vestigations. Also, the Justice De- 
partment was already involved in 
investigating several of the cases 
mentioned by Gore in his an- 
nouncement, which may have 
helped dampen the probe. Gore 
said, "We're not out to put people 
in jail; we just want to see if the 
current [payola] laws are work- 
ing."

Gore also headed a 1984 payola 
probe by the House Oversight and 
Investigations Subcommittee. 
That, too, was inconclusive, due to 
what he termed a "conspiracy of 
silence" by potential witnesses 
who were unwilling to testify. 

His overall pro -industry stance 
was also interrupted by his awk- 
ward, freshman -senator involve- 
ment in the "information- only," in- 
dustry- bashing hearing on objec- 
tionable record lyrics by the 
Senate Commerce Committee on 
Sept. 19, 1985. Gore's wife, Tipper, 
representing the Parents' Music 

Resource Center, also testified at 
that hearing, which was called by 
then committee chairman Sen. 
John Danforth, R -Mo. 

LEGISLATIVE TACTIC 

Up to that time, the industry had 
chosen to ignore and denigrate the 
calls by the PMRC and the national 
Parent -Teacher Assn. for volun- 
tary parental- guidance labeling of 
records with sexually explicit or 
drug -related lyrics. 

The committee used the hearing 
to warn the industry, as the Bill- 
board headline of the time put it, to 
"clean up your act" and move for- 
ward with a voluntary parental - 
warning label. 

The message, most strongly ar- 
ticulated by other members of the 
committee, was loud and clear: Do 
it voluntarily, or else the Senate 
might consider legislation. 

Sen. Gore's rather formal "com- 
mendation" to several "porn- rock" 
witnesses for their testimony up- 
set many in the music community, 
as did his statement that he was 
dismayed that not one major rec- 
ord company official had taken up 
the "invitation" of the committee 
to appear. 

ZAPPA FAN 

Gore took an active part in the 
questioning of witnesses as varied 
as Frank Zappa (whom he compli- 
mented by saying he had always 
admired his music), Dee Snider of 
Twisted Sister, John Denver, and 
Stanley Gortikov, then president 
of the Recording Industry Assn. of 

America. 
The hearing proved to be a con- 

tinuing political embarrassment. 
In 1987, when he threw his hat into 
the Presidential ring, Gore and his 
wife met in Hollywood with indus- 
try biggies, hoping to gain sup- 
port, and attempted to downplay 
his part in the scheduling of the 
meeting. 

He also admitted, in hindsight, 
that the resultant public spectacle 
"was not a good idea." 

Even with Gore's overall posi- 
tive track record, whenever his 
name is mentioned in music circles, 
the activities and accomplishments 
of his wife and the PMRC are also 
included. In the eyes of some ob- 
servers, then and now, Tipper 
Gore's call for industry self -regu- 
lation (with PMRC -approved stan- 
dards) was not that different from 
the now -omnipresent anti -porn 
stratagems of the Bush Adminis- 
tration's Justice Department and 
the evangelical far -right to put a 
lid on explicit sex for minors and 
adults. 

However, with experience and 
the passage of time, some of the 
PMRC's critics have softened their 
criticism of the group. 

Further, since the agreement be- 
tween the RIAA and the 
PMRC /PTA for a standardized 
sticker in 1990, the group has no 
longer been in the forefront of 
anti -porn activities, but has be- 
come a clearinghouse for parents 
and institutions interested in the 
lyrics controversy.

cratic ticket until he receives a re- 
sponse. 

"It would be helpful to address 
the issue clearly and quickly," ech- 
oes Rick Dobbis, president of the 
PolyGram Label Group. "I think 
Mrs. Gore has been less than a 
friend to the arts and I don't con- 
sider this just an industry issue." 

'WHERE DO THEY STAND ?' 
Among rock artists, reaction to 

the possibility of Tipper Gore's in- 
creased influence has been vehe- 
ment. 

"I feel like a vote for Clinton and 
Gore is putting a gun to my head 
because music is my livelihood," 
says Joey Ramone, leader of the 
Ramones. "I'd like to hear where 
they stand" on freedom of the 
arts. 

Other criticism by music busi- 
ness figures of the senator's wife 
has been muted -possibly in rec- 
ognition of gains expected in sup- 
port for the arts if the Clinton - 
Gore ticket is elected, or in ac- 
knowledgment of Sen. Gore's past 
support of other industry legisla- 
tion. (See story, this page.) 

The PMRC, co- founded by Tip- 
per Gore and Susan Baker, the 
wife of Secretary of State James 
Baker, in partnership with the na- 
tional PTA, was largely responsi- 
ble for injecting the issue of pop 
lyrics into the national political 
arena and media, beginning with a 
1985 hearing before the Senate 
Commerce Committee. 

Critics say the PMRC's publica- 
tions and actions gave credibility 
to more right -wing interest groups 
and contributed to a political cli- 

mate that spawned a rash of state 
bills calling for restrictive, manda- 
tory record labeling. Gore, who is 
opposed to such mandatory label- 
ing, helped convince state lawmak- 
ers to drop most of those bills in 
exchange for the record industry's 
voluntary lyric- sticker agreement 
in March 1990. 

However, those voluntary lyric 
labels also have restricted access 
to recordings in the marketplace, 
as some chains introduced 18 -to- 
buy rules for stickered product or 
declined to stock those discs, even 
by superstars such as Guns N' 
Roses, while local officials target-

ed stickered discs for obscenity 
prosecution. 

The American Civil Liberties 
Union has taken the position that 
"voluntary labels set a dangerous 
precedent and contribute to the cli- 
mate in which people can take 
more mandatory actions," says 
John Cummings, an official with 
the ACLU's Arts Censorship Pro- 
ject. "It's sort of a domino theory. 
The PMRC contributed to this cli- 
mate of censorship." 

LEAST OF EVILS 

Atlantic Records senior VP Dan- 
ny Goldberg, who is chair of the 
ACLU Foundation of Southern 
California, says he is "not backing 
away" from his previous objec- 
tions to all record labeling. But 
Goldberg, like others, says he has 
weighed his objections to Tipper 
Gore's efforts against his objec- 
tions to the activities of the Bush 
administration. 

"There's a stark reality that we 
have a President and Vice Presi- 
dent who have launched the most 
vicious attack on the arts in recent 
history," he says. "I disagree with 
[Tipper Gore] on some things, but 
they're minor next to the distinc- 
tions between Clinton and Bush." 
Goldberg says he is most con- 
cerned with electing an adminis- 
tration that would appoint federal 
judges supportive of free expres- 
sion. 

Leading retailers say they are 
not troubled by Tipper Gore and 
the activities of the PMRC. 

"That's not the group I'm wor- 
ried about," says Russ Solomon, 
president of MTS Inc., which oper- 

ates the Tower Records chain. Cit- 
ing organizations to the right of 
the PMRC, including police groups 
currently attempting to ban the 
"Body Count" album featuring 
Ice -T, he says Tipper Gore "was 
very reasonable in working out a 
deal with the record companies." 

Howard Appelbaum, executive 
VP of the Kemp Mill Music chain, 
similarly describes Tipper Gore as 
"moderate and sensible. She made 
a lot of people to the right of her 
seem extraordinarily unreason- 
able," he says. However, Appel- 
baum concedes he was not certain 
of the current agenda of the 
PMRC. "If anybody wants to limit 
the sales of music to people, it is a 
significant concern to me," he 
says. 

NOT DOWN WITH TIPPER 
Artists and anti- censorship ac- 

tivists have been less sanguine 
about the chance of Tipper Gore's 
stature in Washington, D.C., rising 
in the upcoming election. 

"Tipper Gore has been against 
black people and our music since 
the Sugar Hill Gang," says rapper 
Luther Campbell, whose record- 
ings with 2 Live Crew have been 
the target of obscenity prosecu- 
tions. 

"Clinton has picked a man and 
his wife that are against black peo- 
ple and black music," says Camp- 
bell, who said he would urge fans 
to vote Republican rather than 
support Clinton and Gore. 

"I resent this rewrite of history 
with Tipper," says anti -censorship 
activist Phyllis Pollack, referring 
to the tempered comments of in- 

dustry leaders who previously con- 
demned the PMRC. "If they're go- 
ing to vote for Clinton, they should 
say we're voting for the lesser 
evil -and therefore we must be on 
our guard." 

Lee Ballinger of the Right to 
Rock Network, a national coalition 
of anti -censorship groups, dis- 
putes the view that the PMRC has 
been less active in recent years. He 
says the group recently said it 
would increase the frequency of 
its newsletter from quarterly to bi- 
monthly, while sales of its contro- 
versial anti -rock video "Rising To 
The Challenge" have increased 
nearly 400% in the past four years. 

"The record company executives 
of America would rather have 
their friends in high places than 
defend our music," says Ballinger. 
"Before anyone in the music indus- 
try rushes to the lesser of three 
evils, we should get a commitment 
for the disbanding of the PMRC." 

Joey Ramone expressed his ob- 
jections to Tipper Gore and the 
PMRC in a song, "Censorshit," 
written before Clinton chose Gore 
as his running mate. It will be re- 
leased on the new Ramones album, 
"Mondo Bizarro," this fall. 

Although the Clinton -Gore tick- 
et has been seen as attractive to a 
younger generation, Ramone de- 
scribed a reaction to the pairing 
that some observers say may be 
shared by young music fans, wary 
of the anti -rock crusades of Sen. 
Gore's wife. 

"I felt betrayed by the stance of 
the Clinton -Gore ticket," he says. 
"I felt outraged and I felt alienat- 
ed."

compilation of Atlantic /Atco Re- 
masters rock and R &B artists. Oth- 
er promotional aspects of the cam- 
paign involve point -of- purchase ma- 
terials, including posters and logo 
flats; full -page four -color ads in 
Rolling Stone, Musician, CD Re- 
view, Spin, Pulse!, Utne Reader, Jet, 
and Time; and a trivia contest about 
the catalog artists for members of 
the press, awarding Pioneer CD 
players. 

Senior product manager Faith Ra- 
phael says similar trivia contests 
for consumers -and in some cases 
for store personnel -will be staged 
at retail accounts in select markets. 
"We thought the trivia contest was 
a good way to get people to become 
better acquainted with the catalog 
and these artists." Other store -level 
contests will focus on the use of 
P -O -P materials. Sales VP Keith Al- 
tomare adds that the label has also 
tailored additional promotions to 
specific major accounts. 

"For Wherehouse, there might be 
a print ad highlighting the Stax/ 
Volt midline," he suggests. "At 
Tower, we can go and highlight on 
full- price. The main thing is to re- 
educate the marketplace, letting re- 
tailers know that we're very ag- 
gressive about these reissues and 
really want to work them, that it's 
the biggest campaign we've ever 
launched. We don't usually spend six 
figures, but this will be well into it." 

Rhino's philosophy, Altomare 
continues, is to encourage retail 
marketing of full catalog lines. 

"Check the major accounts and 
they tell you that sales per custom- 
er are down," he says. "Catalog is 

where accounts can grow and get 
incremental billing. We believe that 
once we reintroduce the Atlantic 
catalog and present a strong push 
behind it, retailers will get numbers 
they haven't seen before." 

Rhino's commitment to the launch 
promotion extends throughout the 
fourth quarter, says Raphael, who 

further notes that future Atlantic re- 
issues will also dig into its jazz cata- 
log. Tobey adds that at least two 
more phases of the campaign will be 
developed over the next 18 months. 

"We're holding ourselves to even 
higher standards of quality because 
of the importance of this body of 
work," concludes Stewart.

KJMZ Dallas 

UNTIL THE WINTER Arbitron came back, it looked 
like KJMZ (100.3 Jamz) Dallas' role in the urban war 
there was primarily as a spoiler. While KJMZ managed 
to end the market dominance of rival KKDA -FM (K104) 
shortly after its December 1988 debut, KJMZ never 
managed to actually beat K104, except in Birch. 

But a year after APD Tom Casey became acting PD, 
then PD, KJMZ has become the first urban station to 
pass K104 in more than a decade. In the winter book, 
it was up 4.0 -5.7 12 -plus, third in the market behind 
country KSCS and KPLX. K104 was tied for fifth, up 
4.4 -4.7. 

One reason it took KJMZ so long to kick in is that it 
took more than two years for the station to decide that 
it was an urban station, not a top 40 /dance outlet. The 
first Jerry Clifton client to pick up WJHM Orlando, 
Fla.'s "jamz" nickname, KJMZ came as urban with a 
dance lean, but within a year's time had gone far afield, 
adding such nonurban titles as "One" by the Bee Gees 
and "Love Song" by the Cure. 

When KJMZ refocused, again becoming a straight - 
ahead urban station, it initially did so with the same 
adult lean as Summit Broadcasting's other 
urbans -WRKS New York, WVEE Atlanta, and WXYV 
Baltimore. Eventually, however, it decided to skew 
younger than K104, which wasn't enough to keep it from 
bottoming out at a 2.7 in fall '90. "In the first two years, 
we had never made any serious commitment to the com- 
munity- black, white, or Hispanic," Casey says. "We be- 
gan to lack an identity." 

In January '91, original PD Elroy Smith left and 
Casey became acting PD. Casey "completely refocused 
the radio station: stripped away some of the newer music 
and got the hits back on the air." At that time, Jamz also 
repeated the stunt it had signed on with, playing "Jam 
On It" by Newcleus for 24 hours, and added the slogan 
"Get With The Program" to counter its rival's "K104's 
Got It Goin' On." 

In addition, Casey says, he and morning man Russ 
Parr "sat down and talked about what needed to be done 
to get him out there, since we were dedicating ourselves 
to being an urban radio station." The turning point, 
Casey says, came last year on the Southern civil rights 
holiday Juneteenth, when K104 got the rights to the offi- 
cial city celebration, but KJMZ managed to draw a 
larger crowd to its own outdoor show, featuring De La 
Soul and Special Generation. 

Promotionally, KJMZ had some billboards this fall, 
but no cash and no other outside marketing. Like a lot 
of Clifton clients, its chief contesting centers around 
theme weekends. It also tried to align itself with the Dal- 
las Cowboys last fall and winter, adding running back 

Michael Irvin for pre- and postgame reports. For the 
spring, it's planning a late -May "Jam In The Park" fea- 
turing Kris Kross, Jazzy Redd, Arrested Development, 
and A Lighter Shade Of Brown. 

Musically, KJMZ is another Clifton station that has 
decided to let most of its hit raps play all day. "When 
the station was down, it had plain gotten boring at cer- 
tain times of the day," Casey says. He still believes that 
KJMZ skews younger than K104, although he notes, 
"I've heard K104 playing 'Steady Mobbin' by Ice Cube 
at 1 p.m. before." 

Here's KJMZ in middays: Kris Kross, "Jump "; Steph- 
anie Mills, "Never Knew Love Like This Before "; Gerald 
Levert, "School Me "; R. Kelly, "Honey Love "; Tracie 
Spencer, "Love Me "; TLC, "Baby Baby Baby"; Color Me 
Badd, "I Wanna Sex You Up "; Jodeci, "U & I "; and Janet 
Jackson, "Let's Wait Awhile." 

And here's K104 in middays: Pebbles, "Mercedes 
Boy "; Rude Boys, "Written All Over Your Face "; 
"School Me "; Meli'sa Morgan, "Still In Love With You"; 
Keith Sweat, "Keep It Comin' "; Shanice, "I'm Cryin' "; 
TLC, "Ain't 2 Proud 2 Beg"; BeBe & CeCe Winans, "It's 
OK "; and 2Pac, "Brenda's Got A Baby." 

One thing that has to be kept in mind about KJMZ's 
fall book is that new K104 PD James Alexander was only 
getting situated as the book wound down, and that the 
station had been without a PD for several months before 
his arrival. Another is that KHYI, the most urban-lean- 
ing of the two top 40s, went oldies last fall, leaving only 
KEGL, which, after a year of skewing urban itself, went 
back to its former rock lean. As a former dance station, 
KJMZ would have been the most likely of the two urbans 
to reclaim some nonblack audience. 

K104, Casey says, "has definitely changed since James 
got there. They've tightened up and they sound good. 
The perceptual on them is they sound good. Listeners 
have noticed that they've turned over their whole staff 
besides [morning man] Torn Joyner, but people were 
saying that about K104 since we came into the market 
because it happened for the fast time 31/2 years ago and 
for some reason it died hard. 

"K104 has a serious advantage over us in that 
they've got Tom Joyner. I think Russ is on a par with 
Tom, but Tom has that history behind him," Casey 
says. In mornings, K104 was flat at a 4.7 while KJMZ 
was up 3.0 -3.9. 

The biggest change, Casey says, is that KJMZ has 
managed to cut into K104's community service reputa- 
tion. "People still think of them as a community sta- 
tion, but no longer as the community station. We're 
now sharing [that perception]. We have absolutely 
turned it around in terms of that billing." SEAN ROSS

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MUSIC SCENE STRUGGLES TO FIND ITS PLACE IN CHANGED LANDSCAPE OF THE FORMER YUGOSLAVIA 
(Continued from page 1) 

The moment fighting began, the 
united Yugoslavian market shat- 
tered, longstanding ties were rup- 
tured, and the music scene was 
plunged into crisis. Since last au- 
tumn, many bands in Serbia and Cro- 
atia have stopped working, and their 
members have gone abroad rather 
than replace guitars with guns. Most- 
ly they have headed for London and 
Amsterdam, where they have al- 
ready formed some Serbo-Croatian 
bands. 

At the same time, there has been a 
proliferation of songs about the war. 
In Croatia, pop musicians were the 
first to be galvanized into producing 
a string of typical folk tunes for pro- 
paganda purposes. One was Tomis- 
lav Ivtié, who turned over all the pro- 
ceeds of his record, "Stop The War In 
Croatia," to humanitarian causes. 
Croatia Records -formerly Jugoton, 
the biggest and most professional 
record company in what used to be 
Yugoslavia -gathered its top pop and 
rock stars under the name Croatia 
Band Aid to make "My Homeland," a 
song about the pathos of war with a 
predictable hymn -like sound to it. 

Most of these songs -on both 
sides -are marked by kitsch, often 
flirting with the clearly defined laws 
of socialist realism. In this respect, 
nothing can compete with "Danke 
Deutschland," spun out in mid -Janu- 
ary by Croatian Television in re- 
sponse to Germany's international 
recognition of Croatia. The song, 
which was not given much airtime, 
was reviewed as follows in the Za- 
greb weekly Danas: "Leaving aside 
the servility, the fawning, the miser- 
able quality of both the score and the 
lyrics, the worst thing is that the 
song mentions the gift we got from 
Germany. In other words, Germany 
gave us freedom, and the dozens of 
thousands of dead and wounded, the 
hundreds of thousands of refugees 
and demolished houses, have nothing 
to do with it. This presumptuous, 
sugar -coated ditty was sung to the 
backdrop of scenes from some New 
Year's Bavarian dance, heightening 
the impression of high -handed grati- 
tude." 

MUSICAL 'GUERNICA' 

Last September, the Croatian Cri- 
sis Command of Vukovar called on 
musicians to make their own contri- 
bution to the war effort. Ivan Piko 
Stan!ié (a drummer, a producer, and 
currently editor of domestic produc- 
tions at Croatia Records) joined Saga 
Radulovié from the band Psycho- 

modo Pop to record "Bang -Bang! Vu- 
kovar," which was soon being played 
on all radio shows near the battle- 
front. 

"Although we came from a differ- 
ent environment, marked by pacifism 
and the apolitical, and partly even by 
the motto 'Make Love Not War,' we 
couldn't remain passive because that 
would be hypocritical," says Stangié. 
"The songs simply poured out one af- 
ter another, depending on how re- 
ports from the front affected us. If 
Picasso had waited for inspiration, 
there would never have been a 'Guer- 
nica' and the Clash would never have 
come out with 'Combat Rock,' which 
is a kind of school for rock in war- 
time." 

StanCié recorded these songs on his 
album "Rock Academy," including 
the track "Nicaragua- Afghanistan- 
Croatia -Lebanon," which has been 
dubbed "war funk international." 

Other musicians "did their bit" via 
a double album of "Rock For Cro- 
atia," 26 songs featuring virtually all 
important Croatian musicians, along 
with some new names. Some of the 
material has a conciliatory tone and 
favors an end to the conflict. Other 
songs, more aggressive in the elec- 
tro- rap -funk style, put Slobodan Milo- 
gevic and some of the Yugoslav 
Army generals through the mill; they 
are clearly aimed at raising the spirit 
of the Croatian fighters. 

Another piece of agitprop, "Rock 
For Croatia," features the Ramones- 
like Psychomodo Pop with its song 
"Croatia Must Win" and the slogan 
"Punkers Defend Croatia." 

DIGGING DEEPER 

Film, one of the best Yugoslavian 
new -wave bands, digs deeper in "Hey 
There, My Belgrade Friend." This is 
a new arrangement of an old, senti- 
mental Italian canzone for which 
Film's Jura Stublié wrote emotional 
lyrics about two friends -one a Bel - 
grader, the other from Zagreb -who, 
in the madness of war, are forced to 
shoot at one another. 

The song was not well- received 
anywhere. In Zagreb, it was seen as 
too conciliatory, while Belgrade 
didn't like the idea that the Belgrade 
friend should be the one to die, the 
Zagreb friend the one to live. It trig- 
gered numerous ideological commen- 
taries. Anica Nonveiller, a music pro- 
ducer at Radio Belgrade's First Pro- 
gram, was even suspended for 
playing the song on the air. In fact, it 
is a moving ballad, certainly the best 
this war has produced, and one of the

few that will survive it. 
The different political situations in 

Serbia and Croatia this past year 
have been reflected in the reactions 
of their respective music scenes. The 
conflict was felt much less in Bel- 
grade than in Zagreb, which, along 
with the absence of a Serbian propa- 
ganda apparatus, explains why few 
of Serbia's leading musicians dwelt 
on war themes. For a little while, 
there was a slew of privately pro- 
duced nationalistic and chauvinistic 
songs by semi -anonymous folk sing- 
ers, as well as new arrangements of 
various royalist- monarchist songs, 
most of which had been banned dur- 
ing Marshall Tito's time. But, as the 
period of national frustration abated, 
so did interest in these themes. 

This typically Yugo-Balkan trend 
had another curious point: It was 
symmetrically reflected in Croatian 
production. Musical motifs -even en- 
tire phrases -overlapped and lyrics 
coincided; only the central ideas were 
changed in keeping with the objective 
of this applied pop production. 

Admittedly, Serbia still hasn't 
found a proper counterpart for the 
Zagreb song "I'm Waiting For You," 
which was recorded by young ac- 
tresses. It is a new arrangement of 
"Lili Marlene," popular among Ger- 
man soldiers in World War II and a 
song that still arouses unpleasant as- 
sociations in Serbia. 

The hibernating rock scene in Ser- 
bia has witnessed a decline in quality. 
The general poverty and dramatically 
slashed audience -reduced to Serbia, 
Montenegro, and Macedonia -has 
seen musicians vegetating as they 
wait for better days. 

After 15 years together, for in- 
stance, the members of Fish Chow- 
der announced their retirement with 
the album "Swan Song." Its most ef- 
fective ballad is "The War Is Over," 
which band leader Bora Djordjevié 
wrote for a stage production of Ber- 
colt Brecht's "Mother Courage." 

Meanwhile, teenage idol Bajaga 
has symbolically marked his continu- 
ity on the music scene by cutting a 

maxi -single called "The Four Sea- 
sons," an apolitical record with a 
verse suggesting that its escapism 
may be a conscious choice: "This is a 
song you can sing /This is a song you 
can march to ?' 

The apolitical quality of the Bel- 
grade scene is also reflected in re- 
cordings reminiscent of peacetime. 
The teenage stars this season are the 
rockabilly -styled Vampires, while the 
band Bel Tempo (led by singer -ac- 
tress Suzana Petrigevié and her 
brother Vlada) offers a sophisticated, 
soft urban pop, along the lines of 
Sade and Working Week. 

ANTI -WAR MUSICIANS 

The only musicians that have be- 
come involved in anti -war efforts 
here are members of the bands Cath- 
erine the Great, Electric Orgasm, and 
the Party- breakers, who united under 
the name Rimtutituki. In cooperation 
with B -92, the Belgrade youth radio 
station, they recorded a peace song 
called "Listen Here (Peace, Brother, 
Peace)!" They also gave a couple of 
open -air performances in the center 
of Belgrade, joined by Rambo Ama- 
deus. 

Amadeus, whose real name is An- 
tonije Pugié, is currently the most in- 
teresting figure on the Belgrade mu- 
sic scene. In his three albums, he has 
created an effective and original com- 
bination of funk, folk, rap, and rock 
riffs reminiscent of Jimi Hendrix, 
with lyrics that express his anger at 
the current Serbian regime. "Rock 'n' 
roll in Yugoslavia died when Slobo- 
dan Milogevié appeared," Amadeus 
declares. 

Ironically, before Milogevié came 
to power, Amadeus was a little - 
known alternative musician. He has 
earned himself a name only in the 
past couple of years, largely thanks 
to his sharp-edged opposition views. 
"Psychological Propaganda Set M- 
91," his most recent album, has a 
track called "K.P.G.S." in which he 
samples fragments from the speech- 
es of Milogevié and Franjo Trudjman. 
However, at the last moment, record 

company PGP /RTB abridged the 
song and put out a cleaned -up ver- 
sion. The original has now become 
the highlight of Amadeus' concerts 
and a hit on independent radio pro- 
grams. 

TIES THAT BIND 

Amadeus is proof that not all ties 
within this country have been bro- 
ken: In April, he made a guest ap- 
pearance in Ljubljana, capital of the 
breakaway republic of Slovenia. The 
two shows were sold out and he was 
well- received by audiences and the 
media alike; now Rimtutituki is pre- 
paring a similar trip. 

Electric Orgasm also went down 
well during a visit to Skoplje, capital 
of Macedonia; a month earlier, Mac- 
edonian band Bread And Salt had ap- 
peared in Belgrade's elite Sava Cen- 
ter to celebrate 15 years together and 
to promote their "Live In New York" 
CD, recorded at CBGB's. In fact, in- 
stead of the one Belgrade concert 
planned, Bread And Salt did a four- 
day stint to packed houses -a real 
slap in the face for the active policy 
of national hatred. 

Bread And Salt have cultivated a 
refined jazz -rock style with strong 
ethnic overtones derived from Mac - 
edonia's splendid folk heritage. Less 
than a year after the break -up of Yu- 
goslavia, a nostalgia seems to be de- 
veloping for the sounds of old. 

NO MUSIC IN BOSNIA 

In Bosnia, they're not playing mu- 
sic, they're shooting. Coran Bregovié, 
leader of White Button and the most 
creative artist to come out of the local 
music scene, has moved to Paris, 
where he is writing a film score for 
director Emir Kusturica. 

Together with Greek musicians 
and singers, Bregovié has produced 
"Paradentica," an album featuring 
some White Button material and his 
own best scores from the movies of 
Kusturica and other Bosnian direc- 
tors. Aimed at the Greek market, the 
recording's strong ethno-overtone 
has yielded sales of more than 
100,000 copies. 

The Slovene music scene is also in 
limbo; reissues are big there. The 
band Lalni Franz has come out with 
three CD compilations of its past 12 
years of work. Borghesia has re- 
leased its "Dreamers In Color" al- 
bum through Belgium's Play It 
Again Sam label, with a note on the 
jacket saying that the material was 
recorded during the war in Slove- 
nia-a promotional ploy, considering 
that the fighting there lasted only 10 
days. 

Laibach, the best known Slovene 
band, has had its album "Kapital" re- 
leased internationally by Mute Rec- 
ords. The album sticks to the style 
Laibach carved out 10 years ago 
within the Neue Slowenische Kunst 
movement. 

Only in Slovenia do rock bands 
from the West still appear, audiences 
elsewhere have been deprived of this 
privilege. 

Despite this depressing and sullied 
period, most fans and performers 
here do not seem to have lost hope of 
seeing the eventual re- emergence of 
a united music scene, with informa- 
tion flowing unimpeded and with 
guest appearances in neighboring re- 
publics being a normal thing. For 
these optimists, there is nothing to do 
but wait for better times.

veal specific sales figures. 
(It's interesting to note that Mil - 

grim's label has thrived without the 
help of Garth Brooks. The country 
superstar is signed to Liberty Rec- 
ords, formerly Capitol Nashville, and 
that unit's profits have gone directly 
to Capitol -EMI Music's bottom line 
since early 1990.) 

Milgrim sees the label's mission for 
1992 as the maximization of Capitol's 
current artist roster, which was ex- 
tensively winnowed after his arrival 
at the company. 

"When I first came to the company 
[the roster] was over 150 artists," 
Milgrim says. "It's now under 100 
artists ... What we've been doing is 
trying to keep that number at a very 
manageable stage, so we can develop 
and work each one of those artists as 
they come out, whether it be School 
Of Fish, Phil Perry, Dave Koz -any 
of these artists that have been signed 
in the last couple years. These are 
what I call artist development cam- 
paigns, where we put these artists out 
on the road and they're building very 
strong bases. All of these artists I've 
just mentioned are in that 200,000 -plus 
[unit sales] area on their first records, 
which I feel very proud of." 

He continues, "We've got to devel- 
op new artists, so we have to be much 
more selective, much more focused 
about which ones we're going to re- 
lease and go after, and then have a 
commitment to that artist for months 
and months and months. And then 
make sure that artist has the commit- 
ment to want to go out and tour for 
months, and do the press." 

Milgrim cites guitarist Eric John- 
son as a singular example of the la- 
bel's road -oriented artist develop- 
ment strategy. Johnson's album "Ah 
Via Musicom" sold 750,000 units, 

says Milgrim, "after working it for 
about 15 months. From [Johnson's] 
point of view, he was out on the road 
supporting that, obviously, during 
that time, building this incredible 
base." 

Milgrim cites the label's approach 
to School Of Fish, whose album was 
released last April, as an example of 
Capitol's long -term work on a project: 
"This week, we're going after School 
Of Fish at [top 40] for the first time. 
For me, that's what Capitol is going 
to be doing on a much more consis- 
tent basis. Much more setup." 

To that end, Capitol has estab- 
lished a regional marketing manage- 
ment team and stepped up club pro- 
motion by urban promotion staffers. 

Milgrim says, "In the '80s and the 
'90s, you have to have a real commu- 
nication with the street -with the re- 
tailers, with your distribution compa- 
ny, and you need to have your own 
field force that works with your dis- 
tribution company, and that's what 
we've been building since I got here, 
because this company did not have 
that beforehand." 

PRODUCTION DEALS 

On the A &R side, Capitol has bol- 
stered its internal efforts by making 
production pacts with five indepen- 
dent, autonomous imprints (Bill- 
board, Feb. 8). 

"To be honest with you, a number 
of those production deals have been 
in the works since the day I came to 
this company," Milgrim says. "In ev- 
ery case, every one of those are long- 
term relationships that I've had with 
these people ... What I think they're 
going to be doing is complement that 
staff we have here, that I think is real- 
ly setting us up for the future." 

Milgrim acknowledges that Capi- 

tol's success with established talents 
has added luster to the label's pres- 
tige, and has attracted new acts: "A 
number of artists and managers now 
want to be at Capitol Records." 

He notes that such heavily courted 
groups as Subject To Change, I Moth- 
er Earth, Mazzy Star, and the Butt - 
hole Surfers have inked with Capitol. 

Milgrim says that his two years 
with Capitol, and his discussions with 
EMI Music Group label managers 
from around the world, have alerted 
him to the global possibilities for the 
American company. 

"It's really opened my eyes to what 
you can do in other territories of the 
world -that it isn't just the United 
States anymore," he says. "For 
years, I used to think this was it- 
you had to have your success in the 
United States. Now, I still believe 
we've got to have our base in the 
United States, for our groups that we 
sign here, but I also believe there are 
so many other possibilities for not 
only having phenomenal success 
abroad, but hopefully having success 
with the artists from Canada, Japan, 
Australia, Europe, here, with their art- 
ists, with their repertoire. From that 
standpoint, it's really opened my mind 
up to different ways of selling." 

He continues, "Every artist that 
we have on this label, I sit down and 
talk with them about having a world- 
wide attitude." 

One important growth area world- 
wide for Capitol is the Blue Note jazz 
imprint overseen by Bruce Lundvall. 
"In the world market, it is absolutely 
growing," Milgrim says. "We have 
some phenomenal situations happen- 
ing, both in Japan and in Europe, 
with Blue Note and their artists." 

Taking a global view has also sug- 
gested new marketing possibilities,

Cloeckaert for the managing direc- 
torship of PolyGram Belgium. 

In addition to the Gipsy Kings and 
ARS, Pearce will handle a couple of 
other Belgian deals (Emphasis, Play 
It Again Sam) and, from the U.S., 
Curb. Newly signed is British band 
the Farm, for the world outside the 
U.K. and North America. The act's 
last album, licensed to independents, 
sold about 400,000 copies in mainland 
Europe, according to Russell, and a 
similar number in the U.K. 

Russell says the new unit is being 
created to maximize opportunities to 
acquire product and artists that 
might not otherwise come to Sony. 

"People in the U.K. used to call me to 
ask if I was interested in deals for 
outside the U.K., and I'd say, 'No, not 
really.' We didn't have a mechanism 
for handling that," he says. "But 
when Jeremy and I talked about it, 
we realized there were quite a lot of 
these, and that we should exploit the 
opportunities. 

"He won't go out and try to find 
new artists," Russell continues. "In 
fact, most deals will not be for new 
acts; they'll come with some sort of 
existing track record. And we'll have 
a different kind of relationship with 
those talent sources. It's another way 
of expanding our repertoire base.

elude "Stay In My Corner" and "Oh 
What A Night"; and the Staple Sing- 
ers, early purveyors of contemporary 
gospel. 

Each of the single recipients will 
receive a $15,000 monetary grant, 
while the two groups honored will re- 
ceive $20,000. 

On hand to present the awards will 
be Bonnie Raitt, Sam Moore, MC 
Lyte, Jerry Butler, Narada Michael 
Walden, and Nona Hendryx. 

Suzan Jenkins, executive director 
of the foundation, said in a state- 
ment: "The artists our foundation 
recognizes have inspired today's mu- 
sic from R&B to hip -hop to rock ... 
And the wide range of presenters 
represented this year genuinely re- 

fleets the continuum the foundation 
seeks to foster." 

The awards presentation will con- 
clude with an all -star jam featuring 
singer Carla Thomas (daughter of 
award winner Rufus Thomas), the 
Uptown Horns, drummer Tyrone 
"Krusher" Green, bassist Wilbur 
Baskin, and guitarist /band leader 
Danny Draher, along with award 
winners and presenters. 

The Rhythm & Blues Foundation is 
a nonprofit organization established 
for the cultural and historic preserva- 
tion and wider recognition of R &B 
music. It provides financial aid and 
support services to its pioneering art- 
ists, many of whom are no longer ac- 
tively recording or performing today. 

"In this case, the man motivates 
the method. When Jeremy moved 
over to this company, he brought the 
responsibilities for the Gipsy Kings 
and ARS with him, since he negotiat- 
ed those deals. He's a very good 
record guy and he has an 'indie feel 
about him -not your standard -issue 
Sony Music managing director." 

Where a European license deal in- 
cludes the U.K., Russell adds, the act 
will be assigned to either the Colum- 
bia or Epic labels for marketing and 
promotion. Where the deal excludes 
the U.K., it will be handled through 
the Continental European division of 
Sony Music International -under 
Diaz -via a structure that "is current- 
ly being resolved," Russell explains. 

He notes that any disagreements 
between he and Diaz over this issue 
were "thrashed out" through Sony's 
European management committee 
structure in the normal way. Diaz 
concurs, saying, "I welcome anyone 
who can bring talent to the company. 
My region can only benefit from the 
deals." Diaz pledges his division will 
lend marketing clout to Pearce's unit. 
"If we don't support it with strong 
marketing, it won't work," he says. 

Pearce says the division's forma- 
tion recognizes, in part, "that English 
repertoire does extremely well in 
mainland Europe. A lot of interesting 
U.K. music comes from the indies, 
and we didn't have the mechanism to 
deal with them. Now we do." He 
adds, "This doesn't take anything 
away from Manolo's potential to sign 
deals." 

Milgrim says. "To see the Japanese 
company release one of their super- 
stars, Yumi [Matsutoya], and on a 
weekend sell 700,000 units by having 
all of the employees set up kiosks 
outside the record stores all over Ja- 
pan ... Unbelievable to see, every 
time I went past a record store, I saw 
Yumi videos." 

NEW FORMATS 

Beyond the world market, Milgrim 
says the company is planning for the 
institution of such new configura- 
tions as the digital compact cassette 
and the mini disc. 

"We are going to be involved in all 
of these new technologies," he says. 
"We will have software available 
when the hardware becomes avail- 
able, of these two new technologies 

. [In] September, October, the 
[DCC] hardware and software will be 

available, and this company absolute- 
ly has some titles that we are work- 
ing on right now so we will have 
some software to support them at the 
hardware end." 

One thing that the future will not 
hold for Capitol, Milgrim says, is any 
decrease in staff size, even in the 
midst of the economic crunch. 

"I've been very, very fortunate, in 
that we've now had two back -to-back 
years that have been outstanding, in- 
credible," he says. "So, no, there are 
not any cutbacks happening at Capi- 
tol at all." 

The label's future will hook up to 
the past this summer, when Capitol 
kicks off its 50th anniversary celebra- 
tion. "We're going to do numerous 
campaigns," Milgrim says. "Our 50th 
is really starting going into the sum- 
mer, and we're going to have tie-ins 
for all of our releases coming in." 

U.K. MAJORS WANT PIECE OF INDIE CHARTS

the-counter sales at more than 1,000 
stores. CIN is a joint venture be- 
tween the BPI and United Newspa- 
pers, which publishes trade paper 
Music Week. 

The current indie chart criteria ad- 
mit product by independent labels 
that are also independently distribut- 
ed. Last week's album top 10, for ex- 
ample, included titles by Primal 
Scream and Teenage Fanclub (both 
on Creation), Lush (4AD), the KLF 
(KLF Communications), and the Lev- 
ellers (China). 

In the national charts, where ma- 
jors and independents compete on 
equal terms, the KLF album was 
highest ranked (at No. 20) last week, 
while the titles by Teenage Fanclub, 
Primal Scream, Lush, and the Level- 
lers were placed below the top 30. 

Ironically, while these acts and oth- 
ers like them are marketed through 
indie channels in the U.K., they gen- 
erally go to major labels for the U.S., 
such as Geffen, SBK, and Warner 
Bros. U.S. companies often regard 
the independent charts as a showcase 
for new, interesting British bands. 
China's Green claims Warner Bros. 
Records chairman Mo Ostin, after be- 
ing told about the chart issue last 
year, said changes of the type sought 
by the BPI would be "daft." 

In an interview with Billboard last 
December, EMI's Perry said, "I don't 
think you should have a chart based 
on how records are distributed. I rec- 
ognize there's a need for that from 
the independent sector, which is an 
important sector of our business. At 
the same time, I'd like to see a chart 
based on musical genre that is 'inde- 
pendent.' " 

Perry added, "I know there is con- 
cern in the indie sector, but [a new 
chart] could be just as viable and vi- 
brant for them as it could for the ma- 
jors. I'm not a big fan of segrega- 
tion." 

Sony Music U.K. chairman Paul 
Russell, also speaking last Decem- 
ber, commented, "[This issue] is very 
factioned, because people want to 
protect pieces of their particular busi- 
ness. I personally would like to see 
the indie chart replaced by a new -art- 
ist chart. 

"It's not good for the indies, except 
that many of their artists are new, so 
they'd be in a new -artist chart." But 
Russell added, "If I had to guess, I'd 
say there'll be an indie chart, because 
they feel more strongly about it than 
we do." 

Green says he has resigned his BPI 
council post to generate widespread 
industry debate about the issue and 
to help alert the association's general 
membership -comprising more than 
150 record companies -to the gravity 
of the situation. He says the last 
council meeting in January discussed 
the topic, and its minutes suggest 
that the plan to proceed with an "al- 
ternative" chart was green- lighted. It 
will come up for further discussion at 
the next council gathering March 18. 

Between now and then, an alterna- 
tive genre chart is being compiled - 
but not published -under BPI auspic- 
es, using Gallup- sourced data for six 
weeks. The results will be evaluated 
by the council; it is not known what 
the chart criteria are. 

Commenting on Green's resigna- 
tion, Pinnacle's Mason comments, 
"Derek feels strongly that he cannot 
sit on a body that is meant to repre- 
sent all aspects of the record industry 
but that, as he sees it, is short- chang- 
ing the majority of its members. If 
the BPI council decides to alter the in- 
die chart in this way, then they will 
be short-changing." 

He continues, "The indie labels dis- 
tributed by the majors feel put out, 
but as soon as you let one in then the 
chart is open to abuse. It will be used 
as a marketing tool by the majors at 
the expense of everybody else." 

Mason finds it ironic that "the type 
of bands the majors want in the chart 
would be developed by the indie la- 
bel." 

Bill Gilliam, a former committee 
member of indie sector body Umbrel- 
la and a doyen of the indie movement, 
says any major company involvement 
in the chart would be "pollution." 

He accuses the majors of "already 
cheating" by financing subsidiary la- 
bels that are eligible for the chart. He 
states, "It shows you how powerful 
the indie charts are because if the 
majors can't get in they want to set 
up offices and pay people so that 
their bands become eligible. 

"What the indies want is a true in- 
die chart. We don't care if we're No. 2 
in the chart behind the soundtrack to 
'Phantom Of The Opera' so long as 
that's been distributed by an indepen- 
dent. What we don't want is to be 
pushed down to No. 7 or No. 8 all the 
time because we're trying to compete 
with huge national sales teams. Art- 
ists' careers will be suppressed if we 
give this kind of distorted picture."

More Fights From Philly, Salt lake City 
ANOTHER attempt by a station to 
reposition its competitor ended up in 
court when AC WLHT Grand Rap- 
ids, Mich., tried to stop AC rival 
WOOD -FM from running a TV spot 
that showed a radio tuned to WLHT's 
frequency playing songs by Bruce 
Springsteen, Bob Seger, and Steve 
Winwood to challenge WLHT's claim 
of being "light rock." WLHT filed 
suit early last month, but could not 
get a temporary restraining order 
against the spots and dropped the 
lawsuit. Also, WOOD -AM p.m. driver 
Dave Randall exits. 

The promo wars between top 40s 
WEGX Philadelphia and rival WIOQ 
continue. WEGX sent WIOQ a cease - 
and -desist letter after WIOQ ran a 
promo, fashioned from alleged out- 
takes of WEGX morning man John 
Lander, making it appear that Land- 
er is auditioning for a job. That 
promo has been pulled. But there are 
still two that take shots at the top-of- 
the-hour ID where WEGX calls itself 
"Radioactive." One asks, "Ever seen 
stuff that's radioactive? It's all 
green, runny, and slimy, and it smells 
like the back of a Greyhound bus." 
Another defines the word radioactive 
as "emissions of particles created 
from nuclear waste."

pop PDs will necessarily be more re- 
ceptive to other country records 
down the road. Most say they will 
consider other contenders on a song - 
by -song basis. 

"It doesn't necessarily clear the 
way for other artists of this genre," 
says WTIGFM Hartford, Conn., PD 
Tom Mitchell. "We'll continue to let 
the shift in public taste determine if 
this becomes a trend or a one -shot 
deal." 

The album's title song is already on 
the Hot Country Singles & Tracks 
chart as an album cut, but Mercury 
will begin working the next official 
single, "It Could Have Been Me," to 
country radio June 22. Mercury se- 
nior VP /GM Larry Stessel claims it 
has not been determined whether 
that song -or any subsequent sin- 
gles -will be worked pop, although 
he says they are considering two po- 
tential pop follow -ups. 

THE SINGLE THING 

The fact that "Achy Breaky 
Heart" is commercially available as a 
single -an unusual phenomenon for 
a country record -set off a chain re- 
action that led to the song's success 
on the pop side. Most PDs polled for 
this story say they decided to test the 
record after seeing how well the sin- 
gle was selling. (It debuted on the 
Top POS Singles Sales charts at No. 
31 the week of May 9, and has been 
climbing ever since.) After about a 
week of testing, nearly all of the PDs 
added the record as a result of posi- 
tive listener response. After fielding 
numerous curious calls from pop 
PDs, Mercury decided to work the 
record on the pop side. 

Mercury shipped "Achy Breaky" 
to top 40 stations May 15 and went 
for adds 10 days later; now pop PDs 
say Cyrus is being worked as hard as 
label mate Def Leppard. And stations 
that have not spun a country record 
since Dan Seals' "Bop" in the early 
'80s are responding. 

Not surprisingly, the decision to 
work the single to pop radio also had 
a lot to do with its success. Some ob- 
servers think Garth Brooks' "Shame- 
less" might have enjoyed the same 
success if Liberty had opted to work 
it to top 40 radio; in fact, a few PDs 
did play it off the album. But neither 
"Shameless" nor any other Brooks 
country hit was ever released com- 
mercially as a single. 

Nashville labels rarely release sin- 
gles anymore because, as RCA VP/ 
product development Dave Wheeler 
puts it, "If we put them out there, 
they are going to buy them, [and] the 
bottom line is it's going to hurt the 
sale of our regular product [i.e., al-

bums]." Wheeler is not inclined to be- 
lieve that the Cyrus phenomenon will 
change that policy, although he says 
RCA would consider a cassette sin- 
gle for an artist believed to have 
crossover potential. 

THE ACHY BREAKY DANCE 

PDs who did not test "Achy 
Breaky Heart" because of sales or 
prodding from Mercury cite the vid- 
eo, which features instruction on a 
line dance, as another factor behind 
their decision to give it a shot. When 
the song is played at club nights, PDs 
say, people stream onto the dance 
floor. In some markets, clubs are ac- 
tually sponsoring "Achy Breaky" 
dance nights. 

PDs also say there is something 
about the song itself and about the 
artist that works for them, although 
they are evenly divided on whether 
the single is "twangy" or not. 

"There was just a vibe on this guy 
out there, especially among women," 
says KYJO Oklahoma City PD Mike 
McCoy. "He's a stud muffin, but the 
song is catchy. It doesn't have that 
hokey, twangy feel to it. It's hipper 
than that." 

WABB -FM Mobile, Ala., PD Dusty 
Hayes thinks it does sound twangy, 
but says it works for top 40 because 
"it's three-chord rock'n'roll; no fiddle 
or steel guitar." 

Mercury's Stessel, on the other 
hand, does not feel Cyrus sounds 
twangy at all. "Billy Ray is a perfect 
cross of what new country is all 
about," he says. "It's the combination 

of ... the Elvis feel and the Mel Gib- 
son looks ... It's a perfect crossover 
record." 

THESE LEGS ARE MADE FOR WALKIN' 
Nevertheless, most PDs surveyed 

for this story use the word "novelty" 
to describe the song and say it does 
not have the kind of legs that would 
sustain it as a recurrent, a notion 
Stessel dismisses as "bullshit." 

"This is a hit, but it will have a 
quick burn," says Hayes. "I don't 
think you can leave it in power rota- 
tion for six to eight weeks, because 
people will be sick of it." 

While nearly everyone says the re- 
sponse to the song has been positive, 
a few admit they angered some lis- 
teners by playing it. Despite being in 
Cyrus' home state, Bill Shahan, PD 
of WVSR Charleston, W.Va., says 
"People can't believe a CHR station is 
playing a country song, [and] the 
longer we play it, the more negatives 
there are. Someone called me yester- 
day and screamed at me that if I ever 
played it again they would stop lis- 
tening." But he adds that, overall, 
there are more positive than negative 
calls. 

Because they are being careful to 
avoid angering core listeners, many 
of the PDs playing the record do 
some sort of setup to introduce it, 
rather than just spinning it as they 
would a Kris Kross single. At WABB- 
FM, for example, Hayes says, "We al- 
ways introduce it and do a few 'yee 
haws' just to let people know we're 
having fun with it."

publicity; Kenneth Matthews, direc- 
tor of video production; Jody Riddick, 
director of video promotion; and Jera- 
lynn Verringio, VP administration.

Sure!, Heavy D., Kyle West, and Jo- 
deci's DeVante Swing.

wide variety of national service orga- 
nizations to the performing arts, and 
talent administrators, agents, pro- 
moters, and presenters. 

It includes, among others, the 
American Symphony Orchestra 
League, the RIAA, Opera America, 
Dance /USA, American Arts Alliance, 
the Assn. of Performing Arts Pre- 
senters, the International Society of 
Performing Arts Administrators, Co- 
lumbia Artist Management, Interna- 
tional Creative Management Inc.,

While no major tours by foreign 
artists have apparently been canceled 
or postponed due to the new visa

move by mid -July from its space 
within MCA Records' offices to 
10,000 square feet on Seventh Ave- 
nue, in the former offices of Motown 
and Giant Records.

As a 
manager, Harrell also negotiated the 
Warner Bros. recording contract for 
client Al B. Sure! In 1988, after hear- 
ing the demo of Guy's debut, MCA 
offered Harrell a label deal. 

Uptown recording acts Guy, 
Heavy D. & the Boyz, and Jodeci 
have since earned platinum awards. 
The label has also met success with 
the gold soundtrack for the film 
"Juice," which was distributed by Is- 
land Pictures and which Harrell exec- 
utive- produced.

B ()YZ II MEN HIT No. 1 easily with "End Of The Road" (Motown), 
combining No. 2 rankings in monitored airplay and sales into No. 1 over- 
all. "End" came within 2,000 units of dethroning "Baby Got Back" by Sir 
Mix -A -Lot (Def American) from its No. 1 sales ranking, and "End" is 

almost certain to hit No. 1 in sales next week, since it scores the biggest 
sales increase, by far, of any record on the Hot 100. With its rate of over- 
all point gains -the most on the chart -"End" should hold at No. 1 for 
three -four weeks, or more. "Baby-Baby-Baby" by TLC (LaFace) holds 
at No. 1 on the Top 40 Radio Monitor and holds at No. 4 in sales, gaining 
strongly in points to move to No. 2 with a bullet overall. "This Used To 
Be My Playground" by Madonna (Sire) gains points but is pushed back- 
ward to No. 3 by the stronger gains of the top two records. 

THE SECOND BIGGEST OVERALL point gainer after "End Of The 
Road" is "Humpin' Around" by Bobby Brown (MCA), which explodes 
on the Hot 100 from 39 -15. It has the biggest airplay point gain on the 
chart, by almost 3 -1 over the first runner -up, "She's Playing Hard To 
Get" by Hi -Five (Jive). The massive point gains for Brown's single make 
it a likely candidate to hit No. 1 on the Hot 100 after "End Of The Road." 
Hi- Five's single, which wins the Power Pick/Airplay for the biggest air- 
play gain below No. 20, is already No. 7 in airplay at KMEL San 
Francisco and No. 14 at B99 Pittsburgh. The third biggest overall point 
gainer on the chart is "Stay" by Shakespear's Sister ( London). It shoots 
up 22 -19 overall and is also a potential No. 1. 

NINE RECORDS HOLD IN position this week while earning bullets, 
indicating that various parts of the chart are tightly competitive. The 70s 
are unusually competitive, with bulleted records holding at Nos. 77 and 
78, and "Give It Away" by the Red Hot Chili Peppers pushed backward 
three places to No. 76 despite gaining points. The two biggest gainers 
among the records held in place are "Back To The Hotel" by N2Deep 
( Profile), holding at No. 44 despite an 11% point gain, and "Boot Scootin' 
Boogie" by Brooks & Dunn (Arista), stuck at No. 67 despite a 16% point 
gain. "Boogie" earns 100% of its points from sales stemming from coun- 
try airplay -it's been No. 1 on the Hot Country Singles & Tracks chart 
for three weeks. 

QUICK CUTS: The two biggest sales gainers, "End Of The Road" and 
"Humpin' Around," are in the top 20. You have to go down to No. 66 to 
find the third biggest sales gainer, which wins the Power Pick/Sales: 
"Jump!" by the Movement (Sunshine). It's also No. 1 this week on the 
Dance Club Play chart. The big sales increase reflects the impact of the 
first week in stores for the cassette maxi -single ... "Everybody's Free" 
by Rozalla (Epic) slips backward three places this week to No. 40, but 
the release last week of the CD and vinyl maxi -singles should give the 
dance hit a sales point boost, as happened this week for "Jump!" "Free" 
is especially strong in Los Angeles, where it's No. 4 at KIIS -FM .. . 

"Keep On Walkin' " by CeCe Peniston (A &M) regains its bullet and 
moves back up to No. 17 this week on stronger sales and airplay gains.

BARCELONA OLYMPICS IS GOLD MINE FOR LABELS

contains the No. 1 song on the Hot 
100 Singles chart, Madonna's "This 
Used To Be My Playground." 

The only obvious Olympics connec- 
tion on "Barcelona Gold" are the two 
Olympics theme songs, Andrew 
Lloyd Webber's "Amigos Para 
Siempre" ( "Friends For Life ") sung 
by Carreras and Sarah Brightman, 
and the 5- year -old "Barcelona," re- 
corded by Caballe with the late Fred- 
die Mercury. 

Other highlights of "Barcelona 
Gold" include contributions from Eric 
Clapton, Anita Baker, Natalie Cole, 
Damn Yankees, Rod Stewart, Randy 
Travis, and D.J. Jazzy Jeff & the 
Fresh Prince. Much of the "Barcelo- 
na Gold" material is being promoted 
worldwide via music video premieres 
on the Olympics telecast (Billboard, 
July 4). 

Jordan Rost, VP of marketing, 
Warner Music Group, says, "This al- 
bum is a special event. The combina- 
tion of WEA Marketing, NBC Olym- 
pics prime -time exposure, and Coke 
advertising helped even light music 
buyers discover the wonderful range 
of top- quality music on 'Barcelona 
Gold.' The range of music on this al- 
bum is unusual. You need both expo- 
sure and quality to make something 
sell." 

Polydor Spain on July 20 released 
"Amigos Para Siempre" as a maxi - 
single, and two months earlier re- 
launched "Barcelona." Polydor mar- 
keting director Carlos Borallo says 
Polydor has launched a TV campaign 
coinciding with the Olympics to boost 
sales of its Caballe- Mercury album 
"Barcelona," which was first re- 
leased in October 1988 and which has 
sold nearly 100,000 copies in Spain. In 
the U.S., the album has been reissued 
by Hollywood Records, which also 
has a single of the Caballe /Mercury

doing it, I'd be very, very surprised if 
the other majors don't fall in line - 
and even the independents." 

Welzer -who says "Estas Tocando 
Fuego" now is "over 250,000 and con- 
tinues to sell" -adds that Sony Dis- 
cos will continue to seek independent 
verification of sales mainly for artists 
that surpass the 100,000 plateau. 

"We'll also certify gold, those al- 
bums from new, developing acts. For 
so many of our artists, gold is just in- 
cidental on the way to platinum, so 
we'd prefer to certify gold only in cer- 
tain cases." 

Albums sales in certain music cate- 
gories such as tropical or salsa, adds 
Welzer, will be certified based on 
numbers received from both the U.S. 
and Puerto Rico. 

Despite his enthusiasm for outside 
certification of Latin product, Welzer 
still does not support RIAA certifica- 
tion of albums under 500,000 units, as 
has been suggested by some in the 
Latin music industry. 

"I've always been opposed to set- 
ting lowered RIAA standards for 
Latin gold and platinum," says 
Welzer. "I think it doesn't make 
sense to single out the Latin market 
as a lower category, because I think 
if you do that then you've got to sin- 
gle out other product segments for a 
lower category. 

"In any event, a 500,000 -unit seller 
is not out of the realm of reason for 
one of our acts. Julio [Iglesias] has al- 
ready done it." 

duet. Atlantic has released a single 
version of "Amigos Para Siempre" in 
the U.S. market 

Borallo says, "We all have to take 
advantage of the opportunity provid- 
ed by Barcelona. The fact that [Poly - 
dor Spain's] two Olympic singles ap- 
pear on 'Barcelona Gold' presumably 
means that WEA made a separate li- 

censing deal, so there are no hard 
feelings." 

Yann Barbot, Warner Music 
Spain's assistant international exploi- 
tation manager, comments that'Bar- 
celona Gold" was the brainchild of 
Warner in the U.S., but that a TV 
campaign to promote it began in 
Spain the day the Olympics started. 
"We are hoping for huge sales here 
because of the Barcelona connec- 
tion." 

Sales already have begun kicking 
in for the U.S. market. Laura Avery 
of Seattle -based rackjobber Roundup 
Music says, "The first week, it didn't 
do very well. But since the Olympics 
started, sales have quadrupled. The 
videos debuting on the Olympics 
have helped sales a lot. As the Olym- 
pics go on, it's going to push sales 
right up." 

LIP -SYNCING UPSETS DOMINGO 

BMG /RCA pa.d just under $5 mil- 
lion to win the rights to record the 14- 
minute Olympic aria medley. The six 
contributions were in fact recorded in 
a Barcelona studio six months ago, 
and the stars were lip -syncing to a re- 
cording at the ceremony. Domingo, 
for one, is not pleased. "We have 
been told that in a big event like the 
Olympics, everything has to be pre- 
recorded because of the risk of some- 
thing going wrong. TV stations in- 
sist. I would have loved to perform 
live -it is a lot easier. [Lip- syncing] is 
a dreadful thing to do." 

Whatever the artistic indignation, 
commercial success is virtually guar- 
anteed. BMG hopes to sell upward of 
2 million copies worldwide by the end 
of the year. 

Sandra Rotondo, BMG's head of in- 
ternational exploitation in Spain, 

reckons that "Spain is such a breed- 
ing ground for lyrical artists, and 
1992 gives us a golden opportunity to 
see that Spanish opera singers get 
the recognition due them." 

Other album releases with a direct 
Barcelona link include a children's 
compilation based around the Olym- 
pic mascot Cobi. Called "La Cobi 
Troupe," it is released by local label 
PDI, as is a compilation of Catalonian 
rumba -flamenco starring Peret, 
called "Gitana Hechicera" ( "Bewitch- 
ing Gypsy Woman," a term some- 
times applied to Barcelona). 

Olympics organizers are said to be 
keen to release a selection of national 
anthems on a double CD. The Barce- 
lona Municipal Orchestra had record- 
ed every one of the 170 -plus national 
anthems that may be heard at the 
medal ceremonies to ensure no na- 
tion's anthem sounded "grander" 
than another's. It is unclear whether 
any label is interested in the project. 

The pop and rock musical section 
of the May 18 -Aug. 9 Cultural Olym- 
pics that coincides with the sporting 
activity has had mixed fortunes. A 
planned blues festival of U.S. stars 
was called off after problems with 
the promoter, although B.B. King 
played to a packed stadium July 16 in 
a separate Barcelona festival, GREC 
'92. 

A night of gospel singing with the 
Atlanta Super Choir and Gladys 
Knight in a church July 14 vas badly 
hit by sound problems, and one of the 
scheduled star performers, Spain's 
flamenco singer Camaron de la Isla, 
died of lung cancer one day before 
his planned concert. 

But there were several highlights, 
including Frank Sinatra's first con- 
cert in Barcelona. Other stars appear- 
ing included Elton John, Emmylou 
Harris, Ry Cooder, and Van Morri- 
son. Erik Tarres, spokesman for the 
Olympic Arts Festival, says the musi- 
cal events "were perfect with one or 
two exceptions. Most of the concerts 
were sold out, and we could have sold 
twice as many tickets."

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PIRACY BATTLE IN MEXICO

forget that our copyright legislation 
is only 1 year old. It's a new situation 
that the government, the record in- 
dustry, and the [legal] authorities are 
not ready for." 

The first Mexican law protecting 
prerecorded material was passed 
July 9, 1991. Extending statutory pro- 
tection to Mexican and U.S. sound re- 
cording copyright owners, the law 
gives all copyright holders exclusive 
reproduction and distribution rights 
for 50 years, exclusive rental rights, 
and upgraded criminal and civil pen- 
alties for copyright infringements. 

However, Mexican label executives 
bitterly complain the country's copy- 
right laws are not being vigorously 
enforced. 

"So far, no one has been able to 
come up with a definite plan of action 
against illegal manufacturers," says 
Enrique de Noriega, managing direc- 
tor of EMI Mexico. But de Noriega 
observes that, in a country wracked 
with high unemployment, one of the 
most sensitive aspects of cracking 
down on piracy would be the arrest 
and conviction of ambulantes, or itin- 
erant peddlers, who hawk counterfeit 
product because they cannot secure 
gainful employment. 

BMG Ariola GM Jesus Lopez com- 
ments piracy is particularly acute in 
the cassette format. "In 1992, the of- 
ficial market sold 54 million cassettes 
and the pirate market sold an esti- 
mated 70 million units," he points out. 
Among the top -selling Mexican art- 
ists whose product is routinely coun- 
terfeited are Juan Gabriel, Ana Ga- 
briel, Luis Miguel, Los Bukis, and 
Bronco. 

PUTTING TEETH IN LAW 

But there is hope for change. 
RIAA president Jay Berman ob- 
serves that provisions in the Aug. 12 
NAFTA agreement call for strict en- 
forcement of each party's existing 
copyright laws, "both inside the coun- 
try and at the country's borders." 

While acknowledging that copy- 
right enforcement in Mexico "has 
been something of a problem," Ber- 
man notes that "U.S. trade represen- 
tatives continue to raise the issue 
with Mexican officials. It's a very, 
very important issue." 

Berman's concern is shared by 
many Mexican record executives, 
who hail the accord as a probable de- 
terrent to the manufacture and im- 
portation of counterfeit product. 

"The disappearance or reduction of 
piracy," says Lopez, "will be a direct 
consequence of the government for 
the first time seriously attacking the 

underground economy, which is a 
fundamental part of the Mexican sys- 
tem. But it's one that cannot co -exist 
with the American system." 

Catalina Garduno, CEO of giant 
Mexico City -based distributor La Fe- 
ria Del Disco, concurs with Lopez, 
saying, "With NAFTA, Mexico is go- 
ing to be obliged in some way to stop 
piracy. They need to attack the big 
producers and the ambulantes. 

"Piracy has always existed," she 
continues, "but it has surged strong- 
ly since '85 because the government 
has allowed it, people cannot afford 
nonpirated product, and the record la- 
bels have raised their prices, thereby 
directly supporting piracy." Garduno 
contends that Mexico's copyright law 
"was basically passed so as to not 
slow down NAFTA." 

She also points out that an autho- 
rized cassette retails at 35,000 pesos 
(approximately $11.30), while a coun- 
terfeit cassette usually goes for 5,000 
pesos (approximately $1.60.) 

GENERAL IMPROVEMENT 

Piracy is not the only aspect of the 
Mexican music market that will be af- 
fected by NAFTA, according to sev- 
eral label executives. Julio Saenz, 
Warner Music's managing director, 
expects the trade pact will upgrade 

the whole modus operandi of the 
Mexican music industry. "We need 
more points of sale; we need bigger 
stores," declares Saenz. "Mexico City 
has 20 million people and we don't 
have a big store." 

But Huertas cautions, "It would be 
very difficult to provide solid com- 
mentary about NAFTA because we 
still don't know the reach of this trea- 
ty. I believe, in general, that the pact 
is going to benefit the product inter- 
changes between Mexico and the 
U.S. -especially for our local artists 
who are going to be able to reach oth- 
er U.S. markets, which, up until now, 
have not been accessible." 

Most record executives in the U.S. 
Hispanic market are hopeful that 
NAFTA will help integrate the Mexi- 
can and U.S. markets, but they are 
taking a wait -and -see attitude. 

"I think we will benefit," says Fon- 
ovisa's executive VP, Guillermo 
Santiso, "because we will increase 
our market -at least in northern 
Mexico -and we can manufacture in 
any place that is most convenient for 
us. Still, the main point is how the 
copyrights are going to work. Mexico 
needs to be much stronger in enforc- 
ing copyright [laws] because piracy is 
out of control." 

Estefan, Olmos Score 
Double At Desi Awards 

MIAMI -Singer Gloria Estefan 
and actor Edward James Olmos 
snagged two awards apiece to 
top all other nominees at the 
fourth annual Desi Entertain- 
ment Awards, a Hispanic enter- 
tainment awards ceremony held 
Aug. 17 at the Wiltern Theatre in 
Los Angeles. 

Estefan won two kudos in the 
general music category: perform- 
er of the year and song of the 
year ( "Live For Loving You "). 01- 
mos nabbed a pair of trophies in 
the film category for "American 
Me" and was given the Trailblaz- 
er Award for artistic achievement 
and community awareness. 

Other winners included actor 
Ricardo Montalban and Hispanic 
singing star José José, both of 
whom were honored with the 
Award of Merit for lifetime 
achievement. 

Honorees were chosen in a vote 
by readers of Spanish- language 
and bilingual publications from 
around the U.S. The two -hour 
show -named in honor of Desi Ar- 
naz -will be syndicated by the Tri- 
bune Entertainment Co. for broad- 
cast in various U.S. markets be- 
tween Aug. 31 and Sept. 13.

"END OF THE ROAD" by Boyz II Men (Biv 10) increases its point total 
I I almost 14%, gaining the most points of any record on the chart, to open 
up a wide lead at No. 1. Surprisingly, this is only the second record to hit 
No. 1 in both sales and airplay simultaneously since the conversion of the 
Hot 100 to the new methodology last November. (The first one was "Black 
Or White" by Michael Jackson.) It seems that song popularity as meas- 
ured by consumer singles purchases rarely matches top 40 airplay today. 
"Baby- Baby -Baby" by TLC (LaFace) is bulleted at No. 2, but it is so far 
behind that "End" should hold for at least five weeks. 

WHILE THE TOP NINE records are holding strongly, the five records 
at Nos. 10 -14 are jostling vigorously for admittance into the top 10. "Stay" 
by Shakespear's Sister (London) makes it to No. 10, as it and Bobby 
Brown's "Humpin' Around" (MCA) make spectacular point gains, the sec- 
ond- and third- largest on the chart, respectively. These huge gains manage 
to displace three records that record smaller gains. Each moves down two 
places while gaining points: "Move This" by Technotronic (SBK); "Come 
& Talk To Me" by Jodeci (Uptown); and "The One" by Elton John (MCA). 
The One" even has a bullet despite the backward move. Any or all of these 

three singles could bounce back up next week, because older records in the 
top 10 should weaken and there are no bulleted records close behind No. 
14. 

AS HAPPENED LAST WEEK, there are several chart jams that hold 
records back despite point gains. "Twilight Zone" by 2 Unlimited (Radikal) 
holds at No. 49 with a bullet for the third week. "Tequila" by A.L.T. & the 
Lost Civilization (Ateo EastWest) is top 10 at WTIC -FM Hartford, Conn., 
but holds at No. 56 with a bullet nationally. The 70s and 80s are particularly 
competitive, with "The Hitman" by AB Logic (Interscope) holding at No. 
77 with a bullet for the third week despite a 10% point gain. It's No. 15 
in airplay at Power 106 Los Angeles. "Rhythm Is A Dancer" by Snap 
(Arista) moves up only one place to No. 89 despite a strong 18% point gain. 
And "Keep It Comin' " by C &C Music Factory (Columbia) moves down 
four places to No. 87 while gaining points. 

a1'ICK CUTS: The seven new entries include two new artists. Duo 
Charles (Pettigrew) & Eddie (Chacon) enters at No. 83 with "Would 
I Lie To You ?" (Capitol). Charles is originally from Philadelphia, Eddie 
from Oakland, Calif., and the single is breaking out of Houston, where 
it's No. 12 in airplay at KRBE. East Coast Family brings together a 
dozen of Michael Bivins' latest young discoveries on one single, "1 -4- 
.A11 -4 -1," on his new Biv 10 label. It enters at No. 97 ... "Strobelite 
Honey" by Black Sheep (Mercury) re- enters the Hot 100 at No. 91 due 
to a big sales increase (74 -59) ... "Jump Around" by House Of Pain 
( Tommy Boy) wins the Power Pick/Sales; "Kickin' It" by After 7 (Virgin ) 

wins the Power Pick/Airplay; but the biggest overall point gainer -after 
t he three big gainers in the top 11 previously mentioned -is "People Ev- 
eryday" by Arrested Development (Chrysalis). It's already No. 3 in air- 
play at WPGC Washington, D.C., and zooms 35 places to No. 47 on the 
Hot 100.

LIMP" BY KRIS KROSS (Ruffhouse /Columbia) holds on at No. 1 

for its eighth week, the longest run at the top since the new chart meth- 
odology was introduced last Nov. 30. The new system, because it more 
accurately tracks actual unit sales, makes it easier for huge -selling sin- 
gles like "Jump" to stay at the top for a long time. In the old ranking 
system, a record that was No. 1 at any store or chain received a set num- 
ber of points, whether it was one piece ahead of No. 2 or had double the 
sales of No. 2. Now the actual margin of sales between No. 1 and No. 2 is 
precisely measured, allowing a huge -selling single to amass a huge sales 
point total. Then add top -five airplay to the sales, as "Jump" did, and you 
have the recipe for a long stay at No. 1. 

NEXT WEEK, HOWEVER, IT is virtually certain that "I'll Be There" 
by Mariah Carey (Columbia) will overtake "Jump." "There" scores the 
biggest sales and airplay gains of any record on the Hot 100; it's already 
No. 1 in airplay. "Under The Bridge" by the Red Hot Chili Peppers 
(Warner Bros.) is still gaining in points but "There" blows past it, push- 
ing "Bridge" back to No. 3. "Baby Got Back" by Sir Mix -A -Lot (Def 
American) is the second biggest sales gainer after "I'll Be There" and is 
now a strong No. 2 to "Jump" in sales, but it's only No. 21 on the airplay 
monitor, so it's not likely to hit No. 1 overall. The third biggest sales 
gainer is "The Best Things In Life Are Free" by Luther Vandross & 
Janet Jackson (Perspective). It zooms up 67 -17 in sales and 19-10 over- 
all. As a result, "Tennessee" by Arrested Development (Chrysalis) and 
"Achy Breaky Heart" by Billy Ray Cyrus (Mercury) hold in place with 
bullets at Nos. 11 and 12, respectively, despite strong point gains. 

THE SEVEN NEW ENTRIES are led by George Michael's new single, 
"Too Funky" (Columbia), at No. 41. It explodes 51 -19 on the Monitor and 
is already No. 10 in airplay at Wild 107 San Francisco. Dutch duo 2 Un- 
limited makes its Hot 100 bow with its European techno smash "Twi- 
light Zone" (Radikal) at No. 90. Techno is sweeping Europe but this is 
only the second techno record to chart on the American Hot 100. The 
first, "James Brown Is Dead" by L.A. Style (Arista), after bouncing 
around at the bottom of the chart, has scored two weeks of solid gains 
and is bulleted at No. 71. "James Brown" is No. 4 at B96 Chicago. 

THREE RECORDS THAT ARE unbulleted this week are having re- 
gional success. "Innocent Child" by Colorhaus (Interscope) holds at No. 
50 nationally, but is No. 10 in airplay at KDWB Minneapolis. "Helluva" 
by Brotherhood Creed (Gasoline Alley) moves up to No. 57 without a 
bullet on the Hot 100 but is No. 9 in airplay at Q102 Philadelphia and No. 
14 at KMEL San Francisco. "Bad Bad Boys" by Midi Maxi & Efti (Co- 
lumbia) holds at No. 98 nationally but is No. 5 in airplay at Power 106 
Los Angeles, No. 14 at KRBE Houston, and No. 17 at Kiss 108 Boston. 
And although "Warm It Up" by Kris Kross (Ruffhouse) holds at No. 92, 
it just hit stores late last week. Its radio growth is stalled temporarily by 
the continuing success of "Jump," but look for major moves by the new 
single in the next few weeks as sales kick in.

UMP" BY KRIS KROSS (Ruffhouse) settles in at No. 1 on the Hot 
100 for what should be a long stay. With more than 150,000 units sold in 
one week, it has almost double the sales of the No. 2 sales record, "Tears 
In Heaven" by Eric Clapton (Reprise). For two weeks now, "Jump" has 
established new marks for the greatest one -week sales tally since the 
chart converted to SoundScan sales data last November. In fact, 
"Jump's" sales point total is almost as large as the combined sales and 
airplay total of the No. 2 record. And "Jump" makes the biggest total 
point gain on the chart. "Jump" is No. 20 in monitored airplay and grow- 
ing, but less than 20% of its points are from airplay now. 

THE SECOND- BIGGEST OVERALL point gain on the chart, and the 
largest sales gain, goes to "Everything About You" by Ugly Kid Joe 
(Stardog). The cassette single exploded as soon as it was available every- 
where, debuting at No. 8 in sales and fueling a 37 -place jump to No. 15 on 
the Hot 100. It moves 50-47 on the Radio Monitor, slowed by the fact that 
many stations are playing the record only at night for now. Similarly 
dayparted, "Let's Get Rocked" by Def Leppard (Mercury) moves 55-52 
on the Monitor but is No. 15 in sales. Its radio growth moves it up to No. 
26 with a bullet on the Hot 100. 

IN THE SAME WEEK that "Smells Like Teen Spirit" by Nirvana 
(DGC) moves to the Hot 100 Recurrent chart, debuting at No. 1, "Weird 
Al" Yankovic's parody of the single, "Smells Like Nirvana" (Scotti 
Bros.), enters the Hot 100 at No. 95. The rule for records moving to the 
recurrent chart has been modified. As a compromise between chart pur- 
ists, who want records to stay on the Hot 100 for as long as they gener- 
ate airplay and /or sales, and chart progressives, who prefer the Hot 100 
to be a current chart, the top half of the Hot 100 is now "pure " -i.e., 
titles may stay on the top 50 for as long as they have enough points. The 
bottom half of the Hot 100 is "progressive " -i.e., all titles with 21 weeks 
or more move to the recurrent chart, as did "Teen Spirit" this week. This 
compromise allows for more new product to enter the bottom half of the 
chart, while keeping the top half "pure." "Teen Spirit" would be at No. 
59 if it were still on the Hot 100. If the two charts -Hot 100 and Recur- 
rent -are put together and ranked by total points, the top 10 recurrents 
would all be back on the Hot 100, displacing the titles from No. 91 to 100. 

QUICK CUTS: For the second week in a row, "Make It Happen" by 
Mariah Carey (Columbia) gains points but is pushed back one position 
on the Hot 100 ... Michael Jackson's "In The Closet" (Epic) is the Hot 
Shot Debut at No. 46, boosted by a jump of 71 -26 on the Monitor ... The 
Power Pick /Sales goes to "Under The Bridge" by the Red Hot Chili 
Peppers (Warner Bros.) for the second week in a row; it's also the run- 
ner-up to Paula Abdul's single for the Power Pick /Airplay. The sales 
runners -up are "Baby Got Back" by Sir Mix -A -Lot (Def American) and 
"Tennessee" by Arrested Development (Chrysalis). The second- runner- 
up in airplay is "Damn I Wish I Was Your Lover" by Sophie B. Haw- 
kins (Columbia), which is already No. 1 in airplay at KRBE Houston.

THE HOT 100 CHART has always been unpredictable, but since the 
change to the new, more accurate methodology last Nov. 30, the chart is 
even more unpredictable. Records now explode more quickly, confound- 
ing any humble attempts to predict the future. "Jump" by Kris Kross 
(Columbia), has gone from No. 61 to No. 3 in just two weeks, a feat that 
would have been impossible under the old chart system. The new sys- 
tem, although slower overall, is more quickly sensitive to early sales. 
"Jump's" meteoric rise means that "Tears In Heaven" by Eric Clapton 
(Reprise) had only one week to dislodge "Save The Best For Last" by 
Vanessa Williams (Mercury) from the top spot, not two as predicted in 
last week's column. But "Save" holds at No. 1 for a fifth week, so it 
looks like "Tears" will have to settle for four weeks at No. 2. "Jump" is 
a safe bet to hit No. 1 next week. 
44 

UUMP'S" RISE IS FUELED mostly by sales, which double to more 
than 125,000 units this week. It is by far No. 1 in sales; in fact, it has the 
strongest one -week sales total of any record so far this year. The RIAA 
has certified the single gold -based on net shipments of 500,000, with 
the 12 -inch single counted double. While "Jump" is boosted up quickly 
by sales, two records boosted similarly last week are seeing a downward 
sales fluctuation this week. "Let's Get Rocked" by Def Leppard (Mercu- 
ry) manages only to hold on to its No. 27 position this week because its 
growth in radio airplay (56-55 on the Monitor) is countered by a decline in 
singles sales (11 -16). "High" by the Cure (Fiction) has a backward Hot 
100 move (43 -47), as a small radio gain is not enough to make up for its 
sales drop (18 -25). Both these singles saw an immediate sales surge after 
release by the bands' hardcore fans, who tend to purchase anything by 
these groups right away. Both singles should show renewed sales 
strength as increasing radio airplay brings out the mass audience who 
only buy records after hearing them on the radio. 

THREE ARTISTS MAKE THEIR first appearance on the Hot 100. 
Singer /songwriter Sophie B. Hawkins of Manhattan nabs the Hot Shot 
Debut at No. 76 with "Damn I Wish I Was Your Lover" (Columbia). It's 
already No. 13 in airplay at KRBE Houston. Rap duo Brotherhood 
Creed from Inglewood, Calif., enters at No. 90 with "Helluva" (Gasoline 
Alley). It jumps 75-57 in sales. And singer /songwriter Jon Secada from 
Miami debuts with "Just Another Day" (SBK), co-produced by Emilio 
Estefan. It's breaking out of Minneapolis (No. 28 in airplay at KDWB). 

QiICK CUTS: "Beauty And The Beast" by Celine Dion & Peabo Bry- 
son (Epic) has its best week to date on the strength of its Oscar win, 
moving back up to No. 9 with a bullet on the Hot 100 ... "Make It Hap- 
pen" by Mariah Carey (Columbia) is pushed down one place to No. 6 
despite gaining points, as the singles by Kris Kross and Queen jump 
over it ... "Under The Bridge" by the Red Hot Chili Peppers (Warner 
Bros.) wins the Power Pick /Sales and makes the biggest jump on the 
Hot 100, 27 places to No. 35. Top 40 airplay is actually behind sales -it 
debuts at No. 56 on the Monitor, but it jumps 37 -21 in sales.

AVE THE BEST FOR LAST" by Vanessa Williams (Wing) holds at 
No. 1 for a fourth week. Eric Clapton's "Tears In Heaven" (Reprise) 
closes the gap slightly as its point gain is larger than that of "Save," but 
"Save's" 38% airplay point lead keeps it on top. "Tears" still has two 
more weeks to try to dislodge "Save" before the next batch of No. 1 

contenders -the singles by TLC, Queen, Kris Kross, and En Vogue - 
arrive in the neighborhood. "Jump" by Kris Kross is the biggest point 
gainer on the chart, with an unprecedented sales explosion (35-4) fueling 
its spectacular 61 -12 Hot 100 jump. "Jump's" sales jump pushes TLC's 
"Ain't 2 Proud 2 Beg" (LaFace) down one place in sales to No. 5 despite 
an 18% sales gain. Queen's "Bohemian Rhapsody" (Hollywood) is the 
second -biggest point gainer on the chart, making a great 24 -10 jump, 
evenly balanced between sales and airplay. "My Lovin' " by En Vogue 
(Atco EastWest) is the third- biggest point gainer, up 28-15 overall. 

THE EIGHT NEW ENTRIES include the highest debut since the new 
Hot 100 began last year: "Let's Get Rocked" by Def Leppard (Mercury) 
enters at No. 27, topping even Bruce Springsteen's No. 29 debut of 
three weeks ago. "Rocked" is already No. 11 in sales and makes a strong 
No. 56 debut in airplay. Two new artists enter the chart: Arrested Devel- 
opment, based in the countryside outside of Atlanta, bows at No. 83 
with "Tennessee" (Chrysalis), which is already No. 4 in airplay on KSOL 
San Francisco and No. 7 on Power 106 Los Angeles; and L.A. Style, led 
by Dutch musician Denzil Slemming, enters at No. 97 with its European 
smash "James Brown Is Dead." In the U.S., the maxi -cassette and CD 
single of "Brown" are on Arista; the 12 -inch vinyl single is on indie label 
Watts. 

THREE RECORDS MAKE MAJOR moves on the chart. The airplay 
pick, and with it an 85% chance of hitting the top five, goes to "Will You 
Marry Me ?" by Paula Abdul (Captive). The record zooms 78-46 overall; 
it's already No. 14 in airplay on B96 Chicago. The runner -up for the air- 
play award is "Money Don't Matter 2 Night" by Prince & the N.P.G. 
(Paisley Park). It's boosted 20 places to No. 42 by early strength in Min- 
neapolis (No. 12 at KDWB), Dallas (No. 17 at KEGL), and Pittsburgh 
(No. 20 at B94). The Power Pick /Sales goes to "High" by the Cure (Fic- 
tion). It explodes from 72 -18 in sales and 76-43 overall. 

QUICK CUTS: "Beauty And The Beast" by Celine Dion & Peabo Bry- 
son (Epic) gets caught in between the spectacular gains of TLC, Queen, 
and Kris Kross and is pushed down three places to No. 13 despite gain- 
ing points ... "Mama, I'm Coming Home" by Ozzy Osbourne (Epic As- 
sociated) is a victim of tough competition. It's pushed down on the sales 
chart 17 -19 despite a sales gain; it's pushed off the Monitor chart (from 
No. 75) despite a gain in airplay points. On the Hot 100, it's much luckier 
and moves up to No. 30 with a bullet from the sales and airplay gains ... 
"Too Much Passion" by the Smithereens (Capitol) and "Nu Nu" by Li- 
dell Townsell (Mercury) also get unlucky in that strong competition 
pushes the records down two places each despite both gaining points.

The songs on the three "Medals & 
Music" volumes are the same songs 
whose videos will be premiered dur- 
ing the Olympic broadcasts (with 
the exception of the Freddie Mercu- 
ry track, which does not have a new 
video). 

Volume 1 features "Barcelona" 
by Freddie Mercury and Montserrat 
Caballe; "Free Your Mind" by En 
Vogue; "Wonderful Tonight" by 
Eric Clapton; "Love Is Here To 
Stay" by Natalie Cole; "No Se Tu" 
by Luis Miguel; and "Texas Flyer" 
by Travis Tritt. 

Volume 2 features "Breaking 
Down the Barriers" by Elton John; 
"Go Out Dancing" by Rod Stewart; 
"Keep It Coming" by Keith Sweat; 
"One Song" by Tevin Campbell; 
"How Fast How Far" by Anita Bak- 
er; and "The Heart To Climb The 
Mountain" by Randy Travis. 

Volume 3 features "The Best" by 
Tina Turner; "Not Enough Time" 
by INXS; "Don't Tread On Me" by 
Damn Yankees; "Old Soldier" by 
Marc Cohn; "Twenty Nine -Five" by 
Bruce Hornsby and Branford Mar - 
salis; and "Higher Baby" by DJ 
Jazzy Jeff & the Fresh Prince.

Motown through February 1993, but 
will move to CEMA Special Markets 
the following month, confirms Bob 
Todd, a consultant for Hi /Cream. 

According to Okun, the Laurie and 
Hi /Cream titles will complement the 
Capitol and EMI catalogs. "That's 
exactly the reason we did it," he 
says. "It's a perfect fit for the com- 
pany and the other material we own. 
It fits in nicely with the family of 
material." 

The first titles featuring material 
from the acquisitions should be re- 
leased by late August or early Sep- 

tember with seven or eight titles 
rounding out 1992, Okun says. In 
1993, Okun says up to 25 titles will 
be released as midline or budget -line 
packages. Okun also acknowledges 
the possibility of multidisc sets. 
"There are a few artists that would 
warrant a major set," he says. 

The deals represent CEMA's first 
foray into catalog acquisition, but 
Bach hints it won't be the last: "We 
are definitely building up the special 
markets division and are going to be 
doing a lot more of this type of busi- 
ness.'

WALDENBOOKS CUTS DOWN VIDEO

in 18 Barnes & Noble superstores 
across the U.S., according to a repre- 
sentative at the New York -based 
firm. 

While Waldenbooks and Barnes & 
Noble are scaling back, other book 
chains like Borders Books and Crown 
Books are stepping into the video are- 
na. 

At Walden, the recent departure of 
the chain's video manager, Bryan 
Curtis, is seen by industry observers 
as a sign of waning support for video 
by upper management. A representa- 
tive at Walden, which is based in 
Stamford, Conn., confirms Curtis' de- 
parture and acknowledges that the 
chain is decreasing its commitment to 
video. 

"We've reduced some of our video 
product in some of our stores. We're 
now highlighting top 10, top 25, and 
children's video titles," says the 
spokesperson, who did not provide a 
figure for the number of stores that 
are carrying the format. 

Walden attributes the shift to a 
companywide reduction in nonbook 
inventory. "We're getting back to ba- 
sics, back to our core business," says 
the representative. 

That retrenchment is the latest 
move in a series of policy changes 
that saw the chain gradually de-em- 
phasize video. In April, the company 
reorganized its video departments 
into three categories: full -line, top 50, 
and top 10 (Billboard, April 25). 

Industry experts say Walden's and 
Barnes & Noble's difficulties stem 
from competition from mall- based, 
sell- through video chains like Sun - 
coast Motion Picture Co. and Satur- 
day Matinee, both of which are 
healthy and growing in their third

able for $49.98 (CD) and $39.98 (cas- 
sette). 

A $3.50 shipping fee is attached to 
every order. 

As travelers listen to music, they 
can refer back to the in -flight maga- 
zine, which contains a directory of all 
programmed titles. A coding system 
denotes which channel is playing a 
specific track. 

The comprehensive marketing 
campaign targets an "older, afflu- 
ent" consumer who may not frequent 
record stores on a regular basis, 
notes Mann. "This program gives 
them a chance to sample the product 
before they buy, which is often an im- 
portant factor [in making a sale]," he 
says. 

While it is still too early to gauge 
the campaign's impact, Mann says 
Capitol will run the ads again in the 
July issue of "World Traveler." The 
list of available titles may be revised 
slightly, he says, depending on the 
sales activity. An August campaign 
is planned if sales merit, he says. 

Mann declined to provide any infor- 
mation regarding the cost of the pro- 
gram with Northwest.

Other observers note that low mar- 

gins on sell- through video -in the 
range of 30%, as opposed to the 50% 
60% markups that book retailers are 
accustomed to- inhibit book mer- 
chants from courting the video cus- 
tomer. 

In addition to sell- through -only 
chains, video insiders say the lacklus- 
ter performance of the format in 
bookstores could be attributed to its 
explosive success at the grocery - 
store level. 

Sal Scamardo, director of program 
promotions and public relations at 
CBS /Fox Video, says book retailers 
have "been in and out and in and out 
of video over the years. They clearly 
have not embraced it the way the gro- 
cery store accounts have." 

Some give other reasons for vid- 
eo's inability to impact the bookstore 
customer. John Thrasher, VP of vid- 
eo purchasing and distribution at 
West Sacramento, Calif.-based Tower 
Video, says, "A number of different 
companies have tried to market vid- 
eos like books. But when you put a 
video like 'Ivanhoe' next to the Sir 
Walter Scott classic, it doesn't work 
that well. It's knowing your busi- 
ness." 

Similarly, Jamie Pilkington, video 
buyer at Book of the Month Club, 
says bookstore buyers have their 
work cut out for them and are reluc- 
tant to embrace nonbook formats. 
"You're asking too much of these 
people," he says. "They have enor- 
mous amounts of work with all the 
books they're seeing every new sea- 

son. I don't think people walk into 
bookstores to buy video." 

SOME DEALERS UPBEAT 

Nevertheless, some book retailers 
are sanguine about the prospects of 
video in that venue. Borders Book 
Shops, a unit of wholesaler Book In- 
ventory Systems Inc. in Ann Arbor, 
Mich., has just installed a 6,000- 7,000- 
title video department in a new outlet 
in Bryn Mawr, Pa., and plans to add 
similar sections in three more outlets, 
according to Kurt Ringquist, video 
buyer at Book Inventory Systems. 

Jim Ulsamer, VP of sales at video 
and book distributor Baker & Taylor 
in suburban Chicago, shares Ring - 
quist's excitement for video in book- 
stores: "It could be that some of the 
pricing is starting to come around so 
that the bookseller can see a little bet- 
ter margin in the horizon," he says, 
noting that the recent American 
Booksellers Assn. convention in Ana- 
heim, Calif., generated a "higher lev- 
el of interest" in video at the book- 
store level than it did in recent years. 

Another retailer, 226 -store, Lan- 
dover, Md. -based discount chain 
Crown Books, "carries the top A+ 
children's sell- through titles -like 
'The Great Mouse Detective,' '101 
Dalmatians,' and 'Rescuers Down 
Under' -in a 16 -store test program 
with 50-100 titles in each store," says 
Mindy Henderson, who handles the 
Crown, Book Inventory Systems, and 
Barnes & Noble accounts for La 
Vergne, Tenn. -based Ingram Enter- 
tainment, the largest video and book 
distributor in the U.S.

VANESSA WILLIAMS turns in another strong gain and holds at No. 1 

with "Save The Best For Last" (Wing). Eric Clapton's "Tears In Heaven" 
(Reprise) gains even more points than "Save" and bullets at No. 2, narrow- 
ing the gap. "Tears" holds at No. 1 in unit sales, 187, ahead of "Save," while 
"Save" is ahead by about 40% in airplay points. Overall, "Tears" may oust 
"Save" next week but it is more likely to happen in two weeks. The rest of 
the No. 1 contenders are so far behind that it will continue to be a two-way 
race for another two to three weeks. 

LAST WEEK EN VOGUE won the Power Pick /Airplay with "My Lovin"' 
Ateo EastWest) with Queen's "Bohemian Rhapsody" (Hollywood) the run- 
ner-up. This week the positions are reversed as "Bohemian" wins the Pow- 
er Pick /Airplay with En Vogue's single the runner -up. "Bohemian" now 
has an 857 chance of reaching the top five, thus topping the No. 9 peak it 
hit in 1976. "Bohemian" also makes the biggest overall point gain of any 
record on the Hot 100, and is the runner -up for the Power Pick /Sales, 
which goes to "Nothing Else Matters" by Metallica (Elektra). "My Lovin' " 
is the second- biggest overall point gainer on the chart and "Ain't 2 Proud 2 

Beg" by TLC (LaFace) is third. "Ain't" gains more sales points than any 
record on the Hot 100 (it jumps 9-4 in sales), but it is now ineligible to win 
the Power Pick because it shoots up to No. 14 on the Hot 100. A Power Pick 
must be below No. 20. 

THERE ARE NINE NEW entries, led by "Jump" (Ruffhouse) from pre- 
teen duo Kris Kross from Atlanta. "Jump" enters at No. 61, benefiting 
from explosive sales (No. 35) and strong initial airplay on 35 monitored sta- 
tions, including No. 3 in airplay at WHYT Detroit. The second -highest de- 
but is also by a new act, rock band Ugly Kid Joe from Southern California. 
Ugly Kid Joe's "Everything About You" debuts at No. 69, with early top 30 
airplay at B94 Pittsburgh; the album, "As Ugly As They Want To Be," is 
already No. 6 on The Billboard 200. The other new entries on the Hot 100 
include new singles from the Cure, "High" (Elektra), already No. 3 in air- 
play at KRBE Houston; and from TKA, "Maria" (Tommy Boy), already No. 
1 at Hot W7 New York. 

QUICK CUTS: "I Can't Dance" by Genesis (Atlantic) is still gaining points 
but is pushed back to No. 9 as "Make It Happen" by Mariah Carey (Colum- 
bia) jumps over it and nothing falls out of the top seven ... "Human Touch" 
by Bruce Springsteen (Columbia) is pushed backward 14 -18 on the Airplay 
Monitor; despite a gain in airplay points, it is unable to hold in rank against 
the competition. It also shows a strong 377, increase in small- market air- 
play points, which are not broken out separately in the magazine. The dou- 
ble -sided "Human Touch /Better Days" single is down in sales, but with the 
airplay point gains, the single manages to hold at No. 17 on the Hot 100 
with a bullet ... "Nu Nu" by Lidell Townsell (Mercury) has had a topsy- 
turvy chart career. After skyrocketing 40 places in two weeks, it has a set- 
back in sales that forces the record back one place to No. 38 overall. Real 
sales fluctuate even for a hit record, and with "Nu Nu" gaining nicely at 
radio (34 -29 on the Monitor), it should move back up next week.

end, friends around me said that 
bearing in mind the recession and all 
that, it was better to have cash." 

The consummation with Thorn - 
EMI came at about 2:30 on the morn- 
ing of March 6 at the London offices 
of Virgin's lawyers. The agreement 
in principle was announced to the me- 
dia later that morning, and later that 
day Branson told music group em- 
ployees in an emotional meeting. 

FIFIELD BRANSON 

"When the deal was actually happen- 
ing," he recalls, "I was fine. I'd got 
used to the whole idea. Then that 
night, I went to speak to the staff, 
and one of them was good enough to 
stand up and say he'd had 22 of the 
best years of his life at Virgin. It was 
then that emotion took over for Si- 
mon [Draper], Ken [Berry], and my- 
self," he says, referring to the chair- 
man and managing director, respec- 
tively, of the Virgin Music Group. 

After the staff meeting, he contin- 
ues, "I was running down Ladbroke 
Grove with tears streaming down my 
face. As I ran, I saw a newspaper 
poster that said, 'Branson sells for 
560 million pounds.' It just struck me 
that anybody who saw me and saw 
how much I had sold the company for 
would wonder what I was crying 
about." 

Of the $872 million (excluding debt 
assumption of $85 million) Thorn - 
EMI is paying for the Virgin Music 
Group, it is estimated Branson will 
get about 60% -much of which he 
plans to pump into his airline -while 
Draper and Berry should gain about 
10% and 5 %, respectively. Fujisankei 
will receive $205 million for its 25.01% 
stake in Virgin, which it bought in 
1989 for $150 million. 

WORLDWIDE OPERATION 

The Virgin Music Group operates 
Virgin Records and Charisma Rec- 
ords in the U.S. and full -fledged com- 
panies in 21 other countries, including 
the U.K., France, Germany, Japan, 
Australia, and Canada, as well as mu- 
sic publishing operations in 15 coun- 
tries and recording studios in the 
U.K. It does not include the Virgin 
Retailing Group, which operates a 
dozen megastores in Europe and Ja- 
pan, or Caroline International, the 
London -based music export/import 
firm. 

The music group reported sales of 
$564 million in the year ended July 31, 
1991, and operating profit of $36 mil- 
lion (see story, this page). Its artist 
roster includes Janet Jackson, the 
Rolling Stones, Paula Abdul, UB40, 
Simple Minds, Right Said Fred, Maxi 
Priest, and, in a number of terri- 
tories, Phil Collins and Genesis. It has 
distribution deals of varying terms 
around the world, including pacts 
with Atlantic /WEA in the U.S. and 
PolyGram in the U.K. Both these 
deals expire in midsummer. 

BMG distributes Virgin in Germa- 
ny and the Benelux countries; it is a 
Virgin licensee in Austria and Swit- 
zerland. Except for the German deal, 
which expires in summer 1993, the 
other BMG pacts have two to three 
years to run. EMI already distributes 
Virgin in France, Italy, Greece, and 

Southeast Asia. 
Branson is to become president for 

life of Virgin Music, while Draper 
and Berry will continue to manage 
the group under employment con- 
tracts with EMI. Currently based in 
the U.K., Berry will report to EMI 
Music president /CEO Jim Fifield. 

At a March 6 press conference in 
London, Fifield acknowledged that 
Virgin Music's U.S. companies are 
trading at a loss, but said the compa- 
ny was not interested in cutting back 
its U.S. investment. 

Referring to the American labels, 
which have a combined roster of 77 
acts, he said, "They've been trying to 
do a number of things -in fact, prob- 
ably too many in terms of the size of 
the artist rosters and the amount of 
money they've had to spend in unre- 
couped advances. We would hope 
that Virgin's marching orders could 
be altered slightly. As part of the 
family of EMI, they'll have a more fo- 
cused presence, be able to stay with 
acts longer, and hopefully be able to 
spend more money on an individual 
act than trying to spend the same 
amount over several acts. I'll be ask- 
ing Ken [Berry] to look at focus as a 
major item." 

Fifield noted that, once the deal is 
complete, companies within Virgin 
"are all going to report to Ken Berry, 
not to EMI's European structure or 
North American structure. In Ameri- 
ca, we'll have Charles Koppelman, 
Joe Smith, and Ken Berry -three 
separate operations in hopefully 
friendly competition beating up on 
PolyGram and Warner, not on each 
other." 

Fifield's remarks suggested that 
Berry would take direct control of 
Virgin's U.S. operation, which until 
now has been run by co-managing di- 
rectors Jeff Ayeroff and Jordan Har- 
ris. But he later said through a 
spokesman that "everyone remains 
as they were," with Berry as CEO of 
Virgin worldwide and Ayeroff and 
Harris in charge of U.S. operations. 

MORE WORK FOR CEMA 

Fifield also noted that Virgin's 
sales, distribution, and manufactur- 
ing functions would be assumed by 
CEMA in the U.S. after the expira- 
tion of its WEA deal June 30. (Else- 
where, it can be assumed EMI will 
take on the same functions for Virgin 
as its other distribution deals end.) 

But Fifield stated that Virgin 
would retain all of the primary label 
functions. "We're not going to buy a 
company as successful as Virgin and 
tell them to pull back their horns in 
the biggest market in the world," he 
said. "We certainly can be more effi- 
cient, but not at the expense of A &R, 
promotion, and marketing." 

Berry added, "We will definitely be 
helped by some of the administrative 
and organizational skills of EMI, 
which, frankly, Virgin lacks." 

While denying widespread rumors 
that Charisma will be folded into Vir- 
gin in the U.S., Berry said, "There 
will possibly be some closer coopera- 
tion between Charisma and Virgin. 
All these things are unresolved at 
this stage." 

Charisma president Phil Quartar- 
aro stresses that there have been no 
discussions of a possible fold -in of 
Charisma into the Virgin U.S. struc- 
ture, and that Charisma, Virgin, and 
EMI executives "don't think it's a 
consideration." 

Quartararo concludes, "No deci- 
sions have been made, and my guess 
is no decisions will be made for a 

let's Make A Deal: Thorn-EMI Cashes In

LONDON -Thorn-EMI will finance 
its proposed acquisition of the Vir- 
gin Music Group through a stock is- 
sue to raise approximately 516 mil- 
lion pounds ($882 million). The com- 
pany is offering 81.3 million units of 
convertible unsecured stock, pay- 
able in two installments. When fully 
paid, the stock is convertible into or- 
dinary Thorn-EMI shares. 

Of the purchase price of $957 mil- 
lion, $872 million will be paid in cash, 
and the rest represents Thorn - 
EMI's assumption of Virgin's debts. 
Thorn-EMI will borrow the differ- 
ence between the stock-offering pro- 
ceeds and the total price. 

The price to be paid by the British 
conglomerate represents a multiple 
of 1,150 of the Virgin Music Group's 
1991 post -tax earnings of about 
$826,000, and a chunky rise of near- 
ly 60% on the $600 million price tag 
placed on the group in 1989 by the 
sale of a 25% stake to Fujisankei. 

The purchase price also is 1.7 
times the company's annual reve- 
nues of $564 million (for the fiscal 
year ended last July 31). That is not 
considered a high multiple for a me- 
dia company, especially for the last 

medium -size, multinational record 
label on the market. 

So what is Thorn getting for its 
shareholders' cash? With Virgin's 
balance sheet showing net assets of 
only $5.13 million, more than $850 
million of goodwill is being written 
off. But, as other major record com- 
pany deals in recent years have 
shown, the exploitation value of re- 
cording and publishing catalogs - 
together with the perceived poten- 
tial of major artists to generate fu- 
ture sales across an expanding 
range of multimedia software for- 
mats -has hiked acquisition prices 
to astronomical levels. 

SIGN PRICE 

Wall Street analysts agree Thorn- 
EMI paid a high price for Virgin but 
say the acquisition makes sense for 
EMI as a global player and may 
prove to be a good deal in a few 
years. 

Says Lee Isgur of Volpe, Welty in 
San Francisco, "Virgin was one of 
the few independents left. As a re- 
sult, I think [the purchase] made a 
lot of sense if Thorn wanted to re- 
main a major player in the indus- 
try." 

Virgin's results for 1991, released 

last week, show the Virgin Music 
Group's operating profits fell slight- 
ly from $39.3 million in 1990 to $35.9 
million on revenues up from $526.7 
million to $564.3 million. Interest 
payments rose 27% to $24.4 million, 
depressing pretax profits by more 
than $3.4 million to $22.7 million. 

Full details of Virgin's 1991 re- 
sults are not yet available, but 1990 
accounts filed with the U.K. regis- 
trar of companies show that Virgin 
Records was by far the group's 
largest subsidiary, with recording 
activities representing 89% of group 
revenues and 78% of operating prof- 
it. Virgin Records has more than 50 
separately registered operating sub- 
sidiaries, and it may be that Thorn- 
EMI will trim this number in the 
coming months, as well as some of 
the group's 1,050 employees. 

In 1990, Virgin generated 44% of 
its total sales in mainland Europe, 
27% in the U.S. and 22% in the U.K. 
Outside of recording, music publish- 
ing contributed 10% of group reve- 
nues and 16% of operating profits in 
1990, with recording studios making 
up the remainder.

Another unresolved matter is the 
future of Virgin Music Publishing, 
which has 25,000 copyrights and com- 
panies in 15 countries. Explaining the 
overall rationale for buying the Vir- 
gin Music Group, Thorn-EMI chair- 
man Colin Southgate said, "The prof- 
it improvement opportunities are 
enormous out of the consolidation. It 
will integrate very well with EMI." 
In particular, Southgate noted, Vir- 
gin's net publishers' share "will drop 
straight through to our bottom line." 

That remark seems to indicate that 
Virgin Music Publishing will eventu- 
ally be folded into EMI Music Pub- 
lishing, which would then have the 
largest song catalog in the world. 
But at press time, Fifield would say 
only that the two publishing firms 
would consolidate their back-office 
functions. 

TALE OF TWO CONTINENTS 

Branson's submission to the ad- 
vances of Thorn-EMI wraps about a 
year of flirting -and a couple of 
months of heavy talking since the 
start of the year. This involved not 
only fellow Britons, but also Ger- 
mans, Japanese, and Americans. The 
Virgin founder says, "People had 
been ringing us trying to get us to 

the altar. We always made our posi- 
tion clear that we would not consider 
a deal compromising our indepen- 
dence. If they could not give that 
guarantee, there was no point in talk- 
ing any further." 

The first serious bidder apparently 
was also the last. In the middle of last 
year, reports began surfacing that 
Thorn-EMI was making a run at Vir- 
gin. At that time, the word on the 
street was that the two sides were 
far apart, with Branson asking for 
more than $1 billion and Thorn-EMI 
offering $500 million -$600 million. 

What apparently turned the tables 
was BMG's bid, reported to be in the 
vicinity of $750 million -$800 million. 
At one point, the two parties were 
said to be in a dead heat, and then 
EMI upped the ante. 

BMG made one last stab at an ac- 
quisition by proposing on March 4, 
according to Pony Canyon's Kaneko, 
that Fujisankei take it on as a partner 
in acquiring the 75% of Virgin it did 
not already own. 

Prior to this, he said, Berry and a 
team of advisers had flown to Tokyo 
to hold talks with Fujisankei about a 
possible solo buy of Virgin. "There 
were tough provisions for us, for the 
shareholders, the founders and the 
Fujisankei group," says Kaneko, de- 
clining to elaborate on what those 

conditions were. "We didn't like it at 
all." 

On March 3, Fujisankei decided to 
waive its right to buy the remaining 
75% of Virgin. "There were various 
reasons," says Kaneko. "The main 
part of it was that it was kind of a big 
stake to buy. Of course, there were a 
lot of arguments in the Fujisankei 
group, and of course there were al- 
ternative ideas." 

Those alternatives included exer- 
cising its right to counterbid with a 
partner. On March 4, Fujisankei re- 
ceived a call from BMG's senior coun- 
sel in New York concerning a 50/50 
joint venture. "We talked back and 
forth," says Kaneko, "and then I 
called BMG International president 
Rudi Gassner," but BMG could not 
decide whether to meet Fujisankei's 
conditions. Since Virgin and Fujisan- 
kei had to sign their deal with Thorn- 
EMI by March 6, Kaneko recalls, "if 
we were to have gone further in our 
discussions with BMG ... obviously 
there was a big risk that we would 
lose Thorn-EMI. Thorn-EMI would 
walk away from the deal. Of course, 
we would be stuck and Branson 
would be stuck also." 

So in the end, Fujisankei accepted 
the Thorn-EMI offer, and Virgin was 
sold.

and in Sweden, up 33.8% to 3.44 mil- 
lion units. 

In Australia, BMG's 32.2% increase 
to 3.54 million units was largely at- 
tributable to MCA /Geffen /GRP 
coming on board, says Gassner. But 
he asserts that the new lines have not 
affected sales "to the same extent" 
elsewhere. 

LATIN AMERICAN SURGE 

BMG's preeminence in Latin Amer- 
ica, for example, is primarily based 
on its broad catalog of local artists, 
which owes much to RCA's and Ario- 
la's concentration on that region, es- 
pecially Mexico and Brazil. 

BMG has also done well in Argenti- 
na, says Gassner, adding that the 
company recently set up a Colombian 
subsidiary. 

"The economic situation was al- 
ways very good in Colombia, but you 
could never trust the political situa- 
tion. That has changed now, the 
Americans are investing in this coun- 
try, and we're going to do the same. I 
think it's going to be very reward- 
ing," he says. 

Overall, he admits, the Latin Amer- 
ican market has its ups and downs. 
"You may make $10 million in one 
year and $2 million in another year. 
But we always made money. If you 

have a high market share, you are 
the last ones to lose money." 

Asked why he states BMG Interna- 
tional's growth in terms of units, 
rather than currency value, Gassner 
replies, "We've been too optimistic in 
the last two years looking at how 
much the consumer spends. I think 
it's a catastrophe that in England, the 
industry lost 20 million units over the 
last two years. People are not buying, 
and I just don't believe all this opti- 
mistic talk about value. The only rea- 
son the value is up is because the LP 
has been replaced by the compact 
disc."

THE TOP TWO SINGLES, "To Be With You" by Mr. Big (Atlantic) and 
"I'm Too Sexy" by Right Said Fred (Charisma), both show declines in 
total points, with sales down for both records, but they hold in place due 
to their big lead over the rest of the pack. "To Be With You" may hold at 
No. 1 for one more week, but the singles by Michael Jackson and 
Vanessa Williams could go to No. 1 next week. "Save The Best For 
Last" by Williams (Mercury) makes the biggest point gain on the entire 
chart. Jackson's "Remember The Time" (Epic) is already No. 1 in airplay 
but "Save" passes "Remember" in sales. "Tears In Heaven" by Eric 
Clapton (Reprise) is also a No. 1 contender but seems too far behind in 
points to hit No. 1 next week. 

THE SECOND- BIGGEST POINT gainer of the week is "If You Go 
Away" by NKOTB (Columbia), which explodes onto the Top POS Sin- 
gles Sales chart at No. 8. It loses slightly in airplay points (22 -25 on the 
Top 40 Radio Monitor) but the massive sales gain carries the record up 
20 places to No. 16 on the Hot 100. The Grammys have a small but notice- 
able effect on singles sales, and a huge effect on album sales (see Be- 
tween The Bullets, page 86). "I Can't Make You Love Me" by Bonnie 
Raitt (Capitol) scores a strong sales gain, pushing the single back up to 
No. 32. Sales gains for the singles by Natalie Cole and Seal don't affect 
the Hot 100 but both singles re -enter the Hot 100 Recurrent chart. 

THE EIGHT DEBUTS INCLUDE three artists making their Hot 100 
bows. And Aaron Hall from the Bronx, N.Y., the main voice of the trio 
Guy, makes his solo debut on the chart with "Don't Be Afraid" (Soul) 
from the film "Juice," at No. 90. The three new acts are led by Joe Pub- 
lic, a quartet from Buffalo, N.Y., which nabs the Hot Shot Debut for its 
debut single, "Live And Learn" (Columbia). It's already receiving air- 
play on 74 of the 125 monitored stations, debuting at No. 39 on the Moni- 
tor. Chris Walker, a jazz and pop artist originally from Houston, enters 
the Hot 100 at No. 71 with "Take Time" on new label Pendulum. R. Kelly 
& Public Announcement from Chicago hit the chart at No. 93 with 
"She's Got That Vibe" (Jive); it's already No. 9 in airplay at new radio 
reporter WPGC Washington, D.C. 

4 TICK CUTS: Effective in this issue, we've expanded the number of 
monitored top 40 playlists featured in the Power Playlists (page 83). 
Each week, 14 playlists will appear, up from 10, chosen from the 25 larg- 
est top 40 stations by cume. Six country lists will also appear. The R &B 
playlists, not monitored yet, move into the R &B section so that the Pow- 
er Playlists page is comprised only of monitored playlists of actual air- 
play ... A chart jam in the 70s causes backward chart moves for three 
records that gain points: "Nu Nu" by Lidell Townsell (Mercury); "Kiss- 
ing The Wind" by Nia Peeples (Charisma); and "Caribbean Blue" by 
Enya (Reprise) ... The Power Pick /Airplay goes to "I'm The One You 
Need" by Jody Watley (MCA). Although still only at No. 57, the new 
single now has an 857, chance of going top five, far surpassing the No. 
61 peak of "I Want You," the first single from her album.

senters and performers to signify 
AIDS awareness to the stirring reci- 
tation by Goldberg, accompanied by 
vocalist Bobby McFerrin, of a poem 
equating the AIDS epidemic to the 
Holocaust 

John Corigliano's Symphony No. 1, 

which was sparked by the AIDS cri- 
sis and dedicated to members of the 
classical community who have suf- 
fered from AIDS, was voted best con- 
temporary classical composition; the 
Chicago Symphony Orchestra's re- 
cording of the work, under conductor 
Daniel Barenboim, was named best 
orchestral performance. 

"I think the classical community, 
which has been devastated by AIDS, 
realizes the importance of speaking 
out," said Corigliano, who expressed 
gratitude that his work had raised 
awareness among classical audi- 
ences. 

The members of R.E.M. took an op- 
portunity to speak out with a political 
edge, as well, while accepting their 
best -group -vocal award, calling on 
viewers to register to vote "so every- 
one can have a voice." 

Other rockers were more light- 
hearted. As Metallica picked up the 
Grammy for best metal performance 
for its current album, band member 
Lars Ulrich wryly thanked MTV and 
radio "without whom all this was pos- 
sible anyway." 

In other rock categories, Van Ha- 
len won best hard rock performance 
for its album "For Unlawful Carnal 
Knowledge" and guitarist Eric John- 
son's single "Cliffs Of Dover" was 
named best rock instrumental. 

There was a surprise in the R &B- 
female -vocal category as Patti La- 
belle, then Lisa Fischer, both heard 

their names announced as winners in 
a tie vote. That has happened only 
seven times previously in Grammy 
history, and not since 1985. Luther 
Vandross' "Power Of Love" album 
won for best R&B male vocal perfor- 
mance and the "Power of Love /Love 
Power" medley gained Vandross, 
Marcus Miller, and Teddy Vann a 
Grammy for best R&B song. Vann, 
author of the 1968 hit "Love Power," 
revealed he had never previously met 
Marcus, who combined that song 
with his own. 

Boyz II Men, while losing the best - 
new- artist award, seemed over- 
whelmed by winning the best -R &B- 
group -vocal Grammy. L.L. Cool J's 
"Mama Said Knock You Out" nabbed 
the best solo rap Grammy and D.J. 
Jazzy Jeff & the Fresh Prince won 
best -group -rap performance for 
"Summertime" over more controver- 
sial rap nominees, including Public 
Enemy, Salt -N -Pepa, and Naughty 
By Nature. 

COMBAT CELEBRATION 

Despite the dispute over Garth 
Brooks' absence from the top catego- 
ries, the country community celebrat- 
ed Grammys for Mary- Chapin Car- 
penter's "Down At The Twist And 
Shout," named best country female 
vocal; the Judds' single "Love Can 
Build A Bridge," best country group 
vocal; and Mark O'Connor's album 
"The New Nashville Cats," best 
country instrumental. A country-vo- 
cal-collaboration Grammy went to 
Steve Wanner, Ricky Skaggs, Vince 
Gill, and Mark O'Connor for "Rest- 
less," the single from the "Nashville 
Cats" album. And Naomi Judd, John 
Jarvis, and Paul Overstreet received 

the Grammy for best country song 
for "Love Can Build A Bridge." 

As in the past, recently deceased 
artists received posthumous honors 
from NARAS voters. A performance 
of "I Remember You" from Stan 
Getz, who died last June, was named 
best jazz instrumental solo. A Lon- 
don Symphony Orchestra recording 
of Leonard Bernstein's "Candide" 
brought the 13-time Grammy winner, 
who died in October 1990, a posthu- 
mous award for best classical album.

In other jazz categories, the Man- 
hattan Transfer's album track 
"Sassy" won for best contemporary 
jazz performance; the Take 6 album 
"He Is Christmas" was chosen best

Don't Yell Or Scream -It's The Grammys 
Cole Monopolizes Awards; Raitt Cashes In, Too

NEW YORK- Traditional pop - 
songs that don't "scream or yell or 
have a nervous breakdown," in the 
memorable words of composer Ir- 
ving Gordon -made a comeback at 
the 34th annual Grammy Awards. 
Natalie Cole's "Unforgettable" rep- 
resents the kind of urbane, middle - 
of- the -road pop that dominated the 
Grammys in their first decade, when 
such artists as Frank Sinatra, Judy 
Garland, Tony Bennett, and Barbra 
Streisand won the top awards. 

Cole is the first artist to win for 
both album and record of the year 
since Michael Jackson triumphed in 
1984, at the peak of "Thriller"-ma- 
nia. In addition, "Unforgettable" 
brought Gordon the Grammy for 
song of the year, making "Unfor- 
gettable" the first title to monopo- 
lize the top three awards since 
Christopher Cross swept in 1981. 
Cole shared the record-of-the-year 
award with her late father, Nat 
King Cole, who had- amazingly- 
won just one previous Grammy, for 
best performance by a "top 40" art- 
ist in 1959 for "Midnight Flyer." 

In one sense, this year's show un- 
derscored how much NARAS, the 
recording academy, has changed in 
the past two decades. In the '60s, the 
Grammys segregated "rock'n'roll" 
performers in their own, token cate- 
gory, while the higher -profile pop 
categories were dominated by such 

classic -pop vocalists as Streisand, 
Bennett, Ella Fitzgerald, Eydie 
Gorme, and Jack Jones. Now, the 
situation has reversed: Traditional 
pop performers are confined to their 
own category, while the pop field is 
dominated by such contemporary 
pop /rock artists as Bonnie Raitt and

R.E.M., both of whom won this 
year. 

Natalie Cole, who won the 1975 
Grammy for best new artist, is the 
third past winner of that award to 
later win a Grammy for album or 
record of the year. The Beatles, the 
best- new -artist champs in 1964, won 
for album of the year in 1967 with 
"Sgt Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club 
Band "; Bette Midler, the best new 
artist of 1973, won for record of the 
year two years ago with "Wind Be- 
neath My Wings." 

"Unforgettable," which Gordon 
wrote in 1950, is not the first old 
song to win for song of the year, 
though it is by far the oldest The 
last two winners, "From A Dis- 
tance" and "Wind Beneath My 
Wings," were several years old at 
the time they won. Such other re- 
cent champs as "That's What 
Friends Are For," "Always On My 

Mind," and "Bette Davis Eyes" 
were also oldies. 

David Foster rode the "Unforget- 
table" bandwagon to three Gram - 
mys. He became only the se- 
cond producer -following Quincy 
Jones -to be a repeat winner in the 
producer-of-the-year category. Fos- 
ter previously won the award in 
1985. His career stalled in the late 
'80s, but was recharged last year 
with the one -two punch of "Voices 
That Care" and "Unforgettable." 

Cole's "Unforgettable" album is 
well -positioned to capitalize on the 
awards. The album, which has sold 
more than 4 million copies, is at No. 
16 on The Billboard 200 and is likely 
to return to the top 10. 

Bonnie Raitt, who dramatized the 
commercial clout of the Grammys 
two years ago when "Nick Of Time" 
shot from No. 40 to No. 1 in the 
weeks following her four -award 
sweep, should also benefit from her 
three awards this year. Her "Luck 
Of The Draw" album, which has 
sold more than 3 million copies, is 
No. 12 this week. 

But Marc Cohn may be the big - 
gest beneficiary of this year's Gram- 
my nominations and awards. Cohn's 
self -titled debut album has rebound- 
ed 70 notches to No. 78 on The Bill- 
board 200 in the past two weeks. 
With Cohn's dark -horse win for best 
new artist, the album is almost cer- 
tain to surpass its original peak of 
No. 49.

Stagehand 

Injured During 

Grammy Prep 
NEW YORK -A Radio City Music 
Hall stagehand was injured Feb. 21 
during preparations for the Grammy 
Awards ceremony at the facility. 

According to a statement from Ra- 
dio City, the stagehand was hurt dur- 
ing stage load -in and setup, when he 
accidentally stepped off the stage 
and fell into the basement The the- 
ater declined to identify the employ- 
ee, but stated in a press release that 
he was taken immediately to the hos- 
pital where preliminary reports were 
encouraging and he remains under 
observation. 

However, according to a source 
with the sound production company, 
the stagehand was seriously injured, 
suffering fractures of his neck, col- 
larbone, legs, arms, and pelvis, and 
puncturing his liver and spleen. 

Radio City stated in its release that 
all customary safety and supervisory 
procedures were in place when the 
accident occurred. 

According to the source from the 
sound crew, a similar accident oc' 
curred last year when a worker fell 
into the pit below the stage. The vie 
tim of that accident survived, but was 
seriously injured and has not been 
able to return to his crew work. He 
was not on this year's crew. 

In a separate incident, an audio/ 
video mobile unit from Greene Crowe 
in Los Angeles flipped over in an acci 
dent en route to the awards, accord 
ing to the sound production source 

the truck's driver was un 
hurt, the equipment on board was de 
stroyed, the source says.

been the object of a lawsuit. 
James W. Cole, the attorney repre- 

senting Davidson's wife and two chil- 
dren, says, "We believe there is a def- 
inite causal connection between How- 
ard's actions and the music." While 
Cole's clients seek damages resulting 
from lost income, he adds, "We also 
want to stop Time Warner from pub- 
lishing this kind of music." 

Although Texas laws do not allow 
for damage requests to be specified, 
Cole says, "Only an amount of 
$100,000 or more would probably be 
enough to stop Time Warner from en- 
gaging in this activity once and for 
all." 

R. James George Jr., an attorney 
representing Time Warner in the suit, 
says there is no evidence to support 
Cole's claims. "We do not believe any 
recorded music caused this tragic kill- 
ing of officer Davidson and we do not 
believe Time Warner or any of its af- 
filiated companies are responsible," 
George says. 

George also says Howard made no 
mention of 2Pac or any other artist or 
record when he confessed his murder 
to police last spring. At press time, 
George had not yet filed Time 
Warner's response to the suit. 

2Pac is a member of the Oakland - 
based Digital Underground. He re- 
cently appeared in the Ernest Dicker- 
son film "Juice."

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Price Not Right For WREM FCC Fine ?; 
Life On MARS; Zapoleon Consultancy 
ALTHOUGH they agreed with the 
$10,000 fine issued to religious WREM 
Presque Isle, Maine, by the FCC, com- 
missioners Ervin Duggan and James 
Quello released a separate statement 
noting that the fine is five times the 
station's value. 

"The fact that WREM is apparently 
under contract to be sold for $2,000 
ought to tell us something about the li- 
censee's ability to pay a $10,000 forfei- 
ture," the statement said. "We fail to 
see how assessing a fine that is five 
times the station's value tempers jus- 
tice with mercy-or with realism, for 
that matter." 

WREM licensee Benito Rish was 
fined Aug. 28 for transferring control 
of the station to ARK Communica- 
tions without prior FCC approval. The 
FCC said he failed to "properly docu- 
ment" his claim of financial hardship. 

In other news, the artwork from 
three of KODZ Dallas' seven bill- 
boards, which feature pictures of the 
Beatles, has been stolen. The Dallas 
Outdoor Advertising Assn. has pasted 
a $5,000 reward for the arrest and con- 
viction of the perpetrators, according 
to Dallas police. 

Katz Radio Group got a scare when 
the IRS sent a "Notice of Levy" to 
some Heritage Media client stations in- 
forming them that Katz owed back 
taxes to the tune of $30,000. Katz 
spokeswoman Lucille Luongo says 
the problem was quickly solved and 
that Katz owes no money and the IRS 
voided the notices. Why they were sent 
and sent only to Heritage stations re- 
mains a mystery. 

Four legendary radio personalities 
and one program will be inducted into 
the Radio Hall of Fame at a black -tie 
celebration Nov. 15 in Chicago. Induct- 
ees are former radio actor Don 
Ameche, syndicated countdown host 
Casey Kasem, legendary WJR Detroit 
morning man J.P. McCarthy, ABC ra- 
dio pioneer Leonard Goldenson, and 
America's longest -running live music 
and variety radio program, "The Grand 
Ole Opry." ABC Radio's Paul Harvey 
will host the ceremony, which will be 
fed live via satellite to any interested 
stations. 

Arbitron has announced plans to 
shut down its network television rat- 
ings service, ScanAmerica, effective 
immediately, as a result of what the 
company is calling a "lack of support" 
from potential customers. Arbitran will 
continue to operate local TV ratings 
services in six markets. 

Local radio revenue posted a 2% in- 
crease in July over its performance 
during the same month in 1991, accord- 
ing to the Radio Advertising Bureau. 
National revenue, however, was off 
15% in July, resulting in the combined 
total of local and national revenue dip- 
ping 3% for the month. Network reve- 
nue was also off 3% in July. 

The RAB is providing a free sales 
"relief kit" to stations in hurricane -rav- 
aged Florida and Louisiana. The kit in- 
cludes sales information and promotion 
ideas to help stations get a jump on re- 
covery and rebuild their revenue 
stream. 

The National Assn. of Recording 
Merchandisers and Rock The Vote 
have teamed up for a promotional cam- 

paign called "register and rock the vote 
month." Radio stations in all formats 
will be airing Rock The Vote public - 
service announcements, which feature 
50 artists.

WHITNEY HOUSTON SOARS TO lofty heights as "I Will Always Love 
You" (Arista) reaches a point total 50% higher than last week, which was 
already the highest point total any record had achieved since the new meth- 
odology was introduced a year ago. Sales on the single are going through 
the roof -more than 350,000 per week -and the airplay point totals are also 
the highest since the new Hot 100 began. "Always" seems on track to ap- 
proach or equal the just-established record of 13 weeks at No. 1 set by 
Boyz II Men's "End Of The Road." Speaking of the Boyz, "In The Still Of 
The Nite" (Motown) is also skyrocketing, debuting at No. 4 in sales and 
going 11-4 on the Hot 100. Although "Still" is likely to hit No. 2 next week, 
it will have a hard time overtaking "Always." 

THERE ARE TWO ARTISTS making their Hot 100 bows this week. Jere- 
my Jordan, a 19- year-old from the Chicago area, debuts at No. 89 with his 
first single, "The Right Kind Of Love" (Giant). Jordan's single is already 
top 10 in airplay at KS104 Denver (No. 7) and WAPI Birmingham, Ala. (No. 
9). Goddess, hailing from Amsterdam, hits the Hot 100 at No. 93 with "Sex- 
ual" (Big Beat), aided by seven early top 20 airplay reports, including No. 
11 at WOKI Knoxville, Tenn. And last week ex- Georgia Satellites member 
Dan Baird made his solo debut on the Hot 100 with "I Love You Period" 
(Def American). It jumps 86-67 this week, fueled by No. 1 airplay at KEGL 
Dallas, No. 2 at KTUX Shreveport, La., and No. 3 at KKYK Little Rock, 
Ark. 

BIG GAINERS THIS WEEK include the Power Pick /Airplay, "Deeper 
And Deeper," by Madonna (Sire). It jumps 38-24 on the Hot 100, with No. 1 

airplay reports from WTIGFM Hartford, Conn., and KKRD Wichita, Kan. 
The other largest point gainers below the top 20 are "7" by Prince & the 
New Power Generation (Paisley Park), up 57-44 with five early top 10 air- 
play reports, including No. 8 at Hot 102 Milwaukee and No. 9 at WWCK 
Flint, Mich.; and "Never A Time" by Genesis (Atlantic), up 46-35 with five 
stations already giving it top five airplay, including No. 1 at KISN Salt 
Lake City and No. 2 at Star 94 Atlanta. 

QUICK CUTS: The top 10 is still tightly competitive, with singles by Snap, 
TLC, and Mary J. Blige all going backward one or two places despite gain- 
ing points. Blige, by the way, has three active tracks from her debut album. 
While "Real Love" holds in the top 10, "Reminisce" is No. 5 on the new 
Bubbling Under chart (below this column) and "Sweet Thing," although 
not a single, debuts at No. 45 on the Top 40 Radio Monitor ... Another new 
act with multiple active tracks is Arrested Development (Chrysalis). While 
the single "Revolution" from the "Malcolm X" soundtrack debuts at No. 
95, mostly from sales, "Mr. Wendal" is a hit at top 40 radio (up to No. 27 on 
the Monitor). Look for a strong debut for "Wendal" next week when it is 
released as a single ... "No Ordinary Love" by Sade (Epic) has a strong 
17% point gain but makes only a one -place move to No. 61 due to heavy 
competition in the 60s ... "Flex" by Mad Cobra (Columbia) regains its bul- 
let and moves up to No. 26 due to a strong sales surge; it's this week's 
Power Pick /Sales.

was our former record holder with 
$12.2 million for three days and $15.2 
million for five. 'Aladdin' represents 
the holiday gross of 'Beauty' and 
'The Little Mermaid' combined." 

Jaffe makes a similar statement 
about the soundtrack's sales poten- 
tial: "We have shipped more 'Aladdin' 
by street date than we did for 'The 
Little Mermaid' and 'Beauty' com- 
bined." 

Many observers have noted that 
Disney's recent animated features 
have attracted increasing numbers of 
adults. "Beauty And The Beast" re- 
ceived an unprecedented Oscar nomi- 
nation as best picture, while "Alad- 
din" has been praised for its sophisti- 
cated humor. 

As with other Disney soundtracks, 
large quantities of units are being 
sold by toy stores and other retailers 
that aren't SoundScan reporters, 
says Jaffe, who adds that more than 
50% of "Beauty And The Beast" 
sales were not tracked by Sound - 
Scan. 

Tower Records senior VP of retail 
operations Stan Goman supports 
Jaffé s claim, saying, "I don't think 
record stores sell as much children's 
stuff as they should. We have let the 
business go to the Toys 'R' Us stores 
and now we are trying to get it back 
now." 

The broad -based appeal of the Dis- 
ney soundtracks is responsible for 
their success, Jaffe says. "Adults are 
buying it, children are buying it, and 
teenagers are buying." 

However, Jaffe points out that 
"Aladdin" seems to be attracting 
more adult buyers, based on the 
breakdown of CD vs. cassette sales. 
He says early sales on "Aladdin" are 
split about evenly between CD and

cassette, whereas 66% of the "Beau- 
ty" albums sold were on cassette. 

Joel Oberstein, director of retail 
marketing for 10 -store, Chatsworth, 
Calif.-based Tempo Music And Video, 
reports "Aladdin" is "selling very 
strongly. In fact, we even had to do 
reorders." 

Adds Bret Ortone, director of retail 
operations for Tempo, "I imagine it's 
mostly adults buying it for their kids, 
but everybody loves Disney." 

Jim Dobbe, VP of sales merchan- 
dise for the Torrance, Calif. -based 
Wherehouse Entertainment, notes 
that the album jumped to No. 12 from 
No. 28 on the chain's chart following 
the wide release of the film Nov. 25. 
"It's selling about 10 times as much 
as it was two weeks ago, so we ex- 
pect this will be a top 10 item," Dobbe 
says. 

Chuck Papke, VP of retail at the 
34- store, Detroit -based Harmony 
House Records & Tapes, says, 
" 'Aladdin' is really hot." Larry Co- 
hen, music buyer for Detroit -based 
Borders Books, notes, "It has been a 
monster for us. For adults and for 
kids." 

AWARD -WINNING TEAM 

The "Aladdin" soundtrack fea- 
tures songs by the award- winning 
team of Alan Menken and the late 
Howard Ashman, who collaborated 
on "The Little Mermaid" and "Beau- 
ty And The Beast," as well as lyricist 
Tim Rice. Actors who provide voices 
for the animated film, including co- 
median Robin Williams, are featured 
as vocalists on the album. 

As was the case with "Beauty And 
The Beast," the "Aladdin" sound- 
track features a single that is being 
handled by a major label. "Beauty" 

contained the Céline Dion -Peabo Bry- 
son title duet, which reached the top 
10 of the Hot 100 Singles chart. The 
single was also included on Dion's 
gold-certified Epic debut album. 

The "Aladdin" soundtrack includes 
the Bryson- Regina Belle duet "A 
Whole New World (Aladdin's 
Theme)." This week, the Columbia 
single is the Power Pick at No. 12 on 
the Hot Adult Contemporary chart, 
and is No. 89 on the Hot R&B Singles 
list. 

According to Jaffe, the single is 
definitely helping to push the "Alad- 
din" soundtrack. A videoclip that fea- 
tures Bryson and Belle and footage 
from the film has been added to 
VH -1. 

Walt Disney Records is also in- 
volved in some unique marketing pro- 
grams in support of "Aladdin." 

The soundtrack and related mer- 
chandise handled by Walt Disney Rec- 
ords -A "Read -Along Collection," 
"Deluxe Read -Along," and "Sound 
And Story Theatre" -are being sold 
at some of the theaters showcasing 
the film, including the El Capitan in 
Hollywood. Many music retailers are 
also carrying the related product. 

In addition, the Walt Disney Co. is 
involved in a large -scale promotion 
with Quaker Oats. "There are cou- 
pons for the soundtrack in 13 million 
boxes of Cap'n Crunch," Jaffe says. 
The Cap'n Crunch offer, which is part 
of a large Disney /Quaker Oats pro- 
motion, offers consumers a $1 rebate 
on the "Aladdin" soundtrack with 
proof of purchase of the album and 
the cereal.

continuing 52 -week basis and combin- 
ing it with the introduction to its pa- 
trons of the latest in consumer elec- 
tronics," says Howard Lander, Bill- 
board publisher and senior VP /group 
publisher of BPI. "The idea of having 
a venue parallel our efforts to nur- 
ture developing artists is one of the 
key reasons we entered into this 
agreement." 

The booking policy for Cafe Bill- 
board will be restricted to those re- 
cording artists whose albums appear 
on the Billboard charts or whose re- 
leases have stirred other key media 
attention. Cafe Billboard expects 
each act to appear twice nightly and 
and to be booked for a two -week 
stand. A broad range of music genres 
will be offered. 

"It is our primary goal to expose

IFPI, Philips Establishing 
New CD Security Markings 

BY DOMINIC PRIDE 

LONDON -CD pirates could face a 
grave setback if new security mark- 
ings are accepted by pressing 
plants around the world. 

IFPI, the international label 
trade group, and CD co-developer 
Philips have agreed on two new 
marking standards. The new codes 
will uniquely identify CD mastering 
and pressing plants. 

As part of the mastering process, 
microscopic numbers will be etched 
onto the glass master, which will 
show up on the disc's surface. A 
number will also be embossed on 
the outer edge of the CD as part of 
the molding process. 

IFPI director general Nic Gar- 
nett says the codes could, in theory, 
be reproduced by pirates, but the 
prohibitive cost of changing mas- 
tering and molds for small runs 
would be enough to deter them. 

"Most pirate plants are not whol- 
ly pirate," says Garnett, "but some 

claim they don't know the differ- 
ence between pirate and legitimate 
orders. We think this will force 
them to examine their orders more 
closely." 

Garnett believes the new mark- 
ings will be more of an incentive to 
plants in Southeast Asia than raids 
are. "I think businessmen there will 
respond to this very well," he says. 

Last year some 25 million pirate 
CDs were sold worldwide, says 
IFPI, and the problem has grown 
worse this year. 

Philips will administer the sys- 
tem, while IFPI will make full infor- 
mation available to manufacturers 
and closely monitor those plants 
that do not adhere to the system. 
Garnett anticipates most major la- 
bels will use the codes by next year. 

However, adoption of these cod- 
ing practices is voluntary, and the 
scheme was heavily scrutinized by 
the European Commission, which 
feared this would give some plants 
an unfair advantage.

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HOTJOO 
SINGES SPORN

WHITNEY HOUSTON HOLDS AT No. 1 with "I Will Always Love 
You" (Arista) as sales explode past the 200,000 mark this week. It also 
goes to No. 1 on the Top 40 Radio Monitor. This combination of enor- 
mous sales and airplay -the highest weekly point total this year - 
means that "Always" is settling in for a long run at the top. It looks 
likely to be the biggest single of Houston's career. 

THIS IS A HISTORIC issue of Billboard, with several major chart 
changes taking place, primarily on the R &B and country charts (see sto- 
ries, page 3 and page 36). This issue was chosen for the changes because 
it is the first one of the 1993 chart year. (The chart year runs from De- 
cember to November.) One new feature is appearing right under this col- 
umn: the revival of the Hot 100 Bubbling Under chart. There will also be 
an R &B Bubbling Under chart which will appear under Terri Rossi's col- 
umn (page 33). Bubbling Under the Hot 100 was a popular feature in 
Billboard from 1959 to 1985, when it was discontinued. We have revived 
it because the improved sales and airplay data used for both the Hot 100 
and now for the Hot R &B Singles charts yields slower growth on most 
records than under the old methodology. Most singles take longer to hit 
the chart, although first singles from albums by superstar artists usual- 
ly move up faster under the new system. 

ALTHOUGH THERE IS NO question that the new methodology is far 
superior to the old- actual unit piece counts and actual counting of radio 
plays are obviously a vast improvement over rankings -the new system 
causes some singles to wait longer for exposure on the charts. Although 
Billboard is committed to supplying the most accurate charts possible, 
we also are committed to help develop new artists and new product. To 
provide exposure for new records without making the charts artificially 
fast, we created the Heatseekers chart for new album artists and now 
we are reviving the Bubbling Under charts. The Bubbling Under charts 
are open to all new singles -i.e., those that have not yet charted -re- 
gardless of whether the singles are by new artists or established artists. 
These charts are a way to expose developing singles, which often have 
significant early airplay and /or sales, but have not yet amassed enough 
points to chart. For example, there have been cases where a record has 
garnered airplay from half or more of the radio panel without having 
sufficient total points to debut on the chart. 

THE BUBBLING UNDER CHARTS will appear each week and use the 
same methodology as the Hot 100 and Hot R &B Singles charts, except 
that records that have already appeared on the main chart are not listed. 
Because records that have dropped off the main chart are excluded, the 
rankings are listed as Nos. 1 through 25 rather than Nos. 101 through 
125. The Hot 100 Bubbling Under chart replaces the Hot 100 Recurrent 
chart. The latter chart, which was mostly a reflection of recurrent air- 
play, matched the Top 40 Radio Recurrent Monitor so closely that it is 
unnecessary to print both charts. Titles will still be removed from the 
Hot 100 when they drop below No. 50 and have a 20 -week run.

input from 66 radio stations moni- 
tored for actual airplay by Broadcast 
Data Systems; 38 additional station 
playlists; and point -of -sale Sound - 
Scan information from approximate- 
ly 550 retail locations, which will also 
provide the basis of the R &B albums 
chart from now on. About 130 of 
these outlets are independent stores. 

The transition to the new method- 
ology on the singles chart was pre- 
ceded by the appearance of the week- 
ly R &B Radio Monitor and R &B Sin- 
gles Sales charts. The Radio Monitor 
list, based on BDS airplay data, de- 
buted in the April 4 issue; and the 
R &B Singles Sales chart, based on 
SoundScan sales data, was intro- 
duced in the July 11 issue. 

"My obligation throughout this 
process has been to maintain the in- 
tegrity of Billboard's charts and to 
ensure that a reality -based philoso- 
phy and methodology was devel- 
oped," says Terri Rossi, director of 
operations, R &B music division, Bill- 
board. "The singles chart must be 
both an accurate measure of actual 
airplay and units sold, and also must 
be targeted to the R &B music mar- 
ketplace in such a way that a single 
can go to No. 1 on the R &B singles 
chart without necessarily crossing 
over to the general market." 

Recurrents, notes Rossi, will be 
treated the same way on the Hot 
R &B Singles chart as they are on the 
Hot 100: After 20 weeks on the chart, 
a title will be dropped unless it is in 
the top 50. 

This chart conversion follows that 
of the Hot Country Singles & Tracks 
chart (Jan. 20, 1990) and the Hot 100 
Singles chart (Nov. 30, 1991). 

In addition to the newly configured 
charts, this week will see the bow of 
another chart, "Bubbling Under Hot 
R &B Singles." This consists of 25 up- 
and -coming records that have not yet 
reached the R &B top 100. Their rank- 
ing will be based on the same meth- 
odology as the R &B singles chart. A 
Bubbling Under chart is also being 
added for the Hot 100 (see Hot 100 
Singles Spotlight, this page). 

According to Rossi, the addition of 
the R &B Bubbling Under chart will 
help identify developing records. "We 
feel that on the albums side, the 
Heatseekers chart does an outstand- 
ing job of identifying hot new artists. 
But exposure usually begins with sin- 
gles," she says. All new singles, how- 
ever, will be eligible for Bubbling Un- 
der, not just those by new artists, as 
on the Heatseekers chart. 

HEATED DEBATE 

The prospect of converting Bill- 
board's R &B charts to the new meth- 
odology has been a heated topic of de- 
bate within the R &B music industry, 
partly because not all of the previous 
Billboard R &B reporters were 
equipped to transmit data to Sound - 
Scan. There has also been a contro- 
versy over the location of retail out- 
lets included in the panel. 

"Change is always difficult and I 

regret the loss of reporting status for 
some of the independent retailers," 
Rossi continues. "The upside is that 
the majority of the independent re- 
tailers that were previous reporters 
have chosen to computerize and pro- 
vide SoundScan with their sales infor- 
mation. Additionally, using the new 
data collection process now permits 
us to include sales information from 
the chains that are designated as 
strong R&B /rap stores." 

Approximately two-thirds of the 
previous retail reporting panel- 

about 100 locations -are now contrib- 
uting data to the R &B charts via 
SoundScan. Chain locations footed 
the cost of their own hardware and 
software. Independents, some of 
which were already equipped with 
point -of -sale hardware, are being aid- 
ed in varying degrees by SoundScan. 
As part of SoundScan's payments for 
retail sales information, the company 
will reimburse these stores for their 
initial hardware and software invest- 
ments. 

INDUSTRY RESPONSE 

Reactions to the new chart method- 
ology among label executives, retail- 
ers, and radio people has been mostly 
positive, with a few reservations. 

"I guess it takes the hype out of a 
hype business, but it's certainly go- 
ing to give us an opportunity to see 
what we're doing," says A.D. Wash- 
ington, senior VP of urban promotion 
at MCA Records. "A lot of times we 
spend money but we don't get a 
chance to see the return. At radio 
you're pushing real hard to get adds, 
but this system takes the bullshit out 
of it. When you put records out at dis- 
tribution, you know whether those 
records are going across the 
counter." 

"It's going to be a trial -and -error 
period starting off," says Richard 
Nash, Atlantic VP of urban promo- 
tion. "I'm going to use these next few 
weeks as a learning process with my 
staff. We'll be able to see exactly 
what's happening with our competi- 
tors' product." Nash adds that the 
new system will require labels to be- 
come more aggressive about their 
promotional and marketing strate- 
gies. 

CROSSOVER FAVORITES 

Ray Harris, president of Warner 
Bros.' black music division, is con- 
cerned because he says test charts 
have shown the top R&B records to 
be crossover favorites. "How does 
the black music industry define a tru- 
ly No. 1 black record ?" he asks. "We 
need to have a balance of indepen- 
dent retailers that are in our commu- 
nity and reflect the black music buy- 
er -this is crucial for the develop- 
ment and growth of new black 
artists." Harris adds that he will con- 
tinue to work with Billboard to ad- 
dress these concerns. 

Miller London, senior VP of promo- 
tion & marketing at A &M, says, "I 
haven't been convinced that [Bill- 
board has] got the right retail panel 

there, but I am glad that they do have 
radio stations they are still targeting 
on the urban side." 

But he adds, "The good thing is 
that everybody is in the same boat. 
Whatever happens for A &M happens 
for everyone." 

Tony Q, owner /GM /PD of WRKE 
Ocean City, Md., says he is '70% in fa- 
vor of the BDS reporting system. His 
concern is how strong recurrents 
may hurt newer records and newer 
artists. "Shai is the No. 1 song on my 
list, but 'End Of The Road' by Boyz 
II Men gets the most play in a recur- 
rent position. There are records that 
won't go away unless the program- 
mer kills it," he says. 

Vinny Brown, PD of WRKS New 
York, is concerned about the loss of 
the human factor in chart reporting. 
"I [hope] this step in advanced tech- 
nology isn't going to lead to the elimi- 
nation of jobs within the black music 
divisions, or that the chart will be- 
come so homogenous" that most 
R &B stations play the same records. 
He adds that, with the new method- 
ology, "[reporting] becomes more of 
a science which will uniform the en- 
tire industry, and takes away from 
the individuality of the markets." 

FEAR OF (OPUTERS 
Beverly Taylor, owner of the Joy 

Of Music, a retail shop in Cleveland, 
says that much of the resistance to 
SoundScan among indie R&B retail- 
ers had more to do with fear of com- 
puter technology and costs than with 
the prospect of changing to a differ- 
ent method of reporting. "It's actual 
sales, and I don't see anything wrong 
with actual piece counts," says Tay- 
lor, adding that the additional bene- 
fits of computerization are signifi- 
cant in terms of store management. 

Larry Jeter, owner of Dimensions 
In Music in Baltimore, says he likes 
the use of piece -count information in 
the charts. "It's more of an accurate 
base. With SoundScan I think singles 
will break a little bit faster. I noticed 
I was selling a lot of singles that nev- 
er made it to the chart, but this is go- 
ing to help. I think SoundScan is a 
plus for the charts." 

"I'm excited," says Barry Weiss, 
VP /GM of Jive Records. 'This is pos- 
itive, because 90% of our records sell 
before they get on the radio. If you 
do your A &R right, you'll come out 
ahead ... But radio has to be open - 
minded and not get paranoid about 
records losing bullets. A lost bullet 
shouldn't mean a record's over."

Weekday business, though, is still 
weak." 

"Our October rental was up more 
than in any month in two years, in ex- 
cess of 25 %," says Peter Balner, pres- 
ident of Palmer Corp.,which numbers 
38 corporate and 65 franchise outlets 
in nine states. The increase is on a 
comparative -store basis. 

While Palmer opened only five 
stores in all of calendar year 1991, 
"We're trying to open two new ones a 
month so far in 1992," says Balner. 

Although sources point to several 
outstanding titles, the surge is not 
based on product entirely. 

"The market is more mature, video 
is more accepted, and the remaining 
players in the video business are do- 
ing real nice ads, real nice promo- 
tions, all of which motivates the con- 
sumer," Balner says. 

Agreeing that there has been a 
consistent flow of strong rental prod- 
uct, Balner cites several films as be- 
ing "outstanding," including "My 
Cousin Vinny," "White Men Can't 
Jump," and "Basic Instinct." 

"Let's face it," adds Alexander, 
"heavy renters may have been spend- 
ing $30- $40 -$50 a month in rental 
bills. When those people cut back, the 
steam comes out of the rental mar- 
ket Those people are coming back." 

"Basically, people have more mon- 
ey to rent," he adds. "And there's 
been an economic recovery over the 
third and fourth quarters. Those that 
counted the rental market out did so 
way too early. There's a lot of 
strength in this market and there are 
a lot of people who get their enter- 
tainment this way."

'E ND OF THE ROAD" by Boyz II Men (Biv 10) holds at No. 1 for 

a seventh week. Although sales are off a bit for the single, airplay points 
are up and its overall lead is almost two -to -one. It was a slow week for 
singles sales in general, with total sales down about 10%, according to 
SoundScan. As a result, only 19 of the 75 titles on the Top Singles Sales 
chart are bulleted and there are only three bullets in the top 10 of the 
Hot 100. In the fight to succeed "End" at No. 1, "Baby- Baby -Baby" by 
TLC (LaFace) and "Humpin' Around" by Bobby Brown (MCA) are fad- 
ing as "Sometimes Love Just Ain't Enough" by Patty Smyth (MCA) 
surges from No. 6 to No. 2. "Sometimes" makes the biggest point gain 
()f any record on the chart and is in line to become No. 1 if it can continue 
its gains for two or three more weeks. 

THE POWER PICK/SALES & AIRPLAY goes to "Free Your Mind" 
by En Vogue (Atco EastWest) for the second week in a row. No record 
has ever won both power picks two weeks in a row, so there is no track 
record to predict the exact odds of "Free" going to No. 1, but it is cer- 
tainly a good bet. "Free" is the second biggest point gainer on the chart 
after Patty Smyth's single. Three other records are the runners -up to 
"Free" in total point gains. First is "I'd Die Without You" by P.M. Dawn 
( Gee Street), which is a close runner -up to "Free" in both sales and air- 
play gains. It's No. 1 in airplay at WHYT Detroit and No. 9 at Power 
106 Los Angeles; overall it jumps 22 -16 on the Monitor and 21 places 
to No. 29 on the Hot 100. Second- runner -up is "Walking On Broken 
Glass" by Annie Lennox (Arista), up 16 places to No. 49 overall, with 
early strength at KEGL Dallas (No. 18) and KDWB Minneapolis (No. 
23). And next is "What About Your Friends" by TLC (LaFace), up 58- 
42 nationally but already top 20 in airplay at Q102 Philadelphia (No. 17). 

THE FIVE NEW ENTRIES are led by Color Me Badd's "Forever 
Love" (Giant) from the "Mo' Money" soundtrack. Its extraordinary No. 
24 debut results from heavy radio airplay on the album track; the single 
hits stores this week and is thus only now eligible to chart on the Hot 
100. "Forever" is No. 5 already at WTIC -FM Hartford, Conn. Bobby 
Brown's next single, "Good Enough," debuts at No. 67 on the Monitor 
as an album cut but will not be a commercial single until mid- October. 
And "Talk To An Angel" by new group the Heights enters the Monitor 
at No. 49 one week before the single is released. Look for a strong debut 
on the Hot 100 next week for that single and the debut single by new 
artist Trey Lorenz. 

A I.THOUGH SALES ARE WEAK, it was a strongly competitive week 
(nn the airplay side. Twelve records gained in airplay but were pushed 
backward on the Monitor due to competition. Starting at the top of the 
Monitor, the unlucky dozen tracks are by Elton John (8 -9), Toad The 
Wet Sprocket (12 -13), Genesis (21 -23), Firehouse (25 -26), Charles & 
Eddie (26 -28), House Of Pain (35 -37), INXS (36 -39), David Sanborn 
(56 -58), Al B. Sure! (60 -62), N2Deep (62 -64), Lil Suzy (66 -69), and Shan - 
ice (68 -71). Most of these records will bounce back up on the Monitor

LaFace Trio TLC: Naughty, Streetwise, Funky

NEW YORK -Could it be that La- 
Face, the Atlanta -based label 
home of L.A. Reid & Babyface, has 
come up with the female -group 
equivalent of the funky, naughty, 
streetwise Bell Biv DeVoe? 

Well that's how new R &B /hip- 
hop trio TLC -three young women 
who call themselves Left Eye, 
Chilli, and T- Boz -is being promot- 
ed. Its debut single, "Ain't 2 Proud 
2 Beg " -a frank description of fe- 
male romantic requirements set to 
a hip -hop rhythm with a hooky 
swingbeat chorus -has been leap- 
frogging up the Hot R &B Singles 
chart, hitting No. 30 with a bullet 
on the Feb. 22 list. 

"Forty -one percent of the mom - 
and -pop or community -based inde- 
pendent accounts are ranking the 
single top 10," says Kirk Bonin, se- 
nior national director, field mar- 
keting, for Arista, which distrib- 
utes LaFace. He adds that the sin- 
gle is developing strong pop sales 
figures as well. The album, 
"O000000hhh ... On The TLC 
Tip," ships to stores Tuesday (25). 

Says group member Left Eye, 
"People have compared us to BBD 
because there is no one else to 
compare us with. We are a combi- 
nation of rhythm, blues, and funk 
... Our group concept is that we 
are like the 'guys' of the girls." 

Like many successful rap acts 

that cannot count on airplay, La- 
Face used video to build an audi- 
ence for TLC in advance of the sin- 
gle release. The videoclip for 
"Ain't 2 Proud" was completed 
and serviced to outlets at the end 
of October -well before the single 
was officially available. "Statistics 
show me that in the 12 -plus demo 
area, at least 60% of those kids 
watch more video programming 
than listen to the radio," says La- 
mont Boles, senior VP /GM of La- 
Face.

West 21st St., from 7 p.m. until. Co-organizer Duane 
Oliver Taylor says that Shabba Ranks, the Famlee, 
and several surprise guests will perform. 

The sixth annual Soul Train Music Awards will give 
special recognition to two superstar talents at its 
March 10 ceremonies. Producer /organizer /host Don 
Cornelius announced Feb. 10 that Prince will receive 
the prestigious Heritage Award for career achieve- 
ment, an honor bestowed in past years to Quincy 
Jones, Gladys Knight & the Pips, and Stevie Won- 
der. Prince's honor comes in light of 11 platinum or 
multiplatinum albums and a career as an innovator 
and tastemaker.

Lee Pollack and Claude L.O. Tait will serve as execu- 
tive producers. 

Following close behind is the presentation of the 
fourth annual New York Reggae Awards, sponsored 
by Tamika Productions, March 22 at the Ritz. The 
awards are based on votes made by fans in the New 
York tri-state area, with ballots compiled from sales 
reports, the year -end countdown of WNWK Newark, 
N.J.'s top 20 chart, and a panel of critics, producers, 
songwriters, and DJs. The 22 categories include a Nel- 
son Mandela Award for the most socially conscious 
lyrics and a Bob Marley Lifetime Achievement Award 
for outstanding contributions to reggae music.

this trio of 20- year -olds is about. 
Their video depicts them in bright, 
baggy, hip- hop- cum -psychedelic- 
shack outfits -a refreshing depar- 
ture from spandex, cleavage, and 
stiletto heels. "You don't have to 
profile and show off body parts to 
be accepted by the public, you can 
be who you are," says Left Eye. 

"Ain't 2 Proud" has caused 
some small controversy over the 
lyrics.

TLC's members say they are being 
honest, and are trying to break 
stereotypes about female behavior 
and imagery. The point is under- 
scored in the video by the appear- 
ance of Left Eye, who wears a 
patch -and in one video scene, a 
condom -over one eye. 

"In reality kids do have sex," 
says T -Boz, adding that the group 
enforces the idea of responsible 
sex by showing the condom. "We 
try to make [the condom] fun, a 
fashion statement. Some kids have 
sex, but they're ashamed to buy a 
condom. We're saying they have to 
be careful ... We're not saying sex 
everybody, either." 

The group came together under 

the management of Pebbles, her- 
self a chart- topping recording art- 
ist. Members T -Boz (Tionne Wat- 
kins) and Left Eye (Lisa Lopes), 
both singer /dancer /rappers, were 
in a group called Second Nature 
when they met Pebbles through a 
mutual friend and auditioned. Chil- 
li (Rozonda Thomas), another sin- 
ger /dancer who performed with 
LaFace act Damian Dame, joined 
TLC -named for the members' ini- 
tials -and production began on the 
group's first project. 

The group's concept is carried 
out on the upcoming album, which 
features writing and production 
by L.A. Reid, Babyface, Dallas 
Austin, Marley Marl, Jermaine Du- 
pri, Daryl Simmons, Kayo, and 
Kevin Wales. Orders for the album 
are exceeding initial shipment pro- 
jections, says Arista's Bonin.

2Pac Takes An Activist 
Stance On His Solo Set

NEW YORK -2Pac is 20-year-old ac- 
tor /rapper Tupac Amaru Shakur. He 
is also Bishop in the Paramount mo- 
tion picture "Juice" and a member of 
freaky funkateer act Digital Under- 
ground. And he is a solo artist; his al- 
bum, "2Pacalypse Now," was re- 
leased on Interscope Records /TNT 
Recordings last November. 

Although 2Pac's image is on the 
cover of the "Juice" soundtrack on 
S.O.U.L. /MCA, none of his songs are 
on the album. Ed Strickland, special 
projects coordinator at Interscope, 
says, "We don't want to have him ride 
off the success of the movie. We want 

people to know he's a rapper who be- 
came an actor." 

"2Pacalypse Now" is the first ma- 
jor R &B /rap effort on Interscope, ac- 
cording to Strickland. The first sin- 
gle, "Trapped," came out at the end 
of September.

Male Bag: Crop Of Crooners 
Delivers Vocal Delights 

SO MANY MEN, SO Little 
Time: 1992 -and there's a whole 
crop of crooning males vying to 
be our No. 1. Some are new, while 
some are old favorites. Among 
the new: Arista's Bryan Loren, a 
25- year -old whose singing/ 
songwriting /production skills 
have been heard on "Do The 
Bartman," on several tracks on 
Michael Jackson's "Dangerous" 
album, and on the Sting track 
"We'll Be Together." Though 
first signed to A &M as a solo act, 
it was projects like these that got 
him side- 
tracked. Now 
with "Music 
From The New 
World," Loren 
gets to step 
into the spot- 
light with a 
collection that 
is a nice bal- 
ance of R &B, funk, and pop. Be- 
sides a mellow voice, Loren's got 
a great ear for melody, and that 
is clear on the midtempo first sin- 
gle "Doesn't Mean That I Don't 
Love You," due at the end of the 
month ... Glenn Jones, after a 
couple of albums for Jive, re- 
turns on Atlantic with the album 
"Here I Go Again," which is also 
the name of the first single. The 
album takes advantage of Jones' 
gospel roots and multiformat 
past successes with á formula of 
smooth R &B ballads and a smat- 
tering of up -tempo tracks. At 
times his voice takes on an Aar- 
on Hall quality on the Guy -like 
"I've Been Searchin' " and "Get 
It Right." At other times his vo- 
cals soar dramatically on gor- 
geous AC melodies that put him 
in league with Peabo Bryson, 
like "In You" or "Love Is Forev- 
er." Jones co -wrote all the mate- 
rial, with writers Bernard Belle, 
Art & Scott Powell, Raymond 
Watkins, and David Hollister on 
board. The overall tone is warm 
and intimate ... Also back from 
the not -too -distant past is Colo- 
nel Abrams, who is spotlighted 
on Scotti Bros. Records' "Acid 
Jazz Collection 2" compilation 
with "You Don't Know -Some- 
body Tell Me." On a comfortably 
rumbling house groove, Abrams' 
deep, smoky voice pleads for an 
explanation of a litany of soci- 
ety's ills. It's a record that touch- 
es on the confusion of the times 
without seeming preachy, and 
the rhythm makes you pat your 
foot. "You Don't Know" is avail- 
able in eight mixes, including two 
by Freddy Bastone. Original 
production is by Ceri Evans and 
Abrams. 

I LIKE: "Up And Over" by Skyy 
on Atlantic. Yo! This is a radio - 
friendly record if I ever heard 
one, and a nice preview to the 
group's new album ... "Mistado- 

balina" by Del Tha Funkee Ho- 
moSapien. S'appenin', with a 
funky video to match ... Kudos 
to Ed O.G & Da Bulldogs, a rap 
act that has talent to spare and a 
serious message about teen fa- 
therhood and responsibility. In 
connection with its right -on -time 
single "Be A Father To Your 
Child" (PWL America /Mercury), 
the act has been touring high 
schools and leading discussion 
groups with young men about 
teen fatherhood. It's nice to see 
the commitment ...

NEW YORK -New jack R&B super- 
star Keith Sweat has platinum 
awards for his first two albums 
( "Make It Last Forever" and "I'll 
Give All My Love To You ") and a 
string of top R&B hits, like "I Want 
Her," "Something Just Ain't Right," 
and "Make You Sweat." But this 
New York singer /writer /producer 
says he is never satisfied. 

"I'm more critical than someone 
else would be about what's on the al- 
bum," he says. "I'm a perfectionist. I 
always feel there's something more I 
could add after I hear it again." 

With the first single, "Keep It Co- 
min'," riding the No. 1 slot on the 
R &B chart for the third week in a 
row and bulleted in the top 20 of the 
Hot 100, and the new Elektra album 
of the same name already certified 
gold and enjoying No. 1 status on the 
R&B albums chart, Sweat may have 
some measure of satisfaction. 

Sweat's hit -making track record 
and consistently crowd -pleasing R&B 
style have made the single -which he 
co-produced with Lionel Job and co- 
wrote with Job and new Columbia act 
Joe Public-an instant smash at both 
R&B and pop radio, says Ruben Ro- 
driguez, senior VP of black music at 
Elektra. 

"Out of the box, people started pro- 
gramming this record into heavy ro- 
tation," says Rodriguez. "It started 
before the holiday, and even by Feb- 
ruary, we're getting stronger. This 
single also has a smooth version, so 
on the urban format during the day 
you have the up -tempo version and in 
the evening with quiet storm, they 
were still playing Keith Sweat be- 
cause we had a smooth version. This 
is a record that could be programmed 
24 hours a day. 

"The key thing is that 'Keep It Co- 

min has that Keith Sweat trade- 
mark, but it's still different," Rodri- 
guez continues. "Although he's had 
big hits, the fans still can't get 
enough of him. The album is already 
gold off of one single."

The album features tracks pro- 

duced by Sweat alone or in conjunc- 
tion with Alton "Wokie" Stewart, 
Job, Bobby Wooten, Eddison Sains- 
bury, Keni Burke, or Stanley Brown. 
Guests include Teddy Riley and L.L. 
Cool J on "Why Me Baby ?" and Gap 
Band lead singer Charlie Wilson on 
"Spend A Little Time." 

"Charlie is definitely an idol of 
mine -I've been a fan of the Gap 
Band for a long time," says Sweat, 
whose slick music production and ur- 
gent sexuality have made him a fa- 
vorite particularly among the trend- 
setting youth demos. "And L.L. is 
right now the hardest rapper out 
here. It would have been foolish for 
me to grab somebody who wasn't 
real hot" 

"Why Me Baby ?," frequently re- 
quested at radio as an album track, 
will be released Feb. 10 as the second 
single, says Elektra's Rodriguez. 

Sweat and executives at both Vin - 
tertainment and Elektra are close- 
mouthed about the artist's defection 
from Vintertainment Records, where 
he recorded his first two albums. The 
move to Elektra, which distributes 
Vintertainment, was likely the final 
result of his break last year with for- 
mer manager Vincent Davis, head of 
Vintertainment. Sweat is now man- 
aged by Atlanta -based Hiriam Hicks. 

Sir Mix-A-Lot In Motion 
With New label, Album 
NEW YORK -With the platinum 
albums "Swass" and "Seminar" 
already under his belt, Seattle - 
based rapper Sir Mix -A -Lot has 
moved to a new label -Def Ameri- 
can -for the release of his third 
set, "Mack Daddy." The first sin- 
gle, already delivered to urban ra- 
dio, was "One Time's Got No 
Case." A second single, "Baby Got 
Back (I Like Big Butts)," is target- 
ed for churban and pop outlets 
Feb. 18.

year after the 28- year -old rapper 
defected from his former label, 
Nastymix, causing a stir of litiga- 
tion that has since been settled. 

Rubin says he signed the artist 
because he has been a longtime 
fan. "I think he's one of the most 
interesting rap artists around in 
that there are two schools of rap: 
very extreme hardcore like Ice 
Cube and N.W.A and then there's 
the very commercial, like Hammer 
or Fresh Prince. The interesting 
thing about Mix is he's right in the 
middle. The people who like hard - 
core like him, and yet he doesn't 
make gangsta records. He's got a 
really good songwriting mentality. 
I'm very proud to have him on Def 
American." 

Seattle native Sir Mix -A -Lot, aka 
Anthony Ray, who composed his 
regal rap handle in the early '80s 
while simultaneously program -

two years, first with the Triple 
Threat package with Johnny Gill and 
Bell Biv DeVoe and later with his For 
Ladies Only tour. This year, Sweat 
says he plans to relax and concen- 
trate on writing and producing tracks 
for a few acts he is developing. And 
while he is at the top of his game in 
terms of music, Sweat says he is an- 
gling for further exposure through 
acting. 

"I don't think I'll ever be where I 

want to be [in terms of career] be- 
cause there will always be room to do 
more," he says.

State of Art Gives Voice To `Community' 
Group Explores African -American Concerns 

STATING THEIR VIEWS: It's February. It's Black 
History Month. And musically there are reasons to be 
cheerful. One is the release of "Community," the debut 
album by State Of Art, which gives new musical expres- 
sion to the social concerns and spiritual direction of Afri- 
can- American people. 

"Our philosophy has always been to present the art 
We don't lock ourselves into one time, era, or mood," 
says Raymond Jones, who along with writing /singing/ 
production partner Norma Jean Wright makes up the 
duo State Of Art. The 
act's album is the first re- 
lease on film maker Spike 
Lee's 40 Acres & A Mule 
Music Works label, dis- 
tributed by Sony Music. 
The first single, "Under- 
standing," is a soulful 
plea for better interper- 
sonal relations and has 
risen steadily into the Hot 
R &B Singles chart's top 
40. The record's combina-

signing to 40 Acres came about suddenly. 
Says Jones: "I was basically helping Spike fine-tune 

his ideas about running a record company ... Norma 
and I were out of our contract with PolyGram, but I 
would never think to impose ourselves on him. We were 
going to have dinner to talk about the label, and I went 
in and he said, 'Raymond, I got the deal with CBS! State 
Of Art's going to be my first signing!' " 

The album was recorded in New York and Los Ange- 
les at African-American-owned facilities, with keyboard - 

ist Bernie Worrell, bass- 
ists Cornelius Mimms 
and Anthony Jackson, 
drummer JuJu of the 
band E.U., trumpeter Joe 
Henderson, and South Af- 
rican vocal troupe Lady- 
smith Black Mambazo as 
guests. Jones expects 
State Of Art's audience to 
comprise "black college 
students, people who 
would go to see a Spike 

Lee film. I think we're going to attract part of the over- 
30 club only by virtue of the fact that what we do is what 
they relate to, because a lot of what we do draws off our 
history and our background."

lion of sinuous R&B groove and strong Afrocentric lyri- 
cal sensibility is typical of State Of Art's work. The al- 
bum contains such tracks as "Unity," "Police State," 
"Know Who You Are," "Mother," and "Heaven," all of 
which address issues and emotions (black -on -black 
crime, family tradition, celebration of women, and ebon- 
ics -the process of similar cultural development in Afri- 
can-descended peoples who do not live in the same area 
of the world ) not usually found in contemporary music 
outside of rap these days. 

Jones, whose music has been heard in Lee's films 
"School Daze" and "Mo' Better Blues," says concern for 
these issues is what changed his and Wright's approach 
to music. "We wanted to share our sensitivities with the 
rest of the world," he says. "And I'm happy that the per- 
son that runs this company [executive VP Lisa Jack- 
son] and the person that owns this company are part of 
wanting to make change in our social condition. I hope 
that we don't come across as bombastic or preachy." 

Jones and Wright are both former members of Chic, 
an act that transformed '70s R&B pop. While Jones has 
since met with success as producer and /or writer for 
tunes by Patti LaBelle, Jeffrey Osborne, and the Lee 
soundtracks, Wright busied herself as a background vo- 
calist for Luther Vandross, Michael Jackson, Aretha 
Franklin, Chaka Khan, C&C Music Factory, and oth- 
ers, and recorded a little -known solo album for MCA. 
Though Wright lives in New York and Jones in Wood- 
land Hills, Calif., the two never lost touch. State Of Art, 
named for African -Americans' traditional skill of taking 
what's available to create cutting-edge art, was born in 
the late '80s and was signed briefly to PblyGram. Its

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THEY GOT IT LIKE THAT: Two records make awesome point gains that 
propel them up the chart. "Baby Hold On To Me" by Gerald Levert (Atco/ 
EastWest), which vaults 31 -15, has its first big retail week, gaining 103 of 
the retail panel's 173 reporters. Three stations list new reports (for a total 
of 98 stations): WXVI Birmingham, Ala.; WFXM Macon, Ga.; and WIZF 
Cincinnati. It earns huge number jumps, and is already top 10 on 12 play - 
lists, including WZAK Cleveland, Levert's hometown; KKDA -FM Dallas; 
WGCI Chicago; WWDM Columbia, S.C.; and WYLD -FM New Orleans. 
"Diamonds And Pearls" by Prince & the N.P.G. (Paisley Park) pumps up 
49 new radio reports for a total of 74. It earns both the Power Pick /Airplay 
and Sales awards, also gaining new sales activity at 47 retail outlets. It jets 
61 -29. 

I THREW MY CRYSTAL BALL in the trash this week after looking at 
what happened to the top 10 of the Hot R &B Singles chart. "Insatiable" by 
Prince & the N.P.G. (Paisley Park) falls back after earning solid radio and 
retail gains last week because six stations dropped it from their playlists. 
Only one station indicated that the record had peaked on its list. The other 
five had advanced it on their lists, indicating that it was an active record. 
Thirteen other stations among its 94 reporters moved it to No. 1. I'll ven- 
ture a guess that most of the stations that dropped this record are still play- 
ing it heavily, but traded off the report in favor of "Diamonds And Pearls." 

"The Rush" by Luther Vandross (Epic) holds at No. 6. It has 96 radio 
reports, gaining two: WQFX Gulfport, Miss., and WRKS Washington, 
D.C., where it is No. 9. I guess the add at WRKS means that the NABOB - 
sponsored Sony boycott is officially over. Seven stations list "The Rush" at 
No. 1, 57 others list it top five, and more than half of its radio reports show 
upward playlist movement. 

SHOUT HALLELUJAH: The Perspective label is starting the year with 
two strong records. "Testify" by Sounds Of Blackness wings its way up 
the chart 90-59, gaining 23 stations for a total of 53. The majority of the new 
activity is at major stations. "Breakin' My Heart (Pretty Brown Eyes)" by 
Mint Condition has made a believer out of many programmers. The week 
after it entered the chart it lost its bullet. For the next two weeks it was 
pushed down the chart. Then it turned around a station here, a station 
there, and even gained a few sales points. It drifted up the chart for three 
weeks until seven stations added it and it regained its bullet. Now in its 
14th week on the chart, "Breakin' My Heart" has reports from 66 stations, 
gaining 16 this week, including WEDR Miami; WYLD -FM New Orleans; 
KIPR Little Rock, Ark.; WUSL and WDAS in Philadelphia; KKBT and 
KJLH in Los Angeles; WGCI Chicago; and WVKO Columbus, Ohio. The 
single is also bulleted on the Hot 100. 

LEAPING UP 7 -2, "Stay" by Jodeci (Uptown) is reported by 99 stations, 
gaining WTLC Indianapolis and KPRS Kansas City, Mo. It is No. 1 at five 
stations: KKDA -FM and KJMZ in Dallas; WIZF Cincinnati; WGZB Louis- 
ville, Ky.; and WGCI Chicago. Even though I'm out of the prediction busi- 
ness, this looks like a good bet for a No. 1 single.

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Campbell Sued By Others In Crew 
Challenge His Claim To Group Name

MIAMI -Two members of the 2 
Live Crew are suing band member 
and Luke Records president Lu- 
ther Campbell in federal court 
here, challenging Campbell's right 
to claim ownership of the 2 Live 
Crew name. 

The two group members, David 
Hobbs and Mark Ross, filed a sep- 
arate suit late last year in a Flori- 
da state court accusing Campbell 
of withholding royalties from the 
pair. According to a lawyer for 
Hobbs and Ross, the pair are owed 
in excess of $1 million by Camp- 
bell: 

The federal complaint, filed Jan. 

13 with the U.S. Court of the 
Southern District of Florida, al- 
leges Campbell fraudulently regis- 
tered the 2 Live Crew name to 2 
L.C. Inc., a Miami -based company 
owned by Campbell. 

Speaking at a press conference 
in Miami, 2 Live Crew attorney 
Stephen Peretz said the new suit 
seeks cancellation of the registra- 
tion, as well as an injunction pre- 
venting Campbell from using the 2 
Live Crew mark. Peretz added that 
as founders of the group, Hobbs 
and Ross were the legitimate own- 
ers of the 2 Live name. 

"Under trademark law," Peretz 
said, "ownership of the trademark 
springs not from who is the first 

Charges Against N.W.A's 

Eazy -E, M.C. Ren Dismissed 
LOS ANGELES -A Los Angeles 
Superior Court judge has dismissed 
charges of libel, slander, infliction 
of emotional distress, and willful 
misconduct lodged against N.W.A 
members Eazy -E and M.C. Ren in a 
$22.75 million civil suit filed in June 
by Dee Barnes, host of the Fox 
Television rap show "Pump It Up" 
(Billboard, July 13). 

In her suit, filed after N.W.A 
member Dr. Dre assaulted Barnes 
at a Los Angeles record -release par- 
ty last January, Barnes charged 
that Eazy -E (Eric Wright) and M.C. 
Ren (Lorenzo Patterson) "exposed 
[her] to hatred, contempt, ridicule, 
or obloquy" in subsequent inter- 
view statements, in which Eazy -E 

said, "The bitch deserved it" and 
Ren said he "hope[d] it happened 
again." 

However, Judge Valerie Baker 
ruled Jan. 9 that the group mem- 
bers' comments were protected by 
the First Amendment and other le- 
gal privileges, and dismissed the 
counts against them. 

Charges against another N.W.A 
member, Yella (Antoine Carraby), 
were dismissed outright Dec. 12. 

Baker's ruling does not discharge 
Barnes' claims against Dr. Dre (An- 
dre Young) stemming from the inci- 
dent. On Aug. 27, Dre pleaded no 
contest to criminal misdemeanor 
battery charges in the case (Bill- 
board, Sept. 7).

person to file registration. Rather, 
trademark ownership springs 
from who was the first person or 
group to use the trademark in com- 
merce. 

"Undisputed in this case is that 
[Hobbs and Ross are] the real 2 
Live Crew," he continued. "They 
used [the name] before they even 
met Luther Campbell. They pro- 
duced records on it, and they per- 
formed live concerts as 2 Live 
Crew before Luther Campbell had 
anything to do with this group." 

The federal suit is asking 
$100,000 in compensatory damages 
and $1 million in punitive damages. 

Hobbs and Ross both spoke at 
the press conference contending 
they were owed money by Camp- 
bell. Hobbs stated further that he 
and Ross were the creative source 
of million -selling 2 Live Crew al- 
bums such as "Move Something" 
and "As Nasty As They Wanna 
Be." 

"I was the producer and had the 
musical ideas and Mark did the lyr- 
ics," Hobbs said. "Luke is what 
you would call in the rap industry 
a 'hype man,' a person that comes 
out on stage and motivates the 
crowd." 

Hobbs and Ross are listed as 
members of the group on its 1991 
Atlantic -distributed Luke Records 
release, "Sports Weekend (As Nas- 
ty As They Wanna Be Part II)." A 
fourth member of the group, Chris 
"Kid Ice" Wongwon, has not taken 
any legal action against Campbell. 

Campbell declined to comment on 
the trademark- infringement suit. His 
next solo album, "I Got Shit On My 
Mind," is due out Jan. 29 on Luke Rec- 
ords, distributed by Atlantic. A clean 
version will be called "I Got Some- 
thing On My Mind."

Maurice Oberstein will continue to 
oversee the group's business in that 
country. He will add PolyGram's 
Australian affiliates to his manage- 
ment portfolio, but relinquish re- 
sponsibility for Germany to Davis. 
Oberstein, who is also an executive 
VP of PolyGram, reports to Levy. 

Davis acknowledges that commu- 
nications and management are his 
assets. "If you get the people right, 
the numbers will follow," he says. 
The executive took early retirement 
from CBS in 1986 in part through 
boredom ( "I could phone the job in ") 
and settled in New Mexico. Davis 
says he was not seeking new em- 
ployment, but the prospect of work- 
ing again with Levy and in Europe 
appealed to him. 

PolyGram's repertoire strength 
in Europe is not in dispute: the firm 
leads the market with an estimated 
23% share, including the U.K. "If 
there are problems, a newcomer like 
me is more welcome," jokes Davis, 
who says that his first task will be 
to "make friends with the European 
managing directors." 

Davis, 61, adds that he was at- 
tracted by PolyGram's recent diver- 

sification -into film production, for 
example -which may tap into his 
experience in movies, broadcasting, 
television, and theater. Aside from 
directing and scriptwriting, Davis 
was an actor in U.S. TV sitcoms in 
the '60s. He also appeared in Jerry 
Lewis movies -which presumably 
accounts for his good relationship 
with Alain Levy. 

On the other side of PolyGram's 
world, Cheng, 45, is viewed as a 
skilled, A &R- oriented executive 
who has helped the company domi- 
nate the regional market for Chi- 
nese repertoire, and expand into 
Taiwan and South Korea. He began 
working with PolyGram in 1970 
through Diamond Music, Polydor's 
Hong Kong licensee, and became re- 
gional director for Southeast Asia 
in 1985. 

Cheng's responsibilities for Ja- 
pan mean that Polydor KK presi- 
dent Terumi Mizuta and Nippon 
Phonogram president Alex Abra- 
moff will report to him. They were 
previously accountable to execu- 
tive VP Tim Harrold. "Norman has 
always had good relationships with 
the PolyGram people in Japan," 

says an industry source in Hong 
Kong. "He was also the first Chi- 
nese managing director of any of 
the majors here, and has the most 
experience. In fact, he's probably 
the most respected record execu- 
tive in Asia." Agrees another local 
executive, "If you have the right 
person, it should override any eth- 
nic consideration." 

Cheng's early career included a 
stint as lead guitarist with top -rat- 
ed '60s Hong Kong band Teddy 
Robin & the Playboys. He also has 
experience as a songwriter, engi- 
neer, and record producer. 

Joining Cheng will be Grahame 
Farquhar as finance director for 
PolyGram Far East; he moves from 
a financial post in the U.K. Also, 
Alain Rebillard is named finance di- 
rector, regional operations, for 
Continental Europe, reporting to 
Allen Davis. Rebillard was CFO for 
PolyGram France. 

Continental Europe accounts for 
approximately 45% of PolyGram's 
annual revenues worldwide, the 
Far East (including Japan) for 
about 19 %. North America ac- 
counts for an estimated 17 %.

Accusations Fly In Wake 
Of Crush In New York 

FINGER- POINTING: It seemed 
like a great idea, an automatic mon- 
ey- maker and a feather in the cap of 
an enterprising young promoter: 
Get together two teams of record- 
ing artists to play a game of basket- 
ball for a worthy cause, AIDS. With 
the news that basketball hero Mag- 
ic Johnson is afflicted with the 
HIV virus still reverberating in the 
stunned consciousness of both 
young and old, 
AIDS has be- 
come more 
relevant to 
many to 
whom the dis- 
ease had been 
a mere ab- 
straction. 
Thus, the 
Heavy D. & 
Puff Daddy First Annual Celebrity 
Charity Basketball Game, sched- 
uled for Dec. 28 at City College of 
New York, with proceeds ear- 
marked for an AIDS -related chari- 
ty, had everything going for it. 

The basic concept would work: 
Just one week before, a similar 
event had taken place at the very 
same site. Sponsored by "Video Mu- 
sic Box" principals Ralph McDan- 
iels and Tuffy with Big CED, Our 
First Annual Celebrity Holiday 
Basketball Classic invited a number 
of recording stars, professional 
sports figure, DJs, and actors to 
play B-ball before a crowd paying 
$8 or $10. And unlike the Heavy 
D. /Puff Daddy benefit, this for - 
profit event featured an actual per- 
formance by popular rap act Lead- 
ers Of The New School as well as 
a fraternity/sorority step show. No 
incidents were reported 

So what went wrong Dec. 28? 
The deaths that occurred at the 

door to the Nat Holman Gymnasi- 
um on the CCNY campus just three 
days after Christmas are more than 
tragic. Nine young people, in good 
spirits because of the holidays, 
seeking to have a good time by en- 
joying sports or just the sight of 
their recording -star idols, had their 
lives cut short in a cruel crush of 
frustration, impatience, ignorance, 
and negligence. 

At a press conference Jan. 2 at 
the Plaza Hotel, Heavy D. and 
Sean Combs, aka Puff Daddy, ap- 
peared with their lawyers to read 
statements to a room full of hungry 
reporters. Both young men ex- 
pressed sorrow to the families of 
those injured and killed, and 
pledged to cooperate in the investi- 
gations. Heavy particularly was 
firm in his conviction that the police 
were responsible for the tragedy. 
Disputing New York Mayor David 
Dinkins' assessment of police be- 
havior as admirable, Heavy added 
that perhaps racism had something 
to do with it. After all, City College 
is smack in the middle of Harlem. 
"If we had held it at a more presti- 
gious university, like St. John's or 

NYU, we would have gotten the re- 
spect we deserve," he said. 

Attorneys William Kunstler, re- 
tained by Heavy D., and co-counsel 
Michael Warren, retained by 
Combs, insisted that their clients 
have no culpability whatsoever in 
the deaths and pointed to the New 
York Police Department and the 
college as being at fault for the 
tragedy. More importantly, Heavy 

announced 
that he is cur- 
rently plan- 
ning a benefit 
concert in con- 
junction with 
Showtime to 
aid the fam- 
ilies of those 
injured and 
killed. And af- 

ter a distraught Combs left the 
room with Heavy, the lawyers re- 
vealed that Combs had not obtained 
insurance for the event. 

As the facts surrounding this 
event are still being sifted through 
for answers, accusations of blame 
cloud the air. The college is being 
blamed for not providing sufficient 
security. City police are being 
blamed for not interceding -even 
when begged -to control the un- 
ruly crowd inside the building. 
Emergency Medical Service is be- 
ing blamed for not responding to 
the first calls for medical assistance 
as people were knocked uncon- 
scious, were bruised and battered, 
or breathed their last in a horrify- 
ing human pileup that flattened 
their lungs. The promoter is being 
blamed for taking people's money 
with minimal concern for their safe- 
ty. And though not a word was 
rhymed or a note sung, rap music is 
once again being blamed for incit- 
ing violence. 

The media have reported this as a 
rap music event and depict the trag- 
edy as an inevitable outgrowth of 
what they see as rap's negative in- 
fluence. But what doomed those 
nine young people -as well as the 
three who lost their lives at the AC/ 
DC concert in Salt Lake City last 
year and the two who were crushed 
at an Iron Maiden show in 1990 in 
Leicester, England -was bad plan- 
ning on the part of everyone in- 
volved. They failed to properly an- 
ticipate and prepare for the wreck - 
less actions of a few conscienceless, 
gate- crashing knuckleheads, who 
unfortunately exist in every crowd. 

MEANWHILE, just six days after 
the tragedy, the biggest omnibus 
rap show to come down the pike 
since the Fresh Fest days of the 
mid -'80s arrived in New York's 
Madison Square Garden. Featuring 
Public Enemy, Queen Latifah, 
the Geto Boys, Naughty By Na- 
ture, A Tribe Called Quest, and 
Kid 'N Play (and a no-show by D.J. 
Jazzy Jeff & the Fresh Prince),

Peeples' `Dreams' Come True With Charisma Debut

NEW YORK -After several years 
of battling the "actress -as- singer" 
syndrome, Nia Peeples has finally 
earned some of the respect she han- 
kers for within the music industry. 

Her self -titled debut album for 
Charisma has already spawned a 
pop hit, "Street Of Dreams," and is 
slowly starting to win fans at urban 
radio. She says it has been an occa- 
sionally rocky road. 

"I think a primary source of frus- 

tration for me has been proving that 
I was actually a singer and dancer 
before I started doing television and 
films," says Peeples, who hosted 
the TV dance show "The Party Ma- 
chine" and starred on TV's "Fame" 
series. "My faith never did waiver, 
though.

"What I've tried to do on this 
project is simple: Share my life; ven- 
tilate my feelings," Peeples says.

Rappers continue to 
expand the boundaries of the form with newly evolv- 
ing vocal styles. While the heights and depths of lyric 
content have been explored, and the various forms of 
music have also been explored, now the delivery is the 
thing. New rapper Tung Twists is stunning many 
with his debut single, "Mr. Tung Twists" (Zoo), a cra- 
zy, funky record displaying his double -, almost- triple- 
time rap style, which is clearly steeped in the Jamai- 
can toasting tradition. This is a party record that dou- 
bly benefits from the 
propulsive rhythm of the 
funky drummer's drums 
and the hyper rapper's 
tongue. Now Das EFX 
on EastWest brings back 
the days when kids 
would speak various 
forms of pig latin on 
"Dead Serious." The 
group is made up of the 
pair Skoob (aka Books) 
and Krazy Drayz, who 
both attended Virginia State Univ. They were discov- 
ered by the popular rap group EPMD; their music is 
fat -bottom funky, while they spin loose, funny, goofy 
rhymes using a "diggety dog, siggety scene, tiggety 
tell your friends" style that makes your butt move. 
These guys are really a find for those who also enjoy 
Naughty By Nature, Black Sheep, and Del Tha 
Funky Homosapien. Try "Mic Checka" for your first 
taste of their unique tongue twisting, and follow up 
with the more serious "East Coast" ( "Now I'm gonna 
show ya how the East Coast rocks "), in which the pair 
name every EC rapper that they admire. The first sin- 
gle, "They Want EFX," is a head -nodding, soul- kitch- 
en groove, as is "Brooklyn To T- Neck," and the pair 
show how much television exposure they've absorbed 
by spouting back advertising jingles, tongue twisters, 
and sitcom theme songs in "Klap Your Handz" .. . 

Known as "the native son of the Native Tongues," 15- 
year -old Chi -Ali debuts with the album "Age Ain't 
Nothin' But A Number" on the new Violator /Relati- 
vity logo (see story, this page). With his high, as -yet- 
unchanged voice, Chi -Ali delivers adult rhymes about 
street survival and sex over simple rhythms, as on 
"Maniac," "Step Up," and the title track, in which Chi - 
Ali lectures on how to be mature and confides his pref- 
erence for older women. "In My Room" describes 
what goes on behind the closed door of a young man's 
domain. The album is stronger when the music gets 
into a more laidback, jazz -funk groove, which mellows 
Chi's delivery, as on "Roadrunner," "Murder Chi 
Wrote," and "Let The Horns Blow," on which the 
young rapper is joined in a funky celebration of lyrical 
dexterity by Dres of the Black Sheep, Trugoy The 
Dove of De La Soul, Phife of A Tribe Called Quest, 
and Fashion from Violator label mates the Beatnuts. 
He may be young, but he is no innocent. And though 
some of this sounds ludicrous because of the youth of

his voice, Chi -Ali will probably appeal to a whole seg- 
ment of young men who are similar- minded (and simi- 
lar-voiced). 

YOUTHQUAKE: Break out even more bubblegum- 
there are more youthful acts on the slate for '92. Hi- 
Five, Another Bad Creation, Tevin Campbell, and 
Tracie Spencer set the standards for the teen in '91. 
The above -mentioned Chi -Ali begins to bridge the gap 
between hardcore hip -hop and kiddie rap. Now coming 

from RAL /Columbia (out 
of Jam Master Jay's JMJ 
production house) is the 
young quartet the Fam - 
Lee, with "Runs In The 
Fam- Lee" -and these 
kids ain't playing! Rap- 
ping, singing, and groov- 
ing, these youngsters are 
part the Boys, part ABC, 
part Jackson 5, and pure- 
ly original at the same 
time. These four Plain- 

field, N.J.- raised Pearyer brothers -Popie, Keef, 
Coree, and Tony, who range in age from 13 to 18- 
have a definite '90s hip -hop feel that is right in keep- 
ing with the New Soul -laidback, retro, jazzy, funky, 
spontaneous. The project was produced by Jason Mi- 
zell (aka Jam Master Jay), Stanley Brown, and Bobby 
Walker, and is sure to be a hit with the young crowd 
and irresistible to the older crowd as well. The first 
single is "Love Me," due this month. 

L'IL BITS: Final nominations for the 34th annual 
Grammy Awards ceremony, due to take place Jan. 24 
at Radio City Music Hall in New York, were scheduled 
to be announced Wednesday (8) at a press conference 
at the Apollo Theatre in New York. The campaign to 
have Grammy Week events take place in or around 
the Harlem theatre has pressed ahead, with proposals 
ranging from televising the R &B and rap awards 
from the landmark facility to holding press events 
there. This is the first time any Grammy -related event 
has taken place at the Apollo ... News from Charisma 
is that Maxi Priest, whose "Best Of Me" just hit the 
stores, is working on his follow -up to his "Bona Fide" 
smash, due in May. Charisma is also rereleasing 
Priest's first two -album efforts: "Intentions," and 
Maxi Priest & Caution's "You're Safe." Charisma's 
blues logo, Point Blank, will release an album by Pops 
Staples, with guest shots by Bonnie Raitt, Jackson 
Browne, Ry Cooder, and the Staple Singers. That's 
due midyear ... Scotti Bros., whose roster boasts 
James Brown, has signed the trail- blazing black rock 
band Mother's Finest. Its debut is due in February. 
Also from Scotti Bros., rapper May May, whose dad is 
Muhammad Ali.

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moods. My emotional landscape has 
been translated into a musical land- 
scape, and I'm happy. This album 
feels so good to me." 

Peeples' husband, Howard 
Hewett, was at the helm for "With 
Every Word" and the next single,

"I have so much respect for How- 
ard as a vocalist that working with 
him was so inspirational and educa- 
tional," she says. "I don't think he 
realizes how easily some things 
come to him." 

One of the strongest cuts on the 
album is a contribution from Berna- 
dette Cooper, "The Entity (Sex)." 
Supported by a choir and a slow, 
Prince -like groove, the song 
sparked what Peeples says is one of 
her finest performances to date. 
Getting it recorded, however, was a 
task she was not prepared for. 

"I remember going into the stu- 
dio and feeling like I was in good 
voice and ready to attack this 
song," she says. "And then the tape 
started to roll, and we got stuck on 
the word 'in,' which is in the first 
line of the song's first verse. I don't 
know what it was, but I couldn't get 
it down right. It took hours. I'll nev- 

er forget that night." 
Selling Peeples' album to urban 

radio has been slow and sometimes 
arduous. Some observers say part 
of the problem is due to the fact 
that Charisma does not yet have a 
fully staffed urban department. 

"We're still a start-up company, 
and have not yet developed enough 
urban -oriented acts to justify hav- 
ing a full department," says Bob 
Catania, the label's VP of promo- 
tion. "At the same time, we do not 
want to do a disservice to an artist 
like Nia, who we feel has appeal in 
this market. We've taken steps to 
try to ensure that urban radio will 
be involved in this project from the 
start." 

In addition to extensive advertis- 
ing in urban trades and on radio, a 
large portion of Peeples' recent U.S. 
promo jaunt has been focused on 
that market. 

"We're pleased with the way ur- 
ban radio has begun to take note of 
this project," Catania continues. "It 
has always been our plan to build a 
strong relationship with urban ra- 
dio. I think this is a great album and 
is a great way to kick things off." 

Relativity Takes `Baby' Step In 

Hip -Hop Arena Via Lighty Deal 
NEW YORK -In a move calculated 
to establish itself in the hip -hop mar- 
ket, Relativity Records -best known 
for its alternative rock signings -has 
inked a production deal with "Baby" 
Chris Lighty's Baby Sounds Produc- 
tions Inc., which includes distribution 
of his label, Violator Records. 

The first release on Violator will 
be "Age Ain't Nothin But A Num- 
ber," a single by Chi -Ali (see the 
Rhythm & The Blues) due in mid - 
January, with an album of the same 
name due in February. The next Vi- 
olator act will be the Beatnuts, who 
are featured on Chi -Ali's album. 

Lighty says he is pleased by the 
deal with independently distribut- 
ed Relativity. "I didn't want to do 
it on a major label, period. I want- 
ed to work from the street up-the 
majors work from the sky down," 
he explains. "I hope it will turn 
big, but I'll be happy to sell 100,000 
on the first album." 

Alan Grunblatt, Relativity VP of 
marketing and promotion, says, 
"The company has been so suc- 
cessful with indie rock, the same 
skills apply to indie rap, we 
thought it would be a pretty natu- 
ral progression." Grunblatt says 
he first met Lighty while he was a 
promotion executive at RCA when 
Lighty was working with Jive act 
A Tribe Called Quest. "Chris ap- 
proached us about doing a label 
deal," he says. "We heard the 
stuff he had and it was really cool. 
We thought [the production deal] 
was a good combo, for him to make 
his mark and for us because we 
want to be established in the rap 
market." 

A video for "Age Ain't Nothin 
But A Number" has been complet- 
ed by director Darnell Martin of 
Classic Concepts. 

Lighty first made a name for 
himself in the business in 1988 
working with Red Alert Produc- 
tions, owned by New York mana- 
ger /producer /remixer /radio per- 
sonality DJ Red Alert, where he 
managed and produced rap acts 
the Jungle Brothers and A Tribe 
Called Quest. Red soon left the 
management duties to Lighty's 
newly formed Baby Sounds Man -

ferent labels may soon challenge 
those preconceptions. 

By combining such divergent influ- 
ences as blues, bluegrass, country, 
hard rock, and beat -style poetry, the 
artists featured on these albums are 
expanding the parameters of the 
genre that itself has revolutionized 
the popular music of the past decade. 

In the vanguard of this movement 
are Arrested Development, the Dis- 
posal Heroes Of Hiphoprisy, Me Phi 
Me, Basehead, and Divine Styler. In 
addition, Public Enemy, the Beastie 
Boys, and Ice-T have all experiment- 
ed with rap -rock fusions. 

The latest upsurge of alternative 
rap is another step in a direction pio- 
neered by Run -D.M.C., De La Soul, 
the Jungle Brothers, Stetsasonic, A 
Tribe Called Quest, Main Source, and 
P.M. Dawn, who have made live jazz, 
hard rock, and pop as much a part of 
hip -hop's cultural landscape as R &B, 
sampling, and scratching. But, unlike 
those groups, the new alternative 
rappers make a point of using acous- 
tic instruments and avoiding sam- 
pling, for the most part. 

A promising sign for this new 
wave is the success of "Tennessee," 
the first single by Chrysalis outfit 
Arrested Development. Currently at 
No. 20 on the Billboard Hot R &B Sin- 
gles chart, the country- tinged, mel- 
low- grooved ode to the songwriter's 
birthplace has also reached No. 39 on 
the Hot 100. The video resides in 
MTV's Buzz Bin, and the album has 
sold upward of 150,000 copies in less 
than a month. 

"The acceptance is incredible, and 
it's both black and white," says Lind- 
sey Williams, Chrysalis' VP of rap 
music. "When they look at the video 
of `Tennessee' and listen to the lyrics, 
they can relate. And, yeah, it's a 
prayer." 

Arrested Development's album "3 
Years, 5 Months, And 2 Days In the 
Life Of ...," released March 28, fea- 
tures occasional bluegrass -style har- 
monicas, acoustic jazz, and nature 
sounds. "It's funk mixed with folk 
mixed with blues mixed with African 
music," says main rapper /lyricist 
Speech. "It's a big salad. What we try 
to do is give a very well- rounded, hu- 
man feel to our lyrics; a lot of rappers 
are afraid to venture into sensitive 
areas, and we do that." 

Also at the forefront is the Dispos- 
able Heroes' "Hypocrisy Is The 
Greatest Luxury" album on 4th & 
B'way /Island. Inviting comparisons 
to '70s pioneers the Last Poets (who 
performed socially on- target poetry 
to jazz or African drum rhythms), the 
Disposable Heroes provide biting po- 
litical and social commentary that 
heightens the intensity of their indus- 
trial, jazz -inflected hip -hop. Unusual 
both musically and lyrically, they in- 
corporate found objects like chains, 
tire rims, and floppy discs in their 
rhythm section and offer something 
new with their latest single, "The 
Language Of Violence," rap's first 
anti -gay- bashing song. 

While the Disposable Heroes' al- 
bum has created a lot of street buzz, 
sales seem to be lagging. A label 
spokesman says Island will release 
the group's third single, "Famous And 
Dandy (Like Amos And Andy)," this 
summer. 

Still to come is RCA rapper Me Phi 
Me, whose album "One" ventures into 
folk and country music via acoustic 
guitars, strings, flutes, and harmoni- 
ca. Though a single has not yet been 
released, Me Phi Me will open for the 
popular acid jazz band Brand New 
Heavies and Pop's Cool Love (whose 
genre- bending Elektra album ap- 
peared last year) on a national tour 
that kicks off at the end of the month. 

Also due is the major -label debut by 
Basehead, whose "Play With Toys" is 
set for May 12 on Imago. The brain- 
child of front man Michael Ivey, Base - 
head combines acoustic rock and coun- 
try music with near-catatonic vocals. 
The first single, "2,000 B.C.," was re- 
leased in mid -April. A month earlier, 
Giant Records' Divine Styler, who

raps, yells, and sings to new age and 
rock music, released his second al- 
bum, "Spiral Walls Containing Au- 
tumns Of Light" 

"He's ahead of his time," explains 
Wendell Greene, West Coast director 
of A &R for Giant. "But when people 
see him perform he will touch a 
chord." 

ALTERNATIVE AUDIENCE 

The cross-cultural acceptance of al- 
ternative bands by the college -age 
audience is encouraging to rap's new 
breed. Most often cited by A &R 
staffers and the artists are Pop's 
Cool Love, Body Count, Public Ene- 
my (particularly its Anthrax collabo- 
ration), Ministry, Faith No More, Nir- 
vana, Fishbone, and the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers. It is to the audience for 
those groups that the labels are ini- 
tially pitching the new alternative 
rappers. 

Consequently, marketing and pro- 
motion plans for these acts resemble 
the street-oriented tactics undertak- 
en to break other kinds of alternative 
acts: The focus is on clubs, video, air- 
play at college and alternative radio, 
press, and local appearances. Though 
rap has become more acceptable on 
pop and urban radio, label executives 
acknowledge these genre- straddling 
acts may meet with resistance from 
some commercial radio programmers. 

Giant's Greene says: "With Divine 
Styler, the first instinct is to force - 
feed him to the rap audience, and it 
can't be done. When [DJs] take off a 
Black Sheep or a Das EFX record, 
you can't put this right on." 

The labels will also depend a great 
deal on video promotion to build a 
buzz that they hope will translate 
into sales. Kenny Ortiz, director of 
A &R for RCA, adds that "MTV Un- 
plugged," the music channel's series 
featuring all- acoustic sets by popular 
acts, may have influenced rap music 
fans to accept acoustic rap and could 
be a potential avenue of exposure. 

Bill Stephney, owner of newly 
formed Stepson Records and a for- 
mer marketing VP for Def Jam Rec- 
ords, notes, "Hip -hop was always a 
revisionist view of pop music. These 
new acts tend to be more in the tradi- 
tion of what rap is about. They hold 
hip -hop in the view that Afrika Barn - 
baataa and those people who created 
rap: that it is an art form." 

"People who don't like rap usually 
say, `If you've heard one rapper 
you've heard them all,' " says Me Phi 
Me, who, like Divine Styler, changed 
his approach from urban hip -hop to 
alternative. "And now we're arriving 
at a point where that's true. Rap will 
consume itself if it doesn't change."

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AT THE TOP: No one is surprised that "My Loin' (You're Never 
Gonna Get It)" by En Vogue (Atco -EastWest) is this week's No. 1 on 
the Hot R &B Singles chart, with reports from 97 stations. This record 
has held at the top of the R &B Radio Monitor chart for five weeks. The 
two holdouts are black AC stations that held to their format and refused 
to report what they could not play. It is a surprise for "Why Me Baby ?" 
by Keith Sweat (Elektra) to fall 2 -3 after last week's strong perform- 
ance. On the monitored chart "Baby?" is aided by the up -tempo mix and 
moves up 14 -11, gaining gross impressions but losing airplay on two sta- 
tions. "Jump" by kris Kross (Ruffhouse) holds on the singles chart at 
No. 4. It has earned almost all of the available sales points and any future 
upward chart movement must now come from radio increases. It has re- 
ports from 83 stations. 

THE BOOMIN' SYSTEM: "Come & Talk To Me" by Joded (Uptown) 
makes tremendous gains in both retail and radio points. It has reports 
from 97 stations. No. 1 reports are logged at seven stations. It holds for 
at least the third week as the No. 1 most -played record at WYLD -FM 
New Orleans. Also, it was No. 1 for at least two weeks at KKDA -FM 
in Dallas. "Love You All My Lifetime" by Chaka Khan (Warner Bros.) 
begins to break through the wall of bullets and advances 15-7. It has re- 
ports from 99 stations. (I wonder if there is a black AC mix for those 
two En Vogue holdouts ?) 

TELL IT LIKE IT T -I -S: "Silent Prayer" by Shanice (Motown) enters 
the chart with reports from five stations: WAMO Pittsburgh; WOWI and 
WBSK, both in Norfolk, Va.; WYLD -FM; and KKDA -FM. Retail write - 
ins made the difference in points and helped position the debut at No. 
83. On the R &B Monitor chart it enters at No. 36 with airplay on 42 sta- 
tions, 15 of which played "Silent Prayer" 10 or more times last week. 

IN THE AFTERMATH of the King verdict and the L.A. riots, many 
of Billboard's columnists have aptly expressed sentiments that I share. 
My heartfelt sympathies go to Robert Johnson, proprietor of Delicious 
Records, and to James Miller, manager of Tempo Records on Crenshaw 
Boulevard. These are only two of more than a dozen retailers who have 
lost their stores and now must start over. To these gentlemen and to all 
of the other R &B /rap and gospel independent retailers, I pray that you 
find strength. Please know that I, along with many others in the indus- 
try, have already begun work on relief efforts. God Bless.

to speak." 
He also decided to enlist the help of 

a co- producer. "I made the record with 
Bob Neuwirth, and he said I don't re- 
ally have anything to prove as a pro- 
ducer on my own record, so why don't 
I make a record that's about my sing- 
ing and my songs, and about what I 

do." 
"Criminal" avoids past excess and 

moves to a natural common ground be- 
tween the triumphs of "Trap Door" 
and some of his mid -'80s country - 
tinged work. "I try to do that when I'm 
working with other people, I generally 
try to put the person I'm recording 
very big in the frame, and make it a 
good, close, intimate record. A few 
times in the past I've lost my nerve and 
obscured myself on my own records, 
stayed hidden so to speak, and 
Neuwirth just didn't let me hide." 

Although Burnett continues to pep- 
per his rock'n'roll with country and 
blues, he says "Criminal" is being pro- 
moted entirely to the alternative mar- 
ket. As to his place in the marketing of 
his music, Burnett takes the traditional 
art for art's sake stand. "Everyone 
around the music business is in compe- 
tition, and that's rightly so. I don't read 
the paper, I don't watch television, I 

don't do any of that stuff, because I 

don't want to enter into competition. 
One has to protect his muse." 

However, Burnett plans to spend six 
weeks promoting the record. "I'm go- 
ing to go around to towns for two or 
three days, and I'm going to play shows 
in people's houses. We're going to have 
contests and if you win-or I suppose 
in this case lose -then I'll come and do 
a show for 30 people in your living 
room." The contests are being coordi- 
nated through local radio and retail.

MANSFIELD, MASS.: More than 80 rock'n'roll bands from New England con- 
verged on Great Woods Center, outside of Boston, for The Big Gig -The Ulti- 
mate No Bozos Jam, Aug. 1. The bands, each of which got to play for seven 
minutes, were chosen from contests coordinated by promoter Don Law Pre- 
sents at 10 area clubs, as well as through rocker WBCN. The act that brought 
along the most supporters - ascertained by coupons passed out at band gigs 
and collected at the event -won $1 per coupon as well as $1,000 from Great 
Woods. But the real reward comes from the exposure and the chance to now 
open for national groups at clubs booked by Don Law Presents. According 
to a spokesman for the promoter, three artists previously unknown to the pro- 
moter will now be tops on the list for opening slots. Leading the way is heavy 
metal band Flash Addict, from Medford, Mass.; as well as Boston progressive 
rock outfit the John Sinn Group, and Providence's thrash -metal group Are We 
Dead Yet? In addition to 3,500 fans, the 11 -hour event also drew represen- 
tatives from 20 labels, as well as booking agents and attorneys. As an added 
bonus, the event lands in the Guinness World Book Of Records for the most 
hands appearing on one stage in one day, besting the previous record of 79.

PHILADELPHIA: The Low Road, a Philadelphia acoustic alternative rock band, 
gets its gigs in the strangest ways. When T Bone Burnett did an in -store ap- 
pearance at Third Street Jazz and Rock here in late July, he was accosted 

by Low Road drummer Mark Schreiber, who 
works at the record store. Schreiber re- 
minded T Bone about an interview the singer/ 
songwriter /producer had done some years 
earlier in which he complained about drum- 
mers. Burnett was taken aback, but invited 
Schreiber to join him and guitarist Marc Ri- 
bot at a free outdoor concert the next day. 
The show went well, and Burnett and Ribot 
turned up at the packed North Star Bar later 
in the evening for a Low Road show, where 
they joined the band for a 10- minute version 

of "Wild Thing." Representatives of the Low Road's management, Raw Ltd. 
of Philadelphia, made sure Burnett got copies of the band's three self -produ- 
ced cassettes.

WASHINGTON, D.C.: Concerned with the fact that more and more nationally 
known performers are traveling with their supporting acts in tow, Lisa White 
and her fellow staffers at D.C.'s 9:30 Club decided to do something to give 
local acts the opportunity to play before the home crowd and create a local 
buzz.

a local weekly talent showcase called Dis 
Pop night in which area bands open for indie 
label artists or make up the whole bill for the 
evening. To woo patrons, the club offers a $5 
admission price, which includes an open bar 
from 8-9 p.m. Already the event has helped 
some local bands rise to greater heights. 
Thud, a four -piece alternative outfit signed to 
Fifth Column records, has opened shows for national acts at the 
9:30 after three DisPop appearances and recently played its first headlining 
gig there. Hoping to follow in Thud's footsteps are the hard rock quartets Ve- 
locity Girl and Severin, which have played two DisPop nights each and have 
plans to release records soon.

AIN'T NO JIVE: "She's Playing Hard To Get" by Hi -Five (Jive) contin- 
ues its strong drive up the chart, and is now on 91 stations. It gains 18 sta- 
tions, including KKBT Los Angeles; WMVP Milwaukee; WROU Dayton; 
WBLS New York; WZHT Montgomery, Ala; and WXYV Baltimore. "Slow 
Dance" by R. Kelly & Public Announcement is now on 88 stations, gaining 
eight, including WTLC Indianapolis; WVKO Columbus, Ohio; and WPEG 
Charlotte, N.C. 

"THE DOO -BOP SONG" by Miles Davis (Warner Bros.) picks up 12 

new believers, including WAMO Pittsburgh; WCDX Richmond, Va.; 
WHRK Memphis; WNHC New Haven; and WCKX Columbus, Ohio. 
Strong retail point increases help thrust this single 52 -36.

POP HIT MAKERS 
Known worldwide as one of the 

most prolific and successful R &B 
songwriting teams in the business for 
its string of top- charting successes in 
the '70s, Gamble & Huff continue to 
write and produce for their up -and- 
coming acts. But it was Mighty Three 
Music, the company they formed as 
songwriters in the late '60s, that 
earned them the lion's share of suc- 
cess. Mighty Three represents such 
hit tunes as "Betcha By Golly Wow," 
"Don't Leave Me This Way," "Now 
That We Found Love," "Rubberband 
Man," "Cowboys To Girls," "I'll Al- 
ways Love My Mama," "Backstab- 
bers," and hundreds more. 

But last year, Gamble and Huff 
sold their hefty catalog -which con- 
tains hundreds of tunes penned by 
Gamble & Huff, Thom Bell & Linda 
Creed, and McFadden & Whitehead, 
and others -to Warner /Chappell Mu- 
sic for a multimillion -dollar sum. 

Says Gamble, "We built the catalog 
ourselves and we sustained it for over 
25 years. It was a decision between all 
of us that we really needed a major 
operation to get the most out of the 
catalog now ... We're rebuilding a 
new catalog, Gamble Huff Music." 
Gamble Huff Music, which also repre- 
sents veteran artist/producer Bunny 
Sigler, has already earned hits with 
Hyman and Patti LaBelle. 

BUILDING THE PHILLY SOUND 
While their roles overlap, Gam- 

ble -who once sang lead as a teen in 
a Philly group called the Romeos- 
primarily handles lyrics and front -of- 
fice details and Huff pens most of the 
music and handles musical develop- 
ment and recording. 

According to Huff, a session pianist 
who has worked with Leiber & Stoller 
and Phil Spector, the two met in an 
elevator. "I started working for a pro- 
duction company called Material 
Light Production, which was housed 
in the Schubert Building. And just by 
chance Gamble was working in the 
same building, too, but we didn't 
know each other then," says Huff. "It 
was more or less going up in the ele- 
vator with a guy that you didn't know 
what he was doing. But I knew in that 
building it had something to do with 
music. So I come to find out that day 
he was a writer and producer, some- 
thing I was striving to be, but I was 
playing on other people's recordings 
as a studio musician ... We got to 
talking about songwriting, so we 
made plans to meet over at my house 
'cause I had the piano. One weekend 
we must have wrote about seven or 10 

songs. We had that feeling, you know, 
sort of like a chemistry, and we just 
kept writing and writing till we 
started out independent production 
company." 

CHART DOMINATION 
The pair wrote and produced for 

dozens of artists on other labels, and 
even started independent labels Gam- 
ble and Neptune, before beginning 
Philadelphia International in 1971. 
Some of those artists included Wilson 
Pickett, Jerry Butler, Archie Bell & 

the Drells, Nancy Wilson, the Intru-

ders, and Peaches & Herb. PIR then 
dominated the charts from 1973 on 
with hits by the O'Jays, Harold Mel- 
vin & the Bluenotes, Billy Paul, the 
Three Degrees, Teddy Pendergrass, 
Bunny Sigler, Jean Carne, and its 
house band MFSB (whose 1974 "Love 
Is The Message" is an all -time club 
classic). The writers in Mighty Three 
also churned out hits for the Spin- 
ners, the Stylistics, the Delfonics, and 
many more. Their input made R &B 
history and inpacted the pop charts 
as well, making international stars 
out of the O'Jays and Pendergrass. 
PIR, which was distributed by Co- 
lumbia, also claims the distinction of 
having issued one of the first 12 -inch 
records, for the O'Jays' "The Love I 
Lost." 

But after 13 years that saw 300 
gold and platinum records and sev- 

eral Grammy awards, the hits dimin- 
ished and the costs of competing 
against other majors increased. So 
Gamble and Huff scaled back the op- 
eration and concentrated on writing 
songs, developing new artists, and 
supporting the black neighborhoods 
of their home city. For the '90s, it 
seems they have adopted the McFad- 
den & Whitehead tune theme: "Ain't 
no stoppin' us now." 

Says Huff, "Thirty years me and 
Gamble have been in this business, 
doing what we do. And the way we 
feel now, we feel we are going to last 
some more years." 

"I don't think I could ever quit the 
business," adds Gamble. "You're con- 
stantly writing songs and it's some- 
thing you can't control. It's a gift that 
you have and if you don't use your 
gift, it will he taken away from you."

was some discussion over whether it 
should be either /or," says Cash, "but 
each artist chose her own song.

the album have children but, as 
Cash notes, the music industry is 
sharing in society's new baby boom 
in recent years.

"The lifestyle of the musicians I 
know and work with is so different 
from what it was 15 years ago," says 
Cash. "A lot of us have children, and 
we're very conscious of the example 
we present to them.

Reid. "It was something I 
pursued -I went after 
it," he says. "I thought a 
major soundtrack would 
help to legitimize the la- 
bel." Reid credits Cas- 
sandra Mills, president 
of black music for Giant 
Records, which launched 
the "New Jack City" 
soundtrack and now has 
"Class Act" on the mar- 
ket, and Tabu chairman 
Clarence Avant with encouraging him and his part- 
ner, Babyface, to pursue the Murphy project. "I star- 
ted to chase it," he says. "I went up to New York, met 
with the Hudlins [ "Boomerang" director Reginald 
and producer Warrington], met with Paramount, and 
throughout the process I was led to believe I wouldn't 
get it, that other labels and producers were after it, 
and that I couldn't compete financially." It was when 
"they detected that I had a real passion for the proj- 
ect" that Reid says he snagged it. 

Other acts on the "Boomerang" soundtrack are 
Highland Place Mobsters, Grace Jones (who ap- 
pears in the film), Kenny Vaughan & the Art Of 
Love, Keith Washington, and Motown artists Shan - 
ice and Johnny Gill. "Jheryl Busby was extremely 
helpful," says Reid of the Motown president/CEO, 
who, in handing over three of his top acts for the proj- 
ect, "didn't even flinch." Motown will market and pro- 
mote the Boyz II Men single, which will likely appear 
on their next studio album. 

While L.A. & Babyface hold executive -producer 
credits on the album, Bill Stephney is credited as mu- 
sic supervisor. Stephney, an urban marketing wiz, was 
called in by the Hudlin brothers to supervise music on 
this and their next project, the animated "BeBe's 
Kids" (the album is due on Capitol Records). "It's a

great soundtrack and I'm kinda proud to have a little 
bit of a hand in it," says Stephney. "It's a bit of a depar- 
ture for me. And it was great working with L.A. & Ba- 
byface. They were the most cooperative, the easiest - 
going creative people I ever worked with. They were 
brilliant." Stephney likewise has nothing but praise for 
producer Marcus Miller, who wrote and performed 
the film's score. 

"In our career, we never had to go after anything. 
Everything we worked on came to us," Reid says. "It 
was an awakening. It was very important for us to re- 
alize that when you really want something you can't 

wait for people to come to 
you." 

EMIRG: SERIOUS 
Jammin': It took the 
merger of Chrysalis, 
SBK, and EMI for the 
latter label to get a boost 
in terms of a strong 
R &B- oriented A &R staff. 
The EMI Records Group 
recently appointed Gary 
Harris and Dave Gossett 
senior A &R directors in 
New York and Alison 

Ball- Gabriel A& R director, West Coast. All three re- 
port to Fred Davis, senior VP of A &R. 

"Now we have a real A &R team that lives and 
breathes," enthuses Glynice Coleman, senior VP of 
black music at EMIRG. "Now we can go out and make 
this company as competitive in finding hip -hop, R &B, 
AC, the whole gamut. 

"Dave came from Mercury, where he signed Black 
Sheep and dealt with Shomari," Coleman continues. 
"What I'm excited about with Dave is his freshness 
and his youth; he's articulate and he knows rap music 
... Gary's strengths are he has been everywhere [he 
has worked for Uptown, Wing, Giant, and Def Jam] 
and he is well -seasoned. He's a real hands -on type of 
guy, he knows the key players and I like that ... Alison 
brings a special West Coast kind of vibe. She's well in 
tune, she's always into the clubs. Alison has brought 
Benet, a sister- and -brother team, to the label. They 
have a nice jazzy flavor with hip- hop." 

EMIRG has already made a mark in the black music 
area with the success of Arrested Development and 
through rap releases from distributed label Wild 
Pitch. The new A &R execs will work closely with Cole- 
man and Lindsay Williams, director of EMIRG's rap 
music division, to maintain the label's rap presence.

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climate as encouraging for the success 
of "Committed," released this month. 
The leadoff single, the title track -a 
warm, midtempo, Caribbean- spiced 
ode to love is now in its third week on 
the Hot R &B Singles chart. 

Even those consumers who know lit- 
tle about reggae music know Third 
World and its past hits: 1978's "Now 
That We Found Love," 1982's "Try Jah 
Love," 1985's "Sense Of Purpose," and 
1990's "How Can It Be Forbidden If 
It's Love." In fact, the group's version 
of the Gamble & Huff gem "Now That 
We Found Love" was the musical foun- 
dation for Heavy D.'s 1991 rap hit of 
the same name (the group says it is still 
in "amicable negotiations" with the 
rapper over sampling rights). 

This album, the group's second for 
Mercury, continues the five-man out- 
fit's foray into reggae/soul/pop fusion 
that has made it internationally popu- 
lar. Asked to define the band's sound, 
William "Bunny Rugs" Clarke says, 
"Strictly a reggae band, no. Definitely 
a reggae band, yes." Despite the band's 
fusion of multiple styles, including hip - 
hop, Clarke says Third World has not 
done so in order to cater to American 
audiences. This album includes fewer 
hip -hop influences than its last, 1989's 
"Serious Business," which featured 
tracks produced by Stetsasonic's 
Daddy -0. 

"We never changed. We brought a 
lot of black Americans to the reggae ta- 
ble through our forum, and we 
wanted to pursue that direction," he 
says. Noting that "hip -hop moved 
closer toward reggae," and not the 
other way around, Third World felt a 
return to its Jamaican roots would be 
better accepted by a more receptive 
audience. 

Produced by Third World with Geof- 
frey Chung, Stephen Stewart, and 
longtime associate Mikie Bennett, 
"Committed" spans the reggae/soul so- 
phistication of the midtempo title track 
and lead single (the album features 
dancehall scatting by Jamal), the R&B 
swing of "Every Little Touch," the 
hardcore reggae of "Mi Legal," and the 
ska of "Give The People What They 
Need." And the subject matter is typi- 
cal Third World fare. 

"The whole basis of 'Committed' is 
what we had first, which was commit- 
ment to excellence, if it's work, spiritu- 
ality, or if it's to love, the world needs 
to be committed to the cause," says the 
band's Willie "Root" Stewart. "Political 
issues are very important On our al- 
bums we've talked about very interna- 
tional issues, things that we believe in: 
peace, unity throughout the world, 
earth crisis, earth environment" 

The band that came together in Ja- 
maica in the early '70s combined reg- 
gae riddims with American soul and 
pop music and gained a small but 
steady following that has grown over 
the years. Consisting of Cooper on 
keys, Clarke on vocals and rhythm gui- 
tar, Stephen "Cat" Coore on guitar and 
vocals (and occasionally cello), Richard 
"Richie" Daley on bass, and Stewart on 
drums, the group has played around 
the world and once 
toured with Stevie Wonder, who 
penned 'may Jah Love" for the group. 
It is on stage where the true essence 
of Third World shines through. 

"From the international standpoint, 
you have guys who have played for two 
years without product and have sold 
out houses and been a major part of 
global music appreciation," says man- 
ager Darryl Brooks, of IdolMakers 
Management "They have been part of 
classic reggae and classic R&B. I will 
put Rugs next to Eddie Levert [of 
R&B stalwarts the O'Jays] any day of 
the week." 

Mercury also has plans to increase 
Third World's presence through spe- 
cialized showcases in five major mar- 
kets. 'We figure since [performing] is 
one of their strengths, we're going to 
try to expose that to a lot of people," 
says Tony Anderson, executive VP /GM 
at Mercury. "We think that people who 
haven't seen them should, because they 
are one of the best performing bands 
in the world." 

In a move aimed at Third World's 
hardcore reggae fan base, Anderson 
says the label issued a limited number 
of vinyl albums. This is unique in light 
of the fact that Mercury, like many ma- 
jor labels, has long ceased to release vi- 
nyl.

"Love You All My Lifetime" by Chaka Khan 
(Warner Bros.) is the only record on the chart with reports from the entire 
panel. It has No. 1 reports from three stations: WJMI Jackson, Miss.; WCDX 
Richmond, Va.; and WVEE Atlanta. Moving into the top five, "Honey Love" 
by R. Kelly & Public Announcement (Jive) has reports from 96 stations, 
gaining WJHM Orlando, Fla. It earned its first No. 1 report from KKDA- 
FM Dallas last week; this week it has top five reports from 34 stations. 

"SILENT PRAYER" by Shanice (Motown) makes a giant move, 69-41, 
gaining new reports from 35 stations. It is now on 47 stations and earns this 
week's Power Pick/Airplay award. The Power Pick/Sales record is "You Re- 
mind Me" by Mary J. Blige (SOUL), which has reports from 73 stations. Six 
new stations report it this week: WFXM Macon, Ga.; WVEE; KYEA Monroe, 
La.; KJMZ Dallas; KDKO Denver; and WIZF Cincinnati. 

"TENNESSEE" by Arrested Development (Chrysalis) continues to gain 
at radio. It has reports from 79 stations, gaining 10. Some of the new activity 
is logged by WZHT Montgomery, Ala.; WTUG Tuscaloosa, Ala.; WMJI; 
WJLB Detroit; WGCI Chicago; WKKV Milwaukee; and WCKX Columbus, 
Ohio. 

IN COMING WEEKS, you may notice that more records debut at lower po- 
sitions on the chart than previously. This is a result of a shift in entry criteria, 
in anticipation of our move later in the year to a chart based strictly on actual 
sales and monitored airplay. Previously, records that might have debuted in 
the 90s were held off until they reached a preset entry criteria based on points, 
not chart position. After the transition to the new chart system, any record 
that reaches the top 100 will automatically debut, regardless of the number 
of points it has. In preparation for the transition, we will now debut all records 
that reach the top 100 in rank regardless of whether they attain the previous 
point criteria.

W GOT A LOVE THANG: Have 
you noticed how many R &B artists of 
late have incorporated the phrase 
"real love" into their music? It's very 
revealing. Two summers ago, Jody 
Watley told us "I'm Looking For A 
Real Love." Lisa Stansfield titled 
her second album "Real Love" (and 
on her current single asks for "A Lit- 
tle More Love "); Alpha Interna- 
tional's Lorenzo is looking for "Real 
Love" (though with a video full of 
prancing honeys can he really be sin- 
cere?); Uptown's Mary J. Blige tells 
us the gripping tale of what she's 
been through to find "Real Love "; 
and Tabu/A&M's Rhonda Clark de- 
clares that what she's got simply 
"Must Be Real Love." In the age of 
AIDS, when the concept of just sexin' 
it up for sport can be life- threatening, 
many artists are expressing the need 
for the new romantic ideal: a reliable, 
faithful, steady, devoted, monoga- 
mous partner -you know, real love. 
As opposed to the fake stuff we'd 
been getting up to now. While love 
has been the inspiration for popular 
music since earliest history, it seems 
that commercial R&B love songs pro- 
liferate during times of social crisis. 

FOND FAREWELL: We were 
sorry to learn of the death of song- 
writer /producer Randy Ran. He was 
killed in a motorcycle accident Aug. 
29 in Atlanta. Ran was on the motor- 
cycle Saturday night when another 
driver had a blowout and lost control 

of his car, slamming into Ran. The 
producer had been gathering steam 
of late, with several tracks on the cur- 
rent After 7 album and the upcoming 
Johnny Gill and Vesta projects. He 
was also to be a house producer for 
Dallas Austin's new Rowdy Records 
imprint. A memorial service was held 
for Ran Sept. l at LaFace Records in 
Atlanta; a family burial took place 
Sept. 5 in his hometown of Detroit.

Singer Mixes Soul, Folk On Debut Set

NEW YORK- Possessing the charm 
of an English schoolgirl and the 
dreamy vision of a poet, 23- year -old 
Des'ree gently introduces stylish, am- 
bient soul on her Epic/Sony Music de- 
but, "Mind Adventures." 

On this album, Des'ree's voice 
soars over acoustically hypnotic 
grooves constructed by producers 
Ashley Ingram and Phil Legg, while 
her lyrics explore the complexity of 
being a young black woman surviving 
in a paradoxical universe. From the 
picture -postcard pleasures of "Sun Of 
'79" (a track that features retro '70s 
funkateers the Young Disciples) to 
the struggle of reviving a shattered 
romance on "Laughter," this young 
Londoner expresses a wisdom and 
sensitivity that reach beyond her age.

Des'ree says. "I just wanted it to 
sound real, and I think I achieved 
that." 

As a soul singer without a gospel 
wail, Des'ree is not trying to steal the 
crown from Queen of Soul Aretha 
Franklin. "Although some critics 
have described my music as black 
folk, I still consider myself a soul art- 
ist," she says. "If the music is true 
and it comes from [the heart], then 
it's coming from my soul." 

With "Feel So High," the album's 
first single and the track that made 
her a pop sensation in Europe last 
year, Des'ree walks the live wire that 
divides spiritual devotion and sexual 
satisfaction. "When I touch your sky, 
I want my joy to be discreet/ can't 
seem to hide the feeling that you 
knock me from my seat/ When I'm 
talking with my friends, you're the 
subject every time/ I know I bore 
them but they do it to me sometimes." 

Des'ree was first signed in 1991 by 
Lincoln Elias, the Sony U.K. A &R 
man who also signed Terence Trent 
D'Arby, the Pasadenas, and Roach - 
ford. "We dropped the demo off on 
Friday and we were signed on Mon- 
day. That's not myth, it's the truth," 
says Des'ree. With her first U.K. re- 
lease in the market, Des'ree was in- 
stantly adored by the pop press and 
entertainment TV. The acclaim even- 
tually led to several performing dates 
and a recent tour of Europe as opener 
for the band Simply Red. 'That's the 
reason I decided to name the album 
'Mind Adventures,' " she says. "I've 
always imagined myself singing in 
front of lots of people, giving inter- 
views and traveling around the world. 
All these things were mind adven- 
tures, but now they're real." 

In less than a year, Epic VP of 
A&R David Masse heard the tape and 
decided to sign Des'ree in the States. 
"The first time I saw Des'ree I was in 
London," says Masse. "She was per- 
forming at a club called Orange. It 

was a tiny club, but when I heard her 
sing it was extraordinary. At the time 
she was only 22, but her material 
made you believe she had much expe- 
rience. 

"Des'ree doesn't fall neatly into any 
category," Masse continues, "but if I 
were forced to compare her to other 
artists I would say that her lyrics are 
like Tracy Chapman and her voice is 
like Anita Baker." 

Raised by strict yet loving parents, 
Des'ree says, "I've been singing since 
I learned to talk, either to records or 
to the radio. My favorite singer is Ste- 
vie Wonder; I think he's wicked, but 
when I was younger, around 3 or 4, 
I would introduce myself as Gladys 
Knight to anyone who asked my 
name. As I grew older I became a lit- 
tle more shy and withdrawn. I began 
writing poems in my teens, but I 
wouldn't show them to anyone. Most 
of the material on 'Mind Adventures' 
was written years ago. The most re- 
cent is 'Feel So High,' which I wrote 
when I was 18." 

The single shipped to both urban 
and top 40 radio stations Aug. 18 and 
the album followed in stores Aug. 25, 
says Hank Caldwell, senior VP of 
black music, Epic Records. "We're 
hoping that radio will discover 
Des'ree the same way they discov- 
ered Living Colour and Tracy Chap- 
man," he says. A video for "Feel So 
High" was shot in California by direc- 
tor Greg Masuak of Spellbound Pic- 
tures. A well- received promotional 
tour of the States in June had the 
young artist performing for small 
groups of radio programmers, re- 
tailers, and press people. 

Despite the acclaim received in 
Europe and the prospect of trying to 
break into the American market, 
Des'ree remains level- headed and 
philosophical. "At the end of the day 
I'm about exploring dreams and 
squeezing as much out of life as you 
can," she says. "One should never al- 
low negative things to interfere with 
their own adventures."

Continental Drift

CHAPEL HILL, N.C.: What started as a friendly get -together of a dozen or so 
area bands turned into a four -day festival featuring more than 50 acts from 
the musical hotbeds of Raleigh, Durham, Chapel Hill, and Greensboro that 
attracted more than 100 national journalists and label reps. The Aug. 5-8 Big 
Star Music Showcase, organized by Moist Records head Kelley Cox with 
help from Mammoth Records, highlighted bands in four Chapel Hill clubs, 
including the venerable Cat's Cradle, which was filled to its 700 -seat capacity 
every night. "The community really supported the event," says Moist Records' 
Shawn Rogers. "The band members were going to the airport to pick people 
up; most of the journalists were staying with bands." It was music by night 
and barbecues, basketball, and kickball by day. Among the artists drawing 
national attention were psychedelic pop act Queen Sarah Saturday, which 
was being courted by four major labels, and fuzzy punk act Archers Of Loaf, 
which has a pair of majors in conversations. Other local bands drawing kudos 
that already have indie label deals included Superchunk, Polvo, Metal Flake 
Mother, Dillon Fence, and Pipe. MELINDA NEWMAN 

CHICAGO: You can come to Schuba's for eggs and grits in the morning, stop 
by later for lunch, and return for a bite of dinner before catching an evening 

performance by Kelly Willis or Pe- 
ter Himmelman or an acoustic Pere 
Ubu. This cozy 125 -seat club offers a 
mix of national and local artists who 
perform on the original stage built al- 
most a century ago. "It's a throwback 
to the olden days," says Chris Shuba, 
co-owner with brother Mike, "a true 
public house." 

Schuba's is situated in an old tap 
house put up by the Schlitz brewery 
in 1900, a neo- Gothic structure with 
herringbone brickwork and tin ceil- 
ings. When the Shubas bought the 
building in October 1988, music 
wasn't in the picture -not until regu- 

lars like Andy Cirzan and Nick Miller, booking agents from Chicago's Jam 
Productions, pointed out that the city didn't have a good 100 -seat room. Now, 
Schuba's offers music six nights a week. Jam books the national showcase acts, 
including Schuba's "New Country" series; alternative station WXRT sponsors 
a number of shows, like T Bone Burnett's recent two-night stand. And hot 
local acts like Gaelic rockers the Drovers, scrappy pop act Green, and the 
rootsy Remainders are regular visitors. "It's an intimate concert room, and 
one we believe in," says John Soss, Jam's promotions director. "We promote 
shows here the same way we do Tesla or Mellencamp." MOIRA MCcORMICK 

SPRINGDALE, Utah: Plans are shaping up for the 14th New Music Utah festi- 
val, Oct. 2-4 here. The event celebrates music by Native American artists, as 
well as works from alternative rock and jazz, world music, modern classical, 
and folk acts. Two Saturday -afternoon concerts, called "The Native And The 
New," will salute both traditional and contemporary Native American musi- 
cians. Also on the bill are premieres of six new concert works inspired by the 
environment and culture of the Southwest. Among the artists slated to per- 
form are Native American flautist and dancer Robert Tree Cody, Mohican 
composer Brent Michael Davids, post -modern rock group Commonplace, 
and drummer /composer Glen Velez. M.N. 

BALTIMORE: A musical question is on the tongues of a growing legion of fans 
in the Baltimore area: YNOT?! The progressive rock -leaning outfit, composed 
of Darryl Joyner, Paul Lewis, Steve Miller, Michael Sheppard, and Steve 
Wallace, began jamming together in a town near Maryland's Eastern shore 
several years ago and has earned a hefty reputation for its rollicking live 
shows. YNOT?! scored recognition early in its career with a gig entertaining 
the infield masses at the Preakness, 
the local leg of the Triple Crown 
horse race. Now the band is begin- 
ning to draw audiences up and down 
the Eastern Seaboard, regularly fill- 
ing up hot Baltimore night spot Ham - 
merjacks. YNOT ?! drew more than 
4,000 people to its headlining show 
July 4 at an outdoor benefit for the 
Children's Hospital in Washington, 
D.C. And radio is also tuning in: Such 
outlets as Baltimore's WIYY and 
D.C.'s WWDC and WHFS played tracks from the band's eponymous EP and 
are now supporting its first full -length album, "A Thrilled Voice," on indie 
Marquis Records.

from the ceiling. 
Though the band started with a no- 

holds- barred version of "Stagefright," 
which segued into a mean "Tear It 
Down," it was obvious Elliott's voice 
was bothering him. His effort was gal- 
lant, but by the fifth song he told the 
audience, "I don't make excuses. This 
band never has and never will, but this 
gig is going to go a lot more sweetly 
if we have 17,000 lead singers." The 
audience rose to the challenge, but the 
pacing of the show was thrown off. 
While it never flagged, it never took 
flight either. 

At least not until the latter portion. 
More than 90 minutes into the set, the 
band launched into a raucous "Arma- 
geddon It" then slammed into a stellar 
"Pour Some Sugar On Me." Not con- 
tent with the one -two punch, Elliott 
and company jumped into "Let's Get 

Rocked," which, judging from the 
rabid crowd reaction, was a bigger hit 
in Philly than in the rest of the coun- 
try. The band concluded with a full - 
throttled "Rock Of Ages," before dis- 
integrating into a 10- minute call and 
response that -like the show's other 
gimmicks and obligatory solos -went 
past the point of entertainment and 
approached tedium. 

However, the fans appreciated the 
band's efforts. That's partly because 
the members of Def Leppard still 
come across like working -class Joes, 
albeit rich ones. They understand 
their fans like few major acts do and 
give them what they want without 
ever seeming condescending or bored. 
That may ultimately prove to be a big- 
ger talent than their estimable musi- 
cianship.

CARON WHEELER, former lead singer with Soul H Soul, has a great 
week on the singles chart with "I Adore You" from the "Mo' Money" sound- 
track (Perspective). It leaps 85-56 as it gains 29 new reports. It is now on 
69 stations. 

HBO Jumps On Jackson 
Offers One -Time Concert B'cast

LOS ANGELES -Home Box Of- 
fice has obtained the exclusive 
rights for a one -time telecast of an 
entire concert from Michael Jack- 
son's "Dangerous" tour. 

The performance, to be taped 
Sept. 29 in Bucharest, Romania, 
will be broadcast Oct. 10 on HBO. 
The telecast will run from 8 -10 
p.m. Eastern time. 

According to sources, HBO paid 
$20 million for the broadcast rights 
to the concert, making it the lar- 
gest deal ever for a one -time con- 
cert on TV. 

"These deals are expensive; we 
paid a lot," says Betty Bitterman, 
HBO's VP of original program- 
ming. However, she could not con- 
firm the $20 million figure and 
would not comment regarding 
HBO's financial commitment to 
Jackson. 

The HBO telecast will mark the 
culmination of the European leg of 
Jackson's "Dangerous" tour, which 
began June 27 in Munich. 

The televised concert could well 
be the only chance for American 
fans -who subscribe to HBO -to 
see the "Dangerous" tour, as no 
U.S. concert dates are planned at 
this time, says Jackson publicist 
Lee Soltera. 

No additional broadcasts are 
planned and there are no plans to 
release the concert as a longform 
home video, says HBO's Bitter - 
man. 

In recent years, HBO has broad- 
cast concerts by Madonna, Whit- 
ney Houston, and Paul Simon, all 
of which were "highly rated, very 
big shows" for the network, Bitter - 
man says. 

HBO currently has some 17.3 
million subscribers in the U.S.

Close on the 
heels of the single's release was the 
bow of its first album project, titled 
"Where Dey At ?" and in stores Oct. 
6. 

"It's getting strong reaction a lot 
of places," says Kevin Fleming, 
president of Perspective Records, of 
the group's current single. "Kansas 
City is seeing a lot of activity, the 
Carolinas, New York's WBLS, the 
Mid -Atlantic. Their Midwest roots 
are certainly there, and it's now 
kicking in well on the West Coast, at 
KKBT and V103. We're starting to 
feel it from every angle." 

While "I Got A Thang 4 Ya" 
stands on its own as a song, its pop- 
ularity has been aided by its accom- 
panying video, shot by director 
Arthur Jafa, who was director of 
photography for the Julie Dash film 
"Daughters Of The Dust." Accord- 
ing to Fleming, the video is getting 
heavy rotation on BET and frequent 
exposure on The Box and MTV's 
"Fade To Black." 

"The video keys on affairs of the 
heart," says band member Prof -T. 
"It's a very sensitive video, we know 
women are gonna love it already 
from the response. It's one where 
maybe fellas should take a second 
look at themselves and say, 'Hey, 
maybe I should hang out with my 
woman in a different way.' The ef- 
fect is nice, we're real happy with it." 

The group's style is based as 
much on its members' unique humor 
as on their funky mix of R &B with 
hip -hop and classic soul music, and 
it shows in the album title. "We're 
referring to us -Where dey at ?" 
quips co- writer /co- producer Prof -T. 

"What tip are they on? What is this 
group? There are a lot of questions 
in that one question that can only be 
answered when you see this album. 
We're a combination of all kinds of 
groups from the '70s and '80s." 

Formed in Kansas City and Min- 
neapolis and honed in a variety of 
clubs in the Minneapolis area, Lo- 
Key? consists of singer D, multi -in- 
strumentalist/singer Dre, bassist T- 
Bone, keyboardist L.A., and rapper/ 
singer Prof -T; in fact L.A. and Prof - 
T are otherwise known as Lance 
Alexander & Tony Tolbert, Flyte 
Tyme Productions' "B- team" in- 
house producers, who produced all 
the material written by the band. 

"Right now Lance and Tony are 
referred to as the B -team. But 
they're the next guys- they're mov- 
ing up," says Perspective's Fleming. 

Unlike bands that adopt a uni- 
form look, each member of Lo-Key? 
affects a different presentation: 
While Prof -T & L.A. go for hip -hop 
avant -garde style in headrags and 
combat boots, D dons sports -logoed 
jerseys or jogging suits with base- 
ball caps and Dre and T -Bone opt 
for smoother designer wear. 

"I don't think it'll be a problem," 
says T -Bone of the group's visual 
and musical diversity. "Good music 
is good music. It would be different 
if we were confused ... I think you'll 
be able to gather that much when 
you listen to the album. You 'll think 
these fellas are from the old school 
and the new school, and they're 
gonna start their own school." 

Lo -Key ?, which is managed by 
Leon Saunders (who also handles 
Sounds Of Blackness) with outside 
publicity handled by Orchid Com- 
munications, will soon embark on a 
six-week club and college tour of the 
Northeast and the South in an effort 
to give its audience a "first- hand" 
take on the band. In another un- 
usual marketing twist, Lo -Key? was 
set to model Cross Colors clothing 
and play live sets with label mate 
Mint Condition at the opening of 
Macy's at Mall Of America in Min- 
neapolis, the country's largest in- 
door mall, the week of its album de- 
but.

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RCA Unleashes Extensive Black -Music Collection

NEW YORK -In celebration of 
Black Music Month, RCA Records 
has released a comprehensive compi- 
lation of black music from its exten- 
sive music vaults. The three -CD 
package, titled "The RCA Records 
Label: The 1st Note In Black Music," 
was delivered to retail May 12. The 
package retails for approximately 
$35.98. 

The package, the first put together 
by RCA in recognition of its black 
music artists, contains individual 
tracks pulled from RCA, Novus, 
Bluebird, and Jive by more than 80 
artists. Each CD is devoted to a dif- 
ferent genre of music: "Rock It In 
Rhythm: A Blues And Gospel Heri- 
tage," compiled by Billy Altman, con- 
tains tracks by Fats Waller, Alberta 
Hunter, Tommy Johnson, Sleepy 
John Estes, Big Bill Broonzy, Sonny 

Boy Williamson, Leadbelly, Big Joe 
Williams, Arthur "Big Boy" Crudup, 
Roosevelt Sykes & His Original 
Honey Drippers, and others. The sec- 
ond disc, "Parade Of Giants," is a 
chronicle of big -band and jazz players 
who revolutionized their era. Com- 
piled by Orrin Keepnews, the disc 
features Duke Ellington, Count Ba- 
sie, Earl "Fatha" Hines, Lionel- 
Hampton, Coleman Hawkins, Louis 
Armstrong, Jelly Roll Morton, Char- 
lie Mingus, Art Blakey, Art Tatum, 
Dizzy Gillespie, Sonny Rollins, and 
many others. 

The third disc, titled "Pop, Rock, 
Soul, And Beyond," was put together 
by Chick Crumpacker and spans the 
'40s to the present as it showcases an 
array of popular recording acts, in- 
cluding Sam Cooke, Harry Belafonte, 
Eartha Kitt, the Main Ingredient, the 
Isley Brothers, Elvis Presley, Nina 
Simone, Evelyn Champagne King, 

the Pointer Sisters, D.J. Jazzy Jeff & 

the Fresh Prince, and Hi -Five. 
The "1st Note In Black Music" 

package contains a handsome booklet 
featuring liner notes written by the 
project coordinators on each disc as 
well as an annotated description of all 
the tracks included. It also features a 
foreword by Skip Miller, president of 
black music division, RCA. 

"It was a labor of love for me," says 
Miller. "When I came to RCA in late 
1988, I realized that I was at the first 
record company that had the most 
recognizable logo in the world, Nip- 
per, and realized how much of a rich 
musical legacy there was, realized the 
foresight of General Sarnoff, who 
founded RCA. I started going back 
into the archives ... There is music 
here beginning in 1901, 1902. What I 
felt existed here was the complete 
transition of the different types of 
music from whence it came to where 

Young Guns Out In Force At BRE Confab 
Up- And - Comers Eager To Glean Info From Vets 

THIS YEAR'S BRE CONFAB, May 21 -24 in New 
Orleans, seemed to remind many of the black music indus- 
try's established executives that this truly is a young peo- 
ple's business. More and more newcomers with their own 
production companies or performing talents are flocking 
to industry gatherings like this one, eager to glean infor- 
mation from folks like keynoter Benny Medina, senior VP 
of A&R/GM of Warner Bros.; Cassandra Mills, president 
of black music at Giant; superstar manager Hiriam Hicks; 
Ray Harris, senior VP of 
black music at Warner 
Bros.; Ernie Singleton, 
president of black music at 
MCA; Uptown A&R direc- 
tor Puffy Coombs; and su- 
perstars/talent scouts Bell 
Biv DeVoe-all panelists. 
With so many under -25s 
underfoot at the seminars 
and showcases, some 
paused to wonder, Who are 
these people? Who is un- 
derwriting their presence 
at the confab? 

But the influx of new, younger talents both in front of 
the microphone and behind the scenes is what keeps the 
business fresh. And with panels like Impact's recent "New 
.Jack Executives" (which caused many of the `old jacks" 
to bristle with indignation) and now BRE's "Young Guns" 
(featuring the aforementioned, glowingly successful Hicks, 
Bell Biv DeVoe, Coombs, Keith Sweat, and DJ. Eddie F), 
it seems there is a new generation gap within the industry 
and the initial battle for control is at hand. As Coombs 
warned at the close of the "Young Guns" session, those 
with decision -making power at the labels better get hip to 
what the younger generation wants to hear musically and 
how to market that to them or "you'll be outta there." 

BRE seemed to be about something this year. It all 
kicked off with the keynote speech on the seminar theme, 
"The State Of The Nation," given by Medina to frequent, 
thunderous applause. Brother Medina sounded like a pres- 
idential candidate as he laid it out on social, economic, po- 
litical, and musically historic lines, sculpting a mindset of 
awareness, inquisitiveness, and acquisitiveness for the 
panel schedule to follow. 

BRE was also the site of the announcement of the Black 
Music Hall of Fame and Museum, which, with pledges of 
support from major record companies like Warner Bros., 
Motown, and Mercury, BRE, Don Cornelius, and others, 
will likely be a reality in 1993 (Billboard, June 6). The pub-

lishers also used the occasion to debut their first acquisi- 
tion, NO Sellout, a hip -hop magazine bearing the subtitle 
"The Tip Top Hip -Hop Ragamuffin Black Rock Mag Rag." 
The first issue consists mostly of interviews and reviews. 
"It was an existing publication, and what impressed me 
about them was that they started this grass -roots network 
in marketing it," says BRE publisher Sidney Miller. 

Miller was pleased by the outcome of this year's confer- 
ence, which attracted upward of 1,500 people. "I think the 

conference went very well," 
he says. "We had some in- 
formative seminars." Se- 
minars included "The State 
Of International Music," in 
which moderator Dotun 
Adebayo, BRE's London - 
based editor, pointed out 
that while the market for 
American music is world- 
wide, America doesn't seem 
to have much of an appetite 
for world music; "The State 
Of Black College Radio," in 
which panelists dispelled 

the notion that college radio is anything less than a profes- 
sional springboard for imaginative programming and 
strong talent; and a "State Of Retail And Radio" session 
that, in addition to covering the coming transition of Bill- 
board's R &B charts to point -of -sale information, discussed 
new ways in which satellite technology can be used to im- 
prove a number of radio and retail functions, from remote 
broadcasting to retail store efficiency. Other seminars 
touched on black radio's legacy, gospel music radio, and 
rap video. And a well -attended session called "The State 
Of Sound: Money, Money Money," moderated by Cassan- 
dra Mills, disseminated essential information about maxi- 
mizing the potential of the artists and the music in an in- 
creasingly diverse, multiformat market. 

Unfortunately, there was one negative note, but that was 
taken care of quickly. Dr. Dre of N.W.A, the D.O.C., and 
a handful of their pals got into a fight at the Sheraton New 
Orleans bar and one kid was stabbed. They were subdued 
and arrested by New Orleans police (Billboard, June 6). 
Rumors abounded about the cause of this confrontation; 
while the police report a dispute occurred between N.WA 
and a rival rap group, witnesses surmise that the fight es- 
calated over admiring words spoken by a fan to Dre's girl- 
friend. "We had one gray area wherein the people from 
N.WA got in a ruckus with the police," says Miller, "but

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Daddy -0: At Home With Many Roles 
Prod/Writer /Mixer Is Versatile Virtuoso

NEW YORK- Producer /writer/ 
mixer Daddy -0 has supervised tunes 
for rappers (Audio Two, Queen Lati- 
fah, K -9 Posse), soulsters (Kiara, 
Jeffrey Osborne), rockers (Red Hot 
Chili Peppers, Keith Richards, B- 
52's), new -jack swingers (T.C.F.), and 
reggae stylists (Third World). 

Currently, tracks by Grace Jones, 
RCA's Tyler Collins, Jobulani (a 
South African vocal group on Giant), 
and the Nubian M.O.B. (a melodic - 
rap act on Cold Chillin') are among 
the projects on his plate. 

Daddy -0 traces his versatility in 
the studio to his tenure in Stetsa- 
sonic, the Tommy Boy rap crew he 
was a member of since 1984. "Stet 
was really a workshop for me," he 
says. "I had all this experience just 
being with them. We had musicians 
coming in doing drums, sax, live pi- 
ano; we worked with singers like the 
Force M.D.'s. There were so many 
things with Stet, so when it came time 
to make any other kind of record be- 
sides rap I was primed." 

Hailed as the first hip -hop band, 
Stetsasonic was a multifaceted act 
with a '70s flavor, able to spin fun 
jams, message songs, ballads, and 
dance cuts. "We made music for the 

mind, body, and soul," Daddy -0 says. 
The act was critically acclaimed for 
its innovation and sound. But with 
three albums under its belt, Stetsa- 
sonic is now dead. 

"I think you could officially say the 
group is over," Daddy -0 says. 

From Studiodad, the studio head- 
quartered in his Brooklyn, N.Y., 
home, Daddy -O's musical career is 
currently enjoying a new beginning. 
"The difference to me is more of a 
managerial thing," he says. Previ- 
ously managed by powerhouse Rush, 
his older brother, Kedar, is now han- 
dling his interests. 

"I'm focusing on showcasing 
Daddy -0 as a writer and arranger, 
not just a beat broker," Kedar says. 

Daddy -0 says, "Kedar under- 
stands where I want to go, and I can 
talk to him. And he talks to me, telling 
me things like, you shouldn't be doing 
this or that." 

The first bit of advice Kedar 
offered Daddy -0 was to invest his 
savings of $11,000 in a new recording 
console. That was almost two years 
ago. "I told him I won't have no 
money, and I don't know where the 
next project is coming from," Daddy - 
O recalls. "He said, 'Go for the board; 
you're never gonna look back. " 

Indeed, Daddy -O's studio opera-

NEW ON THE CHARTS 
The College Boyz debuted on the 
Hot R &B Singles chart two weeks 
ago with "Victim Of The Ghetto," 
the first single from their Virgin al- 
bum debut, "Radio Fusion Radio." 
The act's four members, Rom, 
Squeak, the Que, and DJ B- Selec- 
tor, crystallized in Los Angeles and 
got a deal with Virgin through 
former A &R man John Brown. 

The single is the group's com- 
ment on the positive as well as the 
negative forces in the ghetto, says 
Rom, who with former schoolmate 
Squeak forms the core of the group. 
"There's a lot of love and family 
there," says Rom. "I don't think the 
ghetto should be stereotyped as 
that animal house that it is." 

The group's name is not a tribute 
to conservative college values or 
even the outrageousness of frater- 
nity life. They instead define their 

sound and style as encompassing el- 
ements from the college of life: "Our 
definition is a group of people with 
common interests in pursuit of a 
higher knowledge," says Squeak. 
"We might not be aware of it, but 
college is in session while we speak 
... We need to find a way to create 
a brotherly clique without being 
stereotyped as a gang, another way 
of saying a frat." Musically, their 
approach is like college radio's, fus- 
ing rap stylings with jazz, funk, 
rock, pop, and soul. 

"They're just beginning to hap- 
pen. They're all out at colleges do- 
ing dates, and initial orders were 
like 50,000," enthuses Sharon 
Heyward, senior VP /GM, black mu- 
sic, Virgin Records. The group is 
also gaining exposure via a track on 
the "White Men Can't Rap" EP.

tion has expanded from four tracks in 
1990 to 24 tracks today. Work on a 
second 24 -track room -a digital 
one -was wrapped recently. "It's 
very important that things sound 
clean," says Daddy -O. "We want our 
records to be able to hang with those 
by people like Sting." 

While Daddy -0 finds joy in being 
employed by outside acts, his great- 
est pleasure comes from fostering tal- 
ent he has discovered for Okedoke, 
the production and management com- 
pany he runs with Kedar. Daddy -O 
says, "I loved doing T.C.F. I took 
Kool G. Rap's dancers, made a record 
on 'em [ "Straight From The Horse's 
Mouth "], and now they're stars. I 
loved doing Tyler. She's a beautiful 
girl, and I think I did an incredible 
song on her [ "Pain "]. I loved doing

More Choice Acts From Alternative Tip 
Jeffreys, Williams, Joseph, Gaines Among Options 

LAST WEEK we looked at some notable artists outside 
of the R&B mainstream. Others include Garland Jeffreys, 
whose album, "Don't Call Me Buckwheat" (RCA), has been 
receiving acclaim in mainstream circles. A songwriter/per- 
former who has long built a rock fan base, Jeffreys 
addresses his heritage (African -American, white, and 
Puerto Rican) in tunes like "Racial Repertoire," "Color 
Line," "I Was Afraid Of Malcolm," and the title track. This 
is eclectic fare, including reggae, doo-wop, gospel, rock, and 
more ... For rock/R &B / 
pop with personality, try 
Geoffrey Williams' "Bare" 
(Giant). As influenced by 
Lennon & McCartney as 
by Sly Stone, this multi - 
instrumentalist/songwri- 
ter's melodies and vocals of- 
ten defy convention. 
Stone's influence is heavy 
on "It's Not A Love Thing," 
a catchy funk'n'roller; the 
title tune is a straight -out 
pop rocker; and the gor- 
geous "Moonchild" finds 
Williams considering wrongs committed against this 
planet. Altogether, "Bare" is an outstanding piece of pop 
artistry ... 24- year -old British trad jazz pianist Julian Jo- 
seph speaks "The Language Of Truth" (Atlantic Jazz) on 
his first outing with a quartet. Joseph has a beautiful touch, 
full tone, and a wonderful melodic sense, and creates orig- 
inal pieces (no instrumental R &B here) that challenge, 
amuse, and mystify. Adventurous AC and quiet storm pro- 
grammers might want to try his cover of Curtis Mayfield's 
"The Other Side Of Town," featuring the coolly restrained 
vocals of Sharon Musgrove ... Singer /songwriter /guitarist 
Jeffrey Gaines debuts with a self -titled album on Chrysa- 
lis. If you are a fan of moody, reflective, declarative pop 
rock, Gaines' music and yearning, rough -edged voice will 
make an impression. His poetic lyrics address self- esteem 
("The Hero In Me," "A Dark Love Song"), anti -violence 
("Why "), and child abuse ( "Sorry The Very Next Day "). 
His strongest songs, though, are about pro- choice: mid - 
tempo chugger "Didn't Wanna Be A Daddy" and the lyrical 
"Choices" ... Headbanging hip -hop fans will want to try 
"Body Count" (Sire). This brazen rock foray by an all - 
black band featuring Ice -T's screaming vocals has some- 
thing to offend everyone, but it also makes some vital 
points about the evils of prison, drug addiction, racism, and 
police brutality. More power to Ice -T, whose creativity has 
expanded beyond a single genre.

IN CONCERT: On April 11, I was fortunate enough to 
witness two fantastic shows. One was the Divas Of Dance 
at New York's Apollo, featuring Jomanda, Adeva, CeCe 
Peniston, Shawn Christopher, Crystal Waters, Loleatta 
Holloway, and Martha Wash. Talk about a dance explo- 
sion! All the acts were strong, but particularly affecting 
were Adeva, whose eye-popping costumes (two) and com-

Peniston, whose forceful

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Alyson Williams Cooks Up 
Album With Adult Appeal

NEW YORK -It's been four years 
since Alyson Williams released 
"Raw," her debut album on 
OBR/Columbia, which spent 69 weeks 
on the Top R &B Albums chart and 
spawned the hits "My Love Is So 
Raw" and "Just Call My Name." The 
time was spent searching for the 
right material and the right produc- 
ers, she says, "so that when we came 
out the second time, we'd be even 
stronger than the first time and be 
able to meet the expectations of the 
market." 

Williams' self -titled sophomore set 
was worth the wait. The first single, 
"Can't Have My Man," which was 
produced by Al B. Sure! (who also 
produced the track "Just The Way I 
Like It "), was a Billboard Hot Shot 
Debut. Also on the album is "Just My 
Luck," originally recorded by the 
Deele (which included L.A. & Baby - 
face) and produced by Daryl Sim- 
mons and Kayo, members of L.A. & 
Face's production team. Other pro- 
ducers on the album are Vinaie Bell 
and Alvin Moody, who worked on the 
"Raw" project. The album also fea- 
tures two duets: "So Special" with 
Jeff Redd and "Your Love Is All" 
with Chuck Stanley. The song "She's 
Not Your Fool" was featured on the 
"Livin' Large" soundtrack. 

Williams admits the album was tai- 
lored to draw a more adult crowd. 
" 'Sweet Talk' and 'Just Call My 
Name' are two separate ends of the 
scale good dance tunes, but hey, I'm 
not 12 either," she says. "I don't want 
to listen to them all day. I like nice, 
mellow music. So we have a little for 
everybody, but it is very much an 
adult direction." But Williams be- 
lieves young people, many of whom 
enjoy slow ballads by groups such as 
Jodeci, will enjoy the music as well. 
"Eventually everybody that's young 
right now is going to be, what? Older. 
And they'll mature and their musical 

tastes will change and I'd like to take 
on the responsibility of being there 
when they get there." 

Williams started out in the theater 
and also studied dance in college un- 
der the late Alvin Ailey. Last year she 
was featured in the touring company 
of the musical "Wicked Ways" as Sis- 
ter Doreen Franklin. Her theater 
background has helped to broaden 
her audience base. 

With this base, the singer would 
like to stretch to perform more di- 
verse types of music. "Ballads are my 
forte and I'd like to eventually do a 
straight -ahead jazz album," says Wil- 
liams, whose father, Bobby Booker, 
was a jazz trumpeter and band leader 
who worked with Count Basie. "I'd 
like to do film, do television, and show 
that dream of wanting to be an enter- 
tainer," she adds, citing the careers of 
the late Sammy Davis Jr. and Lena 
Horne. 

Williams' label is excited about 
building on her past successes. Ac- 
cording to Ardenia Brown, national 
director of promotion for Rush Asso- 
ciated Labels, "Alyson is one of our 
artists that when she gets in a market 
she just performs to the utmost. She 
does whatever she has to do to pro- 
mote herself and represent the label. 
Coming off of her last album and her 
No. 1 single, 'Just Call My Name,' 
this album falls right into place. She's 
going to be around for a long time." 

Williams is currently on a radio 
promotion tour on the West Coast, 
having completed the rounds of sta- 
tions in the Northeast and Mid- Atlan- 
tic, doing live radio interviews and 
track dates for station promotions. 
She has also appeared on BET's 
"Video Soul." 

The next single will be "Just My 
Luck," though with "Can't Have My 
Man" bulleted and climbing toward 
the top 10, no release date has been 
set. "We expect to take this single to 
No. 1," says Brown.

El DeBarge Storms Back On Scene 
New Album Exudes Funky, '70s Flavor

LOS ANGELES -"This album is a 
calling card to all the old -school peo- 
ple," says El DeBarge, 30, of his first 
solo effort in three years, "In The 
Storm" on Warner Bros., which fea- 
tures an array of his trademark 
mood -setting ballads as well as some 
surprising old- school, throw -down 
funk, most of which he wrote. "I 
never really got a chance to express 
myself before. Getting to this point 
was a growing experience," says the 
Grand Rapids, Mich., native whose 
cool, sweet tenor is one of the most 
recognizable voices in pop music. 

The first single, "My Heart Be- 
longs To You," features a synth bass 
line that snakes enticingly against 
'70s -era instrumentation of flush 
rhythm guitar, buzzy keyboards, and 
El's own slithery, groovemaster de- 
livery. DeBarge acknowledges that 
comparisons may be drawn to 
Prince's early work. "Prince had the 
same influences as I do, people like 
Sly -the song is very Sly Stone -ish," 
he says. The tune was bulleted at No. 
70 on the Hot R &B Singles chart last 
week. 

While band member Keith Crouch 
wrote "My Heart," Prince did con- 
tribute the equally hooky "Tip Of My 
Tongue," while DeBarge himself 
wrote or co-wrote the rest of the al- 
bum's tunes, which include the 
scorching funkster "Fast Lane," 
smooth ballads "Another Chance" 
and "It Takes You," and two tunes 
featuring MCA newcomer Chante 
Moore: "Love Me Tonight" and "You 
Know What I Like." The title tune, 
"In The Storm," is a cry for survival 
amid society's ills. The album was co- 
produced by DeBarge with Earth, 
Wind & Fire's Maurice White. 

DeBarge has taken a circuitous 
road to more creative expression. He - grew up singing gospel with his fam- 
ily and '.vas then signed at 18 with 

three brothers and a sister as family 
act DeBarge, which scored numerous 
R &B /pop hits like "All This Love," 
"Time Will Reveal," and "I Like It." 
DeBarge, for which El wrote and co- 
produced several tunes, derailed in 
the mid -'80s due to family problems, 
leaving him to pursue his own career. 
An unsuccessful solo stint on Motown 
led to two albums and a handful of mi- 
nor hits before he spent a couple of 
years as a free -lancer. He guested on 
Quincy Jones' "Secret Garden," with 
Barry White, James Ingram, and Al 
B. Sure!, and then on Fourplay's 
multiformat smash "After The 
Dance." A self- confessed "Marvin 
Gaye fanatic," DeBarge says he was 
surprised by the response. "I thought 
people were getting tired of Marvin 
Gaye remakes," he says. 

Signed to Warner Bros. by Benny 
Medina in 1989, DeBarge says his 
creativity was stifled by his former 
record companies. "I was made to feel 
insecure because every time I would 
do something [musically], it would 
end up being changed ... It kinda 
made me shell up, made me to the 
point where I didn't want to create 
anymore. This [album] is a redis- 
covery of myself." 

A basically shy person who calls 
himself "an out -front person with a 
background mentality," DeBarge 
eschews the trappings of a Hollywood 
lifestyle, maintaining his Detroit resi- 
dence and preferring studio work and 
performances in intimate settings. "I 
guess if I wasn't in this business I'd 
just be working 9 to 5. And I wouldn't 
mind, either," he says simply. 

According to Hank Spann, VP of 
black music promotion at Warner 
Bros., DeBarge will be hitting the 
road for a series of retail and radio 
promotional appearances as well as a 
tour with label mate Karyn White 
later this spring. Currently he is per- 
forming on selected dates with Four - 
play. A video for the single has been

Film Review: Rap Acts Go Hollywood 
Plus, Hammer-ing It Home; Dallas Austin's Act 

FILM FOCUS: The powers that be at the TV and film 
production companies have seen proof that African -Amer- 
ican recording artists, particularly rap-oriented artists, 
can command that all -important cross- cultural youth audi- 
ence via the visual media. This idea dawned soon after 
projects by African- American directors, many featuring 
such performing talent, struck a chord with the ticket -buy- 
ing audience. A plethora of artists will be seen on the large 
and small screen in the next year or so. (See The Rap Col- 
umn, page 18, for Havelock Nelson's update of star screen 
appearances.) 

While film and TV proj- 
ects bring more exposure to 
the artist personally and 
may increase the number of 
black images seen in film 
and TV, there is a flip side. 
The idea of putting rap art- 
ists into a wide range of 
projects seems yet another 
jump-on-the-bandwagon, if- 
they-did-it-so-can-we idea 
(Ice-T in "New Jack City," 
Ice Cube in "Boyz N The Hood," Kid N'Play in "House 
Party ") that may place quantity over quality. How many 
of these artists will portray more than mere stereotypes, 
such as gangsters, hustlers, "bitches," or buffoons? We can 
only hope. And then, the dual- medium existence of such 
artists could backfire on their recording careers. Now if 
they launch successful film careers, fine. Ice-T has done 
both. But appearances in so-so films can leave the artists 
with a rap-credibility gap that erodes their music audience. 

Another issue: The moviegoing audience, when faced 
with too many "black film" choices at any one time, usually 
spends money on just one or two projects. Remember `The 
Five Heartbeats" or "Strictly Business "? Both suffered 
during periods when other black -directed films were in 
theaters. (Until more people see films featuring stories 
about African Americans as mainstream and not genre 
films, this will continue.) And what does this trend of artist/ 
actors say about the current generation of talented but 
struggling young black actors who have trained and strug- 
gled for a career only to be passed over in favor of record- 
ing artists with no previous acting experience whatsoever? 
I guess that's show biz. 

Anyway, in addition to the plethora of rap artist film ap- 
pearances, it has been confirmed that Janet Jackson will 
play the lead in John Singleton's next movie, "Poetic Jus- 
tice." Seems she's to play a gal named Justice who happens 
to be-you guessed it--a poet. Jackson's powers of concen-

R &B Market Thrives As Majors Stay Hyperactive 
BY DAVID NATHAN 

Due to a production snafu, last 
week's major -labels roundup in 
the R &B Spotlight was accidental- 
ly abbreviated. Herewith, the sec- 
ond half of our market survey. 

LOS ANGELES -Executives at the 
major labels, faced with a some- 
what overcrowded marketplace of 
new acts vying with established art- 
ists and a plethora of new labels, 
are exercising some caution in sign- 
ing new acts with an eye to long- 
term artist development. With more 
investment in establishing long - 
lived artists for the '90s, the R &B 
arena should see another strong 
year. 

With seasoned executive Miller 
London joining A &M's urban music 
division as senior VP /GM, the label 
is predicting a strong year. While 
acts from Perspective and Tabu 
proved successful during the last 
year, the label is looking at 
strengthening its own roster. Ac- 
cording to London, Barry White 
(who scored last year with his "Put 
Me In Your Mix" album and single), 
CeCe Peniston (who is being target- 
ed to urban audiences following her 
success with pop and club demos) 
and Vesta are core artists for the la- 
bel. Both White and Vesta are work- 
ing on new albums for release in 
late '92 or early '93. 

At Arista, senior VP of R &B 
A &R Gerry Griffiths reports that 
the strength of Whitney Houston at 
black radio, the re- establishment of 
Jennifer Holliday, a No. 1 R &B sin- 
gle ( "All Woman ") for Lisa Stans- 
field, and the label's association 
with LaFace Records have given the 
inprint a healthy year. 

Currently, Arista is working "We 
Didn't Know," a duet between 
Houston and Stevie Wonder that is 
the fifth single from Houston's mul- 
tiplatinum "I'm Your Baby To- 
night" set. Houston will also be fea- 
tured on the soundtrack for "Body- 
guard," her movie debut with Kevin 
Costner, set for September release. 
Griffiths also expects new product 
this year from Kenny G, Jeffrey Os- 
borne, Dionne Warwick, and 3 
Times Dope, with Ashford & Simp- 
son and Bryan Loren releasing label 
debuts. 

Tyrone Williams, chairman of 
Cold Chillin' /Livin' Large, notes 
that Warner Bros. -distributed Cold 
Chillin' enjoyed success over the 
last year with Big Daddy Kane, Biz 
Markie, and TCF, an R &B act that 
did well with the single "Sex Me 
Up." Aside from the current release 
( "A Far Ways To Go ") from Nubian 
M.O.B.'s debut album (produced by 
Daddy -0), Williams says the compa- 
ny is busy with the launch of the Li- 
vin' Large label, distributed by 
Tommy Boy. First releases are by 
Shante, with a single "Big Mamma" 
from the album "The Bitch Is 
Back "; M.C. Shan's single, "Watch- 
ing My Style," from a currently un- 
titled September album; and a sin- 

gle, "Bitch Get A Job," and album 
also due from a teen group Little 
Bastards (produced by Trackmas- 
ters). 

Due from Cold Chillin' by year's 
end are an album by Grandaddy I.U. 
and "Live Or Let Die" by Kool G. 
Rap, which features guest appear- 
ances by Ice Cube, Scarface, and 
Big Daddy Kane. 

With the recent merger of EMI, 
SBK, and Chrysalis under the EMI 
Records Group umbrella, Glynice 
Coleman, VP of R &B promotion for 

II Men, "Sympin," is taking the al- 
bum even closer to gold status. An 
ancillary project, the EP "White 
Men Can't Rap" is also getting mile- 
age at R &B and rap radio outlets 
with the single "Fakin' The Funk" 
by Main Source. 

With a No. 1 rap single, "Tennes- 
see," Arrested Development's 
Chrysalis album, "3 Years, 5 
Months, 2 Days In The Life Of ...," 
is charting strongly. Other current 
EMI Group projects include Hard 
Knocks' "Dirty Cop Named Harry" 

Caron Wheeler (with production by 
Stevie Wonder and Jazzie B.), Riff, 
Dianne Reeves, Bobby McFerrin, 
and the O'Jays, with a possible 
Brenda Bissell debut, all expected 
by the end of the year. 

Having established Color Me 
Badd as a multiplatinum act and 
coming off the best -selling sound- 
track in '91 with the 2- million -selling 
"New Jack City," Giant (distributed 
by Reprise Records) is developing a 
number of new acts, says Cassan- 
dra Mills, the label's president of 

EMI, now has an expanded R &B 
roster to work. Prior to the reorga- 
nization, EMI had scored with 
"Emotionally Yours," the O'Jays' 
first gold album in 12 years, as well 
as a gold album by sax player Na- 
jee. Its association with rap label 
Wild Pitch included product by the 
U.M.C.'s, who logged a No. 1 rap 
single with "Blue Cheese "; Main 
Source, Chill Rob G., Elements Of 
Style, and Hard Knocks. 

The EMI Records Group is hot 
with the soundtrack to "White Men 
Can't Jump "; a new single by Boyz

single and "School of Hard Knocks" 
album; Smokey Robinson's "Re- 
wind" single from his SBK debut 
"Double Good Everything "; and a 
new Najee album ( "Just An Illu- 
sion"), which features vocal appear- 
ances by Freddie Jackson, Jeffrey 
Osborne, and Will Downing. The 
first single from the EMI album is a 
cover of Color Me Badd's "I Adore 
Mi Amor." 

Upcoming releases include new 
acts Wendy Moten and duo Benet 
(with a cover of "Rainy Days & 
Mondays "), plus albums from 

black music. Continual development 
on Lisa Taylor and Geoffrey Wil- 
liams remains a priority with second 
singles, while the "Class Act" 
soundtrack featuring Giant acts 
Lord Finesse, Tara Kemp, Jade, and 
Cold Premiere as well as Kid'N 
Play, B. Angie B., Monie Love, Pent- 
house Players Clique, and Vassal 
Benford is one of the year's major 
releases. 

Upcoming releases include the de- 
but by Jabulani, a four- member 
South African band living in Aus- 
tralia, whose album, "Journey," is 

produced by Daddy -0. 
Later this year, Giant will release 

first albums by Jade (a three -mem- 
ber female group) and Cold Pre- 
miere (a male quintet). Also due in 
late summer is Mikki Howard's la- 
bel debut ( "Femme Fatale ") with 
production by Gamble & Huff, Da- 
vid Foster, and others. 

Jive, which entered the big 
leagues via its licensing deal with 
Arista and RCA, now is thriving as 
a fully independent label distributed 
through BMG, according to label se- 
nior VP /GM Barry Weiss. 

Among recent Jive achievements: 
D.J. Jazzy Jeff & the Fresh Prince's 
near -double- platinum "Home Base" 
album; Boogie Down Productions' 
"Sex And Violence" set; and A 
Tribe Called Quest's gold "Low End 
Theory" album. Jive has also bro- 
ken new acts R. Kelly & Public An- 
nouncement, whose "Born Into the 
'90s" has gone gold; Fu- Schnickens 
with "F.U. Don't Take It Personal "; 
Pooh -Man (aka MC Pooh) with 
"Funky As I Wanna Be," and Spice 
1 with a self -titled debut. 

Immediate priorities include a 
new Too Short album ( "Shorty The 
Pimp" with lead -off single "I 
Wanna Be Free, That's The Truth "); 
the Underground Kids (a rap group 
from Texas kicking off with "Tell 
Me Something Good "); Mr. Lee with 
an August album ( "I Want To Rock 
Right Now ") and first single "Hey 
Love," featuring R. Kelly; and 2 Too 
Many with a rap remake of "Just 
My Imagination," from the album 
"Chillin' Like A Smut Villain," with 
Fresh Prince as executive producer. 
A Hi -Five single ( "She's Playing 
Hard To Get ") is due in July with an 
album (working title "Keep It Goin' 
On ") set for August. Jive's Weiss 
also expects the first Billy Ocean al- 
bum in four years for October re- 
lease, featuring tracks produced by 
R. Kelly. 

Now established as a viable label, 
LaFace (the joint venture between 
hit producers L.A. & Babyface and 
Arista Records, which also handles 
distribution for the Atlanta -based 
company) is capping a first success- 
ful year with a new TLC single, 
"Baby, Baby, Baby," the followup 
to the platinum hit "Ain't Too Proud 
To Beg" from its gold -plus album, 
according to Lamont Boles, VP of 
operations /GM. 

The label kicked off with success- 
ful records by Damian Dame (two 
No. 1 R &B singles, with a third sin- 
gle "Gotta Learn My Rhythm" out 
now), and Jermaine Jackson. 

Major priorities for LaFace are 
the upcoming release of the self -ti- 
tled Highland Place Mobsters al- 
bum (featuring hit producer Dallas 
Austin), buoyed by the single "Let's 
Get Naked," and the soundtrack for 
Eddie Murphy's "Boomerang," 
which features tracks by Babyface, 
Johnny Gill, Boyz II Men, Grace 
Jones, P.M. Dawn, the LaFace Car- 
tel (TLC, Damian Dame, and High- 
land Place Mobsters), and new sign -

SHOMARI SHINES 
New Mercury trio Shomari puts a 
lock on mellow, feel -good R &B with 
its smooth harmonies and positive 
vibes. Its fast single, "If You Feel 
The Need," from its debut album, 
"Every Day Has A Sun," is climbing 
into the top 40 of the Hot R &B Sin- 
gles chart. 

"The song is just saying that if they 
need you, you're there for them, no 
matter what the circumstances are," 
says group member Troy Frost. "It's 
something you can sing for your kids 
or your family. The lyrics stand for a 
close relationship, and as far as the 
chorus is concerned, it's universal." 

That's the essence of Shomari: pos- 
itive, caring lyrics set to catchy, me- 
lodic tracks. Most were written and 
produced by the group itself -Frost 
and cousins Nnamdi and Rahsaan 
Langley -with one tune handled by 
Bernard Belle. 

The group members hail from New 
Haven, Conn., and they've been sing- 
ing all through high school. "We've 
done a lot of live performing, but we 
started off as a dance group, lip -sync- 
ing to people like Morris Day and 
Ready For The World," says Nnamdi 
Langley. "Then we started becoming 
closer together and started doing our 
own music." 

The name Shomari "means to 
strive and/or to be forceful," says 
Foster. "We were looking for a name 
that was strong, that was about what 
we stand for. We demonstrate those 
principles." 

Shomari's demo tape found its way 
to Virgil Simms, who passed it to 
Mercury president Ed Eckstine. The 
group was signed and was able to 
write and produce its first time out. 

"Shomari is developing nicely for a 
brand -new band that is not hip -hop- 
driven," says Tony Anderson, execu- 
tive VP /GM, rhythm & black music, 
Mercury. "They are just starting 
their sweep ... The video went out 
several weeks ago, prior to the street 
date of the single, to garner some ini- 
tial interest, and that seems to have 
paid off in terms of a lot of people in 
radio and consumer activity." 

Shomari has performed some dates 
on the Pro-Line tour with the Boys, 
and expects to complete a radio pro- 
motion sweep by summer. No second 
single has been chosen as yet. 

Shomari is managed by New York - 
based Jam Factory Management.

The event honors the song- 
writers and publishers whose tunes 
have reached the top 10 on the Hot 
R &B Singles chart in the previous 
year. This year, Narada Michael 
Walden and Jimmy Jam & Terry 
Lewis shared the songwriter-of-the - 
year honors (Jam & Lewis for the fifth 
year in a row). For songwriters and 
publishers to receive such attention 
publicly where they can meet and 
greet one another is of vital impor- 
tance in an industry that most often 

celebrates artists and producers (sure 
the songwriters often are the produc- 
ers, but the art of song-craft is what's 
being celebrated). It is a well- atten- 
ded, popular event but maybe in dan- 
ger of being discontinued as ASCA- 
P -like many other organizations and 
companies -attempts to tighten its 
budget during tough times. It would 
certainly be a shame.

One of the great things about the 
new information that is used in the 
Hot R &B Singles and Top R &B Al- 
bums charts is that there is no ceil- 
ing on how much a record can grow 
each week. (The old system as- 
signed a point value to each position 
on a reporter's list, and once it was 
reported at No. 1, that would be the 
most it could get.) "I Will Always 
Love You" by Whitney Houston 
(Arista) had a tremendous week, 
showing a 44% increase in sales 
from the selected stores used for the 
Hot R &B Singles chart. Also, air- 
play points from monitored airplay 
increased by 13 %. Therefore, "I Will 
Always Love You" holds again at 

Billboard 

No. 1 this week. "In The Still Of The 
Nite" by Boyz II Men (Motown) 
leaps 30 -7, resulting primarily from 
a huge increase in sales.

last week, but other albums out- 
ranked them, pushing them back. 
Under the new methodology for the 
albums chart, titles that meet the 
bullet criteria will be awarded bul- 
lets even when they move backward. 
This week's sales increased by 207 
for "Bobby" by Bobby Brown 
(MCA), yet it moves down a notch, 
6 -7. Another MCA record debuts 
ahead of it at No. 6, "Hard Or 
Smooth" by Wreckx -N- Effect. Now 
at No. 24, the soundtrack for "Mal- 
colm X" (Qwest) made a strong de- 
but last week at No. 23. It exceeded 
the current bullet criteria of a 10% 
increase: Its sales increased nearly 
17% over the last week. This bullet 
policy applies to all of the bulleted 
charts in the magazine. And, al- 
though it looks odd, these records 
earned bullets based on real sales 
gains. 

SPECIAL THANKS TO TONY 
Q, PD of WRKE Ocean City, Md. 
Since the conversion of the singles 
chart, he is the first programmer in 
a nonmonitored market to provide 
us with rankings based on the actual 
number of plays on his station. 
Hopefully, other programmers will 
follow his lead. It is unfortunate that 
so many programmers are bullet 
watchers and do not realize that a 
lost bullet occurs for a number of 
reasons. Programmers know better 
than anyone that rotations are ad- 
justed weekly to achieve a particular 
response from listeners. Therefore, 
it seems unrealistic to drop a record 
that loses a bullet for one week. 

Here are two examples of how rec- 
ords are affected by such arbitrary 
decisions. "I'm Overjoyed" by Nona 
Gaye (Interscope) was not bulleted 
last week. This week, playlist re- 
porters dropped this song from their 
list. Now take a look at the R &B Ra- 
dio Monitor chart. It gains consider- 
ably in airplay points and regains its 
bullet. It now has a total of 56 of the 
66 monitored stations playing it. 
The same situation occurs with "I 

Got A Thang 4 Ya!" by Lo -Key? 
(Perspective). It holds at No. 10 on 
the singles chart, and makes a tre- 
mendous move, 21 -14, on the airplay 
monitor chart. It is held back on the 
singles chart only because program- 
mers at nonmonitored stations are 
dropping this song from their play - 
lists. "Thang" is now being aired on 
65 stations. Oh well, old habits are 
hard to break.

Stephanie Mills' Musical Wizardry 
Artist Puts Out New Set, Reprises Stage Role

NEW YORK -It was the Broadway 
production of the musical "The Wiz" 
that brought a 15- year -old Brooklyn, 
N.Y., girl with a dynamic voice into 
the hearts of all who saw her. And af- 
ter the run of the show, in 1979, Ste- 
phanie Mills was immediately signed 
to a record deal. Mills has managed to 
stay on top for a decade, with "What 
Cha Gonna Do With My Lovin'," 
"Sweet Sensation," "Never Knew 
Love Like This Before," "The Medi- 
cine Song," "I Have Learned To Re- 
spect The Power Of Love," and 
"You're Puttin' A Rush On Me." 

With her ninth album, "Something 
Real" on MCA, now at record shops, 
and the leadoff single, "All Day All 
Night," aggressively scaling the Hot 
R &B Singles chart, Mills has taken 
the creative reins. "I've done this al- 
bum and presented myself exactly 
the way I wanted to," she says. "Some 

Bobby Brown Wants To Head Into The Black 
Aims To Bring Back Core Audience With Tour 

WITH ANOTHER NO. 1 album to his credit, Bobby 
Brown is pleased -but not quite satisfied. Folks are buy- 
ing the "Bobby" album, but he wants assurances the audi- 
ence that made him is in that mix. 

"We're not selling too much in the black communities," 
he acknowledges, sitting in a conference room at MCA 
Records in New York. `We've sold a lot of units out of the 
pop record shops, so we know who's buying the music and 
who's not buying the music. We're trying to make it grow 
within urban communities. I don't think enough black peo- 
ple are up on the album, and this is their album. I'm trying 
to figure out, what do I have to do ... ?" 

Tour, to be exact. It's 
been four years or so since 
Brown exercised his pre- 
rogative to let loose the 
bare- chested new -jack 
stage hump while crooning 
"Rock Wit'Cha," "Roni," 
and "Don't Be Cruel" in 
arenas across the land. 
Video is one thing -Brown 
just completed another clip, 
this one for Teddy Riley 
stomper "Getaway" with 
director Eric Meza -but 
the Whitney Houston nup- 
tials may have left fans feeling the bad boy of jack swing 
has repaired to a remote pop -level tower where marital 
bliss could just sap the sizzle from his flame. R&B fans like 
to feel they have access (if not physical then emotional and 
psychological) to their heroes, and now the Roxbury, 
Mass., homeboy who grew up before our eyes seems a tad 
beyond reach. 

But Brown is out to prove that he's still very much with 
us; the Bobby Tour starts in January. `We're gonna do 50 
dates, then go up to Canada, go overseas, and come back," 
Brown says, cradling an aching foot in his hands while a 
torturous- looking black motorcycle boot lies abandoned 
under his chair. "I'm gonna get to play all the islands for 
the first time: Jamaica, the Bahamas, Trinidad. I'm looking 
forward to that. 

"We've been talking to a few people [as openers]: 
Shabba Ranks, Mary J. Blige, TLC, and also Wreckx -N- 
Effect," he continues, adding that originally he had wanted 
an all-rap lineup but was advised against it. While "noth- 
ing's finalized yet," there's room for all the above -men-

tioned acts on the bill. The dates are being produced by 
Brown and Al Haymon. 

Touring can be grueling, and Brown is anxious to get 
back on the road in fighting form. "I'm trying to get my 
weight down. I'm down to 170 [lbs.] now, and I feel that's 
a good weight to go out with. But I'll probably come back 
around 140. I lose a lot of weight on stage." Does the "King 
Of Stage" (the title of his first solo album) have a weight 
problem? "My wife has me on a strict diet; she said I was 
getting too fat," he concedes. "But she was the one feeding 
me, too!" Somehow we can't picture Whitney slaving over 
a hot stove. "Oh, she cooks-she burns a little bit," Bobby 

assures us with a smile. 
While Brown is touring, 

we can expect the first sin- 
gle from his Triple B label, 
to be followed by a multi - 
artist album. 

BARRY'S BOX: Barry 
White's music is relent- 
lessly romantic: that deep 
sensual voice, unbelievably 
steamy lyrics, those swirl- 
ing violins, the formidable 
beat. Next to funky little 
bands grinding out spare 

and elemental soul grooves that served as happy fast food, 
Barry's '70s music -like Gamble & Huff's during the 
same era -seemed more finished, hypnotic. Sure, some of 
his songs edged toward schmaltz, but nothing can equal 
the power of "Can't Get Enough Of Your Love, Babe," 
"You're The First My Last, My Everything," and "It's Ec- 
stasy When You Lay Down Next To Me." Mercury cap- 
tures the breadth of White's music on the three -CD set 
"Barry White: Just For You," which includes tracks by the 
Love Unlimited Orchestra, Love Unlimited, Lisa Stan- 
field and White, and Quincy Jones' "The Secret Garden."

In the interest of getting her career 
in hand, Mills has signed on with Left 
Bank Management and moved from 
Los Angeles to the relative peace of 
North Carolina. Another surprise is 
that, quietly, Mills has chosen to re- 
prise the role of Dorothy in a road 
company revival of "The Wiz," cur- 
rently touring several major cities 
through the new year. 

"I was offered the opportunity in 
'90 to do 'The Wiz' again, but I wasn't 
sure I wanted to do it," says Mills, 
who says she has never considered 
herself an actress and isn't part of the 
stampede by other artists to grace a 
screen. "But George Faison, the orig- 
inal choreographer, was going to di- 
rect, and Andre DeShields was going 
to be the Wiz, so I agreed ... I'm 35, 
it's 18 years after 1975, and I didn't 
know how the public would accept me 
as Dorothy again, that was my fear. 
But you have to face your fears." 

"Something Real" represents the 
Stephanie Mills of the '90s, with mu- 
sic that is edgily contemporary yet 
steeped in time -tested R &B influ- 
ences like gospel, blues, and swing to 
complement her sophisticated deliv- 
ery. Mills served as executive pro- 
ducer, working with producers like 
veteran Vassal Benford (who handled 
"All Day All Night "), and newcomers 
Steve Barri, Tony Peluso, Donald 
Lawrence, Rodney Barber, Kenny 
Harris, and Untouchables member 
Dave "Jam" Hall. 

"I wanted to sing better material, 
but I didn't want to go with the latest 
and hottest producers because they 
were the hottest," explains Mills. She 
adds that at this point in her career 
she wanted to change direction be- 
cause she wasn't entirely happy with 
the choice of songs she had recorded 
in the past. Instead, she chose to de- 
velop the talents of some of those 
around her. Barri and Peluso worked 

on her 1991 "Christmas" album, 
which is being rereleased for the sea- 
son; Lawrence has been her musical 
director on tour for the past three 
years. She chose Benford because "I 
felt he was suited for me and that I 
could do a good job on his tracks. He's 
a wonderful producer, and he wasn't 
used so much." 

UNIQUE MARKETING OPPORTUNITY 
Mills' current tour with "The Wiz" 

presents a unique opportunity for 
MCA. "With Stephanie right now we 
have a twofold plan up till February," 
says A.D. Washington, senior VP of 
urban promotion for MCA. "She's out 
on the road doing `The Wiz,' during 
which we've been taking her to inter- 
views and radio as she's out traveling, 
and we use her in each marketplace 
to reintroduce her to radio and get 
that visibility. We feel like we have a 
great project." 

The other half of the plan is to get 
Mills more acceptance in the pop 
arena. "We've got a nice video out 
that's on BET and The Box, and 
we're going to V11-1," says Washing- 
ton. "For the first time since I've 
been working Stephanie, she's got 
early crossover response from key 
stations in Washington, D.C., Chi- 
cago, and San Francisco. We're 
gonna take a run at [top 40] by the 
first of the year." 

The next single likely will be the 
midtempo sizzler "Stone Cold 
Woman." 

Though the past two years have 
seen Mills sell out Broadway for a 
week of concert dates around Christ- 
mas, her 1992 tour schedule with 
"The Wiz" is keeping her busy this 
holiday. Thus far, the musical has 
played to audiences in Chicago and 
Atlanta; Mills is committed to the 
project for at least two more months. 
After the musical, Mills will gear up 
for a major tour in '93 and make plans 
to record a pet project: a live gospel 
album.

TIME MARCHES ON: This is the final chart under the old system of report- 
ing for the Hot R&B Singles and Top R&B Albums charts. Next week, charts 
will be compiled using BDS airplay information and SoundScan sales data. 
Change is rarely easy but, historically, Billboard has changed its news features 
and charts to reflect new trends in music and the industry. Converting these 
charts to incorporate computerized airplay and sales data is part of our contin- 
uing commitment to provide the music industry with the most up- to-date and 
accurate methods for compiling charts. This past year R &B music conventions 
have been consumed with talk about these changes and how it will affect jobs, 
budgets, and even my job. Well, in this test period, I have found that the com- 
plexity of the procedures necessary to manage the new data ensures that there 
will be an even greater need for an R&B chart manager. The change in the 
charts is how we collect data; all other aspects of our relationship with the 
labels will remain the same. 

Change can be exciting. Radio promoters can now focus on obtaining real 
airplay and perhaps even divert some of their energy into marketing efforts. 
And those labels with the real sales hits will see their work reflected accurately 
each week. Marketing executives will be challenged to find new and innovative 
ways to present new music to prospective music buyers. 

And finally, I must say so long to some of my retail reporters who have 
not computerized their stores. This R&B panel has included the largest num- 
ber of independently owned and operated black retail outlets in Billboard's 
history. Thank you all for having been part of this process. 

I'VE GOT THE ANSWER: I know who the girl performer is on "I Got A 
Man" by Positive K (Island), but I'm not going to tell. In the meantime, "I 
Got A Man" gains 18 stations, including WQOK Raleigh, N.C.; WBLX -FM Mo- 
bile, Ala.; WRKE Ocean City, MD; KKDA -FM Dallas; KMJM St. Louis, Mo.; 
and WQUE New Orleans. It has reports from 44 stations. 

A'l' THE TOP OF THE singles chart, "I Got A Thang 4 Ya" by Lo -Key? 
(Perspective) takes the No. 1 spot. It has reports from 102 stations. "Love 
Shoulda Brought You Home" by Toni Braxton (LaFace) makes a valiant 
move up 7 -2. It has reports from 102 stations. Both radio and retail increases 
were huge. Two MCA -distributed records are performing well; look for them 
at the top of next week's chart. "If I Ever Fall In Love" by Shai (Gasoline 
Alley) has reports from 101 stations, gaining WBSK Norfolk at No. 17 and 
WMXD Detroit at No. 19.

EX GIRL TO THE NEXT GIRI.: 
There's a new breed of hip -hop ft 

male among us -fly gals who pack 
gats alongside their lipstick and 
compacts, freaky -dekes whose 
fashionable clothes weren't de- 
signed to just look sexy and tarty 
but hard, too. They drink from 40- 
ounce bottles of malt liquor and 
smoke Newports, drive kitted -up 
Benzes and never -ever take shorts. 

Inner -city inhabitants and fans of 
L.L. Cool J ( "Fast Peg," from 1989) 
will be familiar with these hard - 
boiled '90s women, but those who 
aren't will find enlightenment in two 
minty hip -hop tracks. 

In BBD's latest single, "Gangsta" 
(MCA), Ricky Bell, Michael Bi- 
vins, and Ronnie DeVoe are 
shocked to discover a sexy girlfriend 
is one of the new urban honeys. Be- 
neath a jagged, wailing groove and 
cushiony beats (looped by producer 
Dr. Freeze), one clearly hears 
screams of panic. In a break, Biv 
raps: "She's a gangsta ... a female 
hood/ ... the pretty in pink that 
makes ya think/And if she catches 
ya with another lover -you're a 
dead muthaf ...!" 

As quickly as the members of 
BBD would run away from this 
ghetto queen, Flavor Unit rapper 
Apache would replace them. In 
" Gangsta Bitch" (Tommy Boy), his 
smooth -as- satin- sheets, A Tribe 
Called Quest -produced debut sin- 
gle, he begs for the relationship and 
dreams of "going to the movies 
packin' his -and -her 9s" and "on Val- 
entine's Day doing stickups to- 
gether." 

After shacking up with one of his 
fantasy babes, things end abruptly 
when a judge sentences her to a five - 
year jail sentence. In a sad voice 
Apache says, "She's gone now so it's 
time to make the switch/So who'll be 
my next gangsta bitch ?"

And Tam Rock 
sounds pissedly dope because she 
gets "jocked" so damn much.

Hear Them Roar: Countess, 
Tisha Among Current Crop 

SISTER SISTER: Sinead 
O'Connor is making offensive pro- 
tests against the Pope. Madonna is 
sharing sexual fantasies and show- 
ing off her body with the release of 
her new album and book. When's the 
last time we had a truly outrageous 
statement or pose from an R &B /rap 
diva? Not since Bytches With Prob- 
lems went on the talk -show circuit to 
defend their name more than a year 
ago. Not that we're complaining 
about the relative calm; it would just 
be a nice change of pace to have the 
headlines grabbed by an artist other 
than a male rapper or a pop tart. 

Speaking of 
females, there 
are a couple of 
new artists on 
the scene. On 
Charisma 
comes the al- 
bum "Count- 
ess" by Count- 
ess Vaughn. 
No, not a rap- 
per, but a capable young singer just 
14 years old who possesses a strong, 
colorful voice and an unmistakable 
talent. Countess (that's her real 
name) was "discovered" on "Star 
Search," as the junior vocalist cham- 
pion when she was only 9. Since 
then, she became a regular on TV's 
"227." While up -tempo tracks like 
"Let's Call The Whole Thing Love" 
and "Summer Love" show a youthful 
appeal with lots of radio potential, 
she really shines on the AC -style 
power ballads "Unconditionally" 
(penned by Michael Bolton & 
Randy Goodrum) and "You Could 
Fall In Love With Me." The first sin- 
gle is her version of James Brown's 
"It's A Man's World," with backing 
vocals by none other than the Emo- 
tions. Producers include the ubiqui- 
tous Charles Farrar & Troy Tay- 
lor, Hakim Abdulsamad of the 
Boys, Michael Omartian, Peter 
Bunette & Rick Chudacoff, and 
Eric Foster White. This is not an al- 
bum of teeny -bopper kids stuff, this 
is definitely adult -appealing music. 
With this kind of set -up, Vaughn 
could be on the track to success. 

Tisha Campbell also started out 
as something of a child prodigy. 
Folks may remember her as one of 
the Supremes -like singers in the 
film of "Little Shop Of Horrors" and 
as the do- anything, dogged -out fra- 
ternity girlfriend in Spike Lee's 
"School Daze "; now Campbell's be- 
coming more of a household name 
due to her role as Martin Law- 
rence's girlfriend on Fox -TV's 
"Martin." All along, Campbell has 
been a singer, and now she'll get to 
strut her stuff with a new Capitol al- 
bum, led off by the single, "Push," 
due Nov. 11. The album, "Tisha," fol- 
lows Jan. 4. 

Lonette McKee is a familiar face 
from stage and screen. When we 
first saw her as the doomed big sis- 
ter to Irene Cara in "Sparkle," sing- 

ing lead on such Curtis Mayfield 
classics as "Giving Him Something 
He Can Feel" and "Jump," we knew 
the sister could sang. After numer- 
ous film, television, and stage ap- 
pearances, McKee signed on with 
Spike Lee's 40 Acres & A Mule Mu- 
sic Works to deliver a diverse, per- 
sonal, engaging album called "Natu- 
ral Love." While this is not the first 
album to be released by McKee, it is 
certainly the first that is truly 
hers -her stamp is on all the tracks, 
which she wrote or co- wrote. The 
musical settings for her emotive 
voice transform from '60s soul to pop 

rock to contem- 
porary R &B to 
acoustic jazz, 
while the first 
single, "Watch 
The Birds," a 
tribute to the 
uplifting pow- 
ers of observ- 
ing nature, is a 
classic pop - 

style tune. While not strictly an 
R &B album, R &B fans should try 
"Dream Of You," the Stevie Won - 
der-ish "Sweeter & Sweeter," and 
the gospel -edged soul ballad "What 
About You." But there is a catchy 
simplicity to all the tracks that will 
have you humming them later, as we 
all did after leaving her album re- 
lease party and showcase Oct. 14 at 
New York's B. Smith's Rooftop. 

On a totally different tip is female 
rapper the Boss on Def Jam. At this 
point, there is only the arresting sin- 
gle "I Don't Give A Fuck." Over a 
dark bass line and wah -wah guitar 
fills produced by MC Serch, this 
hardcore female describes a desper- 
ate street life of shakedowns, shoot - 
outs, revenge, jailbreaks, and mur- 
der. But the overriding sense of the 
record is that these grim realities 
have driven Boss to the point of no 
return, so that to survive she must 
become the hardest, most dangerous 
homicidal maniac on the streets. The 
chorus, which repeats the f -word in 
its various conjugations over and 
over, is her credo as well as a cry of 
despair. Catchy! The record is an un- 
derground thang at the moment; 
there is no video, and Def Jam hon- 
cho Russell Simmons says he may 
release another single before the de- 
but album is launched. The single is 
backed by the incendiary, AMG -pro- 
duced "Mai Sista Izza Bitch." Could 
this be the controversial project that 
shakes things up? 

STUFF: P.R.O. Division, the sub- 
sidiary of RAL /Sony founded and 
headed by Public Enemy's Chuck 
D, has appointed Phil "Root" Nel- 
son as its director of operations. Be- 
sides Total Look & the Style, the 
P.R.O. roster also consists of Bon- 
nie & Clyde, Renegade Blade N' 
Hardcore Raww, and Terminator 
X & the Godfathers Of Threat.

HOUSTON HOLDS: "I Will Always Love You" by Whitney Houston 
(Arista) tops off the Hot R&B Singles chart for the third week. The strength 
of this record is such that we can all settle in and watch "I Will Always" reign 
at the top of this chart for a good long run. Reportedly, Kevin Costner, who 
co-stars with Houston in "The Bodyguard," recommended the song to her. The 
song was written by Dolly Parton, and while country and R&B music have 
much in common, I wonder if Ms. Parton ever envisioned this kind of success. 
The song's producer, David Foster, and Houston, who produced her own vocal 
arrangements, all but guaranteed the acceptance of this song with young black 
record buyers by capitalizing on the current popularity of a cappella. Addition- 
ally, the soundtrack from "The Bodyguard" is again No. 1 on the Top R&B 
Albums chart. Radio is finding multiple tracks. Take a look at the R&B Radio 
Monitor chart: "I'm Every Woman" moves up 66-54. 

IF YOU NOTICE a discrepancy on the Hot R&B Singles chart, between Nos. 
35 and 50 from last week's chart as well as the numbers in the "last week" 
column on this week's chart, it's because of an error that was corrected after 
this page went to press last week. The numbers on this week's chart are the 
correct ones. 

AND SO IT'S CHRISTMAS (or so now you see and now you don't). Last 
week, "He Is Christmas" by Take 6 (Reprise) entered the Top R&B Albums 
chart. This week, "Home For Christmas," by the O'Jays (EMI), enters the 
chart at No. 93. Based on the rules for handling Christmas albums, neither 
should have charted on a current chart. This year, a Christmas album is inel- 
igible to debut on a current chart if it was released prior to November 1991. 
Both of these albums were released during that period, and at a time when 
the R&B charts were compiled using the old manual method of data collection. 
Sales information used for all of the Billboard charts comes from the same 
database. Therefore, the same rules must apply to all charts. If a title is des- 
ignated as a catalog title, based on the rules for The Billboard 200, it should 
not appear on the Top R&B Albums chart. These two particular titles were 
dormant in the SoundScan data base from last year, and were not visible, until 
they appeared on the past two weeks' charts. Let's see what happens next 
week; with my luck, it will be "Christmas" by Stephanie Mills (MCA). There 
are two Christmas albums that belong on the current albums chart and are 
doing extremely well. "Handel's Messiah: A Soulful Celebration" (Qwest) is 
a delightful and engaging Christmas offering. This week's sales increased by 
more than 90%, and it moves up the chart 32 -15. Another Christmas album, 
"The Night Before Christmas ... A Musical Fantasy," by Sounds Of Black- 
ness (Perspective), made a similar increase and it moves up 51 -27. If these 
charts were being compiled using the old methodology, we never would have 
seen just how successful and exciting titles such as these can be.

the Hot 100 Singles chart, since 
Nov. 30, 1991. 

The new R &B Radio Monitor will 
be separate from the existing Hot 
R &B Singles chart. For the time be- 
ing, along with sales data, the Hot 
R &B Singles chart will continue to 
use airplay data derived from the 
previous method of obtaining week- 
ly numbered playlists from R &B ra- 
dio stations (currently, there are 99 

reporting stations). Selected play - 
lists supplied by the stations will 
continue to appear biweekly in the 
R &B section. 

The R &B Radio Monitor chart 
should be used for comparison with 
the airplay portion of the Hot R &B 
Singles chart. This will help users of 
the charts prepare for the eventual 
transition of the Hot R &B Singles 
chart to monitored airplay.

COMPOSER -CORNETIST -LEXICOLOGIST: If 
Lawrence "Butch" Morris continues his revolution- 
ary methods, we may see a relatively new term accept- 
ed into the standard music vocabulary. The word is 
"conduction," and it signifies Morris' unique system 
for conducted improvisation. 

As a composer on the podium, Morris asks of his 
musicians that they learn an evolving language of 
signs and gestures; those leaderly movements with a 
baton enable him to arrange or sculpt the ensemble's 
sound on the spot, with or without the benefit of notat- 
ed music. 

The process, at its most disciplined and effective, 
draws as much from Ornette Coleman as it does 
Duke Ellington. Morris must know his players -their 
capabilities, their instrumental personalities -and 
communicate to them as the music unfolds. He must 
get them to give him what he hopes to hear (or, in fact, 
see, for he often visualizes sounds and their orchestra- 
tions while standing before the band). 

In its own way, Morris' approach taps precisely 
jazz's fundamental spirit of instantaneous creation; 
the band is his instrument and he solos on it by deploy- 
ing its players. 

For those choosing to know more about "conduc- 
tion," don't bother looking it up just yet in the dictio- 
nary. Instead, turn to last year's "Dust To Dust," the 
maestro's winning work from New World Records, or 

The R &B Radio Monitor chart ini- 
tially will be based on 63 stations in 
large and medium markets where 
BDS has monitors. The number of 
stations will grow as the system's 
capacity expands. 

After an interim period of several 
months, Billboard will evaluate re- 
action to the Monitor chart and de- 
termine when to begin using moni- 
tored airplay data on the Hot R &B

ber of playlists supplied by stations 
in smaller, unmonitored markets 
will also be used for the chart. 

The R &B Radio Monitor chart is 
compiled by counting the number of 
times each record is played on each 
monitored station. Each play is mul- 
tiplied by the number of listeners at 
that exact time (using Arbitron 
data). All titles monitored are 
ranked in order of these totals, 
called "gross impressions." The 
chart carries 40 titles, with currents 
and recurrents mixed together. 

Please note that on this week's 
R &B Radio Monitor chart, all titles 
are considered to be debuts, with 
one week on the chart. Starting 
with next week's chart, all titles on 
the chart showing an increase in 
gross impressions will earn a bullet 
(unless they make a backward chart 
move). The monitoring cycle runs 
from Wednesday to Tuesday of the 
week before publication. See Terri 
Rossi's Rhythm Section, page 16, 
for a detailed analysis of the first 
Monitor chart. 

"David Murray Big Band Featuring Lawrence 
'Butch' Morris," newly released on DIW /Columbia. 

BETTER MOUSETRAP DEPARTMENT: The cur- 
rent edition of the NJSO Journal, the quarterly news- 
paper published by The National Jazz Service Orga- 
nization, has a nifty report featuring a Dr. Richard 
Norris and his latest design for a reduced -stress flute. 
Dr. Norris is a specialist in arts medicine; he's also a 
musician. Among the injuries he treats are neck 
strains and alignment disorders afflicting flute play- 
ers. Because the instrument is so long and so straight, 
its practitioners are forced to rotate then tilt their 
heads when playing it. Recognizing the wisdom of al- 
tering the shape of the instrument rather than alter- 
ing one's anatomy, Dr. Norris constructed a flute that 
has a 30- degree bend just below the lip plate; the cylin- 
drical shape of the tubing is maintained throughout. 
The new design allows players to keep their heads 
straight and lower their arms (right elbow tucked in at 
the rib cage -sounds like golf). Seems perfectly obvi- 
ous. 

STUFF: The New York -based Creative Music Con- 
sultants has been contracted to book "100 Nights Of 
Music" at Expo '92, the World's Fair in Seville, Spain, 
slated for April 20 -Oct. 12. Needless to say, musics of 
every persuasion will be represented during the gala. 
On the jazz and blues front, expect to see Tony Ben- 
nett, B.B. King, and Lionel Hampton among the 
headliners . Triloka and Agenda Records have 
signed new distribution deals with Navarre, Rock 
Bottom, and North Country. Saxophonist Rene 
McLean (Jackie's son, favorite tenorman of no less an 
authority than Sonny Rollins) is in the studio in South 
Africa working on his debut for Triloka. Trumpeter

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Qwest Continues To Expand Its Vision 
`Malcolm X' Soundtrack Among X92 Projects

LOS ANGELES -According to 
Raoul Roach, VP of A &R for Qwest 
Records, the label run by Quincy 
Jones is gearing up for an explosive 
1992. With an expanded roster that 
includes Herbie Hancock, the Win- 
ans, Tevin Campbell, Siedah Garrett, 
and Keith Washington, the Warner 
Bros.-distributed label is a hive of ac- 
tivity. 

"We're coming off a great year 
with Keith and Tevin," says Roach, 
who joined Qwest in 1990 after a 
three -year stint with Elektra Rec- 
ords. "We have a full lineup of re- 
leases scheduled for this year and 
we're looking to expand our staff ac- 
cordingly." Roach adds that the label 
foresees adding a GM as well as 
product managers to the staff, which 
currently consists of JoAnn Tomin- 
aga, director of artist relations; Greg 
Thomson, head of business affairs; 
and Lisa Morris, East Coast A &R 
manager. (Louise Velazquez is presi- 
dent of Quincy Jones Productions, 
which oversees Qwest.) 

Roach, the son of renowned jazz 
drummer Max Roach, says that when 
Jones approached him to join the 
company, "Qwest was pretty much 
dormant and most of the company's 
activities fell under the Warner Bros. 
umbrella. He told me he wanted to 
build a small, profitable, and very 
competitive label with a tight, broad - 
based roster." Roach had previously 
worked at Quincy Jones Productions 
from 1984 -87 as a music production 
assistant. 

One of Roach's first tasks was to 
work on the soundtrack for the film 
"Boyz N The Hood," which came to- 
gether within weeks of his arrival at 
Qwest, Roach recalls. "We met with 
John Singleton, Quincy came down to 
the set, and, by January '91, we had a 
deal. I had nine weeks to complete 
the entire project" 

Roach used tracks by Ice Cube, 
Tony! Toni! Toné!, Monie Love, Camp- 
bell, and Compton's Most Wanted, 
among others, while Stanley Clarke 
provided the score for the movie. The 
resulting soundtrack reached No. 1 

on the Top R&B Albums chart, the 
top 15 on The Billboard 200, and is 
close to platinum sales status, accord- 
ing to Roach. 

Roach also brought Washington, 
who already had 90% of his album 
completed at Elektra, to the label 
with the blessing of Elektra chair- 
man Bob Krasnow, whom Roach 
credits as one of the three men - 
"along with Dad and Quincy" -who 
have been major influences on his 
personal development in the indus- 
try. "I has signed Keith to Elektra 
and I really believed in him. I shared 
my [A &R] vision for him with Quin- 
cy, and when Keith came to Qwest, 
Quincy decided what he felt we need- 
ed to do to finish off the project," he 
says. Washington, whose single 
"Kissing You" won a Soul Train Mu- 
sic Award and also was nominated 
for a Grammy, ended 1991 with a 
gold album. 

In addition to a new album from 

Washington, Roach has scheduled a 
slew of projects that are in various 
stages of completion. One of those is 
the soundtrack for one of the year's 
most anticipated movies: Spike Lee's 
"Malcolm X." 

"In addition to period- related mu- 
sic, we'll also be including some nev- 
er- before -released speeches by Mal- 
colm on the album," says Roach, who 
adds that the label recently wrapped 
Carly Simon's soundtrack for the 
just -relelased film "This Is My Life." 

Roach says the label is just begin- 
ning to show the extent of its artistic 
range. "We have a whole jazz compo- 
nent, with our first release by Herbie 
Hancock, plus albums from Milt 
Jackson, veteran vocalist Ernestine 
Anderson, and 15- year -old trumpet 

player Derek Shezbie. We're also 
looking at releasing music from Quin - 
cy's performance at the Montreux 
Jazz Festival last year." Jones' live 
album is expected in the third quar- 
ter. 

On the R &B side, Qwest will be 
busy this year with albums from the 
Winans and singer /songwriter Sie - 
dah Garrett, with tentative release 
dates in the fourth and third quar- 
ters, respectively. New acts include 
Force One Network and Double Z, 
due in the second quarter, the Other 
Two, and Cafe Black Soul, a four - 
member New York -based group. 
Qwest is also planning releases by 
reggae artist Ian Dyer; Whose Im- 
age?, a multiracial pop /rock team

Cutting loose At Razor -Sharp Soul Train Awards 
CALIFORNIA DREAMIN': I have just re- 
turned from a week in Los Angeles. Let me say 
right off that it hurt me to leave Cali and its 75- 
degree weather. That I had a slammin' time, 
thanks to the cooperation and support of many 
of my L.A. -based contacts (you know who you 
are -thanks a million). And that the primary 
reason I made the 3,000 -mile trip to The Coast - 
the stellar sixth annual Soul Train Music 
Awards -was worth every bit of air turbulence 
experienced there and back. 

The awards, March 10 at the Shrine Auditori- 
um, were even sharper than last year, with in- 
spired performances, particularly at the top 
of the show, and attendees were generally 
impressed by the production. There was 
something for everybody in the show: a little 
gospel, a lot of rap, some doo-wop hip -hop, 
some straight -ahead R &B, and plenty of ce- 
lebs from music, film, and television to hype 
up the star -starved audience. A definite plus 
was the appearance of both the special hon- 
orees: Janet Jackson and Prince, two larg- 
er- than -life superstars who felt it was in 
their best interest to be on hand. Congratula- 
tions to Don Cornelius and his whole team 
for a bright, uplifting, genuinely exciting 
show. But as Jack Gibson pointed out later, it 
would be great to see Cornelius at the end of 
the show, giving us the old "Love, peace, and 
soul" signature signoff. 

Backstage in the press room, it began to feel 
a little like the vaudeville circuit, with reporters 
in the bleachers heckling the performers and 
the performers heckling back as they were 
whisked through by overzealous publicists to do 
their onstage schtick briefly before being ush- 
ered out. Here's a synopsis of various corn - 
ments: 

Performer /nominee Public Enemy's Chuck 
D raved about how important the Soul Train 
Music Awards are to the R &B industry and 
what it means to the group ( "We don't show up 
for everything, y'all") and how "out of step" the 
Grammys are. "As far as an exciting show, an 
exciting format, Soul Train is it," he announced, 
adding that while he is not averse to building up 
NARAS membership with black artists, he feels 
other organizations deserve to be built up as 
well. "Ask me what's next for Public Enemy," 
taunted the ever -manic Flavor Flay. So some- 
body asked. "None of your motherfucking 
business?' he screamed, then wished us peace 
upon exiting. 

Naughty By Nature was perfectly charming, 
with Treach and the crew seeming genuinely 
surprised -still -by all their success. The 
group has two videos due, one called "Uptown 
Anthem" from the "Juice" soundtrack, the oth- 
er its next single, "Guard Your Grill." I asked 
Treach about the machete he carries onstage, 
and he replied, "Ever since I found it I ain't had 
no problems, so I keep it with me, it's like my 
bodyguard. I found it in Illtown -East Orange 
[N.J.]. It appears somebody stashed it after 
something went down and I found it. It's 
mine." Asked about how he would respond to

coyly, "Yes, I am getting too sexy in the voice!" 
Expressing a desire to do more acting on film 
and television, he added that he has never 
thought about writing his own movie screen- 
play. "It would be too X- rated," he explained, 
laughing. Boys will be boys, y'all. 

Comedian Sinbad and actress /choreographer 
Rosie Perez -paired as presenters on the tele- 
cast -were practically a modern -day George 
and Gracie backstage. Between Sinbad's hilari- 
ous mugging and Perez's overblown Nuyori- 
can accent, they lit up the room. "At most 
awards shows we're left out," said Sinbad. 

"Most times in America on a lot of awards 
shows, we look for that one category all 
night long. Whereas with this show we can 
enjoy our music, our actors, our entertain- 
ers, you can see us." Perez, who stars with 
Wesley Snipes and Woody Harrelson in the 
upcoming "White Men Can't Jump," added 
that she doesn't plan to give up her dance du- 
ties on "In Living Color" while she pursues 
an acting career. The film debuts June 27, 
with two separate soundtracks on EMI Mu- 
sic North America. 

L'IL L.A. BITS: Luther Vandross and Ja- 
net Jackson completed a duet -with Bell Biv 
DeVoe performing backgrounds -on a track 
for the anticipated "Mo' Money" soundtrack 
coming from Perspective Records. It's called

Lisa Stansfield Gets Real; 

School Program Makes Grade 
I 
I THINK THIS ALBUM is 

more of a progression from the 
last," says Lisa Stansfield, she of 
the footlong eyelashes and beauty 
mark, smoking a cigarette and 
sounding, in her quirky British 
tones, as if she's been around the 
world and aye, aye, aye. "It's 
grown up a little bit, sort of. If 
'Affection' [her Arista album de- 
but] was a little baby, this [ "Real 
Love "] is like a 5- or 7- year -old." 

Indeed, "Real Love" represents 
a new maturity in Stansfield as 
well as in writer /producers Ian 
Devaney and 
Andy Morris. 
While "Affec- 
tion" was filled 
with happy 
paeans to Phil - 
ly Soul primed 
for clubland, 
"Real Love" 
sheds some of 
the disco glitz in favor of lyrical, 
musical, and vocal depth. The first 
single, "Change," while definitely 
falling into the disco orchestral 
style, features a much more mea- 
sured, committed vocal from 
Stansfield. And the latest single, 
the ballad "All Woman," is a very 
simple yet honest story of work- 
ing- class, middle -aged love. And 
while it contrasts sharply with the 
up -tempo dance fare she's known 
for, Stansfield says, "I just think 
this is what we want people to 
hear. We're proud of it ... I do 
love to sing 'All Woman,' because 
it allows me to have freedom in 
what I sing; I can explore the song 
in so many different ways." 

Though her visual persona, es- 
tablished in video, is that of a fun - 
loving party girl, Stansfield calls 
herself a "homebod" who prefers 
her Rochdale, England, home to 
hanging out in nightclubs. "I'm 
like a really boring person," she 
says. "I'd rather sit down in a bar 
and have a drink and a conversa- 
tion. And I'm not much of a danc- 
er." Not a fan of radio, only three 
cassette tapes accompany her in 
her car: "What's Going On" by 
Marvin Gaye, an Aretha Frank- 
lin compilation, and an old Patsy 
Cline album. 

Stansfield is continuing to build 
on her popularity. A world tour, 
with stops in Europe, Australia, 
and North America, is set to begin 
in June. Before that she will host 
an installment of "Showtime At 
The Apollo," the first time any 
white performer has hosted the 
program. The next single, expect- 
ed at the end of the month, will be 
the down -tempo, funky "Time To 
Make You Mine," in which Stans- 
field whispers and sighs with the 
abandon of a Sheena Easton on 
"Sugar Walls." And she is trying 
to work out a situation where she 
and Devaney and Morris can col- 
laborate with one of her idols, 
Barry White. "He's lovely," she 
says, pronouncing it "l000v -leh." 

BRINGIN' IT DOWN FRONT: 
Bringing influential young record- 
ing artists into schools for enter- 
tainment and reinforcement of 
positive ideals is ever more impor- 
tant these days, as young people 
are threatened by drugs, crime, 
teenage pregnancy, and over- 
whelming dropout rates. Individ- 
ual record companies currently 
bring their acts to local school sys- 
tems to perform and lecture. In 
Southern California, the School 
Entertainment & Activities Pro- 
gram has been doing it for 17 

years, and has 
helped to break 
a number of 
youth- oriented 
artists, includ- 
ing the Boys, 
the Good Girls, 
Bobby Ross 
Avila, and Red- 
head Kingpin. 

According to Devoux L. Grant, 
aka Dion, SEAP's president, the 
JAM (Joining Academics With Mu- 
sic) Mini -Concerts program "has a 
relationship with schools going 
back to 1974." Calling itself a 
youth marketing company, SEAP 
arranges for artists to visit ele- 
mentary and junior and /or senior 
high schools- chosen for out- 
standing attendance or academic 
improvement -and perform in 
conjunction with a SEAP presen- 
tation about staying in school or 
featuring industry professionals 
who discuss nonperforming ca- 
reers in the music industry. A re- 
cent miniconcert featured Loud 
Records rapper Tung Twists Feb. 
26 at Inglewood, Calif.'s Monroe 
Junior High School. SEAP also 
sponsors KDION, a simulated ra- 
dio program at which a mobile DJ 
will "broadcast" new music within 
a 90- minute listening period. La- 
bels can secure a place on the play - 
list for a fee. Merchandising and 
retail tie -ins can be arranged. 
Grant would like eventually to 
take the program national with 12 
major cities, but has no target 
date. Contact SEAP's offices on 
Crenshaw Boulevard in Los Ange- 
les for more info. 

ON STAGE: Grammy nominee 
Gladys Knight put on a spectacu- 
lar performance at the Universal 
Amphitheatre March 1 as part of 
her first official concert tour with- 
out the Pips. Exuberant and ener- 
getic, Knight dipped into her hit - 
filled catalog, pulling out gems in- 
cluding "Every Beat Of My 
Heart" and "On And On" and 
"Make Yours A Happy Home" 
from the film "Claudine," and 
showcased material from her cur- 
rent MCA album, "Good Woman."

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Conference Gets Down To The Business Of Hip -Hop 
BY GIL GRIFFIN 

WASHINGTON, D.C. -Hundreds of 
members of the nation's hip -hop com- 
munity met Feb. 20-22 at the second 
annual "Hip -Hop At Its Crossroads: 
Seizing The Cultural Initiative" con- 
ference at Howard Univ. here. And 
although it did not appear this year's 
14 panel discussions were as well -at- 
tended as last year's, and fewer mar- 
quee artists showed up, the confab 
was smoothly run, suggesting the 
February Howard hip -hop conference 
may become a tradition. 

Amiri Baraka Jr., moderator of the 
forum "Underground Music -An 
Artist's Perspective," said the confer- 

ence's main purpose was "to educate 
and expose black youth to the busi- 
ness side of the music industry." To 
that end, the agenda featured such 
sessions as "How To Get A Record 
Deal," "Getting Your Records 
Played," "Law And The Entertain- 
ment Industry," and "The Business 
Of Running A Record Company." 
Unlike last year's confab, which fea- 
tured two sessions on women in the 
industry and female rappers, this 
year's most interesting sessions -in 
terms of assessing hip -hop's past and 
present and forecasting the music 
and culture's future -were "Hip - 
Hop, Black Youth, And Empower- 
ment," "A Tribute To Old School Hip- 

Hop," and "Underground Music -An 
Artist's Perspective." 

At last year's conference, Afrocen- 
tric panelists acknowledged that hip - 
hop has been co -opted by mainstream 
America, but pledged their devotion 
to reclaiming it. This year, hip -hop 
pioneers such as Cool DJ Red Alert, 
an on -air personality at WRKS New 
York; Van Silk, the force behind such 
rap pay-per -view television events as 
"Rapmania" and "Sisters In the 
Name Of Rap "; Afrika Bambaataa, 
performer, producer, and founder of 
the social /cultural organization the 
Zulu Nation; and veteran rappers 
Doug E. Fresh and Tim Dog gave 
testimony to the demise of some first-

`Yo!' Parties; Academic Recognition For Singleton

You may remember Miami -based Tavdash Records, 

the 5-year-old company that two years ago introduced 
the group Robert Kelly & the M.G.'s, which has since 
been signed to Jive Records as R. Kelly & Public An- 
nouncement and is now riding high with the current 
single "She's Got That Vibe." Though that group is no 
longer associated with Tavdash, the label is gearing up 
with new acts and a major -label distribution deal on the 
horizon (it isn't inked yet, though). Among the acts: K- 

Def & Larry-O, a rap duo; 
female trio Moet; R &B 
balladeer Joe Barber, and 
Swedish -born vocalist 
Kate Anderson, who is 
compared to Teens Marie. 
Releases on all four are 
expected later this year, 
once distribution has been 
set. 

STUFF: Joseph Sim- 
mons, aka Run of Run - 

D.M.C., was acquitted of rape charges in Cleveland Feb. 
21 due to lack of evidence. The charges were filed 
against the rapper after a Run -D.M.C. concert there 
Aug. 9 ... Kudos to director John Singleton on receiv- 
ing two pivotal Academy Award nominations for best di- 
rector and best screenplay for his "Boyz N The Hood." 
It is time that more minority directors were recognized 
by the Academy, and Singleton's noms are well -de- 
served. The Hollywood recognition may also bring more 
attention to bear on the importance of black music 
soundtracks, which enhance such films and have proven 
a monster sales phenomenon in the past year. Now di- 
rectors may wish to take even more of an active role in 
putting together multitrack albums ... The Force 
M.D.'s have a new release, "For Lovers And Others" 
(Tommy Boy), that is actually a collection of their old fa- 
vorites, including "Tender Love" and "Love Is A 
House " -satisfying for those who grew to love the four- 
some's harmonies ... The upcoming Me Phi Me album 
release, "One" on RCA, is quite interesting. Here is a 
positive rapper who talks about individuality and self - 
improvement with live music that includes strings, har- 
monica, banjo, and acoustic guitar with hip -hop beats. 
This music has been described as folk rap ... Get ready 
for a new one from Alyson Williams. Her performance 
at R&B Live was just a taste of her self -titled second 
album on Def Jam. Her "She's Not Your Fool" was fea- 
tured on the "Livin' Large" soundtrack earlier this year, 
and now "Can't Have My Man," the new single pro- 
duced by Al B. Sure! and Kevin Deane, is turning 
heads. This is a jazzy, soulful R &B album that will win 
Williams new fans.

Brown's the Billboard Award. Fischer also performed 
her Grammy -winning "How Can I Ease The Pain" ... 
Folks were also raving about the Pepsi /Motown -spon- 
sored New York edition of R&B Live at the new Supper 
Club. With an ace house band featuring Joe Sample, 
Phillipe Saisse, Najee, Marcus Miller, Doc Powell, Ba- 
shiri Johnson, and Omar Hakim, the featured artists 
included Giant's Lisa Taylor, Tawatha Agee working 
her Mtume hit "Juicyfruit," the stellar Boyz II Men, the 
ever -soulful Alyson Williams, and Gerald and Eddie 
Levert tearing up the room with their energy. A final 
"For The Love Of Money" brought all artists in the 
house to the stage, among them Heavy D., Queen Lati- 
fah, Shabba Ranks, Gerald Alston, Keith Washington, 
BeBe Winans, Johnny Gill, and Aaron Hall. Will this 
become a bicoastal event? ... Next week, we'll have 
some comments about the Grammy Awards, which take 
place as we go to press. 

MIAMI HEAT: Tavdash Records and its president, 
David Hyatt, hosted a weekend of activities at Hyatt's 
home in Miami to help celebrate the birthday of "Yo! 
MTV Raps" host Ed Lover. On hand for the festivities 
were "Yo!" weekend host Fab 5 Freddy, rapper Tupac 
and Khalil Cain, both of the film "Juice "; singer Jeff 
Redd; Shock G of Digital Underground; rapper Nikki 
D; Tanisha Michelle of Bytches With Problems; Mark 
Sexx of No Face; Aaron and Damion Hall of Guy; 
Erick and Parrish of the group E.P.M.D.; and songwri- 
ter /producer Bernard Belle. Also in force was the hip - 
hop press, including The Source editor Jon Shecter and 
Rap Masters editor Kate Ferguson. Lover taped a seg- 
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generation rappers from the '70s and 
provided insight as to how hip -hop 
was seized by major -label, main- 
stream interests. 

"I'm unhappy with the way a lot of 
things are going today in hip -hop," 
said Silk, 33. "A lot of old -school rap- 
pers missed the boat. Doug E. Fresh 
sold a million copies of 'The Show,' 
'The Message' [by Grandmaster 
Flash & the Furious Five] sold 4 mil- 
lion copies, and 'Rapper's Delight' 
[by the Sugar Hill Gang] sold 7 mil- 
lion, but [the records] were never cer- 
tified platinum. There's no reason to 
get mad with successful artists like 
[Capitol performers] Hammer and 
Young M.C.," he continued, "because 
everybody has a purpose in hip -hop. 
But there's a lot of garbage out 
there." 

"One of the things that messed up 
old -school rappers was drugs," said 
Fresh, the 25-year-old Bust It/Capitol 
Records rapper. "And ego. Older art- 
ists need to respect younger artists." 
Ironically, Ruffhouse /Columbia Rec- 
ords rapper Tim Dog added that 
while shopping for his current record 
deal, "A &R people [at various compa- 
nies] told me I sounded too 'old 
school.' I didn't get a new deal until I 
did 'Fuck Compton.' " 

The horror stories of the past were 
preceded by some from the present, 
at the "Underground Music" panel, 
where Giant/Reprise rapper Lord Fi- 
nesse and Washington -area rappers 
D.J. Kool and Stinky Dink blasted ra- 
dio programmers and bootleggers 

alike. "[DJs] only play rap that's soft 
on radio," said Dink, "only really late 
at night." 

Added Finesse, "People wonder 
why their favorite [artists' albums] 
don't go gold. It's because people buy 
[cheap] bootleg tapes." 

The "Hip -Hop, Black Youth, And 
Empowerment" panelists, mean- 
while, indicated hip -hop is becoming a 
catalyst for black economic, political, 
and social upliftment. 

"We're making a slow, gradual 
movement," Fresh said. "I'm getting 
ready to build a school ... and I also 
want to organize a camp for kids with 
the money I make from my new al- 
bum." 

Uptown /MCA rapper Heavy D. of 
the group Heavy D. & the Boyz cited 
the emergence of more rappers who 
own and operate independent record 
labels and production and manage- 
ment companies as ways African - 
Americans are reclaiming ownership 
of their art. King Zulu Shabazz of 
Washington -based group Defiant Gi- 
ants said his group has created its 
own label, Do For Self, and will be 
sponsoring a "Liberation Confer- 
ence" in early April. 

Panelist Ras Baraka, a Howard 
graduate and executive minister of 
the grass -roots social organization 
Black Nia F.O.R.C.E., was more pro- 
phetic than optimistic. "We've always 
been singing and dancing to fight," 
said Baraka. "Our culture is about re- 
sistance. Hip -hop is our last chance." 

I ARTIST DEVELOPMENTS 

JONES 60ES AGAIN 
While Glenn Jones has released a 
total of five albums since 1982, he 
admits, "I'm not a household name 
yet ... but I do feel that I'm on the 
brink." The Florida -born singer is 
now affiliated with Atlantic Records, 
which recently released the album 
"Here I Go Again," preceded by the 
top 20 R&B single of the same 
name. 

Jones, whose last album was 
1990's "All For You" on Jive 
Records, was signed to the label by 
Sylvia Rhone, chairman /CEO of 
Atco /EastWest, then head of 
Atlantic's black music division. Rhone 
oversaw Jones' first project with 
Merlin Bobb, VP of Atlantic A &R. 

According to Richard Nash, senior 
VP of promotion and marketing, 
black music, "We wanted this album 
to have musical consistency. We 
have an album that we can go four 
or five cuts deep with, in terms of 
singles. That's what may have been 
missing on Glenn's previous 
projects." 

Adds Jones: "The biggest 
difference between this record and 
my others is that this is my music. I 
wrote or co-wrote 10 of the 11 songs 
and I did co-production work on four 
cuts. Atlantic has given me the 
chance, the opportunity, and the 
freedom to do my music the way I 
envision it." 

Though Jones has had his share 
of hits -like quiet storm staples 
"Show Me" in 1983 and 1987's 
"We've Only Just Begun " -he 
confesses to periods of frustration 
over the last 10 years: "I saw a lot 
of newcomers blowing up overnight. 
When you've been working hard at 
your craft, that can take away some 
of the passion and feeling you have 
for the music. But I think of my 
years with RCA and Jive as being a 
training period." 

When not charting records, Jones 
remained active, starring with 
Jennifer Holliday in the off - 
Broadway musical "Sing, Mahalia, 
Sing" and performing in Japan. He 
also did dates with Stephanie Mills, 
the Whispers, and Levert, among 
others, and in 1990 did a series of 
East Coast shows with Aretha 
Franklin. These gigs helped him 
maintain visibility with his core 
audience, identified by Nash as 
"mostly female music buyers who 
love straight -ahead R &B singers." 

According to Nash, copies of 
"Here I Go Again" were delivered 
to radio without labels to stimulate 
interest, and generated some 
prerelease airplay. The next single 
will be "I've Been Searching 
(Nobody Like You)." Meanwhile, 
Jones is on a promotional tour to be 
followed by live performances in 
selected cities. 
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
