/The Typical U.S. Operation\

During calendar year 1965, the typical coin machine
operation in the United States had 72 juke boxes and 73
amusement games on location.

The company was also involved extensively in cigaret
vending. (Sixty per cent of all firms answering the Bill-
board Survey operated cigaret venders.)

The firm’s experimentation with other types of vend-
ing equipment continued during 1965. (Of all firms re-
sponding to the Survey, 43.3 per cent operated candy vend-
ers; 23.5 per cent operated food and drink machines.)

Gross income was up during 1965. (Sixty per cent
of the responding firms reported increases. Ten per cent
reported smaller grosses than 1964.)

Juke box take accounted for 45.3 per cent of the
typical firm’s gross income during 1965. Games brought
in 37.1 per cent of the total and vending accounted for
15.8 per cent.

The typical company was 21 years old in 1965 and
stood a 50 per cent chance of being a corporation.

New equipment purchased by the company during
the year included 11 juke boxes, 17 amusement games
and 12 vending machines.

The firm employed two servicemen, one collector
(non-mechanic), one office worker and one part-time em-
ployee (accountant, equipment mover, etc.).

Commissions took a 42.9 per cent bite out ot the
company’s gross income during the year. The payroll slice
was 23.6 per cent.

The typical company bought 6,970 juke box records
during 1965, or about two per machine per week. Single
records (45 rpm) made up 93.5 per cent of this amount.
Little LP’s accounted for 4.7 per cent and 3314 rpm

Operating an average of 72 juke boxes
during 1965, the typical U. S. firm grossed
$18.13 weekly per machine before com-
missions. This compares with an $18.34
figure for the previous year.

The operator improved his juke box com-
mission policies slightly during the vyear.
Some 11.8 per cent of the nation’s operators
went to a 60-40 split or better during the
year. Only 4.7 per cent of the locations were
serviced under such an arrangement during
the preceding year.

The typical operator bought 7,000 records
during 1965. LP’'s made up 4.7 per cent of
volume. The LP share of the year before was
3.7 per cent; 2.7 per cent in 1963.

Straight commission remained the most
common policy of paying locations. This
method was used to pay 82.7 per cent of the
nation's juke box locations. Front-money ar-
rangements were in effect in 6.8 per cent of
the spots; minimum guarantees in 5.3 per
cent and other agreements (rentals, etc.) in
5.2 per cent of the locations.

Taverns or cocktail lounges were described
as most profitable juke box locations by 69.2
per cent of the reporting operators.

Some 20.9 per cent of the nation’s juke
box locations were under some type of con-
tractual agreement with the operator during
1965.

Locations in which the operator programs
typically Hot 100 product amount to nearly
50 per cent of the total. Country and Western
music is programmed predominantly in 32.8
per cent of all locations. Some 12.6 of the
stops are Rhythm and Blues-oriented.

A little over 55 per cent of the juke boxes
on location during 1965 were stereo, com-
pared with a figure of 51 per cent last year.

Fifty-five per cent of all reporting opera-
tors said trade paper charts influenced them
most in buying records. Twenty per cent said
one-stop advice was most influential. Loca-
tion requests carried the most weight with
19 per cent of the reporting operators.

The typical operator obtained 37.1 per
cent of his income from amusement games
during 1965, compared to 34.6 per cent dur-
ing 1964. He had 81 games on location,
compared to 65 during calendar year 1964.
He purchased 17 new pieces of equipment
during the year.

The average route was made up of 35.5
per cent flipper games, 22.5 per cent shuffle
bowlers, 20 per cent pool tables, 11.2 per
cent ball bowlers, 7.5 per cent gun games,
with the remainder kiddie rides and other
equipment.

Described as the most profitable location
for flipper games by 55 per cent of reporting
firms was the bowling alley. Taverns, accord-
ing to 85 per cent of the reporting firms, are
the best location for bowlers and shuffle
bowlers. Gun games made the most money,
said a majority of the operators, in the tavern.
And the tavern was named by an overwhelm-

ing majority of operators as the most lucra-
tive location for the coin-operated pool table.

The average weekly gross for pool tables
during 1965 was $24.60. Flipper games
grossed an average of $22 per week.
Bowlers (puck and ball) averaged $20.40 in
the cash box every week. Gun games grossed
$12.25 by the week and kiddie rides brought
in $9.30.

Nearly 100 per cent of U. S. game opera-
tors placed games on location under 50 per
cent commission rate agreements. Methods
other than commission for location payment
were used by less than 5 per cent of the op-
erators during 1965.

Thirty-three per cent of the responding
operators reported that they put out games
under location contracts during 1965. Op-
erators in this group had an average of 40
per cent of their locations on contract.

The traditional coin machine operator (juke boxes
and games) continued to add vending equipment to his
route during 1965. Sixty per cent of the firms operating
music and amusement equipment also operated cigaret
venders during the year. Candy venders were operated
by 43.3 per cent of the firms; and food and drink ma-
chines were operated by 23.5 per cent of the traditional
coin machine operating companies. (Full-line vending
firms were not polled in the Billboard Survey.)

Taking coin machine operating firms in total, the
average firm had 32 cigaret machines, 11 candy machines
and four food and drink machines on location.

The averages for only those firms operating vending
equipment were 80 cigaret machines, 29 candy machines
and 22 food and drink machines. (Firms in this category
also operated juke boxes and games.)

Income from vending machines of all types accounted
for 15 per cent of the coin machine operator's volume
during 1965. This was an increase of 2 per cent over the
previous year.

The average cigaret machine grossed $32.10 before
commission during 1965. The average weekly candy
machine gross before commission was $8.50.

Half the reporting operators paid commission on
cigaret machines on the basis of percentage of gross.
The other half paid at a per-pack rate. The average per-
centage paid was 12.2. The average per-pack rate was
2.7 cents.

Bulk vending operators reported
a general improvement in business
in 1965.

Billboard’s first bulk vending
survey—for calendar 1964—indi-
cated 75 per cent of the firms ex-
perienced improvement over 1963.
The current survey shows that 60
per cent of the nation’s vendors
increased their volume in the past
year.

Here is the way the 1965 figures
compare with 1964:

Billboard’s Second Annual Bulk
Vending Industry Survey indicates
that the average operator added 100
machines to his route during the
year just past, indicating a healthy
rate of industry expansion.

A breakdown on machinery ad-
ditions by type reveals distinct pat-
terns that could develop into trends.
Gum (210-count) machines were

filins return

cent of the reporting operators dur-
ing the year, while 10 per cent of
the businessmen said that they
added more dime capsule machines
than any other type of unit. Great-
est investment in 25-cent capsule
machines was reported by 6.5 per
cent of the operators.

Equipment cutbacks in penny
nutmeat venders were reported by
a number of operators—10 per
cent removing peanut machines
and S per cent reducing their quan-
tity of cashew venders.

Penny charm machines were re-
duced in number on the routes of
6.5 per cent of the operators re-
porting.

Financially, operators had an-
other good year. Biliboard statis-
tics (see chart) indicate that the
average annual income for bulk
vending operators—3$11,800—com-
pares favorably with income fig-
ures for the general populace. In-
ternal Revenue Service statistics in-
dicate that the greatest percentage
of U. S. citizens filing income tax
returns fall into the $5,000 to
$7,000 range, which is below what
the average bulk vending operator
earned last year.

Bulk vendors indicated that they
locate the largest percentage of
their machines (27.5 per cent) in
supermarkets and that 30 per cent
find supermarkets to be the most
profitable locations.

Named by operators as the worst
location was the restaurant. Only
2 per cent of those answering the
survey indicated that they found
restaurants most profitable, while
a whopping 20 per cent listed the
restaurant as the least profitable
location for a bulk machine.

After supermarkets, the small
food store (24.9 per cent) held the
highest share of venders, but the
discount store with only 10.1 per
cent of the total machines was
called the second best location in
terms of profit.

Here’s where bulk businessmen
had their machines located in 1965:

Other locations that were men-
tioned by some operators as good
places for bulk venders included
candy stores, laundromats, variety
stores and golf courses.

The reason for some of the dif-
ferences in operators’ preferences
might be that certain locations
(drugstores and small food stores,
for example) vary greatly in dif-
ferent parts of the country, serving
different functions and attracting

different kinds of clientele. /

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/ The penny gum-charm mix re-

tained its status as the staple item
in the bulk vendor’s inventory dur-
ing 1965. The survey indicated that
27.1 per cent of the machines on
the average vendor's route dispense
a penny mix.

The second most-vended product,
the survey showed, was the dime
capsule (through 17.9 per cent of
the machines on the typical route).
Running a close third was 100 ct.
ball gum (17.2 per cent of ma-
chines).

Ball gum of the 210 ct. (14.5
per cent) and 5-cent capsules (13.3
per cent) made up the other major
portions of the bulk vendor’s prod-
uct panoply.

Gains

Biggest total gains from 1964 fig-
ures (see chart) were shown by the
gum and charm mixture, and the
5-cent capsules—both increased
their share of the total by 1.5 per
cent. The 5-cent capsule, however,
made the largest relative gain, im-
proving its 1964 position by 13 per
cent.

Losing ground were nutmeats
(peanuts and cashews). Figures
show that nuts dropped a whopping
1.7 per cent in the past year—a rel-
ative cut-back of nearly 30 per
cent. Previous figures (Billboard,
Jan. 1) indicated that 15 per cent
of all operators polled had cut back
on nut machines.

Machine removal was also in-
dicated in 100 ct. ball gum. Oper-
ators in 1965 had 17.2 per cent
of their total machines vending
100 ct. gum. In 1964 the figure
was 19.6 per cent of the machines,

Slight disappearance was indi-
cated in 210 ct. ball gum, and 10-

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cent capsule machines. Earlier
compilations showed that more
than 10 per cent of the operators
claimed to have added these ma-
chines to their routes. Survey data
indicated, however, that such ad-
ditions by many operators did not
outweigh major withdrawals of sim-
ilar equipment by a few operators
in 1965. Capsules of the 25-cent

About This Survey

Information published here
was obtained by means of a
poll of 500 bulk vending firms
throughout the United States.
The questionnaire return rate

variety showed little change from
1964.

Additional machines operated in
smaller quantities included scales,
stamp machines, Boston beans, 50-
cent capsules, chiclets and wrapped
gum. Of these, the only significant
change occurred in wrapped gum.
The average operator tripled the
number of wrapped gum machines
on his route during 1965.

Billboard’s survey disclosed that
58 per cent of the nation’s operators
are exclusively engaged in bulk op-
eration. The remaining 42 per cent
hold down a variety of additional
jobs (see chart).

The survey also showed that the
average bulk vending operator em-
ploys 2.8 full-time workers and 1.3
part-time helpers.

Seventeen per cent of the re-
portees are involved in some other
area of the vending industry —
either distributing or large machine
vending. The other 25 per cent
have businesses or occupations in
fields entirely removed from vend-
ing.

Other Jobs

Among the different kinds of
occupations which are lumped to-
gether under the heading ‘“other
jobs” are sheet metal workers, in-
vestors, grocery store clerks, drafts-
men, office workers and a variety
of other jobs which indicate widely
diversified educational and socio-
logical backgrounds.

One of the significant patterns
indicated by the occupational
breakdown of bulk  operators was
that a majority of full-time bulk
vendors do not need to diversify
into other areas. On the other hand,
many people doing different kinds
of jobs find part-time entry into
the bulk vending field to be a good

source of supplementary income. /‘
