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EVEN THOUGH HE HAS THE ICONIC corner office,
Joel Hollander’s workspace at Infinity Broadcasting has none of
the usual trappings of most A-list media CEOs.

There is a desk littered with papers, a couch, a mostly bare
glass coffee table and a credenza or two.

Hollander does not display pictures of celebrities or politicians.
Instead, along with family photos, there is a framed 1970s rate card
from WHN-AM, the station that eventually became sports pow-
erhouse WFAN-AM in New York under Hollander’s leadership.

The décor is a radical departure from that of his predecessor,
John Sykes, whose office featured a drum set once owned by
Ringo Starr. You get the impression that Hollander, head of the
second-largest radio group in the nation, has better things to do
than decorate or impress.

“I'm here to work,” Hollander says.

That’s good, because he has a lot on his plate as he leads
Infinity into a future where technology is taking the oldest elec-
tronic medium to the on-demand world’s cutting edge.

Hollander, 49, named chairman/CEO of Infinity in January,
typifies the new generation of post-conselidation radio execu-
tives. Now that the easy profits have been harvested from creat-
ing giant radio companies, it is Hollander and his counterparts in
Big Radio who have to roll up their sleeves for the hard work of
making the business grow as competitors loonm.

“I’s nine years later and a different world,” Hollander says.
“You have to move the needle forward and invest in the company.”

Under Mel Karmazin, the group’s architect and the former
COO of parent company Viacom, Infinity evolved during the
consolidation landgrab into a portfolio distinguished by many of
the strongest radio brands in the nation’s largest markets—what
Karmazin characterized as “beachfront property.”

Its 180 stations across the top 50 markets also, to the glee of
Wiall Street-focused Karmazin, threw off an enormous amount
of cash, thanks to profit margins north of 45%, the best of any
Viacom division,

But what worked during the era of consolidation has piled up
troubles for succeeding execs. Listeners complained of homo-
genized formats; advertisers worried about getting their mes-
sages across in an overcommercialized medium.

The business has subsequently suffered, and Infinity is no
longer a shining star in Viacom’s asset constellation. Its dimming
may in fact be a factor in the move to split the parent company
in two. Not only does Hollander have to figure out new ways to
run the radio business, he has to do so amid increasing competi-
tion from satellite radio and other digital distribution platforms.

‘STARVED’' RADIO STATIONS
When Hollander joined Infinity as COO in June 2003, he found
a station group that in many respects was still operating as if it
were the *70s. Some stations were using outmoded technology
like music carts instead of digital hard drives. Some salespeople
lacked computers, and the group lacked inventory and sales
management tools that would allow it to track how a single
advertiser spent its radio budget across the group’s stations.
Sales were flat, and promotion and marketing of those famous
station brands were practically nonexistent.

“Starved” was the word Viacom execs and Hollander used to
describe the nation’s second-largest radio group in the post-
Karmazin era. Infinity, once a much-admired portfolio of top-
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notch stations, had to regroup. “The hardest part is when to
spend and what not to spend,” Hollander says. “We’ve set the
expectation that we are in a redeployment phase, and we’ve had
three quarters of small, sequential growth.”

Viacom and Infinity management have even begun to talk
about trimming and tightening Infinity’s roster by exiting
smaller markets and concentrating on building up holdings in
top-30 cities, where the group derives more than 70% of its rev-
enue and profits.

While it is looking to divest some stations, Infinity is also look-
ing to bulk up in areas where it has stations, including Atlanta
and Houston, and enter new markets like Miami.

“Infinity grew at an amazing pace, but when the radio boom
was over and the world changed, we realized we necded certain
systems in place to operate as a cohesive unit,” says Les Moonves,
co-president/COO of Viacom, to whom Hollander reports.
“Stations weren’t even allowed to buy bumper stickers. You need
to do the right thing; vou need to build your business. [Hollander]
is preparing Infinity for the future.”

A KARMAZIN PROTEGE

The man Moonves picked to lead Infinity made his biggest career
strides under Karmazin. After Karmazin bought WFAN-AM in
1991, he immediately elevated Hollander from sales manager to
GM. Hollander proceeded to build “the Fan” into one of the top-
10-billing stations in the nation with 24-hour sports and sports
talk, a new format that would land in nearly every major market.

Although his experience was at the station level, he had no
trouble making the transition in 1998 to heading up Viacom’s
radio network business, Westwood One. At the time, Westwood
One was a $200 million company needing new direction.
Hollander reconfigured the company’s radio networks and
orchestrated the acquisition of Metro Networks, turning
Westwood into a $550 million-plus operation by 2003.

Now Hollander is faced with a similar challenge at a company
four times the size of Westwood and with $2.2 billion in revenue
last year.

“The first day I came to Infinity, [ met with everyone and told

them, ‘We work for the radio stations; they don’t work for us,” ”
Hollander says. He also sct out to bring stability te an organiza-
tion where top management had turned over twice in about three
years and revenue was flat.

Right out of the gate, he increased the number of regional
executives who oversee portions of the group’s portfolio from
three to five. Because an inordinate amount of attention usually
goes to stations in the biggest-revenue-producing areas, two of
the five regional executives concentrate on the stations in mid-
sized markets.

Hollander made quick decisions in areas where he saw an
opportunity to boost sales. In November, he met Adam
Goldfein, who ran five top auto dealerships in Georgia. The next
day, he hired him to handle the automotive category for Infinity,
which typically represents 12%-16% of all radio sales.

SPENDING MONEY TO MAKE MONEY
Hollander invested in the stations, tripling Infinity’s capital
expenditures in 2004 to $38.2 million, still significantly less than
any other Viacom division except corporate, but a far cry from
the meager $14.1 million diet on which Karmazin had the group
in 2002 and 2003.

A lot of that money went toward new software to manage
Arbitron ratings data and sales inventory. Management can
now see instantly how advertisers are spending across the
sales group and better price inventory at stations according to
market conditions.

The lines of communication were also reopened among the
stations. Hollander set up an internal Web site, called IKE
(Infinity Knowledge Exchange), that serves as a resource for
training, sales presentations, industry news and budget issues. It
also allows stations to more easily share best practices. And he
established monthly meetings with his regional managers, exec-
utive marketing staff and corporate programmers.

“It takes a long time to build the team, but then you have to
trust them and let them go,” Hollander says of his manage-
ment style.

Hollander, who thought he would pursue a career in sports
medicine or communications, got his start in radio through his
roommate at Indiana State University, Olympic gymnast Kurt
Thomas. Thomas had a contact at a radio station in Daytona,
Fla., where Hollander ended up selling “spots for a dollar” and
even writing ad copy and producing. From Florida, he
returned to his native New York, holding sales positions at a
number of stations before landing at WHN-AM, then owned
by Emmis Communications.
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A steady and unassuming presence who has certainly enjoyed
success, Hollander has also endured the pain of loss. In January
1994, he and his wife Susan formed the CJ Foundation for
SIDS, honoring their 4!/2-month-old daughter, Carly Jenna,
who died of sudden infant death syndrome in April 1993.
Through the Hollanders’ efforts, the foundation has awarded
grants for SIDS research, support services and public- aware-
ness programs. Every April since the foundation’s birth,
WFAN-AM has held a radiothon hosted by its morning person-
ality, Don Imus. It raised more than $2.7 million last month,
benefiting the CJ Foundation for SIDS, Tomorrow’s Children’s
Fund and the Imus Ranch. Since its inception, the radiothon has
raised more than $30 million.

DRIVEN BY SUCCESS

As a manager, Hollander says he learned a lot about the business
from Karmazin, but their styles are markedly different. “Joel has
taken the good part of Mel [Karmazin], the quick-thinking

wom B

business guy, and combined it with his own passions. He
doesn’t make headlines every day, but he doesn’t have to,” says
Matt Feinberg, senior VP of national radio for Zenith Media.

Moonves describes Hollander as “passionate, competitive,
driven by success, but cool under pressure.”

Hollander had to use those traits last October, when Howard
Stern announced he would exit terrestrial radio for Sirius
Satellite Radio, leaving 27 of Infinity’s stations with a potentially
huge ratings and revenue hole—about $50 million annually—
that will not easily be filled. Still, Hollander was able to see
Stern’s departure as an opportunity. “[Stern] is only one person.
No one person is bigger than any single medium,” Hollander
says. “This opens up the door to try some other things.”

Hollander has created a new organization at Infinity that is
charged with taking risks with programming and marketing,
areas which now have president-level oversight under Rob
Barnett (programming) and David Goodman (marketing).

“The amount of new ideas on the 46th floor [Infinity’s head-
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quarters in the Viacom building in Times Square] is tenfold
what was going on in the last few years,” Barnett says, adding
that a culture of new thinking is encouraged. “Hollander is one
of the clearest decision-makers I've ever worked with. He has
great vision for Infinity to lead rather than follow by finding new
ways to get our content to our listeners.”

Infinity has been one of the first groups in the country to
embrace the “Jack” format, which features a more eclectic, iPod-
like playlist that defies corporate format definitions. Infinity has
launched Jack formats in such major markets as Los Angeles,
Dallas, Atlanta and just recently in Minneapolis, Seattle and
Buffalo, N.Y.

To bring excitement to brands, the company has sought out
celebrity DJs, such as former Monkee Mickey Dolenz on
oldies WCBS-FM New York, David Cassidy on oldies
WJMK-FM Chicago and David Lee Roth on classic rock
WZLX-FM Boston.

“Hollander has gotten Infinity away from that squeeze-
everything mentality,” says Rich Russo, director of broadcast
services for JI. Media. “He has done a good job of balancing pro-
gramming with sales. For a while it was just sales.”

PADDLING A NEW STREAM

Looking forward, a new-media strategy is developing alongside
Infinity’s changing programming. After shunning webcasting
for years, Infinity began streaming its 11 leading news and
news/talk stations in March, including WCBS-AM and WINS-
AM New York, WBZ-AM Boston and KYW-AM Philadelphia.

“The stations wanted to stream for years,” Hollander says. “We
increase midday listening, ratings and revenue; it was a no-brainer.
We've already recouped our cost after 30 days.”

While the company blew up modern rock WHFS-FM
Washington, D.C,, ending a 30-year rock legacy to enter the bur-
geoning Spanish-language radio business as WLZL-FM in
January, it simultaneously launched an Internet radio station to
carry on WHFS’ rock tradition. At Stern’s flagship, WXRK (K-
Rock) New York, Infinity prepped for his exit by expanding and
broadening the playlist and launching K-Rock2, an Internet radio
station dubbed “an evil twin” that programs edgier music.

Just two wecks ago, Infinity announced that in 2006 it would
be the first U.S. broadcaster to deploy Visual Radio, a service
from HP and Nokia that allows listeners to tune in to a local FM
station via their mobile phones and receive interactive informa-
tion and graphics that are synchronized with the broadcast. The

first Infinity station to use Visual Radio will be rhythmic top 40
WBBM-FM Chicago. “Visual Radio is the type of thing we want
to invest in the future so that the radio business doesn’t languish
in the past,” Hollander says.

And in a new twist on a new medium, Infinity launched the
nation’s first podcasting radio station May 16 in San Francisco.
The content for the station, called KYOURADIO, is created by
listeners and broadcast on Infinity’s talk KYCY-AM and
streamed online.

At the same time Infinity is trying new programming con-
cepts, it has embarked on an aggressive marketing initiative.
During fourth-quarter 2004, Infinity spent $13 million on
eight radio starions in such markets as Dallas, Atlanta and
Philadelphia. Within months, six of the eight stations were
showing double-digit ratings gains. Hollander says he will use
that same strategy for another eight or nine stations in the
second quarter.

“If we’re not communicating the value of our product every
day, who will?” Goodman asks. “It has never been more com-
petitive in the media space. Many of these stations haven’t
been marketed for a long time. There is no such thing as
immaculate reception.”

PRINT BRANDING CAMPAIGN

Perhaps the boldest marketing move Infinity has made under
Hollander is the launch of a $2 million print branding campaign
targeting national advertisers (see story, this page). Although
other TV, print and cable companies regularly advertise, it is
hard to remember the last time any radio group spent dollars to
promote its brand to advertisers. Hollander says the campaign’s
theme, “How Far Will You Go,” typifies the culture he’s trying
to nurture inside Infinity.

“This branding campaign is really important. We’re showing
some of the success stories, and that spawns other clients. We
were only planning on running it for six weeks, but now we’re
continuing through the second quarter,” Hollander says.
“We’re not going to be on the defensive anymore. We move
product. Period.”

The proof was in Infinity’s first quarter, which posted a 2%
revenue gain following a flat 2004. “We’re not going to throw a
touchdown pass and win the game tomorrow, but that’s OK.”
Hollander says. “We want to operate stations long term.”

“We're gerting things done,” says Brian Ongaro, executive VP
for Infinity’s western region. “There’s an immediacy here that
wasn’t there before. We make decisions, and we take risks. We’re
more innovative. There’s a sense to put money back in program-

ming and the stations. It’s a new day at Infinity.” sce

MARKETING
GROUP STRIVES
FOR SALES

SOLUTIONS

INFINITY SOLUTIONS & BEYOND is trying to take
the company where no radio giant has gone before. The
dedicated marketing group {showcased in Infinity’s “How
Far Will You Go” print branding campaign) serves as a
boutique agency for national advertisers.

ISB creates customized marketing campaigns for
advertisers that previously avoided radio or found it an
execution nightmare. “People want to use radio; they just
don’t know how,” says David Goodman, president of
marketing. “We take the challenge of dealing with 100
stations off the table””

Created three years ago, ISB still drives a small portion
of infinity’s total $2.2 billion in revenue. But Infinity chair-
man/CEO Joel Hollander sees great promise in the mar-
keting group, which he estimates will do $90 million in
business this year. “We believe ISB can grow quickly,’
Hollander says. “In three to four years, it could generate
upwards of $200 million.”

Stressing its function as marketing rather than sales,
the 30-person ISB group is run by executive VP Rich
Lobel, who has an extensive agency background. (The
group reports to Goodman.) He added an automotive
expert to his team last week. “It takes guts to put a lot of
money into radio,” Lobel says. “Selling MTV is easy. But
in radio, no one is banging on your door”

Still, ISB's client list has grown to include many of the
largest national advertisers, including Procter & Gamble
(Oid Spice), Visa, Starbucks, OnStar and DaimierChrysler.

“"We've found Infinity Solutions to be good to work
with,” says Patrick McNew, executive VP/local media net-
work director of operations at ad agency PHD USA.
“They've come to us with some solid, out-of-the-box
thinking, like our recently executed discover-
yourride.com program for the Chrysler Group.”

That program ran in the summer, when moving
inventory is typically a tough proposition for auto-
makers. ISB created a program using live reads on 125
infinity stations by personalities who urged listeners to
visit discoveryourride.com, where they could check out
new modeils. “The Solutions group is aggressive,
McNew adds, “but in a good way, and the execution has
been up to standards” —KATY BACHMAN

THE PHONE RINGS. It’s a gentleman named Paul from
Billboard Radio Monitor. He tells me they’re going to dedicate an
entire issue of the magazine 1o radio GMs and asks if I'm inter-
ested in writing something.

I resist the temptation to play the “busy card” and agree, fig-
uring that while I really don’t have the time to do anything
impressive, how many times does a slug like me get to write an
article for a national trade magazine—one that I actually read!

Then he tells me they’d like it to be 1,000 words or so . . . and
they’d like it in 48 hours.

All of a sudden, it becomes the homework project I’ve been
dreading. I sit at the computer and stare blankly at the screen. 1
put a favorite CD on and try to relax. Sall nothing. “Crap, what
have I gotten myself into?” Finally, I start typing some nonsense
about Federal Communications Commission indecency com-
plaints, high-definition radio, 30s versus 60s, blah, blah, blah.

I start counting words. I’'m at about 300 when it hits me:
“God, this is bad. This has all the makings of a disaster.” You
know, like one of those articles vou start reading on the treadmill
that’s so boring that the next thing vou know you'’re staring
glassy-eyed at a “Marlock” rerun?

Then, it happens. I hear Bruce.

You know who I’'m talking about, right?

Bruuuuce.

The Boss.

Bruce Springsteen.

He’s singing a song called “My City of Ruins.” As always, my
thoughts return to the very first time I heard that song.

It was September 2001, about a week after the terrorist attacks.
It was that incredible time we all remember. The time where you
looked out in the dark and were unsure of what awaited you.

We were simulcasting the telethon the TV networks were run-
ning to benefit the victims® families. [ walked into my home,
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turned on the TV und the radio station, and I heard Bruce sing
“My City of Ruins.” He sang it alone that night, and finally, the
gravity of what had happened in New York and Washington,

D.C,, overwhelmed me. I had been so busy running my stations
that I hadn’t had time to grieve myself.

That song brought me to tears.

Music. It changes your life. When it’s done right, there is
nothing more powerful. I had never been more proud to be part
of this industry, and I promised myself that I would never forget
how it felt.

But, naturally, I did forget.

Had any of those moments lately?

Let’s talk about what we can do to inject some much-needed
pride back into our industry, with a few of Bruce’s songs as
inspiration:

BRILLIANT DISGUISE

Remember back in fifth grade when you’d be on the playground
and the two coolest kids would pick teams for kickball? Right
now, radio is the fat kid with the glasses who always got picked
last. We fooled oursclves throughout the late *90s and early *00s
into believing we were the cool kids, but we never were. It was
just a “brilliant disguise.”

As they say in rehab, the first step is admitting you have a
problem. Let’s admit most broadcasting companies overpaid for
stations, that the industry is struggling, then tell Wall Street the
truth and “fix our house.”

57 CHANNELS (AND NOTHING ON)
For years, we've taken the same songs, plaved them over and
over again, and added a ton of units to boot. Then iPods walk
in, satellite radio walks in, and, lo and behold, the fat kid with
glasses is back.

Ask yourself seriously: If you weren’t in our business,
wouldn’t you like more variety?

Choice kills. We need to stop worrying so much about the rock
station down the dial and focus on the bigger picture.

PROVE IT ALL NIGHT

OK, this one is for the people who control our business. The
group heads and the presidents of radio broadcasting companies.
Please read this.

Stop saying “Radio needs to . . .” and instead say, “I commit
my company, who ¢lse will come along?”

We need a unified public relations effort, not mediocre spots
that run on our own air. We need an improved rating system to
play in the big leagues.

Think about each company, based on its profitability level, kick-
ing in $50,000 or $500,000 or $5 million and developing a cam-
paign in other media that positions radio as a hip medium that is
fun again. Then (by the way, this is kind of important) . . be hip!

To quote my friend Tom Asacker, “Radio needs to be real.” It
needs to be creative—have some attitude, some mojo. Stop try-
ing to be clever and funny and let the funny people be funny.
Stop copying others, be authentic, and stop selling out.

Radio is a commodity right now. It must change.

GMs ONLY
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WAITING ON A SUNNY DAY
GMs, general station managers, PDs: This one is for you. Look
outside your window right now (if you have one). Take your
staff, walk outside and, for God’s sake, enjoy the sunshine.

You know the reason people leave radio jobs. It’s not really
about money or perks or benefits. It’s because they feel a lack of
respect and appreciation. Take the people who work their asses
off for you every day to the ball game or the beach or the park,
grab a case of beer and some pizza, and tell them you appreciate
them. Tell them that they’re important to you, and while things
look tough right now, we’ve been “waiting on a sunny day,” and
it’s here and it’s time to enjoy it. Have some laughs . . . and don’t
just make it once a year at the holiday party.

ROSALITA
(Iadmit it, I can’t come up with any cute Springsteen tie-in here,
but the song just rocks its ass off and I wanted to include it!)

There’s an old business saying: “To know and not to do, is
not to know.”

We know how to repair our medium. We just don’t want to
do it. We are way behind the curve in the world of technology.
Regardless of where radio revenue is today, we must embrace
technologies like audio streaming and HD radio. And please,
please, for the love of all that is holy, we have to find a way to
make Personal People Meters happen now. Take a page out of
the Canadian broadcasters’ book; stop fighting about who pays
for what, come to an agreement with Arbitron that is fair and
make it happen for the good of both our businesses. They can’t
live without us, and we can’t live without them. Our current
audience-measuring device is an embarrassment that is laughed
at throughout the advertising community.

We must stop the vicious cycle with ad agencies. You know the |

one I’'m speaking about, where the shop calls up and says, “We
nced you to reduce clutter on your stations or we’re going to have
to go to another medium. However, we’d like vou to reduce it
with another account and continue to do our ‘What’s the funki-
est thing you ever did with an (insert fast-food company here)
egg omelet?’ trivia contest on your morning show. By the way, if

: . |
you don’t make the CPP (cost per rating point), someone else

will and you’re off the buy, and eventually you’ll lose your job
and your kids won’t go 1o college and you’ll be broke and your
marriage will end and you’ll be living in a van down by the river
(in deference to Chris Farley).”

Rise up and say no.

Guys, let’s stop worrying about recruiting new talent to our
industry in sales and programming for a while and worry about
keeping the talent we already have.

Take the time to read, and take the time to lead. Managers
send their people to training conferences; leaders take their
people to leadership conferences. When you signed up to be a
leader in a building, vou signed up to make the people who sur-
round you better, not just to make revenue and ratings goals.
Shake up the status quo and make the people who surround
you stronger and better people, not just stronger and better
radio people.

Let’s find more “Springsteen 2001” moments. Let’s take the
damn bar off our shoulder and swing at the pitch. If we strike
out, so be it, but let’s stop taking called third strikes. Let’s start
defining radio’s moment and stop letting the moment define us.
Let’s stop thinking outside the box and start breaking the box
with a damn hammer.

Well, it’s 2:45 a.m_, and | haven’t even counted the words.

“Come on up to the rising!” °ie

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radio station is only as good as the people who work

there, and most GMs will sav that ot the many hats

they wear, emplovee recruitment is one of the most

important. Fortunately for radio, it appears there
are morce jobs available and more people looking for them,
despite consolidation and financial issues.

Some media recruitment Web sites and broadcast schools
confirm that more opportunities are becoming available. The site
mediarecruiter.com specializes in sales and marketing positions.
“Year to date, we're up 19% in terms of number of jobs posted
from this vear to last,” president Jim Birschbach says. “So first
quarter alone, it scems like the business is growing nicely.
There’s a cautious attitude, so 1 don’t think evervbodv’s hiring,
but we can be very encouraged that there’s more opportunity. |
also think that because of the competitive nature of the business
and the economics of the business, we're looking to hire more
local salespeople to focus on local sales where we can control and
have a greater impact to drive the top line.”

Renee Falcone is director of Connecticut School of Broad-
casting’s home office in Farmington, Conn. “Since we’re a
school and we deal with all the facets of the industry, we’re see-
ing lots of jobs, especially behind the scenes, in editing, freelance
work and voicecover work,” she savs.

Dan Rohn, founder of media recruitment site journalism-
jobs.com, says that while some professionals left radio because of
consolidation, things are looking up. “We're getting new people
from journalism and broadeast schools doing radio, and I think
it’s making a comeback,” he says. “The satellite markets are def-
initely growing. There's still consolidation going on with terres-
trial, but if vou’re coming out of school and vou want a job, there
are jobs out there.”

A RECRUITER'S BIGGEST CHALLENGE

There was a wide range of answers on which positions were
hardest to fill. “I think program directors are still a critical com-
ponent to your overall strategy,” Citadel/Grand Rapids, Mich.,
GM Matt Hanlon says. “You need good strategic leaders in the
programming positions.”

Greater Media senior VP/Detroit regional GM Tom Bender
says morning shows are the hardest to put together. “You don’t
recruit them, you don't fill them, vou have to create them,” he
says. “That’s the only way it works long term. 1 have moved peo-
ple in from out of town and stole them from other stations, and
the real bottom line is that you have to find and allow people to
grow into being great morning shows.”

Bender, who has just upgraded to an entirely digital facility,
adds that qualified engineers are hard to come by, as are qualified
salespeople. “On the sales side, the hardest thing there is to find
1s a sales strategist, someone who can see further down the road
and view things not just as a series of deals, but through the
whole marketplace,” he says.

Jacobs Media GM Paul Jacobs agrees that sales staff are hard
to recruit, singling out sales managers. “PDs are much more
high-profile, you read about them in trades and can measure their
success by checking Billboard Radio Manitor and looking at the
ratings,” he savs. “Sales managers 11y under the radar. You can
call up media buyers and find out who they like, and that doesn’t
necessarily mean they're good; they might give it away: It's realls
hard to identify people, and we wind up doing a lot of recveling.”

Robn says consolidation has made on-air one of the most in-
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demand positions on journalismjobs.com. “Since the dot-com
meltdown, there’s been a lot of layoffs and production cost-
cutting,” he says. “There’s been a lot of streamlining in the
mdustry, and it’s still tough to get on-air talent because of having
to do more with less. Radio’s a very competitive market.”
Falcone agrees that finding an on-air position can be difficult.
“It’s not that they’re all that hard to come by, but vou never know
what a station is looking for, so it’s a matter of matching the right tal-
ent 1o the right station,” she savs. “It’s also up to whether the per-
son is willing to relocate, and if the station will pay for relocation.”

LOCATION, LOCATION, LOCATION

Speaking of relocation, geography is important as well. It’s a given
thar larger cities will have a deeper talent pool, but smaller markets
can sometimes use size—or lack of it—to their advantage. Hanlon,
who went from being VP of national sales at Katz Radio Group in
New York to GMof Citadel/Grand Rapids, pitches potential
team members on the marker size and standard of living.

“When I made the move from the world’s biggest market to a
middle marker, the cost of living became 40% less than it was
when I worked in New York, and the standard of living is fan-
tastic,” Hanlon savs. “When [ lived in New Jersey, 1 had an
hour-and-a-half commute, and now it’s 11 minutes. 1 have five
kids, so that’s important.

“l think i’s important for people to have a murual goal,”
Hanlon continues. “We usually start the process by asking people
what they want and what’s important to them. An individual with
a family and a five-year plan might be more inclined to work in a
muarket this size than a single guy who still wants to do the night
scene. So, long before you get to the inevitable comp conversa-
tion, you have to figure out whether it’s a good fit for both sides.”

Instead of moving talent to a market, sometimes it’s easier to
find talent in the market—not to mention thar a local is likely to
be familiar to the marker’s listeners. “It’s the easiest thing to do,
but that doesn’t make it right,” Jacobs savs. “There are some
markets that just keep recycling the same people. If you read
Seth Godin's book *Purple Cow,” the infusion of new ideas and
new tactics, as opposed to doing the same thing over and over
again, can really provide maximum impact. I'm a fan of going
outside whenever possible, because the infusion of new ideas can
really catapult an organization forward.”

“The business continues to change,” Birschbach adds. “Some
stations are trying to find new blood to bring into the organiza-
tion, so they're looking for people who don’t necessarily have the
traditional track résumé. They might be looking for people
bringing new energy, ideas and enthusiasm to help take their
organization to the next level.”

THE NON-COMPETE

Of course, non-compete clauses can make it impracrical to poach
talent from a market, anyway. Opinions differ on the importance
on non-competes and who should have them. Birschbach
believes that the higher the position, the more important non-
competes become.

However, Bender does nor believe there should be non
compete clauses for anvone other than on-air talent. “I think on-
air talent is a unique situation,” he says. “When you are spend-
ing 8300,000 or 81 million on an ad campaign, then a non
compete makes sense. What thar allows you to do is organize
your business should someone leave and give you a head start on

moving forward, as opposed to being pummeled by someone
using your own promotional equity back at vou.”

“You have to protect your operation,” FHanlon says. “I didn"t
implement the non-compete laws, and I'm not interested in
climinating them. They occasionally protect the company. You
may have an individual that may want to make a carcer change,
but if that aliernately affects 75 other individuals and their fam-
ilies, that could be dangerous.”

Jacobs is split on the issue. *I can see why management would
want them, because you clearly want to protect your assets,” he
savs. “No matter how vou fecl, one of the best assets a radio st
tion has is its people. On the other hand, thev really cause a lot
of stress, and there are legal questions as to how valid they are. If
1 was running a station, I'd want them to protect mysclf, but the
liberal in me asks how fair they are, so I'm torn.”

The best-case scenario is having a solid statf with little
turnover, but that’s nearly impossible. Birschbach estimates that
between advertising and time, it costs $2,000-$3,500 to recruit a
person, not counting what he calls “opportunity costs.” Those
can be everything “from moving to training to loss of advertising
dollars to relationship impact with customers in the market,” he
says. “One of the challenges we all have is not only trving to grow
our own folks, but also trying to make sure we're doing a good
job with retention and keeping people, so we don’t lose them and
run into opportunity costs.”

Hanlon says his biggest turnover is in sales. “You're always
going to be churning 10% of your sales force,” he says. “We try
to isolate ourselves from that by a comprehensive interview
process with [general station managers and departments of sales|
and myself, and we do spend a lot of time on that. In that regard,
recruitment is quite expensive, but at the risk of muking an
investment in something that won’t work, it’s really not. Is it
worth our time to spend seven working hours with a candidate?
It’s a lot of moncy, time and resources we've invested in that indi-
vidual, but it’s worth it.”” oo
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hether he is Chicago’s unpredictable #1 rated

morning show or one of the highest rated segments

on the Fox News Channel (as a regular on Fox and
Friends for 6 years) Erich "Mancow" Muller’s national
syndication is one of the hottest national launches in radio since
the fairness doctrine was overturned - changing radio forever.
Mancow looks poised to change radio once again.

Say’s Muller, "We have cracked the FM code, and we are
doing a show that is a pop-culture explosion every morning
and is all over the place. It is the fastest paced show in radio, and
I think it is the future”.

Indeed, Erich "Mancow" Muller's Fall ratings in America's
third largest market (Chicago) expose his top market status as a
ratings titan. In the Fall Book, in a head to head analysis
Mancow’s Morning Madhouse pulled a 11.7 share for men 18-
34 in Chicago, while Howard Stern's male 18-34 number was
only a 6.2 share — beating Stern by an astounding 88% in that
key demo (Ranking Mancow #1). For the male 18-49 demo,
Mancow was also ranked #1 with a 7.1 share versus Stern's 3rd
place ranking. Finally, in men 25-54, Mancow pulled a massive
5.9 share in Chicago's brutally competitive morning drive.
"Mancow’s massive numbers in Chicago and other markets are
but a sampling of what TRN-FM soon will be able to reveal with
Mancow’s Morning Madhouse nationwide.

Peoria is not alone, In Knoxville at WNFZ in the Fall Book
Mancow’s Morning Madhouse pulled a 17.3 share for 18-34
men, an 11.3 share for men 18-49 and an amazing 10.5 share for
men 25-54. At KAZR, Des Moines, Mancow’s show pulled an
incredible 18.2 share for men 18-34, an 11.8 share for men 18-49
and an 8.2 share for men 25-54. Steve Goldstein, Saga
Executive VP says, "Cow is the man and has delivered for us in
Des Moines for years."

Mancow: Ratings with Revenue

Besides his undefeated top five market ratings, Mancow’s
Morning Madhouse has been able to attract a vast array of
national brand advertisers. Joe Hubbard, National Sales
Manager for Emmis’ WKQX FM reacted to news in June 2004
that Pioneer Electronics had bought within the show "I am very
pleased that a national account such as Pioneer has recognized
the obvious difference between the Howard Stern Show and
Mancow’s Morning Madhouse. They will now join such clients
as Nissan, Car X, Comp USA, and Comecast, that have begun
marketing on Mancow’s Morning Madhouse since the
beginning of 2004. These clients have not received any negative
feedback and have only reaped the benefits of finally reaching
the elusive male 18-34 demographic they could not reach
anywhere else.” In addition to the above, over 20 other national
brand advertisers have found Mancow’s program to be a highly
attractive environment for their message. Subway, Blockbuster,
Pepsi, Pontiac, Fox and Volvo to name a few — have discovered
the power of Mancow. "The range of content, emotion and sheer
entertainment covered in a single show is amazing and frankly
refreshing," says TRN-FM’s Masters.

In a typical two day period, Mancow’s guests have included
former Clinton master-mind Dick Morris, television's Dr.

Clear Channel in the Post Stern Era:
The Tale of Six Cities

Indeed, without a star of Mancow’s magnitude to stop the
audience exodus, after Howard Stern was removed from six
Clear Channel’s stations last spring, a shocking tale of woe has
been visited upon those stations since Stern’s departure. On
average, male 18-34 audience has declined around two thirds
in morning drive across those signals, and male 25-54
numbers is even worse (see graph). "Even with CC’s best
efforts to replace Stern with their best bets, the morning drive
ratings of those former Stern stations looks like they have been
hit by the Ebola Virus," said one top market PD. Is this what is
in store for existing Stern affiliates after January 1st? General
Managers, PDs and consultants who have analyzed the top
markets agree that there is only one franchise player that has

consnstently beaten Stern in the top ten markets and is capable of
being the antidote — both in ratings and revenues — to the
viral audience meltdown that may follow Stern’s departure,
that antidote — Mancow.

"Let’s be frank — the reality is that a listener’s loyalty does not
exist because of the call letters or dial position; it exists only
because of the bond between the talent and the listener. When
that talent is no longer there, those who don’t want to pay
hundreds of dollars on hardware and then $120 or more a year
to listen to Stern on Sirius are going to be out there sampling
for a new morning radio station.”

ANOTHER TOPIC OF CONVERSATION: WLNK (THE LINK)

JEFFERSON-PILOT'S WLNK (THE LINK) CHARLOTTE, N.C., offers an interesting wrinkle in the ccnversation-
talk format. In overnights and on weekends, it's a music-intensive AC. But in prime dayparts it's a conversation-based
talk station that plays a couple of songs amid the chatter. GM Rick Jackson says the Link started out as “the most boring
station in America” in 1992 and has been a work-in-progress ever since.

The objective, he says, is to evolve into a “conversation station” from what was once an AC station.

Music has not disappeared from the talk-based weekday shows, but the average number of songs per hour ranges
from one to four.

Anchored by the group’s syndicated duo Bob & Sheri in mornings, the Link has developed a wider lineup of
local personalities during the last four years. Jackson says a requirement has been to remain profitable through-
out the transition.

“Our broadcast cash flow has never dropped below 30%," he says. “We believe the format should be doing 45%-50%,
even in a market the size of Charlotte. It will. But, as we grow it, 've got to invest in it, and growing and pioneering a for-
mat without syndicated help is an expensive process.

The personality lineup covers Mondays through Fridays 6 a.m.-7 p.m.

The second time slot Jackson reworked was afternoon drive. in 2001, he brought on Matt & Ramona for 3 talk-based
program that includes about four songs per hour.

Following Bob & Sheri’s 6 a.m.-10 a.m. show is Pam Stone, who started in the 10 a.m.-noon slot in 2003. Six months
later, Jackson added Craig Shoemaker to run noon-3 p.m.

The Link has been “as it is right now, with our daytime lineup, for two years,” Jackson says.

Aside from N/T WBT-AM-FM, Jackson has overseen the
birth and steady growth of WLNK (the Link), an FM that is fund-
ing its own transition from AC to “the Conversation Starion.”

One big issue for Jackson is the focus on “transactional busi-

ness” that relies on delivering cost-per-point and ratings num-

bers to agencies and media buyers. Ratings are important,
Jackson admits, but the more he can focus on sclling the benefits
of his talk-show personalities—and of proving his station’s
worth by delivering results for advertisers—the better.

“If you'd asked me this a vear ago, [ would have said we've

become too dependent on numbers,” he savs. “But I don't feel so
strident now. We've made some nice progress on rhat, and I don't

mind telling you that one of the reasons is we’re selling stations
tataren’t transactional. Pretty simply, we're not music-intensive,
s2 we have a lot more to sell and we have a lot more to talk about.”

Thar kind of success comes more readily with a talk format,

Jackson notes. “When vou have a talk station, anv talk station.
o 2 bl £

including sports stations, you have a huge advantage in providing

real value to those customers who can really measure results.”
In the case of sports programming, WBT has just re-signed to
a multivear deal with the NFL's Carolina Panthers. Jackson

would not ofter details or provide an explanation for the football

teamy’s return, other than to say, “Let’s just say that it comes down

to relarionships™ and learning new lessons from past experience.

\nother concern of Jackson’s is the competition he sees from

satellite radio. He echoes the sentiments expressed by Saga
chairman/CEO Ed Christian: “I don’t know why in the hell
radio would provide [satcasters] with free material. It’s not that
important that we get Bob & Sheri distributed through a ner-
work like that. Bob & Sheri aren’t going to make anvthing off of ‘

it, so they don’t have any interest in it.

*“Again, when you work with an outside partner, there are onl;

two reasons to do it: \re we going to make money, or are we
going to make ratings? Satellite radio doesn’t supply either one

for us. In the meantime, we give them these great products and
help perpetuate their advance on us. T don’t understand wh |

we'd want to do that.” eoee |

We hear about these things after
the fact. The future is cloudy for the commercial radio
rights holder and MLB.

ARBITRON: Response rates drop, drop, drop. Arbitron
rates go up, up, up. This is dumb, dumb, dumb.

JACK: | pray that someday | will compete with a bland,
colorless radio station that has no personality, plays a lot
of songs | don't like, has no traffic, weather or news and
no connection to the community . . . Oh, thanks, Jack!

90s/45s/15s: Great creative is great creative. It's not
how long the spot is, it's how you make it impactful.

HOWARD STERN GOES TO SIRIUS: For $12.99 a
month, you can hear Howard Stern talk about living in
a spacious, elegant apartment overlooking Central
Park with an incredibly beautiful woman, spending
the weekends in the Hamptons, being driven around
by chauffeurs and attending the finest restaurants and
opening nights.

SALES CHALLENGE: Convincing clients to under-
stand the value of buying a radio station for its
ability to produce results (sales) instead of a cost-
per-point transaction.

SMALL-MARKET
GMs EXPLAIN
WHY SIZE
DOESN'T MATTER

hile executives in radio’s major markets often
procure the lion’s share of high-wattage recog-
nition, there’s a whole universe of independent

small-market GMs who also illuminate the
broadcasting stratosphere, albeit with a little less flash.

The vast majority wouldn’t have it any other way. While sta-
tion managers in New York, Los Angeles and Chicago—even
Lexington, Ky. (Arbitron market No. 100)—may reach a more
sizable audience, heartland honchos proudly serve their listeners
with a personal touch they say makes them participants in the
community instead of observers.

Small-market GMs also point to their ability 10 make deci-
sions simply with a discussion in the hallway or a handshake in
town, as opposed to scrutiny in the boardroom before local
regional and/or national corporate taskmasters. They also have
fewer concerns about outside competitors. But life in the
(sometimes) slower lane also has its share of challenges.
Convincing national advertisers to come onboard tops the list.
In addition, wearing a small-market GM hat usually also
requires programming, sales and engineering stripes. Finding
and maintaining decent talent is tough, as is retaining a level
playing field when you, often a family-owned company, are
competing with the resources of crosstown Clear Channel.
Cumulus or Citadel outlets.

Most indie small-market GMs focus on the bright side.

“I'look at this as the last bastion of the radio I got into 30-plus
years ago,” says Gary Grossman, GM/president of full-service
KIHR-AM Hood River, Ore., which won a Marconi Award as
small-market station of the vear in 2004.

“It’s still fun in small markets; it’s radio as I've grown up with
it. There’s just as much stress, certainly, but it’s different,”
Grossman says. “With the quality of life and being involved in
my community, this is still the best decision for me.”

A HAND IN EVERYTHING
Likewise, Bill Flack, who serves as GM/PD/sales manager for
country WBRV/WLLG-AM (the Moose) Boonville, N.Y.
says, “When I worked for a group, it was all about making num-
bers. Working there for five years took off about 10 years of my
life. Here, I have a hand in everything, and I know exactly
what’s going on around me. We’re never going to get rich, but
we’re not in it for that.”

BIA Financial Network estimates there are nearly 7,400 radio
stations in markets below No. 100; they are owned by about
3,500 operators. So without a doubt, small-market GMs repre

sent critical mass in the broadcasting industry.

On the whole, they acknowledge the balancing act of freedom
versus resources, but none Billbeard Radio Moniter spoke to
thought that the bad outweighed the good.

In fact, when trying to differentiate the advantages versus the
disadvantages of managing small-market radio outlets, ir: almost
all cases, GMs find a positive side to variables that are inevitably
downers—making it impossible to document a neat list of pros
and cons.

To begin with, one recent study noted that some small-market
GMs act as their own PDs and spend more than 75% of their
day on such administrative functions as accounting and collec-
tions, purchasing, payroll and human resources.

THE SCALE IS SMALLER

Grossman acknowledges the necessity of having a hand ir al
areas to run a smooth ship at KIHR-AM, but he sees it as a pari
of the deal that is neither negative nor positive.

“The scale is smaller, so we cover a lot more details in terms
of involvement in programming and other areas that large
merket GMs are not involved in directly,” he says. “What
remains universal is that we are setting the vision for an
organization. It is the same set of skills that you apply i a

mgjor market.”

KIHR-AM is owned by Columbia Gorge Broadcasters.
wlich also owns classic rock KMSW, oldies KACI-FM, naws
KACI-AM and top 40 KCFM. The group’s stations have been




on the air in the Hood River/White Salmon region of Oregon
since 1951.

In addition to its news coverage, which has received awards
from the Oregon Assn. of Broadcasters and the state’s AP
Broadcasters Assn., KIHR-AM serves the region with coverage
of local high school football, basketball, baseball and softball.

“There is so much community interaction,” he says. “Small-
market broadcasters still find an awful lot of tame to support
community endeavors. There are fewer and fewer stations pro-
viding that kind of visibility. How could this be a bad thing?”

Grossman adds that his GM role in a smaller company allows
quick turnaround regarding the allocation of funds.

“I think the biggest difference between indie ownership
versus large corporate ownership is the ability to make deci-
sions. I can elect to spend more money and move it around in
ways that I couldn’t with my one-time employer Clear
Channel,” he says. “If I want to put more money into promo-
tion, it takes the stroke of a pen. Being out of the corporate eye
is a good place to be.”

BOTH SIDES OF THE COIN

Bob Coker, GM of oldies KTQM/KWKA-AM Clovis, NM,,
owned by Curry County Broadcasting, has seen both sides of the
coin. Before working im the town—population 32,667—he was
with ABC News in Mew York and Mutual Broadcasting in
Washington, D.C.

Coker illustrates a prime example of the community reach of
small-market radio: On May 13, the federal government’s Base
Realignment and Closure Commission recanmended that the
Cannon Air Force Base—which employs onz in five workers in
the county—be closed.

“This morning we had a town hall meeting with the governor
of the state and a community rally in support of the base staying
open,” he says. “We were able to take our mdrning show to the
town library and broadcast all morning long. The town hall
meeting was aired live an our station.”

Coker explains that in a town of that size, “we all have the same
concerns, hopes and fears. By virtue of being closer to the people,
we know many of our listeners and our advertising clients. We all

Dittman regrets that his stations persistently serve as a training
ground for on-air talent who move on to larger markets as soon
as they mature.

“I think we’ve spawned more talent than any other station,”
he laments. “We take them in as babies and make men and ladies
out of them.”

Case in point: Among those who began their careers at WABB
is Scott Shannon, PD/morning co-host of adult top +) WPL]
New York and one of radio’s foremost programmers.

Leonard Wheeler, GM of the six-station, family-owned Mel
Wheeler Inc. radio group in Roanoke, Va., stands by the talent
that is groomed in local markets.

“I believe we have strong talent in all levels of management
that could do well in larger markets,” he says. In fact, “it’s a mis-
conception that everybody is on a path to move to a larger mar-
ket as soon as they can. We have a number on our air staff that
have chosen to stay in Roanoke.” In this highly competitive mar-
ket, Wheeler stations have been known to hire programming and
air talent away from local Clear Channel stations. Wheeler owns

live and work here. This is our home, so we kmow what our own
problems are. As a result the listener gets a bester product.”

But there are also handicaps to being lower-profile. The
Moose’s Flack says that working in an unrated Arbitron market
creates its share of headaches—foremost the battle to attract
advertisers from outside of town.

“We’re not close to a metro anywhere. Tc get regional and
national business, we havz to work hard. Reps simply don’t want
to talk to us,” he says. “I came from a larger market and we could
always pull up Arbitron ratings, but here, there aren’t enough
diaries coming into the whole area.”

Staffing is equally modest. In addition to Flack,
WBRV/WLLG-AM has four full-time employees: two salespeo-
ple, a news director and a morning man who 1as been with the
station for 41 years. There is also a part-time afternoon drive DJ.

Programming includes such nostalgic features as an old-time
country jamboree every afternoon (featuring a classic hymn),
farm reports, Sunday cturch services, obituaries (there is no
local newspaper; announcements are sponsored by the local
funeral home), birthdays and anniversaries. At night, the station
airs Jones Radio’s True Country format.

“We’ll play requests for Nelly sitting on ber back porch,”
Flack says.

ANOTHER POINT OF VIEW

Bernie Dittman, president/GM of the Dimman Group in
Mobile, Ala., which has owned WABB-AM-FM since 1948,
points out that unlike so many big-city statioas, his program-
ming is all live.

“If the listener wants t¢ find out about what's going on in the
community or if they have a question about semething they’ve
heard, they can call us up and we give them information.”

But like the other GMs, he admits that it’s a balancing act.

top 0 WXLK (K92), AC WSLQ, country WSLC, R&B
WVBE-AM-FM and news/talk WFIR-AM.

In the challenges column, Wheeler admits that “companies on
the scale of Clear Channel or Cumulus have a vast amount of
resources and a network of talent that we don’t have. No ques-
tion, I think that small markets are sometimes a tougher place to
be. Revenue is divided by the viable number of signals in the
market, so we’re making a living on much less revenue per sig-
nal. As a company, we don’t have a particularly impressive bot-
tom line. But we view the station as more than an investment.”

There is one element that all of the GMs agree has no down
side. While much of the industry is preoccupied with the threat
of outside technologies, community stations rely on their local
focus to hold onto their audience.

“I’m probably the last person to be affected by satellite radio
and iPods,” Flack says. “We’re in better shape here than the big
guys, because there is nothing canned about our format. We'’re
the real thing, and the audience knows it.”

Grossman adds, “There is no question that technology is forc-
ing us to be better at what we were always supposed to be good
at—community involvement and information, things that are
simply not as present on your iPod or satellite radio. But I rec-
ognize that there is certainly an attractiveness to hearing formats
that you can’t get in this market. So we have to maintain a first-
quality product that brings people back to us on a regular basis.”

No matter the often complicated routine of a small-market
GM, those surveyed heartily agree that it’s worth every minute.

“There are times when I turn around and ask why I'm doing
this, when problems all hit at once and a plan goes out the win-
dow,” Flack says. “But then we go into the community and see
how people gather around to get their hands on anything that has
our logo on it. I'm very blessed to be doing what I do. Sometimes
I have to pinch myself.” L
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HAT IS A GM TO DO7
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lear Channel’s Spanish-language initiative is up and

running. Infinity’s partnership with Spanish
Broadcasting System is in place. Such entrenched
Spanish-language broadcasters as Entravision,

Univision and LBI Media operate hundreds of stations.

No question, the number of Spanish stations in the United
States is on the rise. In 1995 there were 427; in 1999, the figure
stood at 536.

The latest number is 687, up from 656 a year ago, according to
the M Street Journal.

If the steady growth continues, Spanish stations will soon trait
only country, news/talk and oldies among popular formats.

That kind of expansion makes it clear, if it wasn’t already, that

Spanish-language formats and stations, whether they’re called
“La Preciosa,” “El Sol” or “Mega,” are here for the long run.

With Spanish radio proliferating by “flips” of stations on
previously non-Spanish frequencies, it is understandable that
some broadcast professionals would wonder: How might this
affect my job?

Of course it would be more than beneficial to speak the lan-
guage, to hold on to your job and succeed in your new format. If
you don’t, however, the same skills that have guided your career
so far can continue to serve you and your station well. The good
news for smart GMs, and broadcasters in general, is that sensi-
tivity, people skills, and the ability to learn and adapt to new sit-
uations may be as important as speaking Spanish.

UNDERSTANDING WITHOUT FLUENCY

Clear Channel Bay Area regional VP Kim Bryant is an 18-year
broadcast veteran who oversees two La Preciosa (regional Mexican
oldies) stations, KSJO San Jose, Calif./San Francisco and KPRC-
FM Monterey, Calif., plus R&B/hip-hop KMEL, which features
morning man Chuy Gomez. She has spent 14 years involved in
Spanish-language broadcasting. A previous employee of En-
travision and Excel Communications, Bryant helped launch KPRC
and CC’s seven-station La Preciosa network.

Just because a GM doesn’t speak Spanish, or doesn’t speak it
well, doesn’t necessarily mean it’s a problem.
“I'm not fluent,” Bryant says, “but I’ve been doing this long

enough that I can listen to the radio station and I understand

what is being said and what’s going on, or be involved with a

conversation and answer back in English.” |

More important than speaking the language is understanding
the culture. “I think any GM that gets into it and doesn’t speak
che language, that shouldn’t stop them,” she says. “It’s about

anderstanding the culture and the music, just like you would
need to do if all of a sudden you went from a [top 40] station to
a country format.”

American General Media’s Albuquerque and Santa Fe, N.M.,
market manager Scott Hutton has overseen that cluster for

almost five years. Among his charges are heritage regional
Mexican KLVO (Radio Lobo), Spanish oldies KZNM (106.7
Radio Sol) and regional Mexican KQBA (Que Buena), which
serves Santa Fe.

“You don’t have to be from the culture to understand it,
appreciate it and service it,” Hutton says. “But make sure you
understand the people you're talking to, or else programming,
promotional and public service issues will backfire.”

Hutton admits his Spanish needs some work. “I am taking
classes to remedy the situation,” he says. “I understand most of
the language, but could use more practice.”

There’s a silver lining though. “I’ve found that radio principles
apply across many formats, including Spanish, so speaking the
language isn’t mandatory,” he says. “It’s very important that you
have a trusted inner circle of management that speaks the language

and understands the culture to maximize your opportunities.”

Meanwhile, Clear Channel/Houston regional VP Mark
Kopelman, who also serves as GM for hurban top 40 KLOL
(Mega 101), says he barely speaks Spanish. “It has not been a
hindrance whatsoever,” he says. “One hundred percent of my
staff speaks English, so communication is not a problem.” On
the other hand, Kopelman says 75% of his programming and
sales staff speaks fluent Spanish.

Before KLLOL flipped from mainstream rock in November,
Kopelman did not have any experience with Spanish. That
doesn’t mean he can’t manage Mega, he says.

“I am not a rocker, yet we have two rock stations,” he points
ut. “I am not in the target of our AC and [adult top 40] proper-
ties, and I am able to manage them effectively. Radio is radio, and
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the challenges that we face with Mega every day are no different
than the ones we face for any other format.”

Among those challenges, he savs, are “developing, managing,
nurturing talent, growing revenues, finding new sources to grow
the stations and interacting with the communities we serve.”

While listeners have welcomed Mega’s hurban format in
Houston, Kopelman sayvs advertisers are still trving to figure
it out. “Thev tend to want to put Mega into a box,” he says.
“Is it a Spanish format®> A general-market format? In reality,
it is both.

“QOur listeners are second-, third- and fourth-generation

Latinos between the ages of 18 [and] 34,” he cantinues. “They feel
very close 1o their heritage and roots, and may have ¢ven learned
Spanish as [their] first lasnguage. However, they live very American
lifestyles and speak fluent un-accented English, as well as perfect
Spanish in the accent ¢f their families. Ther are not one or the
other; they are both, a1d the buying community is doing their
clients a disservice if they try and box Mega irto one or the other.”

SELLING IN ENGLISH?
The abilirv to speak Spanish is not necessiry for a sales staff
either, Bryant savs—that is, “unless you’ve got people going out

A recent Arbitron study, “Hispanic Radio Today,” counts six
distinct Spanish-language formats: regional Mexican, Spanish
contemporary, Spanish news/talk, Spanish tropical, Spanish
variety and Tejano. “That’s really just the beginning,” Bryant
says. “It breaks up after that.”

Brvant’s programmers are “veterans of the business,” she
says. “Thev’ve done Spanish-language radio before. They speak
Spanish, they’re educated, and they can ‘transread’ and translate
from Spanish to English and English to Spanish. Of course, the
DJs are bilingual or just speak Spanish.”

to a local mom-and-po9 business that is owned by someone that
is Spanish [speaking] and their English isn’t good.”

But that’s not where most of the business is anyway. “It’s not
the little taqueria on the corner that is buying advertising on
these Spanish-languag= radio stations. It’s the general market.”

On the other hand, & is important for larger businesses to tar
get their ads appropriately to the Spanish nurket.

“The majority of the business is coming from the auto
dealer that realizes that 33% of the market ir. their neighborhood
is Hispanic,” she says. “They realize that if tLey don’t start reach-
ing out to the Spanish-.anguage community, chey’re missing out.”

Hutton says his sales staff has faced the same challenges they
would face with any new station, with a singular exception:
Effective Spanish-language advertising is key.

“The first challenge is educating advertisers on how to effec-
tively market their business to Spanish-speaking customers,” he
savs. “You don’t just plop down an English-language spot on
Spanish radio. In fact, creative is the biggest hurdie facing our
advertisers’ successes dn a local level. The clients and account
executives who grasp the challenge flourisa. Those who don’t
have a long learning curve ahead.”

What is he doing? “We are initiating brac ding campaigns and
awareness seminars to our client base to help them solve the cre-
ative message challengzs that many businesses face,” he says.

Common sense rules apply when it comes to air staff, Bryant
says. “You would never put a Puerto Rican DJ from New York
on vour country formzt in Dallas,” she says

“If vou have a regional Mexican station, [’'m not going to put
someone on there that is from Cuba,” Bryant -ontinues. “I’m going
to put someone on thare that’s from Mexizo. I’'m going to put
someone on there that’s familiar with the regional Mexican music.”

Keep in mind that ¢ Spanish” is a broad t=rm used to describe
a variety of distinctive radio formats. “A bt of pcople look at
Spanish-language rad-o as a format, not a language,” she savs.
“Thev’re categorizing it as one, but really there’s many verv dif-
ferent genres and segments and pieces to it.

On the other hand, Kopelman says finding air talent for

Mega in Houston has been a challenge. “There are no stations
[using] the hybrid Spanish-English presentation like Mega,”
he says. “There are some great Latino talents around the coun-
try, but they are not working in this format, since it is so new.
So we are finding, and in some cases, building, our own stars.”

That means sometimes discovering talent that live the lifestyle
and speak the language, but do not have any professional experi-
ence. “They may play it at home and dance to it at clubs, but on-
air they have no experience,” he says.

But authenticity and the ability to connect viscerally with the
listener may count for more than smooth professionalism at this
stage, Kopelman says.

“We have to find people who walk the walk and talk the
talk,” he continues. “Our listeners know the performers from
the pretenders.” The result is that Mega has a younger, less
experienced air staff than most stations in a market like
Houston would have.

Having a Spanish-language station has opened up new oppor-
tunities, Bryant says.

“It’s made this building really represent the entire Bay Area,”
she says. Whereas before, buyers would turn to other outlets to
reach the Spanish audience, that’s no longer true.

“Now they don’t have to,” she savs. “They can pick up the
phone, and if they’re trying to reach the Hispanic community, if
they’re trying to recach women 25-54, if they’re trying to reach
young kids 18-34, we've got [rhythmic top 40 KYLD] Wild,
we've got [talk] KNEW, we've got every single kind of format
that fits the Bay Area,” Bryant says. “Having the Spanish ele-
ment has enhanced that and really made us well-rounded.”

Kopelman has a similar take. “It makes us different, and it
makes us, as a cluster and company, reflect the population we
serve,” he savs. “Houston has a huge, growing Latino popula-
tion. To serve them, we must reflect them, not only in the num-
bers of Latinos we hire for positions, but in the format and music
and programming we present.” .
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CAPITOL COPS TOP THREE
SLOTS AT COUNTRY

For only the third ime since Nielsen Broadcast Data Systems
launched the monitored airplay era in January 1990, one label occupies
the top three positions on the Country chart. Capitol’s Nashville team
hits the trifecta as Keith Urban’s “Making Memories of Us” spends a
second week atop the chart, followed by Trace Adkins’ “Songs About
Me” (6-2) and Dierks Bentley’s “Lot of
Leavin® Left to Do” (5-3).

MCA Nasbhville held the top three
in the April 11, 1992, issue of

Arista Nashville claimed the top three in the July 25, 2003, issue
of Monitor with Brooks & Dunn’s “Red Dirt Road,” Alan
Jackson & Jimmy Buffett’s “It’s Five O’Clock Somewhere” and
Brad Paisley’s “Celebrity.”

CAREY’'S TRIUMPHANT
RETURN TO NO. 1

Mariah Carey is back on top of the charts as "We Belong
Together” (IDJMG) rises to No. 1 at Rhythmic Top 40. The
track is Carey’s sixth Rhythmic Top 40 No. 1, which extends
her lead as the female artist with the most chart-toppers at
the format. She is now tied with Nelly at third place for most
overall No. 1s. Only Usher (with eight) and 50 Cent (seven)
have led the chart on more occasions.

"Together” marks Carey’s first Rhythmic Top 40 No. 1
since “Honey"” spent three weeks on top in fall 1997 The
track pulls in 5,176 detections, an all-time high for a
female-led song on the chart. Only 50 Cent’s “Candy Shop,’
with 5,520 spins in the April 1 issue, has accumulated more
weekly detections.

At Mainstream Top 40, "Together” earns Greatest Gainer
honors and jumps 13-6. It is Carey’s first top 10 on that list
since “"Honey” peaked at No. 7 in 1997 "Together” is also
the Greatest Gainer at R&B/Hip-Hop, where it is No. 2 and
a mere 71 spins away from No. 1, currently occupied by
labelmate Bobby Valentino’s “Slow Down” This marks
the first time Island Def Jam has claimed the top two slots
at R&B/Hip-Hop since the March 30, 2001, issue, when
Musiq’'s "Love” and Ja Rule’s "Put It on Me” held the No.
1 and No. 2 spots, respectively.

2003, issue. Coldplay’s 532 spins is the most for any title since
Sarah McLachlan’s “Building a Mystery” garnered 566 spins in
the Sept. 12, 1997, issue. Coldplay first hit the 500-spin mark in
Feb-uary 2003 with “Clocks.”

ALBUM FALL OUT
DRIVES AIRPLAY

Fall Out Boy’'s “Sugar, We're Going Down” (IDJMG) enters
the Modem Rock chart at No. 40, two weeks after the band’s
“Frem Under the Cork Tree” debuted at No. 9 on The
Billboard 200. The album has moved nearly 100,000 units
since its release, according to Nielsen SoundScan, and its
success seems to be driving airplay rather than the other
way around, as is usually the case.

This week’s tally of 303 Modem Rock detections marks an
incrzase of 50% during the last three weeks. Of the 30 sta-
tions where “Sugar” was detected this week, five have the
track in their top 20, including the band’s hometown station
WK2X Chicago.
