WITH HIS DEBUT SINGLE, “Lipstick,” off to a fast
start on the country airplay chart, and his debur Universal South
album due March 7, Rockie Lynne seems poised for stardom.

He will be helped along by his fierce work ethic, his telegenic
tace and, most of all, his triple-threat talent as a singer, song-
writer and guitar whiz. (As evidence of the work cethic, he still
hones his guitar skills for two hours a day, though he hardly
needs the practice.) Lynne, a North Carolina native who now
lives near Minneapolis, wrote or co-wrote all the songs on his
debut, which is chock-full of potential singles.

Universal Music Group CIO Doug Morris, who brought
l.ynne to the attention of Universal South partners Tony
Brown and Tim DuBois, signed the charismatic artist to a
six-album deal. Brown co-produced Lynne’s album with
Blake Chancey.

“What an honor,” Lynne sayvs of being named most likely to
succeed. He considers himself successful already just for getting
to do what he loves for a hving. “Any level of success tor me is
more than | thought I'd achieve.”

At a recent performance in Wheeling, W.Va., Lynne had his

first experience with hearing the audience singing the words of

his single back to him. He was floored. *It’s all over the top for

Radio, he savs, came naturally to him: “Pve done so many
radio tours that it wasn’t a chore to get up at 6 in the morning.”

Brock also points to the biography for his second album, in
which he stated that if he was not a musician, he would want to
be doing morning radio somewhere. Now he is doing both.

While Judd and Brock made a carcer change, that does not
mean their music carcers are over. WQYK is allowing them 1o
take time to tour and promote their albums. Judd’s next release,
a multi-artist tribute to Ray Stevens, is due from Koch Records

Have we mentioned rhat he 1s not even 35 unul his next
birthday?

When asked what it takes to advance up the ranks so quickly,
Logan answers “flexibility” without hesitation. “You have to be
increasingly flexible, leok at opportunitics, move quick and know
that it can’t always be the way vou ultimately wanted,” he savs.
“I was fortunate to be voung, adventurous, and sceing the coun
try appealed to me ... If vou see something vou're interested in,
vou have 1o chase it hard and go get it.”

And Logan leaves us with some parting words he got from a
friend: “If you’re going to work in this business, make sure vou
don’t have anything more than can fit in a U-Haul trailer.”

(Kiss Country) Niami decided that the best strategy was to stoke
its own fire. The result: Gretehen 99.9.

The commercial-free station, already cooking online at
wkis.com, is inspired by, named after and voiced by its “Redneck
Woman” namesake, Gretchen Wilson. Core acts at the format
include Hank Williams Jr., the Charlic Daniels Band, the Allman
Brothers, Montgomery Gentry, Lynvrd Skynyrd, Travis Tritt,
Toby Keith and, of course, Wilson.

“So much great music has been left on the sidelines because it
didn’t fit this soccer-mom direction that country has taken over
the past several vears,” says WKIS PD Bob Barnett; who
dreamed up the format. “Here's a hot superstar act who has
changed the face and environment of country music. 1ler whole
personality is politically incorrect—it’s OK to drink and have
fun again and be a redneck and rock with vour country.”

Barnett reasoned that he was not likely to attract a lot of lis-
teners to, say, a classical or *50s HD side channel by promoting it
1o Kiss” “Mr. and Mrs. Country Listener. This format offers
svnergy tor our audience.”

WKIS began aggressive on-air promotion of” Gretchen 99.9
when it launched in August, and since then, Barnett has watched
Web hits increase exponentially, which obviously benefits both
outlets. *“We've sent e-mail blasts to listeners, and the response i1s
amazing. We've got long-term sampling and very generous TSI

He adds that in order for HD) to succeed, listeners need an
incentive to buy new receivers, He s doing his part to push the
new technology while increasing his audience.

“I“inding something to captivate consumers and to convinee
them to buy an FID receiver is the most critical part of the prod-
uct,” Barnett savs. *Yes, it enhances the listening experience, but
vou need content as incentive.”

\t the very least, Kiss has found a litelong ally in Wilson, who
is plaved about every 30 minutes on Gretchen 99.9. “She was
very flattered,” Barnett sayvs. “She says she spends a lot of time

BEST COUNTRY MARKET WITHOUT A
COUNTRY STATION

NEW YORK

DESPITE THE FACT THAT there has not been a full-
time country station in New York since 2002, there are still a sig-
nificant number of country albums sold in the metropolitan area,
according to Nielsen SoundScan.

Through Oct. 23, roughly 1.3 million country albums have
been sold in Gotham, making it the No. 2 market for country
sales, behind Los Angeles. That number is down from 2004,
when approximately 1.46 million records were sold during the
same period, though it still ranked second to Los Angeles.

In 2001, the last full vear there was a country statton in the
metro, New York was the No. | SoundScan-designated market
area, even though Big City Radio’s WYNY (Y107) quadeast did
not provide full-market coverage.

While no major broadeaster has stepped in to fill the void
since WYNY went away, there is some good news on the hori-
zon, although it is dependent on high-definition radio achieving
critical mass. Infinity Radio CEQO Joel Hollander recently told
attendees at Advertising Week 20035 that when it comes to New
York, “One of the first formats we'd put on an HID signal is

first house in the citv so she can have an 11-minute commute
door-to-door.

Her philosophy on her job is to “always be the hippest hid in
the room. I might not always have the best idea,” she says, “but
I need to implement it the best.”

Sandor arrived at WPOC last vear after having worked at Clear
Channel country WWY7Z IHartford, Conn., since 2000.

She says her promotion ideas come from virtually everywhere.
“Maybe my dry cleaner will say something to me that sets some-
thing oft, or I'll read girl magazines like Cosmopolitan and US
Weekly and People or technology magazines. It really comes
from cvervday lite.”

Her creativity tends to pereolate when she is doing some-
thing clsc. “The best promos that I've written come to me in
the shower,” she savs, “and I'll have to write it down while I'm
in the shower.”

IFor Sandor, the way to create a successful station is to “fit into
the listencer’s lifestvle—evervthing from movies to tech gadgets
to cars, tires, evervthing. You need to relate to vour listener.”

Part of that rclating means remembering that, even as station
staffers, “we arc listencers, too. You just have to keep thinking of

WLHK (HANK-FM)
INDIANAPOLIS

HANK 1S THE ON-AIR PERSONA of WLIIK
(Hank-F\1) Indianapolis, still believed to be the only station
programming a country version of the eclectic Jack/Bob for-
mat. The call letters stand for “We like Hank.”

With the help of OM David Edgar and the airstaff, Hank
has taken on a personality all its own. In fact, the station has
created a character to go with the name. Part Hank Wiliiams
Jr.and part Hank Hill from “King of the Hill,” the chamacter
is “vour buddy that might be having a party on the wecekend
and has a whole bunch of CDs hanging around the house,”
Edgar told Billboard Radio Monitor in NMay.

The station flipped March 24 from adult top 40 WENS to
the Hank format. Listener share has jumped quickly since then.

Until the arrival of Hank, market leader WEFNMS was the
only country game in town. In the winter Arbitrons, WFMS
dominated withan 1T.4 share 12-plus. But Hank debuted in the
spring ratings with a 5.1 share 12-plus and earned a 5.3 in the
summier. WEMS has lost 1.3 share points in the same period,
moving from a winter 11.4 to a spring 10.3 to a sammer 10.1.

Hank plays about I3 currents and has a large recurrents
category. Edgar said in May that 30%-40% of the music is
from the last five years, 20% falls prior to 1989 and “the rest
1s right there in the middle.” —TONY SANDERS

NASHVILLE

ONCE A PROUD AND SUCCESSFUL INDIE
label, DredamWorks Records Nashvitle was shuttered in
August, 15 ‘months after it became part of Universal Music
Group Nashville and on the heels of losing its only superstar,
Toby Keith,

DreamWdrks® Nashville division opened in 1998 under the
dircction off producer James Stroud, now co-chairman of
UMGN with Luke lewis.

Once it got cooking, DreamWorks became a much-admired
and envied chp;m_\' on Music Row. At its peak as a stand-alone
label, DreamWorks had nearly 25 employees and its promotion
department won Billboard Radio Monitor’s promotion team of
the vear award in 2002,

In addition to making a superstar out of Keith, DreamWorks

launched the carcers of Darryl Worley, Jessica Andrews and

Jimmy Wayne, all of whom lost their deals in the shutdown and

have vet to sign with another label.

When the flabel merged with UMGN, Keith told Billhoard
Radio Mouitar in August, “We went from being an independ-
ent to onc of the biggest and best labels in town, and in the
merger we lost all identity. We were the little dog that barked
loud [and] grew up to be a big dog, and when we merged we
were powerless.”

Keith split|to start his own label, Show Dog Nashville, over

SKIP BISHOP

WHEN LABEL VET SKIP BISHOP moved to Nashville
carlier this vear, he had the Lord on his side, or at least as part of
his carcer. But after less than two months as VP of mainstream pro-
motion and marketing at Christian music company  Provident
Label Group, Bishop scgued from Jesus to Alan Jackson, as VP of
national promotion at Arista Nashville.

This is just the latest page of his carecr that, before Provident,
saw him as CEO of independent radio promotion firm Bishop
Bait & Tackle Promotion and Marketing, which he founded in
1997.

INFINITY KBEQ (Q104) KANSAS CITY had an amazing summer book, moving 3.0-6.1 12-plus, good for a
jump from No. 12 to No. 1 in the market. That marks the first 12-plus No. 1 in KBEQ's 12 years as a country station.
The news was just as good 25-54, where the station went 4.2-6.9. Ih addition, PD Mike Kennedy says, the
station was strong with women in the 18-49 and 25-54 cells.
While Kennedy says he is “thrilled” with the outcome, he is a programming veteran who knows enough not to
bank too heavily on one book. “I think the spring book was uncharacteristically soft for us, which makes the summer

number look larger,” he says.

Still, Kennedy gives credit where it is due. “There is a certain amount of excitement surrounding the music right
now, and | think our on-air personalities make it fun to listen to our station,” he says. Kennedy is part of KBEQ's

morning team.

What makes the station’s feat that much more impressive is that it has two format competitors: Infinity sister
KFKF and Entercom’s WDAF. “Across the board, this is the strongest showing for our station ever,’ Kennedy says,

then jokes: “Now, let the jinx begin.”

WHILE HE LOVES HIS JOB and his market,
KZKX Lincoln, Neb., OM Brian Jennings is simply too
good not to be programming in a major market some-
day. That is why Billboard Radio Monitor has chosen
him as the country programmer to watch.

Jennings grew up in Wichita, Kan., and began his
radio career in his hometown, moving north to work
in Salina, Kan., before heading further north to
Lincoln. He joined Clear Channei's KZKX in 1998 and
was upped to PD in 2000.

Next year, the station will celebrate its 30th anniver-
sary. And Jennings is also celebrating three decades
for himself: He turned 30 in October.

KZKX has plenty of heritage to celebrate, Jennings
says, but that does not mean it is not hip enough to
bring more 18- to 34-year-olds into the country tent.

“This station has never been toppled in country
ratings,” he says. “I definitely want to keep [it] No. 1,
but my vision is to start bringing that 18-34 [demo]
into country music again.”

Jennings will probably stay in Lincoln for a while, at
least until Clear Channel figures out a way to entice
him into the bigger leagues. He met his wife in
Lincoln, and her family is from there. The couple has
two young boys.

“This October marks seven years that I've been
here,” he says. “That's the longest I've been in any
place and, as you know, in radio, seven years is a

Lindy says. “The way we program at Strius, knowledge of the
music is as important as your programming creativity. Being able
to work with many formats is something that drew me here,

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TO MONETIZE RAGIO’'S INVESTMENT in the

Internet, programmers and managers must {irst pull back from

the logic that has guided them for years. Their basic broadceast-
ing DNA has 1o be completely rewritten

Simply put, they need to be deprogrammed.

While radio can successtully extend its brands online, the
two are entirely different mediums. Merely replicating radio
for the Internet negates all the characteristics that make the
Web so powerful: interactivity, customization, on-demand
capability and the like.

Such was the consensus among the four Web gurus who gath
ered Oct. 20 at Billhoard Radio Monitor headquarters in New
York tor the third in a continuing series of exclusive round-table
discussions. While the exces who oversee the online efforts for
Clear Channel, Infinity, Eremis and National Public Radio agree
there is money to be made in cvberspace, there are stark con
trasts in their Internet sirategies.

“Get out of the broadcast concept and get into the brand con
cept,” Emmis Interactive VP Rey NMena said. “Look at it more
broadly and examine what the [online| brand experience is like. It's
a learning process to get out of the broadeast mind-set and more
into a brand concept, which to some extent is foreign 1o radio.”

“The products are very different when you add text, video”
and other elements, said Gerrit Meier, senior VP/GM of Clear

Channel Online Music & Radio. “You need 1o sell and position

it ditferently. It’s a brand-new challenge.”

Matt Timothy, VP of streaming media for Infinity
Broadcasting, said the Web fundamentally changes the busi
ness model from one predicated on the P as gatekeeper to
one where control is spread to the listener. “To win, we have
to give as much control to the user as possible, all while hitring
509H-6(2% margins.”

How different is the Web business model from radio? So dif:
ferent that “success is a punishing experience on the Internet,”
NPR executive VP Ken Stern said. “The more people listen, the
more bandwidth costs vou have.”

Traditional media is a one-to-many relationship. New media
is a one-to-one relationship, multiplied many times. “But when
programmers think of the Internet, they tend to think of that
one-to-many relationship,” Mena said. To change their thinking,

Y

Fmmis recruited “people who get the space™ in the hope of

spreading that understanding. “Some markets get it—they have
that “Aha> moment where all of a sudden evervthing’s clicking,”
Mena said. “But others haven’t.”

A similar dynamic is taking place at Infinity, Timothy said
“There are pockets of light across the country.”

No longer does NPR, perhaps the most aggressive radio entity
on the Web, think of its sites as an extension of the on-air experi
ence. “It is an entirely different experience,” Stern said. “We

need to retrain ourselves.” The regimen includes taking stock of

online consumers’ needs and wants and how rthey think about
content. “I1t’s not by a clock,”™ Stern said. “1ts by topic or by show
or whar they need at that time of day.” NPR sorts its robust pod
cast offerings by topic, by editorial choice and by number of
requests received. Served in bite-size portions, they run in six- to
13-minute bursts rather than radio’s standard longer forms.

“It’s an entire community experience,” Stern said about
NPR’s Web effort, which involves local affiliates’ sites and
national offerings. “1t’s not just audio, it’s print, it’s photography,
and it’s video to a certain extent. Our users are educating us to
not think about this as ‘radio online.” 1% hard to teach old dogs
new tricks, but 1 think we’re finally getting there.”

Round-table participants agreed that radio is playing catch-up
on the Internet. Case in point: station Web sites. Visitors to Clear
Channcl sites were not getting the quality online experience they
had grown accustomed to from other sites, the company con
cluded

So its online unit systematically overhauled station

sites—using best practices from top Internet destinations
“Qur sites were terrible,” Meier said. “There was clutte
unreadable navigation bars, banner ads that were stretching for

v

miles.” To woo at-work listeners, the company also increased t
number of stations strcaming on the Net from less than 100 at

Immis. While it docs not see the inability o listen online
as a deterrent or harmiul (o its brands, Emmis Interactive
VP Rey Mena said itis an issue the company wrestles with.
“Qur PDs want it, but we look at the cconomics, and 1t’s tough

to do,” he said. “There’s no way to contain the costs. The more
listeners you have, the more yvou pay.”

The issue is exacerbated when Emmis stations like R&B/hip-
hop WQH'T (ot 97) New York and rhythmic top 40 KPWR
(Power 106) Los Angeles become global brands. ‘The company
docs not sce value in incurring significant costs so listeners out-
side their local markets can listen online. “How do vou contain
or manage that> How do vou turn it into a business?” Mena
asked. He said Emmis is taking a wait-and-see attitude.

After years of refusing to stream, Infinity, which owns many
of the pre-eminent news brands in the country, advanced its
Internet radio strategy in the spring by beginning 1o stream 11
of its news and news/talk stations.

Infinity Broadeasting VP of streaming media Matt Timothy
compared streaming to the launch of cable TV, “When CNN
started, here were the fat and happy Big Three [networks|. Look
at them now. [t’s the same thing now with online radio. Being a

part of that at the beginning is a good thing for us.”

AN EASY CALL FOR NEWS

“It’s tougher on the music side,” Mena said. “On the news
side, it’s a lavup. You're serving what’s almost a gated commu-
nitv. On the music side it’s a commodity. You’ve got 1,000

jukeboxes, and it becomes, ‘How much can vour brand break

ous,” ‘Timothy said. “However, we need to get some sobriety
on these costs.”
NPR cxceutive VP Ken Stern equated the public broad-

caster’s online streams to “an office service,” with histening
spikes generated by headline-grabbing world events, such as
Hurricane Katrina, the war in Iraq and clections.

The Internet strategy for Infinity’s all-news stations involves
deeper coverage that does not fit the stringent on-air news wheel,
such as live press conferences. “There’s a lot of stuff happening

»r

that doesn’t fit into a one-minute story,” ‘Timothy said. Intrigued
by a story they heard on the radio during their morning com-
mute, listeners can find expanded coverage on their computer
after they arrive at work. Infinity N/T" outlets promote this
incessantly on the air.

Another tent pole for news stations is tratfic. "limothy said
Infinity stations have “extended the traftic habit backwards,”
luring listeners to their Web sites to check traffic conditions
before they leave work for the commute home.

Characterizing online listening growth as *“‘phenomenal,”
Gerrit Meier, senior VIP/GM for Clear Channel Online Music
& Radio, said AC WL'TW (Lite I'M) New York promotes its
streams in a new TV spot. The commerceial portrays workers in
cubicles listening to the station online.

Timothy reported “very good suceess™ selling online-only spots.
“We're selling all the avails, some packaged with on-air, some not.”

Some advertisers choose streaming spots over on-air, Meier
said. “They start there, and then maybe vou get them to go on-air.
You can scll evervthing and do it cheap, vou can incentivize or use
the inventory for vourself:” Clear Channel stations like op 40
WHTZ (Z100) New York carry fewer spots online than on-air.

MINING THE DATABASE

THE WEB'S "KILLER APP"” is the marketing and sales potential of a large database of loyal listeners. Stations can
sell the value of this direct, one-on-one access to consumers. Databases can be sliced and diced to meet client needs.

"Right now, we sell in a commoditized, 60-second ad world,” Timothy said. “"Now we have the ability to offer
advertisers incredible ways to tell their stories: ‘Hey, Chevy dealer, here's 4 whote bunch of Honda drivers —what

do you want to tell them?’

"We're talking about selling communities, whether they be Green Day fans or Honda owners,” Timothy added.
“That's where the success is going to be. But we have to deliver on the value of being a member of this club”

One way Clear Channel’s WHTZ (Z100) New York delivers value to members of its Z-VIP loyal listener club is with
its annual Jingle Ball concert. This year’s event, to be held Dec. 16 at Madisoh Square Garden, features Kanye West,
Shakira, Backstreet Boys, Sean Paul, Frankie J, Ludacris, Fall Out Boy and the Click Five, with more to be announced.

Tickets are sold exclusively to Z-VIP members via Ticketmaster. Registration for membership is free at z100.com.

Last year, tickets sold out in 15 minutes.

"Z-VIP is a big driver for on-air events,’ exclusive previews and such station festivals as Jingle Ball and

Zootopia, Meier said.

“VIP clubs [represent] listeners saying, ‘Il want to have a conversation [with the radio station);
"You're separating that audience and deeming them more valuable. When we started, it was all about growing
the database. Initially, we didn’t know what to do with it. Now we mine the data, and it tells a story that has value

for programming, marketing and sales””

Database mining helps stations understand their audiences better and permits them to “tearn from how they
engage you,” Mena said. “It's more than a database, it's your listeners”

online than over the air,

Clear Channel is experiencing the same thing in some of
its smaller markets, where stations have vigorously promoted
online listening.

Mueier believes online ad rates will ultimately achieve parity with
their on-air counterparts. But first, broadcasters need to better-
demonstrate their marketing effectiveness. Online ads give adver
tisers more largéling options; for example, it “allows vou to give 43-
plus men in the Northeast to a car maker for one model and women

under 35 in California for a different model,” Meier said.

WHAT BUSINESS IS THIS?
The introspection Emmis went through to find its place on the
Internet led to  critical question: What business are we in? “Our
conclusion is we're in the relationship business,” Mena said.

Three goals drive the company’s online strategy: understand-
ing what drives the relationship, utilizing the Web to strengthen
that relationship and redefining the value proposition Fmmis [
offers advertisers.

“Leveraging that relationship is the special sauee,” Mena said.

Timothy recognized the brand advantage radio has over other
mediums. “We have a collection of powerful local brands,” he
said. “You don’t/see that with 'T'V. Find me a guy who's loval 10
channel two, and I'll show vou someonc who is unbalanced. Yet
[sports WIPAN]| the IYan [New York| and Z100 have that lovalty.
Infinity’s strategy is to extend that loyalty online. Our audience
is growing a digital habit, and we have to be there in lock step

with them.” .

the Web? Based on strategies heard Oct. 20 at an
exclusive Billhoard Radio Monitor round-table dis-
cussion in New York, they are as ditferent as Sens.
Ted Kennedy and Orrin Hateh’s views on the president’s latest
Supreme Court nominee.

Expecting a sponsorship windfall once its online audience
reaches crticad mass, NPR believes in building the product
first—Dbefore the business model. “We're devotees of the Google
view of the world. If vou tulfill a service that people need and
bring people together, vou'll figure out the business models in
the long term,” NPR executive VP Ken Stern said

Clear Channel Online Music & Radio senior VP/GM Gerrit
Meier agreed.

“I don’t believe you can establish the business model first and
then try 10 build™ the producet, Meier said. “Build it and they will
come—and so will the money. You're either committed to the
space or you're not.”

Saving he is “jealous of the NPR world™ and its ability “10
launch and learn,” Infinity Broadeasting VI? of streaming media
Matt Timothy said the company has to “launch and make.”

Emmis has a slightly different view and believes in establish-
ing a sound business plan first. That is why it does not stream
Putting the revenue model ahead of the product leads 1o success

and success breeds suceess, 'mmis Interactive VP Rey Mena
said. “Once money starts coming in, vou'd be surprised how
quickly people pay attention,” he said.

With radio revenue growing by an anemic [90-2% in 2003
and online advertising growing by 996-13%, it is little wonder
broadeasters are flocking to the Web.

“Some ol these radio markets feel threatened by their slow
growth,” Nleier said, cautioning against viewing the Web as a

place 1o make a quick buck. *Build a business. Get advertisers to

trust what vou can do online and show them the effectiveness of’

that. If vou think online can make up for vour economic losses
this year or next, vou're burning vourself for the future.”

Mena said thar monetizing the Web comes down to education.
“This 1s a three-vear ongoing process, not a seminar,” he said.
“You go from sclling tile and banner ads 10 selling contextual
advertising and more sophisticated programs. The education is
critical at all levels;, including the advertisers. Some of our com-
petitors are giving away the Internet.”

Clear Channel’s biggest online successes have been in sniall
marhets, where ideas can be turned around guicker, according to
Meier. The company has made a considerable invesiment,
emploving 30 people in its Online Music & Radio unit, encom-
passing business development, online support, content, market-
ing, creative design and news. By absorbing much of the local
stations’ financial responsibility for the Internet, the company
hopes to take the fear and time pressure away from stations. “\We
say 1o them: ‘Demonstrate growth,” and we factor that into their
evaluations,” NMeier smid. “Later thev’ll have to do Internet
budgets, and they will be held to that.”

Under former America Online exee Evan Harrison, Clear
Channel’s Web strategy is to enhance local station brands with
exclusive and original on-demand online content. Among the

nitiatives this vear are a Web conceert series, streaming music

from new and developing artists, streaming high-profile full:
length CDs before their street dates and providing podcasts of’
morning-show bits.

“You give them content that they otherwise wouldn't have,”
Meier explamed. “It’s almost sccondary that it’s online.
Programmers are embracing it. Then the really good salespeople
tahe that to advertisers.™

Fimothy compares selling the Web 10 bending metal. “We've
been wrapped in this business model, this one way of domg
things,” he said. “Tor ad sales it’s a whole different glossary: a
banner, a shyscraper, cost per acquisition.”

Shunning “that battle over banner ads, tile ads and skyscraper
ads,” Mena swid Emmis focuses on selling ideas rather than com
peting with high-traftic destinations like Yahoo.

“We create and execute programs for adsertisers that are com-
pletely different than what you typically see from other radio
groups,” he said. “It’s not about just hitting a CP\1 [cost-per
thousand| goal in a negotiation. It's about focusing on results

which puts us in a completely different light. We don’t need 10

be in the tonnage business 10 be successful.”

Blending on-air and online campaigns makes advertising
more cffective, while adding dimensionality to the business,
Mena said. Tt also helps advertisers more precisely target audi-
ences. Combining the two in one campaign frequently nets bet
ter results, he said. “In some cases, the push on-air has been
almost minimal,™ Mena said. That helps reduce clutter, espe-
cially when, in some cases, it tahes four weeks of 20 spots to
mahe a promotion effective. *Once advertisers see the results, it

“Because” is the first song to return to No. 1 two weeks
after falling from the top slot since January 2001 when
Destiny’s Child’s seven-week run at No. 1 with “Independent

At Adult Top 40, “Because” climbs 12-5 and is the chart's
Greatest Gainer with a 446-spin improvement. The track is
Clarkson’s fourth consecutive top five at the format, making
her only the third female artist to hit that level in the chart's
history, following Sheryl Crow (in 1997) and Alanis
Morissette (in 1998).
