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IT USED TO BE SO EASY. Radio: AMor FM.

But today, with high definition, podcasting, online streaming,
hand-held devices and the word “digital” attached to so many
platforms, defining the radio medium has become an arduous
task. And with a technological roller coaster constantly reinvent-
ing the way consumers hear music, news and entertainment,
determining where radio is going is an even tougher call.

As part of our “Focus on the Future,” Billboard Radio
Monitor surveved group heads, programmers, ad buyers and
others to decipher radio’s meaning beyvond the boom box in the
kitchen or the LLCD in-dash screen in the car—and how we're
going to be listening to it down the road.

No matter how shiny and hip the new audio platforms, broad-
casters must hold content above all else, our pundits stressed.

FFor Clear Channel Radio CEO John Hogan, radio’s future
hinges on “connecting with listeners and continuing one-to-one
personal relationships,” regardless of how content is distributed.
“Technology has changed the playing field, but to make it work
for us, we have to program to both the listener and the device,”
IHogan says.

Dom Theodore, regional VP of programming for Clear
Channel/Detroit and PD of top 40 WKQI, adds, “The best
appliance ever created for dispensing music to date is the iPod,
but the best appliance for delivering companionship and fun

“Content will be pushed out in multiple ways that we maybe
haven’t even seen vet,” he says. Knight envisions “a new age
of customer scrvice and portable measurement that will shift
some programming norms.”

Another key to understanding radio’s future, sources note, is
understanding that consumers still have the ultimate say in
whether new technologics succeed, based on convenience, need
and pricing points.

“The consumer will let us know what they want. Just because
new technology comes along it doesn’t mean that it’s going to be
successful,” savs Armando Rivera, AP1)/MD of Clear Channel
adult top 40 WVAZ (V103) Chicago. “While new technology is
great, we need to get back to the basics: talent development and
great programming.”

Togan says, “It’s a fundamental change on our part to not
resist, fear or ignore the technological changes, but to embrace
and concentrate on how to make them work for us. Society and
technology will continue to change. Successful broadcasters will
be the ones that recognize that and prepare themselves to partic-
ipate in that change and to make change work for them.”

Tom Poleman, senior VP of programming for Clear
Channel/New York and PD of mainstream top 40 WHTZ
(7100), cautions that the industry needs to maintain perspective
amid so many potential platforms. “There are always carly

Ferrara says HD) radio sales will number in the hundreds of
thousands this vear and in the millions next year.

In the business long enough to remember the listener migration
from AM to FM, Ferrara sees a parallel between then and now. In
the late *60s and carly *70s, listeners bought I'M converters so they
could receive new programming available only on I'AM. Yet many
in the industry thought FAM was doomed to fail. Owners handed
over their M1 airwaves to a new generation of programmers.
“And what happened? Those dope-smoking hippics got inventive
and they produced amazing radio,” Ferrara says. “And that’s
what's happening now. I'm seeing it all over again.”

Clear Channel’s Hogan says HD radio will reach the tipping
point when a confluence of factors occurs: widespread receiver
availability, attractive price points and compelling content. “We're
committed to however long it takes. 111D radio will enjoy a signif-
icantly faster level of consumer awareness and faster embrace by
electronics manufacturers [than satellite radio] because we have
the perfect promotional vehicle for it. We have radio.”

remains the radio. As the future unfolds and as technology
grows, our goal will be to enhance that experience. Music used
to be on top of the pyramid, but in the future, it’s going to be
the soundtrack that surrounds a wider content experience. The
difference between radio now and in the future will be that the
morning show is less about the new Rihanna song than it is
playing more phone scams.”

In addition, Theodore says, “we need to start thinking of radio
as audio entertainment. We're at a crossroads where the delivery
system is going to change, whether that means a cell phone, some
other wireless device or something that hasn’t even been
invented vet. The future of radio is going to be more about the
product than how it is delivered. Ultimately, this mcans that we
need to focus on keeping our brands in the forefront.”

While HDD units are now available in high-end automobiles,
the challenge, Hogan says, is getting them into mid-priced mod-
els, not expected to occur until model year 2008.

Emmis Communications radio division president Rick
Cummings believes the industry has “a long way to go” before
that tipping point occurs. “It will require receivers that are tech-
nically better than they are today and sell for less than $200.”

Knight agrees and says, “We have to get the prices down and
make it less of a luxury item and more an everyday thing in cars.
We could be producing the greatest content in the world but if
no one can hear it, then it doesn’t matter.”

Calling HD a 12-vear science project, iBiquity Digital direc-
tor of broadcast marketing Don Kelly says preliminary research
results suggest roughly 35% of Americans are aware of 11D
radio. (The figure may be higher in top 20 markets, where sta-
tions are running heavy HD spot schedules.) “We're secing the
tip of the iceberg,” Kelly said at the Navigating Radio’s Digital
Platform conference April 14 in New York. Within five years,
“there could be as many as eight stations on every signal in
America. New content will compel receiver sales.”

In addition, iBiquity has plans to develop an HD chip for inte-
gration into MP3 players and cell phones. The trend will be
“smaller and cheaper,” Kelly said.

Theodore notes that HD’s improved audio quality and multi-
ple channels will be further complemented by multistream data
capabilities like weather, stock quotes and sports scores.

To date, 767 U.S. stations are broadcasting digitally and there
are 218 HID2 multicast broadcasts.

PODCASTING: FROM ‘HOW MANY' TO ‘WHO’
Podcasting was a term known only to hyper-geeks as recently
as a year-and-a-half ago. Today it is a source of myriad of pro-
gramming, from random amateur rants and recordings to
repurposed morning show bits and extra hours of syndicated
programming to a new way for cstablished brands to offer
another platform to build consumer loyalty.

“This is where satellite can’t compete—on the very local
level,” Rivera says. “We can offer very specific podcasts for
groups, familics and the like that will hit home locally, thus giv-
ing consumers an up-close, personal experience.”

Among the industry’s most aggressive podcasters is ESPN
Radio, which offers five different products, both audio and
video, via iTunes.

“We've seen explosive growth in the last eight
months,” ESPNradio.com GM Mark Horine said at
the Navigating Radio’s Digital Platform conference.
“We only see it getting stronger.”

To date, all podcast audience measurement has been
browser-based. To bring greater accountability to the medi-
um, a new company called Podbridge has developed a plug-in
that consumers would download when they sign up for pod-

casts. By asking basic listener-profile questions during the sign-
up process, Podbridge aims to move audience measurement
from “how many” to “who.”

INTERNET RADIO: SUDDEN GROWTH SPURT
In the last year, the use of Internet radio has spiked noticeably.
According to Arbitron and Edison Media Research, the monthly
audience for Internet radio among listeners 12-plus jun 19,
from 37 million to 52 million. The weekly Internet radio audience
jumped 50% to 30 million, after growing only 8% a year for the
preceding three years.

“This is onc of the biggest year-over-year increases ever,” savs
Bill Rose, Arbitron senior VP of marketing and business devel-
opment. “At this stage of the game, to see that kind of growth is
noteworthy.”

According to Arbitron’s most recent figures, Yahoo remains the
largest Internet radio destination with 2.6 million weekly listencrs.
America Online Radio is No. 2 with 1.9 million, with Clear
Channel’s collective stations trailing with 880,000 listeners—just
cdging out MSN, but growing more rapidly than its competitors.

While 30 million weekly listencers certainly is a milestone for
Internet radio, it is still only 12% of the overall population.
Analysts say it would need to reach 20% penetration to be con-
sidered a necessary clement of any media or promotional plan.

“In the last year, there’s been a lot of activity revolving around
things like podcasting, satellite radio, downloading from iTunes
and so on,” Rose says. “That activity raised all boats digitally, In
essence what we’re sceing is a bunch of pent-up demand that’s
just caught up.”

MOBILE: FROM EUROPE WITH LOVE
Radio listening on hand-held devices such as mobile phones
remains the great unknown, at least in the United States.

Theodore says the platform could wipe out the relevance of
geography: “You can listen to any radio station in America in
digital stereo on any cell phone,” he says. “We'll have the oppor-
tunity to marry our product to cell-phone technology. It’s a plat-
form that will work very well for radio.”

Shomby adds, “This is the medium of the future. Already in
Europe and in other regions, audio content is free and it’s an
ideal platform to market products. Imagine conducting a music
test via a cell phone. The youngest generation is learning to use
nothing but cell phones for everything, even to the point that
watches may become obsolcte to themn.”

FINANCIAL FORECAST: THE KNOTHOLE THEORY
Defining radio’s future from a financial perspective will require
some substantial repositioning in the eves of Wall
Street and, to a degree, the mainstream press.

Ferrara compares the current view of radio by
Wall Street and the press to watching a parade
through a knothole in the fence. “They’re seeing
onc part of our business at a moment in time
when it’s not at its shining best,” he says. “But
that doesn’t mean that what came before won’t
happen again or happen even bigger and in more
exciting ways.”

Cummings has declared 2006 a year of reckon-
ing for radio. “A lot of people in associated indus-
tries as well as our own will finally come to grips
with what the truth is,” he says. “That will lead
advertising agencies who jumped too far, too fast
into alternative advertising to realize that they lost
some of their key accounts and some advertisers to real-
ize that they didn’t sell more hamburgers, cars or services.
The radio industry has finally demonstrated that we are moving
aggressively to migrate our content to new platforms and toward
electronic audicnce measurement and electronic invoicing. We
have a bright future, but not without more pain first.”

More attractive radio revenue growth rates will require “the
innovation, commitment, discipline, investment and passion that
great broadcasters are known for,” Hogan says.

AD BUYERS: BIGGER PIE, SMALLER SLICES
From the ad buying side of the business, the increasing number of
audio platforms will offer advertisers new and novel ways to reach
more narrowly defined niches with their products, a clear benefit.
But with that comes the challenge of further fragmentation.
“The pie may be getting bigger but the slices are getting
smaller. That’s where the world of ad spending is going over the
next several vears,” says Marybeth Papuga, senior VP/director
of local broadcast for Mediavest.
She agrees with Clear Channel’s Theodore that as more
platforms reach consumers, the term “radio” will be sup-
planted by “audio.”
“Just as we refer to video now
instead of just television, the
notion of AM and I'M no
longer singularly defines
radio,” Papuga says.
Further, she says, as
Web sites and hand-
held devices integrate
video into their audio
products, these distinc-
tions will, in time, become
less differentiated.
“There needs to come a
time where industries bucket

these technologies,” she says.
Matt  Feinberg,  senior
VP/director of radio and interactive broadcast for Zenith
Media, concurs that the Internet is blurring the edges between
radio, audio, print and other traditional user benchmarks.
“Web sites have a print element, a video element and radio
streaming, which, for buyers and people on all sides of market-
ing, offers a great opportunity,” he says.
Feinberg surmises that while AM/I°M and satellite radio will
continue to represent the core definition of radio, other audio alter-

natives are certainly becoming mainstays for consumers. “In-office
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listening has been revolutionized by online listening, whether users
are streaming terrestrial stations or cyber stations,” he says.

And consumers do differentiate between the two. “Radio s a

comfortable place for people to find out information
or listen to music. But it is no longer cutting edge
or about hipness or breaking new music.
Cousin Brucie and the DJs of the *50s and "60s
that made radio an outlet for discovery are
being rapidly replaced by blogs and MySpace.”
Feinberg stresses that any business that con-
tinues to think of itself as a radio company faces
a struggle. “The future of radio lies in the abili-
ty to sce bevond radio. They face an uphill bat-
tle on Wall Street, which is forcing them to focus
on the bottom line, but at some point, they’re
going to have to commit financially and
emotionally to rethinking the model,
to change the infrastructure.”
E. Mlorris Communications
VP/director of media services
Deborah Gray-Young sees portability
as the most momentous imminent shift. Where AM
and FM still cornered the commuter audience as recent-
Iy as a year ago, she says that portable Sirius and XM
plavers—with time-shifting storage capability—
along with the growth of Wi-Fi Internet
access and the potential of mobile
phone audio, represent “another tidal
shift [that] could be before us.”

She also agreces that the more useful
the Internct becomes, the less a one-
trick pony AM/FM radio may become.

Another major issue for advertisers is, of course,
audience measurement. The radio industry of the future
simply must bring the era of the Arbitron diary to a close, they

say. They also acknowledge
the challenges in making

such a dramatic transition to
passive listening measurement,
whether it is Arbitron’s Portable People
Meter or one of its would-be competitors.

“The wholc issue is a monster. I feel
for them,” Gray-Young says.

Feinberg adds that while agencies have
been quick to offer their PPM support, he understands
broadcasters’ hesitation.

“Broadcasters are hesitating to commit to the PPM as a stall
tactic, as they scramble to try and figure out how they are going
to make it work for them. Overall the radio industry will benefit,
though some individual stations will slip—but broadcasters are
trying to balance the fact that they are expected to see an ‘X’ per-

cent increase in revenues, balanced against the increased

costs of a new Arbitron system.”
Papuga notes that a new measurement sys-
tem is “something that the industry
reallv needs to do. When advertisers
look to divvy up their funds, the audio
component isn’t really demonstrating
the value that it does gencrate. You're
only as good as the people that fill in

those diaries.”

All of those surveved in the ad buy-
ing community agree that technology is
changing so rapidly that staying a step
ahead is becoming nearly impossible.
“There are going to be successes and
failures along the way,” Papuga says.

“But we're all aware that six months from now
we could be talking about something that we’re not
even considering today.”

REALITY CHECK

Injecting a dose of reality into radio future shock talk, the HD
Digital Radio Alliance’s Ferrara maintains that the “face of ter-
restrial radio isn’t really changing all that much in relation to all
the other audio sources. People have always had access to other
ways to listen to music and entertainment. Actual radio listemng
hasn’t really changed that much and we don’t anticipate that it
will, simply because radio delivers the local listening experience
and no other audio source will provide that. Radio will always be
the 800-pound gorilla of audio entertainment sources.”

“Perceptually, radio is a mess but in reality far from it,”
Emmis Communications’ Cummings says. “There is a giant gap
between what is real and what is perceived by Wall Street and
consumers about a medium as old as radio. They view us as the
railroad. The difterence between the railroad and us is we under-
stand what we need to do and we're starting to do it.”

A January 2006 study by Arbitron and F.dison Media Research
confirmed that time spent listening to radio has not eroded on top
of all these choices, Cummings says. “For 80 vears, we've been
the guys who know how to make audio content that people care
about. I don’t think that’s going to change.” Cummings isn’t buy-
ing the doomsday scenario that wireless Wi-Fi will kill radio
before HD radio reaches critical mass. “But if we stop investing
in great content, that will be a problem,” he says.

Taking all the changes in stride, Clear Channel’s Poleman
says he’s “really glad to be in radio right now. It’s very experi-
mental; it’s certainly not the boring, stuffy business that people
make us out to be sometimes. I'm glad I'm here. Ill be a fun

AS THE RADIO INDUSTRY PREPARES for the
expected eventual adoption of Arbitron’s Portable People Meter
and the phasing out in many markets of the +1-vear-old paper-
ratings diary, broadcasters are gearing up for ways their standard

operating procedures will ¢volve as a result.

The new technology will bring with it key changes in radio
programming and promotions. As part of our “IFocus on the
Future,” Billboard Radio Monitor asked some radio execs for
their thoughts on how life inside of radio stations is likely to dif-
fer as a result of the PPM. Many say they’re eagerly anticipating

a change, whether it’s to the PPM or some other next-
generation, audience-measurement service.

Talk radio consultant Valerie Geller is among those looking
forward to the new technology and says, “With the PPM, we
won’t have to beat up our talent to say the call letters over and
over until we are blue. That’s going to be the best thing about
the PPM.”

Doug Hamand, OM of Clear Channel’s four-station cluster
in Tampa, Fla,, and PD of AC WMTX (Mix 100.7), is also a
proponent of the change.

“I'strongly believe we need a different measuring method,” he
says. ““T’he way we are compiling results now with today’s tech-
nology is just ridiculous. I can’t wait to sec extra quarter-hours
go to stations that deserve it from people who [would] never
write them down.

“Forinstance . . . an AC [that] has worked so hard to be the ‘at-
work station” will finally start to see some payoft,” 1 lamand savs.
“Most people are not able to choose the stations they listen to at
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work, but are being exposed to those stations. Their PPM will now
give [them| credit. It’s going to be a lot better way of measuring
stations’ impact, and we’ll see a lot more quarter-hours as well.”

One adjustment Hamand anticipates is that Thursday’s
importance as a contest and diary kickoff day could change,
depending on when PP participants are asked to start and stop
wearing the device. “If it’s staggered,” he notes, “then every day
is important. If it’s traditional, then Mondays and Thursdays
will still be the biggies.”

Geller agrees. “Thursdays will just be Thursdays again. How
nice,” she says. “Maybe [we can]
have a contest when it’s apropos,
fits or maybe just when someone
gets a good 1dea for one.”

With the PPM, Regent
Communications VP of pro-
gramming Bob Moody says,
“there will no longer be an
advantage to hiding spot breaks
on the dark side of the moon—
from 45 to :59—since listening
is roughly the same in each
quarter-hour. Some people will
go back to three or four breaks
per hour.”

But Moody thinks the biggest
change will be “an adjustment
to programming with even more
cmphasis on cume growth as
time spent listening levels drop.
The person who listens at work
and just draws a line in the diary
Radio from 9 am. until 5> p.m. won’t
be there anvmore,” he says.

IMPACT ON STATION MARKETING
Gail Austin, OM for Clear Channel/Jacksonville, FFla., antici
pates some variables as the industry moves toward the switch.

“T'he PPM should expose what we've termed ‘phantom
cume,’ ” she says. “Many programmers feel as if they ecither ben-
cfit or suffer from it. External mass marketing, although still
necessary, may be substituted in some cases for more highly
focused, core-target marketing as stations concentrate on the
best plan for their ROI Certainly all marketing [and | promotion
practices will be under scrutiny, beginning with pre-book,
momentum-building campaigns [and on] to day-to-day contest-
ing, street presence in terms of volume, exclusivity, dominance
|and]| relevance, and programming.

“The PPM will give us the opportunity to understand more
clearly exactly how listencrs usc our stations,” Austin savs. *“And
with that understanding we will create new ways of improving
our stations and marketing those improyements to the listener.”

“As with any new technology like clectronic measurement,

there will be winners and losers,” savs Frank Bell, VP of pro-
gramming for Kevmarket Communications. “Certain stations
which have survived for vears by being co-branded with their TV
partners may no longer benefit in the ratings from that halo effect.

“Certain highly compensated personalities, who flourished
because fans inflated their reported listening in diaries, will be
faced with a more realistic estimate of their value in the market,”
Bell continues. “Program directors will become ever more
obsessive and control-oriented as everything on the air is placed
under a minute-by-minute microscope. General managers will
rcach for their Tums as advertisers negotiate make goods
because their commercial which ran fourth in the stopset had
24%0 fewer listeners than the other guy’s spot which ran first.

“On the bright side,” Bell adds, “sales managers and rep
firms might learn to sell cume instead of quarter-hour.”

Bell fears that “new music on terrestrial radio could become
an endangered species. “Why play a song for cight weeks that

makes 28% of vour audience leave the station®” he asks.

On the positive end, Bell says, “The move to clectronic meas-
urement also represents a new frontier for the programmers,
rescarchers, consultants and marketers who develop a whole
new bag of tricks to stimulate ‘real’ as opposed to ‘reported’ lis-
tening to their stations.”

Country consultant Keith Hill has a few concerns, but he also
sces the new methodology’s upside. “I fear a couple of things
about PPM,” he says. “While we will like the correct attribution,
I believe it will show higher cumes for stations. That’s good.
Lower TSL—that’s bad. It will show folks use more stations
than they report in diaries. It will show less lovalty with tune-
outs more often. God forbid we look at the data and see how the
audience drops at spotsets.

“That is onc of the key things that I think will change,” Hill
continues. “The day of the stopscts will be gone. Instead, we will
program with a more balanced clock, meaning we will stop more
frequently, but for just one or two spots.

“And it Arbitron keeps the same PPM respondents for as long
as they say they will, we will adjust our contests and marketing
to be less focused and intense during spring and fall for 12 weeks
at a time,” Hill adds. “Instead, we will simply program our sta-
tions in a more even manner, with a less intense level of promo-
tions at one time, to be replaced with constant promotions and
marketing at a more consistent level.”

Hill also thinks stations will identify themselves on the air about
half as often as they do now. “The reason we have been identify-
ing our stations every three to five minutes is because of the
unaided recall game,” he says. “Now, with PPM, if they are listen-
ing, they need not actually know what the station name is. We will
still want them to know our call letters or product name for the
purpose of marryving product attributes to our name. But the
extreme assault of the name of the stations can be moderated.”

Regardless of how or when the PP rolls forward, there
are some things about radio programming that are unlikely to
ever change.

Clear Channel’s Austin says, “Some of the marketing tradi-
tions of [the] past that support ratings growth still hold up in
regard to cume, TSL, AQIT and tune-in levels. They will be, as
they always have been, eritical.”

And Geller notes, “Even with the PPM, it’s still going to
be relevant content, content, content and personality that
gets audiences.” L

THE HORSE IS IN THE STABLE, but will radio let it run?

Hundreds of high-definition side channels are now in place, and
other distribution options, including cell phones, are on the
upswing. Is radio finally ready to open the starting gates when it
comes to kid-oriented programming? The medium has long pro-
fessed an interest in attracting vounger audiences, but has never
scemed willing to pony up when it came to taking the kids for a ride.

The omnipresent Radio Disney, which boasts 54 (mostly AM)
affiliates and coverage that includes satcasters and Web stream-
ing, is no doubt a powerful force. But beyond its reach, kid-
targeted programming has not been on radio’s radar.

CBS Radio dircctor of digital programming Dave Robbins,
whose company is a HD Digital Radio Alliance member, says
CBS does not have any plans for kid-targeted HD side channels.
Likewise, Greater Media VP of program development Buzz
Knight says nothing along the lines of kids programming is in
the works at his company, but calls it an “interesting idea.”
(Greater Media is also an alliance member.) While “gay radio,”
“disco” and “xtreme hip-hop” are among Clear Channel’s
announced HD offerings, kids programming does not appear to
be on the agenda there either.

Here's something to keep in mind in this rapidly changing
world: Arbitron’s Portable People Meter, which is being tested in
Houston, measures listening among 6- to 11-vear-olds. That’s
good news for an industry that heretofore has had little quantita-
tive data with which to entice such traditional kids advertisers as
toy manufacturers and cercal companies. Merrill Lynch estimates
that the kids TV ad market is nearly 81 billion annually.

Radio Disney’s target audience is 6- to 14-vear-olds, and
because listening to it has evolved into a family activity, advertis-
ers are far from limited to [Fisher-Price products and breakfast
cereals. Longtime supporters include the Home Depot, GM
OnStar, Kohl’s and Build-a-Bear Workshop (Billboard Radio
Monitor, April 7).

Focusing on kids, in addition to the potential financial bene-
fits, might also help train them to be radio users carlier in life.

“The age we're targeting is right about that time when music
becomes important, right as you’re defining who you are, try-
ing out new roles, and vou are able to learn through songs you
sing and participate in with friends,” Radio Disney PID Robin
Jones recently told Billboard Radio Monitor. “As traditional
radio [thumbs]| its nosc at kids, I'm happy that we’re able to
provide music that’s happy and relevant.”

Meanwhile, spurred in part by left-field hits like the Disney
Channel’s “High School Musical” soundtrack and Jack
Johnson’s “Curious George™ project from Brushfire/ UMRG,
among others, kids music sales are on the rise. According to
Nielsen SoundScan, kids album sales vear to date are at 5.5 mil-
lion units, up 103% from the same period last year.

WHAT ARE THEY LISTENING TO?

To investigate the concept further, Billboard Radio Monitor talked

to various radio professionals—who also happen to be parents—

about the need for and the viability of kid-centric programming.
Clear Channel VP of country/regional VP of programming/

director of Nashville operations Clay Hunnicutt says that his two
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children, ages 6 and 8, actually spend a great deal of time listen-
ing to two stations he oversees—country WSIX (the Big 98) and
top 40 sister WRVW (107.7 the River). Aside from the occasion-
al “hell, veah,” the Big 98 is family-friendly. “Obviously, that’s
not as suggestive as ‘shake vour booty’ or ‘put it on me,’ ”
Hunnicutt points out.

He has to be a little more vigilant when it comes to the River.
“We try to daypart those suggestive records of 50 Cent and
things Ivrically that push the limits,” he says.

For that reason, Hunnicutt seces HD multicasting as a possible
outlet for kid programming. “More and more families are look-
ing for that ‘safe harbor’ where kids can listen without [parents]
worrying about suggestive lyrics. You will see more and more of
that on side channels.”

XM, they don’t really utilize the radio in any way at all. Their
cntertainment comes more from the TiVo-ed kids programs
and DV Ds.

“Videogames are the far greater competitor than CDs and
tapes to young listeners,” Anthony points out. “Many popular
contemporary songs are finding their way into videogames.”

While Hunnicutt sees iPods and the Internet as competi-
tors, he docs not believe radio has given up on the vounger
demos. “We need to do a better job of finding them and find-
ing a way for them to tell us what they are listening to and for
how long,” he says.

“I still think there’s a lot of youth out there listening to the
radio,” he says. “I don’t kid myself into thinking that they lis-
ten to it the way I listened to it. I think everybody’s moving too

Likewise, Greater Mecdia country WKILB Boston APD/MD
Ginny Rogers, who has an 8-year-old son and a 14-ycar-old
daughter, savs both listen to WKLB-—which is a good thing,
since Rogers’ husband is PID Mike Brophey. But she says that
they listen to other stations as well, including Radio Disney and
blucgrass on XM (her son) and pop/rock, country and
Christian pop (her daughter).

“Granted, my kids are still fairly young, but they spend far,
far more time watching DVDs than listening to radio,” XM
Satellite Radio country Highway 16 MDD Jon Anthony says of
his 7- and 3-vear-old boys. “Aside from the kids channels on

rapidly for that.”

Rescarcher Larry Rosin, co-founder and president of Edison
Media Research, is a firm believer that radio could do a better job
providing more kid-friendly programming. “Oh, God, yes,” he
says, “I have argued this for years to anyone who will listen.
Kudos to Disney for teaching kids the radio habit.” Rosin has a
13-vear-old son and 7-year-old daughter.

“My daughter is a big fan of Radio Disney-——and the Disney
Channel,” he says. “She is exposed to a lot of music through
both the TV channel and when we can get it in on the radio,
Radio Disney.”
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Asked whether radio has forever lost younger listeners to
other delivery systems, Rosin savs, “Yes and no. I still see that
both [of my] kids need the radio or some source to know what

kids. Edison docs significantly less than 1% of its research
among those under 18. T have asked other researchers, and they
say the same thing.”

WKILB’s Rogers says that buying a music CD is also becom-
ing antiquated. “Even my 8-vear-old loves downloading music
and making his own custom CDs,” she says. “Then we down-
load his new faves onto his [iPod] shuffle. Radio is still viable to
the younger set, but as a means to find their favorite music first,
before they buy it on iTunes or another source.”

Sirius Satellite Radio director of country programming Scott
Lindy, who has twin 5-year-old daughters, agrees that there’s
hope. “I wouldn’t say radio has [given in to] CDs, tapes, iPods,
etc., but rather that the right formula to make that style of pro-
gramming successful and sustainable has not been explored to a
great degree outside of Radio Disney.

“When I listen to Radio Disney and Kid Stuff on Sirius, it is
some very different-sounding radio, which makes me think there
is more opportunity,” he savs. To be successful, kids-oriented
radio programming would nced to tic in with TV, Lindy
believes, “due to the nature of the time spent viewing TV by
most American kids under 12.”

to download in the first place. But, there is limited targeting of

attention span,” XM’s Anthony says. “Channels like XM Kids
and Radio Disney are almost the only options available to them
right now.”

“Any format that breaks new ground and sets a higher stan-
dard for what people will be attracted to can have a positive
financial impact,” Lindy points out. “Kids programming is no
different—it all comes down to your model and how you make it
work for vour purposes.

“Getting kids to even be interested in the radio is a huge task,”
Lindy says. “Marketing would have to be extremely well-integrated
into their lives, with parents approving of your techniques.”

Rosin believes that with some attention, radio can capture
younger listeners. “You reap what you sow,” he says. “Target
them and get them.”

“The HD channels are perfect for kid-friendly programming,
but the ratings aren’t there,” Rogers says. “If the PPM proves a
viable ratings tool for this age group, then the advertisers will come.

“Anything is possible if you find the right combination of
products—children’s programming that’s compelling to the
newest generation of smart kids,” she says. “Radio Disney is just
like the top 40 radio we grew up with. Old is new again.”

Whether radio could find success with kids programming is a
“harder question,” Rosin says. “MTV and Nickelodeon print
money, but evervone savs that there is no local dollar for radio.”

But perhaps children’s programming could fall under the
loss-leader category—use it to draw a crowd to a brand and hope
they buy in. It’s a foreign concept for radio, but HD) side chan-
nels provide the opportunity for lower-cost programming. “It’s
a very valuable segment of our program offering,” Anthony says
of XM Kids, “not so much for any advertiser interest, but rather

THE BIG "WHAT IF?’
So could kids programming work?

“The census tells us that the universe of kids is getting bigger,”
Hunnicutt says. “You have to start growing them at some point.”

Like starting any new radio station, Hunnicutt says, “it’s just
managing the expectations. What do you want to do, who are you
trying to attract, and what are the expectations of what you're
trying to put on? That’s with any radio station, whether it’s tar-
geted at kids or adults.”

“Winning them over to radio at an carly age must start with tar-
geted, specific programming that will engage their naturally short
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AH, SPRING IS IN THE AIR. That means fun and
frolic in the sun, and for radio it also means another concert fes-
tival scason is gearing up. Can’t you sce it now? Birkenstocks,
belly shirts and barrels of vour listeners’ favorite beverages con-
verging on a venue you've secured with lots of liability insurance
for this vear’s N'TR blowout.

Many stations will offer multiple days of artist performances,
lifestvle exhibits, merchandise kiosks and food concessions. But
before vou get to 1>-Day there is a ton of planning and prepara-
tion, and mass quantities of aspirin to be swallowed.

‘TALK TO THE AGENT’

As a result of the Eliot Spitzer-ized “looking under the micro-
scope at everything” world we now live in, gone are the days
when vou could clearly draw a line from airplay to a band’s slot
on a station’s show.

Nowadays, call any record label about landing one of their hot
bands on vour station’s show, and you’ll get a response much like
this one from Warner Bros. VP of rock formats/ promotion Mike
Rittberg: “Go talk to the band’s agent.”

Rittberg savs Warner Bros. has been doing it that way for
vears. “Bands have to get paid full value for their time,” he says,
allowing that he’s more than glad to make the introductions to
the right parties so stations can sccure the bands.

Another label promotion exceutive adds, “We'll still handle
the standard details of mect-and-greets at these shows; that just
comes with the territory.”

Confirming the new world order on station shows, Tampa,
I'la.~based Clear Channel regional VP of programming Brad
[Hardin savs, “We have a guy who produces our shows for us and
lines up all the bands and works with the agents. We pay retail
for these bands: we're not getting any special breaks because
we’re a radio station.”

Zomba Label Group senior director of promotion Joanne
Grand has noticed an increase in the aggressiveness of radio
inquiring about her artists’ availability, particularly Three
Days Grace.

“QObviously it’s not a tit-for-tat situation; the stations have to
be a little more creative in their methods for getting artists to

play their shows,” she says. In “radio stations’ dcfense, these
shows are so hard to put together, and they’re so expensive.

“If 2 more-known band has done quite a bit for radio,” Grand
continues, “they deserve to not only continue to do shows for
radio, but they also deserve to make a living because most bands
aren’t making it off record sales anymore. They take a higher con-
sideration than a regular club date for the radio shows, though.”

She adds, “I am stll sceing the standard letters being
exchanged for station shows, or CID giveaways that specify that
these considerations are not in exchange for airplay.”

Clear Channel modern rock K'TBZ (the Buzz) louston is
presenting its 17th Buzzfest June 17. Vince Richards, Clear
Channel/ Houston director of rock programming, secs the cvent
as a “great win-win” for the station because of its ability to gen-
eratc strong N'TR. He says the show’s popularity and endurance
are driven by the station’s reputation and the band lineup (see
sidebar, page 11).

Some broadcasters, however, have gotten out of the festival
business. The only stations that seem to be involved with festi-
vals today are ones trying to increase their N'TR. Forced to pay
the going rate for bands, programmers and managers have to
decide whether the returns justify the energy and effort.

On the flip side, several rock stations don’t bother with the
hassle of putting their own shows together from scratch. Instead,
they hitch their wagons to an established multi-artist
extravaganza like Ozzfest and attempt to brand it as their own.
This usually involves buying and giving away blocks of tickets to
listeners, orchestrating meet-and-grects and arranging to blanket
the venue with station signage.

“People remember name shows and also remember ‘their’
radio station being a part of it,” one rock label promo exceutive
says. “There’s the same marketing bang potential as putting on
vour own show, but no real NTR clement, and for a lot of sta-
tions that’s OK.”

A PRODUCER’S POINT OF VIEW

Ray Steinman, president of Florida-based Bralco Group, a
national special event production and consulting company, has
worked with radio stations for several vears producing festivals.

“] feel like we're back to the old days of working hand-in-hand
with the program dircctors and promotion dircctors deciding on
talent and negotiating the deals so that everyone knows what
they’re getting into.”

One of Steinman’s toughest chores is negotiating with bands
and production vendors to keep ticket prices affordable.

“What makes it harder and harder each vear is that the mar-
gins are going down a bit, and the production costs keep going
up,” he says. “We're still trving to keep a reasonable ticket price
because we want a lot of people to come out.”

When working with stations for the first time, Steinman says
it’s like “sticker shock” for the radio executives.

“You go from selling airtime to sclling tickets; it’s much dif-
ferent than what they’re used to. There are a lot of upfront costs
radio isn’t used to.”

NEW IDEAS FOR ‘06

One challenge cited by programmers is finding new “oh, wow”
clements to entertain listeners and intrigue clients outside the
confines of the music. This hurdle applies whether station
shows are crammed into one day or arc multiple-day festivals
such as the granddaddies of them all: CBS Radio talk/modern
rock WIIFS Baitimore/Washington, 1.C.’s H1I'Stival; Clear
Channel active rock WXTB Tampa’s Livestock; CBS Radio
modern rock KROQ Los Angeles’ Weenie Roast; or Clear
Channel modern rock WWDC’s (DCI101) Washington, D.C.’s
Chili Cook-Off. Always trying to think outside the box,
Hardin’s staff at WXTB added several new clements to the sta-
tion’s April 28-29 Livestock.

Working with cvent sponsors Miller Lite and Jigermeister,
1ardin savs cach side of the Livestock soundboard will have an
arca where a winner and nine friends “will get to have ‘the best
scat in the house.” They’ll be clevated above the crowd. We've
never done anything like it before.”

Hardin will also videotape a lot of this year’s show. “I've
requested from the labels the opportunity to record songs and
interviews with the bands so we can have content to put on the
Web site for after the show,” he savs. “We've always just had
pictures on the Web site, but never the video. Our Web site’s

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traffic is always top five within Clear Channel; there are a lot of
people going there, so it just makes sense to do it. We're always
trying to find new content to put up there, so this will be the per-
fect platform for that.”

Another new twist at Livestock 15 is adding entertainment
between bands from Malcolm Ryker and Mike Check, the hosts
of “Scratch N’ Sniff,” which airs on rock and modern-rock sta-
tions. “It’s not a mash-up show,” Hardin adds. “They mix some
of the rock stuff with some of the hip-hop stuff, but it really
doesn’t sound hip-hop. We’ve never done that before either at
Livestock. I think it will get a good reaction, but they could get
things thrown at them, too,” Hardin adds with a laugh.

Unique to Livestock over the vears is that the two- to three-
day event takes place in a camping setting. Unfortunately, this is
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the last year for Livestock in its Festival Park/Zephyrhills loca-
tion—the land is being sold to residential developers.

“I think next year we’ll bring it closer to Tampa/St.
Petersburg in a park,” Hardin says. “It will be a one-day show.
Attendance will probably increase, because there are certain
groups of people that are aware of the Livestock lure and don’t
want any part of it. Some people think it’s a bad thing.”

Greater Media rock WNIMR Philadelphia held its annual
Spring Break April 14 at the city’s Liacorus Center and, as it has
in the past, gave away all 6,000 seats to listeners to sce Switchfoot
and a re-formed Soul Asylum. WMMR marketing director Eric
Simon says the station also added a video clement this vear.

“We decided to drop some of the more conventional things,
such as decorations and beach balls, and reach out to a video

monitor company just to get some interaction with the crowd
and give our listeners something to watch in between bands.”

In what could be equated to a mini South by Southwest set-
ting, Phoenix Media/Communications Group modern rock
WFNX Boston will hold its 2006 Best Music Poll May 18 on
Lansdowne Strect. Bands will be featured on an outdoor stage
and in clubs along the famous thoroughfare.

“We have a skate ramp on site with professional skaters,”
WFNX marketing director Danelle Sarvas explains. “We've
done a dunk tank in the past, too. The clients that are involved
are encouraged to be very interactive with the crowd. We trv to
format it more like a2 Warped tour or Lollapalooza where it’s an
experience not to be missed. It’s mostly about the music, but
you also want people walking away knowing they got some
really cool stuff, t00.”

Clear Channel’s Richards, whose event will include interac-
tive activities with Nintendo and Sony PlayStation, says he’s
looking into producing Instant Live CDs from Buzzfest band
performances in conjunction with promoter Live Nation.

Warner Bros.” Rittberg wonders why Detroit’s No. 1 employ-
ers aren’t more involved in station shows and festivals.

“I’'m surprised more car companies don’t take advantage of
taking some space to show off their cars and possibly do raffles
for car giveaways,” he says. “It could be that some ad agencies
are not aware of these shows. When stations sell these, they scem
to be selling them just to beer and liquor sponsors because
they’re the ones with the most money.”

The way Grand secs it, “what makes these shows great is
when they make them a lifestyle meeting of the masses, like a
Livestock. If you’re a regular, normal fan, you’re getting a great
return for your money with these shows and the caliber of bands
performing at them.” .

(Hot 97). More changes are expected.
While it has carved out a solid position as New York’s No. 2

WQHT, which continues to dominate the demo. WWPR had
the lead in morning drive with “The Star & Buc Wild Morning
Show.” The former WQHT morning show was second only to
Howard Stern among adults 18-34 in the fall 2005 Arbitron.
However, WWPR slipped to fourth place in morning drive
among 18-3+4s, while WQHT’s Miss Jones moved into second,
according to Phase 2 winter 2006 Arbitrends.

“Strategic” is the first word off Tom Poleman’s lips when
asked to describe WWPR’s new PD. “The moves he’s already
made with DJ Clue is indicative of what he’s going to be doing for
the radio station,” the senior VP of Clear Channel’s five-FM
New York cluster savs. “Since [\'P of urban programming] Doc
Wynter, [then-regional V'P of programming] Steve Smith, [exec-
utive VP of content development] Tom Owens and I were talk-
ing about making this move four years ago, we've taken a radio
signal that wasn’t doing well on the ratings or revenue side and
made it into a significant player in the New York market. Michael
Saunders did a fantastic job, and that’s not easy to follow.”

Fortunately, Bell is drawing on a vast radio career, most
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station in adults 18-34, WWPR still lives in the shadow of

DJ Clue, the established mix-tape DJ and former WQHT
jock and MTV “Direct Effect” host, is slated to add more of a
street element to the station. His compilation album “The
Professional: Part Three” will drop via Def Jam/Roc-a-Fella
Records this summer. The project, which features artists rang-
ing from Fabolous to Mario Winans, will help promote and
strengthen WWPR’s brand.

“It’s a bigger and better opportunity for me at Power,” Clue
says. “I never had a prime-time radio slot, so this will give me
more versatility. I'm going to take everything I've learned and
mix it up in a pot like a recipe for success.”

Star & Buc Wild’s addition to WWPR shook up the market in
January 2005. “Star’s the biggest guy in radio right now,” Bell
says. *And Stern’s out of the market.”

Poleman agrees, citing Star & Buc Wild as a great addition to
the team. And Santos is simply impressed by their dedicated
work ethic.

“Star’s one of the biggest names in radio, but I think he’s
about to carn that spot,” says Santos, who rejoined the station
from the executive assistant position in Atlantic Records presi-
dent Julie Greenwald’s office. (She originally was a program-
ming assistant for the station from 2003 to 2005.) “Their struc-
ture, their work ethic is hard to even describe. There’s no stop-

“Text messaging is a big part of the equation,” Poleman says.
“Whatever the listeners are doing at a technological level, we
need to interweave into our branding. We just launched text
messaging at Power within the last few weeks. [Mainstream top
40 sister WHTZ] Z100’s been doing it since last summer, and
it’s going to continue to spread across to other radio stations in

Clear Channel’s New York cluster. We also have the ‘Stripped’
{online streaming video concert] series that we cross-promote,
showing artist performances on the Web.”

Bell plans to further establish WWPR as a city station with a
neighborhood feel.

“Our focus is going to be on the community where we live,
work and play,” Bell says. “We’ve got some really huge things
planned that are going to be impactful. The four-year
Birthday Bash party was huge for us last vear. And so was our
involvement in the Hip-Hop Action Network. The Hip-Hop
Summit is also coming back to New York City for the first
time in five vears.”

According to the fall 2005 Arbitron, WWPR shares 63% of its
listeners with WQHT, 30% with mainstream top 40 sibling
WHTZ and 29% with adult R&B WBLS.

The Clear Channel crew aims to expand its existing audience
and flourish within its formats.

“Our short-term goal is to be No. 1 in the R&B/hip-hop for-
mat,” Bell says. “Our long-term goals are to be No. 1 for persons
12-plus, No. 1 with adults 18-34 and top five with adults 25-54.”

Univision Radio has brought its Latin rhythmic La Kalle for-
mat to New York on WCAA/WZAA, hoping to capitalize on
reggaeton’s popularity and the city’s significant Latino popula-

BILLBOARD RADIO MONITOR SPOKE TO the programmers of Emmis Communications WQHT (Hot 97) and
Clear Channel WWPR (Power 105) about where the R&B/hip-hop format is headed, 2006's hottest artists and station
marketing plans.

WWPR PD Nate Bell doesn’t see the format changing too much from 2005. “I'm excited about some of the newer
artists like Chris Brown, Ne-Yo, Cheri Dennis,” Bell says. “I think Jagged Edge will be big this year. | listened to the new
Avant album. It was phenomenal. | got a sneak listen to Lyfe Jennings’ album, so I'm excited about that. R&B’s remain-
ing strong. But on the other hand, hip-hop isn't going anywhere either. My favorite song right now is “Back Like That,”
by Ghostface Killah. | also like the T.I. song, good to see him get a chance in the North.”

Meanwhile, WQHT PD John Dimick is looking forward to a healthy summer in hip-hop. “There looks to be two camps
right now,” Dimick says. “The new young guys, like Papoose and Juelz, coming up striving to be relevant, and the vet-
erans of the format, like Mobb Deep, striving to remain relevant. And usually when that happens, you get pretty good
music. | think over the next three years we're going to be looking at a whole new batch of core artists.”

With Hot 97 entrenched as New York's heritage station and Power 105 boxing for the city’s crown, what does each
have in their 2006 marketing bag?

Bell remained quite secretive about his plans, but he did share that Power 105 will take a stronger grass-roots market-
ing approach. The station is expanding its community representation through events like the upcoming Hip-Hop Summit
and concerts like the station’s Birthday Bash.

Dimick is looking forward to Hot 97's staple and sometimes infamous concert, Summer Jam. The station is continuing its
promotional vacation giveaways (Puerto Rico is its current destination) and connecting fans to artists via VIP showcases.

Marketing plans aside, both programmers agree that neither the New York-based entertainment business nor the city
itself ever sleep. And their stations must reflect that.

“l like the entertainment business being here,” Bell says. “| like the artists’ and record labels’ participation in the radio
station because they're just listeners, too. They really get into it, calling up and responding to their favorite records and
the stations that they enjoy listening to on their personal time. | love my staff, all my marketing people and my airstaff.
| love my music director, Nadine Santos, who's been a huge asset since she returned.”

Dimick agrees, saying Hot 97 is routinely a madhouse, but his staff makes it purposeful.

“This station never stops,” he says. “It's crazy here all the time, and it's driven largely by the folks that work here.
People think there’s some mythical Hot 97, but really it's the people. From the mixers who make sure we know what's
hot in the clubs, to the jocks who are always out shaking hands and making fans. My music director, Ebro, works 24-7,
and our programming assistants are always looking for what's next.” —HILLARY CROSLEY

tion. However, La Kalle’s introduction has not disturbed the
R&B/hip-hop market too much, despite the seemingly ready-
made audience.

“I don’t look at it as a major threat,” Poleman says. “Any radio
competitor you have to take seriously, but so far, I don’t see that
as anything we need to obsess over.”

Bell, however, is looking at the competition over his
other shoulder.

“La Kalle hasn’t been a major factor as of yet,” Bell says.
“But WBLS with the addition of Steve Harvey’s morning show
has greatly improved and is becoming more of a threat to
Power’s growth.”

As for WWPR’s plans to handle its competition from WQHT,
no one seems that worried.

“I can’t control Hot 97,” Bell says. “So I don’t worry about
what they’re doing. My focus is on Power and making it the best
radio station it can be.”

Santos agrees, saying she’s concentrating on her listeners. “As
long as I'm making them happy and playing what they want to
hear, it’s not something that I'm focusing on.”

Meanwhile, Poleman sees WWPR as a great asset to his suc-
cessful cluster.

“It’s a critical radio station, and it rounds out the portfolio of
stations,” Poleman says. “We have Z10(), [dance] WKTU, AC
[(WLTW] Lite FM and [classic rock WAXQ] Q104. It’s one of
those markets where it’s rare that vou have all of your stations so
well-defined. That part of the puzzle was missing before Power
was launched. So it’s great to have all the stations firing on all
cylinders.” LA

r I ptercom Communications appears to be taking a lead-

g ership role in the radio industry with a new spin on

database marketing. In a company first, Entercom coor-

¥ dinated a marketing message across all its individual

station listener databases, and blended that e-mail message

with a coordinated set of on-air and online advertising mes-
sages to reinforce the campaign’s impact.

Using a station’s e-mail database isn’t new. What is, according
to Entercom director of marketing services Amy Van Hook, is
aggregating station databases into one large list, and then using
that million-person database in conjunction with Web site ban-
ner ads, Web site streaming and podcasts.

Listener e-mails were sent out with individual station brand
names and logos, but the messages were all coordinated at the
corporate level. So were Web site banner ads, streaming-audio
ad insertions and podcasts.

Forrester Research analyst Elana Anderson wrote last vear
that “marketing communications is moving away from mass
media toward an approach informed by deep audience knowl-
edge.” In a report, Anderson went on to say that “this shift
thrusts database marketing groups—Ilong relegated to back-
office work on direct mail and telemarketing—into the organiza-
tional spotlight. The quantitative methods that database market-
ing teams employ and the customer insight they have amassed
are exactly what firms need to integrate customer-contact strate-
gies across the lines of business, channels and media.”

In other words, the more information a radio group can com-
pile on its individual listeners, including what Goodman calls
“robust demographic/psychographic information,” the more
important it will be for advertisers to consider putting that com-
pany on the buy for a specific marketing campaign.

NKING LISTENER

“It’s a lot of work to coordinate something like this,” Van Hook
points out. *“This is new for us. We had to figure out the process.
We had to do a lot of thinking and planning to coordinate this
project because it was new for us and new for our stations.”

Van Hook gives much of the credit for coordinating and run-
ning the campaign to VP of national sales for the West Coast
Gerrvann Agovino and to regional VP Deborah Kane.

“For our first time out, if you will, it was verv smooth,” she
says, admitting, however, that Entercom had only a short time
period to make it happen. “From the time Wal-Mart signed, it
was a two-week turnaround on our end. It was insane.”

Entercom uses Liquid Compass to provide streaming audio
for its stations and to serve online ad-replacements in those
streams. Another firm, Mediaspan, provides Web site services to
Entercom, including banner advertising placement and rotation.

Van Hook says the two companies’ software programs allow
her to determine the proper mix of local or group-wide sets of
banner advertising and streaming-audio advertising.

“We scheduled all of that at corporate,” she says, “because
we have the toolset to do that. I just went into the server and
put in the ads, and they would show up on all of our Web sites.
Life would have been difficult if we hadn’t had the same ad
server or the same streaming platform to be able to execute
those types of elements.”

According to Billboard Radio Monitor’s informal research,
Entercom's campaign represents a new approach for a national
advertising effort by a radio company. CBS Radio doesn’t aggre-
gate its individual station databases, although it does so for its
streaming-audio audiences. ABC Radio doesn’t aggregate its lis-
tener databases either, and as far as Monitor can determine, nei-
ther does Clear Channel.

Calls and e-mails from Monitor, asking for comments from
other group owners on their own database-marketing prac-
tices, were either politely declined or simply not returned.

ABC Radio FM group VP of programming Tom Cuddy says
his group has “*no plans currently to do a ... division-wide e-
mail. Qur thinking has been that listeners are loyal to their local
radio station and not [to] a corporate entity.”

Cuddy believes the best impact a station’s message can have is
“for listeners to receive an e-mail from a set of call letters and
personalities they know and love, rather than a parent company’s
national headquarters.”

CBS Radio doesn’t aggregate individual station listener
databases, according to spokeswoman Karen Mateo.
However, she says, the group does have a single database
devoted to individuals who opt to listen to streaming-audio
content from its stations.

Based on an e-mail exchange with David Goodman, CBS
Radio’s president of marketing, his group appears to be working
at linking the information it has for streaming-audio listeners
with any information those same listeners might have provided
as the member of a specific station’s loyal-listener club.

Goodman says his group has started to use “technology
that allows scamless integration between listener-loyalty clubs
and streaming registration. Additionally, we can now receive
targeted listener information, such as listener habits, more
robust demographic/psychographic information of our lis-
teners, ability to directly communicate new services and

applications to our listener database, as well as more targeted

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RADIO’'S NEW BATTLEGROUND

In a world where radio revenue is expected to grow only in the
mid-single digits over the next few years, the new competitive
battleground could be over the demographic profiles of a
company’s listenership.

Not so long ago, it was important for a cluster to show it had
amassed a *wall of men” or a “wall of women” in a local market.
Now, with slow revenue growth the norm, one vital key to
future revenue will be a group’s ability to tell advertisers and
marketers as much as they can about who is tuning in to which
station, and when and what they’re doing while they spend time
on a station’s Web site.

Entercom’s group-wide marketing campaign was part of Wal-
Mart’s participation with America’s Second Harvest-The
Nation’s Food Bank Network to help raise contributions to com-
bat hunger. In a campaign that ended last month, Wal-Mart and
Sam’s Club pledged to match the first $5 million raised through
an in-store promotion. Van Hook says she and her team are still
working up the “recap” on the campaign’s results.

Coordinating the campaign at the local level required at least
one person in each market. At the corporate level, Entercom,
among other things, produced the podcast and put it up on a spe-
cial Web page, making it easy for individual stations to link to it.

The podcast featured an interview with the CEO of America’s
Second Harvest, talking about hunger in America and advising
listeners on what they could do to help in their local area. No
spot ads were inserted in the podcast. Since donations were to be
made at Wal-Mart stores, the retail giant was mentioned in the
podcast, if only as the drop-off or donation location.

Van Hook thinks her group’s coordinated campaign for Wal-
Mart demonstrates that radio can take its natural abikity for fast
turnarounds and translate that from over-the-air to online mar-
keting. “It really was a great shot of confidence to know that we
could execute a campaign like this,” she says, “with so many dif-
ferent interactive components. You have to be nimble like that.
You have to be able to turn on a dime. We have been able to do
that with our on-air product. Now we have to show the world that

we can do that with our other, interactive components.”

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BON JOVI ROCKS TOP
OF COUNTRY CHART

A rock group tops the Country chart for the first time since
Billboard began tracking country singles in 1944, as Bon
Jovi's duet with Jennifer Nettles makes 35 million audience
impressions and steps 2-1.
"Who Says You Can’t Go Home”
(Island/Mercury) also marks the first
time in almost 30 years that a non-
country lead act has reached No. 1
with its first attempt at the Country
chart since pop crooner Tom Jones
did so with “Say You’'ll Stay Until
Tomorrow” in 1977
Although the Country list has
seen its share of pop-to-country crossover No. 1s through
the years, it hasn’t happened for a rocker since the early days
of rock’n’roll with Jerry Lee Lewis and Elvis Presley during
the 1950s. Although Kenny Chesney’s 2004 duet with Uncle
Kracker topped the country list for five weeks, the single was
from Chesney’s album and he was the top-billed artist.
"Home" also marks the first No. 1 for Sugarland’s Nettles.
So far, two of Sugarland’s singles peaked at No. 2 and a third
rose to No. 7 Current track “Down in Mississippi {Up to No
Good)” {(Mercury) rises 30-28 in its seventh chart week.

TOOL LIVES ‘VICARIOUSLY’
AT MODERN, ACTIVE ROCK

Tool becomes the third act to debut in the Modern Rock top three in
the past seven weeks and just the second act to have two top five Active
Rock debuts as “Vicarious” (Zomba) enters each chart at No. 2.

At Modern, the debut of “Vicarious™ comes two weeks after Red
Hot Chili Peppers’ “Dani California” (Warner Bros.) entered the
chart at No. | (where it continues to reside). In the March 17 issue,
Pearl Jam’s “World Wide Suicide” (RMG) debuted at No. 3 and
went on to spend three weeks atop the chart. The track slips 2-3 this
week. Tool’s No. 2 entry matches the quartet’s previous chart peak
set in August 2001 with “Schism.”

At Active, “Vicarious” matches “Dani California” as the chart’s
highest debut since Metallica’s “St. Anger” opened at No. 1 in the
June 6, 2003, issue. With 1,715 detections, “Vicarious” comes with-
in 10 of the record for a debut title set by “St. Anger.” Tool also joins
Metallica as the only acts to have more than one Active Rock top five
debut as “Schism” opened at No. 5 in May 2001. Metallica has
scored three top five debuts, most recently with “St. Anger.”

A Major Accomplishment
For Fort Minor

Fort Minor’s “Where’d You Go” (Warner Bros.) earns the Most
Airplay Adds title for a fourth straight weck at Mainstream Top +)
and also grabs Greatest Gainer and Airpower honors as it jumps 22-
12. “Where’d You Go” becomes the first title in this decade to cap-
ture four consecutive Most Airplay Adds wins at the format.

JOHNSON'S NEW
CAREER BEST

Jack Johnson holds at No. 1 at Triple-A for a career high 11th
straight week with “Upside Down” (Universal Republic). Johnson’s
previous best reign atop the chart came in July-September 2005
when “Good People™ held court for 10 weeks.

Overall, Johnson’s five Triple-A No. 1s have amassed 33 weceks,
good for second on the all-time list behind U2 at the format.
Johnson is now four weeks ahead of Sheryl Crow in the race among
solo artists and more than doubles that of the next closest male artist,
Rob Thomas, who has 13 weeks at No. 1.

HILL'S LONG AC CLIMB

Faith Hill's “Like We Never Loved at All” (Wamer Bros.)
reaches the Adult Contemporary top 10 in its 30th chart week
with an 11-10 jump.The song’s climb up the chart is the third-
longest at the format during a single chart run, trailing Train’s
49-week chug with “Drops of Jupiter (Tell Me)” in June 2002
and Norah Jones’ “Don’t Know Why,” which entered the top
10 in its 31st week in March 2003.

Hamilton Tightens Gap

Anthony Hamilton’s Greatest Gainer surge at No. 2 on the Adult
R&B chart for “Can’t Let Go” (Zomba) puts him five detections shy
of the No. 1slot held by Mary J. Blige’s “Be Without You.” It is the
tightest race at the format since the I'eb. 2, 2005, 1ssue, when Jill
Scott’s “Whatever” won a tiebreaker for the top slot over Lalah
Hathaway’s “Forever, for Always, for Love” when each song tallied
