a lollapalooza experience

O

he Flaming Lips have
just released Providing
Needles For Your Boll

an EP that’s a sort of an addendum to

last year’s incredible far-out pop record
Transmissions From The Satellite Heart.
The band joined the Lollapalooza tour

on the very first date, July 7, and fin-
ished one month later, half-way through
the tour. What follows are some of the
Lips’ comments on their Lollapalooza
experience:

The First Day

“The first day was just one of those real-
ly hot days, we were all red...it was 120
degrees in Las Vegas,” complains drum-
mer Steven Drozd. Guitarist Wayne
Coyne observes, “We're in pretty good
shape now, did you notice we are tan?"

“I hate it, | don’t want a tan,” wines
Steven, but he quickly cheers up when
he spots a Rhode Istand newspaper with
a review of Lollapalooza and shows it off
proudly. “You see that picture,” pointing to a photo of Kim
Deal. “That's my name written in Japanese on her arm.”

The Bubbles

“We always have to have some trick or trinkets,” reveals
Steven. The Lips have long been known for their outlandish
light shows, complete with heart attack-inducing strobes.
Since their Lolla performances are during the day, the band
has gone with bubbles.

Wayne points to the headline of the Rhode Island newspaper
article. “Here we are in the headlines. ‘Virtual Reality, Poetry
And Bubbles.’ And the virtual reality is not reality...it's hardly
reality...and the poetry is poetry and you know how that
is...but the bubbles are the real thing and they rock.

“We have six bubble machines. We have a Bubble Boy in
charge of the machines. The fans applaud him everyday.”

The Bands

The Lips’ favorite Lollapalooza bands include Nick Cave,
Luscious Jackson, Guided By Voices, Rollerskate Skinny and
the Beastie Boys. Then there are some band’s which they
are vague about. “G.G.B.B.—Good Guys Bad Band,” as
Wayne says. They detail the spontaneous collaborations on
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the tour. “Nick Cave has come over a couple of times to sing
‘Wonderful World® with us,” he says. They describe the time
P-Funk didn't show up and George Clinton was trying to
brief the Bad Seeds on how to play funk. Luckily P-Funk
showed up just in time. “The Boredoms have come over to
our show a couple of times. Eye plays guitar and Yoshimi
screams,” Wayne remembers.

The Best Story

“The best story is when Guided By Voices smoked the
Beastie Boys in basketball,” says Steven matter-of-factly. “The
Beastie Boys carried this goal around with them so they could
shoot hoops. Bob [Pollard from GBV] walked up to Adrock, |
think it was Adrock, and said in a weird way, ‘We're going to
kick your ass today. Should it be in music or basketball?’ and
Adrock said, ‘Well, this is just a friendly little game we've got
going on..." Jim, Bob's brother, went to college on a basket-
ball scholarship and Robert has a basketball court in his back-
yard. They were kick-ass. It was Bob, Jim and a couple of
their friends against the Beastie Boys and Billy Corgan. The
best part was that Jim was at the very back of the court and
the ball just went ‘swish.” Adrock stood there shocked. Well,
I think Adrock tried to strip the ball from Robert and Robert
got around him, but the ball hit Adrock in the face. He
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stopped and said ‘Hey, man!" and Bob said, ‘Hey, this is just a

friendly game.’ It turns out Adrock went up to Robert and
apologized the next day for his attitude.”

The Rewards

The new Rolling Stone has just hit the stand and a friend
brings it to the band’s hotel room. The cover copy reads
“Lollapalooza: Luscious Jackson And The Flaming Lips.”
Wayne's parents are called while the rest of the band criti-
cizes the photo and the article. "It even makes us out to be
nice guys. It talks about how we lugged around Rollerskate
Skinny and the Verve's equipment and how we have to book
our own hotel rooms...” The Flaming Lips fit into the catego-
ry of N.G.A.B.—Nice Guys, Amazing Band. DAWN SUTTER

NEIL YOUNG AND CRAZY HORSE
Sleeps With Angels

While other second generation rock ‘n’
rollers have settled comfortably into the
depths of an early grave, self-parody or
pot-bellied nostalgia mongering (“We
stopped a war, man!”), Neil Young
continues to make great, relevant records.
Without being a pedantic “protest” record,
Sleeps With Angels manages to take on
drive-by shootings, America’s history of
violence, Kurt Cobain's suicide, and even
how they just don't make ‘em like they
used to. The single thread of hope we have in the midst of
all this, of course, is love, but Young, accompanied only by a
saloon piano, reluctantly admits on “My Heart” that “When
dreams come crashing down like trees/I
don’'t know what love can do.” Musically,
Angels is Young's most ambitious set in
years—an earful of its sprawling 62
minutes is a little like listening to Decade,
sides one through six. “Change Your Mind"
(Young's best double-edged ‘love’ song
since “| Believe In You™) is a hypnotic |5-
minute Crazy Horse jam; “My Heart” and
“A Dream Can Last” recall “After The Gold
Rush™ or “Journey Through The Past™;
“Trans Am” is a “Last Trip To Tulsa"-type epic. Spook the
Horse with: “Prime Of Life,” “Driveby,” “Train Of Love,”
aw hell, listen to the whole damn thing. STEVE MCGUIRL

Fuck “return to form,” fuck whatcha heard, and fuck you
too. Muse Sick is the Public Enemy album that belongs after
Fear Of A Black Planet—not a retreat to past
glories (which is what hurt PE’s last two
albums), but a fearless, furious step into the
next thing. It's one car-bomb track after
another for a solid hour, and it's amazing
the group crammed all its conceptual mass
into that short a time. The central question
this time out: “right vs. wrong, good vs. evil,
God vs. the devil, what side are you on?”
Nobody—nobody—can  sound
passionate, as utterly convinced of The
Truth as Chuck D. Check out “Live & Undrugged Pts. | &
2,” where he goes from a hip-hop flow to straight-up beat-
dodging testifying for his listeners’ souls, and underscores it
all with his jaw-dropping sense of rhythm
and emphasis and how things sound.
Chuck's burning so white-hot that even
Flavor Flav can't steal the show, close as the
sneering, clowning “Godd Complexx”
comes. PE doesn’t merely sample, it
devours everything and then sweats it back
lout in barely recognizable forms (there's
ghosts of the Chambers Brothers hidden in
“Race Against Time,” the Last Poets in
“Used To Call It Dope," James Brown and
Steam (!) in the ace Bomb Squad explosion “Hitler Day").
Get the Mess Age: the above, plus “Bedlam 13:13,” “Death
Of A Carjacka" and “What Side You On?" DOUGLAS WOLK

SEBADOH Bakesale

Lou Barlow has already been recognized as one of the most
accomplished (and prolific) indie-rock
songwriters, and on Bakesale the rest of the
band is catching up with his prowess, even
as Barlow’s skills continue to improve. The
sillier, more loosely constructed songs that
gave Sebadoh’s previous albums texture,
but often detracted from the overall
impact, have been weeded out here, and
Bakesale winds up the strongest, most
accessible Sebadoh album to date. Lou's
songs are in top shape, their dynamics
honed to a precise, heartstring-tugging
point, their presentation impassioned and straightforward,
and their lyrics still hinging on the complex realities of
boy/girl relationships. Bakesale stars off crisp and
rockcentric with the catchy, warm-blooded
“License To Confuse,” and is followed by like-
minded rockers such as "Magnet’s Coil” and
“Rebound,” which get a lot of mileage out of
their compact structure; more reflective
songs like “Not A Friend” and "Together Or
Alone” broaden the album's scope and sound.
Lowenstein's five songs are surprisingly
accomplished, much more fleshed out than
his previous contributions; tops are
“Bummer,” whose guitar and vocal lines are
quickly embedded in your consciousness, and
“Drama-Mine.” Even drummer Bob Fay’s one contribution,
“Temptation Hide,” featuring vocals by Ann Slinn, is a sweet,
tension-filled gem.

JESUS & MARY CHAIN Stoned And Dethroned

Since 1985 the Jesus & Mary Chain has made it a point to
shock its audience into paying attention, but for the Reid
brothers to trade in their heady, wall-of-
fuzz drives for a stab at ‘60s-style folky-pop
songs could hardly have been expected.
With Stoned And Dethroned, their follow-up
to 1992's Honey's Deod, the Reids have
pushed the buzzing guitars to the back
wall, opting instead to draw out their
irresistible melodies with the assistance of
lighter licks and more organic percussion.
At the same time, they manage to avoid
separating themselves from the sound that
made them so influential to a generation of
noiserockers—the happy-go-lucky pop structures here
are still no sunny day in the park. The brothers' trademark
dejected, very British-sounding vocals continue to hold
fast the undercurrent of gloom and despair,
communicating dark lyrical musings with
typical Chain despondency, as on the
longing “God Help Me” or “You've Been A
Friend.” Oddly enough, while Stoned And
Dethroned is easily the Mary Chain's most
musically layered work to date, it is also
the band’s most compositionally ethereal
and open. The oxygenated melodic
simplicity of “She,” easily one of the
album’s best songs, belies its stacked
arrangement and is exemplary of the
majority of the album’s |7 brief, but beautifully satisfying
tracks. Other brilliant links: the dreamy “Wish | Could,”
“Feeling Lucky,” “Come On" and “Sometimes Always,"
featuring Mazzy Star's Hope Sandoval. AARON CLOW

The group’s rumbling, ear-
bludgeoning rhythms remain
intact, though they have been
rounded out and smoothed over a bit. The new and
improved soft touch, paired with echoing vocals,
gives the band a techno/punk edge, making
comparisons to Nine Inch Nails inevitable. Despite
the prevalent techno edge, it's the band’s early
punk that rises to the surface with songs like “Any
Day Now.” Though CSC’s style may be a bit less
off-the-cuff than on its earlier releases (pianos are
used on several tracks), the band is no less
menacing—in fact, the instrumenta-tion enhances
the dark intensity of songs such as “Lullaby.” Other
cuts, including “It Only Hurts When | Breathe” and
“Two At A Time,” prove that with Release, Cop

Listening to a Buckwheat Zydeco record is like being
the preferred customer at a local jukejoint. The door
swings open, and as your eyes adjust to the light,
someone recognizes you from behind the counter, and
says with a big smile: “Hey!
Come on in here! Sit yourself
down! Put your feet up! How've
you been?” It's hard not to like
an artist as down-home friendly
as Stanley “Buckwheat Zydeco”
Dural, Jr., perhaps the world’s
foremost ambassador of zydeco
music, and certainly one of its all-time greatest
practitioners. Five Card Stud, produced by Los Lobos’
Steve Berlin, is yet another winning hand in a long line
of great albums Buckwheat's been churning out for
years and years. More than just a straight zydeco
artist, Buckwheat puts all kinds of music into the pot,
including clavinet-driven funk (“Make It Easy On
Yourself,” with background vocals by David Hildago of
Los Lobos), country/zydeco (the duet with Willie
Nelson on “Man With The Blues™) and even sanctified
gospel-funk (the amazing “This Train,” featuring a
spirited, uplifting guest performance from Mavis Staples).
If this is a taste of life on Planet Buckwheat, then we want
to live there the rest of our lives.

Brise-Glace is avant-garde composer/guitarist (and
Gastr Del Sol collaborator) Jim O’Rourke’s new “rock
band,” and as you might expect, it doesn’t sound like
“rock bands usvally do. These five lengthy pieces (the
closing “One Syntactical Unit” is
nearly 25 minutes long), all
instrumental, are mostly built
along similar lines: A dirt-clouded
pool of very quiet noise eddies
for a few minutes, is taken over
by Thymme Jones’ clipped,
distorted drumming for a while
(that would be the “rock” part), then resolves itself
back into ripples of atonal and arrhythmic sound.
Brise-Glace includes two guitarists, but they're more
concerned with the guitar’s capacity for expressive
low-level feedback and amp noise than with its note-
producing ability; O’'Rourke is credited with playing
tape and razor blade, which he wields virtuosically,
keeping something interesting and usually
unidentifiable happening at every moment. Though
Jones' drumming is always at the top of the mix,

everything else is usually so quiet it's nearly subliminal
if you play the album at normal volume. Cranking it to
wall-shaking levels is the one sure way to bring out the
wealth of details whistling and hissing deep within
each track. “Stump Of A Drowner”
friendly thing here (actual chords!), but a little
enterprising thinking should let you make use of a lot
of this.

Jim White (ex-People With
Chairs Up Their Noses—how
can we resist mentioning a
name like that?) and violinist
Warren Ellis. The first side
consists of quiet, slow-moving dirges and marches,
with nicely understated guitar and percussion and
coarse violin playing simple, floating melodies. “Kim's
Dirt,” penned by Kim Salmon of Scientists/Surrealists
fame, is especially exquisite. Things really heat up on
side two, so much so that you can almost smell smoke
rising up from the phonograph needle. “Jazz” and
“rock” sensibilities flavor structured improvisations of
heavier intensity, but it's hardly ever conventional or
easily defined. Least difficult to describe is “)im’s
Dog”: cool '50s Hollywood jazz with brushed drums
and guitarist Turner displaying a bit of Jim Hall subtlety
before sneaking in a few tense bits of squawk which
reveal his pedigree. The mood of side one returns as
the album closes with “You're A Bum Dream,” adding
melancholic piano to the forlorn trio.

Despite the complexity of the band’s
music, a melody is always nearby; on top of the deep,
menacing bassline of “The Elephant Song,” there lies a
lush, airy pop song. None of this would mean much if
Babe The Blue Ox didn’t have the lyrics to match its
musical ambition, but Babe’s sense of whimsy and
irony suits the band well. In “9/10," the singer
declares, “And you say you're free/But you ain't even
cheap/You say you’re yours to sell/You better buy buy,
buy buy, buy.” Like most eclectic rock groups, Babe
The Blue Ox has its moments of questionable taste
(like guitarist Tim Thomas’s horns “Ol' Foggy

There's a Klansman in a noose on the cover of the new live
Frogs single, and the song titles are written in Hebrew. The
B-side, "Adam + Steve,” harkens back to the duo's pro-gay
era, with lyrics that could almost be political, if they made
more sense: "Adam and Eve, Adam and Steve/Which is
wrong and which is right?/Look at the sperm on my lips/Look
at the sperm on my hips.” But it is “Now You Know You're
Black,” a pro-racism song from the Frogs’ days of dressing up
in whiteface and blackface, which does the legendary band
the most justice. Over loud yet lilting rock reminiscent of the
Sun City Girls, they croon, "Have you ever been hit in the
face with a snowball?’/No!/You could use a facewash,” and
then, triumphantly, “Now you know you're black.”

There he is, slouching in
the smoky end of the lounge. Look closely at the
martini glass in his limp-wristed hand and you’ll
notice it's cracked and chipped, and the glass itself is
greasy and smeared. Glyn Styler is a cad at the bar,
with a ruffled collar and a dusty satin jacket, and
baby, he’s got his eye on you. Known for his often
outrageous stage antics, performed in dives and
cocktail establishments in his hometown New
Orleans, Glyn Styler is a cabaret performer from
hell. There's not a lot here on this demo tape—only
three songs—but even if Styler displays his talents
only sparingly, these are songs built to last and the
performances are certainly, well, unique. "You killed
my love/You just stood there and watched it die/You
committed romanticide in the highest degree,” he
swoons uncontrollably, like a bizarre character out
of twisted bar scene in a David Lynch movie.
“Aureloa” might make some squeamish, but to us it’s
so authentically trashy and squalid it leaps right out.
Even the sound of this recording is eerily vintage,
giving this recording an odd, out-of-place quality that
adds to its disturbing impact. Unwanted,
unwelcome, unsettling just by his very presence,
Glyn Styler represents the underbelly of the cocktail
nation, a twilight netherworld where happy hour goes on
forever and love is not always a pretty sight. JAMES LIEN

The hipness of grunge is finally waning and the
search for a successor to the alternative throne
continues. Since grunge was the product of a late-
'60s/early-"70s revival, then a logical progression
might be to the punk of the late-'70s. Buffalo's
Sissybar predicts this certain backlash, seizing the
glam punk of the era with pleasing aplomb. After
studying what must have been hours of New York
Dolls, Hanoi Rocks and Sweet records, Sissybar
replicates not only the look and sound, but also the
silly, snotty attitude that drenched the genre in its
day. The band’s live shows seem to be its strong suit,
boasting a couple of closed-down gigs, as well as
requisite glam-punk transvestitism, smoke machines,
and glittery clothes and makeup. Even so, enough
raw energy is preserved in this four-song demo tape
to more than make up for the lack of visuals. “Sexxx
Express 99,000” is Sissybar at its best, with its
outrageous lyrics and screeching saxophone over the
punk thrashing of the band. No steam is lost on any
of these songs, and if Sissybar showed up as the
house band in The Rocky Horror Picture Show, no one
would bat an eye. Buffalo may not be the most
flamboyant of cities, but Sissybar is single-handedly
making up for that shortcoming.

Last summer, as the ‘70s/'90s thang swung into overdrive,
the funk was everywhere. Now, disco, R&B and funky
music of the late-'70s and early-'80s reign, and once again,
Mercury Chronicles is right there with another batch in its
ongoing Funk Essentials series.

Our favorite of the second batch is probably the long-
overdue collection from George Clinton’s Parlet, a

gl Clinton-constructed all-female
l trio that featured most of the
usual crew, including Bootsy
Collins, Fred Wesley and Bernie
il Worrell. Looser than the more
commercial Parliament singles
il and wilder than Clinton's other
female project, the Brides Of
Funkenstein, Parlet's outrageous funk personas made the
group a central pillar of the P-Funk empire.

The set from the Gap Band is a concise packaging of its
hits: one has to marvel at songs like the awesome “Burn
Rubber,” which were virtually tailor-made to be played on
drive-time radio.

Celebration, the set devoted to Kool & The Gang's ‘80s
output, certainly has an interesting angle in the story of its
trumpet player Michael Ray. Concomitant to laying down
the horn lines on hits like "Celebrate” and “Get Down On
It,” Ray also held down first trumpet in Sun Ra's Arkestra.
At first, that’s a real mind-blower, making the head spin,
but given the colorful pageantry and good vibes and
harmony of both groups, it makes wonderful sense. Just
think: that 7" single of “Celebrate” that you bought for 99
cents after hearing it at the roller rink as a kid actually
wound up indirectly helping out one of the most
magnificent and visionary jazz bandleaders of our time.

The most majestic—and truly essential—of the set would
have to be the All-Time Greatest Hits of Barry White. While
White's full story was explored in his lavish box set a few
years back, this is a tight collection of his sensuous,
“surrender to me now” funk.

By the time Kurtis Blow came on the scene (represented in
Funk Essentials by The Best Of), funk was on its way
towards the endangered species list.

Our only complaint with the series is the artwork, or
rather, the absence of it: not even a picture adorns the
front of any of these volumes. While we wouldn't expect
every disc to be crowded with unpublished color photo
spreads and treatises on the artists, they are pretty skimpy
in the packaging department, and frankly, in terms of
graphics, information and presentation, we've seen smaller
labels do a lot more with probably even less money.

But the music rules, and if these six CDs (and the last six in
Funk Essentials) weren't enough, the Chronicles series will
continue with a four-CD box set of classics from the
Casablanca label (will they include Kiss’ disco hits in there
too, we wonder?). There's already a 12” of Parliament’s
“Flashlight” teamed with the long version of Donna
Summer’s “Love To Love You Baby.”

Monch and Prince Poetry, who together form New York's
Organized Konfusion, are amazingly fluent in the art of
rhyme. Their (991 debut earned them a reputation as rap
maestros with tightly-packed concepts and blinding clarity.
On its second album, Stress (The Extinction Agenda),
Organized Konfusion sees the hip-hop industry in need of
leadership, in the form of an artist, to combat the
industry’s saturation of mediocre talent. These fiery tyrical
vanguards step in and take listeners by the throat—not to
injure, but to demonstrate the difference between poet
and poser. On beat-conscious cuts like “Stress” and “Black
Sunday,” they sound as though they're exorcising the beast
that's infecting today’s hip-hop. There are also scorching,
conceptual think-pieces like the bouncy “Let’s Organize”
(featuring A Tribe Called Quest’s Q-Tip and O.C.). While
Organized Konfusion’s first record was a polished gem of
abstract phrasing, Stress... turns the levels up on the beat,
bass line (the one in “Stray Bullet” is intoxicating) and
rowdy choruses, while keeping the hooks less obvious.
“Maintain," a deftly-penned cut inspired by the death of
Monch’s father, has a sensible and mature style of self-
expression rarely heard even among hip-hop’s most
advanced pundits.

CHAMP MC Ghetto Flava

There are very few female rap artists willing to go toe-to-
toe with the more menacing male crews. It makes you
wonder if it will become more difficult for women to make
a mark on a street level with such heavy male domination,
Most recently, Da Brat and Lady Of Rage have campaigned
for hardcore respect on the West Coast, while the East
Coast has been ruled by MC Lyte and Queen Latifah. New
York’s Champ MC thinly spreads her browbeating delivery
across her debut Ghetto Flava by splitting the record into
an “East” side and a “West” side, whose sound designs are
completely different. She kicks down the door on “Here |
Come"” and audaciously swings her MC Lyte-like voice,
carelessly landing verbal biows that rarely say a thing
outside of typical chest-beating and predictable threats. It
would be better if she wasn't emulating groups like Onyx

on "Stressin’ Me” or copying the overused G-funk style
without offering a dose of innovation on cuts like “Keep Shit
On The Real.” The fact is, we've been rightfully warned a
zillion times on how to be “real” in hip-hop to the point
where if you waste time talking about it, you're not really
doing it. Champ takes a long ride when she teams her
similar rap style with Yo Yo on the freestyle cut “Cruzin’,”
while her deepest commentary comes on “Sistas Betta
Recognize” (featuring vocalist Michael Speaks), where she
warns sisters to respect their hard-working men. Although
not quite convincing enough on either side, Champ is swift
enough to throw down hardcore raps with just about any
of her female counterparts.

In the contemporary dance world, remixes
usually connote the total organic reconstruction
of a track, rather than a few offhand sampler
tricks. Such is the case with these delightful
remixes of the new X-Press 2 single, which, in its
original state, was nothing to write home about.
What Felix 'Da Housecat (yup, him again) and
Richie Hawtin have effectively done is made
this a double A-side of their own invention, and
invention it is indeed. This might well be Felix
'Da Housecat's 20th vinyl outing this calendar
year, but it is also one of the best. He quickly
excises the rap which accompanied the original,
and re-builds the bass line from the ground up,
providing a texture which registers in the body
like the irresistible pull of tidal undertow. Hawtin
welds an excoriating acid sequence to the track,
and the result has an epic quality not dissimilar to
his recent Hardfloor remixes for Planet Earth.

071.287.1932)...Would the week end without
another corker from the Music Station folks in
Englewood? No, because the emotive Elaine
Monk just released the dazzling “Something
For Nothing” (12"), which runs rings around
just about every vocal house record this
week, with its agile bass ripples and
declamatory vocals (Music Station, c/o
Dancefloor Distribution, |11 Cedar Lane,
Englewood, NJ 07631 201.568.7066)...The
inimitable Jark Prongo are actually the Good
Men in another guise, products of the fertile
Rhythm Imports Scene in Amsterdam. Their
later venture for Fresh Fruit is the mighty,
rolling “K'ucci” (12”), which takes a cue or
two from Dave Clarke’s now celebrated
remix of “Thee Lite” by Aprohead. The
minimalist movement really is making its
impact felt round the dance world, and this is
a sterling example. As you've come to expect
from these folks, the production quality is so
sharp you could cut yourself on it, and the
bass lines have the impossibly rich texture of
fine chocolate (Fresh Fruit, c/o Rhythm
Imports, bv Hempoint 6F 1013 BG,
Amsterdam, Netherlands 020.681.3411)...

Zion Chant (D on Heartbeat, which comes on strong at #21. (WORLD HUSIC REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS)

Well, I've been home for a week now, and |
have finally opened every package the mail
man brought me. For your own ecological
interest you might like to know that | had
three bags of mail, and once | sorted out all
the packaging, irrelevant fliers and assorted
rubbish, | had less than a half bag of actual
pertinent music and information left. What
are you people in promo-land thinking?

But in that half bag is an immeasurable stash
of great music, which | won't even pretend to
review in depth yet. But | have been listening
like a maniac, and here’s a few choice bits of
plastic you ought to listen to and maybe play
on the air.

SIMPLE VOICES

Just oud and voice define the entire album of
Persian music by UDI HRANT KENKULIAN,
rescued and released by New York City label
Traditional Crossroads (c/o Rounder, | Camp
St., Cambridge, MA 02140 617.354.0700).
These 950 recordings were made by one of
his students during lessons Hrant gave in the
1950s in New York. They are lively and
personal, and even include some of his
comments to his pupils. His techniques were
innovative, even radical for the time, and they
remain a priceless legacy in modern Turkish
and Armenian folk music. Traditional
Crossroads has also issued another remarkable
collection of early Turkish music by TANBURI
CEMIL BEY. These are acoustic recordings of
both original songs and traditional taksim made
directly to wax masters, the earliest of
recording techniques, but one which lends an
incredibly rich sound to his playing on the
kemence (a three-string fiddle) and tanbur
(long-necked lute). While there’s a lot of
surface noise to contend with on these pieces,

the strength of the performances quickly
makes you forget about the medium through
which they were captured.

JAGDEEP SINGH BEDI performs a series
of ragas for sitar and surbahar (a sort of bass
sitar) on Soft & True (Music Of The World,
P.O. 3620, Chapel Hill, NC 27515-3620
919.932.9600) with a small ensemble of
bansuri flute, tabla and tamboura. These
Hindustani pieces may not jolt you with flashy
fusion, but their intimate beauty, sonic
richness and the impeccable recording quality
make them essential listening. Flautist STEVE
GORN plays Luminous Ragas (Interworld,
RD3 Box 395A, Brattleboro, VT 05301) on his
bamboo flute with Marc Levinson’s tamboura.
Three ragas with no rhythmic accompaniment
offer expansive improvisations on the themes.
Native American flautist TOKEYA INAJIN
(formerly known as Kevin Locke) has released
his second volume of Dream Catcher songs
titled Keepers Of The Dream (Earthbeat, Box
1460, Redway CA 95560-1460). Beautifully
simple recordings of flute and voices are
carefully enhanced by natural sounds to
convey the old songs of the Lakota people in
an immediate and sensitive way.

TECHNO TUNES

A day late and a dollar or two short, the
American D] is being introduced to the beat
London has listened to for years, that strange
blend of disco, hip-hop and Bengali called
bhangra. Bhangra Beat: The New Sound
(Multitone, PO. 582891, Minneapolis, MN
55458-2891) gives America another chance to
groove to the beat of London’s Indian pop
scene, with 14 tracks by four bands with a
bank of machines and over-eager producers.
For the more adventurous ear there is the
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Manchester, U.K.-based MUSLIMGAUZE,
The group’s mix of traditional eastern
instruments and informed high-tech
manipulations make Citadel (Extreme USA,
2450 Main St. #2000, Cambria, CA 93428
fax: 805.927.0384 e-mail: extreme@
well.sf.ca.us) an exciting excursion into the
unknown. A band that is rooted in the early
days of punk, and propelled by the politics
and personalities of the Middle East,
Muslimgauze is a continuing experiment in
industrial folk music for the next century.

In South Africa, the SOUL BROTHERS have
been big stars for years, making a popular
music that has roots in both American pop
and Azanian jive. Soul Mbaqanga: The Dance
Remixes (Stern’s, 598 Broadway, New York,
NY 10012 212.925.1648) takes some of their
biggest hits back into the studio for a remix by
Chris Birkett. The songs are really no
stronger for the updating, nor do they suffer
from the studio tricks. If you don't have some
of their earlier recordings, these will do, but
what was the point?

NEWS AND NOTES

And | didn’t want to depart from the page this
week without personally noting the passing of
Sooliman Rogie, the king of African palm wine
(both a drink and a guitar style). S.E. Rogie
was a natutal, and made music that was just
for the pleasure of it. Whether he was making
the surf-sound of the '60s or his more
mature, but no less entertaining music of the
last decade, he was a man without a time, a
pure pleasure to watch on stage, and one of
the most enjoyable men | have had the
pleasure of talking to.

ON THE |For the fourth straight week, there's a new number one on the jazz chart, as Yerve-PG bassist Charlie Haden's 1989 reunion concert with fellow Ornette Coleman sidemen Don Cherry and Ed Blackwell grabs the top spot (5-1),
CHART [narrowly edging the World Saxophone Quartet (3-2) on Elekira Nonesuch, and knocking last week's champion, Elektra Nonesuch's Eddie Palmieri, way down to the fourth spot (1-4). Percussionist Kahil
EI*Zabar (on indie Delmark), makes an exceptional ascent (8-3). Expect plenty more surprises and a particularly heated contest as the new semester begins and more stations come back on air in the next few weeks... Blue Note guitarist
John Scofield debuts impressively at #6, while there are strong showings from MAMA's 8 Sharp Jazz Quartet (9-5), Yerve-PG's Randy Weston Sextet (14.7) and Blue Horizon/Sire’s Jimmy Scott (19-10). Former chart-
topper Roy Hargrove Quintet (on Yerve-PG) drops (2-B) as a newly released Novus-RCA Hargrove collection of previously released material debuts at # 14. (JAZL REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS)

Goldings, who has worked as a pianist with Jim
Hall, Jon Hendricks and Christopher Hollyday,
believes “a lot of people don't like the organ
because they feel it's a bombastic, annoying
instrument.” On the other hand, he points out,
“a lot of people don't realize the organ can be
a subtle instrument.” Subtlety and small-group
harmonic interaction are the order of business
on Caminhos Cruzados (BMG/Victor, Japan
only; due on Novus in the U.S. in September),
a savory CD featuring Goldings' working trio
(Peter Bernstein, guitar; Bill Stewart, drums)
augmented by percussionist Guilherme Franco
and, on three cuts, tenorman Joshua Redman.
While on tour in Japan with Parker, Goldings
was approached by a Japanese record exec.
“The way he put it,” Goldings remembers,
“was that the organ was getting big in Japan,
and the bossa-nova is coming back, so why not
make a bossa-nova organ record?" On
Caminhos Cruzados Goldings & Co. stress
lilting, lucid lyricism on three lesser-known
tunes by Antonio Carlos Jobim and one by
Joao Gilberto (“I'm a huge fan,” the leader
notes), but, as jazzmen first and foremost,
they can’t resist the temptation to swing out
on the solos on several tracks.

Goldings' talents as both organist and pianist
are on display on JOHN SCOFIELD's new
Hand Jive (Blue Note, c/o Capitol, 1750 N.
Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028). Goldings, in
effect taking over for the departed reedman
Joe Lovano, wails on 10 Scofield-composed
funky groove tunes in the company of bassist
Dennis Irwin, drummer Bill Stewart,
percussionist Don Alias and guest tenorist
Eddie Harris. It's no wonder, of course, that

the funky stuff (“I'll Take Les") is reminiscent
of Harris' work with keyboardist Les McCann
circa Swiss Movement. In terms of both tone
and line, guitarist Scofield is a master of tuneful
tension-and-release
as he compresses or
expands his notes,
much as a horn
player does, searing
or soaring as needs
dictate. On the freer

material retained
from Lovano's road tenure with the band,
pianist Goldings is faced with what he terms an
"Ornette Coleman-type approach™ on tunes
whose solos don't call for preset chord
changes. “I have to think more like Paul Bley,”
he says of this mind-set.

Did being a proficient pianist make for an
easier transition to the organ? Goldings was
asked. “Yes and no,” he replies. “A lot of piano
players can't get the feel and touch on the
organ. You can't play the same voicings. But
being a pianist first, technically, did help me.
There was something natural about my going
to the organ.”

VARIOUS AND SUNDRY

Three cheers for Cachao! Israel “CACHAO"
Lopez, that is, the venerable Afro-Cuban
contrabasist. Classically trained, yet equally
adept with Cuban pop music and Caribbean
jazz, Cachao’s utter mastery is out for all to
hear on Master Sessions Volume | (Crescent
Moon/Epic, 550 Madison Ave,. New York, NY
10022-3211). A 76-minute CD as bracing as it
is rangy — from danzons and mambos to
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rumbas and descargas (jam tunes) — Master
Sessions Yolume | is rich in authentic percussion
and vocalizaing, by singers and horn players
alike, all united by the leader’s rich, resonant
bass lines. One is impatient with some of the
deliberate tempos near the beginning of the
disk, but the later descargas (especially those
featuring the clarinet of Paquito D'Rivera and
the gleaming trumpet of Alfredo "Chocolate”
Armenteros) are enough to make the feet
swell and blood boil. Energizing when it isn't
enchanting, Master Sessions Volume | is a long
overdue forum for the incredible Cachao
and, one hopes, only the first of many dates
to come...A perfect programming companion
to the Cachao side is Palmas (Elektra
Nonesuch, 590 Fifth Ave., New York, NY
10036 212.575.6720), new from the pianist
EDDIE PALMIERI. Himself a bona-fide
superstar in Afro-Cuban circles, Palmieri
wisely employs real-deal clavé-keepers in the
rhythm section, over which three superb
jazz horn soloists (trumpeter Bryan Lynch,
trombonist Conrad Herwig and saxist
Donald Harrison) improvise with reasoned
abandon. Get and play ‘em both.

as the “Sauce Boss” (when he's
not playing guitar, he's known for his cookbooks and
special Florida-style barbecue sauce which he sells
through mail order), Wharton and his band play a rich

flavor of blues. The sauce and recipes are one thing, but
Bill Wharton has moved more and more into his own as a
blues player over the years, making better records each
time out, and even without the trimmings and trappings,
this album stands up on its own. Clean, elegant
production put the music to the fore, and the songwriting
thankfully shows humor. Sample “Got To Rumba” and
“Hurricane Blues.”

Long known as a downtown NYC Knitting Factory-type of
artist, often fronting his eclectic group Carbon, Elliott
Sharp has created a canon ranging from atonal,
unreproduceable noise works to hard, sharp-edged post-
Sonic Youth guitar rock. Now, in a surprising move, he
unveils the first recordings of his Terraplane, a side-project
band dedicated to, of all things, instrumental blues rock.
He's been gigging occasionally with the group around New
York for about two years now, but once you understand
Sharp's background and personal tastes, the idea of a blues
project makes sense. Terraplane is laudable in that Sharp,
for all his avant-garde credentials, is able to get inside the
blues without succumbing to empty or vacuous soloing. He
takes leads on every song, but he never just wanks off on
top of the chords. The result is a surprisingly listenable
instrumental blues album.

TEISCO DEL RAY

It's hard not to like a musician often described as "the
champion of el cheapo guitars.” Teisco Del Ray is way into
guitars (he lists them all for any CD buyers who may also
be guitar fans), the cheesier and sleazier the better. The
effect on The Many Moods Of... is as if Teisco sifted
through thousands of LPs and obscure 4Ss to find the
perfect selections to make up an album—all the faves and
classics are here, impeccably done, including gems from
the |3th Floor Elevators, Dick Dale, and Ivory Joe Hunter.
We especially dig his ultra-raunchy cover of Mac
Rebbenack’s "Storm Warning,” as well as the rabble-
rousing "Los Surf” (los surf, indeed!). The album title is
borrowed from numerous blues and jazz records from
the 'SOs, Our suggestions for next album title: either Plays
Pretty For The People or Del Ray In 3-D, with Teisco
pictured in blue and red 3-D glory.

CATCHERS Shifting

The Irish-born Setanta label’s lineage is traditionally
emotive, guitar-shaped pop (early Divine Comedy, A
House, now Edwyn Collins) but superbly defined by
personality and tunes. Still wet behind the ears, the

Catchers are less idiosyncratic mavericks than most
“Setantanics” but the melodies spill down like waterfalls,
marked by a feisty, smalltown innocence, clearly chiming
guitars and a vocal that recalls Prefab Sprout’s Paddy
McAloon. Shifting is considered an EP but runs to six
tracks, the second half of which constitutes the Catchers’
recent debut single—the gorgeous janglepop momentum
of “Cotton Dress,” the more heated pace and passion that
sweeps over “Dead Friends Fall” (which shimmies with
the poise and precision of a class Johnny Marr
arrangement) and the poignant melancholia of “Summer Is
Nearly Over.” Lovers of the Smiths and the cranberries
should have no problem lapping up such pop of wistful
simplicity, affection and enchantment. If Irish pop can be
categorized as such, then the Catchers are undeniably
made of the right stuff.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Joy! A Ché Compilation

One label, multiple identities, but usually one vision,
maximizing rock'’s primary colors viewed through a glass
darkly. Ché bands—and those on Cheree, its
predecessor—lean toward the introspectively expressive
kind passed down from Joy Division/Bunnymen days—
that's Disco Inferno, Telescopes, Whipping Boy and State
of Grace in days of old, and the five bands which constitute
this label sampler. The more punky-pop burst of Berlin trio
18th Dye's “AUG” (from their forthcoming EP) makes way
for the “Dive” (from the Done album), a more typical
array of muggy, mesmeric arpeggios. "Be Careful With
Me" and “Somebody Could Die Across My Throne And |
Would Never Know" (gulp!) are the first offerings from
the Bardots in over a year; as ever broodingly downbeat,
epically frustrated, moodily anthemic. For Slipstream (two
tracks from the debut single) and Fur (the debut single
“Camomile” and the new "Gift Horse"), see next week’s
column; for the Boston-based, guitar alchemists Magic
Hour (ex-Galaxie S00/Crystalized Movements), see the
band’s own stateside releases. This expert introduction is
limited to 1,000 numbered copies.

PLUS, ALSO, TOO

ACACIA is a kind of honey, now it's a band, whose
musical blend is sweet but never cloying, meticulously
blended yet pure and natural. Enough analogies, already.
The Maddening Shroud debut EP is a four-track jewel,
connecting dots between dance, soul, pop, folk and ethnic
musics, studded with glissando guitar, tinkling percussion,
Alexander’s velveteen intonations and keyboard/sample
layering from Bjork and Seal sidekick Guy Sigsworth. The
title track, "Stay In Your Own Hate” and the sparser "Arc
of Hysteria” echo Scritti Politti's fragile polyrhythmia, AR
Kane's shuffling, neo-ambient pop and David Sylvian's
rarified textures, while the instrumental “Waterphone
Farewell” is an instrumental festival of Eastern scales.
Acacia floats, shimmers, drifts, glides and swoons, but with
the occasional sting and snap; Alexander calls Acacia
“liquid music.” Like O'Rang, its carefully considered
soundscape sounds effortlessly organic and seamless

Three remarkable musicians from the growing and
revitalized New York avant jazz scene, almost completely
ignored by American jazz labels, have been expanding their
audience through connections with the alternative rock
world. Drummer WILLIAM HOOKER has signed a three-
record deal with Homestead, has recorded with Sonic
Youth's Thurston Moore and Lee Ranaldo (a CD is coming
out in the fall on Knitting Factory Works), and has had a
video aired on MTV. Saxophonist CHARLES GAYLE has
performed and recorded (for a forthcoming album) with
Henry Rollins. Pianist MATTHEW SHIPP is releasing
albums on three “rock” labels: his 1992 (second) album
Circular Temple will soon be re-released on Henry Rollins
and Rick Rubin’s Infinity Zero label, a live recording is due
on Ectoplasm (check out the Shipp namedrop in the liner
notes of the label's Raymond & Peter: Shut Up Little Man),
and his current album Zo (a duo with bassist William
Parker) on Rise (2116 Guadalupe, #210, Austin, TX
7870S), which has released music from the likes of Moist
Fist and the Monomen. The new audience, sometimes
making a jump to this complex music while unfamiliar with
jazz classics (Parker, Miles, Ellington), seems to viscerally
connect with the enormous energy, speed and emotion
that modern jazz shares with punk rock. There are, of
course, many other dimensions to the music.

Shipp, who has recorded in groups led by David S. Ware,
Roscoe Mitchell and Marc Edwards, can attack the piano with
the two-fisted strength of a boxer, at the same time displaying
10 agile fingers, each seemingly with a mind of its own. In
addition to this fury, however, are shades of impressionistic
and dark 20th century "classical,” as well as the jazz influence
of Cecil Taylor, Monk, Powell and Duke Ellington’s often
overlooked piano playing. Like one of his favorites, Andrew
Hill, he blurs distinctions between “out” and tradition; it's
unconventional and free-form but with a very logical
harmonic sense (there's even a cover of Gershwin's classic
“Summertime”). Bassist William Parker's astounding
technique includes occasional left-hand plucking and two
handed bowing, and he also wedges his muscular hand to
bend two strings to tremendous tension. Parker plays with
such unremitting ardor that a drummer isn't missed.

Charles Gayle has two new releases on the Swedish
Silkheart label (c/o Gazell, PO. Box 527, Mansfield Center,
CT 06250), Translation and Raining Fire; the latter's title is a
fine metaphor for Gayle's intense deluge of red-hot sound.
Gayle uses the fierce passion of Ayler and Coltrane at their
most extreme as a starting point; his saxophone and bass
clarinet playing is the wailing extremes of high/low register,
often jumping back and forth mid-phrase. The quartet
(drums and two basses, including William Parker)
completely forgo compositions and dive headfirst into
unexplored, unarranged, unstructured seas of unrelenting
jazz catharsis. The group’s performances can be a truly
religious experience.

William Hooker has been composing and drumming since
the early '70s when his group included David S. Ware and
David Murray. Of the albums mentioned here, Radiation
(Homestead, PO. Box 800, Rockville Centre, NY |1571-
0800 212.675.0922) is the most obvious in its "rock”
appeal; its instrumentation includes electric guitar
(Borbetomagus' Donald Miller) and analog electronics
(Brian Doherty), as well as sax and trombone. Hooker's
rapid-fire drum rolls and shimmering cymbal splashes stir
up a chaotic whirlpool of instruments, which, with the
prominent electronics, suggest technology gone awry; it
would make a great soundtrack to a sci-fi film about a
nuclear disaster. Regardless of whether one's used to
listening to rock, jazz or whatever, this music is powerful
enough to fuck with anyone's mind.

BACK TO SCHOOL PREVIEW

As another semester begins, here's a subjective preview of
some the albums our editors are looking forward to in
autumn...R.E.M. will have a new album out on September 27
and will begin touring in Australia in January...No release date
is being announced, but it looks like there'll soon be a new
Pearl Jam album on Epic...Mike Watt, formerly of
fIREHOSE and the Minutemen, will have a solo album on
Columbia...In September, Matador will be releasing new
albums from Liz Phair, Pizzicato 5 and the Jon Spencer
Blues Explosion; albums by Come and Thinking Fellers
Union Local 282 are expected in October...The new label E!
Recordo will have albums by Silkworm and the long-awaited
third album from the Frogs... The Wedding Present will
have a new one entitied Watusi on Island in late September...
Love And Rockets have reformed and will have a
September 27 release on American...Singer Victoria
Williams will be releasing Loose (Mammoth-Adantic), her
first album since last year’s Sweet Relief tribute...The new
American Music Club is due on Reprise October
4...Coming on Drag City is a new studio album from
Pavement-spinoff, the Silver Jews, and Mayo Thompson will
have the first full album from his new line-up of Red
Krayola, which includes members of Gastr Del Sol...Coming
in September on Atlantic is the Ginger Baker Trio. The
legendary drummer (Cream, Blind Faith) will be joined by
jazz musicians Charlie Haden and Bill Frisell. Also in
September on Atantic will be Daniel Johnston's first new
material in four years.
