Horse They Rode In On, Soul Asylum has been honing its brought Hermosa Beach, California’s Pennywise to its
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super-rock formula, chock full of powerful
choruses and hooky guitar riffs that make
folks teary. It wasn't until after the release of
the sensational Grave Dancers Union,
however, that Soul Asylum became so
successful that its songs could be heard on
supermarket sound systems. Let Your Dim
Light Shine suggests that Grave Dancers Union
was not the pinnacle of the band’s success.
The group has not abandoned its popular
style of songwriting, witnessed in the

unrelenting power of the hit-bound single “Misery” and songs
like “Bittersweet,” although the album is more diverse than

the last one—there’s the predictable
collaboration of Dan Murphy and Jayhawk
Marc Perlman on the sweet ballad “Promises
Broken,” but also unexpected hints of the
band’s pre-Horse punk past on the angst-
filled “Caged Rat” and “Crawl.” The album is
tied together by sharp-edged production
(provided by engineer Butch Vig) and the
band’s brooding lyrics. The key element of
Soul Asylum’s sound is singer/songwriter
Dave Pirner’s keen ability to take what might

be mundane clichés and twist them into brand new stories

that folks can relate to and hum along with. DAWN SUTTER

KURT ELLING Close Your Eyes

On the surface, Kurt Elling’s Close Your Eyes might seem a
fairly respectable jazz trio outing, but underneath, it can be as

subversive and wild as Frank Booth’s
rendition of Roy Orbison in Blue Velvet, What
makes the debut album by the 28-year-old
divinity-school-dropout-turned-cabaret-
singer unique is how Elling simultaneously
works within a fairly straightforward jazz
vocal/trio format (think Sinatra, Connick,
Torme) while also being totally skewed. It's
this wolf-in-sheep’s clothing aspect that
makes Elling so compelling, and has many
folks—even a few serious critics—scratching

their heads. It's there in Ellling’s crazed, totally over-the-top
vocalese scatting, which often sounds like something you'd

hear coming from the shower in a mental
ward. It's also in his songwriting on tunes like
“(Hide The) Salome” and in cryptic, slightly-
too-strange-to-be-totally-serious lyrics like
“Too many lovers in a life/They come and
go...They go for walks and they don't walk
back.” The ambiguity makes it work: Is he

pushing the envelope of the jazz vocal idiom,
or is he putting one over on us all? Could he
possibly be for real? Elling takes scat singing

and injects new elements—Beat-style poetry,

resolutely ferocious and melodic third
album. The quartet blows through About
Time’s dozen songs in 32 minutes,
proving the band’s determination and
skill at squeezing plenty of aural
information into a terse but fully realized
framework. All 12 cuts fuse a solid
amalgam of brick-heavy guitar chops,
chugging rhythms, thoughtful lyrics and
bounding choruses, rendering each song
instantly memorable without being either

cloying or repetitive. “Listen up everyone—there’s
something wrong,” shouts singer Jim Lindberg on the

album’s first cut “Peaceful Day,” ushering
in a half hour of awakened, thought-
provoking, uncompromising punk rock.
He hits all the right notes but never
sounds like he’s pounding slogans into the
listener’s information-overloaded head;
instead he crisply vocalizes the band’s
lyrics, which battle the blandness of
suburbia and societal expectations
(“Perfect People,” “Same Old Story™)
with honesty and verve. Make time for

the above, plus “Waste Of Time,” “Not Far Away” and

FRANKLIN BRUNO A Bedroom Community

Best known as the bespectacled guy fronting the Inland

Empire’s word-wise rock trio Nothing
Painted Blue, Franklin Bruno has already
penned and recorded volumes of
reflective, beautifully crafted songs. A
Bedroom Community, however, is his first
solo full-length, developing more fully a
one-man expression for his insightful
songs. He alternately shapes the 13 songs
here with guitar and piano, sometimes
combining the two in a contemplative
mood (“Layered Look™), but the focus

remains on his smooth voice and clearly enunciated
lyrics; Bruno is above mumbling shyly into his mic, so we

can chew on lines like “The table scraps
you left me weren't worth refrigerating”
("A Frozen Lake") without straining too
much. Far from the insulated cul de sac
wryly suggested by its title, A Bedroom
Community is a triumph of artistry over
uninformative categorization (“indie pop,”
“love rock™), with songs such as the
cleverly arranged “Ghost Postage,” the
crisp “The Two Of You,” the more fully
arranged “The Lonelysocks Generation”

Tom Waits-ian character portraits—into an otherwise and the darker “Uninsulated Wall,” reaching out to any
timeworn and respectable formula, while also tapping deeply listener with a few quiet moments. LYDIA ANDERSON

Bristol's Beatnik Filmstars set the pace last year for magnetic
attraction of the British press with the release of its misleadingly
titled Laid Back And English. Already indie stars in their home-

land, the Filmstars also began raising eyebrows stateside; their
innovative guitar acrobatics and sly pop constructions made
agile expansions on relatively familiar rock ideas. This year's
Astronaut House boasts everything the Filmstars’ debut was
itching to become, as the band shifts its focus away from ordi-
nary pop confection to delve further
into its noisy psych influences and its
hankering for string-bending guitar
sounds. “La Fruitmousse” kicks off
the record with a wiry two-chord riff
that's deceptively simple and com-
partmentalized; the Filmstars compli-
cate and texture their guileless hop-
ping with random string scraping, scarcely sliding notes, and the
awkwardly loud zipping of fingers on the fretboard's strings.
Much of Astronaut House uses resourceful guitar technique in
much the same way—instead of relying on the mechanical qual-
ity of tidy chords and measured strumming, each song plays to
the notion that these are undoubtedly hands on strings: pulling,
grating, scraping and strangling each note out of the instrument
in a battle with its own limitations.

With his blistering leads, he's in the mold of Buddy Guy (and a
litle like Johnny Winter with his tatoos), but even at 24, an age
when most are busy learning to cover blues masters,
Thompson already has a firm grasp on his own personal song-
writing voice. His band, Big Love, is a well-oiled, machine-pre-
cision blues machine—nhearing the band whip through its live-
in-the-studio set here, you quickly realize that these guys play
together almost every night. Hear them at their best on “You
Took Me Baby,” “Hey Moma," “Standing On My Own” and the
autobiographical “Mississippi Boy."

JERRY LEE LEWIS Young Blood

It's the dangdest thing: Jerry Lee's been making “he’s really
rocking again like crazy” comeback records for longer than
most people have been making records period. So when he
finally goes and does it, we mean really does it, we're a little
worried that nobody’s going to notice. Well, at the risk of
sounding like we're crying wolf, Jerry Lee has just turned in a
mother, and while it won't top Live At The Star Club In
Hamburg, it's certainly one of the best albums in his crazed
lifetime of rock ‘n’ roll. Why now? A big reason has to be pro-
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ducer Andy Paley, who has masterminded excellent come-
backs from Brian Wilson, Little Richard and other '50s and
'60s greats. Then there’s a few of the rock 'n’ rollers and
maniacs who were recruited to help the Ferriday Fireball
out: Tommy Ardolino, Joey
Spampinato and Al Anderson of
NRBQ), and legendary Elvis guitarist
James Burton. The songs are all
hand-picked choices, which Jerry
Lee inimitably makes his own,
either by rocking out to the point of
explosion, or underscoring their lilt-
ing honky-tonk melodies. In fact, Young Blood may be the
most seamless marriage of the two sides of Jerry Lee's
nature-—country and rock ‘n’ roll—since his first Sun singles
came out with a stomper on one side and a ballad on the flip.
Goodness gracious: “Goosebumps,” "Things,” "Miss The
Mississippi And You™ (check out Jerry yodelling!), “High
Blood Pressure” “It Was The Whiskey Talking (Not Me)” and

Since first signing with Sub Pop a few years back, Green
Magnet School has undergone more than just a label or line-
up change; the band's sound, which inspired the word
“industrial” at some point during its first album, has been
carefully re-worked and re-invented by the band. Manning
three guitars and a bruising rhythm section makes for some
clamorous rock any way you structure it, and while Green
Magnet School certainly enjoys its
share of clashing noise, Mluminatus
reveals a progression well beyond
standard riff-rock techniques. With
two vocalists working around the
three guitars, the band simultane-
ously pulls off gnarled, overdriven
punk workouts and a paranoid,
pseudo art-rock rhetoric, equally spruced with aggression
and brainy-ness. Some songs, like “Penance,” "Buck” and the
Sonic Youth-referenced “Jihad Sternum,” are content with
being wiry, guitar-burned mid-set sure-things. “Birdie Num
Num"” and “Moth” dip their toes in things like melodic vocal
lines and skewed, but strangely compelling, pop hooks. As
the album's scrawled liner notes detail, there’s more going
on here than you'd ever expect. COLIN HELMS

“I've broken a lot of hearts to do this...” announces the suave
nerd in an adenoidal shout in his album’s first few seconds.

glossy-smooth Ambitious Lovers and producing the biggest
names in Brazilian pop music, Arto Lindsay has surprisingly
returned to his late ‘70s No Wave roots, developing on the
m.o. of his old trio, DNA, an extremely influential group
despite a recorded output that
doesn't fill up one side of a C60.
Arto certainly hasn't lost the edge in
his jagged songs, scraped guitar,
detached moan and peculiar lyrics,
and bassist Melvin Gibbs (Rollins
Band, Sonny Sharrock, etc.) and
drummer Dougie Bowne (Chris
Whitdey, Holly Cole, Cassandra Wilson, John Zorn) provide
appropriately scraggly percolation to match Lindsay's asperi-
ty. From song to song (there are 26, most under a minute or
two in length), there's no repetition of licks, riffs or rhythms,
and the trio improvises with a sensitivity to space and silence
which magnifies the music’s urgency. A few songs are more
hummable than disjointed, and even some occasional funki-
ness, but this just makes the strange lyrics seem even
stranger.

The Harlequin—The Robot And The Baliet-Dancer and
Touch Themes Of Harlequin ® Robot ® Ballet-Dancer
Eye Q, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbani, CA 91510
Instrumental concept albums are tough to execute; concept
albums with the strict limitations of techno are even harder.
(Even the Orb’s “story line” for U.F Orb was done as a
piss—take.) So it's a pleasant surprise that Sven Vath has
made a neatly conceptual record—
twice. The Harlequin—The Robot
And The Ballet-Dancer is an elegant,
pretty construction, divided into
the three sections the title sug-
gests, with distinct themes and
methods of construction for each.
It’s also a deliberately subdued
record for the most part, bringing out serious beats only a
few times. Themes ripple across the front of the mix, cross
each other’s paths, then disappear again. It's much more a
listening record than a dance record (“Ballet-Dancer” and
“Harlequin Plays Bells” are particularly lovely). There's the
potential for dance music within nearty every track, though,
which is where Touch Themes comes in: a collection of seven,
mostly dancefloor-oriented, remixes of Harlequin by the likes
of Speedy J, B-Zet and Aural Float (which pulls off a sprawi-
ing, subtle |8-minute reconstruction of “The Birth Of
Robby"). The best remix, though, comes from Underworld,
whose take on "Harlequin — The Beauty And The Beast”
calls to mind its own “Dirty Epic” stripped down to its shim-
mering, polyrhythmic electronic core.

All My Relations is the latest in a string of spellbinding record-
ings made by flute/saxophone master Charles Lioyd, most
famous as Chico Hamilton's band- Fel'F¥3 LES LLOY)
leader in the ‘60s and probably L&

most infamous as one of the few
jazz musicians to find a big audience
with ‘60s hippies. All My Relations is
being billed as an exploration of
Lloyd's blues roots, but in reality it
musically has more to do with the
blue of other worlds than ours: the deepness of water, the
openness of the sky and the likelihood that there are far
more beautiful hues of blue in worlds other than our own.
This is levitational, spiritual jazz, full of yearning, poignance
and exploration, not as histrionic honking but as a path to
some greater spiritual place. Lloyd’s self-penned liner notes
are incredibly revealing; Lloyd's reminisces about growing up
in Memphis and playing gigs on the R&B honky-tonk circuit
provides the grounding from which his music takes off and
soars. Hint: the album gets better as it goes along: try “Little
Peace” (very reminiscent of Lloyd’s days with Chico
Hamilton), “Cape To Cairo Suite” and the mellow “Hymme

ERIC AMBEL & ROSCOE’S GANG Loud & Lonesome

It’s been a long time between records for Roscoe’s Gang, but
Loud & Lonesome makes the wait worth while. Eric Ambel, a k
a Roscoe, released his first solo pro-
ject in 1989, after being a member
of Joan Jett’s Blackhearts in the early
‘80s and then serving as one of the
driving forces behind the gone-but-
not-forgotten Del-Lords for the rest
of the decade. Recently, he's made
quite a name for himself as a pro-
ducer for the likes of Nils Lofgren, the Bottle Rockets, the
Blood Oranges and a bunch of other roots-rocking bands. Loud
& Lonesome hits harder than Ambel has ever done before,
even if the Gang has been whittled down to a trio. With Andy
York on bass, Keith Levreault on drums and a solid assortment
of co-writers, including Kevin Salem, Dan Baird, Greg Trooper
and Dan Zanes, he’s assembled a record with a solid one-two
punch. His guitar screeches and soars on rockers like “Song
For The Walls” and “One More Moment Gone,” while “I'm
Not Alone” and “Downtown At Midnight” are introspective,
yet still pack a lyrical wallop. With its edgy guitar anthems and
spare arrangements, Loud & Llonesome is masterful American

Starting with the in-
credible voice of Kini Karaca, this
ensemble performs the music of
the “whirling dervishes,” seekers
who find trance and spirituality in
complex dance and motion.

The EMI/Hemisphere series has a
hit in Sif Safaa: New Music From
The Middle East, a compilation of
popular music from North Africa
and some of the Arab nations
(Hemisphere, c/o L.R.S., 594

the two swirling tracks by swoosh-
ing Egyptian singer Hamdi Ahmed
for starters, or the absclutely divine
voice of Hanan as she cries out her
love song over a techno-beat with
serious roots sounds.

The Buttonwood Tree in Middletown CT, has been a unique and adventur-
ous place for music, poetry and art for a number of years. Performers have
included Robin Holcomb, Anthony Braxton (who ran a weekly jam ses-
sion!), Dar Williams, Elliot Sharp, La Musgafia, Black Note, Ingrid Karklins,
Guy Klucevsek and so many other musicians from around the country and
the world, all in a low-key, non-profit living room space and bookstore.

On Saturday, May 19, near the end of a performance, there was a fire
(deemed “suspicious” by fire people at the scene) on the second floor of
the building that severely damaged the space. At first look, it’s pretty clear
they have lost all the books and recordings in the store, and probably the
computers, phones and other office and theater stuff. They were able to
save the piano, which the fire fighters took great pains to cover and pro-
tect during the fighting of the fire.

As a non-profit community center, bookstore and performance space,
The Buttonwood Tree is the only space of its kind in the region. While in-
surance will help to rebuild (maybe/probably at a new location some-
where else in the Middletown north end), they are going to need LOTS of
help, physical assistance, donations of used books and recordings for the
store and, of course, financial support to get things up and running again.

GREEN MAGNET SCHOOL llluminatus

Since first signing with Sub Pop a few years back, Green
Magnet School has undergone more than just a label or line-
up change; the band’s sound, which inspired the word
“industrial” at some point during its first album, has been
carefully re-worked and re-invented by the band. Manning
three guitars and a bruising rhythm section makes for some
clamorous rock any way you structure it, and while Green
Magnet School certainly enjoys its
share of clashing noise, llluminatus [
reveals a progression well beyond
standard riff-rock techniques. With
two vocalists working around the
three guitars, the band simultane-
ously pulls off gnarled, overdriven
punk workouts and a paranoid, |
pseudo art-rock rhetoric, equally spruced with aggression
and brainy-ness. Some songs, like “Penance,” "Buck” and the
Sonic Youth-referenced “Jihad Sternum,” are content with
being wiry, guitar-burned mid-set sure-things. “Birdie Num
Num” and “Moth” dip their toes in things like melodic vocal
lines and skewed, but strangely compelling, pop hooks. As
the album’s scrawled liner notes detail, there’s more going
on here than you'd ever expect. COUN HELMS

“I've broken a lot of hearts to do this...” announces the suave
nerd in an adenoidal shout in his album’s first few seconds.
“It had better be great..."” Following a decade fronting the

glossy-smooth Ambitious Lovers and producing the biggest
names in Brazilian pop music, Arto Lindsay has surprisingly
returned to his late '70s No Wave roots, developing on the
m.o. of his old trio, DNA, an extremely influential group
despite a recorded output that
doesn’t fill up one side of a Cé60.
Arto certainly hasn't lost the edge in
his jagged songs, scraped guitar,
detached moan and peculiar lyrics,
and bassist Melvin Gibbs (Rollins
Band, Sonny Sharrock, etc.) and
drummer Dougie Bowne (Chris
Whitley, Holly Cole, Cassandra Wilson, John Zom) provide
appropriately scraggly percolation to match Lindsay’s asperi-
ty. From song to song (there are 26, most under a minute or
two in length), there's no repetition of licks, riffs or rhythms,
and the trio improvises with a sensitivity to space and silence
which magnifies the music’s urgency. A few songs are more
hummable than disjointed, and even some occasional funki-
ness, but this just makes the strange lyrics seem even
stranger.

The Harlequin—The Robot And The Ballet-Dancer and

Instrumental concept albums are tough to execute; concept
albums with the strict limitations of techno are even harder.
(Even the Orb’s “story line” for U.F Orb was done as a
piss—take.) So it's a pleasant surprise that Sven Vath has
made a neatly conceptual record—
twice. The Harlequin—The Robot
And The Ballet-Dancer is an elegant,
pretty construction, divided into
the three sections the title sug-
gests, with distinct themes and
methods of construction for each.
It's also a deliberately subdued
record for the most part, bringing out serious beats only a
few times. Themes ripple across the front of the mix, cross
each other’s paths, then disappear again. It's much more a
listening record than a dance record (“Ballet-Dancer” and
“Harlequin Plays Bells” are particularly lovely). There's the
potential for dance music within nearly every track, though,
which is where Touch Themes comes in: a collection of seven,
mostly dancefloor-oriented, remixes of Harlequin by the likes
of Speedy ), B-Zet and Aural Float (which pulls off a sprawl-
ing, subtle |8-minute reconstruction of “The Birth Of
Robby"). The best remix, though, comes from Underworld,
whose take on “Harlequin — The Beauty And The Beast”
calls to mind its own “Dirty Epic” stripped down to its shim-
mering, polyrhythmic electronic core.

All My Relations is the latest in a string of spellbinding record-
ings made by flute/saxophone master Charles Lloyd, most
famous as Chico Hamilton's band- N3 LES LLOY)
leader in the ‘60s and probably L& :

most infamous as one of the few
jazz musicians to find a big audience
with ‘60s hippies. All My Relations is
being billed as an exploration of
Lloyd’s blues roots, but in reality it
musically has more to do with the
blue of other worlds than ours: the deepness of water, the
openness of the sky and the likelihood that there are far
more beautiful hues of blue in worlds other than our own.
This is levitational, spiritual jazz, full of yearning, poignance
and exploration, not as histrionic honking but as a path to
some greater spiritual place. Lloyd’s self-penned liner notes
are incredibly revealing; Lloyd’s reminisces about growing up
in Memphis and playing gigs on the R&B honky-tonk circuit
provides the grounding from which his music takes off and
soars. Hint: the album gets better as it goes along: try “Little
Peace” (very reminiscent of Lloyd’s days with Chico
Hamilton), “Cape To Cairo Suite” and the mellow "Hymme
To The Mother.” JAMES LEN

ERIC AMBEL & ROSCOE’S GANG Loud & Lonesome

It's been a long time between records for Roscoe’s Gang, but
Loud & Lonesome makes the wait worth while. Eric Ambel, a k
a Roscoe, released his first solo pro-
ject in 1989, after being a member
of Joan Jett’s Blackhearts in the early
‘80s and then serving as one of the
driving forces behind the gone-but-
not-forgotten Del-Lords for the rest
of the decade. Recently, he's made
quite a name for himself as a pro-
ducer for the likes of Nils Lofgren, the Bottle Rockets, the
Blood Oranges and a bunch of other roots-rocking bands. Loud
& Lonesome hits harder than Ambel has ever done before,
even if the Gang has been whittled down to a trio. With Andy
York on bass, Keith Levreault on drums and a solid assortment
of co-writers, including Kevin Salem, Dan Baird, Greg Trooper
and Dan Zanes, he's assembled a record with a solid one-two
punch. His guitar screeches and soars on rockers like “Song
For The Walls" and “One More Moment Gone,” while “I'm
Not Alone” and “Downtown At Midnight” are introspective,
yet still pack a lyrical wallop.

Before his cornball TV clowning on that great American
institution, Hee Haw, Buck Owens played a vital role in the
evolution of country music; as

I DON'T CAR band in the mid-'50s and then
as leader of the Buckaroos
through the '60s, Owens,
more than any other individual,
defined the “Bakersfield
Sound” (Bakersfield, an oil
town north of Los Angeles with plenty of honky-tonks to
entertain the transplanted oil men, was a hotbed for
country music). With a rockabilly background, Owens
bypassed the heavy vocal choruses and syrupy strings that
were drowning Nashville country music of the same
period, as he updated the classic honky-tonk style with a
rock edge supplied by electric Fender Telecasters (this
Bakersfield style still sounded fresh when Dwight Yoakam
copped it a quarter century later). Owens had a huge pile
of hits, including “Act Naturally” (included as a bonus track
on Together Again...), which was later covered by a rock
group called the Beatles. Aithough songs of heartbreak
were certainly nothing new in country music, these albums

are notable for obsessing on themes of separation and
loneliness in an era when divorce became the national past-
time; Owens’ wife (singer Bonnie Owens) left him for up-
an-coming Bakersfield star Merle Haggard, and Buck’s well-
publicized search for a “good wife™ drew mail-sacks full of
marriage proposals. These long-overdue reissues (from
'63-'65) are the first five in a series of |0 Owens albums
coming on Sundazed.

This
collection of 16 high-speed
guitar chases showcases three
sides of this amazing duo: fast,
faster and fastest. The action is
furious jet-fueled pyrotechnics, showing off Bryant's
dazzling bebop picking and ahead-of-his-time sound (he
was the first guitarist to endorse the solid-body Fender
Telecaster) and West's insane note-bending, -sliding and -
twisting on the newly-introduced Gibson Electraharp
pedal steel guitar—they sure didn’t cail him Speedy for
nothing.

Charlie and Ira Louvin carried on the great country tradition
of tight-knit fraternal harmonies from '30s groups like the
Delmore Brothers and the Monroe Brothers, and passed it
on to Phil and Don Everty, whom they influenced in a big way.
Although the Louvin Brothers were Capitol labelmates of
Speedy West in the mid-'50s, they sound several generations
earlier in comparison. Stars of
the Grand OI' Opry, the Louvins
sang old-style song-bird
harmonies with acoustic guitar
and mandolin, specializing in
"[ "“m mﬂm maudlin and cautionary religious
songs (their Satan Is Real LP has
one of the greatest jacket photos
ever), along with heart-breaking tear-jerkers and weepy
tragedies. While the Louvins’ sweet singing is reason enough
to enjoy these songs over and over again, some of them
boast an extra attraction of ridiculously over-the-top lyrics.
“The Kneeling Drunkard’s Plea” (Ira was a lush, Charlie a
teetotaler,), “Pitfall” (with a purposefully heavy hand on the
vocal-echo) and the gory “Wreck On The Highway™ are
pretty peculiar. But strangest of all is the traditional “Knoxville
Girl™; this grisly first-person account of the (apparently
motive-less) murder and corpse-disposal of a girlfriend, who
is described only as “one | loved so well,” is sung pretty
matter-of-factly, making it all the more gruesome. DAVID

The Big Book Of Country Music: A Biographical Encyclopedia

This new reference book of country music and its many
offshoots and cousins is extremely informative with lively (at
times, hilarious) writing and
thoughtful commentary. The 526
pages detail the lives, musical
styles, influences and recordings
of over 600 artists, along with a
..:-‘-‘-'-‘Q.v’-.-'-.:. recommended discography of
each. From old-timey to
countrypolitan, the Big Book
highlights early greats like Fiddling
John Carson, Uncle Dave Macon,
the Skillet Lickers and the
Bogtrotters and modern stars like
Garth Brooks, Billy Ray Cyrus, the Judds, k.d. lang and Alison
Krauss, including practically every noteworthy in between.
Although we've already spotted several artists’ names
misspelled, we're very pleasantly surprised to find entries on
Roy Smeck, the Holy Modal Rounders, Mike Nesmith, Jimmie
Dale Gilmore, Lucinda Williams, Michelle Shocked and the
Good OF Persons (although unfortunately, no Lee Hazelwood
or Butch Hancock). The author has some refreshing and
intelligent criticism for such sacred cows as Patsy Cline and
Bob Dylan (his recent albums), and includes saccharine country
artists like Marie Osmond and Debbie Boone for some
humorous skewering—to call something an “encyclopedia”
doesn’t mean it has to be boring. The Big Book is not afraid to
call Crystal Gayle antiseptic, or to call a junky novelty song a
junky novelty song, nor is it so serious that it can’t make light of
Dwight Yoakam's baldness.

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SWEETMAN WITH HIS SOUTH SIDE

The lights are dim red and blue, but even if they were
bright tungsten lamps, they still wouldn't cut through
smoke so thick it’s discol-
ored the drab walls. Up on
the stage, a weatherbeaten-
looking woman wearing a
feather boa, a peacock tat-
too and nothing else gyrates
half-heartedly, slithering
around a pole. A big guy with
Bo Diddley sunglasses on sits at the bar with an unlit
cigar. He hasn't moved in months. The liquor is watered
down before it even hits the ice in the glass. And the

leader of the house band in this eternally-unchanging,
open-every-night den of iniquity? It's Austin saxophonist
Sweetman, purring sleazy, down-home blues out of his
sax. This is the real bump-and-grind stuff, taking cues
from slinky, early instrumental R&B of King Curtis, Ike
Quebec, Gene Ammons and after-hours organ trios of
yore. Ambience, heart, groove—call it what you will, but
it oozes from every note played by Sweetman and his
mates. Featuring alumni of such honky-tonk hellraisers as
the Fabulous Thunderbirds, John Mooney and Evan
John's H-Bombs, Sweetman's cast of characters play like
they’re trapped in the life described above and have no
desire to leave. Sweetman himself got his chops on the
Baltimore bar circuit, then paid dues playing with Luther
“Guitar” Johnson and Texas bluesman Buddy Ace.
Listening to the CD, you can picture the tangled
Christmas lights, the tattered instrument cases, the
scuffed and stitched boots of the musicians. Check their
version of “Harlem Nocturne,” which turns the sax sta-
ple into a quasi-surf boogaloo, or “Tyrone’s Night Out,”
“Jest Smoochin'™ and the title track. While the patrons
lean and slouch at their tables and nurse their watery
drinks, the band kicks off another set with a late-'50s
R&B nugget, “Housewarming.” Outside the neon blinks
like a beacon luring lost souls in from the night.

OTIS BLACKWELL All Shook Up

Shanachie, 37 E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 07860 201.579.7763
Having released a fairly-successful tribute to Otis
Blackwell last year, Shanachie follows up with All Shook
Up, a re-release of Blackwell's rediscovery album from
the late '70s, originally known by the much better,
ballsier title These Are My Songs. The liner notes point out
that it is a rare thing indeed that an artist could record an
album of rock ‘n’ roll standards that are also his own orig-
inals—"All Shook Up,” “Great Balls Of Fire" and “Don't
Be Cruel,” among them—and it's a fair assessment of All
Shook Up. (Rather humorously, those same original liner
notes from 1976 go on to compare Blackwell to Carole
King and Barry Manilow!). Blackwell's musical backing,
apparently from a cast of '70s session cats, is perfect for
re-recordings; rather than try to reverently recreate the
*50s in an “oldies” style, they rock out a little harder, with
screaming fuzztone guitars and funkier beats. Blackwell’s
vocals take center stage—at times he cackles like
Screamin’ Jay Hawkins, hiccups like Jerry Lee, and even
curls his lip a little like Elvis. It's fun and cool, and one can
just picture Lux Interior, Alex Chilton or a young Jon
Spencer digging these sounds in the late ‘70s.

COMET GAIN Casino Classics

Wiiija, 130 Talbot Road, London W11 1JA U.K. 0171.299.8541
Comet Gain has a canny knack of making ‘60s beat-pop,
‘70s northern soul and ‘80s indie-shambling sound like it all
spills out from the same fertile source. The
Oxford/London quintet’s debut album, Casino Classics
revists the C86 movement/Sarah label aesthetic—aching
or stroppy boy/girl voices, stumbly guitars, rickety rhythm
sections and heart-on-sieeve dynamics, altogether Pastel
shades of Orange Juice recorded in Stereolab, with
sleevenotes from Dan Treacy of Television Personalities
(true, this bit). Comet Gain can fall prey to indie-twee
cliché, but when the beats churn or the dreaminess takes
to the stars, we're talking timeless funtime. Check out the
punk-pop-passionate “Footstomping,” the summery,
Hammond-driven “A Million And Nine,” the Pastels-out-
of-Velvets ballad “Music Upstairs,” the Pastels-out-of-
Velvets rocker “Villian,” the gossamer-soft “Intergalactic
Starbed” and the snari-pop finale “Chevron Action Flash.”

one observer to describe singer Paul as a fusion of Jarvis
Cocker of Pulp and Prince. The debut single, “Inevitably,”
isn't the glam-slam mutation that description suggests but
a tightly wound, punkish nugget with a whiny, guttersnipe
vocal. “Strange World” is more generic but the druggy,
drained “Cathy Can’t Play” reaffirms the notion that
Peepshow is waving something more emotionally con-
frontational than a simple New Wave of New Wave flag
(Fantasy Ashtray, London U.K. 0171.436.1659)...Talking of
feels-like-real-punk spirit, FLYING MEDALLIONS'
“Riot” is bluntist 1-2-3-4 rant-pop bite for a while. It's one
side of a 7” single with CHINA DRUM on the flipside
speeding up Kate Bush's “Wuthering Heights" for no
apparent reason than the probable fact the melody sounds
great as a short term punk blast (Fierce Panda, PO. Box
7337, London NI 9NS)...The glam-slam spirit, though, is
something that the NUBILES are more in touch with,
going by their second single “Without Walking,” with the
neo-rockabilly, attitood-oozing rumble A Sap’s Guide To
Rock'n’'Roll” on the flip (Lime Street, 5 Clair St., Bedford
MK40 UK. call Wayward PR on 0171.978.861 1)... Last
year, Thule mutated into 94:Nil (the band discovered the
word Thule had fascistic connotations it wasn't aware of),
a name set to change every year. Hence 95:NIL and its
debut single “Carbrain,” a more verse/chorus-flavored and
rockified venture than Thule's loose-limbed industrial fash-
ions. A couple of reviews have hinted at a London take on
Nine Inch Nails but 95:Nil stands nearer the rigid body-
beats and technology stamp of '80s than the metal and
techno-influened '90s. If anything, “Carbrain” echoes
Tuxedomoon'’s grainy, Euro-Flavored electro-disko, even
more so on the leaner, synth-led “Sprung” (Car-
Wreckords, Basement Flat, 88 Ceclie Park, London N8
U.K. 0181.347.9643)...Back at the diehard Britpop divi-
sion, the five players in London’s ELCKA are music-hall
dramatists, fleshing out melody with showy keyboards,
vampy guitars and echoes of pre-'50s stylings—that said,
Elcka'a spiritual antecedents are New Zealand’s great mis-
fits Split Enz, who also tainted musical academia with soul-
ful vulnerability and pop essence. Eicka's debut single
“Leather Lips” (backed by the less decorative “Bleed™ and
“Florentina Miserabelle™) shows how this older, ‘progres-
sive’ tip of pop can be a treasure trove, not a graveyard, of
ideas. But beware—Edwardain frock coats might be ‘in’ by
this time next week (Nectah, Warehouse Studio, 669
Woolwich Road, London SE7 U.K. 0181.293.491 ).

Despite the title, Some Same (XI, 224 Centre St., New
York, NY 10013), from FAST FORWARD (a guy not a
group), is quite different from the previous two albums by
this hyperactive percussionist. On three lengthy live
recordings, Forward is joined by an all-star cast, including
vocalist David Moss, trumpeter Ben Neill and David Shea,
New York's enfant terrible of the turntables. “Feeding
Frenzy” is centered on the sounds of food preparation—
chopping, stirring, whirring, sizzling, pouring and banging
on pots and pans, accompanied by Guy Klucevsek’s accor-
dion and lkue Mori's drum machines. The resulting meal is
served to the audience as the “chef” improvises the next
course...No matter how modern and high-tech, synthesiz-
ers usually sound cheesy when they replicate orchestral
strings and percussion, but the material on MARK
WHEATON Plays America’s Favorite Award-Winning Tunes
(Catasonic, PO. Box 2727, 1615 Wilcox, Los Angeles, CA
90078) is strong enough to almost overcome this flaw, the
synth tackiness occasionally enhancing the music's nutti-
ness. Wheaton plays 17 original action-packed soundtracks
in search of a movie (or at least at a late night TV thriller),
many composed in the spirit of Bernard Herrmann ("50s
Hitchcock) or Quincy Jones ('60s jazz coolness), but exe-
cuted 4 la Michael Perilstein or Danny Elfman. Particularly
good are “Ocean View Ave.,” a soundtrack to a traffic jam,
the goofball “Theatre Carnival Theme Song” and “Baited
Trap,” loaded with a blustery (and non-synthetic) tenor
sax...Speaking of MICHAEL PERILSTEIN, he has a new
soundtrack to the horror film Where Evil Lives, just out on
T.E.C. Tones (PO. Box 1477, Hoboken, N) 07030
201.420.0238). A master of moods with a warped sensibil-
ity, Perilstein is always an interesting listen even though he
plays those damn synths. DAVID NEWGARDEN

You don't often see compilations with only four tracks on
them, but then you also don't often see compilations with
2|-minute tracks on them, like Chaos In Expansion (Sub
Rosa (Belgium), c/o Dutch East India, 150 W, 28th St.,
Ste. 501, New York, NY 10001). That long one is by
Charles Heyward (formerly of This Heat) and Nick
Doyne-Ditmas: “Where Is Chaos Now?,” a six-part suite
(again with no track subdivisions—aargh!) that's about
two parts pompous excess to four parts exquisite drums-
and-other-stuff groping for the inside of the skull. The
other three tracks are Tobias Hazan's terrific interpreta-
tion of a Gyorgy Ligety piece (which sneaks up all quiet
and pretty and then paradigm-shifts at you), a less memo-
rable Coil track and an electronically augmented speech
in French by llya Prigogine...If you prefer your spoken
words in English, PETER BLEGVAD AND JOHN
GREAVES's Unearthed (Sub Rosa, address above) is
essentially Blegvad reading his short, arty stories, with
some music and other audio tricks thrown in to make it
more interesting to listen to. Sometimes the sound-
tweaking gets in the way of the words (as on “The New
Liquid”), though “The Only Song” is a fine musical joke
(play it on the radio and you will get a response). The
words themselves, though, are often excellent—like the
late Richard Brautigan, Blegvad uses whimsy and absurdi-
ty to get at more meaningful things (see, for instance,
“Dog With A Conscience”). The highbrow King
Missile?...PSYCHIC TV is down to a duo of Genesis P-
Orridge and Larry Thrasher. On the new Cathedral
Engine (Dossier, c/o Com Four, 7 Dunham Pl., Brooklyn,
NY 11211 718.599.2205), it's declared “Nothing Short
Ov A Total Gender” (uh, whatever, Genesis) and—curi-
ously—sanded all of its edges and points down to curves.
The 10 untitled tracks are full of violent industrial noise,
but warm, cozy violent industrial noise: nothing jarring,
everything droning pleasantly. The fourth track, which
starts with a lengthy acoustic-guitar obbligato, is especially
nice.

Starting with the in-
credible voice of Kani Karaca, this
ensemble performs the music of
the “whirling dervishes,” seekers
who find trance and spintuality in
complex dance and notion.

The EMI/Hemisphere series has a
hit in Sif Safaa: New Music From
The Middle East, a compilation of
popular music from North Africa
and some of the Arab nations
(Hemisphere, c/o |.R.S., 594
Broadway, Ste. 901, New York, NY
10012 212.334.2179). Just sample
the two swirling tracks by swoosh-
ing Egyptian singer Hamdi Ahmed
for starters, or the absolutely divine
voice of Hanan as she cries out her
love song over a techno-beat with
serious roots sounds.

Last is a totally teched-out
American reissue of Alma Alma
(Miramar, 200 Second Ave. W,,
Seattle, WA 98119 206.284.4700)
by Uzbekistan's pop diva YUL-
DUZ USMANOVA. This could
have gone the way of so many Ofra
Haza recordings, but is saved by a
heavy dependence on strings and
winds mixed in among the synths.
Of course, it helps to have a voice
like hers, too! Whew!

FIRE AT THE BUTTONWOOD TREE, Middietown, CT

The Buttonwood Tree in Middletown CT, has been a unique and adventur-
ous place for music, poetry and art for a number of years. Performers have
included Robin Holcomb, Anthony Braxton (who ran a weekly jam ses-
sion!), Dar Williams, Elliot Sharp, La Musgafa, Black Note, Ingrid Karklins,
Guy Klucevsek and so many other musicians from around the country and
the world, all in a low-key, non-profit living room space and bookstore.

On Saturday, May 19, near the end of a performance, there was a fire
(deemed “suspicious” by fire people at the scene) on the second floor of
the building that severely damaged the space. At first look, it’s pretty clear
they have lost all the books and recordings in the store, and probably the
computers, phones and other office and theater stuff. They were able to
save the piano, which the fire fighters took great pains to cover and pro-
tect during the fighting of the fire.

As a non-profit community center, bookstore and performance space,
The Buttonwood Tree is the only space of its kind in the region. While in-
surance will help to rebuild (maybe/probably at a new location some-
where else in the Middletown north end), they are going to need LOTS of
help, physical assistance, donations of used books and recordings for the
store and, of course, financial support to get things up and running again.

( TRUMPET X 3 ) One of the fnost reliably expressive, yet

underappreciated trumpeters on the New
Jazz front in New York City is BAIKIDA CARROLL. This imbalance will
hopefully be rectified with the release of Door Of The Cage (Soul Note, c/o
Sphere Marketing & Distribution, Cargo Bldg. 80, Room 2A, JFK Airport,
Jamaica, NY 11430), a thoughtful, energetic quintet affair featuring 10 orig-
inal compositions by the leader. Carroll’s associates are fellow
avant—exemplars Erica Lindsey, tenor sax; Steve Adegoke Colson, piano;
Santi Debriano, bass, and Pheeroan akLaff, drums. Particularly worthy of
airplay are “Against Your Warmth” (6:59), a ballad with the leader on
muted horn, and “Speak” (4:29), a brisk mid-tempo romp showcasing the
ensemble to fine effect. Door Of The Cage has been a long time coming,
but worth the wait...The debut CD by trumpeter MICHAEL MOSS-
MAN, also overdue yet outstanding, affirms all the promise and praise
he’s received since he arrived on the scene as the co-leader and musical
director for Out Of The Blue (O.T.B.), which cut several LPs for Blue
Note. A clear-, strong-voiced brassman with impressive improvisational
skills, Mossman has made the most of his time since O.T.B., gigging with
groups farge (Toshiko Akiyoshi Jazz Orchestra, Dizzy Gillespie’'s United
Nation Orchestra, Gerry Mulligan’s 1992 Rebirth Of The Cool band) and
small (Mulligan’s quartet and Horace Silver’s combo). In several contexts
with the multi-reedman Daniel Schnyder for Enja, straight swing or uplift-
ing Nordic-style classical jazz, Mossman has also distinguished himself.
Mossman’s new Springdance for the Swiss Claves Jazz label (¢/o Rounder, |
Camp St. Cambridge MA 02140) isn’t exactly a career summation to date
— his activities have been too manifold for that — but it is a highly varied,
consistently pleasing platter. Nine of the ten pieces on this 62-minute, all-
digital date come from Mossman's pen and showcase the leader alongside
such notables as tenor/soprano saxophonist David Sanchez, pianist Kenny
Drew, Jr., bassist James Genus, drummer Marvin “Smitty” Smith and per-
cussionist Bobby Sanabria. Suggested programming options include the
briskly boppish, straight-ahead title track and the shrewd grafting of Bill
Evans’ pensive “Peace Piece” with Silver’s “Peace.” Delightfully surprising
and delicious to these ears are two Afro-Cuban originals, “Chachanita”
and “Mambo Ala joe.” which bear the influence of Mossman's tenure as
arranger for the late Mario Bauza's orchestra. Mossman, to be sure, can
do it all — and one hopes to hear more from him soon...Muscle and mer-

riment are the complementary antipodes of brassman LESTER BOWIE'’s
musical conception. The founding member of the Art Ensemble Of
Chicago leads his other well-established aggregate, his Brass Fantasy,
through a 74-minute live-from-Switzerland performance on The Fire This
Time for the German In + Out company (also available though Rounder,
address above). Bowie leads his Brass Fantasy (four trumpets, two trom-
bones, French horn, tuba, drums and percussion) through spirited covers
of “Night Time (Is The Right Time),” a popular vehicle for Ray Charles, as
well as the ‘SOs staple “The Great Pretender” and Michael Jackson's
“Black Or White.” Equally cogent, though more righteously indignant, is
the Fantasy’s remake of “Strange Fruit,” the Billie Holiday-immortalized
tune about a Southern lynching.

At presstime MusicMasters (1710
Highway 3S, Ocean, Nj 07712) was
poised to issue The Best Of Benny Carter, a compilation culled from the
alto great’s nine previous recordings for the label. In addition to reprising
two of Carter’s Grammy-winning numbers, this CD will include two pre-
viously unissued tracks. The world’s greatest living improvisor — he turns
88 in August, bless him — is expected to take to the studio this fall to cut
a new album with special-guest soloists...In a departure from its
acclaimed reissue projects, Mosaic (3S Melrose Pl., Stamford, CT 06902-
7833 203.327.711 1) has come out with a worthy collection of material
that has never seen the light of day: the five CD/seven-LP box The Phil
Woods Quartet/Quintet 20th Anniversary Set. Alto firebrand Woods and his
trusty rhythm mates, bassist Steve Gilmore and drummer Bill Goodwin,
are heard with a variety of pianists (Mike Melillo, Hal Galper, Jim
McNeely) and hornmen (Hal Crook, Tom Harrell, Brian Lynch) spanning
two decades. The late guitarist Harry Leahey appears on several of the
sides. Woods, who has at once affirmed and transcended his Charlie
Parker influence over the years, is a road-warrior, and this set is a timely
reminder that, both in the studio or on the bandstand, his groups come
to play and play hard.

The Bronze Buckaroo
(Rides Again)

Warner Western, 3300 Warner

One hesitates to term The
Bronze Buckaroo (Rides Again)
a “jazz" album per se, but it
does swing and it presents,
decades overdue, the excep-
tional tenor-to-baritone
vocals and interpretive elan of
Herb Jeffries, who displayed
his bona fides as a jazzman as
early as a half-century ago.
Issued on Warner Western,
this major label's country line,
The Bronze Buckaroo (Rides
Again) is a charming jazzified
country program including
such weatherworn worthies
as “I'm A Happy Cowboy."
“Tumbling Tumbleweeds,"
"Lonesome Rider Blues” and
“Back In The Saddle Again.”
Jeffries, an 83-year-old black
man who lives in California,
starred as “The Bronze
Buckaroo," the singing cow-
boy, in several all-black
Hollywood westerns between
1935 and 1939. What's more,
Jeffries demonstrated his crys-
tal-clear diction, blues affini-
ties and wondrous deep tonal-
ity with pianist Earl "Fatha™
Hines in 1934. Six years later
he guested with reed master
Sidney Bechet and recorded
the tune for which he's best
known, “Flamingo” with Duke
Ellington. Steel guitar, fiddle,
background vocals, harmoni-
ca, snappy drums and jazzed-
up piano and guitar accompa-
ny Jeffries on an album that,
without defying genres, ren-
ders classification moot.
Having scored fine artistic
successes with previous jazzy
sessions by Jimmy Scott and
Charlie Rich, Warners once
again does itself proud. For a
nifty segue, follow “I'm A
Happy Cowboy" or “Cow
Cow Boogie" with one of the
cowboy-jazz renditions from
tenorman Sonny Rollins'
immortal late ‘50s Way Out

West album.

The nascent Oxygen Music Works label is fast becoming the site where
New York's most experimental electronic dance voices can be heard. The
label’s previous releases, including the ethereal Elements Of Life EPs, were
pathbreaking, negotiating the space between house and dancefloor jazz
with remarkable dexterity. Here the label’s roster expands a bit to include
the truly deranged aural textures of the Raw Oxygen crew, whose Blue
Nipple EP certainly wasn't created with commercial radio play in mind.
The opening “Miss Tina's Revenge” is an expertly produced number with
a haunting keyboard sequence drifting through the mix, while winding
down sax blasts play across the surface. The track’s restraint and grandeur
are stunning. The flip's “Class” is a heavily kick-drummed walk on hot
coals, while “Church” is a downtempo, jazzier affair. The label's latest
signing is Small Fish With Spine, known to her friends as Riz Maslen, an
English producer whose first release, the Stickleback EP is a smorgasbord
of breakbeat-fueled inner journeys. The rubbery flanging of “Siolim”
opens the A-side as darting piccolos fuse with the sluggish bass line. “I
Hate You" is immersed in tickling funk guitar work and disembodied
chants disappearing into the canyons of reverb. The flipside’s three tracks
further explore Maslen’s strange cosmology. “Anjuna Fleamarket Goa,"”
her paean to the Indian island now home to British dance ex-pats, is
reminiscent of the more contemplative moments of the KLF's
pathbreaking Chill Out LP. This is a very promising debut indeed.

If you hadn't guessed by now, PAUL
— JOHNSON is one of Chicago’s bravest souls,
one who has insisted on releasing jackhammer-minimal rhythm tracks
long before they became fashionable. His latest record, “Just Whistle,”
is his best in a year. “Traction” is repetitive to the point of hypnotic
ecstasy. Two synth chords bounce to and fro with the motion of a
tennis ball while the snapping 909 high hat and kick keep the listener in
a deep head nod. The bass line of "Just Whistle” is pierced by a melodic
whistling effect, perfectly in synch with the kick drum (Relief, ¢/o
Cajual, 1229 N. North Branch, Ste. 218, Chicago, IL 60622
312.642.8008)...The electro revival builds momentum with each
passing week. For proof, you needn’t look further than the latest
humdinger from the AUX 88 crew. My A.U.X. Mind is just what
everyone needs right now. Building on an 808 bottom that goes for
miles, this is a grilling, bleeping exercise in pared down electro-funk
madness. “Let It Ride” and “Sonic Beats” are electro-charged pounders
with formidable amounts of excess energy. This EP is purpose built for
those with attention deficit disorder, and | don't mean that in a
pejorative way at all (Direct Beat, c/o 430 West, Detroit, Ml

Why a Rave Review of the new
Carl Craig LP? The answer is
simple: Carl Craig is the most
imaginative, creative and
progressive artist working in
dance music today. With the
heartstopping Landcruising,
Detroit techno enters the age of
the concept album, But, as the
ever inventive Craig makes clear
here, that notion needn’t recall
the bloated excesses of ‘70s art
rock from whence that dreaded
term sprung; here, the concept is
the soundtrack to a film that has
never been made, and really
doesn't need to be. This album
has a sonic and almost cinematic
breadth of vision that makes it
one of the most important
“techno” albums ever made. The
opening “Mind Of A Machine"
draws in influences from Marshall
Jefferson, Derrick May and Inner
City to Dark Side Of The Moon-era
Pink Floyd, Kraftwerk, New
Order, Laurie Anderson, Phillip
Glass and Steve Reich. Exemplary
cultural critic Greg Tate has
written extensively on the
phenomenon of the black male
genius, and Craig must be
counted among the nearly infinite
list. What goes on in these
grooves is enough to render
anyone's search for pure creative
origin utterly futile. The reference
points are there, to be sure, but
the way Craig organically
refigures his influences and the
machines with which he works is
nothing short of inspirational. "A
Wonderful Life” is held aloft by a
wistful, minor-key synth
arrangement and tapping
percussion, while the pulsing title
track is shot through with
incandescent keyboard chords
and a surging bass line. There
simply isn't a weak moment here.

As Bushwick sees it on
“Phantom's Theme,” there is a
connection between rap and
opera: “It deals with sex, rape,
violence, incest and suicide...rap
is opera to people in the ghetto.”
Through every new fad in hip-
hop, Bushwick Bill has remained
one of the most enigmatic odd-
balls in the game. As one of the
Geto Boys, he built his career on
ribald gore tales—Bill even made
the loss of his eye at the hands of
a bullet into a media event. His
second solo album, Phantam Of
The Rapra, combines the B-grade
horrorcore style he's been
famous for (check the eerie
“Already Dead”) with more sen-
sitive and haunting anecdotes on
the pains of survival (similar to
“Mind Playin’ Tricks On Me"”) on
gloomy tracks like “Times Is
Hard.” While the wanton lyrical
chatter of “X-Girls” makes Bill
seems like just another rapper,
the sluggish “Only God Knows”
faces mortality, asking questions
like: “If | should die today who
would really care...who would
come and stare.” In these sensi-
tive days when C. Dolores
Tucker is calling for the censoring
of lyrics, Bushwick illustrates
total fiction and represents a very
misunderstood faction of rap-
pers. Bushwick entertains like a
Friday The [3th movie set in the
'hood, and excites the darker
side of your imagination.
“Bushwicken” is as close as Bill
comes to acting, as he raps in a
possessed, monotone voice tee-
tering on the brink of insanity,
while “Mr. President” is a deep,
open letter to the other Bill who
speaks for the oppressed and
spiritiess. Creep on: “Who's The
Biggest?” and "Subliminal

Criminal.”

radio). “God Inside My Head” cranks out a rough mix of
infectious melody, reverberating bass thumps and
scorching twin-guitar grind, while the erotic sting of “Little
Muscle” explodes with breathless energy and wildly
passionate, deep-rooted, rhythmic thrusts. Although Happy
Days has its fair share of rockers, Catherine Wheel's
signature, majestic melodies and soft, lingering lilts ring
through loud and clear on the emotional “Heal” and “Judy
Staring At The Sun,” a shimmering duet between Dickinson
and Belly’s Tanya Donelly.

The much-anticipated Bad Brains/Beastie Boys tour has
been temporarily placed on hold due to the recent violent
outburst of Bad Brains’ lead vocalist HR. Apparently, minutes
before their set was about to begin on May 15 in Montreal,
HR “went from volatile to uncontrollable and refused to go
onstage for what was to be the first night of their tour with
the Beastie Boys,” according to a press release issued by the
Mitch Schneider Organization. When Bad Brains manager
Anthony Countey tried to get HR to leave his dressing room,
he reportedly went ballistic, breaking Countey’s nose and
seriously injuring his hand and other parts of his body. In addi-
tion, it was also rumoured that HR struck his brother, Bad
Brains drummer Earl Hudson. The actual cause of the violent
explosion has yet to be revealed. Although HR was reportedly
led away from the venue in handcuffs following the incident,
he was released later that night. When HR attempted to leave
Canada and return to his home in Los Angeles, however, he
was stopped at the Canadian border for possession of mari-
juana, according to the same press release. He has since been
allowed to leave and is apparently on his way home. There is
no further report as to what type of charges will be filed
against him. There has also been no word on whether or not
Bad Brains plan to rejoin the Beastie Boys’ tour in the
future...Also on the concert mishap tip, during a recent
KMFDM show on May 23 at the Limelight in NYC, lead
vocalist Sascha Konietzko wobbled off stage a few minutes
before the band’s set was about to end. Once backstage, he
passed out cold and was reportedly taken to the hospital in an
ambulance. Rumor has it that the unfortunate incident
occured as a result of the extreme heat conditions in the
Limelight that night in conjunction with the band'’s exhausting,
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non-stop touring schedule. Apparently Sascha is fine and the
tour will go on as scheduled...The members of Planet Hate,
avid animal and environmental rights activists, are currently
putting together a video for the song “Gone,” which will
include graphic footage from the PETA (People For The
Ethical Treatment Of Animals) archives in order to show the
public “exactly what these huge corporate giants, such as
Gillette, actually do to animals.”

It is a tough job get-
ting people to change their daily routines and products they
may have been using for years, but hey, | feel the word needs
to get out there, that's where we come in to do our part. And
even if one out of 10 people on this tour thinks twice about
buying a murderous product the next time they shop, we suc-
ceeded.”...Punk godfathers the Circle Jerks will release their
new album Oddities, Abnormalities And Curiosities on Mercury
Records at the end of June...Metal Blade's Grip Inc. is cur-
rently touring Europe supporting Motorhead on a six-week
stint, climaxing with a performance at this year's Dynamo
Festival in Holland, where the band will perform in front of an
expected audience of 100,000 people.

It's been almost two years since the
release of Seam’s last album, The
Problem With Me. After the departure
of bass player Lexi Mitchell,
singer/songwriter Sooyoung Park
decided to take a hiatus from the band
and travel to Korea. Park notes, “A lot
of parents send their kids there. It's
good if you're sort of directionless and
lost, like after college—for language
school or maybe to find a job. The

economy is really good there right now, so it's pretty easy to get a job if you're bilingual (which I'm not).” So he didn't get a

job, but did spend a good deal of time in Seoul. “Before I left for the trip I was trying to get some work doing movie

soundtracks,” he recalls. *I started a correspondence with this woman Helen Lee from Toronto. I had seen a movie that she

directed, My Niagra, at a film festival. The guy playing the male lead was William Shin. When I got to Korea I didn't really

know anyone. She [Helen] had given him [William] my phone number. We ended up getting together and going to a karaoke

place. We hit it off and at the end of
the summer, I convinced him to move
to Chicago and play in Seam.” It
wasn't such a huge move for Shin, who
was another Asian American bumming
around Seoul and had grown up in
Richmond, Virginia.

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The two not only restarted the band, with
Shin replacing Mitchell on bass, and
recorded the upcoming album Are You
Driving Me Crazy?; they also started a record
label, Fortune 5. “The idea was just to put
out 7" by bands that we liked,” Young
explains. “After we got back to Chicago the
idea for the Ear Of The Dragon came about
and we decided to make that our first
release.” Ear Of The Dragon is a compilation
of bands featuring singers and/or songwriters
who are Asian American, including:
Aminiature, David Pajo Band, Yanti Arifin,
Squash Blossom, Versus, Skankin’ Pickle,
Venus Cures All, Slowpoke, Azure, Dolomite,
J Church, Kicking Giant, Mint Aundry, Team
Xiaoping, Chumley, Cub, Dambuilders,
Cartographers and, of course, Seam. "I think
it has less to do with my upbringing and more
to do with the way I've been treated in this
country as a person of color. I'm not an
incredibly oppressed person and culturally
I'm just as American as anyone else...I grew
up listening to the same music as everyone
else in my white suburb. But I did have a self-
defeatist attitude, partly, I think, because of
the lack of role models. I think it's important
for there to be role models—not just in fields
where Asian Americans are well-represented,

like engineering.”

Role models Sooyoung and William didn'’t
stop with the release of the CD; they took
their project out on the road, with a
revolving line-up of bands, many of which
are on the CD. “The response has been
pretty good,” Sooyoung says. “Of course in
some areas, people are coming out more to
see Seam than being aware of the whole
concept of the tour.”

But the bands remained persistent, trying to
enlighten audiences with the concept of the
tour and record. Park emphasizes that “it's
important to do it [Ear Of The Dragon]
because of the under-representation of Asian
Americans in entertainment, the music
industry in particular. I know on this level
there are bands getting bigger, like Versus
from New York and Seam and the
Dambuilders, but there's never been a
breakthrough band that has had some
commercial success. The purpose of the CD
is not to try and break one of these bands,
but I think we're hoping to inspire a younger
generation of kids, to make them aware that
there are other Asian Americans doing this.
And hopefully, in this next generation there
will be a band that will break through.”

On May |5 in Montreal, Bad Brains frontman HR
reportedly flew into a rage minutes before the band's set
on its first night as the opening act on the current Beastie
Boys tour. According to a recent press release issued by
the band's publicist, the Mitch Schneider Organization, HR
refused to go onstage, and when Bad Brains manager
Anthony Countey went to retrieve him from his dressing
room, HR physically assaulted him, breaking his nose.
Reportedly, HR also struck Bad Brains drummer Earl
Hudson (his brother) in the melee. Though HR was led
away in handcuffs, he was released later that night, only to
be stopped at the Canadian border on his way home to Los
Angeles for possession of marijuana. At press time, there is
no further report as to what type of charges might be filed
against the singer, and Bad Brains have rejoined the Beastie
Boys tour as of May 29.

ROADRUNNER LAUNCHES DANCE
DIVISION DEEP BLUE Roadrunner Records has
added a dance division, Deep Blue, to its stable. Deep Blue
will serve as an umbrella to a group of dance labels, each
with its own specific style and focus. The maiden campaign
of the division will be ESP-SUN, the American cousin to the
Dutch ESP label.
