Jega) implies,
given that all three studied the art of
design and structure at the same
South London institute in the early
'90s. Spectrum (released in the UK.
in 1998), Jega's debut full-length for
Paradinas's Planet p label, boasts all
the complexities of angles, contours
and shapes that comprise the most
sophisticated physical structures, yet
also  contains a  sometimes
menacing, sometimes  playful
emotional subtext so rare in music
this mathematically dense.
Originally dubbed “drill 'n’ bass” by
the U K. press for its fierce rhythmic
dexterity (best demonstrated on the
pummeling  “Pitbull”),  Jega's
miniature percussive symphonies
also take important cues from jazz,
ambient, funk and hip-hop. Nathan
bounds from one idea to another
with dizzying abandon, creating a
cartoon-like celebration of off-kilter
synth melodies, pogoing bass lines,
skull-peling 808 figures and
grinding, low-end punctuations.

The four lads in Blur seem to
approach almost every album with
a new, short set of rules. As one of
the instigators of the recent wave
of Brit-pop during the mid-'90s,
the band has constantly dashed
expectations and explored new
sonic territories with each
successive release. While 1995's
The Great Escape was a fitting sequel
to 1994’s Parklife, the William
Orbit-produced /3 shares little
with 1997’s Blur, which produced
the band’s biggest radio hit, “Song
2” (the “Woo-hoo!” song). On 13,
Blur works with entirely new
textures — highlighted by the
single “Tender” and its gospel
meets-L.ennon’s “Give Peace A
Chance” undertones — and with
spacey, lo-fi collages (“Bugman”).
As you plod through the album’s
13 disjointed tracks, it becomes
increasingly difficult to keep
up with the band’s unorthodox
musical shifts. The hazy,
experimental songs swirl around
Damon Albarn’s painfully honest,
introspective lyrics, which find him
sorting  through  his failed
relationship with Elastica’s Justine
Frischmann. /3 is not the type
of album that can be fully
appreciated in one listen, but if
you look beyond its imposing wall
of sound, the view is quite
beautiful. — Glen Sansone

Futureworld (Thrill Jockey)

Since its 1992 debut,
Washington, DC “post-rock” outfit
Trans Am has straddled the wide
artistic chasm that separates raging
rock instrumentalists and retro,
Kraftwerkian electronicists. The
1998-released  The Surveillunce
documented the band’s split
personality: each raunchy bass and
guitar  opus was followed by
orchestrations of new-wave electro-
ammbiance.

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Dusty Springfield Dies 0f Cancer

British singer Dusty Springfield, 59, died on March 2 at her g
home in Henley-On-Thames near London. Springfield had
been battling breast cancer since 1994. She was born Mary
O’Brien in London in April 1939. In the early *60s, she joined
her brother Tom in the pop-folk act the Springfields.
Springfield released her solo debut, / Only Want To Be With |3
You, in 1963 to great success. In 1968, she moved to Memphis,
Tennessee, where she recorded Dusty In Memphis. That album,
which spawned the hit “Son Of A Preacher Man,” is now
hailed as a classic that blended R&B and soul with popular
music. After several years off the charts, Springfield returned
with the 1987 hit “What Have I Done To Deserve This?,” a
duet with the Pet Shop Boys. Her popularity also surged following the inclusion of “Son
Of A Preacher Man” on the Pulp Fiction soundtrack. In 1997, Chronicles-Mercury
Records released The Dusty Springfield Anthology, a three-CD set of classics such as
“Anyone Who Had A Heart,” “I Only Want To Be With You,” “You Don’t Have To Say
You Love Me” and “Wishin’ And Hopin’.” In January, Queen Elizabeth II honored
Springfield by making her an OBE, Officer of the Order of the British Empire.
Springfield died just 13 days before she was scheduled to be inducted into the Rock
And Roll Hall Of Fame. Chronicles-Mercury said it will reissue newly remastered
versions of five Springfield albums as scheduled on March 23. Those albums are 1964’s
Stay While/I Only Want To Be With You, 1964’s Dusty, 1965’s Ooooooweeeel!!, 1966’s You Don’t
Have To Say You Love Me and 1967’s The Look Of Love.

Universal Announces Team For Merged
Music Publishing Company

Universal’s Music Publishing Operation, which will now include MCA Music Publishing
and PolyGram Music Publishing, has announced the management team for the merged
operations. The combination of MCA and PolyGram will give the publishing group
ownership and administration of about 700,000 copyrights, making it the world’s third-
largest music publishing company. David Rezner will serve as Worldwide President of
Universal’s Music Publishing Operations. Michael J. Sammis has been named CFO of the
group; he had held the same position at MCA. Crispin Evans has been named Senior VP
of International Business & Legal Affairs; he had been Director of Legal & Business
Affairs for PolyGram. Debbie Williams has been named Director of International
Communications and Marketing; she had been International Repertoire Manager for
PolyGram. Theo Strikkers has been named Director of International Administration and
Mike Donegan has been named Director of Business Systems. Both held the same
positions at PolyGram. Also, Scott James has been named Senior VP of Music for Motion
Pictures, Television and New Technologies; he held the same position at MCA. Finally,
Kim Frankiewicz has been named VP of International. Frankiewicz held the same
position at MCA. Universal also appointed regional heads for Europe, Latin America and
Southeast Asia. “We have kept the best elements of both entities in terms of creativity,
structure and administration,” Rezner said. “In fact, the worldwide mix of former MCA
and PolyGram senior management will be around 50,/50.”

Sony Corp. Plans Restructuring

Tokyo-based Sony Corp. announced restructuring plans to help its core electronics busi-
ness “evolve to best meet the needs of a network-centric world.” Sony said it would cut about
17,000 jobs during the reorganization, about 10% of its work force. Sony said it will realign
its electronics operations and also establish a new Digital Network Solutions unit, which will
“create a network platform for providing customers with digital content such as movies,
music and financial services.” In an effort to improve the profits of its electronics business,
Sony will also close 15 of its 70 manufacturing plants worldwide by 2003. Sony said it will
make three publicly traded companies, Sony Music Entertainment Inc. (of Japan), Sony
Chemicals Corp. and Sony Precision Technology Inc., wholly-owned subsidiaries. (Cur-
rently, Sony holds about 70% stakes in each of the three companies). A spokesman for Sony
Music in the U.S. said the restructuring wouldn’t change Sony’s domestic music operations
“atall,” since Sony Music Entertainment of Japan is a separate entity.

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' The Artist Sues

Fanzines, Fan Web Sites

The Artist Formerly
Known As Prince, his
Paisley Park Enterprises
and NPG Records have
filed lawsuits against two
fanzines and a number of
Web sites, claiming that the
‘zines and sites have
unlawfully used the Artist’s
copyrighted symbol and
musical compositions. The Web sites being sued
are cyberseekers.com, geocities.com/
Hollywood/2483/jukebox.html, www.mil.lu.es/
Fredrik/TAFKAP.html, members.aol.com/
dlwav/, www.dttlyrics.com, www.las.es/ TheArtist/
video.html, dwdco.simplenet.com/www/
jamoftheyear/pictures.html, www.thedawn.
com/postcard and www.inconnect.com/
ancbaca/index.html. The print magazines are
Swedish fanzine Uptown, run by Uptown
Productions, and British magazine The Interactive
Experience, run by Interactive Productions. The
Artist alleges that the Web sites have sold illegal
bootlegs of his music, illegally distributed his
music online, used his trademarked symbol
without authorization, or used his name,
likeness, image and voice without authorization.
“The Artist loves the Internet’s global and direct
access, however, the Internet should not serve as
an inter-theft highway,” said L. Londell
McMillan, who represents The Artist. “Unlawful
acts committed against the Artist will not be
tolerated.” The Artist is seeking unspecified
damages as well as injunctions to stop the online
and print publications. Responding to the suit,
Uptown said on its Web site (www.uptown.se) that
it “uses the Artist’s symbol only to represent his
name, as he has asked people to do...In no way
do we suggest that the magazine is ‘official’ or
‘authorized.”” This is not the first time the Artist
has gone after Web sites. In 1998, he sent cease-
and-desist letters to several fan-run sites. Many of
those Webmasters shut down their sites and
went to work for his official site,
www.lovedoneanother.com.

The diabolical Mr.
Quintron is the world’s

oscillator called the Drum Buddy — uwhile
pounding out sordid exotica and fevered retro-
rock on his vintage organs. The maestro, who
refuses to be interviewed traditionally, was
kind enough to fax several statements regard-
ing his fourth and best album, These Hands
Of Mine (Rhinestone-Skin Graft).

CM]J: What did you do for Mardi Gras?
Quintron: Organized, arranged, directed
40-person Ninth Ward Marching Band:
learned “You Don’t Own Me”; threw party
at the Lodge featuring New Orleans
crooner Glyn Styvler; saw Baccus; saw Zulu;
saw the Gangsters; missed Rex; [taped an
episode of] Jenny Jones; did the rave (Disco
Donny’s) on Canal with [my companion]
Miss Pussycat and her little darlings.

How did you begin inventing instruments?

With the Beast People. I have been work-
ing on versions of the Drum Buddy and
other instruments involving its basic
premise — light activation/deactivation —
for many, many years. I would prefer not to
discuss this further until the patent comes
through for the Drum Buddy IIl. Legal
protection is a very difficult thing to
achieve. A person needs to be wealthy.

The new record is more rollicking than the others.
I say “kick-ass,” I don’t say “rollicking.”
Yeah, like you just get so out-of-it some-
times, you know? I got no time for noise
right now. IT SLOWS TIME DOWN!...You
feel the beat and you just want (o take over.
I can take over. Kick-ass. I recorded this
record in New Orleans and Memphis.

Why do you wear such snazzy duds?
It is important for an entertainer to always
look better than the audience. I am not
YOU up there. My name is not Joe and I
do not work at a gas station. My name is
Quintron, concert and nightclub
organist from New Orleans, Louisiana,
Ninth Ward. And if you think any part of
this interview is a joke, then you just come
on down and I will introduce you.

as the Kinks, the Who,
Chad & Jeremy, Cre-
ation, the Faces and numerous others, the
album boasts interesting song and artist notes
by the movie’s writer/director/producer,
Wes Anderson.

One of the greatest jazz
film scores of all time is
finally available on CD.
Rykodisc has issued com-
poser Johnny Mandel’s
music for the 1958
Robert Wise film I Want
To Live. The enhanced
disc also features a video clip of the original
trailer for the movie. The soundtrack’s com-
panion album The Jazz Combo From I Want To
Live! features Art Farmer, Pete Jolly, Shelly
Manne, Red Mitchell, Gerry Mulligan, Frank
Rosolino and Bud Shank.

ROIR has released a live double-CD by jam-
happy punk band Television. The collector’s
edition of The Blow-Up contains more than 85
minutes of digitally remastered and re-edited
songs by these rock 'n’ roll revolutionaries. The
quartet also covers “Knockin’” On Heaven's
Door,” and retools an old 13th Floor Elevators
song as “The Blow-Up.” Hailed by some as new
wave’s date of birth, this 1974 CBGB’s perfor-
mance subsequently changed the face of the
pop music universe. Or at least New York’s.

Jonathan Elias’s The Prayer
Cycle is a multi-language, |
nine-movement choral
symphony with a moving
message of hope. For this
Sony Classical recording,
which will play through-
out Peter Jennings’ ABC °
special The Century, Elias called upon the tal-
ents of Alanis Morissette (who also wrote the
lyrics for some of the tracks), Perry Farrell,
Ofra Haza, Linda Ronstadt and the late Nus-
rat Fateh Ali Khan.

Boppy new wave singer-
songwriter team the
Cucumbers have released
a new record entitled
Total Vegetility. Said to be
the band’s strongest
record in a decade, the
album, issued under the
auspices of Home Office Records, ranges
from “tender, wistful nostalgia” to “sub-neo-
post-X-twist-wave”.

RECORDNCWS
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The second installment of BYO Records’ Out
Of Print series is an eponymous offering by
Jughead’s Revenge. The enhanced CD col-
lects the best tracks from the band’s first
three CDs, along with unreleased live tracks
and 7” material. The interactive CD also con-
tains photos, video clips and flyers.

On March 23, Columbia Legacy will release
five revamped albums by Stevie Ray Vaughan
& Double Trouble. The acclaimed Texas
blues rock band’s Couldn’t Stand The Weather,
Soul To Soul, Texas Flood and In Step will
include unreleased live and studio tracks
recorded during the original sessions, as well
as redesigned artwork and liner notes. The
label will concurrently issue The Real Deal:
Greatest Hits Vol. 2, a compilation of 16 of
Vaughan’s best songs, such as “Love Struck
Baby,” “Wall Of Denial” and “Ain’t Gone 'N’
Give Up.” Columbia Legacy has also compiled
recent Greatest Hits collections by the Byrds,
Donovan, Blood, Sweat & Tears and Kansas.
These influential rock bands will live again
thanks to 20-bit digital re-mastering, new liner
notes and new packaging. Each of these titles
contains three unreleased tracks, as well
as essays and personal notes written by
the artists.

D] Scotty Marz’s latest
venture is, believe it or
not, a breakbeat con-
cept album. Planet Of
The Breaks (ESP-Sun)
tells the story of “a
renegade DJ, who is a
man of the future living
in the present.” In order to spin this yarn,
Marz mixes various subgenres of electronic
music, using works by Fatboy Slim,
Aphrodite, Ultramagnetic MCs, Junkie XL
and the Prodigy, along with two unreleased
tracks by Kingsize.

ABBA — A Tribute, The 25th Anniversary Cele-
bration is the first domestically released trib-
ute to the Swedish pop band. Issued by
Repeat-Relativity, the collection compiles cov-
ers of classic ABBA tunes by the likes of Evan
Dando, Go West!, Bananarama and Mike
Love. Yes, the label has included a version of
“Dancing Queen.” Proceeds from the album
will be donated to the Anni-Frid Lyngstad
Environmental Foundation, an organization
devoted to global environmental concerns.

Noted authors pose as rock stars on the new
Don’t Quit Your Day Job-Oglio Records
release, Stranger Than Fiction. Maya Angelou,
Amy Tan, Dave Barry, Norman Mailer,
Stephen King and many others step up to the
mic to perform renditions of their own per-
sonal favorites for this novel double album,
which took three years to record. The labels
will match the royalties that this record
accrues for the artists who penned the origi-

nal tunes. In turn, the proceeds will be donat-
ed to the PEN Writers Fund and other novel-
ist-chosen charities.

SDMI Meets About
Portable Devices

The Secure Digital Music Initiative’s Portable
Device Working Group held its first meeting
in Los Angeles on March 5. The SDMI hopes
to establish a set of specifications for portable
devices by June 30, in order to achieve its
goal of bringing SDMI standard products
and services to music buyers by the 1999
holiday season. Eighteen companies,
including content providers, electronics
manufacturers and other technology firms,
made presentations to the SDMI group. The
SDMTI’s newly appointed Executive Director,
MPEG expert Leonardo Chiariglione, led
the meeting. Jack Lacy of a2b music will
serve as Chair of the Portable Device
Working Group, and InterTrust’s Douglas
Armati, Matsushita’s Bob Finger and Sony’s
Greg Mackintosh will serve as Vice Chairs.
The SDMI, which formed in December, is a
task force comprised of music industry and
technology leaders working to develop a
secure, open standard for the digital
distribution of music.

“The
ISWC, already recognized as the world
standard for numbering musical works, is a
critical ingredient for the success of audio
watermarking in the next millennium,”
said Al Wallace, ASCAP’s COO. The ISWC
is described as working like a license plate,
identifying recordings as they are
broadcast over the Internet. ASCAP said it
would soon determine the final list of
members participating in the pilot
program. The agreement with ARIS is non-
exclusive, and ASCAP will continue to work
with other companies to develop its
watermarking strategy.

BMI Starts New Program
For Bars, Restaurants

Performing rights society BMI has started a
new licensing program for the food service
and beverage industry. As part of the new
program, a new rate structure will be based
on a business’s actual music use, rather than
a flat fee system. Also, businesses that use
television exclusively will pay only a minimal
fee.

My Life In The Bush 0f Ghosts (Sire-WB)

The first time I heard this record it
scared the hell out of me. It doesn’t
scare me anymore, but I still think it’s
one of the most provocative and dynam-
ic discs in my collection. When I play it
for people today, they’'re often sur-
prised at how contemporary, if not
ahead of its time, the album sounds (it
was released in 1981). Bill Laswell, who
plays bass on one track, once told me
that he’s still using ideas he gleaned
from the recording in his own music.
When 1 first listened to My Life In The
Bush Of Ghosts in the mid-’80s, a window
opened in my brain. This lightning-zen
slap in the face woke me up from a clas-
sic-rock-only nightmare. Finally, here
was a record that was funky, arty, exotic
and — thankfully — not .38 Special
coming at me for the millionth time.
Instead of making use of Byrne’s recog-
nizable voice, the album opts for spirit-
ed samples from radio call-in shows,
evangelical sermons, Middle Eastern
singers and even snippets from a Folk-
ways recording of the Moving Star Hall
Singers from Sea Island, Georgia. Like
many of the tracks, “The Jezebel Spirit”
works on an ethno-electric groove —
exactly what Nigerian Juju would sound
like if it were played by two white, cere-
bral artist-musicians — but the song’s
recording of a New York City exorcist,
grafted on top of that groove, really got
to me. A bubbling current of percus-
sion and rhythm guitar underscores the
spiritualist’s maniacal ravings: “Out
Jezebel, come out! Out in the name of
Jesus!” Okay, so it still scares me a little.

It's part of our character. But we take it seriously. Once you put your paint on, it’s a
different story. If you go backstage and see the guys putting their make-up on...the
make-up they've done for that day, you’ll see what mood they’re in. Whatever your
mood is, you paint it on your face and it comes out in your playing.

Oh. I never thought of it that way.

Your creative, satanic side comes out. It’s in you all day, anyway. You just get to express it
on stage. You can do what the fuck you want. You're not going to get arrested. It’s your
escape for an hour a day. What do you mean by “satanic?”

Being yourself.

Norway’s black metal scene is notorious, with the church burnings and murders of members of
Mayhem. What did you think of the book Lords Of Chaos, which documents that scene?
Just live here and don’t worry about what the book says and you’ll see. I'm not from here.
I’'m from Australia and I heard stuff in the media before I got here. Now that I've lived here
for a few years, I understand it totally. When you come here, you interpret it in your own way.
