More than three dozen artists and members of the industry are demanding that the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) show increased leadership and prioritize its plan to imple-
ment a new class of low power FM radio stations in the United States. Artists including Ellis
Marsalis (musician/Chairman of the Louisiana Music Commission), Bonnie Raitt, lan MacKaye
(Fugazi/Dischord Records), Amy Ray (Indigo Girls) and Jackson Browne signed the letter, which
was sent to the FCC. Industry figures who signed the letter inclwde critic/author/musician Lenny
Kaye and Dan Hayes, Executive Director of the International Bluegrass Music Association.

“The Low Power FM issue is critical to the music industry and music fans — both on a practi-

The Fragile (Nothing-Interscope)
The first single from The Fragile
may be the cheerily titled “We're
In This Together,” but be fore-
warned, that happy sentiment is a
red herring. Not only is the song
an apocalyptic love overture that
uses inrages of human dissection
as a metaphor for emotional
intrusian, but the two-CD set is a
monolithic undertaking filled with
Reznor's oft-copied "90s angst. Six
years have passed since the last
Nine Inch Nails record — in pop
culture time, that amounts to a few
decades — but Reznor hasn’t
altered his raspy yowl nor has he
lost his pop-industrial bag of tricks.
The surprise is that his music
sounds as fresh as ever, albeit for
new greasons. Pop’s thriving
“aggro” scene (e.g. Korn and Limp
Bizkit} may attempt to match
Reznor in its rebellious fury, but
NIN is simply smarter, quicker, sub-
tler, and, in many ways, much more
vicious. Consider “Starfuckers,
Inc.” Once Reznor lambastes his
unnamed, superstar target (widely
believed to be Trent’s former pro-
tégé, Marilyn Manson) as a phony
and an ass-kisser, the singer expert-
ly appropriates a classic Carly
Simon lyric in a moment of fierce
black humor. “You’re so vain /I bet
you think this song is about
you/Don’t you/Don’t you/Don’t
you?”

Those mourning the loss of Scot-
land’'s Long Fin Killie may find
comfort i1 the Bows, the disarm-
ingly lovely new project led by
violinist/guitarist/novelist/ex-LFK
fronunan Luke Sutherland. Many
of the characteristic rock ingredi-
ents that made the musician’s past
work so dramatic and expressive
have given way to his new endeav-
or’s equally stirring orchestrations
of trip-hop beats, string sections,
horn charts and textured guitar
patterns.

The music of Chicago’s Archer
Prewitt is marked by its utterly pris-
tine songcraft. On his dusky and
melancholic second solo effort,
White Sky, Prewitt's silky string
arrangements. tasteful horn sec-
tions, and droney mellotron cries
augment the mellow and pastoral
settings of his compositions. Much
of this effort, as evidenced by the
song titles “Summer’s End,” “Last
Summer Days,” and “Final Sea-
son,” evoke feelings of impending
change and isolation. Prewitt’s
light, sun-baked voice elegantly
bends and twists around impecca-
ble arrangements, while he pen-
sively reflects on life’s fractured,
intimate momnents. He’s clearly
grown as both a songwriter and an
arranger since the release of his
1997 solo outing, In The Sun. The
musician experiments with a vari-
ety of subtle textures throughout
White Sky’s nine songs, masterfully
displaying his uncanny ability to
erect complex pop forms that
leave ample room for his unclut-
tered inelodies to blossom. Regard-
less of whether he’s blowing a
somber harmonica, strumming a
jangly guitas or caressing a sooth-
ing vocal melody, Prewitt always
manages to propel his tunes to
their creative peak. — Glen Sansone

Hole bassist Melissa Auf der Maur has left the
band, according to Allstar and Rolling Stone Online.
Sources close to the musician state that she wants to
pursue a solo career, and that she will join the Smash-
ing Pumpkins as a replacement for recently departed
bassist D’Arcy Wretzky. “It’s not that she’s been unhap- |
py in Hole,” an insider told Rolling Stone Online. “But
all that inactivity has gotten to her. Courtney is working
on a film, and they have no immediate plans to tour.
Melissa needed to make music, so she left.” Virgin =
Records, the Pumpkins’ label, had no comment about
Auf der Maur’s possible involvement with that group.

However, Geffen Records, to which Hole is signed,
strenuously denies rumors of Auf der Maur’s departure. “Right now, as the
band’s spokesperson, anybody speaking on behalf of Melissa is erroneously
doing so. Melissa has not left the group,” Dennis Dennehy, Hole’s publicist,
told Allstar.

The bassist, who hails from Montreal, joined the band in 1994, replacing
Kristen Pfaff, who died of a heroin overdose, which occurred shortly after the
release of Hole’s 1993 album Live Through This. When she hasn’t been playing
second fiddle to Miss World, Auf der Mar has worked with Blinker The Star,
Idaho, Ben Lee and Ric Ocasek.

Music Sales Drop In Europe, Latin
America

Despite having reported marginal sales increases in North America and
Asia, the International Federation of The Phonographic Industry (IFPI)
claims that the volume of global music fell 4% compared to last year’s first-half
sales figures. The IFPI did not release a dollar amount for those sales.

North America, the world’s largest music market, reported a 2% rise in
sales dollar amount and volume. Asia, despite a sharp decline in Japanese dol-
lar amount and volume, reported a 5% growth in volume and an 11% growth
in dollar value.

Europe’s figures, tugged downward by an ailing Russian economy,
dropped 3% in dollar amount and 10% in volume. Latin America, which has
been affected by rampant piracy in Brazil, experienced a 17% in decline in
dollar amount and a 16% decline in volume.

The IFPI surveyed 45 nations to compile these first-half figures.

SDMI Anti-Piracy
Standard Hits Rough
Road

The Secure Digital Music Initiative met
its own June deadline for unveiling its ant-
piracy standards, but the organization’s
members have not been able to agree on
the complexity of or the licensing agent for
the necessary technology, according to
CNET and EETimes.

The group, which is comprised of more
than 120 music, computer, online and con-
sumer electronic companies, has already
announced specifications to create two-
phase technology for portable digital music
players. In the proposed Phase 1, players
would accept pirated and SDMlI-sanctioned
files, but they would alert their owner that

thev would need to upgrade the plaver to
the Phase 2 leclmo]ogr\ The Phase 2 tech-
nology would reject plr‘lled files.

The trouble lies in the Phase 1 compo-
nent. Some SDMI mmembers did not under-
stand that the techinology would have to
perform two functions — that it wauld have
1o detect illegal files, as well as alert con-
sumers about a necessary upgrade. The
members are dismaved because the time
needed to develop the technology would
preveint consumer electronics manufactur-
ers from marketing SDMl-compliant plavers
in time for Christmas.

The question of who will license this
teclnology further complicates the issue.
The SDMI has anntounced that Aris Tech-
nologies will license the waterinarking tecl-
nology. However, Aris’s technology can only
trigger an update warning. Four major clec-
tronics conpanies — Intel, IBM, Matsushi-
da and Toshiba — are sponsoring a water-

MARTIN HAYES

Irish fiddle player
Martin Hayes and
American guitarist
Dennis Cahill are
two of the most
mesmerizing talents
in all of Celtic folk
music. These gifted
musicians seem to share a telepathic bond,
as exemplified by their phenomenal inter-
play and their ability to string together
songs in an extended medley. Simply put,
they carry out an awe-inspiring revision of
traditional Irish music. We caught up with
the transplanted violinist at home, on the
eve of Green Linnet Records’ release of
the duo’s latest effort, Live In Seattle.

Why record a live album?

I’'ve begun to put more trust in the intan-
gibles of the music — the eiffect, the
mood, the feeling. I've always felt that live
performance heightens that. There's a
momentum that vou get while vou plav in
front of people, and there isn’t a chance to
second guess yourself. There’s an accuinu-
lation of energy when you play live. That
doesn’t happen in the studio.

Do you discuss what you are going to play
ahead of time or do you just go with the
moment?

It’s pretty worked out, but nothing is final.
There is a contingency plan of tunes and
arrangements, but we can change that
because we never know how long we're
going to plav a tune because we don't
know how far we’re gonna get with it.

We’ve heard you do a pretty mean Kenny
G. impersonation.

I guess I did that with my haircut. That's
the story when 1 go through airporis. I see
flight attendants look at me going, “It’s
Kenny G! It’s Kenny G!,” but then I tum
into coach and they know I'm not him.
Nine times out of 10 thev ask me if I'm
Kenny G., but there was one time they
asked me, “Are you who 1 think you are?,”
and I’'m like, "l don’t know. Who do you
think [ am?,” and they go, “‘Weird’ Al
Yankovic.”

The fact that Philips, Toshiba, Cre-
ative Labs, Diamond and Sony have
released portable players while the SDMI
haggles over specifications suggests that
consumer electronic companies will take
cues from customers rather than from the
piracy-obsessed SDMI. Mark Hardie, an
analyst at Forrester Research, commented
to CNET, “From the outset, they set them-
selves up for a lack of success, because the
pace [at which] technology is moving
won’t wait for a group of people to go off
and meet in hotel ballrooms around the
globe every six weeks and discuss the ways
to do something.”

Radio Coalition told MP3.com. “Support
for this letter demonstrates that this issue
cuts across the types of arbitrary lines
imposed on consumers by the commercial
broadcasters. We are proud to have the sup-
port of representatives from opera, blue-
grass, folk, rock, jazz and punk.”

Once implemented, the primarily
non-commercial, low-power stations would
be able to operate at lower costs than most
traditional radio stations, thanks to their
weaker signals. The aforementioned artists
have attacked the current corporation-
dominated radio climate by saying, “The
music that is played on the air comes not
from love or respect for the art, but rather
from a market analysis of how to squeeze
more profits from a natural resource.”

Low Power Radio Coalition board
member Jenny Toomey, formerly of Simple
Machines Records and the band Tsunami,
is coordinating a national concert series
called Left Of The Dial: 10 Days For Low
Power FM, which will take place from
October 14-24. A location for the event
had not been established at press time,
“Under pressure from the commercial
broadcasters, the FCC has dragged this
process on for months. Now it’s time for
the music industry and music fans to put
on some pressure of our own,” said
Toomey.

Amazon.com (Continued from cover)
efforts to offer a track and try to sell it. But
more likely we’ll do something in 2000.”

Greg Hart, Amazon.com’s Product
Manager of Music told CMJ that the retailer
has always intended to charge people for its
downloads. He did not attribute his
company’s decision to the recent flurry of
companies, such as Sony and Phillips, which
have announced their intentions to
manufacture portable digital music players
by the holiday shopping season. Hart said
that further forays into the sale of
downloads would hinge on consumer
acceptance of the format.

“When it makes sense for the customer,”
he said, “that’s when it will make sense for us.
We're the number one online music retailer
of physical CDs and we intend to maintain
that status when the format shifts.”

He added that the April response to the
two tracks from Sarah McLachlan’s live
album, Mirrerball, which were offered in
April, demonstrated to the company that
downloads could indeed prove profitable.
On the strength of those tracks, Hart says
that McLachlan’s record became
Amazon.com’s best-selling title faster than
any other record for sale at the site. He
noted that Lyle Lovett, Alison Krauss and
Carlos Santana have also topped Amazon’s
retail charts as a result of free downloads.

Amazon.com’s competitors in the sale of
digital downloads include Musicmaker.com,
the CD compilation site, and Emusic.com,
which sells singles and albums for download.

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Sony Box Set
Chronicles 100 Years
0f Music

By Tad Hendrickson

Steve Berkowit: is the self-pro-
claimed captain of Sony Lega-
oy, the reissue wing of Sony
Music. Following a stint playing

guitar with bluesman Howlin’
? Wolf, Berkowitz became the tour
manager for a number of bands,

‘ including the Cars. Later, he
would work in A&R and sign
such diverse artists as Jeff Buck-
ley, Henry Threadgill and Ministry. Given his diverse
history in the music business, tt’s fair to say that
Berkowitz is certainly qualified to work as one of the
executive producers of Sony Music’s 26 — yes, that’s
right — 26-CD box set, Soundtrack For A Century,
the material of which spans from the earliest record-
ings to the present. The set, which will cost approxi-
mately $310, amasses pop, cassical, folk, gospel,
blues, movie music, rock and R&B, spanning almost
every conceivable genre of popular music. It even
includes a gem (“The Washington Post March”)
recorded in 1890 by the United States Marine Band,
conducted by John Phillip Sousa. Berkowitz had the
Sollowing to say about this ambitious project.

Why execute a project like this?

In such a “now™ world, there is such a great
amount of music from the past that’s just not
fashionable for one reason or another, just as
there is some older music that becomes fash-
ionable for one reason or another. But when
you are dealing with music that is great, you are
never out of fashion. But the world deals with it
that way, and things are cvclical. But if it was
classic at one point, people will come back to it.
Hopefully for good reasons, but it may be
because thev think it stinks. At the same time,
while making this docuumentary, we also knew
that we needed to make products that would be
buvable.

Why such a big set?

The complete John Colirane on Atlantic is
what I consider a cute box. It's eight CDs. Trv
to imagine the complete Miles Davis on
Columbia, and you’ve got over 100 CDs. Part of
the largesse of the company is that we are
blessed and cursecd with quantity and quality.
And it's not manageable. The people at Uni-
versal are going to find that out now, having all
those labels in onc place. We knew that we also
needed 1o make it affordable so people will
buv it. We wanted to build a monument, so we
knew that it would be big.

How did you work out the 12 classifications of
music?

Immediately, it made sense to break it down by
genres because on the smaller packages, we
didn’t just want it to be, “Okay here’s a history
lesson abouit jasz, pay attention.” Because part
of what people use music for is fun, enjovment,
listening, sex, pain, whatever. So we immedi-
ately decided on what genres will be included

and how do we identifv them now so that the
consumer today recognizes what the music is,
including various tvpes of musical forms within
a certain set. If we arranged this large monu-
ment by genre rather than chronologically, we
thought that it would be more manageable. Of
course folk, or blues, or gospel could be their
own set. [All three genres are included in one
group.] There were some restrictions, and one
of them was size, which would then be cost.

How did you pick the songs?

It had to be hit recordings, influential record-
ings or just great but mavbe forgotien. We only
included stuff that that was that was originally
released by us. We also included stuff that came
out on the label that mav have been licensed.
For example, we've alwavs considered Chicago
to be a Columbia group but the license ended
five vears ago, and that stuff is no longer here.
It’s their own music now. But since they are his-
torically a part of this label, we licensed it back,
as we did with Elvis Costello, Paul McCartney
and many others.

Were there any recordings that you couldn’t get
back?

Yes, there were some, for various reasons. |
don’t think the box is hurt by any of their
absences. Some people just said “no.” Dave
Clark of the Dave Clark Five said “no.” It’s
almost impossible to find any Dave Clark
records anvmore, because Dave is not interesi-
ed in having them out. He owns them.

Soundtrack For A Century is a pretty bold title.

It's called Soundtrack For A Century, not The
Soundtrack Of The Century because that would
be preposterous. But vou really will find in this
collection as complete a collection as vou will
find in any one place of 20th Century music
from a North American perspective. No, we
don’t have the Beatles, Charlie Parker and
Elvis. But | do believe that in a year, five years
or in 100 or 200 vears, people can say, “What
was music like back there in the 20th Centu-
rv?” And this would be a fairly usable and accu-
rate document.

Was there any stuff included on this set that had
been long out of print?

Yes. Absolutely. Half the stuff from [the section
called] Pop I. Some of the swff from Jazz.
Some of the stuff from Pop 2. Certainly the
International set stuff would be pretty hard to
find. That’s current stuff from Sony Music
from around the world. The only reason it’s
included from a historic point of view is that
it’s part of Sony Music in the '90s, being a glob-
al music entity. This was to show what’s hap-
pening in the rest of the world. It’s not done
from a historic perspective because you can’t
write about history in the present tense.

How difficult was it to work with all these different
people?

They were all even-tempered and lovelv.
[laughs] One entity would say, “I'm not doing
anvthing until T know what Dylan is doing.
How many songs does he have? Well, if he has
this many songs, I want this many.” It was total-
lv wild. 1t was great.

entered into a $20 million, three-vear
agreement. America Online’s Internet
properties will give consumers access to
Musicmaker.com’s custom CDs and
downloadable music. Over the 36 months,
Musicmaker.com will make $18 million in
payments. America Online will also receive a
$2 million stake in musicmaker.com. The
companies will cross-promote one another
through links and advertising. They will
create co-branded sites that will sell custom
CDs and digital nusic downloads.

Users of America Online, AOlL.com,
Netscape Netcenter, 1GQ, Spinner and
Winamp will have access to
Musicmaker.com’s catalog of 200,000 tracks
issited bv 100 labels, among them Virgin,
Capitol, TVT and Roadrunner. The custom
CD service also struck a five-vear deal with
Zomba, the independent music group
responsible for the Backstreet Boys and
Brimey Spears.

Bob Pittman, America Online’s
President and CEQO, said in a statement:
“Music is already an enormously popular
feature across %menca Online’s family of
brands, and we’re committed to taking the

online music category to new levels of

popularity. Musicimaker.com offers a large
catalog of song tracks—helping to extend
our leadership in the online music arena as
AOL brings online music [to the]
mainstream.”

This deal is the latest development in
America Online’s plan to expand its online
music presence. The company recently
acquired Internet broadcaster Spinner,
Windows audio player Winamp and
streaming enabler SHOUTcast, and during
the winter, it hopes to unveil a music and
audio portal.

to put out four « cappella records. Those first
two albums [Adveniures In Afropea |
Sabsytma]are great. They're classics. We love
them. But this new albuim is something else.

The mixing of African music and hip-hop is
a match made in heaven.”

Kaye expects the album to make inroads
into the urban contemporary and hip-hop
listening communities. “What’s different
about this Zap Mama album is that they've
become a legitimate R&B and hip-hop act.
We’ve found that a lot of the urban
contemporary stations are digging it, so
we're going to pushing a lot further in that
direction.” The first single from the release is
“Rafiki,” which features the Roots.

The label has alreadv embarked on a fall
promotional campaign that calls to place the
record in listening stations at Tower and
Virgin retail outlets. For the first tiime in
three vears, the group will hit the road. A live
electric band will back the five vocalists for
the occasion. While the show, which will hit
U.S. and Canadian cities from October 13-
November 10, will emphasize Zap Mama’s
recent experiments, it will also feature
material from the act’s first two albums as
well. On October 23. one of the group’s live
shows will be webcast on RollingStone.comy;
DownBeat.com, Yahoo! and number of
other sites are advertising the event.

According 10 co-owner Dan Mackta,
Autotonic will service A Ma Zone 1o “most
anything with a pulse.” "\We hope that people
won't be too stupid 1o play it,” he notes. “It’s
pretiy cool stuff and we’ve worked with
Luaka Bop before with the Os Mutantes, and
that made the Top-10 of the CM] Radio 200
chart. This is a different storv than the Os
Mutantes, but I think that people will dig it
for a variety of reasons.” Perhaps the CM/
audience will fixate on the electronic drum
n’ bass clements of the record, or mavbe
thev'll embrace its brushes with hip-hop. In
fact, Autotonic is going as far as to send the
bold, multi-faceted release to Beat Box
reporters. But fans of less modern forms of
music will certainly enjov the human voices
that are Zap Mama's foundation. And, of
course, A Ma Zone will undoubtedly score
points with the world music set, which has
supported the group from day one.

Cake (Go! Discs-London, 1990)

When I was a teenager, I thought I was
pretty damn iconoclastic because I
reviled Bon Jovi and loved jangly, literate
U.K. bands. As a crusty twentysomething,
I now realize that my tastes are (still)
pretty damn pedestrian. But I do own
one record that may give me the cred
that I need to live in a city full of amateur
archivists: Cake, the debut record from
five Scotsmen known as the Trash Can
Sinatras. I'm not embarrassed that I still
own the record nearly 10 years after hav-
ing purchased it, though I cringe when 1
remember that the act was the subject of
a Sassy “Cute Band Alert.” The album is
unbearably lovely, but not fey. Crystalline
guitars romp alongside strings, vamping
pianos, tambourines, handclaps, echoing
drums and backing harmonies. These
guys, who came from outside Glasgow,
make a Joyfully ragged noise marked by a
pub-hewn insouciance, no doubt crafted
during their tenure as a cover band. Each
song is filled with a fusillade of wit and
wordplay, including the ballads. And the
brogue-pebbled, heartin-mouth vocals of
gangly, bespectacled Frank Reader only
increases the charm. “Obscurity Knocks,”
a high-spirited grouse about fickle fame
and fleeting youth, is the best — and
eeriest — number. In penning the lines
“T’'ll pound out a tune and very soon/I’ll
have too much to say and a stupid dead
name,” the band seemed to have disqual-
ified itself from the race to the top of the
pops — even before the gun went off.
The Trash Can Sinatras released albums
in 1993 and 1996, but the quintet, which
is currently looking for a new label, has
never seen the attention afforded to the
Smiths, Orange Juice, Aztec Camera, the
Sundays and the La’s. Perhaps disappear-
ing after Cake would have made these
lads even more famous than Big Country.

Living Country Blues: An Anthology (Evidence)

It’s ironic that, in many ways, the nation’s
blues enthusiasts owe a great debt to dili-
gent, savvy Europeans, whose labels promot-
ed the survival and proliferation of Ameri-
can roots music. This three-CD, domestic dis-
tillation of the 14-album, German import
series Living Country Blues USA is proof of
that strange truth. In 1980, two Teutonic
blues fanatics visited the States and drove
around the South extensively, recording
every musician they could find on a reel-to-
reel. In the process, they acquired literally
miles of tape containing performances by lit-
tle-heard and utterly unknown performers.
Their findings, pared down to a digestible
body of work, is staggering in its rawness and
its authenticity. This release features two or
three truly great songs apiece from a wide

ed for success

Falling Into Place is an apt title for the full-length debut by
Mike Viola and his band the Candy Butchers. Having
spent 20 years performing and writing music, the one-
time pop bay wonder from the Boston ’burbs has finally
been given his best and biggest break. His new RPM-
Columbia album follows up a 1996 Candy Butchers EP




[Live At La Bonbonniere] issued on Blue
Thumb. The recording was well-
received, but it made little impact, as
the label folded shortly after the
record’s release. The 32-year-old Viola
agreeably sums up his status in the
industry. “Yeah, too young to be a leg-
end and too old to be a child prodigy
anymore,” he concedes with a laugh.

As a teenager in the *80s, Viola’s bands
opened up for such MTV faves as Billy
Idol and Quiet Riot. The local media
fawned over the 13-year-old rock sensa-
tion. Thankfully, those “Where are they
now?” acts did not exude much influ-
ence on Viola’s music or, for that mat-
ter, on his fashion sense. If there’s one
thing people notice about Viola —
aside from his razor-sharp lyricism and
his finely crafted post-Beatles pop —
it’s his suits. At an outdoor concert last
summer, on a day when the mercury
flirted with triple digits, Viola and band
refused to shed their suave apparel. “I
just think about James Brown at the
Rumble In The Jungle,” says Viola, ref-
erencing the 1974 concerts prior to the
Ali—Foreman fight in Zaire. “I think of
those guys sweating it out. A 14-piece
band and they’re all in suits, and if they
weren’t they would have gotten fined,”
he says, referring to Brown’s legendary
habit of docking band members for the
slightest misstep. “So,” he jokes, “I tell
my band, ‘You gotta wear "em, or else!””

Viola’s fashion fetish may seem like a
gimmick, but his attire preferences are
based on a genuine professional
appreciation of the past, when the
great groups of the day possessed a
keen sense of both musical and sartor-
ial style. “I remember seeing the way
the folks at Motown dressed, and obvi-
ously the Beatles, and just how cool
they looked,” he says. “So when I start-
ed playing as a little kid, I've just always
worn a suit. It’s almost like if 1 don’t
have one on, I still feel like I'm at a
sound check. I've played in bands
before that have worn the cool tshirts
and jeans and stared at our toes, but it
didn’t last long. It wasn’t in me. I'm
lucky to have found a group of guys to
go along with me.”

As decisive as Viola is about his look,
he’s even more particular about his
musical aesthetic. “Columbia came to
me and asked, ‘What kind of record do
you want to make?’ And I said I want to
make a successful record, a radio
record, but with really good songs.”
The band simply went into the studio
and assumed creative control of the
project, a fact that Viola claims was
paramount to his ability to make good
on his promise. “It’s a band record. We
basically went into the studio and cut
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it. There was no Svengali looming
above us, which happens to a lot of
bands when they first get signed. I
don’t think I really need a producer.
I’'ve just got really good musicians to
work with. Hiring a producer is like
hiring another member of the band.”

The Candy Butchers’ studio prowess is
matched only by the strength of their
live act, in which Viola’s pop jabs pack
a little more punch and his cocky yet
self-deprecating sense of humor
moves closer to center stage. At this
year’s CM] MusicFest, he enticed
three young female audience mem-
bers into serving as his temporary
backing vocal trio during one particu-
lar song. He encouraged the crowd to
sing along as well, surreptitiously
reminding the jaded NYC audience
that he was playing pop music, and
that it was okay to let loose and have a
good time. At the same time, Viola
was having quite a good time half-
mocking his own mock-heroic show-
manship.

Prior to the release of Falling Into
Place, the Candy Butchers spent the
summer playing dates on a high-pro-
file tour. Viola managed to get the
most out of the experience, strange as
it seemed. “We did this summer tour
with Barenaked Ladies on the Levi’s
First Stage, which is basically in the
concession stands of some of these
amphitheaters,” he exaggerates. “It
could be a really soul-draining experi-
ence and you could question your
whole existence just by playing these
stages, especially in the record-break-
ing temperatures this summer dressed
to the nines. And it’s in front of 14-
year-old girls and you’ve been away
from your girlfriend. I mean, if it were
the "70s, we’d be getting laid,” he
cracks. But the silver lining of this
potentially dark cloud was that the
kids actually became engaged in
Viola’s music. “We were able to get all
these kids to respond and get on our
mailing list,” he beams. “For me that’s
exciting, because I'm 32 and I'm
wondering how kids were going to
relate to us, so that was pretty cool. I
kept calling it the VHI stage, and all
the people were looking for the
camera.” The Candy Butchers’ front-
man obviously relies on his caustic
wit to stay sane. “When you're in
trouble and when you’re in doubt,
just lie,” he says, acting out a
hypothetical exchange with a friend.
“Hey, Mike, how’s your career?’
Fuckin’ amazing!!!”

Carl Craig is noted as one of the
architects and innovators of Detroit
Techno, a futuristic and souiful
muslical movement, Introduced in
the late-'80s, that continues to
inspire and set precedents for
multiple generations of electronic
dance musliclans. But Craig has also
excelled as a label executive,
having used his long-standing Planet
E Communicatlons imprint as a
vehicle to unleash some of the most
progressive and original sounds the
underground dance community has
ever witnessed. In addition to
Craig’s own material, Planet E has
released music from a wide spec-
trum of artists, discovering prodi-
gies such as Recloose, Moodyman,
Common Factor and Jason Hogans
along the way. E's latest release is
Innerzone Orchestra’s Programmed
(a joint venture with Astralwerks)
that finds Craig reinterpreting his
trademark sound with a heavy jazz
influence. We caught up with Craig
recently to discuss the past, present
and future of his label and his music.

When was the Planet E label founded?
What was your inspiration behind starting
it?

Plaunet E was founded in 1991 after a label |
had started with a pariner dissolved. The
inspiration was to create a global music
enierprise. Some of our first releases were
from other places around the world. We've
released music from the UK (Black Dog
/Plaid, Kirk DiGiorgio [As One], Russ
Gabriel [Fusion] and Steve Paton [4th
Wave]), Holland (Ecvolute [Dutch Techno
Producer Stefan Robbers], Connection
Machine) and Chicago (Gemini, Cominon
Factor), as well as exposed new talent from
Detroit. [ wanted a label that was artist
based but also paid attention to the devel-

opment of new talent.

How has the Detroit techno genre
changed over the years?

Detroit has many different sides to it, just
like electronic dance music does. We took
our inspirations from all kinds of music —
Depeche Mode, New Order, ltalo-disco,
Prince, Kraftwerk, industrial, electro, all
kinds of sounds — and made them our
own. Everyone has his or her own perspec-
tive. What Underground Resistance does is
different than Moodvmann. What Jeft Mills
does is different from me. Richie Hawtin
does his thing. Stacey Pullen does his. I
think that in many ways, Detroit is doing
what it has always done...reflecting its own
unique perspective on the world through
its music. But what has changed is that the
Internet, information technology, and
better distribution of the music itself has
made the world smaller, allowing people in
far oft places to get a Detroit perspective.

You worked as an artist and producer for
years before working as a label executive.
Has the aspect of creating and heading a
label changed your perspectives on the
concept of creating and releasing music?
I wouldn’t necessarily call myself a label
executive. [ have a Label Manager for that.
I look at myself as more of a Creative
Director. Planet E is a label driven by artists
and an artistic aesthetic. We treat our
artists, and cater to their needs, as best we
can as an independent label in the manner
I feel I would want to be treated by a label.

Your latest project, Innerzone Orchestra,
released its album as a joint venture with
Alstralwerks. What made you decide to
partner with the label on this particular
release?

I give a lot of the credit for the Astralwerks
deal to Peter Wohelski (former Astralwerks
Director of A&R and now Planet E’s label
manager). I was going to put it out on
Planet E in the U.S. and, after hearing a few
tracks, he convinced me that this boundarv-
pushing project was one that would benefit
by having a greater force behind it. I have
released a few of my other projects on
majors and larger independent labels in
the U.K. and Europe, but was the first time

in the U.S.

What does It take to be a Planet E artist?
Good music and fat bribes. Seriously
though, a Planet E artist is innovative and
unique. Take an artist like Jason Hogans.
for example. What he’s doing with break-
beats and textures is similar to a Square-
pusher or even a very abstract LT] Bukem,
but he approaches it with a point of view
unlike anyone else out there. Jason's EP
(Peter And The Rooster) really blew some
people’s minds that are interested in the
progression of breakbeat culture; friends
like Dego (ot 4 Hero) and Kirk (DiGiorgio)
called up flipping out about the record
when we sent them the white label. When
people get a package from Plunet E in the
mail, they should realize that the contents
will challenge their ears and make them get
a groove on, regardless of what it is or
where it's from. We're not and have never
been just a techno label from Detroit, but
rather a global electronic music enterprise
based in Detroit.

What releases does the label have coming
up that we should keep our ears open for?
The Geology compilation is the last release
coming out this vear. I didn’t want to put
out some sort of “Best Of” release at the
end of the millenium — that’s kind of
cliché — but I think Geology's a really good
overview of the width of music and artists
that Planet E has rcleased over the last 10
years. Jazz-heads should check out Vorld
Trade Music, the album by (Innerzone
drummer) Francisco Mora Catlett that we
released on Community Projects, our new

Jazz label. Next year, Common Factor will

have a new album. Recloose should have ain
album next year. I think his new EP
Spelunking, is the best thing he's cver done.
Totally inspiring. We're going to release a
collection of some of 111v best remixes and
some album projects that will surprise vou,
but the deals aren’t done vet so ntum’s the
word on those for now.
