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ArtistDirect Endures Tough Week Post-1P0

ArtistDirect, which helps artists such as
Limp Bizkit and Marilyn Manson build and
maintain Web sites, completed its initial public
offering (IPO) on March 28; however, the good
news of the PO was tempered by the subse-
quent slide of the stock price, as well as the rev-
elation that the company had violated federal
securities regulations.

Underwritten by Morgan Stanley Dean
Witter and several other prominent investment
banks, the 1PO raised $60 million by selling five
million shares at $12 per share. But unfortu-

pany’s ammual 10-K report filed with the Securities and
Exchange Commission on March 28, CDnow’s accountants,
Arthur Andersen LLP, blundy stated that “the company has
suffered recurring losses from operations. has a working
capital deficiency and significant payments due in 2000
related 1o niarketing agreements that raises substantial
doubt about its ability to continue as a going concern.
Shareholders reacted negatively to the pronouncement, dri-
ving the company’s share price down to $3.50. The stock’s

all-time high was $39.25.

Who has vet to recognize the
mighty talents of Elliott Smith?
Adoring music writers compare
him to the lauded Nick Drake and
cternal superheroes the Beatles. If
1998’s Oscar nomination (for
“Miss Misery”) wasn’t proof of
Smith’s ascendance, Spin magazine
confirmed it, naming him the #2
Artist of the Year in 1999 (not
everyone can be Lauryn Hill). It’s
no surprisc that Smith's fifth
album is bringing in more gushing
praise. While his last record, X0,
sparkled with sumptuous pop and
complex orchesiration, Figure 8
shows more restraint, though no
less sophistication. Quiet, acoustic
guitar- and solo piano-bascd tunes
and expertly crafied rock songs
sidle alongside the lavish pop
tracks on this 16-song diary of
sharp introspection and biting per-
sonal reflection. Throughout,
Smith’s cool, aching vocals subtly
smack the listener with a reality
check. You'd almost be deceived hy
his delivery of lines such as "When
I go home/P’Il be happy to
go/You're just somebody [ used to
know” (“Somebody I Used To
Know”). The mopey yet spellbind-
ing “Everything Means Nothing To
Me” opens with gentle voice and
piano then evolves into a booming
emotional event layered with
strings and percussion, as Smith
hauntingly chants the title repeat-
edly. Exquisite, indeed.

The Closer You Get
(Mantra-Beggars Banquet)
The broad sonic¢ spectirum that can
be coaxed from an eleciric guitar is
one of the main reasons rock bands
are still able to capture listeners
year after year. With its bombastic
second album, The Closer You Get,
England’s Six By Seven proves its
intuitive understanding of the
range of the instrument, using a
careful mix of pedals und effects
and more than a little good old-
fashioned string-bending to create a
cacophony of thorny rifts and leads.
At first, the band’s provocative style
may seci 10 be part of the current
wave of Radiohcad-influenced., dra-
matic rock bands, but unlike that
grouping’s lyrical and emotional
thrust, Six By Seven'’s power is pure-
ly instrumental and visceral. Every
cut on The Closer You Get is soaked in
rusty guitar washes, and the band’s
power is significantly enhanced by
its unrelenting rhythm section. Bass
player Paul Douglas’ lightning {in-
gers and machine-like endurance
keep pace with drummer Chris
Davis’ possessed playing, and the
two propel these tunes through
furious changes and explosive cho-
ruses, never missing a chance to
invigorate things further with a fill
or tlourish. The Closer You Get is a vir-
tual warzone of guitar shrapnel,
and it explodes with titanic rock
intensity. — Cheryl Botchick

Pastoral Composure (Thirsty Ear)
New York jazz pianist Matthew
Shipp is an adventurous improviser,
known for employing rich chords
and ferocious keyboard ingenuity.
After a well-publicized but short-
lived hiatus from recording, Shipp
returns with Pastoral Composure,
which also features bassist William
Parker, drummer Gerald Cleaver
and horn man Roy Campbell. This
inventive group of players is well
known in avant-garde circles, but
the group moves in a completely
new direction on Pastaral Composure.

Drawing on the austere sound of

many ECM recordings and the
robust arranging style present on

some of the Blue Note records of

the early-"60s, Shipp’s quartet plays
it straight with astounding results.
Parker and Cleaver riff on bluesy
grooves, and swing like mad. Camp-
bell, whose solos are featured nearly
as prominently as Shipp’s, adds long
sinuous lines evoking the graceful
style of Lee Morgan, and Shipp’s
hard swinging lines on tracks such
as “Visions™ are linear, but still
adventurous. Toning things down,
Shipp even does a reverent solo ren-
dition of Ellington’s “Prelude To A
Kiss” that Duke would have
undoubtedly enjoyed. From begin-
ning to end, Pastoral Composure is an
exquisite listen and a welcome sur-
prise 1o anyone that thought they
knew what these musicians were all
about. — Tad Hendrickson

Mojave (Slow River-Rykodisc)
Willard Grant Conspiracy has been
favorably compared to Nick Cave,
and for good rcason: The Boston
collective’s quietly menacing folk-
noir draws from the same southern
Gothic sensibility that laces Cave's
mos! ruminative work, and Robert
Fisher’s death knell baritone pos-
sesses a similar stately gloom. But
the similarities end there. WGC'’s
third album is one of the warmest
declarations of loneliness you're
likely to hear, rendered with all the
fine acoustic/electric interplay and
graceful swaying melodies of an
Appalachian waltz. The band’s core
members — Fisher and multi-instru-
mentalist Paul Austin — are aided
by a 14member cast of indie rock
sympathizers, among them Edith
Frost, Come’s Chris Brokaw and Six
Finger Satellite’s James Apt. The
aggregation results in beautifully
downcast, distincily literate story-
songs that lyrically detail Fisher's
slow-burning despair. “I've seen
cvery tear you've ever shed/I can
count them on one hand and have
five fingers left” he groans over the
chilling moodiness of “How To Get
To Heaven.” The vocals sound
deccptively subdued, as if the
singer’s intense reserve could erupt
into violence at any moment. The
Conspiracy also handles a few
lovelorn ballads with both subtlety
and an atypical luminescence. The
disparatencss fills out the album,
counterbalancing the imaginative
nods to Velvets-like experimentalism
with sweetly plaintive traditionalism.

What started off as a six-date tour-lette”
has taken on a life of its own. Jimmy Page’s
pairing with the Black Crowes for the last leg
of the band’s tour has been memorialized on
the popular Live At The Greek album, available
only online from MusicMaker.com. The
album, its success and the fact that it spawned
a Top 10 single without using any of the so-
called “traditional marketing methods” are
sure to provide a wake-up call to artists,
record companies and online music retailers
alike and could very well presage a new wave
of similar success stories.

This particular story began back in Janu-
ary of this year when MusicMaker.com made
a Black Crowes-Page cover of Fleetwood
Mac’s “Oh Well” available for download from
its site. The success of that promotion
spawned the release of another download
from the supergroup, released in mid-Febru-
ary, a cover of the Zeppelin classic “What Is
And What Should Never Be.” Rumors about
a fullength album culled from the show
began to circulate, and in a scant matter of
days a deal was struck for a 19-track, cus-
tomizable double album entitled fimmy Page
And The Black Crowes Live At The Greek.
Despite the absence of any significant adver-
tising, MusicMaker’s servers were overloaded
within hours of the album’s release and tem-
porarily crashed due to the unprecedented
consumer demand.

One thing about the deal is clear: the
motivation behind it was primarily a desire on
the part of the group to get this music out to
their fans. Larry Lieberman, President of
Global Marketing for MusicMaker, told CM],
“The entire process was so organic... both
parties were looking for an innovative way to
get their music out there.” For the Crowes, it
was refreshing to bypass the typical industry
red tape associated with an album release. For

Webcasts

EMI has announced a non-exclusive
agreement with the On-Line Entertainment
Network (OEN) for pay-per-view webcasts. As
a part of the deal, EMI has taken an unspeci-
fied equity stake in OEN, as well as its parent
company, GlobalNet Systems.

One of OEN’s strongest assets is its
reported ability to stream content over the
Net to more than a million simultaneous
users. Previous Internet webcasting endeavors
have been hampered by the slow rollout of
broadband connections to the Internet and
other technical limitations. The OEN web-
casts will be available for purchase via a pro-
prietary online debit card that the company

Page, well, he just likes to play. According to
Lieberman, “after the site went up, Jimmy
made two CDs; one he sent home and the
other he sent to Robert Plant.”

Both Page and the Crowes attribute the
success of the album — and even the very
opportunity to release it — to the non-tradi-
tional method of using MusicMaker. Crowes
manager, Pete Angelus, told Rolling Stone mag-
azine, “had we been doing this on a major
label and gone down the road of major-label
distribution, we wouldn’t be sitting here today
talking about this record at this point in time,
because we would have been talking about it
for five or six months just trying to set up the
production. The Internet and MusicMaker
have afforded us the immediacy to get this
music to the fans the way the artists would like
to get it to them.”

The record continues to break molds.
“What Is And What Should Never Be”
entered the Billboard Mainstream Rock
Tracks chart at #31 and, so far, after four
weeks on the chart, has climbed to #15.
MusicMaker has become, according to
Lieberman, “the first dot-com to generate a
hit single.”

Plans to make the album available at
brick-and-mortar retail outlets are still fuzzy at
this point. According to Lieberman, “Music-
Maker has an exclusive Internet license for
the record but Jimmy Page and the Black
Crowes own it.” This latter fact is likely to res-
onate with the many artists who would also
like to retain greater control over their work.
Rumors also abound about the possibility of a
new studio recording from the Crowes-Page
lineup, and MusicMaker plans to push yet
another single from the album at radio.

EMI recently began a limited
downloadable music sales program with
Urocket.com, also using debit cards devel-
oped by digital distribution technology com-
pany Supertracks.



Soundscan Expands
Sales Tracking

While the Big Five labels are dragged
kicking and screaming into the digital age,
Soundscan has begun to prepare for the
eventuality of downloadable music by
announcing their first partnership to track
sales of digital downloads. The chart debuts
this month using data collected by Recipro-
cal, Inc. from participating online music
ventures that use Reciprocal’s e<commerce
back-end technology. The weekly tracking
results will be reported in Billboard maga-
zine, which, like SoundScan, is owned by
VNU Entertainment Group. Financial terms
of the open-ended, non-exclusive deal were
not released.

Soundscan is a leader in music sales
tracking, monitoring point-of-sale data from
more than 85% of U.S. record retailers. In
order to cover a similar portion of the online
retail market for digital downloads, Sound-
scan will need to secure additional agree-
ments with other companies that provide
similar e<commerce support, such as Liquid
Audio, Magex, Microsoft and Preview Sys-
tems. Among the sites already using Recip-
rocal’s services are CheckOut.com,
MTV.com, RioPort.com, TVT Records’ Web
site and Tower Records web site. According
to Reciprocal President Larry Miller, the
company will announce this week that sever-
al major labels will also use its services.

College Broadcast (www.cb.com) has
announced partnerships with several lead-
ing content providers in a move to enhance
their profile among the coveted audience
of Internet-savwy college students. Liquid
Audio, Inc., Hollywood.com, EMusic.com
and Styleclick.com are among the 100 or so
content providers whose material will be
integrated into cb.com’s 12 online chan-
nels, which will focus on categories such as
Film, Games, Music, News and Style. Stu-
dents will be able to access film clips and
music downloads in addition to using mom
and dad’s credit card to purchase clothing
and accessories online after receiving their
“virtual makeover” before the Saturday
night “Kegger.” College Broadcast hopes
that this engaging content will help it
ensure a loyal audience among the 15 mil-
lion 18 to 24-year-olds holed up in dorm
rooms across the country.

Sanctuary Group
Makes Offer for Castle
Music Catalog

The U.K.-based Sanctuary Group, PLC
has announced its intention to acquire Cas-
tle Music from Rutland Trust for a sum of
£46 million ($73 million). Sanctuary oper-
ates a record label, recording studio and
music management business in addition to
their other duties as “one of the UK’s lead-
ing developers of intellectual property rights
in the fields of media, music and entertain-
ment,” according to Sanctuary’s Web site-
Castle Music’s assets include the catalogs of
Iron Maiden, Black Sabbath, David Bowie,
the Kinks and the Sugarhill Gang, to name a
few. Rutland acquired Castle Music after its
previous owner, Alliance Entertainment Cor-
poration, filed for bankruptcy in 1998.

The proposal to acquire Castle Music
comes on the heels of Sanctuary’s acquisi-
tion of U.S.-based CMC International
Records, Inc., whose roster includes numer-
ous big name acts, typically on the downside
of their careers, such as Eddie Money,
Lynyrd Skynyrd and Motérhead. Sanctuary
is planning to launch a Web site devoted to
heavy metal music in the near future, having
gained ownership of some of the genre’s
leading lights, in addition to exploiting their
new catalog through downloads and other
new media technologies.

Epitaph Signs Tricky

U.K. musician Tricky has a new, Ameri-
can home, and we aren’t talking about his
new crib in New Jersey. The transplanted Bris-
tol musician who has collaborated with such
artists as Neneh Cherry, Bjork, Luscious Jack-
son and the Gravediggaz, has signed with the
venerable U.S. punk label, Epitaph. The
label, which is run by former Bad Religion
guitarist Brett Gurewitz and is home to Ran-
cid, Pennywise, NOFX, Wayne Kramer, and
others, has been diversifying its roster of late.
Last year, Epitaph released Tom Waits’s criti-
cally acclaimed Mule Variations, and its recent-
ly added eclectic artists such as surf instru-
mentalists Man Or Astroman?, and unusual
blues slide guitarist Bob Log III.

During the ’80s, Tricky was a member of
the popular Bristol rap group The Wild
Bunch, which eventually mutated into Mas-
sive Attack. Tricky added raps on the first
three Massive Attack albums, including the
band’s groundbreaking debut album, Blue
Lines and its single, “Daydreaming.” In 1995,
Tricky launched a series of collaborative and
solo efforts, including four albums for Poly-
gram/Island. He relocated to New York City
in 1996, and his last album for Island, Juxta-
pose, was released last year. Epitaph plans to
release a Tricky EP in July before releasing
his next studio recording some time closer
to the end of the year.

companies issuing stock or stock options from
having to comply with securities registration
requirements in certain circumstances. To
atone for the violation, ArtistDirect is making a
“rescission offer” to repurchase shares from
individuals who received ArtistDirect stock
before the IPO. The rescission offer could
expose the company to a maximum liability of
$27 million.

ArtistDirect’s regulatory problems have
surprised experts.  Stock analyst David
Menlow of IPO Financial Network told
News.com, “I've never seen this happen
before.” The company sought to downplay
the situation; one ArtistDirect executive called
the incident “minor.”

CDnow’s planned merger with Sony and
Time Warner’s Columbia House. Although
the merger was shelved, Sony and Time
Warner did not completely abandon CDnow
to the tender mercies of its creditors.
Instead, the two companies made an equity
investment of $21 million in CDnow and
rolled over a short-term loan of $30 million
into long-term debt that is convertible into
equity. But despite CDnow’s efforts to put a
positive spin on the fizzled merger, the com-
pany’s share price continued to drop in the
final days of March, only to fall further after
the release of the company’s 10-K filing.
The 10-K bombshell came about when

CMJ Has Moved

Arthur Andersen investigated CDnow’s
finances to determine whether it has
enough cash to fund its operations through
year-end. CDnow was unable to satisfy
Andersen on this count, leading the accoun-
tants to issue a qualified opinion casting
doubt on CDnow’s ability to continue as a
going concern. The music retailer has spent
an enormous amount of money on market-
ing — as much as $108 million by some esti-
mates — only to face crushing competition
from rival online retailers such as
Amazon.com.

Hoping to turn the situation around,
CDnow has announced cuts in marketing and
other expenses. The embattled company has
also retained investment bankers Allen &
Company to look into strategic options.
CDnow President and CEO Jason Olim, seek-
ing to cast a positive light on his company’s
predicament, said in a press release, “CDnow
is one of the strongest franchises on the
Internet. . . . According to Media Metrix,
CDnow reached 8.1 percent of all Web users
[in February 2000], making it the fifth largest
shopping site and the only all-music site
among the top 10 sites on the list.”

additional information is available on just what
those future projects might be, but members
of the band plan to keep fans updated on their
progress via their Web site (www.lusciousjack-
son.com). The trio insist that the breakup was
amicable and that the band “just came to its
natural conclusion,” according to a statement

by Jill Cunniff. Luscious Jackson recently con-
cluded a tour in support of its fourth album,
Electric Honey. The band’s most commercially
successful track, “Naked Eye,” appeared on its
1996 album Fever In, Fever Out.

RadioMoi.com have already entered into
license agreements with the RIAA to compen-
sate artists, record labels or other owners of
sound recordings for the use of these works.
The RIAA’s petition urged the Copyright
Office to adopt a rule stating that the trans-
mission of an AM or FM radio broadcast over
the Internet is not exempt from the pertinent
provisions of the DMCA. The NAB, mean-
while, maintains that the 1998 act was “made
applicable primarily to digital, audio-only
transmission to paying subscribers” and that
the non-subscription simulcasts of their mem-
ber station’s signals should remain exempt
from the provisions of the law.

Traditional radio broadcasters currently
enter into license agreements with the perfor-
mance rights organizations, which, in turn, dis-
tribute royalties to their writer and publisher
affiliates. They do not currently pay similar
fees to the RIAA or any other group repre-
senting record companies as previous itera-
tions of federal copyright law did not require
such payments.

The American Society of Composers, Authors
and Publishers (ASCAP) is a membership
association comprised of over 80,000 composers,
songwriters, lyricists and music publishers.
ASCAP’s goal is to protect its members’ rights by
licensing and distributing royalties for the public
performance of their copyrighted works. The
organization’s Web site is a useful tool for both
current and future members, providing an
overview of ASCAP’s objectives, as well as events
affecting the music business, the organization
itself and its members. The site’s “What’s New”
link offers current and archived ASCAP news
headlines dating back to 1996. The site provides
information on how to join ASCAP and includes
an online registration form. An extremely useful
function offered by the site is ACE, a database of
song titles licensed by ASCAP in the United
States. For a given title, one can learn the names
of the songwriters as well as the names and
contact information for the song’s publishers,
which is handy information for those seeking to
license a particular track. For most titles, a
listing of the artists who have recorded the song
is available. (In a recent test of this feature’s
usefulness, a search of the Elvis Costello song
“Alison” revealed that both Linda Ronstadt and
Everything But the Girl have recorded their own
versions. It also turns out that there are five
different songs bearing the title “Every Little
Thing” — and that’s not even counting the
Beatles and Police tunes of that name.) Visitors
to the Web site can stop in at ASCAP’s Art &
Commerce Café, which provides useful music-
business information, such as survival tips,
success stories and expert opinions. Currently
posted on this part of the site is an article
entitled “CM] al Dente,” which discusses a
certain well-known music festival. ASCAP online
additionally contains licensing information,
including answers to frequently-asked questions
concerning radio and television broadcasting,
general licensing and Internet licensing.
Another helpful site feature is “Capitol
Connect,” an online advocacy program for
coalitions, companies, associations and their
grassroots networks. All the information needed
for grassroots action, including action alerts,
legislative updates and sample letters to
legislators, is available on the site. Finally, if you
visit www.ascap.com, check out the online
edition of Playback, ASCAP’s publication (the
Dixie Chicks are on the current issue’s cover),
featuring the latest ASCAP events, newest
member listings, member articles, upcoming
workshops and much more. — Bill Konig
