Getaway People frontman Boots
worked for Worldview Rights prior to the
band’s formation and interviewed the
Dalai Lama for the organization at the
1996 Nobel Prize concert in Oslo, Norway.
He told CMJ that he was thrilled to play for
such a great man.

“For years he’s been expressing the
idea that we should show tolerance whatev-
er we may believe in. Ultimately we must
put differences aside, and try to work
together,” said Boots, in New York as part of
an East Coast tour promoting the U.S.
release of his band’s new album, Turnpike
Diaries, on June 6.

The album features guest appearances
from the Roots’ Rahzel, Dave Matthews
Band violinist Boyd Tinsley and Bad Brains
bassist Darryl Jenifer. “Where I've come
from before the band started taking off, it
obviously influences what you write about,”
said Boots.

“On the new album one track is called
‘Soi Cowboy,” which is about fat European
and American men going down and abus-
ing 15-year-old boys and girls in Thailand.
On the other hand, you have happier songs
like ‘Good Life’ which is just a fun take on
‘keep your chin up,’ because there’s not
much to be pissed off if you just put your-
self in a better frame of mind,” said Boots.
“We try to attack it lightly, but make sure
people get the message.”

Outlawz Sue Death
Row Records

The rap group the Outlawz, best
known for their work with the late Tupac
Shakur, have filed a $4.5 million lawsuit
against Death Row Records, the label’s
incarcerated chief Marion “Suge” Knight,
its distributor Interscope Records, Suge
Knight Films and Suge Publishing.

The suit claims that when the group
first handed Knight their master record-
ings, Knight refused to release them “in
retaliation for the Outlawz refusal to enter

into a separate agreement granting Suge
Publishing a publishing interest in the
compositions.” The group alleges that
Death Row failed to release the recordings
or give the group notice of extending the
term of their contract and simply allowed
their recording contract to expire in May
1999. The label released 2Pac & Outlawz’s
Still I Rise on December 21, 1999. The
album debuted at #7 on the Billboard 200
chart. The album featured the group rap-
ping over interwoven 2Pac performance
fragments and outtakes.

Besides accusing Knight of improperly
releasing their album, the QOutlawz have
also claimed Death Row harmfully inter-
fered in their career. Knight is currently in
jail for violating his probation when he
became involved in a bar fight the night
Tupac was shot.

Dispute Over White
Zombie Tee Drags On

According -
to the Associat-
ed Press, a five- |
dollar “White
Zombie” T-shirt
is costing a &
Rhode Island
town over
$60,000 in legal
fees. The two-
year-old dispute
between the
town of Westerly and Rhode Island’s Amer-
ican Civil Liberties Union stems from a stu-
dent’s right to wear the shirt, which had
the number “666” printed on the back.
The student, Robert Parker, was suspend-
ed from school in 1998 after high school
officials claimed the shirt was disruptive
and violated the dress code. At one point,
the town called a Roman Catholic priest to
the stand to testify that the numbers “666”
are satanic. The ACL.U, in turn, presented
a local radio host as a witness; he testified
that heavy metal is nothing to fear. Accord-
ing to an ACLU press release dated
November 13, 1998, “the school district
regularly allows students to wear T-shirts
bearing other religious symbols or mes-
sages (such as ‘I will serve the Lord’) with-
out being punished.”

As the legal fees continue to mount
and the wheels of justice slowly grind, the
controversial band has ceased to exist,
and the student who sported the anger-
provoking garment is now on the verge of
graduating from Westerly High.

download them from other users.

To separate itself from similar, already
popular software boasting the same
features, Scour plans to add a chat feature
and the ability to share files even when a
user is offline. Even so, as all these
programs try to leverage the size of users’
file collections, this upstart will face the
challenge of trying to add enough users to
make it attractive.

Another concern is the fate of the
Recording Industry Association Of
America’s (RIAA)lawsuit against Napster.
Napster has claimed that because its not
involved in the actual transfer of illegal
files, it is no more responsible for their
users’ illegal activity than Internet service
providers, who are exempted from
prosecution by the federal Digital
Millennium Copyright Act.

This type of software’s individualized
file-sharing is a realization of the initial
conception of the Web as a highly
decentralized network for the easy
dissemination of information, as opposed

to the “portal strategy” that has recently
gained favor. Among the file-sharing
programs that have proliferated on the
Web in the past six months are Napster,
Gnutella, Wrapster, iMesh and Spinfrenzy.
The popular music player WinAmp has
even added a Napster plug-in that allows
users to search for MP3 files straight from
its WinAmp jukebox

The Jams,” as well as two rare in-studio
acoustic performances of “So Real” and
“Last Goodbye.”

“You hear the banter between songs,
you see him interact with the fans. It’s like
a postcard of a particular show beginning
to end,” says Greg Linn, Buckley’s
Product Manager at Columbia Records, of
the DVD.

The marketing plan for the album will
concentrate on positioning it as a must-
have release, capturing definitive live
versions from Buckley’s catalog. For those
who have heard of Buckley, but may not
have any of his albums, Mystery White Boy
offers a chance to explore his oeuvre as
performed live, long considered one of his
strengths. There will be listening stations,
tracks available on compilations and heavy
promotion at online retailers. On May 5,
there will also be a live online interview
with Tige on TalkCity.com. It will coincide
with a 24-hour streamed sneak preview of
the album offered at www.JeffBuckley.com.

For Guibert, the process of reviewing
the concert tapes was difficult. “It was
extremely bittersweet, but more emphasis
on the sweet than the bitter this time,” she
syas. “Talk about g = 1
gamut of
emotional
expression.
There were times
when those two

fellows would
look at each
other and say

‘Ohmigod, were
we really that Buckley
good?’ And then there were times when we
just bawled our eyes out since it was so
beautiful. From the beginning to end it
was done with the cooperation and
beneficence of Jeff’s bandmates, and I'm
extremely proud of that.”

Guibert has worked hard to follow the
spirit of her son’s work and, to that end,
has donated nearly $15,000 in proceeds
from merchandise sales of concert t-shirts
reissued after his death to two drug
recovery organizations of musicians, Road
Recovery and the Musicians Assistance
Program (MAP).

According to Guibert, there are still
more Buckley releases to come, including
numerous pre-Grace demos, and full
recordings of more than 20 concerts.
Guibert is anxious to release these but is still
working on the best way to get them out.

“We pontificate to our children about
philosophy and this and that, but having
something like this happen to you makes
you either fall flat on your ass and prove
that you didn’t believe in what you said or
you have to get up now and act as if it were
really true,” reflects Guibert. “I preached
to my son that life was eternal, I meant it
then, but I didn’t know how much I would
have to mean it now.”

FELA KUTI FLASHBACK

Aside from being hailed as the father of
Afro-Beat music, the late Fela Kuti is
often recognized as a musical giant on
par with Bob Marley, James Brown or
John Coltrane. Mixing jazz with funk and

traditional African rhythms and roots,
the Nigerian
bandleader
created a
flamboyant
sound that
was  totally
unstoppable
in its mix of
music  and
message — at
the same
time he was
calling for a party with his 12 piece band,
Africa 70, he
was railing
out against
injustice,
fascism and
stupidity
everywhere
with his
barbed
lyrical
commentary.
Of these four
original ’70s albums now paired on two
CDs, London Scene is the most radio-
friendly, with tracks averaging around
the seven-minute mark. But it’s on the
longer cuts that Fela and his group really
get to stretch and lay down some of the
wickedest jazz-funk ever heard. These
percolating, horn-heavy grooves simmer
while Fela lays down his trademark rants,
often in deliberately skewered pidgin
English. In many ways, Fela’s half-
chanted, half-sung diatribes pointed the
way to rap nearly a decade later.
