While saying that Superdrag invented rock ’n’ roll is a stretch, the fact is, this

is one of the few groups out there dedicated to keeping it alive. The ’drag is

back with its Southern style of power-pop and what may be its best collection

of songs to date. Since 2000’s In The Valley Of Dying Stars, bassist Sam Powers

has stepped up his songwriting and singing contributions on a handful of

tracks, and the group has added guitarist Mic Harrison. This revitalized

ensemble has made Last Call For Vitriol literally drip with sugary hooks belted

out over crunching power chords, while drummer Don Coffey pummels the

4/4 beat into your gut. Guided By Voices frontman Bob Pollard even makes an

appearance on the bouncy opener “Baby Goes To 11” to drop some backing

vocals. Vitriol also sees the band pushing into soundscapes not often heard on

a Superdrag record; “Safe And Warm” and “Her Melancholy Tune” find the

group showcasing its softer side, with twanging guitars, soft vocals and even a

pedal steel. On the other hand, though, “I Can’t Wait” and “The Staggering

Genius” offer up instant Superdrag classics with distorted guitars, John Davis’

signature wail and the dynamic magic that fans have come to love. Rock, meet

your master. — Louis Miller

Last Call For Vitriol (Arena Rock)

As the artist behind one of Australia’s biggest homegrown albums of 2002, Alex

Lloyd is already having a fantastic year. Fantastic, but not surprising, consider-

ing that Watching Angels Mend, Lloyd’s second record — the first to reach these

shores — contains all the trappings of an instant rock classic. Produced with

vision and verve by Magnus Fiennes (brother of the Fiennes actors) and Lloyd

himself, Angels puts plaintive, beautifully delivered lyrics to sonic landscapes as

varied and ambitious as Beck’s Mutations, and it all comes together with a grace

and effortlessness that Pete Yorn would probably kill for. From slow-building

opener “Everybody’s Laughing,” through soaring, lushly-arranged waltz “Green,”

jangly romp “My Friend” (featuring steel guitar legend B.J. Cole) and the

album’s anthemic centerpiece, “Amazing,” Lloyd displays pop sensibilities and

versatility beyond his years. Meanwhile, the sparse late-night musings of “Sleep”

and “Easy Exit Station” evoke a heartfelt chat with a good friend in the wee

hours. Lloyd’s deeply personal prose and eclectic touches (a sitar here, strings

played backwards there) never slow the pace of the record. Indeed, clocking in

at a scant 43 minutes, Lloyd leaves zero room for filler or self-indulgence. A

serious contender for record of the year. — Daniel Werner

John Entwistle, bassist for leg-

port on various dates). The
Who was planning to debut
new material at the shows and
return to the studio for the
first time in two decades. No
details have been released yet
regarding the cause of death,
although a heart attack is sus-
pected. Entwistle was 57.
While the band cancelled its
Las Vegas and Irvine,
California dates in the wake of
the tragedy, it recruited bassist
Pino Palladino almost imme-
diately, announcing that the
tour would go on and the two
cancelled dates would be
rescheduled. A June 28 posting

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on guitarist Pete Townshend’s
official website (www.pete-
townshend.co.uk) reads: “We
are going on. First show
Hollywood Bowl. Pray for us
John, wherever you are.” •
Frank “Skip” Candelori, for-
mer vocalist for East Coast
hardcore act Turning Point,
died of an apparent drug over-
dose at his New Jersey home
on June 19. The singer’s death
was made even more tragic by

the fact that he was once a
vocal member of the straight-
edge scene in the late ’80s and
early ’90s, decrying the use of
drugs and alcohol. In 2000,
Jade Tree released a 38-track
retrospective spanning the
band’s brief career, titled
Turning Point 1988-1991. •
Warped Tour act Ozma has
been without its keyboardist,
Star Wick, as a result of a car
accident. Wick was riding as a
passenger in a vehicle when the
collision occurred, leaving her
with whiplash, bruises and a
torn cornea. According to a
posting by drummer Patrick
Edwards on the band’s official
website, www.ozmaonline.com,
Wick successfully underwent
eye surgery on June 21 to
repair the damage she suffered
as a result of an airbag inflating
during the accident, after
which she returned home to
California to recuperate. In the
meantime, Alkaline Trio’s
Derek Grant has been filling in

for Wick on the road. • Modest
Mouse frontman Isaac Brock
was a no-show for two sched-
uled performances at New
York’s Bowery Ballroom with
his other band, Ugly Casanova,
after an incident at the
Canadian border led to his
arrest. “They had a day off on
Sunday [June 23],” said a pub-
licist for the group’s label, Sub
Pop. “He, and I think his girl-
friend, went to Niagara Falls,

and coming
back across the
border, he was
kind of a
wiseacre with
one of the bor-
der guards,
which prompt-
ed them to do a
little back-
ground check-
ing on him. And
he had some
unresolved kind

of legal deal in Oregon, where
he lives. So, they held him until
they could figure out what to
do between the state of
Oregon, and the state of New
York, where he was being held.”
Exactly what the outstanding
charge against Brock is remains
unclear, but he was released
from custody on June 28. At
present, no plans have been
made to reschedule the can-
celed dates. • Tour news: The
reunited Wire is going back
out on tour this summer, fol-
lowing the recent release of a
new EP, Read And Burn. The
group will play a series of eight
dates around the U.S., starting
with a Sept. 7 date in San
Diego; Dirty Vegas, riding high
on the success of single “Days
Go By,” has been tapped as the
opening act for Moby’s solo
shows this summer, beginning
July 14 in Dallas; The
Transplants — the punk-rock
supergroup featuring Rancid’s
Tim Armstrong and Blink-

182’s Travis Barker — have
announced a series of
California shows taking place
this July, in advance of their
self-titled debut album, which
is due in October. The band
will open for Armstrong’s wife
Brody’s band, the Distillers,
and will also feature Rancid’s
Matt Freeman on bass for the
gigs; the Shins’ North
American tour hits the ground
running on July 13 in Austin,
with the band joined by
Beachwood Sparks for the first
string of dates. On July 28,
Track Star will take over the
support slot for the remainder
of the tour; Icelandic minimal-
ists Múm arrive on U.S. shores
(if Minneapolis can be said to
be a “shore”) on July 17 for a
North American jaunt stretch-
ing into mid-August. The band
has also released an alternate,
online-only version of its
album, Finally We Are No One
— with all its vocals in
Icelandic — at
www.badtaste.dk; The second

annual Siren Festival, spon-
sored by New York alternative
weekly the Village Voice, will
take place on July 20, once
again in Coney Island,
Brooklyn. The festival will fea-
ture performances from Les
Savy Fav, the Shins, the Von
Bondies, the Yeah Yeah Yeahs,
Rye Coalition, Sleater-Kinney
and others; following the festi-
val, Rye Coalition kicks off a

tour of its very own in
Columbus, Ohio, on Aug. 2;
Cornelius, once oddly heralded
as Japan’s answer to Beck, will
bring his zany music to the
stage beginning Aug. 7 in
Washington, D.C., then heads
to select cities around the U.S.
throughout the rest of the
month. Dymaxion will provide
support for the first few dates
of the tour, with South taking
the baton on Aug. 12 in Detroit
for the remainder; Bright Eyes’
Conor Oberst is taking his
other band, Desaparecidos
back out to kick it live, now
that he’s found a new bassist,
Casey Scott, to replace Landon
Hedges, who bailed on the
band in February. Starting July
16 in Columbus, the group will
open for emo kings Jimmy Eat
World, taking a break on July
31 for nearly a week’s worth of
headlining shows, before
rejoining JEW Aug. 7 in
Minneapolis. • Speaking of ol’
Conor, an Aug. 13 release date
has been announced for the
release of the new Bright Eyes
album. Lifted, Or The Story Is
In The Soil, Keep Your Ear To
The Ground (which is bound to
end up referred to as simply
Lifted) follows the release of
the There Is No Beginning To
The Story EP, and maxes out
CD-capacity potential by
clocking in at over 73 minutes.
Song titles include “Bowl Of

GREAT AUSSIE HOPE
An Import That Looks To Leave American Rock Green With (Ahem) Ivy

raig Nicholls, singer/guitarist/songwriter for Aussie rockers
the Vines is a true artist. Hailing from musically isolated —
and sometimes musically challenged (Silverchair, anyone?) —

Australia, Nicholls and his supporting cast of Patrick Matthews
(bass/vocals), Ryan Griffiths (guitar) and Hamish Rosser (drums)
could not be held down (under). From consisting of jam sessions in
Patrick’s house to a life-altering demo, Nicholls and the rest of the
Vines never thought they would be making records, much less doing
it professionally. CMJ got to spend some quality time with an
exhausted Nicholls at a Manhattan diner on the eve of the quartet’s
first-ever New York gig, where he divulged the Vines’ deep, dark past
and its bright future.

Where and how did your band get its start?
Patrick and I lived in the same suburb and worked at the McDonald’s
up the street. That’s where we started talking about music and stuff; it’s
a really boring job. We liked the same bands, and then I just started
going to his house where we had a couple guitars. We would listen to
music and mess around with the guitars, until one day we called up
Patrick’s friend, Dave, who had a drum set. We played through some
songs, very amateurish — we could hardly play instruments. We all
loved music and listening to the same bands so we decided to play
some Nirvana songs, some Kinks songs and a few others. We would
just figure them out in a very simple way; we weren’t trying to start a
band. We were just bored. It turned out to be really fun.

Eventually you started writing songs for you and your buds to play.
Yeah, after a few months I started to write my own songs. I was just
curious as to if I could do it. It wasn’t as hard as I thought it would be,
and I would consciously try to make different types of arrangements in
order to keep it exciting for me, to get better, and to exercise my mind.
It was exciting to have all these possibilities. At the time, I was doing
fine arts (drawing/sculpture/painting) and I really liked doing that but
I wasn’t passionate about it, like I came to be about music. There was
this vibe that I wasn’t going to be doing [fine arts] for a living, because
I knew it was something that you had to be serious about. My sculp-
ture teacher, he was obsessed, and was really great at it too, but he still
had to teach classes. I thought that kind of sucked. Plus, we didn’t real-
ly know what we were doing in the beginning, only that we liked doing
it. I just wanted to write good songs, we went out and played at pubs
sometimes, but the focus became to build a catalog of good songs that
we were happy and comfortable with.

Was there a specific moment you knew that you were passionate
about music enough to pursue it full-time?
We paid like a few hundred dollars and went into a little studio to
record a couple of songs. A week later we mixed it ,and then when I
heard it for the first time through the headphones, that’s when I quit
McDonald’s. I thought, “Yeah, this is cool.”

What music — other than your own — are you passionate
about?
When Patrick and I were at McDonald’s, that’s when Nirvana’s In
Utero came out, so that was one of the first albums we talked about.
That was the first rock band I really got into; I thought it was the best
thing. I didn’t listen to any other bands for like a year, and then
Patrick, David and I went through a Beatles thing, a Kinks thing,
Supergrass, Pavement, Beck and so on. A lot of English bands were
huge inspirations for us. I am totally influenced by the confidence of
the Beatles, the power of Nirvana and the sarcasm of the Kinks. Each
were influenced by others but still did their own thing, and I respect
that as well. Music rubs off on people and that’s the reason that people
get into music: they hear something that they relate to, or is easy on

the ears or both. We like so many different bands [and] have so many
different influences that it’s hard to realize who influences what the
most. Like in school, I didn’t understand why all these grownups were
trying to teach me about these different subjects. I just thought it was
kind of dumb. People like Kurt Cobain, John Lennon and Ray Davies
were my teachers.

So how did Capitol land you guys?
We were lucky, actually, because we were in L.A. recording the record
when Andy Slater [President of Capitol], who was working with
another band at the time, heard one of our songs and liked it. Then we
had money issues so Andy bought us some studio time to finish up. He
was really excited by our finished product and wanted to put the
record out. We felt we understood what he was saying and I was really
glad that he liked what we had done. Andy kept coming down, liked
the album, and didn’t want to change anything, so we signed with
Capitol while mixing the album.

I heard you were somewhat of a loner while making this album.
Yeah! I didn’t want to go out much. I just wanted to make the album
because that was really important to me, to be serious about it. The
making of our first album and the completion of it was the most
important thing, because before I came to the America I had so many
ideas; we had like 40 songs to choose from. I wasn’t interested in any-
thing other than making album. I was either at the hotel or the studio.
I wasn’t going out, seeing anything. I had my CD player in the hotel. I
could smoke there. I mean, Hollywood is fucking crazy; I come from
this little suburb in Sidney where it is totally green and peaceful, not
busy at all. [The L.A.] kind of scene is not my personality.

Where are the Vines looking to go from here?
We are looking to go forward. I love making albums and I already have a
whole batch of new songs in my head. It’s starting to drive me crazy. I
am totally obsessed; I don’t want to be touring on these songs for the
next two years or even at this time next year. That is not the nature of
this band — we’re more about songs and recording. I am always going
to look forward to getting back into the studio to start the process all
over again. I don’t want to lose my hearing or my voice before I get an
opportunity to put something down in the studio, because that’s what
really counts. You can do an amazing show, and people will see it and
that’s great, but after that moment it is gone. You can think back to it in
your head, but when you record an album, that’s forever.

Like any mind-bending phar-
maceutical, the Blood Brothers’
March On Electric Children
should come stickered with an
advisory label: “Warning!

The Brothers have attended the School Of Mike Patton — they
are well-versed in dizzying, almost unlistenable bursts of noise,
samples and shrieking guitar riffery. The spastic, all-over-the-map
nature of this album (which boasts two screamers) begs the ques-
tion, “What kind of drugs are these fucking kids on?” The
Northwestern band proves that while the geographical region it’s
from does produce more than its share of serial killers, there’s a
corresponding creative catalyst; there are other types of psychotics
and miscreants who chose to channel their energy into mind-
fucking music, as opposed to committing heinous crimes. Your
head will be spinning from the carnival-like nature of March On
Electric Children. But you’ll
rest soundly, because this
musical drug is much safer
than taking a few hits of acid,
though the effect is the same.

We’ve all had moments when
we found ourselves alone with
several items that might pass for
instruments, and/or instruments
that barely passed as such, and
performed a private concert.

These musical misadventures, which almost always include a little
Casio keyboard, uniquely tuned toy guitar and one or more buck-
ets/pots/bottles/other percussion-y thingies are, for most of us,
less than stellar (discounting, perhaps, one fleeting, brilliant Coke
bottle solo). All-Time Quarterback is what happens when some-
body talented — in this case, Death Cab For Cutie frontman Ben
Gibbard — does something similar. Originally released in 1999 on
Elsinor Records, Gibbard’s almost extemporaneous lo-fi pop lark
is re-ished (replete with enhanced content: a neato vid for “Plan
Gets Complex”) courtesy DCFC’s label, Barsuk. Each tune is pre-
sented with spare arrange-
ments and this simplicity is
ATQ’s charm, which is sub-
stantial. If DCFC ever
implodes, Gibbard should
have a rich solo career.

ALLEN CLAPP
Available Light (March)
If not shocking, Allen Clapp’s
musical transition on Available
Light is at least likely to raise
some eyebrows. The Orange
Peels leader has taken time off
from jangling and power pop-
ping to record a tribute to solo
artists like Elton John and Todd
Rundgren. Available Light is an

easy-like-Sunday-morning flashback to early-’70s AM fare. It’s
such an unassuming record that The Virgin Suicides’ bitchy Mrs.
Lisbon probably wouldn’t have had the heart to burn it when she
ravaged Lux’s collection. What separates this record from run-of-
the-mill adult contemporary schlock is Clapp’s striking musician-
ship (he played every single instrument on the album), textured
production and truly accomplished songwriting. “High Above the
Earth” is heady psychedelia that’s true to its name, blasting off
when a time signature change ushers in the chorus. Clapp’s co-
star is his Fender Rhodes, which adds bounce to just about almost
every track. Though he has a
funny way of showing it,
Clapp’s Available Light is seep-
ing ideas. He succeeds most in
making the move toward soft
rock seem as ballsy as hell.

Although Dear Nora normally
works as a trio, singer/song-
writer Katy Davidson recorded
the songs on The New Year by
herself (with a little drumming
help from Team Dresch’s Marci
Martinez) on an 8-track cas-
sette recorder. The result: 11
stripped-down and personal

pop tunes with enough lo-fi charm to tickle the fancy of any
Tape Op subscriber. Dear Nora may have sprung from the same
small clique as Wolf Colonel and Yume Bitsu, but it sounds dif-
ferent than either of those groups. Quieter and gentler, Dear
Nora relies more on harmonies and colorful melodies than
guitar noodling.

For those who have wished for
a perfect album to play while
lying in a field and gazing up at
the stars on a warm summer
night, Faith Kleppinger’s debut
album is a wish come true.

Although Archer Prewitt is an
indispensable member of post-
rock experimentos Sea And
Cake, his own musical ambi-
tions couldn’t be further
removed.

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Despite opinions that may suggest otherwise, the definition of a
“Revolting Room” is not a space that also contains Courtney
Love or Fred Durst. Recently, while in the midst of its tour with
Superjoint Ritual and Speedealer, CMJ had the opportunity to
speak with Skinlab frontman Steev Esquivel about the band’s
No. 1 CMJ Loud Rock album, titled ReVolting Room.

You’ve described ReVolting Room as “the most important
record” of your life. Why?
This is our third record and unfortunately, for a lot of bands,
it’s three strikes and you’re out. Fortunately, we don’t feel like
we’re one of those bands and we consider every record as the
most important record of our lives. For this one, we felt we
wrote killer songs that we can truly stand behind and hopeful-
ly we will get accepted.

Accepted? You guys just went No. 1 on both our Loud
Rock and Crucial Spins charts. That sounds like a good
amount of acceptance to us! It’s been a dogfight lately
for the No. 1 spot between you guys, Killswitch Engage
and Superjoint Ritual.
We’re stoked. That’s so awesome. Those are all killer bands,
obviously. We’re out here pounding the road with Superjoint
so it’s a nice little friendly competition we’ve got going on here
every night anyways!

What is “Slave The Way” about?
It’s about the ups and downs of dealing with everyday life.
Everyone has their own way of doing things, but we all got to
eat, we all have got to survive. It takes money to feed my kids.
It’s me just ranting and raving, “Goddammit! We must slave
and we are the slaves!” But, the song is positive. We try to live
by the motto that if you fall in life, you should fall forward.
Don’t fall on your ass, because it takes too long to get back up.
Fall forward on your hands, get up and keep going in a for-
ward motion. Nothing can stop that.

Skinlab has been around since 1995 and I’m interested
to hear what you think of metal and rock music today
— specifically nü-metal — and if you feel that a lot of
bands have built careers on a sound Skinlab was doing
seven years ago.
Some fans of our genre of music have said that we’re a nü-
metal band. I don’t agree with that and that insults me. Not to
take away from bands like Powerman 5000 or Primer 55, or
even Soulfly. Soulfly is nü-metal to me. But, we’ve been doing
this a long time, man. We’re kind of an extension of old
Sepultura than any nü-metal. However, I like a lot of the stuff
that’s been coming out, like Spineshank, 36 Crazyfists, Ill Nino,
Shadows Fall — they all play some old stuff but definitely have
some new textures to their music. I just love it all. We take
music for what it is, not what we wish it could be.

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R
ick Holmstrom has
been an essential
part of the L.A.

blues scene since the early ’90s
and has played with many
luminaries in the genre includ-
ing Johnny Dyer, William
Clarke and R.L. Burnside. Now
he’s set to release his third solo
album, Hydraulic Groove, on

Tone Cool Records. It’s an adventurous album that is not afraid to use
samples and electronics to preach the gospel of the blues, but doesn’t
sacrifice the organic touch that makes the blues so human. CMJ
caught up with Rick and asked him a few questions about electronics,
the blues, the jam-band scene and his fondness for Norah Jones.

Your music sounds soulful and human and you use sampling and
electronics. How did you maintain such an organic feel on these
songs? 
The main reason it was able to keep that greasy feel is that we used
real players. A lot of times when people use electronics, it’s sort of
soulless sounding because it has so many triggered drums, loops and
stuff like that. We would record sessions of the band playing live, cut
them up and put them back together and create things out of that so
it has a real feel of a band playing live.

Did you intend to use electronics before you began writing songs
for this album? Or is it something that developed as the music
was written?
When I first began writing I was thinking about songs, but I didn’t
know exactly what I wanted to do with them. I didn’t have the idea to
do this type of record when I first started writing songs, but I think I
had about half of them ready and decided to mess around electroni-
cally with maybe one or two songs. Then I realized it might be a
direction to go in just to keep it cohesive.

Do you think you will continue to use electronics on future records?
Not necessarily. As a matter of fact, I doubt it. The next record may
be organic, everybody in the same room cutting live like my last
records. Only a little more than half of this record has been messed
with electronically.

Which songs on this record are you most proud of?
I think “Pee Wee’s Nightmare.” That went places I had no idea it
would go. I really like “Last To Know” as a live track of just the band
playing. I like the feeling of that; I think it has a great groove. I also
like the stuff we did with John Medeski.

Yeah, you worked with John Medeski and DJ Logic remixed a track.
How did you hook up with those guys?
Someone at Tone Cool knew how to get in touch with DJ Logic. They
said, “Let’s just see what it sounds like to have DJ Logic remix this
thing.” I just went along with it at the time to see what it would sound
like. When I heard it I really liked it. It brought the song into a whole
new world. I doubt the original version would get the same attention
in the dance/electronica/ DJ world. I had been a fan of Medeski,
Martin And Wood for about a year. I was sort of late getting into that

whole genre. And we started thinking about what else we could do in
addition to the DJ Logic track, I suggested getting John Medeski. He
happened to be in Los Angeles at the time, with a day off from
recording, and it all just came together in matter of days.

In your mind what makes a good blues song?
It has to have a story you can relate to. It doesn’t matter if it was
recorded in the ’30s, ’50s or now, I think it just has to have a kind of
universal feeling, it has to have a certain sound. A lot of times, mod-
ern recordings of blues music don’t have much of a sound. They
might have a decent story, but I think the thing that made Little
Walter, Howlin’ Wolf and Muddy [Waters] and all of that stuff so
great when you first heard it was the sound of the whole recording

The vibe of the whole thing?
Yeah. That’s what those guys were playing; each individual or group
had their own thing. If you listen to Little Walter on “Off The Wall” or
“Don’t Go No Further,” there is a certain echo on the harmonica, the
guitars have a certain tone. Nowadays when you hear a blues record
they just sound sterile. Like everything’s been recorded one at time
and put on top of each other. It doesn’t have a feel to it.

You’ve played with blues legends like William Clarke and Johnny
Dyer. Which do you find more challenging: playing as a part of a
group or being a solo artist?
I think it’s more challenging to be a solo artist. I guess it depends
on whom I’m backing. I guess if I was playing with somebody I
hadn’t played with before and they were unpredictable, which a lot
of these older guys were, it would be challenging to give them what
they want. But it’s more challenging for me right now as a solo
artist, because I’ve just started doing it and it’s very new to me.
Singing one or two sets worth of material every night is different
for me and very rewarding.

Any plans to tour the U.S.?
Yeah! We plan on coming to New York at the end of July and that will
just be the start of it. We want to get out there as much as we can for
this record.

What newer music have you been listening to lately?
I really like the Norah Jones record. It’s so surprising to hear some-
body come out of nowhere. She has a really unique voice and I really
like the playing on the record. I like what she did with Hank Williams’
“Cold, Cold Heart.” I like the band Galactic a lot. I think that
Medeski, Martin And Wood are doing some really cool things. Soulive
is very good too. Those are all bands that are almost jam band-ish,
but they do it with a lot of soul and feeling.

Do you think you have crossover into the jam-band scene at all?
I would love for that to happen. We’re just getting started so we’ll have
to see who comes out and what it turns into. That’s an exciting scene.
So many young people going out to hear real live music and the scene
is so broad and all-inclusive. It’s not so much the show or lights going
off or that kind of thing. I didn’t even know about it until a year or
two ago. I thought the jam-band scene was only about the Grateful
Dead, and I was never into that. Now that I see bands like Galactic
and how far-reaching the music is, it’s very exciting to me.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach?
We increased the power a few years ago to
3,200 watts. We also webcast and archive pro-
grams going back six weeks on the website. We
reach approximately 36,000 listeners weekly.

What’s the station motto/your personal pro-
gramming philosophy? 
We call ourselves “Frontier Radio.” It was
adopted from the name of a DJ’s program
back in the ’80s. Sort of like we’re on the
musical frontier compared to a lot of the
other stations here. I try to put myself in the
listener’s shoes. I want our music to affect
them enough to call and ask, “Who are you
playing?” or “What was that?” — whether
they like it or not.

How long have you been and will you
be MD?
I’ve been annoying DJs and frustrating
label/promo people since 1996. I’ll do it until I
get other priorities or don’t enjoy it anymore.

What do you do to build your station’s
audience? 
We do what we can to align ourselves with
concerts and events our listeners are into. We
do remotes at city festivals, sponsor midnight
movies on Friday nights and established a club
card program. The card is good for discounts
on purchases at various small businesses and
restaurants in town. When bands come to
Milwaukee, we try to get them in for inter-
views/performances as often as we can.

What was your most successful
fundraiser? How much money do you
raise on average?
Probably the most successful was the last
pledge drive we had. Our station manager
always raises the bar a little higher each time
we have one. We brought in around $30,000.

Who are you most proud of bringing either
to the station or to your campus to perform
and why? 

Streetwalkin’ Cheetahs! They played live. We
have Pro Tools in our production studio and
our sound engineer made a great mix of the
performance. We gave them a CD and they
were so happy with it that they included three
tracks from it on their latest album.

Are you on the air? What kind of show do
you do? 
I do a show called “Buzz’s Garage.” I follow an
insurgent country show and the listeners seem
to like the transition between the two. My
show is a mix of new punk and old
NYC/U.K./L.A. punk with new and old garage
rock thrown in with plain old rock. I think
there are a lot of parallels in the old and new
cultures and I offer them up in the mix.

What’s the most fucked up thing that ever
happened to you while you were on-air? 
I had to do my show the day after my house
was burglarized. All of my CDs were stolen.
Longest three hours I ever did.

What was your most embarrassing radio-
related moment? 
Robyn Hitchcock stopped by. I was totally
unprepared and highly caffeinated. At one
point, he turned the tables on me and started
asking me questions. He played some songs,
one of which hadn’t been released. From what
I understand, it’s a highly sought-after tape
among the Hitchcock fans — not just embar-
rassing, but preserved as well.

What’s the best line a promoter ever used
on you to get you to play a record? 
Offering to pay for me to go to SXSW.
Very sleazy.

Does your station still play vinyl? 
Absolutely. We’re probably one of the last in
town. We’ve been on the air since 1981 and
haven’t tossed any of it.

Every station has that one old dude from
the local town that’s been doing a show
since anyone can remember. Who is it at

your station and what’s their deal? 
We’ve still got a handful from the early ’80s,
but I’ll have to say Dewey. He spins roots rock
on Friday nights and big band on Sunday
mornings. He’s got an extensive home library.
He’s also got special jacks on the soundboard
for his 78-rpm turntable. In a few more years,
I’m probably going to be that old dude.

Why did you go into college radio? Free CDs? 
Where else can you hear DJs have the autono-
my to be creative with their mix? Commercial
radio hasn’t done that since 1978.

When will you be graduating? 
Already graduated. I’m officially a community
volunteer. My “real job” is in clinical engineer-
ing at a local hospital.

W e are in a business where many things still remain con-
stant. First, we sell an emotional product that doesn’t
just affect consumers, but those who help bring those

projects to life. Consumers react to our collective work because it
strikes them where it counts—in the heart , with an artist, album, per-
formance, or song that makes them fans who want to own our vari-
ous products. Second, we’re in a business of extremes—highs and
lows. Last week I experienced them both.

The High: I had the privilege of being invited to the historic
Hollywood home (Harold Lloyd’s old digs) of Interscope guru,
Jimmy Iovine who was offering a sneak preview of MTV2’s upcom-
ing Unplugged performance by Dashboard Confessional. This was
really the re-release kick-off of Dashboard’s already successful The
Places You Have Come To Fear The Most album, and the first of many
artists that will be rolling out of the new deal penned between
Vagrant and Interscope. As Jimmy stated in the beginning, it is very
rare that MTV2 steps out on an artist who has little track record at
radio or with video, but in Dashboard Confessional’s case MTV2
jumped in with both feet and captured a tremendous performance. I
was blown away by the show. It not only showcased an artist on the
rise, but I can’t remember the last time I watched a crowd of devoted
fans sing every word to every song (by an essentially new band). My
thanks go out to Interscope’s Christina Meloche for the invite, Steve
Berman for just being Steve, and Jimmy for opening his home to us

all (no, I didn’t take the ashtray).
The Low: We lost one of rock music’s most influential players with

the untimely death of The Who’s John Entwistle. While not necessari-
ly known for his animated playing on stage, John played bass like no
one else and was the other half of arguably the best one-two punch
rhythm sections in rock history. I saw The Who, with their original
line-up only once in 1975, and to this day that show ranks as one of
the best I’ve ever seen. I stood on my chair the entire concert while
the crowd sang to every song. I even lost my hearing—it was great!
John, you will be missed; you’ll never be replaced. The Ox has left the
building. There is  no more Boris The Spider. The Who continue their
tour as a tribute to John.

I would be remiss if I also didn’t mention the sudden death of
Billboard Editor-In-Chief, Timothy White. I did not know Timothy,
but I have many friends who did, and to all, you have my deepest con-
dolences. What I knew of Tim was a good person with a special love
for both music and the underdog. He too will be greatly missed.

Speaking of underdogs, did anyone else see Don Imus on Larry
King this past weekend? Imus spent a good five minutes holding up
the new Flatlanders CD, and talked about how great this legendary
band’s album is. He even offered to go from station to station and pay
them to play the album. Interesting concept Don, but I think the FCC
frowns on those kinds of things.

So the head of the largest distri-
bution company in the world
(Jim Urie, for those playing

sell more product, not deal with
consumer gripes.” Looking at
the context of the article, it’s

easy to see he’s referring to the
end-user (music consumers),
but I have to say, as a customer
of UMVD, it seems he could
easily be referring to UMVD’s
“griping consumers” at the
retail level. The consensus
among retailers is that the prac-
tice of favoring one account
over another with superior ver-
sions is nothing more than a
tool to shift sales from one
account to another, with little
significant effect on overall
sales—though it does an excel-
lent job of confusing music

consumers, and angering those
who unknowingly buy these
inferior versions. Well, this
week UMVD’s distributed label,
Island/Def Jam, decided to go
one better. They are releasing
what is for all intents and pur-
poses a new album from
Hoobastank exclusively at
Target. EXCLUSIVELY. Can’t
buy it anywhere else, no matter
how badly you want too. Will
retailers “gripe” about this
advancing worst case scenario?
And what is more important,
would anyone at UMVD care?  I

can see the other chain stores
lining up to get their “make
good” exclusive release, and for
a while this cycle will continue.

I am left with the question:
what should one do when the
company they are doing busi-
ness with shows such rampant
disregard for their patronage?  I
know what my customers
would do, and I can assure you
that alienating customers (on
any level) is just plain bad busi-
ness. “Consumer gripes” are
exactly what labels and distrib-
utors should be worrying

For display materials (including posters,
stickers and the 50k samplers), contact info
or anything else regarding Echocast please
get in touch with Mr. Lucas  at XS Records
(866.361.6070). One note, Echocast was
on Certain Damage Vol. 122 with “Ignite”
as Mini Driver, but go some pressure from
the actress which forced them to re-name
themselves Echocast.  

The group’s site, polyphonicspree.com, was
just revamped and it’s got just about every-
thing fans and buyers could need. It’s got
songs, merch, photos, bios, album covers,
track listings, even lets you rate the record.

Another entry in the endurance
race known as Retail: Mike
Phillips, of Phillips Enterprises,

has been in business since 1974 and is
known to the retail world as Schoolkids
Records. Schoolkids’ name alone suggests
their clear focus on a campus clientele, and
though they only have one store outside
campus parameters, they have always done
well selling music to college  kids.

Last year Fate struck (in the form of CD
buring) at Schoolkids successful marketing
formula and forced them to close their
Duke University campus store. Like every
other retailer out there, Schoolkids is suffer-
ing from third-degree CD burns, and like
many of you are stocking the right things
but getting hammered by big-box retailers
with loss-leader, streetdate-breaking men-
tality. Couple that with rampant piracy and
it ads up to tougher times than any of us
want or deserve.

Mike explains the difference between
Schoolkids and the “big-boxes” as a differ-
ence  in staff: Schoolkids employees “have
brains and actually give a shit about the
music.” And it’s true, indies hire most often
because they’re looking for people who love
music, while the big-boxes try to hire based

on “other” retail experience that ultimately
short-changes their music service
(hmmm…where should I apply: the local
big-box, GAP, Pottery Barn or scotch-tape
boutique?). Like many others, Schoolkids
makes up the difference by stocking tons
and tons of deep catalog, used CDs and
“weird stuff.” Most of Schoolkids sales come
from alternative music, but they really carry
about everything (except classical music).

Schoolkids has hosted many successful in-
stores and should never be overlooked if
labels have artists on a road that takes them
through Schoolkids-territory. Also,
Schoolkids best marketing bargains  are
their listening station programs. Schoolkids
is a founding member of the Coalition of
Independent Music Stores (CIMS).
