Even though Fiction Plane has graduated from the syncopated spazz-grunge from its early years into
the more aesthetically-pleasing realm of British-tinged indie pop, the band’s debut, Everything Will
Never Be OK, still simmers with all the rage, cynicism and grim retort that only youthful angst can
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NAPSTER
RESURFACES
Just when we thought it was
gone for good, Roxio Inc. has
announced plans to resurrect
file-sharing service Napster
before the end of 2003, as a
legitimate pay service. After
being blamed, and subse-
quently sued, by the RIAA,
record labels and several other
artist-advocacy groups for

allegedly ushering in the cur-
rent record industry sales
slump, Napster filed for
Chapter 11 bankruptcy last
June. Many of its assets were
then purchased by Roxio,
which manufactures CD-
burning software. Roxio is
currently in discussions with
the five major record compa-
nies (Universal Music Group,
Sony Music, Warner Music
Group, Bertelsmann AG and
EMI) about licensing their
music for the service, which
will include monthly sub-
scriptions or single fees for
individual song downloads. At
the height of its popularity in
2000, over 60 million people
were using Napster’s software,
which allowed users to copy
and share music for free.
Since the company went
offline last year, several other
file-sharing services, such as
Kazaa and Morpheus, have
risen to fill the online free
music void. In the meantime,
legitimate download services
like Pressplay and Musicnet
have struggled to convince
users that MP3s are worth
buying, when they are readily
available for free elsewhere on
the Internet.

KBOO WINS DECI-
SION AGAINST FCC
When the FCC slapped
Portland, Oregon’s KBOO with
a $7,000 fine for indecency two
years ago for playing the Sarah
Jones song “Your Revolution,”
Program Director Chris Merrick
and John Crigler, KBOO’s legal
council, decided to take a stand
for free speech. They have now
finally emerged triumphant —

but the
ensuing
two-year
court
battle
accrued
legal

expenses of almost $26,000. The
FCC first got involved when a
listener called in to complain on
Oct. 29, 1999, after hearing the
lyric, “six-foot blow-job
machine.” “We knew all along
that it was not indecent,” said
Station Manager Dennise
Kowalczyk. “[The song] was in
regard to [Jones’s] feelings and
concerns about misogynistic
lyrics in a lot of Hip-Hop songs
and it was a political commen-
tary about that. We knew that
from the get-go, and we’re
happy that the FCC realized it
made a mistake.” There is no
plan as-of-yet as to how the sta-
tion will cover the legal bill,
which Kowalczyk described as
“money well spent to defend
freedom of expression,” but
there is a pledge drive planned
for March that will most likely
address the issue.

Maverick’s extensive catalogue,
enhancing MusicNet’s song
library by more than 250,000
tunes. Jeremy Welt, Head of
New Media for Maverick
Records said, “We’re excited to
partner with MusicNet and look
forward to expanding the reach
of our artists’ music through
MusicNet’s dynamic platform.”
Maverick’s catalogue includes
albums by Madonna, Alanis
Morissette, Deftones, Bad
Brains, Me’Shell Ndegeocello,
William Orbit, Paul Oakenfold,
Candlebox and many others.
MusicNet is the most widely
distributed digital online music
service, with its shareholders
including Bertelsmann Inc.,
EMI Recorded Music Holdings,
Warner Music Group,
RealNetworks and Zomba
Recording Corporation.

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E ither there’s some kind
of a witch-hunt going
on in the U.K. music

world, or kiddie porn is becom-
ing increasingly popular with
rock stars. Once relegated to the
likes of glam-freak Gary Glitter,
who actually managed to get

himself deported from
Cambodia for alleged sexual
offences during his self-
imposed shame-driven exile
from Great Britain, the recent
controversy around The Who
guitarist Pete Townshend
shocked the world into realizing
that the problem goes well
beyond the fringes of society.
However, it still seemed like a
joke when Massive Attack
founder Robert “3-D” Del Naja,
one of contemporary England’s
most influential musical artists,
as well as one of its most out-
spoken anti-war advocates, was
picked up by police at his Bristol
home for suspicion of down-
loading Internet child porn. Del
Naja, who had computer equip-
ment taken from his residence,
was released on bail after ques-
tioning. “I have never looked at
child pornography in my life,”
he told the U.K.’s The Sun, fol-
lowing his release. “I am fully
co-operating with the police and
I would ask everyone not to
judge me prematurely. I have
total faith in the justice system.”
The timing couldn’t be worse,

though, with the new Massive
Attack album, 100th Window,
having just hit stores worldwide
and debuting at No. 1 on the
U.K. album chart — a feat the
pioneering band has never
before achieved in its decade-
plus career. Meanwhile, in a less

shocking twist, illegal drugs —
reportedly ecstasy — were
allegedly found on the premises
as well. Of course, along with
fellow British act Portishead,
Massive Attack is credited with
inventing “trip”-hop. • Sadly,
The Clash legend Joe Strummer
didn’t live to see his band’s
induction into the Rock And
Roll Hall Of Fame this year.
However, at least he knew that
The Clash had finally made it in
at the time of his passing late
last year. In addition to his last
solo recordings, one of the other
projects Strummer was working
on before his untimely death
was helping to put together The
Essential Clash, a two-CD collec-
tion of remastered classics by
the U.K. band that covers its
career from 1977–1985 and
includes a total of 40 tracks.
Released on March 11 in order
to hit stores the day after the
group’s official addition to the
Hall, the collection will be fol-
lowed a month later by a DVD
of the same title, which will
include all of The Clash’s
videos, as well as a previously

unreleased hour-long black and
white movie from 1982, titled
Hell W 10, that was written and
directed by Strummer and stars
the members of the band.
Originally shot as a silent film,
music from The Clash has been
added as a score for the DVD. •
Bassist Hilary Woods has bailed
out of Irish trio JJ72. The
group, led by youthful trouba-
dour Mark Greaney, released its
self-titled debut album world-
wide in 2000 to much critical
acclaim, followed by consider-
able success in the U.K. and
Europe. The follow-up disc, I To
Sky, was released in October
2002 overseas, but currently
remains available on import
only in the U.S. Greaney and
drummer Fergal Matthews
appear on the surface to be tak-
ing Woods’s departure in stride,
simply stating on the band’s offi-
cial Web site (www.jj72.com),
“JJ72 would like to take this
opportunity to wish Hilary hap-
piness and success in the future.”
Meanwhile, Woods herself, who
says her departure is based on a
desire to “to pursue other inter-

ests,” responded with a similar
sentiment: “I wish Mark and
Fergal continued success in the
band and thank JJ72 fans for
their support.” • Howie Epstein,
who played bass with Tom Petty
And The Heartbreakers for two
decades, died on Feb. 23, at the
age of 47. While no cause of
death was immediately dis-
cerned, the woman who brought
him to the hospital told officials
that he had been using heroin.
Epstein joined the group in
1982, replacing founding mem-
ber Ron Blair, and left in 2002,
with “personal problems” cited
as the reason. A year prior to his
departure, he was arrested for
heroin possession in New
Mexico, where he also passed
away. “We are deeply saddened
at the news of Howie’s passing,”
reads a statement from the band.
“It’s difficult to put into words
how much we loved him and
will miss him. The world has lost
a great talent and a kind and
gentle soul.”

MINUTEMEN
Double Nickels On The Dime
(SST)
Released as a 43-track double
album (the ultimate in anti-
punk excess and a response to
Hüsker Dü’s just-released Zen
Arcade), the Minutemen’s
Double Nickels On The Dime
reinvented punk rock by sub-
verting Jazz, funk, folk and
avant-garde into short hard-
core bursts. Growing up in the
’burbs (San Pedro, California),

the band was the spiritual working-class progeny of Creedence
Clearwater Revival (dutifully covered on Nickels), although it
was more Bad Brains than “Bad Moon Rising.” The leftist
screeds shouted by D. Boon (R.I.P.), the free-spirited fluidity of
bassist Mike Watt (easily the most musical thud in the indie-
rock pantheon) and the punk-Jazz drumming of George
Hurley all still resonate from Fugazi to the Chili Peppers.

The Ugly Organ 
(Saddle Creek)
Cursive is capable of enslaving
listeners, thrusting them into a
world of severe post-hardcore
beauty and soul-baring terror.
Starting out as a foursome, the
Omaha, Nebraska collective ini-
tially planted its fertile seed in
1997 with its debut, Such

Blinding Stars For Starving Eye. The Ugly Organ now finds the
band, which evolved into a quintet in 2001, unchaining its fifth
full-length — recorded only a few months after vocalist Tim
Kasher suffered a collapsed lung that required major surgery. A
multifaceted work, the disc gushes like a passionate opera,
fleshed out by jarring strings, guitar-punk sexuality and a nearly
exhaustive poetic fervor. Each composition varies in style, mood
and theme from the rest, requiring — and deserving — repeated
listens. “Art Is Hard” takes on the business of music, charging,
“Fall in love to fail/ To boost your CD sales,” while “The
Recluse” and “Sierra” delicately delve into more personal mat-
ters. Complicated musical
interplay, honest narratives
and thunderous rhythms all
combine to make The Ugly
Organ anything but.

LONGWAVE
The Strangest Things (RCA)
When a band sets its sites on
an album like U2’s
Unforgettable Fire, it usually
doesn’t possess the luxury of
having Brian Eno or Daniel
Lanois at its disposal — or half
the necessary talent, for that
matter. Even with such lofty
ambitions, however, Longwave

singer/guitarist Steve Schiltz’s vision for his group hasn’t gone
unrealized. With the help of producer David Fridmann (Flaming
Lips, Mercury Rev), Longwave has, in fact, created one of the
first truly memorable albums of the year. The Strangest Things
beams with a vintage soul that strings elements of early U2
throughout, while simultaneously evoking names like the
Psychedelic Furs and Joy Division. Schiltz’s emotional lyrics and
deadpan vocal delivery paint him as a detached everyman hero
(reflected in his “Tidal Wave” declaration of “I am everything
you wanted”), while the rest of the band meticulously unfolds
each song around him with guitar jangle, Peter Hook-y bass
lines and hungry, driving
beats. The result is an album
that emits an incredible
amount of warmth, balancing
its urgency with a feeling
that’s both familiar and com-
fortable. — Brad Maybe

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APHEX TWIN
26 Mixes For Cash (Warp)
The Aphex Twin (a.k.a. Richard
James) approach to remixing is
very much like plastic surgery:
James will often take a track he
despises and enhance it, making
it into something he considers
more voluptuous. But unlike
most remixers, he doesn’t just
add a simple layer of drumbeats

or a new bass line over the original track; instead, he takes the
work through a complete reconstruction to create a piece that
has little — and sometimes nothing — to do with the original.
To celebrate 10 years of this sonic architecture, Warp Records
has compiled a whopping 26 of Aphex Twin’s most blinding
remixes on the double-disc 26 Mixes For Cash. Reworkings of
tracks by Jesus Jones, Phillip Glass, Nine Inch Nails, Curve,
Mescalinum United, Meat Beat Manifesto and Mike Flowers
Pops sit alongside two previously unreleased Aphex tunes —
“Windowlicker (Acid Edit)” and “SAW2 CD1 TRK2 (Original
Mix),” a version of a piece that might sound familiar from
Selected Ambient Works II.
This collection is what
remixing is all about, as well
as solid proof that nobody
makes — and remakes —
music like Aphex Twin.

BEN HARPER
Diamonds On The Inside (Virgin)
Capturing rock, reggae, soul,
gospel and funk in a chrysalis of
unique design, the hybrid sonic
creations that Ben Harper
unleashes have consistently left
him as an artist without contem-
porary peer. With Jimi Hendrix,
Stevie Wonder and Bob Marley
still living in equal parts in his

music on Diamonds On The Inside, Harper offers one of his most
diverse collections of songs yet. Some, like the emotional lament
“Amen Omen” and the fuzzy “Touch From Your Lust,” recall his
older, most well received work, but others find him testing new
waters. “Picture Of Jesus,” for example, sees Harper collaborating
with African vocal group Ladysmith Black Mambazo (previously
best known Stateside for its work with Paul Simon on Graceland).
The track, along with the accordion-assisted “When She Believes,”
serves as a reminder that, while his lyrics often touch on religious
themes, Harper always manages to come off as a secular artist. The
reason for that, of course, is
simple: Ben Harper has cer-
tainly always preached the
gospel, but at the heart of
it, his is the gospel of music
— and that speaks to us all.

Ether Song
(Source–Astralwerks)
Remember when Bob Dylan
went electric? Of course you
don’t, being that it was before
most of us were born, but in
1964, the former Mr.
Zimmerman showed the world
exactly what he could do when

he “plugged in.” The leap taken by Turin Brakes’ Olly Knights and
Gale Paridjanian from the intricately-woven acoustica of their
2000 debut album, The Optimist LP, to Ether Song, isn’t quite as
drastic a move as the one Dylan took all those years ago, but the
effect is just as astonishing. Without abandoning the soft-spoken
aesthetic that initially enchanted its listeners, the duo this time uses
added instrumentation to elevate its songs to a whole new level.
Sparser tracks like “Average Man” and “Stone Thrown” recall the
best moments of The Optimist, while divergences like the sunny,
flute-riddled “Pain Killer,” the slow-building “Long Distance” and,
most notably, the dark psychedelic opus “Panic Attack” bring in
previously unheard elements of everyone from Radiohead to Pink
Floyd. Turin Brakes may not
have literally gone “electric”
on Ether Song, but it has defi-
nitely plugged in to something
electrifyingly good.

Where Shall You Take Me?
(Secretly Canadian)
As Where Shall You Take Me?
opens with “Amateur Night,”
the sparse acoustic strum, cou-
pled only by gentle organ coos
and Damien Jurado’s whispers
about bloodshed, prostitutes
and addiction, immediately lets

the neo-urban folkster’s listeners know that he won’t be follow-
ing along the path laid by 2002’s electrified rock-opus, I Break
Chairs. Indeed, even though Where Shall You Take Me? teams

Chairs, it finds him on a new label and with a new sound. The
arrangements here are unembellished, often including little
more than a plaintive guitar and Jurado’s soulful croon. Echoes
of loneliness drench tracks like “Omaha” and “I Can’t Get Over
You,” but the lilting vocal harmonies that mark them serve to
soothe the sorrow. “Window,” meanwhile, comes off like a
Southern spiritual that would
feel at home on the O Brother
Where Art Thou? soundtrack.

So Long Astoria (Columbia)
After being discovered by Joe
Escalante of the Vandals, the
Ataris spent time on both Kung
Fu Records and the influential
Fat Records, gaining a large fan
base through constant touring
and well-received albums. With
that fan base continuing to
grow, the band found itself at

the right point in its career to head to the majors, and thus, So
Long Astoria is the Ataris’ first album for Columbia Records —
a bright, if sometimes bittersweet, pop-punk blast of energy.
There may be moments on the track “My Reply” that are remi-
niscent of Joshua Tree-era U2, but the Ataris (despite their
namesake) are not stuck in the “Me” decade; the breakneck
guitar crunch and contrastingly charming melody of “Takeoff
And Landings” can’t be mistaken for anything but 21st century
punk. Some may try to write the Ataris off as music for mall
punks, but singer Kris Roe’s

Transfiguration Of Vincent
(Merge)
If he had been around when
Hilly Kristal opened New York’s
CBGB’s almost 30 years ago, M.
Ward would have definitely called
the joint home. Not long before
Television kicked open the doors
for the club’s legendary bad repu-
tation, Ward’s style would have fit

right in with Kristal’s original vision (evidenced by the Country,
Bluegrass and Blues the venue’s acronym stands for). The Portland,
Oregon singer/songwriter’s third album is a masterfully performed,
traditionally arranged collection of songs, deeply rooted in both
folk and country. Ward’s alternately sweet and gruff vocals perfectly
punctuate his allegorical musical yarns. On “Sad Sad Song,” he
sounds like a non-smoking Tom Waits, while “Vincent O’Brien” is
more reminiscent of Frank Black’s recent works with the Catholics.
A cover of “Let’s Dance” sees Ward tackling David Bowie like a sad
virtuoso on a budget, stripping away any unneeded accoutrements
to present only the “serious moonlight” fragility of the song’s lyrics.
Touring recently with Conor Oberst’s Bright Eyes Orchestra, Ward
proved himself as an accom-
plished player, but
Transfiguration Of Vincent
solidifies his role as an ever-
growing talent in his own
right.

While Fiction Plane has just landed Stateside,

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F iction Plane, I must say, fucking
rocks. There could possibly be no
other words to describe just how

awesome they [are],” reads one of several like-
minded posts on Fiction Plane’s Web site. And
even though the band is only on its first major
tour of the country and is still relatively
unknown here in the States, all that is about to
change. Everything Will Never Be OK, the
group’s debut, is set to launch the London-
based lads into the national spotlight.

Centered around biting guitar licks, soaring
melodies and insightful lyrics that are just as
likely to cry out socio-political commentary as
they are to express innermost feelings of loneli-
ness, rage and shame, Everything Will Never Be
OK finds frontman Joe Sumner, bassist Dan
Brown and guitarist Seton Daunt seething with
an unfailing passion and unbridled energy.

Arrangements are razor-sharp, but not over-
produced; songs are dynamic, but still cohesive;
and hooks abound, but are free from any pre-
tension. Citing Fugazi, Jesus Lizard, Pavement,
Nirvana and “every Seattle band that came out”
as its primary influences, Fiction Plane takes all
that is aesthetically pleasing with indie rock and
crafts it into an album that is just as accessible
to College Radio music elitists as it is to the
casual listener. But don’t make the mistake of
calling it pop music.

“The music does not come from a place
where we’re thinking, How can we make a
record that can shift some units?” explains
Brown. “It really is about making music that
people can connect with, and so therefore it
becomes kind of poppy in bits here and there,
but it’s really about making music that means
something and that people can relate to.”

And people are relating to Fiction Plane.
A recent show at New York City’s Irving Plaza
opening for the Juliana Theory left a sold-out
crowd dumbfounded by the group’s raucous
live show. When the group closed with the
daunting “Wise,” which culminated in
Sumner, Brown and Daunt catapulting them-
selves from atop touring-drummer Pete
Wilhoit’s bass drum amid a firestorm of dis-
tortion and wails, the crowd erupted in cheers,
prompting several concertgoers to exclaim,
“Holy shit, who are these guys?”

To put it simply, Fiction Plane is the future.
The trio first started playing and writing songs
together during high school, when they went by
the name Santa’s Boyfriend. While early SB
songs tended to be characterized by excessive
amounts of experimental noise and bizarre time
signatures, the guys in the band used this time

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to hone their craft and figure out what they
really wanted to achieve musically. After going
their separate ways for college and doing their
own various musical projects, the trio reunited
once again two years ago and started writing
the songs that would eventually become
Everything Will Never Be OK.

“We did our separate things for a long time
and then we came back together about two years
ago and just used that name again,” states
Sumner. “Then last year, [the music] changed a
lot, so we changed the name. We were a really
noisy band, but then we grew into writing songs
and being creative in a different way.”

“As we got more skilled, the songs
became more crafted and more considered
and had more meaning to them,” concurs
Brown. “They’re more about conveying a spe-
cific idea or emotion.”

To record the group’s debut, the band
teamed up with producer David Kahne
(Sublime, Earshot). In an attempt to catch the
uninhibited energy of the group’s live show,

Kahne opted to record the whole album on an
analog eight-track, using almost all first takes.

“It was really scary to have worked for 10
years to get to this point and have a record
come out, and then you just play a part through
once and you’re thinking, OK, let’s go back and
get it right this time, and he’s like, ‘No, that’s
fine,’” remembers Brown. “It’s hard to let go at
that point, because that’s it. It’s forever. That’s
what’s going to be on the record. I mean, we
were really quite scared.” The method paid off,
however, as the recording steers clear of glossy
production techniques that tend to suck the life
out of so many recordings, and instead flaunts
the grit and vigor that the group possesses.

The band’s chief songwriter, Joe Sumner,
is incredibly easy-going and remains fairly
reserved, but he carries a sly grin that hints at
his wry sense of humor and strong wit. The
fact that he is also the son of living-legend
Sting (whose real name is Gordon Sumner)
has certainly helped bring the band some
attention, but it is something the band would
much rather keep a lid on. Forced comparisons
between the two, along with pressures to live
up to the former Police-man’s career are things
any new up-and-coming band would want to
avoid. When asked about it, Sumner tries to
shrug it off as best as he can.

“The only thing I really care about is to not
sell our band on that basis,” he says. “That’s it,
really. The rest of it is people’s perception, and
that’s what music is all about really.”

While the younger Sumner’s facial profile
is eerily familiar and the head-bob that comes
out while he plays live is a dead-on ringer for
his father, there’s no way that his band’s
music would be confused for the Adult
Contemporary leanings of his father. In fact,
the only family influence Sumner admits to is
that of his grandfather, when talking about
the dark nature of his lyrics.

“I’ve got a lot of depressed Irish blood in
my family,” he explains. “My granddad was an
author in Belfast and he’s got these books that
are so depressing.”

Without a doubt, songs like the title track
(sample lyric: “There will always be some part of
you in pain/ Everything will never be OK”),

“Hate” (“We hate things/ We hate people”), “I
Wish I Would Die” (“The fear will keep me
alive… I wish I would die today”) and the
Brown-penned “Everybody Lies” (“The hand
that feeds me stabs me from behind”) would
make one concerned for the band members’
emotional well being.

“That side of my personality is completely
in the music,” reassures Sumner. “I’m pretty
easy-going most of the time.”

Indeed, watching the band interact together
does not give off the same doomsday vibes that
its lyrics suggest. In fact, Fiction Plane is actually
quite goo-goo over its situation. “I couldn’t be
happier,” gushes Wilhoit, who made the drive
from Indiana to New York just for the chance to
try out for the band. “I’m floored at how things
have worked out, I really am. I just feel really
fortunate to be able to know these guys and be
able to make music with them every day.”

Just as the flowers start blooming and birds
are chirping over all the love in the air, Brown
leans in and deadpans, “We don’t really like him
at all,” before everyone bursts into laughter. “No,
the feeling’s completely mutual for us,” he con-
tinues. “We made the record with Abe Laboriel
Jr. [who has played with such artists as Paul
McCartney, Juliana Hatfield, kd lang and oth-
ers] and he set such a high standard, we were
like, ‘How are we going to find anyone?’ We tried
to find people and we just couldn’t find anyone
who was quite right and then Pete came along
and halfway through the first song, it was just
like ‘Aw, thank God, we found him!’”

Now that the band has a full lineup, it is
setting out across the country. And as Fiction
Plane faces the daunting task of playing
short, opening slots for bigger names, the
guys are just happy to have the chance to
share their music.

“The last couple of nights I had the
same feeling as I did when we made the
record with David [Kahne], just ‘Oh my God,
this is real. It’s really happening,’” explains
Daunt. “It just feels like that every night. You
remember why you wanted to do it in the
first place — why you’re here, why you left
your friends and family back at home. It’s
just a really amazing feeling.” NMR

Bob Dylan and others, Grammy-winning producer Daniel Lanois has
now brought some of his shimmering studio techniques to his own Shine
(Anti-). His third solo record, and first in 10 years, the album is highlight-
ed by duets with both Emmylou Harris and Bono. Considering he’s pret-
ty much produced everyone he ever hoped to (except, he hints, for fellow
Canadian Neil Young), Lanois has finally found the time to talk about his
own work before heading out on a small tour.

What was your goal for the moods and sounds of Shine? The
instrumentals are reminiscent of Apollo [recorded with Brian
Eno in 1983].
I wanted this record to have a journey and I always liked those records
that mix instrumental passages with songs. Some of the mid-’70s David
Bowie and Brian Eno records have that about them. The thought was
to have four songs that could be universally embraceable — potentially
[laughs]. And then another four or five that are like snapshot songs —
the way you see the world at a given minute — and then have three
instrumentals that allow the listener to be transported.

Were these songs mostly written over the last 10 years, or just in
the last year or two when you’ve had a bit more time?
There’s really no justification for it [laughs]. It’s not as if the songs take
that long to write. But, lyrically, these songs came together pretty late
in the day. The wait is largely about responding to invitations to pro-
duce other people’s records. And it’s kind of easier in a way to do that.
It’s a lot more predictable what the tasks are if I’m producing some-
body else. The main difference is that you finish the work on someone
else’s record and then you get to go to sleep for a while. With your own
work, you deliver the record and the work has only just begun. You
have to get out there, stand by it, tour and talk about it.

There’s a real spiritual thread that runs throughout your
records: bits of gospel and the blues — God and the devil.
Yeah, all of the things that never go out of fashion. Some of that
comes from what I’ve appreciated in other people’s records. Songs
like Bob Dylan’s “Every Grain Of Sand” or “A Hard Rain’s A-Gonna
Fall” — songs that have power and substance that keep resonating
though cultures and decades to come.

The opening of “As Years Roll By” is great. The guitar sounds
like it was recorded over a telephone.
Well, it’s a telephone recording because it’s actually a sample of a
Charley Patton record. That’s a leftover from Dylan’s Time Out
Of Mind. I had built a lot of samples for Bob to work off of and
that’s one of the ones we didn’t use. So I built the whole song
around that sample. There’s something space age and traditional
about the song that I love.

The working title for this record was Steel, in part because of
the pedal steel guitar on it. How long have you been playing?
It’s turned up on a few records over the years. It’s on that Apollo
record and then the Trainspotting people used a track from it in
the toilet bowl scene…

You must be very proud.
Yes, Brian Eno and Daniel Lanois: Music For Toilet Bowls… I realized
the way I play this instrument is unique and that’s a very rare thing
to stumble upon. So I’m just trying to bring that out to the forefront.
I’ve been playing it live and it’s just spectacular.

Are you concerned that people will associate guitar effects or
vocal treatments on your records more closely with the artists
you’ve produced?
I feel very confident with my thing and where it comes from and I’m
proud enough of my influences and inspirations. Ultimately, I want
to do something that’s unique and that belongs to me, but I’m not
going to deny the creative osmosis that exists when you work with
someone. Obviously, I’ve had an impact on their musical lives and
the reverse is true as well.

How do you choose what artists you’re going to produce?
It’s largely about chemistry. There has to be some kind of combus-
tion with people. Luckily for me, pretty much every record that I
went into, I was able to bring something to the table. It was always
something I was excited about, largely because of my dedication to
the studio laboratory — some angle, some work technique — and I
want them to be thrilled about something too.

So artists know that you’ll be an active participant beyond just
setting up the microphones?
People who work with me are expecting the unexpected. There are
plenty of great folks who can document a record, but my art is large-
ly about discovering something.

Similar to the way the members of U2 prefer Anton Corbijn
photographing them, as opposed to someone else.
Yes. Anton gets mystery in his work. You keep asking questions, you
keep looking at the picture for a while. You read more into it every
time, and that’s nice when that happens sonically, where you get
enough depth of field to keep asking questions.

Is your producer side demanding on your artist side when you
produce yourself?
I’m probably overly critical. I’m just looking for a fresh angle and for
the album to be testimonial. I’m looking for it to exist past my ego
mainly, for a listener in five or 10 years time, so that it can elevate
their spirit.

“Obviously being
a good player is important, but it was also
very important that whomever we found
would fit in as a family member, a brother
with a huge vibe. We wanted a fourth band
member, not just a new bass player. We’ve all
known, and have been huge fans of, Rob
since the early-‘90s when he was a part of
the legendary hardcore/metal band Suicidal
Tendencies. We got to know him when we
played together with Suicidal in Europe in
1993, and again during the during the 1994
‘Summer Shit’ tour, when they joined forces
with us.” Added drummer Lars Ulrich, “We
were impressed by Rob’s roaring bass style
and his very cool and unique vibe onstage.”
Congrats to Trujillo and the mighty M. •
Well it’s about damn time! Throwdown has
signed with Trustkill Records and is record-
ing its label debut, which is expected to street
sometime this summer. For those anxious to
hear some new, moshable sXe hardcore stuff,
go to: http://www.xthrowdownx.com/nothin-
gleft.mp3. • Ex-members of Mindrot have
formed Shiva and have signed to Century
Media. The band is currently tracking its
debut. • Gorgororth has completed Twilight
Of The Idols (In Conspiracy With Satan).
Bassist King Of Hell exclaims, “The result is
eight grim and atmospheric tracks that are
guaranteed to satisfy new and old fans.” Well,
coming from someone who calls himself the
ruler of Hades, we’re compelled to believe
him. The track listing is as follows:
“Procreating Satan,” “Proclaiming Mercy
(Damaging Instinct Of Man),” “Exit
Through Carved Stones,” “Teethgrinding,”

“Forces Of Satan Storms,” “Blod Og
Minne,” “Of Ice And Movement” and
“Domine In Tua Laetavitur Rex.” Look for
this hulking slab of Christian-hating music
in May. • Former P.O.D. guitarist Marcos
Curiel has lashed back at the band regard-
ing his departure. Last week, we reported
that Curiel had left the band to pursue
other interests, based on an open statement
made by bandleader Sonny Sandoval.

Curiel has responded, saying he did not
quit but was fired from the band. “It got
pretty sticky at the end,” Curiel told MTV.
“I was told, ‘You need to prioritize where
you’re at with your music and where you’re
at with your walk with God.’ I’m like, ‘You
guys are tripping, dude. I just want to be an
artist, and if I can’t have that freedom, I just
want to fly.’ If someone asks me to play with
them, if someone asks me to write a song, I
just want to be able to do that.” No further
word from the Payable On Death camp at
press time. • Apparently, Chuck
Schuldiner’s estate and Hammerheart
Records are locking horns over the late

singer’s music. Schuldiner’s mother, Jane, is
concerned about how the label will “handle”
the unfinished Control Denied album, When
Machine And Man Collide, according to
www.blabbermouth.net. Schuldiner laid down
his guitar tracks prior to his death in late
2001. As of now, the rest of the band plans to
complete the album as a tribute to
Schuldiner, whose name is practically syn-
onymous with extreme metal. • It’s no secret
that In Flames has completed its contract
with Nuclear Blast and is currently seeking a
new label. There is plenty of interest, and a
new (or old?) label home should be
announced later this year, after it’s finalized
of course. • Arch Enemy is recording new
material. New track titles are as follows:

Twin brothers/Haunted members
Anders and Jonas Bjorler were once
in At The Gates — ‘nuff said about
the pedigree, as that says it all.
Guitarist Jensen (yes, just Jensen),
who is quite the ladies man when
he isn’t moonlighting in Witchery,
submitted to CMJ’s Five Questions
attack and fired off one-liners with
ease. The Haunted’s new album,

One Kill Wonder (Earache), has already catapulted to No. 2 on
the CMJ Loud Rock chart in just two weeks.

Anders left to go to school in June 2001, but came
back in September 2002. Did the power of metal com-
pel him to return or did you have to twist his arm?
He was accepted in an exclusive program to study film. Only
20 people out of 2,000 applicants are accepted. He was tired
of touring. Film is his second passion in life. I could not hold
it against him. He realized that he missed touring. You don’t
miss it till it’s gone. He asked to come back, so yes, the power
of metal compelled him.

The last album opened with the Slayer-y “Dark
Intentions.” This album opens with “Privation Of Faith”
and a monster riff. Is that the goal of every album?
No! The goal is to beat the piss out of people! I wrote both
tracks and that’s exactly what I wanted people to do. You 
discovered the secret.

The Haunted Made Me Do It was promoted with the
tagline “Swedish As Fuck.” Is One Kill Wonder more
“Swedish As Fuck” than its predecessor?
There is a joke that “Swedish As Fuck” became “Swedish Ass
Fuck.” This is our most melodic and brutal album. We felt the
pressure to prove we were still as heavy as we were on our first
album. The Haunted Made Me Do It is tight, but we think, in
hindsight, it is too clinical; it didn’t capture our live feeling
and we sound better live, like AC/DC and Motörhead. One
Kill Wonder is looser, with a live feel. It has to sound danger-
ous in order for it to be good metal.

You strike rock star poses on stage. It’s elevated you
to the status of quite a heartthrob among metal
chicks. What’s the best line you’ve ever used on an
unsuspecting chick you’re trying to pick up?
I don’t need lines! My onstage persona, with the drink in my
hand, does all the talking [laughs]. We give the audience a
show that’s not boring. I don’t want you standing in the cor-
ner crying. Drink a beer with your friends and rock!

You won a Swedish Grammy. Where do you keep the statue?
I gave it to a girl! No, I am kidding. I have it, but it’s not on
the wall. But it meant a lot to us in Sweden. We’re the heaviest
band to win that award, so it opens a lot of doors.

Trumpeter Dave Douglas will
celebrate his 40th birthday with
a week-long run at New York
City’s Jazz Standard from
March 25–30. Douglas will play
with a full 10 of his groups over
the course of the six nights,
with highlights including the

opening night, with his Balkan
music combo Tiny Bell Trio,
and the rarely performing Four
In One all-star combo featuring
Douglas, pianist Misha
Mengelberg, bassist Brad Jones
and drummer Han Bennink.

COMPOSERS
PROJECT TOURS
Speaking of Misha Mengelberg
and Han Bennink, their long-
running 10-piece group, Instant
Composers Project, will head out
on a 13-date tour of the U.S. and
Canada from March 17–April 4.
The world-renowned group from
Amsterdam generally promises to
keep things light and goofy, often
taking its free-Jazz improvisations
into the realm of whacked-out

carnival music and eccentric
humor that is the Dutch impro-
visers’ calling card. For some, it’s
a hard pill to swallow — watch-
ing a band capable of world-
class improvisation mugging for
the audience — but once the
shock wears off, folks usually get
into the swing of things. It’s rare
that an acclaimed band this big
tours, so by all means check it
out. A word of warning: keep an
ear out for saxophonist Ab Baars.
He’s a monster.

COLUMBIA ISSUES
TITLES FROM
JAPAN’S EIGHTY-
EIGHT LABEL
Most Jazz fans know that
Japanese labels put food on the
tables of a lot of American Jazz
musicians. One reason for this is
noted Japanese producer
Yasohachi “88” Itoh, who has
helmed many sessions since the
’70s, as well as run both his own
noted imprint, East Wind, and
Nippon Phonogram. In 2001,
Sony Music Japan subsidiary
Village Records offered Itoh a
chance to start a new label and
the first four albums will be out
domestically on April 15 via
Columbia. This is all well and
good, but Itoh has taken the ball
and run with it (as we say here in
America). There’s new music
from Clark Terry And Max
Roach, Ravi Coltrane, Eddie
Henderson and Roy Haynes.
Suffice it to say, this is a first volley
that is sure to make some noise.
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KENNY
GARRETT
Standard Of Language
(Warner Bros.)
Due to the polished nature of some
of his recent work, there was some
concern that one of the best in the
bebop biz was going over to the
dark side of smooth Jazz, but Kenny
Garrett comes out here with guns
blazing. The opening three tunes hit

as hard as anything the alto saxophonist has done, displaying his
massive chops. He’s challenged throughout by his regular working
trio: free-leaning pianist Vernell Brown, bassist Charnett Moffett
(an Ornette alum) and hyperactive drummer Chris Dave. The
three do an excellent job testing Garrett, perhaps getting him out of
his comfort zone, and definitely getting him to come up with some
interesting work. When the leader pulls the group in a more con-
ventional direction, it follows along while adding its own fiery
imprint. This is another example of why working bands can often-
times surpass an all-star outfit assembled specifically to record —
the group breathes as one, and that’s always a good thing.

Songs, Stories And Spirituals (Concord)
Bassist John Patitucci continues to mine Brazilian and Afro-
Cuban, as well as classical, music styles for inspiration. But where
his last effort seemed a bit diluted by its ambitious reach and
broad array of musicians, Patitucci keeps it together here, coming
up with a smaller, more cohesive and free-flowing combination
using some of the same people (singer Luciano Souza stands out
in particular). As always, Patitucci’s on-the-beat playing is both
nimble and rock solid, perhaps best presented here on Coltrane’s
“Wise One,” a duet with Brian Blade. The overall vibe is fairly mel-
low without being boring, simmering with the energy of a pot just
about to boil.

There are
so many good people involved, all juggling several tasks and sched-
ules to make this first one a success. We especially appreciate the
enthusiastic support and coordinating efforts of Michael Kurtz and
Carrie Colliton and the participating Network stores as well as Eric
Levin, Rand Foster, Bernie Hackett, Todd Robinson, Josh Modell
and all those involved within their organizations.

The launch of this tour, and the subsequent tours that will fol-
low, are part of the general principle we’re so committed to here in
Retail—artist development.

And college
stations, as independent, unorthodox and unpredictable as they can
be, want to get more involved.

In response to “Hart Of The
Matter” (CMJ NMR Issue 802,
cover date Feb. 24), which fea-
tured independent retailer
responses to UMVD’s handling of
the 50 Cent release, Jim Urie,
president of UMVD, offered
UMVD’s side of the story. We
present it here, unedited, and
thank Jim for reaching out to
“speak out.”

Jim Urie
President, UMVD
Since it’s been such a hot topic
the last couple of weeks, I

wanted to share the other side
of the “50 Cent bulls**t”
(thanks, Hanna [Skrobko, East-
West Discs And Tapes]). Back
in the old days, we used to
make the product as soon as a
master was delivered. It was not
uncommon to have finished
product around weeks in
advance. Due to concerns about
piracy and P2P uploading, we
now manufacture literally at
the last second. Fifty leaked off
of a European master—they
still have to start early—and
was starting to show up every-

where. When Interscope made
the decision on Friday to move
the record up to a Thursday
street date, we had not made
the first piece. We couldn’t fill
the initial orders, nor the
reorders. Situation was made
worse by the DVD package
which takes extra time due to
outside manufacturing.

Since it seems to be such a con-
cern to retail, I wanted to be
sure everyone knows that we
prorate everyone’s order in a
situation like this. Sorry to

burst the bubble, but Best Buy
got the same percentage as your
favorite indie store. One stops
get their share in the same
manner. The only thing we do
differently on reorders is priori-
tize one stop and retail drop
ship orders over central ware-
house orders. If we can’t fill ‘em
all we wait until day’s end and
give everyone (including one
stops) an equal share.

It’s still bulls**t, Hanna, but it is
organized bulls**t.

A lthough Westlake, Ohio’s My
Generation stocks the newest
indie releases, carries hot

imports and attracts record hounds with
their deep catalog, My Gen Buyer Adam
Walker stresses the most interesting aspect
of the store lies not within product. “Our
customers are what makes us special,”
Adam says. “We have a very knowledgeable
customer base and a lot of them are regu-
lars. They help me do my job better!”

On November 12, 1983, Tom Kiss opened
the doors of his new 500-square-foot store
with the belief that compact discs were
going to be the next big thing. Since then,
My Generation has flourished, moving once
and expanding twice to its current 3,500-
square-foot home.

My Generation is the biggest independent
store in the Cleveland area, carries every-
thing from classical music to DVDs and is
now a proud member of A.I.M.S. “I think
A.I.M.S. is great,” Adam says. “So many
good ideas come from seeing how differ-
ent people do business. Even the smallest
ideas that arise from the way someone
does business halfway across the country
have really opened my eyes to what we
can do better and reinforce what we do
pretty well.”

What local press affects sales most?
Cleveland Scene, our weekly free arts and
entertainment paper.

What radio station affects sales most?
As far as commercial stations go, 92X and
WMMS. Two college stations also affect our
sales a lot: WJCU [John Carroll University]
and WCSB [Cleveland State University].

Do you have in-stores? 
We do have in-stores, but we don’t have a
PA. Some highlights have been Marshall
Crenshaw, Poe and local band Hot Teenage
Ass, who we had play here after the store
was closed on a Sunday night and we had a
great turnout!

What is your most effective program? 
Definitely our listening stations, both the
A.I.M.S. listening stations and our in-
house posts.

What other programs do you offer? Are
any of them discretionary?
We have window displays, endcaps and

other P&P options. We do offer some dis-
cretionary stations, so if I have an open slot
and there’s a record I really like, I’ll put in.

What types of non-traditional promo-
tions have worked best?
We do a lot with our E-mail list. We’ll have
E-mail-only sales where we will send an E-
mail out that acts as a coupon once the cus-
tomer prints it out. We have also started a
new promotion where if someone brings in
a photo of themselves at a concert wearing
one of our T-shirts they get ten percent off
their purchase that day.

What display materials work best for you?
Three-by-three foam boards work really
well for our windows; posters and flats are
best for inside displays.

What records are your current and all-
time favorite records? 
My Bloody Valentine’s Loveless and Sondre
Lerche’s Faces Down.

What’s the first record you bought and
where?
It was the Clash The Clash, and I bought it
at My Generation!

What’s the best concert you’ve attended?
Nirvana in 1990 at the now-closed club The
Empire in Cleveland.
