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FILE-SHARING SITES
WIN DECISION
File-sharing services Grokster
and Morpheus scored a major
victory this week, as U.S.
District Court Judge Stephen
Wilson ruled against the RIAA
and the Motion Picture
Association of America
(MPAA) in his decision that
the online services could not
be shut down due to their
alleged roles in contributing to
copyright infringement. In his
ruling, Wilson stated that the
file-sharing sites “are not sig-
nificantly different from com-
panies that sell home video
recorders or copy machines,
both of which can be and are
used to infringe copyrights.”
Judge Wilson further wrote, “It
is undisputed that there are
substantial noninfringing uses
for [the] Defendants’ software.”
He based his ruling on the fact
that the online services cannot
control what is traded over
their systems, even if the files
traded are copyright-protected.
The entertainment trade
groups had accused the sites of
allowing users to illegally
obtain films, music, games and
other copyright-protected
materials, and had sought a
court injunction to shut down
the Web sites. “One thing is
clear,” stated International
Federation of the
Phonographic Industry gener-
al counsel Allen Dixon, “It’s
not over. The IFPI and its
member companies and
national groups will continue
to actively pursue infringers of
all types as we see them... We
are not going to take the whole
business of mass copying and
distribution of music lying
down.” Indeed, the MPAA and
the RIAA have promised to
appeal the decision. The Web
sites, however, are celebrating
their victory: “We at Grokster
are obviously very happy with

the Judge’s decision,” stated
Grokster’s President Wayne
Rosso. “The Court recognized
that our file-sharing software
has numerous legal and benefi-
cial uses. This opinion lifts the
cloud the plaintiffs have
attempted to cast over innova-
tion and investment. This rul-
ing also means that the labels
and studios cannot ban 21st
Century technology in defense
of their inefficient and out-
moded 20th Century
distribution models.”

APPLE BRINGS
iTUNES ONLINE

Apple Computers announced
April 28 the launch of its long-
awaited iTunes Music Store,
available at
www.apple.com/itunes. The new
site promises to make purchas-
ing music online simple and
affordable enough to compete
with the free, file-sharing sites
that the music industry blames
for its sales slump. The iTunes
Music software is currently
available for Apple’s own
Macintosh computers, with a
Windows version to be made
accessible by the end of the
year. Individual downloads will
be made available for 99 cents
apiece, with users being able to
burn songs onto an unlimited
number of CDs and download
them on up to three computers.
The service will initially feature
over 200,000 songs from the
top five music companies.

RIAA SETTLES SUITS
AGAINST STUDENTS
After filing copyright infringe-
ment lawsuits against four col-
lege students last month for
allegedly offering more than a
combined one million MP3s on
their schools’ local area net-
works (as reported in NMR
810), the RIAA announced on
May 1 that each lawsuit has
reached an out-of-court settle-
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ment. Initially threatening to
seek the maximum allowed
penalty of $150,000 per viola-
tion, the RIAA instead agreed
on settlements ranging from
$12,000 — $17,500 per student,
to be paid in installments over
the next several years. “Given
that these were the first lawsuits
of this kind, and that these
individuals had limited means,
we believe that the settlement
amounts are appropriate,”
explains RIAA Senior VP of
Business and Legal Affairs Matt
Oppenheim. “We would antici-
pate, though, that any future
similar enforcement actions
may require stiffer settlement
obligations.”

ROADRUNNER
OPENS ‘THE VAULT’
Finally, a record label has
embraced digital music by giv-
ing fans what they want —
everything. Roadrunner
Records has thrown open the
doors to its complete catalog of
albums and songs, including
deleted titles and never-before-
heard tracks from its stable of
artists. All albums are available
for download at a price of
$9.99, or single songs at 99
cents a pop. Dubbed “The
Vault,” the service, which went
online May 1 at
www.roadrun.com/thevault,
truly is the first of its kind;
downloads will never “time
out” and can be either saved to
hard drives or burned to discs.
Over time, more B-sides, out-
takes, demos and live tracks will
be added to The Vault, with the
eventual goal to post every song
that any RR band has ever
recorded. Now we're talkin’!

In an online feature lov-
ingly dubbed “Rock My Hard
Place,” the long-running “gentle-
man’s” mag is offering site visi-
tors the chance to select the “sex-
iest babe in indie rock” With a
shortlist that includes Chan
Marshall (Cat Power), Neko
Case, Sahara Hotnights, Rainer
Maria’s Caithlin De Marrais and
the electroclash upstarts in
W.LT., among others, it seems
safe to assume that not all of the
nominees are thrilled by the
site’s revelation that, “We’ll ask
the one who turns your knobs
the loudest to pose nude for
Playboy.” As of press time, how-
ever, one of the most likely to
concede is also the frontrunner
by quite a large margin: Neko
Case leads the poll with a whop-
ping 32 percent of the vote.

The Faint, The Used,

Desaparecidos, Good Charlotte,
NOFX and Anti-Flag are among
the acts contributing to
Liberation, a new CD compila-
tion due out June 3 on Fat
Wreck Chords, which will raise
funds to benefit animal rights
organization PETA. “For those of
you not in the know, PETA
believes that animals are not
ours to eat, wear, experiment on,
or use in enter-
tainment,”
explains the
label. “All of
their energy
and resources
are spent to
help animals in
any abusive sit-
uation. This
compilation is
meant to bring
awareness to
PETA’s youth
voice, and also
to raise a couple
bucks along the
way.” And if the
lineup on the
disc alone isn’t
enough to get
you excited, the price definitely
will be — retailing for a mere
$3.98, the release, which also
includes an informational CD-
ROM element, makes it easy to
help a good cause without hurt-
ing your (organic hemp) wallet.
Plus, best of all, the album will
feature a track by Goldfinger
titled “Fuck Ted Nugent.” And
that’s a cause we can all support.
“As of July 2003, I shall be
retiring from the music business.
In order to pursue a different
career.” Those are the words of
Sinead O’Connor, who has post-
ed an extensive missive on her
official Web site, www.
sineadoconnor.com, announcing
her plans to give up the vocation
that has kept her in the public
eye since her early teens. The
Irish superstar reveals that her
final recordings will be a track
each for an impending tribute
album to Dolly Parton and the
latest release from Sharon
Shannon, while a farewell live
DVD will be available in July.
Additionally, the singer says that
her Web site itself will cease to
exist as of September. Of course,

O’Connor’s hopes for a new life
may be a bit unrealistic: “I would
request that as of July, since I
seek no longer to be a ‘famous’
person, and instead I wish to live
a ‘normal’ life, could people
please afford me my privacy; she
writes. “I want to be like any
other person in the street and
not have people say, ‘There is
Sinead O’Connor.” Personally,
we’re hoping that O’Connor will
take a cue from Michael Jackson
as far as the going-unnoticed
thing goes, which will instead
give us the rare opportunity to
say, “Who was that masked
woman?” - There aren’t many
places you can go to see a slew of
great bands and hop on a roller-
coaster if you're looking for a
break; in fact, the only one that
comes to mind is the annual
Siren Music Festival at Coney
Island in Brooklyn, which gives
fans the chance to bake in the
sun as some of their favorite acts
perform amidst carnival kitsch
and beachfront brouhaha. This
year’s lineup, set to hit the stage
on July 19, will include such acts
as the Kills, Radio 4, Ted Leo
And The Pharmacists, Modest
Mouse, Sahara Hotnights and,

most appropriately, Hot Hot
Heat. (Because it gets really hot
out there! Get it? Er, sorry.) And
best of all, as always, it’s free of
charge and fun for all ages. For
more info, check out www.
villagevoice.com/siren. - British
rock band Mansun has split up
after a career that lasted eight
years. The group was off to an
illustrious start after its 1997
debut album, Attack Of The Gray
Lantern, went to No. 1 on the
U.K. charts, but subsequent
efforts failed to make a similar
impact. The band had been
working on a new record when
the decision to break up was
made. - We couldn’t envision
what it would sound like, and
apparently, neither could they:
The Strokes have dropped plans
to work with iiber-producer
Nigel Godrich after a series of
studio sessions didn’t work out
as the group had hoped.
According to reports, there were
no hard feelings on either side
— although it’s difficult to tell
when all parties involved are so
characteristically mopey.

Heard the words “no wave”

takes the early no-chord
response to punk’s confines and
mixes it with the liberating glee
of making a horrible fucking
racket. With this release, Brian
Eno played an ersatz Alan Lomax
for the sounds of four essential

apres-punkers circa 1978: the twitchy jazz-skronk provocations of
James Chance And The Contortions; the anti-rhythmic caterwaul
of the Lydia Lunch-fronted Teenage Jesus And The Jerks; the tor-
tured sub-amateur pre-Japanoise jumble of Mars; and the trad-
ing of percussive blurts by a young Arto Lindsay and Ikue Mori
in D.N.A. The finest flowers of a pseudo-genre lie in these 44 ear-
splitting minutes. — Christopher R. Weingarten
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Fever To Tell (Interscope)
Anyway you want to hype it, the
Yeah Yeah Yeahs have followed
through and delivered exactly
what their live shows and too-
short EPs have promised: a kick-
ass debut that’s urgent and,
above all else, a hell of a lot of
fun. Fever To Tell is a post-punk,
new wave, anti-pop record that takes giant, hyperactive strides
just to be different. Its high energy isn’t mired down in all-
too-familiar angst and sour relationship issues — although
there is plenty of angst and some really sour relationship
issues to be found within. Frontwoman Karen O is a playfully
fiendish and loveable spaz who commands an unearthly wail,
while guitarist Nick Zinner and drummer Brian Chase could-
n’t do a better job, either keeping up or leading her around
with a big musical carrot. And just when you think Fever
might be a one-trick pony, the disc gets all serious and
“Maps” finds O sounding a bit like Chrissie Hynde, proving
that the Yeah Yeah Yeahs
can switch it up, and that
they don’t have to be “on
all the time, to be on.

La Musica Negra (Capitol)
The name “Verbena” is linguisti-
cally similar to “Nirvana,” and
sure enough, the band is also a
power trio, much like the vale-
dictorian of the alt-grunge class.
Those aren’t the only similari-
ties, either: Verbena’s dirty rock
is glossier than anything Nirvana
ever churned out, but nonethe-
less, vocalist/guitarist Scott Bondy’s charmingly lazy pipes and
strumming call Kurt Cobain to mind more than once. La Musica
Negra, the first release from the band since 1999’s overlooked,
Dave Grohl-produced Into The Pink, now also brings to mind
Queens Of The Stone Age’s left-of-center rock style; clearly,
Verbena (once a cutesy-pop act known as Shallow) takes on char-
acteristics of its influences. Which isn’t to say that the Dixie rock-
ers don’t have their own distinct identity; La Musica Negra is a
fast, 40-minute listen that happily experiments with bluesy ele-
ments while tearing out of the gates with a hell-bent, sweaty
Southern rock vibe on cuts like “Devil In Miss Jones” and “It’s
Alright, It’s Okay (Jesus Told

Me So).” Make sure to stay
tuned for the album closer,
the achingly sweet contempla-
tive ballad “Dirty Goodbyes.”

In the liner notes of this full-
length debut from his new proj-

Album number five from the
Eels is quite possibly their
strongest — a pretty big
accomplishment considering
the grandeur of the band’s pre-
vious four. Driven by Eels
frontman E’s cool narrative
style, Shootenanny! is a seem-
ingly effortless day-in-the-life

just about anyone. Opener “All In A Day’s Work” is

a lazy little blues number that could be detailing your own hum-
drum life — which may sound like a difficult feat, but, like
they’ve done so many times before, the Eels make everything
sound easy. Over the course of the album, E takes us for a lyrical
ride around his block, stopping to talk about everyone he
encounters along the way, including himself. “Love Of The

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With a tidal wave of hype
clearing the way, the Yeah Yeah
Yeahs deliver the much-
anticipated Fever To Tell.
Prepare for an outhreak.
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t’s our time, sweet baby/ To break on
through” The words softly creep out,
gently cooing on the gritty “Our
Time,” the rousing final track from
the Yeah Yeah Yeahs’ self-titled EP
that was released last summer. Little did
singer Karen O know how prophetic
those words would prove to be, as the five
songs included in that recording would
go on to spark a worldwide sensation that
would leave NME writers scrambling for
enough words of praise to heap on the
unsuspecting trio. Teenage girls would
travel in hoards to the band’s tumultuous
live shows, doing their best to emulate the
lusty singer’s ripped fashion sense as if she
was the Material Girl herself. A&R men
would persistently attempt to schmooze
their way into the band’s good graces, offer-
ing the moon for the chance to sign the
only New York City band that could make
the hype following any other New York
buzz garage rock band pale in comparison.

It all started when a young Karen O trans-
ferred from Oberlin College, a small town
liberal arts school in Ohio, to the big city life

at New York University to study film. The

effervescent singer soon met a like-minded
soul in guitarist Nick Zinner in a bar in the
city’s Lower East Side, where the two would
use the few hours not spent bar-hopping
working on the delicate folk songs that O
had been toying with since she learned guitar
at age 19. The musical synergy created
between the two was undeniable — but they
wanted more. “We figured that if we could
play this sad, spiritually personal music togeth-
er, we could totally rock out together too,”
recalls O, speaking to CM]J just before the band
launched the West Coast leg of its American
tour. Completely bored with the current musical
scene in New York at the time, “we thought it
would be a great idea to make a super sleazy,
crazy rock band that was really celebratory,
instead of just staring down at your shoes and
boring everyone.”

When the singer-guitarist duo got their first
show as the opening slot for another up-and-
coming two-person band from Detroit —

the White Stripes — Karen called her old
Ohio stickman pal Brian Chase to round
out the group on percussive duties. The
rest, as they say, is history. The YYYs
released the Yeah Yeah Yeahs EP and the

Machine CD-single on the U.K’s Witchita
Recordings, which were both subsequently re-
released Stateside on Touch & Go. However, the
releases only whet the appetites of the thou-
sands who clamored for more of the group’s
genre-defying music, which mixed the beats of
disco-punk, the soul of blooze-rock and the
arty grit that only New York City can offer with
equal parts alcoholic haze and steamy sex. The
formula would prove to be engrossing.

Stories about the band’s live shows were
starting to spread like wildfire across the musi-
cal landscape. Karen O’s tendency to drench
herself in beer and sprawl provocatively on the
stage, thrusting her hips to the sexed-up beat
of the music brought middle schoolers’ dreams
to the center stage, and provided one hell of a
soundtrack. Press in the States and abroad
were soon hailing the Yeahs as the “next big
thing” and the “saviors of rock 'n’ roll.” Anyone
who witnessed Zinner’s blues riffs pounding
through walls of feedback, Chase’s relentless
bass drum throbbing alongside snare cracks

and Karen’s sultry, unhinged wails would not
let the band remain unknowns for long.
Headlining slots at music festivals and world-
wide tours would soon follow to critical and
mass acclaim. The hype was swirling into an
inescapable whirlpool that was sucking the
band in, forcing the young group to grow up
much more quickly than most.

“We were really born into the hype,” admits
O. “We have to own up to it to a certain extent
because we were really at the right place, at the
right time, with the right attitude. Just because
of the artificial pace of hype, though, every-
thing is demanded of you before you’re ready
to give it up. It hasn’t been easy, that’s for sure.
Hype is definitely a curse and a blessing.”

But is all of this buildup for a band that has
only been together for two years really war-
ranted? After all, the band hadn’t even released
a full-length record yet. “We never expected or
intended for any of this,” affirms O. “We just

wanted to rock the boat in New York City a bit.

We didn’t really see ourselves going past the
New York City clubs. When Nick and I met, we
were going out a lot, and we just weren’t that
impressed with what was going on, so we
decided to start a band that really fuckin’ fucks
shit up. At our concerts, it’s all about destroy-
ing the audience’s sense of self-consciousness.
We want it to be an event, not just a show.”
Now that the Yeah Yeah Yeahs’ debut album

11
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has finally arrived, the band will be forced to
expand its horizons. Fever To Tell is one of the
few buzz records that actually lives up to every-
thing that was expected, boasting 12 tracks that
range from grossly erratic to beautifully hypno-
tizing, while always remaining intensely pas-
sionate. Karen alternates screams and croons
like the lovechild begot from Iggy Pop and
Chrissie Hynde. From the opening roars on
album-opener “Rich,” Fever To Tell is a blister-
ing showcase of fervor and zeal. Just try to
remain unaffected by the boogie beats of “Date
With A Night,” the crashing guitarwork on
“Man” or the frenetic rapid-fire shrieks on “Tick”
The album comes to a crest, however, with the
shimmering “Maps,” a strikingly melodic love
song that sees O dropping the drunken rock star
facade, and confessing her innermost feelings
over Zinner’s emotive guitar trill.

It was these songs that led the band to sign
with Interscope Records — an unlikely home
for a band who is so dedicated to doing things
on its own terms. “Deciding on a label was
definitely a really difficult decision, which we
put off for as long as we possibly could,”
admits O. “In the end, it came down to the
fact that when we finished our album, we
were proud enough of it to want to give it as
large an audience as possible. We wanted
kids anywhere and everywhere to be able to
pick it up, which might not have happened
if it was on an independent label.”

After just a short time on the rock circuit,
the Yeah Yeah Yeahs are really striking a
chord with their audience: “It’s really awe-
some to be inspiring to this generation of
kids and introducing them to something
new, Karen giggles, realizing mid-sentence
she’s totally playing into the cliché rock star
role. But she continues, laughing off her
self-importance: “They’re coming to it with
fresh ears and they’re totally freaking out,
so that’s really rewarding.”

People are freaking out. Not just at the
Yeahs’ live shows, but at the prospect of
rock music becoming exciting again. But
whether or not the band really is music’s
new “savior,” Karen’s ambition is slightly
more personal: “I just want to inspire peo-
ple to do whatever they want to do, on
their own terms. That’s the only way that
anyone’s going to do anything new;, if they
have the confidence to get out there and
show the world their stuff”

With this in mind, if those who find
their inspiration in the Yeahs’ music
have “stuff” that’s half as enthused as
this trio, we just might have a ren-
aissance on our hands. Bring

it on. NIVIR

fans descended on Indio, California for this
year’s Goachella Valley Music And Arts Festival.
We've got your full report.

unshine, palm trees, green grass and
Srock ’n’ roll — what more do you

need? Hip-Hop and electronic may-
hem, maybe? A bunch of guys with their
heads painted blue banging on giant tubes?
The 2003 Coachella Valley Music And Arts
Festival had it all.

On April 26-27, the U.S.A’s best answer
to date to the European summer music festi-
val scene returned to the Empire Polo Fields
in Indio, California, for another whirlwind
weekend of sun, fun, and of course, more

music than any one person can handle alone.

With two outdoor stages and three perform-
ance tents, the event offered up to five choic-
es of acts to see at any given time, while food
courts, beer gardens, art exhibits and artist

signings all made the decision of where to
run to next that much harder.

Daytime temperatures rose towards the
90s both days at the desert oasis, but luckily
for those shunning the harsh rays of the sun
on Saturday, the first day’s Mojave Tent lineup
was strong enough to leave the sunblock and
parasol behind for almost the entire after-
noon. The boys in South, the nicest guys in
U.K. rock (or at least a good match for
Coldplay and Travis), started things off with a
set that saw them premiere new material from
their upcoming album, With The Tides, due
out in August on Kinetic Records, along with
favorites from their 2002 debut, From Here On
In. Up next was CMJ chart-topping Scottish
act Idlewild, which offered up blistering rendi-
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tions of songs from throughout its career,
proving itself more than ready for its upcom-
ing string of arena dates opening for Pearl
Jam. Afterwards, New York City’s own the
Rapture took to the stage, with each member
freaking out in his own trademarked way as
the band worked through its indie hits and
songs from the upcoming full-length, Echoes.
Badly Drawn Boy, Hot Hot Heat and the
Music all followed, but it wasn’t until
Ladytron’s turn rolled around that someone
finally decided to rewire the sound in the
tent, which had been causing difficulties for a
number of the bands throughout the day.
The resulting delay caused the tent to end up
an hour behind schedule, meaning that,
despite a great set from the group (which
included a bizarre, but brilliant cover of
Tweet’s “Oops (Oh My)”), the highly antici-
pated end-of-the-evening set from the
Libertines, who were finally playing their
debut U.S. show, was cut short when the
police pulled the plug for curfew violations.
Fortunately, the band was rescheduled for the
following afternoon, when it proved that the
material from its first album, Up The Bracket,
sounds just as good live. Plus, the whole inci-



dent had co-frontman Pete Doherty smash-
ing his mic stand on the stage and spraying
champagne on the crowd, which made for
classic rock 'n’ roll entertainment.

Elsewhere, the Hives brought their fash-
ionable garage rock to the main stage, where
Queens Of The Stone Age came within inches
of matching their fantastic performance from
last year (when Dave Grohl sat in on drums).
The Beastie Boys headlined the night, but
that didn’t stop Gomez, the Outdoor
Theatre headlining act, from telling them to
“shut up,” as the Beasties equally preached
and performed to their own crowd. Blur
offered up one of the highlight performanc-
es of the day, marked by the Stateside
return of bassist Alex James, who missed out
on the band’s last shows in the U.S. because
of visa issues. Ben Harper, Talib Kweli, Black
Eyed Peas, N.E.R.D. and the Donnas all
played as well, while Joseph Arthur hit the
stage twice — first for his own set, then to
join Gomez to add his vocals to the fan
favorite “Get Myself Arrested.”

The day also saw the premiere of the Blue
Man Group’s rock stage show, featuring guest
vocals from Tracy Bonham, a spectacle that

was repeated on Sunday, as well. Of course, as
spectacles go, when Sunday rolled around, it
was difficult for anyone to match the joyfest of
the Polyphonic Spree, who left the crowd
smiling rapturously in the sun as usual,
despite frontman Tim DeLaughter suffering a
leg injury on stage that left him limping
around after (but not during) the set. The
Soundtrack Of Our Lives also had everyone
on their feet — except, of course, when beard-
ed frontman Ebbot Lundberg made them all
sit down as he made his usual venture out into
the crowd. The big news of the day, however,
was the Detroit double-whammy of the White
Stripes and the first Iggy And The Stooges
show in a quarter of a century. The Stripes got
off to a slow start after some sound problems,
but Jack and Meg quickly got things back in
order and delivered their all to one of the
largest crowds at the event — a crowd that
didn’t show any signs of dispersing as a typi-
cally shirtless Iggy Pop was joined by his leg-
endary band for a set that included such clas-
sics as “I Wanna Be Your Dog” and “1969.”
Earlier in the day, a Q&A with Fugazi’s Ian
Mackaye provided the perfect platform for the
roving nimrods from Jackass, who were film-

ing onsite, to ask the notoriously straightedge
and unamused singer where the beer tent was.
An early afternoon set from the Von Bondies,
meanwhile, saw audience members Jack and
Meg White with an extremely excited Juliette
Lewis and Kelly Osbourne (who also joined
those ignoring the Red Hot Chili Peppers
main stage headlining set in checking out
Interpol at the Outdoor Theatre stage). And
since you’re probably wondering, also spot-
ted onsite were Cameron Diaz, Jared Leto
(together again? do we care?), Tommy Lee,
Elijah Wood, Drew Barrymore and Woody
Harrelson. And Interpol wasn’t the only
band offering an alternative to Anthony
Kiedis and co. — the sheer insanity that is
Fischerspooner invaded the Mojave tent at
the same time, offering the color to contrast
the dark NYC band’s... um, darkness.
Johnny Marr And The Healers, Underworld,
Deep Dish, Tortoise, Primal Scream, Jack
Johnson and, lest we forget, Sonic Youth
were all on the Sunday bill, as well, once
again ensuring that no one there could pos-
sibly see every band they wanted to see.

If only we could always be so spoiled for
choice. Field Day, here we come! NIIVIR

hether
he’s

about disappoint-
ment, monotony, frus-
tration, heartache or
pain, one thing is for
certain: Budapest frontman John Garrison covers the anguish with
enough delicate layers of strings, keys, percussion, guitars and pris-
tine vocals to make it hard to believe that grief could ever exist
alongside the splendor. Since he was just a small child, Garrison has
displayed an amazing élan for writing music that is so intrinsic and
pure that his father decided not to taint his son’s gift by fencing
him in with lessons or oppressing theory. Instead, his songs are lim-
ited only by Garrison’s own imagination and vision. This unique
approach to songwriting paid off later on, when his band found
itself touring all over the U.K. to mass acclaim, with Garrison’s
melancholic, emotionally wrought songs striking enough of a
chord for major labels to come calling. However, guitarist Mark
Walworth shocked the entire group by committing suicide a mere
week after Budapest finished recording its debut album, Too Blind
To Hear (Republic-Universal). The remaining members were left
completely distraught by the loss, but with the realization that con-
tinuing on was the only real way to preserve Walworth’s legacy. As
for Garrison, he assured us during a recent conversation that he
actually isn’t quite as depressed as he might seem on record and
that he’s quite happy not knowing what a mixolydian scale is, thank
you very much.

Your lyrics are incredibly dark and depressing. Are you OK?
[Laughs] Yeah, 'm OK. People say to me, “You don’t seem to be like
that in real life.” But I find that if something’s not right, it can
sometimes help to solve it just by writing it down and seeing it in
writing. That’s usually what my songs come out of, and those are
the ones that everyone seems to like. I think it’s the old scenario
that most songwriters find writing sad songs is much easier than
writing happy songs. 'm absolutely useless at writing happy songs.
I've tried a few times and it’s so lame, they’re just not worth doing.
I just keep my songs really honest and I write down exactly what
I'm feeling at that moment. I might not feel it that way literally two
hours later, but I'll still continue with the song the way it was at
that time.

What is it about music that allows you to get all those feel-
ings out and move on?

Music’s been so embedded in me. My whole family is absolutely
musical. My earliest memory is of my sister playing the piano and
me bashing ice cream tubs as a drum kit. If you cut us in half, you’d
see little music notes, you know what I mean? It’s always been in
the family, so I guess the reason I use it to get over things is that it’s
what I’ve always understood. When music’s playing, that’s when life
is normal for me; that’s when it seems to make sense. It’s only when
the music stops that it starts to get complicated.

How did Mark Walworth’s death change your view on the
purpose of band and the record?
It put a lot of pressure on it. He died straight after we finished

recording, so the last thing he did, and the last thing Mark’s name
is attached to, is this record. So we’ve got this massive pressure of
feeling that if it doesn’t work, or if we don’t promote it right, we’re
letting him down. So it gives me some extra focus, but it’s also an
added pressure. That’s about it, really. It’s just narrowed the goal
posts a bit and made us more determined.

A big deal has been made about your father not putting you
in music lessons. What kind of freedom does this give you
when you write songs?

Well, it just means that musically I have absolutely no con-
straints, and my imagination is in charge. The reason my dad did
this was because of my older sister. She was the same as me, tin-
kering on a piano when she was two or two-and-a-half, coming up
with ideas. So they thought, “Let’s harness this talent and let’s edu-
cate it, and put it through all the proper channels.” And they did
that, and my sister did all the exams and went to Cambridge
University and got a degree, and she hasn’t written a piece of
music since. She had all the fun and natural spark of creativity in
music drilled out of her. She was so bogged down by rules that she
just doesn’t do it anymore. So, basically, my dad saw this and was
absolutely mortified by it, so when he saw that I was doing the
same sorts of things and tinkering with instruments at an early
age, he said, “Let’s see what happens when we try the complete
opposite approach. Let’s let his imagination take control.” When I
was doing the arrangements for the album, we had to bring in
somebody to write them down, because I don’t read or write
music. And he came in and said, “I can’t write that down. What
you've come up with doesn’t exist.” Whereas I had just played it on
a keyboard and it sounded fantastic. In the end, he said, “Yeah,
you're right,” and I think that was the first time I’ve actually seen
payback from what my dad did. I actually had to go in and point
to the note on a guitar that I wanted this viola player to play, and
she was totally confused and couldn’t figure it out, but it just
sounded great, so we went with it, and it remained on the album.

But don’t you ever wish you knew what a mixolydian scale was?
I’ve never heard of one, to be honest. The only time it becomes
frustrating is when I’'m trying to write things down for other peo-
ple, or when I'm trying to explain a musical idea to somebody else
on an instrument I can’t play, like a violin or a cello. That gets really
frustrating. But other than that, I've just got a really good natural
ear, so I know what sounds good and what doesn’t. So basically, I
just trust my instinct.

When I do write a song about wiggers, I look
like a bastard. But if Enema, or Eminem — whatever his fucking
name is — does it, he’s a hero.

UPCOMING PRIORITIES FOR LOUD ROCK
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BARBER SCORES
GUGGENHEIM GRANT
Congratulations to Patricia Barber, who
recently won a Guggenheim Grant for
music composition. Instead of revisiting
standards, as so many singers do, the
Chicago-based singer/songwriter/pianist
creates vocal music that appeals to hard-
core Jazz enthusiasts, as well as fans of tra-
ditional pop vocalists. Artistically ambi-
tious, Barber writes lyrics that are
informed by philosophy and art, using a
self-styled vocabulary and unconventional
arrangements; after refining her style dur-
ing the ’90s, she released 2002’s Verse, one
of the best, most imaginative vocal efforts

in years. All of which apparently
impressed the John Simon Guggenheim

Memorial Foundation, which included
Barber among this year’s 184 winners
(culled from 3,200 applicants in the fields
of art, education, research and science).
The award is based on previous accom-
plishments and the promise of what the
winner will accomplish in the future. No
word on Barber’s cut, but the total
amount awarded this year is $6.75 mil-
lion. Barber plans to use the fellowship to
help her create a song cycle based on
Greek mythology. Expect to see that
upcoming project on Premonition/Blue
Note — she recently re-signed with the
label, which has issued most of her work
since 1994.

RECORD NEWS

Pat Metheny’s next album for
Warner Bros. Jazz will be a solo
effort entitled One Quiet Night.
Scheduled for a May 27 release,
the 12-song effort will feature
Metheny on baritone acoustic
guitar with no overdubs.
Advances have been slow in
coming because of a new
watermarking security precau-
tion that the label is institut-
ing, but, according to the label,
that release date is set in stone.
The curious can check out a
few tracks from the album by
going to wbjazz.com. The
newest release in Thirsty Ear’s
Blue Series Continuum will be
The Goodandevil Sessions. As
with its amazing predecessors,
Spring Heel Jack’s Masses and
Amassed, this Continuum will
feature Matthew Shipp,
William Parker, Roy
Campbell, Alex Lodico and
Josh Roseman improvising
while the production team of
Goodandevil and Miso dices
and splices, mixes and fixes.
Due out June 17, this totally
chill album is more of an elec-
tronic groove thing than the
sometimes willfully abstract
SHJ efforts. Goodandevil is a
Brooklyn collective that recent-
ly worked on Northern State’s

is the William Parker Violin
Trio’s Scrapbook. This will fea-
ture Parker, rhythmic soul
brother Hamid Drake on
drums and longtime friend
Billy Bang on violin. Parker’s
last album, Painter’s Spring,
charted for 25 weeks; with the
always energetic Bang on
board, this high-energy affair
should do just as well. ~ The
next Continuum project for
the Blue Series will be The
Sorcerer Sessions. Due out in
the fall, the album features

Shipp and his cohorts collabo-
rating with a select group of
classical musicians from such
forward-thinking
groups as Bang
On A Can All-
Stars. According
to Thirsty Ear
honcho Peter
Gordon, the
objective was to
free these gifted
artists from the
paper (sheet
music) they’re
typically tied to
and see what
happens when
they have to
improvise. The
folks at Ubiquity have just reis-
sued the Don Cunningham
Quartet’s Something For
Everyone. Originally recorded
and sold through the Playboy
Club in St. Louis, this 1965
album had an original limited
pressing of 500 copies.
Nonetheless, the song “Tabu”
(or “Taboo” — it’s spelled both
ways on the album) is regularly
sampled, and DJs have been
known to drop serious cash for
the vinyl, so here’s a way to be
both hip and cheap. Some
might also know Cunningham
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as a member of Johnny
Mathis’s band in the early ’60s,
but while some of the stuff
here is very Mathis-like, the
album (as the title suggests) is
incredibly varied. Louis
Armstrong’s legendary Hot
Fives And Sevens sessions have
been reissued on three individ-
ual discs with liner notes from
Jazz critic Gary Giddons.
Unlike the excellent and lavish

boxed set, there are no alter-
nate takes here, but the upside
is that these discs are priced at
mid-level, meaning that people
who didn’t want to drop the
cash for the box can now still
get this amazing music at a
reasonable price.

Smith sounds like he’s
having fun throughout, as he works his way through the material (as
opposed to dismissing it). The same could be said for Newman, as
well as guitarist/producer Doug Munro and up-and-coming
drummer Lafrae Sci, who all help make these tunes get up and dance.

ingles, Part II. After going on last week about how impor-

tant singles are (and were) to so many of us becoming fans

of our favorites, it’s time to hear from a few folks weighing
in on what they’re actively doing to bring ‘em back.

Jordan Katz, Arista, Sr. V.P. of Sales: Arista is committed to sup-
porting the single and we’ve given this a lot of thought. Among the
current challenges are depth of selection and the dedicated space at
retail to re-launch the configuration. In the case of DVD singles, if
we rack Avril Lavigne in the movie section, we’re targeting the wrong
customer. If we change the packaging from a clam shell to a jewel
case (which we have), we get in front of music consumers, but only if
they find it by accident in those stores that still don’t have singles sec-
tions. We have a good number of titles in there now, but it’s still diffi-
cult for retailers to section it. So, for now, they’re often prisoners of
the bins. If there gets to be 30 to 40 hit titles—that’s how you launch
a configuration. It’s more than a novelty with potential. In the mean-
time, we’re suggesting that while demand increases, stores consider
posting a list of current singles available. For singles to gain favor, the
traction has got to be widespread. Research shows that singles don’t
cannibalize album sales. We’ve shipped nearly 50k Avril singles with
no degradation in album sales.

Jim Urie, UMVD, President: I'm for it. As the retailers put it, they
are getting them somewhere, just not from us. Our labels are split,

with some releasing a lot and some doing it only because we are
encouraging them. We’ve been pretty aggressive about it, as has BMG.

Dominic Pandiscia, Virgin Records, Sr. Dir. Natl. Sales: We view
the pending release of singles by Stacie Orrico and Amanda Perez as
potentially important marketing tools in breaking these artists. The
retail community has been extremely vocal about the need for com-
mercial singles, particularly from artists that may have an appeal to a
younger demographic. We hope that the release of these singles will
help expose the depth of each full-length CD, hence ultimately driv-
ing the purchase of the full album.

Glen Ward, Virgin Megastores, CEO, N.A.: Virgin has always sup-
ported singles. In their absence, we’re selling more imports. This is
one of our reasons for taking up the cause—we’re short-changing the
customers. We're telling them, “Hear it on the radio, see it on TV and
come into the store so we can say, ‘sorry, don’t have it.” It’s not a coin-
cidence that when singles declined, so did album sales. Singles cus-
tomers are going online—they’ve been forced into that habit. As for
Virgin Megastores, we're going on the road, with other NARM mem-
bers and meeting with label heads to let them know we’re committed
to giving singles the space. I was speaking to Jordan Katz, [and I]
called him a “star” for his support of the single. His response was that
he wanted to be a “star in a constellation.” It’s going to be a long haul,
but it’s clear to us that the singles being put out there are selling.

Many kids
also agreed with the not-smart-
ass kid who said, “Why pay for a
song when I can get it for free?”

Do you download songs or
albums? Overwhelmingly,
they do songs (chances are, if
you moved up a few grades,
there would be more full CDs
downloaded). Hmmm, we
thought, maybe more available
singles could turn these kids
back into buyers—until we
asked them if they would pay

2.99 for a CD single.

How much is a CD worth?
Ten dollars seemed to be the
general consensus. Again, more
than a few were OK with the
current price of nothing. There
were many confused comments
about CD pricing: “How come
old CDs are expensive and new
ones are cheap?” They didn’t
know catalog from developing,
indie from major, or anything
else that you and I think cus-
tomers might understand — they
just knew they were too expen-

ou won'’t find the new Madonna

album at Stinkweeds. You won’t

find any Eminem albums. Hell,
good luck finding anything mainstream at
all. “We’re a really progressive-minded store
and most of the people who shop here really
value that,” says Stinkweeds owner Kimber
Lanning, who founded the store when she
was only 19. “They get tired of having to dig
through all the stuff they don’t care about.
We don’t even have any Beatles CDs. As old
as it gets is the Velvet Underground.”

Stocking only independent and import
releases, Kimber and the gang at Stinkweeds
take on the challenge of educating their cus-
tomers... and with basically no non-com-
mercial radio in the area, the task is quite
difficult. “The deregulation of radio has
made my job ten times harder,” says Kimber,
“because it is completely up to me at this
point to let people know what’s available.”

Q&A with Kimber Lanning,
owner, Stinkweeds

What local press affects sales most?
The New Times, our free weekly alternative

paper.

What radio station affects sales most?
None. Zero. It would be stunning if the radio
here was playing anything I have in stock.

Do you have in-stores?
We have a stage and a PA in the store.
Around 1995, we started doing shows.

About four years ago, I opened up a per-
forming arts space downtown called
Modified Arts where we have pretty much
moved all of the shows to. We will still do
in-stores here occasionally if Modified is
already booked or someone really wants to
play in the store. We also have acoustic
Fridays in the store,
every Friday afternoon
we have a singer-song-
writer play.

What is your most
effective program?
The listening stations,
no doubt. There are
times we have a line of
people waiting to get on
the listening stations.

What other programs
do you offer? Are any
of them discretionary?
Everything else is discre-
tionary. We have a really
large new release wall
and everything in it has a
handwritten description
underneath it. We also
have four two-tiered
stands on the front
counter that hold a total of eight new releas-
es. People know the releases displayed there
are what we are really pushing and highly
recommending. Otherwise, added-values do
really well for us.

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?

We tie Modified and Stinkweeds in together
through their respective Web sites, and the
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No, thank you, Kimber.

monthly calendar we put out at Modified
has a Stinkweeds ad. The first business
cards I ever made up for Modified said
“support Modified, shop Stinkweeds.”

What display materials work best for you?
We don’t do any displays. Instead, every
month we have one local
artist display their art-
work here. We have about
20 feet of wall space
available so, depending
on the size of their work,
it can be anywhere from
six to 20 pieces.

Luckily, they left Hanna’s
computer, no one was hurt and
the store soldiered on that
week, selling plenty of copies of
the White Stripes, Madonna
and local boys Boxelder.
Unfortunately there’s still plenty
of rebuilding to do.

“All of my gospel section [is
gone],” Skrobko says before
bursting into laughter over the
irony. “Good Christian people.”

Apple iTunes Store
Opens Its Virtual Doors
On April 29, Apple unveiled its
digital music service, the iTunes
Music Store, to what observers
are calling “an overwhelming
success,” according to Billboard.
In the service’s first week, it sold
over one million tracks at 99
cents apiece—including exclu-
sive material from U2, Eminem,
Sheryl Crow, Bob Dylan, Sting
and more. The songs can be pre-
viewed in 30-second spurts and
can be downloaded to an iPod.

A casual Strokes fan could walk
in for a 99-cent B-side and walk
out with a sack full of the
Libertines, the French Kicks,
Longwave, White Light
Motorcade and the Walkmen.
Look into your RSVP list, guys.

Mr. T Not Best Buy's Fool
Mr. T—best known as televi-
sion’s B.A. Baracus and inspira-
tion for a beloved mid-eighties
cereal—is finally doing what
we’ve all been wanting to do for
years... suing Best Buy! The
gold-chain-adorned TV tough
guy says the company made
unauthorized use of footage
from Rocky III, T’s 1982 break-
out flick, to sell its product.

The November 2000 ad
campaign in question featured a
scene where T and Sly Stallone
duke it out, with Best Buy alter-
ing the “noble and serious”
match by digitally removing
Stallone and replacing him with
a “middle-aged, balding, out-of-
shape” Best Buy salesman. (We
bet Best Buy is going to attempt
to digitally remove indie retail
next.

However, the folks at Hoodlums felt that the Donna show at ASU that evening—
sponsored by a big box competitor—had been under-promoted.

“Our first concern should be wanting to see good bands come to ASU and be
exposed to as many of our music-hungry kids as possible,” says Hoodlums co-owner
Steve Wiley. “While we would obviously prefer to be the retailer involved in any ASU
show, it is more important that the bands and their management get the message
that this can be a very good place to bring their developing bands for exposure.

“A week before the show, after some healthy debate—translation: [co-owner]
Kristian [Luce] talked me into it—we decided to put our effort into marketing the
show for the sake of the kids, the band and our label contacts,” Steve says. “We
put it in our weekly ad, on our marquees and in our E-mail to the customers. It may
have been too little, too late, but it was better than nothing; and in spite of possibly
helping a competitor, it felt pretty good... especially when the band was so cool.”
