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FILE-SHARERS
BEWARE

On June 17, Senator Orrin
Hatch (R-UT), chairman of the
Senate Judiciary Committee,
stated that he favors the devel-
opment of new technology that
would allow the destruction of
computers used to illegally
download music from the
Internet. The remarks came dur-
ing a hearing on copyright abuse
and methods to frustrate users
who illegally exchange music
and movie files online. It
remains unclear as to whether or
not Hatch actually wanted the
technology to be developed, or if
simply he made the remarks in
order to spur the industry into
doing more on its side to control
copyright infringement. During
the hearing, Randy Saaf of
MediaDefender, Inc. (a Los
Angeles-based company that
creates programs to interrupt
downloads) stated, “No one is
interested in destroying anyone’s
computer.” To which Hatch
retorted, “I'm interested,” before
going on to add, “[This] may be
the only way you can teach
somebody about copyrights.”
Sen. Hatch himself is a musical
composer who earned $18,000
last year in songwriting royalties.
In order for legislation allowing
the destruction of copyright-
infringers’ comput-
ers to be passed,
however, amend-
ments would have
to be made on past
laws that would
exempt copyright
owners from any
liability following
the destruction of a
computer. Most
experts believe that
this kind of legisla-
tion would not be plausible;
Orrin Kerr, a former Justice
Department prosecutor who
specialized in computer crimes,
believed that Congress would
not approve of the legislation
because of the possible risk of
innocent users having their sys-
tems mistakenly destroyed. A
day after the hearing, Hatch

stepped back slightly from his
remarks through a press release,
stating that he would not sug-
gest the creation of such tech-
nology “unless no moderate
remedies can be found.”

PRIVACY VS. PIRACY
In the RIAA’s ongoing battle to
force Verizon and other Internet
Service Providers (ISPs) to give
up the names of those engaging
in illegal file-sharing activity, the
issue has now moved on to the
U.S. Senate. The Senate
Commerce Committee will be
conducting a hearing on
whether the RIAA has the right
to demand the names of sub-
scribers suspected of pirating
intellectual property. Led by
Sen. Sam Brownback (R-KS),
the major phone companies and
ISPs want to force copyright
holders to file a lawsuit in order
to get the names of any offend-
ing parties, whereas the current
laws make those names avail-
able from a federal court clerk.
A Federal District Court
recently ruled in favor of the
RIAA and ordered Verizon to
give up the identities of two
alleged offenders; the U.S.
Court of Appeals also ruled in
favor of the RIAA. Verizon has
since given up the two cus-
tomers’ identities, while
Earthlink has
offered up one as
well. Meanwhile,
the RIAA sent
cease-and-desist
letters to all five
major ISPs this
week. Verizon had
contended that the
RIAA’s subpoena
was unconstitu-
tional because it
violated its cus-
tomers’ First Amendment and
free speech rights by “piercing
their anonymity.”

ROSEN TO STEP
DOWN FROM RIAA
Hilary Rosen, Chairman and
CEO of the RIAA, will step
down from her post effective
July 1. Rosen has been with the
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trade organization for 17 years,
being named CEO in 1998 and
adding the Chairman title in
2002. According to RIAA
President Cary Sherman, Rosen
will continue with the RIAA for
one year as a consultant to the
RIAA board and staff, with
Sherman himself acting as
interim CEO while searching
for Rosen’s successor. In the
meantime, Rosen has landed an

on-air position at CNBC as a
commentator, appearing once a
week on Squawk Box, Open
Exchange With Tyler Mathisen
and Capitol Report With Alan
Murray And Gloria Borger, to
discuss how political and regu-
latory issues impact the media,
entertainment and information
industries. Rosen stated, “I am
proud of the industry’s accom-
plishments in the last several
years, particularly as it has dealt
with the challenges of the digital
age. This has been an extraordi-
nary and wonderful experi-
ence... The organization could
not be in better hands with
Cary Sherman remaining with
RIAA and handling the transi-
tion. He is absolutely first-rate.”

Libertines land.

Known for a level of
volatility that hasn’t been seen
since the Sex Pistols, the British
band has already become infa-
mous for its brilliantly shambolic
performances, both onstage and
off. Now, despite the fact that its
debut album, Up The Bracket,
was only released a few months

Libertines

ago, co-frontman/guitarist Pete
Doherty has gone M. A. After
failing to show up for a string of
European dates, Doherty began
posting a series of scattered mes-
sages online, via www.
thelibertines.org, including this
post, which refers to Libertines
partner Carl Barat: “Having spo-
ken to Carlos, it is true — he
does not want to play with me in
my current ‘condition. ’'m not
sure what he means, but he’s
deadly serious and it’s settled...
It’s not happening anymore and
it’s the way it is. Fuck ’em.”
Meanwhile, as speculation con-
tinues as to exactly what sort of
“condition” Doherty is in, an
official statement from the band
has revealed that it will continue
to perform without him, even
back home in the UK. “The
Libertines are not splitting up
and their future is secure,” reads
the statement. “The Libertines
will be going ahead with their
U.K. tour, even though Peter
Doherty will not appear at the
shows. Peter is unwell and the
band are very concerned for his
well being. They have told him
out of concern for his health that
he needs to get better before he
can rejoin them. They also want

it to be known they fully sup-
port him through this difficult
time.” The group will play the
dates with a stand-in guitarist
named Nick (no last name
given), while sorting out its next
step. “It was an extremely diffi-
cult decision for Carl, Gary and
John to continue with the tour,
but they decided they would
proceed so as not to disappoint
their fans, who
they trust will
understand the
adverse situa-
tion they are
in,” concludes
the statement.
Dave Grohl
may take a
while to get
things done,
but he’s certain-
ly a man of his
word. The Foo
Fighter captain
has revealed
that his metal
side-project,
Probot — which he has been
talking about now for years — is
finally on the verge of reaching
the ears of the public. However,
Grohl is already warning fans
that this is a disc that won’t
appeal to everyone; in an
attempt to recreate the sounds of
the underground metal of the
’80s that had such a huge impact
on his life, the former-Nirvana
drummer has drafted in a host
of singers from that very era to
perform vocal duties on the
release, including Slayer’s Tom
Araya, Motorhead’s Lemmy
Kilmister and King Diamond.
Each track will feature a different
collaboration, with Zwan gui-
tarist Matt Sweeney and Foos
producer Adam Kasper round-
ing out the Probot lineup. The
record is currently being looked
at for a fall release through
Southern Lord Recordings. And
hey, maybe it did take a while,
but for someone as prolific as
Grohl, who has also provided his
talents to Queens Of The Stone
Age and Killing Joke, the fact
that he gets all of this stuff done
at all is pretty impressive. © So,
getting that Beatles Anthology on
DVD just wasn’t enough to sati-
ate your unquenchable thirst for

insight into the Fab Four phe-
nomenon? Well, for an unofficial
look inside the rise and fall of the
most famous rock 'n’ roll empire
in history, you can also pick up
Beatles — The Journey, a
DVD/CD combination package
now available from Music Video
Distributors. A chance to hear
the band members express
themselves through words rather
than song, the release is com-
prised of archival material,
including little-seen interviews
and newsreels that allow the
vibrant personalities of the four-
some to shine through. The doc-
umentary-style Journey takes
viewers from the earliest days of
the group, right up to modern
times, to paint an overall picture
of the full impact the Liverpool
lads had on our world, and how
strongly it continues to resonate
today. © “Iry and envision a
piece of software that will con-
nect you with one click to ween-
radio, ween.com, the Ween
forum, the Ween IRC chat chan-
nel, and a peer-to-peer file trad-
ing program that enables you to
download the concert you saw

the night before — throw in an
instant messaging client to talk
with the other fuckers who hap-
pen to be running the shits.”
This, of course, is from Gene and
Dean Ween, who are promising
fans something they have tenta-
tively dubbed WeenAmp, a new
application that will give you all
things Ween in one handy-dandy
package. The group hopes to
include this software on its new
CD, Quebec, due out Aug. 5
through Sanctuary. “It sounds
slightly tekky and geeky and all,”
continues the band on its official
Web site (www.ween.com), “but if
youre a Ween fan with a com-
puter (and that means not an
Apple computer), you'll be able
to have as much Ween as one
person can handle by running
this one app.” How much Ween
one person actually can handle
remains to be seen, but the band
promises that if the program
isn’t ready in time for inclusion
on the disc, it will be available
online for download.

Sedated by the blues, To Bring
You My Love slipped something
into the drink that fueled Miss
Polly Jean Harvey on previous
releases, allowing her to chew
on love instead of just cold,
damp sex, leaving glimpses of
hope in place of revenge and
ruby lips instead of a parched
maw. Lyrically severe beneath
the glamour, this album
marked the departure of
Harvey’s bandmates, Robert

Ellis and Stephen Vaughn, as well as producer Steve Albini;
focusing on her own growth as an artist, it showcased Harvey
on guitar, percussion and keyboards, in addition to her vocals
— which range from the frantic purrs of “C’Mon Billy” to the
signature howl of “Long Snake Moan.” Less abrasive on the
surface than its predecessors (Rid of Me and Dry), but just as
dark in essence, To Bring You My Love dripped sensual, melan-

One of these days, Super Furry
Animals are going to attempt
something so ambitious that
they’re going to crash and burn
just like Icarus. For now, howev-
er, the greatest bunch of sonic
surrealists to ever set forth from
the British Isles just continues to shock and amaze with its perfect-
ly bizarre blends of lush harmonies, magical melodies, electronic
over-and-undertones and complex song construction tactics. That
the Welsh wonders have paired their latest album with a simulta-
neous DVD release (sold separately), as they did with their last

Year Of The Rabbit (Elektra)
Ken Andrews is a musician’s
musician; he’s a production
wizard (Tenacious D,
B.R.M.C.), he fronted Failure
and On, and to his emphatic
fans, he can do no wrong. Lucky
for them, the prolific singer/gui-
tarist/songwriter has returned
with his latest band, Year Of The Rabbit, and its self-titled debut.
Recorded independently by the band in true D.LY. fashion and
written mostly by Andrews, Year Of The Rabbit is meticulously
produced and filled with plenty of Andrews’s cyclonic guitars
(listening to the album, you can almost see them swirling) and
his unmistakable vocals. Big, loud, harmonious and quick, the
disc moves with guitars gathering speed in front of loud, sparse
drums, with Andrews’s standoffish lyrics and vocals, ranging
from conversational to long, wailing in perfect affinity with the
music.

too, because Evolution Of Energy pumps tirelessly from start-to-
finish; wrapping anarchy, punk rock, and calls to action in a left-
of-center rock package, the disc calls to mind Jane’s Addiction as
much as it does System Of A Down and At The Drive In — but
with more of an appreciation for pop. The album is a bit too
polished to garner real comparisons to Refused or the
(International) Noise Conspiracy, but “Love And Chaos,”
“Annihilation Of Generations” and “Boys And Girls” do let out
piercing rebel yells that smack of vintage Who. And while it’s not

The Violet Hour (Merge)
With dreamy, subtle melodies,
London’s Clientele reveals itself
as the progeny of British psyche-
delia on The Violet Hour.
Between shimmering, breezy
interludes and the recurring
chimes of church bells, singer
Alasdair MacLean whispers gen-
tly of truth and yearning, careful-
ly treading the line between the real and the surreal. With lyrics
recalling the best of Leonard Cohen’s pontifications and the
descriptive beauty of Ezra Pound, MacLean gracefully explores
everyday longing. On the opening title track, after relaying a story
of lost love, MacLean repeats the line, “So that summer came and
went/ And I became cold” — and in recalling fading romance, he
sets things up for the collection of bittersweet nostalgia that fol-
lows. The disc is mixed so delicately that only repeated listening
reveals its nuances, such as the reverberated string scratches
between the cleverly descending cadences of “Porcelain” and the
backwards guitar tracks on “Everybody’s Gone.” And while The
Violet Hour may bring to

mind faint echoes of flowers Love, Leonard Cohen, The

Death Connection (Kanine)
The music of Brooklyn’s The
Flesh has been pinned with an
R&B label that supposedly
describes its heavy use of beats,
which are juxtaposed with dark
and driving rock. But while The
Flesh does rely on synth beats,
it’s in more of an ESG, post-
= punk sense. Instead, it’s the

group’s rock — showy and hip on the surface, yet lyrically com-
plex — that’s the dominating sound on this four-song debut.
The title track highlights The Flesh’s penchant for symbolism —
throughout the disc, the topics of death, love, religious salvation,
and sultry sex are all addressed. “Love” actually works its way
through every single one of these themes; after a death
metaphor (“Wringing my heart... until all my blood is gone”),
singer Nathan Halpern calls for booty in an interesting way: “I'm
down on the floor/ I'm begging for more/ I want to be the glory
of the coming of the Lord.”

ocated on the small campus of Saint
L Mary’s College, Moraga, California’s

KSMC is a radio station with a rich 50-
year history — a history that almost came to an
end because of a few bad apples. In the spring of
2001, KSMC was ordered off the air indefinitely
while school officials began a cleanup of what
can only be politely referred to as a “less than
ideal” station administration.

In College Radio, rules being broken is not
an uncommon occurrence, with discipline usu-
ally handled by a vigilant executive board that
can police its staff simply by listening to the sta-
tion. But when apathy besieges a college station
and accusations of drug use, theft, credit card
fraud and other dubious activities swirl around
the General Manager, the repercussions aren’t
going to be pretty. KSMC was on the brink of
disaster because of just such a person, and when
a DJ broadcasting from the school’s quad decid-
ed to use inappropriate language on the air, the
station hit its lowest point since being founded

dent just happened to be tuned in at the time.
This was the last straw. Saint Mary’s administra-
tors decided to take a long, hard look at the
future of KSMC. Their ponderings started with
a trip to the station.

“The place looked like a head shop in Bali,”
jokes Alex Green, a Saint Mary’s alum and cur-
rent faculty advisor to the station. “The music
library looked like it had been robbed, then
robbed again. I couldn’t believe the mess it had
become. And the staff in charge had let all the
technical aspects of running a radio station slide
by the wayside. It was pretty bad”

Green, also an English teacher at the
school, has many fond memories of working at
KSMC as Music Director, so he went to bat for
the station without hesitation. He convinced
administrators that the wrongs could be made
right, if he was given the chance to clean house
— both figuratively and literally.

“When I left in 1992,” says Green,
“[KSMC] was a fully functioning, bright and
exciting College Radio station. The summer
they shut KSMC down, I basically gutted the
station, literally throwing everything away, and
started over again. I wanted to recreate the sta-
tion in the image that I left it.”

In order to make KSMC what it once was,

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Green needed to put some people in place that
could be trusted with the enormous job of
rebuilding it. He called on DJ Kira Swain and
asked if she’d like to up her role at the station to
being the one in charge.

“Kira was a former student of mine,”
explains Green. “She’s bright, very energetic and
loves music. She had already been involved in
the station, and I thought it would be a great
move for her, in terms of her maturing process,
to give her a position of power and allow her to
grow into it — and she definitely did.”

The Business-major graciously accepted
Green'’s offer; she had been a part of the station
since her freshman year and welcomed the chal-
lenge. Swain’s experience at Saint Mary’s would-
't seem complete without her time at KSMC —
with a healthy appetite for punk-rock, almost
everything on the Lookout! Records roster, and
David Lee Roth-era Van Halen, she had joined
the station in order to meet people with the
same taste in music. Swain had witnessed first-
hand all the accusations that revolved around
the former General Manager, and nothing could
please her more than to help turn things around.

“The station was on a slide,” comments
Swain. “But a strong GM would have been able
to bring it back up. One of the many problems
was just apathy, and a willing GM would have
been able to rally the troops. The people were



willing. I know the people were willing, but
because we weren’t offered any direction, we
couldn’t coordinate things or put anything

together. I just watched the station fall apart.”

At the time she was brought in by Green,
Swain was heading into her junior year and was
easily able to traverse the proper channels to
become the station’s Program Director and
General Manager — two positions she’d shoul-
der throughout a pretty tough year. Not only
was she learning a lot about running a radio
station, but she was also trying to earn a level
of respect from the returning veteran air staft.

“I had to be pretty rotten with the DJs
my first two semesters as GM/PD,” remembers
Swain. “Because that’s where a lot of the trou-
ble gets started. I was constantly checking out
the radio to catch them on air”

In order to prevent anything that could
get the station yanked off the air, Swain insti-
tuted a few noticeable changes immediately.

“I created and instituted the DJ contract
and the Code Agreement,” she explains. “These
documents served two purposes: one was to
familiarize the DJs with KSMC’s rules and reg-
ulations, and the other was to create a binding
contract with the station, so that the DJs
understood that KSMC was very serious about
its protocol. We had to be, because one more
mistake and KSMC would be closed for good. I
also added a brief overview of the forbidden
words, which included the FCC words and
KSMC’s words.”

Getting everybody on the same page in
terms of on-air conduct was only one of many
adversities facing Swain and the new executive
staff. “Our first year was a little rough,” she
remembers. “Our biggest hurdle was getting
over how to do day-to-day things. We were try-
ing to work together as a station and trying to
figure out how we were supposed to do every-
thing, because we had no formal training.
From things as simple as just getting our mail
or setting up our voicemail to reestablishing
our record label contacts and knowing the nec-
essary steps to having a band perform on cam-
pus — those are just a few of the many things
we had to figure out.”

Fortunately, Swain wasn’t alone in her
crusade; Barbara Cowart joined on as Swain’s
assistant before eventually taking over as the
Promotions Director. Green also tapped
Anthony Holder to become the Music
Director, and thanks to Green imparting his
own experiences from the position, Holder was
able to excel at it. Stephen Pelligrini was
brought in as the Operations Manager,
“because of his knowledge of the equipment,”
says Swain. Bridget Cordaway was eventually
brought in as Program Director to ease Swain’s
workload, and Noel Cilker, who will replace
Swain as GM next year, was brought on board
to help Holder with music. Meanwhile, the
only returning member from the previous

administration was Sports Director Denny
Bulcao.

To bring the station up from the level that
it had sunk to under the previous GM, Swain
and her staff’s accomplishments became a
series of small victories. Under their adminis-
tration, DJs knew their boundaries; they held
bi-weekly staff meetings; bands played on cam-
pus; a charity CD called Something New For
Your Old Radio was pressed; an automated
jukebox kept the station on 24 hours a day; the
station’s rating among students soared (Saint
Mary’s decides the rating based on student sur-
veys and staff interviews); and it upped its
image within the community with regular
tours for local Cub Scouts. And, perhaps most
importantly, Saint Mary’s will be proud to
watch KSMC turn 60 in just four years.

“Kira is one of those people that, if
something needed to get done, and it needed

to get done at three in the morning, she
would be there,” explains Green. “It was quite
a victory when she turned KSMC around. It’s
like taking a last place team into the playoffs!”
When we look at College and
Community Radio, it’s easy to lose sight of
the smaller stations that may not be as influ-
ential, but work just as hard to make their sta-
tion the best that it can be. Another day of
running things smoothly can be just as
rewarding as being the first station in America
to play a new record, to book a really big con-
cert, or to raise $100,000 for a fund drive.
“KSMC made St. Mary’s worth it to me,”
exclaims Swain. “That’s how much I love the
station. There was a lot of hard work, frustra-
tion and a few gray hairs, but on the whole, it
made my college experience. If I could do it

over, I would do even more!” NIIVIR

ARTIST SPOTLIGHT

fter more than 25 years
of playing with other
musicians (most notably

with the Pat Metheny Group and the
Pat Metheny Trio), famed Jazz gui-
tarist Pat Metheny surprised many
longtime fans with his latest release, a solo acoustic effort called One
Quiet Night, which spotlights the use of the baritone guitar. On the
phone from his parents’ home in Lee’s Summit, Missouri, where he
was born and raised, Metheny did such a great job of discussing the
record, we decided let him give the lowdown on it himself.

Was this an album that you felt you just needed to do?

This record sort of just slipped out. There was no planning. I had no
intention of releasing any record at all at this point in time. It was at
the end of the period where we made the last Pat Metheny Group
record [Speaking Of Now). As is usually the case, we spend a fair
amount of time making our records — recording, mixing, picking the
album cover and trying to think of song titles. That whole process
takes about six months to do a set of eight or nine tunes. As that
process was drawing to an end, I got this new piece of gear — nothing
fancy, just a Mac that you could record on and then burn a CD. And I
thought, “T’ve just spent six months working on this one CD. I've got
the night off tonight, and my new burner and Mac. I'm gonna make
three CDs tonight. I'm just gonna fill them up with music.”

And the baritone guitar comes in where?

A couple of hours before I decided to do it, I had picked up this bari-
tone guitar that I really hadn’t been playing much. Then I remembered
this way of tuning that this guy from Lee’s Summit, Missouri used to
tune his guitar. He tuned it low like a baritone, which is down a fifth.
He left the middle two strings up an octave. So, basically, you've got the
top two strings as a middle register, the middle two strings as a high
register, and the bottom two strings as a very low register. The interval-
lic relationship between the strings is the same, but in different octaves,
which means the notes youre looking for are in the same place, but
you just have different octaves. It sets up a situation where it’s like you
have three parallel guitars. It really sets up a whole different way of
thinking. So I strung up the guitar that way and I immediately was
into that world. I hit record and just started playing.

So you filled the CDs.

Yeah. Then I did the process of transferring from the program to the
CD and so I had these CDs. I took them out on the road with me
shortly after that. I didn’t listen to them at all immediately afterwards.
As we were traveling around, every night, I'd pick one of them after
the gig and listen to it as I was cooling out. It was sort of what I
thought it was — real simple playing. It was really just for me, some-
thing to just take out and listen to. Then I started really liking some of
it. If had set out trying to play that way, I couldn’t have played quite
like that. I started to make notes of what I liked. Then, when the tour
was over, about a year later, once I was back home in my work envi-
ronment at home, I went back to the program and downloaded my
personal favorites and made a CD of that. It was about 45 minutes. I
thought, “This is something; it’s really a different way of playing for
me.” But it didn’t seem like a complete record, so I set up the same
way and recorded four more conventional tunes: “Last Train Home,”

which was a tune I'd been playing all year on that guitar on tour. I’'d
now fallen in love with that guitar. Then I picked three tunes that
were real favorites of mine: “Ferry Cross The Mersey,” “My Song” and
the Jesse Harris tune “Don’t Know Why?” Then I added two new
tunes, because I thought it needed more wrist action [strumming]:

“Song For The Boys” and “Over On Fourth Street.”

The sound and textures you come up with are really interesting.
There’s a lot of fertile ground there. The second song on the album,
“Song For The Boys,” which is a song I sort of wrote for the guitar,
has that opening string strumming thing that I like so much. But
with the baritone guitar, you have a lot more keys that you can go
to. I think I go through, like, seven or eight keys in that tune that all
involve ringing open strings. Usually you have three or four — or
five, if you stretch it on conventional guitar. With that guitar, you
can always go one or two steps further in range.

Are you planning on touring behind this?

It’s funny, I never thought too much about playing solo. I was always
so involved in the group and playing in the trio and in different situ-
ations with other people. It’s not that the solo environment didn’t
appeal to me; it just never came up. I just toured with Charlie Haden
and I started out each night playing 35 or 40 minutes solo, and I real-
ly, really enjoyed it. I've played a tune or two here and there, but
that’s it. I was mostly using the baritone guitar, but I also like playing
nylon string guitar and even electric, so I will probably do something
like a solo tour or part of the concert in the next couple of years.

Is it true that this was sort of your creative response to the
events of 9/11?

I never set out to do a particular song because something had hap-
pened, but I also believe that everything that happens affects the
way you hear and feel things. 9/11 impacted everyone’s life, particu-
larly for those of us who live in or near New York City, and not in
an abstract way. This stuff was recorded in an interesting period —
it was after the event, but before we started bombing in
Afghanistan. But, to me, that little window of time was something
really special, because it seemed that, for a month or two, no one
was black, Puerto Rican, Chinese or anything like that. Race was a
non-issue. It was all about being there in the city and dealing with
it. Then, when the bombing happened, I realized that things were
back to normal. But for a while there, I had hoped that maybe there
was going to be a new way to deal with this kind of conflict.

Poison The Well designed the template for most of
today’s melodic metalcore acts, spawning countless
copycats in the process. The band’s last two efforts,
1999’s The Opposite Of December...A Season Of Separation and
2002’s Tear From The Red, are genre essentials, but no one is going to
argue that those albums were constructed of memorable parts,
rather than complete, efficiently executed songs; you knew when to
rock out and when to sing along. Conversely, the Florida quintet’s
major label debut, You Come Before You, is truly greater than the sum
of its parts. Poison The Well enlisted Pelle Henricsson and Eskil
Lovstrom, the team that helmed Refused’s now classic The Shape Of
Punk To Come, to produce the new effort, resulting in the band’s
most focused, inventive and “think outside the box” disc to-date.
Everything here is big; Jeffrey Moreira’s vocals have blossomed to
their full capacity, while songs like “Ghostchant,” “For A Bandaged
Iris” and “Apathy Is A Cold Body” — easily the fastest, most punk-
style songs PTW has ever attempted — are lush and fluid. Both
diehard and casual fans will be pleasantly surprised.

Haymaker (Trustkill)

For those unfamiliar with boxing jargon, a “haymaker” is a last-ditch,
give it your all blow, one designed to either maim or kill your oppo-
nent. That’s a fitting term for Throwdown’s music, which is moshcore
so brutish that it’s barely street-legal. Haymaker administers chugga-
chugga breakdowns that would make Hatebreed smile, while pound-
your-chest sing-a-longs espouse straightedge dogma. Guitarist Dave
Peters and vocalist Keith Barney (also of Eighteen Visions) played
musical chairs and swapped posts here, but there’s not much of a dif-
ference, as Throwdown’s skewering riffs and pugnacious vocals
remain fully intact; the band even recuts tunes from last year’s Face
The Mirror EP, as well as “Raise Your Fist” from 2000’s Drive Me
Dead. While sister act Eighteen Visions is all style and flash,
Throwdown is all blood and bone. This band is as severe as a gaping
headwound and Haymaker throws punches unapologetically.

(In case you didn’t know, that stands for
“Recommended If You Like,” so save that factoid to your mental hard
drive for future reference.) Sure, the bands listed there are rather dis-
parate, but Transport League imports traits from each of them into its
own sound. The League’s last album, 2000’s Satanic Panic, smacked of
Motorhead and Clutch (in fact, Transport League jacked its name
from Clutch’s 1993 debut, Transnational Speedway League), whereas
Grand Amputation slams the breaks on the dirty rock vibe and jacks
up the grooves and the “grrr” factor, resulting in heavy rock that culls
as much from Pro-Pain as it does late-period Earth Crisis.

azz has gone through

many changes; from

the very beginning, it
picked up influences and incor-
porated them to push the music
in new directions. It doesn’t
have the hipster-cool cache it
had decades back, but there
have been some interesting
mutations in recent years.
Commercially speaking, the
remarkable successes of St.
Germain, Verve Remixed, Us3
and Erik Truffaz have gotten

Jazz imprints into the dance
clubs. Now Roy Hargrove sits at
the top of the charts with his
neo-soul-Hip-Hop-new-Jazz
thing. But while Hargrove is a
trained Jazz musician who
knows music theory and can
hang at a late-night jam session
playing just about anything,
there are others out there work-
ing outside the Jazz scene who
still do forward-looking work
that shares some interesting
aesthetic commonalities with
Jazz, while offering some new
ideas for the music’s future.
Certain releases from the
Thirsty Ear Blue Series (Spring
Heel Jack, DJ Spooky’s
Optometry and Antipop
Consortium) are pointing the
way to new sounds. The latest is
The Goodandevil Sessions, which

features the production team of
Goodandevil recontextualizing
riffs and beats provided by
Matthew Shipp and other Jazz
musicians involved in his ongo-
ing Blue Series recordings. The
approach is similar to that used
on Spring Heel Jack’s Masses
and Amassed, but Goodandevil
shy away from SHJ’s abstract
leanings in favor of noirish
grooves that you can nod your
head to. The production guys
may not know the Jazz canon,
but they defi-
nitely have
caught the
spirit and cre-
ativity inher-
ent in the
original Jazz
source materi-
al and made it
something
that could
easily be
played at the
ultra-hip
Eighteenth
Street Lounge.
Not much is known about this
production team, but they have
made music that is elegant,
moody and beautiful.

Ninja Tune has also put out
some Jazz-related material over
the course of the illustrious
label’s existence. Who can forget
those slammin’ Buddy Rich
samples used so well to swing
Amon Tobin’s Permutation in
1998? Two recent efforts from
the label are Jaga Jazzist and
Cinematic Orchestra.

Cinematic Orchestra’s Man
With A Movie Camera is a live
recording of a soundtrack the
group made for the 1929 Dziga
Vertov-directed movie of the
same name. Who better to do a
soundtrack than a project that
calls itself Cinematic Orchestra?
Still, it’s hard to believe that this

is the musical accompaniment
to a movie about an average
worker in the Soviet Union —
it just doesn’t seem like life
would be this hip-sounding for

Amon Tobin

a worker back then.
Nonetheless, the soundtrack is
very good, filled with acoustic
upright bass, drums and per-
cussion, violins, samples, key-
boards and horns. Since it was
recorded live and not remixed,
the live instrumentation isn’t all
that far from Jazz and could
easily be integrated into a set
with E.S.T., the Bad Plus, or
even something from the Thrill
Jockey label.
The players take
occasional solos,
but this is most-
ly an album of
dynamics, where
they stick close
to groove,
bringing the
intensity up and
down without
venturing out-
ward.

Jaga Jazzist’s The Stix, mean-
while, is livelier than the mellow
sounds of Movie Camera. The
Norwegian 10-piece group
prides itself on its mix of mem-
bers from the rock, Jazz, elec-
tronic and experimental scenes

of its homeland, giving listeners
a broad kaleidoscopic sonic
reach that incorporates ideas
from artists as varied as Aphex
Twin and Charles Mingus, with
Tortoise at the fulcrum. A bit of
levity worked its way into the
album as well, with the “I Could
Have Killed Him In The Sauna”
title being something that can
only be chalked up to
Norwegian humor. This one
will be a bit more difficult to
slot into a conventional Jazz
radio set, but this is certainly an
album worth further investiga-
tion, particularly for those who
enjoy the genre’s outer reaches.
For those looking for a sexy
groove with roots in early ’70s
Jazz fusion, Washington, D.C’s
Aubergine 3 seems to have
everything nailed down tight.
Nothing too complex, In All
Things Modulation (Transistor)
has some laid-back riffing from
guitars, flutes, samples, vibra-
phone and keyboards that rides
the electric bass and live drum
grooves. The album segues from
one track to the next and gener-
ally spoon-feeds ideas to the lis-
tener rather than following Jaga

Jazzist’s style of throwing them
out there at a dizzying rate.
Probably the most funk-orient-
ed of the bunch, this will work
for chillin’, knockin’ boots, or
even for a low-energy stroll on
the dance floor.

Garnier has been
denied entry into the United
States for a series of gigs. The
French DJ posted a letter on his
Web site (www.laurentgarnier.
com), insisting that the United
States government is preventing
him from obtaining the neces-
sary visa to enter the country.

RPM Q&A: KLUTE

Not to be confused with the industrial pro-
ducer of the same name, London, England’s
Klute (a.k.a. Tom Withers) is one of the most
revered drum ’n’ bass producers on the cir-
cuit. After starting his musical career as the
drummer for punk rock band the Stupids,
Withers traded in his mohawk for breakbeats
and soon produced two of the best d’n’ b
records to date: 1999’s Casual Bodies and
2000’s Fear Of People. Klute’s newest and most
ambitious release, Lie Cheat And Steal/You
Should Be Ashamed, pairs his newest and most
structured songs with Detroit-inspired elec-
tronica, keeping his place amongst the drum
‘n’ bass elite secure.

How did you make the transition from punk
rock drummer to one of the most highly
regarded drum 'n’ bass producers?

I just got fed up with punk because it got to a
point of being old. So, I took a musical jour-
ney into the heavy metal crossover path of
Slayer and Rush. Then I got into music like
the Happy Mondays and 808 State, so it was a
slow progression. The thing that attracted me
to making electronic music was that I was
interested in making music at home, which I
couldn’t do in a band.

How do you explain the renewed interest in
drum ’'n’ bass?

I think the Internet may have played a big hand
in exposing people to it. Drum ’n’ bass is proba-
bly the most D.LY. of all music scenes, and
there’s quite a large online community that I
don’t really think there is for other kinds of
dance music.

What have you been doing with your label,
Commercial Suicide?

Commercial Suicide exists for me to release my
own music and other music that I think is great.
It’s not supposed to be a hit-based label. I feel
that some labels hold back until they find what
they think is a hit and will sell great, whereas I
just put out records that I feel have substance,
regardless of sales potential. 'm not so much
into grabbing hold of artists that are already
established on other labels; 'm more into
putting out music from like-minded people, or
people that I think are really good.
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“Candy Ass” is both one of your biggest
tracks and a term that has been made
famous by wrestler The Rock. How did you
come up with that name?

[Laughs] I used the title in a derogatory sense,
which would be the American sense — you
know, sort of cheap. A lot of the time, tracks get
named when they get saved to computer at the
file stage. It’s just one of those things where it’s
hard to see where the track is going so you just
name it anything. It’s funny, Charles Mingus,
the Jazz guy, used to do the same thing. He
ended up naming his tracks total nonsense or
numerals or strange combinations of letters or
numbers.

Who is an up-and-coming artist we should
be on the lookout for?

This guy Amit from England is really good. He’s
coming from a digital-inspired sound and is
doing something with a slightly ethnic influence.

n its surface, “Kids these days!” appeared to be the

theme at the heart of Carl Singmaster’s comments last

week (see “Speak Out” below). Carl who, after trucking
it to Charleston for the annual WAVF concert, concluded that “an
entire generation no longer reveres music at all” In many ways,
Carl is dead on. Those kids exist; we know them. They’re not new.
Those for whom music “is never more than ancillary to a primary
activity” are, of course, the ongoing byproduct of both the corpora-
tions who make pop-culture products for mass consumption and
the result of how they subsequently market them.

This isn’t a rant on Corporate America or the music we’re deliv-
ered by it. The early entrepreneurs of the music business grew up in
the same era as the McDonald brothers, Carl Karcher and the
developing American freeway (thank you, Eric Schlosser). The
whole idea behind becoming a corporation, then and now, was to
feed, clothe, move and entertain as many as you could—the nature
of the capitalist beast we’re part of. But although it brings we music
snobs hours of fun poking fun at those hapless saps rolling in to
buy Britney or Burger King, it all seems a bit too conveniently black
and white to really turn our noses up when push comes to shove
(not what Carl was suggesting by the way)—and a bit pointless.

When you read comments like the interoffice memo reportedly
from Disney/ABC man Michael Eisner (thanks, CIMS’s Scott
Register)—“We have no obligation to make history. We have no

obligation to make art. We have no obligation to make a statement.
To make money is our only objective”’—you wonder if you should
leave the line for Finding Nemo you just got in. But really, com-
ments like Eisner’s are what we’ve come to expect. Were certainly
bummed out by them, but no longer surprised by them. Those
remarks are part of what makes up and sustains the great myth of
the Corporation. The truth of the matter is, that’s the easy criti-
cism. There are a lot of good people in this business, who do care
about music and who are not mere extensions of their own Eisners’
heads. The real trench work the Eisners of the world force many to
work in are still populated by people who care about what they do
and care about the music that keeps them there.

That being said, people who listen to music like they buy gum are
not people I'm usually drawn to. I can like them, they’re nice people
and all, they even have nice homes, nice kids, nice pets and plants; but
songs make the backbone that has carried me through all life’s pains
and joys. So I can’t entirely relate. Music is not the background score
for many of us reading or writing this magazine, it’s the upfront
soundtrack that drives the action. As quaint or even pathetic as it
might sound, many of life’s pivotal moments for me are not ones that
have come accompanied by music—they have been, more often than
not, pivotal moments about music. Fortunately, there’s so much
amazing music that continues to roll down, both from atop the cor-
porate mountain and from the indie springs below. Stay tuned.

never put out a full-length album.

However, the regional success of
the Northeastern Pennsylvania rockers
allowed more than one of their singles to
sneak into the lower regions of the
Billboard chart... and provided Joe
Nardone Sr. the capital to start Gallery Of
Sound. The first store “was the size of the
office I sit in now;” says Joe Nardone Jr., vice
president of the now-11-store-strong
Quaker State chain. “I remember standing
on a stool to run the register as a small kid.”

Now an adult and key player in the family
biz, Joe Jr. says Gallery Of Sound competes
pretty hard. “We built this thing on customer
service,” Joe says, “and besides fighting on
price and selection and everything else that’s
out there, we have an edge in service.”

Q&A with Joe Nardone Jr., vice
president, Gallery Of Sound

What local press affects sales most?
Because we are in so many markets, we put
out our own magazine, Stereo-Type. We
produce 20,000 each month. About 4,000
get mailed out to customers and the
remaining 16,000 are bag-stuffed and dis-
tributed at the most popular movie theater
chain in the area, Cinemark, in their lob-
bies. As far as outside print goes, there are
two weeklies that cover about 90 percent of
our stores, the Weekender and Electric City.

What radio station affects sales most?
WBSX, an active rock station, reaches about 90
percent of our stores, so they affect us the most.

Do you have in-stores? Do you have a PA?
We do as many as we can. Recently we had
Zakk Wylde and Third Eye Blind; we’ve also
had Cave-In, Staind, Disturbed and
Godsmack. Our most memorable in-store
was having Drowning Pool play in the
parking lot. It was an off-day for Ozzfest
two years ago and they couldn’t get a show,
so we set up a stage outside the store and
we had a couple thousand people there.

What is your most effective program?
Our listening stations, which hold 25 titles
each month.

Joe Nardone, Jr. sells the latest Blur.

What other programs do you offer? Are
any of them discretionary?

If a band is at the level of rock airplay, we do
really well when we run spots on WBSX.
There’s advertising in Stereo-Type and we have
all the Music Monitor Network programs.

What types of non-traditional promo-
tions have worked best?

We do tons of venue sales. We work with the
Staircase (Pittston), Tinks (Scranton),
Scranton Cultural Center and the Kirby
Center (Wilkes-Barre), but we’ll go pretty

much anywhere. Aside from having Stereo-
Type in Cinemark, we do a lot of other cross-
promotions with them, especially when there
is a big movie with a big soundtrack. Just
recently we had a big stand up in their lob-
bies for Daredevil, advertising the soundtrack
being on sale at Gallery of Sound.

What display materials work best for you?
We have a few lightbox programs—internal
ones and MMN ones—and I like the way
those look. We have pretty big boards—
anywhere from 2°x3’ to 4'x4’—and some-
times it’s disappointing how little stuff gets
sent to the stores. It’s great when there are
employee incentives, like with some sort of
chainwide display contest.

What records are your current and all-
time favorites?

The Libertines’ Up the Bracket and the
Clash’s London Calling.

What's the first record you bought? Where?
The first record I am remember listening to
was the Beatles’ Yellow Submarine.

What'’s the best concert you've attended?
Pearl Jam at the Wetlands in NYC, August
1991. It was a show during the New Music
Seminar—remember that? The band was
signed to Epic, but Ten was not yet released.
A friend of mine at Epic urged me to come
out to see the band... you know the hype.
This time the hype was right. It was the
most amazing show I had ever witnessed.
Eddie was swinging from the low-ceiling
rafters and was totally possessed. I was
transformed into an instant fan.

The culprit
broke in, grabbed two cash
drawers and sailed out the bat-
tered business with a stealthily
acquired armload of riches... a
total of $37 in loose change.

“Of course we don’t keep cash
in the drawers at night. No
stores do. Anyone that thinks
they do is sadly mistaken,” says
Erik Courson, Good’s co-
owner/head clerk/buyer/floor-
sweeper. “There was just a line
of change out the door.”

While Good doesn’t seem to be
crying over a measly $37—an
amount that couldn’t even buy
two list price Linkin Park
CDs—the two cash drawers
had a net worth of $200 and
the broken window will cost
$300 to repair.

“It would’ve been nice if they
took a stack of Grandaddy
CDs,” Courson says, “maybe
get turned on to some good
music.”

While CMJ Retail rarely con-
dones violence, whoever broke
into Good Records better
watch their ass. No matter how
deep their crew runs, we guar-
antee the Polyphonic Spree—
led by Good co-owner Tim
DeLaughter—runs even deep-
er. You haven’t felt pain until
you've been beaten down by 24
dudes in robes.

Dead Men Smell No
Sales?

Sure your store caters to the
college student, the working
stiff, the kiddies and the old
folks. But how many dead peo-
ple are coming into your store?
Well, unless you can pull Lou
Reed for an in-store, probably
none... and you're missing out!

According to BBC News, songs
by Bette Midler, Celine Dion
and Robbie Williams are the
most popular tunes played at
UK funerals. The Co-
Operative Group’s Funeral
Service—which has 560 outlets
across the UK—has reported
an increase in requests for pop
music at wakes.

Tower Records chain—recently
put on the auction block—
announced a wider third quar-
ter loss and restated income
for its first two quarters.

Tower’s third quarter financials
show they lost $13.8 million
on sales of $122 million in the
third quarter, which ended on
April 30. Comparatively, Tower
lost $8.6 million during last
year’s third quarter, when sales
were at $137.5 million.

Tower also restated the results
of its first and second fiscal
quarters—eliminating the only
profitable quarter that Tower
posted in three years.
Originally, Tower posted a
first-quarter profit of $23 mil-
lion, due to the $37.4 million it
made after selling its Japanese
chain for $124 million. But the
equations were bungled due to

the reclassification of the
Japanese subsidiary’s
accumulated comprehensive

loss—and now Tower shows a
loss of $1.1 million for its first
fiscal quarter.

CMJ REPORTING GUIDELINES

CMJ Airplay Reporters must submit reports weekly, via the online interface
located at www.cmj.com, prior to 2 p.m. (ET) every Tuesday afternoon,
abiding to the following guidelines:

“Adds” are the new and current albums that a CMJ Airplay Reporter makes available
for airplay and reasonably expects will receive airplay during the forthcoming week.

o Albums reported in a CMJ Airplay Reporter’s Top 30 playlist must represent the 30
most played current albums on the station during the preceding week. Because we
are a “new” music publication whose charts are album-based, reporting re-currents
(or recordings more than a year old) or singles is not necessary.

Airplay reports that do not correlate with actual airplay, also known as “paper adds,
are not permitted under any circumstances.

When CMJ cannot vouch for the accuracy of an artist and/or recording on a station’s airplay
report (we do so by investigating our own internal database, searching the Internet and/or
consulting with online music retailers), the listing in question will remain in its position on
the playlist, however it will be preceded by an asterisk, as in *Beatles, to designate that it could
not be verified at press time. CMJ will then utilize all available resources to verify the unverified
listing either prior to the week's reporting close or before the next week's reporting period commences.
