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EFF LETS THE
MUSIC PLAY
On July 1, the Electronic
Frontier Foundation, a watch-
dog group working to protect
the public’s digital rights,
unveiled its “Let the Music Play”
campaign for a legitimate peer-
to-peer file-sharing network.
Following the RIAA’s announce-
ment that, as part of its anti-
piracy activities, it intends to file
thousands of lawsuits against
individuals suspected of offering
a “substantial” number of digital
music files online for file-shar-
ing, the EFF will place advertise-
ments in several magazines
explaining its own position and
inviting consumers to join it in
the quest for a file-sharing
model “that fairly compensates
artists while supporting music
lovers.” The ads propose that
users are tired of being treated
like criminals, while referring to
record labels as “bullies.”
“Copyright law is out of step
with the views of the American
public and the reality of music
distribution online,” said EFF
Executive Director Shari Steele.
“Rather than trying to sue peo-
ple into submission, we need to
find a better alternative that gets
artists paid while making file-
sharing legal.” More informa-
tion, including an article
explaining “how to not get sued
for file-sharing” is available at
www.eff.org.

DONATIONS SOLVE
STUDENT’S RIAA
SETTLEMENT
Jesse Jordan, the 19-year-old
Long Island native who was one
of four college students sued by
the RIAA for copyright
infringement for running a
search engine online, has
received all $12,000 of the legal
settlement he had to pay in just
six weeks, after soliciting dona-
tions on his Web site,
www.chewplastic.com. In fact,

support for Jordan was so over-
whelming that he had to post a
message asking people to stop
sending him money. Jordan’s
father told the New York Post
that more than 900 people sent
donations ranging from 10
cents to $500 to aid the belea-
guered student. Chewplastic is
now instead soliciting donations
to help Princeton student
Daniel Peng raise his own
$15,000 settlement. As of press
time, almost half of that settle-
ment had already been collect-
ed, as well.

ARTISTS HOP
OFFLINE
Not everyone is happy about the
recent success of Apple’s
iTUNES digital music store,
where users can buy an unlimit-
ed number of single music files
for only 99 cents a pop, sans
subscription fees or contracts.
Linkin Park, Kid Rock,
Metallica, Green Day and sever-
al others are now refusing to
offer their single songs for
download, insisting that
iTUNES and similar services sell
their entire albums or nothing
at all. The acts involved assert
that their concerns are purely
artistic, however. “Certain songs
might not fit on radio for one
reason or another, but are just
as important an artistic state-
ment,” says Marc Reiter of Q-
Prime, the management compa-
ny that handles the Red Hot
Chili Peppers, Metallica and
Garbage. “We refuse to kowtow
to the fact that it’s a singles
market for downloads.”

SHARMAN LAUNCH-
ES UPDATED KAZAA
Despite the recent rash of legal
threats from the RIAA against
individual users of file-sharing
software, Sharman Networks
has gone ahead with the launch
of Kazaa v2.5, the most popular
peer-to-peer software to date.

Sharman CEO Nikki Hemming
stated on www.kazaa.com, “The
evolution of Kazaa Media
Desktop reflects our commit-

ment to Sharman’s long-term
goals. It provides an excellent
user experience by improving
choice, usability and security,
and further bridges the gap
between content creators, own-
ers and users.” The latest release
of Kazaa focuses on the use of
the virus protection software
BullGuard, which targets tainted
files that might be downloaded,
and the proliferation of
Channels that offer licensed
content. Industry figures such as
Def Jam Records’ Russell
Simmons are lending their
names to the Hip-Hop and reg-
gae channels; these outlets are
meant to encourage users to
download more licensed con-
tent, and, through a partnership
with Altnet, users can also par-
ticipate in a rewards system that
offers points towards prizes,
such as show tickets or electron-
ics, in exchange for sharing their
downloaded licensed content.

America lost some of
its love as it celebrat-
ed its birthday this

year; soul legend Barry White
passed away on July 4 after a
long battle with illness. The
man who was responsible for
some of the most sensual songs
in history, including his biggest
hit, “Can’t Get Enough Of Your
Love,” had faced kidney failure
and a stroke in recent months,
and was struggling to become
stable enough to receive a kid-
ney transplant when he died
in a Los Angeles hospital.
White rose up from a life of
crime and gang violence in
south-central L.A. to become
one of the most well-known
R&B artists of his time, with
his greatest success coming in
the 1970s, while a more
recently revitalized interest in
his work gained him appear-
ances on both The Simpsons
and Ally McBeal. In addition,
White had early success as a
producer and songwriter, scor-
ing a hit with early ’70s sensa-
tion Love Unlimited. He con-
tinued to find accolades in his
career into the 21st Century as
well; in 2000, White was the
recipient of two Grammy
Awards. He
was 58. •
Following
Elvis: 30 #1
Hits, the mas-
sively success-
ful collection
of Elvis
Presley’s
most famous
tunes, RCA/
BMG has
announced
that a follow-
up compila-
tion, Elvis: 2nd To None, will
be released on Oct. 7. The new
collection will include more
No. 1 singles and, like the first
compilation, an all-new remix
of a Presley song. Junkie XL’s
remix of “A Little Less
Conversation,” which was the
lead single off of #1 Hits,
quickly shot its way up the
charts; the DJ chosen for the
remix on this release, Paul
Oakenfold, has decided to
focus on a more under-the-

radar single, “Rubberneckin’,”
but could very likely see a sim-
ilar result. Meanwhile, the
classic Elvis tracks offered this
time in their original form
include “Blue Suede Shoes,”
“Viva Las Vegas” and “Always

On My Mind,” among others.
With the new offering, the
record label hopes to achieve
the same kind of astronomical
posthumous success for the
King that #1 Hits brought to the
Elvis table: that album reached
No. 1 in 26 countries, including
the U.S., where it remained in
the top position for three

weeks. •
Looking for a
little more Liz?
Or maybe Liz
Phair’s recently
released self-
titled pop
album just isn’t
what you were
hoping for?
Either way, if
you’ve got the
new disc, you
can also get a
five-song EP of

more classic-sounding Phair
material for free, just by pop-
ping it in your CD-ROM drive
and going online.

the years, and hopefully will
draw new fans deeper into my
music.” • New York noiseniks
the Liars have undergone some
personnel changes — recent
weeks have seen the departure

of a full half of the foursome
that features Yeah Yeah Yeah
Karen O’s beau, Angus Andrew,
on vocals. The loss of Pat
Nature and Ron Albertson left
the Brooklyn-based band with-
out a rhythm section, but the
quick addition of a member
referred to on the act’s Web site
(www.liarsliarsliars.com) as
“new Liar Julian” has kept it
from rapidly becoming a duo.
“For all those worried about Pat
and Ron,” wrote the Liars’ other
remaining core member, Aaron
Hemphill, on the site, “sorry to
disappoint gaggles of gossipers.
Pat and Ron have gone on to do
their own stuff and our parting
was completely amicable.”
Meanwhile, talk about going
out of your way to live up to
your band name — after con-
firming the departure,
Hemphill goes on to add, “The
rumor about us burning to
death while drowning is, how-
ever, totally true.”

SKINNY PUPPY
Rabies (Nettwerk)
We’ve all heard the jokes about
how lame Canada is, but maybe
we should cut it some slack;
after all, the country did give us
Skinny Puppy. One of the most
abrasive acts to ever pick up a
synthesizer, Skinny Puppy was
comprised of aural terrorists on
a mission for world domination
— or at least submission. Five
years beyond the band’s debut,
on 1989’s Rabies, members Nivek
Ogre, cEVEN Key and Dwayne

Goettel (R.I.P.) sounded as angry and as embittered as ever, but
with the help of Ministry’s Al Jourgensen as producer, they also
sounded a bit more accessible, using grinding guitars and warped
film samples to drive their message home. The result, highlighted
by tracks such as “Rodent,” “Worlock” and “Tin Omen,” was a
masterpiece of the industrial genre. — Brad Filicky

Between contributing songs to
both the Amores Perros and Y

collection of eclectic Latin pop.
With clever guitar textures,

whistling and sample-and-hold Arp-tones, songs like current
single “EO (El Sonidero)” sound less like exercises in repetitive-
ness and more like experiments in aural “¡pura sensación!” The
haunting melody surfacing from the layers of brushed snares,
subtle piano and deft electric guitar of “Encantamiento” at times
recalls the classic “Everlasting Love,” but is still undeniably its
own.

In the pop-punk-eat-pop-punk
world of emo music, it’s getting
harder for bands to distinguish
themselves from the rest of the
pack.

A rugged singer/songwriter who
cringes upon hearing the term

before taking the solo route, Park’s music was never intended to
be in the vein of Ryan Adams and Tim Easton — it just so hap-
pened to take the country shape as he dropped the pick and
sharpened his finger plucking technique.

Both gifted and prolific as a
songwriter, Mark Eitzel has
been an important part of the
cultural landscape since his days
as leader of the seminal
American Music Club.

While Eitzel’s lyrics have
always been a bit of a downer, telling stories of lost love, missed
opportunities and the like, his guitar playing has always had a
fragile beauty, and mixing in the additional instruments here
gives these songs an extra strength that raises The Ugly American
from a simple re-recording of old songs into a true artistic state-
ment. The classical sounding intro to “Last Harbor” demon-
strates just how much the compositions benefit from the expand-
ed arrangements, while a
song like “What Good Is
Love” serves to show just how
lasting the impact of Eitzel’s
songwriting actually is.

Lusitania (Equal Vision)
Washington, D.C.-area quartet
Fairweather might not have
intended it this way, but
Lusitania — named after a ship
that sank after being housed by
a torpedo — presents itself like
a concept album. Awash in
vibrant, lush songs layered with
new wave-y atmospheres and

noise, the disc is marked by periods of calm (the instrumental,
nudge-nudge opening track, “Derivative Opener”) amid rather
tense sonic storms, such as “Letter Of Intent.” Squalling distor-
tion and singer Jay Littleton’s upper-register vocals will definitely
generate more than a few At The Drive-In comparisons, but
Lusitania still shimmers with a sincerity and a sensitivity that’s
sorely lacking in today’s corporate rock crowd — which has
slowly but surely started seeping into the underground’s pores.
Fairweather and Lusitania, however, remain untainted by outside
influences, preferring to traffic in their own prettiness. And no,
that doesn’t mean that the
album is wimpy or lacks heft;
it just uses its muscles in
many different ways, and
doesn’t resort to smashing
you over the skull with them.

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PINEBENDER
The High Price Of Living Too
Long With A Single Dream
(Lovitt)
As if we weren’t already
depressed enough, Pinebender’s
The High Price Of Living Too
Long With A Single Dream (a
nod towards F. Scott Fitzgerald’s
literary classic, The Great
Gatsby) dives into the depths of

human emotion and traipses through the mire with slow-burn-
ing dirges punctuated by layers-upon-layers of thunderous bari-
tone and 12-string guitars, sheets of feedback and feverish
drumming. The Chicago trio’s second full-length’s swirling fret-
work is so enveloping and sonically obtuse, that it’s not until you
flip open the liner notes that you even notice that a bass player
has been bypassed completely. Songs creep along at such a pace
that the sheer volume of the screech and crunch slowly strong-
arms the listener into submission; and when the album does
start to get (relatively) more upbeat — namely, on “Let It Be”
and “Well-Calibrated Moral
Compass” — the small glim-
mer of sunshine only serves
to contrast the gorgeous lo-fi
drag perfected on “Begin
Here,” “Varsity” and “For The
Love Of Everything.”

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P erhaps more than any other artist in
history, David Bowie has soared to, and
maintained, almost unattainable

heights of success by continually reinventing
himself with the times. It’s fitting then, that
with the release of their latest album, Welcome
To The Monkey House, the Dandy Warhols are
quick to mention the ever-persevering Duke.

“When we first started the album, Courtney
said that it sounded kind of like Bowie’s career
in the ’70s,” recalls Dandys guitarist Peter
Holmström, before going on to clarify: “All of
it — from Space Oddity through Scary
Monsters. Which covers everything, pretty
much. It definitely had kind of a Bowie vibe to
it.”

That’s extravagantly monikered frontman
Courtney Taylor-Taylor he’s referring to, of
course; along with keyboardist Zia McCabe
and original drummer Eric Hedford, the pair
formed the Dandy Warhols nine years ago at
Holmström’s insistence in their hometown of
Portland, Oregon — where the band is cur-
rently recuperating from a recent European
tour. Known originally for psychedelic wall-of-
sound guitar washouts, glam-rock divergences
and a tendency for public nudity, the group
has released four albums and developed into a
not-altogether-different, but different-
nonetheless artistic entity.

After the first two records, Dandys Rule OK?
and Dandy Warhols Come Down (which scored
a hit in the bouncy “Not If You Were The Last

Junkie On Earth”), current drummer Brent
DeBoer stepped in for the group’s break-
through album, Thirteen Tales From Urban
Bohemia. An epically diverse work of rock
majesty, it saw the band finally get the recogni-
tion it had been waiting for — especially over-
seas, where the single “Bohemian Like You”
was a huge chart success. It seemed that Taylor-
Taylor had reached the peak of his songwriting
abilities, with the Warhols having developed

into the fully-realized rock ’n’ roll dream band
they were always meant to be.

So, where would they go to next? Into that
re-envisioning of classic glam and glamour
hinted at above? Not necessarily. Go back and
re-read that quote; the key phrase is, “When we
first started.” Because, somewhere along the
line, Welcome To The Monkey House took on a
whole different personality. “It’s still there,
obviously,” says Holmström of the Bowie influ-
ence, “but it definitely went more ’80s, for
some reason. I’m not really quite sure why.” He
pauses, before deciding, “I think it just goes in
a direction which it sort of needs to.”

Once one is clued in to the fact that the new
album was co-produced by none other than
Nick Rhodes of Duran Duran, though, it’s
extremely easy to simply point the finger at the
’80s icon and chalk up the new direction to the
results of that collaboration. Especially since
Duran Duran singer Simon LeBon makes an
appearance on the disc, as well. But again, that
isn’t really the case.

“The record actually had already taken
shape before Nick became involved,” says
Holmström, who also insists that even the
group’s recently released covers of Frankie
Goes To Hollywood’s “Relax” and Blondie’s
“Call Me” were not attempts to actively rede-
fine where the Warhols were coming from. In
fact, he reveals that the tracks were originally
recorded for the soundtrack to the Ben Stiller
comedy vehicle Zoolander, but then never used

— which places their recording closer to the
time the band had been working on material
with the trip-hop heroes in Massive Attack a
few years back, before the new material had
even taken shape.

“That was sort of in-between the Massive
Attack stuff and starting this record,”
Holmström explains. “It was a good learning
step for us; maybe it influenced us, but it’s kind
of a coincidence. There certainly wasn’t a plan

for the album to sound ’80s — though I guess
we’re capitalizing on it now.”

Meaning that the question remains: if there
wasn’t a plan, how exactly did the Dandy
Warhols go from the space-jams and guitar
hooks of yesterday to the equally but dissimi-
larly spacey synth-pop indulgences of today?

“Essentially, it was just that we needed to
challenge ourselves,” says Holmström. “In the
past, when it came to mixing, we’ve always sort
of mixed to cover mistakes made in the
rhythm department — bass lines that were just
holding down the root note and sort of staying
out of the way, or drums that just weren’t nec-
essarily tight or creating an interesting enough
sound. So, by taking care of those two things
— having interesting bass lines and really tight
drums — we realized we didn’t require a large,
massive wall of guitars to cover things up.”

Moreover, the band became increasingly
aware that the compositions brought in by
Taylor-Taylor were simply a starting point —
one from which the four members could head
off together down whatever road appeared to
be the most promising.

“The songs can be recorded in any way,”
agrees Holmström. “So it’s essentially the
band’s influence in the studio that gives us
what we end up with. Take ‘You Come In
Burned,’ which is incredibly sparse — it’s just
bass, drums, little sound effects and vocals; that
song was written while we were recording
‘Godless’ on the last record. So it’s actually
based on an acoustic guitar thing, which is
completely gone now. It’s really interesting to
see the way songs evolve, especially on this
record, because we did push ourselves. At one
point, it was sounding much more like the last
record. Like ‘The Dope (Wonderful You)’ was
completely a guitar song, with eight different
tracks of guitars doing different things. But it
was frustrating, because it wasn’t exciting us.

“You have to excite yourself,” he continues.
“Otherwise it’s not going to be that good. I
think if we had done a guitar record, it would
have just been a mediocre record.”

The funny thing is, even with a song like “I
Am A Scientist” — the most Reagan-era remi-
niscent track of the Monkey bunch — the
Warhols seemingly had no idea they might be
perceived as cashing in on a current trend.

“It’s weird,” says Holmström. “Coming from
Portland, we’re a little out of the loop some-
times. It wasn’t until we were pretty much a
year into our recording process that I even
heard of The Faint and Ladytron and these

bands that are doing the ’80s kind of thing.
And now I feel like I hear it everywhere.”

But don’t be misled: the Dandys have hardly
metamorphosed into electroclash automatons.
For every keyboard effect, there’s still a guitar
line to balance it out; for every hint of dance
floor potential, there’s an equal dose of dream-
pop to remind you who you’re listening to.
“Insincere Because I” drifts as lazily as any-
thing off of the band’s earlier work, while
“You Were The Last High,” the upcoming
single that former Lemonhead Evan Dando
had a hand in, has more of a Prefab Sprout
feel than anything more Human League.

Meanwhile, back in Portland, other things
are progressing for the Dandy Warhols, aside
from just their music. The evocatively named
“Odditorium,” the group’s new base of oper-
ations, is also beginning to take shape. This
allows for an even more obvious reference
point than Bowie to show its face — after
all, the foursome didn’t just pull that band
name from out of the ether.

“We’ve been renting spaces to record our
records in over the years, because we like to
take more time than a normal studio would
make very practical,” explains Holmström.
“We tried to buy something while we were
recording this record, but we just couldn’t
find the right building. Then Courtney
finally found it, around last November. If

everything goes right, it’s going to be our
version of the Factory — of Andy Warhol’s
Factory — hopefully one that helps more
people than just us. It will be a studio; it’s a
performance space; it’s a photo studio; it’s
got computers, so we can do Web design
and some basic editing and stuff like that.
It’s even got an industrial kitchen, so we can
have dinner parties, and have film screen-
ings and stuff there, too. It’s really great.”

But while the Odditorium will hopefully
become the mecca for local artistry the
Warhols are aiming for, the odds of it
becoming the den of iniquity one might las-
civiously imagine after reading all the press
on the band, or hearing all the (possibly)
tall tales of sex, drugs and debauchery that
have consistently surrounded it, aren’t as
high as might be expected. Holmström may
admit that, “we take probably more time
than other bands having a good time,” but he’s
careful to qualify that by saying, “If we lived
the kind of lives that are written about, we’d
be dead — or just haggard-looking — and
we’d have no time for everything else that
we’re trying to do. Or even no time to actually
record records.”

Don’t be too disappointed by the reality-
check, though, because there’s still going to be
a fair amount of excess on offer, as always, in
the Dandy Warhols’ live shows. The band isn’t

quite sure yet what will be in store on the road
this time around, but it will definitely include
the overdose — the musical overdose, that is
— that fans are hoping for. “We’re still trying
to figure that out. We may be taking an open-
ing band; we may not. If not, we’re going to be
doing our three-hour long shows and stuff.
We’ll see how long it’s going to be, but it will
definitely be longer than some people proba-
bly want,” says Holmström with a laugh.

Plus, with the degree of studio work and
effects involved in Welcome To The Monkey
House, this tour will mark the first time the
group has had to seriously rethink its songs
for the stage. “They’re different than the
record,” Holmström reveals. “We’ve never
approached things the same way, and this
time, the only way we were going to make it
work live was either by taking DATs or sam-
plers or sequencers out with us, or to play the
record completely differently. So we’re playing
things fairly differently.”

After a three-year wait following the last
album, this raises an interesting possibility: if
the songs play out promisingly in their altered
forms, maybe a live album will come out of it?

Unsurprisingly, the Dandys are already one
step ahead of us. “There’s been some talk,” says
Holmström.

So, what’s next for the Dandy Warhols?
We’re not even going to guess. NMR .

The KUCI

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Much like its
fluffy name-
sake darting

through an open field, Year
Of The Rabbit’s self-titled
debut album zigs and zags

about, ricocheting between huge melodies and dense guitar-crunch
as the quartet stacks scuffed-up six-string layers on top of a vocal
growl and pounding rhythm section in a bid for a post-grunge rock
’n’ roll revival. Singer/songwriter and multi-instrumentalist Ken
Andrews formed the group after his time with his criminally over-
looked solo project, On, and his critically acclaimed mid-’90s act,
Failure, which rose to prominence through its mixture of grunge
with heavy pop and experimental noise. Having self-produced each
of his bands’ releases since Failure’s debut, it didn’t take long for
Andrews’s studio prowess to be noticed by others; he was soon
spending his time in the studio with everyone from Air to Creeper
Lagoon to Jimmy Eat World to Tenacious D. However, Andrews
wasn’t ready to put down his guitar quite yet — so, along with gui-
tarist Jeff Garber, bassist Solomon Snyder and drummer Tim Dow,
he’s now ready to hop into the limelight once more in Year Of The
Rabbit. Andrews recently called in to CMJ to tweak some proverbial
knobs and dodge questions about his band’s name.

It’s been said that you won’t reveal why you’ve named the
band “Year Of The Rabbit.” What gives?
Well, if I told you, then it wouldn’t be a secret anymore, now would
it? [Laughs] No, we just have our own little thing, where we just
want to keep it to ourselves for now.

You’re a vocalist, songwriter, multi-instrumentalist and
respected producer, engineer and mixer. Do you see all those
as separate talents, or do they all come from the same place?
They’ve always come from the same place, for me. My really early
experiences with writing songs and learning to play guitar and
singing have always been based around demoing, from when I
had my first four-track, so it’s always seemed like one kind of
thing to me and I’ve never really separated any of it. It always
seemed natural to me to have a hand in it, especially when I’m
working on my own stuff.

How has the experience of working with different artists
shaped your own material and direction?
I learn things when I work with other people. I see different meth-
ods, different approaches and just different inspirations, too. Just
hanging out with people who are talented and good at what they do,
it inspires you to work harder and be more focused. And then the
other, more obvious level of just getting to pick up on little things,
specific things they would do, like little songwriting techniques —
like changing keys here or there — technical things like getting a
particular guitar sound or how to sing a note that’s normally not in
your range. You know, you pick up all sorts of little tricks, as well.

After Failure’s first album, you produced every one of your
projects. Would you ever consider working with an outside
producer again?
Yeah, I definitely would. We’ve actually just been talking about who
we would want to do that for our next record. I haven’t done it in so
long that it’s a little hard to imagine it, but at the same time, when I
can sort of envision it, it seems like it could be really cool. It 

obviously would depend on it being the right guy and that guy
being able to make us happy as a band. If that was happening, and I
could sort of kick back and be a band guy, that would be really cool.

You’ve had a lot of success as a producer and engineer lately.
What made you want to try a band again?
I just love playing guitar; I love singing, and I love writing my own
songs. I love playing them live and recording them. To be honest,
for a second, I did think I was going to give it all up, because I had
plenty of producing and mixing work coming my way — more
than I could do — and it was just like, well, what am I going to
do? I was at this crossroads, and I just picked up the guitar and
realized I can’t really let this go. It’s not time yet. I felt I still had
songs in me and had things I wanted to say musically. And I felt
like, well, if I’m going to do it again, I want to do it. I just felt like I
knew in my heart that I wanted to do it in a group setting, and I
wanted to have that feeling of camaraderie and bandmates and
buddies and stuff. So, here I am.

Does the band tend to put more pressure on you because of
your multiple roles?
The only time where it was ever an issue was when my writing
stalled a little bit in the middle of making the record, and they were
kind of like, “Dude, where are the songs? Let’s keep the ball rolling.”
There were a couple of times where I kind of felt pressured to just
keep the songs coming, but the thing about this band that’s been
amazing so far is how much we do get along, and how well everyone
respects each other, and gives each other room and space. We don’t
create that feeling of pressure for each other, or you’re doing things
wrong. There’s definitely a really good openness to this band that’s
been really helpful. And I picked these guys because they are excel-
lent. Having the band around is more of a relief for me, because
they can do things as good as, or better than I can, and they also
bring things that I can’t do — like they come up with melodic ideas
and musical ideas and arrangement ideas that I can’t come up with
on my own, and that’s why this is a real band.

What’s your favorite thing about Year Of The Rabbit?
Right now, it’s playing live. We just did a month on the road, and it
was really, really fun. It was really cool, just feeling this band start to
get its legs on stage, and get its legs playing together, really. Because
we played together quite a bit making the record, but we really
haven’t explored that intuitive thing you get by playing a lot of
shows every night — you know, just getting that confidence. It’s like
working out a muscle; it just starts feeling stronger and stronger.

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NEVERMORE
Enemies Of Reality (Century Media)
Nevermore is one of those rare metal bands
that combines several genres successfully.
However, rather than being a jack of many
metal styles, yet master of none, Nevermore
forges its own unique metal blend. With any
given Nevermore record, including its latest,
Enemies Of Reality, listeners are treated to a

mix of mountain peak grazing power metal vocals and contemporary
thrash. Warrel Dane, he of the ass-length blonde locks, hits notes
higher than Mariah Carey and Whitney Houston combined, but he
can also recoil into a deep, dark, low rumble, while lead axe Jeff
Loomis rips out the kind of solos that Metallica and Megadeth were
spewing out by the truckload in the mid-’80s. By this Seattle quartet’s
own admission, Enemies Of Reality is a thicker, thrashier record, root-
ed in several heavy metal standards. The disc maintains a progressive
edge, yet never sounds dated, silly or pompous, like many of its prog-
gy, power metal peers. “Enemies Of Reality,” “Ambivalent” and “I,
Voyager” are some of the thrashiest tunes Nevermore has ever writ-
ten, while “Tomorrow Turned Into Yesterday” could have conceivably
been scribed in the ’80s, yet doesn’t sound dated.

At a point last year, the future of Connecticut’s Blood Has Been Shed
was up in the air; the band’s ferocious hulk of frontman, Howard
Jones, was recruited for the lead vocalist role in Massachusetts’s
Killswitch Engage after the departure of Jesse Leach in 2002.

Roy Hargrove and
Maceo Parker led
bands as part of the

“JVC Jazz Festival: New York”
at Harlem’s Apollo Theater,
and in both cases, the June 24
performances surpassed the
work on each leader’s latest
recorded effort.

Hargrove and his eight-
piece backing band opened the

night, playing several instrumen-
tals off of his latest, Hard Groove.
Featuring many of the same
musicians from the album, the
band stretched out the tunes,
leaving plenty of space for saxo-
phonists Keith Anderson and

Jacques Schwartz-Bart to push
the energy level through the roof
with fiery solos that were consid-
erably more upbeat than the
seductively laid-back vibe of the
album. Hargrove often answered
these solos with quiet musical
segues that brought the energy
back down before he slowly built
up to his own searing moments.

The white-clad trumpeter

was a low-key leader giving plen-
ty of space to his bandmates, and
sticking with a slow groove that
never stumbled. Nonetheless, it
seems that these players had a
ways to go before they honed
their chemistry — perhaps the

leader’s laid-back approach
caused the band’s confusion
about where the music was
going, leading to the reservation
with which they played through
the tunes. Strangely, the two
drummers both sat behind stan-
dard trap sets, playing the same
beats, leading one to wonder
what was the point of the extra
set of skins if they weren’t going
to fill out the sound with funky
polyrhythms.

The vocalists from the
album livened up the second
half of the set as the band found
more focus. Stephanie McKay
did an excellent job with “Forget
Regret,” playing off the soloists
and generally having a good
time. “Juicy,” the following tune,
featured Renee Neufville, who
did the song justice with an
easygoing presentation. Shelly
Johnson testified on “How I
Know” with several gospel cou-
plets that urged the crowd to
clap and get into the proceed-
ings. Resplendent in a colorful
summer dress, she was the
brightest, most urgent performer
of the three.

It was a set that revealed the
strengths of Hargrove’s Hard
Groove, while adding a broader
range of emotion. The band has
embarked on a European tour
and it will be interesting to see
how the relatively untested

group changes by the time it
plays the Hollywood Bowl in
August as part of “The Playboy
Jazz Festival.”

Meanwhile, Maceo Parker’s
set began with the band walking
out and Prince playing the valet,
handing Parker his saxophone
with a coy smile. The ex-glyph
then walked off as the crowd
rushed the stage. Parker and his
six-piece band proceeded to play
a slamming 30 minutes of mate-
rial that was vintage Parker. The
group effortlessly sprinted
through hard funk grooves like a
well-oiled groove machine, not
holding anything back. In
between songs, Parker briefly
reminisced about playing the
same hall with James Brown
back in the ’60s. He also joked
with his high school classmates
seated in the front rows, who
had come in from out-of-town
for the show.

The set lost speed when the
group walked through a glossy
and meandering tune that was
even smoother than the smooth
Jazz cuts from Parker’s new
album, Made By Maceo, but
eventually, the band cranked it
back up and finished out the set
strong. This ferociously funky set
was head and shoulders above
Parker’s studio material, leading
one to wonder why he doesn’t
just record all his albums live.

No word on the
quality of the master tapes,
but Joel Dorn is overseeing
the remastering, and that’s

KURT
ELLING
Man In The Air
(Blue Note)
We’ve watched singer Kurt
Elling make many risky and
ultimately rewarding moves
since his 1995 debut on Blue
Note; Man In The Air,
Elling’s seventh effort, con-
tinues to venture outward,
resulting in his best work
yet. Elling is more than just

a Jazz singer. Here, he doubles as a theorist, philosopher,
improviser and interpreter when he approaches each song. It
takes a lot of guts to recontextualize Jazz classics with words,
but he does it right by retaining the composer’s initial intention
and fleshing it out in creative ways; his interpretation of
Coltrane’s “Resolution” — with a stunning array of religious
imagery and transcendent passion — would make the man
proud. The singer also gets surprisingly soulful on “In The
Winelight,” a composition of his own that seems to channel
both Stevie Wonder’s vocal style and Steely Dan’s laid-back
groove with some nice mallet-work from Stefon Harris, who
appears throughout. Meanwhile, Elling articulates the sad, lin-
gering romance of Weather Report’s “Time To Say Goodbye”
with a strong storyline and pitch-perfect vocals. Pianist and
music director Laurence Hobgood is still at the music helm,
overseeing the smart post-bop arrangements for the quintet,
but there is no doubt that it’s Elling’s show. Seldom is an
artist’s ambition matched by an equal amount of talent, but
Elling truly belongs in that select group.

RAY BROWN
Walk On: The Final Ray Brown Trio Recordings (Telarc)
The great bassist Ray Brown is no longer with us, but when he
was alive he cut a broad swath through bebop by playing with
many of the Jazz giants before eventually becoming one himself.
The first disc of this 22-track, double-disc set features a trio stu-
dio session with pianist Geoff Keezer and drummer Karriem
Riggins playing a pleasant mix of standards and tunes by other
Jazz musicians, before finishing out with a Brown-penned suite
in three movements and “Hello Girls.” The second disc is a col-
lection of studio tracks from 1994 and live recordings, all previ-
ously unreleased. It all adds up to a serious dose of Ray Brown,
revealing that he could swing in any context and was quite
funky when he wanted to be. There’s also a sly sense of humor
on the live recordings that leaves no doubt that the man was
always having fun when he was on the bandstand. Highlights
include “Honeysuckle Rose” and “Down By The River.”

IPC Magazines has announced that its long-running U.K.
dance music magazine, Muzik, will cease publication with
its upcoming August issue. According to the publisher, the

closure is due to a combination of both poor advertising rev-
enue and magazine sales, with circulation recently dropping
under 40,000. The final issue of Muzik hits newsstands July 9.

Like Sasha and
John Digweed,
Danny Howells
is a popular U.K.
DJ who has used
a residency in
New York City to
catapult him to
godlike status
worldwide.
Those who have
seen Howells
spin at New

York’s Arc club know that when he’s on the
decks, they can expect to hear a marathon
set of music from all over the map — not
just house music. The Global Underground
(GU) label has been responsible for releasing
some of the best DJ mixes ever, and despite
some recent struggles, GU is now back to
launch a new concept series, entitled 24:7.
Who better to call on to mix such an album,
than a DJ who’s already ruling the city that
never sleeps?

What’s the idea behind your new
24:7 mix?
I was talking to GU for a long time about
doing an album, and they came up with
the concept behind the 24:7 series. The
concept was a little vague to me and all I
was really given was the idea of “day” and
“night” discs. One of the discs is totally
unlike anything I’ve released before, filled
with really obscure and strange European
electric things on little labels. One thing
about the CDs is that it’s not instant at all.

I think it’s something you’ll get into on the
third or fourth listen, but once you’re final-
ly into it, I think you’ll be into it for a real-
ly long time. I’m really pleased with it.

What does your residency at New York
City’s Arc mean to you?
New York has been really important for
me. From the start, my first gigs [originally
at Twilo] in New York made me feel at
home, and I fell in love with the people
there. The crowd is extremely open-mind-
ed, and it allows me to play anything from
’70s soul, to disco and drum ’n’ bass. New
York is my favorite city in the world, and I
just love being there; Arc is probably my
favorite place in the world to play. It’s the
only city I would consider moving to if I
left England.

Are there any special records that you
always keep in your record box?
I’ve had my records lost so many times
over the last couple years, so I take all my
favorite records, the classics, and burn
them to CD. Some records that always
come with me are “Erotic City” by Prince,
“Going Back To My Roots” by Richie
Havens and “Could You Be Loved” by Bob
Marley — nice little tracks that are great to
throw in at the end of the night or in the
middle of a set. Out of the electronic stuff,
the track I’ve played more than anything in
my DJ career is “Electric Deluxe” by
Electric Deluxe — and Ashley Beedle’s
mix of Bent’s “Always.” Before clubs had
Pioneer CDJ–1000s, I was constantly 

carrying all my classics about, because you
never know when you might play some-
thing — and then all of a sudden your
record bag would go missing. Now, when-
ever I get some time off, I spend like three
hours just burning my records to CD, so
they’ll never get lost or stolen. I’m not
gonna let the bastard baggage handlers
screw me up! [Laughs]

If someone is about to be introduced
to the music of Danny Howells for
the first time, what would you want
them to hear?
I think the most essential Danny Howells is
my “Essential Mix” [aired on Radio 1 in
the U.K.]. It was very, very self-indulgent,
and I used anything from The Clash to
Madonna and just made it a very personal
selection, without really caring what peo-
ple were going to think about it. I did this
mix at home, partly on the computer,
because there were many tracks that
weren’t mixable — because I’m not a
turntablist, and I’m not good at scratching
or anything like that. I’m still really proud
of that, so I’d love to hand that to someone
as a reflection of me. Of the records I’ve
released, disc one of my Nubreed mix for
Global Underground is my favorite.

Who are some up-and-coming DJs or pro-
ducers we should be on the look out for?

45/45 and 90/90, the recently
released EPs from Pole (a.k.a. Stefan
Betke) are parts of a concept that

were designed to meet in and culminate with this new self-titled
LP. The music on Pole is the German producer’s most accessible —
weighty on Hip-Hop, while slimmer on the glitch, even going so
far as to feature Ohio rapper Fat John on many tracks. But, while
the vocals do appear on roughly half of the songs, they don’t
eclipse Betke’s hazy backing instrumentals, allowing for the conti-
nuity of a common sound throughout. Meanwhile, after recording
under a number of different pseudonyms (Buckfunk 3000,
Cabbageboy, SI Futures), Si Begg’s Director’s Cut is the artist’s first
record to be released under his own name. The disc comes at lis-
teners from many corners of the dance floor: big beat breaks
(“Body,” “Grind”), electro breaks (“Technology,” “Inflight,” “VIP”),
garage (“Buss”), house (“Airports”) and leftfield (“Kebabs,”
“Thermostat”) — and Begg really pulls it all off, producing an
enjoyable disc that has so much shit going on flying from so many
different directions that it not only shouldn’t, but can’t be ignored.

21st Century Fix (Tresor)
The House Of Fix is one of the most bizarre projects ever released
by German techno label Tresor Records. Be forewarned: This is not
Tresor techno, and there is nothing conventional about this outfit.
Comprised of three separate bands (Circa, Royal Blood, Carrion
Crow), House Of Fix is led by former Subhead member Jason
Leach. The three groups perform live on stage dressed in bizarre
costumes (Carrion Crow, for example, performs in actual crow out-
fits) as they fiddle with their laptops and holler over beats. Sound
interesting? Well, the music does match the image, as Circa is like
the Beastie boys, Add N To (X), A.R.E. Weapons and Negativland all
eaten up and then shit out, while Royal Blood has more of an apoc-
alyptic laptop sound, somewhere between Aphex Twin, Shizuo and
Squarepusher, and Carrion Crow is just plain noize — full of wooly
guitars and clashing beats — that comes off like a cross-permuta-
tion of Alec Empire and Justin Broadrick. This CD sounds like the
soundtrack to a 50-car pileup on the autobahn.

HART OF THE MATTER
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T he creative genius of Michael Yonkers was born to a decade
whose musical fortunes have been looted and re-looted,
sold, reconfigured, repackaged and resold what seems like a

hundred times over. So, in a time when it feels no ‘60s stone could
possibly have been left unturned, it’s hard to believe a jewel like
Microminiature Love could have slipped from the gold-rushers’ pans.

Originally slated for release on Sire Records in 1968—when the
Fugs, Captain Beefheart and the Mothers Of Invention were finding
major label homes—Microminiature Love was cut down before it
ever got a chance. Michael has since spent 35 years self-releasing
records into the Twin Cities where he lives. In 1997, Destijl Records
rediscovered tracks and released a limited, vinyl-only pressing of the
original album. Sub Pop recently rediscovered Destilj’s rediscovery
and is releasing it on CD with six bonus tracks. Micro’s modified gui-
tars and homebrewed effects sound undeniably like the sonic godfa-
ther to so much of Sire’s catalog and the alt-music movement that
followed. This is a gem. Get a copy (contact andyk@subpop.com).

I had a chance to sit down with Michael. We talked about every-
thing from paying dues to the NYC bat population. One of the nicest,
most deserving artists I’ve ever spoken with. Here are some excerpts.

Thirty-five years later. How did this happen?
Somehow Sub Pop heard it, contacted Destijl’s Clint Simonson—who
earlier spent a year trying to find me himself to put out the vinyl.
Everyone is so nice. I’ve dealt with record companies in the past and it
was not like this. Sub Pop added six more [songs] from tapes I found

that I had recorded in my parents’ basement very shortly after the ses-
sions for Microminiature Love. I had them all labeled, but during the
years the adhesive on the labels let go. I can’t even tell you what I went
through to find this stuff. We’re talking thousands of tapes.

Much of the music labels like Sire put out in the decades
that followed somehow acquired and resonates key elements
of your sound. Have you noticed that yourself?
Absolutely. There were a lot of bands [in Minneapolis/St. Paul] that
eventually took on that kind of sound too. I found it really amusing
at first because when we were doing that sound, of course, we were
not treated well. And people did not want to hear it, generally speak-
ing. We did an entire show one time for an audience of one.
Everybody left, except one guy who just sat there in the middle of the
floor and was just blown away. When it was all over he gave us a
standing ovation of one. And that was not untypical for us back
then. And yet, I’m telling you man, I knew we had something good.
There were places we played where people didn’t want us to stop too.

What would you like to see the record do now that Sub Pop is
giving it its love and support?
With Sub Pop, it’ll now get out to more collectors and people who
like this music. And hopefully it’ll give more attention to the stuff I’m
doing now, which people have really been into. I’m not anticipating
it’ll be the Beatles all over, but people who are into this kind of music
will be able to pick it up without searching through the weeds.

For years, Manifest has lived with inventory
turns below industry norms. Far below any-
thing Wall Street would tolerate. Why?
Because I always wanted to have every key
record. I wanted our stores to be the stores I
personally would not only shop at—were I
employed in some other profession—but also
would always have what I wanted. We
expanded the size of most of our stores and
refixtured to accommodate more CDs.
Concurrently, over the past four years it
seemed that other outlets in the area were
drastically shrinking their music catalog to
make way for DVDs, videogames and novel-

ties. To be sure, we added some of those too,
but not at the expense of our music selection.

Bound to pay off, right? Well, what did
we get for our devotion to depth? This
month we begin what seems certain to be
our fourth consecutive year of same store
sales declines. We’re facing inventory turns
so low they scare even me. And so now,
although we are the only true deep catalog
retailer in our region, we must also trim our
catalog. Why? Because it no longer matters
to the consumer that you simply have a CD
in stock. It has to be $9.99 or they just won’t
buy. They can download, burn, iTune (you
really think it’s deep-catalog full albums
they’re selling most?)... You know the story.
And what is the industry response? A series of

complex, convoluted, time-consuming rebate
schemes to temporarily reduce catalog prices.
Schemes that mesh well with the systems and
models of the very same big boxes that have
aggregated the largest market share even as
they shaved their selections. All a big game to
get the top tier catalog titles to achieve a turns
ratio with the big boxes that ensures they
aren’t the next titles to be shaved.

Call me old-fashioned. Oh, yes I am. But I
just don’t see myself browsing at Amazon.
com or iTunes. And certainly not at Best Buy.
Use iTunes or Amazon? Certainly. But only to
get what I know I want and get out. No way
will I be hanging out there like I do at real
record stores that have deep catalog. And a lot
of impulse purchases will be lost.

C riminal Records isn’t just a clever
name—the Atlanta retailer chose
it because owner Eric Levin is, in

fact, an honest-to-God criminal! Eric
opened his first record store in Daytona,
Florida under the name Secret Service.
After being open for only three months, the
men in black came and arrested him! “It’s
against the law to use the words ‘secret serv-
ice.’ It’s an obscure law, but a law nonethe-
less,” Eric says. “When I was arrested, a
newscaster on TV said, ‘What is he going to
call his store now? Criminal Records?’ And I
did.”

Sixteen years and a move north later, Eric
currently runs Criminal from Atlanta’s hip
consumer hub Little Five Points. “I consider
Criminal a lot more than a shop, it’s a com-
munity center,” Eric says. “It’s a place for peo-
ple to meet and talk about ideas, music and
art. It’s more a museum and I am a curator.”

Eric is also the president of the Alliance of
Independent Media Stores—the coalition
he formed in January that is 24 stores and
31 locations strong. “A.I.M.S. was started
simply as a way to communicate and share
ideas with my fellow indie retailers,” Eric
says. “Stores in competition with each
other are not that excited about sharing
secrets, but it’s easy to talk to a friend in
another state.”

What local press affects sales most?
Creative Loafing, the weekly free alterna-
tive and Atlanta Journal-Constitution, our
daily paper.

What radio station affects sales most?
The only station with any merit is WRAS,
the 100,000-watt voice of Georgia State.

Do you have in-stores?
We have in-stores and a PA. The most
memorable include the Cardigans—who
played here the day that “Lovefool” became
the No. 1 single in the country—and
Weezer. But my personal favorite is the
Meat Puppets. It was a beautiful
day and they played outside.

What is your most effective
program? 
The A.I.M.S. listening station
program. It’s just killer.

What other programs do you
offer? Are any of them discre-
tionary?
We have in-house listening sta-
tions that hold 24 titles a month,
window displays and other P&P options.
But we’re pretty much up for anything.
We’ll do any contests or promotions that
make sense.

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?
We do a lot of venue sales. We work with
the local venues a ton. I talk to them every
day and we work on stuff together. We work
with the Tabernacle, Variety Playhouse,
Echo Lounge, Smith’s Olde Bar, the Earl
and more. We also sponsor films at a local

independent theatre called Madstone, and
members of Madstone get a 10 percent dis-
count at the store.

What display materials work best for you?
We love mobiles. We have 14 years of
mobiles in the store from Prince to
Radiohead. Foamcore boards are good too,
but we’ll use anything—we can take post-
cards and make a display out of them. We
have really high ceilings, so displays are
never a problem.

What records are your current and all-
time favorites? 
June Carter Cash’s Wildwood Flower and
Miles Davis’s Kind Of Blue.

What’s the first record you bought? Where?
Kiss Alive II at a Heck’s in Huntington, West
Virginia.

What’s the best concert you’ve attended?
English Beat at the Daytona Beach Band
Shell in 1983 or 1984.

Lou Fucking Reed
Invades Easy Street! 
The wind roared violently in
anticipation, unceremoniously
awaking errant leaves and bend-
ing trees at the very trunk.
Clouds bustled erratically, the
heavens themselves parting for
an armada of triumphant
angels. Slivers of light sliced the
guts of ether, spilling a glorious
euphoria into every soul, from
king to peasant.

Basically, when Lou Reed
showed up at Seattle’s Easy Street
Records, it was pretty damn
transcendent to the 500 fans who
showed up to the massive in-
store/performance by the godfa-
ther of indie rock and unrivaled
holder of the Coolest Person On
Earth championship belt for the
thirty-sixth year running!

On June 29, Lou stepped in
through the back door, walked
up to the stage, peeked out the
curtain, looked at the anxious
crowd and asked Easy Street
prez Matt Vaughan, “What are

you playing?” Matt had the lat-
est Dandy Warhols blasting on
the PA. Lou shook his head,
“Why aren’t you playing me?”

“A rush of shame came over
me,” Matt says. “I thought ‘I’m
off on the wrong foot, I got him
all wrong.’ We raced through the
store to the CD player. How
many record store employees
does it take to put on a Lou Reed
CD? Apparently it takes five.”

After gathering his thoughts,
Matt decided to talk to Lou in
the dressing room (otherwise
known to Easy Street employees
as the break room). Matt apolo-
gized for not playing his music,
told him that they played noth-
ing but Lou Reed for two weeks
solid, that it was damn near
mandatory. Lou cracked up and
grabbed Matt’s hand. “Man, I
don’t need to hear it, it goes in
one ear out the other. But those
people,” Lou said, pointing at
the audience, “sure do.”

Dressed in quintessential
cool—beat-up sneaks, old blue

jeans, black T, black leather
coat—Reed started off with his
adaptation of Edgar Allen Poe’s
macabre masterwork “The
Raven,” accompanied by the
crowd’s absolute silence.

“After his reading, he
grabbed some air outside and
noticed the mural we painted
on the back doors,” says Matt of
the pair of doors painted like
the cover of Lou’s 1972 land-
mark Transformer. “I was nerv-
ous how he would take it. A lot
of artists get a little miffed when
their old records get the atten-
tion. He loved it though, wanted
to meet the artist and grabbed
his camera out of his car. I men-
tioned to his manager that I was
sensitive to the fact that he is on
tour for other records and that
this may not have been appro-
priate. He said, ‘He loves it, look
at him, he’s touched. He knows
it was a brilliant record.’”

Lou signed autographs for
over two hours and record-
shopped with the Easy Peeps
(see sidebar). Easy Street’s in-
store setup is similar to a killer
venue—PA, lights, bus parking,
18-foot stage, curtain, private
dressing room, shower and
spinning marquee—which may
be why they get such mind-
blowing in-stores: Elvis
Costello, John Doe, Paul
Westerberg, Frank Black.

“These are artists that encour-
age art, innovation and legacy,”
Matt says. “A good independent
record store holds those charac-
teristics as well. That could be
why artists of this magnitude like
to join forces with good indie

retail. It brings them back to why
they do what they do. Watching
Lou Reed shop for CDs? C’mon!
He might as well have been 16
years old again, shopping for 45s
in Times Square.”

Newsworthy Blurbs
•Bionic Records has exited the
Coalition Of Independent
Music Stores. Though “officials”
are being publicly tight-lipped,
CMJ has surmised that it has
something to do with two of
the three Bionic stores charting
hyper-abrasive California spazz-
grinders the Locust on their in-
store play reports! 

•Novi, Michigan retailer and
golden boy of the DMRC,
Switched On CDs turned five
years old in the first week of
July. Soon the only thing they’ll
be switching on is a pacemaker.
Man, that joke’s a lot less funny
once you see it on paper.
Bummer.
