ALLIANCE
One of the big jobs that faces this industry is to ally “

itself with its basic medium for profit - the locations. This
will have to come regardless of what the thoughts of the men are
about their locations to insure these locations remaining their
own and also to assure themselves continued profitable operation
for and after the post-war era. Remember that a returned soldier
walking into any of your spots with one empty sleeve, can win a

lot of sympathy. Probably enough sympathy to take the location a-
way from you.

For years there have been plans made by one coinman and an-
other in an attempt to insure holding locations. Contracts have

been arranged. Loans have been made. Closer relationships have been attempted. And,
in almost every possible fashion, coinmen have tried to reach some sort of understand-
ing where they are more or less permanently assured their locations. Associations in

certain cities have been successful in this regard. In other centers they have failed.

But, regardless of whatever other plans have gone before, new ones will have to

be arranged for so that the coinman is assured his location thru some sort of an
alliance whether it is thru a general association or personal contract. The retailer
can become the most powerful booster for the coinman. His backing should be carefully
and diplomatically arranged for so that harmful political activities will be wiped a-
way by a complete understanding between retailer and operator.

?/hatever the alliance that will come about, it should be arranged for as soon
as is possible, long before the war is won, so that those men who endured the hard-
ships of the war period will benefit most from the post-v/ar era by remaining in con-
trol of the locations they have developed.

COOPSRA.TION

tTTTHout even realizing it, this industry has shown more and better cooperative
,

effort so far this year than it has in many previous years, \7ith the industry a small-
er, more highly concentrated and more solidified \mit, the men have grov/n closer to

Lowest price increase since June *42 was in music. Only a 20^^ rise is noted. Re

member tjiat all price rises are averaged. Newer and more popular equipment may have

toed In soine oases as auch as 40=5 and 50“,^. But, this is averaged by the fact that

older equipment more or less reintained its prioe for the entire year (from June '42

to June ’43) and in some isolated oases maohines have even gone down in prioe. The

average inorease for this field for this past year is EO^S. Remember too, that the

ne-chines are one year older than in Juno *42.

CONSOLES

Biggest price rise for this past year is in the consoles field.
^

Prices started

to rise slowly at the beginning of this year, gradually caught up this ^st Fall,

started climbing this past winter and reached unprecendented heights this spring and

summer.

PINS

The pinball n^irket was rather jittery. It was low in June, *42, and continued

low. Then with- the opening of much territory prices suddenly zoomed. A few months

of this and the later model games were cleared away. The u^rket again faltered and

has since been going up and down in undecided fashion. The pinball imrket continues

unsteady. The pnly steadying influence in this field can be attributed to the revamp-

ers who have done a truly remarkable job. There is no doubt that this field will

once again zoom upward at the slightest inclination and t'nis time may climb to new

highs.

SLOTS

The slot situation had already begun to make itself pretty much apparent in June

42. Prices v/ere already high, but continued to climb an additional 60^ higher dur-

ing this year with the machines becoming more difficult to obtain each v;eek. There

are u^ny rebuilt machines being sold for new equipment in this field at this time. It

is extremely hard to gauge the sales prices for any machines in this fi^d at this
^

time because of the uncertainty of being able to purchase them. This 60% increase,in

addition to the high prices already in effect June, 1942, gives a very good idea of

the slot market’s price rise.

0NE-BALI5

Here is another field that continued its climb regardless of the fact that

prices in June *42 were already at a tremendously high n^rk. Prices soared over 100%

above what they were in June, a year ago. The one-ball market is probably the "rare

field" of the industry v/ith equipment here almost impossible to obtain and prices be-

ing asked so far away from average that any method for future market confutation would

be impracticable at this time.

ARCADE

A-rcade equipment enjoyed a 100% jump over prices in June *42. As reported this

past Spring there isn't enough arcade equipment around to handle the demand. A great

many more arcades would have been opened this past Decoration Day were it possible to

obtain the necessary equipment. Such items as guns, rifle ranges, etc,, are becoming

extremely hard to obtain. Prices asked are far above what anyone ever dreamed they

would reach in this field. And this is not figuring on many types of ^s and other

equipment which are almost out of the picture, for the price increase in these, in

ugLny cases, is above the 100% mark since June, 1942.

I/USIC

Lowest price increase since June *42 was in music. Only a 20^ rise is noted. Re-
member tjiat all price rises are averaged. Newer and more popular equipment may have

jumped in some cases as much as 40^ and 50^o. But, this is averaged by the fact that

older equipment more or less maintained its price for the entire year (from June *42

to June *43) and in some isolated cases machines have even gope down in price. The
average increase for this field for this past year is 20^0. Remember too, that the
machines are one year older than in June *42.

CONSOLES

Biggest price rise for this past year is in the consoles field. Prices started

to rise slowly at the beginning of this year, gradually caught up this past Fall,

started climbing this past winter and reached unprecendented heights this spring and

summer.

PINS

The pinball market was rather jittery. It was low in June, *42, and continued
low. Then with' the opening of much territory prices suddenly zoomed, A few months
of this and the later model games were cleared av/ay. The market again faltered and
has since been going up and down in undecided fashion. The pinball market continues
unsteady. The only steadying influence in this field can be attributed to the revamp

-

ers who have done a truly remarkable job. There is no doubt that this field will
once again zoom upward at the slightest inclination and this time may climb to new
highs,

SLOTS

The slot situation had already begun to make itself pretty much apparent in June
42. Prices v/ere already high, but continued to climb an additional 60^ higher dur-
ing this year with the machines becoming more difficult to obtain each week. There
are many rebuilt machines being sold for new equipment in this field at this time. It

is extremely hard to gauge the sales prices for any machines in this field at this
time because of the uncertainty of being able to purchase them. This 60^ increase, in
addition to the high prices already in effect June, 1942, gives a very good idea of

the slot market’s price rise.

ONE-BALLS

Here is another field that continued its climb regardless of the fact that
prices in June *42 v/ere already at a tremendously high mark. Prices soared over 100^
above what they were in June, a year ago. The one-ball imrket is probably the "rare
field" of the industry v/ith equipment here almost impossible to obtain and prices be-
ing asked so far away from average that any method for future market computation would
be impracticable at this time.

i

ARCADE

Arcade equipment enjoyed a 100^ jump over prices in June *42. As reported this
past Spring there isn’t enough arcade equipment around to handle the deinand, A great
many more arcades would have been opened this past Decoration Day were it possible to
obtain the necessary equipment. Such items as guns, rifle ranges, etc,, are becoming
extremely hard to obtain. Prices asked are far above what anyone ever dreamed they
would reach in this field. And this is not figuring on many types of guns and other
equipment which are almost out of the picture, for the price increase in these, in
mny cases, is far above the lOO^o mark since June, 1942,

With almost as many women at work as men thruout the nation, the sight of a girl servic-
ing a machine cones as no surprise to your locations nor to its customers. Furthermore it has

already been proven many times that locations extend more cooperation and courtesy and that

this helps "coingals" to work better, and faster, too. The majority of firms who use "coin-
gals" do so for the dayli^t hours. Men take over the night servicing, if any. "Coingals"
waste no time at bars buying drinks for the house. They get their collection slips signed

quickly and on they go. And, what's more, locations realize that these are young ladies at

work and this in itself has helped cut down on complaints, arguments and abusive language
which manv service men have had to end\ire.
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that someone thought up and in which someone else saw opportunity and there came to be

an industry. Building a coin machine is like putting on a show. In well guarded, hid-

den, factory nooks, away from all else, sit busy men who saw and file and draw and think

and argue and calculate and eventually produce the first handmade model of - a coin

machine. And then it is fearfully viewed by the manufacturer and his engineers and pro-

duction experts and his advertising and merchandising staff. Just like drilling the

chorus and rehearsing the stars and listening to the new songs and building the stage

settings.
