BANDS GET HOT!
Revived Interest In Dancing Creates

New Potential For Dance Disks

The Wall, Street Journal recently reported that dance
studios are now doing $100,000,000 a year business and
that six to eight million people are currently learning how
to dance.

Booking agents reveal that colleges, which recently had
been limiting themselves to local talent in the way of dance
bands, are once again shelling out two and three thousand
dollars for a night of dancing to a name band.

These figures and facts have profound implications for

the record business, particularly in their relation to bands.

For several years now, the entire industry has been be-

wailing the decline of the dance bands. Their records no
longer sell the way they did. They no longer draw in person
the crowds they once used to attract. They are not as pros-

perous as they were. In short, their entertainment potential

has been thought of as considerably diminished.

Yet here are revealed figures which indicate that mil-

lions of people are spending millions of dollars each year

learning to dance and enjoying the pleasures of dancing.

The demand which these people create, the market they open
up for dance recoyds is as great as the market existing for

any other type of record—perhaps greater. Why then is

this market not being emphasized, exploited, promoted, be-

ing supplied with records that those interested in dancing
not only would want to buy, but more than that, couldn’t

resist buying.

Certainly not all of these people’s needs can be met by
in person orchestras. People interested in dancing dance
at home, at parties in schools, in clubs. The only music
that can supply them with a steady dancing background is

recorded music, records made by our great dance bands.

And certainly we don’t lack important organizations to

create these dance records. The variety, scope and talent of

America’s orchestras are unsurpassed. There is no type of

music they can’t provide; there is no dancing needs they

can’t satisfy.

Even through the; recent period of decreasing dance
band record sales, many of our great orchestras have kept
intact, turning out wonderful music, listenable music, dance-

able music.

Now that the draught is over, now that dancing is once
again taking an important place in the music entertainment
picture, the established bands which have kept going and
the newer ones which are just beginning to get a foothold

should soon be turning out disks to compete with our cur-

rent best sellers.

This is the time that the orchestras and record companies
have been waiting for, the time when the demand for dance
bands is again gaining momentum.

The millions of people who are spending those millions

of dollars to learn to dance will certainly spend some frac-

tion of that for records to dance to. And a fraction of $100,-

000,000 is nothing to look the other way at.

What must happen now is that the orchestra leaders,

their arrangers, and the A & R men put their heads together,

combine all their talents to create the most outstanding
dance records possible. Such records would establish the

push for dozens of future dance disks which would follow

in their path. Such records would be swallowed up by the

old, new and potential dance enthusiasts throughout this

country.

The figures we quoted establish beyond doubt that the

potential for a dance band revival exists, just waiting to be
tapped. It is up to the record industry now to tap this

tremendous market.

Columbia And Armstrong Charge Record

Pirating In Suit Against “Jolly Roger”

NEW YORK N. Y.—Columbia
Records, in conjunction with Louis
Armstrong, has initiated the first

major court action to stop the al-

leged pirating of records.

A complaint was filed in New York
Supreme Court on January 29 against
Paradox Industries, Inc., and its presi-

dent, Dante Bolletino, who issue rec-

ords under the “Jolly Roger” label.

Columbia and Armstrong charge
that six “Jolly Roger ” albums, now
being sold in New York and other
cities, were dubbed entirely from
records made by Armstrong for Co-
lumbia between 1925 and 1932.
The complaint charges that:

1) This is a wrongful invasion of
Columbia’s property rights and un-
fair competition.

2) Armstrong’s privacy is being
invaded by the use of his name and
picture on the cover of the albums
and that he is suffering a loss of in-

come since no royalty is paid on the
records.

James Conkling, president of Co-
lumbia, claimed that the pirating and
bootlegging of records had become a
serious problem for the entire record-
ing industry. Records were being pi-

rated quite openly, he said, and he
cited as an example the fact that

the “Jolly Roger” label uses the

skull and crossbones as its identifica-

tion.

Norman Adler, attorney for Co-

lumbia, explained that the current

case was one of alleged pirating as

distinct from counterfeiting. Pirating

occurs when the original record is

dubbed and put out on a different

label. Counterfeiting occurs when the

original label is duplicated without
authority.

Conkling stated that he hoped one

of the first tasks of the newly formed
Record Industry Association of Amer-
ica would be an attempt to control

these practices.

As for the present complaint
against “Jolly Roger”, he said that

the court would be asked on February
6 to grant a temporary injunction

pending the trial of the case.

He pointed out that a strong prece-

dent for the current action taken by
the company and Armstrong was a

recent case in which the same court

stopped unauthorized off-the-air re-

cording of Metropolitan Opera broad-

casts. Columbia was a party to that

action because of its exclusive record-

ing contract with the Metropolitan

Opera Association.

The HALE You Say
—hy natt hale

Watching a recording session these days doesn’t quite give us the boot we
used to get out of it some fifteen years ago, we find.

We still observe with cold-eyed amazement the mad scramble of getting

set up; the bustle and confusion in the control room; and the cacaphonious
fantasy of sound.

But the atmosphere and general aura have taken on a new and modern
twist. Something that is akin to a change of mood or dress.

Just what it was, and is, we weren’t quite able to deduce, until just the

other day, when we sat in on a record date for one of the major companies,
and watched one of the acknowledged genii of A. & R. conduct a waxing session

for the label. *

The artists present included a name band, two featured vocalists, and a
chorus of eight assorted male and female voices.

In one precise moment, we found the answer.
It’s—Youth!

Looking up the fresh, young faces of the people who
were about to record their talents for posterity, we took
stock of the group and concluded that only about three or

four of the performers were older than 25.

This brought to mind our own avocation in the dim,
dead past, when we were surrounded by professional musi-
cian-colleagues and associates, all of whom had passed
the forty-odd mark.

Our own career was oftimes endangered when some
band-leader or radio producer stated:

“Well, we need someone with experience you know.
At your age, whom could you possibly have played with?”

While we could have regaled these folks with many
an apt answer, it still wouldn’t serve a useful purpose,
insofar as gaining employment was concerned.

As a matter of fact, the hirsute adornment on our upper lip was suggested
by one of our former orkster employers, who felt that it might offset the pry-
ing questionnaire-eyes of the Anti-Child Labor Enforcers.

At any rate, it would be interesting to eavesdrop on the interview granted
to one of today’s musicians by a “name” bandsman.

It would probably run something like the following:
“How old did you say you were? Thirteen?”
“That’s right, Pops. I’ll be thirteen next month . .

.”

“And how long have you been playing trumpet?”
“Trumpet? About six years. Clarinet and saxophone almost four years.

And fiddle I just picked up about two years ago.”
“How good a reader are you? Think you can cut my stuff?”

“Listen, Pops, your stuff isn’t any different from most of the other bands
I’ve worked with. Don’t forget, I arrange, too . .

.”

“Yeah, you told me. As a matter of fact, I remember your arrangement for
Jorge Caramba’s band on ‘Street Scene’. That was pretty terrific, by the way.
Especially for a 13-year-old guy.”

“What’s age got to do with it? I’m still considered to be a pretty young guy.”
“That’s what I mean. I’d have thought you were much older.”
“Oh—the way you said, ‘Thirteen’, I thought you meant I might be too old

for your group.”
“No, it’s alright, I guess. You’re a bit older than most of the men in the

band, but, since you double on all those instruments and can arrange, I think
you’ll do ... By the way, can you sing?”

“I did sing, but my voice is changing now. By the way, Pops, who’s the cute
chick who chirps for you?”

May be a little far-fetched, but that’s the trend.
In a few more years, we’ll wage that musicians will be applying for old-

age pension as soon as they hit twenty-one.
After all, a man can’t go on working forever.
Think, maybe, if I shaved the moustache, I could go back to work?
Isn’t it a shame that Youth must be wasted on children?

tify Before Judiciary Sub-Committee in Opposition to Bryson

Bill as CMI Convention Opens. Music Biz Anxiously Awaits Re-

sults. Many Have Arranged for Long Distance Phone Calls from the

Nation’s Capital for Quick Reports on This Dangerous Bill’s Hearings.

CHICAGO—As the Coin Machine

Institute’s convention opened this

Monday morning, February 4, 1952,

many who attended reported that their

minds and hearts were a thousand

miles away.

They were hoping tor a quick close-

out of the Bryson Bill public hearings

in Washington, D. C. which started

the very same morning as the CMI
Convention.

The Sub-Committee of the Com-
mittee-On-The-Judiciary opened its

hearings on the Bryson Bill (the bill

introduced into the House of Repre-

sentatives by Democratic Represen-

tative Joseph A. Bryson of South

Carolina, and sponsored by the Amer-
ican Society of Composers, Authors
and Publishers) an hour earlier than
the CMI Convention officially opened

its doors, due to the differential be-

tween eastern and central standard

time.

The seriousness and danger of the

Bryson Bill need not be emphasized
here. It has been pointed out to the

trade for months by The Cash Box
which has been highly complimented
with running the finest editorials

ever to appear to awaken the entire

automatic music industry to the

danger of this bill.

,
In fact, compliments as well as

great commendation from all the na-
tion’s outstanding automatic music
leaders have been heaped on The Cash
Box for its intensive and intelligent

work in explaining the danger of the

Bryson Bill in detail, and for urging
everyone of the nation’s juke box
operators to instantly write, wire,
phone and contact their Congressmen,
to halt this bill in the Sub-Committee.

George A. Miller, president of MOA
(Music Operators Of America) is re-

ported to be in Washington, as well
as Sidney H. Levine, attorney for
MOA and also attorney for AMOA of
New York.

Counsellor Levine successfully de-
fended the industry once before in

such a matter when the Buckley Bill

was up for hearings before the Ju-
diciary’s Sub-Committee.

There are also attorneys for the
juke box manufacturers’ association
present at the hearings.

Many here at the CMI Convention
are anxiously awaiting reports of
the results of the hearings and have
arranged for instant long distance
phone calls from the nation’s capital
to obtain these reports just as speed-
ily as possible.

Some who are attending the CMI
Convention are in constant contact
with the juke box men who are at

the Washington hearings. These men
say they will instantly fly to Wash-
ington should they be needed.
For the music business this is an

anxious and serious moment. The
music men who are present at the
CMI Convention aren’t relaxed, nor
can anyone blame them for their
tenseness at this time.
The Bryson Bill’s danger lies in

two things which are incorporated
into the bill (one of these added into
a special Senatorial bill originally
introduced by Senator Kefauver.
They are: 1) The fact that this

Bill (H.R. 5473) asks that the Copy-
right Act of 1909 be amended so that
juke boxes will have to pay royalties
for the use of copyrighted music to
the copyright owners. This is what
all former Bills attempted to do.

But, the Bryson Bill, 2) Also asks
that each juke box operator be made
to pay lc per week per side of each
recording (2c per record) royalty for
the use of the copyrighted music which
is featured on the recordings that
appear and are played in his juke
boxes.

This, therefore, makes the Bryson
Bill a tax bill in every regard. It

wants the juke box industry, from
which publishers, authors, composers,
writers, etc., already indirectly ob-
tain royalty, to pay double royalty-
tribute so that ASCAP, and similar
organizations, can gather many mil-
lions of dollars per year income, on
top of the $14,000,000 income ASCAP
received in 1951.
To say that the Bryson Bill is the

most dangerous to have ever faced
the entire juke box industry, is but
putting it mildly.
