If the juke box industry—with the

help of all those in the music and record

fields—can make a really substantial

contribution to the polio fund, it will

not only be aiding one of the most

worthy charities, it will also be showing

what a public-spirited industry can

accomplish when it concentrates on a

worthwhile cause. It will bring height-

ened respect to everyone who partici-

pates in it.

Now is the time to start getting behind

this “Day Of Dimes For the ‘March Of
Dimes’.”

If we all do everything we can to pub-

licize it, we will he assured of collecting

the greatest possible number of dimes

and in turn doing the greatest possible

good.

Capitol Tower Reaches 13th Floor

HOLLYWOOD—The Capitol Tower
—Hollywood’s dramatic circular office

building—has been “topped off” at its

thirteenth floor, Architect Welton
Becket, designer of the unique struc-

ture, revealed this week.
Located at 1750 Vine Street, just

north of Hollywood Boulevard, the
building has attracted international at-

tention because of its revolutionary,
yet highly, functional design.

Reported to cost more than $2,000,-

000, the structure will stand 13 stories

or 150 feet when completed.

In addition to the cylindrical shape
of the structure, its “floating” look has
also attracted wide attention in the
architectural and construction worlds.
Welton Becket achieved this form by
placing the 12-story circular tower on
a rectangular base and giving the sec-

ond leved a 78-foot diameter, while the
other levels of the tower have a 90-

foot diameter.

Contrary to a popular conception,
the building did not take a “round”
form because its owners produce rec-
ords. Originally, Capitol Records was
thinking in terms of a rectangular
building, architect Becket has stated.

Elaborating on the reasons the
building evolved in a circular pattern
Becket explained further, “Two re-
quirements which Capitol had swung
the design to a circular building. One
was that Capitol, in the words of
Glenn E. Walliehs, its president,

wanted a modern building which would
reflect the spirit and vision of the com-
pany. Unique but practical design was
the order. The second was that during
planning conferences it developed that
.Capitol's various departments each
needed between 5,000 and 6,000 square
feet of space.
“The design department already had

determined that the most practical
circular building should be 90 feet in

diameter. Less than a 45-foot radius
would have cramped the peripheral of-

fices and the central core which would
contain the utilities. More than a 45-

foot radius would have resulted either
in a waste of service and office space
or would have necessitated a second
corridor to serve a second ring of of-

fices.

“A 90-foot diameter circle provided
6,300 gross square feet. By efficiently

placing such services as elevators, duct
shafts, stairways, toilet areas, storage
and janitor space in the central core,
only 14 per cent of the gross area of
the circular building would be occu-
pied by service facilities. Rectangular
buildings usually require 20 per cent
for these purposes.

“Hence, the net square footage, the
usable floor space on each of the build-
ing’s 12 circular floors was 5,400
square feet—just what the record
makers ordered.”
According to officials of Capitol

Records, the building will be com-
pleted early in 1956.

“SISTINE CHOIR”—Selections From The Sound Tracks Of The Motion
Pictures Christ Is Born and Christ Is Risen—Criterion CR 600 (1-12" LP)
The religious music presented on this disk will be featured on a television
color film depicting, through paintings of the masters, the Birth of Christ
and in another His Rising. The works include selections from the Gregorian
Chants and the Renaissance. The Sistine Choir is well equipped to recite
the more serious religious choral music. They will add dramatic intensity
to the films. The voices of the young and older members blend with a sweet-
ness that complement the glory of the pieces. Good sales should be felt at
Xmas and Easter.

CLASSICAL

TCHAIKOVSKY—Concerto No. 1—Emil Gilels, pianist—Chicago Symphony
Orchestra Fritz Reiner, Conductor—RCA Victor LM 1969 (1-12" LP)
Midst the breaking down, to a great extent, of the cultural barriers between
our country and Russia, the Iron Curtain nations are letting us view their
more outstanding artists. Emil Gilels, the great Russian pianist, after his
debut in Philadelphia had the American critics overflowing with laudatory
adjectives. RCA Victor wasted little time in getting Gilels in a recording
session. The results are impressive. Gilels handles with complete mastery
and understanding “Tchaikovsky’s Concerto No. 1.” The familiar work is a
grab bag of Russo-Slavic melody that involves many tricky sections for the
pianist to prove his rare ability. Gilels has much competition, as many great
pianists have recorded the work. The other recordings also face a good deal
of competition from the Gilels version.

BEETHOVEN—Missa Solemnis—Choir Of St. Hedwig’s Cathedral—Berlin
Philharmonic Orchestra Karl Bohm, Conductor—Decca DX 135 (2-12" LP)
Decca, intent on catching both the eyes and ears of its customers, offers
another noble entry into the firm’s Art-Music Masterpiece Collection. This
time Beethoven is the featured composer and Roualt the artist. The set’s
cover is a totally modernistic portrayal of Christ and Two Disciples. The
Beethoven work is a panorama of various religious feelings expressed
musically. It’s an opus that, besides being one of various moods, demands
vocal and orchestral mastery. The Choir Of St. Hedwig’s Cathedral and the
Berlin Philharmonic Orchestral meet these requirements with majestic feeling.
Profuse notes on the album provide the listener with an informative back-
ground to the work. Excellent Xmas gift for the serious music lover’s stocking.
Fold open inner package slides into a deluxe outer packet.

Overture Op. 80, OFFENBACH-Orpheus In Hades Overture Thames Symphony
Orchestra, Danube Symphony Orchestra, Stratford Symphony Orchestra

Camden CAL 242
Camden has assembled three lighter works by a trio of classical composers.
Their source, as usual, has come from the Victor catalog. Alo in keeping with
other Camden releases, the orchestras are much more renowned than their
listed names would indicate. For instance, the Stratford Symphony Orchestra
is actually the London Philharmonic with the late and brilliant Serge Kous-
sevitsky at the helm. These short and gay works are given all the lighthearted-
ness they deserve. Pre-hi-fi sound will not deter the economy minded classical
collector from buying this disk.

She
changes over from nostalgia in Berlin’s “When I Leave The World Behind”
to a novelty in “Nora Malone,” with refreshing ease. Included in the set is

Teresa’s newest release “A Good Man Is Hard To Find” which she rejuvenates.
Pop collectors have here a solid LP set. Sounds like a big seller.

Sarah Vaughan had already been held in high esteem as a jazz singer when
she clicked on the pop charts in a big way this year. Columbia, taking advantage
of her new admirers, offers an LP issue of Sarah in some of her older re-

cording sessions. She offers a patch-quilt of the less hackneyed jazz and pop
standards. Her talents in both forms pleasantly evident. She has the mark
of an intelligent singer, which is excellent phrasing of lyrics. A sidelight
to the disk is some deft jazz accompaniment especially in “Can’t Get Out Of
This Mood.” With superior material and the professional touch of Miss
Vaughan, the set may find its way to pop collection of a happy public.

Herb Shriner has quite a reputation to live up to. He has been compared
to the great Will Rogers so many times that it has hec'ome natural for people
to rate Shriner with Rogers’ standards. His monologues, familiar to his vast
Saturday night TV audience, contain a similiar folksy humor that marked
Rogers’. The Hoosier also handles the harmonica with skill. But, it is the
monologues that dominate the set. His talks on home life and the Army will

evoke a warm smile or a hilarious bellow. Good entry in the growing single
personality record series. Will delight Herb’s many fans. Some of the mono-
logues were taped at Shriner’s night club appearances.

“THE JAZZ SCHOOL”—Featuring Clark Terry, Paul Gonsalves, Joe Gordon,
Art Mardigan—Wing MGW 60002 (1-12" LP)

FOUND A NEW BABY; MOROCCAN BLUE; OLD GOLD; GOLDEN TOUCH; EVENING LIGHTS;
IT DON'T MEAN A THING; TAKE NINE; EVERYTHING HAPPENS TO ME; DON'T BLAME

There’s a good assortment of jazz variety on this well rounded disk. Two pop
standards, “Don’t Blame Me” featuring the tenor sax of Paul Gonsalves, and
“Body And Soul”, highlighted by the trumpet of Joe Gordon, come across as
excellent examples of cool jazz music. On the other hand Duke Ellington’s “It

Don’t Mean A Thing To Me” and Gonsalves’ (tenor sax) “Take Nine” rip into

the “anything goes” school of jazz thought. The set will thus satisfy conflicting
jazz views that may be held by the individual jazz enthusiast. High quality
hi-fi sound.

Illinois Jacquet; Ben Webster; Charle Ventura—Norgran MGN-1034 (12" LP)
One of the most popular of all instruments in this era of greater acceptance
of jazz by the popular market, is the tenor sax. And on this twelve incher,
Norgran offers fourteen numbers by seven of the top tenor stars who have
made musical history during this century. Altho the instrument is the same
on each of these selections, each artist handles it in his own skillful manner.
The saxists work with combos and bands and each performs two standards.
An item to be treasured by any sax enthusiast. A great cross-section of
technique on the sax, all on one LP. Should be a strong seller.

JAZZ ROMP —Nat Pierce’s Jazzmen—Keynote 1101 (1-12")
BACK ON THE SCENE; RIDIN' IN THE PARK; PERILS OF CHERYL; CARNIVAL ROMP; YOU'RE
DRIVING ME CRAZY; TAKIN' THE COUNT; PIERCIN' THRU.

The mention of the name Keynote may not get any response from newer jazz
enthusiasts but older fans will recall the label with nostalgic and fond affection.
It finds itself in a field that has grown to immense proportion and jazz is no
longer the child Keynote fondled years back. Its first entry is notable since it

relies .heavily on swing jazz, so popular in the late thirties and early forties.
Nat Pierce, lately a member of Woody Herman’s band, has two groups working
for him on the disk. Pierce himself has written five of the seven numbers
which are rich in jazz inflection. The boys are given lots of opportunity for
interplay and meet every occasion well. They provide an excellent excursion
through the pieces. Good start for Keynote’s comeback to jazz.

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Three items by three of our local r & b firms are in the sleeper category and
show every sign of spreading out to a point where they will he recognized as
national hits. “Crazy For You,” by the Heartbeats on Hull (first release for the
label) is on top of the New York and New Jersey lists. It has also been growing

steadily in L. A., where it may break the charts
any day now, and in Baltimore. Several majors
have evinced a keen interest in the tune for pos-
sible pop coverage. . . . “Are You Satisfied,” by
Ann Cole on Baton (her first for Baton) is break-
ing through the entire country. In addition the
side is also selling pop in several areas. . . .

“Stormy Weather,” by The Leaders on Glory
Records has solidified itself high in the best sell-

ers in Los Angeles and is now beginning to make
itself felt in many other markets. This is The
Leaders first release for Glory. Phil Rose, Glory
prexy, announces his imminent move into larger
quarters at 2 W. 47th St. Phil will occupy the

new offices on or about December 19. Glory has had a remarkable six or eight
months in the r & b business. Its first release was “Soldier Boy,” by the Four
Fellows—a grade A and bona fide national hit. The second was “Stormy
Weather,” which is on its way—and the third is “Angels Say,” by the Four
Fellows, a semi-hit still building. Three money-making records out of three re-

splitting LP, “Sexessfully Yours,” that should become a- best seller in the album
charts. “It is so funny,” says Al, “that the engineer couldn’t handle the con-
trols.” . . . Atlantic’s new crop, just released a week
ago, has already turned up three winners. Joe Turner’s
“Morning, Noon and Night”; Ruth Brown’s “I Wanna
Do More”; and Clyde McPhatter’s “Seven Days” are
all piling up heavy orders and re-orders.

The Diablos have
a good selling disk in “The Way You Dog Me Around”
and Andre Williams has a biggie in “Going Down
To Tia Juana”. . . . Charlie Fuqua’s Inkspots now
starring at Carl Liller’s Cocktail Lounge, New Or-
leans, through December 21—and then at the Brass
Rail in Tampa, Fla. for one week. The Inkspots latest King Record, “Command
Me,” is doing well. ... Ray Dobard, Music City Records, writes in from
Washington, D.C. Ray has been making the deejay and distrib rounds with
Joel Turnero. . . . Sol Rabinowitz and Lou Sprung up with the results of the
latest Lily Ann Carrol session. This gal can sing and Baton has four great
sides. . . . Joe Leibowitz, Premium Records, tells us Vikki Nelson’s “Bright
and Early” is causing excitement. He has gotten great reaction. . . .

United Records has come up with a goodie in the Danderliers’ newest, “May
God Be With You”. . . . Ray Clark reports good biz breaking on Oscar Black
and Sue Allen’s “Set A Wedding Day” in Nashville and Buffalo. . . . Jockey
Jack Gibson (WERB-Atlanta, Ga.) writes to tell us how thrilled he was on
Wednesday, November 31, when he read our original telegram to Jerry Wexler
of Atlantic Records advising him of Ruth Brown’s retention of the title “Best
Female Vocalist of 1955”.

The Valencia barred its doors Sat-
urday, November 19, the same night
that WITH disk jockey Buddy Deane,
had song star Pat Boone booked in for
three big disk jockey shows. Boone
played to capacity houses at all three
performances, proving that if you have
the attraction, plus publicity, people
will gladly stand in line for a ticket.

Immediately after Boone’s third show,
the doors were locked forever. The
next day, workmen began their sad
wrecking job. Old line theatre folk
shook their heads and said that “times
have changed.”

Next, the old Keith’s Theatre, long
famous for its high standing among
the nation’s top vaudeville houses in
the late twenties and early thirties,

later as a first-run movie house, met

the same fate Saturday, December
3rd. Perhaps it’s coincidence, but on
December 3rd, the same Buddy Deane
had another show for Baltimore. You
guessed it, the location was the Keith’s

Theatre. Featured were Bill Haley and
His Comets, in a show called “Buddy
Deane’s House Rocking Concert of
1955.” And rock the house they did.

All performances were completely sold
out, with hundreds turned away. Deane
says wrecking crews should have a
fairly easy job with the Keith’s, be-
cause of the roof tumbling perform-
ance of the Haley crew.

Both the managers of the Valencia
and the Keith’s were wondering if a
call to the locksmith would have been
necessary had Deane been promoting
their shows over the past years. One
oldtimer with the Keith’s said he had
not seen business like that since Kate
Smith and Morton Downey headlined
the bill years ago. Said one theater
big wig: “Let’s face it, disk jockey
Deane has put more business in these
theaters in a single day than we’ve
been able to put in in six months.”

Sales Surpass Production as Music Ops Reinforce

Routes with New Phonos. Trade-in Values High Due to

Call for More Late Models from International Markets.

Factories Trying Hard to Meet Demand
But Continued Shortages of Raw Ma-
terials and Components Holding Back

Peak Production Schedules

CHICAGO—“How can you satisfy

and supply 20 operators with 10 pho-

nographs?”, frettingly questioned one

well-known distributor.

Another stated “I’m offering some

unusually attractive trade-in values

for late-model used phonographs to all

my operators because of the demand I

have from the foreign markets.

“They want to trade,” he admitted,

“but,” he said, “we haven’t the new ma-

chines they want before they make the

trade.

“And that,” he concluded, “is the

way business is with us right now.”

The same sort of situation prevails

all over the nation, according to re-

ports being received from top phono

sellers. ,

It seems that more and more music

operators have decided to reinforce

their routes this year with the new
model high-fidelity phonos.

And even though the operators have

placed orders against handsome trade-

in valuations, the new phonos aren’t

forthcoming, for sales have surpassed

the production of the factories.

Due to this condition, leading pho-

nograph distributors foresee a tight

used market, on late models especially,

continuing for some time yet to come.

Unless, of course, the factories can

step up production to meet the fine de-

mand they are enjoying from all over

the nation.

At the same time the factories are

also enjoying a very good demand from
many foreign countries.

They are working with top produc-

tion schedules at this time in an effort

to satisfy both the domestic and the

foreign markets. But from all indica-

tions, they seem to be falling further

behind, instead of gaining on sales.

Distributors state that they could

use many, many times the number of

phonos they are now receiving.

One distributor put it this way,
“Like everyone else we, too, have a very
big demand for our new model. But
we have to take into consideration
that we’re not the only distributor our
factory has to supply.

“In the meantime,” he added, “it

sure is irritating to have to tell our
customers, especially when they call

in from the country places, that we

still haven’t their phonographs ready
for them.

“The big trouble is,” he says, “that

the operators don’t believe us. They
think we’re favoring some other cus-

tomers.

“We only wish we could satisfy them
all at one time,” he concluded.

Regardless of the gripes from sellers

of phonos, and the suspicions of many
operators, the fact remains that the

juke box industry is in an extremely
healthy condition and appears to be

growing stronger every week.

There is no doubt, too, that the con-

dition will remain until sometime this

forthcoming spring.

Components and raw materials are
becoming ever more difficult to obtain.

The manufacturers are desperately
trying to fill orders as fast as pos-

sible.

They simply cannot handle more
than capacity or near capacity, espe-

cially when the necessary components
and materials aren’t available.

United Music Ops of Mich.

DETROIT, MICH.—Continuing its

great work through cooperation with
charitable and community programs,
the membership of the United Music
Operators of Michigan, this city, voted
to instruct Roy Small, conciliator and
public relations counsel, to proceed
with a “March of Dimes” program.

U. S. Employment, Personal Income

and Plant Expansion at Record High

WASHINGTON, D. C.—A joint re-

port by various of the government’s
departments this week was to the ef-

fect that booming industrial conditions
have brought the country’s employ-
ment, personal income and plant ex-
pansion to a record level.

As a healthy financial condition of
the nation’s workers reflects in the
welfare of the coin machine industry,
it is interesting to note that experts
predict these conditions will prevail
thru the first half of 1956.
The only adverse report was that

farm employment and income hasn’t
kept pace with the other parts of the
economy.

Employment was at the highest No-
vember level in history, with 64,500,-

000 at work. The figure was 3,000,000
more than in November a year ago.

October personal income was run-
ning at a record annual rate of $309,-

500.000.

000 a gain of a billion and a
half over the rate prevailing in Sep-
tember. Two-thirds of the rise was
in wage and salary disbursements.

Business plans for expenditures on
plant and equipment in the first quar-
ter of 1956 at the annual rate of $31,-

500.000.

000, a new high. This is at a
level of a billion and a half above the
rate at which such outlays are being
made in the present quarter.

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
