Far East and South America to

come in the future.

While The Cash Box is a commercial enterprise, with profits neces-

sary to pay the freight, we are highly optimistic that our initial invest-

ment in news and statistical coverage, bringing advantages to the rec-

ord and music trade, will eventually prove fruitful. If it doesn’t, we
can pride ourselves that we have been responsible for a tremendous
increase in world trade—and that world trade (particularly in music)
can be a great factor in promoting world peace.

Dollar Volume Up 38%
NEW YORK—Record industry dol-

lar volume for the first 6 months of
1959 was 38% ahead of the same
period of 1958, a new Record Indus-
try Association of America (RIAA)
Quarterly Report of Record Sales by
Factories has revealed. The report
also disclosed that single records now
account for 49% of total unit sales as
opposed to 65% in 1958. On a dollar
basis, singles dropped from 42% of
the total to 18%.
During the first 6 months of 1959,

stereo records accounted for 25% of
LP sales on a unit basis.

The RIAA says its report reflects
about 72% of the total industry sales.

“TAYLOR’S TENORS”—Arthur Taylor, Charlie
Rouse, Frank Foster—New Jazz 8219
The Prestige subsid enables youthful Arthur

Taylor, while mainly in a supporting role to
tenormen Rouse and Foster, to display his drum-
ming technique to good advantage. Like most
young drummers today he has been greatly
influenced by the bop approach of Kenny Clarke
and his immediate successors, but has also de-
veloped an individual style. Six numbers are
swung with bop drive and vigor, Ra'^se and
Foster coming through very capably. Performer’s
enthusiasm for the music shows off well.

SPIRITUALS TO SWING” — Vanguard
YRS 8523/4

Two disks of excerpts from John Ham-
mond’s famous 1938 & 1939 “Spirituals to
Swing” Carnegie Hall concerts. Through
the performances of such artists as Sonny
Terry, Big Bill Broonzy, Golden Gate
Quartet and Helen Humes, Hammond at-
tempted to demonstrate the development of
jazz from the Negro spiritual to swing.
The concerts culminated in the appearances
of the “King of Swing,” Benny Goodman
(sextet), and the initial Eastern concert
appearance of Count Basie, whom Hammond
had discovered two years earlier. Combined
performances by “Hot Lips” Page, Lester
Young, Charlie Christian, James P. John-
son, Walter Page and many others are of
immense historical significance. A must for
the jazz collector.
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“CAL-ESSENCE”—Calvin Jackson at the Piano—Raynote 3001-M
Calvin Jackson is an accomplished pianist who

has extended his concert appearances beyond the
confines of jazz. This album presents hiin with
rhythm accompaniment in basically-jazz per-
formances of twelve numbers. Jackson has been
greatly influenced by Tatum which is especially
evident in his slow, rolling, Tatumesque figures
on the ballad tracks (“Isn’t It Romantic”). He
is extremely competent and easily digestible and
his selection of tunes is commendable; four by
Ellington, two Rodgers and two Jackson originals.
Good listening here.

The group delivers the songs straightforwardly,
unaffectedly and with appropriate feeling. Timely
release in light of TV western popularity.

“HILLEL RAVEH SINGS SONGS OF THE IS-

Hillel Raveh, the male half of the popular team
of Hillel & Avivah, has a deep personal attach-
ment to these songs (he was at one time a mem-
ber of the Haganah) and it clearly show's in his
singing.

“THE LURE OF THE BLUE MEDITERRAN-
EAN”—Axel Stordahl and his Orchestra—Decca

A Mediterranean panorama in music by Axel

Stordahl is packaged in a visual pageant of the
romantic area containing- nine pages of color
photos and notes by Horace Sutton, plus a die-
cut cover that makes an ideal display piece. “Isle
of Capri,” “Red Sails in the Sunset,” “Misirlou”
and “Off Shore” among others are essayed in
a romantic aura of strings for the enjoyment of
many moodists.

DONIZETTI: “Lucia Di Lamermoor”—Philhar-
monia Orchestra And Chorus, Tullio Serafin,
Conductor, Maria Callas as Lucia—Angel 3601
B/L Monaural & Stereo

Orchestra, chorus, and soloists perform ade-
quately. Miss Callas dramatic instincts frequently
fail to overcome her obvious vocal defects.

Although most of the music
may not rise above its program affiliation, Miss
Sayao is provided with vocal material which
would be highly effective on a concert platform.

MOZART: “Sonata In C Major, K. 330”; “Sonata
In E Flat Major, K. 282”; “Rondo In D Major,
K.485”—Leon Fleischer, Piano—Epic LC 3584

Fleischer offers an acceptable performance by
contemporary pianistic standards. These Mozart
performances, however, would benefit greatly
from far more supple phrasing, a greater variety
of touches and deeper musical penetration. Too
many pianists sacrifice the endless private re-
flection which leads to art, for premature public
exposure. The third movement of the E flat
sonata indicates that Fleischer mi°ht play artist-
ically, granting persevering experimentation.

goes to the Continent to visit his Paris publishing house.

It was a pleasure to meet Jerry Keller whose first visit to this country
coincides with his first hit here “Here Comes Summer” (his own composition).
Released on the London label and published by Mills Music, it is still riding-

high in the British charts after hitting the number one spot. One of Jerry’s
first visits was the London’s Finsbury Park Empire to see Britain’s Cliff

Richard and to congratulate him on winning the Golden Disk to mark the
millionth pressing of his great hit “Living Doll”. Interesting point . . .

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The Secretary General of the Gruppo Fonografico Italiano, Mr. Grauding,

died recently. A veteran of the record business, he was admired and respected

his vast knowledge of the business and for being exceptionally objective. His
possible successors are Rag. Franchetti, ex Inspector General of the Societa

degli autori, and Prof. Sordella, a young copyright lawyer.

Mr. Dragoni, Italian representative for the American juke box manufac-
turers, Rock-Ola, informs me that for the first time two Italian popular

singers, Wilma de Angelis and Fred Buscaglione, have this year been awarded
two gold, miniature Rock-Ola juke boxes. The presentation took place October

29 in a Milan night club. Buscaglione records for
Cetra and de Angelis recoi'ds for Philips.

The Voce del Padrone Publicity Office passed on to

me biographical notes on singer Nicola Arigliano. It

seems in 1953, at the beginning of his career, Arig-
liano had the opportunity to be heard by American
jazz figure Marshall Brown, who suggested Arigliano
chose an exigent public to gain fame and popularity.

In 1954 Arigliano went to the States where he met
many leading figures of American popular music,
among them Frank Sinatra, who gave Arigliano valu-
able advice and introduced him to many important
personalities. After six months in the States Arig-
liano returned to Italy. In 1956 he settled in Milan
and was signed to an exclusive recording contract
by Columbia. He was the only sirtger who appeared
at the San Remo Jazz Festival, the most important
jazz event in Italy.

Arigliano’s records are now available in many European countries. At
present his record, “I Sing Amore,” appears on the list of Italian best sellers.

The Garish Company was founded in Milan in 1887 and dealt with the
trade of national and foreign instruments and musical scores. In 1894 the
company started its own publishing activities and developed well-known pub-
lishing repertoires of classic, diadatic and light music scores, which were to

achieve international importance.
Carish has been the exclusive representative of the leading music firms for

approximately 20 years. The publishing firm hires scores and supplies or-

chestra and choir performances of theatre and symphonic operas. It supplies

all Academies, theatres and radio stations with the scores of the best Italian

and foreign lyric and symphonic repertoires. Carish’s recording activity began
in 1928 with the recording and distribution of Odeon Records. In 1947 Carish
became the Italian representative for the Parlophon label, a subsidiary of
Electrical Music Industries, also owners of Odeon.

In January 1938 Carish became part of the important industrial group in

Lombardy under the management of Maestro Robbiani, president of the

Gruppo Fonografico Italiano, which is a member of the Federazione Fono-
grafica Internationale.

In the last few years, Carish started its own record production, under
the Carish label. Recently it published a 10-disk album of historical Italian

music.

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Wallichs Returns From Global Tour

HOLLYWOOD—Glenn E. Wallichs,
president of Capitol Records, returned
to his Tower headquarters recently
after completing- an eight-week tour
of Capitol and Electric & Musical
Industries, Ltd., (EMI) installations
around the globe. The Capitol chief
executive registered some 30,000
miles of jet travel in visiting eleven
foreign capitals.

Departing Hollywood on September
14, Wallichs stopped briefly at Omaha,
Nebraska, to appear as featured
speaker at a meeting of business,
civic and cultural leaders in support
of the Omaha Symphony Orchestra
(Wallichs is a native Nebraskan).
Accompanied by Mrs. Wallichs, the
Capitol president then went on to
New York, flying from there to Lon-
don on September 18. On September
24, Wallichs, a Director of EMI, Capi-
tol’s parent company, attended the
annual meeting of EMI’s Board of
Directors. His subsequent itinerary
included Paris, Cairo, Beirut, Karachi,
Bombay, Delhi, Bangkok, Hong Kong,
Tokyo, and Honolulu.

According to Wallichs, primary
purpose of the trip was to visit coun-
tries which have not experienced re-
cent personal contact by Capitol reps.
The trip marked Wallichs’ first travel
in the Near East, and his first around-
the-world business tour. Highlights
of the trip included appearances on
the Voice of America (in Beirut,
Lebanon) and Radio Hong Kong, as
well as a visit to India’s famed Taj
Mahal and a camel-back view of
Egypt’s pyramids.

In comenting on his trip, the Capi-
tol president stated: “Everywhere I
went, I was struck by the growing-
interest and market demand which
exists for American artists and Ameri-
can repertoire. The true meaning of
the phrase ‘universality of music’ has

never been so clear to me as it is
now.”

Wallichs’ principal contacts on the
trip were: Francois Minchin of Capi-
tol s EMI affiliate, Pathe-Marconi, in
Paris; Michael Yacoumopoulos, EMI
& Capitol representative for Egypt;
Abdul Wattar, Capitol representativem Lebanon; Field Marshal Sir Claude

tan, and W. J. Richmond, Managing
Director of the Gramophone Company,
Pakistan; Khalil Raham, General Man-
ager for EMI-East Pakistan; P. K. P.
Iyer, Managing Director, Bombay
Branch, Gramophone Company J E
George, EMI Far Eastern Supervisor;’
Komol Sukosol, EMI & Capitol repre-

Congress-FCC To Investigate “Payola”

NEW YORK— One of the after-
maths of the much publicized TV
Quiz Shows Congressional investiga-
tions

_

is the threat that the “radio-
disk jockey payola” situation will be
next.
On Wednesday, November 11, a

member of the Federal Commission,
Robert E. Lee warned radio stations
not to be “complacent” because they
have come off unscathed so far in the
television quiz show scandal. Lee told
broadcasters that “there may be those
among you who are involved in direct
violations of the Communications Act.

“I have read in the tradepress, the
daily press and I have personally re-
ceived a complaint which indicates
that there may be stations or station
employees or talent receiving money
or other material considerations as an
inducement for the playing of selected
records. Others may be soliciting
considerations for the promotion of

|

particular products through free
plugs.”

Lee suggested that broadcasters
read certain sections of the Communi-
cations Act that “require that appro-
priate announcements be made of
sponsorship.

“I would merely state,” he said,
“that noncompliance with the above
provisions would raise very serious
questions as to whether a licensee is

operating in the public interest and
whether he is qualified to continue the
operation of his station. Ignorance by
the licensee of the activities of his
employee will not excuse violations
of the law.”
Though ignored by most of the

press, some of the more sensational
istic newspapers have been running
feature stories in which they probe
into the activities of their local disk
jockeys.

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HOARD REJECTS CILLER

IGHT LEGISLATION PROPOSAL

Decision Made During Chi Meeting

With Performance Rights Societies

GEORGE A. MILLER

CHICAGO—The Board of Directors

of the Music Operators of America,

headed by George A. Miller, president

and managing director, held • their

annual convention planning meeting,

November 4, 5, and 6, at the Morrison

Hotel. Board members and non-mem-
ber operators attended a general dis-

cussion of the much publicized Celler

Copyright Legislation Proposal, which

is pending in the House of Congress,

Washington, D.C.

Representatives of the various per-

formance rights societies, were in-

vited to the meetings to discuss the

legislation. Among those present for

the performing rights societies were:

Herman Finkelstein, ASCAP; Sidney

Kay, BMI; and Barney Young, SESAC
and several other smaller groups.

After George A. Miller officially

opened the initial session the com-
mittee’s chief counsel, Mr. Brickfield,

expressed his views, and explained

why he felt that the Celler Proposal

was a desirable piece of legislation.

Following Brickfield’s remarks to

the membership, Finkelstein, Kay,

and Young rose to the floor individ-

ually to voice their opinions of the

Proposal. Young in his statement

made it quite clear to the entire

assemblage, according to Miller, that

it would be folly for the music oper-

ators to accept the Proposal in its

present form, or to “accept any other

legislation of its kind.”

At this point in the discussion John
Haddock, president of Automatic Mu-
sic, Incorporated (AMI), posed the
question “whether the performing
rights societies are fully in accord

with the contents of the Celler Pro-

posal.” Representatives of the per-

forming rights societies signified that

they were—with a few minor recom-

mended amendments.
When all the speakers were finally

heard Nick Allen, legal counsel for

the Music Operators of America, who
acted as chairman for this meeting,

called a general meeting of the oper-

ators to extract a statement on the

legislation from C'eoi-ge A. Miller,

president and managing director of

MOA.
Miller made it quit, r a! once,

in his statement to the hire assem-

blage that he was not in accord with

some of the remarks made by the

representatives of the performing
rights societies.

“Furthermore,” Miller stressed, “it

is the unanimous opinion and vote of

all of the national directors of MOA
as well as association representatives

present, that there should be no

changes in the present copyright laws

—under any condition whatsoever!”

Miller emphatically stated that the

MOA will continue to fight against

this legislation in co-operation with

the other allied industries.

He concluded by saying, “This dis-

cussion and its results concerning the

Celler Proposal will be brought to

the attention of the membership-at-

large, during the convention in Chi-

cago, May 9, 10, and 11, 1960.”

The Friday session (November 6)

was attended solely by the officers and

national directors of the Music Oper-

ators Association for the purpose of

selecting the various committees for

the upcoming convention in 1960. The
next board meeting will be held at

the Morrison Hotel just prior to the

opening of the convention, May 9

through 11.

Mfrs. Pledge Sums To Start Activities

CHICAGO—The executive commit-
tee of the Information Council of the
Coin-Operated Industry met in closed

session, November 12, in the Byfield

Room of the Sherman Hotel, this city,

to arrive at a proper method of fi-

nancing the projected public relations,

program for the coin machine indus-
try which is contemplated for the
near future. The budgeted goal is

$100 ,
000 .

An agreement was reached by the
group, consisting of manufacturers,
distributors, and operators, that
“matching funds” from each group
was most desirable. Tentatively, and
with exact planning to come, the
group based their financing program
on the basis of voluntary contribution
of one dollar from each group on each
machine sold. If successful, this plan
would insure continued funding of

the program on an equitable basis.

The manufacturers present (Chi-
cago Coin, Bally, AMI, United, and
Williams) all agreed to “match”
funds on the basis of receipt of a
matching dollar from distributors and
operators. Operator-members were
confident that operators wanted a
public relations program, and would
start the “matching chain” rolling
quickly.

Lou Casola, chairman of the Infor-
mation Council of the Coin-Operated
Industry, dispelled any possibility of
seeking final action on the proposed
plan for the acquisition of funds un-
til legal counsel is consulted for ap-
proval prior to presentation of the
plan to the industry.

An agreement incorporating all de-
tails will be drawn up for approval

j

by all participating manufacturers.
These manufacturers agreed also to

advance the necessary funds so that
operation of the public relations group
could commence as soon as possible.

Operator-chairman Lou Casola, in

a sincere gesture, volunteered to ad- I

vance the same amount for the ini-

tial program as would be given by the
manufacturers. Since pledges of these

funds were made by the manufactur-
ers, Casola was empowered to notify
the public relations firm selected dur- it

ing this session to arrange a contract
to finalize the arrangements. Official

The

National Super Market Non-Food Ex-

hibit, the fifth convention since its

inception in 1958, has plans for exhib-

its of vending and amusement ma-

chines, a factor of great interest to

the coin machine industry.

In addition to the hardware, records,

paper products and other non-food

items which have been selling in

greater abundance with each passing-

month through super markets, amuse-

ment machines have made a major

entry during this past year with

super-store amusement centers becom-

ing a strong part of super and dis-

count house store layouts and also of

prime consideration now in the plan-

ning stages of future shopping cen-

ters.

Currently active in the super store

operation, with amusement machines,

arcade equipment and vending ma-

chines, is Dave Rosen of David Rosen,

Inc., Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, who
has completed the fourteenth super-

i store-amusement center in the States

of Pennsylvania and New Jersey. As

reported in The Cash Box (February

14, 1959), the Rosen super-store lo-

cations were a result of the search for

new type locations which would be

adaptable to amusement machines.

Rosen is active in super market lo-

cations such as Food Fair and 2 Guys
From Harrison, with up to 50 ma-
chines in a single amusement center.

Reports after one and one-half years

after initial entry into this new type

super-store location prove the success

of super-store operations, when con-

ducted in the proper manner. Another
coin machine outlet currently in the

super-store locations is Runyon Sales

Company, New York City, (reported

in The Cash Box, February 14, 1959)

with equipment in a regular playland,

all part and parcel of the Great East-

ern Mills discount-super-store opera-

tion in West Paterson, New Jersey.

More than thirty amusement machines
comprise the “Bally Playland” set up
by Runyon and operated under the

supervision of Ed Burg, veteran ar-

cade and coinman.

These and other operations across

the country, such as the “bowlette”

type location, strong in the middle
west and southern area only last year,

are springing up all over the country
and many have found a haven in

super-store locations.

According to Monroe R, Passis, ex-

ecutive secretary of the “Superama”
group, the operator has a “captive”

audience of immense proportions when
he is on location in a super market.
He also pointed to the many super

market outlets that have delegated a

specific amount of space to amusement
machine operations.

Reports from operators, inciden-

tally, show the profit picture per
square foot of space, the super market
rule of thumb, as being in many in-

stances five times the square foot

earnings of other departments in the

store including food and drug items.

Statistics show that seven out of

every ten items purchased in a super
market are “impulse” items. The non-

food lines, including the amusement
centers, are therefore catering to a

vast audience with a tremendous po-

tential.

Passis remarked that the “one-
store-shopping-habit” is the main rea-
son for the success of non-food items
in super-stores. This comment is in
line with super-store amusement cen-
ter progress based on the “family”
shoppers who are potential for the
game tournament programs currently
being used to interest shoppers.
Coinmen contacted regarding the

vending machine-amusement game
facet of super market operations in

conjunction with the “Superama” con-
vention showed great interest in the
forthcoming exhibit. A complete list

of exhibitors of coin-operated ma-
chines scheduled to appear at the non-
foods show will be published before
the April convention takes place.
