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Recognition of the foreign mar-
ket as a major area for record sales

has made tremendous strides during

the past year. However, the ad-

vances made in 1959 should be
dwarfed by the tremendous growth
we can expect in the next twelve

months.

The record industry is today

where the motion picture industry

was half-dozen or so years ago. At
that time, films were made strictly

for the United States market and
whatever additional grosses came in

from Europe and the other conti-

nents, were considered gravy. To-

day, film producers are very much
aware of the fact that a film often

can gross more throughout the

world than it can in our own coun-

try. And today top level thinking,

when a new film is being produced,

takes into consideration the appeal

of potential members of the cast in

other countries.

Although record manufacturers

have not yet reached this stage, the

past year has brought a noticed

awakening of the extra profits that

can be earned from a record that

meets with broad acceptance in for-

eign lands.

During the past half year, we
have heard some truly startling re-

ports about singles, big hit singles

in the U. S., which have sold more

records abroad than here. Consid-

ering that some of these singles

topped the 600,000 mark here, this

should be sufficient evidence that
“

the foreign market is one with which
to be reckoned.

Another phenomenon which has

been making its impression on rec-

ord company brass of late is the

artist who has been clicking with

his waxings abroad even though he
has not “made it” big here in the

States. Such an artist is a valuable

asset to any company since the cost -

of his sessions can, at least, be cov- ®

ered by the foreign sale and the

artist can continue to be recorded

without a loss. Should the artist

“catch on” in the States, then, iron-

ically, the U. S. sale will be the

gravy. And from what we’ve been
hearing in recent months, there are

a number of recording artists in this

category.

Almost every company today _

recognizes, in varied degrees, the

importance of such markets as Eng-
land, the European continent, Aus-
tralia, etc. But in 1960 we can
expect to see strides made in many
other foreign lands.

Film companies are already well

aware of a “World Market”. It’s

just a matter of time before record

companies recognize the world as

one market.

mentioned first hit plus “This I Swear,” “When
I Fall In Love,” “I’ll Be Seeing You” and “I Can
Dream Can’t I.” Good teen merchandise.

“MISTER GUITAR”—Chet Atkins-
LPM 2103

-RCA Victor

Atkins is indeed “Mr. Guitar” of country mu-
sic, having been selected as the most programmed
instrumentalist in The Cash Box deejay polls for
the past seven years. In this set he demonstrates
his excellent technique on “Rainbow,” “Hello
Bluebird,” “I’m Forever Blowing Bubbles” and
“Country Style” among others. Top item for c&w
markets and for guitar fans all over.

“SHOUT!"—The Islev Brothers—RCA Victor
LPM 2156

Three brothers whose wildly frantic sounds
scored with the public on the title tune bow on
their initial LP. The infectious, fervent sound is

carried through on such standards as “When the
Saints Go Marching In,” “Yes Indeed,” “That
Lucky Old Sun,” “Without a Song” and an espe-
cially exciting gospel-styled version of “He’s
Got the Whole World in His Hands.” Session
with a thunderous impact.

“1001 ARABIAN NIGHTS” — Original Sound
Track featuring Jim Backus, the Clark Sisters
and the Jud Conlon Singers—Colpix CP 410

The Nearsighted Mr. Magoo’s first full length
cartoon feature is, in the best Disney tradition, a
delight for both adults and children. The film

score will be especially cherished by the kiddies;
it is cute, charming and quite melodic. The vocals
are in fine pro hands, the entire album maintain-
ing interest throughout. “You Are My Dream” is

a good ballad that can stand on its own. The pic’s

eminent success should reflect important sales

here.

“PREPARE TO FLIP!”—The Signatures in the
House of Brass—Warner Bros. W 1352

The Signatures are more than just a smart
vocal group. They approach each number with
youthful exuberance, not unbridled but with a
solid rhythmic sense and a jazz orientation. They
also do not overlook the dramatic possibilities

of a number. The House of Brass refers to the
bright, brash ork settings created by Bob Prince.
Tunes include “I’m Beginning to See the Light,”
“Judaline,” “Black Coffee” and “Ain’t We Got
Fun.”

“JAMES MICHENER’S FAVORITE MUSIC OF
HAWAII”—The Oratorio Society of Honolulu;
the Marie Tarangi Trio—RCA Victor LPM 2150

Tied in with the author’s best-selling new book,
“Hawaii,” this album presents a collection of
Island favorites performed admirably by native
Hawaiian musicians and singers. Packaging is

beautiful: book-type with many full-color photos
and Michener’s own liner notes. Selections in-

clude these familiar favorites: “Hawaiian War
Chant,” “Beyond the Reef,” “Aloha Oe,” “Sweet
Leilani” and three Tahitian numbers. For Ha-
waiian music, this album stands out as excep-
tional.

“THE HITS OF THE TWENTIES”—Max By-
graves with Ted Heath and his Music—London
PS 175

A charming tongue-in-cheek reading of popu-
lar songs from the twenties. Max Bygraves is

a joy in his re-creation of singing styles of this
era and Ted Heath has surrounded him in a
setting of musical corn. It’s a delightful session
that really hits the mark. Among the tunes are
“Cecelia,” “Paddlin’ Madelin’ Home,” “Don’t
Bring Lulu” and “Rose of Washington Square.”

“ONCE UPON A TIME”—Johnny Desmond—
Columbia CL 1399

An attempt at exact recreation of the songs
that Desmond sang as featured vocalist with the
Glenn Miller band during the Second World War.
The arrangements are intact and even some of
the

_

original musicians were gathered for this
project. The songs include “All the Things You
Are,” “My Heart Stood Still,” “Where Or When,”
“Time On My Hands” and “Symphony.” Superb
Desmond performances; high nostalgic interest
here.

“CAREFREE”—Paul Weston—Capitol ST 1261
A lightly swinging mood session that draws

upon brass colorings for its lovely sound. Wes-
ton’s ork here is all brass; four each of flugel-
horns, french horns and trombones, plus one sax
and rhythm. A dulcet, subdued backing is given
soloists Don Fagerquist (trumpet) and Bab Rus-
sin (sax) among others on such selections as
“Give Me the Simple Life,” “Hooray for Love,”
“They All Laughed” and “On the Alamo.” A top
mood shelf attraction.

“BACK IN TOWN”

—

Mel Torme with the Mel-
tones—Verve MG VS-6063
The delightful Mel-Tones are “Back in Town”

and deserve to stay around for a long time. Fore-
runners of vocal group singing, Tonne’s quartet
had, a far-reaching influeuce on the style of to-
day’s “smart” vocal groups, but none have been
able to capture the fresh quality and jazz voic-
ing^ they were admired for. With Mel Torme
arranging and in lead parts they offer perform-
ances of “It Happened in Monterey,” “What Is
This Thing Called Love,” “Hit the Road to
Dreamland” and 12 others. A pop and jazz special.

“THE WONDERFUL WORLD OF JONATHAN
WINTERS”—Verve MG V-15009
The program (liner notes) lists 47 characters

and 51 sounds created by Winters, spread over
eight tracks. This ability to create a wealth of
unique sounds has put Winters in a place of his
own among comedians. His humor is sometimes
folksy, often satirical and always “hip,” but un-
like many of the new comedians he dotes on situ-
ation comedy, setting up a particular scene
which he uses as a “sounding board.” Through
TV appearances (primarily Jack Paar) he has
built up a large and loyal following, all of whom
will treasure his first disk efforts.

“ON TOUR WITH THE NEW GLENN MILLER
ORCHESTRA” — Directed by Ray McKinley

—

RCA Victor LPM 1948

The new Miller ork is a more free-wheeling-

crew, and swings more than the original Miller
ork ever did, thanks to Ray McKinley’s percep-
tive direction. Traces of the old sound are nat-
urally retained, but a more modern approach is
used, with more emphasis on soloists. Among the
selections are “Perfidia,” “Polka Dots and Moon-
beams,” “Pennsylvania 6-5000” and “Take the A
Train.”

“THE KENTON TOUCH”—Stan Kenton—Capi-
tol ST 1276

Subtitled “Portraits in Strings,” this album
presents ten such numbers arranged by Pete
Rugolo. This is mood music, but of a much more
intriguing nature than usual mood albums. The
original compositions (“Elegy for Alto,” “Minor
Riff,,” “Opus in Chartreuse,” “Theme for Sun-
day” etc.) draw upon both jazz and classical
forms, using colors, shadings and textures dy-
namically. Among the soloists are Milt Bernhart,
Laurindo Almeida and Shelly Manne. Not at all
jazz, but of interest to many jazz fans.

“AMERICAN FAVORITE BALLADS”—Volume
3—Pete Seeger—Folkways FA 2322

Folkways has recorded the balladeer in another
program of famous American ballads and songs.
Accompanying himself on the 5 string banjo or
12 string guitar, Seeger offers beautiful, and
fairly authentic renditions of “John Brown’s
Body,” “Camp Town Races,” “Good Night Irene,”
“Clementine,” “Wimoweh” and 11 others of wide
commercial appeal. He has a huge following
among folk music enthusiasts.

“THAT’S A PLENTY”—Wilbur De Paris—At
lantic 1318

A fine example of true New Orleans style jazz
De Paris (trombone) leads a group that is steepec
in this tradition, immediately pointing up th<

excitement this music can have compared to th<

usual insipid Dixieland played today. Of specia
importance here is the presence of the late Ome:
Simeon, one of the great New Orleans clarinet
ists, who, though given minimal solo space, is ;

continual delight. Tunes include “Hesitatin
Blues,” “Change O’ Key Boogie,” and “Somebod''
Stole My Gal.”

“MEMPHIS SLIM AT THE GATE OF HORN”—Vee Jay LP 1012

One of our finest authentic blues artists, Mem-
phis Slim bespeaks the rich American blues heri-
tage. He is presented here (by one of the few
diskeries that is permanently preserving the
blues) on twelve numbers that run the gamut
from low down moans to frantic intensity. Among
them are “Blue And Lonesome,” “Gotta Find My
Baby,” “Wish Me Well” and “Mother Earth.”
Another fine blues date on Vee Jay.

“ARMAND HUG PLAYS RAGS AND BLUES’
—Golden Crest CR 3064

Hug is a capable pianist steeped in the tradi
tion of early jazz forms whose professional piam
career dates to 1923 in New Orleans. With thi:

background he offers a combination program o
rags and blues, two of the earliest jazz forms
Rags include “Tiger Rag,” “Fascination Rag’
and “Maple Leaf Rag.” Among the blues an
“Tin Roof Blues” and “St. Louis Blues.” An in

teresting look at a now rarely-recorded Nev
Orleans stylist.

“BEN BAGLEY’S SHOESTRING REVIEW”—
Original Cast-Offbeat 0-4011

As a tribute to ailing producer Ben Bagley,
the original cast of the 1955 hit review has re-
assembled for this recording. Good thing, too.
The songs and skits have first-class “intimate re-
view” originality, humor and satire, and, at one
point, there’s a fine ballad tagged “Laddie.”
Bright performers include Dodi Goodman, Doro-
thea Greener, Fay De Witt and Beatrice Arthur.
Deck is important “off-Broadway” merchandise.

"JACK TEAGARDEN AT THE ROUNDTABLE”
—Roulette R 25091

The Dean of the traditionalists sounds tired

here. It is no wonder for after so many years of
playing the same melodies, inspiration can be
hard to come by. Nevertheless, this is Dixieland
jazz (at times) at its finest. Trumpeter Don
Goldie (debuting with the band on this date re-

corded at the New York nitery) is a good musi-
cian. Above all, Teagarden’s vocals still are ex-
citing; he sings here on “St. James Infirmary,”
“St. Louis Blues,” “Saints.”

“THE BRILLIANT BELLSON BAND”—Louis
Bellson, His Drums and Orchestra—Verve MG
VS-6093

Upon hearings Bellson’s drum work on this

album, one immediately realizes how vastly un-
derrated his talents are on the modern drum
scene. The ork is the one that is now touring with
the Pearl Bailey-Bellson show, featured soloists

include Herb Geller (alto) and Earl Swope (trom-
bone), arrangements are by Ernie Wilkins, Bob
Florence, Marty Paich among others. It’s a full

bodied band, with a fine ensemble sound. Selec-

tions include “The Hawk Talks,” “Don’t Be That
Way,” “Satin Doll,” “Speak Low” and “It Don’t
Mean A Thing.”

The two Gershwin workhorses turn up
here under the masterful direction of
Leonard Bernstein.

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Pye Records kick off the New Year with the third release in the ‘Golden
Guinea’ series. Once again the twelve contrasting disks have something for

everybody. A notable addition to the label in the classical field is a recording

by the London Philharmonic Orchestra under Sir Adrian Boult of Tchaikov-
sky’s 6th Symphony. Following the success of The Sousa Marches in the

second release comes a similar disk

—

Hi-Fi Band Concert. Jazz-wise there

is “Scheherajazz”—a classical and jazz interpretation of Rimsky-Korsakov’s
fabulous score “Scheherezade” by The Studio Symphony with Skip Martin’s
Yideo All-Stars. Considered by Pye to be the finest of all the ‘Golden Guineas’
to date is “The Soul of Spain” a 12" L.P. by the 101 Strings which captures
the colour and fire of Spain through the music of its finest composers. Other
recordings in this series include Viennese Waltzes, Symphony for Glenn
Miller, A Symphony On Ice, Ravel’s “Bolero” and Marches from the Opera etc.

From Monty Lewis of Gala Records comes news that the label will issue

a series of language instruction disks—four courses will be available in

the first issue in French, German, Russian and Spanish. Others are planned
to follow. Already popular in America the records follow a new and simplified

method based on “Instant Learining” technique devised by American language
student Lewis Robins of New York, who claims that anyone of average
intelligence working two hours a day for six to eight weeks can acquire an
adequate conversational knowledge of the language chosen. The course con-

sists of two L.P. records, two lesson books, a dictionary and a test card and
costs under £3.0.0.complete. Gala report that reaction to the first token
import has been impressive. Particular interst has been shown by a leading-

airline company for staff tuition and by several large industrial concerns with
interests in the foreign trade market. The Directors of Gala do not claim that
it is possible from these courses to gain a full command of a foreign language
hut consider they would give a business man or tourist a sufficient knowledge
to be able to move about freely, to ask questions, understand answers and
hold a reasonable conversation.

Recent visitors to The Cash Box office were Bob Thiele and Buddy
Robbins, of the recently formed Hanover-Signature Record Company of

New York. The basic idea behind the formation of the company came about
because certain American recording artistes wanted to have their own
recording- company.

Thiele, one time Director and A&R for Coral Records was Vice President
of Dot immediately prior to forming his own company. In the first six months

a further 25 singles on Signature. The main object of their current visit

has been to clinch two important deals, one with the Pye Group who, under
a new three-year contract, will issue Hanover-Signature material in this

country and make available recordings by certain of their artistes for re- i

ciprocal release in the States. Thiele told The Cash Box that he is delighted
to have secured the contract with this young and progressive company. One

!

Pye artist in whom they are very interested is pianist-composer Joe Hen-
derson whose first record “Dream of Olwen” was a great success in the States
and D.J. reaction was great. They plan to release Henderson’s L.P. “Cheek

j

to Cheek,” a medley of Fred Astaire numbers, in the near future. Negotiations
for other Pye artists are under discussion. First reciprocal releases here by
Pye include “La Shabla”/“Sabetta” by Danny Roma, “Sempre Amore”/
“Forever Couldn’t Be Long Enough” by Don Cornell, “Uh Oh”—Parts One

J

and Two by The Nutty Squirrels and early in the New Year “I’m Gonna Go
Fishin’ ”/“A Hundred Dreams From Now” by Jane Harvey.

The second important deal was made by Buddy Robbins who handles the
subsidiary publishing firms of Rojan Music and Vision Music. This is a
three-year contract for a world-wide tie-up with Chappell & Co. Ltd. who
will publish their numbers in this country. Both Thiele and Robbins will

visit the Continent in search of new material.
Cyril Shane, Managing Dii’ector of the Kassner Associated Publishing

Company Ltd. is very excited about the chances of his latest song—the No. 1

hit in Germany “Wunderbar Wie Du” by Peter Kraus on Polydor and published
there by Schaeffers-Kassner. Shortly to be released in this country- entitled
“Oh So Wunderbar” with new lyrics by American, Buddy Kaye. Several big
English disks will be released. Kassner has a reputation for promoting

j

British material, particularly as far as stage musicals are concerned and
in some cases they actually present the shows, as in the case of “Harmony
Close” by Charles Ross and Ronald Cass recorded on Oriole, “Share My
Lettuce” by Bamber Gascoign and recorded on Pye and “Lady At The Wheel”
by Leslie Bricusse and Robin Beaumont. No L.P. was made of this but 7
singles were issued. One of the hit tunes “Love Is” was sung by Anne Hey-
wood in the Frankie Vaughan film “Heart of A Man.” Other musical shows
handled by Kassner include “Chrysanthemum” which was recorded on Pye,
“The Crooked Mile” currently packing London’s Cambridge Theatre and
recoi'ded on H.M.V. and another current theatrical success “The Demon
Barber.” All these shows are by- British writers. Cyril Shane is also de-
lighted to hear that the backing of Anne Shelton’s “Village of St. Bernadette”
entitled “You’re Not Living In Vain” which dates back to 1954 is getting plenty
of plugs in the States. American publishing houses in the Kassner Associ-
ation include Rush, George Paxton, Winnerton, Saxon, Conquest, Jack Gold
Music and Greta Music, Myers Music, Larry Taylor Music and Jimskip Music.

Roy Berry of publishers Campbell Connelly is w-atching “Just As Much
As Eever” currently in The Cash Box charts. Roy- handles the number here
and a new disk by- Tony Brent on Columbia is due soon. Another Campbell
Connelly hit from The Cash Box 100 and already in the Bxitish chai'ts is

“Deck of Cards” by Wink Martindale on London. Other numbers from this
publishing house doing well are Lonnie Donegan’s “Talking Guitar Blues”
on Pye, “Como Se Viene Seva” by The Kingston Trio on Capitol and on the
same label Tommy Sand’s “You Hold The Future” recently- featured here
on The Perry Como Show. Roy is delighted to have the next Craig Douglas
disk “Sandy”

—

Larry Hall’s version on Strand is climbing high in the States
and everyone here hopes that Craig’s waxing on the Top Rank label will
follow his earlier success “Only Sixteen” to the No. 1 spot.

A visit by Gene Vincent has sparked off interest in another Campbell
Connelly number “The Night Is So Lonely” recorded by Gene on Capitol.
Another song getting plenty of plugs is Tennessie Ernie Ford’s “Love Is The
Only Thing” on Capitol. Roy reports another of his numbers “Alone In The
Night” has just been recorded by a new fifteen-year old ballad singer Paul
Russell whose debut disk is on Decca.

Commencing- 26th January will be the first Lee Gordon packaged show for
1960. American stars named to appear are Duane Eddy, Crash Craddock,
Johnny Restivo, Santo & Johnny, Eddie Cochran and The Diamonds. Topline
Australian acts will be added to the bill. If this line-up can be taken as an
indication as to what Lee Gordon plans for 1960, it should be a great year
in Australia for visiting- artists. At this stage the 26th January show is

set for one-nighters only in leading cities.

John Sturman, General Manager of Castle Music—an offshoot of the
immense E.M.I. organization—advises that well known Sydney composer Joe
Halford has been appointed promotion manager of the company. Castle Music
is currently riding high with “Primrose Lane” and “Red River Rock”. It

has also acquired the new hits “Marina” and “The Big Hurt”, both of which
will be solidly covered here by local artists. John Sturman is naturally
pleased by the fact that in the last six weeks Castle Music has sold nine
local compositions to the overseas market. This could well mean the big-

break at long last for Australian composers.

The Fleetwoods’ disk of “Mr. Blue” hasn’t been released here—which
leaves the field wide open for cover versions by David McBeath on Pye and
The Australian Crescents on the Leedon label. “Mr. Blue” is taking a long
time to break through here and seems unlikely to reach the top spot as it

did in the United States.
* * *

Planet Records, one of the few independent labels in Australia, has
encountered some financial difficulty. There is a move afoot for Planet to be
taken over and operated by Telefil Recording Studios in Melbourne. The
new scheme will operate on a four-months trial period from the Telefil

office and will be under the guidance of an advice committee consisting of
five creditors of the Planet label. Up to date Planet Records has specialized
in producing material of Australian artists.

The Leedon label has just released the first single in Australia by leading
New Zealand rock star Vince Callaher. It carries Callaher’s big New Zealand
smash hit “Mr. Rainbow Man”, which was one of the biggest hits over there
for 1959.

The battle for the top hits of 1959 is between “Personality” (Lloyd Price),
“Petite Fleur” (Chris Barber), “Battle of New Orleans” (Johnny Horton),
“Mona Lisa” (Conway Twitty), “Venus” (Frankie Avalon), “Lonely Boy”
(Paul Anka), “A Fool Such As I” (Elvis Presley) and “Tom Dooley” (The
Kingston Trio).

Broadcast restrictions on numbers from “The Music Man” have been
lifted and records of music from the show may be released on 14th January.
“The Music Man” is set for persentation in Australia by the Garnet H. Carroll
Theatre Group. Present plans are for the show to commence late February
or early March. The sudden lifting of broadcast restrictions in relation to
“Music Man” caught most record companies by surprise and started a rush
to get disks into production.

Frank Gifford from the program division of radio station 3AW in Mel-
bourne tells me that many of their disk-jockey programs will be broadcast
from 3AW’s new mobile studio which has just been completed. The mobile
unit will broadcast from various beaches during the holiday season of three
to four weeks.

Now that the rush Christmas buying season is over most record companies
relax for a few weeks until the first releases for 1960 are issued in late
January. There has been tremendous consumer interest this Christmas in
records as gifts and most major labels have reported excellent sales for
December.

GERMANY
The stereo-record of Mozarts “Don Giovanni” (under the guidance of

Ferenc Fricsay) which was published by the Deutsche Grammophon Gessel-

schaft, got the “Grand Prix National du Disque” because of its high qualities,

in technic and art on December 14.

The big success of the Heliodor-Westminster-series in Germany is the

reason that the Deutsche Grammophon Gessellschaft contracted with the

Scandinavian countries within Finland. These records are sold in Holland,

Belgium, Austria, Portugal, Greek and Switzerland.

Ariola is releasing “Lieder, die ich in der Wiege sang” by Jean Thome.

Wolfgang Sauer, one of the top German singers, returned from a tour

through Switzerland, where he had great success with the German hit,

“Wenn die Glocken hell erklingen” (on Electrola).

The Vogue-LP “Surprise-Party vom Meerschweinchen” has become a

real best seller. In three weeks 1000 of these LP’s were sold. Sixteen tunes

of the most prominent French orchestras are heard on these records.

Since the first stereo-record of Vogue “Marina” by Jack Noguez had such

sensational success in West Europe, Vogue will launch a big single-record

schedule in stereo. These singles will be sold at the same price as monaural

records—4 DM.

“The Atomic Mr. Basie”, a record, which the Deutsche Jazz Federation

termed the “Best Big Band Record of the Year” now is released in Stereo too.

Polydor won these awards from the Deutsche Jazz-Federation: Folklore

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In the Dutch town, The Hague, on January 5th, L.C. Delahay Record
Company will organize an extensive press conference (for day and weekly
press, radio, etc.) to release plans for 1960 for Top Rank and Everest.

Harry Jansen, president of Delahay Record Company, expects much of

his labels. He is very pleased with “Marina” by Rocco Granata, the sale of

which amounted to 100,000 records in the Benelux countries.

At the press conference, among others, the repertoires of Top Rank in

1960 will be announced. Stereo demonstrations of Everest recordings will

also take place. “The records,” Jansen said, “contain the most perfect stereo

sounds.” The meeting will be finished with a show on which Harry Jansen
will offer young Dutch talent (contracted for Top Rank) in the rock and
roll style. The groups are: The Black Dynamites, Oeti And His Rockers,
The Hot Jumpers and The Gaspels.

At Hilversum (the Dutch radio town) during the first week of January,
1960, L. C. Phonogram (Philips, American Columbia, English Decca, Fon-
tana, London and Durium) will organize its yearly New

7

Year reception. At
this reception, Coen Solleveld, director, wdll speak. There will also be Inter-

national Phonogram artists, Willy Alberti, the Dutch Neapolitan, Jos Cleber,

conductor and composer, and the lady singers Mieke Telkamp, Corry Brokken,
Teddy Scholten and Rita Reys.

G. M. Oord, Jr., director of the L. C. Bovema (Capitol, English Columbia,
Roulette, Imperial, MGM and His Master’s Voice) told The Cash Box this

week, that “Living Doll” by Cliff Richard on Columbia, has a very good
sale: 50,000 records until now7

.

In the classical repertoire there will be an LP by the famous Italian tenor
Tito Schipa (on His Master’s Voice) in the first week of January. Mr. Oord
thinks this LP, called “Schipa’s Farewell”, will have great success in the
Benelux. This LP album is a life recording from Schipa’s farewell concert
at the Dutch little town Volendam. Because Tito Schipa loves Holland very
much, especially the town of Volendam, the seventy year old singer gave his

final concert in Holland and not in his native country. Tito Schipa is a
singer of style, such as Caruso or Benjamino Gigli. Besides singing, Mr.
Schipa composes, conducts and has his own conservatoire in Rome. “When
you listen to the LP you’ll be surprised at the breath technicjue of the big
tenor at that high age”, Mr. Oord of Gi'amaphone House, remarked.

Though at this moment the Dutch song, “Baaaalen” by The Leedv Trio
on Imperial hasn’t yet reached the Top Ten, it is very popular in the
Benelux.

The well known Dutch Hammond organist Cor Steyn, made some great
records for Imperial (of L. C. Bovema, Heemstede, Holland). The medleys,
pop tunes, sold very well in Holland, Belgium and Luxembourg last year and
after January 1st the records will be released in Germany and England.

Eddy Willigenburg, connected with C. N. Rood L. C. Rijswejk (Z-H), is

an enthusiastic company promoter from Pye-Nixa. Mr. Willigenburg, who,
among others, writes the liner notes for Rood L. C. in several languages,
has spent a long time in England. He is releasing “Happy Anniversary” by
Joan Regon on the Pye Nixa label in Holland.

The Dutch vocal group, The Fouryo’s, who had enormous success with
Dutch interpretations of American songs, (“Zeg Niet Nee”, “Tell Him No”),
cut two new numbers on Decca (L. C. Phonogram, Amsterdam), “Seven
Little Girls Sitting In The Back Seat” and “Making Love”.

The famous Dutch singer, Willy Alberti has just returned from his ten
day tour through the United States and Canada. He was accompanied by
Piet Beishuizen of Philips Phonographische Industrie, Baarn. Rolf ten Kate,
publicity manager of L. C. Phonogram (which handles Philips here) told us
that the sale of Alberti’s “Marina” in the United States amounted to 300,000
records, (in the U.S.A. on London).

BELGIUM—The famous American vocal group, The Platters, (“Smoke
Gets In Your Eyes”) on a trip to Europe till March, 1960. In the first week
of January, The Platters will visit the towns of Oostende, Brussels and An-
twerpen in Belgium. The Platters are very popular in our countries and their
records (on Mercury) have a good sale.

The Mexican label, Orpheon has been on sale in Belgium for the past few7

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The San Remo Festival will take place in January on the 28th, 29th
and 30th. I have already published a list of the 20 songs selected. Here is

a list of the singers: Sergio Bruni, Arturo Testa, Wilma De Angelis, Teddy
Reno, Johnny Dorelli, Miranda Martino, Betty Curtis, Nilla Pizzi, Tonina
Torielli, Joe Sentieri, Renato Rascel, Giorgio Consolini, Gino Latilla, Jula
De Palma, Mina, Tony Dallara. Six other singers will also be chosen. Modugn®
will take part; Dalida will not. There will be two orchestras; one conducted
by Angelini and one by Marcelio De Martino.

At Melodicon I met the new press office manager, P. Q. Cariaggi, who
informed me that four songs have been recorded by Italian singer Luciano
Rondinella on Philips. They are: “Chiovve”, “Autunno”, “Scetate”, “Tu Non
M’Ami Cchiu”. These songs were recorded just for foreign market.

Albera (Gurtier-Saar) informed me by phone that Tony Dallara will

make a tour in Italy with film artist, J. Russell. Dallara will appear on
European television on December 31st.

I met personally the world famous Dr. Ricordi, the very young owner of

Ricordi & C. records and publishing company. In his office I also met Dr,
Crepax. In a future column I shall give a brief description of the Ricordi
firm. Dr. Ricordi has particularly stressed the release of the first Ricordi

stereophonic record of Opera music; “Lucia Di Lammermoor”, recorded in the

La Scala theatre. Dr. Crepax informs me that he is highly interested in the
art cover problem, and is planning to release his records with a new type
of cover.

I met Dr. Alberto Carish, son of Mr. Carish who was the owner before

1936 of the present Carish publishing and record firm. Carish has re-estab-

lished his publishing firm after the war. Last week I attended a party organ-
ized by Mr. Carish in order to introduce his new Ri-Fi records firm.

The Italian Fonit-Cetra record firm has two different seats; one is located

in Milan and is called “Marca Fonit” (director general Mr. Navarra); the

other is in Turin and is called “Marca Cetra”, (director general Mr. Trinelli).

Mr. Trinelli sent me 8 EP’s to give me a sample of his record production in

the field of Lyric Opera and literary records. The Cetra collection of Lyric

music is composed of 72 complete operas and a wide range of extended plays
with recital of Callas, Tagliavini, Corelli, Pagliughi, etc.

Cetra is vei7

y proud of its “Collana Letteraria Documento” which offers a
nearly complete panorama of the Italian literature, with the voices of our
greatest stage artists. Cetra also consists of a remarkable cast of popular

music singers, of whom the most popular is undoubtedly Fred Buscaglione.

In Italy, Fred Buscaglione is as famous as Modugno, but he is not yet well

known abroad.

“We would welcome guidance and

suggestions from the Harris Commit-

tee, and from any other interested

parties, to assist DJA in its major

objective of maintaining and improv-

ing the standards of its members. The

number one item on the agenda for

our first annual membership meeting,

scheduled for Los Angeles on March
3 through 6, 1960, is the drafting of

a DJA Code of Ethics, to be presented

to the membership for adoption.

“We believe in the essential sound-

ness of the American broadcasting
industry, functioning on the tradi-

tional principles of free business en-

terprise. The nation’s broadcasters
are keenly aware of their obligation

to serve the public honestly, and are

fully capable and desirous for elimi-

nating any abuses that may have de-

veloped in this fast changing field of

communications.

Conniff’s Stereo Concerts

LOS ANGELES—A new concept in

live concerts will be introduced by
Ray Conniff when he debuts his “Con-
cert In Stereo” tour next February.

Conniff, who has gained widespread
fame through his Columbia record-
ings, has devised a three-channel, mul-
tiple speaker public address system
which he has Integrated into his live

concerts.
In building his live stereo system,

Conniff expanded upon the usual three
microphone, three speaker set-up and
came up with seven speakers: two on
stage left, three on stage center, and
two on stage right. He also utilizes

as many as five microphones on one
channel. These specialized electronic
devices were built by Rann Produc-
tions, Inc., of which Conniff is presi-
dent, and have just recently been com-
pleted and tested for use on the forth-
coming tour. Fred Hynes, Academy
Award-winning sound engineer who
•designed the system to Conniff’s speci-
fications, says it will “part the audi-
ence’s hair down the middle.”

Conniff’s touring company will be
made up of 18 musicians, 16 singers,
2 specialty singers, 2 sound men, 2
light men, an auditor, secretary, road
manager and advance man. Dates have
heen set in such cities as Detroit, Chi-

cago, Pittsburgh, Kansas City, Ann
Arbor, Lansing and many others.

Conniff says his idea for “Concert
In Stereo” was born “as a result of a

realization that recorded mus'ie has
keen glamorized to such an extent

that it is now more exciting that live

sound.” It wras for this reason that he
developed the ’‘live stereo” idea which
-was first tested to an audience in

Santa Monica and the Hollywood
Bowl, at whieh time Conniff augment-
ed the Bowl’s stereo system with his

own equipment. It was following the

Bowl concert that Conniff decided to

have his company build special stereo

equipment which could be used on tour.

In addition to his stereo set-up, Con-
niff has combined a lighting system
which is “coordinated with his musie
and which will, in various lighting

moods and hues, keep in tempo with
the music being presented.”

An additional feature of the con-

cert will be a stereo demonstration,

during which time the left, center,

and right channels will be played sep-

arately so that the audience can ac-

tually hear what is coming out of

each channel and group of speakers.

Sarnoff predicted RCA would double

its volume in five years, terming the

next ten years the “dynamic decade”

in electronics.

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“PAYOLA”
by the

Coin Machine Operator

In the past several weeks, because of the investiga-
j

tions going on by Federal and local officials as to the

machinations of those in the music and record busi-

nesses, “payola” has become a word, an expression,

familiar to all.

“Payola” started in the record business because

certain individuals and companies sought an advan-

tage over their competitors. Thru payment in various !

forms, it is alleged that exposure was given records in

preference to those which weren't given this treatment.

In its early phase, it is stated that small payments accom-

plished the purpose—hut as time went on, the demand

grew and grew, until practically every company was

involved, and the amounts handed out grew out of

proportion. In other words, it is alleged that the prac-

tice became so vicious that the record companies were

being bled to the last drop of blood. The feeling among

the record companies, it is stated, is that the investiga-

tion is welcomed, and that it is hoped a complete stop

is the result.

The coin machine operator is a victim today of

“payola'’. In the industry it is called “bonus”. What

started off as an effort by certain operating companies

to get an edge on competition—by offering locations

“bonuses” to replace competitors’ equipment with

theirs, has now snowballed into one of the most devas-

tating and vicious drawbacks to the operators. Not

only are those operators who initiated the practice cry-

ing—but, unfortunately, those operators who felt they

had to meet competition are also in an untenable

position.

Location owners, who, like other people in the

same business, talk among themselves, have become

educated to a point where they jockey one operator

against the other until they accept the best offer. Opera-

tors who have serviced locations for years, and with

the best possible cooperation, find themselves backed

up against a wall to meet a “bonus” offer by a com-

petitor.

The answer to this problem hasn’t as yet been

advanced. Unlike the record and music “payola”,

where it is alleged these payments are illegal, in the

coin machine business, we understand those who have

investigated have been advised that payments of

“bonuses” are competitive gestures—and in the Ameri-

can way, competition is a necessary function of busi-

ness. That many of these offers are “unfair competi-

tion” are admitted, but the operator has no recourse.

However, we would like to see attempts made by

operators or operator associations to approach legis-

lative bodies in an attempt to learn if it would he legal

to have legislation of some sort passed to eliminate

“unfair competition" that large and inequitable

bonuses (compared with the income of the location)

create.
