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Panic Pales

No Call For
Pessimism

Record people are a dynamic
lot. They’re thinkers—people who
take nothing for granted and who
face up to any radical change or

new form of competition with

better product, new methods of

merchandising and new ideas to

overcome obstacles that may con-

front them.
Last week, the record industry

was faced with one of the most dif-

ficult problems it will have to hur-

dle when the FCC “Free Records”
ruling took effect in a confusing
assortment of forms at radio sta-

tions throughout the country. Al-

though we are sure this problem
will resolve itself in the near future

and there is hope that clarification

of the ruling will be forthcoming,

we nevertheless were quite sur-

prised last week to hear the pessi-

mistic opinions of a considerable

number of the industry’s “think-

ing” people.

Quite a few of these people seem
to feel that the ruling will thwart

the rise of new talent. Some say it

will wipe out the indies. And a few
have voiced still more depressing

views.

But we are in complete disagree-

ment and blame such thinking on
the surprise with which the FCC
ruling hit the trade.

Facing it logically, stations are

doing their utmost to comply with

the FCC’s wishes so they may be in

the good graces of the Commission
when license renewal time comes
around. But executives of radio

stations are also a thinking group.

A license has little value if the sta-

tion has no audience and cannot at-

tract sponsors.

For a station to increase its lis-

tenership, or even retain its audi-

ence, it must continually introduce
new talent, new sounds, etc. Too
many people in the record industry
feel that stations will now begin
buying only established names and
will give no consideration to a new
personality. Such a situation is im-
possible. Dee jays all across the

country have always prided them-
selves in being the first to “break”
a new name or record in their area.

Can you possibly imagine jocks do-

ing away with the type of program-
ming that gives their shows life and
excitement. We can’t.

Most manufacturers are still

sending new releases to stations,

and the great majority of stations

are accepting, giving donor credits.

But we are sure that even those sta-

tions which expect to buy all their

records will in time welcome a

“sample review copy” so they can
determine which singles they would
like to buy.

Stations are also well aware of
the role indies have played in the

singles field during the past years

and no station can afford to discon-

tinue giving the same consideration

they have in the past to these manu-
facturers of records.

Although the FCC ruling has
caused tremendous confusion and
needs clarification, the record busi-

ness is not going to collapse. Even
if there is no clarification from the

FCC, (and at this writing there has
been none) it is just a matter of

time before the record industry ad-

justs to the stations’ requirements.

FCG Affords Broadcasters

Opportunity To File Comments

Up To May 2; Ruling To Stay

In Effect Until Then

NEW YORK—As The Cash Box was
going to press last week, it was
learned from the FCC that the Com-
mission is affording an opportunity to

broadcasting people and their repre-

sentatives to comment by May 2nd,

on the Commission’s Ruling of ten

days ago dealing with “Free Records”
to stations, plugs, etc. It was revealed
that the Commission met and dis-

cussed the i-uling last week and that

two commissioners were in favor of

suspending the ruling until after May
2, but the majority voted to continue
the current status. Until that date,

the ruling remains in effect.

However the general panic which
swept the business last week has sub-

sided and the problem seems to be re-

solving itself. Most stations appear to

be following the “credit” formula, giv-

ing donor credit either in a broad all-

encompassing manner at the end of an
assortment of periods (half-hour,

quarter-hour, each hour) and quite a

few are mentioning the names of each
of the distributors and manufacturers
donating the records. Some stations,

definitely a small percentage esti-

mated by some manufacturers—who
service stations directly and have
heard from a great many of the names
on their mailing lists—to be about
10% to 15%, are buying records. A
number of stations as of deadline time
are not yet announcing donor credits.

But manufacturers, who the week
before last were not sure whether
their latest mailing to stations would
come back in total or in great quanti-

ties, were pleasantly surprised to see
that only a handful of stations never
opened their packages and returned
the same to the manufacturer. The
amount is reported by some manufac-
turers to be so small that it is almost
insignificant.

It appears now that mailings of

records to stations will continue as
they have before (perhaps with a good
number of alterations necessary in

mailing lists).

However confusion continues to ex-
ist about the price that stations pur-
chasing records should pay. No one is

yet clear what price should be paid,

although it seems many are paying
the distributor cost.

One key manufacturer has already
deleted from his white label copies
the words “Dee Jay Copy” and “Not
For Sale”. But he is continuing to
send white labels out without any
“sample” type identification mark.
On the radio station front, a change

in New York’s WCBS policy was an-
nounced. The week before last, WCBS
had decided to give a broad donor
credit line at the end of each 15 min-
ute segment. But last week stopped
broadcasting notice that records were
supplied by distributors and manufac-
turers and announced that only rec-
ords that were purchased by the sta-
tion would be played. The policy
change, according to a spokesman was
instituted after operating personnel

said that there was a sufficient supply
of purchased records on hand.

Dick Lawrence, program consultant
of Jack Masla & Co., Inc. (Lawrence is

programming advisor for a number of
stations) advised his stations that “we
must comply with the Commission’s
orders, like them or not, until such
time as they either reverse or modify
their ruling. Therefore each new rec-
ord “picked” this week should be paid
for!! It is our decision, after much dis-
cussion, to send checks for 46tf to each
manufacturer for each single record
chosen for air exposure, and anywhere
from $1.92 to $2.42 for each album,
depending upon the manufacturer’s
normal charge to his distributor.” And
while several operators have indicated
they will do nothing: at all until such
time as the Commission has had a
chance to review their decision, in
the face of the NAB’s protest and nu-
merous other independent protests, it

seems clear that to fail to comply
(even if the ruling proves to be tem-
porary) is to act ILLEGALLY. Addi-
tionally, record hop promo announce-
ments must contain the information
required by the commission re: who’s
making a profit on the hop. Hops,
when a profit is made by anyone at
all, must be logged as commercial an-
nouncements! And finally, it is ap-
parent that records themselves may
no longer be used as prizes at hops.
Stations MUST throw them away . . .

destroy them ... to prevent their use
in any way by members of the station
staff.

Ed Penney, former Massachusetts
deejay ( WTAO-Cambridge, WCOP-
Boston) and now doing music promo-
tion in Boston, supplied The Cash Box
with a run-down on how Boston sta-
tions were handling the situation as
of presstime. WBZ and WEEI con-
tracted with distribs to purchase disks,
thus eliminating the need to announce
their origin; WNAC, WHDH, WCOP
and WZEE (an LP station) were ac-
cepting free records, but were not
making announcements; WMEX,
WILD, WORL, WHIL were accepting
disks, and were making regular an-
nouncements of their origin.

Two types of Dyna-Points are avail-
able—one with a 1 mil sapphire tip
for LP and a 3 mil sapphire tip for
78 rpm records and the other with a
1 mil diamond tip for LP and a 3 mil
sapphire tip for a 78.

List price on the two sapphire tips
is $3.95 and the diamond and sapphire
combination $10.95.

In

addition to the main studio, there is

a vocal booth where solo singers,

choirs and other vocal groups can
record. These can be added to or re-

corded with orchestral tracks with
“complete” separation of clarity. Bob
Roberts, commercial manager for Top
Rank, said that the studio is avail-

able for all types of film and disk re-

cording and that it is economically
possible for United States manufac-
turers to pay all travelling expenses
and hotel bills for their A & R per-
sonnel to make recordings in the
United Kingdom with the latest

equipment available and to work with
Bx-itish technicians and musicians at

a lower cost than is possible in their

own country. Mr. Charles Young,
Rank’s director of publicity, pointed

out that with the “revolutionary im-
provements incorporated in the studio,

plus the most modern and up-to-date

equipment, it is undoubtedly as good
as anything there is in the world, and
that anybody using it can, while work-
ing under ideal conditions, get any
sound they want.”

Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft released a second album with Ella

Fitzgerald. The Deutsche Jazz Podium gave this record its highest recommenda-
tion.

Young, attractive number one singer of East Germany, Baervel Wachold,
now with Philips in West Germany. Her record is titled, “This Night Is Much
Too Beautiful” backed with “And Then He Took My Hand”.

E. G. Hurst Returns From 6 Week Tour
LONDON— In a special interview
Mr. E. G. Hurst, divisional general
manager of E.M.I. Records, who re-

cently returned from a six week tour
of Pakistan, India, Singapore, Hong
Kong and the United States, told

The Cash Box that while in Pakistan
he visited the E.M.I. Gramophone
Company at Karachi where he found
business was steady and it can be
expected to develop and expand when
the current price and import controls

are removed. Progress is even more
rapid in India where at Dum Dum,
just outside Calcutta, the E.M.I.
Gramophone Company is not only the
biggest in India but the only one
manufacturing gramophone records
and employs nearly 2,000 people. Re-
cordings are made in 36 languages.
In May of last year, E.M.I. went into

production with microgroove records
—up to this time only 78s were avail-

able. The major problem at present
is the lack of microgroove record
players. However, Hurst told The
Cash Box that the Government of
India has recently authorized them to
produce 36,000 four-speed players a
year. E.M.I. plan to develop a cheap
record player which will be within
the reach of the vast population in
the under-developed countries. In
India, which has the second largest
film industry in the world, it is under-
standable that music recorded from

sound tracks has the biggest sale.

British and American artists are very
popular. In Singapore E.M.I. is the
only manufacturer with its own com-
pany producing records, radios and
television sets. Hurst also visited its

depots in Penang and Kuala Lumper.
In Hong Kong calls were made on
two E.M.I. distributors, T. K. Wong,
who handles Capitol, Pathe and Angel,
and Moutx-ies, who distributes all

other marks. E.M.I. also has its own
recording studios in Hong Kong. In
Singapore and Hong Kong, both being
free poi-ts, competition is high. The
Goveimment of Singapore has banned
rock ’n’ roll which restricts record
sales but there is a ready market for
E.M.I. ’s Chinese and Malayan reper-
toire. In New York, Mr. Hurst spent
time at the Capitol H.Q. where he met
the company’s president, Glenn E.
Wallichs, E.M.I.’s chaii’man, Sir Jos-
eph Lockwood and P. F. Gardiner-Hill,
manager of E.M.I. commex-cial and
repertoire department. Hurst also met
MGM Records’ Arnold Maxin for dis-

cussions relating to the exploitation
of M.G.M.’s repertoire overseas. Hurst
is also responsible for E.M.I.’s music
publishing activities in many countries
throughout the world including Amer-
ica, England, Gei’many, France, Den-
mark, Sweden, Spain, Belgium, Italy
and Australia. Another company will

shoi’tly be opened in South Africa.
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Our pleasure this past week to attend the Canadian Radio Television Broad-

3628

From the surging intensity of “You’ll Never
Walk Alone,” the single which first brought the
singer into the national spotlight, to the tender
caresses of “Time Marches On” Roy Hamilton
displays a fiery ballad technique that has sus-

tained him through six years of disk popularity to

date. This review of his past singles on Epic also

Could be a
big winner.

“THE FUGITIVE KIND”—Motion Picture Sound-
track—United Artists UAL 4065

One of the best of recent UA soundtrack LP’s,
“The Fugitive Kind,” sports a hauntingly blue
backdrop written by Kenyon Hopkins, punctuated
by effective lapses into raucous sounds on such
titled tracks as “Get Crazy ” “High Pocket Blues”
and “Pay Day.” “Let Me Out” is a mournful in-

distinguishable moan that has a gripping vital-

ness about it. Could be another huge UA track
seller.

“I REMEMBER HANK WILLIAMS”—Jack Scott
—Top Rank RM 319

The late, great Hank Williams is again the sub-
ject of a disk tribute. Scott turns in fine perform-
ances of a dozen of Williams’ greatest. The set-

tings exemplify the country sound and even include
the famous steel guitar sound that enhanced all

of Williams’ disks. Scott himself approaches the
songs with a noticeable hillbilly twang. Among
the tunes are “Cheatin’ Heart,” “Cold, Cold
Heart,” “You Win Again,” “Half As Much,” and
“Take These Chains From My Heart.”

“A GILBERT AND SULLIVAN SONGBOOK”—
The Ralph Hunter Choir—RCA Victor LPM 2116

The versatile Hunter Choir comes up with an
irresistable disk that artistically dwarfs recent
sing-along albums. Taking the “cream” of Gilbert
& Sullivan songs, the favorites and importantly,
the most melodic, the Choir renders them authen-
tically, and therefore they are uncommonly attrac-

tive for community singing. The double fold album
contains eight elaborate songbooks with thumb-
nail sketches of each selection. The songs include
“I Am the Monarch of the Sea,” “When I Was a
Lad,” “I’m Called Little Buttercup,” “Tit Willow”
and others for a total of 18. Grand issue.

“CAN CAN”—Nelson Riddle and His Orchestra
—Capitol ST 1365

Riddle, a master in vocal arranging, is heard
in one of his infrequent disk appearances playing
dance music. Having done the arranging and con-
ducting of the Cole Porter music for the film, he
proposes another side of the melodies, as capable
dance vehicles. The arrangements ai'e noticeably
inventive, with several diiferent ork approaches
used for variety. Tunes include “Allez-Vous-En,”
“C’est Magnifique,” “I Love Paris” and “Come
Along With Me.” A swinging addition to the dance
shelf.

“THE SOUND OF MUSIC”—Edmundo Ros and
His Orchestra—London LL 3157

Ros has come up with what is unquestionably
his best album date in a long time, and the cata-
lyst is Richard Rodgers’ delightful melodies. These
tunes have been handled with special care in being
transformd to Latin danceables, and Ros has out-
done himself with the arrangements. They are
amazingly simple, letting the tunes come through
melodically, yet never lacking in inventiveness or
surprise. And there is a wide choice of dances
available here, as on all Ros albums. Thoroughly
enjoyable package.

“TITO RODRIGUEZ AT THE PALLADIUM”—
United Artists UAS 6064

For years one of the leaders in the Afro-Cuban
movement, Rodriguez still reigns high on the list

of favorites at the Palladium, meca of the
“mambo-niks.” This set has been recorded “live”

at the Palladium and is distinguished by the ork’s
enthusiasm, a driving enthusiasm that grips all

performers there. This is exciting stuff. Staple
Latin shelf item.

“THE MUSIC OF SIGMUND ROMBERG”—
George Melachrino and His Orchestra—RCA Vic-
tor LSP 2106

As charming an instrumental package of Rom-
berg melodies as has been produced. These are
songs of endearing charm, immortal melodies
that are basic to the theatre. They are essayed
with delicate care, in the usual Melachrino man-
ner. Titles include “Serenade,” “The Desert
Song,” “Stouthearted Men,” “Lover, Come Back
To Me!” and “When I Grow Too Old to Dream.”
Fine nostalgic mood offering.

“THE BEST DAMN DANCE BAND IN THE
LAND”—Ira Ironstrings—Warner Bros. W 1380

Definitely one of the nuttiest album covers of
the year. And the music inside is just as nutty.
For the banjo-led Ironstrings studio ork dotes on
the corniest sounds, spreading joy and fun. It’s

the kind of music that will enliven the dullest
parties. Tunes herein include “Across the Alley
From the Alamo,” “The Surrey With The Fringe
On Top,” “Little Brown Jug” and “Jingle Jangle
Jingle.” Give it a whirl for fun’s sake.

MGM E3822
A brace of lightly swinging evergreens are

warmly sung by the songster. LeRoy Holmes
supplies the right accompaniment for Edwards’
straight and sympathetic rendering of “Don’t
Fence Me In,” “Tangerine,” “Sentimental Jour-
ney,” “Should I” and “Symphony.” Edwards’
concern for this superior material is a welcome
bright light on the pop scene.

“THE FIVE SATINS SING”—Ember ELP 100

Label’s first album is a compilation of past
singles by the Five Satins. Headlining the bill

is “I’ll Remember (In the Still of the Night)”
which has since become a rock and roll standard.
Other selections include “To The Aisle,” “Oh
Happy Day,” “Jones Girl” and “Our Anniver-
sary.” Group commands listener attention.

“LOVE IS NOTHIN’ BUT BLUES”—Dick Wil-
liams—Capitol ST 1330

Talent is a family affair, or so Dick Williams
proves on his debut album. Brother of Andy Wil-
liams, Dick does not emulate his style, rather his
approach is more in a Sinatra vein, pushing and
pulling the lyric subtly to fit the mood more to
his liking. And he can swing with vigor. Ma-
terial is solidly in the blue groove: “I Cried For
You,” “What Is This Thing Called Love,” “Some-
where Along The Way” and “It Could Happen
To You.” The songster deserves a good listen to.

“LONELY FOR YOU”—Gary Stites—Carlton
LP 12/120

Songster’s LP debut has him performing his
recent single successes—“Lonely For You,”
“Starry Eyed” and “Lawdy Miss Clawdy”—plus
several new songs which all fall into the teen-beat
dept. This is top entertainment for the youngsters,
by a singer who apparently will be around a long
while as a favorite. Will do a brisk business.

“ON STAGE”—Alan Gale—Roulette R 25110

For years Gale has been “preaching” his home-
spun Yiddish humor to audiences in the biggest
clubs. This session was recorded at Jack Silver-
man’s International and a more sympathetic au-
dience he couldn’t find. Each side contains one
long monologue covering incidents in his child-
hood, comparisons between children now and his
own upbringing, his parents and sundry other
memories from the past. A superb comedy album
for the many Gale fans.
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Columbia Releases 18 LP’s For April

NEW YORK — Columbia Records’
April product totals eighteen new
albums in the classical and popular
categories — seven Masterworks re-

leases, eight popular, two jazz, one
“Adventures in Sound.” The varied
Masterworks list presents albums in

the following categories: opera, con-
certo, chamber music, choral, and
piano solo.

The opera offering is the first stereo
release of Verdi’s “Rigoletto,” star-

ring Richard Tucker as the Duke of

Mantua in his first complete recording
of the work, with Gianna d’Angelo in

the role of Gilda. Recorded in Italy,

the album comes in deluxe packaging
with complete Italian-English libret-

to, illustrations, and critical notes.
A Shostakovich album features The

Philadelphia Orchestra under Eugene
Ormandy, with Russian ’cellist Matis-
slav Rostropovich, in a first recording
of Shotakovitch’s Concerto for Cello
and Orchestra in E-Flat. Recorded di-

rectly after its American premiere in

Philadelphia under the composer’s
supervision, the work was written
especially for and dedicated to Ros-
tropovitch. On the reverse side is a
performance of the First Symphony.
“Festival Casals de Puerto Rico 1959”
presents Haydn’s Smyphony No. 45
(“Farewell”) and Mozart’s Symphony
No. 36 (“Linz”) by Pablo Casals and
the Festival Casals Orchestra of
Puerto Rico.

Beethoven’s piano-violin Sonatas
No. 1 (“Spring”) and No. 9 (“Kreut-
zer”) are the first release in a new
series of the complete Beethoven
Sonatas for this instrument combina-
tion by Zino Francescatti, violinist,

and Robert Casadesus, pianist.

“Chamber Music From Marlboro”
presents Rudolf Serkin and his faculty
at Vermont’s Marlboro Music School
in performances (first in stereo) of
Beethoven’s Octet in E-Flat Major,
Opus 103, with Marcel Moyse conduct-
ing and Dvorak’s Serenade in D
Minor, Opus 44, with Louis Moyse
conducting.

Spanish pianist Alicia de Larrocha
is heard in a two-record album of

Albeniz’ “Iberia” (complete) and “Na-
varra,” recorded in Spain by Hispa-
vox.
A first volume of “Arias, Anthems

and Chorales of the American Morav-
ians is offered by the Moravian Festi-

val Chorus and Orch. under Thor
Johnson’s direction.

First recordings of music are pre-
sented in two albums. Robert Craft
conducts the Columbia Symphony
Orchestra in Berg’s “The Altenberg
Lieber,” Opus 4, with soprano Beth-
any Beardslee; Webern’s Five Move-
ments for String Orch., Opus 5; and
Schoenberg’s Five Pieces for Orch.,

With
a rhythm section comprised of Art Taylor, Jimmy
Garrison and Walter Bishop, Jr. in tow, McLean
offers vibrant readings of “Stablemates,” “I’ll

Take Romance,” “What’s New” and “I Love You”
plus three others. It’s a hot session, with McLean
cooking up a storm all the way.

“LIGHTNIN’ AND THE BLUES”— Lightnin’
Hopkins—Herald 1012

The great blues singer is featured in some
more old recordings which prove his appeal in i

many areas. His bitter, vinegary style is a searing
commentary of his life and his tunes bear out
his feelings on typical blues subjects: love, sex,
loneliness, money. A few of the tracks here are
marred by overpowering rhythm backgrounds, but
Lightnin’ keeps head above water most of the
way.

“TERRY GIBBS AT THE PIANO”—Signature
SM 6007

Gibbs is known as a very swinging vibraphonist
and here he reveals such a capacity at the piano,
too. As expected his piano technique is basically
percussive and he carries over many vibe traits

to the keyboard. At both instruments he has an
extremely fast pair of hands. With rhythm back-
ing he attacks such tunes as “Airmail Special,”
“The Way You Look Tonight,” “You Go To My
Head” and “Cherokee” as well as several origi-
nals.

“CHRIS IN PERSON”—Chris Connor—Atlantic
8040

In person Miss Connor is a delight of warmth,
establishing an immediate rapport with her
audience and maintaining it engrossingly through
her choice of material. Her repertoire contains
such delectable items as “Angel Eyes,” “ ‘Round
Midnight,” “Don’t Worry ’Bout Me,” “Poor Little
Rich Girl” and “Strike Up the Band.”

Jukes Promote Disk Sales

Philips Executive Says

LONDON—The opinion voiced in some

(

quarters that the ever-growing popu-
larity of the juke box in this country
is detrimental to actual record sales,

is not shared by Peter Rooke-Ley of
the Philips Record Company, who says
“If this were so would record manu-
facturers be so ready to give sample
records to large operators?”. On visit-

ing juke box sites in cafes and clubs
up and down the country where the
latest Top Twenty hits can be heard
for the price of a cup of coffee, Rooke-
Ley has spoken to many teenagers and
finds that at least 80% buy not less
than they did before the juke box be-
came part of everyday life but, in
fact, they buy more. “They will have
their favorite record at home, but
still pay to hear it over and over
again on the juke box so the manu-
facturer sells his article twice.” “It is

not only the Top Twenty ‘rock’ and
‘beat’ disks that benefit from juke
box exploitation—all types of records
have their place in boxes depending
on areas, clientele, proprietors foibles,

etc.

In most cases
the material thus exploited is semi-
classical, continental, modern and tra-
ditional jazz and show selections. As
in the retail trade the sale of the EP
has become more and more important.
As long as the boom in records con-
tinues so will the number of new juke
box sites increase. Although all new
100 and 200 selections are equipped
for stereo English record companies
have not entered this field on a very
large scale. Operators are anxious for
record manufacturers to come into
the market quickly being adamant
that the demand is there and they
want to be able to use the vacant
‘banks’ for them as soon as possible.
“On the principle that a new record,

like a new brand of cigarette, is tried
out as soon as it is seen—operators
making the money are the ones who
will put a new disk into their box as
a result of hearing a sample without
waiting for it to get into the charts.
It may sell or it may not, but what-
ever happens records have been sold
in some quantity as a result of enter-
prise on the part of the operator or
site owner. This means exploitation
and the record companies live by ex-
ploitation.”

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Editorial:

Every Location

Deserves Your

Attention

In a discussion recently with a leading operator lie

made a statement which impressed us greatly. “Most
operators we know” he said, “are under the mis-

taken impression that they have a ‘lifetime guaran-

tee’ once they are established in a location. They act

as if the spot couldn’t get along without them. Then,
when the location is jeopardized, or they lose it to

another operator, they complain bitterly. Under or-

dinary circumstances, this condition shouldn’t have
occurred. In my opinion the reason is obvious—the
operator didn’t give the location the service and
attention it deserved.

“Of course, I do not fault any operator for the

loss of locations due to competing operators offer-

ing outlandish loans or bonuses. That is a burden
we have to contend with today, and it’s an unfair

type of competition for which we do not have an
answer at this time.”

However, this operator made quite a point in

specifiying the loss of locations due primarily to the

laxity of the operator himself. He pointed out that

locations come and go in this business just as ac-

counts and clients change hands in the advertising

business or the legal profession, or whatever busi-

ness you care to mention. It is a part of doing busi-

ness. Unfair practices bring about the loss of loca-

tions and at times this cannot he avoided. But many
locations that come as an unexpected loss generally

occur when the operator just isn’t doing a job, ac-

cording to this coinman. Equipment, programming,
general service of the operator’s investment, per-

sonal relationship, all add up to reasons why a loca-

tion owner should not think about a competitor.

How many people do you do business with in thea

course of your business and personal life who could
easily he replaced as far as service or product are

concerned, hut more than likely will be the recipient

of your business for many years to come, simply be-

cause you like doing business with them?” queried

the operator. He answered his own question in this

manner : “The reason you like doing business with

these people would take a psychiatrist hours to ana-

lyze. Let’s say that it adds up to more than just a

passing fancy. One slip on the part of many of your
suppliers and you'd change your service without

hesitation. They have managed to cultivate you and
provide you with a service that has kept them your

number one choice down through the years."

We believe this coin machine operator knew his

subject very well. Today’s specialized business prac-

tices call for a maximum amount of time spent on
each facet of a business in order to keep it profit-

able. It’s easy to ignore the locations that appear to

be happy and content while spending what could

be too much time with location owners who con-

tinually demand most of your time. A simple anal-

ysis of your route, whereby a fair amount of time

is allotted to each location might show that the

“screamers” cost more in service time than they are

worth. Perhaps the “happy and content” locations

might not only deserve more time, but are capable

of increasing your income. Perhaps not. But close

scrutiny should at least bring out the “orphan"
locations that receive less than a minimum amount
of service and attention.

These locations could very well be the spots that

are considering a change. One more call per week
or month could prevent that “unexpected” news.

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Seaway Primes For 1 960 Opening

CHICAGO—St. Lawrence Seaway-

officials are priming for their third

year with the opening of the Seaway

on April 15 and the hope is that the

operating year will be devoid of the

growing pains and headaches that ac-

companied 1958 and 1959.

Improved dock facilities, larger

ships and experience, are expected to

smooth out many of the wrinkles that

caused shipping troubles during previ-

ous years.

Many shippers are pessimistic about

the coming year much to the conster-

nation of the Seaway’s optimistic

propaganda which is currently being

preached in ports from Chicago to

Buffalo. Predictions from ports along

the Seaway range from “average

business” to anticipation of double

the initial year’s volume. Last year’s

volume fell approximately 5 million

tons short of earlier predictions of 285

million tons of bulk and general cargo.

According to reports, Seaway critics

point to a $3,400,500 deficit during

the first year of operation.

Canadian shippers advised that an

expected drop in ships using the

waterway was expected due to traffic

jams, accidents in the unfamiliar locks

and slow turn-arounds in various

ports. Officials, however, advise that a

brighter year is expected due to sev-

ei'al changes and revisions made since

the Seaway closed last season.

Smoother methods of shuttling ships

are expected to clear up traffic jams

and accidents occurring earlier.

Milwaukee ports expected an in-

crease in shipping of about 20%.

Buffalo figures indicate an expected

volume which would double 1959’s

shipping. Chicago expects a 25% in-

crease over last year. Cleveland is

looking to a greater shipping year via

the waterway. Toledo expects

“brisker” business this coming sea-

son. Duluth port officials advised that

“1960 volume should triple 1959 ship-

ping.” Detroit expects a decrease in

the number of ships but a slight in-

crease in tonnage. Reasons given for

this change in volume was the con-

struction and redesigning of ships

to carry larger bulk volume. Ships

are being constructed larger for work
on the waterway. Muskegon expects

to double 1959’s volume. Kenosha

ports also expect to double previous

volume.

Pessimistic reports were largely

based on logical tie-ups and labor-

problems resulting from the intro-

duction of a new shipping lane. Sea-

way officials are said to have recog-

nized most of these weaknesses and

the coming season should be free from
most of the growing pains that have

accompanied the initial years.

Motorist Insurance

Vending Machines

Illegal In Iowa

NEW YORK

—

The Journal of Com-
merce advised last week that insur-
ance vending machines catering to
motorists have been ruled illegal in
the State of Iowa. The Iowa attorney
general’s office has ruled illegal a
vending type insurance to provide
motorists with accident insurance be-
cause the policies would not be
validated at the time policies are is-

sued.
Insurance Commissioner William

E. Timmons had requested the rul-
ing, pointing out the machines were
to be placed in service stations along
the highways for motorists. In sub-
mitting the question, Mr. Timmons
said

:

“One of the proposed machines dis-

penses a policy, folded and in an en-
velope, and the purchaser merely
tears off a portion of the policy, fills

in his name, effective date and bene-
ficiary and deposits the tear sheet in
a slot in the machine.”
The attorney genei’al’s office said

the procedure would require the poli-

cies to be “counter-signed in blank be-
fore they are inserted in envelopes
and placed in the machine” and ruled
that Iowa law prohibits agents from
counter-signing policies “in blank.”
The Iowa commissioner said there

is no question about the legality of
the machines selling insurance at air-

ports because these machines auto-
matically stamp the validation at the
exact time of issue.
(ED. NOTE: It would be to the ad-
vantage of operators to check the at-
torney general in their State before
embarking on a similar type motorist
insurance vending machine route.)

Emergency Calls
CHICAGO—On New Year’s Day, 1958.
the Chicago Civil Defense Fire &
Rescue Service officially came into
being, upon an edict issued by the
recently installed Fire Commissioner,
Robert Quinn.

Since the very first assignment this
tough volunteer group answered a
spectacular multiple alarm blaze in an
ice plant, just north of the downtown
district. The CD volunteer group has
handled more than 450 fires, and al-

most 400 special duty tasks ranging
from explosions to tornadoes, from
plane wrecks to floods, and from razing
condemned buildings to plucking stray
kittens from trees.

Fire Commissioner Quinn decided at
the outset that he needed a man who
could not only run this organization
with greatest efficiency but could also
acquire the best available volunteers to
man this unique service corps. His
selection was no suprise to many mid-
western coinmen—Charles (Jimmy)
Johnson, president of Globe Distri-
buting Company, this city.

Johnson, a lifelong fire-fighting
addict, labored under the conviction
that there must be many other such
avid “fire fans” about, and immedi-
ately commenced his unique recruit-
ment program.

Countless fire-fighting hobbyists
flocked to Jimmy’s office and signed up
for the volunteer service, after having
passed the various examinations John-
son insisted they undergo.
Today Jimmy’s fire and rescue corps

consists of 89 full fledged fire-eaters,
numerous trainees and six fully equip-
ped trucks. Many civic officials, from
the Mayor on down, consider this
capable volunteer group a vital ad-
junct to the city fire department.
Jimmy, a veteran of more than 20

years in the coin machine industry,
i recently explained to us that the most
i rewarding aspect for his volunteers
came at the end of several hours of
struggle, late in ’59, when a giant

' cargo plane from Midway airport
crashed in a densely populated residen-
tial section a short distance away from
the field. A red-eyed, smoke stained
fireman turned to the volunteer
workers who had labored alongside of
him, and said: “Thanks again, fel-
lows.” The recognition was typical of
what the professionals think of John-
son’s group. The natives of Chicago
unconsciously say the same thing
when they close their eyes each night
for a safe and sound evening under
the watchful eyes of this volunteer
organization.
