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Court Refuses Royalty Demands In

NEW YORK^—In a decision which can
have far-reaching effects on the music
business, a judge has rejected the de-
mands of payment of royalties by a
record company to a publisher on the
grounds that the publisher failed to
file a notice of use with the U.S. Copy-
right Office when it licensed another
diskery to record the song.
The decision—filed on July 12 by

Judge Edelstein of the U.S. District
Court, Southern District of N.Y.—was
the result of a suit by Norbay Music
(BMI) of New York against King
Records of Cincinnati.
Around the latter part of September

or early October of 1956, King Rec-
ords and Mercury Records cut a Nor-
bay copyright, “Slow Walk” (Mer-
cury’s Sil Austin version was the hit).

Mercury received a license to cut the
tune from Norbay, and began to pay
royalties to the publisher.

King, however, refused to pay Nor-
bay any royalties, claiming that Nor-
bay forfeited its rights to royalties by
failing to file the notice of use. Norbay
eventually filed a notice of use on
November 26, 1957. No issue was
raised as to the validity of the copy-
right.

Judge Edelstein barred any action
for royalties because of Norbay’s fail-

ure to comply with Sec. 1(e) of the
U.S. Copyright Act, which states, in
part, that “it shall be the duty of the
copyright owner, if he uses the musi-
cal composition himself for the manu-

months after it had been infringed, to

show that a late filing does not bar
recovery. [Ed. Note: this case is re-

lated to copyrights as distinguished
from reproduction royalty rights].

“The Supreme Court, in rejecting
the contention that the right to sue for
infringement was lost, read Section 13
[Ed. Note: Section reads, in part, that
“no action or proceeding shall be main-
tained for infringement of copyright
in any work until the provisions of
this title with respect to the deposit
of copies and registration of such
work shall have been complied with”]
as not intending a forfeiture of the
copyright.

“Moreover, the Act itself, in Sec-
tion 14, provides a penalty for delay.

The Court found that defendant’s duty
not to infringe is unaffected by failure
to deposit copies of a work, for the
copyright is created upon publication
with notice of copyright. Defendant is

put upon notice when the work is pub-
lished with required notice.

“The case at bar is not analogous.
Section 1(e) has no language limiting
the ‘complete defense’ it ordains. No
other sanction is provided elsewhere
in the Act for a failure to file the re-

quii'ed notice. To hold that plaintiff’s

filing subsequent to defendant’s pro-

duction of phonograph records cures

the bar to collection of royalties would
be prejudicial to defendant . . . filing

the notice of use after defendant has

commenced production of the records

can in no way serve to give the kind

of public notice Congress intends.”

Judge Edelstein noted that “al-

though the statute does not specify

the time within which the copyright

owner must file the notice, to permit

filing after the production of record-

ings began would be to [negate] the

procedure set forth by Congress.”

Edelstein said that if, as Norbay con-

tends, the reading of the Act results

in unfair economic advantage to the

defendant because of a “technicality”

of the Copyright Act, the plea for

relief must be addressed to Congress.

“The proposed revision of the Copy-
right Act, now under way,” Judge
Edelstein noted, “will undoubtedly
deal with the merits of the compul-
sory license provision.”

Bob Newhart’s “button down mind”
might have been developing on the
campus of Loyola University where
he was gi'aduated from in 1955. He is

the latest of the intellectual come-
dians to find success with a spoken
word album. His Warner Bros, album,
“The Button Down Mind Of Bob New-
hart,” has occupied the top spot on
The Cash Box album chart for over a
month.

Born, raised and educated in Chi-
cago, Bob’s initial success with com-
edy came, naturally, in the Chicago
area.

“discovered” by Scott Beach of
WCCO-Minneapolis, who, as musical
director of the group, helped the boys
polish their act. Then came an intro-
duction to B. A. Bengtsson who
booked the group into dances and
hops in the 5-state area. A recording
of “Suzie Baby” for a small local la-

bel began Bobby’s disk career. The
master was picked up by Liberty, who
then recorded him in “Devil Or An-
gel.”

An obvious take-off on the famous RCA Victor

LP and ad theme (right to the hilarious cover).
Jones and the “band that plays for fun” sound off

with liberal doses of wacky musical oddities, tak-
ing originally “odd” songs through the familiar
Jones mill, making them even more uproarious.
Securely fasten your seat belts and listen to ar-

rangements of “Hut Sut Song,” “Mairzy Doats,”
“Three Little Fishies,” “Strip Polka” and other
notable examples of musical Americana.
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“AXIDENTALLY ON PURPOSE”—The Axiden-
tals—United Artists UAL 3090
A “smart” vocal group with a definite harmonic

Here his infectious combo belts out a
lineup of tunes which includes his past hits plus
others. Some are punctuated by the youngster’s
healthy vocal shouts. Highly marketable teen
item featui’ing “The Happy Organ,” “Dave’s
Special,” “Cat Nip,” “The Whistling Organ” and
“Ev’rybody Dance.”

“HALEY’S JUKE BOX”—Bill Haley and his

Comets—Warner Bros. W 1391
Bandmaster Haley returns here to the scene of

his early career—country music. And there’s no
doubt of the grounding he’s had in this field,

proving in this set to be a fully capable and au-
thentic country balladeer. His vocal-combo offer-

ings include “Bouquet Of Roses,” “The Wild Side
Of Life,” “I Don’t Hurt Anymore,” “Singing The
Blues” and “Cold, Cold Heart.” Deck should en-
dear him to popsters and country folk.

“BONGO BONGO BONGO”—Preston Epps-
Original Sound OSR-LPM 5002

Titled after the percussionist’s current chart
climber, the deck presents him in this and other
original selections which spotlight his bongo
prowess. Of course, the guitar-carried melody is

also well-done, as is the sans-lyric chorus back-
ing. Other tracks include “Bongo Rock,” “Jungle
Drums” and (on side two) a full 13 continuous
minutes of exotica headlined by Epps’ drum
work. Has the teen appeal stamp.

“JULIO JARAMILLO”—Sol-1201
Leading Latin American artist Jaramillo leads

off the label’s introduction of these shores. His
liquid approach fits well into the character of
these Latin “pop” songs, essaying them with
warm sincerity and suave charm. All are sung in
original Spanish. Should appeal to the Spanish-
speaking market and to fans of the authentic
Latin sound.

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK
“CANNONBALL ADDERLEY QUINTET IN
CHICAGO”—Mercury SR 60134

This is not the same Adderley-fronted group
that’s riding high now on Riverside. This is actu-
ally the Miles Davis group—-minus the trumpeter
—when Cannonball was with it a year and a half
ago. Personnel includes Coltrane, Wynton Kelly,
Paul Chambers and Jimmy Cobb. They play six
extended selections, each artist sharing equally
the solo space. If any comparison can be made
between the two groups, this is on the whole the
better, though not as exciting as the present
quintet. Anyway it’s an excellent jazz album
worthy of special attention.

BOOKER
LITTLE

“BOOKER LITTLE”—Time S/2011
Trumpeter of the Max Roach Quintet, Little has

emerged as one of the best of the younger jazz
artists. In this solo date (he has an excellent
rhythm section supporting) he has a chance to
roam and display his growing individuality. He’s
a writer of note too and of the six selections, five
are originals. Evident in his playing are tonal
clarity, warmth, a consistent beat and hints of
humor. Top tracks are “Minor Sweet,” “The
Grand Valse” and “Who Can I Turn To.”

THE NEW SCENE OF

KING CGRTIS

“A NIGHT AT THE VANGUARD ”—The Kenny
Burrell Trio—Argo LP 655
A consistent rock-steady beat, soul, funk and a

hearty swing attitude give Burrell a foremost
position among jazz guitarists. This set was cut
live at the Village Vanguard, a veritable home
base for Burrell, and features him with Roy
Haynes and Richard Davis in a series of striking
performances which include “Will You Still Be
Mine,” “I’m A Fool To Want You” and “Just
A-Sittin’ And A-Rockin’.”

“LADYBIRD”—Lodi Carr-Laurie LLP-1007
A new jazz thrush on the scene. Miss Carr is

much more jazz-oriented than most of her ilk.

In her debut album she displays originality, de-
rivative of course in several aspects, but uniquely
individual as a whole. Aided unobtrusively by the
Stan Free Sextet or the Jerry Segal Trio, she
warms the jazz vocal fires of “The Masquerade
Is Over,” “When I Fall In Love,” “Blue Room”
and “My Ship.” A distinctive new talent deserving
of recognition.

“JAZZ AT THE SHOWBOAT” Vol. .3—Charlie
Byrd Trio—Offbeat OJ-3006
An oddity on the jazz scene, Byrd has attracted

wide attention not only for his mode of playing

—

unamplified Spanish guitar, finger style—but for
the results. Possessed of a natural swing with lots

of sincere earthiness he plays it steaight from the
hip; no fancy frills or flourishes. With drums and
bass assistance Byrd offers readings of a dozen
diverse tunes, among which are “Gypsy In My
Soul,” “In a Mellotone,” “How Long Has This
Been Going On” and “Who Cares.”

“THE NEW SCENE OF KING CURTIS”—New
Jazz 8237
King Curtis’ “new scene” is jazz, which his

r&b popularity has forced him to discard, disk-

wise, for a few years. Teamed with a first class

rhythm section—Wynton Kelly, Paul Chambers,
Oliver Jackson—and a trumpeter billed as “Little

Brother” (bearing amazing resemblance to Nat
Adderley), Curtis proves he is much aware of
what’s happening. He has a determined drive, a
deep feeling for the blues and good technical facil-

ity in his favor. Among the five tracks “Have
You Heard?” “Willow Weep For Me” and “Little

Brother Soul” are tops. A much-awaited welcome
back to jazz ranks for the tenorman.

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK

CHOPIN,: Piano Concerto No. 2 in F minor, Opus
21; Nocturne in I) Flat, Opus 27, No. 2—Anne
Schein with the Vienna State Opera Orchestra,
Sir Eugene Goosens, conductor—Kapp 6001
Though only 20 years old. Miss Schein has a

mature keyboard approach that has been likened
to the masters. A sensitive interpreter of Chopin
on former disks, she continues here to reveal an
impassioned taste for the composer’s more deli-

cate works. Her performance of both pieces are
perceptive and insightful. Another first rate re-

cording by her.

BACH: “Brandenburg Concerti” (complete)

Orchestra, Concertmaster Robert Masters—Cap-

The six “Brandenburg” concertos present a

challenge to the violinist and his innate artistry

turns in a complete triumph. His sensitive ap-
preciation of the works is also shared by guest
soloists flautist Elaine Shaffer and harpsichordist
George Malcolm and, even more importantly, con-
ductor Masters, in whose hands rests the difficult

A stereo portrayal of two popular
pieces worthy of classical recognition.
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ENGLAND
At the time of writing the industry here was still recovering from the sur-

prise take-over by the powerful £43,000,000 Electric & Musical Industries of
Rank Records Ltd. Top Rank label whos losses are estimated in some quarters
to have reached £500,000 since its entry into the record business 18 months
ago. As stated in last week’s Cash Box, the take-over in which finance was not
involved concerns only the Top Rank label in this country. Rank’s American
companies, Rank Records of America Inc. and Rank Records International Inc.

are not affected and L. G. Wood, managing director of EMI told The Cash Box
that “If we wish to take from Rank Records Inc. of America any of their own
repertoire we will be permitted to release it on the Top Rank label in England
and to export it to such other countries as are already available to Rank Rec-
ords Ltd.” During its 18 months existence the Top Rank label has enjoyed sev-
eral major disk successes. The first was “The Little Drummer Boy” by Harry
.^imeone while its biggest hit was undoubtedly “Only Sixteen,” which not only
took the label to the top of the charts but launched a new star Craig Douglas
whose waxing sold over half a million copies. At the time of the take-over Top
Rank were riding high with Garry Mills “Look For A Star.” Commenting on
the take-over. Wood had this to say: “We are very pleased to think that Top
Rank should approach us to assist them in a satisfactory change-over in their
policy towards the record side of their organization, thus ensuring there will be
no sudden and major disruption in the distribution of Top Rank recordings
either to the trade or the private customer.”

Pye Records gave a party last week to celebrate the first anniversary of its

low-priced ‘Golden Guinea’ LP series and to launch the latest special birthday
releases. Topping the list is a specially recorded two-record LP album, “Down
Drury Lane 'To Memory Lane”—featuring some of the greatest hits from mem-
orable shows produced at the famous Di-ury Lane Theatre since “Rose Marie”
in 1925 to the current smash “My Fair Lady” played by the 101 Strings Orches-
tra. As a birthday treat, Pye offers this two-disk album to the public at the
“economically difficult” price of 30/— . The ten other releases have a compre-
hensive range including Sir Adrian Boult conducting The London Philharmonic
Orchestra in Tchaikowsky’s “Fifth Symphony,” “Men Of The Mall” a program
of regimental music of The Brigade of Guards with commands by the RSM
Brittain, M.B.E. Two LP’s with a continental atmosphere are Offenbach’s “Gaite
Parisienne” and a symphonic rendering of “Holiday In Paris.” The great Ameri-
can composer Rudolph Friml appears on another LP “Sugar And Spice” con-
ducting a selection of his own music. Birthday releases also- include four singles
by Pye’s top selling artists, “Lorelei” by Lonnie Donegan, “Cinderella Jones”
by Petula Clark, “Song Without End” by Edmund Hockridge and “Them There
Eyes” by Emile Ford, whose first LP “New Tracks With Emile” was also re-
leased last week. On August 29, Pye will release its first major soundtrack LP,
from the Columbia picture “Song Without End” which has its London premiere
at the Columbia Cinema on September 5. The diskery is marketing its special
birthday release of ‘Golden Guineas’ and other records with a nation wide pro-
motion campaign including commercial television and massive poster hoardings
in fifteen major towns, customer-competitions and an all out drive by the label’s

complete sales force.

Commenting on his recent visit to the States, Leslie Gould, managing director
of Philips Records, told The Cash Box: “The highlight of my trip was the
three-day Columbia convention at the American Hotel, Miami. Without a doubt
this was certainly the best convention I have ever attended in the U.S.A. The
material Columbia offered proved that they deserve the title of America’s No. 1

record company. An interesting point about all this material was that although
it is produced by different producers in New York and the West Coast there is

very little duplication of items; concentration being placed on star names and
good production.” Amongst the new albums shown to the delegates, all of
which will be released in this country later this year backed by a major pro-
motional campaign starting in September, Gould was particularly impressed
with “Ride This Train” by Johnny Cash, a new Johnny Horton album “Johnny
Horton Makes History” featuring recent hits plus new material. A Miles Davis
album “Sketches of Spain” arranged and conducted by Gil Evans, “More Gun-
fighter Ballads and Trail Songs” by Marty Robbins, “Johnny’s Mood”—12
standards by Johnny Mathis (two more Mathis albums entitled “The Rhythms
and Ballads of Broadway” featuring well-known Broadway titles are also to be
released). Albums by Ray Conniff, The Ray Bryant Trio, The Norman Luboff
Choir. On another album, Mahalia Jackson teams up with Percy Faith to make
“The Power and The Glory” featuring twelve known hymns and a supei'b and
unusual album for jazz addicts “Bernstein plays Brubeck plays Bernstein” with
Dave Brubeck and the New York Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Leonard
Bernstein. Also jazz wise a new series “Thesaurus of Classic Jazz” compiled
by John Hammond. Well known artists featured in the new classical repertoire
include Isaac Stern, Bruno Walter, Leonard Bernstein, Francescatti and Eileen
Farrell. Gould was most impressed by the million dollar show which closed the
Convention starring Mathis. Robbins, Jackson, Faith, Cash, The Kirby Stone
Four etc.

As previously announced in The Cash Box, the enterprising Palette Record
Company of America to release its disks in this country. The first three re-
leases, out on August 19, are “Here Today and Gone Tomorrow Love” backed
with “Hard Times Ahead” by Janis Martin, “In The Streets of Athens” backed
with “Festival a la Greca” authentic Greek recording by Makadopoulos and
his Serenaders and a disk by Palette’s first British contract artist, Vince
Taylor (late of Parlophone) entitled “I’ll Be Your Hero” backed with “Red
Hot Machine.” Discussions are under way to sign further British artists. The
Pallette London office is at 39, New Bond Street. Jack Heath and Cliff Adams
(of Good Music and Thames Music) are directors. The first staff appointment
goes to Roy Taylor as general promotion manager (his past experience includes
juke box exploitation with Rank Records Ltd.) Taylor told The Cash Box that
the company plans to confine its releases to a few carefully chosen numbers
backed by hard hitting promotion ensuring maximum exploitation of the rec-
ords chosen thus affording greater opportunity for building the reputation of
contract artistes. It is hoped that this discriminating policy will establish the
high standard of product in the minds of both record retailer and consumer.
Pressing and distribution for the Palette label will be handled by the Pye
Group Records.

A new publishing company has been formed Ivy Music Ltd. by established
publishers Campbell Connelly in partnership with Commercial Broadcasting
station Radio Luxembourg. The board of directors comprises Reg Connelly,
managing director, Roy Berry, A. W. Rawlinson, F.C.A., L.M.R. Belin, Geoffrey
Everitt and William Hood. Employing the immense facilities available to Radio
Luxembourg for exploiting popular music, the company plans to develop an
international repertoire comprising songs and compositions from Great Britain,
continental countries and the U.S.A. Full scale operation is planned for Septem-
ber—meantime the company has “This Place Called Home” recorded on Decca
by Dorothy Squires and “High Tide Low Tide” by Steve Race on Parlophone.
Roy Berry told The Cash Box that he is anxious to acquire compositions from

Polydor has taken over the Calico line and has released the Skyliner’s hit

version of “Pennies from Heaven.” Label also released the Marilyn Monroe
waxings from “Some Like it Hot” which is receiving good reaction in German
kinos.
American publisher George Pincus is in Berlin visiting with his German

partner, American Paul Siegel.
The Busse Publishing Company has joined forces with Univeral Edition to

form the new Intervox Edition with headquarters in Munich and Zurich. The
firm is handling pop material although in the past. Universal was strictly a
“longhair” firm.
American growler Bill Ramsey has just covered the old Fats Domino hit,

“I’ve Been Around” for Polydor. Hank Williams’ “Kaw-Liga” has been renewed
in Germany by Caterina Valente for German Decca and the Rodgers & Hart
standard “I Wish I Were In Love Again” is now in the works for Dorit Oliver
on Fontana.

Radio Luxemburg’s top jock, Camillo Felgin, who doubles as a lyric writer
and singer has set his second waxing for Electrola. It’s a cover of “Write Me”
by Paul Hampton. Camillo hit the top ten recently with another American
song, “Oh Why.”
Top Teldec Teener Rex Gildo made his first appearances at the German “Rec-

ord Hop” (there’s only one) and introduced his new hit “Va Bene.” Also there
was German songstress Christa Williams who smashed with her cover of “My
Happiness” and introduced her new two sided smash “Pilou-Pilou”, a top hit
in France, and “Coming Down With Love”, the Mel Gadson hit with a German
lyric.

French songstress Jacquline Boyer has a half hour TV show in the works
for Germany. She made her name here with the Eurovision top hit Tom Pillibi.

The Electrola stars are all doing their bit for charity. English teener Laurie
London, German star Conny and Italian hit maker Rocco Granata are all doing
shows for the youth organization which sponsors paid Xmas vacations for
Berlin orphans.

Electrola makes it mighty tough to get its version of the gold record or
“Oscar.” The golden dog given by His Master’s Voice and Electrola is awarded
to an artist only if he sells 1 million copies of one tune within Germany in the
space of 1 year. Electrola stars have only achieved this goal twice within the
life of the firm. Fred Bertelmann picked up the first one for his “Lachende
Vagabond” which was a smasheroo in America by Rusty Draper, and now
Rocco Granata has hit the mark with an Italian language goody called “Ma-
rina.” Lale Anderson was awarded a Silver Dog for 2 million copies of “Lily
Marlene” within 20 years.
For the first time, German record artists are able to pick up a chunk of the

mechanical and performance royalties on their records. A new collection

agency, GVL, has been formed and will award artists monies for all public
performances and mechanical rights to their tunes with the exception of
movie appearances. All companies have backed the move and it looks like new
cash in the bank for the local wax stars.

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ITALY AUSTRALIA
August is the month for holidays in Italy, and most of the record companies

are closed. The singers and bands are touring the best night clubs on the

Italian Riviera.
The recent success of Marino Marini (Durium) at the Festival of Naples

was another proof of his ever increasing popularity. His personal style appeals
to all, from teenagers to their grandparents. While interviewing him, he said

that the organizers of the San Remo Festival wish to have him again next
year, but there is the question of whether he will be able to find the time in

his already over-crowded program. On the 18th of September he will be on the

Palladium TV Show and then various other shows and concerts in London for

six days. He will be in the film, “Ue Ue Che Femmina,” which Titanus has
already started preparing. The film will be dedicated to the recent festival

of Naples and the lovely song, “Serenata A Margellina” will be sung by Rug-
gero Cori, young vocalist of the Marino Marini quartet. (The song was pre-

sented at the Festival by Ruggero Cori and Flo Sandons and won first prize).

“Ue Ue Che Femminia,” the other main tune of the movie, will be sung by
Marino Marini himself (at the Festival the song was performed by Aurelio
Fierro and Marino Marini and won second prize). He will then go on a tour of

Japan and then to the United States with a concert at Carnegie Hall. He might
appear on the Pat Boone and Ed Sullivan TV Shows and then will go to Las
Vegas for six weeks.
Dinah Shore is expected to visit Italy this summer, coming from Scandinavia.

She should take part in a musical in Rome, as reported by VCM which has
just published “Dinah, Yes Indeed,” an EP featuring “It All Depends On You,”
“Falling In Love With Love” and “Yes, Indeed.”
As reported by some Italian and German newspapers, Frank Sinatra is

expected to visit Italy soon, too.

Vittorio Zivelli, the only disk jockey of our only radio station, R.A.L, broad-
casts on Discobolo (in which he presents a new light music record each day),
the tune “Nessuno A1 Mondo” (No One In The World), currently number 2,

stating that the two performances by Peppino Di Capri on Carisch and Caterina
Valente on Decca are equally charming. He broadcasted another hit tune,

twice, although it does not appear on the chart, “Permettete Signorina” sung
by the popular Nicola Arigliano, who is the best domestic talent on VCM.

Fonit published a 45 N.P. coupling, the last two compositions penned by
Domenico Modugno. They are, “Olympia,” written for the next Olympic Games
in Rome, and “Mi Dai La Carica,” which is used al “leit Motiv” in a TV pub-
licity film sketch (Flyn-Sec Cynar, drink) starring Domenico Modugno him-
self.

Mark Murphy, has a record in Italy for the first time. It is an EP with
“Catch A Falling Star,” “All The Way,” “Venus” and “Personality,” on VCM.
VCM publishes the first record in Italy by the new American singer, Bobby

Veck, “Isle Of Capri” and “Swinging On A Chandelier.”
Larry Douglas will come to Milan to sell his new master, “The Music Of

Larry Douglas In Paris,” which he has already sold all over Europe.
“H Nostro Concerto,” penned and sung by Bindi is keeping the number one

spot on the Italian chart. The tune was not a sudden smash, but its popularity
slowly increased and currently it is a real hit in Italy. The version distributed
in the United States is shorter than the original version and this disappointed
the author. “Mule Skinner Blues” appears for the first time this week and
many foresee that the record will be a big smash in Italy. Out of the ten
records on the chart, six are of Italian production. The proportion between
domestic and foreign best selling records is generally quite different. Two or
three are normally Italian and the others from abroad.

Guttler In Demand

At a recent meeting between members of the Australian Federation of Com-
mercial Broadcasting Stations and the Association of Australian Record Manu-
facturers it was agreed that record companies should continue to reserve the
right to impose reasonable broadcast restrictions on recordings imported by
radio stations direct from overseas. This measure, which has already been in
operation for over twelve months, was confirmed at the meeting in view of the
public demand which the broadcasting of new hit material creates and the in-
ability of record companies—in certain circumstances—to immediately meet
such demand. The measure further underlines the close co-operation today
existing between the federation and the association in the mutual interests of
the two organizations and the entertainment industry in this country as a
whole.
A surprise announcement that has caused some problems for the promoters

came from an eminent medical specialist following his examination of Harry
Belafonte’s throat. He advised Belafonte against singing for several days with
the result that the first four concerts in Melbourne have been cancelled, where
he was due to open August 10 for a ten days’ season.
Big news at the moment is the confirmation from the Lee Gordon office that

Ricky Nelson is set for a quick trip to Australia next month. Due to time limita-
tions, Nelson will perform only in Sydney and Melbourne. He will play Sydney
on September 2 and 3, Melbourne 5 and 6, then return to Sydney on September
9 and 10. This show should prove one of the most successful box-office attrac-
tions that Gordon has ever handled. Nelson has always had a very strong fol-
lowing here as a result of his many top single disks over the past few years;
however, it has been some time since this popular young singer had had a
really big record in this country. This should not in any way affect attendances
at his shows as Ricky’s appeal has grown a great deal as a result of the popu-
lar TV show, “The Nelson’s.” He will be supported by an all-star cast yet to be
finalized at the time of writing.
There looks like a battle for top honors with the song “Robot Man,” which

has been such a great success in England. Two versions have been released
here; on the W&G label is the new Jamie Horton performance, while the Connie
Francis version is released on MGM—which is one of the EMI group of labels.

The song is published in this country by J. Albert & Son.
Rhett Walker, young Sydney disk-jockey with radio station 2UW, has had a

tremendous response to a contest he ran among his listeners to draw their im-
pressions of “Alley Oop,” which is growing into a great hit in this area.

Currently drawing good crowds at The Forum Theatre in Sydney and The
Chelsea in Melbourne is the film “Porgy and Bess.” It looks set for a solid run
in both cities.

Following on the tremendous nationwide success of “Tie Me Kangaroo Down
Sport” by Rolf Harris, EMI has release a new Harris single on its Columbia
label, it carries “The Big Black Hat” and “Lost Little Boy.” Other new singles
from the EMI group of labels include Anita Bryant’s “In My Little Corner Of
The World” on London and on Parlophone is Harry Ballard with “Finger Pop-
pin’ Time,” both these numbers appear on The Cash Box Top 100 list.

A fine new Roulette album entitled “That Kind Of Woman” features that
great singer Joe Williams. While Williams’ appeal is limited to the jazz audi-
ence, this album should do well because of the performances of some fine stand-
ards.

Popular Jack Scott looks like notching up his third hit in a row with his new
single release of the oldie “Cool Water” for Top Rank records here. Jack pre-
viously hit the big time throughout Australia with “What In The World’s
Come Over You” and “Burning Bridges.”

Disk-jockey Brian Taylor from station 3UZ in Melbourne is away from the
turntables through illness.

LET’S UNCOVER
THIS EVIL

In recent weeks a number of com-
munications have been received at this

office advising of a clique of country
and western disk jockeys who have
banded together to influence the lists

in the trade papers.

For some time The Cash Box sta-

tistical crew has been pulling out a

batch of obvious hypes from disk

jockey reports each week and filing

them in the nearest waste paper bas-

ket. However, it is logical that some
of these reports sift through and are

tallied in with the honest reports. It

is our belief that those that manage
to be incorporated with our total tally

are an insignificant number.
Unfortunately these complaints do

not name the offending disk jockeys

—

and in some instances the letter writ-

ers ask us not to mention their names
in any news coverage we may care to

give the problem. “We must live with

these jockeys and we do not want
them to retaliate against our records,”

is the gist of these comments. In a

problem of this type it is necessary
for all to cooperate in order to bring
these unethical disk jockeys into the

light and thereby destroy their ef-

fectiveness.

If publishers and record companies
want this ring destroyed then it is

unfair for them to throw the problem
into the laps of the trades. It is eco-

nomically unfeasible for any trade to

launch an investigation to ferret out
the offenders.

This matter should be brought be-

fore the attention of the Country Mu-
sic Association who, with the coopera-
tion of interested manufacturers, pub-
lishers and artists can coordinate an
attack. We are certain all the trade
papers will be happy to work with
such a movement.

Much has been said about Public Relations in the
coin machine industry and too often it is said in
conjunction with getting the public to like you. Most

And here is where Public Relations can fit

into the picture—as a means of eventually leading to

greater income. Now everyone should be inter-

ested !

Education is probably the prime requisite for
prosperity, be it within the confines of a nation or
an industry with a product to sell. As a matter of
fact, most advertising is just that—educational to

the point of acquainting the public with a product.

The coin machine industry can educate the Ameri-
can public just as any industry can, and does,

through Public Relations. Photographs and news
stories of leading people in the coin industry and
products of the coin industry appearing regularly

in the news press will eventually create an impres-

sion of familiarity through this educational process.

Any information that can be presented to the pub-
lic, that is designed to create this favorable image,
will in time do just that.

While this is an achievement in itself, it is not

the end result of a Public Relations program. The
effect of this favorable impression on the industry’s

product, namely the phonograph or amusement
machine, will follow with increased activity and in-

creased profits the final result—because of the fact

that the public now will not only accept you and
your product but they will actually enjoy doing

business with you through your machines. It works
with other industries—it will work with the coin in-

dustry.

Any PR program, if it enjoys a minimum amount
of success, will achieve these things—education of

the public and a greater amount of income for the

business generated through this interest. The prob-

lem is not instituting a PR program of minimum
size. This has been done with success in many sec-

tions of the country. There must be support of a

PR program of broad enough proportions to ac-

complish this goal. It takes genuine support from
all in the industry—locally, everyone in the city,

nationally—everyone in the nation. Then and only

then, will a PR program begin to educate an unin-

formed public to the point where interest is created.

Once this interest is stimulated the entire industry

can look for increased business. It is a matter of

record.

NEW YORK—Prime topic of interest

at the Seeburg plant last week cen-
tered around the current “Artist of

the Week” program with the factory
inviting operators from the midwest
into the plant, many arriving by
chartered bus, airplane and automo-
biles, to witness sales presentations
on the firm’s number one promotion,
33-1/3 rpm singles progi’amming.
The manufacturer conducted the

presentations in conjunction with
Seeburg distribs across the nation.
Arnold Silverman, sales promotion

manager, arrived in New York after
a tour of the country spending several
weeks on the West coast with R. F.
Jones in San Francisco, and the fac-
tory branch outlet in Los Angeles, re-

porting strong favorable acceptance
in these areas. “Collections have been
fantastic,” stated Silverman, confirm-
ing the reports with notarized collec-

tion sheets from individual operators
showing marked increases. Most in-

creases showed a 1/3 greater collec-

tion total with a strong demand for
the 7" stereo single packages. “The
demand for the 33 1/3 record pack-
ages has been almost unbelievable,”
continued Silverman, “and it won’t
hurt the artists or record firms either.

Many artists are receiving more play
and greater demand than ever before.
Actually, they never received juke box
exposure before. These are the disks
the juke box patron wants to hear.
We’re accomplishing what we set out
to do. Namely, give the patron what
he wants in order that he may spend
money to hear it. Before the LP selec-

tions were available most of the se-

lections on any phonograph were ac-
tually programmed with the teenager
in mind. This doesn’t help business in

the tavern where the kids aren’t per-
mitted.”

Silverman has been calling on op-
erators in his travels, explaining the
“Artist of the Week” principle—selec-
tivity, product, and the “adult” mar-
ket. “Operators never had the oppor-
tunity to program with such broad
selectivity. Names such as Pete
Fountain, Frank Sinatra, Ella Fitz-
gerald and many of the jazz greats
we have packaged for Seeburg phonos
are getting wonderful play. Kitty
Wells is one of the artists getting
more play in the San Diego area, for
instance, than ever before. Country
music is coming into its own on the
phonos in these areas, too,” stated
Silverman.
Seeburg distributors across the

country have either staged formal
dinner presentations or intend to do so
and the factory has pitched in with
the meetings scheduled within the
confines of the plant, as mentioned
earlier. Last week operators from the
Indiana area (The Cash Box, August

20) were brought in via chartered bus
and treated to a cook’s tour of the
plant by president Delbert Coleman,
Jack Gordon, v.p. in charge of phonos
and Tom Herrick, v.p. The tour was
followed by an “Artist of the Week”
presentation which embraced the mer-
chandising program, the records avail-

able, and the advantages of the 33 1/3
rpm-45 rpm programming features of

the Model “Q.”

Silverman also added that “ear-

phone” activity is increasing and
the novelty of it has also increased
collections in many locations.

“We set up the earphones to enable
a patron in the location to hear the
separation of stereo in its most ad-
vantageous setting. The sound is al-

most unbelievable when you first lis-

ten and the novelty has attracted
more and more to the earphones. I’ve

just left several locations in the L.A.
area that will install a jack box at the
bar to permit plugging in on multiple
sets of earphones to enable more than
one patron to listen and also to serve
patrons at the far ends of the bar in

taverns while they remain seated.
This in itself causes increased activity
on the machine.”
The Seeburg 33 1/3 disk availability

was broadened last week when Lon-
don released, in 7" single 33 1/3 rpm
disk packages, a new Ted Heath and
Mantovani LP. Columbia released the
new Dave Brubeck and Miles Davis
LP’s while Argo followed with the
Ahmad Jamal and Ramsey Lewis al-

bums, done up in packages of five 7"

33 1/3 rpm singles. The Latin craze
is being served with two popula?'
LP’s, Los Trios Panchos and La Cin
cos La Tinos on the Columbia labels,

said Silverman. “The honkey-tonk
fans will be able to listen to ‘Knuck
els O’Toole’ on the Grand Award labe;
which is also available this week,”
concluded Silverman. Dana Records
will release polka material within one
month’s time.

Silverman is also setting up one-
stop record operations in Seeburg
distributor showrooms. “The distribu-
tor sells everything but the records,”
stated Silverman, “and there’s no
reason why he shouldn’t be able to add
record sales to his equipment profits.”

Silverman, experienced in the rec-
ord field having been employed by
Mercury Records for seven years after
which he managed the Philadelphia
Seeburg one-stop outlet, sets up the
initial installation and works with the
distributor until the record sales work
efficiently from the showroom site.

The Seeburg sales exec will spend
the next week in the Canadian terri-

tory calling on Seeburg outlets in
Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver,
with operator stops scheduled along
the way.

Big Ball Bowlers Feature Marquee Canopy

CHICAGO—Sam Wolberg, president

of Chicago Dynamic Industries, In-

corporated, this city, announced the

release last week of Chicago Coin’s

new, two big ball bowlers, “Duchess”
and “Duke.” He said they represent
“true nobility in the realm of coin-

operated bowling amusement games,
simply loaded with exciting, new fea-

tures.”
The new “theater marquee” hood

just above the pin assembly, back of

the playfield and the huge backglass
are covered in front by sturdy plexi-

glass. The cabinet—playfield and
backglass—is constructed of bleached
wood, with an ultra modern lime color

finish.

Chicago Coin’s Mort Secore was
lavish in his praise of the “Duke”
and “Duchess” bowlers when he de-

clared: “Chicago Coin’s distributors

can really kick off the new Fall selling-

season with two great winners.
“Before explaining the scoring fea-

tures and the different types of
games,” Secore stated, “we should
advise that Chicago Coin’s revolu-
tionary ball lift, now being introduced,
is second to none in efficiency. It is

motivated by a new type 1/4 horse-
power motor with no gears. It assures
the operator of long, trouble free op-
eration. There also is an insulated
playfield and a rubberized ball re-
turn apparatus.”

Other features certain to create
greater interest—and many more
sales, according to Secore, include the
pin indicator, very much like the pin
indicator found in regular bowling
alleys.

“In other words,” Secore said, “pins
i-emaining standing on the playfield
after the first ball rolls down the al-

ley and strikes the pins, are indi-
cated on the triangle at top center of
the backglass. Another exciting fea-
ture sure to please players is the “fly-
away” pins feature. In this operation
as the pins are struck the pins fly
away on the playfield, simulating the
effect experienced in a regular bowl-
ing game.”
The “Duchess” bowler features

“Regulation,” “All-Strike” and
“Flash-O-Matic” bowling. “Regula-
tion” consists of regulation ABC
bowling with the high score of 300
points.

SAMUEL WOLBERG

“All-Strike” bowling is similar to

“Jackpot Bowling” as viewed on tele-

vision. In this thrilling game only
strikes count. “Flash-O-Matic” is

high score bowling, featuring the
traveling light (flashing) across the
“theater marquee” canopy light box.
When the player makes contact with
the pins the light flashes across the
potential score. When the ball hits

the pins the player gets whatever
score is indicated on the hood at that
precise time. Strikes and/or spares
are valued at the value of the num-
bers flashed across the hood.

Secore particularly pointed out that
the coin slot is adjustable for lOt-

play or 2 for 25(^ play (optional by
the operator by simply moving a jack
in the coin mechanism). It also has
an all-metal metered cash box.
“Duke” is identical in every way to

the “Duchess” bowler with the one
big exception that it features only
the “Regulation” and “All-Strike”
bowling games.

Secore advised that a full schedule
in production is assured to keep ship-

ments of “Duke” and “Duchess” roll-

ing out to ChiCoin’s distributors ev-

erywhere. All indications are that
there will not be the slightest delay
in delivery at this time. Samples were
rushed to Chicago Coin’s distributors

last week, according to Secore.
