ALL THAT JAZZ
Cadence Records is finally getting set to launch its Candid jazz label affiliJ

ate. Candid topper Bob Altshuler said that the label will be handled through thel
regular Cadence distributors but introduction of the line will involve a novel!
promotion. The initial release, skedded for January, will be sent to jazz dealers

'

in a package similar to Atlantic’s recently-issued “Southern Folk Heritage
Series,” each album in its regular jacket but the entire release enclosed in a
special package, the liner of which will detail the label’s ideals and directions.
Altshuler again reiterated the Candid recording program : to record in all fields

of jazz—modern, swing, blues, etc.; something for every type of jazz fan.
Altshuler said that any jazz dealers who would like to receive the initial

presentation package, and all jazz disk jockies wishing to be put on the label’s
mailing list, to write him c/o the Cadence address.

Shelly Manne (drums). Red Mitchell (bass) and Pete Condoli (trumpet)
have been added to the orchestra now scoring the “West Side Story” sound-
track. The trio, under the direction of Johnny Green, will provide specialljl

written backing for three of the film’s numbers, as well as fill in intermittently
throughout the score. The hope from this end is, that the great Leonard Bern-
stein score, which does provide some touchy problems for film producing, is

not tampered -with too much. >

Everest Records has been awarded the Grand Prix Du Disque De Jazz 1960
by the Hot Club of France, the country’s leading jazz organization. The award
is for the company’s recording of the Jo Jones 'Trio, and also for the best jazz
soloist release—Charlie Shavers. Everest seems to be really cleaning up in
France this year, as they were also awarded Le Grand Prix National Du
Disqu from the Academy of French Recordings (classical) for its release of
Lili Boulander’s works performed by Igor Markevitch and the Lamoureux
Orchestra.

Another new label to bow soon is ABC-Paramount’s Impulse jazz line. The
line brings AmPar back into the jazz field, in which it was pretty active sev-
eral years ago. Heading up the label will be AmPar A&R man. Creed Taylor,
who already has cut sessions with Ray Charles, J. J. Johnson & Kai Winding
and the Gil Evans ork. The albums, each in a double-fold “deluxe” package,
will hit the market next month under price tags of $4.98 (mono) and $5.98
(stereo). A special feature of the Impulse schedule will be the release of a
33 1/3 stereo single for juke boxes from each album. Unlike the above men-
tioned Candid outlook. Impulse will concentrate on recording modern jazz
artists only. According to the company’s advance notices, it will operate as a
completely separate enterprise from ABC-Paramount, so as not to confuse
the consumer with the AmPar pop line. It was just this type of disassociation
which was behind the setting up of a completely separate corporate image for
AmPar’s highly successful Grand Award and Command labels.

The Modern Jazz Quartet again take to the stage of Carnegie Hall to pre-
sent its case for the blending of jazz and classical influences. On Dec., 14, the
Quartet will take part in the Orchestra of America’s presentation of George
Antheil’s “Jazz Symphony,” Arthur Kreutz’s “Dixieland Concerto for Sym-
phony Orchestra” and Gunther Schuller’s “Concertino for Jazz Quartet and
Orchestra.” The performance of this last piece will be the first New York per-
formance of it; continuing Schuller’s exploration into his “third stream” of
American music. The piece is planned for 75% improvisation for the quartet
but contains completely written out parts for the orchestra.

Atlantic’s Gary Kramer was given the duty of ushering eight young Ger-
man amateur jazz musicians around New York during their tour of the coun-
try. The musicians, winners of the German Amateur Jazz Festival in the tra-
ditional and modern categories, were feted to a reception at Birdland while
they were in this city, on the first leg of their journey. Quipped Kramer, when
informed of his being picked as host, “I guess I’m the only jazz figure in the
city who can speak German.”

Prestige Records admits to varying degrees of reception to its new Swings-
ville, Moodsville and Bluesville series, but states that overall acceptance has
been very gratifying. In response to measured research, the similarity among
the jacket designs of the three labels will soon cease. Work has bgun on
changing the Swingsville covers to a basically photo-dominating cover, while
design work is under way to give Moodsville a new look too. Also, the com-
pany disclosed it will step up activity of its Prestige International line, pro-
viding increased opportunities for new domestic and foreign folk artists to re-

cord. Folklorist Ken Goldstein is currently seeking out talent in this field.

NEW YORK—The general crackdown

on disk bootlegging gained a new mo-

mentum last week with the arrest of

twelve persons—nine in Brooklyn and

three in New York—charged with the

manufacture of phony LP’s by Frank

Sinatra and Johnny Mathis.

According to police, the ring was

set to unload hundreds of thousands

of the LP’s for holiday sales in all

parts of the country, which could have

resulted in a net profit of over $1,000,-

000. The ring was able to produce an

LP for 58 cents and plans were to sell

them to dealers for $2, about 50 cents

less than the regular wholesale price.

MGM's $9V2 Million Net
Is A 12-Year Record

NEW YORK—Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer,

Inc’s net profit for the fiscal year end-

ing Aug. 31 reached a twelve-year

high and was 25% above the preced-

ing year, according to a shareholder

report last week by MGM president

Joseph R. Vogel.

Net profit was $9,595,000 compared
with $7,699,000 for the previous finan-

cial period.

In stock terms, the profit was equal

to $3.83 a share, compared with $2.91

a share for 1959’s fiscal period. Earn-
ings before income taxes rose to $21,-

395,000 from $17,304,000.

Vogel informed shareholders that

earnings for the first quarter of the

present fiscal period are moderately
above those a year ago.

In Utica, state

troopers broke into two establish-

ments, confiscating thousands of the

bogus LP’s and arresting three peo-

ple. They were Stanley Markowski,

his brother, Alexander, and Miss Ann
Decker.

About the same time, Brooklyn de-

tectives trailed Charles T. Polhemus

of Utica, alleged messenger in the

operation, from Newark Airport to

the Fort Hamilton section of Brook-

lyn, where they stopped his car and

arrested him and three other persons,

including Sidney Mittleman, who is

under indictment in New Jersey for

his alleged part in the counterfeiting

of Bobby RydelTs Cameo singles. The

other two arrested were Gaetano Vas-

tola and Frank Lerner, both of Brook-

lyn. Lerner operates Lerner Asso-

ciates, which prints LP jackets and

labels.

Police said they found twenty-five

phony copies of Frank Sinatra’s “Nice

’n Easy” and Johnny Mathis’

“Johnny’s Moods,” two best-selling

LP’s, in Polhemus’ car.

Further investigation by the police

led to the arrest of Jerry Kipperman,

Brooklyn, Leon Silverberg, Jericho,

L.L, Daniel Anunziata, Brooklyn,

Larry Martire and Nicholas Del

Negro, both of Brooklyn.

Teen favorite Lloyd Price entered

the picture when he was called in for

police questioning concerning a car

of his which was found near one of

the places producing the phony rec-

ords. Police said he was completely

absolved of any part in the racket.

The nine arrested in the city were

arraigned in Brooklyn Felony Court

on charges of grand larceny, conspir-

acy and violations of trademark laws

Eight were released in $2,500 bail for

a hearing in the court in December.

De Negro, however, was held without

bail because 'f a past criminal record

and is set to appear at the same hear-

ing.

Discovery of the ring was the re-

sult of the murder last June 3 of a

17-year-old hood, Vincent Graffeo,

who was scheduled to appear in court

on a burglary charge. As police ques-

tioned suspects in the case, they

learned of plans to produce the bogus

disks for holiday sales.

Sigmund Steinberg of the law firm

of Blanc, Steinberg, Balder and Stein-

brook, attorneys representing AR-
MADA in the investigations of boot-

legging, said that ARMADA and the

legal firm will assist the Utica and

Brooklyn District Attorneys in their

investigations. Steinberg said Utica

was one of the territories ARMADA
was planning to investigate. When the

case broke, Steinberg was on the coast

conferring with Los Angeles and San

Francisco’s D.A. offices to assist in

rapidly bringing to trial a number of

the people who had been arrested

there on bootlegging charges.

NEW YORK—Mercury Records An-
nual Distributors Meeting, to be held

at Chicago headquarters this week,
will be a two day session, December
15-16, taking place in special meet-
ing rooms reserved at the Executive
House. Joining the conclave will be
Mercury’s entire A&R Staff, with na-
tional regional sales managers also
called in to attend.

Festival is one of Australia’s major
record companies in manufacturing
and distribution. It has extensive mod-

tributing overseas labels. Festival is

the leading force in the promotion
and development of Australian record-

ing talent.

Chairman of Festival is John C.

Glass, who was for many years the

general manager of Hoyt’s theatres,

the 20th Century-Fox theatre group
in Australia. Gordon C. Marshall, who
has close association with the U.S.

record industry through numerous
study missions, is general manager
of Festival. One of Australia’s leading

A & R directors, Ken Taylor, fulfills

this capacity and that of general sales

manager in the Festival company.
Both Marshall and Taylor were ap-
pointed directors of Festival when
Mirror Newspapers announced pur-
chase of the company.

Big Scandinavian Promotion

NEW YORK—The photograph of the
store window of one of Stockholm’s
larger retail record outlets is indica-
tive of the massive celebration being-

conducted throughout the Scandina-
vian countries honoring Count Basie’s
Silver Anniversary. Taking their cue
from Roulette’s recent two month
sales promotion on behalf of all the
Basie albums in the catalog as well

|

as the entire Roulette “Birdland Se-
ries” of jazz albums, Bjourn Fremer,
promotion and publicity director for
the Scandinavian Record Co. reported
that the same type of campaign is

taking place in Sweden, Norway, Fin-
land and Denmark, the countries cov-
ered by his firm’s operation.

Fremer, who is now in the states
on behalf of his company, advised
that he has been carefully studying
American record companies and their

methods of promotion and merchan-
dising with an eye toward applying
these methods in the Scandinavian
countries. He noted that the type of

full scale promotion which hinges on
one big name artist such as in the

Basie promotion, has not been tried to

any often extent in the Scandinavian
areas. Also, deluxe packaging, such
as the “Count Basie Story,” which
comes with special booklet and photo-
graphs, is an aspect of merchandising
which his company will seek to put
to full use in future releases.

While in New York, Fremer pre-

sented Basie with a special gold disk

which signifies the “enormous” sale

of Basie albums in the Scandinavian
counti’ies. The award was given on
stage of Carnegie Hall during Basie’s

recent concert appearance there.

Inevitable as the advent of sound in motion pictures visual disks are now an

accomplished fact. As a result of several years negotiation and close co-

operation between Harry Walters of EMI—the man behind the idea—and Nor-
man Miller of Radiovision, which has financed the project, tremendous strides

have been made in bringing about the production of such disks. Radiovision

has now produced five visual records some made on film_ and others on video

tape. Although intended at present as a service to television and the cinema
both here and abroad it may well be that, in the future, these disks could be
available to the general public for home consumption. Thus, vvith a record you
can both see and hear, dj’s will have scope to operate on television just as they
do on radio. For a turntable a screen is substituted. Skilfully produced request

programs in this new medium would undoubtedly prove as popular as radio’s

“Two Way Family Favorites,” “Housewive’s Choice” “Saturday Club” and
“Pick of the Pops” and certainly give an added boost to record sales. Of the

first visual disks produced by Miller at Radiovision’s Park Lane Studios some
were directed by well-known BBC TV Producer Richard Afton and some by
Jack Good.

It is understood that the BBC, impressed by the five pilot visual disks, have
agreed to the idea in principle. The pilot disks are “Apache” by The Shadows
(Columbia), “Gotta Get A Date” by Frank Ifield (Columbia), “Now Is The
Month of Maying” by The Vernon’s Girls (Parlophone), “Mamma Wouldn’t Like
It” by Maureen Evans (Oriole) and “I Double Dare You” by Jimmy Lloyd
(Philips).
The Delta Record Company has recently concluded an agreement with The

Viking Record Company of Wellington, New Zealand and Sydney, Australia,

granting them sole concessions for the manufacture and distribution of Delta’s

popular ‘Tale-Spinner’ series in these territoides.

Tito Burns, personal manager for top teenage star Cliff Richard, has formed
his own recording company—Lindon Records Ltd. The first three ‘masters’ to

be sold to major companies have now been released. “Southbound Gasser” by
Dee and the Dynamites on Philips, “Teen Scene” by The Hunters on Fontana
(Epic in the States) and on the same label Terence Holderway Hale makes his

debut with “Beauty and The Beast” written by Tepper and Bennet, the team
responsible for Richard’s hits, “Travellin’ Light” and “Don’t Be Mad At Me.”
Agreements have also been signed with the companies for Lindon Records to

produce disks by these artists over a three-year period. Tito Burns told The
Cash Box that he plans to acquire recorded tapes from America and the conti-

nent for exploitation in this country.
Cliff Richard has completed a new LP with a 50-piece orchestra directed by

Norrie Paramor. The 16 tracks include several oldies. Cliff is also to record
four titles in German for that market including “I Love You,” “D in Love”
and “A Voice In The Wilderness.”

Impresario Bernard Delfont recently hosted a party for The Andrews Sis-

ters at his Talk of The Town Restaurant where the sisters open a season of
cabaret on December 5. Last in England in 1951 when they topped the bill at
the London Palladium, Maxene, La Verne and Patty are veterans of 17 major
films and can claim total disk sales in excess of 60 million. Their manager.
Bill Loeb told The Cash Box that TV dates have been lined up and there is a
possibility of a new disk for Philips.

Cyril Berlin, manager for Lonnie Donegan, just back from Australia told
The Cash Box that he has completed negotiations for many of our leading re-
cording stars to appear there next year including Diana Dors. Berlin was re-
sponsible for the successful visits recently of Lonnie Donegan, Harry Secombe
and Benny Hill.

More news from music man and publisher Cedric Dumont in Switzerland.
Edition Coda of Zurich have acquired the rights of the current United States
hit “I Want To Be Wanted” for Switzerland. Other pops coming up in that
territory include “Tell Laura I Love Her,” “Running Bear” and “Alley Oop.”
Edition Coda is also publishing for the first time several well-known stand-
ards including “Stardust,” “St. Louis Blues,” “Ain’t Misbehaving,” “Royal
Garden Blues,” “Yes Sir, That’s My Baby,” “Basin Street Blues” and “Tiger
Rag.”

Publisher Robert Mellin arrived in London and will stay over Christmas.
Len Edwards, managing director of the London office, has the latest Frank
Sinatra single, “01’ MacDonald,” which made the charts in its first week and is

published by Barton Music. The same company also have the new Dean Martin
single, “Sogai D’oro” backed with “How Sweet It Is.” Also in the charts for
the third week and published by Nevins-Kirshner is Connie Francis with “My
Heart Has A Mind Of Its Own” on MGM.

Cyril Gee of Mills Music sure of a good Christmas with Adam Faith’s “Lonely
Pup (In A Christmas Shop)” backed with “Green Finger” on Parlophone.
Backing as usual by John Barry, who has a new instrumental disk of his own,
“Black Stockings” on Columbia, also published by Mills. Other Mills numbers
include “Serenata” by Sarah Vaughan on Columbia and a new Jerry Keller
deck, “What More Can I Say” on London.
Bob Kingston, managing director of Southern Music, tells me that he has

so far this year effected recordings of 70 British numbers, five of which have
entered the charts.

Another first name with a first LP for MGM is “Sing With Vera’| by
Vera Lynn. Also on MGM Connie Francis sings Spanish and Latin-American
favorites. Equally fabulous and still with a tropical flavor is “Cuban Moonlight”
by Stanley Black and his piano with Latin-American rhythms.
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It looks like Ramona is about to make its second round as a world hit. It

Metronome Records is really going to town with film hits at present. Top

Dixieland star Acker Bilk has recorded “Mit Himbeergeist Geht Alles Besser”
or in English “Everything Goes Better With Raspberry Juice” as the title song
for the new O. W. Fischer flick. The premier of the new Nina And Frederik-
Lonis Armstrong film “Youth, Jazz and Serenades” was held recently in Nurn-
burg to top reviews. Metronome produced film.

Monty Sunshine, the clarinetist who made his mark in the world with his
solo on “Petite Fleur” by Chris Barber has formed his own quartet for record-
ing purposes. The first sides were cut in Copenhagen and are now released as
an EP and as singles here. Monty stays with Chris for concert purposes and
also will continue to record for the Chris Barber sessions.
Top German folk singer-composer Erich Storz has released his first LP. Ger-

man officials expect the record to move well in America and England where
German folk music is a great draw at record sales counters. Swedish record
man Simon Brehm of Karusell and Joker records is in Germany with his top
selling female star Lill Babs Svenson. Lill, who just finished a successful
screen test for UFA in Berlin has sold 112,000 of her EP “Klaus Jorgen” in
Sweden alone. This is an amazing figure for that small market. The hit
“Klaus Jorgen” will be released by Lill in English under the title “Just a
Letter To Me Won’t You Write” on Columbia in America.

Globus One Stop reports that “Charming Billy”—Johnny Preston, “Save
the Last Dance For Me”—The Drifters, “Let’s Think About Livin’ ”—Bob
Luman, “Nine Times Out Of Ten”—Cliff Richard, “So Wie Du (Summer’s
Gone)”—Paul Anka and “Don’t Be Cruel”—Bill Black’s Combo are the best
American and British produced hits this month for this market.
Paul Siegel reports from Berlin that Werner Mueller’s “Tango Barcellono”

will be released by RCA Victor stateside, that Ariola star Tony Sandler has
recorded “Four Little Heels” in German and that he is now negotiating for
a new contract as an A&R man. Paul has been working for Ariola but is now
having talks with both Teldec and Electrola. It looks like Electrola has the
inside track on his services. Paul is still d-j ing in Berlin and his Brian Hyland
hit “Four Little Heel#” now has 5 recordings in this market. Paul’s tied up
with George Pincus stateside. The arrangement seems to be working well
except for one hitch. George says that if Paul’s secretary makes many more
mistakes in her English letters, George will send her to the WACS. Remember,
George, she could write to you in German! Christa Williams is going great
guns with her French hit “Pilou-Pilou” sung in German. She has 3 TV shots
set for December and January and will also do the song in a new film here.
German teenage idol Rex Gildo has a small problem on his hands. He’s done

a cover of Ray Peterson’s “Tell Laura I Love Her” but some of the radio sta-
tions refuse to play it here even though the German l^ics are completely un-
controversial. Since the English and American versions have been banned
here, the radio people feel that it’s better to let the song die a slow death.
Perhaps their bans have aroused extra interest because the record is selling
like hot cakes. Rex is just too big a star to hold down.

English Jazz trumpet man Humphrey Lyttelton is touring Germany with
his group. He’ll do concerts in Cologne, Essen, Dusseldorf, Bremen, Berlin and
Bonn.

Hans Blum, who hit the charts here with his waxing of “Charlie Brown” in
German, has just released his second record. This time out, he’s doing an
original composition based on the German bad boys, “Max and Moritz,” who
could be compared with “Hans and Fritz” in the states.

Teenage star Conny just celebrated her 17 birthday. Conny is at present set
for a TV show out of Zurich called “Show Boat” where she’ll do her hit re-
cording of “Midi-Midinette.”

Ken Hecht of Ken-Co Records (New York) believes that a Belgian record

will score a big success stateside, “Cristina”/“E1 Borrachin,” sung in Spanish
by Gino Ricco. Record was released in the USA a few weeks ago. Same titles

have just been recorded in German by Bruno Majcherek (the “Laila”-boy!) for
Tivoli-records to be distributed in Germany by Polydor.

Belgian teenage idol Bob Rocky recorded his two hit-songs “It Is Over”/
“Amper Zestien” in English. “Just Wait And See”/“Twenty Steps To Go To
Heaven” to be released in the U.K. under ACM Academy label. Lyrics written
by Allan Crawford of the Allan Crawford Group of publishers. Rocky will re-
cord same titles in German for Ariola Records.
Bovema’s Capitol label had the highest salesfigures since two years ago, ac-

cording to manager Cees Hundepool. The recording was released on Sept. 5.

Bovema will set up a great and extensive newspaper advertisement cam-
paign for all its labels in the forthcoming months.
Gerry M. Oord, Bovema’s managing director, will travel to Switzerland

shortly, where he will bring an example of Ad v.d.Hoed’s Pathe single, “Royal
Clarinet,” to King Phoemibol of Thailand, to whom the number has been dedi-
cated.

Word comes in from L. C. Phonogram that the Decca recording of “Ramona”
by The Blue Diamonds has sold 100,000 copies! This means a golden record for
the boys, who quickly rocketed to stardom. This means a record in Dutch record
history too: Never before has the 100,000 mark been reached in so short a time.
That means an average sale of 1,000 copies a day, which for Holland is quite
something! More news from The Blue Diamonds: their recently released Xmas
record is selling pretty big too. There has not been such a demand for “White
Christmas” for years! As a matter of fact the release of this seasonal record
was done in a rather American way. A week before the date of release, all

Dutch record dealers found a mysterious little postcard in their postboxes. It

showed two shadows in a recording studio and just read: “Watch your postbox
next week. There is going to be great news from the Decca-studio.” The next
mailing was on the release date. A big envelope imprinted with “Open At Once”
carried a poster on “White Christmas” screened in dayglow colors, an order
form and the display of the EP record. On that same day, all Decca salesmen
from L. C. Phonogram went to the dealers. The reps were really loaded with
advertisement materials, folders, glossy photographs, etc., all promoting the
recording. Results are pretty high so far. In one day, 3,000 EP records of this

record were sold. Over 6,000 singles were bought. And this is still going on at
the same speed!

A new single by Bovema’s first and outstanding teen singer, Lydia, has hit

the stands. On the Imperial label, her version of “Never On Sunday” was re-

corded just before her departure to the United States.

The first 5 singles on Capitol’s Dixieland Single-series have been released.

At the same time, three 45 rpm recordings by Peggy Lee and George Shear-
ing’s “The Beauty And The Beat” were issued.

Bovema’s His Master’s Voice label manager William Voerman told The Cash
Box that the famous Dutch textwriter Eli Asser, well known for his work in

broadcasting, has been signed with the label to execute a series of children’s

fairy-tales. Also the famous Dutch folksinger Johnny Jordaan is in the news
again with a new record entitled “De Saxophoon Van Ome Toon.”

Connie Stevens, whose recordings on Bovema’s Warner Bros label are among
the hot sellers, was featured in a recent broadcast of “Teenager’s Time.” Fur-
ther news on the Warner Brothers’ side of L. C. Bovema is that the singles of

Bob Luman are doing very well nowadays. Salesfigures inspired manager
C. Pompe to plan the soonest possible release of Bob’s EP, “Let’s Think About
Living.”

Bovema’s MGM label manager, Frank Visser, believes that Vera Lynn’s
“Accordeon” has got real hit parade potential. Other highlights in the popfield

are Connie Francis’ “Many Tears Ago” and the duet of Bing and Satchmo in

“Muskrat Ramble.”
In the Amsterdam City Theatre a charity performance was recently held.

“Het Parool”—one of Holland’s leading newspapers—organized this event in

cooperation with L. C. Phonogram. The place was crowded and the success

enormous. The cream of Dutch artists performed and the audience could not
stop applauding. The Blue Diamonds, Willy Alberti, Rita Reys, Wama’s etc.

etc. were all there. The result of this night show, a sum of over 10,000 guilders,

will no doubt help a lot of sick kids to get well again.

Pathe, the label that started its Bovema-existence quite satisfactorily, is

currently featuring the Dutch singer of Italian song Tony Volare with “Mai
Dire Mai.” Volare’s first big hit was “Fantastica.”

L. C. Phonogram’s publicity department is putting out a lot of publicity

material. Folders, leaflets, booklets, streamers, hand-outs, recordguides, posters,

etc. are being put on the market with a total run of more than 2% million

copies (population of Holland is 11 million people), so that one out of every
four Dutchmen gets hold of some L. C. Phonogram advertising.

Music publishers Basart-Amsterdam has a new hit on its hands with the
German song, “Zwei Taler Weiter” (Two Valleys From Here). The Polydor
recording of the Limbra Zusjes is becoming so popular that Philips now also

has recorded the song with the Limburg Sisters. More news about Dutch girls:

the Harmony Sisters have recorded “Wil Je Altijd Bij Me Blijven” (Please Stay
With Me Forever) which is a very popular song in the South of Holland and
Belgium. This also is a Basart world copyright. Jane and Ben made their duo
debut on the CNR label with a new Dutch song called, “I Remember,” This is an
original Dutch song, published by Basart.

Well, the miracle has taken place! Common sense won out in the end and

the agreement between BIEM and the Record Industry has been signed. The
two parties approved the final draft of the new contract last Tuesday. It is

still too early to analyze the document, but in next week’s issue we will give
a brief resume of the principal modifications.

The Cash Box joins the well-wishers in saying good-bye to A. Bernard
president of Arteco-Odeon who is retiring. He will be replaced by B. Tay-
lor, former EMI Director in Argentina. Bernard is 79 and has devoted more
than 40 years to the record business, serving as president of the Chambre
Syndicale de I’lndustrie Parlant in France after having founded and developed
Arteco-Odeon and assured it an envied place on the European market.
He has earned his rest and we also join those who say “Good luck” to the in-
coming president. Asked about his plans, Taylor reported that he is creating
a new label, “Arteco,” on which he will release foreign recordings for the
moment. We can also expect new promotional efforts for the Rank catalog,
a revival of the old recordings of Berthe Sylva and the more recent ones of
Ives Montand, and others.
Leon Cabat, Vogue’s president who is staking great hopes on Johnny

Halliday and Korafas has had both of these artists wax “Killiwatch,” which
promises to make the hit lists here, much to the pleasure of H. Ferly of Ven-
dome Publishers.

Colette Renard has just cut a second 12-inch album entitled “Chef d’oeuvres
De La Chanson Francaise.” The first one sold 60,000 copies. F. Bonifay is

ready to launch his new composition, “Gimmick,” with the aid of EMI artists
Frank Purcell, Ray Antony, Annie Cordy, etc.
Mr. Wolfson, artistic director for Vogue, is also a publisher, and his

firm. Alpha, has just had its “La Gatte” (ceded to it by Ricordi of Italy)
recorded by Korafas.

P. Weill, of Fontana reports that Yvette Girand has waxed “Papa Aime
Mama” and “Marchand de Bonheur.” Drummer Akak returns to the recording
scene with a new version of the famous “C’est Si Bon.” Fontana’s duo Jan and
Rode, have cut “Aragon et Castille.” The firm’s Devos and Denise Benoit have
won this year’s “most humorous record” award with “Le Petit Poete.”

Philips has announced the January departure of Roberto Benzi for Poland.
Pianist Philippe Entremont will tour France for a month before leaving for a
3-month concert stint in the U.S.A. Held recently was a private showing for
the new film “Pierrot la Tendress” starring Michel Simon, music by Guy Beart,
whose tunes promise new success for Tutti Publishers.

“L’impasse De La Fidelite” is off to a new start at the ABC Theatre. Paola
had recorded “L’hippippotame” for her next release and Les Trumpet Boys
have also included the tune on their coming disk. The Fontana-Philips group
seems to be specializing in film music more and more. Another new issue,
“Tirez sur La Dianiste” is from the picture starring Charles Aznavour.

Jacques Brel on his return from Israel will go to Canada from March 10 to
27. Devos will leave for the same country on March 13.

Latest news from RCA:—release of one of Mario Lanza’s last recordings,
“Chanson De Noel”; a new' cutting of Vivaldi’s “Les Quatre Saisons”; an
album of Goldberg and Bach Variations by the late Wanda Landowski.

Fresh flashes from Barclay—Charles Aznavour’s new recording session
featuring “Comme Des Etrangers,” a tango, which is certainly not the usual
fare of the popular singer; Dalida has a session coming up at which she will
warble, “Cia, Baby, Ciao,” Les Five Rocks is the name chosen for the new
rock n’ roll group; Bob Azzam, back from a tour in Lebanon, has recorded
“Coriandoli Cha Cha Cha,” as well as “Marrons Chauds.” The latter promises
to be George Garvarenz’ (French Music) winter hit.

Roger Corsin of Plante Publishers and Leo Missir, Bel-Air’s A&R man, have
combined their efforts to launch “That’s How Much” here. Brian Hylands
version on the Kapp label (Bel-Air) is off to a flying start. Richard Antony
has done the first French version and there are others coming up. Bel-Air’s
Arturo Motta interprets “L’olivier” on the heels of Rika Zara’s vocal reading.
Editors Rhodania and Glotz are counting on the success of “Geisha Cha Cha”
as recorded by EMI’s Cha Cha Cha Boys. EMI’s Gloria Lasso seems to have
a juke box hit with “Les Citrons de Tel Aviv,” though we can’t quote figures
yet.

Richard Antony’s “Roly Poly” got off to a lightening start but the disk has
been out-of-stock for the last 15 days. In another week, this missing record
might well become simply a forgotten record. The juke box people fail to
understand EMI’s commercial policy in regard to juke box distribution. As
soon as an EMI record begins to show good sales, it’s out-of-stock and for
long periods of time. Nothing left for the operators to do but get behind some
other record. . . . We don’t even mention the question of 45 single prices! All
in all, the 45 single is still the dearest record on the French market.

Tuesday, November 29, was the deadline for sending tunes to the San Remo

Committee. Last year 435 tunes were sent in, but the number has been largely
exceeded this year. The committee that selects the tunes for the Festival con-
sists of music composers and music newspapermen, and it began working on
this huge amount of melodies last week in Rome. We will have another big
Festival in 1961, but unfortunately without Domenico Modugno, who already
decided not to take part, and is now in bed with a broken leg. The accident
will keep him from working for three months.
“Due Note” (Two Notes), the final leit motiv of our Canzonissima Shows,

was put on the market in Italy on November 28 and after only six days it has
sold 25,000 copies. This recording appears as number three in its first week out
on the chart. Gramitto Ricci of Curci is paying a visit to the States.

Robert B. Weiss, Warner Brothers’ International Director, was in Milan for
business talks with Gurtler and telephoned The Cash Box to say hello.

Bluebell has announced the next showing of the motion picture, “Marina”
starring Rocco Granata, in Italy. The music background includes “Marina,” of
course, “Germanina” and “Ein Italiano.” Two EP’s from the sound track will

be released.
Paul Anka’s success in Italy continues to be very strong. “Hello Young

Lovers” was already included once in the best-selling chart, and now “Sum-
mer’s Gone” has been released with a side in Italian, and is showing action.

Alan Bates back from a prolonged visit to Germany. Bates made a thorough
examination of the German market and consolidated Interdisc distribution
throughout Germany and Austria. Conference held with Bernhard Mikulski in

Frankfurt resulted in plans being made for a closer cooperation between In-

terdisc and Schallplatten Import-Dienst, the company responsible for distribut-
ing the Interdisc lines in Germany.
Nico Fidenco, who keeps the fourth spot on the Italian charts with the

Italian song, “Su Nel Cielo” (What A Sky), appears on the music scene in

Italy for the first time with this record, which couples both the English and
Italian version of the same tune. The recording is a success on Italian RCA,
which announced the launching of a new disk by Gianni Meccia, who has al-

ready entered the chart with “H Barattolo” (The Can), written by himself.
The title of the new song composed and sung by Meccia, is “H Pullover.”
By the beginning of January, a new TV show, called “Moderata Swing,” will

be shown on our screens. Twelve weekly shows are scheduled and a part of each
spectacle will be devoted to the theme, “Yesterday’s Naples,” represented by
guitar player and singer Ugo Calise, and to “Today’s Naples,” represented by
Peppino Di Capri, at present engaged at the Astoria night spot in Milan.
After this engagement, in the middle of December, Di Capri is scheduled for
a tour throughout the main cities in Italy in the company of Umberto Bindi,

but their debut will be made in Paris, where Di Capri seems to be famous al-

ready. Di Capri has again brought real great success to old Neapolitan songs,
performing them in an original, modern version.
On March 1, 1961, the Second Festival of the Italian Song will take place

in Buenos Aires. VCM announced to The Cash Box that Narciso Parigi will

participate in it. After its debut in Buenos Aires, the show will cross the whole
of South America, touching the most important cities.

Publisher Daniele is in touch with Ivan Mogull to sell him the rights to

“Mi Sento In Estasi” in the States, already recorded here by Tony Dallara.

The great favorite among Danish teenagers is Otto Brandenburg, a Dane

who usually tops the hit parades with every record he makes. He cuts for EMI
and together with the Four Jacks and Raquel Rastenni, he is the top seller on
EMI’s labels. Otto has so far appeared in one Danish film and has been offered

, a contract for a new picture. The German film industry is reportedly interested

in Otto, too.

Top selling record in Denmark now is “Oh! Marie, Jeg Vil Hjem,” which is

the American song, “Mary Don’t You Weep.” The publisher, Imudico, told

The Cash Box that the song has not done well in the States, but in Denmark,
where it was recorded by the Four Jacks, it immediately became a top seller.

Knut Mdrk of Morks Music Publishing Co. in Copenhagen says that the
“whole world is knocking on his door,” trying to sign a contract with the Ital-

ian singer Robertino, who is under contract to Mork’s label Triola. This 13-

year-old boy was discovered in Italy and taken to Denmark, where he had a
TV-program. He immediately became famous, and his debut record is now on
the best-selling charts in Denmark as well as Sweden.

NEW ZEALAND
Norman Wright has asked us to correct a statement made in this column in

the Nov. 26 issue. He feels that his American friends may have got the wrong
impression about the Lotus/Wright merger. The fact is that Norman Wright
& Company remains as is and Lotus Record Company Ltd has ‘bought-in’.
Wright still has the controlling interest in his company. The merger came
about to improve the distribution and pressing facilities of both companies in
this territory, giving Wright the Northern distribution of the following labels:
W&G, Cetra, Spotlight, Lotus and World Pacific and Lotus the same in the
South.

Philip Warren of the record division of Kerridge-Odeon, which has to date
been known as Top Rank Records (NZ) Ltd, advises that as from Jan. 1, 1961
the division will be known as Allied International Records Ltd. This move has
come about owing to the fact that the Kerridge people feel that Top Rank
confuses overseas affiliates tagging a label name to a company distributing-
far more than just one name brand. This in effect means that the following
labels will be distributed by Allied Records International Ltd.—Top Rank;
Warner Bros.; Verve; Roulette; Elektra; Oriole; Prestige—under which of
course many many US companies are issued.

The Christmas sales are being appreciated by all companies here this year.
All are well represented on the market with material apt for this period.
Most companies report an increase in stereo sales and every company has

at least one stereo disk in his catalogue. It will be interesting to see the gov-
ernments statistics on record pressings and sale for 1960 which will, of course,
show how well Record Clubs have done.

The New Zealand Broadcasting service, which rejected the American version
of “Mr. Custer,” bought the British version of the same title by Charlie Drake
on Parlophone. HMV had both versions in its catalog (Larry Verne on London)
so they are not particularly worried. Philips has also issued an English version
by Ted Lune. This sort of thing really makes the industry wonder about the
purchasing of records by the service. On top of this HMV has just had the
American hit “A Million To One” rejected and Viking is awaiting a decision
on Maurice Williams’ “Stay.”

November 26 saw the people go to the polls and change the government
after they had only been in three years. We now have a National party (Con-
servative) in power once again. It was a sweeping victory for them with the
Socialistic Labor party losing 6 seats, some of which were thought Labor
strongholds. How this change of government will affect the recording industry
remains to be seen. However, most people are looking forward to improved
business particularly where imports are concerned.

’61 Gould Be

THE Year For

A More Liberal

Tax Depreciation

what has been written about the
possibilities of a more liberal tax depreciation for
American business were converted into action we
might see the potential of American business in-
creased through expansion and greater production.
1 his past year the subject has been given more edi-
torial space than ever before and much of it has
appeared in the consumer press as well as in the
nation’s business publications.

The Treasury Department recently completed a
survey of American business to gain further insight
mto this problem. This past month 30,000 mem-
bers of Research Institute of America, Inc. were
polled with cjuestionnaires along these same lines.
RIA is a business advisory organization.

The recent national election prompted more than
one major daily newspaper to comment on the
eventuality of a more liberal tax write-off during
President-elect John F. Kennedy’s term in office.
This note was brought about after pre-election cam-
paign suggestions were made by the Democratic
candidate to the effect that it would enable business-
men greater opportunity for growth.

The results of the aforementioned Treasury De-
partment’s survey were enlightening. They indi-
cated that in almost every instance the change would
stimulate growth and further production at the
manufacturer s level. Eight of thirteen businesses
would expand if the Government would allow a bet-
ter tax break, advised the RIA survey results.

Last week the Investment Bankers Association
heard from its members suggestions for a more
liberal tax depreciation and the report pointed to
the tremendous growth of Western Germany, a na-
tion permitting its businessmen the freedom of
charging reserves to earnings as they saw fit. The
report stated that this has been a major factor in the
growth and economy of the country as it stands to-

The report also stated that this Government
outlook has provided at one time both the incentive
to build new plants and also a large part of the
means of financing them.
A more liberal tax depreciation law would enable

the entire coin machine industry to enjoy its bene-
fits from the operator level on up. The road now
seems shorter with Government agencies actually
studying the situation and the new President already
on record favoring such a change. Recent changes
in Government spending both here and abroad
might be the start of a program designed to stim-
ulate greater spending here in the USA. Changes in
present depreciation tax laws would certainly help
to achieve this all-important goal. Perhaps 1961
will be the year we’ve been waiting for.

Other uses will be by Universal

Vendaticket has been accepted for
installation soon in the Loew’s Theater
chain. In addition to this application,
Vendaticket is now being further de-
veloped for use in the sale of bus and

railroad tickets, admissions to sta-
^ diums, recreation parks, and the sale
of insurance by vending machines.
“We look forward to the time,”

Schwebel said, “when Vendaticket will
replace the more than 10,000 motion
picture theater ticket issuing ma-
chines, now manually operated by
Automaticket, and supplied over the
last 25 years by General Register
Corporation, a Universal Controls’
subsidiary.
“With the advent of Vendaticket, a

patron will walk into the lobby of a
theater, insert the appropriate amount
of bills or coin up to S9.00, press in

a button indicating the type and num-
ber of tickets required—such as for
adults or children—and almost in-

stantaneously Vendaticket will iden-
tify the currency, issue the appropri-
ate tickets, and return the exact
change in bills and coin.”

Wilson stated that “our develop-
ment of a machine that will identify
SI, 85, SIO, and $20 bills in a single
unit will further accelerate and ex-
pand the use of Vendaticket.”

Midway’s ‘Shooting Gailery’ Scores;

Chi Firm Appoints New Distrihs
CHICAGO—Ralph Sheffield, general
sales manager for Midway Manufac-
turing Company, Franklin Park, Illi-

nois, advised this past week that the
firm’s “Shooting Gallery" rifle-target

amusement game is receiving “the
kind of acceptance all over the coun-
try we certainly did not anticipate at

any time during its development.”
Sheffield explained that several of

Midway’s distributors have already
claimed that “Shooting Gallery" is

maintaining a high level of sales con-

stantly. Exciting play features, ap-
pealing design and the low price for

the amusement game are attributed

by Midway’s management as the

prime reasons for the immediate suc-

cess of the gun.

Sheffield continued by saying,
“ ‘Shooting Gallery’ has been already
approved by civic officials for licens-

ing in New York, Chicago and De-
troit.”
