Arnie Ginsburg (WMEX-Boston) told us a most interesting story on how
he unwittingly helped break the Lonnie Donegan recording of “Does The Chew-
ing Gum Lose Its Flavor On The Bedpost Overnight” in Boston. For the past
two years Arnie had been jokingly referring to the song on the air. In May
of this year he carried a direct trans-Atlantic interview with the Brooks
Brothers from England and during the talk he asked them if they remem-
bered the song—a smash by Donegan in England two years ago. They did,

and even sang a few bars of it. One week later he received a copy of the

disk from Pye (England). He played it for two nights to prove to skeptics

that it really existed. When asked by retailers where to get it—to satisfy

customer demand for it—he didn’t know if it had been released here. But a
Dartmouth College student informed Arnie that it was available on Dot and
then the resurgence began. It is now one of the top tunes in Boston.

Hous-
ton teenagers picked it up and have to date been responsible for a sale of
10,000 throughout Texas.

Gene McDaniels

After attracting attention to his

talents via single recordings of “In
Times Like These” and “The Green
Door,” Gene McDaniels finally broke
thru with “A Hundred Pounds of

Clay.” His latest single effort, “A
Tear,” attests to his staying power as
it quickly climbs the Top 100. Three
Liberty albums are another display
of his vocal ability.

Born in Kansas City, Kansas, Feb.
12, 1935, Gene’s strongest early in-

fluence was his father, a Reverend.
At 13 he joined and toured with a
gospel group. During high school in

Omaha, he played sax in the school
ork and excelled in basketball. After
HS he formed his own quartet which
included everything from gospel to

jazz in its repertoire. While touring
with the group Gene found time to

attend Omaha Univ., Nebraska Univ.
and the Omaha Conservatory of
Music. Upon signing with Liberty
Records, Liberty’s president then, Si

Waronker, now chairman of the board,
was moved to comment, “Gene Mc-
Daniels has a future as exciting and
far-reaching as his unusual talent.”

Tex Ritter

Tex Ritter’s background of more
than 30 years as a western enter-

tainer is much like his voice—deep and
rich. From his professional start,

singing cowboy ballads on KPRC-
Houston, Tex., to his current Capitol
hit of “Hillbilly Heaven,” his career

has spanned success in radio, TV,
films, the stage and disks.

It was in N.Y. in the early '30’s

that he first began making records,

for the American Recording Co. After
some success with Decca, he joined
Capitol in 1942 as one of its original

artists when it was formed. Among
the all-time hits Ritter has amassed
are “Have I Stayed Away Too Long,”
“Blood On the Saddle,” “Boll Weevil”
(his theme song), “Deck of Cards”
and “High Noon”—from the award-
winning flick.

Born in Panola County, Tex., Jan.

12, 1907, Ritter grew up in Nederland,
Tex. He attended the Univ. of Texas
for five years with the intention of
becoming a lawyer, and pursued this

ambition for another year at North-
western. He now makes his home in

Toluca Lake, Calif., near Los Angeles.

California Anti-Bootlegging Bill

Signed By Gov. Brown;

Jail Sentence Mandatory
NEW YORK—The first major break-
through in the fight to gain legislative

action against counterfeiting activities

came last week when Governor
Edmund G. Brown signed Assembly
Bill 3075 into California law. The bill

provides that anyone who makes or
who knowingly sells records to which
counterfeit labels are attached shall

be punished by a jail sentence of up to
five years to be served in the State
prison, or up to one year to be served
in the County prison.

The new law changes the crime
from a misdemeanor to a felony and
increases the maximum jail sentence
which previously was six months.
Under the old law a fine of $500 was
provided, however the provisions for
fines were discarded in the new law in

order to provide for a mandatory jail

S6ntenc6.
Art Talmadge, ARMADA President,

said the finalization of the California
legislation marked still another giant
step forward in ARMADA’s fight to
protect the entire industry from the
counterfeiting activities which sy-
phons off more than $20,000,000 an-
nually from the industry.
The foundation for the new law

was laid when Sigmund H. Steinberg,
attorney for ARMADA, went to Los
Angeles to meet with Deputy At-
torney General Richard Rogan No-
vember 29, 1960. After receiving the
aporoval of the Attorney General’s
Office and Mrs. Helen Nelson, Con-
sumers Counsel, Office of the Gover-
nor, the Bill was introduced by
Assemblyman Charles W. Myers, San
Francisco, April 21, 1961. Assembly-
man John F. Knox, Richmond, acted

as floor manager for the Bill.

Hearings on A.B. 3075 were held

May 23, 1961 before the Assembly
Committee on Criminal Procedure at

which testimony was given by Morton
S. Gorelick, of counsel, for ARMADA.
The Bill passed the Committee un-

animously on May 23, 1961, and on
May 27, 1961, passed the full

Assembly.

Hearings were held before the Sen-

ate Business and Professions Com-
mittee on June 10, 1961. This hearing
was attended by David J. Steinberg,

of counsel, for ARMADA. The Bill

passed the Committee unanimously on
June 10, 1961, and was reported to

the Consent Calendar of the Senate.

On June 14, 1961 it was passed by the
Senate unanimously.

“Besema Mucho” and “You Belong To My Heart.”
Exciting sound entertainment.

“TENNESSEE ERNIE FORD SINGS CIVIL
WAR SONGS OF THE NORTH” “SOUTH”—
Capitol ST 1539, 1540
One of the most complete Civil War songbooks

to date. Released individually, each package is de-
voted to one faction. Both sets feature many of
the more famous tunes but there are also several
very interesting lesser-heard delights from the
era. North: “Virginia’s Bloddy Soil,” “New York
Volunteer,” “Marching Through Georgia,” “The
Girl I Left Behind Me.” South: “Stonewall Jack-
son’s Way,” “Lorena,” “Goober Peas,” “Dixie.”
Ernie does them all superb vocal justice. Could be
a couple of big ones.

“HEART AND SOUL”—The Cleftones—Gee GLP
705
The recent resurgence of the Cleftones, via the

hit “Heart And Soul” waxing, warrants this LP
review of the group’s past hits. Along with “Heart
& Soul” are “Little Girl of Mine,” “Can’t We Be
Sweethearts,” “String Around My Heart” and
“You, Baby You.” Powerful teen merchandise.

“BARBARA-ANN”—The Regents—Gee GLP 706
The quintet which came to the fore with the

currently-popular “Barbara-Ann,” bow in on its

initial LP date. Lineup contains a handful of
evergreens (translated into rock pop terms) and
several new items in the teen idiom. All are han-
dled in the enthusiastic, vigorous manner which
marked “Barbara-Ann.” Among them are “Run-
around,” “A Sunday Kind of Love,” “Autumn
Leaves’ ’and “A Fool In Love.” Of keen teen in-

terest.
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“POLLY BERGEN SINGS THE HIT SONGS
FROM ‘DO RE ME’ & ‘ANNIE GET YOUR
GUN’”—Columbia CL 1632

Luther Henderson contributes bouncy, buoyant
orchestrations on which Polly Bergen gently
swings a half-dozen tunes from each show. Which
brings us down to comparison: “Do Re Mi,” rep-
resented here by “Make Someone Happy” and
“What’s New At the Zoo,” suffers in comparison
from such Berlin melodies as “There’s No Busi-
ness Like Show Business,” “They Say It’s Wonder-
ful” and “My Defenses Are Down.” But that’s
immaterial to the Bergen performances, and they
are extremely listenable with a personalized in-

vitation. Exciting vocal entertainment.

“VIVE LA FRANCE!” — The Roger Wagner
Chorale—Capitol SP 8554
Songs from France, some as familiar as our

own nursery rhymes and long international favor-
ites as well, are assembled here by French-born
Roger Wagner and warmly surveyed by his mad-
rigal-like chorale. Among the 14 songs are the
traditional “Sur Le Pont, D’Avignon,” “Aupres
De Ma Blonde,” “Frere Jacques,” “Au Clare de La
Lune,” “Alouette” and “Le Marseillaise.” A de-
lightfully charming package of universal appeal.
Comes with booklet of historical notes and lyrics.
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“FANNY” — Original Film Soundtrack — Con-
ducted by Morris Stoloff—Warner Bros. W 1416

In adapting the years-back Harold Rome musi-
cal to the screen as a romantic melodrama, the
music is used without its lyrics as backdrops.
Harry Sukman’s adaptation, conducted by Morris
Stoloff, calls upon such melodies as “Fanny,” ‘I

Want You,” “Restless Heart” and “Love is a Very
Light Thing” to heighten dramatic incidents in
the flick. The score proves servicable in this ca-
pacity and should appeal to flick fans when the
movie is released.

“TOGETHER” — Joe Williams/Harry “Sweets”
Editon—Roulette R 52069
A reunion that brings together Basie alumni

Joe Williams, trumpeter Harry Edison and ar-
ranger Ernie Wilkins. Williams offers his smooth
stylings of “I Don’t Know Why,” “Remember,”
“Always,” “Small Hotel” and other fine tunes,
backed by Sweets’ instinctive, collaborative trum-
pet playing on courses charted by Wilkins. A
rhythm section headed by Charles Thompson
rounds out the date. This is the kind of superior
disk entertainment that will wear well for years.

“THE PETE KING ORCH. PLAYS THE MUSIC
OF DONNEYBROOK!’”—Kapp KL-1243
With a fine version of the Johnny Burke score

by his Chorale, Pete King now offers a delightful
companion piece in this instrumental reading of
the musical. The score has a bright buoyancy, a
Tin Pan Alley tunefulness and it is rendered a
glowing orchestra boost by this package. Included
are such charming pieces as “If It Isn’t Every-
thing,” “Sad Was the Day,” “Sez I,” “Wisha
Wurra” and “Mr. Flynn.”

“THE MAGIC OF THEIR SINGING”—The Harry
Simeone Chorale—20th Fox TCF 108-2

This two-record set contains twenty-eight old
and newer songs, from traditionals to current
pops. All are distilled into the gently flowing
framework that marks all Simeone Chorale work
and will provide many hours of easy listening for
young and old. Among the selections are “Climb
Ev’ry Mountain,” “Inch Worm,” “Green Leaves of
Summer,” “You’ll Never Walk Alone,” “Ballad of
the Alamo,” “Have I Told You Lately That I

Love You” and “I Believe.” A curious mixture,
but one with wide appeal.
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“SABRE DANCE”—Johnny Madox Oreh., Paul
Smith, piano—Dot DLP 3378
Maddox, himself a popular piano stylist, exits

this chore here for ork directing while Paul Smith
contributes his keyboard patter on a roundup of
classical themes. Style is one of breezy lightness

with a ragtime bounce (similar to Kokomo) and
makes for delightful listening. Selections include

“Asia Minor,” “Barcarolle,” “Till the End of

T :me,” “Warsaw Concerto” and “Full Moon and
Empty Arms.”

“VIVA ITALIA”—Domenico Modugno—Decca DL
4133
The Italian singer—still riding the wake of

“Volare”—is heard in a program of his own com-
positions. His charm and personality are the im-
portant factors here for most of the tunes are of

little import, though they are melodic and some
would have interesting stories to tell (if transla-

tions were made available). For those inclined to

the Italian pop song, this deck is fairly repre-

sentative.

“JACK ELLIOTT SINGS SONGS OF WOODY
GUTHRIE”—Prestige/International 13016

Elliott has effectively mastered imitative man-
nerisms and the performing style of Woody
Guthrie and this will suffice most folk enthusiasts
in the absence of Guthrie’s ability to perform his

own great works. This collection contains the

greatest of Guthries—the greatest American folk

songs by one pen: “Hard Travelling,” “This Land
is Your Land,” “Grand Coulee Dam,” “Talking
Dust Bowl,” “Philadelphia Lawyer” and “So
Long.” Elliott delivers them with honesty and
reverence. Has strong folk field appeal.

“STEPIN FETCHIT IN PERSON!!” — VeeJay
LP-1032
Famous flick funnyman of the ’40’s, Stepin Fetchit
returns to the comedy scene with a nitery act that
has been recorded first time out by VeeJay. In it,

Fetchit runs through seven monologues which re-

call the familiar lazy man he played in the films,

telling stories, anecdotes and jokes. Actually a
string of short takes. It has its humorous mo-
ments.
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NEWPORT REBELS”—Candid 8022
The rebellious Cliff Walk Manor concerts at the

1960 Newport fest grew into the militant Jazz
Artists Guild, which now results in this session.
Fortunately, the most impressive aura of Cliff

Walk—the thoroughly relaxed atmosphere—has
been retained in these studio dates. Also, the
mingling of old and new jazz faces has resulted
in an ingratiating benevolence among the mu-
sicians, and grips all in a bond of cohesiveness.
Participating are Charlie Mingus, Max Roach,
Roy Eldridge, Eric Dolphy, Jo Jones among
others. Tunes, like the men, are old and new. An
achievement of sorts that results in worthwhile
listening.

“WHISTLE STOP”—Kenny Dorham—Blue Note
4063
The sweeping, persuasive Dorham trumpet is

reunited here with the vigorous charging of Hank
Mobley’s tenor and together form a striking front
line for seven Dorham tunes of somewhat connec-
tion. Dorham and Mobley surge through such en-
thusiastic pieces as “Philly Twist,” “Buffalo,”
“Whistle Stop” and Dorham’s Epitaph” (a one-
minute dirge) and get vital assistance from a
Philly Joe-Paul Chambers-Kenny Drew rhythm
section. It’s a neatly tied-up jazz package of tre-

mendous strength.

“JAZZ REUNION”—Pee Wee Russell, Coleman
Hawkins—Candid 8020

In the reuniting of oldsters Russell and Haw-
kins it is immediately evident that neither has
been left behind, and both still command respect
and admiration from the modernists. They are
accompanied by sidemen Jo Jones, Milt Hinton,
Nat Pierce, Emmett Berry and Bob Brookmeyer
in readings of “If I Could Be With You,” “Tin
Tin Deo,” “All Too Soon” and “28th and 8th.”
There is a naturalness and unhurried approach to
the playing here that makes it all the more en-
joyable. Another fine example of the care which
goes into every Candid album.

“THE GREATEST OF DIZZY GILLESPIE”—
RCA Victor LPM-2398
An indication of the vast early influence of

Dizzy Gillespie in both small combo and big band
sessions is revealed here in recording dates from
’46 and ’47. The ’46 small combo dates feature
Gillespie, Milt Jackson, Don Byas and A1 Haig
on “Anthrapology,” “Night In Tunisia,” “52nd
Street Theme” and “01’ Man Rebop.” They’re
gems of the development of “bop.” The ’47 big
band sessions are likewise. Tunes here include
“Manteca,” “Minor Walk,” “Two Bass Hit” and
“Dizzier and Dizzier.” Vault “finds” for the col-
lectors.

“MISTY NIGHT”—The King Flemming Trio—
Argo LP 4004
Flemming’s keyboard approach combines a sen-

sitive, introspective jazz sense with a light, taste-
ful cocktail bar touch (not unlight label-mate
Ahmad Jamal in color). It offers pleasant, un-
obtrusive, relaxed listening here. The selections
are a handful of standards with a sprinkling of
Flemming originals, and include “Should I,”

“When Your Lover Has Gone,” “Walk Softly”
and “Overt.” Good mood jazz.

CLASSICAL

‘“WAGNER FOR BAND”—Frederick Fennell con-
ducting the Eastman Winds Ensemble—Mercury
SR90276

In transcribing music for wind band a more
perfect choice than the sonorous music of Wagner
couldn’t have been made. It was during Wagner’s
time (and much due to his music) that the wind
band received concert recognition. Here, the East-
man Wind Ensemble performs the Prelude to Act
III, Bridal Chorus and Elsa’s Procession from
“Lohengrin”; Entry of the Gods into Valhalla
from “Das Rheingold”; the Overture to “Reinzi”
and Good Friday Music from “Parsifal.” It takes
its place as some of the best band recordings of
these works in the catalog.

Zerga’s music experience dates to

1943 when he headed the music dept,

of Walt Disney Productions until

1946. Late in 1946 he became associ-

ated with Capitol Records and for 10
years was with its A&R dept. In 1956
he was appointed head of Capitol’s
music publishing operation and under
the auspices of EMI, England, parent
firm of Capitol, established music pub-
lishing firms for EMI in London,
Brussels and Zurich. In 1960 he was
upped to general manager of EMI’s
widespread group of international
publishing firms.

Morris Gruber Dies;

Pioneer In Disk Acetate
NEW YORK—Morris M. Gruber, a
pioneer in the development and manu-
facture of sound equipment and re-

cording products, died here last week.
He was 78.

Gruber, founder of the Presto Re-
cording Corp., which merged with the
David Bogen Co. in 1956 to become
the Bogen-Presto Co., was one of the
first American producers of acetate
recording disks. Acetate, which was
originally developed in France, re-

placed wax for producing master rec-
ords. Gruber improved this by using
the acetate to coat aluminum disks—
which are still used to transfer sound
from magnetic tape to disk.

Austrian-born, Gruber came to the
U.S. in 1907 after earning a degree
in mechanical engineering from the
Univ. of Vienna. In 1915 he founded
Presto.

In addition to his pioneer work in

disks, Gruber also developed a sound-
-on-film system for the Talking Pic-
ture Corp.

HOLLYWOOD—Warner Bros. Rec-
ords president James B. Conkling is

CINCINNATI—King Records presi-
dent Sydney Nathan last week an-
nounced a completely new dealer
exchange policy on all King and
affiliated label merchandise. The new
policy effects all singles and LP’s
purchased after July 1 and cancels all

previous return privileges.
For singles, there are two plans

for two classes of dealers established
by King on the basis of quantity.
Dealers in the “10” class get a guar-
anteed exchange on the last 10 records
purchased of any single number;
dealers in the “25” class has the
same privilege extended to the last
25 records purchased of a single num-
ber. There are no minimum purchase

Program On All Singles, LP's
requirements, no limit on exchange
and no limit on order for the program.
For LP’s there are no dealer classi-

fications. All dealers are entitled to

a guaranteed 100% exchange on a
one-for-one basis in the same price
range, no minimum purchase require-
ments.

According to Syd Nathan, under
the new policy dealers “will not be
stuck with any obsolete or dead King
inventory” and will “never have to

worry about being out of stock of

King merchandise. Labels covered

by the plans include King, Federal,

DeLuxe, Queen, Bethlehem, Four Star,

Beltone, Fairlane, Kem and Huron.

NARM Seeks New Members
In Assoc. Category

PHILADELPHIA—The board of di-

rectors of NARM (Nat’l. Assn, of
Record Merchandisers) has estab-
lished a special Associate Membership
category to accomodate firms who
supply product to the record merchan-
diser other than records. The board
took this action at its recent New
York meeting to satisfy what it terms
“an ever-increasing demand” from
these suppliers for NARM member-
ship. Annual dues in this category
will be set at $180, a fifty per-cent
reduction in the usual associate mem-
bership fee. All other charges (such
as convention registration) will be
the same as those of the other asso-
ciate members.

Suppliers in this new category will

include companies which sell polybag-
ging and pricing material, promotion
and display fixtures, and phonograph
record accessories such as needles,
carrying cases, wiping cloths, etc. The
new lowered membership fee now
makes it possible for many of these
companies who do a moderate volume
of business, to join NARM, and derive
its benefits. The advantages to these

firms are derived not only from the

relationships they can build with the

record merchandisers, but also with

the possibilities of contact with phono-

graph record manufacturers (asso-

ciate members) who use their products

in great quantity.

All suppliers who fit into this new
category and who are already asso-

ciate members of NARM, will have

their accounts credited, so that they

will be given the advantage of the

newly-created category.

The assistance of all members of

NARM in enrolling the many com-
panies which fit into the above cate-

gory is being encouraged. Jules Mala-

mud, NARM’s executive secretary, in

line with his belief that every sup-

plier to the record merchandiser

would join in the new category “if

he were aware of its advantages to

him,” has gone on an extended road

trip, in which he plans to speak per-

sonally with representatives of many
of many of these firms throughout the

country.

NEW YORK — Initial response to
United Artists Records’ new “Album
of The Month” merchandiser has been
beyond all expectations according to
Art Talmadge, vice president and
general manager. As a result, the
special rack which was developed for
the program has been rushed into
production, and the patented displays
are also undergoing a rush produc-
tion program.

In addition to giving the dealer a
special sales incentive by offering him
two albums free with each 10 pur-
chased, on a fully guaranteed basis,

distributor salesmen will also be able
to build a continuing added source of
revenue with the placement of each
rack, said Talmadge. Under the sales
program the salesman will receive $1
for each pre-pack of records sold to a
dealer featuring the special merchan-
diser. Each re-order will also bring
the salesman a dollar.

“This salesman incentive program
can mean hundreds of extra dollars
each year to the distributors’ person-
nel,” Talmadge stated, “with each
salesman able to build this continuing
extra income each time he places a
merchandiser in a store. UA will pay
the salesman direct on each pre-pack
he sells, with the initial $1 payment
due as soon as a dealer signs an
agreement to feature the merchan-
diser in his shop.”

Initial album to be featured will be
the upcoming “Great Motion Picture
Themes, Vol. 2.”

Talmadge also stated that a heavy
advertising and promotion budget has
been set to back the new merchan-
diser.

“The response from distributors at

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UA Continues
World Wide Expansion

NEW YORK—-Continuing its world-
wide expansion program, United
Artists Records last week completed
affiliate arrangements with Gravacoes
Musidisc Ltd., Rio de Janeiro for
Brazil, and extended the area handled
by Deutsche Gramaphon, Germany, to
include Austria, Switzerland and the
Scandinavian countries, it was an-
nounced by Sidney Shemel, Director
of Foreign Operations.
The Deutsche Gramaphon contracts

are effective immediately, Shemel said
and, with options, will run through
August, 1964. The agreement with
Gravacoes Musidisc becomes effective
August 1, 1961, and covers a two-year
period.
“The increased international cover-

age of United Artists Records, with
the accompanying identifying label on
our foreign releases, has already been
reflected in the heavy increase in re-
leases by our affiliates,” Shemel
stated. “For example, during June we
received orders for over 100 tapes
from 12 of our new affiliates, this in
addition to our normal coverage from
our other affiliates.”

“During the first six-months of
1961 we have noted increases in or-
ders each successive month, and, with
the inclusion of the UA logos, we are
noting an even greater acceptance
throughout the world to our record
product, due in a great measure to
the fact that United Artists Corp. has
long been known in these areas as a
quality motion picture operation.”
Shemel also reported an increased

demand for stereo product in all for-
eign markets, especially in the Ultra
Audio series. Other major leaders in-
clude motion picture themes and
Sound Tracks, with advance orders for
the upcoming “Goodbye Again” and
“Great Motion Picture Themes, Vol.
2” releases setting the pace.

f@) ALL THAT JAZZ
REPORT FROM NEWPORT

As Music At Newport rang down the curtain Sunday night on Duke Ellington,
primary interest centered on how effective a policing job was done. At a cost
of about $20,000, producers Sid Bernstein and John Drew guaranteed an orderly
affair. They got one! . . . and taught a too-late lesson to the old Newport Jazz
Festival producers. Police were imported from throughout New England and
told to keep order under any conditions. They were so effective that even
parking tickets were heavily distributed.

In all, there were few disturbances in the town, and they were quickly
extinguished. For example, a 19-year-old boy ended up in the cooler (plus a
substantial fine) for carrying beer on the beach. Automobile traffic was expertly
supervised and cars moved freely through the main thoroughfares—in direct
contrast to the interminable jam-ups in previous years. Youthful enthusiasm
was allowed to express itself, but within bounds and at a reasonable tenor. An
excellent idea was the searching of youths for liquor upon entering Freebody
Park.

But if Bernstein and Drew were able to teach the old producers a lesson,
they didn’t bother to learn from past mistakes in programming. Despite the
inroads in mature selection of talent and balancing concert bills that the old

Newport tried to do—and finally did last year despite the riots—Music At
Newport resorted to booking only the most attractive popular stars and
jammed each concert to the brim with music without regard for balance and
blend. Apparently now that the Newport festival is out of the hands of a non-
profit organization and under stress to produce a sizable profit, jazz as a
whole will suffer but the weekend reveleers will rejoice. It was apparent that
not many serious jazz fans were on hand for the weekend (except for some
press) when, what we think were the most provocative and engrossing groups
laid a bomb with the patrons. Among these were such interesting acts as
Carmen Delavallade’s “Portrait of Billie” music and dance sequence; John
Coltrane, the Jazztet, Horace Silver, Stan Getz, Art Blakey and the Jazz Mes-
sengers, Oscar Peterson and A1 Mims and Leon James. These are fairly big
names and represent many popular concepts of jazz. But they were even too
“far out” for the obviously uninformed audience, which responded to such
tired veterans as George Shearing, Louis Armstrong, Duke Ellington, and al-

most all the vocalists, without reservation. Of course, the matinees were very
poorly attended despite the brilliance of John Hendricks’ “Evolution of the
Blues” program (with Maynard Ferguson, Hannah Dean, Ben Webster and
others), and the inquisitive attraction of the jazz vocal styles program by
Jackie Paris, Mark Murphy and Carol Sloane—who scored such a triumph
Saturday afternoon that she was brought back for the Monday night affair

and “knocked ’em dead.” She was one of the bright spots of the event.

Gould LP In Victor
Red Seal July Release

NEW YORK—RCA Victor Records is

releasing Morton Gould’s “Sousa For-

ever” as a special July Red Seal re-

cording. The album includes fourteen

of Sousa’s best-known marches, per-

formed by Morton Gould and his band.

In answer to numerous requests for

such an all-Sousa collection, the al-

bum is being made available with

contents drawn from two of Gould’s

best-sellers, “Brass And Percussion”

and “Doubling In Brass.” Both of

these albums will remain in the RCA
Victor Red Seal catalog.

In addition to “Sousa Forever,” Vic-

tor had previously announced another

recording by Morton Gould, for July

release, “Beyond The Blue Horizon.”

Included were such pop “classics” as

the title song, “Stardust,” “Stormy
Weather,” and 8 other tunes.

Coral Master Purchase

NEW YORK—Coral Records has ac-

quired the master rights to “Don’t

Take Your Love From Me” by Little

Linda. The disk, formerly on the

Ricar label, is now being nationally

distributed under the Coral label.

Henry Jerome, Coral A&R pro-

ducer, who negotiated the deal, said

that heavy airplay by “top 40 sta-

tions in Philadelphia, Baltimore and

Washington, D.C.” prompted the pur-

chase. Jerome also felt that “this is

not just another master purchase.”

. . . “in Little Linda we have a girl

whose talent evidences an unlimited

showbusiness potential.”

The thrush is taking advantage of

school vacation to actively promote
the disk via record hops, TV band-

stand shows and p.a.’s.

But despite the absence of esthetic quality from Newport last weekend, the
people paid their money knowing in advance what they wanted and responded
overwhelmingly for their popular favorites. And Sid Bernstein and John Drew
must be hailed for their success in preserving order in an incendiary situation.

With Newport in the bag, conduct-wise, the Randall’s Island Jazz Festival
now proceeds to an orderly goal. Frank Geltman, producer of the festival,

has announced his talent lineup for the three-night event and it’s interesting
to note that most of the faces at Newport will be seen again at Randall’s
Island. Dates have been set for Aug. 25, 26 and 27. Curiously, Lambert, Hend-
ricks & Ross will perform each night. Out for some sort of a record, probably.

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GERMANY
A few weeks ago, this column reported on the lack of top A&R men in

Germany and the rapid changes of many top producers from one firm to the

other. The newest development in this situation came this week. Polydor’s
star producer Kurt Feltz now shares his office with former Electrola A&R man
Hans Bertram and the former production partners of Feltz, Heinz Gietz and
Gunter Ilgner, have joined Electrola as the new production chiefs. Gietz is

responsible for artistic work and Ilgner will handle the business side of the

picture for the firm. The present production chief of Electrola leaves the firm.

Mr. Renk’s future plans are as of this writing, unknown. The present DJ and
program man of WDR Radio in Cologne, Gunter Krenz, now joins Feltz on
the business side of the picture. Hans Reimann, former publicity man for the
firm has joined Bert Kaempfert as business and production chief of his pro-
duction group. Star A&R man Nils Nobach has also cancelled his contract with
Electrola Records and will join Ariola Records in the same capacity. Electrola
artists Lale Anderson and Ralf Bendix have signed new long term contracts
with the firms, thus ending rumors that they were leaving Electrola for an-
other firm. Little new blood has been pumped into the industry, but the changes
that came about this week in addition to the many changes reported here a

few weeks ago gives the record industry a fairly new look. Many artists and
even more A&R men have changed firms and the development of their new
work is now being watched by the industry people here. Here once again is

a complete list of the changes of the past weeks.

Horst Fuchs from Ariola production chief to Teldec as indie and house pro-
ducer. Nils Nobach from Electrola producer to Ariola Producer. Franz Schmidt-
Norden from Philips producer to Ariola producer. Hans Bertram from Elec-
trola Producer to Polydor Producer. Peter Moesser as new Metronome pro-
ducer. Charlv Schmitz from Metronome producer to Polydor Producer. Heinz
Gietz and Gunter Ilgner from Polydor Feltz production group to new chiefs
of production by Electrola. Mr. Renk leaves job as chief of production by Elec-
trola. The artists changing labels we’ll save for another column.

Leonard Bernstein’s musical, “West Side Story,” is now touring Germany
with the original American cast. This, the first American musical to tour
Germany is a huge success, playing to packed houses. The first appearances
were in Munich and the engagement was so successful that the show was held
over an extra 4 days. The troupe is now headed for Stuttgart, Frankfurt and
Hamburg with an eventual trip to Berlin in the wind.

Michael Arends of Arends Music reports a new waxing by Maria and
Franco Duval of the English tune “Love Me.” This record along with the new
Ariola waxing by Marlene Stolz are the top push items for the house at
present.

Gerig Music reports that the Sudsee Ballade by The Medium Tertzett,
“Anna” by Jorden Ingmann and the German version of the American hit
“Frogg” by The Brothers Four done by Margrit Imlau are top plug items at
present.

The Cash Box visited the Nova Apparate firm recently and its director A1
Adickes reports that there’ll be big news in September about the expansion
of their Rockola and Gottlieb lines in Europe. Despite the phonograph setback
of last year in Europe, Mr. Adickes reports that Nova and their sub distribu-
tors in Europe had a substantial increase in business over the past 12 months.
The new plans are expected to surprise and please the European market.

Two top American hits are heading for summertime success here in Ger-
many, both in the original version and in German versions. The tunes are
“Hello Mary Lou” by Ricky Nelson with German versions on the market by
Jan & Kjeld on Ariola, Silvio Francesco on Teldec and Peter Beil on Philips.
The other tune is “Wild In The Country” by Elvis Presley with versions on
the market by Michael Holm on Teldec, Ted Herold on Polydor and a Philips
record in the works. Teldec has also re-released “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie
Yellow Polka Dot Bikini” by Caterina Valente in the hopes that it will also
catch on fire again this summer.

Except for a very few new tunes which have hit the market, the record in-
dustry is settling down for it’s annual summer slow period. One reason for
the exceptionally slow summers here is the fact that the German radio stations
plan their programs weeks and months in advance while the programming
personnel and Dj’s take their vacations. That means that if a new hit is pro-
duced, it will not be strongly promoted until the September season begins.
Therefore record producers, firms and artists relax and wait for the new sea-
son before new strong material is presented. The topical hits at present, in-
cluding the very strong “Wheels” and “Babysitter Boogie,” are expected to
carry over the summer months. Perhaps one or two other tunes will catch on,
but it’s no time for big activity at present in the German record industry. The
season is expected to open with a bang in September with a week long pop
music festival presented by Radio Luxemburg in Weisbaden. Philips is ex-
pected to take over ABC-Paramount records, change the American Columbia
label to the new CBS mark and eventually take over their new firm, Mercury.
That’s it for this week in Germany.

After two years of planning and preparation, the New English Bible is to

be issued on spoken word recordings by Leomark Ltd. A party at the Waldorf
Hotel last week marked the release of the first three LP’s devoted to The
Gospel According to John. The full text has been recorded by leading artists
of the English theatre, Margaret Rawlings, Flora Robson, Andrew Cruikshank,
John Neville and Lockwood West. Produced by Leomark Ltd., under license
from the University Presses of Oxford and Cambridge, the series will be
marketed wherever the Bible is in use. Distributed in Great Britain and over-
seas by The Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, the recordings are
available either as a set or separately at 39/9d each. Further issues will be
made during the Summer and Autumn.
Alan Crawford, of Merit Music, who founded ACM Academy Records just

a year ago, repoi'ts that the label’s first disk “Somewhere There’s A Someone”
by Jim Dale is now released in the States on Jamie. Crawford’s latest develop-
ment is Cannon Records, issued for distribution through all bookshops and
stores in the U.K. All Cannon disks will be 7" EP’s, retailing at 6/1 Id, com-
prising material recorded from imported American tapes with the emphasis
on titles rather than artists. This week’s initial release has six tracks including
the current hits: “Exodus,” “Runaway” and “Blue Moon.” Within the next
few weeks the company plans to launch yet another label—-Flair—devoted
to singles for normal distribution by dealers at conventional prices.

Following their new streamlined policy of hitting hard with American ma-
terial, Pye International looks like it has another big hit with “Quite A Party”
by the Fireballs. Currently in The Cash Box Top 100 and released here this
week, the disk is getting plenty of airtime on BBC and Radio Luxembourg
and looks like a chart certainty. This will be three in a row for Pye Inter-
national—“Blue Moon” by the Marcels notched up No. 1 for Colpix while
Clarence ‘Frogman’ Henry reached the No. 4 slot with “But I Do” on Aristo-
crat. Pye is backing the American releases with extensive TV and poster
advertising.

Jeff Kruger of Ember International has acquired British rights to the Amer-
ican Rondo catalogue. To be released here at 25/— material includes record-
ings by Duke Ellington, Frankie Laine, Artie Shaw, Kay Starr and Sarah
Vaughan.

Film Director Herbert Wilcox this week opened “The Centre Of Sound,” HQ
of The British Recording Club and the World’s first Centre and Club devoted
to the promotion of sound recording and reproduction. The new four story
building in the heart of London’s West End provides members, drawn from
36 countries, with facilities including an exhibition floor, theatre, cinema
equipped with 35mm and 16mm sound projectors, technical library and reading
rooms, TV lounges, bars, restaurant, etc. The information bureau is also
open to members of the public for advice on all audio problems.

Harry Walters, exploitation manager, EMI International, just returned from
Paris and discussions with top executives of Pathe-Marconi concerning pop
repertoire and promotion. Walters also acquired from publisher George Gar-
baretz, “La Marche des Anges” (The March of the Angels) for Gt. Britain,
N. America, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, Scandinavia and Germany. This
is the theme from the film “Taxi To Tobruch” first seen at Cannes Festival
and now showing in Paris. English lyrics will be written by Marcel Stellman.

MD, composer, arranger and orchestra leader—John Barry, currently cutting
his first solo LP for Columbia to be released in September. As yet untitled,
Barry describes it as a ‘string beat LP.’ Besides many of his own compositions,
tracks will include numbers by top writers Lionel Bart, Jerry Lordan, Johnny
Worth and Tony Osborne.

Well known American composer-publisher and independent record producer
Norman Petty, recently in town for discussions with Alan Crawford, who
handles his Petford Music Company here, and record company executives, with
a view to placing material in this country. Petty has now left for France and
Germany.

Publisher David Toff flew to Milan for meetings with Italian publishers who
have taken his material during the last year. Toff will also seek new Italian
songs for the British market.

Eden Kane, Decca’s latest find, is going places fast. His debut disk “Well I
Ask You” currently at No. 10 in the British charts, is released in the States
on London.

Bob Weiss, Warner Bros, international chief, back in London after seven
months of globe trotting, reports a further strengthening of the Warner
Bros, trade-mark and international reputation with the appointment of new
licensees in many territories. A closer tie-up between Warner Bros, film office
and record distributors has been achieved. Weiss also picked up much valuable
material in the Far East to be recorded for world release. He is now visiting
Teldec in Hamburg, Radio Free Station and publisher Rolf Budde in Berlin
and Muikvertrich A.G. in Zurich.

Edmundo Ros and his Latin-American- Band this month celebrates 21 years
of broadcasting for the BBC with a new weekly series to be broadcast ‘live’
from the bandleader’s celebrated London Club. Ros’ Decca recordings are big
sellers throughout the world.

Top American satirist Mort Sahl makes his British TV debut for the BBC
19th- Sahl’s LP “The Future Lies Ahead” is issued here by EMI on theHMV label.

Peggy Lee, opening at A1 Burnett’s Pigalle Restaurant on July 17th will
tele-record her own show for BBC TV series “Big Night Out” for transmission
on August 26th, entitled “The Best of Peggy Lee.”

Jo Stafford, currently in London for tele-recordings, will star in Bernard
Deiionts Sunday Show” for ATV on July 23rd. Steve Lawrence and Eydie
Gorme will tele-record a show for ATV for transmission later this year.

Anthony Newley’s revue, “Stop The World I Want To Get Off,” will open
at the Queens Theatre, London on July 20th. Decca plans an LP of the show
for eaiuy release. Meantime his latest single, “Pop Goes The Weasel” con-
tinues to climb the hit parade.

Pianist-arranger-conductor George Greeley makes his singles debut in this
country with this week’s release by Warner Bros, of “Lucy’s Theme” from
the film /Parrish” (which has its London premiere this month). Also from theMax Steiner score comes “Alison’s Theme,” recorded by clarinet virtuoso Pete
Fountain on Coral.

Ron Moody, after a year playing ‘Fagin’ in Lionel Bart’s musical “Oliver”
has now left the cast. However, Decca has released a single by Moody com-
prising two tracks from the original cast LP “You’ve Got To Pick A Pocket
Or Two” and “Reviewing The Situation.”

BELGIUM

A sure-fire hit for Belgium is “Yellow Bird.” Local recordings are available
before the originals. . . . Ping Ping, who became famous with his rendition of
“Sueu Sucu,” shooting his second color-pic, now in Berlin. In spite of the
summer-season, Ping Ping’s new record “Marianne”/“Nix Capito” (first title

covered 48 hours after official release by Eddy Christiani, who did the same
with “Sucu Sucu”) obtaining great initial reaction in Benelux and Germany.

A1 Verlane, noted Belgian bandleader, scored a success with his third record:
“Ay Ay Ay La Pachanga”/“Charanga Italiano” on Montebello Records. He
will co-star in a German pic.

On July 16th, American Hammond organist Lou Bennett, now living in Paris
and playing with Kenny Clarke, appeared on the Flemish television-quiz show
“Zeg he, spaar je mee?” before starting a 14-day stint at Willy Rockin’s “Can
Can” in Antwerp.
Four weeks before Brenda Lee’s new smash “Dum Dum” was available,

Brunswick’s Belgium (Siemens) released an extract from one of Brenda’s
albums, “Teach Me Tonight.”

Paul Anka makes a bid for first place in Belgium’s hit-parade with “Dance
On, Little Girl.” Anka’s popularity had decreased, but with this record he’s

back on top again.

L. J. Van Rymenant, indie record producer and promo-man, foresees these
possibilities for the Belgian hit-parade: “Yellow Bird,” “You Always Hurt The
One You Love” (Clarence Henry), “Dance On, Little Girl” (P. Anka), “San
Antonio Rose” (F. Kramer), “Heart And Soul” (Cleftones), “Dum Dum”
(Brenda Lee), “Ole Buttermilk Sky” (B. Black) and “The Way You Look To-
night” (Jarmels). Less chance is given to “Quarter To Three” (U.S. Bonds),
“Raindrops” (Dee Clark), “Stand By Me” (Ben King) and “Barbara Ann”
(Regents).

HOLLAND

Well known music biz-personalities Jean J. Aberbach and Alfred K. Schacht
made a four day visit to Holland for talks with Dutch Belinda boss Eldert van
Zoeren. Aberbach and Schacht were extremely satisfied with the achievements
of Belinda-Amsterdam since opening of its offices here a few months ago.

“Bananas,” Dutch song from Joop Portengen’s production, was released by
Philips-Hamburg in a record version by German artist Leo Leandros. German
trade expects this record to be a winner in the coming weeks. Dominion Music
bought the U.S.A.-rights of this song. “Marianne,” another Dutch song from
the Portengen, was released throughout Europe in a version by Ping Ping.
Moreover, local versions of “Marianne” will be released by leading labels in
Germany, Italy, Scandinavia, France and Benelux. Southern-London bought
the rights of Portengen’s hit “Wann Kommst Du Wieder,” the Siw Malmkvist
success in Germany. An English version of this song is being prepared now
by Southern’s Bob Kingston.

Delta’s rock sensation Little Henny and the Shakin’ Boys swept a big Bel-
gium crowd off their feet at the international rock-festival in Brussels. They
won the contest in all categories. Results: high bids for tours in many coun-
tries, rush-release of two Little Henny and the Shakin’ Boys numbers in
Belgium and a definite long-term contract with the Delta company. Radio and
T.V. in Holland are still hesitating however; “too wild,” they fear.

Malando (real name: Arie Maasland) is often called “The Tango King,” a
name he truly deserves. His love for tango music can be clearly felt in all

tangos he and his orchestra have been playing for years now, on radio and
on records. Besides being a gifted accordionist, Malando is of course very
well-known as a composer of Latin American music of high quality. The public
seems to love his tangos best, such as “Ole guapa,” “Guapita” and “Noche de
estrellas.” Not too long ago, Malando and his tango-orchestra were in the
Phonogram recording studio and played twelve all-time favorites from such
countries as USA, Germany, France, Italy, South America and Holland. By
the way, the only Dutch tango on this new LP, titled “Favorite tango
melodies,” is not by the maestro himself. It’s “Trumpet Tango,” made popular
by the composer, Dutch trumpet player/ork leader Willy Schobben, and in
England by his colleague Eddie Calvert. Other tangos on this Philips LP are
“Hernando’s Hideaway,” “Hor mein Lied, Violetta” (Hear my song, Violetta),
“O Sole Mio,” Leroy Anderson’s “Blue Tango,” “Kriminal Tango” and the very
old “La Paloma.” The LP has just been released.

“Non Je Ne Regrette Rien,” the biggest hit that Edith Piaf ever made, has
sold more than 125,000 copies to date. This news comes from Bovema’s Colum-
bia-label. Furthermore 5,000 LP’s of her 1960-Olympia-recital have been sold,

which is quite a surprise for such a small country as ours, says Robert Oeges.

Capitol-Holland, just having released the Stan Kenton albums “Road-Show,”
Vol. 1 and 2 as well as Bill Mathieu’s great scores for “Standards in Sil-i

houette,” will soon release the live recording cut at the “Tropicana,” thus
following up the Kenton comeback activities of Capitol’s head office in Holly-
wood.

A new Fats Domino LP met with a heavy surprising demand in Holland.
Fats has always been one of the big stars of Bovema’s Imperial label. One of
the current attractive highlights of Bovema’s Imperial-label is Ernie Freeman,
playing “Warsaw Concerto” and “Return to Peyton Place.”

A new release in the “Giant Jazz Gallery” series of Philips is “Brubeck’s
Best,” containing some of his most popular records, including “Love,” “Audrey”
and “The Duke.” These are all live recordings, from 1954 and 1955.

His Master’s Voice new release in the “Concert Classics” series is “Prague
Symphony” by the French Conservatory Orchestra conducted by Andre Vander-
noot. Among H.M.V.’s toppers in the lighter vein are Johnny Jordaan’s “Lach
dan Paljasso” and “Circus Kind” and the Crests’ “Model Girl” and “We’ve Got
To Tell Him.”

One of the most surprising and lauded re-releases in the MGM list thib
week is Mel Torme’s famous version of “What Is This Thing Called Love” in
which the Meltones are also featured. The record was among the very favorites
with jazzfans around 1945/46, just after World War II.

In the series “Das Neueste Von Gestern” Bovema’s His Master’s Voice label
features the voices of Max Schmeling, Anny Ondra, Die Weintraubs “Mein
Gorilla hat ’ne villa Im Zoo,” Rosita Serrano and Willy Forst. It’s one of the
most successful anthologies of music and voices, following up the previously-
released record of “Das Teuerste Program der Welt.”

ITALY
ITALY—RCA Victor’s general manager and vice-president, George Marek
and his wife arrived in Rome after visiting Spain and Greece. The reason for
his trip to Italy is to visit RCA Italiana and to see for the first time the new
sound recording stage being built in the capital by RCA. We had the pleasure
of interviewing him and he kindly answered the following questions:

Q.—“May RCA’s new recording studio be referred to as the greatest in the
world ?

”

Marek:—“According to the data I have so far in hand, I can state the new
recording studio of RCA Italiana is just a huge plant, perfect in every respect,
especially studied to oifer the best in the field of recorded music.”

Q.—“What do you think of the exceptional success met with, here in Italy,

by RCA Italiana’s catalogue, thanks to the recordings of Nico Fidenco, Gianni
Meccia and others?”

Marek :“The domestic catalogue of RCA Italiana has achieved a success 1

would call extraordinary. Making a comparison between the size of the Italian

record market and the American one, it is not hazardous to state that the
success met by Nico Fidenco, and Gianni Meccia in Italy is equal to that met
by Elvis Presley and Neil Sedaka in the States.”

Q.—“Is RCA Italiana the most important affiliate which RCA Victor has the
world over?”

Marek:—“I can say it is certainly one of the most important.”

Q.—“I notice that RCA Italiana plants are increasing as far as size and
importance are concerned. Do you mean to find in Rome the most important
European seat of RCA in view of the future situation of the market, which the
record industry will have to face as soon as the M.E.C. (Mereato Europeo
Comune—Common European Market) is put into effect?”

Marek:—“The future structure of the European record market is a problem
we are just studying. Undoubtedly RCA Italiana will play a role of great
prominence.”

The Festival of Naples is over, but the winning tune will be picked through
a popular poll throughout Italy and is not yet known. We heard the songs
of the Festival, and the artistic quality was high—in particular one song
appeared to us as the best, both for charm of music and lyrics. It’s “Mare
Verde” (Green Sea), written by Marotta, a poet and writer very famous in

Italy, with music by Mazzocco. The tune was interpreted by Mario Trevi
(Durium) and in a version of little less tied to the Neapolitan tradition by
songstress Milva (Cetra). The song is issued by Titanus.

We had the pleasure of meeting Mr. Helmut Riechof, who handles the fol-

lowing record lines in Italy: Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft, Polydor,
Heliodor, Archiv, Coral and Brunswick. His strongest efforts are devoted to

the organization of agents across Italy and there are plans in the near future
for an Italian catalog from this German record house.

There is a rumor that Mr. Nani Ricordi will shortly fill the post of artistic

director in the RCA Italiana organization.

London publisher Dave Toff of Dave Toff Music is expected to visit Milan.
American Paul Siegel, who lives and works in Berlin, wrote to us announcing
his arrival in Milan. Siegel has music companies in Germany and in the States.
He used to represent the Italian music houses Nazionale and Leonardi in the
U.S.

Frankie Avalon is expected to appear in Milan on July 27th and 28th, as
announced by Bluebell. He will perform in a show to be held in the city.

It is. an

Argentine folk song composed about two years ago by Roberto Cambare, a

new author. “Angelica” started in Mar del Plata, in December 1960, and was a

big hit there three months ago, but nobody payed attention to it in Buenos
Aires, until it was recorded by Los Cantores de Quilla Huasi. Considering our
market, and the development of “Angelica,” we think it will stay at top for at

least a month, and, maybe, much longer. It is the first case in many months of

a folk tune reaching such a high position. In general, this type of music has

very good sales, but never reaches the charts.

CHILE
The ever expanding Cash Box starts this week a complete Chilean coverage.

With the cooperation of Carlos Santa Cruz, well known Chilean disk jockey,

the Argentine representative will try to give a good picture of this market,
very interesting for American production because of some particularities. The
main fact is that most young Chilean artists sing in English, because customers
accept this language more. Some of the best known names are Peter Rock,
Nadia Milton, Danny Chilean, The Carr Twins, Pat Henry, Fresia Soto and
Mireya Gilbert. Of these, only Nadia Milton and Mireya Gilbert sing in

Spanish; the other ones work in English. Even composers are writing many
tunes in English; these songs are nearly always rock’n roll.

There are four recording companies in Chile: RCA Victor, Odeon, Philips and
Goluboff. These diskeries represent nearly all important foreign labels, and
release the records nearly at the same time as in the States. The latest arrange-
ments were made with Liberty: RCA will release Johnny Burnette and the
Ventures records, while Goluboff will work with Julie London, Bobby Vee, Gene
McDaniels and Martin Denny.
Danny Chilean has the latest big hit, “Corina, Corina.” Danny was discovered

by Ricardo Garcia, Chile’s top disk jockey, who presented him at his “Show
de la Polla” program. After it, Danny was immediately inked by RCA for a
series of recordings, and the first one is “Corina.”
Monna Bell, Chilean songstress with big success in Spain, Neil Sedaka,

Frankie Avalon, Domenico Modugno, Lenny Eversong and Mexican singer
Lalo Guerrero are the most important visitors announced for July. Avalon’s
“Green Leaves of Summer” is receiving big air play.

There might be hard times ahead for record retailers in Denmark, writes
the local trade paper Quan’s Musikorientering in its June issue. In Copenhagen
(around one million inhabitants) there are now more than 200 record shops,
and new ones appear almost every day. Many concerns selling TV sets and
radios are also selling records. Some years ago, writes the paper, the record
companies refused to deliver records to a new shop if there already was a well
established record shop nearby, but the law against monopoly has stopped this
system, and a record company can no longer refuse to sell records to any re-
tailers. This on the other hand has a result that in some streets there are one or
two record shops in each block. However, it is worth remembering that the
sales are not increasing in the same scale, and the only result seems to be that
instead of a few shops selling many records, there are now many shops selling
a few records. For those who are more or less specializing in records only, the
new system will no doubt end in a catastrophe with bankruptcies among many
of the old and well established record shops.

Featured are those
songs which had been recorded before Sakamoto’s joining Toshiba. “I Want
Nothin’, But . . .”, “A Tune With No Title” and another six tunes by Q. Saka-
moto with Dany Iida & The Paradise Kings are featured.

A Time
For
Decision!

The Board of Directors of the Mu-
sic Operators of America will meet
Monday, October 31, at the Deauville

Hotel in Miami Beach, to discuss

plans for the Eleventh Annual MOA
Convention scheduled to be held in the

Deauville, May 15-17.

In many ways this meeting is prob-
ably the most important industry
meeting that will take place this year.

The very life of an annual coin ma-
chine trade show depends on the out-

come.
It is no secret that the 1960 MOA

Convention was conducted in the face

of conflict between MOA and three

music machine manufacturers who re-

frained from exhibiting at their own
trade show. Unless the defects of the
1960 Convention are corrected the fu-

ture holds little promise for a pur-
poseful coin machine convention.

In order for a successful 1961 MOA
Convention to take place we see the
need for a positive program designed
to accomplish several basic goals each
of which will ultimately play an im-
portant part in formulating a trade
convention that means something.
The very first step to be taken, of

course, is to bring about the return
of the three music machine manufac-
turers. The manner in which this is

done must be left up to MOA. The
task appears to call for salesmanship,
diplomacy, and downright common
sense.

Next, the doors of MOA must be
opened to amusement machine manu-
facturers. This has been a topic of
discussion since the demise of Coin
Machine Institute—CMI—the origi-

nators of what were probably the
most successful coin machine conven-
tions in the history of the industry.
To assume that MOA will thrive each
year continuing along the lines that
it has, is a fallacy. The increase in

attendance among games manufactur-
ers, distributors and operators in it-

self makes this a worthwhile move to
say nothing of the excitement that
comes with the introduction of new
equipment.
Our third point calls for a program

of interest to be presented during the
Convention that abounds with topics
aimed at informing. Last year’s Con-
vention showed flashes of color, inter-
est and excitement after MOA Com-
mittees followed the advice of The
Cash Box and arranged for forum
discussions between record manufac-
turers and music operators. Much
more can be done along these lines.

Finally, the moment a Convention
that shows signs of success is in the
making, an all-out intensive campaign
must be brought to bear at all levels
of the coin machine and music indus-
tries. Today’s agencies are offering
dynamic advertising and publicity
campaigns to industry—whether it’s

the funeral directors annual meet, or
the MOA Convention—they’ll fill the
house.
We happen to be in the publishing

business, not the convention business.
However, it doesn’t take more than a
passing interest to see immediately
that the MOA Convention needs much
more than a change in locale. Since
we also happen to be in the coin ma-
chine business, and intend to stay in
the coin machine business, we feel the
need for constructive criticism at this
time. Perhaps it will help bring about
an annual industry trade show that
is beneficial to everyone.

MOA Is On
The Brink

Of Disaster

In an issue following last year’s

MOA Convention, The Cash Box
stated here that unless the conflict be-

tween MOA leadership and the phono-
graph manufacturers was ironed out,

the future held little promise for a

purposeful music machine operators
convention.
Having just returned from the fi-

asco held in Miami Beach last week
there is little doubt that the Conven-
tion held at the Deauville Hotel was
anything more than a farce conducted
at the expense of many people.

This final gasp of life from what
was once a healthy industry trade

show didn’t come about from a sudden
sickness during these past twelve
months but rather from a slow-death
as a result of MOA’s inadequate lead-

ership over the better part of the last

three or four years.
How all this came about will even-

tually be told in detail as the many
reasons for lack of attendance at

MOA Conventions over the years un-
fold. We won’t go into them here.

What we would like to do is to save
the trade organization for the indus-

try. The hollow shell that is left can
be used again to build an organization
capable of conducting a trade show
which will benefit everyone in the in-

dustry.
With the gradual disappearance of

operators from the show, three phono-
graph manufacturers abstaining from
all MOA activities, and finally partici-

pation this year by only six recording
companies from a potential list of

possibly forty or fifty manufacturers,
we feel fortunate to have a shell with
which to rebuild. And the job must be
done.

If there is a member of the coin

machine industry who believes that

next year’s MOA Convention, if there

is one, will be any more successful

than last week’s then he is a most
optimistic fellow.

Since George Miller must accept
full responsibility for this tragic sit-

uation, it is quite evident that new
leadership is most necessary.
How this is to be accomplished re-

mains to be seen. Perhaps the indus-

try should have a word to say for a

change. Let Rock-Ola, Seeburg. and
Wurlitzer offer suggestions should
they so desire, from a manufacturer’s
point of view.

Maybe our distributors would
like a voice in the matter. And last

but not least, let’s bear from the

members themselves, the operators.

These are the people who should form

the core of any trade organization.

Our goal is simple. A healthy Con-

vention with representation from all

firms with a product to sell to the

operator, and attendance by all oper-

ators with the price of a ticket.

How we are to accomplish this task

is something that will have to be

worked out. But the first step is ap-

parent.

George Miller must be removed. It

is quite apparent that Miller is the

prime reason why a costly expendi-

ture by the record and coin machine

industries paid off with the sound of

silence throughout the Convention

hall last week.

New MOA Leadership

The Cash Box editorial of May 27, 1961, repro-

duced at left, wasn’t written on the spur of the mo-
ment. MOA is a necessary adjunct of the industry—

as is the national association of any industry. But a

national association must function to the benefit of

that industry. MOA has not fulfilled this obligation

for the past number of years and the leadership

therefore must be held responsible. To protect the

interests of the music operators as well as the en-

tire industry, The Cash Box has recommended a

change. George A. Miller has failed. New progres-

sive, dynamic leadership must be found to head

MOA. A new leader must be able to organize, co-

ordinate and bring a semblance of order out of

what is now confusion and decay. This is our con-

structive criticism.

In April 1959, The Cash Box editorialized,

“MOA Convention Needs Stimulation.”

In May 1960, The Cash Box editorialized, “Let’s

Bring It Out Into The Open; MOA Conflicts Should

Be Ironed Out Now!”

Both of these editorials, following an MOA Con-

vention, pleaded for more able and alert leadership.

It is quite evident, following the evidence of the

1961 Convention, which was the worst fiasco of all.

We conclude this thesis with a quote from a lettei

written to George A. Miller by one of his board

members on September 12, 1960: “Note is the

time when MOA must make up its mind whether it

wants to become an also-ran in the near-future , oi

take the bull by the horns and become very pro

gressive. ...

No, our editorial of May 27 wasn’t written on th<

spur of the moment. Nor was the one you have jusl

read. The background material on the decline oj

MOA necessitates a time-consuming research jol

each time an editorial is written. And this will no

be the last one to appear here.

Latest release from the candy fac-
tory setting forth policy regarding
the use of newspaper ads bearing the
company's name was released last

week and follows:

The automatic vending industry has

grown rapidly in recent years, serv-

ing the public through its machines
with refreshments, merchandise, serv-

ices and even full meals. It is, like

other American business enterprises,

an important part of our economy.

Unfortunately, there are occasionally

unscrupulous promoters who take ad-

vantage of this growth to prey on

those unwary citizens who look for

a quick and easy profit.

The rash of newspaper ad inser-
