A young man in a hurry is Johnny Rivers, who in a
few short weeks has catapulted to the top in the
music world. His first single for Imperial, ‘‘Memphis,”’
is one of the nation's hottest; his album, ‘‘Johnny
Rivers At The Whisky A Go Go,” recorded live at the
Hollywood nitery by Lou Adler of Dunhill Productions
(pictured on left with Bob Skaff, Imperial chiefl, is
number 15 on this week’s chart. Johnny will be seen
on the first Jack Paar Show next season on Septem-

ber 25. He will tour this country and Europe in the

coming months.
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The concept of a one-world
music market continues on its in-
exorable course toward fruition.
Sometimes it takes great dramatic
events — the Beatles’ triumph to
name one — to bear this out.

But, one mustn’t neglect a subtle
flow of developments that goes un-
noticed, yet, when evaluated, is a
clear index of global thinking when
it comes to disks.

As a music trade publication, we
are naturally inundated with a vast
array of written material and
photos that pertains to a particular
disk attraction. The source is either
the performer’s disk affiliation or
the numerous publicity firms that
deal almost exclusively in keeping
disk acts in the consumer and/or
music trade eye.

For sometime now, we have been
receiving such material from cities
other than New York, Chicago,
Hollywood or, in fact, any other
American city.

You’ll have to try some foreign
city to get the answer. Yes, our of-
fices in New York are receiving—
with greater frequency each week-
advance promo word on disk acts
from a number of foreign coun-
tries. Even new disk releases are
sometimes part of the promo pack-
age.

A highly interesting feature of
this material is that some of it in-
volves performers who are not only
completely unknown to U.S. disk
buyers, who have yet to be offered
any releases by them, but may just
be starting out in their native coun-
tries! To those who are somewhat
myopic and cannot visualize the
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one-world market idea, this may
seem strange, indeed. But, there is
method to this ‘““madness.” The
world over disk acts today spring
up with overnight success, and, be-
fore you know it, their wares are
available to a world-wide audience.

The label that believes it’s got
that new sensation is, in our view,
making the proper move when it
sees the need for exploiting its find
with a world release schedule in
mind.

Astute manager Brian Epstein,
the man who guides the careers of
the Beatles and other English disk
attractions, has gone as far as to
open an office in New York, di-
rected by a female English flack,
for the U.S. exploitation of his es-
tablished stable of stars and his new
discoveries.

Though it hasn’t been fully real-
ized yet, isn’t it natural for some
American label to station its own
man or a man representing a group
of labels in foreign locales for sim-
ilar reasons?

Advanced legwork on a new per-
former or one who is already rec-
ognized, but may have news value,
is bound to make disk appearances
by these artists easier to put over—
whether this procedure is followed
for the U.S. market or countless
others.

World-wide publicity is a newer
music industry function that has
much to say to the trade. It boils
down to the arrival in the near fu-
ture of global thinking on an artist
even before he walks into the re-
cording studio.

Beatles, Others Help
Boost Harmonica Sales
50% Ahead Of Last Year

NEW YORK-—The impact of the Bea-
tles and contemporary groups has
given the music business its greatest
upsurge in years, Frank Hohner, pres-
ident of M. Hohner, the 107-year-old
musical instrument company, said in a
speech at the recent National Associa-
tion of Music Merchants’ annual trade
show in Chicago.

Particularly benefited is the har-
monica, which is enjoying soaring
sales as the result of its featured
playing by the Beatles, the Dave
Clark Five, Stevie Wonder, and other
recording  stars, Hohner
World’s largest harmonica maker,
Hohner estimates present sales 50%
ahead of last year. Some models of
diatonic harmonicas are already in
short supply, it was stated.

The close connection between the
Beatles and the harmonica has led the
firm to make a merchandising agree-
ment with the Beatles. A special
Beatles harmonica pack, including an
autographed picture of the famous
four and harmonica arrangements of
two of their hits will be marketed this

| summer.

The continuing search for new
sounds has brought a number of jazz
musicians to experiment with such in-
struments as the Symphonic 30 elec-
tronic organ and the Melodica, and
are no longer considered mere novel-
ties.

Continued strong demand for the
Melodica, woodwind-like keyboard in-
strument introduced by Hohner a few

noted. |

years ago, was also reported. This in- |

strument has gained its popularity
largely through its acceptance in
school rooms and its exposure by mu-
sicians in small groups and orches-
tras.

While continuing production on top-
selling instruments, Hohner said, his
organization’s research department
has continued to stress explorations
in the electronic field, where, he de-
clared, it is expected that the next
breakthroughs of the music industry
will develop.

Arthur Fiedler, that
very proper Bostonian, has pulled the
switcheroo of the season. The venera-
ble doyen of middle-of-the-road-melo-
dies (he’s the conductor of the Boston
Pops) is currently riding up the
charts with his RCA Victor recording
of “I Want To Hold Your Hand’—
an instrumental version of (yes, that’s
right) the recent Beatles smash.

Born in the Hub’s Back Bay section,
Fiedler inherited a rich family back-
ground of European musical culture.

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One of the major changes of the year just took place as the small independ-
ent label Deutsche Vogue bought the rights to distribute Dot records in
Germany. Dot has been distributed by Teldec through the London label for
many years now and has had terrific sales in Germany especially due to the
sales power of Billy Vaughn and Pat Boone, who not only racked up top sales
in English but also had several recent German language smashes to his credit.
The acquisition of the Dot line gives the Vogue people a top U.S. catalog to
exploit. The label has made strong moves toward foreign product lately
and has racked up top sales with The Searchers from England and The Rivieras
from the USA. Recently Vogue acquired the rights to Scepter-Wand and Red
Bird along with the Riviera label but Dot is the first major line to join the
firm distribution wise. Distribution chief Klaus Paulus and publicity head
Larry Yaskiel told Cash Box that an all out promotion is scheduled for the
Dot product and, of course, German productions will be done with the top
artists from the label.

Vogue now has the strong Pye line from England and, of course, Durium
from Italy and their own stars from France and Germany. The German
stars are also beginning to move internationally as Udo Jurgens now has a
best seller in France with his Austrian “Song For Europe” entry, “Warum,
Nur Warum.” (Why, Just Why). The song has been selling strongly in the
German language and a French recording has been made. Udo recently ap-
peared in Paris at the Olympia Theatre to push his record.

W&G Records from Melbourne, Australia wrote that Ariola Records has
to “The Flipper” by The Breakaways for simultaneous
release here and in Australia, New Zealand, Malaysia, Canada, Mexico, South
Africa and probably the USA. This is the first time that an Australian
produced record has been the subject of such intense action in Germany.

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COMERIO—The Italian music indus-
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try is certainly not taking a summer
vacation this year. All over The
Boot artists and executives are leap-
frogging from one festival to another
in the avid promulgation of music.
One of the highlights of the season is
the annual “Contagiro” (“Singing
Festival”’) which takes place through-
out the summer at Comerio, near
Milan.

There’s a crisis in the Italian disk market! Such a crisis was not unexpected,
but, on the contrary, we can say that it was awaited like the normal con-
sequence of the general economical crisis presently in effect in our country.
Such an alarmed situation has arrived, however, in the record field some months
later than the crisis in other industries, since the record area benefited during
the last year from a really very strong expansion. First symptoms of the
current crisis derive from a compression of such an expansion. Until the month
of May there was not a reduction of the sales volume as it was predicted by
that time, but now suddenly, the crisis is in full swing and sales figures are
decreasing.

Execs of the Italian Record Industries are putting a pessimistic accent on
the phenomenon, but in order to give a clear judgment on the situation, it
is necessary to look deeply into the current position of our record market.

Two years ago, in our editorial of the Anniversary edition, we stressed the
alarmist cry, “too many new releases!” In 1962 and 1963, we observed a fast
decrease in the number of the releases, along with an improvement in the
artistic and technical quality of same. The Italian industry concentrated
its production in two seasonal programs (Autumn/Winter and Spring/Sum-
mer) and the biggest hits derived from a preselected, small number of records.
Now, unfortunately, the Summer 1964 is characterized by an enormous nun-
ber of new disks. Why ? The first reason is due to the great number of special
contests scheduled all over Italy with the principal purpose of promoting
artists and recordings. Since these manifestations are the only available
promotional media, the record industry is offering its full cooperation to such
events, with the hope of having its products exploited. Almost all such con-
tests require new material. This is one of the principal reasons for the great
number of releases put on the market this Summer by the record producers.
Let’s consider only one of these contests “A Disk For The Summer” (organized
by our Radio-TV Company): it required the production of 42 new records
sung by 42 different artists. This contest was followed by the International TV
Shqw Of Pesaro in which 28 recordings were performed, then by the Inter-
national TV Show Of Venice (35 recordings), then by the RCA Show at the
Hilton Hotel (15 recordings), and, now by the Cantagiro, which concludes the
ummer events with 31 recordings. Therefore only considering the manifesta-
tions we listed here, we total something like 151 “Hits To Be.”

We must add to this number the other records that are included in various
promotional Summer campaigns of different companies and which are not
included in the above mentioned manifestations. This brings the total of the
1964 Summer releases up to nearly 200 records! In this situation it is easy to
talk about a crisis, but we think it will be necessary to wait until the end of
the Summer to see the real substance of this crisis and to see if it depends
directly on economical reasons or if it is not rather a season phenomenon due
to over production of our industry.

nights of June 29 and June 30. The manifestation was organized by Gianni

It is not yet possible to see what are the results of Venice’s manifestation,
since as reported, the TV transmission was postponed: we are sure in any
case that we will talk once again about this show, when record sales will
benefit from its promotional strength.

We continue our column on another great Summer manifestation. Cash Box
had, in fact, the pleasure of meeting ‘“‘Cantagiro,” near Milan, and of being it’s
guest during show time. As reported last week, “Cantagiro” means “Singing
Tour,” and is one of the most original and spectacular manifestations of the
Summer season in Italy. Let’s repeat that following the tracks of the most
famous European bicycle race, a troup of artists, split into teams A and B,
performs every night in different towns. By the end of each performance, a
jury picked out from the audience gives its votes to each performer, deter-
mining a general classification which at the end of “Cantagiro” designates the
winners of both A and B teams. We were present at the show of Comerio, and
being that this little town is only 40 miles from Milan, it was a good occasion
for a general meeting of almost all personages of the business, so, we had the
occasion of meeting many of our friends. In Comerio, head of the classification
of the A team, was Gianni Morandi (RCA Italiana) singing “In Ginocchio Da
Te,” followed by another well known RCA artist, Michele, who presented “Ti
Ringrazio Perche.” At third place, there was Pino Donaggio (EMI Italiana)
who sang “Capirai.” At the top of the classification of the B team there is
another RCA group, La Cricca, who sang “Il Surf Delle Matonnelle.” We wish
to put a particular accent on the Comerio show, since among the star guests
including Adriano Celentano (Clan Celentano), Peppino Di Capri (Carish),
Domenico Modugno (Fonit Cetra), we had the pleasure of having our first
meeting with Rita Pavone on her return from the States.

On the publishing side, we have received interesting news from Mr. Treppiedi,
executive of the Curci publishing group. He informed Cash Box that a general
contract was concluded in London by Giuseppe Gramitto Ricei (head of Curci)
with Dick James, for the general representation in Italy by Curci of his entire
repertory. Dick James is the original owner of all the Beatles’ productions.

Kenny Rankin's promotional tour in Europe began in Italy on June 19. The
European itinerary of this young CBS American artist is the following: Milan,
Paris, Amsterdam, Bruxelles, Frankfurt, London, from where he will fly home
at the end of July. TV appearances as well as recordings in the various local
languages have been scheduled everywhere.

In Milan, Kenny recorded four Italian songs written just for him: “Soltanto
Ciao” by Marchetti-Sanjust, “Ogni Giorno Che Verra” and “Ho Cambiato
Ragazza” by Pattacini-Testa, and “Non Mi Posso Innamorare Di Te” by
Colonnello-Ingrosso. Moreover, he overdubbed in Italian a song written by
himself, “Soft Guitar.” In New York, he had overdubbed in Italian another
American song “Where Did My Little Girl Go” (Il Chiodo Dell’amore), and
a third one, “Baby Goodbye” (Ti Dico Addio), will be overdubbed by him
when back home. )

The first two titles, “Soltanto Ciao” and “Ogni Giorno Che Verra,” are being
released on his first Italian single. )

Kenny sang “Soltanto Ciao” in Venice, during an international song festival
that was directly broadcast by Italian radio and filmed by Italian television.
Tt will be broadcast on TV between the end of July and the beginning of
August.

Bgoth in Milan and in Venice Kenny had the chance of meeting the most
important Italian journalists. At first suspicious and reluctant, as Kenny
Rankin’s name was not so popular in Italy up to then, the press-men were
completely won as soon as they had a sample of Kenny’s personal style of
singing.

gn §uly 1, Kenny left Milan for Paris. But he was expected back in Italy
on July 9, as his participation, together with three European top artists, such
as Petula Clark, Richard Anthony and Franceise Hardy, was scheduled at a
two evening show that was to be given on July 10‘ and 11 in Ustica, a wonderful
little island in the Tyrrhenian sea, north of Sicily, during an international
meeting of skin diving fans. The show will be filmed by the Italian Television
and broadcast a few days later. Rumors are spreading that Kenny will
participate in the next San Remo Festival. Whether this is true or not however
it is significant of the large esteem Kenny has gained during his short staying

Plenty of information from Music Hall: Newest releases are “Scarlett
O’Hara” and three more tunes, included in an EP by Lawrence Welk, and a
new single by him, featuring “Hello, Dolly!”; there is also an EP by Quinteto
Sombras, a folk group, and another ones by Los Caucanos (Tropical music)
and Los Crazy Boys (twist and R&B). Los Pick Ups have cut “Oh, Lonesome
Me,” the famous Gibson song, and a twist based on Khachaturian’s “Sabre
Dance”; they will soon start a tour of several provinces; Fabio recorded
“Virginia” and “Nifa Hermosa,” penned by himself, while Fabiana Fabian
is back with “Tu Ridi Di Me,” the Italian hit, and ‘Porque,” a ballad written by
Marfil. Luis Calvo, the label’s VP, is preparing a big promotional campaign
for the new “Barbaro” album, with the usual chart-minded selection by the
label’s best selling artists.

London’s man in Moncton, Ron McNeil, reports concentrated air action on
at least two Maritime outlets on the disk outing by the Rolling Stones from
Great Britain. The London single by the group, “Not Fade Away,” and the
group’s LP are both coming in for considerable attention from CHSJ, Saint
John and Rockin’ Robert, and CHNS in Halifax and spinner Frank Cameron.
Both stations show the single well up on their respective charts. 1

One of the biggest listening kicks around currently is the Rolf Harris newie
on Capitol, “The Court Of King Cractacus.” It's coming in for a lot of atten-
tion from the country’s spinners. “Nobody I Know” by Peter and Gordon
figures to be one of the fastest moving Capitol singles ever, and that’s saying
something. “I Get Around” and “Don’t Worry Baby” by the Beach Boys
continue to top the Capitol singles sales parade in Canada. Paul White is not
overly worried over the Beatles soundtrack LP appearing on the United
Artists label. He points out in his current news sheet that Capitol will still
have the single release rights to items from the Beatles movie, “A Hard
Day’s Night.” The Capitol folks are leading off with the title song on a single,
with more to come. It appears that Beatlemania is about to happen all over
again in Canada. Incidentally, a recent national magazine article points out
that Canada has the largest official membership in Beatle fan clubs than any
other country in the world, topping even Great Britain by something like
50,000 official memberships. “You Don’t Know” by Nancy Wilson is one of
the greatest things this young lady has ever done on wax. It's being played
like the hit it most certainly will become. Paul alerts the trade to the first
album by that good instrumental group from Ottawa, The Esquires.

Quality has lifted three singles in its Golden Treasure series from recent
albums.

also soon record in German and France is preparing songs specially written
for her.

Van Baaren plays another trumpcard with 17 year old Rachel Robbins, who
just recorded “Ik Kan Het Niet Verdragen” (It Hurts Me) b/w “leder Leu-
gentje Telt” (Every Little Bit Hurts), and both titles are hitmakers.

Belgian Grand Prix De Variete-winner, composer and singer Eric Channe
was in Polygram’s studios to record two of his songs, wonderfully arranged by
Roland Thyssen, called: “Mon Amour Aime-Mot” (Darling Love Me) and “Je
Voudrais Que Jamais Le Printemps Ne Revienne” (If Only It Would Never
Be Spring Again), whose recording is really high class and might cross the
French border. Both titles are published by Primavera.

Enny Denita might have a comeback with her new recording of an Italian
hit: “Con Quel Bacio,” and “Time Is Not Enough” which have the Flemish
titles: “Door Die Kus” and “Tijd Heelt Nooit De Smart.”

A new talent of the Flemish ‘“chanson”: Raf Brugman had a try with his
own composition: “Voor Jou Alleen” (For You Alone) b/w an adaptation on a
French hit: “Quinze Ans,” which became “15 Jaar,” two songs with solid lyries
that will interest a large audience.

Robert Cogoi is' preparing an album to be recorded in August and several
of his own compositions will be cut. This album will open new frontiers for
Robert and the next season will see him on the main French stages as well as
in Italy and Germany.

“Juliet” by the 4 Pennies is doing very well over here and nobody will be
surprised to hear that “My Boy Lollipop” is going to the top thanks to Millie.

Anneke Gronloh, Dutch top-singer did the Dutch version on Robert Cogoi’s
hit: “Pres De Ma Riviere” and called it “Daar Bij De Rivier.” “La Mamma"
by Corry Brokken will soon be on top.

Denise Maes, Flemish TV-leading lady, made her first Philips record which
will be out next month. Denise, who is famous in Holland also through her
smart MC-ing of the Domino-program, where she introduces French top-stars,

has chosen two French songs, adapted in Dutch: “J’ai La Memoire Que Flan- |

che” (My Memory Is Not So Very Good), “Ik Kan Zo Slecht Onthouden.”
Denise will sing these songs at the famous North Sea Festival in August
where she will be a guest of the Belgian Radio.

Denise Lava, another Philips discovery, and a composer and singer, has also
been chosen for the Belgian Group in the Eurovision Knokke Festival, together
with another Philips artist and singer Jose Thomas.

W-orld Music in Brussels reports that Roland Kluger just returned from his
trip to the USA where he had some interesting meetings with several publish-
ing companies. So for instance with Paul Tannen with whom he made a deal
for exchange of material. First in the row are some Tura and Cogoi titles
against among others the new Johnny Tillotson song, “Worry.” This song has
already been recorded in Dutch by the young Palette-star Walter Jung.

Kluger told us as well that Shapiro, Bernstein will record “La Playa” with
Duane Eddy.

Lee Pincus will deal with original World Music material in the USA and
U.K. and his repertoire might be represented in Benelux by World Music.
Wesley Rose met Kluger as well in order to discuss the situation of the Acuff-

Rose .catalog in Benelux. Some conversations were held with Iversen and

Mario Conti from Southern. Deals with Gallico were made as well.

As representative of Palette records, Kluger told us that the ‘“Jewish Al- ‘

bum” by Benedict Silberman was selling well on Warner Bros. Other Palette-
waxings will be issued by Congress (a “Maya” single and an LP due to be re-
leased in the fall).

There is a possibility for a nation-wide release of the Cousins on the Colpix-
label. Cameo Parkway is issuing Teddy Mertens’ latest Palette matrix: “Non
Ho L’Heta” and “Pres De Ma Riviere.”

Out of the London Palette-production, The Lady Birds will make their bow
on the Atco label.

Kapp will issue a new Waikiki’'s LP early in August.

Kluger brought home some interesting material for exploitation in Benelux.
He was very happy about his journey to the States and is due to return very
soon.

World Music told us that Southern copyright, “Tell Me When,” was recorded
by the Cousins on Palette and by Claude Francois on Philips.

“Southdown USA,” an original Gallico copyright, is issued on the Philips
label by Claude Bolling and The Parisiennes, who are expected to be seen on
our TV-screens.

The well known French record-label Barclay is going to make an inde-
pendent start in Holland. A year ago it opened up its own offices in Brussels
and due to the expert management of Mr. Bral, the Belgian establishment
developed into a big success. From Belgium to Holland is a small distance
and Bral is now in charge of the establishment in Holland. Bareclay-Holland
already found offices in the center of Amsterdam and the necessary prepara-
tions are due to start on September 1. Classical label Erato also will be dis-
tributed by Barclay-Holland. We give our French friends a hearty welcome
in Holland and wish them a big success.

The Philicorda-organ (portable electronic organ), manufactured by Philips-
Eindhoven, is to be found in many small combos and has proved to be a
success. This is the first time that Philips has constructed a musical instru-
ment and the results are very satisfactory. The instruction-books and other
documentary material on Philicorda are published by Editions Altona and this
is another successful job, too. Within a short time Philicorda will be introduced
in all markets of the Continent.

Leo Boudewijns, general label-manager of Phonogram, reported that the
contract between Adam Harasiewicz and Philips has resulted in the integral
recording of the Chopin Nocturnes. The 19 Nocturnes were released, in
numerical order, on two LP’s. Polish-born Harasiewicz has an outstanding
reputation. Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram reported the release of a highly
interesting Jazz Series on singles by the best of Holland’s jazz-talents. The
first releases in this ‘“Jazz Express” series are devoted to the Duteh Swing
College Band, the Trio Hans van Leeuwen, the Trio Louis van Dijk (both
winners of Loosdrecht Jazz Festivals), the Rob Hoeke Boogie Woogie Quartet
and a new female vocal discovery: Leddy Wessel. Simultaneously with this
release, an LP appeared of Rob Hoeke’s Boogie Woogie Group, on which Hoeke
plays boogies on piano and the Philicorda-organ (Philips).

Bovema-artists from various labels are keeping the radio-programs busy
these last weeks. Last Sunday, Ad van der Hoed, singers Francis v. Rooy and
The Shepherds did Avro-shows and the now running Holland Festival fea-
tured concerts by the Wiener Philharmoniker and conductor Herbert von
Karajan on June 30 and July 1, while singer Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau gave
magnificent recitals.

Belgian topsinger Adamo’s show “Rendez-Vous with Adamo” dominated
a recent Saturday night’s TV-program. Adamo did a half hour tour-de chant,
plugging hits like “Quand Les Roses” and “Vous Permettez, Monsieur.”

Bovema’s HMV-label released EP-recordings by Franck Pourcel’s orchestra
with music from the Festival-winning motion-picture, “Les parapluies de
Cherbourg.” Columbia-label chief Cees Pompe reports that the Dave Clark
Five-film will be preceding the main film, “The Golden Guitar,” featuring
stars like Johnny Hallyday and Aznavour in Amsterdam’s Cineac-theatre.

Imperial-Holland hitting the stands with Johnny Rivers’ “Memphis,” has
other oldtimers in the fold: Bonnie Lou’s “Tennessee Wig Walk” and ‘“‘Seven
Lonely Days.”

Malando, Dutch composer of many world-famous tangos like “Olé Guapa”
and “Noch de Estrellas,”’ celebrated his 25th Jubilee on July 1 at the Vara-
Studios Hilversum, the Dutch Network Association which has employed the
Malando Orchestra for many years. Speakers were Vara-Secretary J. B
Broeksz, Vara’s chief of musical affairs, C. T. Brons, phonogram director
J. Haslinghuis and P.P.I.’s head of P.R. Piet Beishuizen. In the name of the
Japanese dealers (Malando’s recordings are best-sellers in Japan), Beishuizen
offered him a Japanese hand-painting of Malando. On the occasion of Malando’s
Jubilee, Philips has released a special album entitled “25 Years of Malando’s
Best Known Tangos.”

US-hit “Hello, Dolly,” finds a witty interpreter in 60 year old comedian
and actor Johan Kaart on the Philips-label in a Dutch version. Kaart was
a top-attraction in Dutch adaption of “My Fair Lady,” the best-sold musical
ever in Holland as theatre-production and as LP-record.

A 22-year old typist was discovered in Amsterdam with a deep-throated
voice, a bluesy style and plenty of rhythm. Her name is Karin Kent, a lively

panied on this “live”-session by a rhythm-group of Denmark’s prominent
jazz-men.

Italian “Do-It-Yourself” engineer-composer-guitarist and singer Georgio
rgcorded “Shaba-Dabadah” and “Cerca Di Scordare” (both songs world copy-
righted with Basart N.V.) on the Fontana label. Georgio works exclusively
for Basart Productions and Basart Publ. House and we expect to hear much
from this 23 year old musician in the future.

In a statement issued to the trade press, Ron Gillespie, managing director
of W & G Records, reports that his company has arranged an historic record
release as applied to the Australian industry. Gillespie advised Cash Box of
the simultaneous world-wide release of a new locally produced single entitled
“The Flipper,” an instrumental side recorded by an Australian group The
Breakaways. Among the countries and companies participating in the release,
set for July 15, are Ariola (Germany); Melbourne (Canada); H.M.V. (New
Zealand); Discos Importadora (Mexico); Melbourne (U.S.A.); Electro Ac-
coustic (Malaysia); and Troubadour (South Africa). “The Flipper” is an orig-
inal by a member of The Breakaways, and Australian publishing rights are
held jointly by Leeds Music and Woomera Music, the latter company also holds
world rights to “The Flipper.” In winding up his press statement, Gillespie
said “he felt confident that ‘The Flipper’ would become the first all-Australian
record to enjoy international chart success,” he said his enthusiasm for the
record was ‘“‘shared by all the overseas companies who had joined with us in
this special July 15 release.”

For the first time in more weeks than we can remember, The Beatles have
been toppled from the coveted number one spot on our best-seller list this
week.

The record is released locally on
the Linda Lee label through Festival Records, and it marks a major export
move for Festival.

RCA is out with the Ethel Ennis release of the highly touted “The Boy From
Ipanema,” which is such a hot item on Cash Box Top 100.

Billy Thorpe and The Aztecs now have an album named after their single
success, and introducing Johnny Noble, this package should enjoy instant sales.
The Linda Lee label is distributed nationally through Festival records agents.

Bobby Cookson has his first single out on the Leedon label which couples
“Freedom To Love” with “Money Honey”; Bobby previously recorded for
Astor records.

Warner Bros. single “Farmer John” by The Premiers—which is already
proving itself in the United States, has now been released here by Australian
Record Company.

A special classical release by Australian Record Company includes the Kapp
“Q" series—“Opera Without Words”-—featuring the Rome Symphony Orches-
tra under the direction of Domenico Savina. The initial release includes five
albums, “Il Trovatore;” “La Boheme;” “Rigoletto;” “La Traviata” and “The
Barber Of Seville.”

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COIN MACHINES
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The temperatures these days in Chicago confirm
the presence of an extremely warm mid-summer sea-
son but the activity behind the walls of the coin ma-
chine and vending manufacturing plants reflect a
refreshing attitude clearly stamped with optimism
for the future.

A tour of more than one half dozen Chicago
plants indicates that the coin machine industry will
see a harvest of new equipment from these same as-
sembly lines that have turned out music, amusement
and vending machines for lo these many years.
There will be one difference—the machines will at-
tempt to successfully improve on practically every-
thing that has come this way before.

Design is reigning supreme in Chicago today. We
are told this same optimism prevails in factories else-
where. The operator is scheduled to receive an
abundance of new equipment of all types. During
the ensuing months, right up to NAMA Convention
time, the most revolutionary equipment ever to be
brought out will be placed on locations throughout
the country. The investment is considerable. Practi-
cally every plant is sharing in this production offen-
sive and the industry’s finest brains are betting on
a huge buying season during the second-half period
of business for this year.

Laid out on drawing boards are final plans for
new machines. The shuttered doors announce that
vacation time is here for many of the factories but
in many cases the executives continue to pave the
way for the introductions. Inventories in distributor
showrooms have been checked out. Most vacation
periods have already entered the second week of the
hiatus.

To speak with the men who head these factories
is to have this optimistic feeling confirmed. Almost
without an exception, the factorles will be in full
swmg within a week or two. New designs. new play-
ing features, new concepts in amusement equip-
ment, combined with merchandising techniques
used in music and vending equipment, will all re-
flect today’s factory idea of what a coin-operated
machine should look like.

To report the specific changes would be to under-
mine the confidence placed in the individual. Suf-
fice it to say that there seems no end to the dramatic
changes which can be brought to the standard type
machine. The juke box w1th its radical design, the
amusement game action contrary to anythm previ-
ously seen, the vending machine patterned after
long hours of research with patrons and operators
ahke, these and many other changes in the basic
concept of our industry’s products are testimony to

a ‘faith-in-the-future-mood’ that blossoms from the
faclorles.

As for the individuals who head the plants, they
are always looking to next month, the next model,
the next quarter, to test the next idea, and the ideas
are backed with the financial investment to bring
these products to market. The mid-year check-up re-
port indicates that the patient is indeed in tip-top
shape!
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Vendo Buys Continental Vending
For $6,500,000; Court Okays Deal

BROOKLYN, N.Y.—A portion of the
assets of Continental Vending Ma-
chine Corp. and Continental Apco, its
sales and manufacturing subsidiary
were sold to the Vendo Company of
Kansas City, Missouri for approxi-
mately $6,500,000 last week.

Vendo equipment,

Judge Mishler found that:

All other assets of Continental were retained by the trustees.

The sale took place in the court |

room of Judge Jacob Mishler, U.S.
Judge of the Eastern Distriet in
Brooklyn, since the vending firms
were in a Chapter X Reorganization.

Two companies were bidding for the
vending firm’s assets. One was the
Vendo Company. The other was Kel-
sey Hayves Co. of Detroit, a large
manufacturer in the automotive sup-
ply field.

The successful bid by Vendo basi-
cally consisted of $1,250,000 in cash as
a fixed purchase price, plus an addi-
tional $5,250,000 payable up to a 15
year period, with a guarantee mini-
mum of $50,000 per year for 15 years.
The additional $5,250,000 is to come
from a 2% payment to the Trustees
on the net invoice price on the sale of
Continental’s machines and certain

supplement Vendo’s models.

3—The guarantee of $2,000,000 of
the purchase price exceeded the fixed
price stated in the offer of Kelsey
Hayes.

4—There is a greater likelihood of
payment of the contingent price at the
rate of 2% in the Vendo offer rather
than in the Kelsey Hayes offer.

5—The manner of ascertaining the
amounts due under the contract to be
entered into are more favorable in
the Vendo Company offer than in the
Kelsey Hayes offer.

The Kelsey Hayes offer included a
total potential of $7,000,000 but the
fixed purchase price was $1,500,000
and the rest of the money to be paid
out would be contingent upon profits
to be made by a subsidiary they would
set up in the vending industry.

The Continental Story

The sale of the assets of Conti-
nental was the culmination of a long
comeback trail for a company that a
year ago was considered by many as
ready for liquidation. In the course of
the company’s comeback the Trustees
set many precedents and milestones
for other firms in Chapter X, and
established a pattern others probably
would use in the future, especially in
the relationship of a company in
Reorganization to financing institu-
tions.

Continental’s problems came to
light in April, 1963, when its stock
was suspended from trading by the
Securities and Exchange Commission
as a result of failure of the company
to file its 10K Annual Report. The
SEC then moved in Federal Court to
have a conservator appointed for the
company. In the interim, the manage-
ment under the direction of Harold
Roth, President and Chairman, re-
signed following the disclosure that
approximately $4,000,000 of corporate
funds were loaned to an outside cor-
poration called Valley Commerecial
Corp., which was controlled by Roth,
and in turn, loaned money to him. The
collateral behind those loans was
deemed worthless.

On April 8, 1963 after hearing the
petition of the Securities and Ex-
change Commission alleging violations
of the securities laws, the Federal
Court_appointed John P. Campbell, of
New York, Conservator for the cor-
poration and all its assets. The Con-
servatorship set a record for such
proceedings; borrowed funds, resumed
operations, and operated until July

‘1‘2,. 1963. On _that date, several
friendly” creditors petitioned the
court for a Reorganization under

Chapter X to protect the company
from “harassment.”

U.S. Judge Jacob Mishler, of the
Eastern District in Brooklyn, ap-
pointed Mr. Campbell and Irving L.
Wharton, a Queens financial expert,
as Trustees. Under the Conservator-
ship, Continental in a re-evaluation of
assets, had to charge off non-recurring
items which amounted to more than
$12,000,000.

It was about this time that many
felt that the company would have to
be liquidated. Its assets were heavily
mortgaged and a tremendous burden
of debt was carried by the firm; a
burden far in excess of its assets.

The Trustees, however, moved to
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| it alive to

take a positive position for the com-
pany, with every intention of keeping
protect the interest of
creditors.

On August 15, 1963, Judge Mishler
approved additional finaneing of $650,-
000 from James Talcott to the com-
pany. The Trustees also sold off
several of the vending routes of the
company because the routes were so
heavily mortgaged they could not
carry their debt. The money obtained
was used to finance a retooling pro-
gram in which the company could
introduce a new line of vending equip-
ment at the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association Convention
and Show held in September, 1963.
The success of such a corporate ap-
proach was established when the
sales department came out of the
convention with over $1,000,000 in
orders for the new line.

The next move by the Trustees was
to get the financing to make it pos-
sible to go into production on the new
line of vending equipment, which in-
cluded automatic soft drink, coffee,
cigarettes and ice cream machines.
After negotiations by the Trustees,
James Talcott and the Franklin Na-
tional Bank agreed to loan an addi-
tional $750,000 at simple bank rates
and to suspend payment on certain
1{1rge indebtedness to those institu-
tions for one year. In addition, the
Trustees negotiated an agreement
with the Chemical Bank New York
Trust Company, to finance the com-
pany’s commercial paper which per-
mitted Continental to meet trade
competition on financing terms for its
sales.

All these actions enabled Conti-
nental to remain a going and even
progressing company. The two Trus-
tees therefore could enter into nego-
tiations for the sale of the company’s
assets at a figure far above its liquid-
ation price.

Negotiations actually began with
Kelsey Hayes and a eontract evolved.
When the contract came up for ap-
proval before the court on June 29
1964, Vendo came in with a pre-
liminary bid.

Judge Mishler gave both bidders
one week to come in with a final bid.
On July 6, he took the bids and heard
arguments by both parties. The Judge
reserved his decision until today,
Tuesday, July 7, 1964 when he decided
in favor of Vendo

NAMA Lifts Membership Ban
On Music-Amusement Ops
As Diversification Gontinues

B Rescinds 1962 Ruling Which
Denied Membership To Coin-Ops

CHICAGO—In a move to keep pace
with the trend toward diversification
by vending companies and to be more
effective in behalf of members and
the entire vending industry, the Board
of Directors of the National Auto-
matic Merchandising  Association
voted last week to amend the NAMA
Constitution and Bylaws to make all
reputable operators of automatic
merchandising machines eligible for
membership, according to Carl Mill-
man, president.

The action, taken at the NAMA
Board meeting on June 18-19, will
make possible the acceptance into
membership of all reputable compa-
nies which operate merchandise vend-
ing machines regardless of their coin-
operated music or amusement inter-
ests. NAMA will continue to repre-
sent only the vending interests of its
members.

Millman stressed that the change
in the Bylaws will “specifically pro-
hibit the membership of companies
which have gambling devices of any
kind.” The Board decision specified
that the criteria for membership shall
be the “business reputation of the
applicant in his own community,” he
said.

The new policy will not take effect
until March 1, 1965, due to the time
required to complete action on the
amendments and also to develop test
sereening procedures for new appli-
cants. It will rescind the association’s
membership rules in effect since Jan-
uary 1, 1962, which denied member-
ship to merchandise vending compa-
nies which also operated amusement
equipment or had a ‘‘major” interest
in coin-operated music machines.

“In updating the NAMA member-
ship policy, the Board recognized that
some of the most respected national,
regional and independent operating
companies have entered the music
and amusement business in recent
years,” Millman reported. The Board
concluded there are clear indications
that such a trend toward diverisfica-
tion would continue, and a change in
the association’s niembership policies
would be in the best interests of auto-
matic merchandising, he added.

Millman emphasized that the
change in membership eligibility “will
in no way change NAMA’s basic pur-
pose.” “NAMA will continue to rep-
resent only the interests of the auto-

matic vending business and will not

On Self-Regulation =

Cig Ops Programs
Curb Intervention

By Government

CHICAGO—Health and municipal au-
thorities in states on both coasts re-
cently decided to shelve proposals for
restrictions on cigarette vending ma-
chines when they became acquainted
with the steps taken by local opera-
tors under the Self-Regulation pro-
gram of the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Assdciation.

The Health Council of the state of
Maine considered regulatory steps for
a number of weeks, according to
Louis J. Risman, chairman of the
NAMA Special Cigarette Committee.
Under NAMA direction, a number of
local operators reinforced the Self-
Regulation Program and reported
their actions to state officials.

“. .. (the steps taken by the vend-
ing industry) will be very helpful to
the Health Council of Maine in deter-
mining what, if anything, we might
do to help in this matter,” wrote Ed-
mund P. Wells, the Health Council’s

secretary-treasurer. “I am personally |

convinced that anything we might do
which required the use of deecals
would be an unnecessary duplication,”
he wrote to James M. Daly, state
chairman of OPERATION ALERT in
Maine.

Similarly, the city of San Fer-
nando, California, last month declined
to enact new laws curbing the loca-
tion of cigarette vending machines
after local operators pointed out their
adherence to NAMA’s 6-step Self-
Regulation Program. Located in sub-
urban Los Angeles where pressure

groups had been agitating repeatedly l
| along, putting our own house in order

against cigarette vending, San Fer-
nando’s city council undertook its own
study after receiving the operators’
report. The decision not to take new
action followed.

Meyner To Enforce
Ad Code Oct. 1st

NEW YORK-—Although the United
States  Justice  Department has
granted its qualified approval of the
Tobacco Institute’s self-imposed ad-
vertising code, the code’s administra-
tor, former New Jersey Governor
Robert B. Meyner, indicated last week
that he will not be exercising his
regulatory powers for several more
months at least.

Meyner set a tentative date of Oec-

tober 1st as the day when he and
his still-to-be-picked staff of legal,
advertising and government oriented
personnel will begin to enforce the
terms of the strict code, from offices
in New York, upon those tobacco
manufacturers who have voluntarily
accepted them as the new set of ad-
vertising standards.

Once the administrator’s office is
functional, the former governor ad-
vised, he and his staff will devote a
“terrific amount of time” to the en-
forcement of the code. However, the
tobacco companies are still expected
to gradually reorientate the sub-
stance and style of their advertising
to comply with the new standards
even without the administrator’s su-
pervision.

“In these and other cases, the vend-

ing operators had followed the
NAMA Self-Regulation Program,”
Risman reported. “As we’ve said all

voluntarily not only prevents attacks;
it also gains the approval of authori-
ties when we keep them informed.”

On Sdles =~

National Sales Down
WASHINGTON-—A report issued re-
cently by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture stated that national cig-
arette sales for the first six months
of 1964 were off approximately 6.5%,
or about 16 billion cigarettes, com-
pared with reported sales of the first
six months of 1963.

The department’s report said that
data available to them thus far has
indicated that “consumption dropped
sharply following release Jan. 11, of
the Surgeon General’'s report on
smoking.”

Although the progression of the de-
cline has lost its severity, the depart-
ment stated, cigarette consumption
has not recovered to that level which
it had enjoyed before the health re-
port was issued.

American Tob. Up

NEW YORK—Record sales gains
scored by Pall Mall and Tareyton
cigarettes, plus the introduction of
Carlton, Montelair and Half & Half
brands, have been responsible for an
overall American Tobaceo Co. rise
during the second quarter of 1964
compared with that period of 1963
company officials stated. However
the company revealed that sales of
Lucky Strike cigarettes have on the
other hand lagged, reflecting a pos-
sible trend away from regular sized.
nonfilter cigarettes.

Taxes Off

NEW YORK—The Tobacco Tax
Council has reported a decline in the
amount of taxes collected through
cigarette sales in 47 states and the
District of Columbia to the tune of
459% for May when compared with
the same period of the previous vear,
while the volume of cigarettes taxed
fell 12.19.

The cigarette volume for May fell
to 1,825,112,000 packs from 2,075,-
503,000 for the previous period, and
the Council collected only $102,947,-
158. Only three of the 48 tax areas
reported a volume increase, the Coun-
cil revealed.

Winners of 351 other prizes, which
also were awarded on the basis of
skill in contemplating the last of a
5-line limerick about Skis filter-tip
cigarettes, were announced at the
same time. These prizes included a
1964 Saab sedan, 100 Belforte Cal-
endar wrist watches, 100 ski locks,
and 150 nylon headband sets for pro-
tection against cold while skiing.

i L&M'; ‘Logical’
' Ad Approach

NEW YORK—Officials at the Lig-
gett & Myers Tobacco Company stated
recently that they have developed a
new ‘“logical” theme and approach in
the advertising of their L&M ciga-
rette brand. “Among people who are
switching to another cigarette,” ob-
served Milton E. Harrington, Liggett
| & Myers president, “are many who
still want the rich tobacco taste they
are accustomed to—but in a filter
cigarette. For this large group of
smokers,” Harrington added, “we be-
lieve the logical move is to L&M. It’s
logical for the smoker who can’t find
enough flavor in any other filter ciga-
rette, and logical too for the non-filter
smoker who is looking for a filter
cigarette with plenty of flavor.”

The tobacco official said that in or-
der to give the ‘Logical Move’ cam-
paign substance and meaning, the
L&M campaign will picture logical
moves in familiar life situations such
as the logical moves that help clear
the checkerboard.
