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The line between the artist and the

material he performs is getting thin-

ner. Like minstrels of old, many of

today’s leading lights on the disk

scene, both groups and individuals,

have become creatively self-sufficient:

they write their own material, usually

Inspired by the demands of their audi-

ence and individual artistry, and, more

often than not, use it as the only

source of their singles disk product.

In some outstanding instances, the

songs go out on their own and are

widely recorded by a number of art-

ists, not necessarily performers who
record in the same vein as originally

intended for the tunes.

This facet of the “total artist’’ has

been a relatively common-place factor

in the country and blues fields since

their origins. It is in the pop area that

the “total artist’’ is taking hold as

never before. Of course, the pop area

has frequently seen the creation of

songs specifically designed to be re-

corded by a certain artist. This may
range from a top flight composer who
believes a Barbra Streisand can do

wonders with his effort (including a

Broadway score!) to countless writers

who continually style their songs after

the current Top 40 “sound” fad, hop-

ing they can sell their wares to the

most prominent exponents of that

“sound.”

This development, of course, doesn’t

make life easy for the writer of songs

who cannot put himself before a re-

cording mike and do the Top 100 job

himself. And where is the writer of

such great confidence that he can sub-

mit a song to the Beatles, or Roy Orbi-

son, or Herman’s Hermits with the

knowledge that these attractions do so

well on their creative own?

It was probably the rock ’n roll era

that hastened the growth of the “total

artist.” As teenagers themselves (or

not far from that age group), many
rock ’n roll acts, blessed by members
who can translate a “feel” for the teen

idiom into song, have taken it upon

themselves to come-up with material

that suited both their artistry and au-

dience best.

There is no doubt that most writers

have the inside track on how to per-

form their material to its most accept-

able advantage. We’re reminded of the

warnings given to potential “angels”

of Broadway shows who attend audi-

tions. So ingratiating are the perform-

ances of a show’s score by their non-

artist creators ^that very often the

score sounds much better than it

really is.

While the current artist-writer crop

has not unearthed a new Richard

Rodgers or Irving Berlin as yet, we see

signs that some personalities in this

area may develop into fine song-

smiths. Many of these people are

young—like Lennon & McCartney of

the Beatles—who have written some
charming pieces—and Paul Anka, who
got the nod to write the main-title for

a multi-million dollar flick, “The Long-

est Day,” and produced a strong, ro-

bust marching song.

The day will be dark indeed when
the non-artist songwriter can no long-

er profit from his unique talent. He
remains and must continue to remain

the mainstay of the creation of our

new songs. But, artists who are fortu-

nate enough to be endowed with writ-

ing ability are writing many songs that

delight the public. They are modern-

day minstrels.

Biz Action Urged As
More Excise Tax Cut Seen

NEW YORK^NARM, the rack-job-
ber organization, has made the call

for the disk industry to help end the
excise tax on disks as there are indi-
cations that a proposed cut in excise
taxes would be enlarged.

In a memorandum from Albert A.
Carretta, NARM’s general counsel,
the following statement is made: “It
is imperative that all members of the
phonograph record industry com-
municate with their Senators and
Congressmen urging the repeal of the
excise tax now imposed on phono-
graph records.”
The memorandum also points out

that a bill to eliminate certain excise
taxes is expected to pass in Congress
before June 30. It quotes a number of
sources that indicate that President
Johnson’s original figure of a cut of

$1.75 billion would probably be in-

creased to $2.5 billion, which, of

course, gives the record business a

better chance to get in on the general

cut.

Record industry organizations have

explained to Congress that disks

should be considered in the same edu-

cational vein as books and sheet

music, which are not subject to the

excise tax.

Col Disk Sales Set 1st Quarter High
NEW YORK—Columbia Records sales
reached a new all-time high during
the first quarter of 1965, it was an-
nounced last week by Goddard Lieber-
son, president of the label.

1st Qtr. Sales Up 13% Over ’64

The sales for the first three months
of the year exceed 1964’s first quarter
sales by 13%. Since last year was the
most successful in the company’s his-
tory, Lieberson noted that he was
“very optimistic about ’65.” Interest-
ingly enough, the 13% figure does not
include sales of Fender guitars and
amplifiers—Columbia’s musical instru-
ments organization acquired in Jan.
Fender’s sales during the first quar-
ter (with the label) were 38% ahead
of those in the corresponding period
last year. Fender now has a backlog
of $4,000,000 in orders and is con-
structing new manufacturing and dis-
tributing facilities to catch up with
the demand for its product.

Catalog & Artist Roster Praised

Lieberson said that the foundations
of the history-making sales figures
can be related to the label’s powerful
catalog and artist roster. In summing
up this aspect of Columbia’s growth
he said: “The combination of enter-
prising and imaginative A&R work,
vigorous advertising and promotion,
and a thoughtful and aggressive mar-
keting organization is what has set
the new high record and will go on
to even greater heights.”

Expansion of Facilities Planned

“Columbia is planning significant
expansion of its facilities in order to
keep up with its increasing sales,”

Lieberson continued. He stated that
the diskery has recently put into full

operation a new manufacturing plant
and distribution center in Santa Ma-
ria, Calif. Additionally, service cen-
ters in Dallas, Cleveland and Pitman,
N. J. have been expanded. A research
and development center is in the olf-

ing and, in the near future, the label

will increase the capacity of its Nash-
ville and Hollywood recording studios.

1

International Advances Cited

Lieberson stated that in recent ex-
pansion moves abroad Columbia has
acquired Oriole for CBS Records in
England, launched CBS companies in
countries as far apart as Israel and
Columbia and is initiating a new disk-
club in Mexico. The international sales
power of the label’s artists was re-
cently demonstrated by the New
Christy Minstrels with sales of 500,-

000 singles in Italy after they had
sung a prize-winning song at the San
Remo Festival.

Major Recordings Hit Sales Marks

During the first quarter of 1965, a
number of important Columbia record-
ings have hit important sales marks.
The original Broadway cast album of
“Camelot” is now over 1,236,000. “The
Sound Of Music, has gone over the
1,870,000 figure. The original Broad-
way cast and soundtrack albums of
“West Side Story” have now sold

more than 4,030,000 units. The all-time

best-selling LP is, of course, the la-

bel’s “My Fair Lady” caster, whose
sales exceed 5,000,000 some time ago.
The original soundtrack album from
the “Lady” flick won a gold record
award from the RIAA in Dec. 1964
when its sales exceeded $1,000,000 in

value within two months of release.

The “Lady” soundtrack recording is

now approaching the $2,000,000 mark.
The original Broadway cast recording
of Richard Rodgers’ new show, “Do
1 Hear A Waltz?”, with lyrics by
Stephen Sondheim and book by Ar-
thur Laurents, Columbia’s new Broad-
way caster, was released on Mar. 29,

1965 and sold 50,000 copies in its first

two weeks.

Classical Product Wins “Grammies”
Columbia’s strength in the classical

field was pointed out on April 13 by
NARAS, whose members voted four
“Grammies” to four different 1964 re-

leases. Chosen as classical “Album of

the Year” was Leonard Bernstein’s

Symphony No. 3 “Kaddish,” which

bears the dedication, “To The Beloved

Memory of John F. Kennedy.” The

seven years after the film was re-
leased.
The Oscar-winning musical (Best

Film of 1964) had already brought a
record price to CBS, which financed it

originally on Broadway. Warner Bros,
paid $5.5 million in cash plus 47%%
of the movie’s gross receipts over $20
million, for the production rights. The
film cost $17 million to produce.
The seven-year limitation leaves

Warners with a rather short time to
recoup its investment. “Gone With
The Wind” was first released twenty-
six years ago and is still being profit-
ably reissued.

Chi Music Show To See
Top Floor Space, Displays

CHICAGO—A new record in floor

space and displays will be set at the
64th annual Music Show, early fig-

ures on exhibits at the big 1965
event indicate.

Space reservations by exhibitors
for the June 27-July 1 show are
running far ahead of last year, ac-
cording to William R. Gard, executive
vice-president of the National Asso-
ciation of Music Merchants, the
show’s sponsors. All open exhibit
snace in the International Ballroom,
Continental Room, East and West
Halls have been sold out for weeks to

electronics exhibitors and space in the
North Hall is more than 60 per cent
sold. Space has also been booked for
the first time by electronic exhibitors
on the 4th floor of the Conrad Hilton
Hotel, where the show will be held.

The biggest gain in space reserva-
tions has been among music instru-
ment exhibitors with a high percent-
age taking more display space than
last year. The total number of ex-
hibitors in sample rooms on the 5th
through 9th floors will probably ex-
ceed last year, reports to Foster L.
Lee, convention manager for the
NAMM. In comparison with a total

of 205 exhibitors of music instru-
ments in sample rooms at last year’s
show, by mid-April contracts had
been signed by a total of 203 exhibi-
tors for the 5th through 9th floors,

2% months prior to the show.
Lee also reported that 82 per cent

of all sample room space was sold
by mid-April compared with a total
of 80 per cent sold at the time of the
opening of the show last year. Lee
noted that based on remaining re-
quests for space “and latecomers,”
all sample rooms would be filled when
the Music Show opens the end of
June.
As of mid-April a total of 283

manufacturing firms had signed for
exhibits at the Music Show, accord-
ing to Lee.

“Interest in this year’s Music Show
not only reflects the peak levels in
sales in the music business but also
anticipated new product developments
which will be unveiled at the 1965
show at the Conrad Hilton,” noted
Gard. He added that the “remarkable
culture boom is continuing unabated
and is spelled out emphatically in
figures which show that sales of mu-
sic instruments have tripled in the
past 15 years. . .

.”

MY KIND OF TOWN—Jack Jones—Kapp KL-

This one should get
a lot of attention from blues lovers.

BEACH BLANKET BINGO—Donna Loren—

Currently featured on the popular teen TV
package, “Shindig,” Donna Loren has dished out
a stimulating set of grooves from the forthcom-
ing film, “Beach Blanket Bingo,” in which she
has a starring role. The perky teenage thrush
exhibits her wide-ranged vocal talents as she lets

loose with the powerful rocker, “I’ll Never
Change Him” then slips into the heartfelt tear-
jerker, “It Only Hurts When I Cry.” This one
could rake in a lot of loot.

THE NEW SOUND OF BROADWAY—The
Melachrino Strings and Ork—RCA Victor LPM/

Expect to hear a good deal of play from this

collection of show-stoppers handled with the
magic touch of the Melachrino Strings and Or-
chestra. This RCA Victor set of Broadway tunes
links the talents of Melachrino with those of
tunesmith Jerry Herman in a magnificent read-
ing of songs from the latter’s “Hello, Dolly!,”

“Milk And Honey” and “Parade.” Included
among the tracks in this especially spinnable
sampling are “Shalom,” “Before The Parade
Passes By” and “Hello, Dolly!”

AFRICA BELONGS TO THE LION—Sebastian

Selections include “Red Roses For
A Blue Lady,” “The Name Game” and “Calypso
Ska,” giving a wide sampling of beats for many
hours of dancing pleasure.

DO YOU REMEMBER RADIO’S GREATEST
THEMES—Eddie Layton—Epic LN 24146

Eddie Layton, Hammond’s official “Interna-
tional Organ Soloist,” has delved way back in
the past for a nostalgic gathering of a great
many of the most well-known themes of yester-
day’s radio regulars. Radio fans are in for a treat
as the artist reminisces at the keyboard over the
tunes that introduced some of radioland’s most
popular personalities of past decades. Highlight-
ing the tracks are “Boola Boola” (Jack Arm-
strong), “Mr. District Attorney Theme” and
“The Shadow Theme.”

AFTER THE FALL—Original Cast—Mercury
MG 21001/SR 61001

In this 4-record set. Mercury has packaged,
in its entirety, the controversial Arthur Miller
drama, “After The Fall.” The play, directed by
Elia Kazan and Robert Whitehead, stars Jason
Robards, Jr., Barbara Loden, Salome Jens, Ralph
Meeker, Michael Strong and David J. Stewart
and marks the first effort by Miller in nine years.
Also included in the specially made up set is a
20-page black and white brochure, including pho-
tographs of the production and summations
about the story and its author.

THE NEW VIVIENNE DELLA CHIESA—20th

Vivienne Della Chiesa, who has already carved

CEGUERA DE AMOR THE ROMANCE OF
SOFT GUITARS—Trio Los Panchos—Columbia
EX-5140
Supplementing the Columbia international cat-

alog is this outstanding sampling of Latin music
from the Trio Los Panchos. The crew runs
through some tasty tunes in this outing, which
should find a good response from the Spanish
speaking populace, featuring some lively vocals
with catchy orking. Included in the package are:
“He Sabido Que te Amaba,” “No te Vayas Sin
Mi,” and the title tune “Ceguera de Amor.” Via
the group’s noise makers with Eydie Gorme,
there could be added sales impetus in the pop
crowd.

SING ALONG ROCK ’N ROLL—Erik and the
Vikings—Karate KLP 1401

Erik and the Vikings have come up with a top
drawer effort on this Karate album, grouping to-

gether a collection of golden goodies, spanning
the years from the earliest days of rock ’n roll

right up to recent tenants of chartdom. The
package, which contains the lyrics of all the
tracks printed on the back, features the young
group driving through hitsville with “Earth An-
gel” and “Tutti Fruitti” from the last decade,
and racing up to the present with “Time Is On
My Side.”

Veteran Latin orkster, Johnny Rodriguez, runs

through a gamut of tunes, in this session, with
several self-penned numbers from a way-back
era and another handful of canciones from more
recent times. Rodriguez and his group serve up
a variety of rhythms ranging from boleros to
guarachas and highlight the package with the
bandleader’s compositions “No Me Da La Gana”
and “Ciento Por Ciento Boricua.” An interesting
album for the collector’s shelf.

JAZZ PICKS
STOCKHOLM SOJOURN—Benny Golson—Pres-
tige 7361
Twenty-three fine musicians pool their talents

on this soft big band set, including several of
Sweden’s best known jazzmen, and a number of
America’s artists. Benny Golson arranged, con-
ducted and directed the session, which features
Benny Bailey (trumpet), Cecil Payne (barit. sax)
and Grachan Moncour HI (trombone). Included
in the somewhat melancholy though swinging
collection are: “Tryst” based on Sibelius’ “Valse
Trieste,” and “I Remember Clifford.” Should at-
tract considerable attention.

INTO SOMETHING—Larry Young—Blue Note
4187

Organist Larry Young puts in a brilliant show-
ing on this Blue Note package, which spotlights
his talents in conjunction with those of Sam
Rivers on tenor sax, the outstanding work of
Grant Green on guitar, and shining skinwork of
Elvin Jones. With a combo like that, it is only
natural that the set should glow, and it does.
“Plaza de Toros” is an excellent example of the
grooving output of the team; while other stand-
outs include “Paris Eyes” and “Ritha.”

THE GROOVY SOUND OF MUSIC—Gary Bur-
ton—RCA Victor LPM/LSP-3360
Hopping on the show score-soundtrack band-

wagon, Gary Burton combines efforts with Gary
McFarland in arranging and conducting selec-
tions from the Richard Rodgers opus, “The
Sound Of Music.” The songs are brightly han-
dled with vibist Burton playing in top form.
Highlights in the set are “Sixteen Going On
Seventeen” and “Climb Ev’ry Mountain.” Spin-
ners on “good music” outlets should get just as
big a kick out of this sampling as jazz deejays.

THE GIUSEPPI LOGAN QUARTET—ESP 1007
The hypnotically entrancing sounds of the Giu-

seppi Logan Quartet should arouse attention
from progressive jazz fans via the combo’s first

outing on the new ESP label. Logan’s group
comes up with a parcel of unusual tracks smat-
tered with a light Middle Eastern flavoring
through the leader’s use of a Pakistanian oboe
as well as drummer Milford Graves’ workouts
on tabla drums and other percussive oddities.

Tracks feature: “Dance Of Satan” and “Bleeker
Partita.” A sales boost may be expected through
airing of a film short, “Improvisation,” with the
combo, currently running in New York.

CLASSICAL PICKS
BELLINI: LA SONNAMBULA; Joan Suther-
land; London 5887/OS 25887
Joan Sutherland’s superlative performance as

Amina in Bellini’s “La Sonnambula” has re-

ceived a wealth of critical acclaim, and sales of

the complete opera package have been remark-
able; now, the soprano’s voice may be heard on
this collection of highlights from the opus. Join-
ing her is an excellent cast, including Margreta
Elkins, Nicola Monti and Giovani Foiani; and
the expert conduction of Richard Bonynge, which
makes this package one that should find far bet-

ter than average discophile response.

BARTOK: THE MIRACULOUS MANDARIN &
DIVERTIMENTO FOR STRINGS; Antal Dorati
conducting; Mercury MG50416/SR90416
The BBC Symphony Orchestra bows on Mer-

cury, and performs for the first time under the
conduction of Antal Dorati, with this magnificent
reading of the complete score to the Bartok bal-

let, “The Miraculous Mandarin.” This is prob-
ably one of the composer’s richest and most in-

tense scores, and it is superbly handled by Dorati.
Coupled with the score is another of the fine

works by this composer, who is certainly one of
the most brilliant of the 20th century, his “Di-
vertimento for Strings.” This work is also
treated sensitively and precisely.

The Wur-
litzer Company has been shipping
wallboxes engineered to provide in-

creased income for the location owner
and designed to fit the model phono-
graph which has been ordered or in-

stalled. Wurlitzer offers a full line,

incorporating combinations of either
Little LP’s, Ten Top Tunes (Golden
Bar feature), or both. Some models
are equipped with twin stereo speak-
ers, top-mounted, and other models
without speakers for locations requir-
ing this type of wallbox.

Photograph shows a Wurlitzer wall-
box open for servicing. This wallbox
is still operative, even though a serv-
iceman may be working on it. If a
coin has been inserted and a selection
made, the box will function though
the front assembly has been removed.
This feature is built in all current
Wurlitzer Wallboxes, with or without
speakers.

The
front cover assembly on all models is

easily removed by simply turning the
key and lifting the assembly off. The
selector switches and motor assembly
are mounted on a pivot to allow the
complete unit to swing out . . . “and
still remain operative.” In other
words, the circuits remain energized,
if a coin has been inserted and a se-

lection made, even though the service-
man is working on the wallbox.

In .7< Price Increase

NEW YORK—Following in the wake
of P. Lorillard Company’s announce-
ment to hike filter cig prices to $9.35
per thousand, (CB April 17), Philip

& Williamson announc^ increased
prices last week amounting to the
same 7/lOths of a cent increase per
pack.

In New York City, where cigaret
operators were still reeling from the
doubled state tax ruling, from 5 cents
to ten cents per pack, the increased
sales tax of 5% and the filter price
hike appeared to be pushing ops
toward a 45(^ vend.

The present 40^ price does not take
into consideration the sales tax in-

crease which followed and the filter

price hikes. The L&M and B&W price
increases go into effect May 3rd.
