Capitol nils Mgnt-Finanrial Posts

NEW YORK—The Rolling Stones
and their producer, Andrew Oldham,
have re-signed with British Decca in

a deal said to guarantee the group $1
million over a period of five years,
the length of the new contract. The
agreement is billed as the largest
guarantee ever offered an English act.

The new pact covers the entire
world, with the exception of the U.S.
and Canada. Allen Klein, business rep
for the Stones and Oldham, made the
deal with British Decca’s Sir Edward
Lewis.
The big guessing game—expected

to be answered this week—is the name

NEW YORK—Kapp Records has em-
barked on its “Kapp Is Product For
Profit” fall sales campaign, termed
“the most extensive and ambitious
drive in the company’s history.” Disk-
ery head Dave Kapp emphasized that
the 17 albums unveiled in the program
make up “the most well-rounded prod-
uct we’ve ever released.”

The campaign is being introduced
this week in 23 separate presentations
throughout the country at distributors
warehouses. The unique method of
presentation of product, promotion
and merchandising plans incorporates
both a new method : having four exec-
utives get directly to the front line of
sales—the distributors and salesmen
themselves—^via visits to separate re-
gions with sychronized slide and sound
equipment to make an individualized
presentation; and by use of segments
of tape made at the product announce-
ment meeting of the Kapp A&R de-
partment in the company’s New York
offices.

The ad program will focus in a
special magazine featuring headlines,
copy and cuts of the album covers and
prices. All the material is printed on
perforated pages enabling the user to
make up his own ads. Allowances for
advertising are expected to exceed
$300,000 during the life of the pro-
gram.

Distributors will also receive color-
ful litho books and sales tip inserts
and distributor salesmen will all re-
ceive complete album samples at their
homes. Special product selections will
be sent to dealers and rack jobbers. A
complete series of merchandising aids
for in-store use is available to retail-
ers. Disk jockeys at most key stations
will receive mailed material and
samples, supplemented by station
mailings from distributor promotion
men and Kapp’s own field promotion
staff.

Special discounts on new and cata-
log product has been put into effect,
and will remain in operation until the
end of the year. Also, dated billing ar-
rangements are available with special
advertising allowances for both deal-
ers and rack merchandisers.
Phase one of the album release con-

sists of fourteen new packages. High-
lighting the new release are Jack
Jones’ “There’s Love and THERE’S
LOVE,” arranged by Nelson Riddle;
“Summer Wind and Your Special Re-
quests” from Roger Williams; and the
Do-Re-Mi Children’s Chorus in their
tenth LP “Playing Games and Having
Fun,” Also in the new release are: a
collection of the year’s hits performed
by Hugo Winterhalter, a new set from
Robertino, a new comedy LP from the
producers of “The First Family,” en-
titled “You Don’t Have To Be Jew-
ish,” an instrumental platter from
organist John Gart, the debut of
trumpet star Jimmy Sedlar, and a col-
lection of prize-winning Carnival
songs from Rio. There are also four
c&w packages: Billy Edd Wheeler’s
newie; “Country Buddies;” a Warner
Mack outing; and “Saturday Night at
the Old Barn Dance.”

FEELING GOOD—Xavier Cugat—Decca DL

An artist long associated with Latin-flavored

liveliness. Xavier Cugat turns the attention
of his volatile orchestra to an assortment of
some of the biggest tunes to burst from the
current Broadway and rock avenues, all handled
with a tropical treatment. Some of the biggies
from the Broadway belt include “Hello Dolly”
and “Fiddler On The Roof,” while the rock area
is represented with the recent biggies “Game Of
Love’ ’and “Downtown.”

THAT’S ALL—Mel Torme—Columbia CL 2318/
CS 9118
One of the finest romantic chanters, Mel Torme

outdoes himself on his latest Columbia offering of
selections geared for late night and “good” pop
Programming. The “velvet fog” drifts in over
the exotic Robert Mersey arrangements, and
lingers in a gorgeous haze that should find a
great appeal both to fans of the vet, and the
younger crowd not familiar with his brilliance.

THE BEST OF LIBERACE—Coral 7CXSB 9
The well-known piano stylings of Liberace

NANA—Nana Mouskouri—Fontana MGF 27545/
SRF 67545
An artist who has already won critical acclaim

throughout Europe for her powerful and sensitive
renditions of folkloric material, Nana Mouskouri
should establish herself even more strongly here
in the U.S. with this thoroughly impressive selec-

tion of melodies, handled in her fresh, warm-
hearted style. Each tune in this album gets the
ful, rich Mouskouri treatment, making the LP
a highly enjoyable musical display. Featured
tunes include “Johnny” and “I Gave My Love A
Cherry.”

SKITCH . . . TONIGHT!—Skitch Henderson—
Columbia CL 2367/CS 9167
Long a noted orkster, Skitch Henderson’s

reputation has climbed well beyond its earlier

high point via his work on the NBC-TV “To-
night” show, and this could exert a considerable
effect on the popularity of this superb Columbia
LP. The soft big band selections capture a
freshness and vitality on this set that includes
softies and swingers. Highlight samplings fea-
ture: Hoagy Carmichel’s “Heart And Soul,” “So
What Else Is New?” by Clark Terry, and
Henderson’s own “Curacao.”

TRUMPETS’ GREATEST HITS—Bobbv Hackett
—Epic LN 24155/BN 26155
One of the brightest hornmen around in his

own right, Bobby Hackett has recorded a musical
tribute to some of the greatest ti'umpeteers of
alltime, including Bix Beiderbecke, Bunny Ber-
rigan, Billy Butterfield, Clyde McCoy, Harry
James and Ray Anthony, among others. Backed
by a lush string orchestra, Hackett does a su-

perb job as he takes on the “theme” songs of
the greats and sets them in his own style. Top
efforts include “And The Angels Sing” and
“Memories Of You.”

DISCOTHEQUE A-GO-GO—The Cliff Davis
Sextet—Epic LN 21173/BN 26173
The percolating percussion of the discotheque

dance craze has received another walloping treat-

ment on this Epic outing by the Cliff Davis
Sextet. A lively and refreshing group, the sextet
lets loose with a raunchy sound and uninhibited
beat that’s just right for the turbulent steps
that have conquered the dance floors around the
country. A wild party package, this LP is high-
lighted by “Twine Time” and “Shot Gun.”
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BROADWAY BEAT—Stan Worth—RCA Victor

Stan Worth is a young and relatively unknown

The electric guitar is used to its utmost in this

lovely tour de force by Walter Raim, whose magic
handling of the instrument makes this an LP
that could catch a good deal of pop and good
music attention. Basically soft in its tempo and
tone,' the LP never lacks a liveliness which makes
for flne entertainment. Among the finest of the

maestro leading his Royal Canadians through
some of the biggest hits of those years. Just
right for the collectors of Lombardo music, this

POLISH WEDDING ALBUM—Li’I Wally—Jay

Long standing leader in the polka album field,

Li’I Wally bows another set loaded with appeal
to the Polish fans and other admirers of the
lively dance. Featuring favorites with Ethnic ap-
peal on this “Polish Wedding Album,” the ork-
ster serves up some splendid somewhat soft and
highly lively selections.

General Decline

WASHINGTON, D.C.—The latest

reports from the Electronic Indus-
tries Association show that the sales
of portable and console phonographs
for the month of May have taken a
general dip.

Distributor sales of portable/table
models totaled 138,662 for May, 1965
as opposed to 136,669 for the same
month in 1964 and 194,959 for Apr.,
1965. Distributor sales for the Jan-
uary-May period this year totaled

1,036,681, compared with a figure
of 771,839 for the comparable period
of last year.

Distributor sales of console phono-
graphs in May totaled 51,152, a de-
cline from the 70,682 units sold in

the same month last year and the
81,916 units sold in April, 1965. Sales
for the first five months of this year
totaled 499,617, as compared with the
532,309 figure for the same period
last year.

England — The Past Twelve Months

REVIEW OF THE YEAR

At this time last year when the
Cash Box 22nd Annual World Wide
Directory went to press the British

record industry was enjoying the big-

gest boom in its long and eventful

history. Britain’s transatlantic chart

supremacy was at its height with 22

entries in the Cash Box American

Top 100, and 9 out of the top 15 in the
British singles charts and 7 out of 10
in both the E.P. and L.P. ratings.

Disks were spinning and sales were
soaring as never before. In fact this

time last year the spiral of the 60s
was at its zenith as can be seen by the
following quarter by quarter analysis
issued by the Board of Trade.

Although the 4th quarter of 1964
was down on 1963 the total sales for

the year reached the all time high of

£25,602,000, an increase of £4,000,000

on the previous year and £10,000,000

more than the total for the first year

of the decade. However, what goes up
must come down and that, alas, brings
us to 1965.
Again Board of Trade figures serve

to illustrate month by month the com-
parison between the first quarter of
boom year 1964 and doom year 1965.

The year started oif with a four
per cent drop in January for both
home and export sales. February ral-
lied with a three per cent increase
accounted for by export sales which
rose by one third. Home sales were
again down by three per cent. March
sales were four per cent lower than
in the same month last year and
again all the decrease was in home
sales which fell by five per cent. Ex-
port sales were five per cent higher.
Taking the first three months of 1965
as a whole home sales were four per
cent lower than a year earlier al-
though export sales increased by thir-
teen per cent. April figures turned out
to be even worse. Sales valued at
£1,543,000, were a quarter lower than
in April last year. Home sales fell by
over a quarter and export sales were
also down by nearly one fifth. 1965
has also seen a tremendous drop in
production with the axe falling heavi-
est on 45 r.p.m. singles. Production of
33 l/3rd L.P.s was up and in the
months January to March output at
this speed rose by one tenth com-
pared with a year earlier. Again pro-
duction, like sales, reached its lowest
level in April and it is expected that
official figures for May will be no
better. A gloomy prelude to the sum-
mer holiday season when sales, even
in a normal year, are expected to fall
off. However, in comparing the 1965
figures with those of 1964 we are
up against the most phenomenal year
in record history. The comparison is

necessary for the books but a much
more realistic picture is obtained by
comparing the first quarter of this
year with the first quarter of 1963.
Here again Board of Trade figures
are enlightening and show a consid-
erable increase all round both in sales
and production. Therefore, although
down we are far from out and have
clearly benefitted by the boom of yes-
teryear. In any case after the recent
tendency towards overproduction a
cut in this direction will be welcomed
by dealer and consumer alike pro-

vided the motives are artistic and not

economic.

A multitude of reasons and expla-

nations for the current slump have

been put forward—some more valid
than others—and although it is im-
possible to lay the blame at any one
particular door, the villains getting
the most hisses seem to be pirate
radio stations, taping of pop pro-
grammes, a decline in beat and the
absence of a new or exciting sound,
the credit squeeze, a teenage switch
in spending habits, etc., etc. Although
not necessarily listed in order of ap-
pearance the villain in chief does
seem to be pirate radio. However, it

is interesting to note that EMI car-
ried out a nation wide sales survey
amongst record dealers, 50 per cent
of them in areas where pirate recep-
tion was good and 50 per cent in
areas where pirate reception was bad.
Sales were down in both areas but
were down 20 per cent more in the
first area. Some manufacturers in

continental countries like Holland and
Belgium where pirate reception is

also good consider them a contribu-
tory factor to falling sales. The year
has also seen an extension of the
BBC’s needle time which includes a
number of pop record programmes.
As to the absence of a new and ex-
citing sound The Beatles brought mu-
sical integrity and enthusiasm into
the business and a sound not violently
different but refreshing—an off-shoot
of rock nevertheless. In their wake
came only a number of excellent
groups but also a considerable amount
of mediocrity. A year ago at the
height of the sales bonanza every-
thing and everyone was selling—to-
day, as the charts testify, only the
quality groups remain and quality
material is becoming more and more
important. The same thing happened
in 1961/62 with trade jazz. The seeds
sown by Acker Bilk and Kenny Ball
spawned so many imitators that the
sound was strangled. There are no
signs that ‘beat’ music will suffer the
same fate. The milk has been
skimmed but the cream remains float-

ing happily on the top of the trans-
atlantic charts. As far as America is

concerned the tremendous success of

British artistes is evidenced by the

tistes of the Year published elsewhere

in this issue. British artistes occupy
the No. 1 position in no less than 6
out of the 11 categories and claim
second place in four of them and fig-

ure prominently throughout. Let’s
have a look at the top talent of the
year and the artistes scene in general.

In America British groups continue
to make their presence felt in the Top
100 with The Beatles still in com-
mand. However, many of their con-
temporaries, household names in the
States a year ago, have fallen by the
wayside or have been replaced by a
new wave. The most successful
groups in terms of Gold and Silver
Cash Box International Awards have
been, besides The Beatles, The Ani-
mals, Manfred Mann, The Zombies,
Herman’s Hermits, Freddie and the
Dreamers, Wayne Fontana, The Roll-
ing Stones and The Searchers. In the
solo field on both sides of the Atlantic
the British female singer has been
more successful than the male. In
America the ratio was nine to six.

On the distaff side success came to

Cilia Black, Shirley Bassey, Millie,

LuLu, Julie Rogers, Sandie Shaw, Ma-
rion Faithfull, Dusty Springfield and
biggest success of all Petula Clark.
The opposite sex was represented by
Cliff Richard, Adam Faith, Ian Whit-
comb, Matt Monro, Donovon and Tom
Jones.

In Britain The Beatles, The Rolling
Stones and The Searchers have main-
tained their popularity in the beat
group stakes. However, not without
considerable opposition from their
contemporaries both old and new.
The Beatles biggest hits for EMI
were with “A Hard Day’s Night”;
“I Feel Fine” and “Ticket To Ride”
whilst The Stones took Decca to the
top with “The Last Time”; “Little
Red Rooster” and “It’s All Over
Now.” The year also gave The Stones
their first American No. 1 with “Sat-
isfaction.” The Searchers on Pye also
had their biggest American hit to
date with “Love Potion No. 9.” In
the home charts they scored with
“When You Walk In The Room”;
“Someday We’re Gonna Love Again”
and “Goodbye My Love.” Other
groups who have figured prominently
in the Top Three places in the British
charts are The Animals with “House
of the Rising Sun” and “Don’t Let Me
Be Misunderstood”; Herman’s Her-
mits “I’m Into Something Good” and
“Silhouettes”; Wayne Fontana “Um,
Um, Um, Um, Um” and “The Game
of Love”; Manfred Mann “Do Wah
Diddy Diddy” and The Hollies finally
made the really big time with “I’m
Alive” as did the Yardbirds with “For
Your Love” and more recently “Heart
Full of Soul.” From Ireland Them
burst on the scene with “Here Comes
the Night” while another new group
Unit Four Plus Two hit the jackpot
with their first disk “Concrete and
Clay.” The Honeycombs had their mo-
ment of glory with “Have I The
Right” as did Georgie Fame with
“Yeh Yeh” and The Moody Blues with
“Go Now.” The Seekers brought a re-
freshing folk sound to the hit parade
with two Tom Springfield composi-
tions “I’ll Never Find Another You”
and “A World of our Own.” The Bar-
ron Knights, a group with a satirical

difference got to No. 3 with their send
up of the pop scene “Call Up The
Groups” and The Bachelors added
“No Arms Can Ever Hold You” to
their long and impeccable list of
quality recordings. Last but not least
in the group category Herman’s Her-
mits made a terrific impact on both
sides of the Atlantic with “You Really
Got Me”; “All Day And All of the
Night” and “Tired of Waiting For
You.” The past twelve months has
seen a resurgence of the solo artiste,

particularly the female of the species.

Way out in front has been Petula

Clark’s recording of the Tony Hatch
composition “Downtown” voted by
American d.j’s “The Most Pro-

grammed Single of the Year” and
also won her the title of “The Most
Promising Female Vocalist of the

Year” (an award not without its
humorous side when one remembers
that Pet has been around as a true
professional since she was a child
star). The title of the most promising
fernale artiste of the year as far as
Britain is concerned must surely go
to yet another Pye artiste Sandie
Shaw whose debut disk in the autumn
of 1964—a cover of the American
song “There’s Always Something
There To Remind Me” took her to No.
1 since when all her records have
made the Top Five and her latest re-
lease “Long Live Love” gave her an-
other chart topper. The husky voice
of Marion Faithfull took her into the
charts with three successive hits “As
Tears Go By”; “Come And Stay With
Me” (both did very well in America)
and “This Little Bird.” Her albums,
too, have been in great demand. Yet
another Pye artiste Jackie Trent
topped the charts with “Where Are
You Now” and on Mercury Julie Rog-
ers landed a No. 3 with “The Wed-
ding” as did “Twinkle with Terry.”
On the male side we are happy to re-
port that Cliff Richards has not only
maintained his popularity but provedj
himself still capable of reaching the
No. 1 slot with “The Minute You’re
Gone” and has further enhanced his
screen reputation via the box office

hit “Wonderful World.” The only
other British male to make a No. 1
was newcomer Tom Jones with his
unique recording “It’s Not Unusual”
which also established him in Amer-
ica and paved the way for his major
hit “What’s New Pussycat.” Ameri-
can artistes made their biggest im-
pact in the British charts for some
considerable time. Roy Orbison had
a No. 1 with “Oh Pretty Woman”;
The Supremes with “Baby Love”;
The Righteous Brothers with “You’ve
Lost That Lovin’ Feeling’ ” and Elvis
Presley returned to the top with
“Crying In The Chapel.” Other Ameri-
cans to make the Top Three were
Gene Pitney, P. J. Proby. Roger Mil-
ler, The Everly Brothers, The Four
Seasons and the late Jim Reeves.
Folk music had its biggest boost to

date sparked off by the Bob Dylan
releases backed by p.a.’s and TV. At
the same time Britain’s folkster of
the year Donovan came on the scene
with his own compositions bringing
about a Dylan-Donovan controversy
which resulted in big sales for both
contenders. Many of the artistes men-
tioned have found their way into the
charts on both sides of the Atlantic by
the efforts and foresight of independ-
ent producers whose voices during
the past 12 months have successfully
penetrated more attentive ears than
ever before.
One of the most successful of the

younger indies has been Micky Most
who during the year entered into an
agreement whereby EMI get first re-

fusal of his material excluding the
U.S.A. where he has separate deals

with CBS and MGM. Most has pro-
duced a string of hits by top artistes

such as The Animals, Herman’s Her-
mits and The Nashville Teens. The
latter group are now handled by an-
other young independent Andrew
Loog Oldham who is, of course, re-

sponsible for all The Rolling Stones
successes. Oldham, whose personal
image is almost as well known as
that of his artistes, was also respon-
sible for the early Marion Faithfull
waxings now handled by Bron Asso-
ciated. Shel Talmy, American born
indie producer has made his reputa-
tion via The Kinks recordings—Joe
Roncoroni and Ken Jones of Marquis
Enterprises have produced all The
Zombies hits—Bunny Lewis of Ritz
Records produced a couple of hits for
The Pretty Things and FXB Produc-
tions under the guidance of Tom
Springfield has been responsible for
The Seekers chart entries.

On the question of R.P.M. the
British record industry, as expected,
confirmed its intention to resist the
abolition of R.P.M. and lodged its

claim for exemption with the Regis-

trar of Restrictive Trading Agree-
ments. The result which rests with
the special tribunal is not expected
for several months. Meantime the in-

dustry continues to maintain price
structure. Several of Britain’s smaller
but active independent record com-
panies have acquired wider distribu-

tion via EMI depots during the year
including Ember, Delyse, Island,

R & B and Waverley.
Stereo sales have increased and

the L.P. field account for approxi-
mately 20 per cent of total sales. Not
as high as in some continental coun-
tries but it is estimated that in this

country the number of machines fitted

with mono only stylus represents
around 70 per cent of the record pro-
ducing equipment in use. Therefore,
at the moment, it seems unlikely that
the U.K. could or would follow the
German practice (planned also by
Denmark) of producing only stereo
L.Ps. The E.P. has assumed greater
importance in recent months and
disks at this speed by artistes such
as The Beatles, The Rolling Stones
and Manfred Mann have been selling

in quantities reserved usually for
singles. Regarding the future of the
E.P. manufacturers and dealers beg
to differ. Some consider it harmful to
L.P. sales particularly when tracks
are taken from album sellers others
favour the E.P. provided it is not used
as an excuse for off-loading spare
album tracks and repeats of singles
already issued.
Amongst one of the less successful

events of the year must be numbered
the 1965 meeting of the Gramophone
Record Retailers Association. Once
again the affair was supported by a
mere 40 or 50 dealers out of a mem-
bership numbering almost 2000. Dis-
sension within the ranks of the Asso-
ciation at Committee level did little to
help the cause and resulted in the
resignation of six outgoing executive
members. The GRRA and record re-
tailers need each other and it is hoped
that the newly formed executive under
the leadership of Reg Reed (Presi-
dent) with Harry Tipple as Secretary
will, with the support of their mem-
bers, adopt a united-we-stand-divided-
we-fall policy at a time when the wind
of change is blowing through the in-
dustry.

RECORD COMPANIES

For EMI, as the company’s annual
report confirmed, 1964 was the best
year in the group’s history with sales
up by 12 per cent and the profits be-
fore tax of £9,104,000—an increase
of 80 per cent on the previous year.
The record division’s contribution to
the group was considerable and the
promotion of British artistes which
has built up over the years paid off
handsomely. Besides The Beatles
MBE (one of whose American re-
leases sold 3.5 million copies in under
three rnonths whilst another sold 1
million in one week—both staying at
No. 1 in the Top 100 for 12 weeks)
many other EMI artistes helped the
company’s sales including Cliff Rich-
ard, The Shadows, Cilia Black, Fred-
die and the Dreamers, Herman’s Her-
mits, The Dave Clark Five, Gerry
and the Pacemakers, Billy J. Kramer
etc. etc. During the year EMI have
renewed contracts with American la-
bels Laurie, Epic and Verve and ex-
tended their contract with United
Artists. A major event of the EMI
year was the launching of Tamla Mo-
town in the U.K. on its own label pre-
viously issued by EMI on Stateside.
The launching in March this year was
attended by top executives of the
Tamla Motown label and artistes in-
cluding The Supremes, Martha and
the Vandellas, The Miracles, The
Temptations and Earl Van Dyke. The
Tamla Motown package also made an
extensive 24-day tour of Britain. Or-
ganisational changes included the
marshalling of the company into four
separate divisions—A & R, Produc-

tion, Commercial & Financial and the
formation of West One Entertain-
ments Ltd. to handle their agency,
personal management and exploita-
tion activities. Chairman Sir Joseph
Lockwood told Cash Box that EMI’s
world record sales for the year ended
June 1965 would be up on the world
figure for 63 and 64. As far as the
United Kingdom is concerned the per-
centage for the first quarter of 1965,
although down on last year, is only
slightly so and only in the singles
field. L.P. sales have been greater
than ever. Sir Joseph added that EMI
classical sales in the U.S.A. were
greater than those of any other com-
pany and that during the past twelve
months EMI has outsold all other
companies in total retail sales. EMI
occupies a unique position in the
world market with its own subsidi-
aries established in every major
country of the world during the last
60 years except in Mexico where Cap-
itol Records and EMI are now jointly
opening up.
For Decca as for England and in-

deed the world the year 1964/65 will
be forever linked with the death of
Sir Winston Churchill. In November
1964 to coincide with the Stateman’s
90th birthday Decca bequeathed to
posterity a magnificent set of twelve
L.P.s “Churchill Speaks” comprising
speeches and readings from Sir Win-
ston’s works and memoirs. Two thirds
of the recordings which provide 11
hours listening had never been heard
before and the complete set repre-
sents more than 12 months research
and construction. After the death of
Sir Winston, Decca issued a two-disk
set of the funeral service with trib-
utes by General Eisenhower, Sir Rob-
ert Menzies and Harold Wilson. Dur-
ing the year Decca completed a deal
with Atlantic Records of America to
distribute their product in this coun-
try on its own label. In January they
acquired the American Ava catalogue
for release on the London label. The
Fred Astaire catalogue was previ-
ously released here by EMI on the
MGM label. In April Decca launched
their third Ace series—a new low-
priced label Ace of Diamonds com-
panion to Ace of Clubs and Ace of
Hearts, comprising recordings pre-
viously issued on higher priced Dec-
ca labels. Earlier this year rumours
that Decca was once again the sub-
ject of a take overbid sent the
shares soaring but came to nothing.
Artiste wise Decca had a remarkably
successful year with The Rolling
Stones at the top of the roster as
controversial and successful as ever.
Their singles, L.Ps and E.Ps continue
to sell in vast quantities. Other chart
stalwarts on Decca have included The
Bachelors, The Nashville Teens and
Unit Four Plus Two. Two new solo
artistes emerged on the label Mari-
anne Faithfull with three-in-a-row
and Tom Jones.

1964 was Philips Records best year
to date with an overall increase of 17
per cent. They renewed contracts
with Vanguard for a further five
years and also with Caedmon. Phil-
ips, like many other companies, has
taken a fall in single sales but Gen-
eral Manager, Leslie Gould, reports a
considerable increase in the com-
pany’s tape recorder sales which he
attributes to wide spread taping of
the non-stop air play on pirate sta-
tions, London and Caroline. In De-
cember Philips concluded a world
wide agreement with Vee Jay Records
of America to release their powerful
catalogue of authentic r & b, and
gospel material on the Fontana label.
They have also had their biggest
American success to date with Wayne
Fontana’s No. 1 hit “The Game of
Love.” Dusty Springfield has gone
from strength to strength as a solo
artiste and has realised the brilliant
future we predicted for her this time
last year. After her smash hits “I
Just Don’t Know What To Do With
Myself” and the follow up “Losing
You” Dusty had a sticky patch and
was out of the hit parade for a while

but has now made a come back with
“In The Middle of Nowhere.” Her
biggest American success came with
“Wishin’ and Hopin’ ” which took her
to No. 4 and earned her a Cash Box
Silver Award. Other artistes who
have contributed to the Philips/Fon-
tana run of hits include Millie, Julie
Rogers, The Pretty Things and The
Four Pennies. The biggest L.P. sell-

ers have been by Les Swingle Singers,
Frankie Vaughan and Harry Se-
combe. The original cast album
“Pickwick” starry Secombe sold 10,-

000 more than any other British
musical whilst the single “If I Ruled
The World” notched up 250,000 and
is now expected to repeat its success
in America when the show opens on
Broadway. Fontana have enjoyed
considerable success with its Blue se-
ries and has stepped up releases to
become the biggest jazz label in the
country. In March Philips introduced
a new low-priced “Wing” series of
L.Ps ranging from pops to classics.
The same month they announced that
in future their products would be dis-
tributed exclusively through their
own depots.
Pye Records climaxed five years of

marked progress by announcing that
for the year ending June 1965 record
sales both single and L.Ps were going
up at a time when industry sales gen-
erally were in decline. Consolidation
of the company’s five year build up
policy or organisation and catalogue
plus the nurturing of talents such as
Tony Hatch and John Schroeder has
resulted in items like “Downtown”
and The Sounds Orchestral. During
the past year Pye artistes have en-
joyed greater chart success both here
and in America than ever before.
They had no less than six No. Is in
Britain, the most spectacular being
“Downtown” which took the writer,
Pye A & R Manager Tony Hatch and
recording star Petula Clark to the
top of the world charts. In January
Pye occupied the No. 1 and 2 slots in
the Cash Box American Top 100 with
“Downtown” and “Love Potion No.
9” by The Searchers. Their growing
prestige in the international record
market has brought a renewal of the
Reprise contract and the acquisition
of Dot Records, Command, Redbird,
Durium and Vogue and more recently
Warner Brothers, previously handled
by Decca plus many other important
American catalogues. A major step in
Pye’s administration takes place this
August when Jim Bailey, late of Dot
Records, joins the company’s Inter-
national Department. Their confidence
in the talents and growing impor-
tance of the independent record pro-
ducer has given Pye such artistes as
The Kinks, The Honeycombs, Sandie
Shaw and Donovan. During the year
their factory has been enlarged and
distribution expanded in line with the
company’s increasing output. The
studios are in great demand produc-
ing records not only for Pye and its

associates but its competitors as well.
At one time no less than 9 out of the
Top 30 were produced in the Pye
studio. In August this year Pye un-
dertakes their biggest ever catalogue
promotion with the introduction of
Warner Brothers and the re-intro-
duction of Reprise. Executives and
artistes from both companies will

visit the U.K. for this prelude to the
winter season to be followed in Sep-
tember and October by similar cam-
paigns for all catalogues controlled

by Pye Records.
After 20 years as Britain’s leading

independent label Oriole this year be-
came CBS with Morris Levy, founder
and boss of Oriole as its Managing
Director. The changeover began in

the fall of 1964 when the CBS cata-
logue had to be transferred from the
previous licencees Philips Records.
The official CBS launching party held
at the Dorchester was a major high-
light of the current record year. At
the time of writing Levy reports that
in spite of the enormous problems in-

volved in the transference of such a
vast catalogue the inevitable teething

troubles have almost been eliminated.
CBS immediately established itself in
the singles E.P. and L.P. charts nota-
bly via Bob Dylan and more recently
with The Byrds. Big dividends have
been paid by the success of artistes
such as Tony Bennett, The New
Christy Minstrels, The Clancy Broth-
ers, Robert Goulet and many others
whose personal appearances have
greatly enhanced their record sales.
They plan to maintain a constant
flow of visiting artistes and expected
in the near future are Johnny Cash
and Andy Williams whose own TV
shows are currently being screened
by the BBC. British talent already
registering for CBS includes writer/
artiste John Barry and Chad and
Jeremy. New names are being signed
to strengthen the home roster and
indie producers are also getting en-
couragement. Distribution has been
strengthened and despite the changes
being contemplated by the industry
CBS are confident that their nation-
wide coverage will not only be main-
tained but improved. Their export ac-
tivities are being further developed
for the benefit of their overseas af-
filiates. Looking to the future Mor-
ris Levy indicated that great empha-
sis will be placed on the CBS bread
and butter catalogue of L.Ps and is
confident that with a fair share of
jam in the singles field the company
looks to the future with optimistic
confidence.

In the realm of spoken word re-
cordings it is gratifying to report
that for Argo Records it has been
another year of satisfaction both ar-
tistically and financially. Hopes that
sales for 1963/64 would be maintained
in 1964/65 have been fulfilled and ex-
ceeded. Released of the burden of
compiling the Shakespeare Cannon
(137 L.Ps) in time for the Quarter-
centenary Argo have been able to di-
versify their activities and devote
greater production facilities to music
recordings. These include four al-
bums ranging from music by Bach
and Mozart to a pop organ album
“Crown Imperial” by Simon Preston,
sub organist of Westminster Abbey
and the most outstanding organist to
arrive on the music scene of 1964/65.
He will tour America in the fall. The
year has also seen the emergence of
St. John’s College Choir of Cam-
bridge as serious challengers to the
established Kings College Choir
whose L.P.s have been Argo best sell-
ers for over a decade. Of the 70 al-
bums scheduled in Argo’s “English
Poets” series 20 have been completed
and released with production continu-
ing at the rate of 6 albums a year.
Top names of the British theatre who
have contributed to the series include
Peggy Ashcroft, Richard Johnson,
Max Adrian, Alan Bates, Michael Hor-
dern and Patrick Wymark. Another
poetry series of 6 L.Ps has just been
completed entitled “The Poet Speaks”
containing the voices of some 30 con-
temporary English poets and is sched-
uled for transatlantic release in the
Autumn in association with The
British Arts Council and The Lament
Poetry Library of Harvard University.

Smaller in scope but admirable in
content is the output of Jupiter Rec-
ords, consistent and acknowledged
specialists in the release of spoken
word and childrens recordings. Their
latest venture is the release of a new
E.P. series “Poets Set To Jazz” fea-
turing a host of leading singers and
jazzmen.
During the year Leomark have

completed their new English Bible re-
cordings of the New Testament. The
fruits of four years continuous re-
cording, under the direction of Fred-
erick Bradshaw, the Leomark spoken
bible series comprises 31 12" L.Ps.
The albums feature many top British
actors including Margaret Rawlings,
Dame Flora Robson, Barbara Jefford,
Dame Sybil Thorndyke, Paul Rogers
etc. etc. Leomark are released in the
States by Word Records of Texas,
in Canada by J. Lyons & Co. as well

as by companies in several major
European territories, the latest addi-

tion being Finland.
For Delyse Records who celebrated

their tenth anniversary in October it

has been another year of progress. A
major event was the achievernent of

complete nationwide distribution for

their product by adding EMI’s facili-

ties to their existing arrangements
with Selecta. This blanket coverage
has already doubled the company’s
turnover. Delyse, with a predomi-
nantly Welsh catalogue have extended
their sights across the Irish sea and
are now building up a comparable re-

portoire of showband, folk and choral

material. Their most recent release is

a 12" L.P. “In Dublin’s Fair City” by
The Guiness Choir. A single by The
Little Dublin Singers waxed at the

same time is now on release. Back to

Wales—in April this year Delyse re-

leased a sequel to their 50,000 best

selling album “A Nation Sings” Vol. 1.

Like its predecessor. Volume 2 was re-

corded live in the Royal Albert Hall
by a 6,000 strong choir. Within two
weeks of release sales exceeded 20,000
copies. During the past twelve months
the company has, for the first time,
acquired material recorded abroad by
other companies for release here on
the Delyse and Envoy labels. They
plan to extend this activity consider-
ably in the coming year.

Transatlantic Records Ltd. report a
year of remarkable progress during
which they have moved to spacious
new offices in the West End of Lon-
don. Last August they took over pro-
duction and distribution of the Danish
based Storyville label and since then
riding the booming interest in blues
they have released 41 L.Ps and 17
E.Ps on the folk/blues/jazz label. In
October Translantic launched their
Xtra line, the first budget line (re-

tailing at 21/— ) specialising in folk
and jazz. Xtra has featured over the
past nine months artistes such as
Pete Seeger, Woody Guthrie, Carlos
Montoya, Charlie Parker, Budd Pow-
ell, Big Bill Broomszy, Brownie Mc-
Ghee and Sonny Terry and Art Ta-
tum. Local British folk artistes are
also being introduced to the label al-

though for local folk talent the show-
case is primarily the Transatlantic
label itself. Here two of Britain’s top
folk groups. The Ian Campbell Folk
Group and The Dubliners have en-
joyed further successful L.Ps and two
exciting new talents Bert Jansch and
Owen Hand have been launched. The
Campbell group also reached the
charts for several weeks with their
version of Dylan’s “The Times They
Are Achanging.” This was the first

time a British independent company,
without any distribution aid at all

from the majors, had pierced the
British Top 50. In November Trans-
atlantic obtained the distribution
rights of the Soviet MK label and
added artistes such as Richter, Ros-
tropovitch, David Oistrakh, Ashken-
azy and The Bolchoi Opera Company
to their roster. Agreements were con-
cluded during the year with CNR Hol-
land, Discobel Belgium and Deutsche
Vogue for distribution of Transatlan-
tic lines in Germany, Austria and
Switzerland and Transatlantic ar-
tistes such as The Campbells, The
Dubliners and Bert Jansch were li-

censed to companies in the U.S.A.,
Canada, Holland, Australia, New Zea-
land, Denmark and Sweden. Trans-
atlantic also formed Heathside Music
Ltd., a publishing subsidiary which
has had a promising first year. Man-
aging Director Nathan .Joseph re-
ports an increase in their turnover in
1964/1965 of 350 per cent.
For Jeff Kruger’s British independ-

ent Ember Records the year has
seen continued expansion and increas-
ing interest both in Europe and the
U.S.A. At home just four years after
its inception the company moved into
new premises in Wembley, Middlesex.
Artiste wise Chad Stuart and Jeremy
Clyde, besides earning dollars for the
label in the United States, began to
break through in their native Britain.

Ember on both sides of the Atlantic.

Early this year Kruger signed a five-

year agreement with Mike Stewart
and Murray Deutsch of United Art-
ists Corporation under which the Em-
ber product gets major exposure in

the U.S., Canada, Mexico and South
America on the U.A. label. In Fin-
land Kruger signed an agreement
with Sandia Music for the release of

Ember in that territory. In Februai’y
Ember, previously distributed by
Selecta and other independents in-

creased their national distribution fa-

cilities with the addition of EMI de-
pots. They expect 1965/66 to be a
vintage year.

Polydor (DGG) subsidiary of the
parent company in Hamburg, Ger-
many, having entered the production
field are steadily building a roster of
British artistes and material. Several
organisational changes have taken
place and the company is stepping up
its output particularly in the pop
field. Future plans include a release
programme of some 70 pop singles
within the next 12 months. Interna-
tionally produced disks suitable for
this market will also be issued. Re-
cently Polydor International released
a 12" L.P. “The Best of Bert Kaemp-
fert” which included the German
artiste’s million seller “Wonderland
by Night.”

For Melodise Records after the
bluebeat boom of 1963/64 it has been
a year primarily devoted to the es-
tablishment of their folk line, par-
ticularly L.Ps. In this category the
label’s best seller has been the Woody
Guthrie Sings L.P. They also had a
great success with two African al-

bums featuring West African music
by The West African Rhythm Bro-
thers. In the r & b field they had a
major success with the Neutrons
“The Very Best Things In Life Are
Free.” Melodise future plans include
their first venture into the low-priced
field with the autumn release of a
series of L.Ps comprising classical,

folk, jazz and r & b material retail-

ing at 20/—

.

Carlo Kramer whose Esquire and
Starlite labels remain dormant
formed a new company Talent Rec-
ords Ltd. He also concluded an agree-
ment with Bob Koester of America to
release material from his catalogue
of authentic traditional and modern
jazz in this country on his own Del-
mark Records label.

R & B Discs, already successful
with the Ska-Beat, King, R & B and
Prima labels, acquired two more
American catalogues, Downey of
California and Buhl International for
release here whether on the pop King
label or on the R & B label. The year
has also marked a strengthening of
the company’s distribution system
previously distributed by Selecta they
are now available through EMI de-
pots as well.

Collector Records, specialists in

folk, blues and fiamenco with an an-
nual release programme of 20/30
E.Ps and L.Ps this year introduced a
new label “Range.” Essentially con-
cerned with country and western,
blue grass and rhythm and blues.
Range is a low priced label at pres-
ent confined to E.Ps. But plans are
being made to extend the Range out-
put into the L.P. field.

Island Records further enhanced
their reputation as a leading com-
pany in the field of Jamaican music
with a mass of authentic ska rhythm
releases imported from Jamaica. Al-
though Island Records lost the Sue
label in November they strengthened
their position by licensing several
other American companies including
Ace Records with a roster of artistes
including Otis Redding, Joe Tex,
James Brown, Hughey (Piano)
Smith, Elmore James and Larry Wil-
liams. The latter also cut a single
and L.P. in this country. Island have
also brought over a number of r & b
artistes including Charles and Inez
Foxx, The Soul Sisters and Donnie
Elbert, for p.a’s and TV. In January

the company formed a new label
Aladdin exclusively for pop releases
which is building steadily with pro-
ductions by Charles Blackwell and
Guy Stevens. The Surprise label also
proved highly successful particularly
with “Rugby Songs” which sold over
160,000 copies and entered the L.P.
charts.
From Island to Ireland where

Emerald Records Ltd. report by far
their most successful year to date. A
major achievement was the discovery
of the Belfast group Them now
signed to Philip Solomon Organisa-
tion and released by Decca. Emerald
also had a number of their albums
and singles released by various com-
panies around the world including
London Records of America, Compo
of Canada, W & G of Australia and
Gallo of Africa. In June they released
the 2nd L.P. by The Glenfolk Four
and expect in the coming months to
achieve considerable success with the
recordings by the Irish showbands
which they will sub lease overseas.
Pickwick International marked their
second year’s activities in the low-
priced field by moving to larger prem-
ises. Boss Monty Lewis reports a con-
siderable advance in business particu-
larly in the first quarter of 1965. Dur-
ing the year Pickwick concluded a
major deal with W. H. Smith & Sons
(Britain’s largest chain of bookshops)
as a result of which the Pickwick
product released here on Allegro is

handled by some 450 Smiths branches
including many sited on railway sta-

tions.

PUBLISHING

Over to publishing where, once
again, the accent has been predomi-
nantly British richly coloured by over-
tones of Liverpool and Bow Bells.

The world wide demand for British
artistes and material manifested in

1663 and 1964 has continued una-
bated. In America the pro-British cult
initially sparked off by the pop group
invasion has spread to other fields

and many of Britain’s trendsetters
from coiffeurs to coutouriers have
crossed the Atlantic with considerable
success. Just how successful British
artistes and songs have been in Amer-
ica during the last year may be
judged by the fact that exactly twice
as many artists entered the Cash Box
Top 100 as in previous years. Out of
a total of 123 titles 78 were British
compositions, again just double the
number for the preceding year. Local
compositions also accounted for 50
per cent of the Best Selling Sheet
Music sales in Britain during the
yeai'. All this had added more power
to the British publishers elbow en-
abling him to call a more profitable
tune. However, every sliver lining has
a cloud and the other side of Tin Pan
Alley is not so sunny. Sheet music
sales which have been in decline for
several years have now dropped so
low to be (except on rare occasions)
almost non-existent. A major hit

might sell 10,000 plus but for an aver-
aee chart entry 4-5,000 would be
good. A far cry from the days when
a major hit would sell over 100,000
copies of sheet music. However, in

recent years what the publisher with
a hit has lost in low sheet sales he
has gained in royalties from in-

creased record sales. But as reported
at the beginning of this review
these, too, are now falling. Whereas
a year ago a No. 1 might easily earn
a Gold Disk (1,000,000) today the

same No. 1 would have to be content
with a Silver (250,000). Nevertheless
there has been plenty of progressive
thinking and quite a lot of action in

and around the alley particularly in

the field of independent recordings.

More and more companies are making
their own masters and, as in Amer-
ica, the charts are peppered with in-

die produced hits issued by major
manufacturers who, like Canute, find

themselves unable to stem the ad-
vancing tide. Thanks to the efforts

of the Music Publishers’ Association
the first British Song Festival was
born at Brighton in May this year

—

a welcome but unruly infant that
needs a lot of wetnursing if it is to

Months
grow into an annual event to riva!
San Remo. However, if the M.P.A
can profit by this year’s mistakes
and Brighton hoteliers improve theii
menus and amenities maybe the many
overseas publishers and music men
who supported the event can be per-
suaded to come again next year.
Meantime let’s take a look at the pub-
lishing scene in Britain over the past
twelve months.
For Southern Music one of the first

and most consistent publishing houses
to plug British talent and material it

has been another year of patriotic en-
deavour. The company’s remarkably
high percentage of chart entries have
included disks by some of the biggest
names in the business

—
"The Nash-

ville Teens with “Tobacco Road”;
Dave Berry “The Crying Game”;
The Pretty Things “Don’t Bring Me
Down” and Peter and Gordon “True
Love Ways.” Bob Kingston, South-
ern’s active London Manager is also
delighted with the emergence of Iver
Recording Co., the pubbery’s inde-
pendent production set-up with on-
the-spot studios right in the heart of
Tin Pan Alley. During the year Iver
has produced some resounding hits
notably “Colours” by British folkster
Donovan and three home grown prod-
ucts from contract writers John Car-
ter, Ken Lewis and Perry Ford who,
as The Ivv League, v/ent into the
charts with “Funny How Love Can
Be”; “That’s Why I’m Crying” and
more recently with their British Song
Festival entry “Tossin’ and Turnin’”.
Many of Southern’s hits have also
been recreated in America and
throughout to world, to whit Brenda
Lee’s “Is It True” a British compo-
sition recorded in this country and
destined to become an international
hit.

Around the corner in Charing
Cross Road Francis Day & Hunter
have also had an active year with the
formation of two new subsidiary com-
panies, Donna Music set up in associ-
ation with hit writer and arranger
Les Reed (who supplied Tom Jones
with his transatlantic smash “It’s Not
Usual.” Donna Music will handle all

future compositions and they are cur-
rently lining up recordings by big
name artistes. The second new com-
pany, Ventura Music, is headed by
composer Ivor Slaney who last year
won the Ivor Novello Award for
“Carlo’s Theme” and more recently
penned the score for “A King’s
Story.” Record wise F. D. & H. en-
joyed their biggest hits with “Silhou-
ettes” by Herman’s Hermits high in

the charts on both sides of the Atlan-
tic which was followed by “Henry
The VIII” the British oldie orginally
made famous at the turn of the cen-
tury by comedian Harry Champion.
The disk has not yet been issued here.
F. D. & H. also had a couple of bulls-

eyes with “Tokyo Melody” by Helmut
Zacharias” and “Marie” by The
Bachelors. Bert Corri, a Director of

the company is at present pre-occu-
pied with the production of the debut
disk by Roger (The Saint) Moore.
Over to Robbins Music where Alan
Holmes has enjoyed success with
some major film score by British com-
poser Ron Goodwin including “Oper-
ation Crossbow”; “Of Human Bond-
age” and the highly successful MGM
movie “Those Magnificent Men In

Their Flying Machines.” Another
s-^reen score handled by Robbins v-as

the box office hit “Zorba The Greek.”
Pop wise they took se-’cnd place at the
Eurovision Sony Contest in Naples
with Kathy Kirby’s “I Belong” and
have recently clicked in America via

Jay and the American’s revival of the
oldie “Cara Mia.” At Feldman Ben
Nisbet ecstatic "'ith the success in

America of Freddie and D''eamers
v bo topped the Cash Box Top 100
with “I’m Telling You Now” an orig-

mal Feldman copyright penned by
Freddie in collaboration with Mitch
Murray. Freddie a’so climbe'^ high in

America vuth “You Were Made d^or

Me.” Georgie Fame topped the British

charts for the company with “Yeh
Yeh” and made the Ameri-'an Top 100
with the same number. More recently

the pubbery has had another transat-

lantic smash via The Yardbirds “For
Your Love.”
The Chappells publishing group of

companies has had another highly
successful year particularly with their

extensive film and show music cata-

iogue. Screen wise their hits have been
“Mary Poppins”; “My Fair Lady” and
“The Sound of Music.” Theatrical
scores have included “Little Me”;
“Camelot” and “Robert and Eliza-

beth”—which collected an Ivor No-
vello Award for “The Year’s Out-
standing Score of Stage Musical.”
Chappells and its subsidiaries have
also been continuously represented in

the pop charts with titles such as

“I’ll Never Find Another You” and
“A World Of Our Own” both by The
Seekers; “Crying In The Chapel” by
Elvis Presley; and “You’re Breaking
My Heart” by Keeley Smith. Via the
Acuff Rose catalogue Chappells had
a further run of luck with numbers
like “You’ve Lost That Lovin’ Feel-

in’ ”; “The Price Of Love”; “This Lit-

tle Bird” and Roy Orbison titles “It’s

Over” “Pretty Woman” and “Pretty
Paper.” During the year Jimmy Hen-
ney, Professional Manager of Chap-
pells for 20 years left the firm to join

the Public Relations company of John
Heyman. Louis Dreyfus paid his usu-
al annual visit to London.
Dick James has added another chap-

ter to one of the most fantastic pub-
lishing success stories of all time.
The year has seen consolidation at

home and expansion overseas with
the establishment of his own compa-
nies in the United States of Ameri-
ca, Australia and France and the con-
clusion of short term exclusive cata-
logue deals throughout the world. It

was the year that Northern Songs
went public causing as much contro-
versy as speculation but subsequent-
ly bringing credit to the Dick James
Board of Directors. Northern also
concluded through its American sub-
sidiary Maclen Music Inc. an agree-
ment with King Features TV Cartoon

Co. for the use of a minimum of 60
songs from the series of 26 pro-
grammes being produced. Metric Mu-
sic had two outstanding hits “When
You Walk In The Room” by The
Searchers and “Come And Stay With
Me” by Marianne Faithfull; both
Jackie de Shannon compositions. The
outstanding Lennon-McCartney com-
positions of the year were “A Hard
Day’s Night”; “I Feel Fine” and “A
Ticket To Ride.” As we go to press
their latest film “Help” is about to

open accompanied by single and L.P.

releases. Pacer Music had a major
hit with the score of “Ferry Cross
The Mersey” the title song by Gerry
and the Pacemakers hitting charts all

over the world. “It’s Gonna Be All
Right” also gave Pacer a transatlan-
tic smash. Jaep had a powerful year
with many numbers waxed by Billy

J. Kramer. The Fourmost, Cilia Black
and Cliff Bennett. During the year
Dick James set up a joint company
with Vic Lewis and Don Black, Lords
Music, with Vic and Don writing ex-
clusively for the company. The first

number “My Child” was recorded by
Connie Francis. Another new com-
pany, Gralto was also formed in as-
sociation with Graham, Alan and
Tony of The Hollies.

Cyril Simons of Leeds Music re-

ports a triumphant year and a re-

newal of his contract with Welbeck
Music for a further four years. Both
companies have enjoyed consistent
chart ratings over the past twelve
months. Universal Pictures took over
Leeds giving the pubbery all use of
U.P.s catalogue of film and 'TV copy-
rights. Leeds number amongst their
hits all the Bob Dylan numbers in-

cluding “The Times They Are A-
changing” and “Subterranean Home-
sick Blues” as well as Cliff Richard’s
“I’m The Lonely One”; Tom Jones’
“It’s Not Unusual” (Leeds have also
taken over Tom Jones’ Valley Music
Co.) Kags Music, a subsidiary of
Leeds struck hard with The Rolling
Stones “It’s All Over Now.” The big-
gest hit of the year for Welbeck Mu-

sic was certainly “Downtown” which
took Petula Clark to the top of the
world charts with total record sales
around the three million mark. Wel-
beck had the follow-ups “I Know A
Place” and “You’d Better Come
Home.” They also had the No: 1
smash by Jackie Trent “Where Are
You Now.” Elstree Music published
the score of the new Frank Ifield film
“Once A Jolly Swagman.”
For Ardmore & Beechwood, EMI’s

publishing house, the sudden death in
April of their General Manager and
European Supervisor, Sid Coleman,
was a tragic loss to the company and
overshadowed their year’s activities.

The veteran music man’s death was
deeply felt throughout the industry.
He has been exceeded by Harry Lew-
is who, until recently, presided over
his own Marlyn Music Co. At home
Ardmore & Beechwood have enjoyed
moderate success with number such
as “Rag Doll” by The Four Seasons
and “Walk Away” by Matt Monro.
Their latest hit has been with the
Marianne Faithfull single “Summer
Nights.” During the year they opened
a new company in Greece, Arion.
Roy Berry of Campbell Connelly

Group reports a tremendous year all

round. Major chart entries have been
by The Honeycombs with “Have I The
Right”; The Bachelors “I Believe”;
The Animals “I’m Crying” and all the
Dave Clark numbers including his
latest single, the title number from his
film “Catch Us If You Can.”

Germany-
The last year in Germany has seen

several important changes which
could revolutionize the business here.
LP sales, especially stereo, have
zoomed up to take an even more im-
portant slice of the dollar sales mar-
ket here and the singles business
evened out somewhat with a small
drop of 3.7% as compared to over
20% loss last year. The last year has
seen a virtual domination of the mar-
ket by independent producers in the
singles field with several indie pro-
ducers starting their own label for
the first time here. Low priced LP’s
have done terrific business and will
continue to be an important factor in
the market. The English beat groups
continued to rack up terrific sales
here led by The Beatles, The Kinks
and The Rolling Stones. German mu-
sic had a terrific year export-wise as
Bert Kaempfert continued his win-
ning ways with several smash hits;
Helmut Zacharias landed a top hit in
the English hit parade; Udo Jurgens
became a sales sensation all over
Europe and his tune “Walk Away”
also did chart business through Matt
Monro in the U.S.; and Horst Jan-
kowski turned out a smash LP and
single “A Walk Through The Black
Forest” which made the top 10 in
the Cash Box Top 100.

Only 22 LP’s made the top 10
charts as old favorites such as “My
Fair Lady” and “West Side Story”
continued to dominate sales wise. 12
of the 22 chart LP’s were German
productions. Only one LP named and
produced after a singles hit made the
top 10 and that was an English beat
production done in Germany by Casey
Jones & The Governors. All of the
other LP’s were standard productions
with the exception of 3 LP’s of cur-
rent hits with various artists and 1
LP of carnival songs. A strange wed-
ding took place through popular
magazines as Teldec and Electrola
banded together for some LP pro-
ductions through Hoer Zu and Philips
and Polydor then did the same with
Stern. CBS also leased some masters
to Polydor for an LP production.
Singles-wise, 22 publishers divided
the 90 hits which made the top ten
listings. Of this number, exactly %, or
60 numbers were of German origin.

9 English records, 3 of which had
equally important German covers, 1

Spanish speaking record, 1 French
speaking record and 2 instrumentals
got into the top 10 and all the rest
of the records were German language
vocal singles. Here’s a month to
month review of the happenings in
Germany as reported by Cash Box.

Executive changes at Philips saw
public relations head Wolfgang Kretz-
schmar move to the head of the pro-
duction/program department for the
firm in a great promotion for the
fine young executive. The well known
journalist in the trade Hannes Fles-
ner took over the public relations de-
partment handling press, artist pro-
motion, and radio-TV promotion.
Trade paper “Automaten Markt” took
a poke at the record industry for lack
of consumer advertising and the drop
in record popularity as a Xmas gift
and in sales.

Trade Paper “Musikmarkt” listed

the top artists of the year and first

place honors went to Bernd Spier-
CBS as top male artist, Siw Malm-
kvist-Metronome as top female artist.

The Beatles for vocal groups and
Jacques Loussier of Teldec as in-

strumental favorite. The top LP of
“64” was “My Fair Lady” in the
original German cast on Philips, and
the top single according to the maga-
zine was “Liebeskummer Lohnt Sich
Nicht” (“It Doesn’t Pay To Be Love-
sick”), the winner of the German
song festival for “64” and recorded by
Siw Malmkvist on Metronome. The
artists for the German Song Festival
“65” from the record firms were an-
nounced.

JANUARY
The new year started with the

firms all reporting on their success
in “64”. Ariola reported their best
year in the history of the firm sales-

wise. CBS wrapped up their second
year of business with a 280% sales

Germany and sales of over 14 million
and the other was “Cadillac” by The
Renegades, an English group living
in Finland. Ann Busse left the Busse
Music complex to take over the new
Telstar publishing group owned by
Echolette. Record firms began heavy
production of regional records for
vacation business. CBS issued a group
of standard stereo singles. Trouble
began popping up regarding the Ger-
man Song Festival and the choosing
of material for the festival by the
jury. Electrola won an important
court case from indie distributors
since the firm set up their own dis-

tribution net and took the label away
from the indies.

JUNE
The German Song Festival ended

in a win for “Mit 17 Hat Man Noch
Traeume” sung for RCA by Peggy
March. Second place went to Poly-
dor's Wencke Myhre and third place
to Siw Malmkvist of Metronome. All
three records and several other fes-
tival tunes immediately picked up
saleswise. Other top items included
the new German Cliff Richard single
of “I Could Easily Fall In Love With
You” and “11 Silenzio” by Nini Rosso.
Freddy Quinn, Germany’s top record
artist did his first English single for
Kapp. Peter Walter of the Big Apple
Night club brought in The Animals
for their first concert here. The
Pretty Things also made their first

appearance at the club. Teldec
picked up the Reprise label from
Ariola for Germany. Teldec issued a
new “Beat for Beaters” serious of
hard rock sounds.

GEMA won a court battle and now
receives 5% of the sales price of tape
recorders for the authors. Copyright
laws were amended in Germany to
give composers a 70 instead of a 50
year protection. Vogue started a new
low priced series of beat LP’s.

Heinz Gietz gave up his position
as head of production at Electrola to
take on a non-exclusive agreement
with the firm as chief producer.
Heinz’s partner, Gunter Ilgner leaves
Electrola as administrative director
to work exclusively for the partner-
ship productions with all labels. Elec-
trola is for the first time open to
independent production through this
move.
That is the year that was. Trends

toward long play records continued to
grow. The singles drop slowed down
to a trickle which shows a steady
balancing of sales. The indie producer
is “in” with almost all of the major
A&R men now working on a non-
exclusive basis for several labels.

The Eurovision song contest is over

and France Gall, who represented
Tele Luxembourg has won. She has
recorded the winner tune “Poupee
de Cire Poupee de Son” in English,
Italian and German. It brought her
an enormous success. Guy Mardel, 21
years old, author and composer, took
third place at Naples for France,
behind England’s Kathy Kirby who
was second. Mardel composed his own
tune “N’Avone Jamais” for the con-
test. This song is making a very
inportant international start. In
France we can already find several
recordings of Eurovision songs. The
French one of course by Guy Mardel,
Luxembourg’s entry by France Gall,
the song of Monaco by Marjorie Noel,
the United Kingdom’s tune by Kathy
Kirby, Spain’s entry by Conchita
Bautista, the song from Austria by
Udo Jurgens and the Italian con-
tender by Bobby Solo.

Charles
Aznavour has left the Olympia stage
and the new lead is Petula Clark. One
day on that same stage we also had
the pleasure to see Roy Orbison. Still
for Charles Aznavour is that his
record “Le Monde Est Sous Nos Pas”
from the film “Week End A Zuyd-
coote” will be sub-published in several
countries including Japan. Through
Pathe label, Dick Rivers released a
new 45 RPM with a French adapta-
tion of “Go Now,” the Moody Blues’
hit.

For the rest of the
month “Poupee de Cire Poupee de
Son” by France Gall has kept its

place as No. 1.

MAY
After an English tour, the Tamla-

Motown show stopped for a night at
the Olympia Music Hall in Paris. On
the stage we had the pleasure to see
The Supremes, Martha and the Van-
dellas, Earl Van Dyke Sextet and
Stevie Wonder. New information is

that Dean Martin’s last hit “Send Me
The Pillow You Dream On” has just
been recorded by Les Surfs. “Non
Son Degno Di Te,” which has been
No. 1 in Italy, has been recorded in
France by Dalida entitled “Tu N’as
Pas Merite.” The Rolling Stones came
to Paris for three days to sing at the
Olympia Hall. But in France the
biggest event in show business this
month was Johnny Hollyday’s and
Sylvie Vartan’s marriage. Concerning
Johnny Hollyday, he has recorded a
song with French title “Mes Yeux
Sont Fous,” and he has released a
new EP with “Quand Reviens La
Nuit,” a French treatment of “Mr.
Lonely.” For Sylvie Vartan she has
recorded three songs on her new EP
“C’est A Deux Pas,” “Pour Ne Pas
Pleurer” and “Cette Lettre La.” Pe-

tula Clark has just finished a two-
week performance at the Olympia
Hall in Paris. It was a really great
success. New Olympia lead is Enrico
Macias, and in the same program we
see the Italian lark Gigliola Cinquetti
and Les Surfs. The popular artist Boh
Dylan has released his first LP in
France. Adaptations of his songs
have been recorded by Hugues Auffray
and Richard Anthony. A great suc-
cess was obtained by The Kinks at
their one night stand at Palais de
la Mutualite. The Everly Brothers
have also been in Paris to feature in
several TV programs. There is an ex-
cellent LP from Lucky Blondo where
we notice French adaptations of “Una
Lacrima Sul Viso,” “Red Roses For
A Blue Lady” and “Lonely Boy.”
Nancy Holloway has released an EP
in English with the song from the
film “The Gentleman from Cocody.”
A new record from Sacha Distel,

which contains “Petit Oiseau Bleu”
is already making a good start. Alain
Barriere is writing a movie score for

“Pas de Panique” in which he is

starring. And Frank Alamo has been
released “Ma Vie a T’attendre” and
“Des Filles et Des Garcons.”

Most Australians in the record and
blishing industries figure that any

Some ten years ago, the record com-
nies who were then interested in
al talent, got away to quite a shaky
irt with what were then considered
the best records ever produced in

istralia.

From these humble beginnings, the
al scene slowly but surely devel-

jd in the face of mounting odds, to

! stage where a sprinkling of Aus-
ilian produced singles began to

;ch a slice of air play. They then
irted to snare some sales, and

—

yfpresto! the local disc had arrived,
rhese were the early days of the
iustry in Australia, the early days
artists such as Col. Joye, Johnny
ECeefe, Johnny Chester, The Thun-
'birds, etc.

Fhe record business owes a great
il to artists like these and their

"ly records, which pioneered the

y for the present high standard of
ality and acceptance of the Aus-
dian record today,
lust how important these early ree-

ls were, may never be known. They
.rted a trend that has opened a new
rid of great dimensions for Aus-
ilian talent, composers, and records
1 world that is conquering new
ds almost every other day, as Aus-
ilians generally continue to make
iir presence felt on the interna-
nal pop music scene.

There was always great joy when,
in these formative years, a locally

produced record hit the big time in

popularity—^joy that was usually
shared by the entire industry, regard-
less of which label carried the lucky
record, which in those days was
usually one of the Festival group to

break through on a national scale.

Main competition to the local prod-
uct in the late 1950’s came from
American masters, which had some-
thing of a stranglehold on the singles

market of Australia.
After a few years of fiuctuating

fortunes during which the number of

“dogs” far outstripped the number of

successful records, (just as they do
today) the local industry took stock
to find that it was on the credit side

of the deal—^but not by much! It

seemed that all the time, money, and
effort, and general anxiety over the
local “baby” was hardly warranted by
the results.

This period of some uncertainty
took us into the early 1960’s when
there was no definite trend one way
or the other.
THEN, almost as if a pre-deter-

mined signal had been set off, the
entire local industry rose again with
new life, excitement, action and vigor.
To the old heads in the business, it

was as though an enormous meeting
had been called of the entire trade to

consider the future of the local out-
put, and a vote of confidence resulted.

We believe that this period in the
early 60’s will go down as one of the
most crucial of all in relation to the
Australian product. We know for
sure that a couple of the biggest sup-
porters of the Australian field were
on the brink of throwing-in-the-towel
and concentrating solely on overseas
catalogues. Fortunately these com-
panies gave the problem second
thoughts, and decided to stick with
the “recorded-in-Australia” policy.

They embarked on a programme of
expansion and betterment with such
enthusiasm that their outlook began
to rub off on others in the trade. We
found recording companies building,
remodeling, re-equipping, re-planning
and re-shaping their whole operations
to give far more accent to Australian
music and artists. Music publishers
were suddenly more readily interested
in Australian compositions because
they found there were more and
better opportunities to have local

repertoire recorded by some important
name artists.

With better records came better
songs (should it be vice-versa?) which
culminated in an improved product on
disc, which, of course, led to greater
and wider acceptance by disc jockeys
and radio stations across the nation.

Television began to take a renewed
interest in this Australian talent
which was competing more than
favourably on record with overseas
material. From here the whole thing
snowballed in acceptance and popu-
larity to the great stage where the
Australian artists actually “had-it-

made” in their own country.
THEN, just when things were look-

ing nice and rosy for Australia;
WHAM! It suddenly happened and
hit us like a thunderbolt! We refer of

course to the English invasion which
dominated our industry to the same
extent (perhaps a little more so) as

it did in most English-speaking coun-
tries. This really put a dent in the
progress of Australian material, a de-

cent sized dent it was too—one that
almost brought local activity to a

standstill. During those early months
of the English “take-over” it was
almost impossible to GIVE an Aus-
tralian record away; let alone try
and sell it. BUT, like they say, you
fight your hardest when you’re down,
and again the Australian proved his

ability to fight back, and this time he
had the advantage of having survived
a couple of similar bad periods a
few years beforehand. The fightback
against the English domination wasn’t
(isn’t) easy. We were the first coun-
try outside England to give mass ac-

ceptance to English hit singles. Many
of their Mersey-Beat Discs had en-

joyed tremendous popularity
_

here
some twelve months before the identi-

cal records gained world-wide recog-
nition. In fact, the universal recogni-

tion only served to re-activate inter-

est in those same records again

throughout Australia, which gave

them a second bite at our market.

The question in the record industry

around the world was “what to do to

compete with English records?” (Let

it be understood here and now that

we are not complaining about the

success of the English product—many
companies have profited handsomely

from them. But there was still an im-

portant local industry to be kept

alive). It seemed to Australian trade

executives that America failed to a

large extent in its efforts to play the

English at their own game. America’s

greatest success has been achieved in

the field in which they have always

been supreme—that of the big ar-

rangement sing-along standard type

of thing such as artists like Vic

Damone, Frank Sinatra, Bobby Vin-

ton and Dean Martin have been scor-

ing heavily with of late.

Contrary to the American experi-

ence, Australia found the answer to

English sounds in re-creating those

sounds to a strong degree. Could this

have been partly due to our long-time

English heritage and years of Eng-

lish tradition and influence in our

background? No matter what the

reason, Australian records found the

answer and began “sharing” our mar-

ket with English records. Since that

time of a couple of years back the

local record industry has advanced in

HOLLAND — The Past Twelve Months
Phonogram reports a further in-

crease in business during the season
196V65- Of course, singles and EP’s
have a big market in Holland, but
the LP record especially is quickly
reaching top turnovers, and not solely
as a result of the introduction of
cheaper series (Hfl.9.90 is a very pop-
ular price for a classical 12 inch LP
nowadays). The more expensive series
are also doing great business. Of
course, the low-priced LP did a great
job as a stimulator to reluctant classi-
cal buyers. It must be noted that the
10" LP has practically disappeared
from the market. Of the* 1964 Edisons,
Phonogram got no fewer than ten
awards, five in the classical and five
in the pop field.

The repeated visits of the famous
French vocal group The Swingle Sing-
ers, led by American Ward Swingle,
made a tremendous impact on the
Dutch audiences. Popular teen-age-
singer Anneke Gronloh (five Golden
Records) just started a season in
Rene Sleeswijk’s “Nederlandse Revue”
(a very popular show, already in its
28th year), in which she is a fea-
tured singer, accompanied by big or-
chestra, choir and dancers. It should
be a very big chance for the young
girl. Big stars like Corry Brokken
and Mieke Telkamp were on the Slees-
wijk stage in earlier years. Saxofon-
ist-clarinettist Herman Schoonderwalt
received, for the first time, the 1965
Big Prize for Dutch Jazz. Philips re-
corded him, with several combinations
ranging from quartet to big band, on
an LP, “The Winner.” Erroll Garner
i^isited Holland and recorded an LP
in the famous Concertgebouw Hall in
(Amsterdam. Jazz-Singer Rita Reys,
;en years on Philips-records was hon-
)ured in recording a special LP with
;he Pirn Jacobs Trio and several guest
irtists, “Congratulations in Jazz.”
fango composer and orchestra leader
^alando, in the business for more
ban 25 years, flew with his entire or-
bestra to Japan, because of the enor-
nous successes of their records in that

country. Trip was organized by Phil-
ips and KLM and proved a very big
hit. Golden Records were handed to
young Willeke Alberti, biggest teen-
age talent of the moment, for her re-
cording of “Mijn dagboek” “My di-
ary”: They recorded the song also in
English and to Roy Orbison for the
tremendous sales of his “Pretty Wo-
man.” Famous “Star Club” records
were added to Phonogram’s library, on
which the Liverbirds, Lee Curtis, the
Searchers, the Nashville Teens, the
Rattles and others are recording.
Furthermore, Vee-Jay is represented
on the Dutch market by Fontana, and
already imported records by Eric Dol-
phy, Wayne Shorter, Walter Perkins,
Frank Strozier and others. Riverside
scored a big hit with its Classic Jazz-
Masters series. Fontana released a
similar series, “Folk Blues USA.” In
the classical field, Decca released a
marvelous recording of Bach’s “Matt-
haus Passion,” directed by Karl Miin-
chinger, and with soloists like Peter
Pears, Hermann Prey and Dutch so-
prano Elly Ameling. Another impor-
tant Phonogram release were the
Claudio Arrau recordings of Beetho-
ven’s Piano Concertos on Philips.
There are many highlights during

season 1964/65 that symbolize the
constant growth of Gerry Oord’s Bo-
vema in Holland. According to the
label’s president, the most recent and
important ones are the now completed
removal of record stores and other
depts to newly-erected buildings
neighbouring the pressing plant,
through which operation a higher
commercial efficiency could be ob-
tained, and the recent take-over of
such important labels as- Parlophone
and Odeon. This enables Bovema to
enlarge its firm grip on the Dutch
record market, in accordance with
which, sales and net proceeds will be
considerably increased. Even a bird’s-
eye view over the past season spot-
lights such successes as Bovema’s An-
nual Convention at the Amsterdam-
Hilton, featuring many prominent art-

ists and guests, and the Edison-Award
for popsinger Adamo, who also got a
unique Diamond record for his “Vous
Permettez Monsieur” hit. Gold was
given to Imperial’s songstress Imca
Marina for her “Lass Mein Herz
Nicht Weinen.” The Columbia and
HMV labels took their happy share in
steady-selling British beat groups
such as Manfred Mann, Herman’s
Hermits, Gerry and the Pacemakers
etc. Bovema’s Liberty label booked
peak-sales for P. J. Proby and Vic
Dana, the latter reaching a unique
15,000 sales mark for his “Red Roses.”
Capitol did tremendous business with
Buck Owens, the late Nat King Cole
and the Beach Boys, and Atlantic is

in an upward move with its r & b
catalogue and the Drifters. Bovema’s
HMV label hit the charts with Dutch
and German versions of Toon Her-
mans’ One Man (TV-) Show and also

noted the definite ‘arrival’ of the
Shepherds as Holland’s most outstand-
ing folk group. Gramophonehouse’s
large classical standard repertoires
continued raking in healthy sales and
especially Columbia’s highly attrac-
tive Claudio Arrau Beethoven series
was an especially huge success. The
company’s promotional activities

reached a peak with Bovema’s par-
ticipation in the British Week, the
organisation of Bovema Coop-Talent
contests throughout this country, re-
sulting in 15 year old Ad van Yperen’s
remarkable record-debut with a Dutch
version of ‘II Silenzio’, as well as a
series of great Adamo-shows.

As regards the latter label, Negram
experienced the great come-back by
The Everly Brothers, due to a visit

they paid to Holland in May. Ne-
gram’s total turnover of last year was
doubled in comparison with the year
before. On one side, this is due to the
addition of the above mentioned la-

bels and on the other side to the va-
riety of repertoire which was released
on the labels, of which Negram had
already the representation. Mean-
while the great number of labels
which was represented by Negram,
made it necessary to enlarge the num-
ber of salesmen. Besides which they
introduced a new system of repre-
sentation, which implied that the
total repertoire was split in two label

groups, so that each of the salesmen
bears the responsibility now for half
of the total repertoire.

In May Negram was associated
with Delta Records N.V. and Delta’s
director, Hans I. Kellerman, was ap-
pointed in Negram’s management as
commercial manager with the respon-
sibility for the programme choice and
for the sales. This implies that Ne-
gram’s Robert Oeges will get more
elbow-room in the future to further
strengthen the already pleasant rela-
tions which they keep with their li-

censors abroad. Under his manage-
ment Negram succeeded in climbing
from a modest position to a position
in the group of important record com-
panies. Apart from the great number
of hits which was released, it is cer-
tainly worthwhile to mention among
the standard and classical repertoire
the success of the Vogue-line Mode.
A well aimed advertising campaign
was carried on in the beginning of
this year with the result that this

label, with its wide diversity of re-

pertoire, has become one of the most
popular record labels of Holland. In
the past year, many artists paid a

promotional visit to Holland, o.a.

Francoise Hardy, the Honeycombs,
Sandie Shaw, Donovan, The Everly
Brothers, Udo Jiigens, Rudolf Schock,
the Kinks and the Searchers. All those
visits resulted in an increased turn-
over of their respective records, which
were released at that time. Because
of the great attention paid to the
foreign repertoire, the Dutch produc-
tion, with which Negram had started
on a modest scale, did not show to full
advantage. An exception to this may
certainly be called the fact that the
Dutch beat group, the Motions, was
already chosen as the most popular
group of Holland within a half year
after their start. N.V. Delta Records
released with great success a N.V.
Delta released Dutch cover version of
the former Tex Tylor record, “Deck
of Cards.” The Dutch version was
spoken by Radio Veronica deejay
Gerard de Vries. This record became
such an enormous success in Holland
and Belgium, that it reached the sec-
ond position on the Dutch charts and
belonged to the first 10 in Belgium.
Translations in German and French
were released too, and taken over by
Germany, Switzerland, Austria and
France.
During the course of the past year,

CBS Gramafoonplaten has established
itself very well in the Benelux terri-
tory. First rate artists, first rate qual-
ity and presentation of records and
a consistent international promotion
service have done a great deal to
make the CBS label very popular in
Holland, Belgium and Luxembourg.
The CBS Benelux producton also has
done a great deal to make this label
well known throughout the low coun-
tries, as well as abroad. So far, CBS’
local artists include the Kilima Ha-
waiians, Louis van Dyke, the Pico’s,

Laguestra, the Down Town Jazz Band,
Jacky Delmone, Eddy Christiani and
many others.

The first CBS album by the Louis
van Dyke Trio rapidly became one of
the best-selling jazz LP’s in this
country and recently was awarded
the Dutch Edison for its outstanding
pianistic performance. The Kilima
Hawaiians’ album, entitled “Farewell
Hawaii,” also being released in the
U.S., and the tremendous release of
the first CBS album, entitled “Dixie-
land Festival!” by the Down Town
Jazz Band, which already established
itself as a blockbuster in this terri-
tory. The visits of the CBS artists to
the Netherlands have been unforget-
table. Among them, in the popular
field, were Kenny Rankin, the New
Christy Minstrels, the Jacob Sisters,

Thelonious Monk, Yves Montand,
Maurice Fanon and Jimmy Gilmer,
the Pebbles and Fats & His Cats,
whereas, in the classical field, Rudolf
Serkin, Robert Casadesus, Jean Casa-
desus, George Szell, the Cleveland
Orchestra and Richard Burton im-
pressed the Dutch very much. George
Szell & the Cleveland Orchestra has
been one of the special highlights at
the recent held Holland Festival, and
claimed as one of the best orchestras
in the world. There have been many
highlights, with which CBS Gramo-
foonplaten played an important role

and operated on a large scale. The
“My Fair Lady” premiere date of
the movie resulted in enormous sales
of the CBS Sound Track Recording
which continues to sell throughout the

low countries, as does “Major Dun-
dee,” “Advance To The Rear,” “Send
Me No Flowers,” “Porgy and Bess,”
“West Side Story,” “55 Days at Pe-
king,” “The Fall of the Roman Em-
pire,” and “Die Grosse Kur” (Marika
Kilius & Hans-Jiirgen Baiimler). Due
to the enormous expansion of CBS
Gromofoonplaten, during the last pe-
riod, the company had to increase its

Staff, which includes CBS’ sales man-
ager Hemmy J. S. Wapperom and as-

sistant sales manager Gerard Hulse-
bosch, with promotion manager Paul
Muller and TV/Artists relation man
Frans van Schaik.
The Dutch Barclay company started

its activities a year ago. And this
has been a successful first year! Two
big hits! First the “Jenka” and two
months ago the “Sirtaki,” based on
the original sound track from the
film, “Zorba the Greek.” Zorba is al-

ready high on the hit lists; however,
the biggest results are expected in

Sept, when the film is going to be re-
leased in the larger cities. Also good
results with Aznavour, Brel, Ferrat,
Leo Ferre and Hugues Aufray were
chalked up. At the Grand Gala du
Disque in Oct., Ferre will receive an
award, the Edison, for his album “Leo
Ferre Chante Verlaine et Rimbault.”
The big surprise was Erato, the ex-
clusive classical label on the field of

baroque music. The interest shown,
and the sales, indicate great possibili-

ties for the Barclay company in the
year to come.

Artone, with its Haarlem and Brus-
sels-based offices in full swing, is

gaining in promience each year. Dur-
ing the 1964/65 season, the company
and its subsidiary, Funcker Records,
acquired several new U.S. labels for
Benelux distribution, notably Epic,
United Artists/DCP, Speciality, Com-
mand (for Holland) and Westminster
(also for Germany, Austria and Swit-
zerland), as well as Festival (from
France), Ricordi (from Italy) and
Hansa (from Germany). In the classi-

cal field, Artone launched a locally

produced line of classical recordings
by prominent Dutch artists, of which
two albums have been nominated for

Edison Awards in the meantime,
thereby capping the diskery’s 8-year
development into a major independent
recording industry in Benelux. Jazz-
wise, Impulse gained special credit

and extra status with two Edison

The Beatles are back at the top of the British Hit Parade with “Help” the

title song from their second film which had its world premiere in London this
week attended by H.R.H. Princess Margaret and Lord Snowdon. The disk

—

their sixth to go to No: 1 on the day of release—notched up an advance of a
quarter million. 5,000 fans cheered the group as they arrived for the premier
of the film which includes six Lennon-McCartney numbers and one “I Need
You” by George Harrison. The Beatles, just back from Italy, France and Spain,
leave for New York on Aug. 13 (two days after the film has its American
premier). They tape an “Ed Sullivan” TV’er on Aug. 14 and on the next day
open their American tour at the Shea Stadium followed by dates in Toronto,
Atlanta, Houston, Chicago, Minneapolis, Portland, San Diego, Los Angeles and
San Francisco. They return to England on Sept. 1.

A strong contingent of RCA executives called at the Cash Box office during
a recent visit to London. From RCA’s American division came Steve H. Sholes,
divisional vice president of popular A&R and Dick L. Broderick, manager
merchandising of the International Liaison Department. They were accom-
panied by Peter Baumberger, vice president and managing director of RCA
overseas SA Geneva and Anthony Wallace-Turner, newly appointed liaison
office between RCA America and their British licencees, Decca Records. For
the past six years Mr. Wallace-Turner has been with RCA-New York working
with the Sales, Broadcasting and TV equipment units. Primary purpose of the
visit was to explore the record scene on this side of the Atlantic and to discuss
RCA artists and repertoire in relation to the European market which Broderick
feels is now following the American pattern with the trend swinging away
from singles towards LP’s. The party later left for Stockholm and meetings
with RCA executives and licencees from Sweden, Denmark, Norway, Finland,
Austria, Germany, Belgium and Holland.

The following statement was issued by CBS London: Now that CBS Records
Ltd. of England has been successfully established and the American Columbia
catalogue fully integrated into the U.K. market (CBS has had a No: 1 hit in
both singles and LP charts in addition to others in the charts) D. M. Levy and
Goddard Lieberson have decidede to prepare for the long term future by ap-
pointing Ken Glancy, vice president, A&R Columbia Records U.S.A., to the
position of Managing Director of CBS Records England. D. M. Levy will now
become Vice Chairman of the British company. This is to take effect on Oct. 1,

1965.

Peter De Rougemont of CBS-Paris in London recently was delighted to find
the new CBS pressing plant working at full pressure in order to meet the
demands for the company’s product both from home and overseas markets.
This activity is welcome at a time of the year when record sales are expected
to fall and particularly this time of year when the market generally is down
more than usual.

Maurice Oberstein who has been here since April helping to reorganize the
CBS operation has been appointed director of operations for the factory, order
service and dispatch, etc. An American formerly with CBS New York, Ober-
stein will remain in England indefinitely.

Mr. Fanti of RCA Italiana in London for discussions with Mr. Green of
Selecta regarding the importation of disks by top RCA Italiana artistes.

AR6ENTINA-Tbe Past 12 Months

It would be a wonderful thing to be
able to start this yearly report with
optimistic comment about the develop-
ment of the industry in Argentina,
but unfortunately, during the past
years and also 1964/65, there have
been more sad than favorable points
to speak about. First it was a hard
reduction of the market, in 1962/63,
and now, when the trend seems to go
upwards once again, the critical fi-

nancial situation of the country has
moved the Government to impose re-
strictions in currency matters that
have very much affected the entire re-
lations of the local diskeries and pub-
lishing houses with other countries.
We have already commented sev-

eral times on the details, but it is

worth mentioning once again. To pro-
tect its gold and hard currency re-

serves, the Central Bank closed in

April, 1964 the free market that had
been allowing unlimited remittances
and imposed restrictions which meant
that all operations should be approved
by it. In fact, many deals related to

record and publishing businesses
weren’t allowed because of “lack of
proof”—like for instance advanced
payments. Practically, there are de-
lays from three to twelve months in

the approval, meaning that many
diskeries were unable to fulfill their
royalty payments during this period
and menacing the renewal of repre-
sentation contracts with many com-
panies from the U.S. and Europe. In
spite of the regulations, the dollar ex-
change rate during this month jumped
from 138 to 172, and there are rumors
of a further deviation; thus, the real
cost of a foreign label representation
for the near future is almost uncer-
tain.

Prices of records have also been in-

creased: LP’s costing 630 pesos last

year are priced now around the 800
pesos mark, with their dollar equiva-
lent remaining stable at $4.50 because
of the devaluation. The “promotional”
record, once considered a sort of gun
in the price battle, has become a re-
spectable addition to the list prices,
at about 600 pesos ($3.50), which is

rather high if compared with the
prices marked a few years ago. The
main marketing fight during this pe-
riod has been held by Sicamericana,
who launched first 7" records priced
at 100 pesos ($.59) with four tunes
and now is re-releasing its old albums
under a new series, named “Difusion
Musical” (Musical Promotion), priced
at 395 pesos ($2.30). Ricardo Mejia’s
RM records (see last year’s comment)
failed because of difficulties he had
with the record pressing plant.
The size of the market in itself has

increased, if compared with the previ-
ous period, and one release (Philip’s
folk album “The Folk Mass”, cut by
Los Fronterizos, Ariel Ramirez and
choir) sold more than 70,000 LP’s in
less than three months, and is still

now selling well. Sales vary very
much according to the artist, but a
strong release gets easily to the
20,000 mark (singles). The so-called
“new wave” (local teen artists) has
lost some of its force during the last
three months, but was very strong
during all 1964 and the beginning of
1965. There are several new artists
with good possibilities: Music Hall’s
Horacio Ascheri, RCA’s Simonette,
Microfon’s Anita Martinez are among
them. Of course Argentina couldn’t
escape the Beatles’ wave, and besides
the success of the Brian Epstein
group, many others appeared on the
local side: Los Iracundos (RCA);
Los Buhos (CBS) ; Los Jets (Odeon
Pops) and lately Uruguayan group
Los Shakers, on the same label. Sales
of The Beatles have been very good,
and they rated for several months as
Odeon’s strongest artists. The Rolling
Stones, The Dave Clark Five and
Billy J. Kramer were also added to
the catalog during this time.

Folk music, on its side, has re-
mained more or less at the same level

as 1964, after the ’63 boom. CBS has
enjoyed the growth of popularity of
Jorge Cafrune, who won the 1964
Odol Song Festival with his song
“Que Seas Vos”, which afterwards got
into the charts for many weeks. Of
course, the “Folk Mass” hit should be

also credited to this field. Los Chal-
chaleros, Los Fronterizos and Los
Quilla Huasi remain at a strong po-
sition.

Tango music made headlines during
this period, although in some cases
because of unfortunate news: the
death of Julio Sosa in an auto crash
sky-rocketed sales of his waxings (he
had already been selling very well in

the previous months) and a crowd
estimated in 200,000 attended his

mourning, something never seen be-
fore in Buenos Aires. Other big losses

were Juan de Dios Filiberto and
Francisco Canaro, famous because of
his nearly fifty years with tango
music. Sosa’s record will probably
hold a place beside the old recording
by Carlos Gardel, who died in a plane
crash in 1935 but is still Gideon’s top
five artists.

There were several international
visits, mainly during the past three
months: Sylvie Vartan, Catherine
Spaak, Nico Fidenco, Giancarlo
Guardabassi, Neil Sedaka, Trini
Lopez and “Route 66” ex-star George
Maharis. Many Argentine artists

traveled to Europe and Central and
North America: Palito Ortega, Leo
Dan, Juan Ramon and Roberto Yanes
among them. Most important way of
exposure for international star is

still TV, through any of the four
channels working in Buenos Aires and
the other ten existing in country cities

like Cordoba, Mendoza, San Juan,
Rosario and others. TV is now nearly
covering the whole country, and in a
few years the 22 million inhabitants
will be reached by this media.

In general, publishing firms have
stopped releasing records for pro-
motion purposes (see last year com-
ment). There are few news regarding
representation arrangements, and one
new record company in Buenos Aires

:

Ala-Nicky, managed by Alaide Gor-
ostiza. Uruguayan diskery Antar is

releasing its product independently,
distributed by Disc Jockey, and this
has made the Ducretet-Thompson
label available to the customers. Disc
Jockey is now releasing Clave, an-
other Uruguayan label, and has en-
joyed big success with French Bar-
clay, making a wonderful promotion
for French music at the same time.
US label Kapp passed from Tonodisc
to Music Hall, while Esperon’s label
arranged with Tamla-Motown and
was preparing a giant launching at
press time.Spanish label Belter was
planning its first independent releases
for July-August, under the direction
of Ricardo Romero.
Recording and pressing facilities

have remained at the same level, with
Music Hall investing heavily in the
equipment for its new studios, which
will be available in 1966. RCA has
also plans for complete studio facili-

ties at its factory; up to now it had
been recording at Constelacion and
lately at Ion, an independent studio.
An important addition to the Ar-

gentine catalog is the one made by
Producciones Fermata during this
period. After being affiliated to RCA,
it changed to Odeon and is releasing
record by artists like John Foster,
Luigi Tenco, Mina and The Per-
suaders, which have obtained good
places in the best-selling lists.

Song advances continue to be the
biggest problem for music publishers.
This point has been explained many
times here before, and is parallel to
the advances record companies have
to pay (or are requested to pay) for
foreign labels. In general it seems
that labels and publishers from other
countries consider advances as “sure
money” and ask for quantities that
will allow them to forget everything
about it afterwards. However, this is

not completely acceptable because
local label have to face the launching
risks alone, and in many cases they
don’t even receive the necessary co-

The future is regarded with interest

(if not optimism) by the industry.
The political stability attained and a
certain fluency in the internal market
(TV set and radio sales have soared
to a many years high; there is more
money available) could mean better
sales. Of course, all the optimistic
thoughts are somehow darkened by
the currency problems, but the com-
panies have demonstrated their ability
to survive these big difficulties and
may hope to meet a really very good

Past 12 Months
market if ever the situation straight-
ens out. Several diskeries are seri-

ously considering one or another way
of record clubs, and at least two of

them are gathering addresses for di-

rect mail information and sales pur-
poses. Although Argentina doesn’t
seem to be a very good country for
this type of organization, the high
sales obtained by the Reader’s Digest
releases reveal the existance of a big
market which is normally out of reach
for the record companies.

BRAZIL—The Past Twelve Months
Although the political situation in

Brazil has definitely made a turn for

rhe best, as we had predicted last year
at this time, an era of sacrifice for the
population started, as far as the eco-

nomical situation is concerned, a re-

flex of the 30 odd years of misgovern-
ment left behind. This fact has natu-
rally influenced the record industry in

this country, not allowing the long
expected great impulse in record
sales, considering the interest of the
public in general, the plans of the re-

cording companies, the new tenden-
cies of the local popular music, the
continuing infiltration of foreign mu-
sical product. However, we can safely

say that, during the past few months,
this expected sales increase has been
slightly felt, and so has been reported
by the main recording firms of Brazil.

The figures have increased to the
highest levels ever and it is very pos-
sible that, with the new planned sta-

bilization of prices, they will go on
up during the next months, specially
with the approaching Christmas/New
Year seasons. Naturally, we always
have to consider one fact that has no
similar in other countries, which is

the relation between record sales and
the Carnival (Mardi-Gras) period: at
this very special time, the sales of
regular product, gives way to the spe-
cial material, produced expressly for
that short period of festivities. This
year, another fact influenced substan-
tially the normal record sales in this
country: the celebrations of the 400th
Anniversary of the City of Rio de Ja-
neiro—not only special musics and
records (singles, doubles and albums)
were produced and released specially
for it, but also with a direct view to
sell to a special and unusual pros-
pective customer, the enormous
amount of foreign tourists who at-
tended these celebrations.

tige to this new manifestation of good
taste, of high artistic average, of ad-
vanced and personal popular music.

The
last of the twelve months, July, was
a busier one, with news of the per-

sonal appearances in Brazil of many
international (mostly from the USA)
entertaining stars — Tommy Dorsey
and His Orchestra, the Pied Pipers,

Frank Sinatra Junior, and then John-
ny Mathis—who all could go back
home, saying that Brazil is still one
of the most appreciative countries for

the US musicians and singers.

We are always somehow sorry that
we cannot go into more detail about
all the very much that is going on in

Brazil about the music, the record
and publishing industries, the artists

of a country like Brazil, where one
has the feeling that, if it wasn’t for
all the political and economical com-
plications that seem endless, this

would become easily number one pre-
occupation of a great part of its in-

habitants.
Last but not least, we have to con-

sider the importance of the Brazilian
Popular Music in the international
field, during the past twelve years.
Several artists conquered new mar-
kets in Europe, specially through the
carefully planned music embassy,
sponsored by a textile firm, which fea-
tured Wilson Simonal, the showman.
Marly Tavares, the dancer, Luiz Car-
los Vinhas and Combo (Octavio Bail-
ly Jr. and Edson Machado), with
Raulzinho on trombone, and rhythm-
ists, Jorginho Arenas and Rubens
Bassini; they were in Portugal, Spain,
Italy, France and Italy, one hit after
the other. Even Paree had a very
good ambassador of MPM for quite
a while, competing with so many art-
ists from all the world and doing well
—Carlos Lyra. Sergio Mendes went
to Japan on tour, Maysa still in Ma-
drid, Spain, gaining adepts for Bra-
zilian music. In Lisbon, Portugal,
Francisco Egydio, and several other
Brazilian artists even unknown in
their country, take advantage of hav-
ing the same language, to score new
musical victories—so much so that it

is reflecting in the programming of
the local only TV and all radio sta-
tions. Latin America was also haunt-
ed by the fascinating rhythm of Bra-
bilian music but, probably the big-
gest victory was obtained by Zimbo
Trio and Elis Regina in Lima, Peru,
where they had the opportunity to
prove how international their art is.

While such artists await the chance
to go to the U.S.A., the most impor-
tant field for future victories, be-
cause of the enormous market it

represents and the obvious leadership
in international promotion, others are
establishing slowly but surely a solid
position for Brazilian Popular Music

SWITZERLAND—The Past 12 MonthsI
Switzerland, as always, remains an

importing market and business over
the past twelve months has been gen-
erally stable. Essentially an E.P. and
L.P. market the year has seen a
steady increase in album sales which
off-sets the slight drop in single sales.
It is estimated that total cash sales
are made up of 40 per cent L.Ps;
40 per cent E.P.s; and 20 per cent
singles. Since October 1964 all stereo
records have been selling at the same
price as mono whilst the price of
E.Ps has been raised to 7.90 francs.
Switzerland has three official lan-
guages, German in the northern,
eastern and central areas (Zurich,
Basle and Berne); French in the
West (Geneva and Lausanne) and
Italian in the South.
Of Switzerland’s 5% million pop-

ulation the German section, with ap-
proximately 4 million, has the largest
sales potential although the biggest
buyers are reported to be in the
French speaking section which ac-
counts for about one million people.
Singles sell better in the German
section whilst in the West, as in
France itself, it is an E.P. market.
Everywhere, jazz and the classics
corner the L.P. market with pop al-

bums by top artistes healthily in-
creasing. In the pop singles field 30,-
000 constitutes a solid hit for a
French, German or Italian record but
a really major international hit, pop-
ular in all three territories, can notch
up 100,000. Local Swiss recordings
of popular music sell well, partic-
ularly folk music from Swiss-German
regions. These recordings find a ready
market both with the Swiss and with
the tourists. Home sales generally
have been boosted in recent years by
the vast influx of over 800,000 ‘guest
workers’ from Italy, Germany, Greece
and Spain etc. who have maintained
their link with home by buying rec-
ords by popular artistes of their re-
spective countries. However, certain
restrictive measures introduced by
the Swiss Government in recent
months may well bring about a drop
in the volume of sales during the
coming months. The Government has
ordered a reduction in foreign labour
of 10 per cent during 1965 which will
mean about 70,000 people, mostly
Italians, leaving the country. At the
same time restrictions were also in-

troduced regarding credits and con-
struction in order to bring the pres-
ent economic boom under control. The
departure of so many record buyers
is bound to affect sales—particularly
the Italian repertoire.

Switzerland, like Italy, is very
festival conscious and there are sev-
eral annual music festivals which at-
tract artistes and visitors from all

over the world. Perhaps the most im-
portant of these is the Swiss Jazz
Festival which takes place at Zurich
every September with the finest jazz
musicians from all over Europe tak-
ing part. Zurich is also the scene of
two other annual events—Folk Music
Festival and the Festival Bela Can-
zione Italiano. For the latter Italian
artistes come to Zurich to present
new and hitherto unrecorded and un-
published songs. Major classical fes-
tivals also take place in Zurich,
Lausanne and Montreaux. Although
no official sales figures are ever is-

sued for Switzerland and sales are
reported to be steady, several manu-
facturers have expressed concern at
the number of black market imported
records which find their way into the
country and are subsequently sold at
discount prices. Nevertheless it has
been a pretty good year for the rec-
ord companies and music publishers.
Musikvertrieb A.G. of Zurich headed
by Maurice Rosengarten maintain
their leading position in the industry
and report a year of resounding suc-
cess in sales in all categories and
speeds. During the year they have
added Triola to the strong list of
labels they carry and have enjoyed
considerable success with artistes of
all nationalities. One of the best sell-

ing American artistes was Roy Orbi-
son who further enhanced his reputa-
tion in Switzerland, his biggest hit

being “Oh Pretty Woman” which
topped the Swiss charts for many
weeks. Presley maintained his pop-

ularity with his early records still

as much in demand as his latest hits.
Paul Anka won many new friends by
his European tour and TV shows. His
recordings in German were partic-
ularly successful in Switzerland.
The Beach Boys also enjoyed chart

status with titles such as “Little
Honda” and “Dance, Dance, Dance.”
From Britain The Rolling Stones
gathered tremendous sales for Musik-
vei’trieb both in the single and L.P.
fields. They were well up in the hit
parade with “Not Fade Away”;
“Time Is On My Side” and “Heart of
Stone.” German star Ronny was the
big surprise in the hit parade stakes V
with three successive entries “Oh My
Darling Caroline”; “Kenn Fin Land”
and “Kleine Annabelle”. Hildegard '

Kneff gave a new impetus to German
ballads as witness the sales of her
L.P.s whilst Rita Pavone, whether
singing in Italian, French or German,
was a constant best seller. Bobby
Solo topped the charts with his San
Remo dinner “Si Piangi Se Ride.”
Manuela achieved fame with her re-
cording of “Schuld War Mur Der
Bossa Nova” and the established
favourite Vico Torriani made it with
“Monsieur Chanson” and “Ski Twist”
and is currently successfully touring
with a musical. In the classical field
Musikvertrieb had a sensational suc-
cess with the RCA recording of
Bizet’s opera “Carmen” with Price-
Freni-Corelli-Merrill conducted by
Von Karajan. After a performance of
Benjamin Britten’s “War Requiem”
in Switzerland demand for the out-
standing recording of the work
greatly increased. The new recording
of “Matthaus Passion” was enthusi-
astically reviewed and received and
recordings by bass Nicoli Ghiaurow
surpassed all sales expectations.
Mr. Hans Oestreicher of Turica-

phon A.G. with the only pressing
plant in Switzerland reports that the
company maintained its annual pro-
duction figure of approximately 3,-

000,000 records. They exhibited at
the Basle Fair and during the year
expanded their export market. Mas-
ter tapes of their repertoire on the
Elite Special label have been taken
for pressing in many overseas ter-
ritories including Canada, United
States, South Africa, South America,
Japan and Australia. Record wise
their biggest success during the past
twelve months was with Liverpool
group Jimmy and The Rackets whose
four singles “My Soul”; “Skinny
Minny”; “Ten Little Indians” and
“Only You” and one L.P. on Elite
Special sold over 1,000,000 copies in
Switzerland, Germany and Austria.
The group’s success is partly due to
the fact that they have been perform-
ing continuously in these territories
for over a year. They also make fre-
quent TV appearances. From the Ri-

The Fontana
special low-priced series of pop and
classical 12" L.Ps have also sold well

at 10.95 francs. As usual Philips have
scored heavily with local folk record-

Looking back at the past twelve

In our editorial of last year’s Anni-

This year, starting our report from

Lily 1964, the general level of busi-
ess in our field may become lower
t any moment.
As a general opinion, we would say
lat the sales level has suffered from
crisis since the summer of 1964,

lough it has constantly maintained
s level of sales, without any further
acrease.
This opinion, of course, concerns the
!cord field, because as far as the
iiblishing field is involved we can say
lat pubberies have not suffered from
ly particular decrease in their busi-
ass volume; but they did not have
ly increase in their earnings during
le past twelve months, as in the past
aars.

During 1960 and 1961 the average
: yearly record sales was about
1,000,000 of disks.
At the end of 1961 and beginning

: 1962, record sales started increas-
g step by step, and we think that
le Italian record industry reached in
)63 the top point of its expansion
ith a total of about 30,000,000 rec-
ds sold during that year, an average
' 2,500,000 per month.
Perhaps this average was surpassed
iring the first three months of 1964
lanks to the San Remo festival. But
^mediately after the million copies
ere sold of “Una Lacrima Sul Viso”
id “Ogni Volta,” there was a slow
icrease in record sales particularly
icentuated during the “low season”
nonths of Sept., Jan., Apr. and
ay).
We have reasonably calculated the
“rcentage of decrease in total sales
ith respect to 1963, and can state,
ith a good margin of certainty that,
spite of the alarmistic cries the

ii’centage of decrease is about 20%.
This means that the crisis has put
e market back to the usual sales
vels of 1960 and 1961. We suppose,
erefore, that in Italy, during past
^elve months, 24 million records
ive been sold.
We wish to examine the real rea-
ns for this crisis: it is supposed that
e crisis stems directly from the gen-
al economical slump which has af-
cted Italy since 1963. We almost
;ree with such an opinion, and con-
ier the general situation as the
imary cause of the crisis in record
isiness. Of course along with this
incipal cause there are other con-
mmitant circumstances which do not
lip the industry to face this difficult
oment, in spite of the few symptoms
recovery.

First of all, as we had the occasion
stress out in our Christmas Edition,
ere is a deep change in the struc-
re of our industry; since, little by
tie, business js concentrating with
w well organized enterprises, leav-
g the small firms a complementary
le in the market.
This is confirmed by the fact that

It’s also interesting to note that
I
in 1963 there was a small group of
disks which sold extraordinarily well,
remaining at the top of the charts
for a long time; in the past twelve
months there were many releases
that, without selling a great number
of copies, have entered the charts for
only one, two or three weeks. There-
fore, we can say that during this last
period the market has been character-
ized by an extreme mobility. This may
mean that the public is not disinter-
ested in records, but it is looking for
something new which is not found in
the present situation. It seems that
in the last few months all record
production presented on the market
was characterized by quite a similar
“taste.” This may be another reason
for the present crisis.

Of course the lack of new product
is also afflicting the publishing firms,
and many A&R men have confirmed
that it’s particularly difficult at this
moment to find repertoire able to sat-
isfy their exigencies.
The third cause of the present crisis

is the chronic problem of lack of co-
operation by part of the Radio & TV
Monopoly. This problem is, of course,
emphasized during this last period.
The great number of music festivals

organized in Italy was a direct reply
to this problem, since thanks to the
TV media, these were the only promo-
tional ways easily accessible to the
Italian music industry.
Now, after years of similar mani-

festations, the public has lost interest
in these shows, which are overloaded
with an endless list of singers and
songs, many of them completely un-
known. The number of these contests,
together with the great numbers of
singers and tunes presented each time,
has completely bewildered the cus-
tomers who are unable to make their
choice on the record market, as has
been demonstrated by the sparse pro-
rnotional benefit of the recent top fes-
tivals. This is a further negative point
in the list of the circumstances which
have caused this predicament of our
musical market.
And now a short report on the top

events of past twelve months:

JULY
Decca Italiana started its own do-

mestic production. The first Italian
artist introduced by this label was
Lalla Castellano, a 16 years old song-
stress.

Ri~Fi Records, along with its Leba-
nese associates Mario & Michel Had-
dad formed a company in Beirut
called Societe’ Libanaise Du Disque.
They built the first pressing plant in
Lebanon, one of the few existing in
the Middle East.
The contest “A Disk for the Sum-

mer” was organized by RAI & TV in
cooperation with the Italian Phono-
graphic Association (AFI), at the
final night of Saint Vincent, declared
winners I Marcellos Ferial, with the
song “Sei Diventata Nera” which was
one of the top sellers of the summer
totalling about 600,000 copies. Record
was released on the Durium label.
“A Disk for the Summer” was the
first example of cooperation between
our Radio-TV Monopoly and the rec-
ord industry.

This month, for the first time, the
crisis which has affected the Italian
record market was suddenly noticed.
To get worse, the situation featured
a great number of new releases, which
Italian record firms presented on the
market for the summer season, intro-
ducing them through festivals and
contests. “A Disk for the Summer”
has presented 42 new decks. Interna-
tional TV Contest of Pesaro presented
another 28 releases. International TV
Show of Venice was responsible for
the introduction of 35 new recordings,
while Cantagiro served as a launching
point of 31 disks, followed by the
televised RCA Show at Hotel Hilton
in Rome, where 15 new disks were
presented. This totals 151 new sides.
We estimated that all disks released
on our market for the summer season
reached about 300 singles. This over-

production was one of the principal
reasons for the summer crisis.

Among the top events of July were
the International TV Show of Venice
organized by Gianni Ravera (the or-
ganizer of the San Remo Festival)
at which 35 artists took part, (24
Italians and 11 top foreign talents).
Among them Richard Anthony (EMI
Italiana) who introduced his extra-
ordinary hit “Cin Cin”, Petula Clark,
and Francoise Hardy, both of Saar.

Gianni Morandi was declared the
winner of “Cantagiro,” the greatest
summer happening, organized by Ezio
Radaelli. After a long tour all around
Italy, presenting his song “In Gino-
cchio Da Te,” which was the top hit

of the year, young RCA artist Mor-
andi was declared the winner at the
final televised night of Fiuggi
(Rome). Second place went to another
RCA artist, Michele, who presented
“Ti Ringrazio Perche,” followed in

third position by the Durium talent
of Little Tony, who performed “Non
Aspetto Nessuno.” Both these songs
were included among the top 30 hits
of the year, confirming the promo-
tional power of Radaelli’s “Canta-
giro.” These artists were winners of

the “A” team. “B” team’s Paolo Mos-
ca, a new discovery of a little label

called “Lord Record,” won in this

division.

Giuseppe Gramitto Ricci, head of

Curci publishing firm, announced the

finalization of the deal for the exclu-

sive representation in Italy of the

Dick James’ catalog (London). Curci

will also be the publisher in Italy of

all The Beatles’ hits.

AUGUST
Saar announced the finalization of

the deal for the exclusive representa-
tion and distribution in Italy of Dot
Records’ catalog. Saar also announced
that it will introduce on September
first Italian recordings of Pat Boone.
During this month buyers made

their definite choice among the rec-
ords put on the market for the sum-
mer season: first on the chart is the
extraordinary talent of Gianni Moran-
di (RCA) who will reveal himself as
one of the best selling artists of the
year. The title at the top of the hit
parade is the one he presented at
“Cantagiro”: “In Ginocchio Da Te.”
At the end of the year, the disk had
sold more than 800,000 copies. The
new summer disk of Adriano Celen-
tano, under his own label Clan, was
at the top of record sales. Title of
the top selling disk is “II Problema
Piu’ Importante” (Italian version of
“If You Gonna Make A Fool of Some-
body”).
Another success of summer 1964

was “Amore Scusami,” a song which
served to reveal the talent of John
Foster, issued under the Phonocolor
label. This title was presented at the
contest “A Disk For The Summer,”
and also reached first position in rec-
ord sales. Then there was the top
selling record of I Marcellos Ferial,
issued under the Durium label and
also presented at “A Record For The
Summer”: “Sei Diventata Nera”.
Other hit of the month was “Con Te
Sulla Spiaggia,” introduced also
through the TV contest by RCA top
talent Nico Fidenco.
The list of the summer hits con-

tinued with Michele’s “Ti Ringrazio
Perche” under the RCA label. Michele
introduced this title via “Cantagiro.”
Then, for the first time the name of
the new RCA discovery, Dino entered
the list of the best selling artists. His
song was “Eravamo Amici,” also pre-
sented at “Cantagiro.”

Richard Anthony’s “Cin-Cin” was
still listed among the top ten best
sellers for the 17th consecutive week.
Same thing for Mina. The top Ri.Fi

talent continues with her success with
“E’ L’uomo Per Me” (He Walks Like
A Man), which is still selling for the
14th consecutive week.
During the month, Ray Charles

visited Italy, performing at La Busso-
la, the top Italian Summer Music Hall
in Viareggio. Richard Anthony, an-
other EMI talent, tours Italy.

SEPTEMBER
In Rome at RCA Italiana a meeting

is held of all RCA associates of Span
ish speaking countries. This is per
haps a direct consequence of the sue
cess that Italian songs and Italiai

RCA artists enjoy in Spain and Latin
American countries.

In Barcelona, the recent young dis
covery of Dischi Ricordi, Wilms
Goich, is proclaimed winner of th(

Mediterranean Festival, held in thal

town with the participation of Spain
Italy, and France. The song she per
formed was “Ho Capito Che Ti Amo,’
penned by Luigi Tenco. The Wilms
Coich’s recording will reach a toj
selling position on the Spanish charts

Ri.Fi released the first LP of Mina
issued under its label. The album
which includes 12 evergreens of dif-

ferent countries of the world, obtains
an immediate, good reaction. It was
to receive a special critics’ award.
The first Italian million record

seller, Bobby Solo, tours around the
world, introducing his San Remo hitJ

“Una Lacrima Sul Viso” (Ricordi)
j

After a series of personal appearances!
in Germany, he leaves for France,
then for Japan, and South America,
where his San Remo top seller was
listed at the top of the charts.
MRC—Milano Record Company, the

new record company formed by Al-
berto Carisch, prexy of Italian South-
ern, announced the finalization of the
deal for the distribution of its catalog
in Germany by part of Teldec (Ham-
burg).

Cellograf-Simp (Phonocolor) signed
a contract with Deutsche Vo^e for
the distribution and promotion in Ger-
many of all of John Foster’s record-
ings.
The Ri.Fi catalog will be distributed

in France by Disques Festival under
the International label, connected with
Italia Schallplatten of Dr. Karl Heinz
Basse.
CGD Internazionale introduced in

Italy the extraordinary vocal group
Les Surfs (originally pacted by
Disques Festival of Paris) with the
first Italian recording of “Maintenant
Tu Peux T’En Aller” under the title

“E Adesso Te Ne Puoi Andare.” Disk
was to reach the first position in the
charts.

OCTOBER
The Festival of Neapolitan Songs,

organized in Naples by Ravera, was
won by Domenico Modugno thanks to
his song “Tu Si Na Cosa Grande”
(published by Curci). Modungo’s song
won also, thanks to the marvelous
performance of Ornella Vanoni (Ri-
cordi )

.

It seems that in spite of the crisis

which afflicts the singles record mar-
ket, sales of LP albums are still main-
taining usual levels as in the past.
This perhaps owes thanks to the par-
ticular initiative introduced by all top
record firms particularly in the classi-

cal field. We wish to mention the
special low priced series of RCA
Italiana, who was first to present the
Italian market with classical LP’s at
a price of Lit. 1,800 (about $3.00)
when the usual price was Lit. 3,300
(about $5.30). The example of RCA
was followed by EMI Italiana with
the “Invitation to Music.” This month
also saw Dischi Ricordi introduce a
low priced series of high quality clas-
sical recordings under the title “Clas-
sics of Classical Music.” Price of each
album is of Lit. 1,800. (about $3.00).
The first Japanese recording by

Mina, “Un Buco Nella Sabbia,” re-
leased by King Records of Tokyo,
entered the charts, reaching the top
of the Japanese hit parade with a
total sale of more than 250,000 in that
country.
EMI Italiana declares that they are

satisfied with the level of the sales
for the summer season. This, in spite
of the crisis which strongly touched
the Italian market. EMI’s satisfaction
derives from the great success ob-
tained by the French talent Richard
Anthony, who was at the top of the
chart first with “Cin-Cin” and now
with “La Mia Festa,” which entered
the top ten best sellers list imme-

which was on the Italian charts for
22 weeks.
According to this balance we esti-

mate that the decrease in summer
sales of 1964 is of about a 25% from
the season’s sales of 1963.

Ricordi announced that more than
two million disks of the Bobby Solo’s

recording “Una Lacrima Sul Viso”
have been sold on the foreign market.
In Italy, sales of this disc have passed
1,300,000 mark.
Top event of the month stemmed

from the sudden decision by RCA
Italiana to withdraw its participation
in the San Remo Festival. The news
exploded on the music scene like a
bomb. The decision was based on the
fact that, according to RCA Italiana,

the San Remo organizers didn’t take
into sufficient consideration the weight
and the role which it is playing on
the musical scene in our market.
Another surprise was caused by the

fact that the final song selection also
excluded works of well known com-
posers such as Giulio Libano, Dominico
Modugno, Eiinioi Morricone, Giovanni
Danzi, Mario Panzeri by the exclusion
of interpreters such as Nico Fidenco,
Modugno himself, Adamo and Tony
Renia.
Durium announced the release of

the Nini Rosso recording, “II Silen-

zio,” which, in a few months, reached

the top of the charts in Italy and

in many other countries abroad.
Italiana Decca announced that for

the first time the company will take
part in the San Remo contest. The
firm was represented by its English
artist Anita Harris.
EMI Italiana signed an exclusive

pact with film actress Marisa Solinas,

who deWted as songstress under the
EMI label.

JANUARY
RCA Italiana brought TV to its

Rome Studios for a big talent & new
production showcase. The show was
organized by the firm to promote its

winter production and TV responsibles
agreed to record the event on a video
tape which was presented on the TV
screens immediately after San Remo
Festival.

Since this show included all the
songs and singers that should have
been presented by RCA on the San
Remo stage, the publicity put out by
RCA on this fact created a contro-
versy which obliged the TV responsi-
bles to postpone the transmission of
the program.
We wish to say anyway that from

such a TV production, which was pre-
sented on the screens in the month of
May, came successes like “La Verita’ ”

by Paul Anka, “Te Lo Leggo Negli
Occhi” by Dino and “Vivro” by Alain
Barriere.
The Festival of San Remo is once

again confirmed as the top manifesta-
tion on the musical scene in Italy.

This is demonstrated by the great
interest shown by the public and the
press not only in Italy, but all over
the world, and it’s stressed by the
great number of foreign visitors com-
ing to San Remo from far and wide
for the three nights of the event.

After the three night contest, “Se
Piangi Se Ridi,” sung by Bobby Solo
(Ricordi) and by the New Christy
Minstrels, (CBS) was declared the
winning composition of the contest.
But, in spite of the extraordinary

publicity given to the contest, in

which such talents as Connie Francis
(CGD Internazionale), Gene Pitney
(CGD Internazionale), Johnny Tillot-

son (CGD Internazionale), Timi Yuro
(Phonogram), Petula Clark (Saar),
Dusty Springfield (Phonogram) Les
Surfs (CGD Internazionale) and
others have appeared as foreign rep-
resentatives, along with top Italian
artists such as Bobby Solo (Ricordi),
Ornella Vanoni (Ricordi), John Foster
(Phonocolor), Fred Bongusto (Fonit-
Cetra) Betty Curtis (CGD), Pino
Donaggio (EMI Italiana), Remo Ger-
mani (SAAR) Peppino Gagliardi
(SAAR) and Ricky Gianco (Jaguar),
record sales results have to be con-
sidered completely negative. We esti-

mate that, all together, San Remo
discs have not surpassed a total sale
of 2,000,000 copies, which in the pres-
ent crisis situation is also the average
of monthly sales on the Italian
market.

Of course, as in the past San Remo
festivals, new discs have quickly en-
tered the charts, since all record sales
have been immediately concentrated
on these new releases, but only a
few of the San Remo songs can be
considered as medium hits. The same
number one, “Se Piangi Se Ridi,” was
on the top of the charts for 6 weeks
only, while last year a Bobby Solo
disc, “Una Lacrima Sul Viso,” was
at the top of our hit parade for about
16 weeks, and remained in the top
ten in the charts for more than 25
weeks. Among the other hits derived
from the San Remo contest we have
to mention “lo Che Non Vivo” by
Pino Donaggio (EMI Italiana), which,
without reaching the top of the best
sellers list, was also listed among the
top ten for more than 16 weeks, and
enjoyed good sales. After this there

are “Le Colline Sono In Fiore” by
The Minstrels, (CBS), “Invece No” by
Petula Clark (SAAR), “Amici Miei”

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SPAIN
The Past Twelve Months

During the past year the Spanish
record market has grown up enough
for us to say that now we are ap-
proaching the European level. For the
first time in the Spanish record indus-
try some records have reached the
100.00 mark. That is the case of “La
Yenka,” the Finnish dance imported
by Johnny and Charley (Charley died
this year in a car accident) and “Fla-
menco” by The Brincos. But, what is

more important is the tremendous
amount of new records released every
month (here in Spain the list of new
records covers almost everything
from the rest of the world and also
Spanish production, and almost every
record has a good sale. Much better
than last year and incredible if you
compare it with the figure of only
two years ago. But the possibilities of

the market are even bigger and there
are more record fans every day. Many
record players (at low prices) is the
basis of the miracle, together with the
big promotion given by radio, the mu-
sical shows of TV and the press. All
of these factors will now be discussed.

There are now as many radio re-

ceivers as people in Spain. Transistors
are the same story. There are about
400 stations which cover every place
in Spain. And many of these stations

have musical programs with the latest

records released in the country. Obvi-
ously, radio helps everyday to create
record buyers.

Spanish TV now has two channels
(VHF and UHF), has a new group of
musical programmes. The two big
shows are “Sabado 65” produced in

Madrid and “Noche de estrellas,” pro-
duced in Barcelona. The first every
Saturday and the second one every
Monday. Besides these big shows (an
hour and a half) there are four others
of half an hour presented by famous
deejays Raul Matas, Pepe Palau and
another show produced by Bill Caram.
The audience of TV covers every area
of Spain and has been evaluated at

ten million spectators.
The press has begun to be inter-

ested in records. Almost every maga-
zine (weekly) has its own record sec-

tion. Newspapers have record sections
once a week. And there are five maga-
zines which specialize in records.
These are “Discobolo,” “Fonorama,”
“Fans,” “Correo de la Radio” and
“Prensa Musical Internacional.”
That conditions of the information

mediums are simultaneous to the
noted increase of the economic level

in the nation. Now we can say that
the record era has begun in Spain.
That is the opinion of the eight estab-
lished labels.

We can note this year for the first

time an increase of the interest in

modern Spanish music. We have now
a lot of young groups which are not
only recording good international
tunes in Spanish but continuously cre-

ating new tunes, more or less origi-

nals. The attempts for the Spanish
sound are quite successful in different

ways. Some groups are very represen-
tative of the trend. Instrumental
groups such as Los Relampagos Los
Sonor and Los Flaps has been success-

ful not only in Spain but abroad as
well. Los Sirex and Los Brincos are

the most well-known vocal instrumen-
tal groups. The last one had the big-

gest hit on the modern music scene,

‘Flamenco,” and they’ve also recorded
it in Italy. The sound is a mixture of

Spanish flavor with an international

beat. On the other hand, you have
such groups as Los Pekenikes, that

record, beside international hits, their

own compositions or old traditional

Spanish themes in the beat of today.
Micky y Los Tonys, Los Mustang,
Lone Star, Los Catinos, Los Conti-

nentals, Los 4 Jets, LosShakers are
also very well known groups.
On the side of vocalists, several

new young people are coming up with
fresh sounds. Those singers, who usu-
ally sing international hits in Spanish
are now looking for modem Spanish
music because the international hits

are now sung in Spanish by their own
creators. This is the case with the

Surfs, Steve Lawrence, Connie Fran-
cis, Cliff Richard, Mina, Tony Dallara,
Rita Pavone, Alain Barriere, etc.

The Spanish music is now on the
move. Some artists have gone to re-
cord in other countries or they’ve had
their tapes sent. Labels have begun
to promote their productions abroad.
Esteba Garcia Morencos, from Zafiro,
has recently been in Italy for this
purpose and Jose Ramon Batalla from
Belter recently went to South Amer-
ica with the same purpose. Alfonso,
from Belter, toured a great deal this
year in order to promote Spanish
music.

Publishers are now considering that
they can do a good business with
Spanish music and are capturing
young talents. A year ago, the pub-
lishing business was limited to repre-
sentation of foreign catalogues and
the presentation of some Spanish
items in the festivals.
The growth of the Spanish music

biz has been made possible by the
tremendous increase of the advertis-
ing and promotion done by the record
productions and, if there is something
good in them, they become hits.

The most successful artists are
those ones who get recordings in

other languages; Raphael, Luis Gar-
dey (he recorded recently in Italian),
the Brincos. Among others we find the
Duo Dinamico. These two boys were
the first case of a success with mod-
ern Spanish music six years ago with
sales of 25,000 copies of records of
their own compositions. It seemed
that they have fallen, but now they
have a new hit with a Spanish flavor,

“Esos Ojitos Negros.” They have also

recorded some of their best songs in

English and Italian and are bound to

do the same in French.
It is impossible to list here the

names of all the artists who are now
not here. So they will be named in

the Spanish columns which will run
in the future, telling the most im-
portant news concerning these artists.

The increase of sales figures is

wide-spread. Companies report rises

from 20% to 40% over last year. The
most spectacular advance is RCA. The
label’s sales of the first quarter of

1965 were 60% ahead of the same pe-
riod last year. EMI reports a total

increase of 35%. The firm’s managing
director, George Alexander, told us
that the turnover of the company has
doubled in the last four years. EMI’s
satisfactory year in Spain has been
due to a large extent to strong reper-
toire, both national and international.

Alexander also told us that there has
been a general decline in demand for
American recordings, due to the infre-

quency appearances of American art-

ists in Spain compared with European
artists.

That point is very interesting
_

be-
cause this year we have received
visits from the most important Euro-
pean artists: Aznavour, Barriere, Rita
Pavone, Francoise Hardy, Petula
Clark, Sylvie Vartan, the Animals,
Gianni Morandi, Mina, Dallara, Nico
Fidenco, Richard Anthony, the Moody
Blues, etc. But no American artists of

importance came to Spain for per-
sonal appearances or TV.
At the beginning of July, The

Beatles came to Spain for two first-

time personal appearances. They were

quite successful. The press said they

really liked “El Cordobes,” the famous

bullfighter with long hair, because

they sang in the bullrings where “El

Cordobes received the frenetic ap-

plause of the masses.

Resuming our run-down, the pano-

rama is now clear. There are big

hopes for the future because of the in-

crease of the economic level and the

growth of the promotion. Conse-

quently, the interest of people in rec-

ords is bigger than ever. At the mo-

ment there is no limit to the record

industry boom. We predicted this in

our column two years ago.

Legislators have ruled favorably on vital amusement machine issues in
even the largest State, while other minds telescoped the unique suc-
cess of a billiard game to greater heights in the home field. Even the audio-
visual concept of coin-operated entertainment, launched three years ago,

continues to hold interesting potential for the more persistent individuals
who see the germ of further innovation on a basic idea.

Foresight and versatility are equally admirable characteristics of

people in this coin-operated field. Diversification of music and amusement
operators into vending, and the move into music and amusement by vending
firms is ample proof of the ability of operators to act as modern business-
men. This trend continues and will become more established as present
routes develop.

Versatile legal instruments such as installation agreements have
shored up frailties in operator-location relationships. Long sought after
solutions to problems as severe as a shortage of technicians came to

light as operator groups planned programs in conjunction with city
officials.

There are more local Associations serving operators than ever before.
The nation's Capitol and dozens of State legislatures now recognize the

legitimacy of an industry whose voice was not always heard. Much has been ac-

complished by many during the last twelve months and the outlook is clear

and sure.

Each Cash Box Directory has reflected the Companies and the Products
which are the tools of an industry's personnel. We present this 23rd Direc-

tory as yet another tool to be used by those who seek continued success,

and we thank the members of the coin machine and vending industry around
the world for making such a Directory possible.

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EXPORT VOLUME REPORT 1964

GENERAL
The four quarterly export report finals for phonos, amusement and vending, if placed on
a graph chart, would read like an electronic ping-pong match. Starting with the first
three months, smiles broadened as the volume reached almost |13 million. The second
quarter straightened the smiles somewhat when just over $12 million was recorded. But
the third quarter, the one which reflected the straight-jacket credit conditions of
France, the changing scene in Belgium, and other inequitable rulings, all of which lim-
ited export shipments, didn't even touch the |9 million mark. By the year's end, the
final quarter, which brought the record $44 million annual figure into view, sales had
climbed back to $10.4 million. Brightest spot on the globe was Japan, which continues to
shine. What the future will bring in France—and Italy, where as of March 25th no equip-
ment was permitted—only time will tell. Here's the way the "types" of equipment broke
down.

PHONOGRAPHS
Off $8 million in world total volume, music picked up a half million dollars in North
America thanks to Canada's drive and development. So. America managed to even-off in
the face of trouble in Argentina. Peru did nicely in units but dollar volume remained
constant. Europe dipped $2 million largely because of Belgium and Switzerland where it

is reported European made juke boxes which sell for around $750 in domestic currency are
making headway. The UK and West Germany, ever-true to the import cause, took more equip-
ment than ever. Japan spoke for Asia with a resouding $1.7 million volume and the boom
is not near its peak, wherever the peak may be. Chicago, Grand Rapids and Tonawanda fac-
tories are enjoying a break-out in Japan, previously reported in a Cash Box editorial,
and on-the-scene exporters such as R. H. Belam, look for boom-markets to continue here
not only in music but games as well. Several of the new equipment distribs in Japan are
also unusually large operators. The. stage is set for continued expansion here. In
Africa, music is shipped mostly to Kenya, and from there to outlying territories. But
the figure is rather constant.

AMUSEMENTS
Imagine what the Amusements total would be if it were not for the problems in Europe.
With a six-month flood of equipment going into France, for instance, the total figure
would have been astronomical had it not been for restrictions imposed by the Government.
Belgium can't make up its mind over bingos and pinball problems and Italy has completely
rejected all amusements, even in clubs (March 25th notice). Italy registered almost
$2 million before the close-down. Switzerland fell off here too, with a $300,000 drop
for the year. England, bless her heart, bought almost $4 million in amusements and games.
The 15% import tax didn't mean a thing when it was passed before the year's end, and the

5% relaxing of this tariff bringing it to 10% won't mean anything either. Europe picked
up $2 1/2 million against '63 in spite of the legislative and credit restrictions. Japan
bought 5,383 amusement machines in 1964. Some bright prospect ! Kuwait continued to in-

crease volume and the Philippines showed encouraging signs. Australia's economy and
various rulings held the volume to $200,000 but it was all welcome.

In African territories, Malagas led a group of one dozen countries, most of which rep-
resent good potential for the long-term pull.

By New Year's Eve 1964 the export market bought more that $24 million in Amusements,
more than half of the action. In spite of reported European-made pinball games and such,

America was still taking more than a lion's share of amusements business through ex-

ports.

VENDING
This slow-growth area, for American-made equipment, picked up more than 25% with a $1
million gain in '64. As usual, this figure represents only equipment (new and used)
shipped from U.S. ports. The factories with European plants turning out machines for
domestic use over there, would of course fatten this figure considerably.

Canada takes almost all of the No. American figure. So. America can't handle much of

a business at this moment. Most of the gain was made in Europe where Spain led the rest,

all of whom were evenly spread about neck and neck as far as total figures are concerned.
Sweden and the UK are possible exceptions showing individual gains above the average.
Japan dropped in vending, possibly because of increased factory production in the home-
land. Africa's Un. of South Africa spurted for a $53 thousand volume, after buying only

Juke Box Installations Off T^o; Collections

Drop 12^0; Competition From Other Media Keen

Not a landslide but a sizeable drop
is the story of G.B.’s jukebox trading
throughout this period. New installa-

tions down 7 per cent; cash takings
per box down 12 per cent. Reasons
numerous, but perhaps the chief one
is increased competition not only
among operators but in the music bus-
iness generally. Up to this year,
sound and vision broadcasting has
been more or less a state monopoly,
which granted a few—^very few—^li-

censes to selected operators. Recently,
however, pirate broadcasting stations
have ventured forth with programmes
going out on channels at present un-
used. These broadcasts work the clock
round by means of three ships an-
chored off the coast line, with the cen-
tre vessel equipped with a 50 k.w.
transmitter. Booster ships are posi-
tioned by way of re-inforcement, and
customers, by purchasing at trifling

cost a simple tuning coil, get a 24-hour
service of non-stop music. And that is

‘some competition.’
Another reason for the decline is

loss of appeal now being widely ex-
perienced by pop music which, of
course, claims a star position in most
jukebox programmes. Though the mu-
sic industry as a whole is doing quite
nicely, pop groups are folding over-
night. The extraordinary thing about
this factor is that tickets to pop con-
certs not only sell out but often go to
a premium, while live performance
bookings for top turns stretch here
and there for months—one star of my
acquaintance is actually turning down
dates for two years ahead—but the
graph is falling fast and the pirates
are scooping the business. An addi-
tional nail in the coffin, which some
experts describe as actually the real
problem, is the complete absence of a
genuine trade wind.

Chairman of the Board.
David Rosen, former President of

Rosen Enterprises Ltd., not to be con-
fused with David Rosen of Philadel-
phia, was appointed Co-Representa-
tive Director as was Mr. Scott P.
Dotterer, who was Managing Director
of Nippon Goraku Bussan K.K. Both
of the companies forming Sega Enter-
prises Ltd. have shown extremely
rapid growth rate over the past sev-
eral years. Their combined annual
sales before the merger amounted to
$8,000,000 annually with a net profit

of over $1,000,000. It is expected that
sales and profits will rise appreciably
as a result of the better utilization of
management personnel and service
facilities.

Sega Enterprises will continue to
expand in the fields the mergered
partners pioneered in Japan—^the im-
port-export, manufacture, sale and
operation of amusement machines,
jukeboxes, recreational equipment,
model car racing circuits, and other
indoor equipment.

Operating jukeboxes and amuse-
ment machines in over 2,500 different
locations, the company is probably one
of the world’s largest in the coin
operated amusement and jukebox
field. In operation and sales the com-
pany controls well over 50% of the
market. Present plans call for a
growth rate of 20% annually. Sega
also manufactures for export several
different models of coin operated ma-
chines thereby contributing to Japan’s
foreign exchange earnings.
The former Rosen Enterprises pi-

oneered the operation of game centers
and indoor recreational centers in
Japan. Working very closely with
movie companies and utilizing avail-
able space they were able to open
game centers in the heart of the
amusement districts of the various
cities in Japan. Pioneering model car

racing in Japan, Rosen Enterprises

is responsible for over 50% of the

existing centers now operating, offi-

cials of the firm contend.

Expansion plans are underway to

expand the plant and office site which
is presently 100,000 sq. ft. located at

the entrance of the Tokyo Haneda
Airport highway.
