One pitfall in being in on what’s-

happening in the world of disks can be

assuming an air of condescension. It

then becomes a simple matter to dis-

miss just about everything that does

not conform in one way or another

to a current common-denominator

among sounds and/or artists. This

trap of static thinking becomes as-

tonishingly apparent when one begins

to total up the number of reall odd-

balls or left-field hits that come along

over a relatively short period of time.

Do syrupy sing-a-narratives about

daughters make it? Mike Douglas did

with “The Men in My Little Girl’s Life.”

Can unabashed appeals to patriotism

crash the charts? Ask S/Sgt. Barry

(“The Green Beret”) Sadler or Johnny

(“Day for Decision”) Sea. Does a ma-

tronly West Coast housewife have the

vocal goods to record a hit album?

Drop by Mrs. Miller and get the an-

swer. Can the best musical of the

1965-66 season come out of the blue

from off Broadway? Check with Kapp

Records, doing a fine sales job with

“Man from La Mancha.”

We could cite further examples, but

we think we’ve gotten the point across.

Oddballs have always been making

their appearances on the record scene.

giving the industry much excitement

and color. The more the business Is In-

clined to restrict itself to the kinds of

disk productions it believes are the

only sounds capable of making it on a

worthy sales scale, the greater seem
the chances of someone upsetting the

status-quo. He does the unexpected,

often, we are certain, getting the old

it-can’t-make-it line from “Insiders.”

The result can very well be the hit that

was turned down by 10 labels, and fi-

nally picked-up by a company willing

to take a chance on It.

Oddballs or left-field hits are just

what their names Imply. The last thing

they can do is set a trend, although

the fact that they usually sell in great

quantities in a short period of time

leads to frantic attempts to cash-in on

their popularity.

Besides the obvious quick-sell na-

ture of these vastly Interesting phe-

nomena, left field hits should serve

to ke.ep the Industry on Its toes and

ever on-guard for Ideas that seem to

fly in the face of acceptance on a wide

scale. They do come through—and
boy can they sell!

Broadway Musicals ’65-’66: Wait Til Next Year? New Columbia Pktures Label (Colgems)

Finds Marketing Home At RCA Vktor

Don Kirshner Is Colgems Creative Director

NEW YORK—Some late season ar-
rivals saved the 1965-66 Broadway
musical season from total disaster,
but, in any event, it wasn’t a very
good year.
The only hold-over among new

shows that opened before Jan. 1, is

“Man From La Mancha,” an Off
Broadway effort and one of the big
sleepers of recent years (see below).
Everything else is gone, including
“Drat! The Cat!,” “On A Clear Day,”
“Skyscraper,” “Anya,” “The Year-
ling,” “La Crosse Valise” and “Pick-
wick,” the latter two imports from
England and France, respectively.
One show, “Hot September,” closed out i

of town. Four of the musicals were so I

short-lived that no original cast LP’s
|

were made, a blow to show music
buffs who delight in acquiring cast
albums of shows that close quickly,
thus creating instant collectors’

items. But, there’ll be no collectors’

items on “Drat!,” “The Yearling,”
“La Crosse Valise” or “Pickwick”
(available, though, in an English cast
version).
With the exception of “Man From

La Mancha,” no show was wildly and
uniformly praised by the critics. In
fact, there seemed to be an over
eagerness to praise revivals of two
Broadway classics, the Lincoln Cen-
ter’s “Annie Cet Your Cun” (star-
ring Ethel Merman, the original
“Annie”) and the City Center’s pro-
duction of “Cuys & Dolls.”
Columbia Records is clearly the

1965-66 cast LP champ, running
strong with “Marne,” “Sweet Charity”
and “Superman.” Kapp Records is the

fortunate cast outlet for “Man From
La Mancha.” Warner Bros. Records
has recorded and will soon release

its album of the so-so received “Time
For Singing.” These five musicals are
still being showcased.
Most any musical season will pro-

duce a successful song or two, and
the one just past is no exception. The
most popular song was Jerry Her-
man’s sequal to “Hello, Dolly!,” the

title song to “Marne.” Without real

big one disk success (and “Marne”
is included) there were good disk and
other exposure for the title song for

“On A Clear Day” and “Everybody’s
Got The Right To Be Wrong” from
“Skyscraper.”
Two songs from “The Yearling”

were recorded months in advance of

the opening of the musical by Barbra
Streisand and others. These were
“Why Did I Choose You” and “I’m
All Smiles.”

5 Tony’s For ‘La Mancha’

At last week’s Tony awards, Broad-
way’s Oscars, “Man from La Mancha”
was presented with Tonys in five cate-

gories, leading all award winners this

year. It was named the best musical
with the best score (Mitch Leigh &
Joe Darion)

;
it has the best musical

star (Richard Kiley), best musical di-

rector (Albert Marre) and best scenic

designer (Howard Bay). Other Tonys
for musicals went to “Marne” (best
musical actress, Angela Lansbury;
best featured or supporting actress in

a musical, Beatrice Arthur) and
“Sweet Charity” (best choreographer.
Bob Fosse).

NEW YORK—The manufacturing
and marketing facilities of RCA Vic-
tor Records will be the outlet for a
new label, Colgems, just established
by Columbia Pictures Corp. and
Screen Gems, Inc.

This is the first time that Victor
has entered into such an arrangement
to establish a new label. During the
term of the agreement, the length of
which was not specified, Columbia-
Screen Gems will create and develop
product, and from then on, Victor
will take over.

Columbia-Screen Gems recently
ceased operations of its previous label

set-up, Colpix Records, a label fully
under the direction of the picture
company (the end of Colpix was ex-
clusively reported by Cash Box).
The new label will have as its cre-

ative director Don Kirshner, head of

the music division of Columbia-Screen
Gems.
While no date of entry into the

market or initial product approach
were announced, it is assumed that
the operation will get underway with
music from the upcoming Screen
Gems TV’er, “The Monkees,” dealing
with a rock ’n roll group.
The establishment of the label and

its relationship to Victor came in a
joint announcement from A. Schneider,
president of Columbia Pictures,

Jerome S. Hyams, exec vp and gen-
eral manager of Screen Gems, and
George Marek, vp and general man-
ager of Victor.
Commenting on the move, Schneider

said: “The wide range of fine talent
available to the Colgems label and
the vast marketing and distributing
facilities provided by RCA Victor as-

sures that Colgems will emerge as an
important new force in the recording
industry.”

Kirshner said Colgems would “draw
from every area of music for the
product of this label—television, mo-
tion pictures and Broadway—as well
as the contemporary sounds which
constitute so much of today’s record
market.
Marek stated: “This new label will

be a significant addition to the prod-
uct offered by RCA Victor and will

broaden the market base for our dis-

tributors in the United States and
throughout the world, particularly in

the teen area. Don Kirshner is a dy-
namic creative talent with a splendid
record of success and a reputation for
inventive leadership which will assure
success for the new label artistically.

We intend to see that all of RCA
Victor’s marketing and promotional

facilities are employed to assure max-
imum success of the label.”

He did so by
singing his own scathing antiwar
song, “Is There Anybody Here?” Phil
Ochs’ songs, being controversial, are
rarely given air play—especially in

the light of the recently popularized
station “in” game of censoring those
records of “questionable lyric content”
or “that might endanger the public
morals.” The outlet’s switchboard was
busy for 3 hours after the airing with
telephone comments. Most of those
calling in said that they didn’t neces-
sarily agree with the views expressed
in the Ochs song but that they ad-
mired the outlet for airing them.

Acuff-Rose Sets Inti Publishing Deals
NASHVILLE — Acuff-Rose Publica-
tions has wrapped up two important
catalogs for exclusive world rights
outside the United States and Canada.
The deals, which involve Lion and
Don Music, both BMI-affiliated, and
owned by Houston-based record and
music man, Don Robey, and Stanyan
Music, an ASCAP firm which incor-

porates the works of Rod McKuen
and Glen Yarbrough, marks another
step in Acuff-Rose’s continuing global
expansion in the key markets of the
world.
The Lion-Don deal provides for

Acuff-Rose rights to all material in

the catalog not previously assigned
to other publishers and to all new
material. The Robey catalog contains
a number of copyrights in the pop,
rhythm and blues and gospel-spiritual
fields. Much of the material has en-
joyed its prime exposure through re-

cordings on Robey’s own Duke, Back-
beat and Sureshot labels for pop and
R&B and the Peacock label for the
gospel songs.
The catalogs include such songs as

“Treat Her Right” and “Apple of My
Eye,” both recent hits for Roy Head

and the current Bobby Bland hit,

“Good Time Charlie.” In addition to

Roy Head, the catalogs offer the

works of such writers as Deadric
Malone, Joe Scott and Don Robey
himself.

It’s also stressed in the agreement
that where previous copyrights may
have already been assigned in one
or more territories, Acuff-Rose will

have the rights henceforth in any ter-

ritories not previously assigned.

The Stanyan catalog contains a

batch of copyrights in the folk and
folk-pop field, written by both Mc-
Kuen and Yarbrough. Both are also

well-known as artists as well as

writers. As in the Lion-Don deal, the

WJiile other
stations frantically search for some-
thing new, WJRZ has gone into the
“good old days” of radio and has
reinstituted direct sponsor identifi-

cation with programming.
Joining forces with the manufac-

turers of a soft drink the station
will be airing “live” country shows
from Palisades Park, N.J. under the
heading of “The Mountain Dew Coun-
try Music Review.” The hour-long
show will be a weekly event and will

feature Smokey Warren’s Band, with
a guest star each week. Initial shows
(23 and 30) will headline Elton Britt
and Johnny Dollar.
The connection between the show

and the sponsor is much in the line

of radio’s “Lux Presents Hollywood”
and “The Kraft Theatre,” among
others.

Jordan Christopher To
Britain And France
NEW YORK—UA’s Jordon Chris-
topher left the United States June
17th for a month-long tour of Eng-
land and France. During the 4-week
jaunt, the artist will record singles
and albums for American release.

He will also cut a special product
aimed especially at the English and
French Markets. UA plans a strong
promotional push for the young
chanter in Paris and London.

Christopher will be accompanied
by his wife, Sybil, and daughters,
Kate Burton and Jodi Christopher.

House Of Jazz
In East Village
NEW YORK—The House Of Jazz
was originally a mail order record
house but has now opened a retail

outlet at 31 St. Marks Place, New
York City. The shop, which is dec-
orated with provocative photographs
of various jazz musicians and an
up-to-date bulletin board of tbe New
York jazz scene, features an exten-
sive collection of jazz, folk, and blues
recordings. As a customer service, the
House Of Jazz will obtain any re-

quested record within 24-hours.

Promotion Man Won't
See Superintendents
NEW YORK—Morty Wax, vet indie
Gotham drumbeater, has taken a
stand which he hopes will serve as a
beacon of independence for his fellow
promotion men across the land. Wax
feels that the fraternity of promo-
tion men have been abused long
enough and that a line must be drawn
someplace.
Wax refuses to go along with Na-

tional Consortium, a closed circuit
radio system servicing apartment
houses and condominiums in several
cities, which has laid down the law
to promotion men by insisting that
they will be seen on certain days—by
appointment only.

React To FCC Ruling

Capitol Changes Cover
Of Beatles' 10th Album

NEW YORK—Local AM/FM outlets
are currently in tbe throes of change
to meet the January 1 deadline set
by the FCC in its 1964 edict against
duplication of more than 50% of the
air time. Heading the list of changes
is WOR, traditionally a talk station,
which will program light rock on the
FM affiliate. To additionally facilitate
the edict: WQXR will continue clas-
sical music for 19-hours per day on
FM but the AM unit will program
music of a lighter vein during the
daily hours of separation; WNYC
will go from its current 20-hours per

week of non duplicated programming
to 56 hours per week; WCBS plans

to program rock-like rhythms for the

20-to-30-year-old age group on the

FM affiliate; and WLIB will con-

tinue to play nothing but jazz on FM
but will add 10-hours of daytime
programming.

According to Goforth,
the promotional junket is probably
the only one in the history of Country
Music to successfully pack houses by
billing a 73-year-old auto harpist and
a 65-year-old standup comic. The ref-
erence, of course, is to the aging but
active routines of Pop Stoneman and
the Duke of Paducah. The “antique
show,” as it was referred to by fellow
members of the cast, was a resounding
success in recent appearances at Chi-
cago’s Rivoli Club and Louisville’s
Executive Inn. Also appearing with
the two acts in the respective states
were “Miss Illinois” and “Miss Ken-
tucky.” . . . Meanwhile, the Duke has
been booked for seven consecutive
nights of entertainment in Montreal’s
new Country Palace June 20-26 by the
Moeller Talent stable. The 7-day en-
gagement will call for 21 separate
appearances by the Duke.

Nearing the mid-way mark of 1966,
Jack Andrews, Moeller Talent veep,
has announced a 30% increase in the
amount of talent booked this year by
his agency, as compared to a like

period a year ago.
Andrews attributes the agency’s

increase in activity to a combination
of three separate factors: (1) a larger
demand for live performances at out-
door fairs and amusement parks
around the country; (2) an increasing
popularity for Country Music in

European countries and also in major
metropolitan areas in the United

States due to radio and television ex-
posure and (3) the resurgence of buy-
ing territories which were at one time
considered to be minor markets but
now purchase Country Music on a
major scale annually.

The
signing naturally brought hearty
chuckles from Jamboree director Lee
Sutton (left) and David’s manager,
Tillman Franks, both of whom con-
sider the songster quite a catch. Judg-
ing by the initial reaction on “Almost
Persuaded,” a good many fans think
he’s a good catch, too.

We hear that Monument’s “Travelin’
Texan,” Billy Walker, will play a
three-day string of pa’s in Hamilton,
Bermuda June 24, 25 and 26 as a
follow-up to Justin Tubb’s highly suc-

cessful run Apr. 21, 22 and 23. David
Lopes, an official of the Bermuda
Broadcasting Co. and purchaser of the
Tubb tour, expressed an immense
amount of surprise and satisfaction at
the reception accorded Tubb during
his visit to the island.

Tubb’s show was buyer Lopes’ first

Country Music purchase and played
to SRO crowds at each engagement.

The Show

The public completely filled the
room and followed each move of the
final decision with interest and took
part in the excitement of organizers,
artists and authors (who were un-
known until the last moment).
As in previous phases, the whole

show was emceed by star speaker of
TV-Excelsior, Kalil Filho, assisted by
popular TV and theater actor Carlos
Zara. After giving a general ex-
planation about the organization of
the Festival—and specially of the
criterion used to choose from the
13,000 songs entered, the 50 numbers
that reached the past five weekly
eliminating phases—this was done
over a few months by two different
juries composed of a group of music
connoisseurs. Next, Kalil presented
the jury for that decisive last phase
of the Festival: Radames Gnatali,
Edoardo Guarnieri, Diogo Pacheco,
Jiilio Medaglia and Guerra Peixe,
writers and critics Paulo Mendes
Campos, Liicio Rangel and Cash Box
representatives Luis De M.C. Guedes;
this time, three new members chosen
among well-known personalities were
added to this jury: famous humorist
Milor Fernandes (Vao Gogo), editor
and TV writer Tiilio Lemos, and music
critic Alberto Soares De Almeida. To
the 14 numbers chosen in the five

eliminations (since the song “Joga A
Tristesa No Mar,” composed by Man-
fredo Fest and Lili Fest, was dis-
qualified for having been distributed
to the press representatives in an

album against Festival regulations),
four other numbers previously not
included were chosen by the jury.

Next, the 18 songs were presented
to the public (and TV audience) as
follows: “Tic Tac,” sung by Dorothy,
“Motivos” by Silvio Aleixo, “Bern
Bom No Tom” by Carmen Silva,

“Irremediavelmente” interpreted by
Roberta, “Preliidio Para Um Amor

recorded by the Lecco Academy Choir, and another one with songs by
Gesualdo, recorded by the Little Vocal Group of Montreal, directed by George
Little. Both LP’s belong to the Opus-Vox series.

Mario Kaminsky of Microfon is following a line in new recordings, tending J

to establish what is starting to be called the “MiVvr.-fr,n Sminri ” Aftoy fho‘Microfon Sound.” After the
successful release of the new album by Tropical music group Los Cinco del

Ritmo and the singles by Zachary, the Dean Brothers and Pat Dean, he is

finishing the waxing of the first 12" by melodic voiced Jose Antonio, who
has been selling well with his “lo Ti Daro Di Piu” and “Una Casa In Cima
A1 Mondo.” Kaminsky hopes this waxing will surpass all Antonio’s previous
efforts.

Ala-Nicky Records is directing its main efforts in the Tango music direc-

tion. Latest news is the “Embajada Del Tango” artists, Carlos Dante, Ri-

cardo Ruiz, Floreal Ruiz, Alberto Moran, Jorge Valdez and Mario Bustos.
Besides, the diskery has Osvaldo Piro and his orchestra, with a new sound be-

tween the traditional ways of playing this sort of music and the “avant garde”
leaders Piazzolla and Rovira. Piro has recorded an album, from which A-N has
culled a single.

Producciones Milrom infos about the latest recordings of its director, Lucio
Milena, for Disc Jockey Records. Among them are “El Cordobes,” “Michelle,”

this week’s charts. Besides, Milena has cut an album for the Montilla label,

styles and sort of music are completely different. Another strong release is

“Studio Uno,” second album by Italian lark Mina, whose next visit to Argen-
tina would take place later in 1966.
RCA is promoting heavily its teen duo Barbara and Dick, now with a ver-

sion of “California Dreamin’, ” the Mama’s and Papa’s hit. Previouslv the
duet had sold well its “Guantanamera,” and seems to be establishing itself

strongly among the teen audience. RCA is also expecting good sales from its

recordings of “La Banda Borracha,” by Lucho Perez and Cecilio Ruiz.

Prodisa Records reports the release of “Lara’s Theme,” from the oncoming
film “Doctor Zhivago,” recorded by A1 Korvin in Italy for GTA. The diskery

has also released several Tamla-Motown singles by artists like R. Dean
Taylor, the Four Tops, Marvin Gaye and Tony Martin, among others.

Julio Korn Publishers reports the contracting of several new Charles

Aznavour tunes. Among them are “Aime Moi,” “Bon Anniversaire,” “Si Tu
M’emportes,” “Reste” and “Donne Tes Seize Ans,” included in the second

album in Spanish recently released by Disc Jockey, Barclay’s rep in this

country. From the US charts JK has taken “Girl In Love,” cut by the Out--^^^

siders; this tune will be managed by Editorial Odeon.

Producciones Fermata is releasing this week a new album by Herb Alpert

and the Tijuana Brass: “The Lonely Bull,” recorded originally for A&M of

the States, another one by Adilson Godoy (Ferbra series), and an LP tagged
“Sacha Distel at the Olympia,” cut for Prosadis. Distel is running high these

days with his single “Monsieur Cannibal,” and may turn into a strong name
in this country.
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The increase in record sales which took place in February has been main-
tained. The latest Board of Trade figures reveal that manufacturers’ sales for
March this year—valued at £1,973,000 were 5% higher than in March 1965.
Home sales rose by 5% and export sales, representing 14% of the total sales,
rose by 8%. Taking the first quarter as a whole total sales and homes sales
were 3% up on the same period a year ago but export sales fell slightly. On
the production side 19% fewer singles and EPs were produced in March this
year than in the same month last year but 33%rd r.p.m. production was up
although only by 1%. However, during the first quarter of 1966 9% more LPs
were produced than last year while production of singles and EPs fell by 11%.
Thus the boom in LPs and the decline in singles continues.
The British Performing Rights Society recently installed an I.T.C. 1902

computer to take over some of the detailed and complicated day-to-day work
necessary in order to protect the interests of composers, lyric writers and music
publishers. The P.R.S. one of the most important and respected organizations

in the British music scene today was formed way back in 1914. Before that date

it was impossible for composers and writers to collect royalties from public

performances of their work and many of them including Stephen Foster, died

penniless despite the popularity of their works. Today in order to distribute

the fees it collects the P.R.S. ‘logs’ and analyzes over 3,000,000 performances
a year. The Society’s index of titles is at present over 1% million. Much of this

work will now be taken over by the newly installed computer leaving the staff

with more time to spend on other urgent and pressing matters. This is the first

computer in Britain ever to work wholly in the service of music. Although the

electronic brain of the computer would seem to be at loggerheads with the

creative music of the artist in this case the relationship will certainly bring

considerable benefit to composers, authors and music publishers both in this

country and abroad. The launching ceremony was attended by vice president of

the P.R.S. the celebrated writer Sir Alan Herbert and composer author Vivian

Ellis.

Economides Recording Production Ltd. after a 3-month delay is now under
way. In June, under a new arrangement, singles will be released by the

Cymbaline on Mercury, Marc Bolan on Decca, David Wilcox on CBS and the

Pineapple Chunks on Mercury. July single releases include disks by Bob and

Jackie Mearks, the Appalachians, Cat Stevens and Ray Singer. In the album
field Economides is about to start a special instrumental project for CBS. In

July Johnny Howard’s Satin Sounds LP will be issued on Decca the first of a

series of recordings incorporating an entirely new type of sound. Jim
Economides is currently in New York negotiating with an American company
to produce special album projects designed for the United States market but

recorded in England.
Jack Baverstock, Fontana A & R chief and the man responsible for a chain of

hits including the Mindbenders No. 1 smash “A Groovy Kind Of Love,” the

Merseys “Sorrow” and “Hold Tight” by Dave Dee. Dozy, Beaky, Mick and Tich
arrives in America on June 20th. After four days in New York during which he
will see Tony Wine of Screen Gems, writer of “A Groovy Kind Of Love,” he will
travel on to Las Vegas, Los Angeles, San Francisco and finally Chicago to
attend the Philips-Fontana-Mercury-Smash A & R meeting.

Just arrived in London from Australia is music man Ritchie Yorke. He will
set up a London office for Sunshine Records of Australia—the label which has
had resounding success with the country’s top star Normie Rowe. During his
first year in show business 19-year-old Normie has recorded five singles all

reaching No. 1 on the Australian charts and four of them receiving Gold Disks
for sales exceeding 100,000. He has recorded three albums, one of which
“Normie Rowe A Go-Go” has also been awarded a Gold Disk bringing his total
to five. Yorke is currently meeting up with record company executives for
Rowe’s disks to be released in Britain and is talking with promoters for bring-
ing Rowe over to this country for television, p.a.’s and a concert tour in August.

Peter Knight Jr. international manager of Pye Records is currently in Milan
for discussions with Durium Records regarding future repertoire. Pye, who
distributes the Durium product in Britain, had enormous chart success with
two Durium recordings “II Silenzio” by Nini Rosso and “Zorba’s Dance” by
Marcello Minerbi.

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Ptilish-boni violinist Henryk Szeryng, a Mexican citizen since 1946, came to

The Netherlands for a special concert at the recently opened “Doelen” Con-
cert Hall in Rotterdam. The artist, under Philips contract, wanted to meet the
Dutch press as he had a special message for them. Introduced by Bob Bouma,
PRO for Philips’ Phonographic Industries, the violin maestro and professor of

music declared in the Rotterdam Hilton Hotel that he was happy to have found
the Doelen Hall to be acoustically one of the very best concert-halls in the
world. Szeryng praised the warmth and mellowness of sound in the hall and said

that instrumentalists always have to deal with very different circumstances; in

this hall he said, acoustics give full satisfaction and make the musicians feel

at home. Szeryng added further that he is very happy to be chosen as the first

solo-instrumentalist playing in the new building which is certainly a crown-
jewel in the string of concert-halls all over the world. In a long speech Szeryng
stressed his philosophy on music, confirming that “music is a true bridge be-

tween human beings.” After the well-attended and very pleasant informal part
of the press-meeting, Szeryng handed all press-officials a signed copy of his

Philips-recording with the Violin Concertos by Mendelssohn and Schumann.
Racing to the top in Holland is “Wild Thing” by the Troggs, the very first

recording that resulted from the cooperation between Fontana and Page One
Records. Song was written by Chip Taylor—who also wrote “I Can’t Let You
Go” for the Hollies and “Sneaking Up On You” as sung by Peggy Lee. Troggs
took their name from “troglodyte”, meaning cave-dweller. Leader is singer
Reg Presley from Hampshire who wrote “From Home”, flip-side of “Wild
Thing”. Within a week after release by Phonogram and suppoi'ted by intensive
plugging, sales reached very satisfactory figures (Fontana).
Coming to Holland for TV-recordings as special guests in the Rita Reys Show

(Rita Reys is Holland’s first jazz-singer, owning the popular jazz-club “GoGo”)
were the Horst Jankowski Singers from Germany and Mark Murphy who flew
in from London. Popular Jankowski, his mother, impresario and large choir
were welcomed by staff-members from Phonogram who had organised a press-
conference in the American Hotel, Amsterdam. Mark Murphy met at Schiphol
Airport by Press & PR-man Frank Visser from Phonogram. Murphy later
joined the press-conference.

Blues-singer Fred McDowell, one of the top-attractions of the American Folk
Blues Festival 1965 which toured Europe, was solo-recorded in a collection of
Blues songs, entitled “Mississippi Delta Blues” on the Fontana-label, a release
by P.P.I. Baarn.

Chet Baker, back in full swing on the recording scene, much to the satisfac-
tion of his many admirers in Europe, joined the “Mariachi Brass” for a lively

and jazzy ball with superb trumpet-playing in “The Modern Sound of Mexico”
on Fontana.
Bovema’s recording manager John Mbring, who was among those Bovema-

delegates visiting Britain for 2 days-briefing with EMI last May 23-24th, un-
wrapped the news that EMI-England will release recordings by HMV’s out-
standing folk-trio the Shepherds in the near future. Shepherds-discs will be
launched both in British and U.S. markets. Mbring added to this that a record-
ing-contract for the German market is also in the can for later usage.

Parlophone-label chief Roel Kruyse released the new Beatles-single “Paper-
back Writer”/“Rain” at the end of this week. Presses at Bovema’s plant pro-
duced huge quantities to meet an outburst of advance-orders. Dealers through-
out the country were given special notice.

Last year’s young vocal winner of the Co-OP-T3 Talent Contests coorganized
with Bovema, Eddie Hilberts was at Gramophonehouse this week to wax his
debut-disc “But How Long.” Hilberts, now leading his new Shakin’ Four beat-
group is 17 years old, a student-to-be of electronics and has his residence in
(jroningen.
After the recent withdrawal of the popular Edison-awards, prizes in the

classical area are now being published in the country’s musicpress. Bovema
takes off with 3 Edison-awards for Haydn’s “Jahreszeiten” under the baton of
Wolfgang Gbnnewein (Columbia), Kodaly’s Girl’s Choir of Budapest, also on
Columbia and for contemporary music by Koechlin, Char-Boulez and Messiaen
by the BBC-Symphony under Dorati and Boulez (HMV).

Capitol-Holland followed up its single-release of Mrs. Miller’s “Down-town”
with the June-release of Mrs. Miller’s “Greatest Hits” album.

Atlantic launched new albums including Coltrane-Don Cherry’s historical
1960—“Avant Garde” date, Herbie Mann’s “Monday Night at the Village Gate”
and “Esther Phillips sings”. Liberty listed Jackie De Shannon’s “In The Wind”.

GERMANY
Everyone in sport circles knows that Munich has been chosen as the Olympic

city for 1972 and you might think that ’72 is a long time away, but not the
music business boys. Last week, Italian trumpet king Nini Rossn drew out his
golden trumpet and played the first perfoi-mance of the “Olympic Melody”
from the top of the city hall in Munich. The celebration held by Hansa Records
had many purposes. First of all Nini was presented with the first real “Golden”
record awarded here for sales exceeding 1 million in Germany since 1963 when
Freddy Quinn picked up his award for “Junge Komm Bald Wieder.” Over 1,-

350,000 copies of his “H Silenzio” were sold here. With all versions together, the
song did about a 2-million-copy business in Germany alone. Press, juke box
execs, and radio personnel were on hand for the presentation where the golden
record was presented and at the same time, the plans for the “Olympic Melody”
were christened. The song came from an idea of promotion man Jack Martin
and was realized by composer-producer Christain Bruhn and his partner Peter
Meisel who then recorded the song with Nini. The song has the sub-title
“Salute To Munich” and has been officially dedicated to the city of Munich.
Mayor Georg Brauehle received the award at the ceremony in the city hall. The
song is expected to be used as publicity for the city of Munich for the Olympics
and will be officially sent out at a big gala concert in the Circus Krone in the
fall with all proceeds going to the Olympic committee here. The record will be
released all over the world at that time. Right now, Nini has a hit record racing
up the charts called “A1 Mio Amore” which despite its Italian name was writ-
ten for him by Christain Bruhn, Germany’s top pop writer at the present time.
Connie Francis is doing a 15 day tour of Germany where she will do several

TV shows including her own “special” package. She’ll be plugging her new
records here and the trip may really beef up her sales in this country.
The musical “Homesick For St. Pauli” starring Freddy Quinn which produced

the hit song “Junge Komm Bald Wieder” is ending its record breaking stay
in Hamburg where over 150,000 visitors saw the 118 performances. In the fall,

the Hamburg musical goes to Vienna where it opens on the 29th of September.
There are now two German compositions on the Cash Box Top 100 charts.

“Wiederseh’n” sung by A1 Martino and “Strangers In The Night” by Frank
Sinatra are both top quality songs and both were penned by Hamburg orchestra
leader-composer Bert Kaempfert. There’s not too much that can be said about
“Fips” Kaempfert that hasn’t already been said a thousand times. Ever since
he started on his way with the million selling “Wonderland By Night” which
was not his composition, Bert has been a constant chart maker with his singles
and LP’s as an artist and has penned uch smashes as “Dankeschoen” for Wayne
Newton, “Spanish Eyes” for A1 Martino etc. All we want to say is congratu-
lations Bert, for keeping Germany alive in the U.S. charts.

Who, What, When, Where & Why

Bad Press

Every major business in this country has a lobby in

Washington, a public relations agency and a polite smile

for the public and the press, except the coin machine in-

dustry.

No other industry is so little-known to the public or so

shy of discussing the aspects of the business—manufac-

ture, distribution, sales organizations, locations and the

people involved. The few attempts at public contact have

been hesitant, half-hearted and unrewarding.

This attitude has born legends about the business

—

stories which cannot be proven, but which no one in the

coin machine business has ever taken the time or trouble

to categorically deny.

The problem is known as Bad Press.

The origins of Bad Press are those favorite American

boogaboos—Sin and Salvation. Newspapers know that

nothing sells papers like Sin, so they write—or create— '

a story about gambling machines, or the earthy qualities /

of rock and roll music (as played on jukeboxes) or the

“shadowy influences” on the industry. “Shadowy influ-

ences” ranks with “The Innocent Youth” as being the
,

favorite character in these newspaper melodramas. I

Once the melodrama has been played out, they leap
|

to the editorial pulpit and denounce it, calling for Salva-
j

tion—new laws, stricter enforcement or the banishment |

of all coin operated machines. '

i

I
This routine, with its comic-book sense of adventure c

and mystery, has been practised against the coin ma-

chine industry for thirty years, it is not so bad as it was,

but it is certainly not much improved. And with all the

printed abuse, the victim has yet to be heard from. It is

difficult to understand how an industry could tolerate

such slander unless it was too frightened or too dis-

organized to reply.

We urge, for the umpteenth time, a public relations

program, starting from a local level. Since the initial ef-

fort must come from a recognized source, we suggest the

local and state associations of MOA, with the national as-

sociation designing and aiding the local drives. The re-

gional plan of the current MOA membership drive could

serve as a model for a public image campaign. MOA’s na-

tional convention in October would be the time to or-

ganize and begin the program.

Public relations has been discussed to death. Action

must now be taken to give the public something more
than a peephole view of a billion dollar business.

A Paris Coin Show: American Units Keep
PARIS—During the past few years
the two main French coin exhibitions
—the International Fair and the
Hotel Equipment exhibition—have
both fallen into something of a de-

cline, and this year rock bottom
seemed to have been reached when
most of the major importers of equip-
ment did not bother to take space at
the former, which was held during
the last two weeks of May.

There are two main reasons for this

lack of interest among the trade and
these are mainly economic. The Inter-
national Fair lasts for 14 days and it

is a costly business to hire space and
it also means the immobilisation of
staff to man the stands when these
people might just as well be out on
the road earning their keep. Further-

more, the positioning of the Hall
which houses the coin slot amusement
equipment is dead against the exhibi-
tors from the start.

The stands are situated as far as
possible from the main entrance in
the furthermost back corner of the
exhibition grounds. And, should any
visitor get anywhere in the neighbour-
hood, he is not likely to clear the last

two obstacles of the food and wine
halls! It was obvious that the French
trade associations were not happy
with the situation and there seems to
be every likelihood that plans will
shortly be formulated to hold a spe-
cialised Trade Exhibition of a shorter
duration on the basis of the very suc-
cessful British Amusement Trades
Exhibition.

Proof of the lack of enthusiasm
throughout the French trade was the

absence of all but one of the American
juke boxes and a complete absence of

audio-visual units. Ets. Bussoz kept

the American juke box flag flying

with their representation of all the
lines of Wurlitzer, while the French
manufacturers were represented by
the Jupiter range, made by Electro-
Kicker and the Emaphones by Ets.
Marchant. The German Festival box
from N.S.M. was also on the show.

Football tables are very popular in
most European countries and one of
the most experienced manufacturers
of this type of game is Georges Clerge
who showed three different models as
well as a new American billiard table
which he manufacturers in his fac-
tory in Lyon. Ets. Marchant also

showed a football-type table called
Twin-Shooter but in this machine the

ball is propelled by means of a pistol

in each goal and metal bars projecting

from the sides which are operated by
spring loaded knobs when the ball

goes to the side of the table.

Among the vending machines was
the American made U-Select-It which
is now being imported by Societe de

Mepadi, S.A. of Metz have recently opened these new showrooms in the
Boulevard Louis Pasteur, Paris, France. From here they distribute Rock-Ola
phonographs, the football tables they manufacture in their factory at Metz,
as well as a variety of other coin operated equipment.
The Ets Bussoz stand displayed three Wurlitzer phonographs: in profile is

the 2700, the 2900 is front and center, and the 2800 is on the right.

License Bill Passes
New York House & Senate

MILLIE McCarthy

ALBANY—Mrs. Millie McCarthy,
president of the New York State Coin
Machine Association and owner of
Catskill Amusement in Hurleyville,
New York, told the trade press that
a bill for licensing operators of
amusement machines in New York
State had passed the State Senate and
House and is now awaiting the Gov-
ernor’s signature.

Providing for a $600, two-year li-

cense to be issued to operators of one

or more machines who have not been

convicted of a felony in the last ten

years, the bill is the third in a series

of legislative proposals urged by Mrs.

McCarthy in the last two and a half

years.

“I’ve had the support of the State

Chief of Police on the bill and many
high officials are going to bat for us

this time,” she said, “and I hope the

Governor will sign it. I think our busi-

ness would be the better for it, not

only in protection, but in prestige.”

The provisions of the proposed act,

if passed, will not apply in cities of

one million or more population.

Flag Flying

SAN DIEGO—Needless damage to

vending machines by irate customers
whose coins fail to activate unlocking
mechanisms because of internal cor-

rosion caused by moisture can be
eliminated claims a local chemical
company with a simple spray-on ap-
plication of a rust preventative and
lubricant called WD-40.

Endorsement of this chemical was
given recently by V. V. Van Divort,
assistant manager of the Toledo
Times, when he said, “We have tried

“Take A Tip From Europe”
Bally’s Calamari Says Ops Op For 3-Chute

CHICAGO—Paul Calamari, sales man-
ager of Pally Manufacturing Com-
pany, Chicago, reported last week that
the Pally optional one, two or three
coin-chutes on flipper games is rapidly
narrowing down to a general prefer-
ence for all three chutes.
“European operators,” Calamari

added, “seem to be a little ahead of

their U.S. friends in their adoption
of the triple chute concept. German
operators, for example, promptly de-
manded triple chutes when we intro-
duced the triple option idea. In
England, too, where the single 6 pence

pence, one shilling or two shillings.

“However, U.S. operators are in-

creasingly aware of the earning
advantage of three chutes. Even in
territory still on five-cents play, the
addition of the dime and quarter
chutes increases average earnings by
getting play from people who would
not bother to get change. A man with
two bits in his pocket will usually go
for five games if the quarter chute is

handy. The nickel chute also adds to
the cash-box in dime play territory by
getting play from the customer who
can use two nickels instead of a dime,
while the third or quarter chute per-
mits the attraction of discounted price
per play.

“Aside from the simplicity of separ-
ate chutes specialized to the handling
of a particular coin and the time-
saving convenience of automatic sort-
ing of coins into separate coin-box
compai’tments. Pally triple coin-chutes
insure continued operation of a game
even if one chute is plugged up.

I

“Conversion from one style of

I

operation is particularly simple. For
I example, if an operator goes from five

cents to ten cents play, the nickel
coin-chute becomes a ‘two times five

cents’ chute in a matter of minutes.

Ease of conversion, even to foreign
' coins, is, of course, an important re-

sale factor.
