Sets Lines Into Three Divisions

NEW YORK—A “community of la- I

bels” concept has been organized at

a MGM Records, signaling a major re-

shaping of the label’s corporate struc-

ture, according to Mort Nasatir,
president.

The “community of labels” idea

groups the many labels produced and
distributed by MGM /Verve into three
autonamous divisions, each with its

own label manager, sales and promo-
j tion maangers, field force and dis-

tribution.

The three basic divisions in the
“community of labels” concept are:
the MGM group; the Verve group;
and the Metro group.
The MGM group will market the

flagship MGM line, Kama Sutra, Lyra
Records, the budget Metro label, and
the two children’s lines Leo The Lion
and King Leo. The Verve group will

handle Verve, Verve /Forecast and the
budget jazz line, VSP. The Metro
group is currently responsible for
sales, marketing and promotion of
Cameo-Parkway (and two subsidiary
C/P labels, Vando and Windy City),
the newly activated MGM-owned Cub
and Music Factory labels, and a num-
ber of other independently produced
labels ready for release shortly.

Nasatir: Explosive Growth

Nasatir revealed these major
changes at regional distributor sales
meetings held in Los Angeles, New
Orleans and New York City. In com-
menting on the move he said, “This
reorganization has been dictated by
the explosive growth of MGM /Verve
over the past two years. We are now
handling more hit product than ever
before in MGM’s history, and a major
expansion of this kind is necessary so
that we have a chance to plan, pro-
mote and sell each piece of product
from its inception. The ‘community
of labels’ concept will define specific
areas of responsibility in sales and
promotion. This means that a maxi-

Cameo Shows Profits

For Third Quarter
NEW YORK—Cameo-Parkway Rec-
oi’ds has reported that sales and
royalty income for the three months
ended iSeptember 30, 1967, were $917,-
840 and net profit, after taxes, was
$61,535, equal to 10 cents a share (un-
audited). This compares with $890,348
and a loss of $232,526, or a loss of
38 cents per share, as restated for
the same period in fiscal 1966 (these
figures being unaudited).

In July, 1967, after the June 30,
1967 fiscal year ended, Allen Klein,
president of Allen Klein & Co., and
an associate purchased 347,000 shares
and controlling interest in Cameo-
Parkway Records.
The company said that the annual

report for fiscal year ending June 30,

1967, being mailed to stockholders,
discloses a net loss (after all appli-

cable charges) of $1,594,444 (or
$2.60 a share) as compared with a
net loss of $116,316 (or 19 cents a
share) for fiscal June 30, 1966. Sales
and royalty income in fiscal 1967 were
$3,958,926, compared with $3,461,159
in fiscal 1966.

Fiscal 1967 net loss had the effect

of reducing stockholders’ equity to

$164,444.

CAMEO BUYING MERCO?
NEW YORK—Word around the ti'ade

just before deadline had Cameo Rec-
ords purchasing Merco, the large rack
operation. It is understood that Allen
Klein, Cameo topper, and Jack Gi'oss-

man, Merco head, had numerous dis-

Cowsills Ink 70 PA
Deal For Sullivan
NEW YORK—The Cowsills, MGM’s
hot family act, have signed a 10-

appearance deal for the Ed Sullivan
Show. When the deal ends in June of

1969, the Cowsills will have appeared
at least 10 times, although the figure
could be more. First date is set for
Oct. 29, with a possibility that the
group will also do Sullivan’s Christmas
Eve stanza on Dec. 24.

It’s understood that the pact calls

for their exclusive appearance on the
Sullivan TV’er, unless they are grant-
ed permission to appear elsewhere.
Group’s first outing for MGM is a
chart success, the number 21 (bullet)

spot on this week’s Top 100. It’s called

“The Rain, The Park & Other Strange
Things.”

Deal was worked out between Bob
Precht, producer of the Sullivan pro-
gram, MGM Records, Lenny Stogel,
group’s personal manager, and Ashley-
Famous, the booking agency.

Atlantic Sale To WB?
Atlantic Denies It

NEW YORK—Top subject of personal
and phone encounters among trade-

sters last week was the possibility

that Warner Bros. Records had pur-
chased Atlantic Records. Touching
this off was a down-to-the-signing-
stage item in Daily Variety on Thurs-
day, Oct. 5. When reached for com-
ment, Warners had none to offer,

while Atlantic said no such deal was
in the works. Others outside of the
Warners and Atlantic labels seemed
inclined to believe “why not?” More
specifically, a price tag of $13 million
was set on the alleged deal.

HOLLYWOOD — Now entering its
I

second year, Angel’s low priced clas-
sic line is apparently succeeding in
answering the need for quality in
classics at modest costs.

Seraphim (Funk and Wagnalls
definition—“the highest of nine orders
of Angeles”) has released 64 titles
since its introduction last September
with sales, according to national
merchandising manager for Capitol,
Angel and Seraphim, Brown Meggs,
“already very close to the million
dollar mark.”

100 Titles Soon

Label expects more than 100 titles
will be available before its second
anniversary, including some of the
more celebrated early releases on
Angel and performances previously
unreleased in the U.S. Newest opera
package, for example, is Lortzing’s
complete comic opera “Zar und Zim-
mermann,” sung in German with Rob-
ert Heger conducting the Dresden
State Orchestra. Top seller thus fai-

quality entertainment with which Ne-
groes can identify,” he continued.

Auditions will start immediately.
They are scheduled for Friday and
Saturday afternoons from 4:00 to 8:00
P.M. at the Checkmate, a private club
at 3339 West 43rd Street, where he is

currently appearing with Miss Pace,
Johnny Robinson and the Young
Brothers, Brown said.

“Negroes created most of the popu-
lar music and dances America has en-
joyed since slavery. Brown explained.
These include the Black Bottom; the
Charleston, Ragtime, Jazz, BeBop, the
Jitterbug, Boogie Woogie, The Twist
and the Bugaloo. All have come from
the same socio-economic group—the
Negro poor. He is confident his talent
search and productions will be success-
ful here. Brown concluded.

conducted by Bernstein. This release

marks Leonard Bernstein’s first re-

corded performance of Mahler’s Sym-
phonies Nos. 1, 6 and 9. His widely
acclaimed interpretations of the re-

maining Mahler symphonies are all

available on individual Columbia Mas-
terworks albums.

Special Packaging

The fourteen LP’s, accompanied by
a 36-page illustrated booklet and a
bonus record, “Gustav Mahler Re-
membered,” are packaged in a gold-
embossed black-leatherette slipcase,

which has on its spine a reproduction
of the gold Mahler medal, awarded
for outstanding service to Mahler’s
music by the International Gustav
Mahler Gesellschaft, whose headquar-
ters are in Vienna. This summer, both
Leonard Bernstein and John McClure,
Columbia Masterworks’ A & R direc-

tor, who produced this album, were
awarded gold and silver medals, re-

spectively, for their meritorious
achievements in behalf of Mahler’s
music.

The 36-page booklet contains rare
photographs of Gustav Mahler, as
well as the articles “Mahler; His Time
Has Come” by Leonard Bernstein,
“Gustav Mahler in America” by Rob-
ert Sabin and “The Man and His
Music” by Hans Fantel. Leonard
Bernstein writes in his essay, “The
first spontaneous image that springs
to my mind at the mention of the
word ‘Mahler’ is of a colossus strad-
dling the magic dateline ‘1900.’ There
he stands, his left foot (closer to the

heart ! ) firmly planted in the rich,

beloved 19th century, and his right,

rather less firmly, seeking solid

ground in the 20th. Some say he
never found this foothold; others (and
I agree with them) insist that 20th-

century music could not exist as we
know it if that right foot had not

landed there with a commanding
thud. Whichever assessment is right,

the image remains: he straddled.”

Structural Analysis

An appreciation and detailed struc-

tural analysis of each symphony is

also featured in the booklet. The
writers include the late Bruno Walter
(whose intimate friendship with Gus-

tav Mahler lasted seventeen years,

until the composer’s death in 1911),

Jack Diether, Edward Downes and

David Johnson.

The recording “Gustav Mahler Re-

membered” provides insights into the

character of the composer by those

who were close to him, including his

daughter, Anna. Among those who
discuss with narrator William Mal-

loch their professional relationships

with Mahler are conductors Alfred

Sendrey, Richard Lert and Dr. Klaus
Pringsheim; composer Max Steiner;

cellist Nathan Liebenbaum and bas-

soonist Benjamin Kohon, both of the

Philharmonic Society of New York;

Taient On Stage

PEGGY LEE
NEW YORK — For the first few
minutes after she came on stage at
the Copacabana, it seemed that may-
be Peggy Lee had lost it. Her opening
number left us with a “So what?”
reaction. Good, but not great. Not the
Peggy Lee of other days.

Planted early in an entertainer’s
performance, a negative opinion, or
at least one of lethargy, can grow
subtly but surely, until it becomes
almost impossible to overcome. A true
professional rarely lets it grow to that
point. Peggy Lee didn’t.

Somewhere toward the beginning of

the show—it’s most difficult to pin-
point the exact moment—things took
a new course. Negativeness slowed,
came to a halt. The tide changed
rapidly until she was prompting not
only a definite plus opinion, but was
fostering superlatives along the way.

There’s something about watching
a truly great professional that pro-
vokes the layman to attempt analysis.
That causes him to ponder those
chemical ingredients and gossamer
qualities that elevates a Peggy Lee
to a position far above the common
folk.

It’s not only her singing capabilities
or her communication with her music
—both of which are superb—but it’s

a potpourri of many things. Things
like her ability to create gaiety and
laughter with only the slightest arch
of an eyebrow or body movement. A
delicate nuance in her manner.
Another demonstration of greatness

was not a demonstration at all. It was
a move so subtle as to be hidden from
the vast majority of the audience. It

came about when one of the most
talented harmonica virtuosos of our
time. Toots Thielmans, was called on
to join Miss Lee at the mike in a
number. As a team they were magni-
fique and the audience was effusive

in its response. Rightfully so, a good
deal of the applause was for Thiel-
mans, a man of proven talent. Long
before the applause wcFuld have nor-
mally died, the orchestra began to

pick up their instruments for the next
number. With the slightest of hand
signals. Miss Lee stopped them until

Thielmans had received every ounce
of response coming to him. The band
didn’t begin until the audience had
gone completely silent.

Such is the talent and artistry of a
Peggy Lee—a performer who was
called back for three encores at N.Y.’s
Copacabana. It’s doubtful that we’ll
ever again respond “So what?” to a
Peggy Lee number. Because the an-
swer is obviously “So plenty! !”

To list her entire repertory would
add nothing to what’s already been
said. But if the highlights were to be
mentioned, we feel that her forte was
and always has been in the efferves-
cent, untempo type material which she
handles so beautifully. When one hears
a Peggy Lee version of “Big Spender”
or her introduction of “You’ll Get
Over It” (from the soon-to-open
Broadway vehicle “How Now Dow
Jones”) one has to be swept up in the

champagne-like mood of the perform-
ance. When one sees them performed
‘live’ by that same Miss Lee, one feels

that these two numbers alone justified

the Copacabana tab.

SERGIO FRANCHI
Sergio Franchi boasts the kind of

voice that can feel equally at home in

Carnegie Hall or a night club. How-
ever, he was more mindful of his vocal

P’s and Q’s during a benefit concert at

Carnegie for Italy’s Boys Towns on

Friday, Oct. 6, when he decided that

his ending to an opera aria was a

“little dry.” The encore fully corrected

this. This interesting gesture only

made the audience, largely composed
of first generation Italian-Americans,

take the RCA Victor Records star

closer to its heart, a rapport that

started earlier in the evening with

flawless renditions of Italian folk

songs and Broadway and film favor-

ites—and to complete the musical

spectrum, the poignant Lennon-Mc-
Cartney ballad, “Yesterday.” An artist

who could take his place in any opera

company, Sergio, as noted in a previ-

ous Talent on Stage review, doesn’t let

his big voice overwhelm his less de-

manding repertoire, but actually en-

hances it. Who could ask for anything

more in a singing artist?

Born in Sherman, Texas, on Aug.
12, 1929, Buck Owens was plinking on
his mother’s piano at Pentecostal
Church as soon as he could reach the
keyboard. By the time he was 13 the
family had moved to Phoenix, Ariz.,

and the boy’s musical ability was so

apparent that his parents bought him
a mandolin.

Buck had to leave school when he
was still in his teens and get a job.

For several years he hauled fruit and
produce between Arizona and Cali-

fornia’s San Joaquin Valley. By the

time he was 21 the artist played suf-

ficient guitar to get a job with a band
in a Bakersfield club. Later Owens
joined Bill Wood’s band in Parkers-
field, played on the “Chuck Wagon’’
TV show there.

Buck, who writes most of his own
compositions, soon came to the atten-

tion of Capitol Records which inked
him to an exclusive recording contract.

Over the years he has had a host of

c&w sales giants including “Act Na-
turally,’’ “Love’s Gonna Live Here,’’

“Pve Got a Tiger By The Tail,’’ “Wait-
in’ In Your Welfare Line,” “Sam’s
Place” and “Where Does The Good
Times Go?” among others.

LORETTA LYNN
Most Programmed
C&W Female Vocalist

Most Programmed Album

When Loretta Lynn first came to

Nashville, on a promo tour in behalf
of her bow on Zero Records, she vis-

ited the offices of the Wilburn Bros.
The fellas, Doyle & Teddy, liked what
they heard and arranged to have her
records distributed on a wider scale
here and signed her to their Wil-Helm
Agency.

The lark started her singing career
in Custer, Wash., where she had moved
from her home state of Kentucky. She
started her own band there and while
working a long club date was discov-
ered by Zero execs. Her initial outings
on the label, including “I’m A Honky
Tonk Girl,” received so much deejay
acceptance that Decca officials grabbed
up her contract. On Decca she imme-
diately clicked with “I Walked Away
From The Wreck.”

Other credits include: “Success,”
“Get Set For A Heartache,” “Blue
Kentucky Girl,” “Dear Uncle Sam,”
“You Ain’t Woman Enough,” and her
current hit, “What Kind Of A Girl
(Do You Think I Am)?”

DAVID HOUSTON
Most Programmed Single

Last year. Epic recording artist
David Houston had a C&W and pop
chart hit with “Almost Persuaded.”
Since then he has repeated his success
with “Loser’s Cathedral,” “With One
Exception,” and “You Mean The
World To Me,” which is number 92 on
the Top 100 as well as being solidly
established on the Country Top 50.

David Houston was born in Bossier
City, Louisiana, where he began to
play guitar at age four, with help
from his aunt, who gave him lessons
on the instrument. By the time he
was twelve, Houston had won a guest
spot on Horace Logan’s famed “Loui-
siana Hayride” radio show. Later, he
became a regular member on the pro-
gram. Encouragement and help from
well-known singers Gene Austin
(Houston’s godfather) and Slim Whit-
man, both friends of Houston’s father,
inspired the young singer to pursue his
career. Houston is an accomplished
actor who has appeared in little thea-
ter plays in Shreveport and in several
movies — “Horse Soldiers,” Teen-Age
Kisses,” and “Carnival Rock.” He
also enjoys playing the piano, boxing,
swimming, and gymnastics.

In 1959, the Browns, Jim Edward,
Maxine and Bonnie, recorded a song
called “The Three Bells” for RCA
Victor. The rest is history, for the
record became a million seller and
made the brother and sisters act fa-

mous throughout the nation. As a
result of “The Three Bells,” the
Browns were invited to appear on the
“Ed Sullivan Show,” the Dick Clark
Show” and other prominent TVers.

Following up the success of “The
Three Bells” with numerous tours, in-

cluding, in addition to their U.S. ap-
pearances, treks to Germany, Japan
and England, the Browns became firm-

ly established in the public eye. In

1963, they became regular members
of the Grand Ole Opry.

Several months ago, the Browns an-
nounced that they were breaking up,
and they will be making their last

appearance at the Opry’s 42nd birth-

day celebration during Country Music
Week. Jim Edward, who was success-
ful as a solo artist for RCA while the
Browns were still going strong, will

continue to record for the label. Max-
ine and Bonnie do not plan to con-
tinue recording.

CHET ATKINS
Most Programmed
C&W Instrumentalist

Record dealers, pop and country-
wise, all across the country classify
the albums of “Mr. Guitar” — Chet
Atkins — as ‘must in inventory.’ The
gentle, unhurried Atkins continues to

be one of Victor’s most consistent LP
chart-makers (as well as scoring big
in the singles dept.) and has once
again captured top honors as the most
played country instrumentalist.

As one of RCA’s key A&R men,
operating out of their Nashville stu-

dios, the amazing talent has turned
out dozens of outstanding singles —
including Jim Reeves’ “He’ll Have To
Go,” the Browns’ “The Three Bells”

and Floyd Cramer’s “Last Date,” as

a guitarist his repertoire ranges from
Bach to Spanish music to jazz to rock

’n roll. Among guitar students he’s a

leading teacher of the instrument, a

designer of guitars and author of his

own “Methods” book.

Born in Luttrell, Tenn., June 20th,

1924, the son of a piano and voice

teacher, Chet left high school to ap-

pear on a host of stations — including

KNOX-Knoxville, WLW—Cincinnati,

WPTF-Raleigh, WRVA-Richmond
and in ’50 became a fixture with the

Opry.

JACK GREENE
Most Promising New
Country Male Vocalist

As a featured member of the famed
Ernest Tubb Taxes Troubadors, Jack
Greene’s name and talent became well
established among vast audiences of
country music fans. Joining the Tubb
group in June of 1962, he soared to
stardom several months ago on the
wings of his smash solo Decca record-
ing of “There Goes My Everything.”
The record quickly established itself

in the #1 spot on the charts, giving
him an honored place among the top
names in the field of country music.

Jack’s career in music started to
form in 1944 when he began singing
with country groups, putting in many
a TV and radio appearance until he
entered the U.S. army in 1951. After
a two-year hitch, he re-entered civilian
life to become a member of the Peach-
tree Cowboys in Atlanta, and in 1958
he formed the Cherokees.
As was mentioned above. Jack

joined the Texas Troubadors in 1962,
and he remained with them until sev-
eral months ago, when his disk suc-
cesses caused him to go solo.

After 30 Yea's Oa RCA Victor,

Hank Snow Is Living History

NASHVILLE—When young Clarence
Snow did his first radio show for
CHNS in Halifax, Nova Scotia, fan
mail poured into the station. Many
things in the life of Hank Snow have
changed since those impoverished
days of searching for odd jobs in

order to keep singing without pay on
radio, but the fan mail is still coming.

After a thirty-year association with
RCA Victor, Snow remains a top
seller for the label and his long-time
association with booking magnate
W. E. “Lucky”Moeller continues to be
a busy one. After a heavy surge of
activity with “Down at the Pawn
Shop,” Snow is keeping his chart
position rather consistently with
“Learning A New Way of Life,” a
typical example of his style durabil-
ity.

C&W Historical Value

Snow’s affiliation with RCA has
spanned a great amount of that com-
pany’s involvement in what has be-

come identified and heralded as coun-

try music. Therefore, his recordings
have historical value both in tracing

the development of modern country
instrumentation and recording proce-

dures and in tracing the development
of country music’s popularity and
financial success. From the 1936
r<,coidings performed with only guitar
accompaniment recorded directly onto

a wax master, the sound of Hank
Snow has developed into a full com-
plement of instrumentation enhanced
by up-to-the minute technical ad-

vancements.

Although the recording team of

Hank Snow and producer Chet Atkins
has come up with a variety of ap-

proaches for the Snow sound, no effort

has been made to alter this sound
itself, which of course is essentially

the voice of Hank Snow. Because of

the unmistakable tone and accent
which Snow attributes to a blend of

Canadian upbringing and many years
in the South, the buying public has
consistently recognized and been
drawn to these recordings.

Background Sound Important

Snow has also learned that his fans
like the background sound of his

records as well as the voice and
every effort is put forth to produce
this sound on personal appearances.
His band, the Rainbow Ranch Boys

—

all of whom have been with him for

considerable terms—is always part of

the show and the bus everyone is

transported in is a masterpiece in

comfort-planning. i

During 1967, RCA officials in Newi
York presented Snow with an 8-track I

stereo tape system for the bus, adding

Hank Snow

still more comforts of home to the
rigors of the road.

Any analysis of Hank Snow is in-

complete without emphasis upon the
simple fact that, regardless of chang-
ing trends in music that may be
“contemporary” at any given time, the
people who buy country music records
and attend personal appearances con-
tinue to like him—it’s as simple as
that.

C&W Music In Upbeat

Academy of Country Music

Country music has gone to town!
Every major market in the United
States is now being served by a coun-

try music radio station. Here in Los
Angeles for example, two years ago
there were only two stations serving

the needs of eleven million people
(KFOX, Long Beach and KIEV, Glen-

dale). Now, there are five (KGBS, Los
Angeles, KBBQ, Burbank and KWOW
in Pomona) . Country music is growing
by leaps and bounds, as more and more
people climb on the bandwagon, real-

izing that this is “what’s happening,”
in music and the West is no exception.

Four years ago, here in California,

ten to fifteen people in the business

got together and formed a group
known as the Academy of Country and
Western Music. Four years later,

this small group has grown into an
influential organization, representing
322 members in the eleven western
states.

The Academy was formed to bring
local recognition to Southern Cali-

fornia artists, now this has been ex-

panded to cover artists in the eleven

Western states. In the last two years,

this recognition has consisted of major
awards presenations, presented at the
Hollywood Palladium and the Beverly
Hilton before capacity crowds.

The Academy’s annual awards pres-

entation ranks with those thrown by
the motion picture and television in-

dustries. The audience is star studded
with Hollywood personalities. The
master of ceremonies for the past two
events has been Lome Greene, Star
of NBC’s Bonanza.

When the idea was first approached,
to have a large scale presentation,
many were skeptical. “After all, coun-
try music, what do they know? It will

probably be bone real country, with
bales of hay, wagon wheels etc.”

Everyone was amazed when the first

major show was presented at the
Palladium in 1966. It was a first class

show all the way. People went away
talking about how great it was, and
were all ready looking forward to next
year’s presentation.

In 1967, the show was moved to the
Beverly Hilton and again there was
a tremendous crowd on hand. To ac-

commodate the ever increasing audi-
ence attending the annual awards
show, it has now been moved to the

Century Plaza Hotel. (Capacity 1700).

Work on the ’68 presentation is al-

ready underway. General Chairman-
ship of Dick Kirk (BMI). Committees
have been formed, tickets have already

been printed and will go on sale in

December for the March 4th presenta-

tion.

OfMCM's Hank Williams, Jr.

NASHVILLE—A major show busi-

ness undertaking is always in store

for the son or daughter of a celebrity

who tries to establish an individual

identity, and Hank Williams, Jr.’s

task was colossal. With probably the

best-known name in the world of

Country Music to live up to, the

youngster has fared extremely well in

the field of identification establishment.

Show dates with his band, the

Cheatin’ Hearts, provide Hank, Jr.,

with many opportunities to prove him-

self because his versatilities shine on

stage more obviously than on record.

However, during this past year, rec-

ordingwise, “Meter Reader Maid’’

—

recorded under the nickname of Bose-

phus—was a decided change of pace

and delivery from “Nobody’s Child,”

presented in a style strongly remi-

niscent of his dad.

“Nobody’s Child” was also a strong

reminder to the industry of the suc-

cess Hank, Jr., had in 1966 with
“Standing in the Shadows,” which
not only incurred heavy sales but
gave him the distinction of being the

youngest writer in Country Music to

win a BMI Award.

Emphasis On Tradition

A longer look and Hank, Jr., him-
self could possibly provide some in-

teresting observations of value to the

industry and especially to aspiring

young artists and writers. Being in

a Country Music tradition of legend-

ary degree himself. Hank places a

lot of emphasis upon tradition and
approaches of the past. Music wise,

this was probably best illustrated

earlier this year with his MGM re-

lease of “I Can’t Take It No Longer,”
recorded with a blend of contempo-
rary tempo and traditional Country
instrumentation

.

However, his interest in' the past

HANK WILLIAMS, JR

carries over into the field of general

history, particularly in respect to Civil

War history. More than just a collec-

tor of old guns and miniballs. Hank
has become an enthusiastic student of

Civil War history, although his pro-
fessional schedule has prevented much
advanced formal study on the sub-

ject. By exercising his memory and
imagination through this study. Hank
has been able to inject into his act
both the traditions left by his famous
dad and the innovations of an imagi-
native youngster.

MGM has obviously been convinced
that Hank, Jr., has been successful in

his attempt to establish an identity

for himself, in view of his last re-

newal recording contract. Movie ac-

tivity is slated for the near future

and, of course, more personal appear-
ances and recordings, all of which will

certainly strengthen the identity that

has been established thus far.

Big Kapp Country Crew Still Growing
Kapp Records has traditionally

had a strong country and western
department, no surprise considering
the solid country music background
of founder and president, David Kapp.
A&R chief, Hy Grill, is also C&W
oriented, and Sid Schaffer, Kapp sales
vice president, credited Paul Cohen
with being largely responsible for
the Kapp Nashville scene, and the
fact that the Kapp country roster is

now bigger than ever and still grow-
ing. The addition of Chuck Chellman
as C&W pi’omotion man has been an
additional asset in this success.

“Country & Western music has been
a solid factor in the Kapp label’s de-
velopment and marketing position for
some time, and we have been in for
more than our fair share of the recent
nationwide C&W sales bust-out,”
said Schaffer.

The Kapp C&W roundup includes
such stars as Freddie Hart, Hugh X.
Lewis, Bob Wills, Mel Tillis, Cal
Smith and Becki Bluefield. Recent ac-
quisitions include Benny Barnes,
Leroy Pullins, and John L. Sullivan,
who is also a pop artist as well as
a C&W performer..

Freddie Hart is a solid “name” ar-
tist in C&W, has the promotional
power of selling over a million records
with a mile-long list of hits and
country favorites.. Cal Smith, who has
made a considerable name as a grass
roots singer, has also been known for
fronting the Ernest Tubb band, the
Texas Troubadours. Bob Wills, the
“King of Western Swing,” keeps the
big band sound alive on the plains as
well as in the hills, and is often
teamed on the Kapp label with Mel
Tillis, a songwriting singer of stature,
and a standup artist in his own right.
Hugh X. Lewis mixes the C&W
evergreens with pop, blues and
rhythm numbers without ever desert-
ing the country sound. Mississippi
gal, Becki Bluefield, another writing
singer, is a new Kapp artist with a

fine background and a promising
future. Leroy Pullins, a Kentucky lad,
who also writes his own songs, these
from his own personal experiences, he
says, which are many and varied as
his material shows. Because of his
famous name, John L. Sullivan (no
relation to the all but legendary
boxer) has been tabbed in promotion
as Kapp’s new “heavyweight contend-
er,” also doubles in the pop field.
Benny Barnes is another newcomer to
the label, who is expected to make a
substantial impression.

Ella Fitzgerald To
Cut C&W LP For Cap

HOLLYWOOD—For the first time in
her career, Ella Fitzgerald will cut
a C&W album—possibly next month,
according to her A&R producer Dave
Dexter. The “First Lady of Song,”
who in her 31-year recording career
had but two previous label affiliations
(Decca and Verve) will etch the LP
for Capitol.

“She won’t sing country style,”
states Dexter. “We won’t use country
musicians, and we won’t use Brill
Building tunes, either. I want authen-
tic tunes from Nashville, a fresh
young arranger behind her to give her
a totally different sound. We will take
the current, recent hits.” The aim,
Dexter says, is to re-establish the vet-
eran vocalist as a fresh, new com-
modity for the new generation of
record buyers. The producer adds he
has been given complete autonomy by
Miss Fitzgerald’s manager, Norman
Granz.

This particular sales area
has the added advantage of the occasional big hit which spreads from the
uieg-ro sectors of London into the teenybopper mainstream. And with each
sucii hit comes the chance of a trend in Ska music which, for the dominant
factor in the held, would mean stimulated over-the-counter trade.

EMI has, in fact, tinkered with Blue Beat (or Ska) before. But in the opinion
of Ron White, EMI’s pop repertoire head, the push was made at the wrong time
and with the wrong material. For this new bid to tap the Ska public, the major
has linked with producer Ziggy Jackson who formerly headed up the small
independent Melodise label. Jackson, who has an established ear for what sells

in Ska, has contracted exclusively to EMI who intend to issue not less than
one record a month for tre small but growing West Indian populace. Initial
releases on the Blue Beat label will comprise two singles: “Jesse James Rides
Again” by the Bees and “Rock Steady” by Laurel Aitken. Four other artists
are scheduled for release on the logo and LPs are planned. Examples of just
how hits can be forthcoming from such specialized beginnings lie in the recent
sales chart successes of Desmond Dekker’s “007” and the Ethiopians’ “Last
Train To Skaville.” Earlier Prince Buster had a solid hit wtih “A1 Capone”
which hung around the index’s for weeks. But if EMI is trying to mop up in
Ska with its Blue Beat banner, the broader rhythm and blues field, until com-
paratively recently a minority market, has become subject to some stiffening
competition as more companies create labels to cater exclusively for this kind
of music. For example, following the domestic success of the Atlantic R & B
catalog, the Stax brand was brought out and shortly CBS moves into opposi-
tion with its Direction label. The folk field also has its own quota of specialist
labels as does country & western music. For the latter field, Pye Records
is to distribute its first independent label Star Records.

Cliff Richard is to be Britain’s next voice in the Eurovision Song Contest,
mammoth song festival organized by the Eurovision Broadcasting Union and
screened simultaneously in 25 or more continental countries. The contest which
will be held in Britain at the Royal Albert Hall next April is organized at
this end by the BBC. The capture of Richard as U.K.’s contestant brings a new
stature to the local side of the event. Previously it has been shunned by many
top singers. But Sandie Shaw’s winning entry last year, “Puppet On A String”
which became a continental best seller as well as a big hit locally, would
appear to have served to underline just how powerful is the exposure offered
by the contest. In order to select a song to sing for Britain in the event,
Richard will perform six songs selected from 200 submissions on a BBC TV
show and viewers will be asked to vote for their choice.

In their first five years of recording for EMI’s Parlophone label, the Beatles
have sold the equivalent of 206,000,000 singles throughout the world. The
group is contracted to EMI for another nine years. Next release from the
act will probably be numbers from their TV special “Magical Mystery Tour”
which they conceived and created themselves for showing on TV at Christmas.
No sale of the show has yet been made however. Meantime, United Artists is
releasing a single of John Lennon speaking the title number of the UA feature
“How I Won The War.” Lennon’s books, coincidentally, are being adapted by
American Adrienne Kennedy for the National Theatre. Plan is for an experi-
mental staging later this year.

British group the Rokes, who went to Italy to seek fame and fortune, return
to Britain November 10th on a two-week visit to promote their latest hit
“Cercate A1 Abbrassiare Tutto 11 Monde Come Noi” which in English is “Be-
cause I Love You” to be issued here by RCA November 15th. The boys went
to Italy 214 years ago and at first were refused radio and TV dates because
of their long hair. After they were successful on disk, the authorities relaxed
their ban and they now feature in their own TV series. They already hold two
Gold Disks for million sales and a third is on the way for their latest release.
Prior to their British visit, the Rokes are to play dates in Holland, Belgium
and France coincidental with the release of their record in those territories.
Agent Vic Lewis of Nems Enterprises has just returned from Rome where
he signed a deal with their manager Attilio Altieri to represent them in the
U.K. and U.S.A. David Cardwell of Interpop Publicity represents them for
publicity in both territories. Lewis flies to America shortly to arrange the
release of their record and negotiate a visit sometime in January, 1968. Two
group members, Mike Shepstone and Shel Shapiro, are the songwriting brains
behind their success, and a British publishing outlet Rokesound is to be set
up here. One of their compositions, “Let’s Live For Today,” was recorded by
American group the Grass Roots and achieved No. 3 rating in the Cash Box
Top 100.

Hit songwriters Bill Martin and Phil Coulter (“Puppet On A String”) are
expanding their business interest and are going into independent production.
A spokesman on behalf of KPM Music (with whom Martin and Coulter are
contracted as writers) said, “This will in no way affect their songwriting
assignments for the future. It is something they have wanted to do for a
long time and they have already completed their first production to be issued
on Page One.” Martin and Coulter fly to Rio de Janeiro on October 20th with
singer Georgie Fame who is representing Britain in Brazil’s big international
song festival. They have penned the song v/hich Georgie will sing in the
festival titled Celebration which may well be Fame’s next single release
here. They will also visit the Argentine where they will be negotiating various
television theme songs for that area.

Following the formation of Ember Records (International) Ltd. Jeffrey S
Kruger announces the company’s move to Carlton Tower Place, Slo’ane Street
London, S.W.l. The move centralizes all Ember’s worldwide interests in re-
cording and publishing. The original soundtrack album from the Paramount
film “The Penthouse” starring Suzie Kendall, Tony Beckler and Terence Mor-
gan has been released here by Ember, and Kruger this week consumated a
deal with Mike Stewart, President of United Artists, for the album to be
rush-released throughout the United States and Canada immediately. Music
T- i ‘-The Penthouse” was penned by John Hawksworth with lyrics by Hal

Gramophone obtained the distribution of the Amber label and all the
Denny Cordell productions in Belgium. The firm releases an album entitled “If

I Were A Ricr Man” by Rob Whittaker especially recorded for Belgium. The
album features “If I Were A Rich Man,” “Handful Of Dreams” and “Early
One Morning.” The firm has high hopes on a newcomer in the Flemish song
world Danyel Dirk. His first single is entitled “Ik. .stop. .hou. .Stop. .van. .

Stop.

jou” (“1. ..Stop. .Love. .Stop. .You”).

Roger Meylemans (Vogue) has high hopes for his Belgian production of
the first album from Miek & Roel, a Flemish folk-duo. Cardinal released singles
by popular Rocco Granata, “Yes Domani,” and Rudi Anthony “Die verre vallei.”

S. De Coene-Dom, manager of Chappell-Belgium, let us know that their biggest
successes at the moment are “Ode To Billie Joe” by Bobbie Gentry on Capitol,
“Never My Love” by the Association on Warner Bros., “There Must Be A Way”
by Frankie Vaugan on Columbia, and “Just Loving You” by Anita Harris on
C.B.S.

Frame Triumps At Barcelona Fest Bane Sii^s Winniog 'Roses' Song;

Rome Weather Cited As H^hl^htBARCELONA
The ninth Festival De La Cancion

Mediterranea took place in Barcelona

on 30 September through 2 October,

1967. Organized by the National

Radio Company of Spain, the event

was broadcast and televised through-

out the country on all three evenings

and on the final night was also seen

by viewers in Portugal. France won
the contest (See Separate Story).

In Spain, where song contests and

festivals are as numerous as Bull-

fights, the Festival De La Cancion

Mediterranea is considered to be the

most important and the best organ-

ized event of its kind. It is confined

to the Mediterranean Countries and
since the first contest in 1959, many
major international artists have ap-

peared on the stage of the Palacio

De Las Naciones—the impressive ex-

hibition complex in which the festival

is held. Winners over the years have
included Claudio Villa (Italy) in 1959

and Nana Moskouri (Greece) in 1960.

Both in 1961 and 1962 victory went
to Prance. The contest being won in

1961 by Robert Jeantal and in 1962

by Alain Barriere. In 1963, Spain
won the event for the first time, the

artistes being Salome and Raimon.
Salome was also singing for Spain at

this year’s event and in fact came in

second. In 1964, it was Italy’s turn to

win, the artistes being Emilo Peri-

coli and Wilma Goich. Greek artistes,

Niki Camba and Zoi Kurukli won in

1965. Spain’s second victory came in

1966, when the contest was won by
Duo Dinamico and Bruno Lomas.

This year eight countries took part
— Algeria, Cyprus, Egypt, France,
Greece, Italy, Malta and Spain.

In theory each song should have
been sung by two different artists,

but in practice it did not work out
quite that way. Algeria and Egypt
sent along only one artiste each, so

they sang their countries entry twice.

The last minute withdrawal of the

Italian singer Gianni Petenati who
should have shared two songs with
Little Tony resulted in Little Tony
singing one of them, “Mulino A
Vento” twice, and another artiste

Corrado Francia replaced Petenati
and took over full responsibility for
the other number “Dammi La Giacca.”
As it happened, both songs got
through to the finals.

Voting was by thirteen juries,

twelve of them situated in various
Spanish provinces and the thirteenth
being comprised of members present
at the scene of the festival. The first

night was something of a marathon,
starting at 22:30, it was three and
one half hours later when the audi-

ence emerged having listened to two
versions of each of the eighteen songs
submitted, i.e.: thirty six presenta-

Century To Handle
Crown In Canada
HOLLYWOOD—Century Records of

Canada has been licensed by Custom
Records of Los Angeles to manufac-

ture and distribute their Crown low-

price LP line for that country.

BARCELONA
France triumphed at the ninth Fes-

tival De La Cancion Mediterranea, in

Barcelona by besting its nearest rival,

Spain 16 points to 14 points. The
winning song “Le Chanson Du Bon-
heur,” a slow romantic ballad with
a strong melodic line and lilting re-

frain, had been strongly tipped to

win. It was first presented by Nancy
Holloway, who records for Decca in

France and is released in Spain by
Columbia. Her interpretation drew
considerable applause and paved the

way for the second presentation by
the composer of the number, Guy
Mardel, whose French record company
is CBS and is released in Spain by
Hispavox. The number is a Tutti

copyright of France, pubilshed in

Spain by Canciones Del Mundo.
Second, with 14 points, came one

of the two Spanish entries to reach
the finals

—“Com El Vent’’ composed
by Jose MaAndreu and Leon Borrell,

and performed first by Dova (record-

ing company Sayton, a new firm

owned by Luis Ferrer, who was the

chief MD at the festival) and secondly

by Belter artist Salome. A strong-

dramatic ballad, sung in Catalan, it

was guaranteed a raptuous reception
from the Catalan speaking popula-
tion of the Barcelona area. The song
is published by Carnciones Del Mundo.

Third, with 11 points, came Little

Tony of Italy, with “Mulino A. Vento,”
one of the most commercial songs of

the entire festival, and brilliantly

performed by Little Tony of Durium
(Vergara in Spain), in two contrast-
ing versions. Destined to be a big
seller, the number is published in

Italy by Durium and in Spain by
Armonico. The number was composed
by Meccia-Guardabassi-Capuano.

Fourth, and only one point behind
Little Tony, came another Italian

entry, “Dammi La Giacca.” A slow
ballad with a strong beat, composed
by Limiti-Pettenati-A. Amadesi and
performed by Corrado Francia, who
like Little Tony, was the only artiste

to present the number, stepping in

at the last minute following the with-
drawal of part composer Pettenati.

The fifth place was taken by Spain
with another Catalan song, “'T-Estim
I T’Estimare,” written by Antonio
Mus and Antonio Parera, who was
also one of the performers. A tense

and dramatic ballad with little com-
mercial potential. The second per-
former was Betina. Both artistes rec-

ord for EMI’s Odeon Company and the

number is published by EMI’s Ego
Musical, S.A.

Command Performance
Set For Vicki Carr
HOLLYWOOD—Singer Vikki Carr
has been invited to perform for Her
Majesty Queen Elizabeth at the Royal
Command Performance on Monday,
Nov. 13 at the London Palladium.

She has become a favorite of Eng-
lish audiences in the past few years

as the result of her numerous appear-
ances there including the four one

woman television specials she has
starred in for the British Broadcast-
ing Company.
Although she has lived most of her

life in Southern California, the Lib-

erty Records artist owes much of her

success as an international singing

star to British audiences, which first

made her recording of “It Must Be
Him” the best selling record in Eng-
land. The song has since become one

of the year’s best sellers in the U.S.

The Command Performance is al-

ways the most exciting night for

British show business; an invitation to

perform is one of the highest honors
that can be paid a performer.

ROME—A1 Bano (EMI Italiana) con-
firmed his reputation as one of the
great talents on the Italian music
scene by winning the Roses Festival
with “L ‘Oro Del Mondo.” He was also
one of the few top artists taking part
in this very disappointing event. In
fact, the most enjoyable part of the
affair was the beautiful autumn
Roman sunshine.

In spite of what Cash Box said
about last years manifestation, it was
hoped that after this, the 4th Roses
Festival, the criticism could be re-
evaluated. As often pointed out the
reason that Italy has so many music
and song contests is largely due to
lack of radio and television exposure
given to the record industry for its

artists and records. Therefore this

kind of Festival when televised and
broadcast can provide a valuable and
much needed source of exposui'e, and
San Remo has proved if well organ-
ized, a contest can become a very
strong promotional media. However,
in the case of the Roses Festival,
promises of television and radio ex-
posure made by the organizers were
not fulfilled. Usually and certainly
in the case of the Roses Festival the
organizers approach the record com-
panies and music publishers asking
for artists, songs and participation
fees at the same time giving an
assurance that they will be getting
ti'emendous TV and Radio exposure.

Unfortunately the contract between
the organizers and the recording and
publishing companies makes no men-
tion of radio and TV, since for legal
reasons a contract between two par-
ties can not constitute an obligation
for a third party (i.e. a TV or radio
company).

This is also what happens at San
Remo, where television cameras are
and always will be present, and for
this reason many record and publish-
ing firms agree to take part in these
events—especially when in the case
of the Roses Festival they have an
opportunity to introduce new and
promising talent.

When the contracts have been
signed and the participation fees col-

lected the organizers usually go to
meet the radio and TV personnel
presenting them with the list of ar-
tists and requesting them to cover
the Festival with radio and TV
exposure.

In many cases, TV cameras and
microphones are granted only for
some political reason without regard
for the artistic qualifications and the
production value of the affair. It

seems that the Roses Festival was a
case in point.

Limited Coverage

Last year the participation fee was
$1,500 for each artist and $1,000 for
each song. Despite promises made for
blanket coverage, only the final night
was televised and that late at night
and on the second channel and not the
first channel as promised by the or-

ganizers. Cash Box wrote at the time

that prices charged were extremely
high for such poor exposure. This
year the organizei’s tried to give
greater publicity to the event hy open-
ing their doors to intei-national ar-
tists and sons. They also reduced the
participation fee to $1,000 for each
artist and $850 for each song. Again
they guaranteed full TV and radio
transmissions on all three nights of
the Festival. In some cases, they also
announced that the TV coverage
would also be extended to other
European countries. This did not
happen.
The three nights of the show were

recorded on video tape, but it is cer-
tain that due to technical faults a
considerable amount of editing will
be necessary and the shows will cer-
tainly not be transmitted in full.

Therefore like last year, the conclu-
sion must be that the results do not
justify the high participation fees and
cost involved in the operation.

It is almost certain that in the fu-
ture many record and publishing com-
panies will refuse to take part unless
they have a definite guarantee of pro-
motional results.

However, to sum up the Roses Fes-
tival of 1967—during the three nights
24 different songs were presented.
Eight songs were pi-esented each
night and each song was performed
by three different artists, one after
the other.

How It Was Run

The event took place in great Hall
of the Hilton Hotel in Rome on Oc-
tober 3, 4 and 5. There were two
juries—one made up of specially in-

vited journalists and the other of
representatives from tourist associa-
tions of various European countries.
Both juries were present in the hall.

A third jury should have been made
of members from different Italian
towns and connected va radio to the
Hilton. Unfortunately, the radio com-
pany refused to cooperate, so a third
jury had to be formed made up of
members of the audience.

The Winners

The song receiving the greatest
numher of votes of all the songs
presented was declared the winner.
Special prizes was also given by the
tourist associations and by journalists
jury. The winning song was “L’oro
Del Mondo” (The Gold of the World)
presented first by A1 Bano (EMI
Italiana), secondly by the actor An-
drea Giordano (who read the lyi’ics

with the orchestra backing) and third

by the orchestra itself. The song is

published by EMI Italiana associated
pubbery Belriver. Only Bano can
really be judged the winner of the
contest, as he was the only singer
of the song. He was also one of the
most brilliant performers in the entire
Festival and his well deserved victory
justifies his position as Italy’s top
star of 1967. He is currently topping
the charts with his recording of “Nel
Sole” which has so far sold over

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Back in the real old days when people decided that they wanted to say a few
words between musical numbers, the operetta came into being. The modern
4.merican hand turned the European operetta into the “musical” and that’s

•\/here it’s at right now. Meanwhile back in the old country (Germany), com-
posers, authors and lyric writers have tried time after time to come up with

a real German musical that the public will accept for long term theater

pleasure. It took the talents of the top selling record star Freddy Quinn (with

-10 golden discs to his credit) and his favorite writer Lothar Olias to turn

the trick. “Heimweh nach St. Pauli” (“Homesick For St. Pauli”) opened in

1962 in the Hansa city of Hamburg and ran over a year. But the popularity of

this musical has not stopped. The show has played successfully in Vienna,
Berlin and other cities and now, 5 years later, the show has opened in Munich
-to packed houses and polished performers. New numbers were written, and
the show has been polished into a brilliant folk musical.

Atlantic recording stars the Drifters opened for a 10 day stint at The Big
Apple discoteque on tre same night and drew the teen set in droves. With
-a no admission charge, $1.25 (five marks) minimum and a quarter extra for

all drinks principal, the club is packing them in and may just set the pace
for other discoteques to bring in top recording talent, pay the prices necessary

' and still come out with a profit. The Big Apple has also hired the services of

U.S. d.j. Chuck Blair, formerly of Radio London, to spin the hits. The over
400 discoteques are also making way for the big “soul” wave sweeping Ger-
many. Metronome Records is cashing in on the major slice of the soul invasion
through the strong Atlantic-Stax catalog featuring Otis Redding, Wilson
Pickett, Sam & Dave, Percy Sledge, Aretha Franklin, etc. Leif Kraul, man-
aging director of Metronome predicts that soul sounds will gather 10% of

the total record sales within a year.

The Equals—who record on the President label released through Ariola
’ here and who have had 2 huge discoteque hits—are now doing a 6-week tour
through clubs in West Germany. The boys from England have enjoyed much

•more popularity here than in their native land.

The two top push items on the Hans Gerig publishing list are German
goodies “Verbotene Traeume” (“Forbidden Dreams”) from Peter Alexander
on Ariola and “Es ist nie zu spaet” (“It’s Never Too Late”)) by Peter Orloff

“on the Electrola distributed Cornet label.

October 7th was the big day as Radio Luxemburg presented their “Lion”

^
prizes for the most popular recordings of the last % year. The Golden Lion

* went to Polydor’s Roy Black the silver award to Mirielle Matheau and Adamo
and the bronze award to Engelbert Humperdinck. This was the reason for the
popular Engelbert’s first visit to German shores and a successful trip it was.

Klaus Teubig, who has switched from Esplanade Music to Francis Day &
Hunter promotion head, has a knockout hit on his hands with “The Last
Waltz.” Not only is the original version from Mr. Humperdinck doing tre-

’mendously, but a new German recording by top selling Peter Alexander has
come out and a fantastic French version from none other than Mireille Mathieu.

, To top things off, Polydor has released an instrumental version by James Last.
Hit number 2 for the publishing house is “Excerpt From A Teenage Opera” by
Keith West which is getting hot action both radio and discoteque wise.
The music business brings funny coincidences with it. When Ralph Siegel,

Jr., left Germany to spend a year learning the international music and pub-
lishing game at the Acuff-Rose house in Nashville, he also began to think
“American” musically and wrote several numbers in the pop and C&W bag.
One of the songs was a slow waltz hillbilly song called “It’s A Long Long
Way To Georgia” which sold about 2 records. However, one of the two records

'was enough as it came back to Ralph’s native Germany, was heard by producer
Nils Nobach and has now been recorded by Vince Hill as his first German
production and it looks like a smash! The recording is so strong, that foreign
productions are expected to happen quickly and Germany’s young author who
just celebrated his 22nd birthday looks like he’s on the way to an international

» career.
The Peer-Southern music world meeting in New York has ended but Theodor

O. Seeger, head of the German branch, is still beaming with the results of the
conference calling for much stronger exploitation of “foi-eign” material by
all subsidiaries of the publishing empire. This means a new chance for Ger-
man writers on the international scene. Strong publishing push items at
present are “Let’s Go To San Francisco,” “There Is A Mountain” and “Green
Street Green.”
Teldec Records is going strong for “flowers,” their translation of Flower

'Power-Hippie-scene. An explanation and translation of the major words went
out to all press offices and d.j.’s along with a “flower” blurb sheet telling of
the smash recordings in the “flower” bag lead off by the Rolling Stones new
L.P. “Flowers” (what else?).

^ Hansa Records Trudy Meisel (yep, she married the boss) dropped us a line
to tell us that Marion, a top recording teen songstress on the label, has just
made her first production in English. The recordings done in London and
produced by Larry Page are due for release on the 27th of October. Top deck
on the disc is called “I Go To Sleep.”

That’s it for this week in Germany.

The first important result of the singles introduction in France is a con-
siderable inci'ease of U.S. and British record releases. Decca, RCA, EMI,
CBS, Riviera present at this moment many singles of foreign artists for which
they would not have released an EP. So, we already can find in France: “Look
In Your Eyes” by Scott McKenzie (Capitol), “Homburg” by Procol Harum
(Stateside), “Higher And Higher” by Jackie Wilson (Coral), “Take A Look”
by Aretha Franklin (CBS), “Soul Man” by Sam and Dave (Stax). As a i-esult,

the release of foreign product is four times higher than in the same period
last year. This is particularly, true for rythmn blues recordings.

Great Barclay artist Dalida just joined the singles movement. Her new
record—“La Banda” and “Je Reviens te Charcher”—was issued as such.

Just at the moment he takes up the singles policy, Eddie Barclay (who was
one of the first to release long playing i-ecords in France fifteen years ago)
announces a new bomb: he will soon release a new type of records he calls

“mini-disques” (mini-records). They will be 33i'pm of 11,5 cm diameter. They
will contain six numbers and will be sold at the price of 12,90 FF. Barclay says
he is launching this new record because he believes that the French market
is not yet ready for tape cartridges.

Gerard Tournier now repi’esents the Jobette catalog. Tournier, who will
leave Paris November 19th for a stay in New York, is delighted with the
success of “San Francisco” in the original and French versions.

Polydor artist John Williams will soon record French treatment of Dean
Martin’s “Little Old Wine Drinker Me” (Editions Continentales Publishing).
John William cx'eated a big suprise last winter when he sold over 300,000
EPs of “La Chanson de Lara.”

Frank Alamo is recording a new EP with a French adaptation of the Cat
Stevens hit “Laughing Apple” (Tutti Publishing).

QUICKIES: Petula Clark, who is just back in town, presents a new EP with
“La Derniere Danse.” . . . CBS artist Charles Dumont just released a record
with four of his compositions; main title, “Ta Cigarette apres I’Amour”.

artists like Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gillespie, Milt Jackson, Miles Davis and
others.
Phonogram’s Press Department reports that four of the label’s artists will

take part in the Malambo Festival to be organized in the city of Laborde
next month. Names are Las Voces Blancas, Los Cantores del Alba, Los Tucu
Tucu and Cesar Isella. Isella is now touring Chile and Peru and will i-ecord
an album devoted to Latin American poetry and folk music.

Murry Wilson To Sea Of Tunes Reps
NEW YORK—Murry Wilson, father of three of the original Beach Boys and
manager/mentor of the group through the first 2% years of their career, is

leaving for Europe for a series of meetings with Sea of Tunes overseas affiliates.

During the five years Murry has headed Sea of Tunes, the company has not
only become one of the largest of BMPs 9,000 member firms, but it consistently
ranks in the Top 20. Revenues for 1967 are expected to exceed the $1,000,000
mark.

To date. Sea of Tunes has been basically a Beach Boys firm with approxi-
mately 90% of its songs Beach Boy penned. Wilson has now begun to expand
the catalog along other lines as exemplified in his first Capitol album, “The
Many Moods of Murry Wilson.” The ‘good music’ LP contains songs by Wilson,
one Beach Boy A1 Jardine, one by Brian Wilson and others by relatively un-
known composers. Although the album is not Wilson’s first production, it is the
first recording which contains any of his own songs.

Charles Lloyd In Iron Curtain Tour
NEW YORK—The Charles Lloyd Quartet, Atlantic Records’ jazz act, has
returned to the Iron Curtain this month (October 13-23) for concerts in
Poland, Rumania and Czechoslovakia.

Lloyd’s adventures as the first American ever invited to a Soviet music
festival were chronicled recently in a full-page article in Look (October 3),
This was Lloyd’s second full-page write-up in a major publication, coming off

a Life Magazine story which pegged him as the one young musician who is

winning vast audiences to jazz.

Quartet’s Eastern European tour includes appearances at the Warsaw and
Prague Festivals, following which Lloyd plays the Jazz Expo ’67 Festival in
London, (25th), a television concert in Stockholm (27th) and a concert at
the Institut Fiir in Graz, Austria. Latter appearances rims Lloyd’s score to 18
countries played in 18 months since the group made the first of its six European
tours.

In addition to Lloyd on tenor sax and flute, the Quartet personnel is Keith
Jarrett (piano), Ron McClure (bass) and Jack DeJohnette (drums). Also with
the group will be Eric Sherman, a Yale undergraduate who is making a docu-
mentary film on Lloyd. Master-minding on tour will be Lloyd’s manager, George
Avakian.
The concert in Rumania will be under the sponsorship of the “Cultural

Presentations Program” of the Department of State.

Canf-eeri Adds Fairmont
CHICAGO—Canteen Corporation has
acquired the mobile catering business
in Cleveland, Ohio, of Fairmont Foods
Company, it was announced recently
by Patrick L. O’Malley, Canteen Pres-
ident.

Harris County Drops

Occupation -Juke Tax!

"Too Tough to Collect"

HOUSTON— Harris county officials,

acting on the recommendation of tax
assessor-collector Carl S. Smith, voted
last Monday to abandon collection of
occupation taxes in 1967.

“The tax isn’t worth collecting,”
said Smith.

He said a total of $13,603 in occu-
pation taxes— mostly from jukebox
permits—was received last year. “It
cost more than half that much to col-
lect,” he said.

Occupation taxes, according to the
law, are to be paid by auctioneers,
brokers, insurance adjusters, pawn-
brokers, loan brokers, money lenders,
bowling alleys, ship brokers, pistol
dealers and operators of vending ma-
chines.

Smith said the law makes it optional
for a county to levy the occupation
tax. He said most counties in Texas
make no attempt to collect the tax.

jug near the sign for donations. If you decide to call it

a contest ... let it run for several days and keep a record
of the participants scores ... the contestant with the
highest score on the last day of competition will be de-
clared the winner and you might like to shop around at

the local sporting goods stores for a trophy, or you could
award first and second prizes of your own selection. Re-
gardless of what the outcome is, its bound to create some
excitement in the location and who knows, maybe you
have a champion in your location and don’t know it!

pression on Yugoslav officials, the
Commerce Dept, brought one of its

Tourex ’67 Expositions to Belgrade
Sept. 28-Oct. 4. Among the products
on display and the American firms
represented at the show were the
latest products of D. Gottlieb & Co.,

Chicago Coin and Midway Mfg. under
the auspices of Aspet Varten of Mon-
dial International.

Varten, whose New York based ex-
port firm deals exclusively with the
distribution of factory-fresh amuse-
ment games to many of the major
coin markets throughout the world,
said Yugoslav officials and business-
men who examined the amusement
machines were fascinated with the
engineering and appearance of the
units but revealed that Government
funds at present are almost totally
allocated for such primary imports as

industrial and household equipment.
(Such a fascination is expected as
Yugoslavs are only familiar with
those few pre-war coin machines still

operating along the Adriatic Coast).
The tourist boom which has come to

Yugoslavia should aid in producing
more hard currency in that land (it

is already partially responsible for the
money reserve the Belgrade has
amassed). Among the remaining 43
U.S. firms who exhibited their goods
at Tourex ’67 was the Seeburg Corp.
and their Williams Electronics, Inc.
subsidiary.

What was the nature of your first

venture into the coin machine indus-
try?

In 1930 I started operating a few
growing into a seventeen county op-
eration. Then in 1934 I bought some
ration. Then in 1934 I bought some
of the old Wurlitzer P-lO’s. They were
the very first phonographs (coin-

operated) on the market.
When World War Two broke out, I

sold out my operating firm and started
publishing a magazine, “Music Ven-
dor,” which is called “Record World”
today. I sold out my interest in 1964.

This is when I started Sterling Title

Strip.

Throughout your career with Music
Vendor, what were some of the high-
lights?

Well, I’ve had a great many reward-
ing experiences, both in the publishing
business and in the music industry. I

remember back in 1946 I had 1200 ope-
rators subscribing to my Hit Program
Service for juke boxes, it was an op-
erator’s bulletin survey on the top
tunes in Pop, Country & Western,
Rhythmn & Blues, etc. I published
timely editorials in each magazine
based on my experience in the busi-

ness. The Hit Program Service was a

package deal that included title strips.

We would like to get right into the

grass roots of the mechanics in your
business, could you give us a rundown
from the time you get information
about a new release up to the time the

title strips are shipped to customers?
Okay, the first step begins when we

receive new releases from the record
companies, now we’re speaking of 45
rpm, we have nothing to do with the
long playing albums. We put all the
record information in what we call a

production envelope . . . the label, cat-

alogue number, song title, etc. This
envelope goes to our compositor who
sets the type . . . this becomes the
master. Next the production envelope
is placed on file in alphabetical order
according to the name of the record
label and numerically by the catalogue
number.

We do this with every new release

received from record companies.
Next, we will receive orders, either

by mail or over the phone. This is

where our unique speed system comes
in . . . from the time we get an order
we can be ready to print within ten
minutes. If it happens to be a record
that we have no printing master al-

ready available, then we can still set

the type and be ready to print within
ten minutes and have the order ready
to ship within a half-hour. If I received
an order over the phone from San
Francisco, at 4:30 PM, I can have that
order in San Francisco before the

night is over.

We’re geared to serve the trade and
we’re ready to . . . we have a very
modern plant with six offset presses,

letter presses, cutters, type setting

equipment, everything we need to

serve this business in a quick progres-
sive manner.

Dick, what is your scope of opera-
tion?
From coast to coast and border to

border, we serve the entire United
States.
Do you feel there is room for an-

other title strip operation in this busi-

ness?
I believe not, this business has a

limited market. We only have a cer-

tain phase of the music business . . .

the juke boxes . . . the fact that we
only make title strips for seven inch

records . . • the figure circulated

around the trade is that there are one
half million juke boxes in the United
States ... its not an expanding busi-

ness.

Who are your primary customers?
One Stops are our biggest customers

. . . music operators we serve on an
automatic basis. Sometimes we get
requests from operators for strips to

some of the old standards of which
we have production envelopes on most
with the exception of standards no
longer produced by record companies.
Do you print special strips for the

various ethnic tunes?
Yes, we do color jobs on strips for

tunes played around St. Valentine’s
Day, the clover leaf for St. Paddy’s
Day . . . wreath and holly is printed on
strips for the Christmas holidays. Like
I said we provide a complete service.

Do you offer any other type of acces-
sories to your customers?
We print a five color, seven inch

card listing the top seven hits in

America. This card is distributed
among One Stops and operators.
Based on the volume of title strips

sold for, say an easy listening tune, do
you think this is an indication of its

popularity?
I think its a definite indication of

the tunes popularity. I cannot say to

what extent, but it certainly is a good
indication that the tune is being pro-
grammed on the juke boxes . . . opera-
tors usually do not program a tune
unless they expect it to get a lot of
plays.

Dick, are you glad you entered this

business?
I’ve enjoyed it . . . its certainly been

fruitful for me. I was one of the big-
gest operators in the country before
the war. I was more or less in on the
ground floor and can remember a great
deal of the history of this business.

It also means

The Shuffleboard: A Favorite For

400 Years. Its Future Is Up To You
NEW YORK—With the increased in-

terest circulating among operators
throughout the country in regards to

shuffle tournaments, we feel it is our
duty to encourage and help the Indus-

j

try in any way possible to keep this

interest alive. Over the years, there

have been many various kinds of tour-

naments staged in different parts of

the country.

First, let’s look into a little of the

history of shuffleboard. King Henry
VIII wasn’t too keen on them and
neither were the colonial fathers, but
the shuffleboard, despite such lament-
ings and nonsense, has survived and
proved to be one of the standard
moneymakers for coin-operated loca-

tions while being one of tbe most
popular games as well. Texas Billy

will attest to that.

A shuffleboard, in its many forms,
appears almost everywhere, from the
local tavern to a house in suburbia to

an ocean liner. It requires skill but
does not demand the player to be of
a specific age : a college boy or a cleric

can play and feel perfectly at home,
besides having a lot of fun.

But there were always those eager
to wipe out joy. King Henry VIII
forbade the playing of the game by
the common people because it kept
them from working on the royal farms
and serving in the royal ai-mies. So
shuffleboard went underground. When
it came to America with the early
colonists, it popped up happily again,
only to have village elders ban it

again on the grounds that it was creat-
ing a public disturbance, keeping
people from their work, and generally
doing something suspicious.

These bans disappeared with time,
and by the turn of the century shuffle-
board became popular once again. So
popular that it had its own “stars,”
foremost of whom was G. Edward
Morris, besides being the best player
of his day on the Eastern seaboard
and living comfortably on prize money
from his exhibition games, Morris
brought certain standards to the game
and equipment itself.

An ex))ei’t with i)oth hands, Morris
could judge the condition of a board

after a few slides and if it fell short

of his approval he would demand that

the board be resurfaced before playing
any worthy opponent. Morris refused
to play at any time on a “foreigrn

surface’’ and took his own personal
and pr-ofessional ideas to all cities

on his tournament tours.
Prohobition put a damper on the

shuffleboard in taverns but after the
repeal of the “noble experiment” in

1933, it leaped back to its former
glory, where it continues today.

There will always be the Edward
Morris’, the George Lavender’s and
the “Texas Billy’s but there will only
be one shuffle game, the one they all

loved to play, the one they made their

living on. It’s a great American game
and its future lies in the hands of the
many operators who place them on
location for the people to play. Don’t
forget all of this and let’s see some
more of those shuffle tournaments!
