Like the U.S. cavalry, Hollywood -style, 
rescuing beleaguered pioneers just in 

the nick of time, the contemporary 
pop scene today could rescue the clas- 
sical sound, which is not setting the 
music industry on fire. This would be 

a far cry from the days when pop 
tunesmiths dipped into Tchaikovsky, 
Rachmaninoff and Borodin, et al, and 
re -fashioned many of their melodic 
themes into "new" pop songs and, 
sometimes, Broadway scores. Often 
rationalized as an "introduction" into 
serious music, this well-intentioned 
plagiarism did little more than elicit 
the comment of "Isn't this 'Tonight We 

Love'?" when its original source was 
heard. 

Today, however, contemporary pop 
music seems interested in the real 
thing, not just melodic themes, but 
ideas from this area that might be 

incorporated with justifiable creativity 
into the rock movement. It's often said 
that in classical music it's not the 
theme that really counts, but what 
one does with the theme. This is the 
more profound aspect of serious mu- 
sic that is being considered by rock 
innovators. 

But, what about classical music for 
classic music's sake? Here, too, things 
are looking up from a contemporary 
standpoint. We don't know if its the 
complete answer to serious music's 
prayers, but electronic devices, es- 

pecially the Moog, are generating con- 
siderable interest in "purist" (well, al- 
most) adaptations of the classics. So 

much so that Columbia recently re- 
ported that its best-selling album is 

"Switched On Bach," a holiday for 
Bach music on the Moog electronic 
synthesizer. The "now" approach to 
classical music has effectively been 
used to augment the emotional power 
of such films as "2001" and "Elvira 
Madigan," both productions the kind 
of films that could not have been made 
a decade ago. The soundtracks of 
both productions were huge successes. 

There is no doubt that this Fusion 
Movement, if you will, will continue to 
make further inroads. From the seri- 
ous music point of view, it should be 
noted that many of today's leading 
classical artists are young enough to 
be not only interested bystanders in 

the development of contemporary 
sounds into a serious artform of it- 
self, but have deep identification with 
much that it is going on as well. 
Seiji Ozawa, the brilliant conductor, 
openly admits he is influenced by to- 
day's sounds. 

This, then, is the prospect for the 
future: a wider exposure of classical 
music in its traditional sense plus what 
could be an historic Fusion Movement 
in which both classical and pop tech- 
niques are merged to form a yet 
unknown new music. 
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Buddah Series Offers 
Early Rock Classics 

NEW YORK - In an effort to satisfy 
the demands of collectors and to spur 
interest on the part of the mass mar- 
ket in the area of the beginnings of 
rock, Buddah Records will issue the 
first in a series of albums that will 
cover the early, formative years of 
rock, blues, gospel, and rhythm and 
blues. The first group of releases will 
include albums by Jerry Butler, John 
Lee Hooker, Jimmy Reed, Eddie Har- 
ris, and The Staple Singers. 

"Each album represents the final 
'first' stage of the artist with much of 
the material having been unavailable 
to the mass market up to this time," 
says Neil Bogart, vice president of 
Buddah in announcing the series. 
Typical of the series is 'The Very 
Best Of Jimmy Reed', which contains 
all of his early hits including 'Baby, 
What You Want Me To Do', 'Honest I 
Do', and 'Big Boss Man.' With liner 
notes by blues authority Pete Weld- 
ing, the album makes available the 
original versions of Reed performan- 
ces that have been unobtainable for 
some years. 

Highlights of the series include "The 
Very Best Of John Lee Hooker" con- 
taining tunes like "Dimples" and 
"Boom Boom"; "The Very Best Of 
Jerry Butler" which includes "He Will 
Break Your Heart", "For Your Pre- 
cious Love", and "Moon River" among 
others; and "The Very Best Of The 
Staple Singers" featuring the family's 
emphasis on pure gospel following

NEW YORK - Columbia Pictures In- 
dustries has established its own re- 
cord label unit through the purchase 
of Bell Records for $3.5 million in 
CPI stock. Deal establishes CPI's re- 
cord division, which will be helmed 
by Larry Uttal, president of Bell. 

While CPI is involved in two label 
operations, Colgems and SGC, both 
companies are manufactured and dis- 
tributed by other record companies. 
Colgems runs through RCA, while 
SGC is opetated by Atlantic. These 
relationships remain in effect. 

The Bell deal means a completely 
internal disk operation for CPI. It's 
further understood that Bell will have 
first option on all CPI -originated ma- 
terial, such as movie and TV sound- 
tracks. In addition, Uttal told Cash 
Box that he will run an acquisition - 
minded operation. This will include 
other labels, theatrical properties: and 
wholesaling companies. The terms of 
the purchase, announced last week by 
Jerome S. Hyams, exec vp of CPI, 
call for the record division to function 
under the aegis of Screen Gems. Bell's 
present exec staff and network of dis- 
tribs remain unchanged. 

Bell's own label distribution deals 
involve the Direction, Bobby Darin's 
label, Elf, Page 1, A.G.P., Philly 
Groove, Goldwax, D.J.M. and Flash- 
back. Also, Bell operates several affi- 

liates, including Amy, Mala and Bell 
Country. 

As president of Bell for the past five 
years, Uttal has been in favor of hav- 
ing product produced by indie pro- 
ducers. It maintains agreements with 
such indie factors as Bones" Howe, 
"Papa Don" Schroeder, American 
Group Productions, including Chips 
Moman, Tommy Cogbill and Don 
Crews) , : Dan Penn, Steve and Bill 
Jerome, Dick James Music, Dun - 
wich Productions, Bill Medley, Buzz 
Cason, Bobby Russell and Kasenetz- 
Katz Associates. 

Bell's artist roster includes Bobby 
Darin, Cilla Black, the Box Tops, the 
Delfonics, Merrilee Rush, Bobby Rus- 
sell, James and Bobby Purify, Crazy 
Elephant and Mike Stoller. Over the 
past year, the artist -indie producer 
roster has produced 39 chart singles 
and seven chart albums. 

On the international scene, Bell has 
established its own label units in the 
United Kingdom, Germany, France, 
Canada and other major markets. 

Principal shareholders in Bell were 
Uttal and Al Massler, who runs the 
Golden Records set-up. 

Columbia Pictures Industries, the 
recently -adopted corporate name for 
Columbia Pictures, last year purchased 
Roosevelt Music to bolster its music 
publishing activities. 

Kirshner Obtains Royalty Rights 
To 6 Musicals By Alan Jay Lerner 
NEW YORK - Don Kirshner has 
brought into the fold of his Don Kirsh- 
ner Entertainment Corp disk, stock 
and amateur royalty rights to six mu- 
sicals with words and book by Alan 
Jay Lerner. 

The deal, giving Lerner undisclosed 
amount of cash and stock in the Kirsh- 
ner complex, involves "Brigadoon," 
"Paint Your Wagon," "My Fair Lady," 
"Gigi" and "On a Clear Day You Can 
See Forever." All but "Clear Day" 
feature music by Frederick Loewe. 
Burton Lane wrote the music for 
"Clear Day." "Gigi" was a Lerner - 
Loewe film sequel to "My Fair Lady." 

The arrangement means that Lerner 
relinquishes most of his royalty rights 

to these shows to the Kirshner firm. 
Kirshner formed DKE several years 
ago after a spectacular career in music 
publishing and as the music man at 
Columbia Pictures. The company's 
disk activities include a distribution 
deal with RCA for Kirshner's Calen- 
dar label. 

When "Paint Your Wagon" and 
"Clear Day" are released as films 
over the next two years, all of the 
five stage musicals involved will have 
been adapted to the screen. In addi- 
tion, Lerner's new show with Andre 
Previn, "Coco," due for next season, 
will also be a film following its legit 
run. Lerner is also planning a mu- 
sical film based on "The Little 
Prince," the French children's classic. 

1968 FM Radio Sales Continued 

FM Boom; 56.4% Of U.S. Market 
WASHINGTON, D. C. - The FM share 
of the radio market continued to grow 
in 1968, registering increases and new 
highs in all categories. According to 
the Electronic Industries Association 
consumer products division and based 
on EIA marketing services department 
statistics, FM radios constituted 37.1 
per cent of domestic -label radios 
(table, clock, portable) in 1968, com- 
pared to 33.5 per cent in 1967. In num- 
bers, FM radios grew from 4.21 mil- 
lion table, clock and portable units in 
1967 to 4,322,000 units in a total do- 
mestic -label radio market that de- 
creased from 12.6 million units in the 
earlier year to 11.7 million in 1968. 
These statistics are increased to 47 

ler 
cent and 42.3 per cent, respective- 

y, for 1968 vs. 1967, when TV and 
phonograph combinations are in- 
cluded. 

Measured in dollars, however, FM 
accounted for 56.4 per cent of the fac- 
tory value of all domestic -label table, 
clock and portable radios in 1968 vs. 
55 per cent in 1967. Table, clock and 
portable all registered increased per- 
centages in FM saturation, while por- 
table showed a decrease in dollar 
sales. The average value of an FM 
home radio decreased from $26.55 in 
1967 to $24.92 in 1968. 

Auto radios also had an excellent 
year. Total U.S. sales (domestic and 
foreign -label) rose from 9.5 million 
units in 1967 to 12.5 million in 1968. 
The FM share increased from 941,000, 
or 10 per cent in 1967, to 1,369,000, or 
11 per cent, in 1968. 

Total imports of table, clock and 
portable FM radios (domestic and fo- 
reign -label) were also up from 
8,962,000, or 38 per cent of total radio 
imports in 1967, to 13,890,000, or 49 
per cent in 1968.

In January, 1959, 
Lowy was tapped by The Big Three, 
Robbins, Feist and Miller, for their 
West Coast professional staff. Lowy 
moved to New York in early 1966, 
when the company named him Ge- 
neral Professional Manager. During 
his tenure there Lowy developed 
numèrous major campaigns, among 
them, the score from "Dr. Zhivago' 
and far-reaching activity for "Shadow 
Of Your Smile". 

Lowy joined Paramount Pictures 
music division in November of 1967 
as general professional manager 
of their publishing companies. 
Some twenty five recordings of 
"Odd Couple' were garnered on vari- 
ous labels while theme from "Rose- 
mary's Baby" achieved forty ver- 
sions. The "Romeo & Juliet" theme 
now has fifteen entries. During the 
past six months Paramount Publish- 
ing has been well represented on 
the charts with contemporary pro- 
duct from all of its catalogs by 
various labels. 
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NEW YORK - The concept that 
"money dictates to art" is one that 
triple Grammy winner Mason Williams 
is trying to change, and he feels that 
with the help of his recording com- 
pany, Warner Bros./7 Arts, he'll be 
able to do it. 

I lost a skirmish with big money 
in television when the feuds with the 
censors over material in the Smothers 
Brothers Comedy Hour finally wore 
me down," Williams told Cash Box, 
"but I feel that the music industry, 
whose artistic progress is second only 
to visual art, is ready for additional 
advancement." 

Formerly Part -Time Musician 

When Williams wrote and recorded 
the Grammy -winning "Classical Gas," 
he was only a part-time musician. His 
third album, "Music," due out this 
week, is the result of heavy concentra- 
tion, and Williams feels it is his best 
yet. "I was given complete artistic 
control over the album and we (ar- 
ranger Al Capps and producer Dick 
Glasser) did a considerable amount 
of experimentation, all of which we 
think came out successfully." (One 
of Williams' beliefs is that unsuccess- 
ful experiments should remain the 
private torment of the artist, and not 
be foisted on the public, and he is 
very down on good artists who issue 
bad albums) . 

Meets Smothers 

Williams, part of a folk group in 
college, first met Tom & Dick Smothers 
in Aspen Colorado in 1960. They crossed 
paths again at several folk clubs and 
festivals, til one day Mason was asked 
to play on a Smothers' album session. 
He adapted to the Smothers' musical 
and comical style so quickly that he 
soon became part of their live act. 
After the flop of the Brothers' "Angel" 
series, Williams and Tom Smothers 
began ground and brain work on a 
new type of series, which eventually 
hit the air as the Smothers Brothers 
Comedy Hour. "Tom & Dick always 
believe in giving everyone a chance 
to show what they can do. They gave 
the chance to me, and now I'm giving 
the same chance to the many talented 
people I come across." The original 
concept of the show was as a different 
style variety series, staying away from 
the usual Broadway -style production 
and over -worked comedy skits. Trou- 
bles with the CBS censors has been 
a day -in and day -out happening, and 
Williams feels the show never really 
got to be completely developed. "They 
pretty much wore Tommy down too," 
he said. "If they (CBS) don't give him 
more freedom, there's a good chance 
the show won't be back next year." 

Williams left his full-time scripting 
activities last Oct., but still contri- 
butes material from time to time, 
(which accounts for the cryptic "and 
sometimes by Mason Williams" cre- 
dit at the end of each show) . He was 
recently called in to script for Glen 
Campbell shows when the head -writers 
left, but that was just a temporary 
move. 

WB Experiment 

Williams, after joining with the Smo- 
thers Brothers, had pretty much given 
up his musical career, but Tom kept 
encouraging him. After being turned 
down by one of the major labels, 
Williams came to the attention of WB 
vp Joe Smith, who decided to sign him 
as part of a 10 artist experimental 
program the label was developing. 
Other artists pacted included Jimi Hen- 
drix and Van Dyke Parks. "The Mason 
Williams Phonograph Record" LP and 

Mason Williams: Money & Art Can Mix Disney Meets Stress Catalog; 
Weiner New Nat'l Sales Mgr. the "Classical Gas" single were the 

best-selling results. 

The new album, "Music," features 
Williams in a variety of sounds. The 
soft, orchestral "Gas" motiff is con- 
tinued on his adaptation of "Green - 
sleeves" (his new single) and a song 
written for Claudine Longet. Country 
& Western is also featured prominently, 
with the Sons of the Pioneers providing 
background vocals on one track. Will- 
iams' experiments include leaving sec- 
tions of a complicated arrangement 
open, so that the musician has a chance 
to improvise and show his stuff. Tom 
Smothers, who makes a guest appear- 
ance on the set playing harmonica, 
practiced for two hours to get his part 
down right. 

In addition to non -music projects, 
such as his just released "Mason Will- 
iams Reading Matter" book, the multi- 
talented Williams is set to co -produce, 
with Glasser, the next Andy Williams 
album. Williams enjoys working with 
Glasser because, "Dick tempers the 
arty thing I want to -do and keeps me 
commercial." 

More Room For Artists 

Williams doesn't want to take over 
the recording field, and he doesn't ex- 
pect record companies to turn their 
full attentions towards art, but he 
does want to create more room for 
artists to work in. He feels the record 
business is fantastic because its usu- 
ally open. "In TV, you're restricted 
from the start. If I had a show which 
had to run sixty-one minutes, I couldn't 
get it off the ground. For my new 
album, Warners is letting me put most 
of the printing on the cellophane 
cover." (The cover of the new album 
will be the title superimposed over a 
picture of a sunset which Williams shot 
from a Helicopter in the desert) . "Now, 
that's cooperation." 

NEW YORK - Jerry Weiner is the 
new national sales manager of Disney- 
land/Vista Records, replacing Bob 
Elliot, who has resigned. Weiner, 
according to Jimmy Johnson, head 
of the label, will assume responsibility 
for the western and midwestern ac- 
counts; and Sandy Strohbach, as pre- 
viously reported, will handle eastern 
and southern accounts.

You" are featured on the disk. The album is 
most pleasant listening throughout, and there 
could be considerable middle-of-the-road action 
in the offing. 

FURTHER ADVENTURES OF JIMMY & 
WES - Jimmy Smith & Wes Montgomery - Verve V6-8766 

The late Wes Montgomery, one of the most 
famed jazz guitarists of all time, and Jimmy 
Smith, the renowned organist, are here show- 
cased in an album that combines their talents 
to the advantage of each. With the exception 
of "Milestones," which uses a horn section, 
all the tunes are performed by Montgomery, 
Smith (on organ) , Grady Tate (on drums) 
and Ray Barretto (on percussion) . An im- 
portant collection. 

EXTRA SOUL PERCEPTION - Monk Higgins - Solid State SS 18046 
Monk Higgins' tenor sax is showcased to per- 

fection on a.dozen self -arranged tunes, span- 
ning the spectrum from jazz to soul, and 
touching other musical bases as well. Tunes 
range from straight pop, like "Little Green 
Apples," thru standards, like "Canadian Sun- 
set," to original compositions by Higgins and 
producer Dee Ervin. Higgins is backed by a 
arge group, including strings, and the effect 

will please pop fans, as well as Higgins' 
usual jazz following.

RING OUT JOY - Ed Summerlin - Avant

Jazz music has been employed lately in 
church services, and this album of music 
composed, arranged, and conducted by Ed 
Summerlin, is an example of the best of the 
religious jazz works. William Robert Miller 
has written the texts for all the selections, 
and Rosemary Unumaz sings movingly on 
"Gift Of Joy." "The Coming Of Christ" and

The Doug Cam Trio (Cam, organ; Gary

offers a slow -cooking, richly simmering set 
of six jazz tunes. (."Free Blues," a swinging, 
full -throttle number, boils right over the pot.) 
Cam's work on "Sometimes I Feel Like A

Julian Bream is one of the best classical 
guitarists of our age. and on Side 1 of this 
album he performs works by two great guitar 
masters of the past, Maurio Giuliani (Grand 
Overture, Op.

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Talent On Stage 

JERRY LEE LEWIS 
THE SCENE, N.Y. - New York City 
has been the site of a great many 
major entertainment events. It would 
have been an imposition on our read- 
ers' credibility if we had hailed Jerry 
Lee Lewis' return to New York, after 
a ten year absence, as the greatest 
single event in show business history. 
But believe us, we were sorely tempted 
to do so anyway. It was at least 
the most awaited event in the history 
of the New York rock scene, and 
only a Beatles concert, restricted to 
over -21's could possibly surpass it in 
the near future. On hand to witness 
the event were Eric Clapton, the As- 
sociation, Jimi Hendrix, Johnny Win- 
ter, the Jeff Beck Group, the Ras- 
cals, Vanilla Fudge, Bobby Golds- 
boro, Bill Cosby, Rhinoceros, the Mc- 
Coys and Sam the Sham, among 
others. 

In these modern days of John and 
Yoko, it seems hard to believe that 
public opinion of Jerry Lee's marriage 
to a then -13 year old relative could 
destroy the career of the world's 
second most exciting rock performer, 
but happen it did, and nought was 
heard of Jerry Lee 'til his recent 
emergence into the daylight of coun- 
try music. We can thank Smash Rec- 
ords for keeping Jerry Lee's record- 
ing career going, and while we're 
at it, we can thank Steve Paul for 
the tremendous effort he made to bring 
Jerry Lee into town for the special, 
one-night only appearance at the Scene 
last Monday. 

Jerry Lee Lewis has conquered the 
secret of inner vibration. His fingers 
seem to vibrate the piano keys, re- 
sulting in a beat as fast as the sound 
of a Thompson machine gun. Although 
you don't actually see it move, his 
body seems driven by pulses of en- 
ergy. His voice resonates with an 
atonic fire all its own. 

Jerry opened the show with a coun- 
try slant, singing "Moving On Down 
The Line," "I 'in So Lonesome I Could 
Cry," "Cold, Cold Heart," "Don't Be 
Cruel," "Oh, Lonesome Me," "An- 
other Time Another Place," "Walking 
The Floor Over You" and "What Made 
Millwaukee Famous." 

Also part of the Country portion 
was a solo by Jerry Lee's sister, Linda 
Gale (also with Smash) on "Go, Johnny 
Go," and a sibling duet on "Two Dif- 
ferent Worlds." Linda Gale, had she 
started in the business in the late '50's, 
would also have been a hard rock sing- 
er, and a good one to boot. Now she s 
a new -school country singer, belting it 
out in taverns across the nation. 

The old rock songs were what every- 
one came to hear, and Jerry obliged. 
"What'd I Sa " "Great Balls Of 
Fire," "Whole Lotta Shakï.n' Goin' On" 
and "Good Golly Miss Molly," the 
latter a well deserved (again, under- 
statement) encore, left everyone in a 
state of inner peace. 

The hair is short now, and the 
clothes are conservative, but Jerry 
Lee Lewis is 100% hip. 

NANA MOUSKOURI 
CARNEGIE HALL, N.Y. - Nana 
Mouskouri is already an International 
star, but her impact has not yet been 
felt in this country. Judging by the 
reaction to her first solo concert in 
this country, a sell-out show at Car- 
negie Hall, her time won't be long 
in coming. 

A native of Greece, and popular in 
that country, Nana enjoys her great- 
est fame in France. The reason for 
her success in France, and the rea- 
son for probable success here, is that 
Nana not only sings foreign languages, 
she feels them, and chooses her ma- 
terial with care. Her voice carries the 
same angelic properties as Joan 
Baez. but her stylings are her own, 
very personal. 
-The Carnegie show featured the 

songstress in a three -language pro- 
gram and was well balanced. "I Will 
Wait For You" was performed in the 
original French, while "Honey" was 
perlormed in a French translation. 

'Try To Remember," "Scarborough 
Fair/Canticle" and "The Lily Of The 
West" were performed in English 
while "59th St. Bridge Song" received 
a dual English/French reading. Sev- 
eral Greek traditional tunes, as well 
as some modern ones, were performed 
in the original language, but several, 
such as "The White Rose Of Athens," 
were done in English. 

Miss Mouskouri received solid sup- 
port from her quartet, the Athenians, 
who easily adapted to every change in 
style, and provided vocal, as well as 
instrumental, accompaniment. The 
group also scored on their own, com- 
ing across in a Kingston Trio vein. 

All in all, Nana weaved a strong 
spell that entranced the merely curious 
as well as the knowledgable sup- 
porters. Her first English album in 
four years, "Nana Mouskouri Sings 
Over & Over," has just been released 
on Fontana, and should generate con- 
siderable excitement. 

NEIL YOUNG 
THE TROUBADOR, LOS ANGELES - 
With fingers that seem to gambol 
across the strings of his guitar, War- 
ners -Reprise Recording artist, Neil 
Young, plays art songs with unusual 
ability. 

Lyrics that border on the absurd 
are accompanied only by the whack- 
ing, picking, crunching sounds that 
Young manages to create on his folk 
guitar. 

Young is a new breed of half -sing- 
ing. half -talking folk guitarist who 
don't really sing with great aplomb but 
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rather sing with an unearthly sort of 
chanting in time to the strumming. 

An accomplished guitarist, who 
knows complicated riffs like he knows 
his own reflection, Young excells in 
creating sounds somewhere between 
Eric Clapton and Van Morrison (a 
little rough attack playing, a little 
softness now and then) and sings with 
a voice that sounds like Dylan chant- 
ing cantor style to the tune of "People 
Are Strange," and a hoarse Donovan 
singing a Gregorian chant. 

Halfway through his performance, 
Young's electrical back up group, 
Crazy Horse, comes on-stage. With a 
sound of early Beatles (with their 
la -la -las) and the Doors, the group 
includes Billy Talbot, Ralph Molina, 
and Danny Whitten. 

Continwng to exhibit his guitar ability, switching from acoustic to amplified, Young sings "Down By the River," (their new single) "Everybody 
Knows This is Nowhere," "It's So Hard 
to Make Love Pay When Your On the Losin' End and I Feel This Way Again," 
(a country -western song) , and "Cinna- 
mon Girl. 

Although it's difficult to take some 
of his nonsense lyrics seriously the ability of the instrumentalists more than compensates for Young's lyrical deficiencies. 

COLLECTORS - NRBQ LOTHAR & HAND PEOPLE 
THE SCENE, N.Y. - During the 
course of the last week, three very 
promising groups put their talent on 
the line at Steve Paul's Scene, all 
with a great degree of success. Al- 
though none of the groups are God's 
answer to the loss of the Cream, all 
should soon enjoy some status as good 
selling album artists, as well as com- 
petent acts for the nationwide under- 
ground club circuit. 

The Collectors, with two albums out 
on Warner Bros./7 Arts, give forth 
with a super -loud sound, but although 
the volume was perhaps a trifle over- 
done, it is an integral part of their 
appeal. In other words, they don't use 
the excessive sound to cover instru- 
mental deficiences, as has been the 
case with many recent groups. The 
Canadian quintet is into a heavy -beat 
hypnotic sound, similar to (but not 
a carbon of) the Iron Butterfly. Their 
lyrics, when they emerge above the 
layers of sound, have much more ap- 
peal (to us, at least) than those of 
the Butterfly. "Dream Of Desolation" 
and "Early Morning," two tunes from 
their new "Wild Grass And Strawber- 
ries" LP, and "What Love (Suite) ," 
one side of their first LP, combined 
for a just -right set. 

N.R.B.Q. , who's specialty is resur- 
recting old rockabilly tunes, have im- 
proved quite a lot since their last' 
appearance in town. Most of the im- 
provement is due to the group's drop- 
ping a lot of their nonsense material 
and sticking to what they know how 
to do best. "Hey Baby," ' Party Doll" 
and "C'Mon Everybody," are three 
good examples of material the grou 
sounds good at. "Rocket No. Nine," 
a Frank Zappa-esque tune, makes a 
good change of pace for the group, 
and is done handily. 

Lothar and the Hand People have 
been around for quite a while. They 
are (and have for some time been) 
thoroughly professional, but their ma- 
terial seems (although maybe its just 
that times and taste are advancing) 
more commercially acceptáble. Loth- 
ar is a theremin, (an electronic harp- 
sichord which can generate sound 
waves from the action of an outside 
influence on a field. In this case, the 
outside influence is a hand) , and, cou- 
pled with a Moog, provides a unique 
pop electronic experience. They record 
for Capitol and will be cutting a sec- 
ond LP soor with Nick Venet. 

SHANI WALLIS 
WESTSIDE ROOM, L.A. - Seated on 
a stool in a baby blue spot at the 
Century Plaza, reflectively warbling 
Hoagy Carmichael's "I Get Along 
Without You Very Well" or magnet- 
ically belting "As Long As He Needs 
Me" in the film version of "Oliver," 
Shani Wallis radiates the kind of magic 
of which stars are made. After five 
long years on the coast this is her 
first L.A. night club booking and she 
has fashioned a near impeccable act 
for the occasion. Saucy, sensual and 
self assured, she warms a dozen or so 
old chestnuts with electric intensity 
tosses in a few bright special material 
items (an audience "sing -a -long" on 
"When My Baby Smiles At Me," a 
cockney spoof of a soho stripper with 
new words to "Surrey With A Fringe 
On Top," etc.) and concludes with a 
puissant anti -war medley ("My Bud- 
dy" interweaved with "When Johnny 
Comes Marching Home") preceded by 
"What the World Needs Now." With 

updated lyrics it's a shivery, sensa- 
tional closer. 

Along the way there's a Johnny 
Green medley ("I Wanna Be Loved, 
"Nowhere," "Little Coquette" and 
"Body and Soul") and the inevitable 
vignette treatment of her big ballad in 
"Oliver," "As Long As He Needs Me," 
a.song she'll undoubtedly be reprising 
for the next decade. 

Her diction is precise and polished. 
Her range is prodigious. All in all 
she's a superior songbird. 

Only negative - all of the songs in 
her act have been composed prior to 
'65. One couldn't help but wonder what 
she might have done with a McCart- 
ney -Lennon or Jim Webb copyright - 
or something from the current Broad- 
way scene. Repertoire seems just a 
little dated.

WFUN-South Miami, Fla.: 

Where Underground Goes Top 40 
WFUN-South Miami, Fla., which 

has a Top 40 format of exactly 40 
records has seen the underground 
sound break into its tight playlist. 
(The thirty-fifth to fourtieth records 
are termed "hitbounds" at WFUN.) 

Jack Armstrong, music director 
of the station, selects the playlist 
from the trades, with retail sales 
reports providing supplementary 
information. The Top 10 are chosen 
on the basis of local sales. Arm- 
strong reports that WFUN, and also 
WQAM-Miami, often give airplay to 
disks before they become national 
hits. In addition, he states that "I 
Do Love You," by Billy Stewart on 
Chess Records, has been re-released 
by the label because of the action 
the single received in the Miami 
area. (The lid went Top 20 in the 
early 1960's.) 

WFUN carries a five -man news 
department, and local news is em- 
phasized. National and international 
news is also covered via ABC news 
lines which are used for "feeds." 
UPI's audio facilities are also util- 
ized in the coverage of such news. 
Four -minute news segments are

bout job opportunities. From 10 a.m. 
to 10:30 a.m. on Sundays, the "WFUN 
Youth Board Of The Air" presents 
panel discussions in which various lo- 
cal high schools and colleges are re- 
presented. The "Youth Board" is mod- 
erated by one of the WFUN deejays. 
Sunday public service programming 
also includes "WFUN File 79" (79 is 
the station's dial position) . On that 
program (10:30 to 11 a.m.) guest 
speakers discuss current affairs. 

The underground music which 
has hit WFUN's playlist and been 
popular with the outlet's listeners 
is made by such performers as 
Blood, Sweat and Tears, Creedence 
Clearwater Revival, and Biff Rose. 
Armstrong states that Jon Fox, 
night deejay at WFUN (6 to 9 p.m.) 
has his ear clearly attuned to the 
best of the underground. Six under- 
ground tunes are spun per hour 
during Fox' stint, either from albums 
or singles, with stereo LP cuts being 
programmed. 

Armstrong reveals that Miami 
listeners enjoy underground sounds. 
He notes that WGBS-Miami, a good 
music AM station, went underground 
from 7 p.m. to midnight because of 
Miami listeners' favorable response 
to underground music. WFUN, which 
had been programming a two-hour 
night-time progressive rock show, 
"Progressive Music Experiment," 
was forced to cancel that program 
as a result of WGBS' change in for- 
mat. 

Armstrong says that the popular- 
ity of "bubblegum" music has slowly 
been diminishing in the Miami area 
since last summer, although "Indian 
Giver," by the 1910 Fruitgum Com- 
pany, has enjoyed the same success 
in Miami as it has nationally. Right 
now, tho, the underground has sur- 
faced on WFUN and in Miami, and 
finds itself part of the Top 40 estab- 
lishment.

"Black Encyclopedia Of The Air," a 
new program -aid for black -oriented 
radio outlets, is now available for na- 
tional distribution. Produced jointly by 
the Columbia University Black 
Identity Project and numerous schol- 
ars and radio personalities, the 
"Black Encyclopedia" series cap- 
sulizes black history-both African 
and Afro-American-from the ancient 
days of Imhotep and Bilal to James 
Brown and the contemporary scene. 
The series, set for immediate re- 
lease to the nation's black -oriented 
stations consists of one -minute state- 
ments on the history of black heroes 
and events which integrate the his- 
torical facts with black music from 
Africa through the modern sounds of 
rhythm and blues. Researched by 
noted black historian John Henrik 
Clarke, "Black Encyclopedia" is 
narrated by Jack Walker, New York 
radio personality and board chair- 
man of National Association of Tele- 
vision and Radio Announcers (NA - 
TRA) .

WNJR-Newark, N.J., has obtained 
more than 263,000 petitions in sup- 
port of declaring January 15 as a 
legal holiday honoring the late Dr. 
Martin Luther King, Jr. When Rep. 

tacted by Rothchild. Danny, formerly 
with the Iron Butterfly, told Rothchild 
about Jerry, who had been trying to 
gig in Los Angeles and having no luck.

John Conyers, Jr. (D -Mich.) , recent- 
ly announced at a news conference in 
Washington that he has introduced in 
Congress a bill to declare the late 
Dr. King's birthday a legal public 
holiday, the Detroit congressman 
displayed 263,000 letters and peti- 
tions delivered to his office by WN- 
JR representatives. In the months 
following Dr. King's death, WNJR 
aired frequent announcements urging 
letters of support. Mrs. Coretta King, 
widow of the slain civil rights lead- 
er, taped a broadcast message for 
WNJR. Many top black entertainers 
added their support. Such artists as 
Sammy Davis; Jr., Ruby Dee, Bill 
Cosby, and Nancy Wilson were 
among those who made tapes which 
were distributed nationally. WNJR 
asked for and received the approval 
and assistance of Newark city offi- 
cials in setting up a booth where 
thousands signed petitions favoring 
the King holiday. The booth was 
manned by WNJR personalities and 
volunteers. Bill Gallagher, general 
manager of the outlet, and Ed Brown, 
operations manager, recommended 
editorially on the air that a legal 
holiday be established as a memo- 
rial to Dr. King. Should Dr. King 
receive this tribute, he would be the 
first black American so honored. 

The 1968 Medical Journalism 
Award for "outstanding sustained 
programming" has been won by 
WGN-Chicago for the outlet's "Ex- 
tension 720" series. The award 
praised the program's effectiveness 
in communicating to the public the 
topics of birth control, nervous ten- 
sion, and smoking. Dan Price, mod- 
erator of "Extension 720," accepted 
the award, which was presented to 
WGN at the fifth annual awards pro- 
gram of the Illinois State Medical 
Society on March 8 at the Guild Hall 
of the Ambassador West Hotel in Chi- 
cago.

Gordy said that he hoped that Mo- 
town personnel and other people 
throughout the world would use the en- 
tire Easter season to "reflect and re- 
dedicate themselves to the philosophy 
of true brotherhood for which Dr. King 
lived and died." 

TRO Sets Campaign For 
Guthrie, Leadbelly Lines 
NEW YORK - The Richmond Organi- 
zation, now enjoying a flood of new 
music activity with its new score for 
Lionel Bart's "Oliver," which won 11 
different Oscar nominations, is about 
to become involved with three major 
new movie music projects, incorpo- 
rating some of the most famous song 
material in all of musical America. 

Two of the films involve the works of 
the late Woody Guthrie, while the third 
will bring to the screen the life and 
songs of the late Huddie (Leadbelly) 
Ledbetter. 

Already completed is the picture, 
"Alice's Restaurant," which stars Arlo 
Guthrie, son of the late Woody Guth- 
rie, and includes in its cast both Pete 
Seeger and Lee Hayes, longtime close 
friends and associates of Guthrie. The 
film, which takes its title from the 
Berkshire Mountain rendezvous for 
many of the best-known folksters on 
the current scene, makes generous use 
of Woody Guthrie songs, including 
"Riding In My Car," which co -produc- 
ers, Hilly Elkins, Joe Mandrake and 
Harold Leventhal, feel may become 
the big song of the picture. "Alice's 
Restaurant, was directed by Arthur 
Penn, in his first effort following "Bon- 
nie And Clyde." 

Planned for production later this 
year is the movie version of "Bound 
For Glory," the Woody Guthrie auto- 
biography. The picture, to be co -pro- 
duced by Harold Hecht and longtime 
Guthrie manager, Harold Leventhal, 
also incorporates many Guthrie songs, 
including such memorable titles as 
"This Is Your Land," "So Long It's 
Been Good To Know You," and 'Roll 
On Columbia." 

Also definitely in the works is a film 
based on the life of Leadbelly, to be 
produced by Mack Merson, co -produc- 
er of "The (-lean Is A Lonely Hunter." 

TRO has already blueprinted cam- 
paigns to reactivate uses of both the 
Guthrie and Leadbelly songs. Special 
folios are to be published and these 
will be used along with demonstration 
LP disks, in wide-ranging mailings to 
producers and artists, all of which will 
be tied in with actual release dates of 
the various films.

"Acts come to the Bitter End," says 
club owner Fred Weintraub, "to be 
seen and heard by the people who will 
determine their future. In the early 
days of the club, it served as a show- 
case for new acts. Peter, Paul & Mary, 
Bill Cosby, Woody Allen and the Seren- 
dipity Singers were some of the acts 
that got their start at the club." 

Farrell Creating 
Coty Radio Spots 
W/Brooklyn Bridge 
NEW YORK - Coty Products, in a 
sustained drive to capture the youth 
market to debut its new perfume line, 
"Muguet Des Bois by Coty," has pact - 
ed, through its New York ad agency, 
Martin Landey-Arlow, indie producer 
Wes Farrell for a series of radio com- 
mercials featuring the Brooklyn 
Bridge. 

Farrell jetted to Las Vegas last 
Thursday (20) , for the commercial ses- 
sions to be produced during the Brook- 
lyn Bridge s current engagement at 
the Riviera Hotel in that city. The Coty 
radio spots, penned by Tony Romeo, 
will be aired in a minimum of 31 mar- 
kets in a five week period. 

Wile in Las Vegas, Farrell will 
basé at Caesars Palace Hotel and will 
fly to Los Angeles for a series of busi- 
ness confabs. In addition, Farrell will 
also produce a new Brooklyn Bridge 
album for Buddah Records before he 
returns to New York. 

Tannen, Dennis 
On Talent Search 

NEW YORK - Paul Tannen, director 
of eastern operations and Lou Dennis 
east coast district sales manager of 
Warner Bros./7 Arts Records, having 
returned from two days in Washington, 
D.C. last week, scouting new talent 
and meeting with local distributor Jim 
Schwartz, leave for Nashville this 
Tues. (25) for three days of talent 
hunting. 

"Now," Weintraub continued, "al- 
though we still use a lot of new talent, 
most of our headliners are well-known 
acts who want a place to be seen by 
agents, TV people and the press." 

Paul Colby, who's been running the 
Bitter End in partnership with Wein- 
traub for the last year and a half, ini- 
tiated the switch to name acts to bol- 
ster falling revenues. "The secret of 
the Bitter End's success," Colby told 
Cash Box recently, "is that the club 
has always been able to adapt itself to 
changing conditions in the entertain- 
ment world." Three years ago, when a 
shortage of useable acts developed, 
the club went to a low -budget show for- 
mat. "Everything was hard rock 
then," Colby remarked, "and the Bit- 
ter End is not suited to those groups 
because of its physical setup. (Notable 
rock groups who did manage to work 
well into the club include Blood, Sweat 
and Tears and the Electric Flag.) 
When Judy Collins, Joni Mitchell and 
Leonard Cohen, among others, led a 
resurgence of the softer contemporary 
sound, the club switched to its new 
format. 

Comebacks 

In addition to up and coming stars 
like Arlo Guthrie, Jerry Jeff Walker, 
Joni Mitchell and Orpheus, the club 
has also been featuring a number of 
established acts who were seeking to 
try out new material, gain wider ex- 
posure. or stage a comeback. Neil 
Diamond and the Serendipity Singers 
broke in their new acts at the club'. 
The Everly Brothers, still very popu- 
lar on the West Coast, came to town to 
open up the East and mid -West. The 
vet duo had played a recent engage- 
ment at the now defunct Latin Quar- 
ter, with almost no results, but their 
Bitter End stand brought them new 
recognition and heavy press. Dion in- 
troduced his new act there a few 
weeks ago, as did ex -Buffalo -Spring - 
fielder Neil Young. 

"The club is built like a miniature 
concert hall," said Colby, "and it's 
easy to visualize how an act will come 
over at a college or on TV." A recent 
Bitter End innovation is a video tape 
setup on the premises, which is being 
used to improve visual presentation, 
an important factor for TV or concert 
work. 

To keep the club stocked with new 
talent, Weintraub operates the College 
Coffee House Circuit, a training ground 
for beginning acts. In addition to hold- 
ing continual auditions at the club, 
Weintraub has staff members audi- 
tioning groups in most major cities 
during the course of the year. Comic 
David Steinberg is the newest star to 
emerge from the club, but acts like 
Bunky & Jake (on Mercury) , the 
Times Square Two, and McKendra's 
Spring (just signed to Decca) are also 
beginning to attract attention.

CURTIS MAYFIELD 
Lead singer of The Impressions, vice 

president of his own Curtom label (dis- 
tributed by Buddah), Curtis Mayfield is 
also a prolific and successful songwrit- 
er with definite ideas of how his songs 
should sound on record. Result: he be- 
came a producer. Ultimate result: he 
has become a solidly successful pro- 
ducer with recents hits like "This Is 
My Country," "Fool For You" and the 
new "My Deceiving Heart," plus clicks 
by the Five Stairsteps & Cubie and 
June & Donnie. 

Mayfield also serves as musician. 
"Sometimes I'll play guitar on a session 
I'm producing," he says. "It's hard to 
be in two places at once so I do a 
lot of running between the control room 
and the studio. I try to play as much 
as I can on certain dates because my 
guitar usually lends a lot of feeling and 
inspiration to a tune I've written." 

This total involvement on Mayfield's 
part stems not from ego but from a 
sense of pride. "I try to be as precise 
as possible when it comes to spending 
my money or anyone else's on a re- 
cording session." 

Mayfield first began producing with 
The Impressions when he was eighteen. 
Based in Chicago then as now, he 
wrote and produced national hits with 
local artists like Major Lance, ("Mon- 
key Time") Jan Bradley ("Mama Didn't 
Lie") Dee Clark and Gene Chandler. 

Mayfield has written and produced 
two Impressions albums for Curtom, 
"This Is My Country" and "The Young 
Mods Forgotten Story." But he sees the 
day coming when one of his dual roles 
as producer/writer will be partially sub- 
jagated. Mayfield explains, "As an in- 
dependent producer, I've always been 
able to write enough material for every- 
body. I've never had the problem of 
finding material for the Impressions and 
the other artists I produce. But now that 
Eddie Thomas (president of Curtom) and 
I have our own record company we'll 
need fresh, creative material for all our 
artists." Lest Impressions fans worry, 
Mayfield intends to keep writing songs 
for the group. 

Currently Mayfield is producing The 
Impressions, The Five Stairsteps & Cubie, 
Baby Huey ' & The Babysitters, Major 
Lance, Donnie Hathaway and June Con- 
quest, L.C. Cooke (the late Sam Cooké s 
brother) and Wayne Lougidice. Everyone 
at Curtom is also involved with looking 
for new singing and writing talent. 

"I've been blessed," Mayfield says, 
"with having very few disappointing re- 
cording dates. In fact, in the eight years 
I've been producing I can count the 
disappointing sessions on one hand." 

The logo on the Curtom label states 
affirmatively "We're A Winner" and judg- 
ing by the efforts of producer Curtis 
Mayfield. it's an understatement. 

TEMPI In Surge Of Activity 
NEW YORK Trans -Electronic Mu- 
sic Productions, Inc. (TEMPI) pro- 
ducers of the runaway best - selling 
"Switched - On Bach" LP, today an- 
nounced simultaneous drives cover- 
ing the rock, concert and commercial

of a major new recording studio. 

TEMPI has jumped into the pop 
market with the signing of Harvest,

Consolidated sales in 1968 were

The Variety Club of Great Britain 
named Tom Jones as the Show Busi- 
ness Personality Of The Year at its 
awards luncheon at the Savoy Hotel 
March 11th. He got the citation for 
his work on records, television and in 
the variety theater. Rolf Harris was 
named joint BBC TV Personality Of 
The Year with comedian Marty Feld- 
man and disk jockey Jimmy Young 
got the award of BBC Sound Radio 
Personality. Jones and his singing 
stablemate Engelbert Humperdinck, 
who was Show Business Personality of 
1968, have made a flying start in the 
business world with Management 
Agency and Music (Mam) , the enter- 
prise launched by their manager Gor- 
don Mills. The company went public 
with a rapid over -subscription and 
controls a total of six other companies 
including G. W. Mills Ltd.,: Panariver, 
which promotes shows and tours; Tom 
Jones (Enterprises) ; Coolwind, [orfn- 
ed last November by Jones to handle 
his takings from his current TV se- 
ries; and Artists' Management and 
Agency, which books over thirty acts 
including Mary Hopkin. Coolwind, 
70% owned by Mam, has received an- 
other useful boost through Sir Lew 
Grade of Associated TeleVision sell- 
ing a further twenty-six Tom Jones 
shows to American TV. It seems like- 
ly from examining the Mam prospec- 
tus that Gordon Mills will set up a 
record label in the future, bearing in 
mind that the Decca recording con- 
tracts of both Jones and Humperdinck 
expire December 31st 1970. 

Apple, the Beatles' enterprise, plans 
to launch a spoken word label in May. 
It will be called Zapple and the ini- 
tial release of three albums will in- 
clude another John Lennon -Yoko Ono 
LP, this time with the duo appearing 
clothed in the sleeve photograph. 
Albums by the late Lenny Bruce will 
also be issued on Zapple. 

RCA Records has rejigged its exec- 
utive line-up and responsibilities fol- 
lowing the departure of artist develop- 
ment manager Terry Oates to join the 
Columbia -Screen Gems office. Four 
managers now report to the new crea- 
tive services head, a position tempo- 
rarily held by managing director 
Bernard Ness pending an appoint- 
ment. The managers are Bob Angles, 
foreign programming, Mal Thompson, 
artist development, Peter Aldersley, 
advertising and promotion, and Jack 
Heath, who assumes A&R responsi- 
bilities in addition to running Sunbury 
Music until an A&R manager is 
appointed. Aldersley comes on to the 
RCA staff after close liaison during 
his time with the label's advertising 
agents. G. S. Royds. 

Capitol is planning a country and 
western _package tour [or Europe 
around Easter 1970. Capitol inter- 
national division merchandising di- 
rector Bob Klein. here recently with 
Buck Owens and the Buckaroos, told 
Cash Box that it was hoped to bring 
over Buck Owens, Merle Haggard, 
Sonny James. Wanda Jackson. Win 
Stewart, and others [or shows in Fin- 
land, Norway, Holland, Germany. 
Belgium. and England over a spell 
of three and a half weeks. A compos- 
ite album featuring the stars involved 
would be released in the appropriate 
territories to coincide with the dates. 
Klein also hopes to fix British dates 
this spring for Joe South following the 
interest created by his "Games Peo- 
ple Play."

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English Unit Of WB/7 Stresses 
Disk -Music Publishing Autonomy 
HOLLYWOOD - The autonomous na- 
ture of Warner Bros. -Seven Arts disk 
and music publishing operation in Eng- 
land has been underscored by several 
new developments. 

First, it was emphasized by Mike 
Maitland, who heads the worldwide ac- 
tivities of the record company and is 
chief of the parent company s entire 
music and publishing set-up, that the 
U.K. subsidiary will be a completely 
self-contained record company and 
publishing firm under the directorship 
of Ian Ralfini. 

Second, it was announced jointly by 
Maitland and Louis Benjamin, Pye 
Chief, that Pye is closing a contract 
with W-7 Records to perform all the 
pressing and distribution duties for 
the new U.K. unit. 

Pye has acted as W -7's licensee in 
the U.K. and continues in that function 
until its present licensing contract 
terminates on June 30. 

Though W -7's pressing and distribu- 
tion agreement with Pye will extend 
their lengthy association, several other 
major U.K. record giants put in bids 
for the account. But it is known that 
W-7 executives believed Pye, with its 
expansive van service, could most ef- 
fectively provide W-7 with swift, full 
coverage of its repertoire. 

All connected with the U.K. subsidi- 
ary have stressed one point in discus- 
sing the unit: that it is a new record 
company operating in Great Britain, 
not a foreign subsidiary with limited 
functions. 

Ralfini, it was disclosed, will have 
total authority in creative decisions 
which W-7 feels necessary to turn the 
company into an aggressive, profitable 
entity in the growing and very com- 
petitive British market. 

Ralfini formally takes over the W-7 
assignment on April 1 after winding up 
his present duties with MGM Records. 
However, he has already begun talks 
with various record industry personnel 
and intends to announce his A & R 
and promotional staff soon after as- 
suming his new duties. 

Again, in the A & R department, Ral- 
fini will have a completely free hand to 
assign producers and acquire ta -

Dutch singer Shirley Martin signed 
a personal management contract with 
The John Gunnell Agency, who organ- 
ized a fine press -reception in the Bag 
O'Nails Club, London. Miss Martin's 
records will be released worldwide 
on the Fontana label. On March 12-15 
German singer Hildegard Knef was in 
Holland to record her own television - 
show. The show was transmitted on 
March 15 and featured eleven songs. 
Most of these songs are from the "Knef 
concert" 2 -records album (Decca) . 

The successful performance on the 
Grand Gala of Buck Owens and the 
Buckaroos, Amalia Rodriquez and the 
Pentangle resulted in good initial or- 
ders for the three Gala albums espec- 
ially released by Bovema for this oc- 
casion.

Midem has been a very success- 
ful week for the World Music group 
and I.M.C. - Amsterdam. An agree- 
ment has been signed with Trans- 
atlantic Records publishing company 
and plans are to promote the Trans- 
atlantic label in the Benelux coun- 
tries. In Holland, the label is being 
distributed bij Bovema. The new Mon- 
kees' record and new album looks like 
a big hit in Holland. The single of 
Jimmy Frey, "Zaterdag", was releas- 
ed last week in Holland by Philips. 

Nina Simone's fantastic hit from 
"Hair": "Ain't Got No - I Got Life" 
for five weeks at the first position 
in the Dutch charts has a fabulous 
follow-up in "To Love Somebody". 
The original Broadway cast LP of 
"Hair" is number one this week in 
Holland's LP -Top -50 and Nina Simone's 
"Nuff Said" is third on the LP charts.

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The crisis in promotion affecting 
the record industry since last week's 
Government regulations concerning 
record playing on the 36 radio stations 
controlled by the Comision Adminis- 
tradora is being faced by several com- 
panies with different approaches. The 
main way will be television, with more 
musical programs devoted to record 
releases. A good example is RCA's 
special program in the highly rated 
"casino" TV 13 spot, featuring all its 
top teen groups, tied with a simulta- 
neous. CBS has started TV commer- 
cials, and some artists belonging to 
other labels are even recording "live" 
on tape, to avoid the qualification of 
"record" to their rendering of a song. 
The strict regulations establish that 
no more than one record by a label 
will be played in each station in every 
30 -minute period, and that not more 
than seven recordings by the same 
artist will be played by the same sta- 
tion during the day. Airing of a record 
more than once a day is also forbid- 
den. For the future, the establishment 
of a jury to qualify records according 
to their value (as in Italy) is foreseen. 
These rules do not apply to stations 
owned by private hands nor Radio 
Nacional the net directly owned by the 
State Radio Nacional on the contrary, 
during the past months has been en- 
tering more and more into pop music 
and a sort of disk-jockey program- 
ming in all its stations. 

Litto Nebbia, formerly leading voice 
of Los Gatos, is already recording as a 
soloist, and his first single will be 
made available in April. Another 
group also recording for RCA, The 
Con's Combo, have returned to their 
native country, Sweden. Uruguayan 
artists Los Iracundos will receive, in 
a few weeks, Diplomatic Passports 
from their country, and will give a 
concert at the Government House in 
Montevideo. The label is planning to 
invite Argentine journalists to be 
present at the ceremony as it did with 
the golden record awarded to Palito 
Ortega in Mar del Plata last January. 

Odeon reports the contracting of 
well known TV actor Juan Carlos 
Dual and the imminent release of his 
first record. Budget priced series 

Coleccion Musical has several new re- 
leases, with pop and classical music 
LP's by Edmundo Rivero, Francisco 
Canaro, Rugero Ricci, Mantovani and 
others. On the pop side there is a new 
album by Salvatore Adamo in Spanish, 
which will surely sell as well as the 
previous ones by this artist. It is also 
worth mentioning that the diskery's 
pubbery, Editorial Musical Odeon, has 
obtained the rights to Adamo's songs 
on an exclusive basis. 

Jacko Zeller of Korn Publishers 
infos about the success of "Waterfall", 
the Jimmy Cliff chart rider which 
also has versions by local artists 
Sound and Co., Willy Martins and 
Bingo Reyna. The pubbery is now 
working on the tunes that Maria Vaner 
has included in her next single, 
"Chau" and "Cuando Vos Ya No Es- 
tes". 

Fermata's Mauricio Brenner re- 
ports on their new releases by folk 
artist Anzoategui, classical music 
pianist Daniel Desimone, French star 
Sacha Distel and Italian chanter Mimo 
Reitano.

He has just signed a publishing con- tract with Leeds of London and his 

first Verve/Forecast album of "Real- 
ity Is Bad Enough" will be released 
by MGM in England in conjunction with 
his tour. It is most likely that a cut 
from the album "Modern Major Gen- 
eral" will be issued as a single during 
his trip throughout the British Isle. 
Sky returns to New York April 28 and 
will do a special concert at the Uni- 
versity of Buffalo on that date. Plans 
for Pat Sky's second album on the 
Verve/Forecast label are being for- 
mulated now. 
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Record production figures continue 
to improve in nice style as reflected 
in the latest figures available from 
the Commonwealth Statistician. The 
six months period ended December 
31st showed a total production figure 
of 8,546,000 units, with better than 
half accounted for in albums. If 
this present rate of increase keeps 
going, the twelve period which will 
end on June 30th will easily surpass 
the all-time high annual production 
figure of 15 million units set last 
financial year. 

Good news for local artists and 
record companies in the announce- 
ment that we are to get another pop 
music series on national television 
under the tag of "Turning On." The 
show, of thirty minutes duration, will 
run five nights each week Monday 
through Friday, and it will be com- 
pered by Sydney disc-jockey "Baby" 
John Burgess who is one of the key 
jocks with station 2UW. "Turning 
On" will be a joint production be- 
tween the Channel Seven network 
and Aztec Services, who specialize 
in bringing overseas acts to Aus- 
tralia for concerts. It is expected 
that some overseas artists will be 
featured in the program from time 
to time. 

Australian Record Company looks 
as though it's on its way towards 
having one of the biggest -selling 
albums of the year in the CBS pack- 
age "Switched On Bach" by Walter 
Carlos and Benjamin Folkman with 
the Moog Synthesizer. The set is 
getting a surprising amount of air- 
play and sales are reportedly very 
high. It is already the best-selling 
classical album the company has 
ever had; and it is gaining big ground 
with pop consumers also. Peter San- 
ford from A.R.C. is "all out" on the 
record. 

English star Linda Thorson is 
represented on a new single issued 
here by W & G Records. The disc 
carries "Here I Am" and "Better 
Than Loving You." W & G released 
the record under an agreement with 
Ember Records of England. 

Broadcast restrictions ,have been 
removed from the musical "Hair" 
which ìs expected to go into local 
production soon. We understand that 
Harry M. Miller will stage the show 
in Australia and that casting is al- 
ready underway. On the matter of 
Harry M. Miller, he is to open a new 
Playbox Theatre in Melbourne in 
conjunction with Kenn Brodziak from 
Aztec Services. There already is a 
Playbox Theatre in Sydney. First 
production in the new Melbourne 
theatre will be "The Boys In The 

Band" which has been playing to 
substantial audiences in Sydney. 

Australian Record Company has 
issued the CBS two -disc album pack- 
age, "The Andy Williams Sound Of 
Music." The company has struck 
a special retail price of (Aust) $9.95 
for the set as against their normal 
price of $11.00 for such products. 

Chappell & Co., Ltd., have rushed 
out the sheet copy on "Boom Bang - 
A -Bang" which is the winning Bri- 
tish entry to the Eurovision Song 
Contest. There are two, versions of 
the record released in Australia; 
one by local girl Anne Hawker (As- 
tor) and the other by Lulu (Colum- 
bia) who will perform the song at 
the Eurovision final in Madrid on 
March 29. 

The Paul Hamlyn group company, 
Music For Pleasure Pty. Ltd., has 
announced that they have sold one 
million albums since the label was 
first launched in Australia in 
October, 1968. This is quite an 
achievement in this country, because 
the MFP label was just getting es- 
tablished in this time also. Mana- 
ging Director of the company Kevin 
Weldon said, "When we launched the 
Music For Pleasure label, it was 
our strong belief that there was a 
large market for top quality L.P. 

records which sold at less than half 
the normal price. We have also 
succeeded in establishing -the quality 
of our product, in fact our records 
are produced by the world famous 
company B.M.I.' 

New locally -produced singles in- 
clude The Town Criers with "Any 
Old Time" cl "Rene" (Festival) ; 

the Dream with "Yours Until To- 
morrow" and "Turn Around" 
(Festival) ; Terry Britten with 
"2000 Weeks" and "Bargain Bay" 
(Columbia) the Graduate with 

` I Just 1V1ade Up My Mind" c/w 
"Birds and Bees" (Columbia) ; 

and Russell Morris with "The 
Real Thing" and "It's Only A 
Matter of Time" (Columbia) . New 
Zealand singing star Allison Dur- 
bin, who is presently in Australia 
for personal appearances, has her 
latest single out on the Columbia 
label, "Games People Play" which 
was produced by Howard Gable. 

We understand that Australia was 
the first country in the world to re- 
lease the new Herb Alpert single 
"Zazueria" which the Festival 
people issued before the record 
appeared in the United States. This 
is a strong market for Herb Alpert, 
and he has plenty of gold records 
from these parts. 

Two strong songs out in sheet 
copy form through Essex Music 
are "Both Sides Now" and "Wichi- 
ta Lineman." Essex are also finding 
strong action again with "Sounds 
of Silence," the single of which by 
Simon & Garfunkel has suddenly 
found "new life" for the CBS boys. 

The local fun group Colonel Crint 
and the Regimental Band of the 
Foot and Mouth Deserters have 
signed a recording pact with Phono- 
gram Recordings, and their first 
single under deal is already out on 
the Philips label. It features a revi- 
val of "Kiss Me Goodnight Sgt. 
Major" with the coupling being "More- 
ton Bay." The disc was produced by 
noted English (now Australian resi- 
dent) producer Alan Freeman. The 
record was serviced to stations and 
jocks in a very handsome press kit 
which was designed to "sell" the fun 
angle of the group's work. 

Jeff Joseph, manager of the local 
recording star Ronnie Burns, tells 
us that plans have been finalized 
under which Screen Gems in the 
United States will arrange the re- 
lease of Ronnie's recent big hit 
"Age Of Consent" in America to 
coincide with the release of the film 
of the same name starring James 
Mason. The song, written by Aus- 
tralian writer Terry Britten, isn't 
actually in the film but it was in- 
spired by the film. The record was 
issued here on the Spin label (through 
Festival) and was a sizeable hit for 
Ronnie Burns. 

The RCA Camden label has reduced 
its budget -priced album range to re- 
tail at (Aust) $1.99. This has obviously 
been done to match the MFP range, 
and the Astor Goldengroove line, both 
of which have been selling at $1.99 
for some time now. The down -turn 
in the RCA Camden price is yet 
another shot in the low-priced album 
"war" which has been looming for 
quite a while. With MFP, Astor, 
and RCA Camden all chasing that 
lucrative budget market with some 
fine quality product, it is only a 
matter of time before companies 
like E.M.I., Festival, and Phono- 
gram take a closer look at the 
$1.99 market. 

With the restrictions now off "Hair" 
RCA are making a determined bid 
to establish the Nina Simone single 
of "Ain't Got No; I Got Life" as a 
definite chart item. The record is 
catching a fair amount of play now, 
and with the show coming along, 
the Simone disc must stand some 
sort of chance of repeating its Eng- 
lish success in Australia. Publishing 
rights in "Hair" are held by Tu -Con 
Music through the Leeds office. 
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The German record industry had 
their big fete of the year and it was 
worth the trip to Berlin to see it. 
Every top publisher, producer, 
record exec and manager were on 
hand and the star-studded cast 
were also accompanied by a star- 
studded audience. The second 
such event in Germany's history 
will result in two major TV shots. 
One such show will feature 7 new 
German compositions sung by ar- 
tists representing the major record 
labels here. The last event of this 
sort resulted in several major local 
hits. This time, local material was 
presented by Agnetha. for Metronome 
Records, Dorthe for Phonogram, 
France Call for Teldec, Renate 
Kern for Polydor, Petra Pascal for 
Ariola, the Jacob Sisters for CBS 
and Beino for Electrola. The main 
attractions were, however, the in- 
ternational stars. 

This portion of the program was 
broadcast in 17 countries and was 
seen by an estimated 120 million 
viewers which is exposure in any- 
body's language. The show opened 
with Shmuel Rodensky for CBS 
who did his German version of "If 
I Were A Rich Man" and "My 
Yiddische Mama." Shmuel is the 
star of "Fiddler On The Roof" here. 
The second slot fell to France's 
queen Sylvie Varten who did a 
German and a French tune with 
her band and made a fine impres- 
sion with her voice and stage pres- 
ence. Sylvie represented RCA Vic- 
tor and Teldec here. The popular 
Los Paraguayos followed with two 
of their hits. The Phonogram stars 
will tour Germany after the show. 
Polydor's Italian bombshell Rita 
Pavone completed the first section 
of the show with 2 of her German 
language hits and the section was 
topped off with the Pamela Davis 
Dancers from London who did a 
number to close off every séction 
of the show. 

The second section started off 
with Metronome's French artist 
Dalida followed by the only real 
German language artist in the 
show, famous M.C.-singer Vico 
Torriani from Phonogram records. 
Teldec's Mantovani conducted his 
top hits and the A&M stars the 
Sandpipers who are released here 
on Polydor made their first TV 

show in Germany a big one with 
presentation of two top hits in fine 
fashion. 

Block three was led off by France's; 
Richard Anthony who did two fabu- 
lous tunes. Richard is released by 
Electrola here. Metronome's Scan- 
danavian folk duo Nina & Frederick 
followed and Teldec's Miriam Make- 
ba broke things up with two tunes 
from her act. The last section saw 
the English show group the Mollies, 
Who are released here on Hansa 
Records, bring down the house with 
their new charter "Sorry Susanne" 
and a fine version of `Blowing In 
The Wind" backed by the 61 piece 
orchestra on hand. Dustry Spring- 
field, who for Phonogram, made 
her first major TV appearance 
here and won the hearts of all 
with several of her hits including 
"Son Of A Preacher Man." Dusty 
should develop into a major star 
'here as she is in England and most 
of the world. 

CBS star Ray Conniff did his first 
appearance here, with his famour 
choir and two major French artists, 
Adame for Electrola and Mireille 
Mathieu for Ariola who has her 
first German recording out, broke 
up things for a great ending'. All 
in all, it was a magnificent display 
of world talent and should prove 
to keep people talking about the 
show for some time to come. The 
press were treated to a fine press 
conference two days before the 
final show and a big fest at the 
Hilton in Berlin brought the music 
business people together until early 
the following morning. All in all it 
was a memorable event and now 
has established itself once and for 
all as one of the two major events 
of the year here together with the 
German Pop Music Cóntest which 
will be held again this summer. 
The record industry must be con- 
gratulated for joining together with 
German TV for this fine event. 

Doug Fowlkes, known interna- 
tionally as manager of Rocky 
Roberts, Wess and the Airdales, 
Joyce and the Jokers, etc., was in 
Germany to discuss deals for 
future promotion for his new offices 
BPM International being launched 
all over Europe.

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EDITORIAL. The Guaranteed Minimum 

The proposition that a more substantial commission 
split for every operator, at every location, is essential 
in this day of inflating route expenses, was the sub- 
ject of a Coin Machine News editorial several issues 
back. It is being supported verbally and in actual 
practice by a large number of progressive, intelligent 
operators. In our discourse over this subject with a 

number of these tradesmen, another sensible collec- 
tion device came to the front - the guaranteed mini- 
mum. 

A guaranteed minimum amount - from every col- 
lection bin to the operator - works in the obvious way. 
If a $30 base is established, the operator knows the 
very least he will earn from that location is $30. Every- 
thing else is gravy. He can then project this figure 
on an annual basis and more accurately judge the 
true worth of the spot, as well as the minimum worth 
of the entire route should he be interested in selling. 
To work in a guaranteed minimum, in conjunction 
with a 60-40 split, is ideal, but this requires quite a 

sales effort on the operator's part. Suffice it to say 
that even in the standard 50-50 situation, the guaran- 
tee is a sound financial play and should be considered 
for virtually every location. 

From our standpoint, we think the most interesting 
end result of the minimum guarantee clause is that 
it automatically stimulates the location personnel 
themselves to do a little work for us for a change. 
There's nothing quite like a customer watching you 
take $30 out of a $50 cash box, leaving him only a 

$20 bill, even while on a 50-50 split. This location 
learns rather quickly that he has to pull his weight 

to earn his proper share. He's got to promote equip- 
ment play to his patrons if he'd like to see that cash 
box rise over the $60 mark. Drop below, he's the one 
who suffers. Amony many other benefits, minimum 
guarantees work wonders in "turning off" color TV sets 
when the location owner sees his customers neglect- 
ing the coin equipment. 

A minimum should be engineered into every loca- 
tion contract, whether incorporated right into the text 
or added on as an amendment. Certainly, when new 
equipment is brought in, the minimum should be re- 
quired; likewise for every loan. The minimum guaran- 
tee is also a terrific way to wear down the location's 
resistance to 2-25¢ music play. When he's got a fixed 
amount to reach for, he's mighty interested in the 
trade's latest techniques for earning more in the cash 
box. 

Today's coin machine industry is becoming more 
modern in its financial approaches . . . whether it be 
the influence of intelligent competition, the entrance 
of sophisticated public companies into music and 
games, or the simple fact that operators who don't 
have their routes on a sound financial footing won't 
be operators too much longer. Higher commissions, 
minimum guarantees, contracts that are automatically 
extended each time a loan is granted, higher play 
pricing, increased exploitation of amusement machines 
through fun centers, etc. etc., are all recognized steps 
to earn a bigger dollar. These techniques will be 
standard operating procedure in the '70's, so why not 
start gearing up today? 

American Pinball

turers, and operators all get together 
and make these places what they should 
be "family amusement centers" with 
no pornographic pictures, movie ma- 
chines, or anything that may destroy 
the image of good clean amusement.' 

Let no one infer from this statement 
that I am opposed to panorams, movie 
machines or any kind of coin operated 
audio, visual machine for arcades. This 
is not true. Anyone of these machines is 
welcome equipment in an arcade where 
families and youngsters are the principal 
patrons, provided the films are clean 
and wholesome. 

I do not believe that "girlie" or porno- 
graphic films should be shown in such 
arcades. Not necessarily do these films 
corrupt anyone but because it is bad 
public relations, and destroys the image 
of the arcade which is allegedly offering 
clean amusement. In arcades for adults 
only anything that the law allows can be 
shown. 

This writer is a firm believer in not 
exposing youngsters to some of the bad 
habits and escape pleasures that we 
foolish elders indulge in; namely, petty 
gambling, cigarettes, alcohol and porno- 
graphy. 

Maybe this writer is old fashioned, but 
perhaps what is wrong with the youth 
of today is that they are exposed to such 
literature as "Candy", "Fanny Hill", "Lady 
Chatterly", rather than "Tom Swift', 
Frank Meriwell" and "Horatio Alger". 

Our own arcades have plenty of movie 
machines and panorams, but because 
youngsters are the principal patrons of 
these places, we show only football films, 
cartoons, old news reels, scenes from old 
silent movies and many other films that 
youngsters like and enjoy.

PEORIA - Les Montooth, the pipe - 

smoking operator from Peoria, Illi- 
nois, and treasurer of Music Operators 
of America, has some very definite 
ideas about music-operator style. 

Les told the 
'About Music' col- 
umn, "one of the 
best things that 
could happen to 
others ... is 2 for 
.25e play. I re- 
cently went to Ur- 
bana Champaign 
(100 miles east of 
Peoria) , along 
with Nate Fein- 
stein and Harold 
Swartz to meet 
with a group of Mon tooth 
operators that were interested in 
changing to 2 plays for a quarter. 
Well, after we explained how well it 
worked for us . . . they decided to 
make the change." 

Montooth, being the progressive 
man he is, feels music programming 
is even more important when you have 
the phonographs on two for a quarter. 
"You must pay closer attention to 
what you put out on the route. Every 
song must be suited as close as pos- 
sible to the tastes of the individual 
location. The thinking behind this is 
that when you first make the change 
to a higher price per play - your 
income doesn't jump immediately - 
it takes a few visits to the location 
before the customer becomes accus- 
tomed to the new price. He's reluc- 
tant at first, then he just can't stand 
it any longer. His musical need is

stronger than his will to hold back, 
but he has in his mind that he won't 
play just anything - this is where an 
extra added interest in programming 
on the part of the operator comes in - 
you must pay close attention and 
attempt to get the very best material 
available and out on the route where 
the customer is." 

Les says it is "possible to get a tune 
on the route too soon. I remember 
when Glenn Miller came out with 'In 
The Mood', we covered the route with 
it and the location owners told us to 
get it off, then two months later they 
asked for it back." 

Montooth and his routemen meet 
every Friday and listen to records. 
They usually pick two cover numbers 
and four others and make the changes 
every two weeks. Les said, "of all 
the releases each week, only about 
two ever get to the top. If we get 
lucky and hit those two, its like win- 
ning the Irish Sweepstakes." 

Another suggestion from Montooth 
in regards to programming is that 
of grouping the various music styles 
in one section on the machines - 
that is to say,all the rock in one 
column, the C&W in another . . . and 
right on down the line. He also uses 
colored title strips to highlight the 
better tunes.

Skriver 
The North -German ' Operators' As- 

sociation, founded in 1930 and thus 
the oldest of its kind in Germany, 
held its annual meeting in Hamburg 
on March 11th. 

After having given a very satis- 
factory annual report, the entire 
board of directors was re-elected. 

The raising of coin insertion from 
10 to 20 pfennigs and maximum prize 
from one to two German marks for 
pay -out ma chines permitted in 1968 
by Prof. Schiller, German Minister 
of Economics, was marked as the 
outstanding happening since German 
pay -out machines again were allowed 
in 1953. 

Lars K. Skriver, member of the 
board of directors especially repre- 

senting the arcade owners, reported 
on what he saw in London of well- 
appointed arcades. He though it re- 
markable that at the same time when 
he wrote a very detailed article for 
the German trade periodical "Der 
Munzautomat" on this theme, an 
editorial with the same tendency ap- 
peared in Cash Box of February 8, 
1969. 

"In both articles the modern En- 
glish arcades like the Crystal Rooms 
in London were emphasized as an ex- 
ample admitting that both in the 
United States and in Germany big 
efforts would be necessary to update 
arcades. It seems that in both coun- 
tries quite a number of good arcades 
are being operated but too many bad 
ones are spoiling the image," but 
one thing, Skriver said, "seems to 
be reading articles and listening to 
reports, and another to conform to 
what is being said. 

"Trade periodicals would deserve 
well of the industry if they more than 
hitherto would trace exemplary ar- 
cades bringing photos of them (one 
picture is better than a thousand 
words) and interviews with the own- 
ers, inducing those concerned to 
take an example. 

"The most absurd and condem- 
nable excuse for doing nothing is the 
pretense of some owners of dirty and 
antiquated places that their custom- 
ers like it best as it is," Skriver 
exclaimed.

NAME OF THE GAME IS QUARTER 
The name of the game this Spring is 

"Quarter -Play" and you can toss the rule 
book out of the window. One year ago 
the industry was divided on the ques- 
tion of "Will the public accept 2 -plays 
254?" Without pausing to assess the 
less -than -clear-cut returns, the ques- 
tion suddenly changed to "Will the 
public accept 25e play?" 

Although hedged with a few qualifi- 
cations, the answer is a very positive 
yes. Hundreds of operators have now 
proved conclusively over the past 18 
months that "Quarter -play" with se- 
lected amusement machines can be 
exceptionally profitable. 

What does it all mean? Why the 
quantum leap? Has an affluent and 
leisure oriented public suddenly lost 
its resistance to higher prices? The an- 
swers to these and other questions are 
hard to come by. 

Operators cashing in on the surpris- 
ing development are too busy to think 
about "the way it ought to be" while 
they concentrate on "the way it is." Any 
rational explanation should include 
the fact that it is usually an exercise 
in futility to try and guess better than 
the public how the public will behave. 

If the solid trend to "Quarter -play" 
proves anything, it proves that our 
business is closer than we thought to 
hundreds of other businesses where 
progress depends upon a combination 
of such elements as timing and pric- 
ing. It is important to ask "Will 'quar- 
ter -play' be good for the industry? Does 
252 -play hold the solutions to many of 
our problems?" Again, the answers 
would appear to be strongly affirmative. 

The current trend had its real begin- 
ning here when SEGA Enterprises of 
Tokyo entered the market with three 
successive novelty games specifically 
designed and engineered for 254 play 
-Motopolo, Helicopter and Periscope. 
SEGA President David Rosen disre- 
garded the strong advice of many scep- 
tical friends and associates and ship- 
ped the arcade pieces with 25e coin 
chutes (hoping that the extra work in- 
volved would convince distributors and 
operators to give "quarter -play" a fair 
trial on location). The scheme worked 
and a full-fledged trend was born. 
Many operators who tried the Periscope 
on 254 -play reported results just a lit- 
tle short of sensational. The game, 
with its factory recommended "quarter - 
play" may well turn out to be the most 
profitable arcade game of the decade. 

The problem of how to create an 
amusement game that is suitable for 
"quarter -play" may be partially related 
to the problem of how to make a 5e 
candy bar suddenly sell for 104 in a

vending machine. The candymakers 
solved the problem for the vending 
operators by upgrading the product. 
They increased size, improved quality 
and adopted attractive new wrappers. 

Amusement machines designed for 
252 -play have, by extension, followed 
the same general line. They have in- 
corporated new audio and visual ef- 
fects, good workmanship, and an in- 
novative approach. The games have 
become more of a total experience. 
The easy response to "why 252?" is the 
reciprocal question-"What's the mar- 
ket price for a new experience?" 

But, if 25e is now the price -of - 
choice for sophisticated novelty 
games, what should other adjacent, 
location games earn? Dave Rosen, who 
has certainly been more than correct 
on 25e -play, suggests that with one -of - 
a -kind arcade games bringing a quar- 
ter, the flippers and guns should be 
set at an interim 2 -for -25e. At the 
same time he stresses that strong ef- 
forts should be made to add "some- 
thing of value" to these games. SEGA, 
for example, added multiple sound 
units and target vendors to their own 
"Duck Hunt" and "Rifleman" when de- 
signing these gun games. 

"Quarter -play" can readily help the 
operators to upgrade locations as there 
should obviously be a realistic value 
relationship between the per -play 
prices of different types of games. 
Similarly, a reasonable relationship 
should exist between an arcade price 
spectrum and the prices of common, 
non -related items. 

People today think little of paying 
252, 50e or more for public transpor- 
tation, parking, soft drinks, maga- 
zines, tips, cigarets, shoe -shines, etc. 
It is as illogical to maintain a low 
price -per -play level on amusement 
games as it is to expect to continue 
purchasing games at levels prevailing 
many years ago. 

Twenty-five cent play and a graded 
price structure graduating downward 
from this figure is essential for a 

healthy industry. When an operator 
says that he can't afford to risk raising 
prices, he's saying that he can't afford 
to buy new and attractive games and 
that he can't afford to stay in business. 

The importance of proper pricing 
cannot be over -emphasized. An opera- 
tor's pricing objectives should always 
include reasonable investment return 
and profit maximization goals. While 
there are many approaches to pricing, 
the point to remember is that value 
is a subjective judgment of the play- 
er-a judgment which can be intelli- 
gently influenced and directed. Oper - 

by David Rosen - Sega 
ators owe it to themselves and the in- 
dustry to charge what the market will 
bear after creating the conditions 
which make this possible. 

Without higher income from loca- 
tions operators will not be able to fi- 
nance other new concepts such as fam- 
ily fun centers. They won't even be 
able to pay their running expenses in 
an era of inflationary trends. 

Happiness is an amusement game 
on 252 -play that returns its investment 
in 2 months rather than a year. Why 
not give it a try?
