London Eexcs Meet
In Jan.; Follow-Up
is Distrib Regionals

NEW YORK — London Records, lirst
major national staff meeting of 1970
will be held at New York's Hotel
Warwick, Monday and Tuesday, Jan.
5-6. All home office senior execs will
attend, along with the firm's district
managers, branch managers and
promo staffers from all parts of the
nation.

The meetings prelude a series of dis-
trib sessions to be helmed by teams of
London execs, who’ll fan out to differ-
ent market areas on Wednesday Jan-
uary 7. The firm elected the individual
distrib meeting approach this year,
because according to Herb Goldiarb,
national sales and distribution chief
for the firm, “We just don’t want to
pull them away from their business for
even two days. They're selling too
much product and we feel they would
all prefer to stay there on the firing
line and sell.”

In other yvears, London has staged
full-scale distrib meetings for product
presentations in such wide-ranging
locations as Decca House in London,
England; Memphis, Tennessee; Los
Angeles, California; the Concord Hotel
in New York State’s Catskill Mountain
resort area; New Orleans, Louisiana;
and Chicago, Illinois.

Out-of-towners will fly in Sunday and
Monday (4 and 5) in time for the first
business session at 8:00 p.m. This
affair will be helmed by London Rec-
ords president D.H. Toller-Bond, and
will deal extensively with company
marketing, merchandising. and policy
planning for the seventies.

The following morning. 15 new
albums will be presented, covering
London, Parrot, Deram and phase 4
stereo product lines. Included in the
release will be initial LP’s from Snulfy
Garrett Productions, a line of varied
musical produet, disk and tape releas-
ing rights for which are being shared
by London and Ampex respectively
Ed Silvers, exec of Garrett’s produc-
tion wing, will be at the meeting to
discuss this new product.

Cocktails and luncheon will follow
the presentation, after which the
firm’s exec teams will depart im-
mediately for their distributor meet
ings in other cities.
