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For the music industry, 1971 was
a year of change. The burden of oper-
ating under a still-restricted economy
was only partly the result of de-
velopments that had a direct bearing
on the function of the business, ill
economy or no.

Certainly an issue of deep conse-
guence was the matter of exposure
of acts, especially the problem of de-
veloping new stars. Radio playlists
continued to play it tight, while some
major live showcases, most promi-
nently Bill Graham’s Fillmore East and
West, called it quits. In the area of
wholesaling, the racks maintained a
traditional policy of cherry-picking.
What to do? The industry responded
in several ways. Many labels took on
a new function as booking agents by
sponsoring live performances of new
acts in various major markets. One
company, RCA, established a sales of-
fice in Los Angeles with the specific
function of getting new acts off the
ground. By the end of the year, a num-
ber of newcomers did make their
mark, particularly in the singles field,
but it was still too early to determine
if they had longevity or, at least, some
CLP staying power. Certainly, the long
| sought-after new ‘‘superstar” attrac-

tion like the Beatles did not emerge,
' but an act like Carole King under-

scored the great new vitality of the

the very top of label management.
Still, it was a question of waiting well
into 1972 before one could deter-
mine the consequences—for better or
worse—of this tide of the game of
executive musical chairs.

These executive suite changes, how-
ever, did not put any crimp in the in-
dustry trend toward national distribu-
tion deals, whereby large label enti-
ties take over the manufacture and
distribution of labels formed by artists,
producers and others.

With the emergence of a Kinney
branch system for its Warner Bros.,
Elektra and Atlantic label operations,
the industry pondered the present and
future role of the independent distrib-
utor in the crucial area of his ability
to assist in the development of hit
product. Was he financially too weak
to do the job or was he too interested
in other sales (e.g. retailing?), the
manufacturer questioned.

If there was any development that
heartened the business during the
year, a ‘‘smile” button goes to the
passage into law of a recording copy-
right amendment to the current Copy-
right Act. Signed by President Nixon
on Oct. 15, it is to take effect on Feb.
15 for all product manufactured after
that date. This plus continued all-in-
dustry cooperation in the enforcement
of existing legal courses against a

Tape Duplicators
Win Latest Round

SALT LAKE CITY—The most recent
engagement in the continuing legal
battle between “pirate” tape dupli-
cators and record labels marked a
victory for the duplicator in Federal
court last week (15). Chief Judge
Willis Ritter issued an order declar-
ing a law suit brought by tape re-
tailers and wholesalers against RCA,
ABC and Ampex to be a class action
encompassing all retailers and dis-
tributors  throughout the United
States.

The court ordered notice to be given
that the class action is being main-
tained against the defendants, “de-
claring the right of the class to legally
acquire and sell duplicated musical
magnetic tapes from manufacturing
duplicators and enjoining the named
defendants, their agents, and others
in active concert therewith, from in-
terfering with the normal operation
and conduct of the business of the
class, including but not limited to the
threatening, instituting or prosecut-
ing of legal actions in state courts
under unfair competition or misap-
propriation of property theories re-
lating to the manufacturing, distrib-
uting or selling of duplicated musical
magnetic tapes on which tapes the
manufacturers or distributors have
complied with applicable Copyright
Laws of the United States and said
tapes are labeled in a manner dis-
tinguished from the original recorder
or manufacturer,”

Motions by the defendants to dis-
miss the complaints on grounds of
lack of jurisdiction over the subject
matter and failure to state a claim
upon which relief might be granted
were “held in abeyance” until further
order of the court.

Grammy Starts
Nominations

HOLLYWOOD—Nominating for the
14th Annual Grammy Awards begins
this week as voting members of
NARAS receive first round general
membership ballots and Eligibility
Lists. The lists, from which mem-
bers will nominate, contain over 3000
entries in 89 performance and com-
position categories, covering fields
such as pop, country, rhythm and
blues, classical, jazz, spoken and
documentary, etc.

In addition, craft nominations in
five other categories are being made
separately by special committees of
arrangers, engineers, art directors
and annotators in all Record Academy
chapters. Deadline for receipt of the
general membership ballots by Has-
king & Sells Los Angeles is Jan. 4,
1972. As in previous years, Record
Academy members participating in
the general ballot will be limited in
the number of fields in which they
may nominate, and again have been
reminded to base their selections
solely upon artistic and technical ex-
cellence.

The nominations will be announced
by the Record Academy on Jan. 31,
and will be followed by a second
round of voting to select the winners.
In this second round, the entire voting
membership will be offered oppor-
tunities to vote in the craft categories
as well.

The winners of the 14th Annual
Grammy Awards will be revealed
next March, many on the nationwide
live Grammy Awards telecast.

Trustees Awards

NEW YORK—Members of the Rec-
ord Academy have just been solicited
by the national awards committee to
make recommendations for special
merit awards, known as Trustees
Awards. They do not always fall
within the framework of the regular
Grammy Awards.

In a special mailing, members were
asked to recommend not only in-
dividuals who have made “an out-
standing contribution in the perform-
ing or technical fields during the past
year or over a period of time,” but
also “outstanding classical composi-
tions, extended jazz works or elec-
tronic compositions, important reis-
sues or unusually comprehensive new-
ly-recorded projects.”

Because such recommendations
must attain a three-quarters vote of
the National Board to receive a
Grammy, the Academy has bestowed
very few such honors. Thus, NARAS
members have been urged to use great
discretion when submitting recom-
mendations, and to accompany them
with well-documented statements de-
tailing the qualifications for their
proposed awards.

Deadline for receipt of members’
recommendations is Dec. 31.

Court Upholds Stigwood On ‘SU|J_e;st;r'

NEW YORK — A pattern is emerg-
ing from numerous court decisions
that have established and re-
established the rights of the
plaintiffs, The Robert Stigwood Orga-
nisation and MCA, to “Jesus Christ—
Superstar.”

A decision handed down by Federal
Judge Robert Morgan in the Peoria
Federa] Court, established that defen-
dants Mid-America Rock Organiza-
tion and Hank Skinner could not put
on a scheduled unauthorized version
of “Jesus Christ—Superstar,” and
also that the auditorium, Exposition
Gardens, was prohibited from housing
the production.

In addition to enjoining defendants
from putting on any production of
“Jesus Christ—Superstar,” the courts
have also ruled in favor of Stigwood
so that alleged pirate companies are
restricted in their advertising to the
extent that they may not use identifi-
cation of such concert performances
with JC—SS billing. Despite the court
ruling, some promoters and producers
are flouting this restriction.

The Stigwood organisation has
won injunctions in a vast majority of
the cases. In only a few instances
where Stigwood has not been fa-
vored, the plaintiffs claim it has been
due to their late notification of the
engagement of a pirate, and their
subsequent inability to file a brief in
time to enjoin the show. The one ex-
ception was in Milwaukee, where the

Federal Court refused to grant an
injunction because of doubts that the
Stigwood Organisation could win on
the merits of the case. The more re-
cent Peoria decision (Milwaukee is in
the same judicial district as Peoria)
indicated a lack of authority in the
earlier (Milwaukee) opinion.

Federal Court in New York has
also delineated when and how Super-
star music can be used by unlicensed
concert promoters. Unlicensed promot-
ers have thus far depended upon
their ASCAP license for protection in
the performance of material from the
rock opera. Where no ASCAP license
is held, the promoters are said to be
without legal recourse. ASCAP has
now withdrawn the JC—SS music |
from its blanket license—a restriction
that is now being challenged in the
courts.

They may start in it, but soon get
other ideas of going into producer
and/or A&R work. This certainly
leaves youthful competition in pub-
lishing wide open.”

At April-Blackwood itself, the ex-
posure of its material is vast. There
are currently 30 singles and 104 al-
bum cuts on release. One reason for
this wide coverage, Diamond cites, is
a consistent process of contact work.
Also, April-Blackwood writers receive
printed information on recording
dates and deadlines, and are thus
prepared to submit or even write ma-
terial for certain artists.

The writing staff is highlighted by
Laura Nyro, a recent addition thanks
to CBS’ purchase fo her Tuna Fish
Musie, Nillson and James Taylor, a
trio Diamond calls the “Triple Crown
of writers.” In recent months, the Ad-
drisi Bros., Dr. Hook & the Medicine
Show and Rick Garden have joined
the staff, which also includes Gary
Puckett, Brian Augar, Gilbert O’Sul-
livan, the Byrds, Genya Ravan,
Blood, Sweat & Tears, among others.

t was quite a bizarre scene
about 7,000 GIs and depen-
its sat on the plush green

grass between runways while
the groups played on a make-
shift stage. On each side of the
stage, 2-ton trucks were
parked so their beds could be
used for speaker platforms
while tanks 300 yards away il-
luminated the setting with spot-
lights.

The concert, sponsored by
USAREUR Special Services
and the 3rd Inf Div, started at
8 p.m. under clear skies with
Humble Pie playing as the sun
was setting behind the stage. It
ended with Grand Funk—gui-
tarist Mark Farner, bassist Mel
Schacher and drummer Don
Brewer—receiving a thunder-
ous ovation of thanks beneath

the stars three hours later.

Grand Funk immediately set
a torturous pace and gained
momentum for the next two
hours. Farner roamed across
the stage playing, singing and
swirling his long brown locks.
Brewer pounded and manipulat-
ed the drums with an intensity
that included using his head as
a drum stick. Only quiet and
docile Schacher, expending all
his energy on the bass guitar,
appeared calm. Their sounds
merged into an explosion of
immense proportions pushed by
6,000 watts of amplification that
has made Grand Funk one of
the hottest and loudest rock
groups.

Last year the group sold
more albums and tapes — 10
million plus — in the United
States than any other artists.
This year the Grand Funk ex-
pects to gross around $15 mil-
lion and the group averages
$60,000 a performance.

Manager Terry Knight, from
Flint, Mich., as are his charg-
es, explained the motive behind
the free concert for the troops
in Schweinfurt:

Not Impromtu

“The concert was really not
a spur-of-the-moment decision.
Last January we indicated to
the Pentagon that we would be
interested in playing for the
troops but we didn't receive a
reply. With the Munich date be-
ing canceled, everything start-
ed falling into place. We were
glad to do it.”

Grand Funk, although pres-
ently probably the highest paid
group, has frequently given
free concerts and plans to have
another one in London’s Hyde
Park July 3.

‘“Politics has nothing to do
with it,”” continued Knight. “We
just want to play for the broth-
ers and sisters anywhere in
the world. And that includes
Vietnam.”’
