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The Need For
Knowledgeable
Sales Help

Clive Davis said it. Bruce Lundvall
said it. Jerry Moss intimated it. In
their roles as NARM panelists, mod-
erators and keynote speakers, re-
spectively, these three key industry
executives stressed the need for more
knowledgeable personnel at both the
rack and retail levels to better serve,
as Jerry Moss put it, the emergence
of the “serious young record buyer.”

In short, today's youthful record
buyer wants the kind of service that
is still available to some degree to the
purchaser of classical or jazz music.
The serious rock fan is much like the
latter in that he comes into the record
store with tremendous awareness of
the rock scene. He is not to be hyped,
but should be helped by store person-
nel who can not only tell him where
he can find the recordings he wants,
but, perhaps, to rap a little and make
recommendations consistent with the
buyer’s specific tastes.

It is a fact, re-emphasized at the
NARM convention, that there is now
taking place a ‘‘retail explosion” in
the area of full-stocking operations.
This means, of course, that not only
serious rock fans must be served, but
those who fall into other musical
taste categories as well. These shops
should no longer get by with the
girl at the cash-register who usually

couldn’t care less about the product
she checks out.

To get knowledgeable personnel, of
course, presents a number of prob-
lems. Full-time experts would require
higher pay scales than the ordinary
clerk, who, in a large department
store, is likely to be shifted from
time to time from one department to
another.

Yet, the need is there. Aside from
the possibility that stores may simply
have to adjust to the higher salaries
demanded by the permanent presence
of expert record people, retail opera-
tions should look into the local college
scene and hire knowledgeable stu-
dents of the rock or musical scene in
general as part-time employees. In
the case of department stores, these
youngsters would be assured of con-
tinuing employment within the record
department itself. This would keep
them interested in their work and
maintain for the store a continuing
flow of expert help.

Whatever method is employed to
obtain the experts, there is little ques-
tion that there is a strong need for
them. Better informed sales help is
what today’s young music fan wants
and that is what the retail level must
make available.

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Discrete, 4-Channel Disk
To Be Marketed In May By RCA

Label Pricing
At Stereo Level
For Compatible Disk

NEW YORK A compatible,
discrete four-channel disk will be
marketed in May by RCA Records,
with a regular but selective release
pattern planned by the fall. Rocco
Laginestra, president of RCA, said
the disk will bear the same price as
RCA’s stereo records. Eventually, all
of the label’s new recordings will be
compatible with both stereo and four-
channel playback equipment.

This breakthrough by RCA engi-
neers, working in collaboration with
Panasonic and JVC, puts RCA on the
four-channel disk map. The disk will
compete with Columbia’s current line
of SQ matrix disks. While many la-
bels are going along with Columbia’s
SQ system, including EMI (and Capi-
tol), some key labels, most notably
Warner Communications’ Warners,
Elektra and Atlantic labels, have held
off, presumably awaiting the develop-

Court Decides Agaiﬁst

Phoenix Bogus Duplicators

Compulsory
Licensing Is
No Way Out

NEW YORK — The U.S. Court of
Appeals for the Ninth Circuit, in a
major anti-bootlegging decision, has
denied illegal duplicators rights on
the basis of their complying with the
compulsory licensing statute of the
Federal Copyright Law. The court re-
versed a lower court’s decision.

The decision, by a 2 to 1 vote by a
three judge panel, arose from an ap-
peal by National Manufacturing Co.
and others, mostly retailers, on a
Federal raid last March in Phoenix
when equipment and bogus tapes were
seized. Publishers represented by the
Harry Fox office successfully fought
the appeal. Yet, John Clark of the
law office of Abelese & Clark, em-
phasized that legitimate recording
manufacturers can also use this de-

cision as a precedent. It also enables
raiders to seize equipment.

Clark termed the decision a “death
knell” for bootlegging, and an end to
the so-called “legal duplicator” who
bases his standing by invoking the
compulsory licensing statute.

Court Comment

In commenting on Pearl Rosner,
who along with Martin Stern, do
business as National Manufacturing
Co., the decision stated: “. . . she
steals the genius and talent of others.
She deceives others into thinking that
her tapes represent her own work.
She has no right to copy. She may
not continue her piracy under the flag
of compulsory licensing.”

Judge Byrne, in his dissent, claimed
protection by the defendants under
terms of the compulsory licensing
statute. He agreed with a lower
court’s decision, which was appealed
by the plaintiffs.

Against lllegal Duplicators

NEW YORK - Columbia Records
last week (15) filed on its behalf and
in behalf of all other record compa-
nies similarly situated a $250 million
class action against all companies en-
gaged in the business of manufactur-
ing and selling unauthorized record
and tape duplications of the original
albums and tapes manufactured and
sold by Columbia Records and other
record companies.

The lawsuit, brought in the Federal
District Court in Washington, D.C,
seeks payment of actual and punitive
damages and an injunction against
all future unauthorized record and
tape duplication.

Counterelaim

The record companies’ lawsuit is
filed as a counterclaim in an action
initially brought by an association
of tape duplicators against CBS for
alleged trade libel. The tape duplica-
tors’ complaint alleges that Columbia
Records defamed its product by send-
ing a letter to its distributors and
retailers in 1971 pointing out that the
tape duplicators’ activities were un-
lawful and requesting that the recipi-
ents not purchase and sell to the pub-
lic any unauthorized reproductions of
the albums and tapes manufactured
by Columbia Records. CBS has denied

those charges and asserts that the |

contents of the letter are true.

The record companies’ counterclaim
seeks damages and an injunction
based on state law of unfair competi-
tion and trade libel. Count I of the
counterclaim alleges that by repro-
ducing the record companies’ hit al-
bums without their consent and
without making payments either to
the performers or to the record com-
panies, the record and tape duplica-

Dismisses
Pirates’ Suit

NEW YORK —A Federal District
Court in Dallas has dismissed a suit
seeking to prohibit the enforcement
of the criminal anti-piracy statute in
the State of Texas. In addition, a Cir-
cuit Court in Cook County, Illinois,
has issued a temporary restraining
order against a firm allegedly in-
volved in the sale of pirate rec-
ordings.

“Qur final breakthrough to success
came as a result of (1) our use of a
revolutionary new compound, involv-
ing a multiple resin system contain-
ing anti-static, lubricating stabilizer
and other lubricants, which doubles
the wear life of the product by reduc-
ing the carriers frequency deteriora-
tion during stereo playback and (2)
the development of a more sensitive
demodulator which enables four-
channel playback with satisfactory
separation and signal-to-noise ratios
after the product has been played at
least 100 times on a conventional,
inexpensive stereo player with a coni-
cal stylus and 5 grams of pressure.”

Dearborn noted that the program
had been speeded to success through
use of a scanning electronic micro-
scope which had "allowed the engi-

Ampex/Warners
New Tape Deal;
Co. $86.3 Mill Loss

NEW YORK-—Ampex Corp., report-
ing a $86.3 million loss for the nine
months ending Jan. 30, has re-
negotiated its tape deal with Warner
Communications Ine.’s three labels,
Warner Bros., Elektra and Atlantic.

Under terms of the new deal, ac-
cording to Arthur H. Hausman, Am-
pex will continue to manufacture the
tapes of these labels, but they will be
distributed through the Warners’ W-
E-A distribution system.

The $86.3 million loss is a lot
greater than the $40 million the com-
pany said earlier it would lose in the
period. The company also estimated it
would lose $3 million in its fourth
fiscal quarter ending April 29. A spe-
cial audit of Ampex’ music division
added to the lost projection.

According to the company, settle-
ment provisions of the renegotiated
contract are included in the third
gquarter loss.

neers to better track and understand
the wear characteristics of both four-
channel and stereo recordings in
playback at the laboratories and
which had allowed them to prove
visually that there was adequate car-
rier to control the four-channel
playback on worn product. The mag-
nification of the microscope gave a
12-inch disk a one mile diameter (see
photos).

Dearborn said that one of the re-
quirements of the four-channel disk

the Attorney General of Texas. It
asked the Court to enjoin the enforce-
ment of Section 1137(r) of the Texas
Penal Code enacted last year. The suit
a'leged that the statute is void since
the enactment of the anti-piracy
amendment to the U.S. Copyright
Law (P.L. 92-140) takes precedence
and was in conflict with the newly-
enacted State statute. U.S. District
Judge Joe E. Estes dismissed the suit,
holding that the plaintiff should seek
its remedy, if any, in the state courts;
that great and immediate irreparable
harm had not been demonstrated, and
that the U.S. District Court should
not interfere under the circumstances
with the state criminal courts enfor-
cement of state law.

In the Chicago action, a suit asking
for a preliminary injunction, an ac-

counting of profits, damages, court |

costs and other relief was brought by
Mercury Records, MCA Records,
United Artists Records, Capitol Rec-
ords and CBS, Inc., against McKenna
Industries, Inc., Carl Manelli and Her-

tors have violated state law on unfair
competition. Count II of the counter-
claim alleges that the record and tape
duplicators have damaged the reputa-
tion of the record companies as pro-
ducers of high-quality albums and
tapes by selling reproductions of in-
ferior quality which the public is led
to believe are the product of the
record companies.

The counterclaim seeks $150 million
in actual damages and $100 million in
punitive damages under Count I, and
a permanent injunction against unau-
thorized record and tape duplication
under both counts of the counter-
claim.

Congress recently amended the
copyright laws to grant copyright
protection against unauthorized du-
plication, but the new law, which be-
came effective on Feb. 15 of this year
applies only to recordings completed
after that date. Protection from unau-
thorized duplication of recordings
made prior to that date has been ac-
corded in the past through individual
court orders issued by state courts in
New York, California, Tennessee, Illi-
nois and in many other states.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC
— The lines started to form hours be-
fore the doors were supposed to
open. Strangers bearing gifts. The
area around the stage entrance had
become completely surrounded. It
was, in essence, David Cassidy Day in
New York!

Madison Square Garden was filled
to capacity. The area backstage was
swarming with newsmen and televi-
sion cameras. Everyone waited to see
what David Cassidy was all about.
And it didn’t take long, either. From
the moment he was introduced to his
screaming audience, Cassidy was in
complete control. He knew exactly
what to do. He knew how to make
them scream, and he knew when to
make them scream. He knew what to
say, and how to say it. From begin-
ning to end, Cassidy had the audience
in the palm of his hand.

Those who dismiss him by saying
that he is merely a puppet being
maniuplated by an organization need
only look at Cassidy’s remarkable to-
tal of record sales and personal ap-
pearances. The figures speak for
themselves. It’s Cassidy who appears
live at those performances. It’s Cas-
sidy—all the way. And the most in-
teresting aspect of it all is that Cas-
sidy is a natural performer. He hasn’t
spent months on end rehearsing those
fancy dance steps or stage move-
ments. It’s all Cassidy—Ilike it or not!

Cassidy ran through no less than a
half dozen of his million selling hits
(including those which he performed
with The Partridge Family), but the

most excitement seemed to be gener-
ated during his rendition of “Cher-
ish.” There seems to be a need for
teen performers, and right now, Da-
vid Cassidy is the answer.

Tony Orlando’s group, Dawn,
showed signs of a lack of rehearsal
time for their five song set (featuring
“Knock Three Times” twice). The
band seemed unsure of just what they
were supposed to be doing and
marred what could have been a very
dynamite act musically as well as
visually. Tony could easily be a David
Cassidy for those in their twenties
(looking and moving like he does)
and the lovely female vocal pairing
provide the males in the audience
with something they too can enjoy.
The Bell trio can stay on top as long
as the material fits their talents.

Opening the show were Kim &
Dave (Kim Carnes & Dave Elling-
son). They also provided the excellent
back-up vocals for David’s set. This
husband-wife duo is indeed versatile
as they can provide a compendium of
other people’s hits for David’s night
while on record (Amos), they can do
a more personal thing both together
and solo. Dave’s voice is in the best
tradition of male pop/rock frontrun-
ners while Kim’s is up there with Rita
Collidge and Carole King. Hopefully
they will be able to find time to do a
club tour of their own very soon to
show off their own abilities their own
way. Meanwhile, David knows he’s
got the best there is helping him out.

What do Judy Garland fans do now?
Well, lots of them go to Shirley Bas-
sey concerts where they merge in one
ovation-crazy crowd with a younger
following who no doubt never had the
opportunity to witness the serious/-
camp goddess of dramatic balladry.

But Shirley Bassey is by no means
an imitation of anyone’s life. She
shimmers and spangles in her own
way through an evening of torch-
tunes, and the flame burns hotter and
hotter as the night reaches a conclu-
sion on an emotional peak somewhere
between Mt. Olympus and Mt. Ev-
erest. To be sure, “Goldfinger” and
her most recent success “Diamonds
Are Forever” went over big, but this
was not a crowd who came to play a
jukebox. We have never seen a
jukebox that could get into the silver-
lame cape and gown dazzler Ms. Bas-
sey donned, nor have we seen one
that shakes hands and kisses those
who push their way up front to the
altar the stage becomes under her
spell.

The hit of the evening was her
reading of ‘“Yesterday When I Was
Young” for which she had secretly
saved up her special knock-em-dead
presence. Those who doubt Shirley
Bassey’s colossal appeal have only to
witness this one number to become
believers.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC-—The
Byrds are still flying high. Over the
last year, the quartet has stabilized
its course, no longer taking any necse
dives from the frequent personnel
changes that previously plagued the
group. Relying on a secure nest egg
of past hits such as “Mr. Tambourine
Man,” and “Turn, Turn, Turn,” Mec-
Guinn and his flock occasionally stick
feathers in their caps with new mate-
rial, and a distinctive approach to rock
improvisation on an extended “Eight
Miles High.”

Dave Mason is the suave knight of
rock & roll, riding atop the velvet
horse of aristocracy, but still piercing
through to the public with a lance of
rugged simplicity.

If any further proof is needed that
rock & roll is part of America’s Melt-
ing Pot tradition, take a look at JF
Murphy & Salt. Recently, groups
have been throwing their ethnic roots
into the Rock Pot rather than hiding
them. Santana made it culturally re-
spectable for Spanish American teens
to rock out and still groove on their
native Latin music at the same time.
And just in time for St. Patrick’s
Day, JF Murphy & Salt hit New York
with a set that would make Mother
Ireland boogie with Uncle Sam. “If
Wishes Were Horses” and “First
Born” were highlights.

WHISKY A GO GO, LA. — Al

Theirs is a very powerful, surging
sound that’s generally more charac-
teristic of eastern than western
groups, for some reason. The pianist
and drummer are particularly hard-
working. Their “sound” features a lot
of faney part singing; it’s sometimes
a little too fancy for the fragile
Whisky p.a. system, which tends to
muffle and shatter. Even so, numbers
like “Butterfly,” “Dance of the
Swamp Woman,” and “Safe And
Sound” (a frantic semi-gospel num-
ber) found an eager audience among
the dancers and were pretty interest-
ing to listen to, as well.

ABC/Dunhill hasn’t lost a
supergroup, it’s gained great music.
Ovation songstress Bonnie Koloc
sounds amazingly like Judy Collins on
her highs, but she seems to hold back
a bit too much in her overall delivery
of a wide range of rock and folk.
Here, definitely is a potential stand-
out in the field that more gigs outside
her Chicago will let loose. She shall
be released, and we shall be even more
impressed.

VILLAGE VANGUARD, NYC — The
MJQ is one of the few small jazz
ensembles which is more likely to be
found on the stage of a concert hall
than in the smoky confines of a jazz
cellar. But now and again John Lew-
is, Milt Jackson, Percy Heath and
Connie Kay like to return to the more
informal atmosphere of such a place
as the Vanguard. Last week was one
of those times.

With Milt handling the emcee
chores in tongue in cheek nightelub
style, the Atlantic group essayed sev-
eral selections from their last album,
“Plastic Dreams.”

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NEW YORK—STORIES: ONCE UPON A TIME IN THE EAST. ...

The life span of any group is dependent upon its appeal. A group that can cap-
ture AM, FM and MOR markets is likely to be around a while longer than one that
is totally geared towards a specific market. The Beatles can best exemplify this
theory. While always topping the AM charts, they too were the most popular
underground act. Their songs were performed by everyone from Spooky Tooth to
Andre Kostelanetz, and done both vocally as well as instrumentally. And this
brings us to Stories!

Stories is a New York based quartet. Self contained. And they play music that
crosses all barriers. Their music is precise, well planned, and a pleasure to listen
to. Melodies emerge endlessly from their songs vocal melodies and instrumental
melodies. And the potential for releasing singles from the LP is virtually un-
limited. Following is brief track by track description of the Stories:

HELLO PEOPLE—With a strong accent on lyrical content, side one opens with a
powerfully driving tune that kind of sets the stage for the remainder of the LP.
An exceptional vocal performance is turned in by lan Lloyd (who co-wrote the
album with Michael Brown), and re-occurring guitar riffs serve to further high-
light the track.

I'M COMIN’ HOME—This track, with its honky tonk piano solo could easily
pass for an old bar room favorite. Again, strong vocal and background vocals
heighten the drive of the song while Brown’s piano adds an additional layer of
flavoring.

WINTER SCENES—McCartneyish in style, this tune is based around piano
and vocals. Song displayed an excellent blending of instruments to give it form
and feeling needed to make it work.

STEP BACK—Medium tempo tune features many exciting guitar runs tastefully
mixed to appear when necessary while not distracting from the body of the song.
Repeated chorus becomes almost hypnotic.

YOU TOLD ME—The fifth and final selection on side one makes use of a
string quartet to offset the song’s major melody line. Again, as in most cases on
this LP, the lyrics are beautifully interwoven with the music.

SAINT JAMES—Of all the tunes on the album, this is the one that least appeals
to me—probably because of the many piano breaks dispersed between the many
verses. Some fine guitaristry here played to verse.

KATHLEEN—Soft, enticing ballad with emphasis on telling a story via pretty
images and thoughts. Again strings are used most effectively.

TAKE COVER—If | had to choose but one single from this entire set, “Take
Cover” would be my choice. In three minutes, Stories has created a mood com-
plete with a super commercial feeling and funky rhythm section to strengthen
teen appeal.

NICE TO HAVE YOU HERE—Song projects same feeling as ‘‘Hey Jude,”
smooth and soft—with fine organ work and harpsichord solo. Background vocals
flash in and out gracefully.

HIGH AND LOW—Concluding side two, this Beatle—like ballad even features
guitar work incredibly similar to George Harrison. It’s just one of those songs
you’re certain you've heard before—without ever hearing.

Stories have composed 10 tightly woven songs to be issued by Kama Sutra
as their debut album effort. After listening only once, jt becomes obvious that their
catalog will be much sought after. For Stories have combined their individual
talents to become a group of universal appeal. And after all, isn't that the
answer to a lot of questions? kenny kerner

CMF Receives
TV Series Prints

NASHVILLE — The Country Music
Foundation Library and Media Center
has received the donation of fifty-two
prints of an early country music tele-
vision series, “Country Style,
U.S.A.7,

The series was filmed in the old
Bradley Film Studio, now Columbia
Records’” Nashville studio, between
1957 and 1960 and featured Eddy Ar-
nold, Faron Young, the late Patsy
Cline, the late Jim Reeves, and Hank
Snow, as well as ‘“‘up-and-coming tal-
ent” as Roy Drusky, Justin Tubb, Bil-
ly Walker, and a young man with a
severe crew cut called Buck Owens.

Original  producer was then-
Warrant Officer Charles Brown, now
retired from the U.S. Armv and active
in the music industry in Nashville.

This television series led to two ra-
dio series. One, titled the same as the
films, was used by Army recruiting
for a number of years, but was
changed from live recordings in
Nashville to records played at Army
recruiting headquarters in Virginia.
The other, called “Country Music
Time,” is still continuing as part of
the Air Force’s recruiting effort. It is
now produced by Major Charles
Brown who made the presentation to
the Country Music Foundation.

William  Ivey, Country Music
Foundation executive director ac-
cepted the film series for the Founda-
tion.

“Country Music Time”, the Air
Force country music radio program
series, is now heard on 2501 radio sta-
tions in the United States, having
grown from 1450 stations four years
ago. It is the largest single syndicated
radio series on the air in the nation,
reaching 96.4 percent of the U.S. pop-
ulation, in all 50 States as well as
Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands.

Jones’ older material, including a number of
hits that are sure to evoke nostalgia. Album
highlights include ‘‘Rolling In My Sweet Baby's
Arms,”” ‘'A Little Bitty Tear,” ‘‘The Race Is
On,” “Seasons Of My Heart,”” ‘“Ragged But
Right’* and ‘Big Fool Of The Year.”

SUPERSIDEMAN—Kenny Price—RCA 4681

On an album called ‘‘Supersideman,” Kenny
Price certainly has assembled a notable aggre-
gation of backup musicians, including pianist
Hargus Robbins, steelman Weldon Myrick and
bassi:t Henry Stzelecki.

HIT AFTER HIT—Bobby G. Rice—Royal Ameri-

Like Ray Griff and Kris
Kristofferson, Bobby G. Rice was first known
for his compositions and then established him-
self as a singer. On this set of twelve tunes,
three are his and the rest are outside material,
which shows that he is as interested in inter-
preting others tunes as well as delivering his
own.

DEAR GRAMMIES—WHAT’'S NEW?

This year's Grammy telecast was by far the most professional and least tinsely
ever, and yet there’s still the problem of 44 awards and only 90 minutes of net-
work prime time. This year, one award which did not receive the benefit of tele-
casting was the Best New Artist Of The Year. Elektra's Carly Simon was the
winner. But we feel that the other four nominations were awards *in them-
selves’ as Andy Williams so accurately put it, and having the opportunity to dis-
cuss things with two of the four so honored, it behooves us to speak of them
for their music’s sake. Not merely because they have become “timely” in any
other sense.

Oddly enough, it was the two “Bill's” we had the privilege of talking shop
with, Messrs. Withers and Chase respectively. Bill Withers was up for three Gram-
mies in all and did walk off (off camera again) with the honor for having written
the Best Rhythm and Blues Song Of The Year, “Ain’t No Sunshine.” It's been
recorded by people like The Temptations and Michael Jackson, but Bill's always
one to think ahead. Not in terms of another “Sunshine” really, but in terms of
keeping his own ability to compose and sing fresh and exciting.

At this writing, his second LP, “'Still Bill"’ (Sussex) has not yet been released,
but the title seems quite accurate. Bill’s been up at our offices so much, we had a
debate about whether he should go on the masthead. And it’s always because one
of us here finds out he’s in town and asks him to drop by. But he'll sit on a
garbage pail until you offer him a chair, and will wince when you break out the
pencil or the cassette. Bill basically comes up to talk about anything and every-
thing if you have the time, and you usually make it when you can’t pull.it out of
a hat.

Withers likes to visit old friends, unofficially. Like the guys back at the Webber
Aircraft plant where he used to work, screwing airjohn toilets together. While
about 759% of the guys he once worked with have been laid off, there’s still
enough of them around to make eating a soggy bologna sandwich with a pur-
poseful act. (The lunchbox on his ““Just As | Am” LP cover did have a reason.)

He also likes to make new friends. Like a dj at WSAC out of the Fort Knox
military base, Stan McKenney. Since Bill’s first LP, over 500 songs have been
sent to him to record, and 84 were from Stan. One can be heard on “Still Bill,”
““Who [s He And What Is He To You.”” But when it comes to business, like record-
ing, Bill' likes to be alone with his group and his music. The “‘closed session”
extends even to his manager and record company execs. Trying his hand at
producing himself (Booker T did his first), he wanted to control his own knobs
and his own fate. Having felt himself ‘‘violated” by the public performance (and
subsequent acceptance of his music) he just didn’t want other people’s con-
fidence to touch him, rightly or wrongly, before the product had been set down
and recorded. Praise and analyze all you want, says Bill, but not till I'm finished.

For Grammy’s sake, Bill “‘captured a suit” down at Barney’s for the presenta-
tion, but he’s not into what he called the ‘‘big bird costumes” so many in the
business seem so quick to adopt. Maybe worrying about remaining yourself is as
old as success itself, but the subject takes on new and honest interest in Withers’
case. It's not a cause to him, but a way of life. And it's nice to believe that
garbage cans and bologna sandwiches still have their place in this business. *|
never want to get tired of having nice things happen to me.”

Bill Chase also saw his nine-man group, Chase, nominated in the Best New
Artist category. Having won the respect of jazz critics of the repute of Leonard
Feather through his work with Woody Herman’s band, he has since seen the
rock establishment (and anti-establishment) praise his music almost without
end. And without losing the jazz base in either music or spirit.

Chase (the man) started out playing drums, but soon changed his high school
band role to thiat of trumpet player. Why? He says marching in those parades
really racked his knees up, scraping and bumping into his first musical instru-
ment; as his second passion was sports, he didn’t want to have to make a
choice between the two so early in his life. A friend introduced him to his first jazz
influence in Stan Kenton, and he went on to broaden his scope, first in jazz,
then in rock.

Chase’s (the group’s) second LP is just out, “Ennea’’ (Epic). And four-trumpet
jazz-rock has moved to yet another plateau. They've since moved away from
group vocals “just because it seems to be the thing to do” and while two
members still continue to develop in that area (G. G. Shinn, Ted Piercefeld),
they do so on separate occasions. On stage, and on this new LP, each trumpet
is miked separately as if it were a voice and this is where the men of Chase
truly begin to separate themselves from the boys of horn-rock.

They've learned quite a bit from their live performances. The “Ennea” suite
itself is now a different thing on stage, and they wish they had it to do all over
again. (But we defy you to flaw the recorded version anyway.) For keeping the
improvisational spirit alive in the group, there’s no substitution to regular gigs.
They do seem to have a problem however, (one not uncommon to creatively
unique and new acts) in getting bookings in superhalls. In some cities, they have
not yet reached the point of top of the bill, and almost all headline acts are
smaller and so reluctant to have to share the audience with such as as they.
While understandable, it also puts a restricting element on their future that talent
(rather than lack thereof) has caused. And that's hard to swallow.

Bill Chase knew what he was up against when he turned down offers to con-
tinue big-banding it in order to found this large, yet surprisingly cohesive retinue
of his. Musical changes of habit don’t really come all that quickly and he’s work-
ing around that fact right now. But not for long. Bugles wake up reluctant soldiers
with little more than ‘‘Reveille” in their repertoire, so watch out for what these
trumpets can do. robert adels

When Flash Cadillac and The Continental Kids wanted to do some recording
for a TV appearance, who did they select to produce the sessions but that old
Hollywood Argyle, Kim Fowley. ‘““We tried a couple of other times, but couldn't
get the right sound,”” comments group member Spike. “Kim took us into a studio,
took all the baffling off the walls, hung a mike in the center of the room, got us
all drunk and kept yelling at us. It sounded great—just what we wanted.”

Album notes: A&M is finally releasing “Liza Minnelli Live at The Olympia,’”” an
album recorded in Paris two years ago and released, to date, only in Japan and
Australia. Included are two songs from ‘‘Cabaret,” the recently-released film in
which Miss Minnelli co-stars with Joel Gray. Columbia has not, to our knowledge,
announced any plans to rerelease his album. Their subsidiary, Barnaby, is pre-
paring a two record ‘‘greatest hits”’ collection containing Cadence Records ma-
terial by The Chordettes, Linc Wray, the Archie Bleyer Orchestra, Lenny Welch,
Julius LaRosa, the Everly Brothers, Eddie Hodges and Johnny Tillotson. Included
are Bill Hayes' ‘‘Ballad of Davey Crockett’” and Alfred Drakes’s ‘“The Happy
Wanderer.” Missing is the Chordettes’ “Zorro.” Well, you win a few, lose a few . . .
Title of the set, suggested by Mike Ochs, is “The Last Record Album.”

DICK JAMES MUSIC: IT'S JUST A FLOOR AWAY

A mere flight up from the bustling office of Cash Box, nestled at the far end of
a winding corridor, sits the New York office of Dick James Music. It was an other-
wise uneventful Tuesday when without any apparent motive and with no dis-
cernible warning, the spindle on my turntable collapsed, creating a jagged fissure
on a perfectly good Vito & The Italkins record, and finding myself suddenly con-
fronted with the reality of a music-less afternoon, | wandered up to the twelfth
floor for a look around.

What | saw was the Gotham City headquarters of a company which is far-
reaching and quite varied. Under the overall banner of Dick James Music are
actually three divisions—management, publishing and record company. In New
York, things are in the capable hands of Alan Niederman, director of personal
management for the U.S, and Canada and Lou Ragusa, professional manager
for the same area.

Over a treacherous looking but surprisingly agreeable sake martini, Alan and
Lou outlined a few of the company’s activities. In the field of management, of
course, the name Elton John immediately pops to mind but DJM also handles
Hookfoot, which has been his back-up group and a solo attraction too; and singer/
songwriter Philip Goodhand-Tait, whose album *1 Think I'll Write A Song,”’ was
recently released here. All three of the above mentioned acts are also published
by Dick James and signed to DJM Records.

The company also has an impressive list of writers who are represented ex-
clusively in publishing and these include Shawn Phillips, Uriah Heep, Nigel Olsson,
Bernie Taupin, Supertramp and Marian Segal. Also Roger Cook and Roger Green-
away, one of the most successful songwriting teams of the past ten years. (Among
other tunes, they wrote ‘‘Here Comes That Rainy Day Feeling Again,”” “I'd Like
To Teach The World To Sing” and “‘Softly Whispering | Love You.”') There are
six affiliate companies in the States—Maribus, Cookaway, Daramus, Jaep, Pace-
maker, and Red Day Music.

Then there is the record company. While Elton John is undoubtedly the most
famous of its artists, there are quite a few other talents of note, groups like
Hookfoot and Vanity Fare.

Alan and Lou filled me in on some of the future developments concerning the
company. Of primary concern will be the new Elton John album—-his fourth in
America—which will be released in May. Hookfoot will be represented with their
second album on A&M later this month and Goodhand-Talt will be coming out
with another set in April. Also in the offing: a Nigel Olsson LP and the debut
album of Tony Hazzard.

Having received word that my spindie had been reinstated and was in corking
good working order, | made a reluctant departure from the DJM office, saying
goodbye to Alan, Lou and their cheerful omniscient assistant Joyce Hoffman and
made my way back down to floor eleven, bolstered by the knowledge that | had
gained an insight into the workings of the complex organization upstairs.

Twin Deck Playfield
Bows With Williams
‘Winner’ Race Game

wWms WINNER

CHICAGO — Williams Electronics, |

Inc., is off to the races with ‘Winner’,
a 2-player horse race game housed in
a pin style cabinet. “We are already
going to at break-neck pace to fill
distributor demands for additional
shipments of the new game that
features a race track with moving
horse figures running a suspense
filled race each game,” stated
Williams sales manager, Bill DeSelm.

Upon depositing the coin to start
the game, the player’s horse is pre-
selected at random from one through
six, and the selected horse number is
posted in the horsehoe on the
scoreglass.

The ‘Winner’ playfield features a
lower level track with six post posi-
tions. And, each game has one horse
crossing the finish line. Side bumpers
on the colorful playfield are additional
incentives for high scores. Bringing
the selected horse across the finish
line is an exciting challenge for the
player and a thriller to draw specta-
tor interest. The track is completely
visible to player and spectator.

The ball is ejected from a revolving
center ball shooter. At the top of the
playfield area are the six targets cor-
responding to the six post positions
on the track. As the targets are hit,
the corresponding horses advance on
the lower track.

‘Winner’, built to be as nearly in-
destructible as possible, has the now
standard tempered playfield glass.

“For the big purse,”’ stated DeSelm, |

“Williams recommends twin 2/25¢
coin chutes,” (other coin combina-
tions are available).

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EDITORIAL:

The Jukebox Record—
And How to Sell It

During a discussion on record programming at
last month’s MOA seminar at Notre Dame, one
operator explained that 80% of his records were
bought from information supplied thru the trade
magazine charts, but that 80% of his programming
effort was devoted to selecting records for that
other 20%—the specialized singles for those special
locations.

In a nutshell, this operator was forced to spend
quite a bit of his time doping out select releases for
his middle-of-the-road stops. The problem is that
“adult” or “jukebox” material does not often hit the
charts and as such, receives poor radio play and
consumer demand. But, according to this operator,
this scarcity of popular consumer sales action does
not preclude a record of this sort from being among
the highest earning singles on his route.

Why bother with the difficulty of buying MOR
singles when you can let the chart be your guide
throughout, many ask. Well, such MOR disks can
often earn additional coin. Moreso, programming
adult material promotes lots of good will at the lo-
cation, if the operator’'s record selections are ac-
curate.

For example, an east coast record distributor re-
cently ran into a new recording of the classic ‘Five
Foot Two', with ‘When My Sugar Walks Down the
Street’ on the flip side, and thought this would really
hit the spot with operators. But, like many in the
record business, he was reluctant to get involved with
specialized merchandise in a specialized market like
the juke trade. But he went ahead anyway and moved
quite a few thousand. Doubtless, many operators
enjoyed plus coin by programming the disk, with a
bit of location good will on top.

Okay. So juke singles can sell and can be played
on the machines. But why isn't there more publicity
on them? And why is it so darned difficult to find them
at the supplier? Well, the simple answer is that mar-
ginal merchandise is usually shoved aside in favor of
the hot chart items, and the operator or his route-
man has to ask the one stop to dig the stuff up. The
one stop, instead of waiting to be asked, should
recommend new releases in the jukebox vein to his
customers. And on the same token, the operator
shouldn't refuse trying them out, just because they’re
not chart stuff.

Point is, there’'s a wealth of good catalog singles
available from all of the majors, and many of the in-
dependent labels that can make more money on jukes
if it's brought out in the open and pushed. There
could be a wealth more of new releases in the “nice
music'* and ‘‘novelty’” music area if the jukebox
buyers indicated they wanted such.

It's really worth everyone's while (one stop and
operator) to place more importance on specialized
singles because when something’s out of sight, it's
out of mind, and one day operators and one stops
may wonder why they can't get a copy of Five Foot
Two anywhere.

Most Vending Ops

Report Sales Up
In 1971 Over 70

SAN FRANCISCO — Higher 1971
sales volume and increased profits
were reported here today for a ma-
jority of vending and food service
companies at the March 17th opening
session of the annual NAMA Western
Convention-Exhibit.

Based on reports from more than
300 member firms, the association
said the previous year and 59 per cent
showed higher profits.

Forecasts for the current year
point to increased sales volume over
1971 for 79 per cent of the 330 firms.

For 1971, lower sales were reported
by 18 per cent of the firms and 24 per
cent showed lower net profits. Only 5
per cent expected a decrease in sales
volume for 1972, while 16 per cent
anticipate sales to remain even this
year with 1971,

Only four out of 10 firms with
hiher 1971 volume ascribed part of
the rise to higher prices for vended
products, but only an average of 12.6
per cent of the higher dollar volume
resulted from price increases.

Most vending 'machine product
prices are below the national and
regional “base price” levels and the
majority of sales is still made at price
levels which have remaine
unchanged for the past 10 years, ac-
cording to NAMA president Dick
Schreiber.

“In a similar survey last May, only
63 per cent of the respondents fore-
saw higher sales for 1971, compared
with the 72 per cent who now report
actual sales increases for the past
year,” Schreiber said.

Rock-Ola’s Harry A. Bernbach Dies At 63

CHICAGO — One of the oldest and
most esteemed members of the man-
agement of Rock-Ola Manufacturing
Corporation, Harry A. Bernbach, age
65, passed away suddenly March 3,
in New York.

Bernbach was a member of the
Chicago Bar Association, the Ameri-
can Bar Association and the New
York State Society of Certified Pub-
lic Accountants. He had become an
indispensable part of the Rock-Ola
leadership, providing tax guidance
and counselling over a period that
spanned 39 years.

David C. Rockola, president and
founder of Rock-Ola, first met Bern-
bach in 1933 and, being impressed
with both his personal and profes-
sional qualifications, asked him to
handle excise tax matters with the
Federal Government in Washington.

From that time on, he had the re-
sponsibility of handling all income
tax affairs involving the Internal
Revenue Service, as well as numerous
local and state problems which arose
in connection with the company’s
dealings with distributors located
throughout the country.

In 1943, Bernbach was made a di-
rector and officer of Peerless Weigh-
ing and Vending Machine Corpora-
tion, which is today a prominent real
estate investment firm controlled by
the Rockola family. In 1958, he was
elected president of that company.

The high regard that was held, in
both the New York and Chicago busi-
ness communities, for this prominent
lawyer, tax consultant and corporate
executive are best summed up by the

Bally Completes
Hong Kong Deal

CHICAGO — Bally Manufacturing
Corporation announced that it has
completed the acquisition of all as-
sets of J. Rooklyn Amusements
(H. K.) Ltd,, its distributor for coun-
tries throughout the Far East.

According to Bill O’Donnell, presi-
dent of Bally, the final agreement
was revised so that Bally is paying
more in cash and less in stock than
was indicated in the preliminary an-
nouncement. Closing terms called for
the immediate issuance of approxi-
mately 67,000 shares of common
stock and payment over a five year
period of up to $5 million in cash,
subject to the requirements of an
earnings performance formula. The
terms of the agreement as originally
announced had indicated that up to
150,000 shares of Bally common
might be involved.

By the agreement, Bally has be-
come the lessor under long-term
leases of slot machines located
throughout Indonesia and Thailand
and has also acquired Rooklyn’s dis-
tributing operations in Malaysia, In-
donesia, Thailand, Macao, Hong
Kong and Singapore.

Jack Rooklyn, who was owner of
the Hong Kong operation, was also
the selling shareholder in Electronics
Amusements, an Australian distrib-
utorship headquartered in Sydney,
whose remaining shares Bally pur-
chased last month after having a
509% interest.

The Sydney-based company has
been renamed Bally Australia Pty.,
Ltd. Bally Far East, a subsidiary of
Bally, will supervise all of Bally’s
operations in the Far East and Aus-
tralia.

The Bally executive said that Jack
Rooklyn will remain active in the
business.
