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1972: A Kind Of 
'Stability' 

If one word can sum up 1972 for 
the recording industry the likely can- 
didate is "stability". Not "stability" in 
the complete sense that the industry 
had been suddenly endowed with the 
foundation necessary to assure con- 
tinued growth, but rather a condi- 
tion of working around-often with 
marked success-the problems that 
defy easy solutions. The industry 
moved into the new year with uneasy 
conditions of tight play) sts, decreas- 
ing venues for the exposure of acts 
on a live basis, the problem of re- 
turns, the further concentration of the 
business later in the year highlighted 
by the Stax distribution arrangement 
through Columbia and, of course, the 
continued question of the role of the 
independent distribution. 

Yet, unquestioned new spark was 
generated on the artist level. Music 
by black artists added a new dimen- 
sion to the industry, giving a spread of 
firms their first in-depth coverage of 
this market. Not only did the impact of 
the black performer show -up in gen- 
eral pop categories, but it excited 
black audiences as well. The idea of a 
cross -over hit has always delighted 
the business, but the concept of a 
black record doing gold business on 
the black level alone gave new pres- 
tige to what was once deemed a "lim- 
ited market" and merely a springboard 
for a possible cross -oven into pop. 

"Stability" could also be seen on the 
executive plateau of the industry. Vir- 
tually every major label had gone 
through top-level exec shifts in 1971. 
The industry's new management team 
was much the same at year's end. Be- 
sides its showing in product, new label 
administrators were the benefactors of 
1) a spurt in the economy and 2) bet- 
ter profits partly as a result of the 
cost-cutting that took place during 
the darker moments of the recession. 

The type of music presented by the 
industry also possessed a "stability" 
of sorts. Like the year before, the 
"softer" rock sounds were the king- 
pins in both the singles and LP mar- 
kets. Again, this was due to a great 
extent to the emergence of the solo 
artists/writers and the inner -feelings 
they projected to their audiences. This 
mirrored the youth market, as it, too, 
reflected more on the inner -purpose of 
their lives. 

By year's end, it was the hope of 
the industry that "stability" would not 
lead to indifference in attempting to 
solve the very real problems that con- 
front the industry. The fact that 22 
independent distributors met in Chi- 
cago in Dec. to look into their own 
problems and their relationships with 
manufacturers was a hopeful sign that 
1973 would be an active year in set- 
tling some of the industrys' internal 
dilemmas.

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Juicy Jamaica Sounds Via 14 Gold Recordings Mirror 
Mango Label Thru Capitol 
Venture Of 
Island -Shelter 
HOLLYWOOD - Reggae, the juicy 
sound of Jamaica, is coming to the 
U.S. via newly formed Mango Rec- 
ords, a joint venture of Island Rec- 
ords president Chris Blackwell, a pio- 
neer of Jamaican music, and Shelter 
Records president Denny Cordell. The 
label will be distributed by Capitol 
Records. 

The record industry has previously 
been exposed to reggae with tropical 
tasters supplied by artists Jimmy 
Cliff, Desmond Dekker, the Aces, and 
currently Johnny Nash. It was Chris 
Blackwell's production of Millie 
Small's "My Boy Lollipop" that first 
wetted the industry's palate by intro- 
ducing its commercial value. 

Blackwell literally grew up in 
Jamaica, where he says the record 
industry is bountiful, with a record 
store on practically every corner, 
most of them producing their own 
records in the back. He believes that 
record stores in Jamaica really know 
how to sell records. They use giant 
speakers, blasting reggae, to pull cus- 
tomers inside. Once inside turntables 
are controlled by shrewd DJ's who 
know exactly how much of a record 
to play to guarantee a sale. Singles 
sell for about a dollar or, as Denny 
Cordell once witnessed, "six oranges 
and sik mangoes." 

Record Vs. Artist 
Unfortunately many artists have 

been exploited by Jamaican record 
companies, Blackwell reports. "The 
record, not the artist, has been the 
important thing there." His reason 
for forming Mango Records is to de- 
velop these artists and protect their 
interests. The first scheduled release 
will be the soundtrack to the Perry 
Hanzell movie depicting Jamaican 
lifestyles titled "The Harder They 
Come." It will be released in Febru- 
ary, and Cordell seemed to feel that 
this film and its soundtrack will do 
the same for Reggae as the movie 

"Black Orpheus" did for the bossa 
nova and Brazilian music in general. 

Thus Kingston, Jamaica, may soon 
become an important musical industry 
dateline. The city now has seven re- 
cording studios, and many top re- 
cording acts have been able to get the 
sound they want there in the shortest 
period of time. Paul Simon, Aretha 
Franklin, the Rolling Stones, and 
Leon Russell are just a few who have 
recorded in what Blackwell terms 
"laid-back" surroundings. It was also 
learned that the Recording Plant has 
just opened a 16 track studio in 
Jamaica; only this one is aboard a 
yacht. 

Blackwell began his career by im- 
porting rhythm and blues records 
from New York into Jamaica, selling 
them to mobile discotheques. These 
"sound systems," as they are called, 
were very competitive and relied on 
acquiring records that were in de- 
mand. Chris would purchase records 
and scratch off the label so no one 
would know how to get the record. 
He was then able to sell them for top 
dollar. A copy of Ray Charles' "What 
I'cl Say" once won Chris fifty dollars. 

Other Releases 

Other releases on Mango Records 
will be "Breakfast in Bed" by Lorna 
Bennett and an instrumental "Suck a 
Mango" by Sound Dimensions, 
featuring Ernest Ranglin. Reggae 
music will also be highlighted during 
Capitol's "Island Month" scheduled 
next month. A reggae LP, which Cap- 
itol describes as Jamaican under- 
ground music, is by Bob Marley and 
the Wailers called, "Catch a Fire." 

Other albums to be released during 
Capitol's Island month include pack- 
ages by Traffic, Free, John Martyn, 
the Amazing Blondel, and Mike Har- 
rison. 

The Mango Records logo will pic- 
ture a little hun on an island-a 
"shelter" on an "island"-under which 
Blackwell and Cordell hope, in their 
words, to harbor Jamaican acts from 
unscrupulous exploitation. 

Butterfield 
Group LP Bow 
On Bearsville 
NEW YORK - Better Days, a new group which includes Paul But- terfield, is set to make its album de- but on Bearsville Records in Jan. The 
album, which features Ronnie Bar- 
ron, Geoff Muldaur, Amos Garrett, 
Billy Rich and Christopher Parker as 
well as Butterfield, is titled after the 
group. 

Bearsville and Warner/Reprise, 
which distributes the label's pro- 
ducts, have planned a major cam- 
paign on the group with special pro- 
motions and materials to back-up the 
group's forthcoming national tour. 
The tour is set to commence shortly after the release of the album. 

The "Better Days" album includes 
a wide variety of musical styles in- 
cluding tracks with full blown horn 
and string arrangements to straight 
forward acoustic numbers. Composer 
credits include Robert Johnson, Percy 
Mayfield, Ronnie Barron, Bobby 
Charles, Big Joe Williams, Nick 
Gravenites, Eric Von Schmidt, Nina 
Simone and Rod Hicks. The album 
was produced by Paul Butterfield and 
Geoff .Muldaur; Nick Jameson engi- 
neered. 

New Malo Musicians 
NEW YORK - Malo's personnel is 
still ten strong but two of the faces 
are new. Tony Smith, previously with 
the Loading Zone and recently off the 
road with Gabor Szabo, has taken 
over trap drums from Rick Quintan - 
al. Steve Sherard now plays trom- 
bone and flute with Malo. He has 
replaced Hadley Caliman whose plans 
include recording another solo al- 
bum. 

London's Top Yr In History 
NEW YORK - London Records 
racked an unprecedented total of 14 
gold records-seven LP's and seven 
singles-during 1972, which has also 
become the company's biggest single 
year since its inception in 1947. The 
record -shattering year of business 
was capped by the biggest 
Oct. -Nov. -Dec. sales quarter in the 
company's history as well. 

On Chart 
As the year came to a close, the 

company was also riding with the 
number one album chart entry in the 
Moody Blues' "Seventh Sojourn" on 
Threshold Records, which only recent- 
ly achieved gold record status. Just 
behind is the recently certified Al 
Green LP, "I'm Still in Love with 
You," on the London distributed Hi 
label. Both these acts, along with Gil- 
bert O'Sullivan exploded during 1972 
and contributed a major share of the 
company's sales and chart successes. 

On the LP side, seven sets won gold 
record certification during the year.

Supermarkets Mean Super 
Sales For Laff LP's: Yorkin 
NEW YORK - "Selling a comedy 
album means going to markets that 
heretofore have been untapped by the 
record distributors," according to Bud 
Yorkin, successful partner with Nor- 
man Lear in Tandem Productions. 
They've just put out the second suc- 
cessful comedy album based on their 
number one rated television series, 
"All In the Family" (Atlantic). 

Yorkin, stressing the first "Family" 
album last year sold more than 1,000,- 
000 copies to become the second 
highest -selling comedy album in rec- 
ording history, says the major reason 
for high sales is a campaign he initi- 
ated aimed at the family market. 

Yorkin worked closely with Atlan- 
tic Records promo head Bob Rolantz 
in developing a specialized campaign 
on the theory that "All In the Fami- 
ly" is a family show so the housewife 
is the one who will buy the record. He 
personally called owner friends of su- 
permarket chains and convinced them 
they should put a rack of "Family" 
albums at the checkstand in markets. 
The experiment proved worthwhile. In 
less than a week every album was 
sold and market owners were begging 
for more. 

Based on this successful pattern, 
Atlantic pressed 400,000 albums in the 
first run of the "All In the Family" 
second album and company execs pre- 
dict the second disk will outsell the 
first, possibly becoming the biggest 
selling comedy album in history. Ear- 
lier, the Vaughn Meader "The First 
Family" album held this title. 

The second album includes such 
stars as Sammy Davis, Jr. and 

Beatrice Arthur in addition to "Fami- 
ly" regulars Carroll O'Connor, Jean 
Stapleton, Rob Reiner and Sally 
Struthers. All material is extracted 
from segments of the hit series. 

Yorkin and Lear, additionally, have 
set television appearances for O'Con- 
nor, Miss Stapleton and other cast 
members to promote the album, as 
well as organizing in-store displays 
and a massive "All In the Family" 
display in the mall of the Century 
City shopping area in Los Angeles. 

The big push on the selling of a 
comedy album must be to family ar- 
eas, he stresses, and also notes "the 
artists themselves help a lot by mak- 
ing themselves available to talk about 
the record in public areas." 

RCA Tapes Fox 
At Carnegie 
NEW YORK - An all -Bach organ 
concert presented recently in Carne- 
gie Hall by organist, Virgil Fox, was 
recorded live in 4 -channel sound by 
RCA Records. Peter Munves, director 
of classical music for RCA, said the 
album will be released as a special. 

Fox has been giving classical per- 
formances to the young in such pla- 
ces as Fillmore East, playing Bach to 
the accompaniment of Revelation 
Lights, a light show that was super- 
vised by Joshua White for the Carne- 
gie show. 

Of these, Al Green accounted for two, 
in "Let's Stay Together" and "I'm 
Still in Love Wuth you." Tom Jones, 
who received six gold LP awards in a 
single calendar year just a few sea- 
sons ago, also accounted for two this 
year, in the two -LP set, "Live at Cae- 
sar's Palace" and "She's a Lady." 

Also qualifying were the aforemen- 
tioned Moody Blues triumph, "Seven- 
th Sojourn," which coincidentally be- 
comes their seventh gold album, of 
which three are on the Deram label 
and four are on their own Threshold 
label. In addition, Engelbert Humper- 
dinck's "Another Time Another 
Place," also was certified, along with 
the outstandingly successful, "Hot 
Rocks," 2 -LP Rolling Stones package, 
which has recently become the 
Stones' best-selling album ever re- 
leased in America. 

At press time, "More Hot Rocks," 
the latest Rolling Stones two -LP col- 
lection to be released on London, has 
received more than enough advance 
orders to qualify for gold certifica- 
tion. The actual packages reached re- 
tailers the week of Dec. 18. 

`Singles' 

On the singles front, Al Green 
again showed his sales power by 
racking up what is regarded as a 
previously unmatched total of five 
gold singles in the one calendar year 
of 1972. These included "Let's Stay 
Together," "I'm Still in Love with 
You," "Tired of Being Alone," "Look 
What You Done for Me" and his 
latest single, "You Ought to Be with 
Me." 

The two other singles qualifying 
for gold are "Alone Again, Natural- 
ly," by Gilbert O'Sullivan and "Nights 
in White Satin" by the Moody Blues. 
O'Sullivan has followed his gold win- 
ner with another smash single, 
"Clair." The Moody Blues "Nights in 
White Satin," is a five -year -old side, 
having first been released out of the 
album "Days of Future Passed," in 
1967. This album, along with all 
Moody Blues LP's, is a gold record. 

More Biographs 
Via Columbia 
NEW YORK - Biograph Records, 
through its leasing arrangement with 
Columbia Records, has been given 
approval by Columbia to reissue al- 
bums featuring Louis Armstrong, 
Peewee Russell, Bunny Berigan and 
Ted Lewis (featuring Benny Good- 
man, Fats Waller, Muggsy Spanier, 
George Brunies, etc. 

Two separate Armstrong albums 
will contain sides featuring Arm- 
strong with blues singers and his 
and other orchestra's. The albums are 
to be released sometime in Feb. 

Biograph will also release three pi- 
ano roll albums containing the works 
of Scott Joplin, James P. Johnson 
and Eubie Blake. Blake has recently 
signed a contract with Biograph to 
release all of his early piano rolls 
containing blues and ragtime. Previ- 
ous releases of piano roll material 
have included Scott Joplin's only 
hand played rolls. 

Four previous albums leased to Bi- 
ograph by Columbia have recently 
been produced, two featuring Benny 
Goodman and Jack Teagarden, the 
third featuring the Boswell Sisters, 
and an album of 1928 recordings of 
Mississippi John Hurt. 

Herman Elected 
HOLLYWOOD - Max Herman won 
the presidency of Local 47 of the 
American Federation of Musicians 
by beating opponent Cecil Read. The 
margin of victory was a narrow 177 
votes. Herman will take office on 
Jan. 8, and will serve for two years.

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NARM Rolls On Awards Fete 
PHILADELPHIA - The process for 
selecting the annual NARM Awards, 
presented each year to record manu- 
facturers for the best selling artists 
and product of the year, has been set 
in motion, reports Jules Malamud, 
NARM exec. director. The NARM 
Awards are the only industry awards 
given on the basis of actual dollars 
spent by the consumer for record and 
tape product. 

Two different groups are in the 
process of submitting nominees for 
the best selling music product in 19 
categories. The NARM selections 
committee is comprised of a represen- 
tative group of NARM Regular Mem- 
bers who handle multi -label product 
(rack jobbers and retailers). They 
will submit a list of best selling prod- 
uct in the retail outlets which they 
operate (retailers), or service (rack 
jobbers). The 30 members of the se- 
lections committee represent a geo- 
graphical cross section of the coun- 
try, as well as a cross section of the 
types of merchandisers which com- 
prise NARM's regular membership. 

As a result of a recommendation of 
the manufacturers advisory committee 
following a meeting with the NARM 
Board of Directors, record manufac- 
turers have been asked to submit 
their list of best selling produce, to 
provide an authoritative check list be- 
fore the final ballot is compiled. 

All NARM Regular Members who 
are multi -label distributors (rack job- 
bers) and retailers will vote for the 
final winners. Ballots go out to the 
membership in mid -January.

The best of the lot is "Unborn 
Lullabye (Let Your Mind Be Your Captain,") 
which Bobby himself arranged. The Tokens' 
hit, "She Lets Her Hair Down" is also one his 
fans should quickly latch onto.

Cole Porter, of course, with Ella updating 
and, in some cases, adding to the wonderful 
Porter set she did for Verve Records more than 
a decade -and -a -half ago.

Ella and 
Porter are unbeatable, so look for Ella -Porter 
fans swarming to pick up copies of this smart 
set at their dealers. 

KEITH MICHELL SINGS BROADWAY-Spark 
SPA -03 

Michell, whose towering performance in 
"The Six Wives of Henry VIII" TV series im- 
pressed viewers on both sides of the Atlantic, 
possesses a strong, aware baritone voice. His 
"Broadway" material ranges wide, from Steven 
Sondheim's dramatic "Being Alive" to the 
effervescent "She Loves Me." Peter Knight's 
arrangements (on most cuts) for a big orches- 
tra are always apt. Michell, who played 
Broadway before, deserves more vehicles on 
the Main Stem, and this LP bears witness to it.

They were especially 
fine in med!ey form: "Jenny Take A Ride" 
("See See Rider" with Little Richard's "Jinny 
Jin") and "Devil With A Blue Dress On/Good 
Golly Miss Molly." Like the early Raiders, they 
were responsible for getting the previously 
uninitiated into the boogie club for the first 
time. Album is a perfect compromise between 
apt production and pure passion. MR&TDW 
can still sock it to ya, baby! 

MERMAN SINGS MERMAN-Ethel Merman- 
Stanley Black & the London Festival Orchestra 
& Chorus-London Phase 4 XPS-901 

The vocal electricity still possesses high 
voltage, so who could really ask for anything 
more when La Merman revives those incredible 
songs she's introduced over the years? With 
big, brassy, swinging ork-chorus backdrops, 
the star offers supercharged versions of 
"You're the Top," "There's No Business Like 
Show Business," "It's D'Lovely" and nine 
other greats. It's wonderful to hear the sheer 
joy of singing again. 

GASOLINE-Chip Taylor-Buddah BRS 5118 
Chip, one third of Gorgoni, Martin & Taylor, 

has released his first solo LP. Mixing the 
down-and-out insights of a Kristofferson with 
the more joyous aspects of a Lobo, Taylor 
puts himself in a rather commercial, yet very 
individualistic and personal groove. His own 
version of the self -penned "Angel Of The 
Morning" is the album's highlight.

At Half Note Club Party 
NEW YORK CITY - To celebrate its 
20th anniversary, the Newport Jazz 
Festival has launched a nation-wide 
search to showcase young, unrecog- 
nized talent to perform side -by -side 
with jazz greats at the '73 summer 
Festival in New York City. 

Newport producer, George Wein 
kicked off the young talent search at 
a gala reception at New York's Half 
Note jazz club. Wein said the search, 
promoted as "Young Discoveries in 
Tea and Jazz," will focus on 21 ma- 
jor cities across the country. The 
campaign is co -sponsored by the Tea 
Council of the USA, Inc., the promo- 
tional arm of the tea industry. 

Wein said the talent search was 
prompted by the marked increase of 
young people attending last summer's 
festival. The jazz impresario said 
young musicians and singers will be 
screened via tapes sent to his New 
York office. In May, regional winners 
are to be selected in three categories, 
and from this group finalists will be 
chosen to perform in this summer's 
festival. 

The three musical categories to be 
selected are a jazz group, rock or 
soul combo, and a jazz singer. "These

definitions are very broad," Wein 
said. "What we are looking for are 
young, creative people who can 
swing."

Louis Expression," and "Safari 
East," who seek to enter the contest, 
performed at the Half Note before an 
audience of press, and veteran jazz 
and pop performers such as Artie 
Shaw, Charlie Mingus, Teddy Wilson, 
Anita O'Day, Mabel Mercer, Joe

McPartland, and Ray Barretto.

Young Disciples & Co. Dynamic 
East St. Louis Talent Company 
Founded By Allan Merry, Grows 
Into Solid YODI Ent. Complex 
ST. LOUIS-In 1966 concrete results 
of the Economic Opportunity Act of 
1964 began to spring up in East St. 
Louis. Through the local administra- 
tion of the Economic Opportunity 
Commission of St. Clair County, 
neighborhood centers appeared, pro- 
grams employing young people began, 
educational facilities for pre-schoolers 
started, family and children's services 
were expanded, and recreation pro- 
grams were initiated. One of the cen- 
ters established was the South End 
Neighborhood Opportunity Center. 

Allan Merry, a professional musi- 
cian who had been on the road since 
he had graduated from college in 1965, 
was in East St. Louis in 1966 playing 
his saxophone at one of the area 
night clubs. He thought that he might 
stay in the city for a while and found 
a job as the recreation director of the 
South End Center. Here he did the 
usual jobs involved in recreation- 
football, basketball, baseball, pool, 
games, carnivals, and so on. Howev- 
er, Merry did not feel he was doing as 
much as he could: he was not extend- 
ing to the young people his real 
talent and his real love-MUSIC! and 
he felt he could get some of the 
young people from around the Center 
interested in music. 

From this desire and hope came the 
Young Disciples and Company. It 
started as two saxophonists practic- 
ing in the evening upstairs in the 
Center. 

By the beginning of 1969 the 
Young Disciples and Company had 
grown to a performing group of 
fifty-two young people. 

Up until this time (1969) the pro- 
gram had been a part of the rec- 
reation component of the South End 
Center. Any money earned from per- 
formances was put into the group's 
bank account to pay for instruments, 
uniforms, and transportation costs. 
None of the members received any 
pay and Merry was still making $60 a 
week as recreation director and his 
main assistant, Mark Swanson, was 
receiving the subsistance allowance of 
a VISTA Volunteer. 

At one of the regular rehearsals, 
Merry canceled the musical part and 
held a meeting which was to deter- 
mine the whole future of the Young 
Disciples. Merry felt that the group 
had gone about as far as it could go 
as a recreation program and he 
wanted to know what the group 
wanted to do ... to go on playing for 
fun or to try to make this a business 
operation which would put money 
into their pockets and form a profita- 
ble business. If they wanted to do the 
latter Merry stressed the fact that 
what had been fun in the past was 
now going to become work, that it 
would be very rough going from then 
on and that success would be a long 
time coming. They finally decided to 
make the Young Disciples and Com- 
pany a business venture. 

In March of 1969, Merry and Swan- 
son pooled their own money and went 
to Washington to seek private or fed- 
eral assistance for the program. They 
knew that if the Young Disciples' 
program was to become a financial 
success and that if the Young Disci- 
ples themselves were to become self- 
supporting, they would need financial 
assistance from somewhere to get 
started. After local resources turned 
down their requests, the Washington 
trip was made and contacts with 
officials from the Economic Develop- 
ment Administration proved "hope- 
ful." 

Returning to East St. Louis, the 
two sought out many of the people 
who had been helpful to the Young 
Disciples in the past and asked them 
to become members of the Board of 
Directors of the Young Disciples 
Foundation Inc. Many of these mem- 
bers were parents of Young Disciples; 

others were persons from the business 
community who had been of great 
assistance in the past. 

A proposal for technical assistance 
was written and the Young Disciples 
Foundation Inc. received a Grant 
Offer from the Economic Develop- 
ment Administration. 

In order to play more gigs and 
allow members to earn substantial 
amounts of money, the big 26 piece 
band has been broken down into 
smaller bands. The Ames Harris 
Desert Water Bag Company is one of 
these bands, made up of the better 
musicians of the Young Disciples. 
Under the direction of Tyler Ludy, 
former trumpeter with Tyronne Da- 
vis, Jerry Butler, and James Brown, 
Ames Harris features a crisp, dynam- 
ic show laced with acid guitar, fuzz 
bass, and solo flute, trumpet, alto and 
tenor sax, and trombone. Their songs 
include the top hits off the charts as 
well as an occasional golden oldie. 

In addition to playing trumpet with 
Ames Harris, Ludy does quite a bit 
of singing with the group. It is he 
singing lead on Ames Harris' first 
release, "People." Another male vo- 
calist traveling with the band is Dau- 
phine Williams. He comes out of an 
Otis Redding -Johnnie Tayler bag. 

Williams began with the Young 
Disciples when they started some five 
years ago. He was one of the cats 
"off the corner" whom Merry had 
brought into the South End Center to 
hang out there, in hopes of getting 
them to make something out of them- 
selves. 

Formerly from Chicago, Dauphine 
had a touch with some show business 
when he was quite young, appearing 
on stage with Gene Chandler. After 
Merry rapped with him about his idea 
of setting up a band in the South 
End, the bug caught Williams and he 
started his own little singing group. 
After many valiant efforts with differ- 
ent singers, Dauphine came to the 
realization that he would have to do 
his thing by himself on stage and, 
after a final attempt at group singing 
with three female background 
singers, he dropped the group and 
now appears on stage as a single. 

Dauphine was put out of school in 
his sophomore year and never re- 
turned. School and him just didn't 
mix at the time. When the Young 
Disciples received their second year 
grant they had an opening for a 
Booking Agent. 

After talking it over with the band 
members, Merry offered the job to 
Williams. Dauphine took it right 
away because he finally would be 
doing what he wanted to. 

YODI Enterprises is the organiza- 
tion running the business affairs of 
the Young Disciples. Headed by Mer- 
ry, the former recreation program of 
a poverty center is now a record com- 
pany, booking agency, recording 
studio, performance training depart- 
ment, and publishing house. Their in- 
ventory of performing instruments 
and equipment amounts to over $75,- 
000, while the recording studio is val- 
ued at $18,000. In their building they 
have rehearsal studios, dance audito- 
rium for practicing routines, full pho- 
tographic dark rooms, and uniform 
and supply rooms as well as offices. 
YODI has written arrangements for 
many universities, including Shaw 
University; Tennessee State Universi- 
ty. YODI has had many record re- 
leases with the last two doing very 
well, one being purchased by A.B.C. 
Dunhill Records. Our bands have been 
hired by Motown -Roberta Flack 
Show, Redd Foxx Show, and many 
others. These are young performers 
and YODI is only six (6) years in 
existence.

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Seals & Crofts 
Lawrence & Roselle 
SANTA MONICA CIVIC - In the 
music marketplace, for some time 
saturated with the searing sounds of 
the 70s, it's nice occasionally to step 
back and relax to the soothing style 
of Seals & Crofts. They have ven- 
tured away from the notion that 
songs should be filled with as much 
noise as possible to a subtle move- 
ment evolving from a mandolin, 
acoustic guitar, and bass. Combining 
these instruments with a beautiful 
blending of tenor vocals, and effec- 
tively varying tempos, Seals & Crofts 
have developed a sound that is quite 
unique and very enjoyable. 

And in case you thought there's a 
possibility of being lulled into bore- 
dom by their tender music, you obvi- 
ously have never heard Seals on the 
electric violin. When he starts get- 
ting into some of his fast moving 
hoedowns there's no way you can 
stop your feet from stomping. This is 
one of the most corn plete, perfected 
acts around today. 

Lawrence and Roselle opened the 
show with a set of good folk/rock 
tunes centering around the acoustic 
guitar of Walter Lawrence Heath and 
the vocals of Lana Roselle Bogen. 
With an organ, guitar, bass, and per- 
cussion backing, the group produces 
some easy melodies with moving in- 
strumental work. Their numbers were 
pleasantly idealistic and fused effec- 
tively with mellow progressions.

With these three exercis- 
ing a great deal of vocal range, they 
produced wide variations of harmon- 
ies. Their soulful take-off of Gilbert 
O'Sullivan's "Too Much Attention" 
highlighted the set and was represen- 
tative of their fine performance.

WHISKEY, L.A. - Wild Turkey 
capitalizes and incorporates the solo 
work of all six musicians into one 
unit. They are a hard rock group 
that weaves their sound into an ar- 
rangement where the instrumental 
emphasis changes from the slide gui- 
tar of Mick Dyche, to the lead guitar 
of Tweke Lewis, to the piano of 
Steve Gurl, to the bass of Glen Corn- 
ick, to the drums of Jeff Jones.

BITTER END, NYC - Still looking 
for that follow-up to "Sunshine," but 
just as spirited as ever, Jonathan Ed- 
wards brought his own brand to the 
stage and shared it with the entire 
house. Bill Keith is now doing banjo 
and pedal steel things of beauty for 
him. He's a talent any neo -country or 
country -rock band would give their 
favorite jean patch for, and he really 
works for Jon. Stu Shulman is bass 
man, and is not a bit jealous, 'cause 
he's got his own area of expertise 
going for him. He also does fine on 
piano. 

Performing songs from his two 
Atco LPs, Edwards obviously pleased 
his audience with style, not unlike the 
way Jesse Colin Young relates to his 
hard-line fans. In fact, Jon's version 
of "Sugar Babe" had to rank as the 
highlight of his set. 

In their New York debut, Bell's 
Hod & Marc cut a duo figure of one 
kind of music that's more easily en- 
joyed than analyzed. Their way of 
just slightly intellectualizing a heart 
throb, of bringing out the human in 
us all by tugging just a bit, puts them 
somewhere between Simon & Gar- 
funkel and Bread in effectiveness. 
Their melodies are particularly bril- 
liant. 

Why their single, "I'd Love Making 
Love To You" has not yet caught on 
is a strange mystery. But it's not the 
only gem in their pockets-"In Colo- 
rado" and "Notes From A Harbor 
Town" are but two more. The under- 
standing in their music will hopefully 
prove a contagious sort.

Marlowe and Steve Marks recently 
presented a Sunday afternoon Jazz

Herbie Mann, winner of Down Beat 
Magazine awards and one of the first 
to introduce the Bossa Nova in the 
U.S., and his Family performed mag- 
nificently in this live setting ideally 
lending itself to creative solo efforts 
and jazz -making, in the truest sense 
of the word. Flutist Herbie was 
backed by tenor sax, two guitarists, 
keyboard and drums and each in his 
own right was outstanding. Sonny 
Sharrock a get -down funky guitarist 
was in top form and his solos were 
absolutely incredible. Among the bril- 
liant selections, Herbie 'included 
"Tripper Mouth" and "Mississippi 
Gambler", making this show a re- 
warding and enriching experience. 

Jackie Cain, a lovely gal with a 
voice to match, and husband Roy 
Kral on piano opened the show and 
they were backed by vibes, drums and 
bass. Included in the vocal selections 
offered by Jackie were, "Day By 
Day", "We Could Be Flying", "The 
Run Around" an Andre Previn tune 
about a gal and guy fighting which 
was beautifully performed, and 
"Remember My Child" another great 
offering, served to solidify her status 
as a genuine jazz vocalist. The duo's 
latest album is "Time And Love" on 
the CTI label and it's an item that 
should be listened to also, a must act 
to catch.

CASTAWAYS, NYC - John Hart- 
ford doesn't get here often. The last 
time we caught him, he was a bit 
down and his performance reflected 
it. This time 'round, his beard was off 
and the glow was on. He'll even per- 
form "Gentle On My Mind" for you, 
if you smile when you ask for it. 

The Warner Brothers artist has 
combined the song form of old-time 
country music with lyrics which man- 
age to be broad -based and insightful- 
ly specific at the same time. His songs 
can range from funny little ditties 
like "Don't Leave Your Records In 
The Sun" and the Roger Milleresque 
"Howard Hughes" to "Old Joe Clark" 
and "Tall Buildings." He also per- 
formed a few old love songs (but 
then a John Hartford love song is 
like no other, with its carefully con- 
structed verbal tidalwaves). We espe- 
cially like "6 O'Clock Train And The 
Girl With Green Eyes." 

Dave Bromberg guested on two 
numbers as John went from banjo and 
guitar to fiddle fantastic. This is a 
duo you must see work! Closing his 
set with his cheek and head tapdance 
(again, must be witnessed first-hand 
to be fully appreciated), he left us 
with the kind of positive feeling every 
performer dreams of as a legacy for 
his audience: satisfaction but no sati- 
ation. 

David Nichtern and his quartet, an 
as yet unsigned country-ish band, was 
a nice match for Hartford. Nichtern's 
patter is as entertaining as his origi- 
nal songs, the best of which is a 
pigskin allegory, "Cowboys & Indi- 
ans." A Tommy Flanders find, Colo- 
rado, opened the show as an acoustic 
solo sounding very much like early 
Baez. Only one of her originals, 
"Turn The Sun On," seemed inspir- 
ing. With some better material and a 
crack producer, she could do some 
nice things.

The concept may 
have sounded way-out, but the per- 
formance sounded great. Muddy 
Waters is an original and after a few 
numbers, the smartly dressed sophis- 
ticated crowd sensed that Muddy was 
just doing his own thing, and with 
great feeling and originality. And 
they enjoyed it. Yes, it was strange 
watching Muddy work and not hear- 
ing the audience talk back to Muddy 
as he was moaning the blues. The 
audience was most polite and was ob- 
serving a gifted performer while lis- 
tening to sounds they were not very 
familiar with. However, the end result 
was most positive. Nevertheless, I 
think Muddy would have preferred 
the "talk to me" atmosphere. Fond 
memories returned to this reviewer 
when we hear "Hoochie Cooch Man," 
and "Corina Corina" as well as 
"Baby, Please Don't Go." It was 21 
years ago, when we started at Cash 
Box that we were reviewing these 
Muddy Waters Records. We offer a 
special rave for George Buford, Mud- 
dy's harmonica ace who creates a 
brilliant mood for the star's singing 
and instrumentation. We may be 
seeing a revival of Muddy's Chess 
recordings in the near future. We also 
flipped over the Sy Oliver Band. The 
super arranger played some beautiful 
dance music with his own sweet 
1940-ish sound. "Sunny Side of The 
Street," "Love Story," "Mr. Saturday 
Dance," "In The Mood," "Strangers 
In The Night."

Full Moon 
VILLAGE GASLIGHT, NYC - The 
moon runs through many cycles, wax- 
ing from a dark new moon into the 
brightness of a full moon, and then 
waning back to a new moon by the 
beginning of the next month. And as 
sure as the moon runs through its 
perpetual cycles, there are certain 
forms of music that will always be 
with us, regardless of what trends or 
fads are going down. Blues and jazz 
are two forms of perpetual music, and 
Full Moon is a dynamic quintet de- 
signed to give jazz -blues one of its 
brightest hours. 

Led by young, gifted and white gui- 
tarist Buzz Feiten (who most recently 
backed up Stevie Wonder), the group 
consists of many of Feiten's cohorts 
while he was backing up Paul But- 
terfield. With Brother Gene Dinwiddie 
on horns, Philip Wilson on drums and 
vocals, Neil Larsen on keyboards and 
synthesizer, and Fred Beckmeier on 
bass, the tightly integrated group 
sticks closely to traditional roots as 
the context for original material. The 
idea of performing self -composed 
tunes, (such as "Need Your Love" 
and "Midnight Pass") but within a 
basic jazz -blues idiom, works well for 
this group of experienced players be- 
cause it gives them a new overall 
feeling while allowing them a stan- 
dard pattern over which they can 
place dynamic improvisation. 

Everyone in the group is an excel- 
lent player-it's really hard to tell 
who's the best, but that's the idea- 
there isn't competition for top so- 
loist, but a concentrated group effort 
to make a unified sound. Full Moon 
makes music that will be around for a 
long time to come; while other trendy 
groups come and go for their moment 
in the limelight, Full Moon will shine 
perpetually with its no-nonsense 
sound.

Theatre Review: 

The Trials Of Oz 
ANDERSON THEATRE, NYC - 
With all its shortcomings, "Trials Of 
Oz"-an adaptation of an actual 
court case in England-is a welcome 
addition to the musical theatre in this 
town. It's not overtaken by stage 
business, the music is for the most 
part strong, and the players obvious- 
ly knew what they were getting into 
when they took their roles. More than 
can be said for the bulk of Broad- 
way's musical fare this season. 

Oz, a British underground paper, 
was tried for a special issue which let 
school lads and lasses lampoon their 
world through allegedly "pornogra- 
phic" eyes. The stage setting is a 
British courtroom with brief musical 
tangents performed on a fold -out 
sub -stage beneath the judge's high 
seat. The script is an adaptation of 
actual courtroom ongoings. Only oc- 
casionally does the author of the play 
intrude, but often at the expense of 
any self-awareness the audience 
might be realizing. 

The Oz case didn't receive too much 
publicity here, but surely the fact that 
Jagger wrote one song (his most out- 
spoken, "Schoolboy Blues") and Len- 
non & Ono another ("God Save Oz") 
here will rectify that fact. The best 
songs, however, are those written by 
Buzzy Linhart (although his beautiful 
"And The Love's Still Growin' " is 
butchered by the cast). "Masquerade 
Ball" is particularly noteworthy, both 
as a piece of music and as a vehicle 
for Leata Galloway, who should be 
signed as a solo soulstress before you 
can say "fantastic."

CONTEMPORARY 
Flash Cadillac and and the Continental Kids are by no means a flash in the pan. 

The only connection with pan is Grease, which is spelled out on the license plate 
of Epic's newly signed sextet. The word 'grease' in today's music industry jargon 
is associated with the ressurection of the 50's. Everyone knows it is the name 
of a hot Broadway musical based on rock-and-roll nostalgia. What a lot of people 
don't know is that there's a group of six "cool cats" who are still using that 
greasy kids stuff on their duck tails. That is all except Continental Kid Butch, 
who no doubt confides in butch wax. If it's still sold. Maybe in an old Sears 
catalogue. 

An interesting thing to note is that for Flash, Butch, Spike, Angelo, Eddie, and 
Ricco this lifestyle is real. The only thing that's not real are those continental 
names. Actually they are called Sam, Kris, Linn, Warren, John, and George. 
George changed his name to Eddie, but why? Butch answered logically, "Ever 
heard of a greaser named George?" 

Well for that matter a lot of people probably never really knew a Spike or Butch 
in their entire life. One doesn't forget a name like that. Just like you never forget 
tunes like "Great Balls of Fire" and "Johnny B. Good." As a matter of fact Flash 
and his Kids have to make sure not to 
forget 45 songs all in the oldies but 
goodies genre because it's their act. 
The act that packed a thousand into 
Tulagi's, a popular Colorado club that 
holds four hundred. Apparently it be- 
came even more popular when the 
boys performed there. Unfortunately 
there were a few disturbances (a crowd 
of that size wouldn't even permit 
Johnny to Be Good), and so now Flash Cadillac and The Continental 
'banned in Boulder.' Imagine, in their own home town. Now all they 
are high schools and dance halls where liquor is prohibited. 

The thing to remember about FCCK is that they weren't a band that decided 
to play rock and roll but rather some guys who wanted to play rock and roll. 
So they formed a band. It was a purpose rather than a gimmick. The group 
seemed to feel that today too many bands are hopping on the rock-and- 
roll band wagon. The list runs rampant, with names like the Rockets from Seattle, 
Big Al and the Hi Fi (what's that?) from Colorado, Vince Vance and the Valients 
out of New Orleans, Big Slick Greasers, and on and on, 

The difference between the authentic new rock and roll and the counterfeit is 
easy to see. You might catch a member of the Hi Fi's wearing a suit or a new 
pair of shoes off but never a member of Flash Cadillac. They are firm believers 
that suits are just for weddings. You really have to wear one if you're going to 
crash a wedding. On the issue of new shoes, well the last pair that Butch pur- 
chased was over eight years ago. They're a pair of oxfords. If you hold on to 
something long enough like a song (or a pair of shoes) there's a chance that 
they'll regain popularity. Flash Cadillac and his boys are bound to be rich. After 
all, there's no wardrobe expense. They also profit by not getting their hair styled 
for ten to fifteen dollars, as do many of today's performers. They still stroll into 
their neighborhood barber, Mr. Kenny. Apparently Mr. Kenny can relate to them. 
When he first saw Butch's Pompadore he said, "Crazy, man. I use to wear mine 
like that." Flash will really be the rich one since his mother cuts his hair for free. 

This whole trip may sound far fetched in the 70s but it's legit. Flash and the 
Continental Kids are sociological phenomenon. They're suspended in time, an 
anachronism, which has found unprecedented acceptance. 

The new Epic act appears in Universal's forthcoming film "American Graffiti" 
where they portray Herbie and the Heartbeats and perform their own "She's So 
Fine." The tune is available in their debut album produced by Kim Fowley. 

So, for all that, they have a new album, a new single, "Muleskinner Blues," a 

new movie and an old Wurlitzer Jukebox. Their 1956 jukebox has a few recent 
tunes on it like "Please, Please Me" by the Beatles. That's about as recent as 
Flash and the Kids will ever get.

HOLLYWOOD-ARRANGER-COMPOSER EVOLUTION: FROM RAG TO ROCK- 
While teenagers, circa 1950, we're rocking out to Elvis Presley and Chuck Berry, 
arranger -composer Walter Scharf was busy conducting and arranging the scores 
to films like "Hans Christian Andersen" and "The Joker Is Wild." It hasn't been 
until this year that Walter has even had time to discover rock and roll. After all 
when you've scored over 250 movies, and when some of them have been 24 -reel 
pictures like "Funny Girl," you're doing well to catch up with the rock idiom 
even in 1972. Walter has done more to just catch up with it. His title tune to the 
movie "Ben," which he penned with Don Black and which was recorded by 
Michael Jackson, has sold over three million copies. The tune is currently climb- 
ing the charts in England and is certain to be a contender for this years Oscar 
nomination. Not bad for the guy who scorred "Alexander's Ragtime Band." 

Scharf, who arranges and composes the Jacques Cousteau and The national 
Geographic documentaries, had the acclaimed experience of writing music for 
fish, whales, and wild animals (so when the producers of the movie "Ben" 
approached him to score a film about rats), it was right up his alley. The difficult 
thing here was writing a love song about a rat. Walter concedes it was a challenge 
but sees it more as a "companion" song, Whatever it is, the result had the 
definite "rattle" of a hit. The composer views his composition as sophisticated 
rock offering enough diversification so that may different types of artists can 
record it. He contends that a song must have broad appeal if we are to create 
any standards in this decade. "Ben" has already been recorded by Peter Nero, 
Dusty Springfield, and the Royal Philharmonic 

Apparently Walter now has a case of the rock in pneumonia, boogie woogie flu, 
as he's just composed five more rock and roll songs for his current movie score 
to "Walking Tall," a forthcoming Cinerama release. Since his success with "Ben," 
he's been paying careful attention to this remarkable thing called rock.. He claims 
now to scrutinize the top 100 charts and even recently went out and purchased 
the top 50 albums on Cashbox's charts so he could really get into it. 

In sum, it's been a great year for Scharf, who feels for first time in his 
career that every door is really wide open. Even his musical show "C'est la Vie" 
may now be revived. It's funny how "the break" and it's counterpart "the right 
time" harmoniously make things work. C'est la vie., ron baron

The new line has just been 
announced by Jack Woodman, adver- 
tising and sales promotion manager 
for GRT Music Tapes and includes a 
complete promotion package featur- 
ing the famous "Music Man", Les 
Rogers. 

"Our original plan was just to use 
Les' extensive music background to 
select the music for the package," 
says Woodman. "But Les got so ex- 
cited about coming out of retirement 
and the opportunity to once again 
`orchestrate' his famous 'easy listen- 
ing' style of music this time in tape, 
that he became an integral part of the 
whole program. Rogers' famous smile 
now appears on all the promotion and 
advertising materials in the free in- 
troductory promotion package includ- 
ing: 150 -tape capacity floor merchan- 
disers with headers, hanging mobiles, 
streamers, banners and retail ads.

Cassette Deck 
FARMINGDALE, N.Y. - Two new 
top -of -the -line stereo cassette decks 
featuring unusual state-of-the-art 
technical advances have been an- 
nounced by the Concord Division of 
Benjamin Electronic Sound Corpora- 
tion, of Farmingdale, N. Y. The new 
Concord units-Models Mark 6 and 
Mark 7 Professional Cassette Decks- 
are identical in design except for 
Dolby "Type B" circuitry which is 
incorporated only into the Mark 7. 

The Concord Mark 7's Dolby sys- 
tem is precalibrated internally at the 
factory, thus requiring no adjust- 
ments by the user. All Dolby circuits 
(including the Mark 7's) require a 
critical adjustment to the characteris- 
tics of the individual deck and the 
type of tape in use-if this noise sup- 
pression system is to be effective. 
Cassette decks which require the user 
to make such settings can, through 
miscalibration, cancel much of the po- 
tential noise suppression benefits of 
the Dolby circuit, stated company 
spokesmen. 

In the new Concord design, the 
chromium dioxide regular tape switch 
automatically adjusts the record level 
(as well as record equilization) and 
bias. As a result, the Dolby character- 
istics as calibrated by the factory are 
preserved for either type of tape- 
automatically assuring the audiophile 
of optimum noise suppression, when 
using the Dolby circuit. Both models 
have Concord's exclusive Endmatic 
system which automatically disen- 
gages the tape mechanism in play or 
record modes, and also automatically 
shuts off the motor at the conclusion 
of fast forward or rewind operations, 
and returns the function switches to 
normal settings. The automation of 
these simple functions, which so often 
are forgotten by even careful audio- 
philes during a recording or listening 
session, goes a long way in reducing 
pinch roller wear, or accidental 
stretching and tearing of the tape. In 
addition, both instruments will start 
or stop the taue motion at any point, 
eliminating any start-up or wind- 
down frequency changes, and making 
for easier editing by cassette fans.

NASHVILLE - The Camelback Inn 
in Phoenix, Arizona is the site for the 
first 1973 quarterly meeting of the 
board of directors and officers of the 
Country Music Assoc. Jan. 4 and 5, 
1973 are the dates for the board meet- 
ing with Jan. 3 also promising to be a 
busy day with fourteen of CMA's 
thirty-one committees meeting. 

Thursday, Jan. 4, CMA officials will 
host a luncheon at the Inn for its 
members in the immediate four -state 
area, Arizona, New Mexico, Utah and 
Nevada. Also, other people engaged 
in the music industry in and around 
the Phoenix area will be invited. 
GMA's West Coast committee will co- 
host the luncheon. 

Among many topics of discussion 
scheduled for the two-day meeting 
will be plans for various projects for 
the coming year and evaluation of 
completed projects. The First Interna- 
tional Country Music Fan Fair, which 
took place in the spring of 1972, will 
be reviewed and plans for the 1973 
Fan Fair, dates of which are June 
6-10, will be presented to the board. 

Chairman of the tv committee, Irv- 
ing Waugh, will relate the progress 
being made on CMA's upcoming hit 
parade type tv show. The show is 
sponsored by the American Gas As- 
soc. and is slated for taping on Feb. 4 
through 8 and airing on Feb. 18 on 

WWVA's Yule 
Prison Show 
WHEELING, W. VA. - For the sec- 
ond year, Screen Gems' radio station 
WWVA broadcast its Saturday night 
country music show, "Jamboree, 
U.S.A.," live from the W. Va. Max- 
imum Security Prison at Moundsville 
on Christmas weekend, Dec. 23. The 
announcement was made by J. Ross 
Felton, station manager of WWVA, 
and Glenn Reeves, director of "Jam- 
boree, U.S.A." 

The regular 7:30 and 10:00 p.m. 
"Jamboree" shows, were held at the 
Capitol Music Hall, in accordance 
with the show's 40 -year tradition of 
live weekly performances at its pro- 
duction center, but the early show 
was broadcast from the theatre. In- 
stead, a simultaneous 7:30 show at 
the prison was transmitted by 50,- 
000 -watt WWVA to 22 states and six 
Canadian provinces. The program was 
sponsored by Diversified Savings and 
Loan of Chester and Moundsville, W. 
Va. 

W. Va. Governor Arch A. Moore, 
Jr. extended an invitation for the re- 
turn appearance of the show, which 
was performed at the prison last year 
at the instigation of WWVA officials. 

Every one of the six hundred in- 
mates at the prison accepted the in- 
vitation to attend last year's concert, 
which took place only two weeks af- 
ter a three-year closure ban on the 
prison was lifted by Gov. Moore. 
When word of Jamboree's live 
broadcast reached Washington, Pres- 
ident Nixon and Vice President Ag- 
new both called to extend Christmas 
wishes. 

Last year's appearance of the 
Jamboree was the first event of its 
kind at the prison and the first time 
live entertainment had appeared there 
in six years. For the Jamboree, too, 
it was a first: the show had never 
been broadcast outside the WWVA 
production studios. To continue the 
unbroken tradition of a live show in 
Wheeling, the acts were rotated by 
car between the two locations, which 
are fifteen miles apart. Because 
Moundsville is a maximum prison, 
each artist was subjected to a thor- 
ough search on entering the prison. 
The show was performed under armed 
guard.

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GREAT BRITAIN 1972 in Review 
1972 has been a good year for the 

record industry in Britain. Biggest 
evidence of this was that the usual 
fall -off in sales during the summer 
(although the fact we didn't really 
have one may have something to do 
with it) didn't, in fact, take place. 
Sales were healthy-so healthy in 
fact that EMI's factory move sched- 
uled to take place during the tradi- 
tionally quiet period, was caught out 
and a reduction in the release of EMI 
singles and albums for early autumn 
was announced. Fortunately, EMI was 
able to remedy the position in double 
quick time but a serious situation 
arose whereby sales were outstrip- 
ping production. The teenyboppers 
have been largely responsible for this 
increase with a return to the fan adu- 
lation of Beatles days. Recently Lon- 
don played host to two main teeny- 
bopper idol groups The Osmonds and 
Jackson Five. London airport had not 
seen such scenes since The Beatles 
returned from their first American 
tour ten years ago, with both groups 
arriving within hours of each other. 
Although a certain record company 
hired coaches to make the journey 
easier for less willing fans it was 
obvious that many of these were 
there of their own accord. Of course, 
England has her own acts with fan 
mania and Gary Glitter has been pro- 
duced for the teenagers who prefer 
something a trifle heavier than David 
Cassidy. T. Rex were probably the 
biggest security risk in the country at 
the beginning of the year when no- 
body had heard of The Osmonds or 
Jackson Five. 

During the year many more 
songwriters and producers have been 
setting up their own companies thus 
creating both the talent and the prod- 
uct. Jonathan King, successful indie 
producer, formed his own record com- 
pany U.K. Records and scored an 
immediate hit with "Seaside Shuffle" 
by Terry Dactyl And The Dinosaurs 
since when he's followed it up by 
many more. Bell Records, a strug- 
gling indie who set up here a year 
ago is now flourishing mainly due to 
the services of David Cassidy and The 
Partridge Family plus the aforemen- 
tioned British act Gary Glitter. 
Songwriters /producers Mitch Murray 
and Peter Callander set up their own 
Bus Stop Records and music man Les 
Reed reactivated his Chapter One la- 
bel. The Dick James Organisation de- 
buted their Jam label to run as a 
subsidiary of their already established 
DJM label and the indie Youngblood 
achieved international success on both 
sides of the atlantic. Ben Nisbet, well 
known publishing personality formed 
Sovereign Records with an offshoot 
publishing company Big Ben Music. 

1972 saw the advent of K -Tel and 
Arcade Records who, by virtue of 
deals with record labels, were able to 
collate twenty authentic tracks of re- 
cent hits and issue them on one al- 
bum. Then with promotion by TV 
slots added to the bumper sales of the 
year.

Despite the ban on roek groups im- 
posed by the Royal Albert Hall thus 
losing an important London venue 
promotors found that tours were very 
successful with artists playing to 
well filled houses. 

Many changes took place at EMI. 
Philip Brodie took up an appointment 
in Germany as managing director of 
EMI (Europe) and dynamic dutchman 
Gerry Oord took over the helm of 
EMI Records, L. G. Wood became 
Chairman of EMI Records and Music 
for Pleasure U.K. and Rori White 
moved up to Director of Co- 
ordination deputising for L. G. Wood 

when required. Richard Robinson 
stepped down as managing director of 
CBS Records to take over the Euro- 
pean operation and American Dick 
Asher took over in the U.K. London's 
Grosvenor Hotel has never been the 
same after the CBS Convention was 
held there in July. Geoffrey Bridge, 
director of Pye Records, took over as 
director of the British Phonographic 
Industry thus the BPI now has a full 
time official to administer its multi- 
farious affairs. 

Pye's Monty Presky left to head up 
the U.K. office of Damont budget line 
company. United Artists Music 

formed its own Avalanche label and 
songwriters/producers Chris Arnold, 
David Martin and Geoff Morrow 
formed a partnership with Dick 
James via Ammo -James Music.

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ARGENTINA -1972 in Review 
Although 1972 hasn't been a very 

bright year for the Argentine record 
industry, it did show some highlights 
of what may be the typical record 
market of the future in this country: 
a fierce competition between the ma- 
jor record companies, a slashing of 
prices on the products through the 
high sales of "promotional records" 
sold at two thirds of the regular LP 
price or even less, and carrying the 
top tunes of the moment, taken 
straight from the charts and includ- 
ing top-level artists from Internation- 
al catalogs, and-what worries most 
the record people at this time-the 
rising cost of promotion, which is al- 
ready taking out of the pop market 
some of the smaller and even some 
medium-sized companies. 

This trend has been accelerated by 
the decision taken by the Government - 
owned network of 36 stations to 
offer record plugging directly to the 
diskeries, for a fixed fee, at the end 
of last year. Although the system was 
somewhat discontinued later, it has 
been applied by some of the radio 
stations at strategical points, like the 
main summer resort city, Mar del 
Plata, during the Summer. For this 
season, record plugging is being 
offered to the labels at about $5 to $6 
each, which would mean an enormous 
cost to those willing to advertise their 
product. At the same time, all the 
other ways of promotion are more 
costly this year than before, due 
mainly to the buying demand. Record 
companies, at this point, are spending 
roughly 15% of their total billings in 
promotion, a very high figure. 

The independent record producer, 
who was expected to change the 
whole industry a few years ago, did 
not appear in its traditional way and 
now is rising under a profile that is 
completely different from what could 
be expected then. First of all, the 
promotion problem mentioned above 

has turned the indie producer into a 
sort of promotion aide of the compa- 
ny, thus making his artistic capabili- 
ties less important than his ability to 
promote a record. Second, the current 
indie producers are operating with 
several labels at the same time, in 
some cases covering their own hits 
with artists on other labels. Several 
record companies have reacted to this 
by not trading with indies at all, 
which isn't either a good solution; 
since there is a great need for fresh 
talent, it is affecting the possibilities 
of new artists to appear. A look at 
the Top Fifty single records of 1972 
reveals that very few local artists 
appear among them, if compared with 
the same charts of-let's say-five 
years ago. Besides, those who do ap- 
pear are generally limited to one or 
two entries, while some time ago a 
top artist could have four or five sin- 
gles among the Top Fifty at the end 
of the year. In the LP charts, it may 
be noticed that the first places have 
been taken away by "selection" LP's, 
carrying several artists; obviously, 
these albums help very little to the 
stature of any particular chanter or 
group. 

Publishers, as independent organi- 
zations, haven't had a very good year; 
those associated to record companies- 
and most of them are-have fared 
better, mainly because of the "cap- 
tive" recordings they have through 
their disk parents. Korn (belonging- 
ing to Philips), Melograf (to CBS) 
and Relay (RCA) were the most ac- 
tive pubberies, with Fermata under- 
taking a strong reshaping during this 
year, and tiny Milrom getting a cou- 
ple of hit songs. Satellite publishers 
Clanort (belonging to Palito Ortega) 
and Ansa (Anderle and Sandro) were 
a bit less successful than last year, 
although of course remained profita- 
ble. EMI's Odeon Publishers has been 
gaining force, and has acquired 

several interesting catalogs and con- 
tracted local composers. 

Several International catalogs 
switched labels during the year; the 
arrangement between Music Hall and 
the Kinney group brought Atlantic 
and Elektra to Selasco's company, 
while Fantasy went from EMI -Odeon 
to RCA and MCA exactly the opposite 
way. Most of the local artists re- 
mained with their labels, marking one 
of the lowest levels of artist mobility 
in the last years. 

Cassette and cartridge sales are 
improving, and several local compa- 
nies are now manufacturing both 
hardware and music. Although the 
volume of tape sales is not higher 
than 15% of the world record market, 
there is a steady increase and a bright 
future may be expected for this area. 
The high price of both players and 
tape is still acting against any future 
development of the market, but the 
tape player in the car is already a 
common thing. Home equipment is 
still scarce. 

The export of locally recorded ar- 

tists is increasing strongly, and 
several companies are looking with 
interest at the European and Japa- 
nese markets, after a start in Latin 
America, the Latin U. S. market and 
some ventures in Asia and Africa. 
Since there are several good record- 
ing studios at the moment, it is 
possible to record at an International 
level, and there are good arrangers 
and musicians. Recording time is also 
short, due to the availability of good 
musicians for nearly any rhythm 
known in the world. There are al- 
ready some companies, both in the 
film and record industry, that are re- 
cording in Buenos Aires for use 
abroad. In spite of the cost of air 
tickets from New York or London, it 
is economically and artistically conve- 
nient for them to record in Buenos 
Aires. On the other side, local artists 
are travelling very often to the States 
and Europe, for promotional stints 
and contacts with publishers and rec- 
ord companies, and it may be expect- 
ed that 1973 will be a good year for 
Argentine artists abroad.

Australia -1972 In Review 

The Australian record industry 
looks back on a successful year; suc- 
cessful not only for the major com- 
panies, but most significantly for the 
smaller independent labels, many of 
which came into being as a direct 
result of the commercial radio ban on 
local product a couple of years ago. 
At the time the Australian Federation 
of Commercial Broadcasting Stations 
was in conflict with the Australian 
Record Manufacturers Association. 
Several independent labels, notably 
the Fable label had no ties with the 
association and hence their product 
was accepted for air -play during the 
five month -long dispute, while the 
major labels' product was embargoed. 

Fable's success prompted the incep- 
tion of other similar enterprises 
which together now account for a 
sizable share of the local market. In 
short the independent companies have 
given the majors' a run for their 
money, and have truly blossomed into 
a force to be reckoned with. Much of 
the independents material such as Fa- 
ble's "Pushhike Song" by The Mix- 
tures and "Speak To The Sky" and 
Beginnings LP by Sparmac labels' 
Rick Springfield, have been accepted 
by major labels overseas with highly 
successful results. On the home front 
the small independents have placed 
their faith in the recording of local 
product to a far greater extent pro- 
portionately, then have the major 
companies. Well established concerns 
like EMI (Aust) Ltd and Festival 
Records issue a huge number of Aus- 
sie records, but others enter this po- 
tentially lucrative field only rarely. 

Another area where the industry 
here is lagging behind its overseas 
counterparts is in the promotion 
field. Apart from local release sheets 
sent to dealers and reviewers, inspired 
promotional ideas are few and far 
between. A visiting artist arrives and 
his/her record company puts on a 
reception where media folk get to- 
gether to welcome the performer. 

Special occasion albums receive a 
certain amount of national press and 
television exposure but these are in 
the minority. Disk jockeys rarely re- 

ceive a sample single, never an al- 
bum. Much of the trend away from 
free samples to people in the industry 
can be traced to restrictive play -lists 
where the dj or air personality has no 
control whatsoever over the music he 
plays. Why should record companies 
bather with samples when tight 
formats are the norm. One program- 
mer who spoke to Cash Box agreed 
that tight formats were the scourge 
of the industry. Another radio identi- 
ty went further in saying that small 
play -lists and repetition was at best, 
a late '60's concept of broadcasting. 
Many agree that by its very title, 
restrictive formats are just that - 
restrictive. 

Which brings us to the colossal ob- 
stacle facing the entire Australian 
record industry; publishers and com- 
posers too for that matter. In this 
country only a small 55 of air -time 
must be given to the playing of local 
compositions. An individual record at 
the height of its popularity may be 
played incessantly, which may well 
relieve the radio station of its com- 
mitment, but to the detriment of oth- 
er local works. In many overseas 
countries the industry is protected by 
a much larger quota (Canada for ex- 
ample has 302-). More and more ma- 
terial of world standard is being pro- 
duced and the comparison gap be- 
tween local and overseas writing and 
production is closing. Finer records 
are being created all the time and the 
broadcasting industry clearly needs to 
assist in bringing them to the fore. A 
recent outstanding example -the Be- 
ginnings LP by Rick Springfield 
reached the Top 20 in America but 
few stations could find a place for a 
single track. 

With a population of thirteen mil- 
lion, a large percentage of which are 
potential customers, the local record 
industry is looking to a bright fu- 
ture. Sooner or later it will become a 
giant music centre. Sooner or later 
we'll have to realise this; Iet's hope 
we do before it becomes apparent 
overseas. 1972's been a good year. 
Yes, but how much better could it 
have been.

EDITORIAL: 
Toward a Better 1973 

Some great new machines, plus a return to economic 
prosperity, served up a very good year all round for the juke- 
box and games business. But what's ahead for us in 1973? 
According to most educated opinions, plus predictions by the 
mass media, 1973 will even improve over 1972 as far as 
business volume and sales are concerned, tho a continuation 
in inflation is also expected. 

One interesting report we received last week, on the out- 
look for 1973, uses the vending busines itself as a barometer 
of economic prosperity. According to its author, Rowe Inter- 
national president Earl Ramsey, "When the vending business 
is on the upswing, the economy is on the rise." Ramsey lists 
five factors which directly affect the sale of vending machines, 
and also "accurately reflect the state of the economy: 1. An 
increase in workers per shift; 2, more work hours per week; 
3. Additional shifts; 4. increased overtime; and 5. more take- 
home pay." 

"When all of these conditions exist, factories, which are 
major locations of vending equipment, must provide additional 
machines to accommodate increased numbers of workers or 
workers putting in longer hours," said Ramsey. 

"In the latter half of 1972, sales of all types of vending 
machines increased significantly, indicating a strong surge in 
employment which he expects will carry over into 1973. In- 
cidentally, if you wondered why more take-home pay increases 
the demand for vending machines, it's because research shows 
workers with a little more money in their pockets buy a lot 
more ice cream, soda and candy from machines."

The key to Hunter's ability in 
reaching the location was Wurlitzer's 
200 -selection Cabaret. In the ever - 
improving picture of new location 
availability prompted by the variety 
of different types of coin -operated 
equipment, the furniture -styled phon- 
ograph has played an important 
part.
