According to Arista, original session

acetates are still in existence from the

label's prolific jazz era, including such

names as Charlie Parker, John Coltrane

Lester Young, Dizzy Gillespie, Errol

Garner, Coleman Hawkins, Cannonball
Adderley, Herbie Mann and the Modern
Jazz Quartet.

Savoy's gospel catalog includes a

large batch of work by Rev. James
Cleveland — one of the biggest selling

artists in the field, his "Peace Be Still'

has sold in excess of one million R&B
product from the Savoy catalog includes

masters by Johnny Otis, Wilbert Harrison

and Esther Phillips.

Steve Backer, exclusive independent
producer for Arista, will be in charge of

coordinating and producing the jazz

packages with discographer Bob Porte''

and the label has hired additional per-

sonnel for the release of Savoy product.

CHERRY LANE — "Quality is the key to

everything we do here," explains Joe
Goldfeder, who serves as national sales

manager for Cherry Lane Music's publi-

cations division, as well as involving him-

self in production and many other
aspects of the entire operation. Cherry
Lane has been printing music books
since Feb. 1 , 1975, spurred on by licens-

es to one of the hottest print catalogs to-

day, the songs of John Denver
At present print rights are still being

transferred, with certain books still being

sold by Warner Bros and Criterion After

Dec. 31, 1975, all John Denver sheet
music and personality books will be
manufactured and sold by Cherry Lane.

The book corresponding to "Back Home
Again" can still be found under both

logos, although the new "Windsong” is

already completely under Cherry Lane
control.

Although the operation is new, Denver
is not the company's sole concern. Aside
from numerous mixed offerings, Cherry
Lane has recently completed "The Base-
ment Tapes," an undertaking in which
Goldfeder was personally involved for

one and one-half months. "The Dylan of-

fice had final approval of every detail of

the book, in every stage of completion.”

The work in this case paid off beyond
financial reward, according to Goldfeder,

"The book has been selected by its

printer, G. Schirmer, for a citation for

quality of workmanship and materials,

and I have word that Dylan’s manage-
ment was very pleased with the final

product.”

The ingredients that go into fine books
include high quality paper and top quali-

ty plate engraving. "I use the best plates

available, which probably run 30 to 40%
above the average engraving costs.

Combined with the best arrangements,

all checked out with publisher and artist,

Cherry Lane aims for quality in each re-

lease."

On the sales end, Goldfeder discussed

the effect of Cherry Lane's "same
day service,” where an order placed any
morning is guaranteed on its way to a

jobber or dealer that afternon. “Speed
and timing are very important. Aside

from delivering product as quickly as

possible, we've also got to be sure books
are in print when they're needed.” Using

an.example from the sheet music area,

Goldfeder mentioned the song "Love Is

Blue,” which the company still sells five

to six thousand sheets of per month
Although the song is no longer happen-
ing in terms of charts and airplay, keep-
ing on top of the demand at all times is

the only way to conduct business.

With the "An Evening With John
Denver" folio now in its third printing,

and the "Windsong" folio three quarters

through its first printing after only a few
weeks in the stores, keeping stock ahead
of demand on the book is of primary con-
cern

CHAPPELL — "In the business of

music books, you've got to know what
you're market is, and have your jobbers

feeding you ideas every step of the way,
"

said Charles Ryckman, director of sales

and promotion for Chappell Music Com-
pany, relies on distributors as a means of

checking on shifts in demand
Chappell's latest pop venture is a com-

plete War album folio, following a suc-

cessful run on the single sheet of “Why
Can't We Be Friends.” The deal was
signed only last June, and the book is do-
ing fine after being out only a few
months."

Managers Will Move Into

Producers’ Areas — Schwaid
NEW YORK— Music business managers
will be moving more into the field of

managing record producers, predicts

Bob Schwaid, of Thruppence Ltd ,

himself manager of producers Chuck
Jackson and Marvin Yancy, currently

scoring with Natalie Cole's hit, "This Will

Be."

Schwaid commented: "The producer

is of more importance than he has ever

been hitherto although his position has

been important for many years with the

reduced amount of singles that are sell-

ing and the increase of costs that con-

tinue to plague recording companies.

"It’s just economics — the amount of

per unit sales has decreased and the

amount of recording, if anything, has in-

creased. So the producer becomes an

instrument of even more importance

since he is the one that is spending the

money in the studio
."

Schwaid points out that managers

such as Sid Seidenberg and Jerry Wein-

traub are themselves managing record

producers with much the same approach

as in handling an artist. He feels that

more hardline managers " rather than the

accountant and the lawyer,” will move in-

to this area in the future.

"Basically it is the same approach as

an artist, inasmuch as you try to get a

long term equity position for them In

some cases it is possible for a producer

to have a big hit single, or an album, and

not derive the amount of income he

possibly should because of charges be-

ing made against him that shouldn't be.

The important thing in handling a pro-

ducer is that he not get involved in ever-

match them with talent that truly reflects

both their needs, rather than just putting

them with anybody because there's a

session that needs to be done
"It s been proven that a producer is as

important as an artist and the artist — on
records anyway — seems to be an ex-

tension of the producer.”

In the case of Jackson and Yancy,

Schwaid has a policy that they will not

produce any other solo female per-

former — "we owe such an obligation to

Natalie Everybody felt so strongly about

her talent that we had already done
sessions before the deal went through

with Capitol,” he said.

NEW YORK — Several exponents of

Latin music have voiced concern recent-

ly over the percentage of royalty fees

paid to writers of Latin and other
"specialized audience” music.

Among those calling for a fairer

representation of Latin and Puerto Rican

writers are Jerry Masucci, head of Fania

Records; Oliver Berliner, Latin music
publisher and the Puerto Rican Broad-

casters Assn
Controversy centers around the moni-

toring procedures of ASCAP and BMI,
which monitor U.S. and Puerto Rican

radio stations and then according to a

scientific formula the monies collected

from the stations are divided among
ASCAP and BMI writers

According to Masucci the system is an

"improper distribution of funds” because
the money is "thrown into a mass pool”

where he feels the amount designated

for Latin writers does not fairly represent

them.

Masucci reports that he recently met

with a representative from BMI who
came by, he says, to see what the prob-

lem is and what can be done about it.

"They ve realized something is wrong
and they're investigating it."

Masucci sees a possible solution in

minimum guarantees for Latin writers

such as there are for jazz writers. He also

proposes dividing the revenues from

Puerto Rican stations among Puerto Ric-

an writers instead of putting that money
in with the money derived from all the

American stations which is then divided

up, according to Masucci, unfairly.

Oliver Berliner, publisher of Latin

music, is calling for the creation of a new
performing rights society, Regional

Performing Rights, which would acquire

the catalogs of major Latin writers and

hopes to acquire catalogs of Latin writers

who are currently represented by

ASCAP and BMI
The Puerto Rican Broadcasters Assn,

is hoping to negotiate a more equitable

fee schedule with ASCAP and BMI when
the current contract expires in 1977.

Walter Wager, press officer of ASCAP,
described their monitoring system for

Cash Box. “We monitor 60,000 hours of

local radio based on a sampling system

that has been approved by federal judge

as statistically sound A part of this

60,000 hours consists of stations that

broadcast primarily Latin music We even

have one or two tape listeners who are

specialists in Latin music."

Are The Ratings Overrated?

Chris Hall, pd KATZ-St Louis -
I don't know exactly, however I think more or less that

ratings have more value to top 40 radio than they do in black radio Maybe in some
markets, but in my opinion ad agencies in general markets don't buy black and save
the least dollars for the black market, so ratings really don't entail the same benefits I

have to say that I do think of ratings. I have to be sales conscious with my staff,

however I don't worry or get uptight about them With my staff I try to maintain a good
level of standards, whether we re in a rating period or not I try to downplay the ratings
to the staff I think sometimes you can pressure yourself too much What I try to do is

prepare for quality and be consistent.

Chuck Smith, pd, KKDA-Dallas — No, they're not. However radio finds itself in-

volved in the rules of the game Radio stations are run to generate response and
revenue, so rules are needed I don't think the ratings are terribly accurate regarding
programming but they exist and you have to acknowledge them or I don't know how
you can be in the business Ratings are just something people in radio have to live

with. I don't think people ever show up as well as they ought to in ratings. I think there
is a built-in bias to begin with It's very hard to deal with something on paper that con-
cerns the ears

Bob Moore, pd, KDKO-Denver — Yes definitely Especially in black radio In most
cases it doesn't matter what we do because the ad agencies are not that concerned
with our ratings when the rating periods come up. All I do is hope the audience is up
during the rating period I cannot say I do not think of ratings, because you can t help
but think about ratings, however one thing ratings do is stop good radio program-
ming In a lot of cases other bigger and richer stations start giving away the moon dur-
ing rating periods Once the rating period is over the contests stop and some of the
records that were being played are no longer played. Everyone is against this prac-
tice but no one does anything about it No one trusts anyone else when the records
are no longer played I do not feel ratings are true indicators of the numbers. I think
there is a need for improvement in ratings and some sort of new rating device or
technique integrated into the system

Rob Singleton, pd. KRE-FM-Berkeley — We don't subscribe to any of the ratings,

however I feel certain stations manipulate their ratings and know about them so well

that they have it down to a science I don't think ratings can be totally fair I don't

believe they give a complete overall picture of radio or of the listeners.

Ernest James, pd, WBMX-Chicago —- I think ratings are the necessary evil in radio

They may not be perfect but they are a pretty good barometer for people who buy
commercials on stations. The advertisers want to make the best buy just like anybody
else. I do feel however that the ratings could use a little revitalizing regarding black

markets I don't think black people are properly counted as to what radio they listen

to Many black stations don’t get credit for their listeners. I don't think ratings are

overrated, however they need to be improved upon.

Jim Maddox, pd. KDAY-Los Angeles — I suppose ratings are overrated if you don't

have any, Jim chuckled. However I think if you are into ratings which most stations

are. that you have to take them with a grain of salt, because there are many different

ratings and they show different things. Ratings become a necessary evil because
they are important and not important in many cases. I believe in doing the good quali-

ty job day in and day out. week to week and am not that interested in the one rating

period week. There are always ups and downs in radio, however there are certain

things that can be done to remove some of the risks I just try to make a go of it and as-

semble professionals who do the job well

Bernie McCain, WHAT, Philadelphia — "I think so in that one is never assured of get-

ting a completely accurate account of the make-up of one's audience If a survey
were taken in a borderline community in terms of racial balance, there could be a

chance of not contacting a proportional number of black families, for instance All I ’m

saying is that no system is infallible.''

"The question is almost a moot one — at this time we need to work within the rating

system Ad agencies base their buying on them, so we have to deal with the same
guidelines. With money as tight as it is, ratings represent the easiest way to choose a

station on which to advertise. Advertisers in these times often can't afford saturation

advertising

"I try not to let ratings affect the way the station runs to any undue degree. Ratings

or not, I still have to work to make the station appealing in any way I can."

Harry Jeffery, WOOK, Washington. D C — "I would say the ratings are as accurate

as they can be, and any problems with them lies in the extent to which they're used
They are after all based on small samplings of a market, yet many advertising agen-
cies use them as a bible for buying airtime.

"Our whole financial status now rests on the ratings. They often determine whether
people hold onto their jobs, and are important in determining revenues for the sta-

ations,

"I think that rating services can be a good medium for finding out what's happening
out there, but I can t see relying on them entirely Advertisers should develop other
means of research to balance off the point of view the ratings give They could look to

the response to advertising, or see how effectively a station promotes with its

listeners.

Walter ' Clyde'’ Orange,
lead vocalist and drums; Thomas
McClary, lead guitarist; Ronald LaPread,
bass and trumpet. Lionel Richie,

trombone, drums and guitar are a tight

cohesive unit who display intense com-
raderie onstage and off.

The group was formed at the Tuske-
gee Institute in 1968 while they were at-

tending school. Milan Williams said the
group was formed at a special talent con-
test held at school. Everybody in the
group laughed at this, because their de-
but was a little auspicious. ‘But things

improved." Willie King said, "and soon
we started doing a lot of clubs in the area
and eventually we were the hottest thing

in the area and had a very large follow-

ing Thinking we were ready for the big

time, we all decided to go up to New
York City one summer and take New
York City by storm. We were robbed, our
equipment and uniforms were stolen; we
hardly ate and we lived at the YMCA.

"We had one room at the Y and we all

slept on the bed lengthwise. Around the

time when everything was going badly

we bumped into Benny Asburn (now the

group's manager) who some of the guys
had met before. He went down to a club

in Harlem called Smalls Paradise on
125th and Seventh and got us a gig. We
played there for three weeks and then

we did a date at another joint called the

‘Movin’ On’
Cheetah. For the next two and half years
we did this every summer plus playing

dates during the school year and
weekends. We went to Canada and even
went to Europe during the school year.

One thing for sure, the road work was re-

ally fantastic for our school work. Going
off for a couple of months and then com-
ing back trying to take those final exams,
you know what I mean,” Willie smiled
slyly

Ronald said that the guys really did

love all those campus riots and protests

because they loved when they would
close the school. "It meant we could go
out and work a few dates." Ronald and
the guys laughed. “When the trouble

started there were the Commodores in-

stigating some more and then very
quickly splitting the scene."

Willie commented further that after

college the guys wanted to continue
making it as a band instead of doing nine

to five gigs. "So first we signed with

Atlantic Records. It was quite an ex-

perience. They gave us a producer and it

was the first time he had ever produced
and it was the first time we had ever re-

corded. He told us to play any tune we
knew and said You guys know any
tunes?' We said 'Yeah, we know songs.'

He shouted back play, play the song.’

Our first tune was ‘Keep On Dancin’,' a

show. Suzanne dePasse of Motown saw
us and later asked if we would like to tour

with some of their acts. We all agreed
and did a J-5 tour for 42 days. We wound
up touring with them for two years.

Those were some interesting shows.

One time our equipment and uniforms

didn't show up and we panicked. Then
some dude came backstage and said to

us The show must go on.’ We also hung
'em!" Willie said.

Things have gotten a lot better for the
group So far this year they have been to

Japan twice, Europe and the Phillipines

twice. Plus their singles and LPs have
gone gold in many foreign markets. The
group is especially hot in the Phillipines.

Ronald said “It was freaky to us how real-

ly popular we were there. But believe it

or not when we went back into the bush
we saw people up in coconut trees wav-
ing our albums at us. I didn't even see
any powerlines. That was a real ex-
perience for a down home boy like me.”

The members of the group see their

overseas popularity in several ways.
Willie said that the disco thing like

"Machine Gun” caught fire because the
disco thing is very strong overseas. "We
came out with the single and LP and then
immediately followed it up with a tour so
we gained recognition right away. The
bump was a totally new thing to their

The people over
there freaked us out. They bump better
there than here, and when I saw those

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The Who In Houston Stop The Rock Lemmings’ March To The Sea
"I pray to God they can handle it."

These words, uttered in the lobby of

the Houston Oaks Hotel by a nail biting

MCA publicist, pretty much summed up
the attitude of those about to witness the

return of The Who to western shores.

This note of expectancy did not hinge

merely on The Who's two-year absence
from the United States but on the state of

rock and rol I as a val id musical form.

From the earliest rumblings of "The
Who Sings My Generation” the band,

along with the likes of The Rolling

Stones, has personified everything right

with rock and roll.

And it showed in sales as well as

packed houses The straight ahead rock

fire of "Live At Leeds," "Who's Next,"

and "Meaty, Beaty, Big And Bouncy” all

reached platinum status, while the off-

the-wall collection "Odds And Sods" hit

on a golden sales note.

But coincidentally the band's two
forays into concept work also proved a

time of self-examination of rock as

something that would or would not last

as a valid art form The appearance of

"Tommy” in 1969 was a welcome breath

of fresh air at a time when the concept of

pseudo Cream riffing and feedback had
rock in a monolithic tizzy.

is, without qualification of any kind, a

poet/singer/songwriter/arranger of the

highest magnitude While it is clear that

the separation of Simon and Garfunkel in

1970 created a very short-lived iden-

tification problem for Paul, it is also quite

clear that Simon's growth as a solo

performer over the last five years has

made him an even more viable and major

force in contemporary American music

The set performed by Paul Simon last

Friday night (the second of a two-night

engagement) consisted for the largest

part of post S&G material from Simon's

three solo albums, and indeed if there

were any members of the audience still

reluctant to accept Simon in his own
right at the beginning of the show, they

were convinced very early in the set,

before Art Garfunkel joined Paul to sing

"My Little Town."

Further, the early part of Simon s set

was predominantly from his latest
Columbia album, "Still Crazy After All

These Years." It absolutely did not mat-

Guess Who Split

For Solo Efforts
TORONTO — After ten years of produc-
ing commercially successful hit records
the Guess Who have disbanded with all

members, save bassist
,
Bill Wallace, pre-

sently considering solo projects.

The announcement came from Burton
Cummings, lead vocalist and acknowl-

edged leader of the group since the

break with Randy Bachman a few years

ago, at his residence in Winnipeg,
Manitoba. Rumors and speculation had
been in circulation since the group re-

turned home from the recent U.S. tour,

and strengthened with the resignation of

Bill Wallace in late Sept.

Born into international fame two years
before the Canadian content legislation

was enacted here, the Guess Who
launched themselves out of the bowls
of the Canadian prairie and into the

American top 20 charts with “Laughing”
in 1969. Today, the only original member
is Garry Peterson who survived with the

group as far back as 1965 when an even
more vintage Guess Who scored a minor
international hit with "Shakin' All Over.”

The last public performance given by

the group was at the Montreal Forum,
Sept. 7. The concert topped a rigorous

75 concert-tour, mostly in the U.S.,

which was fronted by a hard-sell publicity

campaign, financed in part by the group,

to make sure that they received max-
imum media exposure.

At present. Cummings is in Winnipeg
recording rough material for a long-ago

conceived solo album that is expected to

be completed at Toronto's Sound Stage
studio using a number of high-caliber

session musicians of U.S. and Canadian
origin. Domenic Troiano, presently un-

available for comment, is considering

forming a band according to sources

close to him, in addition to continuing a

close artistic relationship with Shawne
Jackson who he has produced.

The remaining two members have not

yet announced formal intentions al-

though Wallace's resignation came as a

result of family pressures; he is presently

in retreat in Manitoba where he owns a

large farm tract.

At the height of popularity in 1970, the

Guess Who grossed an estimated $5
million and dominated the international

charts until 1973 when personnel
problems confounded musical direction

within the group. Since that time the

emergence of Randy Bachman's
Bachman-Turner Overdrive has served

to underline the waning popularity of

what was once Canada’s equivalent of

the Who, in terms of chart acceptance.

The Cummings' solo recording is ex-

pected to take place in Toronto at the

beginning of 1976.
