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EDITORIAL Major Moves For Disco 
Disco music is coming of age. After much industry 

resistance and a period of convincing growth, disco 
is now attracting the attention and muscle of the ma- 
jor labels. 

This week's headlines bring the announcement of 
Ray Caviano's appointment to head Warner Bros'. 
disco department. Caviano also has formed a new 
disco label, R.F.C. Records, which will be distributed 
by Warners. In another development, Atlantic 
Records is in the process of restructuring its disco 
promotion department, placing disco A&R in a 

separate category. 
Looking ahead, CBS is expected to announce in 

the coming weeks the intensification of its disco ef- 

forts. The indicators are all pointing in the same 
direction; after months of testing the water, major 
labels are taking the disco plunge. 

In commenting on his new venture, Caviano 
brought up an issue which is of crucial importance to 

the longevity of disco - artist development. In the 
past, many albums have been released by 
nameless, faceless studio groups. To survive, disco 
must develop personalities, committed to their 
careers and capable of touring to support product. 

The entrance of the majors into the disco field is 

an appreciation of the profitability of disco. But let it 

also signify the intention to break new artists and ex- 
pand the careers of already -signed acts.

Ray Caviano Heads New WB 
Disco Dept. And R.F.C. Label

LOS ANGELES - As part of an intensive 
move into the disco field, Ray Caviano has 

been named to the newly -created position 
of executive director of the disco depart- 
ment of Warner Bros. Records. The an- 
nouncement by Mo Ostin, chairman of the 
label, ends months of speculation that War- 
ner Bros. was planning a major venture in 

the disco marketplace. 
In addition, Ostin and Caviano announ- 

ced the formation of R.F.C. Records with 
Caviano serving as president. The new 
disco label will be distributed by Warner 
Bros. 

In his dual role, Caviano will be responsi- 
ble for all new disco acquisitions for both 
R.F.C. and Warner Bros. Based in Warner's 
New York City branch, Caviano will also 
maintain offices in Burbank and a 

residence in Hollywood. He will oversee 
various aspects of the new Warner disco 
department, including A&R, promotion, 
marketing and sales, in conjunction with 
Warner staff personnel. 

Unconfirmed Staffers 
Staff appointments for R.F.C. are expect- 

ed soon with two vice president posts to be 
named along with a regional promotion 
staff. Members of the staff, as yet uncon- 
firmed, reportedly include: Craig Kostich to 
handle national disco promotion; Joe Car - 
vello, director of northeast and southeast 
promotion; Jim Thompson, director of 
midwest disco promotion; Wes Bradley, 
director of west coast promotion; Vince 
Aletti will handle A&R and press respon- 
sibilities; and Bob Segal joins as an assis- 
tant to Caviano. As of yet, no represen- 
tatives have been determined for the 
southern region. 

Caviano has described his promotion 
concept as a "mirror image" of the 
regionally -based promotion apparatus of 
the new Infinity Records. 

Burbank Meeting 
A meeting of the regional represen- 

tatives is slated for Dec. 11 at Warner's Bur- 
bank offices. Three days of meetings and 
seminars are planned.

Indie TV Stations 
Hit ASCAP, BM I 
With Antitrust Suit

NEW YORK - Local independent televi- 
sion stations have hit ASCAP and BMI with 
a civil anti trust suit. Filed in New York 
Federal Court last week, the action charges 
licensing organizations with monopoly 
practices in the method of determining 
royalty rates for performance rights. 

The class action suit, brought by the All - 
Industry Television Music License Commit- 
tee on behalf of 700 local TV stations across 
the country, specifically charged that 
ASCAP and BMI "have combined, con- 
spired and agreed to fix, peg, raise, 
stabilize, affect and tamper with market 
prices for TV performance rights in 
copyrighted musical compositions and to 
pool and share revenues received for such 
rights, which contracts, combinations and 
conspiracies are unlawful." 

The broadcasters also raise objections

Retailers Express Optimism 
After Strong Thanksgiving 

by Joey Berlin and Leo Sacks 
LOS ANGELES - Major record retailers 
across the country enjoyed a good 
Thanksgiving weekend, with sales 
generally stronger in the west than the east. 
A Cash Box survey of retail chains found 
most retailers optimistic that the sales in- 
creases of up to 35% over last year's busy 
Thanksgiving bodes well for an increase 
over last year's record -breaking holiday 
season. 

Unlike last year, there was little concern 
over shortages on the part of retailers. A 
number of retailers noted that manufac- 
turers learned from last year's shortages 
and increased their productivity 
throughout the year to avoid holiday shor- 
tages this year. 

Price Increases 
Consumer concern about the economy 

in general and the increasing price of 
albums in particular was noted by some 
retailers. However, many added that dollar 
volume can increase while unit sales 
decrease due to shelf price increases. 

"Our Thanksgiving sales for Friday 
through Sunday were up 21% over last 
year, which is particularly heartening 
because September and October sales 
were softer than anticipated," indicated 
Alan Dulberger, president of 1812 Records 
and Tapes in Milwaukee. "Now we're 
enthused about the Christmas season, 
we're hoping for at least a 10% increase 
over last year. 

"But we have noticed that people are 
leery of a new round of price increases. 
They're more conscious of buying those 
second and third albums." 

The Denver -based Dan Jay Records, 
which operates 90 Budget Record Stores, 
reported that all of its stores had good 
weekends. But Dan Jay president Evan 
Laski expressed concern that overall 
economic factors may limit this year's 
Christmas buying. 

"I'm looking for a good Christmas," said 
Laski, "but I don't know if it's going to be as 
good as last year's. People are afraid of the 
economy, plus prices are up and pressing 
quality is down. The $8.98s won't be a 

problem until next year when the $7.98 sup- 
ply of the same albums runs out, but the 
concern with prices is not just in buying 
records. People have less discretionary in- 
come and this is cutting into impulse buy- 
ing. 

The Budget stores were closed on 
Thanksgiving. Where allowed by law they 

were open on Sunday, and all the stores are 
now on extended hours through Christmas. 

Everybody's Record Co. in the Northwest 
did "incredible" business Friday through 
Sunday, according to president Tom 
Keenan. It snowed the first half of the week 
which slowed business, but Keenan said 
that "sales took off" over the long weekend. 

'Best December Ever' 
"We experienced a 35% increase over 

last year," reported Keenan, "but that's 
largely due to the big percentage of $8.98 
lists in our Top 10. If business is reasonably 
stable I'm looking for the best December 
ever, about a 30% increase over last year."

Labels, Publishers 
Clash Over Pymt. 
Of Mechanicals

WASHINGTON, D.C. - After two days of 
hearings on rules for payment of 
mechanical royalties on recordings made 
under compulsory license, the only thing 
both sides (the RIAA on one hand; NMPA 
and the Harry Fox Agency on the other) 
agreed on was to meet with Copyright Of- 
fice accounting experts for discussions of 
the many technical issues involved. 

The controversy over accounting 
methods and reserve fund privileges at- 
tracted conflicting and often confusing 
testimony from record and music 
publishing spokesmen, who were allowed 
to cross-examine each other under the un- 
usual format of the hearings here Nov. 29 

and 30. And with the holidays approaching 
and questions still lingering, it was expec- 
ted that the Dec. 29 deadline for additional 
comments on amended interim rules on 
Section 115 of the copyright law would be 

pushed back. 
The law permits anyone to record 

copyrighted music after a first recording 
has been released at a royalty rate of 23/4 

cents per tune, or '/2 cent per minute of play, 
whichever is higher. 

Under the Copyright Office's interim 
rules, statutory licensees are permitted to 
maintain a reserve mechanicals fund 
against returns, since the royalty is paid to 
the copyright owner only on recordings that 
are sold.

Exclusion Of Most Black Music From AOR 
Seen As A Consequence Of Playing It Safe 

by Aaron Fuchs 
NEW YORK - As the playlists of album 
oriented radio (AOR) have grown tighter 
over the years, they have not only excluded 
an increasing number of white artists, but 
also, nearly every black artist that had been 
programmed by the free -swinging '60s 
predecessors of AOR. A recent check by 
Cash Box of the FM rotation charts showed 
that in the Top 25, there was no representa- 
tion by black artists, and that in the Top 50, 
the only albums by black artists (in the low 
40s) were by Joan Armatrading, a British 
folk singer, and by the Pointer Sisters, 
whose album was produced by Richard 
Perry -a man with one of the most pop - 
oriented production styles in the industry. 

Kal Rudman, who publishes the radio 
tipsheet, The Friday Morning Quarterback, 
lists no albums by black artists in the Top 40 
of his Album Reports airplay index. "They 
don't play very much of it," Rudman said. 
"The only artists you'll see on album rock 
radio playlists are Stevie Wonder and 
Earth, Wind, and Fire, who are very heavily 
promoted by Columbia." 

Steve Smith, editor of an AOR-geared 
sheet called The Album Network con- 
curred. "I'm looking at a list of 150 AOR sta- 

tions that report to us, and I'm having a real 
hard time coming up with any that appear to 
have a commitment to black music." 

Cultural Prejudices? 
It's difficult to get a concensus on what 

this indicates. Tony Berandino, music 
director of WBCN-FM in Boston, which is 
regarded as having one of the AOR formats 
most open to black music, said, "I think that 
the more rigid AOR format probably 
reflects the musical, if not cultural, pre- 
judices of the people that program it. I per- 
sonally would rather say that I played good 
music, whether it's black, reggae, or punk, 
all of which are excluded from AOR 
playlists. AOR today describes a closed 
system that exposes a limited number of 
established artists, most of whom are 
closer to pop than rock. We've reached a 
stage where certain bands, like Toto and 
the Bliss Band, for example, exist as afunc- 
tion of the AOR formula." 

Others felt that their audience simply 
does not want to hear black music. Dave 
Scott, who is program manager for Century 
21 Productions, a firm that does consulting 
for over 60 AOR stations said, "there is a 
musical style and way of life connected 
with, say, disco music that is not compatible

ARTIST PROFILE 

Dan Hartman 
There are many who think that disco 

and rock are twains that shall never 
meet, but Dan Hartman is proving them 
dead wrong. Hartman's latest 45, "Ins- 
tant Replay," a bracing synthesis of 
rock's gutsiness with disco's style and 
flair, is charting high and climbing on 
the pop and disco charts; and his Blue 
Sky album of the same name, a tour de 
force which Hartman sang, wrote, 
produced and engineered himself, 
shows that there's plenty more where 
the hit single came from. 

But, though Hartman seems to be the 
new man on the dance floor, he has, 
through a great part of his career, been 
associated with the kind of big city 
music made by artists like the Rascals 
and the Dovells, in which rock and R&B 
influences mixed freely. 

Later, when he was a member of the 
Edgar Winter Group, his song, "Free 
Ride," was similarly effective in combin- 
ing both black and white musical ele- 
ments. 

Hartman's career began at the age of 
13 with the Legends of Harrisburg, 
Pennsylvania, where he cut his teeth 
playing covers of Orlons and Miracles 
songs. In 1971, Hartman submitted a 
13 -song tape to Steve Paul, president of 
Blue Sky Records. Steve liked 
Hartman's songs and called him in for 
an audition with Edgar Winter, who was 
assembling members for the Edgar 
Winter Group. Hartman, who could play 
virtually every instrument onstage and 
was a fluent songwriter, was accepted 
into the band and remained with Edgar 
Winter for four years. "When we broke 
up," recalls Hartman, "we had decided 
that we had taken the band as far as we 
could. Between Edgar, Rick Derringer, 
and myself, there were three very dis- 
tinct musical personalities, and we 
decided that it would be best for all of us 
to develop individually." 

In 1975, Hartman began carving his 
solo career. His first solo album, which 
was released one year later, was not a 
sales sensation. It reflected what 
Hartman described as "my mixed feel- 
ings about whether to cut a rock or R&B 
oriented album. I recorded one side 
rock and one side R&B, and wound up 
pleasing no one. 

Still, Hartman's time was spent 
productively, polishing the skills that 
would be essential to the creation of 
"Instant Replay." He produced Foghat's 
"Nightshift" album, which went gold, co - 
produced two albums for 38 Special, 
engineered Edgar Winter's "Recycled" 
album, and mixed Rick Derringer's 
"Live Derringer" LP. He also developed 
a studio in his home in Westport, Conn., 
called the Schoolhouse, which was used 
for the recording of Muddy Waters' 
"Hard Again" and "I'm Ready" albums. 
Hartman's compositions were also be- 
ing recorded by Tavares, the Three 
Degrees, Johnny Winter, Montrose, 
Rick Derringer, and Sergio Mendes. 

"Instant Replay" was recorded en- 
tirely at the Schoolhouse, and ironically 
began as a demo. 

Richard T. Bear 
"I'm the baddest, boogie woogie 

piano player in the world," asserts a 
playful and confident Richard T. Bear, 
whose debut album on RCA Reco\rds is 
now out and garnering considerable air- 
play on rocking AOR stations. His 
album, titled "Red Hot & Blue," is exactly 
that: a heated, barnstorming collection 
of tunes from a veteran session player - 
turned solo artist who knows exactly 
what he wants and how to get it. 

Richard T. Bear (the "T." stands for 
"The") has been a professional rock 
musician for 10 years, having dropped 
out of school at the age of 16 to record, 
jam and play live dates with the likes of 
Dave Mason, Carly Simon, Jefferson 
Airplane and Traffic. In addition, Bear 
has produced a record by the Coasters, 
composed several musical scores for 
television, and was once a member of a 
band called Bulldog, which also 
featured ex -Rascals Gene Cornish and 
Dino Danelli. 

But despite his success as a session - 
man and producer, the Miami -raised 
piano player decided two years ago that 
he wanted to front his own band and 
launch a solo career. 

"It was in 1976 when I started to make 
the transition from being a backup man 
to becoming a soloist," says Bear. "I just 
got tired of playing in everyone else's 
band, so I figured it was time I went on 
my own. I started to write material that 
would suit my personal style, and I also 
began to take my singing more 
seriously." 

In recording "Red Hot & Blue," Bear 
called on such studio musician friends 
as the Brecker Brothers, Eliott Randall, 
Mike Finnigan and Les Dudek to create 
a technically proficient but very lively, 
spontaneous -type sound for the album. 
According to Bear, most of the album 
was recorded in five days, with a couple 
of additional weeks devoted to overdub- 
bing and mixing. As evidenced by such 
tunes as the single "Bring On The 
Night," "Sunshine Hotel" and "The 
Heart's A Lonely Hunter," the album 
conveys a very raucous, no -holds - 
barred feeling that works best on the 
upbeat rockers but is also effective in 
bringing a dramatic, intense edge to the 
ballads. 

"Red Hot & Blue" was produced by 
Jack Richardson, who is best known for 
producing the Guess Who hits and the 
song "Night Moves" for Bob Seger. "I 
had always admired Richardson, 
because he has proved that he can ex- 
cellently produce both rockers and 
ballads," stated Bear. "We went into the 
studio and had a great time. I don't think 
we had a single argument or battle." 

Bear indicated that although he was 
satisfied with how the album turned out, 
it is in concert that he truly comes alive. 
"You really have to see my live show to 
understand what I'm about," he says. 
"I'm from the Bette Midler school of en- 
tertainment: I go crazy onstage. I'll 
dance on top of the piano and run 
across the keyboards. I'll even swing 
through the audience on a vine." 

Anderson Discusses Jethro 
Tull: Past, Present & Future

LOS ANGELES - After 10 years of making 
gold and platinum albums and touring in 
support of them, Jethro Tull stands out as a 
rock in the constantly changing world of 
contemporary music. Led by multi -talented 
Ian Anderson, Jethro Tull recently com- 
pleted yet another U.S. tour while the 
group's first live album, "Bursting Out," has 
steadily climbed the Cash Box Top 200 
Albums chart. 

"One would suspect that Jethro Tull's 
ability to prosper through the years is 
largely due to individuality," says Ander- 
son, "an identity that is not dependent on 
style or fashion. So many phenomena are 
short-lived because they are dependent on 
what's in vogue. But Jethro Tull, along with 
groups like the Rolling Stones and The 
Who, has a basic commitment to the music 
we play and we'll be around as long as our 
music is needed." 

Despite his whirling dervish stage 
presence, Anderson is a quiet, reserved 
person who retreats to his home in 
Scotland when he's not busy in the studio or 
on the road. He says the members of Jethro 
Tull, including 10 -year veterans John Evan 
and Martin Barre, are among his closest 
friends, which may be part of the reason for 
the group's longevity. 

"I don't know many people really, never 
have," notes Anderson. "The members of 
the group are about as close to me as you 
can get." 

Without a lot of publicity about the mem- 
bers' personal lives, Jethro Tull has 
prospered through the years on the 
strength of its music. But although Ander- 
son, the group's songwriter/vocalist/flutist, 
doesn't believe his music has changed sub- 
stantially in the past 10 years, he has been 
aware of a definite change in the makeup of 
the group's audience. In recent years, the 
group has taken to playing the large arenas 
across the country which has also had an 
effect on its audience. 

"Jethro Tull used to have more of a con- 
cert sort of approach and the audience 
treated the shows as more of a concert," 
explains Anderson. "But a lot of old Tull 
fans won't go to places like the (Los 
Angeles) Forum because they don't want to 
wait on queues for tickets and then put up 
with the other hassles of attending a rock 
concert. So the top end of our audience 
tends to drop out and is replaced by 
younger people who find the rock concert 
experience newer and more exciting. 

"In fact, over the past 12 to 18 months I've 
noticed that the audience reaction is much 
more similar to the reaction to other rock 
groups. We're getting a more obvious

response this time out than on other tours 
because of the younger crowd we're draw- 
ing." 

Two months ago the group released its 
first live album, "Bursting Out," a two -LP 
recording of a single date on the group's

NEW YORK -Jerry Jaffe has been ap- 
pointed Polydor's first director of artist 
development.

At least for the time being, 
there will be no national director of promo- 
tion, according to Jafe. 

Besides overseeing album promotion, 
Jaffe will coordinate tour support for 
Polydor acts with radio promotion and 
retail marketing. "What it means to me is 
that we want to give a bigger push to our 
touring rock bands," Jaffe commented. 
"And you need more than radio these days. 
When you do a promotion, you have to 
make sure that it's coordinated down to 
every last record store in the market." 

Commenting on Jaffe's appointment, 
Dick Kline, executive vice president of 
Polydor, said, "Jerry is the ideal choice to 
head this key department. His experience 
in promotion and publicity and his close 
communication with our developing artists 
will serve him well." 

Jaffe, who incidentally holds a doc- 
torate in nuclear chemistry from Columbia 
University, joined Polydor as special pro- 
jects promotion manager in June, 1976. In 
December, 1976 he was appointed national 
director of publicity. He became national 
album promotion director in April, 1977 
and was appointed national director of 
promotion in May, 1978.

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Arbitron Releases 
Report On Black, 
Spanish Listening 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - The percentage of 
blacks who listen to black -format radio sta- 
tions has remained relatively constant over 
the past three years whereas the percen- 
tage of Latins who listen to Spanish -format 
stations has declined steadily during the 
same period. 

This is one of the basic findings of the 
latest Arbitron survey of black and Spanish 
listening habits, released last week. It is the 
most recent in a series of reports dating 
back to October 1974 that compare 
minority listening preferences with those of 
the population as a whole. 

The new 29 -page report, "How Blacks, 
and Spanish Listen to Radio (Report 4)," is 
"presented as aguidelinefor making media 
decisions about Black and Spanish radio 
listening," according to Arbitron. 

Methodology 
Compiled from an analysis of 16 black 

and five Spanish markets, the report is 
based on a combination of samples used in 
the April/May 1977 Arbitron sweep and 
"one or two previous surveys." Com- 
parisons are made on the basis of station 
formats.

companies which sent representatives to 
one of NARM's recent regional meetings. 

Next year's NARM convention will follow 
the basic format of the 1978 conference, 
with a few notable exceptions. In place of 
the general advertising seminar held at the 
last meeting, for example, there will be a 
radio advertising seminar, print and TV ad- 
vertising will be handled separately at suc- 
ceeding conventions. Another change will 
occur in the approach to the new video 
technology. Norm Glenn, vice president of 
video marketing for MCA, will report on the 
progress of the Magnavox videodisc 
player, which by then will have been in- 
troduced in three markets, while aseparate 
seminar will present an update on 
videocassette sales in record retail outlets. 

One of the most important business ses- 
sions will concern tape sales, now es- 
timated at one-third of industry revenues. 
Included in this seminar will be a presenta- 
tion by CBS Records of its recent study on 
"The Attitude Of The Tape Buyer." GRT 
Corp. will present an update of a study it did 
several years ago on the impact of tape fix- 
turing and display techniques. According 
to Cohen, this should be of special interest 
to NARM's regular members, many of 
whom have asked him about the pros and 
cons of merchandising tapes in closed and 
open fixtures. 

Suite Meetings 
Outside of the business sessions them- 

selves, the most significant departure from 
previous NARM conventions will be the 
nature of the manufacturers' presentations. 
At the last convention, label executives 
delivered their spiels and showed their 
promotional films to small batches of 50 
people or less. This took up a lot of time for 
all concerned, and meant that many 
dealers who wanted to speak with the top 
label people had to do so in the manufac- 
turers' suites. To cut down on the number of 
these suite meetings and expand access to 
the industry's decision -makers, NARM is

Gosewich Restructures CBS 
Canada With Eye To Future 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO - Arnold Gosewich, chairman 
and chief executive officer of CBS Records 
Canada Ltd., has been one of the Canadian 
industry's leaders for the past several 
years. His accomplishments, first at the 
rackjobber level, then later as president of 
Capitol Records -EMI of Canada, and now 
with CBS Canada, have contributed to the 
growth of the Canadian and international 
record industry. 

Since assuming the head position with 
CBS a year ago September, Gosewich has 
initiated changes that have made the com- 
pany's record manufacturing operations 
more efficient and prosperous. This year, 
sales are expected to increase by "no less 
than 30%," he says. But as he is quick to 
point out, the company is only on the brink 
of achieving its potential. 

"1978 was just a year of getting ready for 
1979," he says. "The company, in the past, 
could not properly deal with everything that 
was required to take advantage of this 
superior talent roster we have. We were un- 
derstaffed, and the departments within the 
company were working independent of one 
another." 

After eight months as the chief of the 
company, Gosewich restructured the cor- 
porated set-up, creating two main 
marketing divisions at the firm. In one divi- 
sion he connected the Columbia label with 
two Canadian labels, True North and 
Aquitaine (the company's classical label). 
In the other, he established Epic/Por- 
trait/Associated labels division. Further, he 
solidified the company's position by 
creating product managerial posts and 
marketing departments for each of the 
company's major labels. To that point, the 
corporation had been "floating" its 
marketing and promotion staff, placing 
emphasis often on whatever label seemed 
hottest at the time. 

Distinct Departments 
Now, the company has made each of its 

departments more distinct and organized. 
While there is a great interdependency and 
interraction between the different depart- 
ments at CBS, the label has added new per- 
sonnel and made possible the manage- 
ment of all its labels by individuals, rather 
than the collective scheme that had been in 
effect until this past May. 

"Within the record company operations, 
there have been several changes in direc- 
tion that I have tried to initiate," Gosewich 
says. "The main focus has been in es- 
tablishing an organization of people and 
dollars behind our artists, both in the field 
of marketing and in the artists and reper- 
toire division. Most notably, I think the total 
marketing approach has worked, in that we 
have been able to break acts like Meat Loaf, 

Eddie Money, Elvis Costello and Cheap 
Trick, without depending on any spillover in 
popularity of an artist in a foreign market. 
The restructuring that was done has at- 
tempted to deal with the problem of a lack 
of personalized attention to an artist at a 
large record company like ours. It's pretty 
difficult to achieve the highest level of ac- 
complishment overnight, but I feel that, 
thus far, it is working." 

Canadian Chart Successes 
This year, Canadian artists have enjoyed 

extensive U.S. chart successes. Dan Hill, 
Anne Murray, Nick Gilder, Gino Vannelli 
and Rush have all made their impact upon 
the American market. Yet, CBS Records 
has not had a charted domestic signing on 
the American trade charts this year. Is 
Gosewich personally disappointed? "Not at 
all," he says. "The philosophy that has been 
instilled in the A&R department, has really 
involved starting from scratch. This time 
last year, we really only had four acts on our 
roster that are still there - Fosterchild, 
Zon, Bruce Murray and Billy Hughes. Only 
Fosterchild had released a record as of that 
time. In signing artists now, the label has a 
belief that they have the capability to per- 
form well in concert, as well as create ex- 
cellent albums. 

"It's been recognized now by most major 
companies that to base your expectations 
on an artist's becoming successful in 
Canada as being sufficient for profitability 
in artist development is not quite the right 
thinking. Canadian artists are still com- 
peting with the very best from around the 
world, in the Canadian market. In order to 
compete with them, these Canadian artists 
have to compete at an international level, in 
terms of the recordings they produce. We 
have to lay out the dollars now, or else we 
won't be successful. 

"The recognition of that need for invest- 
ment has taken some time to evolve in 
Canada. The old thinking - that investing 
$50,000 in an album project was bad 
business because you didn't have the 
market - is now changed. Now, if you don't 
invest $50,000, plus at least that much in 
marketing and promotion, you won't be 
able to compete with other productions 
from other countries," Gosewich says. 

But, he points out, the risks are high in 
this country. "It involves a great deal of ex- 
pense, with no guarantees, added to the 
risk that it may only be a success in Canada.

For years, 
of course, there has been a neat, unwritten 
division between Delsener and the Bottom 
Line duo - Delsener promoted concerts, 
while Pepper and Snadowsky did clubs. 
But this summer the word was that 
Delsener was planning to turn a midtown 
theatre into a club that would directly com- 
pete with the Bottom Line.

But I've 
spent two years with Sea Level, and it's just now beginning to develop the way I want to see 
it. We're just beginning to get our message across, especially with Joe English in the 
band."

Disco Aids In Upsurge Of 
Black Music Internationally 

by Cookie Amerson 
LOS ANGELES - The world-wide success 
of "Saturday Night Fever," along with the 
widespread appeal of disco music and 
more sophisticated marketing techniques, 
are factors contributing to the rise of black - 
oriented music in the international market- 
place, according to a Cash Box survey. 

A poll of label international department 
executives revealed further that increased 
avenues of exposure have fueled the ac- 
ceptance of black -oriented music over- 
seas. But the single factor most responsible 
for the rise, according to the executives 
surveyed, has been the popularity of disco. 

"Disco was happening on the inter- 
national marketplace long before it was big 
in the States," says Jack Hakim, vice presi- 
dent of international at 20th Century -Fox 
Records. "The upsurge in the acceptance 
of black -oriented music is because of the 
worldwide expansion of the disco in- 
fluence." 

Bunny Freidus, vice president of 
marketing for CBS Records International, 
agreed that spill -over from the disco 
phenomenon has benefitted the black ar- 
tist. "The impact of disco is the best thing 
that could have happened to black music," 
she says. "Although there is a root influence 
from black music to disco, there is a dif- 
ference between the two." 

Foreign Limitations 
Because radio is mainly government 

controlled in many foreign countries, areas 
of exposure are not as plentiful as in the 
States. Many executives reflected on the 
importance of the press as a major source

of exposure. "The people are interested in 
the artist in a total sense; they want to know 
everything about an artist, so the rock 
magazines are extremely important," 
Hakim says. 

The widespread use of more 
sophisticated promotional techniques is 
another factor that has broken down the 
musical barriers, according to Jack 
Losman, international marketing director 
at A&M Records. "Because of the 
widespread influence of television, es- 
pecially in the U.K., we utilize film clips of 
our artist for that media, and also for in- 
store video promotions," he says. 

More Discos 
Another frequently mentioned means of 

exposure is the growing number of discos 
in France, Japan, Germany and Italy. Tom 
Ruffino, director of Warner Bros.' inter- 
national division notes, "There are many 
discos on the international marketplace, 
and there seem to be more all the time, es- 
pecially in France. The discos just seem to

YOU DON'T BRING ME FLOWERS - Neil Diamond - Colum- 
bia FC 35625 - Producer: Bob Gaudio - List: 8.98 

Named after Diamond's chart -topping duet single with Bar- 
bra Streisand, this album merges a variety of styles together 
such as moderate rock, lushly orchestrated pop and even 
traces of disco. Nonetheless, every song exhibits Diamond's 
throaty voice, plus the singer/songwriter's flair for creating 
memorable, engaging melodies. Highlighted by the title track 
single, as well as the surging "Remember Me" and the rock 
rhythms of "Memphis Flyer" and "American Popular Song," this 
LP is for pop and MOR formats. 
MOTOR BOOTY AFFAIR - Parliament - Casablanca NBLP 
7125 - Producer: George Clinton - List: 7.98 

Funk master George Clinton is at it again on this new album 
by his original P -Funk creation, Parliament. The majority of 
numbers here are quick -paced, highly theatrical numbers 
which display Clinton's array of funk -related themes and 
spoofs. "Mr. Wiggles" and Rumpofsteelskin" are two fine exam- 
ples of this winning formula.

Composed and conducted by Leonard Rosenman, this two - 
record set provides a satisfying souvenir for fans of the "Lord Of 
The Rings" motion picture, but also stands up as a noteworthy 
musical work on its own. The extravagant, dramatic orchestra- 
tions establish a moving accompaniment to this animated ad- 
venture which has been brought to the screen by Ralph Bakshi. 
The LP is also boosted by the colorful illustrations taken from 
the movie. 
'LONG STROKE - ADC Band - Cotillion SD 5210 - 
Producer: Johnnie Mae Matthews - List: 7.98 

Already receiving substantial disco, R&B and pop chart ac- 
tion, this sextet has delivered a versatile work which not only ex- 
hibits thumping rhythms but sexy, high -soaring female vocals. 
The ADC Band capably writes all of its own material, with the top 
tracks being "Fire Up," "That's Life" and the title cut. The album 
also features tight -knit horn charts and well-timed synthesizer 
flourishes. A consistently impressive affair. 
CHRISTMAS PORTRAIT - Carpenters - A&M SP -4726 - 
Producer: Richard Carpenter - List: 7.98 

Containing a large collection of traditional carols, "Christmas 
Portrait" is an appealing easy listening album which should be 
an attractive holiday package for Carpenters fans. Supported 
by elegant orchestral arrangements and the Tom Bahler 
Chorale, Karen and Richard sing their way through such 
Christmas favorites as "Jingle Bells," "Silent Night," "Sleigh 
Ride' and "Silver Bells." 
ROCK & ROLL MACHINE - Triumph - RCA AFL 1-2982 - 
Producers: Mike Levine and Doug Hill - List: 7.98 

Triumph is a power -trio from Canada that's apparently done 
its musical homework quite well. The guitar licks embody a 
state-of-the-art sonic assault as drums and bass actually live 
out the LP's title. This, to be sure, is heavy-metal, but rarely has 
it been executed, of late, with such unabashed flair and 
singularity of purpose. Cuts for AOR are "Takes Time," "Street 
Fighter," and the title track. 

EVERY WHICH WAY BUT LOOSE (Original Soundtrack) - 
Various Artists - Elektra 5E-503 - Producer: Snuff Garrett - 
List: 8.98 

Featuring such established country acts as Charlie Rich, Ed- 
die Rabbitt, Mel Tillis and Hank Thompson, this soundtrack 
should not only fare well on the country charts but also in pop 
markets, due to the widespread exposure the film will receive 
due to the popularity of its star, Clint Eastwood. The album in- 
cludes such inviting cuts as Rabbitt's title track rendition plus 
Rich's "I'll Wake You Up When I Get Home." 
EQUINOXE - Jean-Michel Jarre - Polydor PD -1-6174 - 
Producer: Jean Michel Jarre List: 7.98 

Jarre's second Polydor album is an eight -part work which ex- 
plores different electronic keyboard textures within the 
progressive techno-rock field. Jarre performs all of the instru- 
ments here, ranging from the more familiar mellotron and ARP 
synthesizer to rhythmicomputers and matrisequencers. The 
result is a complex, starkly -toned album which is surprisingly 
accessible and invigorating. Although even liberal AOR stations 
may hesitate to place this LP on steady rotation, Jarre's sizable 
following plus adventurous rock fans will find this LP 
fascinating. 

SYSTEMS OF ROMANCE - Ultravox - Antilles AN -7069 -

Ultravox may owe its existence to the Eno/new wave faction, 
but the group has surpassed the panoply of art rock aspirants 
with its original arrangements and dislocated themes. The new 
album is its second U.S. release and it further demonstrates the 
varied talents of singer/songwriter John Foxx and the rest of the 
quartet. Alternately pulsing and flowing, it should appeal to 
elitist AOR and e uall discernin record buyers.

In recent years this veteran jazz keyboard artist has swerved 
toward a more accessible, mainstream vein, and this album 
showcases James in exquisite form. "Touchdown" could very 
well be James' strongest seller to date, containing the popular 
"Angela (Theme From Taxi)" plus "Sun Runner" and the title 
track. Besides James' expert keyboard runs, "Touchdown" also 
includes tasteful support from Ron Carter and Hubert Laws, 
among others. 

LIVE IN LONDON - Helen Reddy - Capitol SKBO-11873 - 
Producers: John Palladino and Helen Reddy - List: 10.98 

Recorded at the Palladium in London, this double LP cap- 
tures the sparkle and energy of this veteran songstress in con- 
cert. This package contains virtually all of her hit singles, most 
of which are presented in a lengthy medley on side four. Also 
featured on the LP are several capable renditions of such 
familiar tracks as "This Masquerade," "The Entertainer" and 
"Bluebird." Reddy's voice remains in top form throughout this 
album. 

IF YOU WANT BLOOD YOU'VE GOT IT - AC/DC - Atlantic 
SD 19212 - Producers: Vanda and Young - List: 7.98 

The main impetus behind this rowdy pack of Australians' ac- 
ceptance in the U.S.A. would have to be their never -a -dull - 
moment stage show. Live, then, is obviously, as this records il- 
lustrates, where AC/DC is at its best. "If You Want Blood ... " 
features 10 tracks of exciting, expertly -executed "pop -metal"; it 
also serves as an excellent introduction to the band's power - 
packed three -record history. 

LIGHT OF LIFE - Bar -Kays - Mercury SRM-1-3732 - 
Producer: Allen Jones - List: 7.98 

With their legendary Stax work behind them, the Bar -Kays 
are now blazing a new glory trail with this, their first Mercury 
release. "Get Up 'N Do It" lights a pulsing fuse which explodes 
eight other incendiary tracks, all of which feature a mix of horns 
and vocals that topple other R&B competitors. One of the Most 
Added Albums on the black contemporary page this week, 
other key tracks include: "Shine," "I'll Dance," and "Are You Be- 
ing Real."

Crunching, hard-nosed funk is the name of the game for this 

Dash configuration, but T -Connection also displays an infec- 
tious personality; thus the band packs a two-fisted punch of 
both tough rhythms and fun -loving histrionics.

Arbitron Releases RAB Begins Study 
Report On Black, Of Radio's Future

Spanish -format stations. 
After black radio, the next four stations 

formats most listened to by blacks were 
Contemporary (19%), News/Talk (14%), 
Middle of the Road (4%) and Beautiful 
Music (3%). After Spanish radio, the next 
three station formats listened to by the 
Spanish population were Contemporary 
(28%), Black (7%) and Beautiful Music 
(6%). 

Black teens spent more than two-thirds 
of their listening with black radio stations, 
and most of their remaining listening time 
with Contemporary stations (25%). Spanish 
teens spent more time listening to Contem- 
porary (65%) and black stations (17%) than 
to Spanish radio (17%). 

Spanish women did more listening to 
Spanish stations (50%) than did Spanish 
men (39%). 

Religious -format stations had higher 
shares among the black population than 
among the total population. 

Other Findings 
But perhaps the most telling conclusion 

of the report is that it indicates a trend away 
from Spanish persons listening to Spanish - 
format radio. Indeed, the percentage of 
total Spanish persons 12+ who listen to 
Spanish -format stations has declined over 
the past three years from 45% in 1976 to 
44% in 1977 to 41% in 1978. 

The similar figures for total black per- 
sons 12+ listening to black -format stations 
during the same period were 48% in 1976 
and 50% in 1977 and 1978. 

Another interesting finding contained in 
the report is that black radio was the 
second most listened to station format 
among teens in the total population group. 

New Execs Named 
At KBIG/KBRT 
LOS ANGELES-Executive changes have 
been announced at KBIG-FM and KBRT- 
AM, the two Southern California Bonneville 
International stations. Rob Edwards has 
been appointed to the newly -created posi- 
tion of operations supervisor for the sister 
stations and Rick Patton has been named 
program director at KBRT. 

Edwards had been operations/program 
manager at KOST-FM/Los Angeles, a 

KBIG competitor, for seven years. Both sta- 
tions program beautiful music and KBIG is 
the top -rated music station in Los Angeles. 

Patton will program a contemporary 
Christian format at KBRT. He was 
previously head of programming for WYCA 
in Hammond, Ind. and also worked at sta- 
tions in Chicago, Cleveland and Boston 
during his 15 -year broadcasting career. 

NEW YORK - The Radio Advertising 
Bureau has ordered a study of the 
medium's outlook for the next five years, 
based on the projections of the nation's 
broadcasters. The survey is currently being 
prepared by a committee of broadcasters 
and is scheduled to begin next year, sampl- 
ing the opinions of some 3,000-4,000 sta- 
tions and sales managers in large and 
middle-sized markets across the country. 

"Radio is changing faster than at any 
time since the early '50s," said Miles David, 
president of the RAB, "and we will look at 
the results of the survey as a guide to better 
directing our own operations as well as how 
individual stations can boost their sales 
strategies." 

According to a 21 -market accountancy 
report compiled by the RAB, radio's ad 
sales growth will expand at an estimated 
rate of 16% this year, and David would like 
to see that figure reach the 20% bracket. 
Citing figures recently released by the Ted 
Bates Advertising Agency, David commen- 
ted that since radio is the leading medium 
among the 18-49 age bracket, "we feel that 
we should have a larger share of the dollar, 
and the study will help us explore some of 
the ways to get there." 

By collating the findings of other existing 
studies commissioned by such organiza- 
tions as Cox, RKO and NAB, David said that 
the survey would explore new categories of 
emerging industries that might turn to radio 
advertising, as well as new types of sales 
training needed for "the business environ- 
ment." "Suppose the broadcasters we 
sample envision the expansion of their 
sales staffs to include as many as 20 people 
in the coming years," he said. "It would 
suggest to us that the industry should be 
thinking about a recruitment program, 
since there will be plenty of jobs to fill." 

`Album Greats' Coming 
LOS ANGELES - "Album Greats: A 
History of Album Rock" is the title of a 48 - 
hour radio music review set for broadcast 
next spring. The show, produced by TM 
Programming, Inc. and Goodphone 
Productions, will intersperse musical 
highlights and milestones with interviews of 
key artists, managers, producers and A&R 
execs. 

Warners Goes College 
LOS ANGELES - The Warner Bros. Music 
Show, a taped program featuring perfor- 
mances by Warner Bros. recording artists, 
will soon be made available for the first time 
to college radio stations free of charge. The 
first show prepared for college stations will 
be a performance by Bearsville artist Jesse 
Winchester live from the Bijou theatre in 
Philadelphia. The one hour show will be 
broadcast by 67 college stations.

Without question, this is the finest single Art Pepper release 
since the 1950s. An engaging rhythm section featuring Russ 
Freeman and Frank Butler provides obvious stimulation, but 
the eight -tune program, liberally laced with Pepper favorites 
helps also. Gone are the Coltranisms which Pepper sought to 
graft onto his own style; here the artist stands more clearly on 
his own. "Blues Bossa" is a masterpiece. 
DESCENT INTO THE MAELSTROM - Lennie Tristano - In-

Tristano is featured in solo and trio performances spanning a 

fifteen -year period of his almost reluctant career. The music is 
dense and complex and not for casual listening. Most of the 
"originals" are actually improvisations on standard changes, 
and the piano of the leader is virtually the sole focal point. A 
challenging maverick but an always interesting jazzman, 
Tristano's recorded legacy is quite slim, making this all the 
more valuable.

Kenny Lehman has been around. Inside and out of disco.This album which he arranged, 
produced and conducted bears the influences as a smile shows pleasure. The album can 
practically be played straight through. "A -Freak -A" has sultry and silky vocals and several 
catchy lines in addition to a pounding rhythm base and fine horn and guitar work on top. 
The mood intensifies. This track would be an excellent night builder. "Hot Bodies"has a 

funky bass line, sweaty and nasty vocals and a great guttural bass horn fill. The break is a 

nice switch -off of drums with guitar overtones; the sax provides another fine moment. 
"Freak -On" is a commanding instrumental with syndrums, horns, piano, rhythm guitar and 
steady beat. The punctuations are excellent. "Chance To Dance" is driven by a fast kick 
and a great first build-up of layered strings. Synthesizer adds melodic flavors. 
LE PAMPLEMOUSSE - Sweet Magic -Do You Have Any? - AVI 6053 - LP - $7.98 

Producers Laurin Rinder and Michael Lewis are reportedly putting together a group - Le 
Pamplemousse - to hit the road in support of this follow-up to "Le Spank." Lewis is a freak 
about all kinds of keyboards and this album exhibits his fascination with synthesizer 
coloration. He also handles the horn arrangements. "Sweet Magic" has fine R&B flavored 
vocals by Alex Brown, Mortonette Jenkins, Patti Hall and Mr. Rinder. Upfront tambourine, 
moderate beat and special effects on guitar make the track appealing. The break exposes 
(first glimpse of what to come) the fine bass work by David Williams. The horn chart 
throughout the LP is ambitious. "Slow Down" has a great chorus and comeback. The syn- 
thesizer work is layered, initially moody and then moving up to brightness. Fine leaping sax 
solo. "Do You Have Any?" is built upon a repeating zippy bass line with kick drum and 
conga giving an elegant set-up.

be broadening the base of black -oriented 
music and making it more accessible to 
more people." 

Several sources also mentioned new in- 
terest in black -oriented music from coun- 
tries that previously had almost no interest 
in it whatsoever. "Australia has always been 
an extremely difficult market to break a 
black act," explains Lee Armstrong, direc- 
tor of international at Motown. "But the 
Commodores have been at the top of their 
charts for the last four weeks." Canada was 
also mentioned as a difficult market that is 
now opening up. 

America Fickle 
Many veteran black groups that are 

getting little attention in the U.S. are still 
popular on the international marketplace. 
Bob Kornheiser, director in international at 
Atlantic Records, says, "An artist has a 
longer life in several foreign countries than 
they would here. Because of the loyalty of 

the people, we find that the funky R&B 
sound is more popular in some areas than 
the newer, sophisticated black sound." 

Echoing Kornheiser's statement, Bruce 
Portmann, director of international at 
Capitol Records notes, "It is more impor- 
tant for an artist to think on an international 
level, because the competition in the U.S. is 
so keen that it allows the public to be very 
fickle." 

Manager Viewpoint 
Brian Panella, Capitol recording 

manager of the group Tavares, believes the 
catalytic effect that "Saturday Night Fever" 
has had on the music industry in the U.S. 
and abroad is certainly being reflected in 
the careers of the artists on the LP. 

While noting the expanding interest in 
American music and the growth of radio in- 
ternationally, Panella concludes, "Black - 
oriented music is gaining more credibility, 
and as long as radio continues to grow, 
then the interest will continue to grow." 

THE RHYTHM SECTION 
NEW VENTURES FUNDS BROTHERHOOD ATTRACTIONS - Rod McGrew, most 
recently with Jazz Album Countdown and KJLH Radio, and Larry Bailey formerly principal 
Seattle based Get Down Productions have formed a concert promotion firm which is being 
funded by MCA New Ventures program. Bailey, president of the firm, Brotherhood Attrac- 
tions has an 18 year background in the field of concert promotion, with his most recent firm 
boasting the successful promotion of over 600 concerts with top rock acts. McGrew, 
functioning as vice president of the firm has a background that encompasses several years 
and a radio executive and spanning into also promoting jazz concerts. 

Though particulars of the funding have not yet been exposed, New Ventures have com- 
mitted a funding plan to Brotherhood Attractions for the next six years. "The idea we have 
for the company, is to be a very well rounded concert promotion firm, promoting pop -rock, 
jazz and R&B oriented acts, stated Bailey.

Anderson Discusses Jethro 
Tull: Past, Present & Future 
(continued from page 10) 

European tour earlier in the year which con- 
tains no studio overdubs or editing. The 
album, which stands at#43on the Cash Box 
Top 200 Albums chart, commemorates the 
group's 10 -year anniversary. 

"Ten years of playing on the road is an 
achievement," says Anderson with quiet 
pride. "In our case, it marked a suitable 
point for reiteration, for perhaps making a 
definitive recording of songs that have 
remained as stage performances a good 
many years." 

Cycles 
Anderson rarely listens to his own 

recordings after he leaves the studio. He 
views life in cyclical patterns, which may 
partially explain his secluded life-style. 

"Things that are cyclical, such as making 
an album or doing a tour, are best done un- 
broken," opines Anderson. "To me, the cy- 
cle of getting off the plane, going to the 
hotel, doing the show, and getting back on 
the plane is a very important part of touring. 
That's why I don't like to do more than one 
night in a city, it breaks the cycle. 

"That's also why I don't like to listen to our 
earlier albums, because I'm already in the 
cycle of the next album and I don't want to 
break the cycles. Once the mixing is done I 

even have a great deal of difficulty listening 
to the test pressing. It becomes a painful 
process, inevitably one hears something 
that could have been done better. I prefer to 
leave the serious examination of my work to 
the people who buy it and listen to it. 
There's an essential difference between the 
performer and the audience and you can't 
pretend they're doing the same thing." 

Pushing Boundaries 
Within Anderson's orderly philosophy of 

cycles he believes that the artist has a 
responsibility to experiment, to try new 
things that insure against the possibility of 
artistic stagnation. 

"I think that only by constantly testing the 
system you are in, by prodding it from the 
inside even if you make yourself unpopular 
by doing that, that a revitalization takes 
place allowing new talent and ideas to 
come in. I'm not calling for urban guerillas, 
but in the back of the artist's mind he should 
be aware of his responsibility to nudge the 
walls a little bit, to keep everybody on their 
toes." 

From the progressive rock stance of 
"Stand Up" and "Benefit" through the 
"devious, complicated and almost 
deliberately confusing" "Thick As A Brick" 
to the more recent traditionally -based 
"Songs From The Wood" and "Heavy 
Horses," Jethro Tull has been nudging its 
own boundaries throughout its existence. 
But how long can the group continue; will it 
face the challenge of one of its own album 
titles, "Too Old To Rock 'n' Roll: Too Young 
To Die!"? 

"Despite that song, there's really no 
reason not to go on," responds Anderson. 
"I want to continue to make music. 
Sometimes the process is fun, sometimes 
it's painful, but as a kind of work it is in- 
tuitively exciting, sort of creative on a lofty 
plane. I don't feel I've done it yet as well as I 

can and I feel I have a lot left to give, so I'm 
going to keep doing it." 

Anderson is now turning his attention to 
the 15th Jethro Tull album, which he says 
will be written "in a strong, direct and 
aggressive context. 

"We ought to play to and not away from 
the sort of audiences that we have. I don't 
want to start preaching to them or get into 
subtleties that get lost in the concert halls. 
We do a lot of touring and most of our 
acoustic things don't work as well on stage. 
You can put acoustic sections into longer 
songs, but if you do too much of it it gets 
disheartening when you can't hear what 

you're playing because of the noise the 
audience is making." 

Solo LP 
To fulfill his desire to produce softer 

acoustic material, Anderson says he will 
record his own solo LP at some point in the 
near future. 

"I would have done it this summer if a 
band member had not taken ill. The search 
for another bass player prevented my mak- 
ing any progress toward the solo project, 
but I'm quite sure I will make an album 
myself. It'll be oriented toward more 
melodic, acoustic sorts of instruments, 
which might or might not work, but I'll give it 
a shot." 

At 31, ("People always thought I was in 

my 30s even when I was in my 20s"), Ander- 
son is a veteran of the rock scene. While he 
still enjoys making his music, on stage or in 

the studio, he is concerned with business 
trends in "the industry." 

"One of the sad things about my job," An- 
derson notes, "is that in spite of the artistry 
to which one might subscribe, it does come 
back to using the same words in terms of 
selling the product as are applicable in any 
other industry, such as packaging and 
merchandising and 'the industry,' as it's 
referred to. I cringe in embarrassment 
when I hear people talk about 'the industry.' 

"Our business has a special flair that 
shouldn't be lost in the trite business 
aspects. I see many people who had the 
flair, that special creativity, who now have 
become concerned about maintaining that 
position as part of 'the industry.' " 

But despite whatever disillusionment 
Anderson has experienced on the business 
end, he remains happy with Chrysalis 
Records, Jethro Tull's label since its first 
album, "This Was," and he has no plans to 
curtail his recording career in the near 
future. 

"If I worked in an office or drove a truck I 

might say I'm only going to do it until I have 
enough bucks to buy a farm," muses An- 
derson. "But if you're in one of those for- 
tunate professions where you have more to 
give and more need to do the thing then I 

don't think it is something you give up 
easily. You relish the thought of being alot- 
ted a special niche in the world, a special 
job to do. 

"I like to think that mine is one of those 
special jobs."

original composition, the rights of which will 
be donated in perpetuity to UNICEF.

Chappell Music has 
donated its services to administer the 
music publishing rights for songs con- 
tributed by the artists on a non-profit basis, 
with distribution of revenues going to 
UNICEF. 

Plans to simulcast the show on approx- 
imately 250 FM radio stations across the 
country are currently in the works. 

Polygram Purchases 
Share Of Barclay 
NEW YORK - The Polygram Corporation 
has acquired a share of the Barclay Group 
in an agreement signed by the two com- 
panies. The Barclay catalogue includes 
such artists as Charles Aznavour, Jacques 
Brel, and Patrick Juvet. Eddie Barclay 
retains his post as chief executive officer of 
Barclay. 
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MERCHANDISING 
Tape, Equipment Sales Rise; 
Singles Down In NARM Study 
NEW YORK -A rise in sales of prerecor- 
ded tapes, as well as equipment, and a 

steady decline in single sales highlight a 
1977 study conducted by NARM of its 
regular membership. 

In 1974, tape sales accounted for 27% of 
all products sold by merchandisers in the 
survey, while equipment sales amounted to 
only 2%. In 1977, tape sales rose to 28.6% 
of all products sold, while equipment sales 
rose to 5%. 

Tape sales were 29% of the sales of 
recorded product in 1974, while in 1977 the 
figure rose to 32.5%. Meanwhile, sales of 
records dipped to 67.5% of total volume of 
recorded product sold in 1977, compared 
to 71% in 1974. 

Singles sales accounted for 9.6% of 
NARM members' total dollar volume in 
1977, compared to 12.7% of dollar volume 
in 1974. Sales of albums, in contrast, 
represented 90.4% of NARM members' 
dollar volume in 1977, compared to 87.3% 
in 1974. 

NARM's breakdown of rack jobbers/one 
stops and retailers also bore out the decline 
in singles sales. Among retailers, sales of 
45s fell to 5.7% of dollar volume in 1977, 
compared to 7.9% in 1976. NARM rack job- 
bers and one stops reported that singles 
slumped to 10.8% of dollar volume in 1977, 
compared to 13.4% in 1976. 

Atlantic Issues 
Pic Sleeve 45s 
NEW YORK - Atlantic Records has in- 
itiated a new series of picture sleeves for 
single records. Keyed around top -charted 
hit records, the sleeves feature current 
album artwork and single song titles on one 
side and the artist's catalog of albums 
(current and previous) on the other side, in- 
cluding mini -reproductions of album 
jackets, record numbers and, in some 
cases, complete listings of the tracks on 
each LP. 

Dave Glew, senior vice president and 
general manager of Atlantic, commented, 
"Picture sleeves are always great attention - 
getters on the consumer/in-store level, so 
by incorporating the artist's other available 
recordings into the sleeve design, we have 
an excellent built-in marketing device." 

The first singles to be included in this 
special picture sleeve series are: 
Foreigner's "Double Vision" b/w "Lonely 
Children," Firefall's "Strange Way" b/w 
'Anymore," and Chic's "Le Freak" b/w 
'Savoir Faire." 

Equipment sales, however, were repor- 
ted on the increase by NARM members. In 
1977, sales of equipment amounted to 5% 
of total product sold, as opposed to only 2% 
in 1974. In addition, accessories, music 
books, posters, paraphernalia accounted 
for 6.5% of products sold by NARM mem- 
bers, as opposed to 3.5% in 1974. 

In other features of the NARM study, 
"contemporary" recorded music, including 
rock, pop and soul, accounted for 60.6% of 
NARM members' total dollar volume in 
1977, a slight decline from the 61.4% figure 
of 1975. Country music placed second in 
the dollar volume category, rising to 12.8% 
in 1977 from 11.7% in 1975. Middle of the 
road music, placing third, declined to 9.5% 
in 1977, down from 11.1% in 1975. Jazz, 
which placed sixth, after classical and com- 
edy. rose to a 5.8% share in 1977 from a 

4.6% share in 1975. 
Also, in a survey of types of outlets ser- 

viced by NARM rack jobbers, department 
and discount stores led the field with 71.9% 
of total dollar volume, virtually unchanged 
from their 70.6% share in 1974. Retail 
record stores, however, contributed only 
6.9% of the rack jobbers' dollar volume, 
compared with 18.4% in 1974. And variety 
stores accounted for 8.4% of the rack job- 
bers' revenues in 1977, compared to 2.3% 
in 1974.

Released By 20th Fox 
LOS ANGELES - 20th Century -Fox Music 
Publishing has released a souvenir 
songbook from the motion picture "The 
Wiz." The 7 -selection folio features a 
special four- 'olor art section containing 16 
pages of c,,lor photographs depicting 
various scenes from the film. 20th Century - 
Fox Music Publishing owns the rights to the 
entire original score and co -publishes the 
new material, written by Quincy Jones 
specifically for the film, with Yellow Brick 
Road Music. The songbook lists for $7.98.

EL FLACO DE ORO - Ralfi Pagan - Pumkris-pip 1002 -

Ralfi Pagan is no new comer to the Latin field, in fact, he has 
had a big hit on the Fania label. Here he debuts his new album of 
love songs and salsa, and outdoes himself song after song. The 
orchestra behind him is superb, with the arrangements well 
suited to his style of singing. Good horn section and good solos 
by musicians. The best selections are: "A Breme La Puerta," 
"Hombre De Bien," "Cubita Triste," "Obatala," and "Yo Soy La 
Musica." 

XV ANOS DE ORO - Leon Dan - CBS -Mexico DCS-863 - 
Producer: Pablo Ramirez 

Mexican singer Leo Dan is outstanding on this album of love 
songs and soft rock. His voice is great and he is backed by ex- 
cellent orchestrations. Recording was done well in Mexico. All 
the songs on this album were composed by Leo Dan. The best 
songs are: "Necesito Amor," "Nuestro Amor No Puede Morir," 
"Un Lugar Romantico," "Este Amor Se Va," "Tu Ya Lo Sabes," 
and "Si No Se Acuerda De Mi." 

LATIN BEAT 
Miguelito Valdes, the beloved "Mr. 

Babalu" reportedly died Nov. 8 at the age of 
62. He collapsed while performing in 
Begota, Columbia. We mourn the death of 
this great performer who popularized the 
Latin image throughout the world, from 
Havana to Hollywood. A singer, dancer and 
orchestra leader from the big band era, his 
name is linked with such great orchestras 
as Casino De La Playa, from Cuba, and 
Xavier Cugat, from the United States. His 
"Mr. Babalu" inspired the character of 
Ricky Ricardo portrayed by Des! Arnez on 
the "I Love Lucy" TV series. Many people 
will pause for a moment and reflect when 
they hear this solemn news, for Miguelito 
Valdes brought good will, good times, and 
good music into the lives of many. We'll 
miss our beloved Mr. Babalu, a founding 
father of Salsa. 

Since the late '60s, Mandrill has been 
producing some of the hippest sounds in 

the American music market; and on its new 
release, "New Worlds" (Arista), these talen- 
ted native New Yorkers are once again 
mesmerizing many a dancing feet with their 
well -executed Latin rhythms, ultra - 
compelling disco, git' down party funk and 
sensitive ballads. Unlike many fusion 
groups whose lyrics oftentimes drag sadly 
behind their music, Mandrill backs their 
smooth musical form with equally strong 
lyrical content. Of particular note are the 
lyrics to the progressive Salsa tune, "Third 
World Girl," and the touching, "When You 
Smile," which features a boy/girl choir on 
the chorus. Cop this one as soon as possi- 
ble. A superb album from one of the na- 
tion's finest. 

While disco is taking over Puerto Rico, its 
native "Musica jibara" has been on the 
decline. Created mostly by Jibaros, the 
music hasn't been played enough on radio 
and was virtually eliminated from TV. 
However, along the way, some young musi- 
cians with respect for Puerto Rico's tradi- 
tions in folkmusic have modernized the 
sound and given the music a new shot. So 
now that the young musicians have revived 
some interest in the music, the old folks are 
up in arms, protesting that the young are 
changing the original structure of the 
music. There just doesn't seem to be an 
answer. The young can't be expected to 
always follow the footsteps of their fathers. 

Now, the best of Latin music can be 
heard on WFUV every Friday afternoon 
from 12:30-3 p.m. when host George 
Quintana plays all the great Salsa hits. 
"Latin Voyage" is an enjoyable two -and - 
one -half hour trip into the world of Latin 
Music - from Arsenio Rodriquez to Gato 
Barbieri. It comes to you without commer- 
cial interruption. 

Jerry Masucci and Pacheco will be 
producing Ismael Miranda's new LP with 
his original orchestra, "La Revelacion." 
This combination was so effective, says 
Masucci, "that we decided to get the group 
together in order to back Ismael." He also 
has a new song out, "Esto Es Lo Mio," which 
is burning the charts and is already number 
one on Radio JIT. 

Internationally acclaimed Argentinian 
saxophonist/composer Gato Barbieri has 
a new LP entitled "Tropico" (A&M 
Records), which is his most Latin -flavored 
and most disco -oriented release to date. 
Backed by an all-star array of international 
Latin musicians including Carlos Santana, 
Eddie Martinez and Armando Peraza, the 
"Cat" with the golden sax soars through 
sensitive and romantic love ballads such as 
"She Is Michelle" (written for his wife), and 
blazes through disco rockers like, "Poin- 
ciana" (released as a 12" disco LP) and 
"Where Is The Love." Although he's never 
ceased to experiment with different forms 
and musical styles, Gato has never aban- 

doned his Latin roots. He's always 
managed to salvage that unmistakable 
Latin flavor with integrity. His previous LP 
was somewhat of a disappointment, but 
with Tropico, he's managed to pull through 
with points to spare. 

The "Children Of Sanchez" is a novel 
about Puerto Rican culture written several 
years ago by Oscar Lewis. It has just been 
turned into a full feature-length film by Hal 
Bartlett (remember all those great Elvis 
Presley flicks?) starring Anthony Quinn 
and Dolores del Rio. The book is a master- 
piece; the film is superb; and the two - 
record soundtrack by trumpeter/compos- 
er Chuck Mangione is flawless. Com- 
menting on his feelings toward this 
superbly -crafted production, Mangione 
said: "To me, The Children of Sanchez was 
one of the most intense musicial and 
emotional experiences of my life. I consider 
it to be some of the strongest music that's 
ever come from within me and I'm grateful 
that it's all preserved in this double album." 
There is a very powerful Latin, folkloric feel- 
ing to most of the songs on the LP which will 
make it immediately popular with virtually 
all Latinos. Check it out; it's truly a Latin 
masterpiece by a gifted performer. 

Carlos Santana's little brother, Jorge, 
has a new band, a totally new sound and a 

new LP entitled simply, "Jorge Santana" 
(Tomato Records). But about the only thing 
the two brothers have in common is a last 
name and an electric guitar. Besides, this, 
the two are miles apart musically and 
philosophically. Although it's been hard for 
the younger Jorge to get away from the 
powerful shadow of his older, famous 
brother, he's managed to break out totally 
on his own with this lively and enjoyable 
debut solo release. The album is very disco 
oriented and contains potential hit material 
with such strong cuts as "Sandy" (a definite 
AM hit); "Darling I Love You," "Seychells," 
and the Latin -flavored "We Were There." 
Many of you will remember Jorge as the 
lead guitarist with the successful Latin -rock 
group Malo, and and most recently as 
guest artist with the Fania All -Stars. If the 
heavy disco and air -play the album is 
receiving are any indication of the future, 
rest assured that the young Santana has a 

definitive hit on his hands.

market have the financial capabilities to 
consistently spend (and occasionally lose) 
that sort of an investment. Will that mean 
the creation of a rift in the recording com- 
munity where the rich get richer and the 
poor get poorer? "It's certainly possible," 
Gosewich replies. "I feel that independent 
record companies require government 
assistance, in the form of financial incen- 
tives so they can attract financing, much in 
the same way independent film producers 
work in this country. 

"I'm not subscribing to this need for the 
major labels. They have the financing, all 
they need is the motivation to use that 
financing. I'd recommend, however, that 
major labels be given some kind of ability to 
apply the investments they make in the 
production and marketing costs of Cana- 
dian artists against their annual (pre-tax) 
profits. I'm not suggesting that it last 
forever, just enough time to firmly establish 
this industry." 

Industry Problems 
The chairman at CBS Canada, who is 

also vice president of CBS International, 
feels there have been fundamental 
problems in the Canadian industry, since 
the CRTC implemented the 30% Canadian 
content legislation for AM radio in 1971. "I 
don't think anyone connected with CRTC 
bothered to investigate everything that was 
needed - what I call the grid, the building 
blocks, of what was necessary to contribute 
towards the opportunity for Canadian 
recording artists to become stars. Radio 
play was one part of that need, but certainly 
not all of it. 

"Forced radio play is not the answer; it's 
part of the answer. The CRTC regulations 
have never influenced any decision I've 
ever made in the last seven years in signing 
new artists or in putting my signature on the 
bottom line of a production budget. It's not 
a way to run a business." 

Gosewich has also been an outspoken 
critic of illegally duplicated recording 
material. While he feels the laws are strict 
enough in this country, "the disease is so 
widespread, that it is difficult to make much 
of a dent in the business of tape piracy and 
counterfeiting. The problem in Canada is 
that the majority of the illegally -duplicated 
product is manufactured outside the coun- 
try. But the RCMP (Royal Canadian Moun- 
ted Police) feels that there is a strong 
possibility that some counterfeiting is going 
on up here. They are working hard on com- 
batting the problem." 

CBS Goals 
The goals for 1979 at CBS are many, ac- 

cording to Gosewich. "You'll be seeing 
some further refinements to our 
organizational structure, some added posi -

tions will be created. There'll be a 
strengthening of our branch operations. 
We'll be making significant changes in our 
informational services division (the com- 
pany's computer set-up). 

"A&A's (the retail franchise subsidiary of 
CBS) will continue its aggressive posture, 
especially in the Maritimes and in the 
Western part of the country. A.R.S. (the 
firm's rack -jobbing outlets) will simply con- 
tinue at its phenomenal growth rate, and 
continue to expand it one -stop and in- 
dependent business acquisitions. 

"The results of a new department, CBS 
direct marketing, which is concerned with a 
direct link to promoting albums by televi- 
sion, will be felt. Our special products divi- 
sion will be more involved in offering 
premiums, business gifts, and other incen- 
tives. We have ambitious plans for that 
department," he added. 

Several new artists will be signed, he in- 
timated. Among the newest signings are a 
trio of groups from the Vancouver area - 
the Powder Blues Band, the Wade 
Brothers, and Wayne Kozak - all of which 
will have recordings issued in 1979.

band said it was tired of submitting "to the 
unjust pressures placed upon us by people 
who really didn't know what they were talk- 
ing about." The group claims it has in no 
way represented an attitude of indignative 
or violent abuse of women. Their name, 
they say, came from their idea that they 
were "the Battered Wives of rock and roll." 
Toby Swann, guitarist with the band, told 
the gathering, "I feel we have been harmed, 
especially in a financial sense. We've had to 
forfeit gigs, and it seems we cannot please 
this group (WAVAW) no matter what we 
do." 

John GIbb, a guitarist with the band, 
said, "We hoped the issue would fade away, 
and that we wouldn't be harmed by it. But it 
is beginning to affect our ability to earn 
money. Yes, I feel that this publicity has 
helped the movement to combat violence 
against women. But it's come at our ex- 
pense. We aren't to blame for violence 
against women, and we don't promote it. 

Somehow, though, we are being made out 
to be the villains. It's time we just fought 
those who are fighting us." 

In other news, Cynthia Ross, one of the 
members of the touted new wave group, the 
B -Girls, is engaged to marry Stiv Bators of 
the Dead Boys ... RCA is planning to film 
one of the two nights that Richard T. Bear 
plays the El Mocambo in December. Bear 
recorded part of his debut disc in Toronto, 
with Jack Richardson at the helm ... 
Another Richardson disc on the market 
right now is the latest offering from Starz, 
"Coliseum Rock." ... Anne Murray was the 
big winner at this year's RPM Radio 
Programmers Awards in Toronto.

Mel Bush Holds British Music Festival, 
Plans Series Of American Concerts

LONDON - For the second time music 
business concert impresario Mel Bush 
staged The Great British Music Festival 
(GBMF), a three day event showcasing the 
best of current British music. It took place at 
the Wembley Empire Pool Arena last 
weekend and featured such acts as David 
Essex, the Jam, Chris Rea, Generation X, 

and John Miles, among others. 
Because of an unusually large amount of 

interest shown towards the event from 
various quarters of the American music in- 
dustry, Bush is now seriously considering 
taking the entire event on tour in America 
next year. He spoke to Cash Box about his 
future intentions with the show: "It will be a 
way of showcasing British talent - four or 
five groups a night - to American 
audiences with the same format as the U.K. 
show, though we would be limited to 5,000- 
8,000 seat venues because we're not going 
to attract a larger audience without a lot of 
headliner names. Whether the GBMF 
would appeal to American audiences is 

something we'll have to do to find out." 
Bush believes that it is still generally 

acknowledged that Britain leads the world 
with new music. With a showcase event un- 
der the banner, "The Great British Music 
Festival," he feels American audiences 
would be interested in an opportunity of 
seeing bands they wouldn't normally see. 

"The collective idea of the GBMF is to 
tour America with music that is happening 
in Britain but maybe does not mean so 
much in America," said Bush. It is just tak- 
ing a different idea and presenting it in the

WSRF in Fort Lauderdale, agreed. 
"Everything is so segmented today, and 
there are so many different kinds of formats 
that you've got to be one or the other. We're 
afraid to play a black artist because we feel 
it can only lose us listeners. It does get us a 
negative phone response." 

Jerry Jaffe, vice president of artist 
development for Polydor, noted, "It's more 
a sound that's being excluded rather than a 
race. While it is true that AOR radio plays 
white artists almost exclusively, there are 
also white artists like Dave Edmunds that 
are being segregated, and are not being 
given the recognition they deserve, 
because they play a kind of rock program- 
mers don't thing is going to happen. If the 
Spinners made a record that sounded like 
the Rolling Stones, they'd get AOR play, 
and if the Doobie Brothers made a record 
that sounded like the O'Jays, they wouldn't. 
A lot of people claim that we're in a period of 
sterility. Then, rather than take shots, they 
play it safe, play music by established ar- 
tists only, and perpetuate the problem. But I 

frankly don't think that all radio should be 
all things to all people, and if I were an AOR 
programmer, I don't think I'd play disco." 

Short -Lived Freedom 
What has happened to FM rock radio, 

whose birth in the '60s was predicated on its 
flexible, wide-ranging programming style? 
And what happened to progressive stations 
whose programming included artists like 
Tina Turner, Otis Redding, Wilson Pickett, 
and many of the Motown acts, as well as ar- 
tists like the Chambers Brothers, B.B. King, 
Sly, and Jimi Hendrix? "That's a myth," said 
Tony Berandini. "The people who were 
playing a lot of black music, like Tom 
Donahue, and who started progressive 
radio were regionalized and short-lived. 

Then the Century's and the Abrams came in 
and applied Top 40 concepts, and AOR 
radio was born." 

Bobby Applegate, who does AOR 
promotion for Casablanca, recalled, "The 
period in the late '60s during the heyday of 
progressive radio was a great part of our 
lives, but nobody was making any money. 
Part of this tightening -up process by FM 
radio has been that the radio stations have 
learned how to make money. The days of a 
radio station saying, 'We won't air that com- 
mercial because it's offensive to our 
listeners is over. But, even though everyone 
will tell you that Lee Abrams was responsi- 
ble for tightening up FM radio, I'm not sure 
it was unhealthy. Because if he was unsuc- 
cessful, those stations might have aban- 
doned rock altogether, or might have gone 
all -news." 

Role of Disco 
There is an equal lack of consensus 

about the future of black music on AOR 
radio. Kal Rudman thinks that a swing 
towards disco, many of whose artists are 
black, is necessary for the continued com- 
mercial success of AOR. "No matter who it 
is you're trying to reach, you can't minimize 
the role discos are playing in our culture. 
It's inevitable that people are going to go 
and be exposed to the music. I think that, in 
at least this respect, program directors are 
lagging behind the taste of the people." 

Bobby Applegate also believed that 
disco is bound to make inroads to AOR for- 
mats. "If they're going to track album sales, 
then the stations in Boston are going to 
have to play Donna Summer, because her 
album is number one there. Another thing 
is that, as the playlists keep getting tighter 
and increasingly look towards the Top 40 
charts for their playlists, you will inevitably 
see black music crossing farther over."

restricting each manufacturer's presenta- 
tion to one hour, while providing a meeting 
room that will be large enough to accom- 
modate all who want to attend. Following a 

half-hour audio-visual presentation, the top 
executives of each label will be available to 
answer questions. 

Manufacturer exhibits will be located 
near the hotel's pool. In addition, Glenn will 
demonstrate his company's videodisc 
player in a room set aside for that purpose. 

Opening Sessions 
On the first day of the convention, there 

will be special sessions for retailers, rack 
jobbers, independent distributors and one - 
stops. These meetings will give merchan- 
disers the opportunity to share their com- 
mon concerns and problems with their 
counterparts throughout the country. Stan 
Cornyn, executive vice president of Warner 
Bros. Records, will be the keynote speaker. 
Although Cornyn has spoken at NARM 
before (he is particularly remembered for 
his "The Day Radio Died" speech of several 
years ago), this will be the first time he has 
delivered a keynote address to the associa- 
tion's membership. 

The retailer and rack jobber of the year 
awards will be presented as the culmination 
of a lengthy session in which five nominated 
companies in each category will give audio- 
visualpresentationsThus, Cohen noted, the 
award -giving process will not only 
recognize merit, but will also serve as an 
educational tool. 

The merchandising program will be an 
extension of the similar seminar at the last 
convention, showing how various retailers 
have utilized display and point -of -purchase 
materials supplied by manufacturers. 

The bar-coding seminar should prove 
especially interesting in light of the fact that 
several manufacturers are prepared to 
begin printing bar codes on album jackets 
next year. In January, well before the con- 
vention, NARM will release two 60 -page bar 
coding manuals, one for retailers and the 
other for rack jobbers. Prepared at a cost of 
$35,000 by Lee Humphrey of Boston 
Associates, the study will discuss the 
feasibility of bar coding systems for dif- 
ferent types of merchandisers and will also 
list manufacturers of scanning and related 
equipment. 

Cohen pointed out that the bar-coding 
study may help to overturn some long- 
standing misconceptions. For example, he 
said, few retailers will probably be able to 
afford a direct computer hook-up to their 
cash registers. 

Another NARM publication of interest to 
music people is an index to articles in trade 
publications. The 1977 edition of this 
source book will soon be off the presses 
and will be available from NARM upon re- 
quest. The 1978 edition of the guide will be 
sent to all NARM members sometime in 
February. 

Radio Ad Awards 
The highlight of the radio advertising 

session at the upcoming convention will be 
the presentation of the first annual NARM 
Radio Advertising Awards. Since the 
emphasis of the advertising seminar will be 
on creativity and how to actually put 
together a commercial, the award will go to 
a retailer -created radio spot that shows the 
most imagination and professionalism. The 
Radio Advertising Bureau, a New York - 
based research company, will evaluate the 
ads that have been submitted and will 
determine the winner. Miles David, presi- 
dent of RAB, will be on hand to explain the 
criteria for selection of the winning radio 
spot. 

All of the presentations used in the con- 
vention will together cost NARM upwards of 
$150-200,000, according to Cohen, who 
added that this is ten times as much as was 
spent on convention presentations a few 
years ago. Cohen noted that such a large 
expenditure strains NARM's resources, but 
is justified by the fact that the audio-visual 
segments of the presentations can be 
recycled in next year's regional meetings. 
In addition, he said, approximately two 
dozen firms have begun using the NARM 
films at their own annual conventions.

AP, a major supplier of news to radio sta- 
tions, had been wondering for some time 
about the kinds of formats listeners 
preferred, according to John Bennitt, 
director of special projects for the news 
service. "There had never been a definitive 
study conducted about people's listening 
habits to news broadcasts, and this survey 
had given us a little better idea," Bennitt 
said.

PERSONALITY PROFILE 

Orma Mohr Celebrates 20th 
Year As A Route Operator 
CHICAGO - Orma Johnson Mohr, owner 
of Johnson Vending, Inc. in Rock Island, Il- 
linois, is celebrating her 20th year as an 
operator -a role she reluctantly accepted 
but learned to enjoy and master over the 
past two decades. 

Harold Johnson founded the operation 
in 1932 and, following his death in 1958, 
company employees urged Orma to take 
over the business. It was at a time when her 
knowledge of the jukebox was, admittedly, 
limited to "where you put the coin in to 
make it play." 

Her initial task then was to learn the 
business, a turnabout for a former third 
grade school teacher, but Orma proceeded 
energetically. She rode the trucks on the 
route, which encompasses a 50 -mile radius 
of the Quad -Cities (Rock Island, Moline, 
Milan & Silvis) and includes such locations 
as taverns, restaurants, bowling alleys, 
recreation centers, theaters, motels and 
schools. "I learned early that route work is 

very important," she said. "To operate 
profitably you have to develop your own 
system and, above all, maintain your 
machines in tip top condition if you want 
them to pay." 

Equipment Mix 
Johnson's equipment line consists of 

jukeboxes, a diversified assortment of 
amusement games and vending machines, 
predominantly candy and cigarettes. Liz 
Carpenter, a longtime employee, is in 
charge of programming the jukeboxes. As 
a basis for selecting records, which are 
changed weekly at some locations and 
every other week at others, she consults the 
trade charts and radio station listings. 
Radio, however, does present a problem 
sometimes, as Liz pointed out, explaining 
that albums are frequently played and on 
this basis patrons often request material

LOS ANGELES - New York jukebox 
operator Paramount Cigarette and Enter- 
tainment Corp. has been found guilty in the 
first infringement lawsuit under the new 
copyright law. 

The court ruled that PCEC has failed to 
comply with the compulsory license provi- 
sions of the new copyright law. ASCAP had 
brought suit for infringement on behalf of 
members whose works were performed on 
a Paramount jukebox in a New York cafe. 

The court held that Paramount must now 
comply with the new law by registering its 
jukeboxes with the Copyright Office and 
paying the annual compulsory licensing fee

Heavy Promotion Heralds The Release 
Of Stern's New `Nugent' Pinball Game 
CHICAGO - Epic recording star Ted 
Nugent, billed as the "king of rock and 
rage," figures very prominently in the latest 
4 -player solid state pinball machine 
produced by Stern Electronics, Inc. and 
named, appropriately enough, "Nugent." 

The backglass dramatically charac- 
terizes the star in action and the playfield 
abounds in challenging play features to 
complete the picture. 

Ted Nugent's role in the design and sub- 
sequent national promotion of the machine 
came as the result of a profile article on the 
star which appeared in the October issue of 
Oui magazine. As a tie-in with the article Oui 
initiated a radio promotion, to be 
highlighted by the awarding of pinball 
machines as part of the prize package, and 
this led to contact with Gary Stern, presi- 
dent of Stern Electronics, Inc. Stern favored 
the idea, suggesting that they go a step 
further by producing a Nugent machine for 
worldwide sale. 

In a matter of four business days, 
Nugent's management company, 
Leger/Krebs, Epic representative Larry 
Stessel, Oui publicity director Rick Novak 
and Gary Stern finalized the details which 
led to the ultimate release of the Nugent 
pinball machine. 

Speedy Release 
"I still can't believe we did it all so 

quickly," said Gary Stern. "The fact that 
Stern is a privately owned company 
definitely helped in the speed of the deci- 
sion and the quick application of our exper- 
tise." 

Emphasizing the "cooperation of Ted 
Nugent, Leber/Krebs and Epic Records," 
Oui's Novak commented that "with the 
quick, shrewd decisions all of them made 
and a sense of cooperation that had to be 
experienced to be believed, they brought 
about a major manufacturing program, 
keeping pace with Gary Stern." 

In addition to the 15 -market Oui promo- 
tion and the Nugent's exposure at the re- 
cent AMOA convention, as well as exten- 
sive national and territorial publicity efforts 
tied in with the artist's current Epic LP 
"Weekend Warriors," Stern Electronics, 
Inc. sponsored a press conference at its 
Chicago facilities, with Ted Nugent present, 
to herald the local introduction of the game.

that is not necessarily available on single 
records. 

Also on the subject of music, Mrs. Mohr 
said, "Our jukebox business today is very 
good." The current pricing structure is 
predominantly two plays for a quarter, as 
opposed to 10 years ago when only a small 
number of phonographs were set up that 
way. In buying new machines her values 
have changed considerably from selection 
based on looks alone to a greater emphasis 
on service aspects. "I no longer buy a 
jukebox just because it's pretty," she said. 
Although physical appearance is a factor, 
"service and suitability for the location" are 
equally important in her judgment. 

Vending Business 
Johnson's has operated vending equip- 

ment for a number of years. "In 1958 we had 
six 22 -column cigarette machines," Mrs. 
Mohr noted. "Today we buy only 22 to 30 
column machines. She noted that the price 
of cigarettes, once at 25 to 306, is now 70 to 
750 a pack. In 1960, candy machines were 
integrated into the route. Candy purchases 
are made direct from wholesale dis- 
tributors. Among the pitfalls vending 
operators have to contend with, she said, 
are toothpicks and gum in the coin rejector 
and rings from pop cans in the coin slots. 

Noted for her participation and involve- 
ment in industry related functions, Mrs. 
Mohr has served in various capacities with 
both AMOA and ICMOA, the Illinois state 
association. In 1976, she gained added 
prominence among her peers for her one - 
woman effort in securing the legalization of 
pinball machines in Rock Island. Her ap- 
pearance before the City Council was 
highly publicized by the local media. 

Orma is presently married to Leo Mohr, 
former restauranteur. The Johnson opera- 
tion, housed in 2000 sq. ft. of space in 1958, 
relocated two years ago to a spacious new 
10,500 sq. ft. facility and doubled its staff, 
as further evidence of the company's ex- 
pansion under its lady boss. As a self- 
effacing individual, Orma Johnson Mohr 
accepts no personal accolades. "My em- 
ployees deserve all the praise," she said. 
"In no way could I have done this alone. We 
function as ateam at Johnson Vending, and 
we keep pushing every day."

"oody Blues 

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - The 
Moody Blues were a popular group during 
their heyday in the '60s and early '70s and 
their popularity has continued to grow, 
despite their lack of product for several 
years. Although the band's new London LP, 
"Octave," has not yet scored a big success, 
the Moody's still have a large and faithful 
following from years gone by. 

In their well -received concert here, the 
group mixed pop -styled songs from "Oc- 
tave" with the more innovative music from 
their earlier albums. In general, the 
audience was more enthusiastic about the 
older, more familiar material; but the 
group's excellent misicianship kept the ex- 
citement level high throughout the show. 

The concert opened with a rocking ver- 
sion of "Steppin' In A Slide Zone" from the 
new album. Other selections from "Octave" 
included "The Day We Meet Again," "I'm 
Your Man," and "Driftwood." All of this 
material was nicely arranged and delivered 
with conviction, but somehow it didn't quite 
have the punch one associates with the 
Moody's at their best. It sounded as if they 
had abandoned all of the unique aspects of 
their style, leaving only a slick mainstream 
pop sound. 

In contrast, older songs like "Twilight 
Time" and "Nights in White Satin" from 
"Days Of Future Passed," "Isn't Life 
Strange" and "I'm Just A Singer (In A Rock 
and Roll Band)" from "Seventh Sojourn" 
and "Ride My Seesaw" from "In Search Of 
The Lost Chord" have lost none of their 
freshness in the years since they were 
originally recorded. The vocal harmonies of 
lead guitarist Justin Hayward, bassist John 
Lodge and flutist Ray Thomas were as well- 
balanced as ever, while Graeme Edge 
provided a driving beat and Patrick Moraz 
created plenty of excitement on keyboards. 
Moraz, who was recently with Yes, seems to 
be a good replacement for Michael Pinder, 
the Moody's original keyboardist. 

It's good to have the Moody's back, even 
if their songwriting hasn't recaptured its 
former peaks of glory. Perhaps, if they con- 
tinue performing and recording together, 
the re-formed Moody's will be able to re- 
ignite that creative spark. ken terry 

Bather Report 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM - 
Joe Zawinul, Weather Report's co -leader 
and keyboards player, bristles at the 
suggestion that the band is involved with 
jazz-rock fusion. "We play our own original 
music and that's that," he has said. And 
recently at the 3,000 -seat Santa Monica 
Civic, Weather Report proved that its in- 
strumentals are much more distinctive and 
complex than the diffuse, and sometimes 
aimless, music known as fusion. 

The band's compositional brilliance was 
showcased throughout the well -paced, 
two-hour plus set that featured selections 
drawn primarily from its last two Columbia 
albums, "Heavy Weather" and "Mr. Gone." 
The music changes fast - melodically, har- 
monically and rhythmically - as the 
players solo seemingly nonstop. In addition 
to Zawinul and co -leader and saxophonist 
Wayne Shorter, Weather Report now con- 
sists of bassist Jaco Pastorius and drum- 
mer Peter Erskine. 

Weather Report's use of visual stage ef- 

fects underscored the transition from play- 
ing clubs to medium -size concert halls. It 

was obvious that the band was aware of the 
need for exaggeration in this larger setting 
when, on a tune from one of its earlier LPs, 
"Mysterious Traveller," smoke erupted 
from beneath Zawinul's huge bank of 
keyboards while the evening sky was pro- 
jected on a screen behind the musicians. 

But it was the music, more than the 
presentation, that made the concert a 
success. Although the band's vast reper- 
toire includes few recognizable hits, the 
audience seemed to be familiar with most 
of the material and appreciated the ex- 
cellent musicianship of the players. Which 
goes to show that sophisticated music, free 
from commercial pandering, can have 
mass appeal. alan Sutton 

hoebe Snow 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM - 
Phoebe Snow is one of the truly distinctive 
performers around today. Her songs mix 
pop and jazz influences while a five -man 
rock band supplies the musical 
background behind her incredible vocal 
acrobatics. Her singing, ranging from elo- 
quent scat soloing to introspective 
balladeering to hot rock wailing, is so spec- 
tacular that it captivates even thousands of 
listeners in large venues. 

For her Santa Monica show, Snow mixed 
a couple of songs off her latest "Against The 
Grain" LP with a generous offering of past 
hits in a way that kept the enthusiasm in the 
audience running at a fever pitch 
throughout the evening. Shouts of "I love 
you, Phoebe!" rang out repeatedly, and the 
singer responded with a memorable per- 
formance. 

Among the high points of the show were 
the jazzy "No Regrets," a soulful "San Fran- 
cisco Bay Blues," a raucous cover of the 
Beatles' "Don't Let Me Down," and her most 
recent single, Paul McCartney's "Every 
Night." Snow wrapped up her set with an in- 
vigorating rendition of "Let The Good 
Times Roll" with a taste of "Gone At Last" 
thrown in for good measure. The encore, 
"No Show Tonight," marked the end of 90 
too -brief minutes of superb entertainment. 

While Snow's powerful, limitless voice is 
the centerpiece of her act, her top-notch 
accompaniment is also a big part of her 
show. Dean Kraus on keyboards and 
Michael Strange on guitar are excellent 
players who understand the restraint an ar- 
tist like Snow calls for and Brian Allsop on 
bass and Michael Braun on drums provide 
jaunty, yet steady rhythms. Michael Wycoff 
rounds out the band on tamborine and 
background vocals.

ory Gallagher 
Arlyn Gale 

MY FATHER'S PLACE, ROSLYN, LONG 
ISLAND - The show headlining Rory 
Gallagher and featuring Arlyn Gale 
provided an interesting contrast between a 
crafty pro and a scrappy contender. 

Squarely in the tradition of the British 
power blues bands of the '60s like Cream 
and Savoy Brown, the blues -rock purveyed 
by Gallagher's trio was as familiar as the 
flannel shirts and mugs of beer that charac- 
terized over half of the audience. But 
Gallagher's set never became drinking 

muzak. Leading his band in a set that drew 
largely from his new Chrysalis album, 
"Photo Finish," Gallagher crafted a sur- 
prisingly well -textured sound, flirting with, 
but never succumbing to the monotony or 
overbearing volume that blues -rock is of- 
ten susceptible to. Gallagher varied his set 
further with a solo acoustic portion, whose 
highlight was a tune called "Drinkin' 
Whiskey." 

Contrasting with the well -paced motions 
of Gallagher was the tentative set by Arlyn 
Gale. Gale's ABC Records debut album, 
"Back to the Midwest Night," reveals him to 
be a thoughtful, lyrically engaging, street 
weathered singer -songwriter. But the artist, 
who is handled by Mike Appel, the former 
Springsteen manager, has come to public 
attention in the shadow of "the boss," and 
his set reflected his overreaction to the 
possibility of comparisons between himself 
and Springsteen. 

While his band is composed of expert 
musicians with jazz -fusion capabilities, 
Gale gave them more time to improvise 
around his songs than he gave himself time 
to sing them, at a point in his career when 
his personality should dominate. However, 
when Gale was stage center, in tunes like 
the clever "Suspicious Fires" and the 
urgent "Back to the Midwest Night," he im- 
pressed as an artist clearly capable of es-

Brides of 
Funkenstein 

THE STARWOOD, L.A. - Amid 
widespread speculation that the gregarious 
Parliament-Funkadelic outfit would make a 
guest appearance, the Starwood was 
packed to the rafters for the recent show by 
P -Funk offshoot The Brides of Funkenstein. 
And while the rumored performance by the 
George Clinton -cloned band did 
materialize, the Brides gave a good ac- 
count of themselves in what can only be 
called "refined funk." 

As the show began, the Brides stepped 
on stage in traditional P -funk garb of white 
animal skins sewn together into a very 
provocative outfit. The seven -piece band, a 
direct descendent of the mothership con- 
nection, brought the girls on with a funked 
up version of "Here Comes The Bride." The 
avant-garde contingent also included three 
female back-up singers called the Brides 
Maids. 

The set proceeded with the familiar Clin- 
tonesque formula of talking and singing, 
which was carried off very well by Bride 
Lynn Mabry. The audience was totally into 
the funk groove from the time the Brides 
began to the time they ended their 45 - 
minute set, with tunes such as "Mothership 
Connection" and "Disco To Go" providing 
the musical highlights. 

The celebrity -filled audience went wild 
as the P -funk band entered, with the energy 
level skyrocketing at least 100 percent. The 
Brides returned as part of the Clinton clan, 
which kept the crowd flying on a musical 
high until the wee hours of the morning. 

Along with several of the new 
Parliament-Funkadelic tunes, several of 
the older songs such as "Cosmic Slop" 
were also brought back to life much to the

Carole King 

CONSTITUTION HALL, WASHINGTON 
D.C. - It was a study in graceful aging as 

Carole King captivated her Constitution 
Hall audience with a mix of old and new 
material during her recent concert ap- 
pearance. A veteran of a score of years in 
the music business and the mother of an 
18 -year -old recording artist set to release 
her debut album, King is still a charming 
and talented performer as well as one of 
pop music's top songwriters. 

She opened her set with a group of 
mellow numbers, including some from her 
13 -million selling classic, "Tapestry," ac- 
companied only by her own piano. When 
she had satiated the audience's appetite for 
her soft, personal pieces, King brought out 
Navarro to back her on a series of rockers 
such as "Hard Rock Cafe" off her "Simple 
Things" LP and a number of songs from her 
current release, "Welcome Home." 

For the outnumbered Oldtimers in the 
crowd, King reached into her oldies bag 
and came out with some of her finest early 
work co -written with Gerry Goffin, including

"Recipients Of History," missed the mark, 
but overall the concert confirmed Carole 
King's place near the top of the list of con- 
temporary singer/songwriters.

To the sell-out crowd it was 
clearly no secret that the Texas Playboys 
have been great for an amazingly long time. 

The late Bob Wills formed the Texas 
Playboys in 1933. The musicians onstage at 
the Palomino were Leon McAuliffe on elec- 
tric steel guitar who joined the band in 
1935, as did drummer Smokey Dacus and 
Al Stricklin who plays the tinkling piano. 
String bass player Joe Ferguson came into 
the band in 1936 and vocalist Leon Rausch 
has only been with the group since 1958. 
Bob Kiser was the epitome of the country 
gentleman wearing shades and playing the 
country gentleman guitar with Bob 
Boatright and Jack Stidham ably accom- 
panying on fiddles. 

The set opened with the theme for the 
Texas Playboys, followed by "Big Ball's in 
Cow Town," "Bubbles In My Beer," and the 
"Steel Guitar Rag." Things really started 
warming up with "Take Me Back to Tulsa," 
but "San Antonio Rose" stole the show. 
"Milk Cow Blues" was undoubtedly some of 
the best blues ever heard in a country club. 
The immortal fiddles were featured on 
"Faded Love." The set ended with "Stay All 
Night, Stay a Little Longer," before the en- 
core of another chorus of "San Antonio 
Rose." 

Virtuosity doesn't describe the way these 
men play. They are more subtle and less 
concerned with individual attention. In- 
stead the emphasis is on the mutually 
rewarding experience of performers and 
audience sharing a good evening. But 
beyond that, the performance was a lesson 
in how to continue with dignity and without 
compromise to do that which one does 
best, as shown by a fabulous group of men 
who have mastered more than the instru- 
ments they play.
