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EDITORIAL Grammying Extra Sales 
With the 21st Grammy Awards taking place this 

week, it is interesting to note the creative state of the 
industry pared down to five nominated records. 
Similarly, the film industry reduces its artistic efforts 
to five, but the comparison ends there. 

The motion picture industry has marketed the 
"Oscar" in grandiose fashion, and as a result there is 

a solid public knowledge of its significance. With 
considerable help from the various studios and af- 
filiated people and industries, the film business rein- 
forces the Academy Award nomination importance 
to the consumer with a constant bombardment in 
print and other advertising forms. 

The record industry has not capitalized on this 
phenomenon. With a huge built-in audience for the 

television show, the labels, managers and others 
should perpetuate the NARAS recognition 
throughout the year as do their counterparts in film. 

Utilizing stickers on album shrink wrap as well as 
continual reminders in advertising should help to 
boost sales, in the same way it works to increase film 
attendance. 

Maximizing every possible sales tool is already a 

byword in the record industry. Taking advantage of 
Grammy awards and nominations is only an exten- 
sion of this philosophy. 

Considering that the record industry outgrosses 
the film business, it seems appropriate that we 
regard our awards system at least as importantly as 
the film business.

LA Radio Survey Finds AMs Losing Audience 
To FMs In Nation's Most Fragmented Market 

by Joey Berlin 
LOS ANGELES - With more than 70 sta- 
tions competing for listeners, the Los 
Angeles radio market is probably the most 
hotly contested in the world. The biggest 
stations use extensive television and 
billboard advertising, even between ratings 
sweeps, and even so only one music station 
had better than a 3.1 share in the fall ARBs. 
The key word here is fragmentation. 

A survey of music station programmers 
uncovered differences of opinion as to the 
importance of personalities, day -parting 
and the variety of formats on the air, but the 
survey also revealed many shared beliefs. 

Bee Gees' `Spirits 
Having Flown' LP 
Debuts #4 Bullet 
by Peter Hartz and Ken Kirkwood 
LOS ANGELES - The Bee Gees' new 
album, "Spirits Having Flown," debuted 
this week on the Top 100 Album chart at #4 
bullet, indicating that the Bee Gees are in 
for a remarkably short flight on the way to 
their first #1 album. The debut was the 
highest on the Cash Box Album chart since 
Stevie Wonder's "Songs In The Key Of Life" 
debuted at #1 in 1976. 

Released Jan. 25 and benefiting from a 
full week of sales, "Spirits Having Flown" 
garnered unusually quick rack jobber 
response. Many racks did not even delay 
the LP long enough to properly ticket the 
album. Exact sales figures will likely require 
physical inventory checks. 

One-third of reporting accounts listed 
the album as the #1 seller while for most ac- 
counts the LP was an out -of -the -box Top 10 
reporter. The strong response is in no small 
measure due to the success of "Too Much 
Heaven," the first single from the LP which 
climbed to #2 on Jan. 27 after its Nov. 18 
release date. The single has enjoyed con- 
siderable foreign success also. 

Internationally 
The Bee Gees are a decidedly inter- 

national phenomenon. "Spirits Having 
Flown" is already the #1 album in Norway, 
France, Denmark, and Switzerland, in addi- 
tion to showing immediate muscle in many 
more markets. In England, more than 100,- 
000 copies were shipped. 

"Tragedy," the second single from the 
album, is poised this week at #21 bullet af- 
ter debuting last week at #32 bullet. In the 
international sector, "Tragedy" is also total- 
ing impressive scores. Advance orders in 
Japan were 100,000 which is reportedly a 
high-water mark for international releases 
in that market. 

While the Bee Gees are grabbing thun-

The consensus is that as a market, L.A. is 
slow to go on new records, loaded with air 
talent and a bad place to be an AM Top 40 
PD. 

For the first time, the fall Arbitron ratings 
showed FM listening exceeding AM 51-49 
in average quarter hour shares, including 
the news, talk and beautiful music stations 
on the AM band. One station's research 
now shows that almost two-thirds of the 
12+ audience is reached by FM radio. Ac- 
cording to John Sebastian, recently ousted 
as PD at the top -rated AM music station, 
KHJ, "AM radio without drastic changes is 
dead in L.A." 

Fragmentation 
"The most unique aspect of the L.A. 

radio market is the number of stations, 
which prevents big shares," says Steve 
Marshall, KNX-FM PD for the past six years. 
"There's a proliferation of rock 'n' roll for- 
mats on AM and FM and it makes the 
fragmentation of the record -buying 
audience worse here than probably 
anywhere." 

"There's more competition here than in 
any other market in the world," agrees John 

Rook, PD at KFI. "I see at least five or six 
stations that compete directly with my for- 
mat (mass appeal)." 

Many programmers feel that with so 
many stations on the air, broad spectrum 
programming is now impossible because 
too many segments of the audience will be 
chipped away by specialized formats ap- 
pealing to more sharply defined groups. As 
a result, every known format is now 
represented in L.A. 

Another unusual aspect of radio in Los 
Angeles is the signal problem shared by all 
the stations. "Everyone here has multi -path 
problems," says KWST operations 
manager Steve Downs. "It hits everybody 
here and there." 

But L.A. has one station with no signal 
problems, 50,000 watts clear -channel KFI. 
When it was sold to Cox Broadcasting five 
years ago, it brought the highest price ever 
paid for a radio station, $15.1 million, 
thanks to a signal many believe is the 
strongest in the country. 

Another factor that can't be overlooked is 
the dominant business in L.A. - the enter -

formerly co-chairmen of UA, will become 
consultants to the label and sit on the new- 
ly -created board of directors for the re- 
named Liberty/United Records, Inc. 

Mogull and Rubinstein purchased UA 
from its former parent company, Trans- 
america Corp., reportedly for $30 million 
last spring. EMI provided financing for the 
purchase, and has been manufacturing 
and distributing the label worldwide since 
May 1978. 

Directing Liberty/United is a 10 -member 
board of Capitol and EMI execs, headed by 
Menon, who was named president and 
chief executive officer of the label. 

Mazza Appointed 
Jim Mazza, president of EMI America 

Records, becomes general manager and 
chief operating officer of Liberty/United, ef- 
fective immediately. 

Other members of the board of direc- 
tors include Robert Carp, vice president 
and general counsel for Capitol Indus- 
tries -EMI, Inc.; Ken East, joint managing di- 
rector of EMI Music Operations, based in 
London; Don Zimmermann, president of 
Capitol Records; Charles Fitzgerald, vice 
president of finance for Capitol -EMI; Hal 
Posner, corporate director of business 
planning for Capitol Records; and Fred 
Willms, vice president of business develop- 
ment and assistant to the president of 
Capitol Industries. 

In an interview, Mazza said Liber- 
ty/United will remain a separate label, 
rather than have its artist roster integrated 
into the Capitol -EMI America framework.

Simon Pays CBS 
$1.5 Million In 
Settlement Of Suit 
NEW YORK - In an out -of -court settle- 
ment, Paul Simon has paid CBS Records 
$1.5 million. The singer will not have to 
record another album for the Columbia 
label. This settlement resolves the court ac- 
tion taken by Simon last year to terminate 
his contract with CBS so that he may begin 
recording for Warner Brothers, his new 
label. 

Included in the settlement was the agree- 
ment that the rights to the "Paul Simon 
Songbook" album would revert to the 
singer/songwriter in 1982. 

Unresolved, however, is a complaint filed 
by Simon against CBS, asserting that the 
record company provided him with inac- 
curate sales figures and failed to pay him 
royalties due. Simon is seeking damages of 
more than $10,000. 
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Elektra/Asylum 
Bolsters Quality 
Control Efforts 
LOS ANGELES - Elektra/Asylum Records 
is placing three quality control technicians 
in its California, Indiana and Pennsylvania 
pressing plants in order to bolster the 
plants' quality control efforts, according to 
Keith Holzman, E/A vice president of 
production. 

"When you are mass producing an item," 
says Holzman, "you want to better control it 
before it gets out the door. That's why we 
are adding quality control personnel to aid 
the pressing plants. Our volume of manu- 
facturing has increased so much in recent 
years that our methods of achieving a fine 
product must keep pace." 

The three quality control persons will 
monitor pressings at the PRC plants in 
Compton, California and Richmond, 
Indiana, and at the Warner Communica- 
tions -owned Specialty Records in 
Olyphant, Pennsylvania. They will report to 
Terry Dunavan, E/A mastering and quality 
control engineer. 

Holzman pointed out that the label 
already insists on artist and producer 
approval of test pressings and that two 
additional people will be added to the 
quality control staff at E/A headquarters in 
Los Angeles. Additional quality control 
measures are also being studied. 

Spot Checking Product 
The quality control personnel at the vari- 

ous plants will spot check E/A product as it 
comes off the presses and in the event of 
problems will consult with the plant quality 
control personnel. The E/A technicians do 
not have the power to shut down a press but 
rather function in an advisory capacity, 
examining the pressings and the quality of 
materials used. 

"There has been a tremendous vinyl 
problem in our industry in the last few 
months," says Holzman. "The government 
agency OSA (Occupational Safety 
Administration) requirements that apply to 
vinyl manufacturers may have improved 
health standards in the plants but it has 
made the quality of vinyl rather unpredict- 
able. Some of the plants have had to reject 
vinyl shipments recently."

Drake-Chenault Tests Out

NEW YORK - Following the lead of TM 
Programming, which recently adopted a 
WKTU-type syndicated disco format for 
many of its stations, Drake-Chenault last 
week informed its clients that the company 
would institute a new format called "DC 
Disco."

Marc Tanner Band 
Marc Tanner may have been born 

and raised in Los Angeles but it wasn't 
until he arrived in England as a high 
school exchange student that he lost his 
soul to rock 'n' roll. The energy, if not 
quite the style, of the classic British In- 
vasion sound has been captured and 
transformed on his Elektra/Asylum 
debut album, "No Escape." 

"I was 16 and totally on my own at the 
time. No parents around to tell me what 
to do or anything," Tanner recalled. "I 
was attending Bath University in London 
but every opportunity I could get I would 
spend listening to records and at- 
tending shows by the Kinks, the Rolling 
Stones, David Bowie and Rod Stewart. I 

knew that was where I wanted to be." 
Upon returning to California, Tanner 

went through at least a dozen English 
copy bands and it finally got to the point 
where he was talking onstage with an 
accent. "It was a psychological thing, an 
obssession," Tanner observed, mimick- 
ing the famous Cockney drawl. "I had to 
stop and change things around." 

A succession of day jobs followed, 
first as a kindergarten teacher, then as a 
waiter, truck driver and delivery boy. 
Tanner continued to rehearse and play 
clubs at night. Lightning didn't strike un- 
til 1977, when E/A president Steve Wax 
heard him at a showcase. Wax was 
suitably impressed and asked him to 
come back when he'd developed some 
more songs. 

Working feverishly with producer Nat 
Jeffrey, they put together a demo and 
basically laid the groundwork for "No 
Escape." The most important part of the 
puzzle, however, was yet to be found. 

"I really hadn't envisioned myself as a 
single artist, since I've played as a part 
of bands all my life," noted Tanner. "I felt 
that I could supply the central energy 
but I knew it wouldn't happen without a 
real strong band behind me, people 
who believe and are involved in the 
music." 

Tanner ran into high school buddy 
Bob Glaub on the street and asked if he 
would sit in. As Mike Baird joined on 
drums, William "Smitty" Smith and Glen 
Spreen on keyboards and Richie Zito 
providing sonic guitar licks, the band 
finally took shape. To whip a few of the 
first tracks into shape, Gary Mallaber 
added his talents on drums, courtesy of 
the Steve Miller Band. Jeff Porcaro, 
Steve Lukather and David Paich of Toto 
also helped out. 

Initially, Tanner was concerned that 
all of that talent might clash and the 
original sound he was trying to get in the 
grooves would be lost on studio musi- 
cians who rely on charts more than 
emotions. 

Happily, that wasn't the case, ac- 
cording to Tanner: "To me, it didn't 
come off as a group of heavy session 
guys." The music contains a true belief 
in the spirit of rock and the spark of 
enthusiasm to make it roll. Above all, 
"No Escape" reveals Tanner's passion 
and caring for the music he truly loves. 

Cooder Browne 
There is no one in the Cooder Browne 

band named Cooder Browne. However, 
"Drunker than Cooder Browne" is a say- 
ing that originated in Victoria Texas and 
has since become a regional expres- 
sion. The saying embodies the rock 'n' 
roll spirit and Texas swing that is ever 
present in the band's music. 

The history of Cooder Browne is best 
told by bass player and lead vocalist for 
the band, Skip Tumbleson. "Dale 
(drummer Dale Bolin) and Igo way back 
to high school in Sherman Texas," Tum- 
bleson recalls. "We played in garage 
bands. I went to a British boarding 
school in Germany where I learned 
about guys like Jimi Hendrix and 
Cream. I came home and that music 
became the rage here. Dale and I then 
met up with David Haworth (the band's 
pianist) and Larry Franklin (Cooder 
Browne's fiddle player) and formed 
Cooder Browne. 

"Nothing was happening in Sherman, 
so we moved to Austin. We met up with 
Buster Doss (the band's manager) 
there. We played with Willie (Nelson) at 
a gig in Texas and he liked us. A friend, 
then, took our tape to Willie. He listened 
to it about five times, and then called our 
manager. Since then we have 
skyrocketed. We're getting airplay 
everywhere, not just country stations 
but FM rock stations too." 

Cooder Browne's self -titled debut LP 
is a musically proficient and fully 
realized work that brings new life to the 
already exciting "Outlaw Country" 
genre. The band demonstrates its ver- 
satility on the album by being able to 
play a breakdown like "Lonesome 
Rider" and switch to the calm rhythms of 
the Latin -Caribbean tinged "Isle of 
View." The Little Feat influenced "Dan- 
cin' With The Armadillo" is Cooder 
Browne's contribution to the Lone Star 
sampler LP, "Lone Star Six Pack." 

"We are very much influenced by Ry 
Cooder and Little Feat," says Tum- 
bleson. "They play slide, sing the blues 
and sing about American history. We'd 
love to be identified with those cats." 

Cooder Browne records on Willie 
Nelson's Lone Star label. It is as at home 
playing old country swing classics like 
Bob Wills' "Milk Cow Blues" as its own 
future classic, "Two Trains Of Thought 
Runnin' On The Same Track." The song 
combines Tumbleson's "Two Trains Of 
Thought" with the traditional "Orange 
Blossom Special." The interesting 
medley is Cooder Browne's next single. 
The foursome corrals influences as 
diverse as Gene Autry and Charlie 
Daniels, and rolls therti into one glorious 
expression of rock 'n' roll. 

"We've had tours offered to us by 
Heart and Marshall Tucker," says Turn- 
bleson. "Right now the thing that is most 
important to us is getting our music 
together. So, when it comes time for us 
to tour we'll be able to wow 'em all. 
Whether it's Willie's crowd or Led Zep- 
pelin's, we have the capability of pleas- 
ing everyone." 

PRODUCERS SERIES 

Multi -Talented Foster Helping 
Others Realize Creative Ideas

LOS ANGELES - During the past two 
years, David Foster has served as an 
arranger, keyboard player and co - 
songwriter, but for Foster all of these dif- 
ferent vocations are simply part of his 
regular duties as a versatile, multi -skilled 
record producer. Foster, who most recent- 
ly has produced "From The Inside" for Alice 
Cooper and "Along The Red Ledge" for Hall 
& Oates, makes available to his artists the 
full gamut of his musical resources to help 
them fully realize their own creative 
ideas for each particular album project. 

Two years ago, Foster, now 29, was stric- 
tly a session pianist who thought he had the 
ability to make the transition into produc- 
ing. He was already helping out at some 
recording sessions as an arranger, 
although he was not receiving an arranger's 
credit for his efforts. 

"As a session keyboard player, I was of- 
ten asked to help arrange a track, but I only 
received a pianist's credit, not an 
arranger's credit," recalled Foster. "I'd go 
home after a session and think, 'Hey, I 

changed the whole song around; I came up 
with the intro and contributed some good 
background ideas.' Yet I wasn't getting any 
credit for it. This often happens with studio 
piano players, because if a producer is 
short on ideas, he'll usually call upon the 
pianist first for help on the arrangement." 

So finally, Foster decided to become 
more directly involved with arranging, play- 
ing an important role as an arranger and 
keyboardist on Gary Wright's break- 
through album, "Dream Weaver." Foster 
received considerable recognition for his 
work with Wright, and was hired to do other 
arranging jobs, but he soon after con- 
cluded that he would proceed to the next 
logical step and become a producer. 

The first four artists Foster produced 
were Jaye P. Morgan, Danny Peck, Lisa Dal

Bello and the Keane Brothers. Despite the 
modest commercial success of these 
albums, each served as an excellent learn- 
ing experience for Foster, allowing him to 
grow and develop as a producer. 

Good Experience 
Noted Foster, "The majority of those 

early production projects turned out well 
and I enjoyed working with those artists, but 
I was still learning the different facets of 
producing. I was learning that producing 
does not just entail arranging, but involves 
acquiring a good sound quality for the LP 
and being able to select solid material that 
will suit the artist." 

For Foster, his maturing production skills 
all came together on his album project with 
Bill Champlin, the former leader of the Sons 
of Champlin. Although the album did not 
sell strongly, it gave Foster recognition 
within the industry as being a producer who 
was coming into his own. 

"We had a great time working on the 
Champlin album; there were no battles or 
bad vibes," recalled Foster. "Right about 
this time I really started to get my sound 
together as a producer. I started to learn 
about the studio board, because up until 
then I'd been a bit ignorant of the 
technological sound aspects of the studio." 

Despite the importance of becoming fully 
aware of the complex, technological 
aspects of recording, Foster wants to in- 
sure that he will always strive to capture the 
feelings and visions of each of his artists 
rather than overly concentrating on achiev- 
ing a polished, technically -admirable 
sound.

where he was talking onstage with an 
accent. "lt was a psychological thing, an 
obssession," Tanner observed, mimick- 
ing the famous Cockney drawl. "I had to 
stop and change things around." 

A succession of day jobs followed, 
first as a kindergarten teacher, then as a 

waiter, truck driver and delivery boy. 
Tanner continued to rehearse and play 
clubs at night. Lightning didn't strike un- 
til 1977, when E/A president Steve Wax 
heard him at a showcase. Wax was 
suitably impressed and asked him to 
come back when he'd developed some 
more songs. 

Working feverishly with producer Nat 
Jeffrey, they put together a demo and 
basically laid the groundwork for "No 
Escape." The most important part of the 
puzzle, however, was yet to be found. 

"I really hadn't envisioned myself as a 

single artist, since I've played as a part 
of bands all my life," noted Tanner. "I felt 
that I could supply the central energy 
but I knew it wouldn't happen without a 

real strong band behind me, people 
who believe and are involved in the 
music." 

Tanner ran into high school buddy 
Bob Glaub on the street and asked if he 
would sit in. As Mike Baird joined on 
drums, William "Smitty" Smith and Glen 
Spreen on keyboards and Richie Zito 
providing sonic guitar licks, the band 
finally took shape. To whip a few of the 
first tracks into shape, Gary Mallaber 
added his talents on drums, courtesy of 
the Steve Miller Band. Jeff Porcaro, 
Steve Lukather and David Paich of Toto 
also helped out. 

Initially, Tanner was concerned that 
all of that talent might clash and the 
original sound he was trying to get in the 
grooves would be lost on studio musi- 
cians who rely on charts more than 
emotions. 

Happily, that wasn't the case, ac- 
cording to Tanner: "To me, it didn't 
come off as a group of heavy session 
guys." The music contains a true belief 
in the spirit of rock and the spark of 
enthusiasm to make it roll. Above all, 
"No Escape" reveals Tanner's passion 
and caring for the music he truly loves. 

Cooder Browne 
There is no one in the Cooder Browne 

band named Cooder Browne. However, 
"Drunker than Cooder Browne" is a say- 
ing that originated in Victoria Texas and 
has since become a regional expres- 
sion. The saying embodies the rock 'n' 
roll spirit and Texas swing that is ever 
present in the band's music. 

The history of Cooder Browne is best 
told by bass player and lead vocalist for 
the band, Skip Tumbleson. "Dale 
(drummer Dale Bolin) and I go way back 
to high school in Sherman Texas," Tum- 
bleson recalls. "We played in garage 
bands. I went to a British boarding 
school in Germany where I learned 
about guys like Jimi Hendrix and 
Cream. I came home and that music 
became the rage here. Dale and I then 
met up with David Haworth (the band's 
pianist) and Larry Franklin (Cooder 
Browne's fiddle player) and formed 
Cooder Browne. 

"Nothing was happening in Sherman, 
so we moved to Austin. We met up with 
Buster Doss (the band's manager) 
there. We played with Willie (Nelson) at 
a gig in Texas and he liked us. A friend, 
then, took our tape to Willie. He listened 
to it about five times, and then called our 
manager. Since then we have 
skyrocketed. We're getting airplay 
everywhere, not just country stations 
but FM rock stations too." 

Cooder Browne's self -titled debut LP 
is a musically proficient and fully 
realized work that brings new life to the 
already exciting "Outlaw Country" 
genre. The band demonstrates its ver- 
satility on the album by being able to 
play a breakdown like "Lonesome 
Rider" and switch to the calm rhythms of 
the Latin -Caribbean tinged "Isle of 
View." The Little Feat influenced "Dan- 
cin' With The Armadillo" is Cooder 
Browne's contribution to the Lone Star 
sampler LP, "Lone Star Six Pack." 

"We are very much influenced by Ry 
Cooder and Little Feat," says Tum- 
bleson. "They play slide, sing the blues 
and sing about American history. We'd 
love to be identified with those cats." 

Cooder Browne records on Willie 
Nelson's Lone Star label. It is as at home 
playing old country swing classics like 
Bob Wills' "Milk Cow Blues" as its own 
future classic, "Two Trains Of Thought 
Runnin' On The Same Track." The song 
combines Tumbleson's "Two Trains Of 
Thought" with the traditional "Orange 
Blossom Special." The interesting 
medley is Cooder Browne's next single. 
The foursome corrals influences as 
diverse as Gene Autry and Charlie 
Daniels, and rolls them into one glorious 
expression of rock 'n' roll. 

"We've had tours offered to us by 
Heart and Marshall Tucker," says Turn- 
bleson. "Right now the thing that is most 
important to us is getting our music 
together. So, when it comes time for us 
to tour we'll be able to wow 'em all. 
Whether it's Willie's crowd or Led Zep- 
pelin's, we have the capability of pleas- 
ing everyone."

Multi -Talented Foster Helping 
Others Realize Creative Ideas

LOS ANGELES - During the past two 
years, David Foster has served as an 
arranger, keyboard player and co - 
songwriter, but for Foster all of these dif- 
ferent vocations are simply part of his 
regular duties as a versatile, multi -skilled 
record producer. Foster, who most recent- 
ly has produced "From The Inside" for Alice 
Cooper and "Along The Red Ledge" for Hall 
& Oates, makes available to his artists the 
full gamut of his musical resources to help 
them fully realize their own creative 
ideas for each particular album project. 

Two years ago, Foster, now 29, was stric- 
tly a session pianist who thought he had the 
ability to make the transition into produc- 
ing. He was already helping out at some 
recording sessions as an arranger, 
although he was not receiving an arranger's 
credit for his efforts. 

"As a session keyboard player, I was of- 
ten asked to help arrange a track, but I only 
received a pianist's credit, not an 
arranger's credit," recalled Foster. "I'd go 
home after a session and think, 'Hey, I 

changed the whole song around; I came up 
with the intro and contributed some good 
background ideas.' Yet I wasn't getting any 
credit for it. This often happens with studio 
piano players, because if a producer is 

short on ideas, he'll usually call upon the 
pianist first for help on the arrangement." 

So finally, Foster decided to become 
more directly involved with arranging, play- 
ing an important role as an arranger and 
keyboardist on Gary Wright's break- 
through album, "Dream Weaver." Foster 
received considerable recognition for his 
work with Wright, and was hired to do other 
arranging jobs, but he soon after con- 
cluded that he would proceed to the next 
logical step and become a producer.

Bello and the Keane Brothers. Despite the 
modest commercial success of these 
albums, each served as an excellent learn- 
ing experience for Foster, allowing him to 
grow and develop as a producer. 

Good Experience 
Noted Foster, "The majority of those 

early production projects turned out well 
and I enjoyed working with those artists, but 
I was still learning the different facets of 
producing. I was learning that producing 
does not just entail arranging, but involves 
acquiring a good sound quality for the LP 
and being able to select solid material that 
will suit the artist." 

For Foster, his maturing production skills 
all came together on his album project with 
Bill Champlin, the former leader of the Sons 
of Champlin. Although the album did not 
sell strongly, it gave Foster recognition 
within the industry as being a producer who 
was coming into his own. 

"We had a great time working on the 
Champlin album; there were no battles or 
bad vibes," recalled Foster. "Right about 
this time I really started to get my sound 
together as a producer. I started to learn 
about the studio board, because up until 
then I'd been a bit ignorant of the 
technological sound aspects of the studio." 

Despite the importance of becoming fully 
aware of the complex, technological 
aspects of recording, Foster wants to in- 
sure that he will always strive to capture the 
feelings and visions of each of his artists 
rather than overly concentrating on achiev- 
ing a polished, technically -admirable 
sound.

Pa. Cutout Dealer 
Entangles WCI & 
Arista In Lawsuit

NEW YORK - Scorpio Music Distributors, 
Inc., a Pennsylvania -based cutout 
wholesaler, has sued Surplus Records and 
Tapes, a New Jersey -based cutout dealer, 
and Herbert A. Linsky Associates on anti- 
trust charges. The suit, filed in the U.S. Dis- 
trict Court for the Eastern District of 
Pennsylvania, also names Warner Com- 
munications Inc. and Arista Records as 
"non -defendant co-conspirators." 

Scorpio alleges that Surplus "entered 
into an illegal conspiracy ... to purchase 
the surplus stock of WCI and foreclose 
Scorpio from such purchases from WCI." It 
is also claimed that "in late 1978 and 
January of 1979, defendant Linsky entered 
into a conspiracy with Surplus to arrange 
for Surplus to purchase through ... Deer- 
field (Communications) and Arista all of the 
existing surplus stock of Arista and 
foreclose Scorpio from such purchase." 

In addition, the Scorpio suit alleged, Sur- 
plus has tried to monopolize the cutout 
market by a variety of means, including 
"price -cutting on records it has received 
from the non -defendant co-conspirators 
and other manufacturers, disparagement 
of Scorpio products, and threats of refusal 
to deal." Scorpio also maintains that Sur- 
plus has compelled its subdistributors (in- 
cluding Scorpio) to resell records 
purchased from Surplus at a particular 
price level. This, claims Scorpio, is price- 
fixing. 

Alleging that Surplus presently controls 
60-70% of the U.S. cutout market, the Scor- 
pio suit claims that "plaintiff was induced by 
threats and duress to purchase certain 
record albums from Surplus." It is also 
alleged that Surplus demanded "extor- 
tionate prices" for these records, threaten- 
ing not to deal with Scorpio at all unless 
they complied. 

According to the attorney for Surplus, 
"My client has denied categorically that 
they're engaged in any acts of anti-trust or 
anti-trust violations of any kind. And my 
opinion is that these facts will be borne out 
as the thing progresses." He added that 
Scorpio was recently sued by a credit in- 
surance company employed by Surplus for 
$35,000. This is the amount that, according 
to Surplus, Scorpio owes them for goods 
delivered under contract. 

Herbert A. Linsky also denied Scorpio's 
allegations. 

WCI and Arista had no comment.

Stuns Tahoe Audience 

Soul Queen Stars

SOUTH LAKE TAHOE - It is a tribute to 
the massive talent of Aretha Franklin that she 
overcame the obstacles she did opening night 
at Harrah's Tahoe and still stunned the 
audience with dynamic sound. This was her 
northern Nevada casino debut (which ended 
last night). 

The Brian Farnon Orchestra, misguided by 
H.B. Barnum, did not keep up with Franklin 
when the going got intricate or rough, and this 
is a rarity with an ensemble so professional. 
The problem 'lad to be in the direction. 

There was so -ne difficulty with mikes and 
getting the right sound level. The backup 
singers weren't closely enough synchronized. 
And the audience had to endure an obnoxious 
announcer who, when Miss Franklin walked 
off, strutted on stage to shout her name over 
and over and scream for more applause like 
some carnival barker. 

STILL, Franklin emerged a winner. Her 
vocal stylings are among the most powerful in 
the world today. She is a unique artist, tagged 
the "queen of soul" because she helped set 
many of its styles and most of its standards. It 
is her music tha: largely comprises the begin- 
nings of modern disco; all they've done is keep 
the beat and drop the meaning, the infinite 
variations and most of the excitement. 

Franklin is special in live performance 
because she's full of surprises. She includes a 
variety of numbers, a few of which seem most 
unlikely - how often does one hear a black 
sing "Swanee," for instance? But why not? 
Franklin takes the essentially -Garland 
arrangement and soars with it. And 
"Anything Goes" is her opener - hardly a 

tune readily associated with the woman who 
had her first big hit with "I Never Loved a 
Man the Way I Love You." 

There's even a little dancing. To "Elegance" 
from "Hello, Dolly," an unintroduced man 
struts stylishly on stage to do some posing 
around her and her three backup singers who 
all hold fans and sway and sashay. Franklin 
looks a bit out of her element at such times, but 
who expects Ann -Margret? 

IN FACT it is precisely the ability to look a 

little lost and out of place that gives Franklin 
her own stance. Rarely has this stage seen such 
a gentle performer physically. Despite her size 
and age Franklin has a remarkably girlish 
face, one that can project innocence as well as 
experience, two of the basic ingredients of a 

terrific soul lyric. 
The show hit ts peaks with a medley of the 

big numbers and "Angel Sparkle," the latter 
including lyrics of living like "Submission isn't 
easy for me." Such non-musical subjects are 
the meat here. It's easy to see why Franklin has 
been on top of this field so long; relating to 
what she's singing is so natural. Forget all the 
hype and the intricate analyses of the 
sociological and psychological impacts of this 
type of "soul" music - it works because it's 
true. Simple and pure in sentiment; out- 
standin in execution. 

She sang "You Light Up My Life," too, and 
it's a song finally. It's no longer a piece of 
schmaltz; it's from the heart, and Franklin's 
version contains not only the thrill of love but 
the pain of getting it. Besides, here's a bet no 
one yells "Right on, sister" when Debby 
Boone sings it. 

THERE WERE a couple of tunes she self - 
accompanied on the piano - "Brand New 
Me" and the phenomenal "Bridge Over 
Troubled Water" which could go on forever 
and nobody would mind. 

Take the best in talking blues, singing blues, 
gospel and scat and combine them all into 
Aretha Franklin. 

Harrah's should have Aretha Franklin back 
again and again. 

Aretha gets 
big applause 
at Harrah's

Aretha Franklin is proving why she's the 

"Queen of Soul" through Tuesday night in the 
Shouth Shore Room of Harrah's Tahoe. 

Her opening night performance Friday 
brought the audience to its feet three times - 
twice during the show and once after. 

With a mixture of blues, soul and jazz - 
from quiet and moving to loud and rocking - 
Miss Franklin kept the audience clapping and 
listening during her Northern Nevada debut. 

The "First Lady of Soul," as she's also 
called, entertained the enthusiastic crowd with 
an assortment of her own hits and songs made 
famous by other performers. 

Dressed in a sparkling white gown, Miss 
Franklin opened the show with "Respect," the 
song which in 1968 earned her two Grammies 
for Best Rhythm and Blues Recording and 
Best Female Rhythm and Blues Singer of the 
Year. 

The song also brought her a gold single in 
April, 1967. 

A powerful and innovative singer, Miss 
Franklin proved her versatility with "Angel 
Sparkle," a beautiful ballad, then moved into 
a medley of golden moments. 

T e me ey inc use. " isnig t rain to 
Georgia," "Darling, You Send Me," and 
"Ain't No Mountain High Enough." It also 
brought the singer's first standing ovation of 
the evening. 

Then a quieter selection, Debby Booné s hit 
"You Light Up My Life," brought another 
standing ovation. 

Miss Franklin does more than sing. She also 
plays the piano - and does a good job of it, 
singing and playing "Brand New Me or 
Swanee." 

So it was not surprising when she garnered 
her third standing ovation with "Bridge Over 
Troubled Water," the same song which 
brought her another gold single in March, 
1971. 

ARETHA FRANKLIN 
Harrah's Hotel. Lake Tahoe 

It's time for Aretha to discard the tag she 
earned more than a decade ago as the first lady 
of soul. While it may be true, Aretha has ma- 
tured and outgrown the title. Her show now 
transcends all barriers and pigeon holing no 
longer fits. 

She unveiled her new show here Jan. 26 to a 

packed South Shore Room. The well pro- 
duced, tight performance was 100% first class, 
and Aretha threw in some surprises. 

The orchestra, conducted by H.B. Barnum, 
consisted of the 20 -piece Brian Farnon 
Orchestra and her own five -piece rhythm sec- 
tion (Rahn Coleman, keyboards; Wali Ali, 
guitar; Harold Mason, drums; Joe Clayton, 
percussion; and Kevin Brandon, bass). 

The well balanced show moved like a roller 
coaster. She knew exactly when to change pace 
in her hour -plus, 16 -song set. There were 
happy songs, sad songs and songs for just 
about every mood. 

Aretha moved gracefully across stage, 
knowing she had the audience in the palm of 
her hand. 

She had a male dancer who appeared at the 
appropriate time and never overstayed his wel- 
come. Aretha joined in dance routines with 
him along with her three female background 
singers, Brenda Bryant, Margaret Branch and 
Vanetta Fields, spotlighted on "Respect 
Yourself." This number had Aretha imitating 
Mavis Staple of the Staples. Aretha outdid 
Mavis doing Mavis. 

She also took off on Gladys Knight for 
"Midnight Train to Georgia." Then, for her 
Diana Ross image, she donned a pink 
feathered coat for "Ain't No Mountain High 
Enough." 

There also was an Earth, Wind & Fire offer- 
ing on which she invited the audience to 
boogie with her, her background singers and 
dancer. She was personable and close to her 
audience as she sashayed into the crowd do- 
ing her dance routine with some of the males in 
the audience. 

Highlight of the show was the grossly over- 
worked "You Light Up My Life," but some- 
how Aretha gave the song new life. Other 
standouts were "Ain't No Way," a medley of 
hits, "Sparkle," "Bridge Over Troubled 
Waters," and a spectacular closing, a Judy 
Garland takeoff, "Swanee."

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On Dec. 20 of last year, after extended 
negotiations with a group of interested Wall 
Street investors, Costandinos signed con- 
tracts for the transformation of his "Romeo 
& Juliet" album into the musical base for a 
show which will be produced by Ted 
Richfield and Patrick Montes. The slated 
budget for the production is $1.5 million. 
Following his return from MIDEM, Costan- 
dinos met with principles in New York. 
Theatre Now has been signed as general 
manager of the production with Joel Arnold 
serving as attorney. Both were previously 
associated with "Grease." Steve Bedell, 
vice president of publishing for Casablanca 
which will handle copyrights, also played a 
role in the formation of the "Romeo And 
Juliet" project. Costandinos has firm ideas 
on the nature of the show. 

'Machine Guns' 
"The aim is to take the essense of 

Shakespeare and condense it and avoid 
the unnecessary idiosyncracies of the 16th 
century. The costumes will be futuristic with 
the exaggeratedness of traditional 
costumes streamlined. Because it is 
'Romeo and Juliet,' I know the 
traditionalists will come with machine guns 
but they will be won over." 

New Music 
The project will require additional com- 

positions by Costandinos. The original 
"Romeo & Juliet" album ran 34 minutes in 
length. The show will be closer to two hours. 
Due to the nature of the project, Costan- 
dinos says the music will have several ap- 
peals. 

"The disco element will be strongly felt; 
however, the subject matter eliminates the 
idea of total disco. The show will have situa- 
tion music. While a dagger fight may have a 

pressing disco beat, the music for the 
marriage scene will have classical over- 
tones." 

As a result of the show, Costandinos ex- 
pects the release of a double live LP which 
will include the original album performed 
live and the new material. The Broadway 
show is expected to start rehearsals in May 
and June and later begin a two -month road 
tour with the New York opening tentatively 
expected in October. 

Other Projects 
In addition to pursuing the Broadway 

connection, Costandinos has composed 
and produced several other projects. 
Released recently by Casablanca is the 
soundtrack to the French film "Trocadero 
Bleu Citron (Lemon Blue)." The album is a 
collection of disco -oriented orchestrations 
and slower ballads. Originally released in 
August in Europe, the movie is currently be- 
ing dubbed for possible American release. 

Costandinos is also working on the 
soundtrack for a one and one-half hour

Broadway `Romeo & Juliet' Is 
Latest Costandinos Project

LOS ANGELES - Alec Costandinos, a 
prolific European composer/producer who 
has created a string of Casablanca disco 
albums, is poised to launch in October a 
new aspect of his career with the debut on 
the New York stage of a Broadway musical 
based upon his "Romeo And Juliet" album. 

To those acquainted with Costandinos' 
pioneering 48 -track production techniques 
and the theatrical nature of his recent work, 
the move to Broadway is a logical extension 
of his conceptual approach to music. Dur- 
ing the last several years, he has been im- 
mersed in the creation of a "modern 
classics" series. 

In late 1977, Casablanca released 
"Golden Tears" which featured French 
group Sumeria. The LP is a futuristic love 
story about a space traveler who lands on 
earth. "Romeo And Juliet," which was 
released in early 1978, is a contemporary 
pastiche of the heroic story by 
Shakespeare. Recorded and mixed at Tri- 
dent Studios in London, the LP was one of 
the first 48 -track recordings ever made. 
The "Sphinx" LP, a biblical tale of Simon, 
Peter and Judas, was the next work in the 
series. Most recently, Casablanca released 
"The Hunchback of Notre Dame," a 
dramatic musical interpretation of the novel 
by Victor Hugo.

NEW YORK - Sid Vicious, the bass player 
for the now -defunct Sex Pistols, died of a 

drug overdose in a Greenwich Village 
apartment on Friday, Feb. 2. 

Vicious had been at a party celebrating 
his release from jail on bail in connection 
with charges that he murdered his 
girlfriend Nancy Spungen on October 12, 
1978 in the Chelsea Hotel in Manhattan. 

Vicious had earlier tried to kill himself by 
slashing his arm while in jail. After he was 
initially released on bail, Vicious was incar- 
cerated again and charged with slashing 
Patti Smith's brother, Todd, in the face dur- 
ing a late -night nightclub brawl. 

After his second release from jail on 
February 1, Vicious attended a party at the 
apartment of his new girlfriend, Michelle 
Robinson, at 63 Bank Street. According to 
police, Vicious injected heroin around mid- 
night and died of a seizure around 2 a.m. 

Vicious had been a controversial figure 
with the Sex Pistols, as he often cut himself 
on stage or lashed out at members of the 
audience. The Sex Pistols, one of the 
premiere punk bands, recorded one U.S. 
album for Warner Brothers, "Never Mind 
the Bollocks, Here's The Sex Pistols."

MIDEM FESTIVAL, CANNES, S. FRANCE - An audience consisting almost entirely 
of music business personnel must be a 
tough conquest for any act, no matter how 
talented or experienced they may be. The 
three Pointer Sisters - Anita, Ruth and 
June - proved conclusively that instant 
conquest by sheer talent, energy and style 
was very definitely the name of their game. 

Backed by six well -seasoned pros - Eric 
Bikales/keyboards; Jim Laing/keyboards; 
Scott Chambers/bass; Will McSar- 
lane/guitar; Lony Eisenbarger/guitar and 
Bobby Guidotti/drums - the sisters cap- 
tivated the audience with a chic banquet of 
sight and sound. The program of songs 
consisted mainly of uptempo, funk -rock 
material, held together with the Pointers' 
brand of gospel and jazz -type harmonies. 
Standout numbers were "Lay On The Line," 
"Come And Get Your Love," "Happiness." 
"Echoes Of Love," and their latest single, 
which has gone gold in the U.S., "Fire." The 
Pointers' versatility shone through when 
they performed one of their own composi- 
tions, a country and western song entitled,

PALOMINO, L.A. - The Cooder Browne 
band brought its special brand of honky 
tonk-high energy, beer drinkin' music to 
L.A.'s Palomino recently, and the occasion 
was cause for an all stops out Texas 
celebration. The four -piece band not only 
showed how much fire a new flame can br- 
ing to the already burning musical genre of 
"Outlaw Country," but was also joined 
onstage by such eminent Texans as Willie 
Nelson and Tanya Tucker. 

The Lone Star recording group com- 
bines the diverse influences of Charlie 
Daniels and Bob Wills into one beautiful ex- 
pression of country rock. The band is so 
fully realized and musically capable that, at 
certain moments during its performance, 
one could actually discern the individual 
elements that lead to the musical synthesis 
from Gene Autry to Willie and Waylon and 
the boys. 

The band injects the flavor of Texas into 
all of its songs, and elements of Little Feat 
and Charlie Daniels can be found in tunes 
like "Lonesome Rider" and "What In The 
World." The foursome displayed its ver- 
satility by shifting from standards like Bob 
Wills' "Milk Cow Blues" to its own Carib- 
bean flavored "Isle Of View." 

Although Cooder Browne supplied 
enough electricity onstage to totally enrap- 
ture the audience, extra volts were supplied 
by the red headed stranger himself, Willie 
Nelson. Nelson performed a sweat 
drenching 11/2 hour set that included such 
classic songs as "Whiskey River," "Blue 
Eyes Cryin In The Rain" and " 'Til I Gain 
Control Again." Sultry Tanya Tucker also 
joined her fellow Texans for a smoldering 
version of "Sunday Morning Comin' Down" 
and "Texas (When I Die)." 

However, the new foursome (comprised 
of Skip Tumbleson on bass and vocals, 
David Haworth on piano, Dale Bolin on 
drums and Larry Franklin on fiddle) proved 
it was truly "Cooder Browne Night" by 
treating the awed crowd to a rousing en- 
core of "Dancin' With The Armadillo" and 
"Two Trains Runnin' On The Same Track."

THE ROXY, L.A. - It's been almost 15 years 
since Jesse Colin Young recorded his first 
album, "Soul Of A City Boy," but judging 
from a recent appearance here, his 
joyously rustic rock 'n' roll has lost none of 
its potency. 

The former Youngbloods leader, best 
remembered for the anthem -like "Get 
Together" of the mid -'60s, set the casual 
tone of the evening by sliding easily into 
"When The Morning Sun Has Come." While 
many of Young's lyrics unabashedly 
celebrate the beauty of nature, they do so 
with a sincerity that helps avoid the pitfalls 
of the cliche. "Ridgetop" and "Maui 
Sunrise," two fine examples, were imbued 
with an airy, jazz -tinged quality, perfectly 
complimenting such themes. 

Much of the show was dominated by 
material from Young's recent "American 
Dreams" LP, including the 18 -minute 
"American Dream Suite." The opus, which 
Young could only describe as "a big piece 
of music," is perhaps his most demanding 
work to date. Combining metaphors of im- 
prisonment and escape with dynamically 
shifting musical textures, the piece initially 
caught the audience off guard. By the end, 
however, they were warmly applauding 
many of the complex instrumental breaks. 

Informing the crowd that "how high we 
get playing depends on how high you get 
listening," Young proceeded to kick the 
show into overdrive with a classic rock 
medley that included "Rave On," a Buddy 
Holly standard, Eddie Floyd' s "Knock On 
Wood" and Hank Williams' "Jambalaya." 
He encored with "Light Shine," a spiritual 
which builds into a swinging rocker, and 
had the crowd singing along by the song's 
stirring finale. 

Young's backup band rightfully received 
their accolades for an air -tight perfor- 
mance with the largest ovations going to 
veteran reed man Jim Rothermel for his in- 
spired sax and flute solos and Pete Walsh 
for his animated lead guitar work. 

All in all, it's gratifying to find that artists 
like Jesse Colin Young are still delivering 
solid. no -frills shows. michael glynn

Grabbing his audience 
from the start, he slammed right into 
"Crossing The Mississippi," letting the 
good of guys and gals know just where his 
heart was. He astutely followed it with his 
self-proclaimed "Drinkin' Medley," which 
included "Two Dollars In The Jukebox," 
"Plain As The Pain On My Face" and the hit, 
"I Can't Help Myself." 

Rabbitt's talents as an all-around perfor- 
mer were highlighted in another medley, 
this one a group of old and new C&W 
classics such as, "I'm So Lonesome I Could 
Cry," "Don't It Make My Brown Eyes Blue," 
"I Can't Stop Loving You" and his own 
"Kentucky Rain," which Elvis Presley recor- 
ded and made a million -seller. Accom- 
panying himself on guitar, Rabbitt seemed 
totally at ease and his between -songs pat- 
ter was engaging and thoughtful, a rarity for 
even some of the most seasoned talents. 

The evening lulled slightly, however, 
when Rabbitt was joined by Sondra Locke, 
co-star of "Every Which Way But Loose." 
After a brief rendition of "I Seek The Night" 
from the soundtrack, Locke and Rabbitt did 
a couple of unrehearsed duets and the lack 
of preparation seemed apparent. Undaun- 
ted. they laughed off the errors and the 
crowd hardly noticed. 

Sensing that the audience was ready to 
move now, Rabbitt swung the band into a 
rollicking cover of "Orange Blossom 
Special," joined by road manager Bill 
Rehrig on fiddle, which set the energy level 
for the rest of the evening. The fiery "Rocky 
Mountain Music" closed out the show on an 
upbeat note, with the crowd stomping and 
hollering for more. michael glynn 

Mary K. Miller 
THE PALOMINO, L.A. - On a cold, damp 
night when most of L.A. was shivering, a 
host of celebrities, press personnel and en 
tertainment executives warmed up as Mary 
K. Miller made her west coast debut here in 
a one -hour show bristling with energy and 
showmanship. 

Conway Twitty, Dennis Weaver and Hee 
Haw's Sam Louvello were part of the 
capacity crowd which welcomed Mary K. to 
L.A. Backed by the brilliant, versatile TCB 
Band and a three-piece vocal backup 
group, Mary K. hit the stage at top speed 
and moved easily through her mixed set of 
ballads and rockers. 

Using the TCB Band as a perfect balance 
for her strong voice, Mary K. sounded 
equally convincing on any type of song. Ac- 
tually, her voice is so good she could im- 
prove her phrasing and texture by under- 
playing, rather than overplaying her voice. 
But slim and freshly scrubbed in jeans and 
a colorful satin blouse, Mary K. had no 
problem pleasing the crowd with powerful 
versions of "Georgia," "I Can't Stop Loving 
You" and "Handcuffed To A Heartache." 

A surprise and a highlight of the show 
was the moment Mary K. lit into the throbb- 
ing, pounding disco hit, "Last Dance." 
Possibly the best number of the night, "Last 
Dance" let Mary K. soar with her voice and 
squeeze the most out of the TCB Band and 
backup vocalists. 

The TCB Band is Elvis Presley's old 
backup group, and Mary K. chose to end 
her set with the driving "Mystery Train," one 
of Elvis' early rockabilly hits on Sun 
Records. Spotlighting the extraordinary 
guitar work of James Burton, Mary K. left 

the stage with the TCB Band still rockin' and 
the audience wanting a longer look at the 
pretty lady with the big voice.

ngela Bofill 
CELLAR DOOR, WASHINGTON, D.C. - 
There was enough enthusiasm over the dis- 
covery of Angela Bofill to warrant her being 
held over here. And for good reason: this 
24 -year -old, unknown artist is destined for 
bigger and better things. 

Bofill is a natural. Her dancing and direct 
contact through eye and facial expressions 
totally involved the audience. But all that is 
secondary to the range of vocal talents she 
displays, from Top 40 to Al Jarreau-style 
scat songs, from emotional ballads to 
Latin -flavored rockers. 

Her versatile songwriting deserves 
praise as well. She began the show with her 
"Under The Moon And Over The Sky," 
among her best jazz -tinted pieces accom- 
panied by her mesmerizing movements. 
"Baby I Need Your Love," which she also 
penned, showed off her MOR vocal talent 
mixed with acting ability. 

"Just One Wish" was sweet and counter- 
balanced "People Tryin' To Get Over," a 
mean rhythm number. Bofill moved easily 
from Ashford and Simpson's "Rough 
Times" to the dramatic "This Time I'll Be 
Sweeter," and from a funky "People Make 
The World Go Round" to her own dream 
scenario, "Children Of The World." 

With this multifaceted vocal talent, 
Bofill's GRP Records debut album, "Angie" 
(produced by Dave Grusin and Larry 
Rosen), should do well. And her flair for 
dramatics should continue to make her 
concert engagements exciting.

THE ROXY, L.A. - The evening at the Roxy 
with Jean Carn opening for Gil Scott - 
Heron. Brian Jackson and the Midnight 
Band was a multilevel musical experience.

Jean Carn's voice is one of those rare 
musical instruments on which they say all 
the others are based.

After "Delta Man (Where 
I'm Coming From)" he was then joined by 
the rest of the Midnight Band for the re- 
mainder of the performance which in- 
cluded "Madison Avenue," "Angel Dust," 
and "In the Bottle." The high point of the 
evening, though, was "Johannesburg," 
which featured the Doctor dancing and 
simultaneously playing a traditional rhythm 
instrument that soon had the audience 
clapping along.

The import version of Cheap Trick's Japanese live LP was 
such a success that Epic has come out with virtually the same 
package for American consumption.

tainment industry. The dreams inspired by 
the entertainment capitol of the world 
(Hollywood is part of the core of L.A.) has 
helped to draw some of the nation's top air 
personalities and programmers to 
Southern California. And the dominance of 
the entertainment industry in the city has its 
effect on programming as well. 

"You can't separate that show biz orien- 
tation of the community from what you put 
on your radio station," says KWST's Downs. 
"There's a lot of excitement in this town and 
people want to know what's going on. A sta- 
tion has to stay on top of all that." 

KMET 
One station that has done a good job of 

staying on top of what goes on in L.A. is 
KMET-FM. By airing live reports from the 
Rolling Stones' summer stadium ap- 
pearance in Anaheim, from the spring Cal 
Jam II festival that drew a quarter of a 
million rock fans and from the World Series 
that captivated the whole city in October, 
KMET has established itself as the station 
that reflects the lifestyle of a large number 
of Angelinos. 

"They're picking the right things to do 
and they're doing them well," explains Art 
Laboe, a fixture on the L.A. radio scene the 
past 30 years, the last three as PD of KRLA. 
"They've also got the best concert connec- 
tion in town, with Wolf & Rissmiller, and 
have managed to keep their personalities 
long enough to establish them with the 
audience." 

Many competing programmers cite 
KMET's personalities, including B. Mitchell 
Reed, Jeff Gonzer, Mary Turner and Jim 
Ladd, as the key to the station's success. 
John Felz, assistant PD at KMPC, often 
thought of as the personality station in L.A. 
with its adult contemporary format hosted 
by such reknowned DJs as Gary Owens 
and Dick Whittinghill, says, "We consider 
KMET to be the only other personality sta- 
tion in town. They're what we were 20 years 
ago to our audience. In fact, I'd say they're 
even stronger than the book says." 

And the book says KMET is very strong 
indeed. Under the direction of PD Sam 
Bellamy, who describes her station's for- 
mat as "rock 'n' roll radio" (with no day - 
parting), the Metromedia outlet has moved 
away from the pack of contemporary music 
stations. The fall ARBs showed KMET to be 
the #1 station for men and women 12-49, 
men 18-24, men 25-34, women 18-24 and 
teens. The station's 4.9 average quarter 
hour share was almost two points higher 
than the next best music station (excluding 
background music stations such as KBIG 
and KJOI). 

Bellamy points to KMET's secret 
research system, which utilizes retail 
reports and concert feedback, as one 
reason for KMET's success, but she adds 
that "our personalities have brought us to 
where we are. 

"We feel that everything has got to be 
right, and right now I believe that we are do- 
ing 99-100 percent right," says Bellamy. 

Fighting For #2 
Behind KMET, there are 10 stations in 

the AOR, soft rock, mass appeal and Top 40 
spectrum trying to move up to challenge 
the leader. These are KLOS -FM, KNX-FM, 
KZLA-FM, KWST-FM, KRTH-FM, KIQQ- 
FM, KHJ, KFI, KTNQ and KRLA. 

KLOS, the ABC -owned album rock sta- 
tion, was the leading FM music station just a 

few years ago, but stepped up competition 
cut into its audience. An ill-fated shift to a 
softer sound last year resulted in a loss in 
cume and average quarter hour shares 
(from 3.6 to 2.4 in nine months), but PD 
Frank Cody now has the station back on a 
hard rock course. Cody does some 
negative day -parting ("I'm concerned with 
inappropriate songs.") and is a believer in 
personality radio. 

"The trend is back toward personality, 
especially on AOR with personalities who 
empathize with the audience," notes Cody. 

Cody says KLOS' attempt to get more 25- 
34 listenership last year by going more pop 
was a mistake. "Now we're rocking again 
and we have some surprises in store for '79 - and I don't mean disco. 

"L.A. is a young, rock -oriented market. 
Disco hasn't made much headway here yet. 
Southern California is healthy, youthful, 
and rock 'n' roll relates to its lifestyle." 

No More Mellow 
In recent years, L.A. has been tabbed as 

a "mellow" city and for a while KNX-FM 
billed itself as the "mellow sound." Now the 
CBS O&O has dropped that ID and the fall 
book saw the station move up to a 3.1 
average quarter hour share, #1 in women 
25-34, while maintaining a soft rock sound. 

"We don't say 'mellow' anymore because 
the word's dated, but we're still on the 
mellow end of the spectrum," indicates PD 
Steve Marshall. "We program an AOR for- 
mat with lots of new music and new artists, 
trying to lead in a market of followers." 

"KNX goes on new product faster than 
anyone in the market," concurs Tom Maz- 
zetta, western regional promotion director 
for London Records. "Their soft -rock for- 
mat has succeeded in the rating and in sell- 
ing product for the record companies." 

KZLA (formerly KPOL-FM) also 
programs a soft -rock format that is

GOLDEN EGG IS HATCHED - If you're a programmer looking for some new special 
programming, there's a new syndication company that just may have what you're look- 
ing for. The L.A.-based Golden Egg is now offering two new weekly shows, one for mass 
appeal stations and one for stations currently playing disco or looking to get in on the 
disco craze. Larry Yurdin's Special Programming Services is consulting the Golden 
Egg, headed by former KOME/San Jose owner Ron Cutler, and they are now lining up 
stations for an April 14 start-up date for the two weekly series. The mass appeal show is 
called "Hot Tracks U.S.A." It's a three-hour countdown of the week's top 25 singles and 
cuts from the top 10 albums, mixed with occasional oldies and up and coming tracks 
and in -person visits from many top recording artists. "Hot Tracks U.S.A." is hosted by 
former KSAN/San Francisco personality Terry McGovern and it looks like it might give 
some real competition to the granddaddy of syndicated shows, "American Top 40." 
"Steppin' Out" is the name of the two-hour disco show, hosted by Raechel Donahue, ex 
of KWST and KMET in L.A., among others. "Steppin' Out" is a sweep of major discos 
from coast to coast, spotlighting the hottest cuts from each club along with guest ap- 
pearances by leading disco performers.

WEAM's NON -STATEMENT STATEMENT - In response to the recent commotion 
over stations like WPGC/Washington, D.C. being flagged by Arbitron for making 
ratings survey statements, WEAM in Washington has come out with the first on -air non - 
statement statement: "You may have heard on other stations about the audience survey 

presently underway in Washington .. 
These other stations are telling you how 
important these ratings surveys are to 
stations in the area, and how you should 
be very careful to provide accurate in- 
formation about your radio listening 
habits ... While this may sound inno- 
cent, or perhaps even potentially 
beneficial, the truth is the ratings survey 
company has urged all stations not to 
make such announcements. In the opi- 
nions of the ratings company, these ap- 
peals will tend to distort the survey 
findings and possibly provide an unfair 
advantage to stations making such an- 
nouncements. Since we at WEAM radio 
do not advocate this kind of "unfair 
broadcasting practice," we urge you to 
forget the announcements you may 
hear on other stations about ratings .. . 

This way you will help keep the ratings "fair" .. Of course, you'll have to forget this an- 
nouncement too."

Personal Concern For Artist 
Is Sign Of A Good Manager 

by Aaron Fuchs 
NEW YORK - Bob Schwaid believes that a 
manager should be like a member of the ar- 
tists family, although, in the course of his 
professional career, he has managed per- 
formers like Al Green and Van Morrison 
whose reputed tempestuousness would be 
certain to test the love of a mother. Still, 
they are characteristic of Schwaid's high - 
quality artistic taste, and today, guiding the 
career of Evelyn "Champagne" King, 
among others, Schwaid has found a perfect 
balance of artistic excellence, personal 
compatibility and porofessional success. 

Schwaid himself couldn't have predicted 
his entry into the business of management. 
"I was working for a publishing company, 
Fred Fox Music, in 1968 when one of his ar- 
tists, Miriam Makeba, asked me to manage 
her. I said 'yes' almost without realizing it. 
Her career was at a low ebb - the Belafonte 
era was over - but she felt that I was per- 
sonally involved with her. I put her in the 
studio with Jerry Ragavoy, and the result 
was a hit record, "Pata, Pata," which re- 
juvenated her career, and got me per-

NEW YORK - The National Music 
Publisher's Association has scheduled the 
first session of its "Copyright Workshop

Jon Baumgarten, chief counsel of the 
copyright office, will address the 
workshop's luncheon group on the first 15 
months of the new copyright statute. The 
afternoon session will be addressed by 
John C. Taylor Ill, general counsel for 
NMOPA, who will discuss "how the 
copyright law is affecting business deci- 
sions."

manently involved with management." 
Beyond helping Makeba, the success of

citizenship. I got him off Bang and onto 
Warners. I had had experience with various 
jazz musicians running a studio called 
Music Makers, and organized the sessions 
that resulted in the 'Astral Weeks' album. I 

stayed with Van through the 'Moondance' 
album." 

New Client 
Schwaid managed several other acts 

during that period, including Al Green, 
Tommy James and Jackie Lomax. Schwaid 
also handled the Independents and in- 
troduced the group's lead singer, Charles 
Jackson, to the woman whom he would 
successfully produce, Natalie Cole. 

But Schwaid's most far-reaching 
managerial decision came last year, when 
he took on management of Evelyn "Cham- 
pagne" King. "I met Evelyn through her 
producer, T. Life, who I was also managing 
as an artist and producer. This was in June 
1978, and 'Shame' had not yet broken pop.

Heilman Convicted In 
Federal District Court 
NEW YORK - David Heilman, president of 
E -C Tape, has been found guilty of 18 
counts of copyright infringement, and will 
be sentenced on March 21 in U.S. District 
Court in Chicago. Heilman faces a max- 
imum jail sentence of 18 years and/or a fine 
of $18,000. 

Heilman, who was charged with willfully 
duplicating copyrighted musical 
recordings, asserted that the law was so 
vague during the period that he engaged in 
the practices that he could not be charged 
with willful and knowledgeable infringe- 
ment. 

Judge John F. Grady acknowledged that, 
if the acts under question had been com- 
mitted before the 1972 Duchess Music 
Corp. v. Stern case, Heilman's claim may 
have been substantiated. But he also noted 
that, by 1975, Heilman's actions could 
reasonably be determined illegal. 

Heilman also contended that he had not 
willfully infringed songs, because he had 
offered to pay publishers the statutory two 
cents mechanical royalty. However, Judge 
Grady described the offer as a "scheme 
. . to give the appearance of legitimacy:"

The first thing I did was set up a tour with the 
O'Jays. This demonstrated to a massive 
audience that Evelyn could really sing and 
was a talent beyond being a voice on a 
disco record. This, combined with RCA's 
massive tour support, brought 'Shame' and 
Evelyn all the way home." 

At a time when record companies, 
through the function of product manage- 
ment, appear to be taking an ever- 
increasing role in the handling of an artist's 
career, Schwaid feels the manager's role is 
still crucial. "It is undoubtedly true that the 
success of a record lies with the record 
company, but I can take that record and 
parlay it into a career. In fact, record com- 
panies today actively seek experienced 
managers to take an artist beyond what 
they can do. You can't expect a product 
manager who's got ten acts to work to be 
able to deal with an artist as comprehen- 
sively as a manager who has only two or 
three of its best. It's a give-and-take situa- 
tion. There are times when Ray Harris may 
call me for consultation, and I will certainly 
notify RCA the minute I have secured a 
promotional appearance or concert date. 

"With Evelyn," Schwaid says, "my aim is 
to groom her to maturity. She is only going 
to be 19, and in March we are taking time off 
to revamp the show according to her in- 
creasing maturity as a performer. I am op- 
timistic about Evelyn's long-term success, 
because she has a supportive family unit to 
fall back on and has maintained an attitude 
of 'I'm still Evelyn' through it all. 

"My philosophy," Schwaid continues, "is 
that a manager must be perceived by the 
artist practically as a family member; as a 
person who is intimately involved with, and 
cares about, the artist's personal life. The

NEW YORK - TK Records has signed a 
distribution deal with Amherst Records 
covering the latter label's subsidiary, HDM 
Records. Eddie Horan and Black Ice, both 
produced by Hadley Murrel, will be dis- 
tributed by TK under terms of the pact.

Already it appears as though 1979 will oe 
an ominous year. No sooner were people 
getting over the death of Charles Mingus 
than two other important jazzmen died. 

Sonny Payne was only 52 when he died, 
and in recent years he had often been 
featured with Harry James' band. But it was 
his tenure in the Count Basle orchestra of 
the '50s that brought him to attention. 
Without question, Payne was one of the 
great flash drummers of all time, and in 
pieces such as "Old Man River," he 
demonstrated a solid sticksmanship. But it 
was not really the solo pieces that made 
Payne so valuable. He actually redefined 
the role of the drummer in the Basie band 
(where the rhythm section has always been 
most important), and his shadow will be 
cast upon Basie drummers for years to 
come. 

Perhaps even a more tragic story is the 
death of Grant Green Jan. 31 of a heart at- 
tack. Green was the least known of that 
tremendous trio of guitarists who came out 
of the organ group scene of the '60s (Wes 
Montgomery and George Benson were the

others), but his abilities were at least equal 
to the others. He recorded for Blue Note in 
every possible setting during the '60s but 
took a couple of years off to kick a narcotics 
habit. When he returned to action in 1969 
he went more in an R&B direction (his "Vi- 
sions" album was a big hit in 1971). He 
moved to Detroit the same year and was 
popular on the jazz club circuit throughout 
the country, but especially in the Motor City. 
He did an album for Kudu in 1975 and one 
for Versatile in 1978. In the summer of '78, 
he was hospitalized for several months, and 
he lost over 100 pounds during that period. 
Yet, by December, he was well enough to 
be released and immediately resumed a 
heavy touring schedule which may have 
triggered the attack that killed him. 

Michael Cuscuna, after a trip to Califor- 
nia spent assembling unissued Blue Note 
masters, reported that there existed a 
Green album with John Coltrane's rhythm 
section that "was the best album Grant ever 
made." There could be no more fitting 
memorial to the man than the release of 
that LP.

Female jazz artists rarely get signed to major labels, so when 
Columbia issues an LP by an artist like Hilary, you can bet she's 
something special. The pretty young flute and soprano sax 
player is just that, a gifted player and composer with a flair for 
funk ("Do It") who also excels at creating soft, melodic moods

To Boost Non -Country Music

NASHVILLE - The Progressive Music 
Assn. (PMA), a new organization created to 
promote pop, rock, disco, R&B and other 
forms of music originating out of Nashville, 
garnered additional credibility recently with 
the selection of a board of directors and the 
election of officers. 

Glen Snoddy, Woodland Studios, was 
elected president of the association. Other 
officers include Jim Rushing, Hawkline 
Music, vice president; Maggie Cavender, 
Nashville Songwriters Assn., treasurer; and 
Donna Emmons, Red Sky Productions, 
secretary. 

The board of directors includes: Steve 
Bauer, Studio Instrument Rentals; Jim 
Black, SESAC; Ron Bledsoe, WWKX ow 
ner; Jimmy Bowen, Elektra/Asylum; Con- 
nie Bradley, ASCAP; Tony Brown, Free 
Flight; Del Bryant, BM I; Debbie Cobb, Peer - 
Southern Organization; Robert Delagarza, 
Earthquake Productions; Bonnie Garner, 
CBS; Sanchez Harley, Mackharba Produc- 
tions; Don Keirns, API; Mike Lawler, Mighty 
High; David Ludwick, attorney; Steve 
Messer, LSI Studio; Will Mitchell, Red Sky 
Productions; Jim Rushing, Hawkline Music; 
Phil Segal, Red Sky Productions; Glen

Concerts Planned 
The PMA also held the first of a projected 

continuing series of benefit concerts in 

which $1,900 was raised for the organiza- 
tion. According to PMA executive director 
David Luna, this money, coupled with the 
membership fees ($25 per year per person) 
already collected, will be used for operating 
expenses. 

PMA spokesman Phil Sigal said the 
organization will pursue its goals through 
publicity, promotion and possible displays 
of PMA approved products in nation-wide 
record stores. Sigal said the PMA will also 
act in an advisory capacity towards artists 
who seek its aid. 

While response was not tremendous at 
the outset, the PMA is beginning to come 
into its own, with possible endorsements 
from the Rolling Stones, Frank Zappa and 
'Rod Stewart, according to Sigal (An "en- 
dorsement" will involve financial as well as 
moral support, Sigal said). 

As an organization designed to promote 
non -country music, the PMA could be con- 
strued as an adversary for the Country 
Music Assn. (CMA). But Sigal said the PMA 
respects the CMA and will not compete with 
the organization.

Hall has been selected as the first 
performer for this season's Smithsonian 
Institution American Country Music Series 
of concerts, to be held on Sunday eve- 
nings from October 1979 through May 
1980. 

Hall, who was inducted into the Song- 
writers Hall of Fame here last fall, will 
perform Nov. 18 for the national museum, 
whose theme this year is "Country Song- 
writers."

FCC Changes It's 
License Ruling 
NASHVILLE -A recent ruling by the FCC 
has eliminated a written examination as a 

requirement for broadcasting over com- 
mercial airwaves. Previously, a third class 
license with a broadcast endorsement was 
a requirement for operation of equipment 
at a commercial radio station. 

A restricted operators permit (applica- 
tion card 753) is now necessary in order to 
broadcast and operate station equipment. 
The permit can be obtained by writing the 
FCC and stating that an individual is aware 
of the rules and regulations governing stan- 
dard operation broadcast stations. The 
restricted operators permit also requires 
that an individual be aware that he, not the 
station, is liable for his conduct.

London Ups List 
On Two Operas 
NEW YORK - Two new opera sets on Lon- 
don Records, a "Pag/Cav" starring Luciano 
Pavarotti and the just -shipped "Ariadne 
Auf Naxos" featuring Leontyne Price, carry 
a list price of $8.98 per disc. Other full-time 
London albums list for $7.98. 

According to Richard Rollefson, head of 
the label's classical division, there are "no 
definite plans at the moment" to upgrade 
the price of any other new London releases. 
Part of the reason, he said, for increasing 
the list on the two opera recordings was the 
cost of printing their librettos. He added 
that the declining value of the dollar in 

Europe, where London presses its records, 
was also a factor in the list price rise. 

DG and Phillips also import their records 
from Europe, and both have felt the impact 
of the unfavorable exchange rate of the 
dollar against European currencies. 
Nevertheless, neither label contemplates 
raising its list price from $8.98 to $9.98 per 
disc within the near future. 

"We just had a price increase," commen- 
ted Jim Frey, vice president of DG in charge 
of U.S. operations. "It's not even a year and 
a half old." He added that the increase to 
$8.9S had been planned to cover future in- 
flation.

KOTO HANDEL: Water Music and Royal Fireworks Suites. 
New Koto Ensemble of Tokyo, Yoshikazu Fukumara, conduc- 
tor. Angel S-37620. List: $7.98. 

Playing Handel on kotos is about as appropriate as perform- 
ing Beethoven's Fifth on kazoos. But this is pleasant enough 
background music, evoking associations with baroque guitar 
suites. And, considering the popularity of the New Koto Ensem- 
ble's past renditions of Western music ("Koto Vivaldi," "Koto 
Mozart"), It is likely that the album will be a big seller. 

SCHUBERT: Symphony No. 9In C. Bavarian Radio Symphony 
Orchestra, Eugen Jochum conductor. Quintessence PMC- 
7100. List: $3.98. 

Recorded in 1959, this stereo reissue typifies the high quality 
of the releases that have been coming out on Quintessence 
lately. Although the sound is a little boxy, like much early stereo, 
the performance is absolutely first-rate. Jochum's thrilling ac- 
count of the first movement eschews the broad pace often 
favored here, but does not slight the many small details of 
dynamics and color. Likewise, the playing in the other move- 
ments is always sharply focused and carefully thought out. 

MOZART: Complete Lieder. Elly Ameling, soprano: Dalton 
Baldwin, pianist. Philips 6747 483. List: $17.98. 

While Mozart is not often thought of as a song -writer, his 
genius for writing beautiful melodies was rooted In song, as 

these Ileder demonstrate. Since they were written at a number 
of different stages in Mozart's career, their quality varies con- 
siderably. Nevertheless, Ameling and her equally distinguished 
accompanist make each stand out as a miniature gem in this 
double set.

NAMES IN THE NEWS - MK Dance Productions has closed its Boston office and restruc- 
tured the New York operations. John Luongo, head of the Boston office and national direc- 
tor for MK, has left to form his own production company, La Bongo. John has been in- 
creasingly active in recent months producing and mixing. Tam Hatch and Tad Bonvie of 
the MK Boston office are reportedly joining Luongo in his new venture. In wake of Luongo's 
departure, Audrey Joseph has been named national director of promotion for MK. "We are 
restructuring our operations and dividing the country into smaller areas to establish more 
personal contact," says Joseph who recently added Denny O'Connor, Joanne Mallas and 
Lisa Guerrero to the New York staff. O'Connor, under the new structure, will handle the 
northeast, Louisiana, Indiana, Ohio, Miami and Pittsburgh. Mallas will handle D.C.,

Handclap beat, 124 BPM groove, popping bass which walks the line, strings, horns and 
emotional vocals by Evans make this a good building record. Tasty interplay between 
piano, organ and strings. Simple percussion break allows easy exit. 5:57 and 3:11 double A 
sides. 
ROMANCE - Dance My Way To Your Heart - Prism PLP 1002 - List: 7.98 

Prism recently picked up this Simon Soussan production from Barclay. If you didn't get 
the import, check out this one. "Dance My Way To Your Heart" in the 130s BPM has a 

clipping beat, ticking guitar backing, strings and silky vibratto vocals. This ought to be a hit. 
"Tower of Love" with its keyboard hook line, handclap beat and shimmering vocals is 
another grabber. The use of echo on the strings is particularly effective. Side two has a 

romantic energy which flows from cut to cut. The combination of sweeping strings, steady 
kick, rhythmic layering and unique vocals makes this progressive LP worth repeated spins. 
CHER - Take Me Home - Casablanca NBLP 7133 - List: 7.98 

Cher has discovered disco on her first album for Casablanca. Produced by Ron Dante 
and arranged by Bob Esty, the album has several cuts of interest. The title track (6:47 at 129 
BPM) features bright vocals, shushing high -hat, muscular rhythms and overhead strings. 
"Wasn't It Good" has a vigorous bass line and some special effects. Ernie Watts kicks in a 
nice sax line. "Say The Word" has a sweeping romantic chorus. All songs on Side A have 
steady dancing kick drum.

on the Top 40 Jazz chart, #23 on the Top 75 
Black Contemporary chart and #117 on the 
Top 200 chart; Gerry Rafferty, whose 
"Home And Dry" single is listed at #43 on 
the Top 100 chart and whose platinum -cer- 
tified "City To City" album is at #197 on the 
Top 200 chart; Crystal Gayle, whose "When 
I Dream" LP is #9 bullet on the Country 
Album chart; and Charlie Rich, whose "The 
Fool Strikes Again" single and album are 
listed at #33 and #49 bullet, respectively, on 
the Country Singles and Country Album 
Chart. 

Personnel Intact 
Mazza indicated there won't be any ma- 

jor personnel changes or staff reductions at 
the label as a result of the takeover by Capi- 
tol -EMI. "I doubt very seriously whether we 
will make any changes," he said. "My view 
of the situation, in the short time that I've 
been here, is that there are a lot of very 
talented people and they've had a lot of 
success with Kenny Rogers, Gerry Rafferty, 
Chris Rhea and Crystal Gayle." 

According to Mazza, Don Grierson, EMI 
America vice president of A&R, will be 
"looking after things at EMI -A" for ap- 
proximately the next 90 days while Mazza 
oversees the transition at Liberty/United. 
"I'll be spending 50% of my time here and 
50% of my time at EMI -A," said Mazza. 

Meanwhile, statements attributed to EMI 
in the London press recently quote the 
music and electronics giant as saying the 
UA buyout was necessary "to enable the 
continuance of (the company) as a going 
concern" and "to protect EMI's security in 
the music repertoire of the United Artists 
label." 

According to the same news accounts, 
EMI assumed liabilities of $32 million in tak- 
ing over the UA operation, which had 
undergone an audit in recent months. 

Menon, in a statement included in the 
U.S. announcement of the purchase this 
week, said: "Our objective is to improve the 
financial position and operational strengths 
of UA Records while retaining fully the dis- 
tinctive style and image of the label." 

Jim Mazza 
In return for the considerable liabilities 

EMI will have to shoulder under the agree- 
ment, the takeover provides "an important 
extension to (EMI's) stable of American 
performers," according to one account in 
the London press, which added "this has 
been a priority for some time." 

'Offer Alternatives' 
Similarly, Mazza told Cash Box, "EMI's 

overall world interest is to offer alterna- 
tives in terms of artist acquisitions. We 
should have more companies with distinc- 
tive styles and different places for artists to 
feel comfortable." 

Liberty and United Artists Records were 
merged into a single operation by Trans- 
america in the late '60s, with Liberty's then 
president Al Bennett retaining his title and 
gaining a position on the UA board. 

Liberty was founded in 1955 by Sy 
Waronker. Bennett joined the label in 1958 
as general manager and became its presi- 
dent two years later. 

Among the labels Liberty had acquired 
were Imperial, World Pacific and Blue Note 
Records. 

Mogull became president of UA Rec- 
ords in June 1976, and with Rubinstein, 
purchased the label from Transamerica in 
April 1978. 

CRI Begins Major Cheap Trick Push 
LOS ANGELES - CBS Records Interna- 
tional is preparing a major international 
marketing and promotional campaign in 
support of Epic group Cheap Trick. The 
increasingly popular band is currently in 
the midst of concert tour that will cover the 
U.K., most major cities in Europe and 
Japan, where the group has an exception- 
ally strong following. 

Along the way, the group will appear on 
several important European TV programs, 
including Spain's "Aplausio," France's 
highly -rated "Chorus" and the noted U.K. 

Special "Rock Goes to College." 
Further promotional plans will include 

the rush -releasing of their recent live 
album, "Cheap Trick At Budokan," world- 
wide. The LP was previously avail- 
able only in Japan.

As a recipient of the Jimmy Stewart 
Memorial Award, Danae has a scholarship and is attending an engineering course at the 
Audio Workshop in Belmont. The final project is handling a mix on a 32 -track board. 
SOUTH EAST REGIONAL POOL MEETING - The southeast region of the National Assn. 
of Record Pools held a 1-7 pm meeting Feb. 4 at the Dauphine Orleans Hotel in New 
Orleans. Those in attendance were Al Paez of the New Orleans Disco Assn., Bo Crane and 
Bruce Hard of the Florida Rec. Pool, Artie Jacobs of the Southeastern Disco Assn., Jim 
Knapp of the Tampa Bay Disco Pool, Ralph Duncan of Deep South Assn., David Wright, 
Southeast Disco DJ Assn., William Cook of the Sherlock Rec. Pool, Dave Smith of the 
Atlanta Music Pool, Sundance of Seemingly Better Productions and Joe Butler of the 
Virginia Disco DJ Assn. After reviewing the points of the Miami NARP meeting, the partici- 
pants decided to police themselves by exchanging rosters to eliminate duplication. No 
minimum requirements were established for DJ admittance to a pool in the region. Due to 
individual market differences, requirements were left up to the pools. The Florida Rec. 
Pool, for example, requires a DJ to spin four nights a week while other pools have varying 
nights -per -week requirements. Letter of employment from club owner and duration of em- 
ployment are standard features shared by all. The meeting established minimum require- 
ments for admittance of a pool to the regional list: service from no less than 15 record com- 
panies and an agreement by two-thirds of the regional membership to admit the applicant. 
No sponsor is necessary. Applicants must submit rosters to regional representatives at a 
regional meeting. Results will be posted at the next meeting. The members of the southeast 
region agreed to meet once every three months for the next year. The next meeting will be 
in Washington, D.C. sometime in April. Meanwhile, the NARP will hold its second meeting 
Feb. 25, tentatively at the New York Hilton, prior to the Forum. The regional representatives 
will meet 6-9 p.m. while all pool directors are invited to a 9-12 p.m. meeting. A major com- 
ment at the southeast regional meeting was the desire of pools heads to "participate" at the 
upcoming NARP meeting and subsequent regional meets. The "observer" status has been 
an irritant to several usually vocal pool heads. While no standardization of feedback sheets 
was agreed upon (or desired), different pools sheets were passed around to compare 
notes.

McDonald 
was involved with Williams a few years back in a publishing 
partnership, and he claims that over the years everyone was paid 
for the material written except himself because he never joined 
BMI, the organization that is responsible for collecting royalties 
from persons utilizing the songs. McDonald has taken it upon him- 
self to collect the money for the songs from the individual stations, 
which, Williams' attorney Allen Leonard says, is confusing the sta- 

tions. Leonard explained, "We are presently in negotiations to resolve this matter, however 
the area of my immediate concern is that this incident does not create so much confusion at 
the radio level that the stations stop playing any of Deneice's songs. There is no present 
lawsuit, but that could possibly become a reality if McDonald creates so much confusion 
that it in fact inhibits airplay. "Leonard explained further that if McDonald went to BMI today 
and joined, he would get all the money due him. 
MADDOX PROMOTED - Jim Maddox, GM at KMJQ in Houston, has been promoted to 
senior vice president of the Amaturo Group, which KMJQ is a part of. Joe Amaturo, 
president of the firm, says, "Jim will be responsible for overseeing all company properties, 
including WSDO in Ft. Lauderdale, KKSS in St. Louis, KMJQ in Houston and two television 
properties. We will seek to expand the company as much as possible. because Jim's ex- 
pertise allows enough flexibility so the company is not restricted to any particular radio for- 
mat." 
CEBA HAS CO-CHAIRMEN - Edward N. Ney, chairman of Young & Rubicam Advertising 
and Earl G. Graves, president of Earl G. Graves Ltd., have been named co-chairmen of the 
1979 CEBA Awards. This competition is sponsored by the World Institute of Black Com- 
munications to honor excellence in advertising and communications geared to black 
audiences. CEBA stands for "Communications Excellence to Black Audiences." This 
program was established last year as a symbol of achievement in the black media market. 
BLACK RADIO DOES IT AGAIN - The new single by Cher, entitled "Take Me Home," has 
been added out of the box at several top black oriented stations across the country, in- 
cluding: WKTU in New York, WDAS and WCAU in Philadelphia, KKTT and KDAY in Los 
Angeles and KMJQ in Houston. 
NAB TASK FORCE ON MINORITY OWNERSHIP - The National Association of Broad- 
casters Task Force on Minority Ownership is meeting Feb. 13, to vote on members to serve 
on the board of trustees, which will direct an investment fund to assist minorities in 
purchasing broadcast facilities. Task Force chairman Donald A. Thurston, who is presi- 
dent of Berkshire Broadcasting, explained how the fund would operate, saying "by com- 
bining equity and guarantee commitments, the fund could generate an excess of $300 
million in transaction."

To 
look at the New York or Los Angeles 
markets and say that they reflect America's 
tastes as a whole is a big mistake." 

Will the syndicators enforce any kind of 
censorship with material that could be 
deemed obscene by local communities? 
Each of the spokesmen for the broad- 
casting companies agreed that, while the 
ultimate responsibility for questionable 
material lies with the licensee, the syn- 
dicates will no doubt have to exercise un- 
usual care in the programming of tapes for 
the more conservative parts of the country.

Right now the straightforward 
disco sound on KTU predominates, but, as 
disco stations begin to compete in the same 
market, different styles of disco programm- 
ing will have to emerge as the listening 
market fragments."

animated film which deals with Greek 
mythology.

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LATIN 
LATIN BEAT 

The initials "T.P." are legendary in Latin 
music and jazz circles, and they can mean 
only one person: Tito Puente. 

Though many superlatives have adorned 
this versatile veteran of music, the one 
which has stuck throughout his 30 years as 
a bandleader/conductor/compos- 
er/arranger and artist has been "The King 
of Latin Music." 

Credited with bringing the vibraharp into 
the forefront of Latin music, for spotlighting 
the timbale solo (the double tuned drums 
played with sticks) and for setting the stan- 
dard in timbale playing in N.Y., the silver 
haired King is an agile, precisioned player 
who embellishes his impeccable style with 
decorative mannerisms while on stage. He 
cues his band by whipping the sticks of his 
drums over head or forming imaginary 
figure eights, flashing the sticks midair 
above the drums. All this executed with the 
grace of an unfettered pro; Tito is known as 
the only man who can pose, dance and play 
at the same time. 

He plays a variety of instruments in- 
cluding piano, timbales, saxophone, vibes 
and many others. 

Tito Puente 
Puente's career ran parallel to the big 

band, mambo, Palladium era and he is 
credited for the merging of Latin and 
American cultures here during the post - 
WWII period. He is known the world over for 
bringing Latin music into the best and 
biggest concert halls and dance ballrooms. 
Unquestionably, he is the best goodwill am- 
bassador Latin music has ever had. 

He was born Ernesto Puento, Jr. in East 
Harlem ("El Barrio") April 20, 1923. His 
mother Ercilia spotted his musical talent 
and enrolled the youngster in private piano 
studies when he was seven. As Puente 
recalls, "Lessons were 25 cents an hour 
then." 

By the time he was ten, Tito began study- 
ing drums and percussion. Drums became 
his forte, and his teachers quickly realized 
the gifted child's talents were strongest in 
the rhythmic aspects of music. 

Educated in public schools, by age 13 
Puente was already playing "semi -pro" at 
the famed Park Palace Club on 110 St. and 
Fifth Ave. with a group called the Happy 
Boys. At age 15, he began drumming for a 
society band in Miami Beach, Fla., and at 
16, he joined the popular Noro Morales 
orchestra as a drummer. 

Puente remembers his father taking him 
to sit with the band at dances in his early 
teens, when the young musician would in- 
evitably begin dozing off around midnight 
on his small musician's stool. 

Around this time, Puente was already 
creating an aura around his name and con- 
sequently the neighborhood was talking 
about "El nino prodigio" (the child prodigy). 

It didn't take long before the relatively 
unknown young artist began making 

mucho noise on the Latin scene for his stirr- 
ing rhythmic compositions and arrange- 
ments. The dance arrangements of "How 
High The Moon," "Earl Wilson Mambo," 
"Cuando Te Vea," "Pilarena" and others 
led to many assignments from prominent 
bandleaders of the time. Even Tito 
Rodriguez, who became a bandleader 
while Puente worked with Frank Marti at the 
Copacabana, hired Puente to arrange four 
recordings for him. 

In 1947, after an apprenticeship of 
professional playing with NY's top Latin 
bands, Puente formed his own nine -piece 
aggregation, "The Plcadilly Boys" (a pun 
on picadillo, a tropical chopped meat dish 
which later became the title of one of 
Puente's biggest hits.) 

But it was at the Palladium Ballroom (for- 
merly the Alma Dance Studio) at 53rd St. 
and Broadway where the "mecca of Latin 
music" was created in the early fifties. Only 
three doors up from the Birdland jazz club, 
many jazz artists including Dizzy Gillespie, 
Woody Herman, Stan Kenton and George 
Shearing would drift from one spot to 
another picking up on Latin polyrhythms. 
Charlie Parker, Gillespie, and Marlon 
Brando. who plays congas, would sit in with 
the Puente Orchestra. Puente, who also 
played at Birdland as well as Roseland, in 
turn picked up on the jazz rhythms. Many of 
his recordings are Latin/jazz compositions 
for which he is noted, employing an 
amalgam of instruments. 

Puente headlined a 14 -year stint at the 
now legendary Palladium ballroom which 
featured four nights a week (Wednesdays 
being the most popular) of Latin dancing 
and live entertainment. Appropriately, the 
club was dubbed the "home of the 
mambo." 

Today, T.P. is accredited with over 120 
recordings of his orchestra and backing 
other singers on the Tico and RCA labels. 
He has more than 400 compositions pen- 
ned and or co -written to his credit. His hits 
of "Mambo La Roca," "Babarabatiri," and 
"Cuban Mambo," have become standards. 
His most popular effort, "Dance Mania" on 
RCA released in 1958, has been re -issued 
twice and is still a top selling LP. 

The walls in Puente's living room are 
covered with awards from Down Beat, 
Metronome and Playboy magazines. He 
was also awarded the medal of Bronze by 
the then Mayor of New York City, John V. 
Lindsay, who declared August 18, 1969 as 
Tito Puente Day during an afternoon 
ceremony at City Hall. 

Two of T.P.'s compositions, "Oye Come 
Va" and "Para Los Rumberos," were 
catapulted into international pop accep- 
tance in the early seventies by a young rock 
artist, Carlos Santana. 

The King of Latin Music - still playing 
and recording - is one of the few veteran 
artists who keeps right on top of the musical 
changes taking place around him. He 
played boogaloo in the 1965 boogaloo 
craze and is now incorporating hustle, 
disco, merengue and other modern music 
concepts into his already progressive style. 

He continues to play nightly with his 15 - 
piece orchestra, enlarging it to 30 pieces for 
his recordings and major concert perfor- 
mances. 

He was nominated for a Grammy award 
for his LP on Tico entitled, "La Leyenda" in 
1977 and in 1978 has been nominated 
again for his LP entitled "Homenaje A 
Benny More." 

His most recent accomplishment has 
been the winning of the Daily News' Latin 
music poll for "Best Orchestra of the year." 

With all this to T.P.'s credit, the best ac- 
colade for "The King of Latin Music" would 
have to be "Long Live the King."

Piracy Convictions 
Send Brothers To Jail 
NEW YORK - Two brothers were senten- 
ced to jail terms in U.S. District Court of 
Chicago by Judge N. Bua, following their 
conviction earlier this month on 20 counts 
of copyright infringement and one count of 
interstate transportation of stolen property. 

The older brother, Barry Berkwitt, was 
sentenced to six months imprisonment and 
four and a half years probation on the 
felony charge of interstate transportation of 

stolen property and was given a concurrent 
one-year probation on the charges of 
criminal copyright infringement. 

The younger brother, Mark Berkwitt, 
currently enrolled at the Yeshiva University 
of Los Angeles, was sentenced to spend 
three months in the Metropolitan Correc- 
tion Center in Los Angeles with work 
release privileges. His probationary period 
was set at three and three-quarter years. 

During the trial, for which assistant U.S. 
attorney Theodore Scudder was 
prosecutor, more than a dozen record 
companies sent witnesses to testify that the 
Berkwitt Brothers had duplicated 
copyrighted sound recordings without 
authorization.

"I think some producers get so hung up 
on how their albums will 'sound' that they 
neglect the emotions and feelings of an ar- 
tist's work, which to me should be heart of 
the album," stated Foster. "I just want to 
stay one step ahead of the layman in 

regards to knowing about studio 
technology. 

"I believe the best producers have been 
people who are not really musicians, but 
just people who love music," added Foster. 
"I'm a classically -trained musician, but I still 
prefer things that are simple. I often have to 
keep myself as a producer or player from 
making a record unnecessarily complex or 
sophisticated." 

During his two years of producing, Foster 
has almost completely by accident 
developed into an accomplished 
songwriter, simply becoming one because 
the artists he produced were in need of 

songwriting assistance in finishing their 
compositions. With the exception of Hall & 

Oates "Along The Red Ledge" album, 
Foster has co -written songs with every ar- 
tist he has produced. 

As a result of his co -writing work with his 

artists, he has now begun to expand his 

songwriting duties, collaborating with such 

artists as David Paich of Toto and Maurice 
White of Earth, Wind & Fire to compose 
material for the Emotions, Cheryl Lynn and 

Earth, Wind & Fire. Notably, Foster and 
Paich joined forces to write "Got To Be 

Real" for Lynn, a Top 10 pop single.

N.Y. Court Upholds 
Paragon, Outlaws Pact 
LOS ANGELES - The New York County 
Supreme Court handed down a preliminary 
injunction Jan. 18 to American Talent Inter- 
national (ATI), Charles Brusco and all 
others acting in their interest, restraining 
them from acting as agents for recording 
group "The Outlaws". 

The action was brought about by the 
Paragon Agency against Outlaw manager 
Brusco and ATI after ATI began booking 
the group in 1978. The court declared that 
the contract, granting exclusive rights to 
Paragon for representation of the group, 
was still valid. That contract extends from 
June 1, 1975 to May 31, 1980, with an option 
to extend the term to May 31, 1982. 

The court ruled that a copy of paper 
presented by the defense, dated Apr. 28, 

1978, allegedly releasing two members of 
the original group (signatories to the 
original contract), was invalid, as Paragon 
was not a signatory to this "release". The 
court further ruled that the contract bet- 
ween Paragon and the Outlaws "was not 
changed in any way by the so-called 
'release' ".

`Sport' Pinball 
Assn. Planned 
CHICAGO - Jules Millman of the Aladdin's 
Castle arcade chain has been contacting 
the major manufacturers of pinball 
machines to muster support for the forma- 
tion of a national Pinball Contest Associa- 
tion. The purpose of the organization 
would be to establish pinball as a national 
sport, of similar stature as tennis and other 
sports. Millman's experience with the 
highly successful, nationally publicized 
Bally Super Shooter contest prompted the 
move and response thus far has been 
"positive," he told Cash Box. 

"What we are trying to do," Millman said, 
"is open up the (Bally) Super Shooter con- 
test to all manufacturers." A voluminous 
documentation of the contest, complete 
with related mass media coverage, was 
presented to each of the manufacturers 
and Millman pointed out that all of the 
publicity, coupled with personal appear- 
ances of contest winner Ken Lunceford, 
generated a great deal of public in- 
terest and reflected a very positive image of 
the pinball industry, which will help a great 
deal in promoting pinball as a sport. 

IRS Ruling

CHICAGO CHATTER 

With a few exceptions, most Chicagoans who attended the ATE convention in London were 
back in their respective home offices as we were going to press last week. Among those 
remaining overseas were Midway's Andy Ducey, who had a full docket of factory service 
schools scheduled for after the convention; and Williams' Ron Crouse and Bob Prinzing, 
who were also doing some schools over there. Despite adverse weather conditions 
hereabouts, the local turnout was as big as ever this year but returnees brought back a 
number of complaints, not so much about the show itself as about the environs - Alexan- 
dra Palace, it seems, leaves much to be desired. One factory rep said it was so cold and 
damp he had to wear his coat for the entire run of the show. Another mentioned that Lon- 
don experienced a slight snowstorm just before the show started and this made for very 
uncomfortable conditions, since accommodations for the most part lack insulation and 
London is just not equipped to cope with such weather. Additionally, there was a trucking 
strike which made it difficult to get equipment to the show (applicable on the local level); a 
train strike which created overcrowding on the tubes and greatly effected the opening day 
attendance at ATE and other minor transportation difficulties. As one Chicagoan put it, "It 
was like being at home during the 'blizzard of '79 when truck's couldn't get through, 
transportation was all messed up, etc." Another said that coping with 25 inches of snow in 
Chicago is more palatable than with 2 inches in London. This show, however, does attract 
people from all over the world and continues to maintain its significance among 
Americans, because it gives them the opportunity to make contact with countries not nor- 
mally represented at other trade functions and the further advantage of doing a good deal 
of after hours business.

WE WISH A SPEEDY RECOVERY to Seeburg's general manager Bill Adair, who is con- 
valescing at home after undergoing surgery. He's coming along nicely but will remain in 

sick bay for at least another three weeks - if they could hold him down that long. 

CALIFORNIA CLIPPINGS 
Just back from the recent ATE show in London, Exidy marketing chief Lila Zinter said the 
factory's current hit, "Star Fire," is still very much in production despite frustrating compo- 
nent shortages.

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LA Radio Survey Finds FMs Surging While AMs Struggle

automated except for 6-9 a.m. and p.m. 
The Capitol Cities outlet maintained its 
usual 2.0 share in the fall ARBs, although 
PD Jack Popejoy points to the station's #1 
ranking in quarter hours per listener per 
week. Popejoy uses in-house call -out 
research and information from 
Burkhart/Abrams and tries to pay close at- 
tention to local as opposed to national 
sales. 

"KZLA tries things out," says Chris Grist, 
Warner Bros. L.A. promotion director. "If it 
fits their format they keep it in, which is 

really all you can ask for." 
Changes At K- West 

Century Broadcasting's KWST (K -West) 
has undergone a number of format 
changes in recent years, from heavy-metal 
to soft -rock. The station is now being con- 
sulted by Tom Yates, who was responsible 
for much of KLOS' success a few years 
back. Yates describes the format as 
lifestyle AOR, "It's like a big party and the 
jock is the guy who brought the record 
player." 

K -West operations director Steve Downs 
is another believer in the return of per- 
sonality radio. "We recently overhauled our 
on -air staff because we wanted to make our 
personalities more important. We're mak- 
ing a concentrated effort to establish our 
personalities, but it takes a year to do it, at 
least. 

"We've had a string of lousy books and 
that's why we made format and staff 
changes. But the key to our new format is 
quick adds with good rotation." 

K -Earth Coming On 
One station seen by many to be making 

headway on the crowded FM dial is RKO's 
KRTH (K -Earth). PD Bob Hamilton calls his 
format contemporary, aiming for 25-34s by 
day -parting and using a wide variety of 
research tools. Hamilton says music is the 
main thing on the former oldies station, with 
personality just an added feature. 

K -Earth enjoyed a good book in the fall, 
with a half -point gain to a 3.0 share, an in- 
crease in cume share and a #1 ranking in 
men 25-34 (tied with KMET). 

"K -Earth is moving up on the pop front," 
says Warner Bros'. Grist, "and it's the sta- 
tion I'd most like to see on my disco 
records." 

Former Drake-Chenault programming 
VP Lee Bailey became PD at Outlet Broad- 
casting's KIQQ, better known as FM -100, 
just before the fall book. He now calls his 
format Southern California young adult 
contemporary and says his target audience 
is women 18-34 and men 25-34. 

"We won't battle KMET and the rest for 
the 18-24 men," says Bailey. "We're trying 
to turn our demos from a teen -oriented Top 
40 to adult and we were real happy with the 
fall book." FM -100 had a 1.8 share in the fall 
ARBs. 

AM Stations 
Although FM listenership barely edged 

out AM for the first time in the fall book, few 
observers believe AM radio will be able to 
reverse the trend toward increased FM 
listening. Many believe that AM in L.A. can 
only survive with talk, news or highly 
specialized formats. 

"There's no question but that AM's future 
in music is bleak," indicates KRLA's Laboe. 
"The handwriting is clearly on the wall - 
AM has to be innovative or it won't survive." 

Laboe has taken his own advice to heart 
and KRLA has one of the most innovative 
formats on the dial. He calls it an 
oldies/contemporary mix with some subtle 
day -parting. But with the current disco 
craze in full force, Laboe has added disco, 
with a generous mix of old dance numbers, 
from 7 p.m. to 5 a.m., except for an hour of 
Elvis Presley from 11 to midnight. 

"The disco thing's an experiment and 
there's still a thread of the regular format 
running through it with the oldies," notes 

Laboe. "But we're the only AM disco station 
at night, so I'm anxious to see how we do in 
our first book (Jan. -Feb.) with disco." 

In the fall book, KRLA had a respectable 
2.6 average quarter hour share. The station 
is licensed to the Broadcast Foundation, an 
interim licensee waiting for seven license 
applicants to get together and form a new 
owner. 

"We'll last as long as we give people what 
they want and can't get elsewhere," sum- 
marizes Laboe. "We're relatively safe 
because our audience isn't big enough to 
encourage competition. If someone took 
half our audience we'd both go broke." 

Lame Duck Ten Q 
Another station with a cloudy future, 

at least as a contemporary music station, is 
KTNQ (Ten Q). The personality Top 40 sta- 
tion has been sold to K -Love, Inc. and is ex- 
pected to go all -Spanish this year, possibly 
in June. 

PD Mike McVay reports that the spirit at 
Ten Q is quite high, despite the fact that the 
staff knows its days are numbered. And 
with virtually no promotion budget, Ten Q 
took a big jump in 18 -24 men and finished 
behind only KMET in teens in the fall book, 
with a 2.1 average quarter hour share. 

"I believe in research and personality go- 
ing hand in hand," says McVay. Ten Q per- 
sonalities include Charlie Tuna and 
Machine Gun Kelly. 

Top Top 40s 
While Ten Q sinks slowly in the West and 

KRLA clings to the past, KHJ and KFI are 
battling it out for AM supremacy. 

KHJ, long the king of AM in L.A., is still 
the station most racks use to add their 
records, but the RKO station is slipping in 
the ratings. In the last ARBs, KHJ hit a five - 
book low in cume, lost ground in most 
demographics and fell almost a full point to 
2.7 in average quarter hour share. 

Where the station is headed following the 
recent firing on John Sebastian, who 
brought a touted passive research system 
to KHJ, is an often -heard question in L.A. 
music circles. 

"What happens now at KHJ is going to be 
interesting," says one local promotion per- 
son. "It used to be if KHJ added your record 
you were home, but that doesn't exist 
anymore. Under Sebastian they were 
adding records off local sales, so I don't 
know how anyone could say they were sell- 
ing their records. But they were adding 
more out of the box just before he got axed. 
KFI is the AM station for selling product." 

According to PD John Rook, it was only 
this past summer that KFI, with the 
strongest signal in the market, switched to 
mass appeal in all seriousness. 

"We're like a giant Sears with our clear 
channel signal," notes Rook. 

KFI has one of the country's top morning 
teams, Lohman and Barkley, and Rook 
says that music and personality are equally 
important to the station. He also believes 
that KFI's entry into the pop arena in recent 
months has scared a lot of stations away. 

"Since we entered the market as a true 
mass appeal station, KITS has gone disco, 
Ten Q has quit, and KNX has added a lot of 
drama and new records. They're getting out 
of pop music because we're too tough, like 
WLS or WABC." 

"There's new impact from KFI," says 
Cream promotion vice president Don 
Graham. "Six months ago there was no im- 
pact, but John Rook is winning with morn- 
ing personalities mixed with Top 40, which 
everybody said couldn't be done. For years 
KFI was a sleeping giant, but Rook is wak- 
ing them up." 

"KFI is so strong it's hard to say how 
much they sell," adds RCA promotion 
director Chuck Thagard. "I've heard them 
in Seattle." 

Rook believes that KFI is hurt in the ARBs 
because the L.A. market is considered by 
Arbitron to be only L.A. and Orange Coun- 

ties. KFI does its sales from Arbitron's con- 
solidated metro book, which adds Ventura 
County and the western parts of nearby 
Riverside and San Bernadino Counties. 

"The only reason L.A. is limited to a two - 
county book, while San Francisco includes 
six counties and San Diego four, is because 
stations with signal problems have fought 
expansion tooth and nail," insists Rook. A 
spokesman for Arbitron says the reason 
only two counties are in the L.A. metro sur- 
vey is that L.A. County is one of the largest 
in the country and Arbitron uses the Stan- 
dard Market Statistical Area (SMSA) for its 
metro survey. 

Black, R&B and Disco 
Like Top 40, AOR, soft -rock and every 

other format, the black and disco stations 
are highly competitive in L.A. 

"Before 1974, there was really only one 
black station in town, KGFJ," recalls Steve 
Woods, PD at K DAY, the leading black AM. 
"Now there's KDAY, KUTE -FM, KACE-FM, 
KJLH-FM and the Kat (KKTT, formerly 
KGFJ) dividing the minority audience and 
sharing a lot of listeners." 

Woods calls KDAY a black contem- 
porary station, noting that his audience is 
70% black, 20% white and 10% Spanish. 
KDAY moved up to a 2.5 average quarter 
hour share last book, and is rated #3 overall 
in the market in Burke's three-month 
sweep, according to Woods. 

KDAY, owned by Rollins Broadcasting, 
went on the air in 1974 and its success for- 
ced AM competitor KGFJ to regroup and 
change its call letters last year to KKTT, bet- 
ter known as the Kat. The Kat is in the 
process of being purchased by Inner City 
Broadcasting, along with its sister station, 
KUTE. 

The Kat is now being programmed by 
Walt "Baby" Love, who describes the sta- 
tion's showing in the last book as "terrible." 

Sister station KUTE, the first station in 
'the market to jump on the disco 
bandwagon, is enjoying more success in 
th» market. KUTE made a big jump in the 
spring book and held on in the fall with a 2.6. 
average quarter hour share and an in- 
crease in cume. 'KUTE's R&B/disco format 
is programmed by PD Bill Stevens, who 
does a lot of checking with other program- 
mers around the country, such as KMJ- 
Q/Houston's Jim Maddox, in markets with 
large black populations. 

But according to Walt Love, the black 
community is not the strictly loyal audience 
it was a few years ago. 

"People have to realize that black people 
are more educated now and are listening to 
a wide variety of stations, like KMET and 
KHJ," argues Love. "It's not like it was for 
the old black R&B stations, which really en- 
ded five or six years ago, anyway." 

Of course, the main difference from a few 
years ago is the explosion of disco on the 
scene. Although disco hasn't had the im- 
pact in L.A. that it's had in markets like New 
York, stations like KUTE, KKTT and KDAY 
play a large percentage of disco. 

KIIS-FM 
One of the most talked about stations in 

L.A. is Combined Communications' KIIS- 
FM, which went all -disco in November, just 
after the fall sweep. Mike Wagner is the PD 
and the station is consulted by 
Burkhart/Abrams. But despite its disco for- 
mat, most of the black stations in L.A. don't 
view KITS as competition. 

"Disco was started by black artists and 
was later patronized by the gay com- 
munity," explains KDAY's Woods. "Disco is 
95% black. KITS refuses to play some songs 
that black people want to hear, Peabo 
Bryson and Funkadelic for example, and 
the teen and male demos especially want to 
hear that sound." 

But others say that KITS is already having 
an impact on the market. 

"KUTE still is responsible for more sales, 
but KITS is coming on very strong," says 

London's Mazzetta. "The labels haven't 
been merchandising disco effectively here 
and KITS' music director Sherman Cohen is 
talking to labels, indie distributors and 
retailers about improving their efforts to 
merchandise disco product. KITS' potential 
is phenomenal because disco hasn't 
peaked yet here." 

Among the stations competing for the 
black/disco audience, KACE and KJLH are 
cited by many record company promotion 
reps as factors in the market. 

"KACE, with an improved signal under 
Alonzo Miller's guidance, has gone to 
progressive black music and has become a 
definite record -selling station," comments 
Cream's Graham. "And KJLH (recently 
purchased by Stevie Wonder) has a good 
signal and a great musical mix that I think is 
getting more listeners than the surveys 
show." 

Jazz 
Saul Levine's KKGO, formerly KBCA, is 

the top jazz station in L.A. Its only competi- 
tion is from the many college and public 
stations in the area and, to a degree, KJLH. 
But KKGO, which is programmed by com- 
mittee, is not a ratings giant. 

"I think there are more jazz listeners than 
is reported," opines Gordon Potter, a mem- 
ber of KKGO's programming committee. 
"The in -bred, exclusive feel of jazz kept 
people away for a long time, but now, 
behind the success of artists like Chuck 
Mangione and George Benson, jazz is 
booming." 

Other stations cited by record promoters 
for their impact in the market include 
KMPC, KROQ, and KLAC. KMPC, the 
Golden West Broadcasting outlet that has a 
large upper -demographic audience for its 
adult contemporary format, exposes a lot of 
product with its 60 -song playlist. 

KROQ is the most new wave oriented sta- 
tion in L.A. and it provides the only outlet for 
many albums that can't get on KMET and 
the other AORs. It has signal problems, but 
it is still strong in men 18-24. 

KLAC is the top country station in the 
market. The Metromedia station enjoyed 
an excellent fall book, with a 3.9 average 
quarter hour share and big cume jump. 
Together with sister station KMET, it gives 
Metromedia an impressive one-two punch 
that doesn't compete with itself. 

Constant Change 
The stations discussed above represent 

less than a third of the stations on the dial in 
L.A. With so many signals in the market, 
one inevitable part of programming in L.A. 
is constant change. 

"Unlike most of the rest of thecountry, on 
any given day any one of the 72 stations can 
get hot under a new format," says FM -100's 
Bailey. "So as a program director, it's one 
hell of a market to find out if you have it or 
not."
