Jacksons’ Los Angeles Tour
Dates Now In Question

LOS ANGELES — Warner
Communications Inc. (WCI) has
announced a net loss of $437.6 million for

the second quarter ended June 30 on
revenues of $475.6 million. WCI, which
sold a majority of its money-losing Atari

video game and home computer business
last month, said through a written
statement from WCI chairman and chief

executive Steven J. Ross that the loss

"was due largely to the operating losses

at Atari.”

This significantly greater loss from the
second quarter of last year is partially

offset by major gains in both WCI’s Filmed
Entertainment group and Recorded Music
group. The Steven Speilberg film

Gremlins along with Greystoke, Police

Academy and Sudden Impact contributed

to the record $30.6 million operating
income for the group. WCI’s Recorded
Music group also posted a nearly
threefold gain in operating income of

$13.4 million, up from $5.1 million in the

second quarter of last year. Warner Bros.
Records made a particulary strong
showing helped in part by Prince’s
soundtrack album "Purple Rain,” which
sold almost two million copies in its first

two weeks of release.

Even though the corporation cut its

management staff and overhead
significantly last October, Ross stated,

“We have implemented a plan that will

reduce our corporate operating cost by
50 percent, a move necessitated by the
ongoing restructuring of WCI. This is the
culmination of a series of steps begun a
year ago and it represents a 75 percent
decrease in corporate personnel in less

than a year. Although this is a painful step,

it is a necessary one.

“With the operating losses at Atari now
behind us, the reorganization and
reductions at the corporate level and the
continued strong performances of our
core entertainment businesses, we look
to the future with optimism.”

LOS ANGELES — The gargantuan
Jacksons “Victory Tour,” which was
scheduled to begin its eight-day stint at

the Los Angeles Forum August 2, may
wind up at another venue, if negotiations
fall through. The September dates remain
firm at this point, however and at press
time, hopes that an agreement to fulfill

the scheduled Forum dates were high.

The problem stems from a recent
request from the Jackson tour that its

Forum shows be reduced from the
planned eight nights, with an option for

nine, to just three nights. The reasons for

this request are “various” according to

tour spokesman Howard Bloom, but
center primarily on the question of seating
availability at an enclosed venue of the
Forum’s size. Due to the enormity of the
Victory Tour” staging, seating in the
8,412 seat arena (which can offer only
6,000 for concerts) would be reduced.
\ further reduction in seats comes from
an estimated 22,000 seats over the eight-

night engagement which are controlled by
the arena for season tickets. “The
Jacksons’ have been very explicit about
demanding that the best seats in the
house be available for the general public

so that they can play for all their fans and
not just the privileged few.” Commenting
on the Forum’s policy on precommitment
of seating. Forum general manager Claire

Rothman said that “It’s just like any other
box seating or subscription seating that

any other threatre has.”

The demand for tickets in Los Angeles
is feared to mount to a point that is

intolerable, according to Bloom, who
cited a call he’d recieved from a Los
Angeles ticket agent who, though
benefitting from the premium on
Jacksons tickets (selling for as much as
$750 in Orange County and $300 and $400
in downtown Los Angeles, according to

the agent) felt that the demand would

New Music Seminar Brings Vets, Newcomers To N.Y.

NEW YORK — Buoyed by the prospects
of inside information, four days of free

music and the convention world’s first

Shmoozatorium, approximately 4,000
aeople descended on the New York Hilton

August 6, 7 and 8 for the fifth annual New
'4usic Seminar. The seminar, which
eatured industry veterans conducting
janel discussions on everything from
narketing case studies and mock contract
legotiations to a breakdancing exhibition
?nd a forum on “Nightclubbing Around
he World” provided participants with a
hance to question industry leaders
anging from artists to publicity and
romotion people to A&R directors.

Saying “Let’s not talk about the future

of the music business for the next three
days. Why don’t we talk about the future
of the music?” producer Trevor Horn
opened the proceedings August 6. Horn
urged his colleagues to remember “the
dare” of supporting untried musical forms
such as those represented by the largely

New Wave crowd in attendance and he
called for a “return of real enthusiasm”
on the part of record company executives.

Horn’s remarks were followed by the
first panel discussions, which were held
in three blocks of four each day of the
seminar. Monday’s forums included a
presidents’ panel along with discussions
on DJs and remixers, new visual
directions in music, an alternative talent
and booking workshop, a press seminar,
AOR promotion and black music

marketing and promotion.

A particularly innovative session was
the "State of The Artists’ Recording
Contract: A Mock Negotiation,” in which
a panel of legal representatives from
various record companies were pitted

against a team of artists’ lawyers and
representatives in a hypothetical contract
negotiation. The group of articulate and
often humorous legal eagles provided a
useful insight into the finer points of such
negotiations for the inexperienced in the
audience, much of which was made up
of artists.

Monday's session also featured a
meeting of the Independent Label
Coalition and a breakdance exhibition

He booked the Hollywood
Palladium (capacity approx. 2,500) and
arranged a Las Vegas Style show unique
to the Los Angeles market. Dinner was
served at 8 p.m., with the show beginning
at 10 p.m. Tickets were priced at $45 for

dinner and the show, $27.50 for the show
alone.

July 26, the night the show opened,
Stuart remarked, “I felt it was timely
because of the amount of people that
would be here, to go ahead and do it

during the Olympic season. With the
Olympics, where are they going to go with
the traffic jams the way they are going
to be and be able get dinner and a show?”
Five days after the show opened, Stuart
knew the Olympics did not mean gold.

Publisher Parries Dies At 62
NEW YORK — Sidmore Parnes, the founder and editor-in-chief of the music-industry
trade weekly Record World, died July 31 at New York University Hospital, where
he had been under treatment since suffering a heart attack July 7. He was 62. Mr.

Parnes was born in Brooklyn on March 22, 1922. He had been editor of Cash Box
and a successful music publisher (most notably of the international hit “Never on
Sunday”) when he founded Record World in 1964. Record World was a respected
voice in the field until it ceased publication in 1982.

ending September 30, 1984, will be mailed in mid-September, which is when NARAS
members will receive their full-year member entry forms.

Capturing a high-tech theme with a fundamental beat and rhythm, Moroder has

here produced what should be an instant AOR and CHR add. Tyler’s voice is

appropriately coarse and emotional for this soundtrack offering.

STEPHEN STILLS (Atlantic 7-89633)

Stranger (2:54) (Gold Hill Music/ASCAP) (Stills-Stills) (Producer: Ron Albert-

Howard Albert)

This first single from Stills’ latest “Right By You” LP is a pop-oriented piece

of compelling songwriting which features Stills’ trademark vocal phrasing. The
key piano hook is very effective as is the gliding guitar lead. A definitely updated
sound that merges modern synth and dance sounds together with Stills’ classic

songwriting.

KING SUNNY ADE and his AFRICAN BEATS (Island 626)

ASE (5:00) (Island Music/BMI) (Ade) (Producers: King Sunny Ade-Martin
Meissonnier)

This multi-rhythm cut from Sunny Ade’s second Island LP is a murky and
sometimes joyous track that is highlighted by Stevie Wonder’s spiraling harmonica
colorings. The juju and highlife syncopated percussion of “Ase” is set off by Ade’s

otherworldly- vocals and the cut’s pounding bass drum. Should click in as a dance
club favorite and cross to B/C stations immediately. Haunting melody and glistening

slide guitar make this cut memorable.

VANILLA FUDGE (ATCO 7-99729)

Mystery (3:39) (Wild Boar Music, CBS Songs, Grand Pasha Publisher, Sasha Songs/
BMI; Riva/ASCAP) (M. Stein, C. Appice, R. Bishop, s. Proffer) (Producer: Spencer
Proffer)

From its first LP on ATCO Records, Vanilla Fudge is sure to hit with this first

single. “Mystery” is a tune that bears all the elements of its title. This is a brooding,

sensuous cut with a supenseful, breathless intensity. The vocals here are smoothly

harmonic, with a flying tenor lead accentuating a moody percussion and stalking

guitars. Slow tempos give this tune a rolling mellowness, punctured by occasionally

thumping drum work and aided by an eerie synthesizer. A CHR playlist must.

SURF PUNKS (Day-Glo 711 A)

Welcome To California (2:27) (Hot Curl Music/BMI) (Miller) (Producer: Dennis
Dragon)
The Surf Punks have paddled back into the public eye with this thrasher which

mixes the carnival atmosphere of classic beach music with the angry mentality

of urban anarchists. The production and musicanship are raw, except for the

whirling guitar solo, and the spirit of "my beach, my wave” is still intact as Dennis
Dragon and his comrades have created yet another mini-classic musical escapade.
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POINTS WEST
HELLO YELLOWBRICK ROAD, AGAIN — In the history of rock music, there have
been only a handful of true artistic and commercial legends. Elton John is certainly

one of these. Even after his much publicized retirement in 1977 and his gradual

return to the public eye — accompanied by a string of hits — John has remained
one of the most effective and prolific pop songwriters in the history of modern
pop music. Yet it is John and writing partner Bernie Taupin who often receive

the lion’s share of the credit for the oh-so-many pop gems produced under the

Elton John name. This credit is certainly due, yet it is also due to the longtime

John band, which except for three years has remained staunchly intact. Nigel

Olson on drums. Dee Murray on bass and Davey Johnstone on guitar. This is

the core behind everything from the rip-roaring “Saturday Night’s Alright For

Fighting” to “Crocodile Rock” to the

current “Sad Songs (Say so Much),”

and with the band on a 10-day hiatus

from its extensive tour — five months
in Eastern and Western Europe and
Australia and now another handful of

months in North America — Points

West was able to catch Davey
Johnstone for a bit of an overview of

the last few years with and without

Elton John. “It’s, strange how we fell

apart originally back in 1974. Elton

wanted to have some sort of change,

a bigger band. So he told us about it

and Dee and Nigel went their separate

ways while I stayed on with him to form
the new band. Ray Cooper stayed on
also and we got James Newton
Howard and Kevin Quai and some
other great players and it was working

out well. By 1977, the popularity was just getting heavier and heavier and we were
touring excessively and at one point it was clear we just didn’t want to do it anymore.
We did one last show at Wembley Stadium and Elton stated that he was going
to retire. After that I was doing a lot of session work with different people, Alice

Cooper, Meatloaf, and I did my own album with James Newton Howard. Elton

then did a solo tour with Ray Cooperand after that we’d see each other a lot,

something with Meatloaf, I think it was Saturday Night Live and I got this phone
call from our producer Chris Thomas. He was with Elton up at Montserrat and
he said, ’Do you want to put the band back together?’ It was out of the blue,

but I said ’Absolutely, why not!’ I had been doing so many sessions with so many
people that I was ready to get back to doing what I love most, which is Elton’s

music.” Obviously John’s music is what a lot of people love most as the band’s

live shows are going spectacularly and the LP “Breaking Hearts” is also doing
very well. And while the spotlight is on Elton John, we know that his unique sound
is also created by three amazingly musical musicans who know the yellow — and
gold — brick road by heart.

STILLS’ BACK PAGES — If you were listening to the latest Stephen Stills release

and heard some familiar guitar passages — maybe even hotter than Stills’ own

The smokey-voiced Ms. Alexandria — well-supported by pianist Mahones, bassist

One of the west coast’s premier plectrists pickin’ up a storm with two of the

west coast’s lesser-known plectrists — Jon Kurnick and Jim Bruno — providing

the rhythmic strumming in this well-paced live set. Tedesco’s talent is well summed
up by his own composition, “Chops Shop.” It’s out of the studios and into the

fire here for Tommy Tedesco.
... IN THE BEGINNING — Woody Shaw — Muse MR 5298 — Producer: Woody
Shaw — List: 8.98

Well-titled, since this set, originally recorded by Shaw nearly 20 years ago in

an effort to secure himself a record deal (he didn’t), is his earliest date as a leader.

It’s all sizzling hard bop — with traces of freedom around the edges — from Shaw
and such well-chosen compatriots as Herbie Hancock, Paul Chambers, Joe
Henderson, Joe Chambers and Larry Young. Could it have really been sitting in

Woody’s closet all these years? It’s interesting to hear the trumpet-phenom of

the mid-’60s getting his sea legs as a leader.

AMERICA THE BEAUTIFUL — Ruby Braff, Dick Hyman — The George Wein
Collection GW-3003; dist. by Concord Jazz — Producers: Dick Hyman, Ruby Braff,

the Pittsburgh Area Theatre Organ Society — List: 8.98

Two empathetic, hard-core swingmeisters, Braff’s cornet meshes perfectly with

Hyman’s pipe organ for a warm, delightful set of old chestnuts (“When My Sugar
Walks Down The Street,” “Apple Blossom Time,” they don’t get much chestnuttier).

Yes, Hyman does more than score Woody Allen flics. As for Braff — he’s a great

brassman who has lived and breathed “in the tradition” for decades and is at the

top of his game in this fine collection.

DOWNTOWN SOUNDS — When is a jazz festival not a jazz festival? When it’s

the Greenwich Village Jazz Festival. Huh? Well, Greenwich Village is a jazz festival.

On any given night of any given week, one can stroll the streets of the Village

and pick from big name offerings at numerous clubs — from the old world, no

frills joints (the Village Vanguard, the Village Gate), to the modern, butcher block-

and-mirror club/restaurants (Sweet Basil, Fat Tuesday’s, Lush Life, S.O.B.’s the

Blue Note, Seventh Ave. South) to the belly-up-to-the-bar corner joints and piano

bars (Bradley’s, Arthur’s, the Village Corner). There are, of course, advantages

to having so much talent stuffed into one small corner of the world — one can

actually catch three sets of three different jazz greats without having to roam more
than a block or two; one gets to hear

For a sawbuck, one gets the privilege of going to the first and/or second sets

of each club listed above for half price (that’s half the cover prices, the minimums
continue to apply), and to the third sets (where there are third sets) for free. That

means that, for the serious — and well-heeled — clubgoer, Aug. 24-Sept. 3 can

be halcyon days.

Wood; Sweet Basil will present two afternoon discussions — “Little Known Tales

and Secrets From The Jazz Archives,” with Dan Morgenstern and Ed Berger (they

of the Institute of Jazz Studios, Rutgers) and “Confirmation,” Stanley Crouch
discussing Charlie Parker (on whose biography he is hard at work; Our Lady of

Pompeii church will be the site of a senior citizens dance with the Widespread
Jazz Orchestra; and the Bleecker St. Cinema will unreel a weekend of jazz films

(8/29-9/3). Whew! Horst Liepolt and Mel Litoff (part of the brain trust of Lush
Life and Sweet Basil) are producing the event, now in its third year. A fitting end
to the summer festival season, which, appropriately enough, begins (with the Kool/
NY Fest) and ends in the Apple.

ALPHABET SOUP — Dealing with jazz record labels, one has to remember an
awful lot of initials. There’s GRP, ECM, MPS, DMP, GNP, FMP, the letters go on
and on. Some of the best letters these days are OJC, which stand for Fantasy’s

Original Jazz Classics series. In the short time that the series has been in existence.

Fantasy has managed to reissue some 130 records (counting 10 Original Blues

Classics) — all vintage material in original jackets and carrying a $5.98 list price.

Fresh in the stores as we speak are the latest 10 LPs: “The Elliot Lawrence Band
Plays Gerry Mulligan Arrangements,” “Kenny Dorham Quintet,” “The Nat Pierce-

Dick Collins Nonet/The Charlie Mariano Sextet,” Charlie Parker’s “Bird On 52nd
Street,” “Paul Desmond Quartet featuring Don Elliott,” “The Herdsmen Play Paris,”

“Autobiography In Jazz” (Various Artists), Eddie Duran’s “Jazz Guitarist,” “The
New Oscar Pettiford Sextet,” and Bud Poweli’s “Jazz At Massey Hall.” Lest you
think that Fantasy has any intention of slowing up its reissue frenzy, September
will see the release of another 30 OJCs, with yet another 30 due in November.
Look for some prime product from Sonny Rollins, Steve Lacy, Red Gariand, Miles

Davis, Tadd Dameron and others next month. Also keep your eyes peeled in Oct.

BRENDAN BYRNE ARENA, EAST
RUTHERFORD. NJ — Bruce Springsteen

returned home to New Jersey to open an

unprecedented sold out 10-day
engagement at the Meadowlands’
Brendan Byrne Arena. The four-hour

(counting an intermission) performance
on night two was a celebration of soulful,

no-frills, straight-ahead rock and roll.

Bruce Springsteen works -- as he has

throughout his career — with the most
basic tools of rock. His songs are about
cars (Cadillacs and Chevys, mainly), the

road, the daily drudgery of work,
hometown America, alienation and many
of the other topics that have been
common to rock since Bill Haley first

greased his spit curl. The instrumentation

of the E Street Band -- the churning

organ, the honking tenor sax, the bass

drum backbeat — is similarly time-worn.

In fact, everything considered, Bruce
Springsteen and the E Street Band is the

finest bar band in the world.

Everything about Springsteen is

appealing. His lyrics have a true ring to

them; his decidedly blue collar sounds
genuinely blue. His on-stage persona ~
the guy in jeans just having a ball ™
similarly rings true. He doesn’t need
lasers, sequins and choreography
(nobody could have ever choreographed
that hulking dance of his). He’s got
charisma and spirit to burn; he displays

a childlike exuberance for what he does
(he was obviously having so much fun at

Medowlands, it’s a wonder it’s been so
long between tours); and he’s got a

powerful, vibrant rock and roll singing

voice.

The highlights of the Jersey
performances (“New Jersey, you’re my
people," shouted Springsteen) were
numerous. Many of the older songs —
“Rosalita” for example —

- were done as

anthems, with the entire audience
encouraged to sing along. Other tunes —
several from the folkish “Nebraska” LP,

“No Surrender; from the new album —
were given simple, declarative, Dylanish
readings. And there were numerous
bumptious rockers no more effective

than the wallop saved for the end as “Born
To Run” gave way to “Street Fighting

Man” which gave way to a powerhouse
medley of “Twist And Shout” and “Do You
Love Me,” evoking not only the Beatles

and The Dave Clark Five, but Trini Lopez
as well. “Dancing In The Dark,” which is

all over television in Brian DePalma’s
corny video, was similarly corny in

performance as Springsteen pulled a girl

out of the front row to dance stage center
with him. The warmth and love between
Springsteen and his New Jersey audience

did not require a surrogate for the
audience’s numerous teeny-boppers
being placed center stage — it was
genuine and reciprocal throughout the

long concert. When Springsteen marched
headlong into the audience, mike in hand,
one didn’t worry for the performer’s
safety. He seemed as safe as a rabbi

walking amid his congregation.

The Rolling Stones may still lay claim

to the banner of “World’s Greatest Rock
And Roll Band,” but Bruce Springsteen
must must be the most arresting single

performer in rock. That’s not taking
anything away from the E Street Band
(well-served, incidentally, by guitar-for-

hire Nils Lofgren). It just lays down the

cushion. Everybody, however, knows
who’s “Boss.”

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. —
Diana Ross is a legend, and for good
reason. She proved that on the evening
of August 6 when she opened her Los
’Angeles engagement at the Universal

Ampitheatre and left her audience still

screaming like babies after three encores.

To describe Diana Ross’ stage persona
for this reviewer is to gush with
superlatives. She is, in short, magical up
there, the original “dream girl.” with all

the magnetism and poise the term implies.

With Ross an audience is given total

confidence - confidence in her talent,

confidence in her control of the
performance, and confidence that here is

a lady who cares about whether or not

the audience is getting what they paid for.

This is no idle speculation - she practically

said as much during the Monday show,
and then went on to prove it.

Ross made her entrance to the tune of

“Endless Love,” wearing a billowing white

gown, heading straight for the apron and
immediate rapport with the audience. In

no time, one could rest assured that this

is a lady who has been performing world
class shows for years, and knows exactly

how to deliver. The enthusiasm is there,

and the smile that says you’re in for

something special, and if its not special,

she’s going to do everything in her 20 odd
years of experience to make it that way.
Ending “Endless Love,” the billowy

dress came off, revealing every curve of

the lady’s uncharacteristically athletic-

looking body, poured into opalescent
sequined peddle pushers and high-spiked
heels. From there it was drum beat bumps
and some well chosen Mae West camp,
a flying rendition of “Touch Me In The
Morning,” and then into the audience for

a rousing “Reach Out And Touch,” in

honor of the Olympics.

which Ross’ band shone with tight, to the

second deliveries of such tunes as “Baby
Love,” and Stop (In the Name Of Love),”

with the horn section offering a brief

example of the Temptation Walk as Ross
suantered and preened, the very
embodiment of Motown.

But the magic of the evening didn’t

reach its peak until Ross, draped in a

spectacular high shouldered gown of truly

indescribable metallic brilliance, took her

place by the piano to sing her Billie

Holiday standards from the film Lady Sings

the Blues. It was then that the subtle

genius of this imcomparable artist was
felt, as each nuance of modulation, each
phrase, became a jazz vocal experience

not often heard from a performer of Ross’

commercial appeal. Let’s face it, profound
talent and dazzling looks are an unusual

combination.

The suprise of the evening was when
international croon sensation Julio

Iglesias jumped up on stage to join Ross
in their Columbia Records duet single,

“All Of You,” both humorously reading

from a shared lyric sheet.

Tunes from the new RCA LP “Swept
Away” were covered, including the single

of the same name which had most of the

audience dancing in their seats, along

with the “Theme to Mahogany.” Also
included was a riveting "Ain’t No
Mountain High Enough.” “...Life holds one
guarantee,” so the song goes, “You’ll

always have me”, a line that was delivered

with real or imagined emphasis. Ross is

a performer we can depend on.

BEACON THEATRE, NEW YORK — Take
a pulsing energy just barely restrained,

combine it with a riveting dance beat and
a series of hypnotic melodies and you
have an idea of what the Beacon Theatre’s

audience was treated to when INXS took

the stage recently. From the first moment
of the band’s opener “The Swing” to the

final note of the fourth encore, the packed
house reverberated to the sinuous
rhythms and compelling lyrics of one of

Australia’s most adventurous groups.

Songs from last year’s groundbreaker
“Shabooh Shoobah” and the current LP
“The Swing” comprised most of the

band’s 100-minute set. INXS took its

audience on an emotional joyride from
“Soul Mistake,” "The One Thing” and “To
Look At You" to “Face The Change,”

“Melting In The Sun” and the most recent

single, “I Send A Message.” Interspersed

with these were the cuts which gained

INXS critical acclaim in Australia — “Just

Keep Walking.” “Stay Young” and “The
Loved One” (culled from the 1980 self-

titled LP and 198Ts “Underneath The
Colours” — both recently released for the

first time in the States).

Watching the show was like watching
an intricate progression of colors across

an artist’s palette. The band, clad in black

and white and pastels, was silhouetted

against a backdrop alternately lit by stark

whites and rich jewel tones. Perhaps the

most striking use of color was on the

apoclayptic “Dancing On The Jetty.”

Paralleling the pained questioning of the

chorus (“Watch the argue, argue with

itself. Who’s gonna teach me peace and
happiness?”), the lights glared boiling

magenta and fireball red. The visual effect,

combined with some frighteningly

malevolent guitar work by Andrew Farriss,

created a powerful moment which played

to the audience’s sense of sight as well

as sound. Another peak moment occured
when Nile Rodgers joined the band for

“Original Sin,” the cut he produced on the

band’s current album. The song — a

pointed cry for racial equity — stirred the

house. Rodgers’ presence provided an

extra fillip, highlighted by his too-short

but very sweet guitar solo which left the

audience craving more.

Visually, lead vocalist Michael
Hutqhence is unquestionably the focal

point of the group. Alternately swaying,

slithering and war-dancing his way across

the stage, he delivers the songs with high-

voltage intensity. The other
bandmembers, in their own individual

ways, balance his force to a perfectly-

controlled pitch. Tim Farriss not only

plays a wonderfully quirky guitar, he has

the minimal move down to a tee — from
the angry quarter-inch shoulder-twitch to

the accusatory finger pointed at the

audience. Kirk Pengilly can make a sax

bop or wail, or he can shuffle across the

stage guitar in hand, winding up in a

sandpapery behind-the-head guitar

routine in true “overextended” rock and
rol fashion. Garry Gary Beers, Andrew
Farriss and Jon Farriss may be more
subdued physically, but certainly not

musically. Respectively, they provide a

powerful rounding out of the band’s

sound with plunky bass, eerie keyboards
and punchy percussion.

There is certainly no excess in INXS’

performance. It is all carefully modulated,
calculated to draw the audience into the

magnetic current of the music. It

succeeds.

He stated “We felt there would be a great

supply and demand from the Olympics.
After five days we knew they had done
just the opposite. They scared everyone
out of town and no one else showed up.”

Stuart lowered the ticket prices to $27.50

with dinner and $15 for the show alone.

“Legends” has survived and remained
at the Palladium due to the strength of

the show itself. While other shows around
town have closed down due to lack of

Olympic traffic, Stuart claims the locals

have begun to respond. The show has met
with good reviews, particularly for its

high-caliber cast. Despite Olympic
doldrums, cast members like David Brock,

who plays Morrison, Jamie Segal, who
portrays Janis Joplin and Peter McCann’s
John Lennon have continually pleased the
steadily increasing audiences and met
with critical acclaim.

Some shows weren’t as lucky. KRLA’s
"Legendary Ladies Of Rock” at the
Sheraton Plaza Hotel scheduled the same
dates as Stuart. The show, which starred

Mary Wells, Martha Reeves, Arlene Smith

,
and Shirley Alston was another Vegas-
style revue targeted at the large influx of

tourists. Despite the strengths of the
individal performances, the show closed
lits doors after 10 days.

Larry Vallon, vice president of

entertainment at Los Angeles’ Universal

Amphitheatre said, “Everyone thought
they were going to get rich . . . what in

fact happened is that very few people have
come to town and more have left.” The

5 Amphitheatre scheduled an
unprecedented 10-night stand by Julio

Iglesias, immediately followed by a seven-
night engagement by Diana Ross.

^Although Iglesias sold out all 10 shows,
(even breaking the venue’s record for

attendance and gross), with Ross also

headed for a sellout, Vallon remarked, "I

think these artists are super draws here
in L.A. and are doing fantastic in spite of

the Olympics.” The Amphitheatre execu-
tive added, "without the Olympics they
would have sold out faster.” In fact some
people at RCA were surprised that tickets

for the Ross show had not sold as quickly
as usual.

Despite the fact that the Olympics have
been what Vallon terms ”a financial

fisaster for the city,” he believes that

things are looking bright for next year.

He remarked, “The coverage is the best

commercial this city has ever had. We feel

that so many people have crossed L.A.

off this year and now they are seeing it

on television where it is looking so nice

and empty, that’s just a wonderful
commercial for next year. Next year will

be the crunch.” After the Olympic-sized
disappointment experienced by many
facets of the city’s business community,
many feel that Los Angeles is in need of

a tourist boom. Time will tell.

reach “unconscionable” proportions if the

Jacksons did not play an open-air arena

during the September Los Angeles dates.

The Forum and Madison Square
Garden are the only two enclosed venues
on the Jacksons tour, which is primarily

a stadium show. According to Rothman,

Jackson’s personal wish that these two
arenas be included in the schedule. “We

Three
days would take seven from the Forum
schedule — two days for setting up and
two for tearing down — a period which
would greatly strain the already tight

sports season schedule at the Forum,
according to Rothman.
Aside from seating availability and other

considerations, the very wisdom of the

Los Angeles leg of the tour has been
called into question, in light of the fact

that the tour is scheduled to end at the

Anaheim Stadium near Los Angeles in

early November, which means hauling the

huge sets twice to the L.A. area.

As the reduced Forum dates continue
in negotations, open air stadiums such as

the Rose Bowl and the Los Angeles
Coliseum have been cited as likely

choices for the remainder of the L.A. run.

And while total cancellation of the initial

L.A. area leg is a possibility, Rothman
expressed her hopes that some good
dialogue will solve the problem.

AGMA Hosts Game Room At Gov’t Convention

CHICAGO — To foster a greater

appreciation of the revenue-enhancing and
educational aspects of amusement games, the

Amusement Game Manufacturers Assn.

(AGMA) provided a complimentary game
room in the Copley Place Hotel for the

delegates and families who attended the 1984

National Conference of State Legislatures

(NCSL) annual convention meeting in

Boston, July 22-27.

AGMA, the national industry association

representing the U.S. manufacturers of coin-

operated amusement games, also helped

NCSL host committee vice chairman John
Murphy, Jr., Massachusetts House majority

leader, extend an Irish welcome to the

convention’s attendees with a jukebox,
appropriately stocked with Irish tunes, placed

in the Tuff Suite of the hotel.

“We’re here to dispel the myth that our
games are ‘pied pipers’ of sorts,” commented
AGMA executive director Glenn Braswell. “In

fact, we’re here to supplant that misconception

with the truth — that games are good not

just for kids, but for communities at large.”

Acknowledging that the most restrictive

measures directly impacting the amusement
game industry have originated from state and
local government bodies, Braswell explained

that representation at the NCSL convention

affords the industry the opportunity to erase

whatever doubts state leaders have about

amusement games.

According to Braswell, many municipal

governments nationwide have supplemented

shrinking budgets with revenues earned from

amusement games placed in parks, recreation-

al facilities, and courthouses. Fairfax County
(VA) Park Authority spokesman Mike Cain

reports an average annual earning of $100,000

since 70 games were placed in the county’s

recreational facilities five years ago.

Additionally, the research findings of

American psychologists have shown that

amusement games possess unexplored
educational, therapeutic, and testing

applications. Drs. George and Dorothy
Loftus, memory and cognitive experts at the

University of Washington, maintain that the

participatory aspects of amusement games
make them a “much more powerful
educational device.” Dr. Michael G. Hage,

senior physical therapist at Chicago’s
Rehabilitation Institution, has found that the

“fun” appeal of games used for therapy

encourages patients much more than the

conventional “pencil and paper” tasks which

often create frustration and boredom. Even
the U.S. Army has used video games to

measure the effects of stress on the

performance of American GIs.

“We’re hopeful that our presence at the

convention will create a more accurate

impression and more receptive attitude

towards games among these state leaders,”

concluded Braswell. “We need their help to

spread our message.”
