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Indie Labels Send

Love Notes To
Indie Distributors

The embattled independent distri-
bution system remains a vital force in
the thinking of those labels that be-
lieve in total creative and administra-
tive control of their own destiny. For
in recent months, segments of the
indie label scene have come on with
strong support of such distribution
channels.

Most recently, the Sussex label,
through its president Clarence Avant,
made a point of stressing the im-
portance of the indie distributor in
announcing its move from the orbit
of the Buddah Group to a completely
autonomous operation, effective July
1. “Independent distribution is the
backbone of the business,” assessed
Avant. Interestingly, Buddah, too,
stressed its ties to indie distribution
when the label marketed a Dick Clark
20th anniversary album, one of the
few ‘‘oldies” packages of this type to
reach the indie distributor, instead of
through TV or mail-order marketing
approaches. Earlier in the year, such
prominent indie label execs as Jerry
Moss of A&M, Irwin Steinberg of
Phonogram and Ewart Abner—as he
assumed the presidency of Motown
Records—viewed the indie distribu-
tor as their best marketing vehicle.
Also of interest is Phonogram’s new

4-city tie with New York's Malverne
Distributors.

That indie distribution outlet is, of
course, subject to a number of prob-
lems often enumerated in this section
and elsewhere in Cash Box. Obviously,
it is vital that they be solved so that
those who use this distribution sys-
tem get the best possible use out of
this function. However, it is note-
worthy, as the above label exec com-
mentaries indicate, that for a lot of
major label entities indie distribution
is not something they have to settle
for, but a conduit for their merchan-
dise they believe is best for them.

Clearly, such statements of faith
and need should spur the indie dis-
tribution facet of the business to do
as much as possible to upgrade, where
necessary, their services to their label
accounts, particularly in the areas of
greater in-depth promotion of product,
one of the most-often cited failings of
indie distributors today.

The incentive for a greater follow-
through in product promotion is simply
the fact that indie labels see indie dis-
tribution as their strongest asset in
the channeling of their product to the
marketplace. Mere survival isn't good
enough. Both indie distributors and
indie labels want prosperity that reads
profits on the bottom-line.

MCA To Market
Early Sides By
Nat King Cole

HOLLYWOOD — MCA Records plans
to release vintage recordings by the
late Nat King Cole in a 2-LP set due
for Sept. release. Jazz critic Leonard
Feather has been given a “free hand”
by MCA president Mike Maitland to
assemble Cole re-issues from early
jazz dates on the Decca, Coral and
Brunswick labels.

Feather noted that the Nat King
Cole Trio’s first important sides were
on Decca. He was with the label for a
year or two. “I'm pgetting together
everything that Nat ever recorded for
Decca,” Feather said. “This includes
four numbers that he cut when he was
19.” The set will have 16 tracks by the
trio and four by Eddie Cole’s Solid
Swingers. Eddie, Nat’s brother, was a
bass player. Decca had the first sides
Cole ever made in 1936. Before going
to Capitol, Cole’s and his trio cut
some sides in 1940.

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NARM's ‘Southern Strategy’ To
Pass Anti-Piracy Legislation

Supreme Court
Sparks Drive

PHILADELPHIA — Noting that the
favorable Supreme Court ruling in
the Goldstein vs. California case,
upholding the right of the individual
states to pass anti-piracy legislation,
NARM is embarking on an intensive
campaign to secure state legislation
in the 38 states where it does not now
exist. The campaign will be spear-
headed by the NARM Piracy Commit-
tee, chaired by Jay Jacobs. The mem-
bers of the committee are James
Schwartz, Schwartz Bros., Washing-
ton, D.C.; Harry Losk, Transcontinen-
tal Music Corp., La Grange, Ill.; Sam
Marmaduke, Western Merchandisers,
Amarillo, Texas; Charles Blacksmith,
ABC Record & Tape Sales. Seattle,
Wash.; Russ Bach, Musical Isle of
America, Los Angeles, Calif.; and
Gerald Friedman, Gate City Record
Service, Atlanta, Ga.

The initial intensive effort will be
made in the south, NARM said, in
order to “close the regional and geo-
graphical gap which exist in that
area.” Since NARM has been success-
ful in assisting the passage of anti-
piracy legislation in Florida, Louisi-
ana, Tennessee, Maryland and Virgin-
ia, the Association’s goal is now to
close the gap in the surrounding
southern states to that there is no
state in the Southeastern area which
remains a haven for the bootlegger.

Although previous efforts to pass
legislation in Georgia and North Car-
olina have been unsuccessful, cam-
paigns in both of these states have
been reinstigated. In the state of
Georgia, Gerald Friedman (of Gate
City Record Service); Alan Levenson
(of ABC Record & Tape Sales); and
Art Godwin (of Godwin Distributing
Co.) are primary factors in the new
campaign for state legislation. They
are joined in their fight by Jack Geld-

is now an attorney in Atlanta, and by
Bill Lowery, president of NARAS.
Joseph Voynow (of Bib Distributing
Company); Timothy Braswell (of
Dixie Tape & Record Co.); and Barrie
Bergman (of the Record Bar) are
jointly spearheading a campaign for
legislation not only in North Caroli-
na, but in South Carolina, as well.

Although no NARM members are
actually based in the states of Ala-
bama, Kentucky and Mississippi, ac-
tion has already been taken to begin
the fight for legislation in those
states. A bill has recently been intro-
duced into the Alabama legislature
and NARM members with stores and
personnel operating in Alabama have
been alerted to make immediate con-
tact with their legislators on the im-
portance of the bill.

Because there is no NARM member
headquartered in Kentucky, Jay
Jacobs, chairman of the Piracy Com-
mittee, will be personally responsible
for initiating a campaign in Kentucky
and rallying aid among retailers and
other interested parties in that state.
A similar situation exists in Missis-
sippi  where, although no NARM
members are based, many have sales
and service personnel in the state, as
well as servicing retail outlets there.
Cooperation will be sought from re-
tailers with whom NARM members
have business contact.

Although the first surge of effort to
secure state legislation has been
concentrated in the south, immediate
plans are being made to consolidate
efforts in the northeast, midwest and
northwestern areas of the country.

Bars Chain's Use
Of 'Make-A-Tape’

NEW YORK — A preliminary injune-
tion barring a chain of electronic
stores in New York from infringing
on copyrighted recordings by dupli-
cating them for customers on a
“Make-A-Tape” machine has been is-
sued by Judge Edward Neaher in the
U.S. District Court for the Eastern
Distriet of New York.

His ruling came in suit brought by
Elektra Records, A & M Records, and
Polvdor, Inc., against Gem Electron-
ics Distributors, Inc., of Farmingdale,
N.Y., which operates 10 of its 15 re-
tail stores in New York and its
suburbs.

The injunction bhars the defendants
from using or permitting the use of
the “Make-A-Tape” machines for the
purpose of making copies of sound
recordings that have been copyrighted
by the plaintiffs, as well as from al-
lowing customers to use the machines
to make copies of copyrighted sound
recordings that they themselves bring
in.

In his decision, Judge Neaher de-
clared that, “The facts of record here
bespeak commercial exploitation and
nothing else. In lending the copy-
righted sound recording to the cus-
tomer without charge, in selling the
less costly blank tape from which the
spurious but exact copy may be
made, and in providing the equipment
whereby it may be speedily done at

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NARAS ‘Hall Of Fame’ Formed
To Honor Past Recording Greats

Pre-Grammy
Focus Cited

NEW YORK — A Hall of Fame in
the field of recording has been estab-
lished by the National Academy of
Recording Arts and Sciences
(NARAS). Similar in concept and
purpose to its baseball and football
counterparts, the NARAS Hall of
Fame is designed, according to the
academy’s newly-elected national
president Bill Lowery ‘“to honor re-
cordings of lasting, qualitative or his-
torical significance.

“The Academy,” notes Lowery,
“has, during the past 15 years, given
recognition, through its annual
Grammy Awards, to all sorts of cur-
rent. recordings in the various
creative fields. However, our heritage
is so rich and runs so deep that it is
the feeling of our National Trustees
that those great and lasting contribu-
tions, released before the inception of
the Grammy Awards in 1958, certain-
ly should also receive their rightful
recognition.”

Called “The NARAS Hall of
Fame,” the Academy’s venture starts
functioning this month with the selec-
tion by its national trustees of a nom-
inations committee, with candidates
for the 30-man group to be proposed
by the Governors of the academy’s
various local chapters. This commit-
tee will be asked, along with other
academy members, as well as record
companies and volunteer participants,
to make the initial nominations.

“The idea,” points out conductor-
composer Paul Weston, who has
spearheaded the project, “will be to
select recordings, rather than any in-
dividual artists or songwriters or
producers. All those who participated
in any record voted into the Hall of
Fame will, of course, be awarded cer-
tificates, and their names will be in-
scribed on a plaque in the Hall. But it
is the recordings themselves that we
will be honoring, with copies of the
selections to be displayed prominently
in the Hall of Fame along with the
plaques.”

Procedure

Once the Academy has received the
initizl nominations, the nominations
committee will review them and nar-
row the list down to 25 recordings.
These will become the Hall of Fame’s
final nominees.

In the ensuing round, that will
make the final selections, the 30 mem-
bers of the nominations committee
will be joined by 30 more NARAS

The chapter will, for the first time,
operate with a 30-member Board of
Governors because of the passage of
a constitutional amendment increas-
ing the Board by 10 members.
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members as well as by 30 additional
persons from outside the organiza-
tion-—musicologists, critics, musie his-
torians and others closely connected
with recordings—all with both ex-
perience and expertise in the field.
This new, 90 man committee will then
carefully review each of the 25 nomi-
nations, with each member casting his
or her votes in order of preference
for his five top choices. An indepen-
dent, nationally-known auditing firm
will tabulate the ballots, scoring five
points for a first choice, four for a
second, etec., with the five recordings
with the highest total of points gain-
ing election into the Hall of Fame.

TV Presentations

The actual Hall itself, according to
Lowery, will be started with funds
supplied by the academy, but is ex-
pected to become self-supporting, as
have the baseball, football and coun-
try music Halls of Fame. “We are
fortunate,” Lowery noted, “that we
have an annual television show dur-
ing which, hopefully, we will be able
to announce the recipients of the Hall
of Fame honors, to make awards di-
rectly to some of the people involved,
and to tell the American public about
our project. As we see it, the NARAS
Hall of Fame will do so much to bring
a greater awareness to everyone of
the recording field’s cultural riches
and resources that perhaps too often,
and for too long, has been taken too
much for granted.”

Tom Scott To
Ode; Adler To
Cut Performer

NEW YORK — Lou Adler, president
of Ode Records has announced the
signing of composer/musician Tom
Scott and the L.A. Express to the
label.

Rocco Laginestra, president of
RCA, who chaired the convention ses-
sions, said: “RCA’s European affili-
ates have had unprecedented success
in the past two years, and these meet-
ings were aimed at continuing and
accelerating this growth.

“If any one thought prevaded these
meetings, it was the growing sense
of one-worldism.

Chuck Kaye To Exit A&M In
Oct.; To Pursue ‘Private Life’

HOLLYWOOD — Chuck Kaye, vice-
president in charge of A&R and pub-
lishing for A&M Records will be re-
signing his post, effective Oct., re-
ports Jerry DMoss, A&M president.
Because of the transitional time,
Moss said no replacement would be
made at this time.

Kaye, in a statement concerning his
resignation asserted that “the sep-
aration is a happy one, vet a sad one.
I have been happily associated with
A&M for almost eight years, and
during that time have watched it
grow from a small, privately owned
company into one of the industry
giants. T am leaving A&M, not be-
cause of any internal problems, but
rather so that I may find the time
and the place to search out new proj-
ects that are very personal to my
wife and immediate family.”

In commenting on his resignation,
Moss stated that, “After seven years
it’s a bit difficult to discuss Chuck
Kaye’s departure dispassionately. He's
in every sense like a brother. Part of
us all goes with him. At this point
we can only give him our love and
best wishes and let him know that at
any time he feels that a re-entry into
the world of music would provide a
worthwhile change, he knows he’s got
a ,I’)Iace at A&M whenever he wants
it.

Kayve continued that “I want to
see life from a different perspective
at this time. After all, my entire
perspective for the past eight years
has been A&M. And that perspective
has been a most exciting and invigor-
ating one. But this is 1973, and it’s
time to move on into a situation which
is structured by my own personality
and family rather than one which has
been primarily structured by the in-
dustry.”

Kaye is moving to one of the Ha-
wailan islands with his family in
order to pursue what he terms “new
ambitions, and a new awareness with-
out the limitations of business. I sup-
pose you could sum it all up by say-
ing I will be pursuing my individual-
ity within an open structure rather
than a structured one.”

Guiding Force

Kaye has been a guiding force for
A&M’s artists and copyrights since
he joined the firm in 1966. He has
been instrumental in building A&M’s
Irving/Almo Publishing Company in-
to one of the top firms of its type
in the world, and early in his career
was responsible for bringing the songs
of such artists as Mason Williams,
Dave Mason, Stevie Winwood, Gene

Knlght Decision
In New York Court

NEW YORK — Terry Knight has
won a decision relating to his multi-
million dollar breach of contract suits
against members of Grand Funk Rail-
road.

The New York Supreme Court has
denied the motion of Mark Farner,
Donald Brewer and Melvin Schacher
seeking to vacate a $1 million Order
of Attachment which was awarded
Knight and entered against them by
the Court last year.

In his Order denying the per-
formers’ motion, the Honorable Jus-
tice J. Carney wrote: “The first gound
(that Knight has abandoned prosecu-
tion of this action) is found to lack
merit. No showing has been made of
an abandonment of prosecution in
this action.

“The second ground urged by (the
performers), fraud, is likewise found
to lack merit.

“IFurthermore,” Justice Carney con-
tinued, “the third ground (that
Knight is adequately secured by the
performers assets without the attach-
ment) is found to lack validity.

“Finally, the fourth ground stated
in support of the (performers) mo-
tion is found to lack merit.” In the
fourth ground of their motion Far-
ner, Brewer and Schacher had claimed
that Knight had abused Attachment
Order when he effected the seizure of
their musical instruments which the
performers asserted are necessary to
their livelihood. Justice Carney ruled
that “there was no violation of the
law” when Knight had the Sheriff of
New York seize the group’s equip-
ment at Madison Square Garden last
Dec. 23. The equipment, according to
Knight, is still locked in a Brooklyn
warehouse.

The Order of Attachment which
Justice Carney upheld extends to
Knight the right to attach up to $1

million of the property and assets of
Brewer, Farner and Schacher which
may be owed to them or held for
them in New York.

Finkelstein To
‘Retire In Jan;
‘Korman To Be
New ASCAP Counsel

NEW YORK — Herman Finkelstein,
copyright authority and general
counsel of the American Society of
Composers, Authors and Publishers

| since 1943, will retire next Jan. 1,

ASCAP president Stanley Adams has
announced. Finkelstein, who celebrat-
ed his 70th birthday on Jan. 9 of this
year, will continue to serve the soci-
ety as special counsel.

Adams also announced that the AS-
CAP board of directors has appomted
Bernard Korman to serve as the soci-
ety’s new General Counsel starting on
Jan. 1, 1974. Korman, 47 years old, a
graduate of Columbia College and the
Yale Law School, has been ASCAP’s
assistant general counsel and a mem-
ber of the ASCAP legal staff since
1951. He has served several terms as
a member of the Committee on Copy-
right and Literary Property of the
Association of the Bar of the City of
New York, and has been chairman of
committees of the American Bar As-
sociation. Korman is Secretary and a
past trustee of the Copyright Society
of the U.S.A.

Legal Career

Finkelstein’s legal career began in
1927, when he graduated cum laude
from Yale Law School after having
served as one of the editors of the
Yale Law Journal. Subsequently, he
served as law clerk to Judge Learned
Hand and Judge Thomas W. Swan of
the U. S. Court of Appeals (2nd Cir-
cuit) before his association (from
1928 to 1936) with Nathan Burkan,
ASCAP’s first General Counsel. I'rom
1936 to 1942, Finkelstein was a mem-
ber of the New York City firm of
Schwartz and Frohlich, and became
ASCAP’s general attorney in 1943.
His numerous legal honors include
serving as chairman of several com-
mittees of the American Bar Associa-
tion, of the Association of the Bar of
the City of New York, and as Pres-
ident of the Executive Bureau of the
International Confederation of Socie-
ties of Authors and Composers.

the Yale Law School Association.

He has written extensively for law
journals on copyright matters, and is
the author of the article on Interna-
tional Copyright in the Encyclopedia
Britannica. He has lectured at many
law schools across the country.

Unlike other single funection
decoder circuits, the logic enhance-
ment is applicable to SQ dises as well
as to SQ FM radio transmission.

The SQ system is completely com-
patible with both home and radio sta-
tion equipment and is fully authorized
as a broadcasting medium undetr FCC
rules. Representatives from the soft-
ware and hardware industry were
unanimous in their praise for the SQ
logic performance. The IC’s are being
manufactured and marketed by Moto-
rola and are available to SQ licensees
which now number almost 80 of the
world’s leading audio equipment
brands.

At the Consumer Electronics Show,
SQ continued to dominate the quadra-
phonic scene. Almost 40 audio brands
displayed more than 70 different mod-
els containing SQ decoding capability
which demonstrated again, the mass
market viability of the SQ quadra-
phonic system. Columbia Records also
distributed its latest SQ progress re-
port, “Some discrete facts about SQ”
to CBS attendees.

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NEW YORK—ALAN PRICE: THE NEW PRICE IS RIGHT . .

Alan Price has been a performer for going on fifteen years now. And to think it
all began officially during that now famous (or infamous) “British Invasion’ of
1964. The way that Alan looks at things these days is simply that he, for the
most part, has had full control over his direction as a performer.

Alan admits to meeting Eric Burden for the first time back in 1959 and
scuffling about until The Animals were formed back in that amazingly British year
of 1964. Following hit successes with the group that included ‘“House of The
Rising Sun’' and “I'm Crying,”" Alan decided that fame was not what he wanted
at that precise moment. It was at that point that Alan left a top band to form his
own group, eventually to be known as The Alan Price Set.

The Set was extremely successful in England (and in many parts of Europe) as
well as meeting with moderate success in America. The group hit with ““Simon
Smith And His Amazing Dancing Bear,”” ‘“‘The House That Jack Built” and
“Living Without You,” among others before disbanding in 1968. In case you
hadn’t ncticed, The Alan Price Set was, at the time, a leading exponent and
promoter of the material of one Randy Newman, who has since made somewhat
of a name on his own, both as performer and writer. Alan readily admits to
having been good friends with Randy and feeling that his material deserved to be
exposed to the public. He was obviously right. The Alan Price Set's LP, entitled
This Price Is Right on Parrot was a reasonably succesful but again, Alan felt the
need to move on and, in a sense, start all over again. Thus, The Alan Price Set
was disbanded in 1968. To say the least, fans were disappointed. But the last of
Alan Price had not been seen. Much to the delight of British audiences.

Backtracking a bit, it may seem strange that regardless of how hard you joggle
the memory, it's hazy as to remember Alan’s last American concert appearance

HOLLYWOOD—HENRY MANCINI: ALL ABOUT HENRY

He is a nonesuch—a patrician of his craft who has consistently turned new
corners in a tough, uncompromising industry that has had to justify nothing in
awarding him an unprecedented twenty Grammies as well as six gold albums.
Moreover, a trio of Oscars have become roommates, as well, among a crowded
collection of other awards, suggesting a possible stiff competition among the
prizes themselves for elbow room. And as usual he has film scores soon-to-be-
released or in release: Stanley Kramer’'s ‘“Oklahoma Crude,” which he collabo-
rated on with lyricist Hal David, is presently in release in various parts of the
country and David Wolper's “Visions of Eight” is set for an August releasa.
Over a sandwich and his desk, Cash Box paid its respect to someone who has
certainly paid his dues through the last twenty years.

“That's twenty-one years. I'm of age now, you see.”

Yes, but the contributions made prior to date could hardly be considered
minor stuff. After a six-year association with Universal-International Studio that
included his first of twelve Academy Award nominations for "“The Glenn Miller
Story,” 1958 brought about a change of face with the stunning, jazz-flavored
music of the TV series, ‘‘Peter Gunn.” As a sidelight anecdote, the story goes
that the producer/director, Blake Edwards, had what is called, euphemistically,
economic budget limitations requiring that the composer use a bare minimum
of an orchestra to underscore the action-drama, never dreaming of the impact
that the resultant effort would eventually make for all concerned. At any rate,
Mancini forced to tackle a not at all facile assignment, chose to push a heavy
rhythm section dusted with flutes and vibes to serve as the dramatic tools. It,
of course, worked—a markediv monumental understatement, if there ever was
one.

with the Set. The truth of the matter is that the group never performed in
America as a result of Alan's unwillingness to fly. Whenever he does come to
America it is by sea and therefore the time and expense was usually too great to
make American concert tours happen too often.

Since 1968, Alan has been involved a good deal of the time, with the BBC
(British Broadcasting Corporation) in the presentation of television series’. He
has been involved with a children’s series which featured music and guest artists
as well as yet another series with Georgie Fame (Formerly of Georgie Fame and
The Blue Flames, remember ‘“‘Yeh, Yeh?'’). The series which has been enjoying a
long run (almost five years to be exact) in his homeland, is currently in re-run
and has been meeting with great success in the country over the years. Alan
himself admits to being quite happy with both the idea of the shows and the
success they have been meeting with.

Another Alan Price project (who seems to be a busier individual than ever) was
recording a yet to be released LP with Georgie Fame. On the forthcoming album
(mo exact release date has been set in either America or Great Britain) both Alan
and Georgie split vocal duties, with Alan on keyboards and Georgie's back up
band as side muscians. The project, one of which Alan claims to have worked out
very well, is eagerly anticipated by those of us who have grown to know and love
Alan through his past performances.

Although Alan has seemingly been a very busy individual with recordings and
television and all, his most noteworthy participation of late was his soundtrack
and participation in, the Lindsay Anderson directed, Malcolm McDowell starring
film, O Lucky Man' recently released here in America. Alan created the
soundtrack of ten excellent songs (of which the title track is currently in single
release coupled with ‘“Poor People,” also from the film) as well as performing in
the movie as a pop musician on the road who encounters McDowell as the latter
is going through a series of mind boggling escapades. To understate matters a
bit, Price’s character is perfectly portrayed in the film and is a tremendous boost
for the movie itself.

As for his newly found acting career, Alan thanks Lindsay Anderson for
advising him on the art of acting. He claims that Anderson simply told him to
“be yourself,”” advice we could all take note of every now and then. The music

Practice or not, his lush canvas of music has been painted in an uniterrupted
flow of absorbing melodies, (‘“Moon River,” ‘“Charade,”” and ‘‘Sunflower’’), ex-
traordinary arrangements, (‘‘Pink Panther,” and the ‘‘Love Theme from Romeo
and Juliette'’), stargly dramatic scores, (‘‘Experiment in Terror,”’ ‘‘Wait Until
Dark'’) and comedic fluff, (““The Great Race,”” ‘“The Party'). With such a dis-
parate delineation of so many Mancini modes of address during as many years,
it is only natural that certain trends or directions begin to emerge and can be
sighted—or in his case, perceived—and acted upon accordingly.

“There is a greater tendency towards less dramatic scoring. It is done
more for the period rather than the emotion, now. In other words, in a dramatic
picture, more than likely you will hear something that depicts more of where
the characters are and what they are listening to instead of where the story
is and what the music is to do to further their emotions.”

His current film, ‘‘Oklahoma Crude,” can serve as an illustrator of that point.
The music had to be one of those organic scores which would reflect the whole
ambience of the thirties—the tinniness, the tackiness and the toughness. In
a song that Anne Murray sings intermittently throughcut the film, ‘““Send a Little
Love My Way,” and that emanates from an old, beat-up phonograph, necessary
treatments had to be made for the atmospheric authenticity. The song was ini-
tially recorded by standard means and then re-recorded through a mechanica!l
victrola. From that tape, an acetate was made and put back on the victrola
which was then recorded onto another tape. Evidently, a well thought-out process
on somebody’s part.

“The first time you look at a picture, it is nothing short of frightening.
‘‘Oklahoma Crude’ had nearly an hour‘'s music in it—primarily because of a lot
of those long scenes that were shot to have music with them. But when it is
finished and there is a product that you feel can stand on its own—the Anne

SHEA STADIUM, NYC—Nearly two
hours prior to an 8 p.m. starting time,
fans began pouring into this mam-
mouth stadium. The setting and the
weather was ideal for this July 4th
concert. The fans, numbering over
10,000, turned out to witness the first
major NYC appearance of War. One
could sense the electrifying atmos-
phere. The evening went as beauti-
fully as a well planned manuever.
All performances were top-notch and
two huge screens on each side of the
stage helped to bring clear close-up
action. Roberta Flack, in an absolute-
ly stunning performance, ‘turned ’em
on’, and War successfully ‘turned ’em
out’. Wayne Davis, working with Ro-
berta, was superb. Wayne and Roberta
belted out some vocals and routines
that have to be termed as unforget-
table. This reviewer, as well as the
crowd, came to its feet at the close
of her truly outstanding performance.

In tribute, due to the genuine ex-
citement created by Roberta and her
group, the house and field lights came
on flooding the whole stadium, and as
Roberta walked off the field with arms
high above her head, the crowd roared
and waved back. It was a scene to
behold! Any performer would agree
that this would be a tough act to fol-
low. But, unquestionably War, open-

ing with the latest single, “Gypsy
Man” was as fired up as some of the
firecrackers that were being set off.
The group is as great on stage as
they are on record. “The World Is A
Ghetto,” and other material familiar
to the crowd, was just too much.
Practically everybody in the stadium
was dancing and grooving to this
forceful funky group. The concert
was still swinging well past the mid-
night hour. As was stated previously,
all performers came across dynamic-
ally. The Freddie Hubbard Quintet
got things moving with swing and
cool jazz/ The repertoire included,
“Straight Life.”” It isn’t often that a
program with so many great per-
formers can put it all together in one
evening, but they certainly did on
this night, which was entitled ‘Jazz
At Shea’.

Rahsaan Roland Kirk & The Vibra-
tion Society offered a bag of jazz that
appealed. Roland Kirk may not have
had what are considered chart records.

“Be What You
Are” their latest hit single also
brought the group a standing ovation.
This is an act that never disappoints
its audience.
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Again, the lineup for the evening
concert was well planned and every
act starting with the Grover Wash-
ington Quartet put its particular
brand of music across. The evening
performance was entitled ‘“Soul Ses-
sion At Shea”, and it was every bit
of that. It proved once again that
jazz/<oul, R&B all come straight from
the heart. It’s the roots. Ramsey
Lewis Trio kept things swinging along
with well-paced selections.

Eddie O’Jay, locally known as
Uncle Funky, a popular WLIB DJ,
was the master of ceremonies for the
evening and he did a beautiful job in
filling the gaps for group changes and
technical difficulties due to the in-
clement weather. Hal Jackson, pro-
gram director at WLIB, did the same
honors for the July 4th War concert
at Shea.

Billy Paul was the closer for the
show that brought in the July 4th
Holiday.

they were doing from the start. And
what a streamlined start they had at
that. Opening with a swiftly-paced
vocal by lead-singer Ron Stockert
over his piano and composition, “Sip
N Slide,” the six-member ABC/Dun-
hill band had it together from then
on out. In fact, Stockert, who seem-
ingly affects a hoarseness in his voice
—though it does work—should be
given a nod for his composition con-
tributions which were scaled around
the r&b notes and most decidedly in
“There’s No Tellin’.” It was an illus-
trious, musically literate piece that
seemed to melodically detail the raison
d’etre of r&b which in a sense is
nothing more than a highly emotional
surveying of one’s gripe with life.
And there was certainly plenty of
emotion in Chaka Kahn, the splashy
female lead-songstress. Her wails
bounced us out of our chairs on more
than one number. She sings with such
bravura. It was in much the same way
the remaining members played—con-
fident, classy and charged.

Though opener Jessie E Davis was
up on stage, he never got that far off
the ground. Probably because the six-
man group were contented with a
straight rock beat while apparently
aspiring to be the best rhythm sec-
tion in town. Davis is one of the best
lead-guitarists in anybody’s music book
and this performance suggested a
few pages of such were missing. In
all fairness, though, he had evidently
injured his hand earlier in the week
which may have affected his per-
formance. On the plus side, his re-
organization of the band has produced
one that can play at breakneck speeds
while being swept along with excel-
lent vocals. Moreover, their boisteri-
ousness of style never allowed for
static heating. And this is good when
you want to move. b.m.

Wayne Fontana & The Mindbenders
opened the evening with their first

“Groovy Kind Of Love.”
The Searchers played their hits

from the days of “Love Potion Num-
ber Nine” to “Sugar & Spice.”

Gerry & The Pacemakers performed
hits from “Don’t Let The Sun Catch
You Crying” to “Ferry Across the
Mersey.”

Billy J. Kramer & The Dakota’s
opened up the second half of the show
and that’s when the evening got hop-
ping. They played their hits from
“Little Children” right up to “Trains
& Boats & Planes.” Kramer even gave
Bing Crosby a dedication by singing
“White Christmas.”

Hermans Hermits signaled the
finale of the show and its a very
“live” set. Due to the fact that the
show was running late the group
offered a medley of their hits. The
highlight of their set was all the
people assembled in the garden that
night sang “Henry The VIII” in uni-
son with them.

teaux. In a one-to-one correspondence
between their exceptional artistry and
our overwhelming approval, they
made a clean sweep across the board.
And why not? They only poured out
everything they had in a gossamer
line of grace and gentleness. A
brother due, David (lead-vocalist/
acoustic) and Robin (harmony/acous-
tie, violin, mandolin), their music re-
vealed such an elegance about it, not
in the fancy sense, but in the serene
and simple. For instance-—lyrically:
“It’s a long time/since we’ve been
gone/so far away/have we roamed/
it’s a long time.” Melodically: a pro-
pensity towards the nonesuch that
can never be translated to a review.

But any review would have to refer
to their adroit handling of their in-
struments and voices. David is a
singer who ads delicate tonal touches
to each word, promenading them with
great sensitivity over his guitar
chords. And Robin more than holds
his own as he effortlessly adapts to
various agents of the string family,
adding embodiment rather than just
accompaniment.

At any rate, their very, very soft-
folk feeling in “Joe Arnold” and “A
Song for Enemies” never became too,
too sentimental. Instead, they only
suggested sadness, contenting them-
selves with the inference rather than
the statement. Their Columbia LP,
“Batteaux,” is now in release and it
is as stunning as they are live.

Headliner Roger McGuinn, a form-
er Byrd who flew the coop, streaked
high and wide in some of his numbers
but seemed determined to do a few
nose dives now and then. His four-
member band was best when they
were playing straight rock, especially
with drummer John Gerin’s emphatic
strokes. It was when they were doing
take-offs on Beach Boy surf-fluff of
ten years ago and country stuff,
which sounded too twangy, that a
few wrinkles appeared. The band also
sported Spanky McFarland (of Our
Gang) doing harmony, reminiscent of
some great days passed. b.m.

The Dick
Clark set and the soundtrack to ‘‘Let The Good Times Roll”" are two current
examples of tasty music packaged to meet consumer demands. Sales are excep-
tional on both sets as is evidenced by their chart position. Rock 'n Roll has
become a way of life to the American people, and you can't take that away from
them.

A PASSION PLAY—lJethro Tull—Chrysalis—
CHR 1040

Undoubtedly the group's most energetic
and creative effort to date, this LP is certain
to be looked upon in music circles as a
classic work. Under the skilled direction of
their amazingly talented group leader, lan
Anderson, Tull mesmerizingly prances through
this concept in absolute dedication in creating
a totally unique and constantly changing
musical atmosphere. Although *'A Passion Play
(Edit #8)" has been culled as a single release
and has been popular, future singles will be
difficult. This album must be heard as a single
entity for total understanding and enjoyment.
No loss, though. This ‘“‘Passion Play” is sheer
brilliance.

COUNTDOWN TO ECSTASY—Steely Dan—
ABC—ABCX 779

It was back in mid 1972 that Steely Dan
began to score and it's been nothing but hits
for the group ever since. Their singles, Do It
Again’ and ““‘Reeling In The Years" were two of
the biggest recent pop hits to come about and
their debut LP speaks for itself. This, their
second collection is equal to that first and
such talent doesn’t miss. Included here is an-
other bumper crop of singles led by “King Of
The World,” ‘“‘Pearl Of The Quarter” and ‘‘My
Old School."” Look for this Steely Dan LP to be
an even greater success than their first. It's
that strong.

THE BEST OF SPIRIT—Epic—KE 32271
Spirit has been going through changes of
late (including dissolution of the group for a
while) but there's no dennying this classic
material recorded by the group in their prime.
Included here is their rocking *! Got A Line On
You,”” “Mr. Skin' (currently re-released as a
single), *'1984" and ‘‘Morning Will Come."
Rock and roll created by Spirit was a true
definition of what the California '60's were all
about and this collection of ‘‘Greatest Hits"'
has the entire era wrapped up into one solid
album of tightly performed rock and roll.

LIVE AND LET DIE—Original
United Artists—UA LA 100-G

Aside from the fact that every one of the
James Bond films has been a total entertain-
ment experience, it's about time that folks
seriously started listening to Bond music. This
soundtrack, by George Martin (with the excep-
tion of the powerful title track by Paul and
Linda McCartney), is excellent from start to
finish and a total entertainment experience in
itself. In capturing perfectly the mood and feel
of the film, Martin has come up with the most
vivid soundtrack of the year. And yes, that
classic ‘'James Bond Theme'' is included. Look
for this one to be the most popular Bond
Soundtrack to date.

FIRST WATER—Sharks—MCA—351

Drawing first blood and ready to bite, Sharks
appears on the scene as yet another offshoot
of the Free group. Group ieaders here are Andy
Fraser, former bassist of Free as well as popu-
lar session guitarist Chris Spedding and the
sound they create along with Marty Simon on
drums and Snips on vocals (a la Joe Cocker) is
a hard driving rocking one that should attract
many followers. This initial outing is a finely
produced rock and roll collection that high-
lights such high energy tunes as "‘World Park
Junkies,”” “Brown Eyed Boy" and ‘‘Broke A
Feeling.”” Sharks is (are) ready to make a su-
per splash.

STA-HAY-LEE—The Staehely Brothers—Epic—
KE 32385

It could easily be said that there's a good
deal of “‘Spirit” in this newcomer group with-
out stretching the truth. After all, John Chris-
tian and Al Staehely are both former members
of Spirit and much of that earlier influence is
apparent on this, their solo debut. But in reali-
ty, this LP goes a good deal further. The rock
is hard and driving when necessary and laid
back and softer when that occasion calls.
Highlighting here is the curtain raising ““Future
Shock,”” the countrified ““Loco Motive’ and the
rocking ‘‘Captain Zombie Meets Unfellini."" An
impressive debut from a pair of talented rock
and rollers.
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ELVIS—EIlvis Presley—RCA—APL1 0283

Now that the “King’’ has returned in full
splendor on the concert trail, this collection of
fine material should be greeted with open arms
by his horde of followers. Included here is
Elvis’ recent hit single, *Fool’’ as well as su-
perb covers of “Don’t Thnk Twice, It's All
Right,”” *“That’s What You Get For Lovin’ Me,”
“It's Impossible’”” and ‘I'll Take You Home
Again Kathleen.” No matter what Elvis per-
forms, the electicity is there and can be felt
crackling from the disk. Look for this LP to be
yet another successful chapter in a very popu-
lar long running best seller.

MORE CREEDENCE GOLD—<Creedence Clear-
water Revival—Fantasy—9430

When you talk about “More Gold" in ref-
erence to Creedence Clearwater Revival, you
know that each and every track is as solid as
can be. This ""Greatest Hits, Part II"" compila-
tion has what the group's first didn't have.
Included here are ‘‘Hey Tonight', ‘‘Lodi",
“Sweet Hitchhiker”’, “‘Fortunate Son' and I
Put A Spell On You" and nine others, each
representative of the powerhouse group which
has since disbanded. A collection definitely
headed for the top and the gold mine,
naturally.

BREEZY STORIES—Danny O'Keefe—Atlantic—
SD 7264

When Danny O'Keefe debuted last year with
his smash "Good Time Charlie’'s Got The
Blues'" it was obvious that a true song painter
and a genuine talent had been born. Well, it's
been a long time since that first hit, but Danny
has returned with this fine collection of tunes
that covers a greater field of music than one
ever he thought he was capable of performing.
Included here is rock and roll in the form of *“If
Ya Can’t Boogie Woogie,' sensitivity on ‘‘Mad
Ruth/The Babe’ and even the forties on *‘Step-
pin’ Out Tonight.” All in all a wonderously
diverse collection guaranteed to bring Danny
O’Keefe prominently back into the picture.

SLAUGHTER'S BIG RIP-OFF—Original Sound-
track—James Brown—Polydor—PD 6015
The long overdue coming-of-age of the Black
film has brought with it an amazing wealth of
tremendous music from artists who might not
have otherwise had the.opportunity to display
their scoring talents. This latest film carries
with it another dynamic score, created by the
“Godfather of Soul,” James Brown, and a
definite treat it is. Leading the way is the
power packed title track, ‘“‘Slaughter Theme"
as performed by Brown. Another definite high-
light is the tender “How Long Can | Keep It
Up’’ as performed by Lyn Collins. Let's hope
that these fine soundtracks keep on coming.

BRENDA PATTERSON—Playboy—PB 109

Moving from the background to the forefront
is normally not an occasion of note these
days. Looking around, it seems every female
background singer has done it, but in the case
of Brenda Patterson, and her dynamic debut
LP, bells should start to ring. The lady takes
the lead on a dozen power-packed tracks and,
simply, each is as powerful and entertaining
as the next. Brenda can wail, belt, blooze and
literally blow a mind a minute in proving her
point time and time again. Especially tasty are
“Mine All Mine” (a powerhouse answer to
Faces' “Stay With Me'), “End Of The Road",
“In My Girlish Days’’ and ‘Jesus On The Main-
line’”’. Joy to the world . . . a Superstar has
arrived.

ELECTRIC SHOCKS — Roger Ruskin Spear —
United Artists—UA—LAO 97 F

Although it's not fully understood exactly
what this album is, one thing is sure. It's
certainly a musical comedy romp. The guess
here is that Roger Ruskin Spear (?) is akin to
a musical Firesign Theatre (without the politi-
cal inuendos) and everything works perfectly
(whatever it all is). “All By Yourself In The
Moonlight” immediately sets the mood (?) and
what follows is uproarious, intentional musical
humor, complete with vocal and technical
sound effects. “Doctor Rock’ is yet another
unintelligible example, but seriously folks, it's
all part of the fun. What we could have here
is yet another ton of insanity high on the
charts.

HOLLYWOOD: HENRY MANCINI (from p. 22)

The cigar-a-day composer was probably contemplating the title tune of ‘'Sun-
flower,” a film of a few years back that was one of his finest compositions but
which never shot-off any commercial fireworks. But it is usually conceded, with
few exceptions, that the success of the music is in direct correlation with the
success of the picture. But Mancini views this as being the story of any com-
poser’s life as well as the fact that many pieces that the composer feels are of
consequence are not acknowledged and accepted as such by the public. In his
own case, ‘‘Soldier in the Rain,”” “Two for the Road’” and ‘““Nothing to Lose’
(with Don Black) have been the bafflers.

But the man himself is a bafflement. The closest scrutiny of his music re-
veals no tricks—no borrowing from himself, no sequential writing, no hard to
follow melodies or ones that can't be put down on a lead-sheet, as is often the
case with r&b. Instead, the anagrams of his notes are arranged with a con-
grunecy and conciseness whether the framework is structured around the som-
ber, the sweet, the light or the heavy. The same can not always be said for his
counterparts in the rock camps. His belief is that the early days of rock and
roll were primitive, apart from being a neophyte, in that the music was very,
very simplistic in harmony, melody and lyric.

“There was a whole section in there, prior to The Beatles, that was naive
beyond words. And The Beatles, themselves, had a transition period. They
started out imitating American artists such as Chuck Berry until they started
finding new approaches around the ‘“‘Sergeant Pepper” LP. In fact, up until that
time, any of their songs could have been from a 1940’s Warner musical. They
were so straight out of tin-pan alley. At about the same time, the male vocal
sound became higher which accounted for groups like The Beach Boys. And
then the females came along-—Carol King, Joni Mitchell—and they took off
in another direction entirely. In general terms, people started coming-in with
orchestras and choral back-up which precluded arriving in the studio with only
a chord sheet. And so with the attention to arrangements and vocal blending,
groups like Three Dog Night and Bread appeared on the scene with some really
beautiful numbers. We're now in the center of a very broad music arena with
a lot more scope and potential than previously realized.”

When asked what corners he sees being turned in today’s market, the RCA
artist answers as uncomplicated as the melodic language he uses in his compo-
sitions: ‘“Jazz. It is coming about with Mahavishnu and Focus who are out and
out rock-jazz groups that just use a different language to communicate with.”

Henry Mancini will be communicating in his own language July 25-29 at the
Universal Amphitheatre with Johhny Mathis.—barry mcgoffin

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Current Legislative Year for Vending Operators
Generally Favorable, Says NAMA Mid-Year Report

CHICAGO — The state and federal
legislation scene involving the vend-
ing and foodservice management in-
dustry can be summed up as relatively
bright at mid-year, according to a
review announced by Dick Schreiber,
NAMA president.

“The combined efforts of NAMA
members, NAMA state councils and
of our professional staff have again
resulted in fair treatment by many
legislative bodies and in better recog-
nition of the stature of our industry
in the economy.” Schreiber said hun-
dreds of bills affecting the industry
had been introduced during the first
six months of 1973.

By far the largest number of pro-
posals dealt_with beverage container
restrictions, said Richard W. Funk,
NAMA counsel. They range from bills
to restrict-the use of containers, re-
quire a deposit or ban the use of
pull-top containers. The only two
states where container legislation has
been passed are Oregon and Vermont.

“However, in recent days the two
Oregon Senators have proposed such
legislation in the U.S. Senate,” Funk
said. “The vending industry is directly
affected because of the increasing
number of can venders and also be-
cause restrictions could eventually
spill over to cup beverage machines.

In sales tax legislation NAMA’s I1-
linois state council obtained a partial
exemption for vending sales of 15
cents or less in the House and Senate,
subject to signature by the governor.
This action in one of our leading
states represents a major accomplish-
ment of industry legislative coorpora-
tion, Funk commented.

In other activity, Utah operators
obtained passage of a law exempting
vended sales at 15 cents or less from
the sales tax.

Less favorable was the reduction of
the vending exemption in Indiana
from 24 cents to sales at 15 cents or
less. An effort to extend the food
exemption to vending machines sales
was defeated in Indiana.

Cigarette tax rate proposals were
evenly divided between those states
contemplating higher rates and those
considering reductions of from 2 to 7
cents per pack. In Colorado, where
the tax was raised, a companion
provision eliminated local cigarette
taxes in 80 municipalities.

Funk reported that the first six
months of 1973 showed a more favor-
able trend compared with the inevi-
tably higher cigarette tax laws passed
in recent years.

Labeling requirements for food
products were the subject of legisla-
tion in numerous states, Funk report-
ed, and in many cases vending and
foodservice management firms would
have to place manufacturing and con-
sumption deadline dates on prepack-
aged foods. He added that federal
rules demanding nutritional data
when a manufacturer makes nutri-
tional claims were adopted this year
and may be proposed by the states in
the near future.

“We were notably successful in
winning law suits to get relief from
sales taxes levied on the cigarette ex-
cise tax portion of our sales,” Funk
pointed out. “In Georgia, Missouri
and TIllinois the courts not only
provided that relief and saved our
companies considerable money, but
the industry also was able to claim
refunds for overnayments.”

In other activity guided by NAMA,
a Minnesota trial court ruled that the
food exemption applies to vended
foods. Vending machine breakin laws
were adopted in two additional
states. This legislation, passed in
Arkansas and Wyoming, brings the
total of states where such laws are in
effect to 23, plus the District of
Columbia.

NAMA members provided this im-
portant benefit to the industry
through persistent efforts over the
past 10 years, Funk said.

One of the most outrageous per-
machine tax proposals of recent
years, a $104-per-machine levy pro-
posed by the mayor of Philadelphia,
was withdrawn in late May after
combined efforts of NAMA members
and allied industry interests.
