The single 'Separate Ways', 'Chain Reaction', 'Rubicon', and 'Back Talk' all kick ass; and, the overall
feel of the album has a 1ot more guts to it than anything they've ever done...Eric Clapton opened his
North American tour in Seattle last night at the Paramount Theater, a beautiful old 3,000-seatter
that was the perfect setting to see Clapton. Eric and his band, featuring Duck Dunn, was fantastic
as they went through a set of post-Cream material. All the hits were there, including 'Layla' and ‘'Let
It Rain', as well as a good dose of material from the new album. Eric is such a great guitarist, he
makes it look easy. That may be the only criticism of him. Maybe if he were just a little flashier
be might be able to reach a younger audience. I'm sure Eric's not worried about it because his audience
is already pretty large. And if you're a part of it, you'll enjoy 'Money And Cigarettes' and you won't
want to miss him when he hits your town, especially if he's playing a smaller hall (1ike he did here 1in
Seattle). Eddfe Van Halen would have left the place drooling."

KQAK, SAN FRANCISCO, CA P.D.-BELLE NOLAN: "Just when I was starting to dry out from the Convention--
Pow-ee, rain, rain, and more rain. Guess that's one way to get things growing here in the Bay Area,
including the nurturing of some very happening artists...Tonio K. Capitol, my faith in you has been
renewed. You have reserviced radio with a few spicy Tonio K. offerings from his mini album. Don't
drop the ball there, work that sucker to death. Ecstatic to find out that 'I Handle Snakes' will be on
the next Tonio K. Capitol release, but whoa--not yet. Let's get back to his latest project first...
Robert Hazard's 'Escalator Of Life' is an absolutely frresistible tune and prompts our staff to respond
in chanting...Here's one fan who definitely misses the patter of Little Feat. Nice to have Paul Barerre
carrying on the tradition...Had a chance to 1isten to the U2 thanks to Michael Abramson.

But geez, who could deny the power and
impact of 'Frontiers'? I'm especially partial to 'Send Her My Love'--a smooth, sensual, mature-sounding
love song. For our smoker, we'll take 'Edge Of The Blade' in addition to 'Separate Ways'. Thanks,
Journey, for sparing me the wrinkles...Added the Heaven 17 and also the wry Randy Newman...Can't wait
for the Marty Balin. He'll give you the Airplane sound that Starship couldn't without him."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-MARC MILLER: "“To Hugh Munoz at The Channel regarding last week's comments: If
you would get the shit out of your ears and turn on the radio and stop looking at charts, you'd realize
that you didn't know what you were talking about. As it happens, Culture Club's 'Do You Really Want
To Hurt Me' has been the most played song at WBCN for the past five weeks, and that's how long the
record has been out. We also added Duran Duran out-of-the-box the first time. And, 1f you would stop
being so damn elitist, you might 11ke Red Rider and Sammy Hagar...Enough name calling, now onto the
music...The Simple Minds records sounds great on the radio.

quick staff change here: Carter Alan is now doing 6-10PM, and Albert 0. 1s now doing 2-6AM.

WKOF, NASHVILLE, TN M.D.-DAVID HALL: "Kiss played to a packed house at Municipal Auditorium Sunday night,
even though they had to compete with the Super Bowl. KDF's airplay of 'l Love It Loud' obviously had a
lot to do with it, because I hear the concert isn't selling well in markets with no new airplay on Kiss.
It worked well for all concerned here...The Bryan Adams album is loaded with killer cuts., Singling out
one to play is impossible, so we went with two, and I'd 1ike to play everything on Side One before
the year is out. It's time this ‘unknown' Canadian talent got the plantinum reception he deserves...

The Journey album is strange. Why is Steve Perry's voice buried in the mix? I don't know if there's

WLVQ, COLUMBUS, OH M.D.-TIM SMITH: "#1 request item this week, by a long shot, is Def Leppard, and we
quote from the PD, 'This is the rock of the 80's.'...Duran Duran also hot on the phones, and Top 5 in
sales...Medium requests for:™ Thomas Dolby, Neil Young, Red Rider, Todd Rundgren, The Members, Missing
Persons, and Night Ranger...A combination of Top 15 sales and a sell-out show here puts Night Ranger into
Power...Light phones for: Psychedelic Furs, Scandal, Bryan Adams, and Greg Kihn...Young requests for
Styx, and curiosity calls for Tony Carey...Had Phil Collins in town for a sell-out show. Great execution
of a style of music that is all his own. The wide demographics of the audience is noteworthy. Even the
16-year-old rockers appreciated and applauded the horns and sax solos...Our audience reaction to current
music is looking positive. As the airplay ratio of current-to-old increases, so have 'current' requests.
The challenge in the mix presentation is up to the Jox meeting a new understanding of 1983 tastes. With
the emphasis on current music so strong, the Jox have increased needs to be in sync with the records
and artists they are playing. To do this, it only seems logical for them to live with the music;
therefore, it's essential for all record companies to service airstaffs more efficiently. I'm not
referring to an occasional cassette from a tip sheet, I'm talking complete service of records and print
material to match our commitment to new music.

HEAVY LENNY, (213-450-6224): "This past week, George Cukor and Paul 'Bear’ Bryant died and were
glven a great deal of television and newspaper coverage in their passing. Having gone through my
recent loss of my father, I was thinking how lucky they were to have been so recently honored by
their peers and ‘industries' while still alive to enjoy the accolades. Posthumous honors are all
well and good in the case of sudden death or the lack of a process in which we can honor someone,
but how rich and rewarding it is to receive attention, recognition and even fame during the time that
you strive so hard to achieve it. It has always been sad to me to see baseball players who dominate
their eras, now ignored by a generation not familiar with their achievements firsthand. For so many
major actors, actresses, directors, and other creative people in the movie industry to never win an
OSCAR for their splendid work is a crime. In our recording industry, the Grammys have ignored too
many talents and kinds of talents for far too long. We are the generation making the music, playing
it and influencing the world with its sounds. Yet so few of us have a say in determining who we
feel is most representative of the BEST of the year in music. Sure Dick Clark has awards and Playboy
has its poll, but as a working body of radio and promotion people, we really have almost no voice in
the Grammys or any other equivalent honoring process for our peers. It's just a thought, but how do
we become the Academy members who actually vote? On an even more serious note, why do we spend so
much time picking apart each other each week instead of inaugurating a way of acknowledging each
other and our individual accomplishments? Sure, a lot of it becomes a popularity contest, but many
of us don't always get the proverbial 'pat on the back' from the people we work with and for often
enough, if at all. Maybe it's a little hokey, but I think it's time to set up some guidelines to
recognize and celebrate performance by us and the artists we play and promote. Again, it's just a
§¥X$gstA9'bUt why wait til1 someone leaves an industry or dies to say good things about them????

Those stations with tradition, 1ike WBCN, WMMS, WRXT, and WNEW-FM,
will have an easier time knocking off anyone who rivals them-- when it comes to mixing new with old.
This is because their audience has been accustomed to hearing new forms of music over the course of
many years. What I see is any music that has audiences reacting now has a show. I'm glad to see
sales will play an intregal part in programming again. I think it's absurd that a top seller can't
be played because of poor call-outs. Obviously, you're not calling the right people!...WAAF and
KTXQ on Hall & Oates 'Family Man'.

MICHAEL PLEN, IRS (212-980-6698): "It's great to see the industry get a genuine excitement for new
music but T hope radio, as well as the record industry, doesn't go overboard and make new music a
Jjoke in 6 months, as well as create a void format where radio has to pick up the pieces after the
explosion. Please consider the following. New music has been there all along, and there has been
great new music which has been passed over. It's Just become psychologically okay in our minds to
accept new music, so now one feels comfortable in playing it. But let's make sure we're checking the
most important indicators of what's the best new music available. Charts like B.H.'s Modern Music,
CMI's New Music Report, are just two places to get a visual perspective. It would be to your benefit
to call the music director of your local college station or go down to the trend record store that
sells imports and modern music, or a club where all these new music acts are playing. Talk to the
people in these institutions and pick their brains. They represent the foundation of people that
support a record from the bottom level up. It's 1ike building a house. The bottom level, cult
following, is the foundation. When that's firm, your strong, small national following, via significant
sales, leads to that big level of Top 40 and album radio. They'l1l give you the best direction because
they're music fanatics. They live their Jjobs when it comes to music, so trust their qualifications.
To the record industry's side, don't push out all those meaningless, skinny-tie modern quartets in an
attempt to fill this current rise of popularity. Let's take our time in determining what's the
cream of the crop. The research is a lot easier on the street level in time and its return than any-
thing you can get from a telephone. The most important factor is that you're going to need to listen
to this music more than you've listened to other music because it's a sound that one must take time
to acquire a taste for."

JUDY LIBOW, ATLANTIC (212-484-6063): “Whoever said that the Atlantic Rain Poncho has no use in
California was obviousTy not on the road with me last week!!!

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
