worth. In case you haven't read 1t,DO S0...My comments are more a plea for a return to greatness than
personal programming philosophy. In the past few weeks I've engaged in some deeply disturbing discussions
qboutghe present state of AOR and its future - the criticisms and frustration toward AOR 1ists that look
jdentical to those of CHR. There are others who talk of certain key AORs turning CHR, whether by their choice
or by the choice of those whose job it is to decide what pigeonhole a station fits into. Going CHR is simply
throwing the baby out with the bath water. Yes, there is confusion and some lack of focus, but I think the
trouble has more to do with our own outdated definition of AOR. When we as programmers feel we have to add

a record because it's an 'AOR record‘, or not play a recéerd because it's 'not AOR', we're defining ourselves
into a corner. The former is a form of record company blackmail--and both are suicide. We have so many
options open, simply because we are not limited to small records with big holes--songs usually not chosen

by programmers. AOR can play anything it wants: Lp tracks, 45s, 12", cassettes, long version, live version,
edited version, or remix. With all these choices available, what's the problem? The problem is adding Fast
Forward because it's an 'AOR' record, and not adding Cyndi Lauper because it's not. The problem is adding
record X only because it went 52 to 39 with a gold bullet underline, and not adding record Z because it only
had 26 adds. AOR can be a dominant format in our market but we have to define our own terms, not the trades,
not the record company, and certainly not CHR. We need to play good, solid songs first and consistently.

We need to be in touch with our audience and reflect their lifestyles, not make them fit ours. We need to
Tisten to records and decide for ourselves whether or not they will work. A1l of us have enough information
at our disposal to aid us in our decision making--but at no time can anyone in radio or records define for us
what we can and cannot do. We can do anything we damn well please. If it works, it's justified!"

KYYS, KANSAS CITY, MO M.D.-RANDY RALEY: "Regarding my illustrious mentor's comments last week, I really don't
work for him. He picked me up hitchhiking in Davenport. This guy's almost as bad as Larry Moffett ..Thank you,
Deep Purple, for a true heavy metal experience.

The
years 1981 through 1983 saw Warrior build a strong following and emerge as Western Canada's premier heavy
rock band. Excitement generated by such overseas publications as Kerrang also piqued international
interest inthe group. The tempo accelerated when Warrior masters were sEopped at Midem, the international
music convention in Cannes, France. Efforts at Midem produced solid offers from six European labels (Heavy
Metal, Music For Nations, etc.) interested in signing the band. RCA Canada, meanwhile, which had been
watching Warrior with great interest, introduced the master tapes to its American, British, and Australian
counterparts inJuly, 1984. Although Warrior changed its name to White Wolf shortly after signing with RCA,
the band has not deviated from its original musical direction. ‘Standing Alone' is metal music, no doubt,
but just this side of bone crunching, characterized by strong melody lines, powerful vocals and guitar
solos. The album was recorded at Thunder Road Studios, with co-producers Jack Richardson (Alice Cooper,
Bob Seger) and Danny Lowe (Hammersmith, Prototype, Painter) at the controls. White Wolf has produced an
album that will leave you howling for more."
