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Entercom Scoops
Up Sinclair Radio

In an $821.5 million dollar
cash deal that makes it
one of radio’s top five
groups, Entercom has
signed a letter of intent to
acquire 43 radio stations
in nine markets from Sinclair.
The deal excludes Sinclair’s St.
Louis radio cluster, which is
pending sale to Emmis (fingb
7/2).

After both deals close
Baltimore-based Sinclair will
have completely left the radio
fold to concentrate on TV, while
Philly-headquartered Entercom
will have blown past Cox (re-
ported to have also bid on Sin-
clair) to emerge as radio’s fifth
largest operator. based on 1998
proforma revenues.

Sweetening the deal is a pro-
mise by Entercom to also pur-
chase $5 million worth of adver-
tising on Sinclair’s TV properties
(59 stations in 38 markets) over a
five-year period, and to fork over

up to $2 million for capital im-
provements at Sinclair properties.
Entercom and Sinclair only
overlap in one market, Kansas
City, where Entercom already
owns seven stations (with a CP
for expanded-band KBJC). Add
to that the four stations they’re
picking up from Sinclair, and
some divestitures will be re-
quired. The other eight markets
are all new ones for Entercom:
Milwaukee, Norfolk, New Or-
leans, Greensboro/Winston-
Salem, Buffalo, Memphis, Green-
ville-Spartanburg, and Wilkes
Barre-Scranton (see chart on page
8).

“The Sinclair acquisition is in
furtherance of our stated growth
strategy,” Entercom

remarked. "It will sig-
nificantly enlarge and
expand Entercom'’s
platform to include 12
of the Top 50 markets, and will
enhance the company’s geo-
graphic diversity by adding new
markets in the Northeast
Southeast and Midwest to com-
plement our position of market
leadership in the Pacific
Northwest.”

"The Sinclair station group is
an excellent strategic fit with
Entercom, and will significantly
enhance our reach by adding
eight new markets, including six
Top 50 markets,” Entercom
President/COQO David ]J. Field
added. “Entercom is acquiring
several outstanding cluster posi
tions, including the number one
position in four new markets.”

"We value this transaction
with Entercom at 20 times our

tations that simulcast, listen up: Arbitron is changing the way it reports your ratings,
beginning with the Fall '99 survey. For the first time ever, there won't be any limit on the
number of partners in a simulcast combo. What's more, stations that meet 100 percent
simulcast staius can have their numbers reported with a combined total-line only in all Arbitron
services. Simulcastors that don’t meet the definition (or those that do. but don’t want total-line
only reporting) will get only individual station estimates in “the book," Arbitrends, Maximi$er and
Media Professional services. In other words, you get total-line only or individual estimates — not
both. And, in what will make for some funky looking Fall ‘99 market reports, Arbitron initiafly will
not generate "back data” for stations that elect total-line only reporting.
Here’s the: new simulcasting policy, blow-by-blow:
* No limit to the number of simulcast partners. (Combos are currently limited to two part-
ners.) Simulcast partners may join or ieave the combo from survey to survey. Stations must

Assisting Ken with music will be
Chuck D’Amico, who has been
working at Greater Media sister
station WXXM, aiding in that sta-
tion’s full conversion from Modern
AC to “Jammin’ Gold.” Chuck was
MAX’s MD prior to its format flip.

Universal Goncerts Sold To House Of Blues

Seagram has sold its Universal
Concerts unit to House Of
Blues Entertainment for app-
roximately $190 million in cash
and assumed debt. Universal
Concerts controls 20 concert
venues in the United States and
Canada. However, under the
terms of the deal, Seagram will
retain ownership of the Univer-
sal Ampitheatre on the lot of
Universal Studios in Hollywood.
House Of Blues will operate the
venue under a long-term lease.
Universal Concerts Pres-
ident Jay Marciano and his

House Of Blues management
team as part of the agreement.
In addition, Universal’s online
joint venture with BMG,
GetMusic.com, will become the
exclusive e-commerce provider
for House Of Blues online prop-
erties, and will receive support
for the launch of its Digital
Media Distribution system.

For Seagram, the deal is
part of a sell-off of non-core
assets to help retire debt
incurred in its $10 billion pur-
chase of PolyGram last year.
For House Of Blues, it's about

House Of Blues clubs to com-
pete with SFX Entertainment,
which has 82 venues and was a
bidder for Universal Concerts.

“Jay Marciano and the
Universal Concert management
team have built one of the pre-
mier live event divisions in the
business and we thank them for
their tremendous achievements,”
Universal Music Group Pres-
ident/COO Zach Horowitz com-
mented. “We look forward to
working closely with them and
House Of Blues in this new rela-
tionship.”

“We've created a power-
house of a company through
this acquisition,” House Of Blues
Entertainment President/CEO
Greg Trojan added. “HOB is the
only live entertainment company
that can offer the artist expo-
sure from the small club level
through to an amphitheater,
partnered with live digital broad-
casts over the Internet.”

The transaction should
close before the end of Sep-
tember.

THE Y2K CHECKLIST

by Joe Moss

January 1, 2000 is now just months away, and
if you believe the alarmists, airplanes will be
falling from the skies, elevators will refuse to
work, and people will be running for the hills
with jugs of water and supplies just in case all
of the world goes, well, OFF. While there’s no
reason to panic, some systems will be impact-
ed as a result of software that doesn’t compute
the year 00" properly. Here’s a look at what
you can do to avoid the unexpected in
January.

Just what is the Y2K Bug? Many comput-
ers use software that tracks dates with only
the last two numbers of the year, such as 97
instead of 1997. When 00 comes up for the
year 2000, some computers will view it as 1900
instead, potentially leading to failures in busi-
ness, transportation, utilities, and other ser-
vices.

Here are a few ways to make sure you're
protected and don’t have any surprises on
your personal computer when the big ball
drops:

Test your hardware and software. Make
sure that any critical software you use is “Y2K
Compliant.” This means scheduling and
accounting software, and software and com-
puter systems that are used to run your phone
system, security systems, transmitter equip-
ment, etc. There are online resources that will
tell you if specific programs, products and
services are Y2K Compliant. The Y2K

Compliance Database for Consumers at
www.y2kbase.com is a comprehensive data-
base of information. There is some free soft-
ware you can download to check your PC’s
hardware such as Y2K Test for a quick test, or
Check 2000 PC Deluxe for a more thorough
test. These programs will check your comput-
er’s bios and clock for compliance. (You'll
find links to download these programs on the
fmqgb Web site at www.fmgb.com). Have your
IS department check all your PCs and servers
for compliance.

If you would prefer to manually check
your computer rather than use these pro-
grams, or if you just want to double-check to
make sure everything is okay, do the follow-
ing:

¢ Update your BIOS if necessary. Figure
out which version of which BIOS you're using
— the information usually appears when you
boot the PC. Armed with your BIOS version,
look on the Web site of the company that man-
ufactured your PC to see if it has posted any
warnings about your particular BIOS. Check
with a BIOS firmware manufacturer, such as
Micro Firmware (www.firmware.com), to see
if it has any additional information on your
BIOS.

¢ Run the Clock Forward. Advance your
PC’s clock to some date in the year 2000 to see
if your system will continue to work. (To do
this, double-click on the time in the lower
right corner of the Windows 95 or 98 screen
and roll the date forward.) If you want to give

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your PC a thorough exercise,
you should test three specific
situations. First put the clock at
11:59 p.m., December 31, 1999,
and let it run for a couple of
minutes to make sure the year
2000 rollover works correctly.
Then set the clock to 11:59 p.m.,
December 31, 2000, and make
sure the year 2001 rollover
works. Finally, reboot the PC
while it still thinks it’s January
1, 2001, and see if the change
takes.

You should also contact
everyone with whom you do
business — your employer,
bank, and broker for personal
use; your suppliers for business
— to be sure there will be no
interruption of service.

At home and at work, be
sure to keep paper records of
all transactions in case data gets
lost.

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Infinity Drops Suit Against Greaseman
Infinity has dropped a $100,000 lawsuit against former WARW /Washington
morning man Doug “The Greaseman” Tracht, agreeing instead to resolve

differences over his exit via binding arbitration. The suit, filed in May,
sought to recover station revenues lost when outraged advertisers canceled
buys in the wake of racist remarks made by the controversial personality on
February 24 (finqb 2/26, 3/5). Infinity fired Tracht the next day. Attorneys
for both parties negotiated over severance terms for months, and the exiled
jock continued receiving paychecks until May, when talks broke down and
Infinity filed suit. AFTRA intervened in July, saying its collective bargaining
agreements with Infinity override Tracht’s employment contract and stipu-
late that employment disputes must be resolved through arbitration.

Among the likely issues arbitrator Herb Fishgold will decide at the
September 27 hearing: Was Tracht properly fired and properly denied sever-
ance pay? Infinity’s position, as stated in its lawsuit, is that Tracht’s racist
comments rendered his contract null and void. AFTRA, representing Tracht,
is expected to lay some of the blame on Infinity. “It’s not a question of
whether he should stay on the air, that's CBS’ decision,” AFTRA
Washington-Baltimore General Counsel Tom Powers tells fingb. “If you
investigate all the facts, you will find that CBS walks into this thing, in my
opinion, without clean hands. They create these shock jocks. They’re hired
by corporations, [and] put on the air to make money. “ Powers also main-
tains Infinity had an obligation to work the eight-second delay button.

Tracht had just begun the second year of a three-year deal with Infinity
that was to have paid him an average of $808,000 annually.

EMI Music Publishing Buys Windswept

EMI Music Publishing has acquired a significant portion of Windswept
Pacific Music Co. for $200 million and the assumption of some liabilities.
EMI gains the copyrights to 40,000 songs recorded over the past 50 years,
including such classics as “Louie Louie,” “Shout,” and “La Bamba.” The
Windswept collection also includes the rights to lyrics from John
Mellencamp, Willie Nelson, K.C. & The Sunshine Band, and the late Ronnie
Van Zant, among others. Windswept is hanging on to Hitco Music
Publishing and its arrangement with LaFace Records President L.A. Reid,
as well as agreements with Pete Townshend and Gregg Allman and other
songwriters.

USA Digital Strikes Deal With Texas Instruments

USA Digital has announced a deal with Texas Instruments to integrate USA
Digital Radio’s software with Texas Instruments’ programmable digital sig-
nal processors (DSP) for use in AM/FM radio receivers. The two companies
will work together to develop and market DSPs to incorporate into
USADR'’s In-Band On-Channel Digital Audio Broadcasting Technology
(IBOC DAB).

radio division’s 1999 expected adjusted EBITDA,” Sinclair CEO David
Smith commented. “This deal dramatically highlights the value of our
radio division.”

The next stop on the road to closing is a three-week final negotiation
and due diligence period. Then come the regulatory hurdles: both the
FCC and the DOJ must bless the deal, along with the boards of each
company. The deal isn’t expected to close until Thanksgiving. Once it
does, Entercom expects to own or operate at least 82 stations in 16 mar-
kets.

Internet Strategy ‘

At Jacobs Media, we've spent the last few years
learning what the Internet could do for us. Recogniz-
ing the trends, understanding what the users really
want, and seeing where the potential revenue stream
was coming from. The bottom line? The Internet can
be a collaborator, or a competitor — it's here and will
continue to be there. The choice is yours.

Therefore, we've developed two key strategies.
The first is to develop a plan, and we've created a 12
step outline as an onramp to the Information
Superhighway. The second is to have a key player in
charge of the plan: an Internet PD. We've also devel-
oped an outline for that individual’s roll as well as skills
they should possess.

The Internet is still developing, and the ground
rules are constantly changing. Having a solid course
of action and a person in charge of the plan go a long
way toward making your Web site not just another
bump in the road, but a serious contender in an online
world.

12 Steps to a Successful Internet Program
1) Develop a Separate Budget

The worst answer is to do it all on trade. You will
have staff, hardware and service-related needs. Much
like festival planning, this requires a different skill set
than traditional radio. Be realistic about your ROI, but
get started now.
2) Design The Department

You have to find the right personnel, as well as
find a hosting partner. Involve all the department heads
of your radio station (Programming, Sales, and
Promotions). The most important objective: Build the
site for your users — not your company's organization-
al chart.
3) Hire An Internet Program Director

(See job description below) Without a solid leader,
your site will flounder. It’s an investment - but it wilt
pay off in the long run. You need a real product man-
ager to take this department over — not just “extra
staff” or interns.
4) Find A Solid Hosting Company

Treat them as a partner — they are deeply
involved with your success in this project. Treat this
process like you would hiring any major employee.
DO NOT JUST DO IT ON TRADE!
5) Develop A Position For Your Site

Keep in mind the concept of the Entertainment/
Commerce Portal. Just like a strategic lane for your
radio station, you also need to fill a hole in the online

market.
6) Make The Internet Part Of EVERY Meeting

Be certain you aren’t missing chances to bring on-
air promotions to the Web site, and find new ways to
utilize the Web to make your on-air presence stronger.
Missed opportunities mean missed growth — and rev-
enue!

7) Create Online Events

This isn't just about cybercasting “Whatever-Fest.”
Think of exclusive online events that can relate to on-
air happenings or otherwise. Maximize the visual
aspect of the Internet that traditional radio lacks.

8) Integrate Sales And Be Open To Strategic
Partners

The creation of a separate sales staff must be in
the initial plan, similar to dedicated NTR people. Also,
partner with sources your audience wants - whether it's
an “Extreme Travel” agency or a financial planner with
a Gen X focus.

9) Be Prepared For Your Site To Evolve

It's a living, breathing thing. As technology chan-
ges, so will your site. As your consumers become
more ’Net savvy, their needs will change. Keep up
with new technologies (Cable and DSL).

10) Act Locally, Think Globally

Start locally — but keep in mind the Internet is a
global medium. Don't limit yourself to city “X," but DO
target city “X.” Your future could be as a global enter-
tainment source — but it has to start with your local
efforts.

11) BE FIRST!

Ries & Trout said it: It's not who's BEST, it's who's
FIRST. Don't do a half-hearted job on the rollout / re-
build, but get it done now. There is plenty of time to
get better, but limited time to be first.

12) Consider Advertising Online

You already have one of the strongest off-line
mediums on your team: Radio. But, “fish where the
fish are.” Develop online advertising with a contest
angle to drive site usage and actual listening. Look
into FastBlast.com.

The Internet Program Director Job Description
* Must Know The Internet - You don't just want the
best code writer. You can hire-out or rely on your host-
ing company for that. This person should have a basic
understanding of the technology and software, but it's
more important that they understand content than
code!
* Oversee development of content and purpose of

site, define its “strategic lane.”

* Use the Web site as a marketing tool to enhance tra-
ditional station images, features, and audience.

* Develop strategic alliances and form business rela-
tionships with online (and off-line) partners.

* Integrate the marketing and content of the site into
traditional on-air programming.

* Develop and oversee Web-only content to co-exist
with traditional radio - content that takes the radio sta-
tion to the next level of visual and interactive capabili-
ties.

* Help generate sales revenue via the Web. Develop
promotional and E-commerce plans.

* Turn the site into a virtual storefront. Convert your
listeners into consumers.

¢ Develop programs that can help the entire cluster or
group. Similarly, use the cluster/group as leverage in
the development of entertainment value, sales rev-
enue, and E-commerce.

+ Stay on top of leading edge-technology, new content
tools and services that are available, from new options
in E-Commerce and products that target user’s lifestyle
to the influx of broadband.

» Skills to look for in an Internet PD:

- Product development experience (PD, Print
Editor, Web Developer).

- Graphic/Design background.

- Solid understanding of the entertainment industry
(radio specifically), and its client base.

- Management experience and ability to handle
deadlines.

- Understanding of an advertising and product-dri-
ven economy. It can’t be all about content with no
vision of what sells, or more importantly how to sell.

- Ability to develop Web sites using many of the
industry-wide development tools.

- Proven skills in the areas of pre-sales, customer
relations, and product development/marketing.
Successful record of identifying and capturing new
business

- Client-oriented, with ability to build rapport and
relationships with new and existing customers.

- Experienced in planning and delivering informa-
tion and promotional presentations.

- Strong writing, training and communication skills.

SilverChair frontman Daniel Johns and Rage Against The
Machine mouthpiece Zach de la Rocha are the subject of separate
harassment charges in Australia. On June 28, a law student named
“Emily Spencer” filed charges against Johns, claiming that he threat-
ened and harassed her. The charges were withdrawn after it was dis-
covered that the woman was really a road worker named Jodie Anne-
Marie Barnes, who is believed to be an obsessed fan. Johns issued a
statement, saying: “These completely false charges and the sensational-
ized media coverage which they have received in some places have
been very upsetting for myself and my family. I'm glad the truth has
finally come out.” In de la Rocha’s case, which is still pending, a
Sydney woman claims the Rage singer has been stalking her since they
met backstage at 1996s Big Day Out festival. The woman is seeking a
restraining order against de la Rocha, who she claims has assaulted and
drugged her, and thrown a rock through her window. The case will be
heard next month, so that de la Rocha will have a chance to respond.

Sublime Survivors To
Release First CD With New

Three years and two months after
frontman Bradley Nowell died of
a heroin overdose, two members
of Sublime have announced that
their new band, the Long Beach
Dub All Stars, will release their
debut album on DreamWorks
Records on September 21.
Sublime’s Bud Gaugh and Eric
Wilson front the seven-piece
band. The album, Right Back,
was produced by “Field”
Marshall Goodman, who also
plays drums, percussion and
turntables, and Miguel, the co-
founder of Skunk Records, the
indie label that was Sublime’s
first home. Drummer Bud
Gaugh says, “Sublime was, and
still is, a family and Right Back
reflects that vibe in the music as
well as in the lyrics. It’s still just
us and a bunch of close musical
friends who've helped us out
along the way, jamming togeth-
er.” Among them are Reggae
luminary Barrington Levy on

“Saw Red.” Levy recorded the
original version in 1994. Brad
Nowell co-wrote a new version
as a duet with No Doubt’s Gwen
Stefani which appeared on two
later Sublime albums. Half Pint
appears on “Pass It On” while
two other tracks feature guests
from Pennywise and Bad Brains.
According to Gaugh, "The Dub
All Stars have broken down all
the different types of music that
influenced us when we were in
Sublime and the new songs are
still mostly about first-hand, real-
life experiences.” LBDAS made
their live debut at a January, 1997
benefit at the Hollywood
Palladium with No Doubt and
Pennywise. Proceeds from the
Enough Already concert went to
Nowell’s young son and the non-
profit Musicians Assistance
Program. The first track from the
new album, “Trailer Ras,” will be
out next month. The Long Beach
Dub All Stars will soon announce
the Right Back tour kicking off
this fall.

Costello Enjoys Revival:
Woodstock, Hit Song,
Films

Elvis Costello is enjoying one of
his biggest years ever, first win-
ning a Grammy Award, and now
with his Woodstock appearance
last weekend and his biggest hit
in 18 years in England. Costello’s
“She” from Notting Hill was
released as a single in the U.K.
last week (19) and is expected to
return him to the Top 10 for the
first time since 1981. Notting Hill
is just one of the hit films Cos-
tello is in this summer. Costello
says he and Burt Bacharach will
be forever linked for singing “I'll
Never Fall In Love Again” for
Austin Powers and Felicity
Shagwell in The Spy Who Shagged
Me. Costello hopes he and
Bacharach will do more together
in the future, possibly a song for
another movie. "If we got the
opportunity to work together
again, I'd jump at it,” he says.
“Maybe if we got to work on a
song for a movie that might be a
way to do it because before it
was such a big undertaking.”
Costello said he and Bacharach
spent two years putting together
the songs for their album, Painted
From Memory. Costello claims the
opportunity to sing “She” came
quite by accident. Although the
song was a big hit in England in
1974 for Charles Aznavour, it
never was in America. Producers
were concerned when audiences
failed to respond to the unfamil-
iar tune at test screenings so
director Richard Curtis asked
Costello to perform it. Costello

said he was surprised to find that
the London Symphony Orchestra
had also been hired for the
recording session. Costello has
spent most of the summer tour-
ing with Steve Nieve, the key-
board player from The
Attractions.

Peace, Love, Looting And Arson

After almost 72 hours of peace
and love, Woodstock ‘99 ended in
blazing chaos on Sunday night
(7/25) as hundreds of concertgo-
ers turned into vandals. What
began as scattered bonfires
toward the end of the Red Hot
Chili Peppers’ festival-closing set
(with Flea performing in the
nude) escalated into several rag-
ing infernos that took hours to
contain. State police said the situ-
ation inside the venue had been
stabilized by early Monday, and
most of the fires had been extin-
guished. Police said most of the
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concertgoers had been herded off
the grounds. Concert promoter
John Scher said, "It's a great
shame that this happened because
in so many ways it was so uplift-
ing. It puts a permanent blemish
on what happened here.” The
three-day concert climaxed into a
frenzy about a quarter mile from
the main stage when several von-
certgoers set fire to 12 parked
tractor-trailers. Several people
pulled cases of soda and mer-
chandise from the trucks and fed
the flames with debris. Others
toppled light stands and speaxer
towers, while another group tried
to destroy K-Rock's [WXRK/New
York] station vehicle. The vehicle
was on loan from crosstown
WHTZ (Z100) and will be
shipped back to NYC on a flatbed
truck. Hundreds of state troopers
in riot gear moved in to protect
other vendors' booths. County




deputies and city police were
deployed to protect other areas of
the former Griffiss Air Force Base,
now a business and technology
park. Slightly over 100 people
decided early Sunday that strip-
ping was better than grabbing an
extra hour or two of sleep and
tirned out for a massive nude
photo shoot as a brilliant orange
sitn began to light up the sky.
Flyers announcing the escapade
were circulated over the weekend
by photographer Spencer Tunick,
who is well known for his photos
of nudes in public places.

U.S. bands might be well advised
to nail down their equipment,
judging by the number of musi-
cally-inclined thieves roaming the
continent. A few weeks after
Sonic Youth had their van full of
customized guitars stolen, comes
the news that Jon Spencer Blues
Explosion have also been relieved
of their gear, this time from out-
side a venue in Vancouver.

1962 theramin, the distinctive
sound of which has become a
trademark for the band.

Mick Jagger has been determined
through DNA testing to be the
father of Brazilian supermodel
Luciana Morad's child. He admit-
ted to a dalliance with the
Brazilian beauty (which finally
put paid to his relationship with
Texas model Jerry Hall), but
denied her allegations of his
paternity. After Morad gave birth
to a bouncing baby boy, Jagger
asked that DNA testing be con-
ducted to determine whether he
truly was the newborn's father.
Now the BBC reports that the
results of that testing are in, and
the verdict is that the Rolling
Stones frontman is a father yet
again. Britain's Sun tabloid says
flacks for the flamboyant rock
icon broke the bad news to their

boss on Monday as he celebrated
his 56th birthday at a chateau in
France. A spokesman for Jagger
made the following terse state-
ment earlier this morning: "I can
confirm that the DNA tests are up
and Mick is the father of the
child, but that's all I'm prepared
to say.” Morad has christened her
son Lucas Morad Jagger. Lucas is
Jagger's seventh child: He sired
four children by Hall, has another
from his marriage to Bianca
Jagger, and one more from a rela-
tionship with writer and actress
Marsha Hunt. Earlier this month
Jagger convinced Hall to accept a
reported $16 million settlement to
put an end to their not-quite-mar-
riage (he claimed the 1991 Hindu
ceremony by which the two were
wed on Bali was not recognized
under British law). London's Daily
Mail says Morad was shocked by
the paucity of the settlement
amount, and told friends Jagger
had "got away with" shamefully
mistreating the Texas-born Hall.
Morad has given no indication as
to whether she will seek child
support payments from Jagger.
Friends of the rocker reportedly
fear he'll be dipping into his wal-
let again soon.

“Scar Tissue” stays on top for a sixth straight week, but the spins start to
decline (-106, 3536 total). Even so, the competition shows no signs of dis-
placing RHCP from the top slot as nine of the top ten tracks showed a
spin decrease. Out of the top twenty, only Filter (+212, 1062 total)

showed an increasc greater than 200 spins. Look for the Chili Peppers to
stay on top for a while.

Showoff, “Falling Star” (Maverick) Five more adds show up this week, as WBRU,
WROX, WWCD, WAVF and MTV all start spinning “Falling Star.” With a Brand Spankin’
New rotation at MTV, Gaby Skolnek’s latest project is sure to get some exposure that will
help increase its already growing status (40*-35") on the chart. Support coming in from 45
Modern Rockers, including WNNX, WEDG, WPBZ, Q101, and WPLY.

Joydrop, “Beautiful” (Tommy Boy) This is quickly becoming the song that Chery!
Valentine will not let die. Every time we turn around, a handful of stations are adding the
record. This week’s converts are CIMX, KKND, KPNT, WQBK, and WWCD. A resurgent
chart move (31*-24*) shows there is a lot of life left in “Beautiful.”

Buckcherry, “For The Movies” (DreamWorks) Two straight weeks of double digit adds
means that Buckcherry’s second single is already off to a better start than the first track.
Ross Zapin and Matt Smith have a hit on their hands. 39 stations are providing 396 spins,
good enough for a 41* chart debut.

Days of The New, “Enemy” (Outpost) With the “official” airplay date still a week away,
there are currently 19 stations playing “Enemy,” with twelve of them coming in as adds
this week. The story is only going to improve on this song as it is one of the stronger new
tracks to be released since the MLB All Star break. Spinning at KKND, WNNX, KDGE,
KXTE, WEND, WPLA and WLRS.

Jimmie’s Chicken Shack, “Do Right” (Island) Since WHFS added it early,
we can say that they started the trend for the 19 others that followed suit

K-Rock Gets Lit Up

“We are truly the hottest station in New
York,” WXRK PD Steve Kingston told
fmgb. With a statement like that you would
think that K-Rock just jumped to the top of
the ratings, but what Kingston is referring
to is the burning of the station’s vehicle and
skybox (a hydraulically raised forklift) at
Woaodstock '99. “Qur van was burnt down,”
conveyed Kingston. “In all the bedlam last
night (7/25) they were roasting marshmal-
lows on it. I don’t know the full extent of
the damage, because | haven’t seen it yet,
but there’s no glass left in it and there are
other problems.” The vehicle in question,
along with the driver, were actually on loan
from crosstown WHTZ (Z100). An arrange-
ment was made to lease it because Kingston
felt K-Rock didn’t have a vehicle that would
compare to the Z100 van “as far as covering
an event this large.” He also had experi-
ence with the vehicle as it was the same one
used to cover Woodstock in 1994 while
Kingston was PD at Z100. The vehicle will
be shipped back to NYC on a flatbed truck
and WXRK will work out the final details
with Z100 at that point. Over 60 photos
from WXRK's Woodstock ‘99 journey, includ-
ing the K-Rock skybox going up in flames,
are available at the station’s Web site
(http:/ /www.krockradio.com) for viewing.

Welcome to the "90s! We're seeing the same
thing television saw in past years.

The
main problems are apathy, not enough good
new bands, the genre of the music today, the
attention span of listeners today, and the
many other options. Put all of these together
and you’ve got your reasons. Are we pushing
the youth away? Idon’t think so. Will the
advent of satellite radio hurt? Of course. It's another outlet for people to
tune to when they get bored. But they’l] get bored with that as well.

We were sitting in the music meeting recently saying, “Geez, we have
two daytime slots and nothing to put in.” Everything, for Rock Radio at
least, is either Heavy, Rap, or Metal. Yes, the kids like it, but there’s not
enough of them to go around — and we all know that’s not the demo the
sales people want. So what do we do? I'll think out-of-the-box, and piss

off a lot of researchers and PDs, but the time of the 300-500 library is com-
ing to a close. We are all the same now. We all have such small lists.
Make it interesting and rotate more spice — or for a better term — more of
the songs that worked locally in the last 15 years that we never put into
the library because they didn’t “test” now, and were forgotten about.

Sounds pretty elementary right, but I think folks have forgot-
ten. As far as alienating today’s youth, we all know they have many ways
to get their music. We, as radio, are another avenue. Spot loads hurt,
sure. But, there’s no way we can do anything about that with the bottom
line breathing down our necks. We need to find bands that aren’t dispos-
able one-hit wonders, and find ones that can play instruments and write
great songs — and sing, not rap. Sure it sells, but that doesn’t mean that’s
the only thing they want to hear when they turn on the radio. Nurture
the money demos; as the kids grow older their tastes will change and
they’ll be back at radio. After all... look at us.

In the 1960s, the American automobile industry
refused to recognize the demands of consumers for reli-
ability and economy. As a result, the door opened for
Japan to enter and lock up significant market share. In
the 1970s, the major television networks truly believed
that viewers would never pay to watch cable TV. Now,
most of us gladly make the monthly payment for higher
quality, more choice, fewer interruptions, etc. Make no
mistake. If radio ignores the concerns of its customers,
the audience will not hesitate to leave.

The evidence is in our own industry. In the ‘60s, AM
radio ruled America’s youth. Weary of repetition, too
much talk, and too many commercials, listeners in their
teens and 20s gladly jumped to the FM band for new and different music
outlets. Now as we close out the "90s, FM must take a look in the mirror.
Can the same thing happen again?

The advent of Internet and satellite are immensely more threatening

Radio turned its back on younger listeners
a long time ago. So, it is hardly surprising that

their tuning is spiralling down. How often have
you heard radio people express their disdain for
teems? Typically I hear the following two state-
ments together: “We don’t want teens. We can’t
sell teens.”

Now, I am not in sales, but I am an observer
of teen culture. There are hundreds of youth-ori-
ented magazines filled with print ads, and the tele-
vision channels are full of teen-targeted commer-

cials. Yet radio can’t “sell teens”? Advertisers are
spending a lot of money trying to tap into teen spending power, which is
reportedly over $200 billion dollars annually. And that doesn’t include
their enormous influence on the spending decisions of their families.

than CDs, MTV, cassettes and 8-tracks could have been. As the technolo-
gy develops, music from Internet and satellite sources will be available
to anyone anytime, anywhere. Think of your own car. Right now you
have two audio choices: conventional radio and whatever pre-recorded
music you may have brought along. Soon, as cars become equipped
with on-board computers and satellite receivers, you'll have four choices.
What will you do if all of your favorite stations are in the eight-minute
stopset at the :50 break?

What can radio do? Radio can’t stop technology. Radio can
respond to the audience. Instead of making it easy for listeners to aban-
don radio at the first opportunity, stations would be wise to find ways to
fortify loyalty. Listen to the listeners. Give them the entertainment that
they crave: great music, localism, personality, desirable promotions.
Minimize the negatives: unfavorable music, cookie-cutter presentation,
and boring jocks. And maybe, just maybe, you can make it harder for
today’s P1s to turn their back on you.

Radio must change its attitude towards younger listener if it wants to
make sure it has adult listeners in the future. Radio listening is an
acquired habit. How can you develop the habit of listening to the radio,
when there isn’t a station which plays your music? There are markets of
all sizes which have very limited radio choices for younger demos.

When radio doesn’t offer the younger potential listeners something
they really want, they will simply seek new sources for their entertain-
ment and music, including friends, videos, television, satellite, CDs, CD-
ROMs, magazines, the Internet and video games. They will not develop
the habit of turning on the radio.

Radio can thrive in the future, but it must step up to the challenge of
serving and also selling younger demos, right now. Owners and pro-
grammers must give younger listeners a reason to fall in love with radio.
And sales managers have to stop blaming the advertisers for not seeing
the value of using radio in their marketing campaigns.
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Is Radio Turning Off Tomorrow’s Listeners?

Thirty-one percent of 12-24 year-olds say they are listen-
ing less to radio because of more commercials, according to a
recent study of 1,071 diarykeepers conducted by Arbitron and
Edison Media Research. Even more disturbing, time spent lis-
tening is down 14 percent among 18-24 year-olds over the
past six years, 11 percent among teens 12-17, and 10 percent
with 25-34 year-olds.

In light of these findings, we asked a handful of pro-
grammers, consultants and researchers if radio is jeopardiz-
ing its future by alienating today’s youth (and tomorrow’s
adult) listeners with too many commercials and not enough
programming aimed at them? Does radio risk losing younger
demos to new media like the Internet and, in the years
ahead, new services like satellite radio? And what should
radio do now to address these concerns?

No wonder 12-24 year-olds are listening less
to radio. It doesn’t seem that any radio stations
really care about what is soon to be the largest gen-
eration in the history of the United States!

What do you mean largest generation in the
US? If you haven't heard, the children of the Baby
Boom, known as the Echo Boom generation, will
eclipse the Baby Boomers at the end of this year!

By the year 2006, the Echo Boom will reach
critical mass. They will impose their lifestyle val-
ues on our population. Their values include the
demand for total control and interactivity. This is
especially true in their media choices. Think about
the media available today, including radio, TV,
newspapers, and the Internet. Only one is truly interactive, allowing the
Echo Boom control over their choices. The other media are designed and
delivered as is, with no changes or interactivity allowed.

I recently ran these concepts by a broadcasting company executive.
While he agreed we need to start thinking about how to address these
issues, he couldn’t devote any more time or thought to them, as he had sta-
tions to work on now.

The opinions of 12-24s about radio’s commercial
loads are disturbing. But they’re merely symptoms of a
problem that’s been festering for the better part of 15
years — radio’s ambivalence toward teens. The more
telling statistics come from Edison/Arbitron’s Internet
study — 81% of 12-17s and 71% of 18-24s are online
and those numbers will continue to grow. There’s a
relationship here.

When radio embraced the 25-54 standard, it essentially
numbered its days as a youth medium. Because broad-
casters contend they can't sell 12-24 demos, the impor-
tant revenue stream has been steadily diverted to television and now the
Internet.

Early in July, Grey Advertising launched a new unit — G Whiz — to
target Generation Y (21 and unders) business among companies like
Hasbro, Reebok, Sprint, and Procter & Gamble. They all realize that brand
adoption occurs at an increasingly younger age and that it's important to
get in the game. G Whiz is no anomaly. Agencies like Leo Burnett,
Saatchi & Saatchi, and the Interpublic Group of Companies have also cre-
ated kid-targeted advertising units.

So where’s radio? Working hard to create more 25-54 formats or find-
ing ways lo convert aging formats (Oldies) into more 45-54 friendly envi-

If the future of our medium is dependent on this growing generation,
can we really afford to wait until they come of age? If we do, they'll be
gone.

The challenge is designing a future-focused station that can appeal to
and grow with this generation. As the Echo Boom creates and manipulates
their own culture through their interactive abilities, they are also creating
three identifiable traits:

1. Diversity: Cultural and entertainment tastes are expanding.

Prejudices are becoming non-existent.

2. Curiosity: Exploration, discovery, and investigation lead to a shift

in control of their media choices. They don’t want to be dictated to;

they want interactivity and control.

3. Self-reliance: Control of their media choices makes them confident

and gives them the power to make a difference.

The way you get this generation'’s attention is sending your message
in an expected and appreciated manner. The product and marketing mes-
sage has to be interesting, useful, and relevant.

If you have the desire to be the teen station of today with the hope of
being the young-aduit station of tomorrow, call McVay Media. We have
already strategized and are continually developing new ideas for the day
when the Echo Boom is the largest segment of the US population.

rons. In the meantime, Nickelodeon, MTV, the WB, and Fox are all garner-
ing major advertising dollars, while the traditional networks hustle to get
in the teen game.

And then there's the Internet. The bet was that once young people
grew into the 25-34 demo, they’d discover radio and flock to our medi-
um'’s variety of music options. But few foresaw the advent of the comput-
er as a source of music entertainment. In the past year or two, radio or
music services like Yahoo Radio, VH-1 at Work, Imagine Radio, Spinner,
and many others have been developed to pick off radio’s base audience.
(By the way, most of these outlets are commercial-free.) Now thal the
Internet has emerged as a high-tech player, where does this leave radio?

Of course, the ultimate answer is to reassess radio’s core emphasis
and to rapidly create appealing youth-oriented formats. Radio program-
mers are still a very resourceful lo: and could easily conjure up an attrac-
tive array of formats designed to laser focus on 12-24s. But until the fledg-
ling sales end of radio can develop the tools (not to mention the bravado)
to market teens, none of this is going to happen anytime soon.

It would be great if an influential broadcaster took that first irnportant
step to realize the teen potential, but the pressures of consolidation and
quarterly Wall Street performance are naturally going to take precedence.
The answer lies at the NAB’s door because radio is no longer red hot.

That primary color has now been co-opted by the Internet.
