say "all". 
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On the Record 
How much of radio is creative showmanship? How much is routine, mathematical format? 
Answers to those questions would differ greatly from station to station, or from one 
programmer to another. 

Many years ago, when Martin Block started programming his "Make Believe Ballroom" from the best 
selling records in the New York stores, mathematics first penetrated radio's program depart-
ment. The old Lucky Strike "Hit Parade" was programmed by a mathematical melange of sheet music 
sales, juke box plays and record sales. Top 40 radio spread the gospel of arjthmetic to eery 
corner of our country - and parts of Canada. And mostly it worked. 

The embryo of scientific research was developed through top 40's weekly surveys of record store 

sales. This objective, scientific approach was later applied to depth studies of the listen-
ing audience, pioneered by consultant Mike Joseph and carried out today by the Magid people, 
Sebastian Stone and his ERA, Tom Terichi and his psychographic studies, and so on. Like spec-
ialists in medicine, we're learning more and more about less and less. Today, a growing number 
of stations carry out continuing audience research through "call outs" - random telephone 

sampling of the so-called "passive" audience ( those who neither buy nor request records). 
Broadcasters exhibit a fascination with scientific research as the swelling array of 
statistical data steadily usurps decision making functions at the program level. 

This " scientific" radio isn't limited only to top 40 stations; it is being applied also by other 
formats. Broadcasters everywhere realize the importance of using objective data the better to 
understand the likes and dislikes of their listeners, in fields of news and public affairs as 
well as in music. All this is good. But it isn't good enough. 

Radio is entertainment, and entertainment is not a science, except perhaps for its business 

aspects, as necessary for its prosperity and survival. Entertainment is showmanship, creati-
vity, inspiration. Showmanship goes beyond the bare bones of statistically contrived formats - 
knows when to use them - knows when and how to deviate into areas of the original and the 

unexpected. 
There was only one Rembrandt, one Van Gogh. Their paintings can be charted so that millions can 

"paint by the number" and achieve a recognizable similarity. But the final result is at best 

only a cheap copy of a great masterpiece. 
A creative broadcaster paints a picture every day. It may not always be a masterpiece, but t is 

his picture. He uses all the research data he can find, but he uses it: the data are his tools 
- not his boss. He may not be the entertainer, but he is the producer of the show (if we 

may mix a metaphor). 
I believe strongly in research in broadcasting. In today's competitive radio no programmer has 

sufficient talent to guide his station by instinct alone. Without objective information 
he would be walking in the dark. Talent enters in deciding how best to make use of the 
information that research provides. Talent also enters the human equation in an ability to 
motivate a staff - to inspire loyalty and dedication to a job. Such talent, like that of a 
fine painter or musician, is not a common commodity. There is undoubltedly not enough to go 

around. Where it is lacking, mathematical formulas are substituted. Where it is present, 
there is a radio station!:

Gavin's Gab  
The Great Celsius Battle. Bill Ford, KUGN-Eugene, writes: Ne have been using both temperature 

scales in our news broadcasts since last spring. It's a great way to get people to talk 
about you because there is a certain amount of confusion. We've had a running controversy 

for the past eight months over Celsius vs. centigrade." 
Bill Vancil writes from WISM-Madison, Wis.: "Radio stations which have become obsessed with 

giving the temperature both ways are cluttering their sound with unnecessary prattle which, at 
this point, is all but totally meaningless to the listener. It may be a fad, but for now 

I wouldn't touch it with a 3.05 meter pole". 
Obscene language. One of our correspondents quotes a federal statute, code 18 USC Section 1464: 

Nhoever utters any obscene, indecent or profane language by means of radio communication 
shall be fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned not more than two years, or both". The law 
was officially brought to the station's attention as a result of the inadvertent airing of the 

long version of Bob Dylan's Hurricane. 
Speaking of lyrics. Chuck Bailey, music director of WDBQ-Dubuque, writes that he dropped the 

Who's SQUERzF BOX because of listener protests, and that he decided not to play the Donna 
Summer and Hot Chocolate records at all. He doesn't consider this to be "censorship". He 
writes: "We look at ourselves as guests in the listeners' homes. We are there by their 
invitation, and the same as if we were there in person, we must mind our manners. We will wipe 
our feet before we enter a home and will not track dirt on the carpet. I feel that many of 
us in the business, because of our daily exposure to such a wide variety of product, probably 
become a little more liberal in our thinking of music than does the average person on the 
street. Personally, I find nothing offensive about these records, but obviously there are 
many who do. I wonder, Bill, if attitudes have really changed as much as we think they have". 

And more lyrics. Bill Brophy, assistant PD of WFAA-Alliance, Ohio, wonders if a new trend is to 
be found in the growing number of lyric references to prostitutes. He cites as examples the 

recent hit, LADY MARMALADE by Labelle, more recently Elton John's ISLAND GIRL, DECEMBER 1963 
by the 4 Seasons, Boxy Music's LOVE IS THE DRUG, and MONEY HONEY by the Bay City Rollers. 
He notes that Bachman-Turner Overdrive's TAKE IT LIKE A MAN has a lyric about a woman who was 
"made for those who pay". He queries, "Is the prostitute the new American rock heroine?" 

The World Series of Taco Eating was hosted last Saturday by KSTT at the Gango Restaurant in Daven-
port, Iowa. The three contestants had a combined weight of over 800 lbs. - before the 
contest. Twelve hundred people looked on during the two hour gastronomic marathon. The 
Promoters hoped that the winner would break the world's record of 40 tacos and so make the 
Guinnes Book of Records. Alas - Walt Johnson, the winner, could put away only 30.

The scream you hear about one minute along in LOVE ROLLERCOASTER by the Ohio Players does not 

come from some woman who was being stabbed in an adjoining room, according to Mercury A&R 
man Denny Rosencrantz. In an attempt to simulate a scream such as might come from a speeding 
rollercoaster, the producer first auditioned the girl whose picture adorns the album cover. 
Her screams were unsatisfactory, so they used the group's organist, Billy Beck, who had 
previously done the high voice role in the recording of FIRE. This proved to be the answer 
to their needs and it was so recorded. Beck, incidentally, now does the scream when they do 
the song in concert. Mr. Rosencrantz was there in person at the time, in the Paragon Recording 
Studio, Chicago. Apparently rumors of a knifing or murder have spread so fast in some cities 
that the record has taken a big surge in sales to people who want it as a collector's item. 
No one has yet reported just how the weird rumor started. 

Gary Deeb's column in the Chicago Tribune of Wednesday, Feb. 11, states that "according to close 
observers of the local broadcast scene", radio station WCFL "soon will switch from its long 
running diet of rock & roll to a lush, automated format of ' beautiful music'. Nobody at the 
station will confirm the story." Deeb reports "insiders" as saying that the change will take 
place 'before April". He states that his "column learned exclusively that the Labor Federation 
Board of Directors met last week, approved the station's programming switch and okayed the 
installation of automation equipment". Sources other than Gary Deeb inform us that CFL will 
now stand for "Chicago's Finest Listening" and that jungles and announcements written around 
this theme have already been recorded.

Now that radio programming conventions seem to be multiplying every year, it may be of some 
historical interest to note how it all started ten years ago. This announcement appeared 

in our Report dated February 18, 1966. 
On The Record ( 2/18/66) 

Last week we sent a special invitation to all the radio people on our mailing list to join 
us in Chicago March 26 and 27 for a Radio Program Conference at the Sheraton Chicago Hotel. 

It should be emphasized that the Conference will deal with major programming trends in all 
four fields of program policy: Pop format, Non- rock, Rhythm & Blues, and Country & Western. 
We'll be concerned about changes in audience distribution patterns in various areas, about 

the impact of telephone shows, about formats, about music, news, promotions, production and 

personnel. 
The Conference is planned so as to provide plenty of opportunity for group participation. 

In addition to the speakers, there will be question and answer periods, round tables and 
panel discussions. There will be plenty of people with plenty of important things to say, 

both from the platform and from the floor. 
While fees for any station delegate vary according to the size of the market, fees for 

additional people from the same station are only $25.00, regardless of market size. 
To our friends in the record business, many of whom have expressed interest and encouragement, 

we re sorry that this meeting must be limited to radio people only. If it is as successful 

as we hope, there is a possibility that another year we can get together with a representa-

tive group of record manufacturers to discuss some of our mutual problems. 

(Now back to 1976) Also among those who took part in that pioneering venture were Chuck Blore, 
Kent Burkhart, Arnold Schorr, LeBaron Taylor, Frank Ward, Dick Smith, Joe Bogart, Ed Wright, 
Ken Draper, Charlie Murdock, Pat O'Day, Jdck Thayer, George Dubinetr., Lloyd Webb, Alan 

Slaight, Lucky Cordell, Chris Lane, Paul Drew, Al Newman, Mark Olds, Charles Bernard, Glen 
Bell and Russ Barnett.

Don Murray, KYJC-also of Medford, writes that he has 
had it on the air for "over two months" and that it is now #1 on his chart. He quotes Mark 
Nathan and Scott Shannon as verifying his claim for a "first". Meanwhile, in Philadelphia, 
WMGK's Dave Klahr quotes local promo man Tom Kennedy as giving him ( Dave) credit for pioneertng 
the side in Philly. Claims and counter claims - and it isn't all that important. 

Gary Stevens writes from KDWB-Mpls./St.Paul about his company's (Doubleday) acquisition of 
WY00 (FM). The FM transmitter will be moved to the top of the Center in downtown 
Minneapolis. Gary says that this will make "the most powerful contemporary simulcast 
operation in the market". 

In Providence, winner of the WGNG pet rock contest will qualify for a trip to either Pebble 
Beach, Boulder, Golden Nugget (Nevada), Little Rock or Stony Creek (Va.). (What? No 
Rock Springs?) 

If any of our readers didn't already know, WEMP-Milwaukee has hired morning man Bob Berry away 
from WOKY and has switched to a rock format. ( If Bob Berry's new contract is only half as 
fat as rumor tells it, he'll be about the top paid air talent in Wisconsin.) 

E.Karl, PD of WNCI-Columbus calls attention to his station's favorable showing in the Total 
Survey Area in the Oct.-Nov. Arbitron. His figures show his station #1 in men 18-34 and in 
women 18-24, 6AM to midnight. In total audience WTVN is tops with a heavy majority of the 
35+ audience, followed by WBNS-FM, WCOL, WBNS, WTVN-FM, and WNCI in that order. 

WTV1r-Waterville, Maine, would like to hear from other A-C stations on how they program the 

various day parts. 
El Michaels tells us that WBRG-Lynchburg is expanding its country format to include many of 

the A-C hits. He'd appreciate A-C/pop service - all sources. 
In answer to some questions: ABC television closed its series oh the Winter Olympics with 
AMERICA THE BEAUTIFUL, sung by Ray Charles. For those who want to track down this classic 
recording, it can be found in the album "A Message From The People", ABC X 755/JRC. (Thanks 

to Elisa Greer for the info.) Bill Young thinks it would make an excellent official bicentennial 
record. 

On the bicentennial subject, there's a cut on the Cledus Maggard LP that might be appropriate, 
particularly if it were edited down to about 3:30 from its present 6:07. It's C.B.76 - Side 2 
Cut 4. Built around the plot of how history might have been if they'd had good old C.B. radio 
back then.

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Report on Atlanta 
I asked Gary Taylor to take notes on the sessions he attended at the R&R Convention and to 

write up some of the research ideas that emerged. Here's his report: 

At the opening session the statement was made that "there's 
a lack of faith in record store reports". This acted as a catalyst 
for discussions in the area of research. 

Some programmers contended that because of this decrease in 
confidence levels, broadcasters are forced to seek other guidelines. 

A major, fairly new research device is call outs. Several 
systems have been devised. Some are in the form of random phone 
calls, phone contact with the station's previous contest winners 
(many from files going back 4 or 5 years), and direct mail 
questionnaires, in addition to personal contact at the store 
level. These, of course, are only a few of the methods that have 
broadened the basis of research. 

The necessity of continuing to update oldies through research 
was stressed because the listener continues to progress from one 
demographic to the next. 

An obvious conclusion was that we can get buried in research. 
It should be used as a foundation, and as such, if applied properly, 
it's helpful. Research is just one of several building blocks in 
programming a radio station. Radio still needs a positive image, 
a charisma that research alone cannot bring. 

The CBS records research ivision made a presentation on the 
singles buyer. It was based on a sampling of 1,000 interviews in 
11 large markets and the who, why, and wherefore of purchasing a 

hit single (regardless of label). Their presentation was professional 
and informative, and even though the audience reaction was mixed 
there was sufficient evidence offered to stimulate new thoughts and 
ideas regarding the radio listener. The CBS people deserved the 
many compliments they received. 

It's impossible to report on all the discussions and activities 
that took place in Atlanta. However, the opinion is that there was 
worthwhile information exchanged that was stimulating and useful 
to radio broadcasters and record personnel alike. 

Congratulations to Bob Wilson and his staff for pulling together the largest radio programming 
convention on record.

MISS YOU NIGHTS- Cliff Richard ( Rocket) The artist has always enjoyed much success in 
Europe. This may be the key to that same type of success in this country. An exceptional 
song in a week filled with many fine releases. 

I THOUGHT IT TOOK A LITTLE TIME- Diana Ross ( Motown) The life she breathes into a song is 
always a delight. 

STEPHANIE- David Geddes (Big Tree) His track record is such that a new release attracts 
immediate attention. 

WRITE ON-Hollies (Epic) This group seldom releases anything that is less than outstanding.

SWEET HARMONY-Maria Muldaur ( Reprise) Few artists can put material by Neil 
Sedaka, Smokey Robinson and Hoagy Carmichael on one album and get away with it. Maria's version 
of Sedaka's SAD EYES is the best yet. Her version of Smokey's SWEET HARMONY (with help from Wendy 

Waldman and Linda Ronstadt) is just what the title says. Hoagy's old ROCKIN' CHAIR gets a classy 
arrangement from Benny Carter and a little more sweet harmony from Hoagy himself.
