Inside Progressive Radio  
(by George Meier, Editor of Walrus) 

There are only a few artists who operate on a higher level than everyone else. Two of those 

artists release albums at the same time: one is Bob Dylan and the other - the Rolling Stones. 
About Dylan it must be said that he is no longer the enunciator of truth for a whole generation. 

The chance to become that important comes only once in a lifetime. Still, Dylan's way with 
the English language is genius and even when he is only writing about the world and they that 

dwell therein, he does it better than anyone else in the rock medium. Add to his lyrics an 
organic sense of melodic structure and you have the formula for his rebounding new LP. 

The Stones rebound, too. These former bad boys of rock and roll demonstrate clearly that as old 
men they still can challenge all comers. 

A surprise comes in the package of the Steve Gibbons Band LP. In the past he has been good, but 

not more. Here Steve shows a two-edged writing and performing sword which is not to be taken 
lightly. Producer Tony Visconti is the secret weapon who gave creative life to the 
arrangements. 

There are several albums which are very good by substantial artists who demand attention. There 
is the reformed Moody Blues. They bring back their MOR rock with a recording which argues that 

they never left. Also on the sweet side is the new Dave Mason album. Both artists succeed, 
in spite of the sweetening, because they write consistently terrific songs. Now the Alan 

Parsons Project is another breed of cat. Parsons is a masterful producer and a good writer. 

What inevitably results from that kind combination is an album which sounds better than it is. 

It is the kind of record which does well immediately but which has a tough time holding up 

for the duration. Then there is the second LP by one of last year's biggest new groups: 

Foreigner returns with a batch of top notch rock songs and they know how to rock them. 

The two finds are The Cars and The Motors. ( Next week it will be The Bumpers and The Wheels). 

The Cart, rearrange familiar rock elements as the old Studebaker Hawk did. While the Study 
was ahead of its time, The Cars seem made for the moment. The Motors had a sex change opera-

tion. Their first LP was punkish with a strong sense of melody. No. 2 sounds like a Beatles 
restatement, again with a strong melodic sense. 

Finally, two more major subject concept albums find their way to issue. Jeff Wayne's "War Of 

The Worlds" relocates in England, losing little of its fun to jet lag. But a loss does result 

from "The Bible - A Rock Testament". There must have been a comandment that read something 
to the affect: THOU SHALT NOT REDUCE THE ENTIRE BIBLE ( OLD & NEW) TO A TWO RECORD SET. 
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Gary Taylor's Personal Picks  

ALMOST LIKE BEING IN LOVE-Michael Johnson ( F41) This quasi jazz interpretation of the Lerner t% 

Loewe standard makes for enjoyable listening, thanks to the contemporary approach of the 

arrangement and the vocal. 

AN EVERLASTING LOVE-Andy Gibb ( RSO) Many tend to overstate the continued Gibb influence on 

contemporary music, yet this superstar phenomenon occurred in the sixties when any and all 
Beetle records were played as soon as they were released. Simply put, Andy Gibb and the 

Bee Gees have reached that level. 
YOU NEVER DONE IT LIKE THAT-Captain & Tennille ( A&M) Maybe it's my imagination, but this 

Captain & Tennille release sounds different. There seems to be an outside influence that 

wasn't apparent on their other records. Regardless, it's a fun, energetic, tightly 

packaged concept.

Notes: In recent months, we have spoken of the lack of 
great intensity in airplay, as if programmers were not 
overly interested in the music which was around. That 
feeling is confirmed now that the first three artists have 

taken over the chart. All three are getting 20-25% more 
airplay than any number one record of the spring. Notable, 
too, is the great response to the Moody Blues. After years, 
it is as if they never left. The underlying regional story 
is in the conservatism of the south. It even outstrips the 
Midwest. Virtually every artist in this list is getting 

their heaviest concentration of airplay in that region. 
Concentration of airplay in the top 10 or 12 denotes 
programatic conservatism because it means heavy airplay on 
a broader spectrum of music is impossible. Only Tom Petty, 
the new kid on the street, does less well in the South. 

Notes: Dylan and Foreigner power into radio rotations, 
again with the most strength in the South. They also show 

that the heightened enthusiasm among programmers will 
continue for some time. The numbers for Nyro, Prism and 

Gabriel are much less significant so we'll have to 

wait and see with them. 

Singles: The City Boy single is by far the leader among a list of singles which includes Steve 
Martin, Nick Gilder, Sammy Hagar, Plastic Bertrand, Steely Dan, Walter Egan and Chilliwack. 

Imports: Among the imports, The Rolling Stones 12 inch, pink vinyl job is a runaway leader. It 

is followed by Greg Kihn, Rocky Horror Show and Camel.

Highlights & Fragments of our Discussion  
Atlanta - July 7 & 8 

1st Session - Moderator: Don Benson  
Personality album radio substitutes animation for high energy...outside visibility - e.g. bumper 

stickers, billboards, newspaper & TV sales - very important for new stations and for those who 
have changed formats...PD should have carbon copy of each day's sales report - advance knowledge 
of spot schedule will help programming. Sometimes PD can write letters to advertisers with 
copies to salesmen...helpful to have PD or other programming people accompany salesmen on some 
calls - offers a new dimension for sales and better appreciation of radio's programming values. 
Broadcasters' reservations about Arbitron accuracy are often shared by advertisers and agencies. 

Positioning of spots in stop set clusters: should most professional sounding spot come first?--or 
last?. . Listeners not so aware of spot length as of numbers of spots - sensitive to changed 
thought. Management has to set policy regarding adjacencies and separation of competitive 
advertisers.. .Example: Sears & Penney spots can be adjacent if products not competitive. Some 
PD's favor "forward motion" - no back announcing of records except when two or more are segued. 
Back announcement of record title often redundant - artist's name all that's required. Record 
ID not required with top rotation group. More listeners are complaining: "Don't talk over the 
music." Long version vs. short version - often determined in proportion to threats that AM's 
feel from FM competition. 

"How you're perceived in your market is the whole key to your success" ( Benson). "AM radio has to 
offer something that can't be found anywhere else" ( Benson)...The "magic" element. "Some chief 
engineers are 20 years behind the times. They'll cut from 125% to 75% just to save the tubes. 
FM superiority in sound not automatic - AM's can sound just as good as FM's ( Davenport). In 
Birmingham, AM's are still beating the FM's. You've got to get the maximum out of your 
transmitter." 

In promotion - identification with community - WLAC ties in with Welcome Wagon ( recommended by 
Dick Kent). Community service motivation must be genuine - not self-seeking. Encourage jocks 
to join JC's, Kiwanis, etc., to pull station into community activities. 

Public service spots can be vignettes within newscasts as has been done successfully by KFRC. 
Selection of music - not by statistics alone - always determined by "how will each record work 

for you?" 

2nd Session - Moderator: Bill Engel  
Saturday afternoon, Arbitron's Bill Engel took us deep into an explanation of that ratings 

service. His main message was that radio is a business. Programming must be approached with 
a full awareness of marketing requirements. "Radio is not show biz...it's marketing." He 
said, in discussing the programmers' involvement in research, "If you're going to make the 
effort, be attitudinally oriented." Do not just research music, research your audience. "The 
most successful programmers in the country are those who do good radio. The most consistent 
are those who do the best marketing mix." In others words, "Quality radio is the best." 

Bill spoke of the AM/FM wars, explaining that AM stations are losing most of their loyal  
audience to FM. ( Country radio excepted.) AM's are depending on the fickle, casual listeners 
to fill the void. ( They make up 60-70 percent of the A.Q.H. and Cuise.) 

He underscored Arbitron's willingness to help radio by suggesting that programmers write for a 
copy of "Research Guidelines For Programming Decision Makers", a booklet described as a 
programmer's guide to the dynamics of radio. 

Not only did the entire audience get a new understanding of the ratings service, they also came 
away realizing that marketing definitely applies to radio. 

Our thanks to Don Benson for his contributions, to Bill Lowery for his wonderful wit and wisdom, 

and to Jim Davenport, a likely candidate for the "Moderator of the Year" award, for masterful 
leadership during the Sunday session.

The programmers spoke of the industry's pre-conceived notions of hiring - of the 
voice bigots. Erica Farber (G.M. of 99X) talked about the female influence. Outside 
media was another topic. "There are so many billboards that they lose impact - TV advertising 

is much stronger" (Lee Abrams). "I really believe in outside promotion, especially TV for 
reinforcement of call letters" (Bobby Rich-99X). Al Brady (WHDH) offered some stimulating 
thoughts about "the death of AM". Has it died? If so, why? In general: ( 1) Ownership greed 
was the cause of excessive spot loads, ( 2) AM was overly confident about their ratings and 
waited too long to change. This made it easy for FM. ( It should be noted that WEDH-AM, 

under Al's guidance, is enjoying impressive rating success.) 
Saturday afternoon, Lee Abrams shared some of the results of recent research which showed that 

musical interest peaks are in a down cycle. New progressive music is not happening because 
the record industry is not into the research and development of the album buyer's taste; 

therefore, the tightening up of album radio playlists is caused by the lack of material. The 
standards have changed, the attitude of musical snobbery is gone, the listeners no longer 
care who plays guitar as they did in the days of Cream and other groups. "The profile of 

the album buyer has changed dramatically"...This is one of the reasons Top 40 has invaded the 

album radio domain. "AOR is getting into a minute by minute battle with Top 40...72% of the 
18-24 demo listen to AOR as background music...AOR is no longer counter culture...There is 

no longer the musical intensity, AOR does not have a ' hot' group." 
Silce there is a musical downside the other elements of the program must be very good. It is 

time to invest in a solid news department. "The MOR/AC giants have proven this over the 
years" (Judith Brackley, WCAS-Cambridge). The dinosaur thinking about news must change. 

Why is the weather always last - why not run it in the front and middle - why not run lighter 
human interest content in the middle when the listeners' interest level is starting to 

decrease? 18-34 news, if done right, should be in all dayparts...and heaviest in the 

morning. "The technical aspect is the most overlooked area in programming." 
Sunday's combined session, moderated by Gary Berkowitz (WPRO/FM-Providence), focused on the 

critical relationship between the local promotion representatives and the radio stations 
in their territory. Stations felt that even the physical appearance of the promotion reps 

can hurt their presentation. Promotion representatives have to fully understand where the 
station is headed and how music helps steer the course. Just as a good station has a "plan" 

designed to increase ratings and hopefully revenue, so should the good promotion person. 
The promotion people have to consider the psychological consequences of pressing for airplay 

from a station, trying too hard to get a particular record played. 
Our thanks to Al Brady and Gary Berkowitz for their outstanding moderating efforts and to Lee 

Abrams for his eye opening comments. This was a stimulating meeting from start to finish 

and we look forward to returning to the beautiful New England area.

Program Notes  
In the midst of all the talk about callout research these days, little is being said about 

"callouts to whom". In any form of market research, a small, selected sample supposedly 
reflects preferences and attitudes of an entire group. In callouts, the persons called - 

and responding - comprise the sample. 
But wait a minute. Before sticking pins at random in our telephone directories, what are we 

trying to find out? Which of our records do you like most? Least? What about radio 
listening patterns and preferences? What do you like (dislike) about this station? That 
station? News? Jingles? Promos? Contests? Commercials? Responses to all the non-music 

questions are lumped under the tag of "attitudinal" research. 
So we start our random calls. Our initial questions enable us to identify present or potential 

listeners to our station and to eliminate those who have little or no awareness of our 
programming. No matter how much attitudinal info we draw from the others, our real core 

sample consists of our listeners, either actual or potential. 
Just how much their answers can help us is debatable, and this isn't the time or the place to 

debate it. They must provide something or other of value, or so many programmers wouldn't 

be using callouts as a part of their research. In any case, what could be better than being 
able to talk to some of the people who listen to our station? Unless, that is, we could 

talk to some of the very people who have received audience research diaries that feed the 
computers that print out our audience shares that sometimes tell us whether we have a job 

next week or not. 
Well, of course, the rating services that use diaries don't give out lists of the homes where 

they're placed. But we do know that at least one major research company gets its diary 
placement lists from an independent computer operation, which sorts its placement instructions 
from the local phone directory, organizing it according to gip codes. We can't get their 
list, of course, but we could go to the independent computer people and have them do a 
similar sorting for us. We wouldn't get the same addresses that went to the audience 
research company, but what we'd have would be a density pattern of which zip code areas 
contained the heaviest concentration of diaries - and which the fewest. This pattern - 

though not the addresses - would duplicate that provided to the audience research company. 
Then we could come much closer to our "diary home" targets by concentrating our calls in 

these heavy diary density areas and ignoring the others.. 
Pretty expensive to obtain such computerized zip code sorting? Probably so. But think what 

else you could do with that kind of information: heavy billboard advertising in the preferred 
zip code areas; special localized publicity in markets, stores and shopping centers; special 

station vans cruising the areas with prizes and giveaways; even goodwill door-to-door 
ambassadors giving away promotional trinkets - or even more valuable gifts where radios 

happened to be tuned in to the right station. 
Such a utopian dream sounds like fantasy - but it isn't. Such information is currently available 

from reputable sources. According to reports, both from subscribers to the information 
services and from those who wish they were, it works. And it works impressively well. 

Ever since the dawn of top 40 radio, critics have deplored radio's trend toward mechanized 
programming - the substitution of statistics for the element of human choice and individual 
showmanship. Few readers of this magazine heard Mitch Miller's famous luncheon speech at 

the Todd Storz 1958 DJ convention in Kansas City, in which Mitch took radio to task for 
permitting itself to be "programmed by baby sitters". The record business soon embraced 
such an arrangement - and bade Mitch farewell - when it was found that those baby sitters 
also bought records - bought them by the hundreds of millions. The complaints grew again 
as Bill Drake and Rick Sklar and Paul Drew and hundreds of other programmers cut their 

singles playlists shorter and shorter. Today's gripes are voiced mainly in opposition to 
radio's use of research data other than record sales in determining, not only what to play 
but also how often to play it. (And let's not forget to add: determining what has burned out 

and what not to play at all.) 
Essentially, radio is only following a course charted over a quarter-century ago, when the 

top 40 concept demonstrated the superior audience building advantages of objective data 

over the programmer's personal, subjective evaluations. 
Throughout all its trials and tribulations, however, broadcasters have assumed that radio's 

program objective is pleasing its listeners. It has been axiomatic that the station most 
capable of entertaining its audience - "the greatest good for the greatest number" - would 

wind up at the head of the ratings parade. Axiomatic, that is, until now. Now it is 
becoming increasingly apparent that many broadcasters are trying to program, not to people, 

but to a computer. And many more probably wish that they could. 
Our present ultra-computer trend may, however, contain certain built in weaknesses. In spite 

of all the surface hoopla about "the numbers", broadcasting is not sustained by the numbers 

in the rating books but by the numbers in the bank books. Advertisers, traditionally 
influenced by audience survey results in determining their critical "cost per thousand" 

estimates, could speedily become disenchanted by printed survey shares that were seen to 
reflect an excess of promotional pressures on diary keepers, rather than as a reasonable 

projection of a station's total audience. 
As we get closer to George Orwell's 1984, radio might wisely pause in its corporate pursuit of 

profits in order to estimate the probable consequences of its present drift toward statistical 
anonymity. If the radio audience is to be replaced by the computer as the common denominator 
of program content, then this computerized radio faces the danger of alienation from its 
source of strength. Programmers who become so dependent on computers that they turn their 

backs on people may find that people eventually will turn their backs on them.
