More praise for Grand Funk 

As a long-time and old (not necessarily 
the same thing) fan of GFR and the earlier 
Terry Knight and The Pack, I greatly enjoyed 
Steve Roeser’s article on Mark. Don and Mel 
(Goldmine #475, Oct. 9, 1998). I remember 
seeing The Pack many times (in various 
groupings) gigging around the Northern 
Ohio area in 1965-66-67, including several 
times with bassist Herm Jackson in a full leg 
cast and a few times with Mark on bass in 
place of Herm! They also appeared routinely 
on Upbeat, a teen TV show out of Cleveland 
with local DJ host Don Webster. 

In the article, Mark mentions listening to 
"a big station out of Windsor, Ontario....” as 
they were growing up. That would be CKLW 
(800 on your AM dial). During the time, it 
was probably the hippest station around the 
Midwest, helping to break the Motown 
crowd and lots of other local acts. 

One LP was not mentioned in the other¬ 
wise excellent discography. This was 1967’s 

Reflections (Cameo C-2007) by Terry Knight 
and The Pack. It was originally in mono only, 
but then came out in stereo later. 

These boys continue to know how to 
rock. Thanks to Steve Roeser for a great look 
at an enduring rock band! And thanks to 
Mark, Don and Mel for the super tunes. May 
they keep gettin’ Into The Sun’. How ’bout a 
new version of “Better Man Than I,” guys?

Elton John a traveling man 

Michael Gallucci’s review of Elton John’s 
September 12, 1998 Cleveland concert was 
both a refreshing respite from a general 
drought of Elton John coverage in your 
magazine and a frustrating misrepresentation 

of the nature of Elton’s longevity. 
Gallucci correctly recognized Elton’s 

“Living Legend” status and gave ample credit 
to Elton and his band for playing songs with 
“timeless sensitivity” or for injecting the 
show with an “appropriate blissful pop 
moment.” Il is curious, however, that he 
found the Cleveland concert “short on 
thrills.” 

Although 1 wasn’t in the Gund Arena that 
night, 1 heard from fans who were, and I’ve 
so far attended four shows during this leg of 
Elton’s Big Picture tour, in Virginia, Maryland 
and Philadelphia. “Honky Cat” is an exercise 
in gleeful, ticklish syncopation. Elton’s play¬ 
ing on “1 Don’t Wanna Go On With You Like 
That" is blistering and aggressive. The encore 
of “Great Balls of Fire” includes lightning fast 
octave sweeps that would make Jerry Lee 
Lewis green with envy. And Elton plays the 
climax of “Bennie and the Jets” from under 
the piano and behind his head. The excited 
roars of the concert crowds have been deaf¬ 
ening. Be assured that there are more exam¬ 
ples of tremendous thrills where those came 
from. 

Gallucci has a strange view of what’s 
thrilling, and a weirder one of Elton’s artistic 
and commercial achievements. According to 
him, Elton was a mere “summer drive-
through” attraction in the 1980s, no less a 
nostalgia act than the Beach Boys and the 
Moody Blues. True, Elton was not on top of 
the American charts in the 1980s (he was in 
Australia and parts of Europe, though), but 
he continued his Top 40 streak of uninter¬ 
rupted hits, put out an 

album a year of interesting new material 
that he showcased in his tours all over the 
world (not just during American summers) 
and gathered new fans along the way. Some 
of his most beloved songs are of 1980s 
vintage: “I’m Still Standing,” “1 Guess That’s 
Why They Call It The Blues,” “Empty 
Garden," “Sad Songs,” “Nikita,” “1 Don’t 
Wanna Go On With You Like That” and 
“Sacrifice.” 

Gallucci also claimed that the post 1980s-
era, up to the time of the release of “Candle 
In The Wind 1997,” has been characterized 
by both “creative andcommercial stagnation.” 
But Elton has written and released more 
beloved songs in the 1990s, continuing his 
Top 40 streak: “The One,” “The Last Song,” 
“Can You Feel the Love Tonight," “Circle of 
Life,” “Believe” and “Something About the 
Way You Look Tonight.” He’s had little diffi¬ 
culty in racking up more platinum albums, 
too, so that the count now stands at 24. 

Finally, Gallucci is under the impression 
that Elton now tours infrequently, but the 
opposite is true. Since taking some time off 
from public appearances following his 1990 
rehabilitation from various addictions, he 
started up again in 1992 with a vengeance. 
That year saw him in Europe in the spring 
and early summer, America in late summer 
and fall, and Latin America in late fall. In 
February and March 1993, he took his band 
Down Under. In April, he was in Hong Kong. 
In the spring of 1993, he was back on the 
road in America. This was followed by 
another European jaunt and some stops in 
places like Israel and Turkey. In the fall of 
1993, he reunited with percussionist Ray 
Cooper for a long-awaited resumption of 
acoustic performances in America. In Decem¬ 
ber, he took this show to South Africa. In the 
summer of 1994, he hit the road with Billy 
Joel for American stadium appearances. In 
the fall of 1994, he covered more territory in 
America and Europe with his acoustic show, 
and concluded with 12 nights in the Royal 
Albert Hall in-November and December. In 

February, 1995, the acoustic show was intro¬ 
duced to Japanese audiences. In the spring of 
1995, he resumed the Face to Face tour with 
Billy Joel in America, commenced his Made 
In England tour in Europe (including Russia) 
and was back in America with that tour for a 
summer/fall excursion. 

But he wasn’t done yet, as he had more 
dates in Latin America to fulfill. In 1996, he 
took a much-needed break from the road, but 
not long after suffering the losses of both 
Gianni Versace and Princess Diana in the 
summer of 1997, took his band across Amer¬ 
ica again, this time for the Big Picture tour, to 
rarely played places like Charleston, West 
Virginia and never played places like Fargo, 
North Dakota. He was home in Britain for 
more shows that December, and returned to 
America for still more dates in January and 
February, when he was knighted back home 
in London. Then, he returned to Australia 
and Japan for some Face to Face shows with 
Billy Joel, began another American leg of the 
Big Picture tour in the spring and had more 
dates with Billy Joel in Europe which Elton 
ended up mostly playing by himself when 
Billy was stricken with throat problems. 

This summer and fall, Elton has been 
covering even more of America and finishes 
up at Madison Square Garden in October. But 
he won’t be completely finished. He’ll still 
have more European dates in November and 
December. So, of course, it’s not true that 
Elton tours infrequently. 

Michael Gallucci should check his facts 
instead of giving Goldmine readers a false 
impression of Elton John’s accomplishments 
and devotion to playing live.

Gene Autry: 1907-1998 
Gene Autry, who parlayed a pleas¬ 

ant singing voice and a genial 
personality into 60 years of star¬ 

dom in music and movies — literally invent¬ 
ing the singing cowboy in the process — 
died at his home in Studio City, California on 
October 2. 

He was born Orvon Gene Autry in Tioga, 
TX, on Sept. 29, 1907, and raised in Ravia, 
OK. Autry was taught to sing by his paternal 
grandfather, a Baptist preacher, learned folk¬ 
songs from his mother, and got his first 
guitar at age 12. He became a telegrapher, 
which led to an encounter that changed his 
life one night in 1927. He was strumming a 
guitar and singing while a customer prepared 
some pages to be telegraphed, and the man 
told Autry that with his voice he should be 
on the radio — the customer was Will 
Rogers, one of the most popular entertainers 
of the era. 

After an abortive visit to New York the 
next year, Autry was signed to radio station 
KVOO in Tulsa as ‘Oklahoma’s Yodeling 
Cowboy.” He was back in New York in Octo¬ 
ber of 1929, being courted by RCA-Victor, 
but he chose to sign with the American 
Record Company. Among the first six songs 
he cut for ARC was one he had co-written 
with his friend Jimmy Long called “That 

Silver-Haired Daddy of Mine.” This showcase 
for Autrys gentle, expressive tenor sold an 
extraordinary half a million copies in the 
depths of the Great Depression. 

Autry was presented by ARC with the 
first Gold Record ever awarded, in recogni¬ 
tion of the record’s sales, and he was signed 
to the WLS National Barn Dance out of 
Chicago, radios most important country-
and-western music showcase. He revealed 
himself a good country singer and blues 
yodeler, in the manner of Jimmie Rodgers. 
After Rodgers’ death in 1933, Autry inherited 
his mantle as the voice of the common man 
during the Depression. 

Events in California in 1934 opened up a 
new career for Autry. Mascot Pictures was 
preparing cowboy star Ken Maynard's movie 
In Old Santa Fe. Maynard had gotten good 
reactions in his earlier pictures by singing 
cowboy songs, but producer Nat Levine 
wanted to try using a professional singer. 
Autry was signed to play one scene, along 
with a fellow WLS performer Smiley 
Burnette. Their scene, highlighted by Autry’s 
singing and Burnette’s comic antics, was the 
most popular part of the movie. They were 
signed up immediately by Mascot, which 
soon after became Republic Pictures. 

The pattern of their films was quickly 

established — Autry always played a charac¬ 
ter named Gene Autry, and his adventures 
took place in the modern west, where horses 
shared the range with cars and jeeps. His 
screen persona was upright and unassuming, 
.and he always played fair, even with the 
villains. He never smoked or drank, cared 
about horses more than women, and always 
sang at least two songs in each movie. 
Burnette remained his sidekick. 

For seven years — interrupted by a 1938 
contract dispute that led to Republic’s sign¬ 
ing another singing cowboy, Leonard Slye, 
a.k.a. Roy Rogers — Autry was the biggest B-
movie actor of all, ranked in 1939 with Clark 
Gable, Errol Flynn, and James Cagney as one 
of the top 10 male box office attractions. He 
was also one of the wealthiest actors in 
Hollywood — the movies, the licensing of 
his name on toys and other products, and his 
records and the “Melody Ranch” radio show 
allowed Autry to begin buying radio stations, 
oil wells, and real estate. 

At the start of World War II, Autry joined 
the U.S. Army Air Forces, ferrying cargo to 
the Far East. After the war, Autry returned to 
films as his own producer, making westerns 
with Pat Buttram and Sterling Holloway as 
his sidekicks. 

His record sales and his influence on 
music were extraordinary. His own songs 
became standards, and he made other 
people's songs famous. When Ray Whitley 
introduced a number called “Back In The 
Saddle Again” in a George O’Brien western, 
Autry adopted it as his signature tune. Autry 
made “South of the Border” a hit before it 
was cut by singers such as Frank Sinatra. He 
also moved beyond cowboy themes — in 
1940, Autry had a hit with “Blueberry Hill.” 

But it was in country music, and cowboy 
songs, in particular, that Autry had the great¬ 
est impact. Tex Ritter followed him into 
movies with a guitar and a six-gun at the 
ready, and then came Rogers, Jimmy Wakely 
(who got his break on “Melody Ranch”) and 
others. Autry established a tradition, image, 
and iconography that extended into modern 
westerns such as High Noon. 

Upon his return from the war, Autry 
resumed recording for Columbia Records (as 
ARC was renamed), and had the biggest hit 
of his career in 1949 with “Rudoph The Red-
Nosed Reindeer.” Autry’s version sold 15 
million copies, making it the second-biggest 
Christmas record after Bing Crosby’s “White 
Christmas.” 

Autry’s record sales slowed in the 1950s, 
and he shifted his screen work from movies 
to television, as star of his own show, and 
producer of Annie Oakley and other western 
series made by his Flying A Productions. He 
continued playing rodeos and remained an 
inspiration to younger country performers, 
including Johnny Cash, Marty Robbins, and 
Johnny Western. He also founded Republic 
Records, which recorded Johnny Bond’s orig¬ 
inal version of “Hot Rod Lincoln.” 

Autry stopped performing in the 1960s, 
concentrating instead on business and his 
baseball team, the California (now Anaheim) 
Angels. In 1988, he founded the Autry 
Museum of Western Heritage, at Griffith 
Park in Los Angeles. 

In 1997, Rhino Records issued Sing 
Cowboy Sing, a three-CD box drawn from 
Autry’s Melody Ranch radio show archives, 
which was nominated for a Grammy Award. 
Autry was the holder of an unprecedented 
six stars on Hollywood’s Walk of Fame as a 
recording artist,- movie actor, radio singer, 
television actor and producer, and song¬ 
writer.

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Velvet Goldmine Brings 
New Life To Glam Rock 

Though a ’70s revival has been underway in popular culture for 
some time — the re-release of Grease, ’70s-era films ranging from The 
Ice Storm to Studio 54, Fox TV’s imaginatively-titled That '70s Show — 
one period has been overlooked; the British glam rock movement of 
the early-70s. One reason for this gaping omission is undoubtedly 
because of the genre’s lack of stateside popularity during its heyday, 
in comparison with the UK hysteria it generated. Which makes it all 
the more ironic that the director/writer of Velvet Goldmine, Todd 
Haynes, is himself American, and was admittedly too young to appre¬ 
ciate glam the first time around. 

Nevertheless, the acclaimed director of such films as Poison, Safe, 
and the cult classic Superstar: The Karen Carpenter Story has created 
what may well turn out to be the best rock film of the decade. Velvet 
Goldmine is a delirious, celebratory look back at what Haynes’ 
considers the last truly imaginative era in rock. 

“I just loved the music,” he says. “I loved the theatricality, 1 loved 
the excess of it. I found it incredibly moving, when from all indica¬ 
tions it shouldn’t have been, because it was so ironic. Roxy Music is 
probably the best example of this. They were just so over the top 
you’d think you should’ve had a more removed, intellectual apprecia¬ 
tion of the music. But when Brian Ferry sings those crazy ballads, 
they’re incredibly touching. And that's a really strange concoction in 
music, in rock, which is always, for the most part, about direct 
emotion with no mediation; the less mediation, the more real the 
music. And glam rock from the very beginning eschewed the entire 
notion of realness. Its thesis was completely about what is 
constructed about performance, and identity, and sexuality.” 

Velvet Goldmine might be based on the lives of glam stars of the 
era, hut should in no way be consided “The David Bowie Story.” The 
rise and fall of Brian Slade (Jonathan Rhys-Meyers) does parallel 
Bowie's life, but his cohort in crime, Curt Wild (Ewan McGregor) is a 
combination of Iggy Pop with a little Lou Reed and Mick Ronson 

mixed in, and some 
latter-day Kurt Cobain 
added for good 
measure. Arthur 
Stuart (Christian Bale) 
is the link between 
the two, a glam fan 
who ends up a jour¬ 
nalist, retracing his 
youth when he’s 
assigned to do a story 
on Slade. 

Rhys-Meyers and 
McGregor were 
thrilled to be able to 
live their rock dreams 
in Velvet Goldmine, 
doing their own 
singing (McGregor's 
first performance, 
doing a manic cover of the Stooges’ “TV Eye,” was even recorded live, 
a rarity in film). And though Haynes couldn’t secure the rights to any 
of Bowie’s music, having Michael Stipe as the film’s executive 
producer allowed him access to virtually any musical performer he 
wanted to help him recreate the period. Wilds band, the Wylde Rattz, 
is portrayed by actors in the film, but their music is provided by an 
alt-rock supergroup: Mark Arm (Mudhoney), Don Fleming 
(Gumball), Thurston Moore and Steve SheJey (Sonic Youth), Ron 
Asheton (the Stooges), Jim Dunbar and Mike Watt (the Rattz not 
only recorded music for the film, they recorded enough material to 
release an album themselves). Bernard Butler (Suede) and Thom 
Yorke (Radiohead) are in the line-up of the Venus in Furs, another of 
the film’s bands, and Shudder to Think, Pulp, and Grant Lee Buffalo 
have all written new material for the soundtrack. 

The film’s visual lavishness easily matches the high camp quotient 
of the music, making Velvet Goldmine a must-see for those who lived 
through the era, and those interested in getting a breathtaking crash 
course introduction to it.

Singer/songwriter Charlie Foxx 

R&B singer/songwriter Charlie Foxx — 
who with his younger sister Inez recorded 
and performed as a popular duo during the 
soul era — died from leukemia September 
18 in his home in Mobile, Ala. He was 64. 
The duo’s biggest hit was “Mockingbird,” 
which was a top R&B and pop hit from 
1963 and was frequently recorded by other 
acts (notably in 1974 by Carly Simon and 
James Taylor). 

Later hits by the duo included “Ask 
Me” (1964), “Hurt By Love" (1964), “No 
Stranger To Love” (1966), “Come By Here” 
(1966), “1 Stand Accused” (1967), and “(1-
2-Î-4-5-6-7) Count The Days” (1967). 
(Goldmine published a comprehensive arti¬ 
cle on Inez and Charlie Foxx in the August 
1,1997 issue.) 

Charlie Foxx was born in October 23, 
1939 in Greensboro, N.C. His birth name 
was Fox. In 1955 Charlie moved to New 
York, and soon Inez followed. Charlie and 
Inez came together when they recorded the 
“Mockingbird” song for Juggy Murray’s Sue 
operation on the company’s Symbol 
subsidiary in 1963. The song’s success led 
to a spate of hits, featuring Inez in lead, 
with Charlie answering vocally and with 
guitar fills. In 1966 the duo moved to Art 
Talmadge's Musicor label, and in 1967 
moved to Dynamo, an R&B subsidiary of 
Musicor. In 1969 the duo broke up, and 
Inez continued as a solo artist. Charlie 
went into producing, but soon moved 
down to Mobile, Ala., where he started a 
nursing service with his wife. In 1982 
Foxx made a solo gospel LP. He was 
honored with his sister in 1995 with the 

Pioneer Award by the Rhythm and Blues 
Foundation. 

Foxx is survived by his wife, Hattie P 
Fox, and his sister, Inez E Fletcher.

Sesame Street composer Jeff Moss 

Compcser/lyricist Jeff Moss, whose 
work on Sesame Street and numerous 
other productions for the Children’s Televi¬ 
sion Network earned him fifteen Emmys 
and four Grammy Awards, died September 
25 from complications arising from colon 
cancer. He was 56. 

Moss co-created Sesame Street with Jim 
Henson in the early '70s, and in the ensu¬ 
ing years penned such classic songs for the 
show as “Rubber Duckie” and “The People 
in Your Neighborhood.” He also created 
many of the show’s best-known characters, 
including Cookie Monster and Oscar the 
Grouch, though he modestly maintained 
that his creations generally took on lives 
independent of him. Often called “the chil¬ 
dren’s poet laureate,” Moss’ “Muppets” 
projects spilled into several best-selling 
books of children’s stories and poems, and 
his work on the music and lyrics for the 
feature film, The Muppets Take Manhattan, 
earned him an Academy Award nomina¬ 
tion. Throughout his life, Moss continually 
emphasized the importance of treating 
children respectfully, and he once said that 
children “would always prefer to be with 
their parents, grandparents, siblings, or a 

Rockabilly singer 
“Groovey” Joe Poovey 

Texas rockabilly singer “Groovey” Joe 
Poovey died in his sleep on October 6 at 
his home in Dallas. Best known for the 
songs “Move Around” and “Ten Long 
Fingers,” Poovey performed regularly on 
the prestigious Big D Jamboree from 1953 
until its closing in 1966. Starting out as a 
traditional country artist, Poovey’s style 
shifted to rockabilly after he saw Elvis 
Presley perform in 1955. Recording for 
various labels — including Dixie, Sims, 
and Little Darlin’ — he released a stream of 
singles in the ’50s and ’60s, and his compo¬ 
sitions were covered by such luminaries 
and George Jones, Johnny Paycheck, and 
Jimmy Patton. In addition to his recording 
work, Poovey maintained a lengthy career 
in Texas radio, and served as a disc jockey 
for various stations in the Dallas area for 
many years. He also worked occasionally 
as a chauffeur on the set of the Dallas TV 
series. With the resurgence of interest in 
rockabilly in the late-70s, Poovey began 
touring Europe regularly, and his popular¬ 
ity overseas culminated in the release of 
two full-length albums in 1985 and 1986. 
At the time of his death, Dragon Street 
Records was compiling a CD retrospective 
of Poovey’s music. The collection, which 
will span nearly 50 years, is scheduled for 
release sometime in 1999.

"Spitfire" Rages 
Against The Machine, 
Spoken-Word Style 
Spitfire ’98, a “word” tour organized by 

Rage Against the Machine's Zack de la Rocha, 
got underway Oct. 1 at Littlejohn Coliseum 
in Clemson, S.C., before an audience of 
approximately 2,500 people. Billed as a 
“traveling tour of artists, musicians, and 
activists” who aim to "enlighten, entertain, 
and instigate action regarding issues such as 
politics, gay rights, environmental aware¬ 
ness, personal responsibility, and medical 
marijuana," the event featured actor Woody 
Harrelson, ex-Nirvana bassist Krist 
Novoselic, the Indigo Girls’ Amy Ray, and 
MTV personality Kennedy. Rounding out the 
panel were marijuana activist Todd 
McCormick and gay and lesbian rights advo¬ 
cate Tracey Conaty. 

After the presentation of a brief video 
montage that featured clips of performances 
by Nirvana, Rage 
Against the Machine, 
and the Indigo Girls, 
the participants seated 
themselves on sofas 
arranged on-stage to 
resemble a living room 
setting. Novoselic then 
introduced himself as moderator, and talked 
briefly about his youth, focusing on the 
sense of alienation that had plagued him 
before he joined Nirvana. He also spoke 
about the perils of censorship, or more 
specifically, about JAMPAC — an organiza¬ 
tion he founded in 1995 whose goal is to 
preserve freedom of choice and expression in 
music. 

Following Novoselic, Ray opened her 
address with the words, “I’m here to talk 
about being a lesbian.” Asserting that homo¬ 
phobia is rooted primarily in sexism, she 
spoke authoritatively — and often movingly 
— of the pain that discrimination inflicts, 
especially on the young. She also character¬ 
ized intolerance as a misguided desire to 
control “people’s minds, bodies, and value 
systems.” Echoing that sentiment was 
Conaty, who delivered a brief talk before Ray 
treated the audience to the night's sole musi¬ 
cal performance. 

The event’s most animated speaker was 
Kennedy, who spoke of what she perceives to 
be a pervasive abdication of personal respon¬ 
sibility, or a “culture of blame.” Citing the 
O.J. Simpson case and the Clinton scandal as 
examples, she asserted that wealth, power, 
and “celebrity lawyers” confer an unfair 
exemption from accountability for one’s acts. 

Next up was McCormick, a medicinal 
marijuana advocate whose litany of nutri¬ 
tional benefits and practical uses for hemp 
drew several rounds of applause. His 
comments paved the way for Harrelson, who 
focused primarily on environmental issues. 

Not surprisingly, conservative activists in 
S.C. scorned the event as an effort “to 
promote homosexuality and recruit students 
into a gay lifestyle." Several conservative 
groups issued a written statement proclaim¬ 
ing, “Queer rights is the goal, and recruiting 
is their game plan.” 

Future participants in the Spitfire tour 
will include Exene Cervenka (of the band X) 
and Jello Biafra (of the Dead Kennedys)

Review 
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As he retires from producing. Sir George Martin 
remembers his time with the Fab Four 

by Ken Sharp 

If there’s anyone who can legitimately lay claim to the mantle of “fifth” 

Beatle, it’s George Martin Martin’s 

unparalleled production expertise coupled 

with his profound talents as a musician, 

arranger and conductor helped catapult The 

Fab Four to unprecedented waves of world¬ 

wide success. 

Born in London in 1926, Martin has been 

an integral force in the musical scene for 

almost fifty years. Classically trained at The 

Guildhall School Of Music, Martin parlayed 

his education into a job as assistant to Oscar 

Preuss, EMI Parlophone record chief. After 

Preuss retired in 1955, Martin was elevated 

to head of Parlophone where he worked with 

such disparate acts as Peter Sellers, Shirley 

Bassey, Stan Getz, Sir Malcom Sargent and 

Sophia Loren. 

Prior to his involvement with The Beat¬ 

les, Martin had a rich and diverse career, 

working in the fields of classical, comedy, 

jazz and light pop. His exemplary work with 

the legendary British comedy troupe “The 

Goons” further cemented Martin’s reputation 

— especially impressing John Lennon in 

particular. 

But the course of George Martin’s life 

inexorably changed — as it did for four lads 

from Liverpool — on June 6, 1962. This was 

the fateful date Martin first met the Beatles at 

a recording audition for Parlophone Records 

held at London’s Abbey Road Studios. 

Impressed more with the group’s cheeky 

charm and charisma than their musical 

talents, (George Harrison even criticized the 

producer’s tie!), Martin signed the group to 

Parlophone, in the process making inar-

guably the smartest A&R move in recording 

history. 

Not only a wonderfully talented producer 

and arranger, Martin was also a trusted 

friend to the Beatles, an ally that could shape 

their wondrous sonic visions into reality. An 

experienced musician, Martin often lent his 

talents to Beatles recordings — his masterful 

baroque piano break on “In My Life” are 

among his impressive contributions to the 

group’s vast body of work. Martin’s inventive 

and majestic orchestral work beautifully 

graced such Beatle gems as “Yesterday,” 

“Penny Lane,” “Strawberry Fields Forever,” 

“Eleanor Rigby,” “Within You, Without You” 

and many more. Though he was fourteen 

years older than the eldest Beatle (Ringo), 

Martin’s free-wheeling experimental spirit 

matched the whims and desires of The Beat¬ 

les themselves, all coalescing into the 

creation of such avant-garde mini-master¬ 

pieces as “Tomorrow Never Knows,” “I Am 

The Walrus,” “A Day In The Life,” and 

“Strawberry Fields Forever.” 

While it’s his long-standing connection 

with the Beatles that is most widely known, 

Martin is also responsible for working/and or 

producing a stellar and diverse range of 

artists including Pete Townshend, Badfinger, 

Jeff Beck, Aerosmith, The Bee Gees, Cheap 

Trick, America, Cilia Black, Gerry & The 

Pacemakers, P.J. Proby, and Billy J. Kramer & 

The Dakotas to name but a few. 

Most recently, Martin oversaw The Beat¬ 

les Anthology collections and worked with 

former Fabs, Paul McCartney and Ringo 

Starr, on their Flaming Pie and Vertical Man 

CDs respectively. 

Capping off an extraordinary career, 

Martin has compiled his last recording 

project, In My Life (MCA Records). Slated 

for release on October 20th, the collection is 

a joyous celebration of Sir George’s illustri¬ 

ous and remarkable forty-eight-year career. 

This compendium of Beatles songs as inter¬ 

preted by the famed producers’ friends and 

heroes includes such stars as Sean Connery, 

Phil Collins, Jim Carrey, Goldie Hawn, 

Robin Williams, Bobby McFerrin, Jeff Beck 

and Celine Dion. 

Coldmine sat down with the ever-charm¬ 

ing Sir George Martin for an all-encompass¬ 

ing career retrospective touching on his 

musical beginnings, his days with The Fab 

Four and his final musical statement, In My 

Life. 

Goldmine: With the tragic passing of Linda 

McCartney, I’d like you to share your memories 

of her. 

George Martin: Linda was a very good 

friend and a lovely woman. She was so 

special. Apart from being a beautiful woman, 

she was very, very kind and loving to every¬ 

body. Very self effacing. Amongst Beatles 

fans she sometimes became not loved very 

much because of her presence in Paul’s band. 

But that wasn’t her doing, that was Paul’s 

doing always. And she was uncomfortable

with that. But she did it because she loved 

him. They were inseparable. Her loss to him 

is really quite unimaginable. 1 think it will 

take a long while for him to get over it. The 

crudest thing was everybody thought that 

she had beaten it. Everybody thought she 

was okay. And it suddenly turn-tailed and 

reversed and killed. I think it’s awful. We 

were all very very saddened by what 

happened. 

How is Paul managing? 

He is managing but only just. It’s a tough 

time for him. It will take him awhile, I think. 

When 1 get back I hope to see him again. 

He’s very well supported by his kids, all of 

them are very supportive but it’s a tough 

thing, he’s so alone now. 

Why are you retiring? 

Well I’m not actually retiring, I’m just not 

making any more records. 

Let’s talk about the In My Life record and 

why you chose it to be your final musical state¬ 

ment. 

Well, for the past few years I’ve been 

aware that I’ve got to finish. My hearing has 

been going. I’ve just about held onto it by 

my fingertips to do this one. Giles (Martin’s 

son) has been very helpful to me. He’s been 

my right arm and my ears as well. But 

having decided to make a final record, my 

thought was to write a complete album of 

new material. And there are two items on 

this of mine. But then I thought, who the 

hell’s going to listen to this anyway?’ 

(laughs). And that would be really self-

indulgent. And 1 can do that any time to 

please my own ego. 1 didn’t want to inflict 

that on the people. So 1 thought, what will 

they expect of me? And of course I’m so 

connected with The Beatles that there was 

something there. 1 didn’t want to make 

another wallpaper music thing but 1 would 

just do something that 1 would enjoy doing. 

So we embarked on making an album that 

would be fun to do, fun for myself and for 

the performers and hopefully fun for the 

people who listen to it. And certainly it’s 

done that. I was just going to have a few 

friends on and then 1 extended that by 

saying well let it be friends and heroes. 

People 1 haven’t met, people I’ve always 

admired. 1 was encouraged by this because 

one of the few people that I had started to 

approach who I hadn’t met before, they were 

very enthusiastic and seemed to like the 

idea. 

Who was the first person you approached to 

be involved? 

I think it was Jim Carrey. Anyhow, the 

reception was astonishing. These characters 

are pretty big people. When I began working 

with people they were all very enthusiastic. 

In the case of Jim (Carrey), 1 was looking for 

somebody to do “I Am The Walrus.” 1 

wanted to have that on the album. And it 

needed somebody who could be clever 

enough to get their tongue around those 

very difficult lyrics and sing them very well. 
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Jim Carrey interestingly sings each verse 

with a different character voice and inflection. 

He’s got a very good voice. I was 

surprised by how good he was. He came 

over to England to work and he brought a 

whole gang of people who sat in the back of 

the control room while we did it. And of 

course he fooled around a helluva lot. We 

filmed most things. There’s actually a docu¬ 

mentary about the making of the record 

which will be coming out in November, just 

after the record comes out. After awhile I 

had to turn off the cameras because he was 

playing to the cameras so much. But we had 

such great fun. Giles and I were with him 

the other day and he said it was one of the 

most enjoyable things he’s ever done in his 

life. 

It seems John Lennon could be a pretty zany 

person at times, and he probably would have 

appreciated Carrey’s comic interpretation. 

Yeah, I think so. The lyrics on “I Am The 

Walrus” are pretty weird. 1 mean who the 

hell knows what they mean? “Crab a locker 

fish wife...” what does that mean? But to 

John it was just word poetry. John’s version 

wasn’t a funny version, it was just John, and 

John wasn’t trying to be humorous. It was 

just his interpretation of what he liked in his 

kooky way. But he loved making up words. I 

often think that Lennon got his inspiration 

from Bob Dylan and Bob Dylan got his inspi¬ 

ration a lot from Dylan Thomas, the Welsh 

poet. I think there’s a bit of Lewis Carroll, 

“Jabberwocky” style, making it pormento 

words, compressing two words into one. So 

John’s lyric writing is very interesting. 

Your choice of Beatles songs is unique, not 

all the standards like “Yesterday.” 

Deliberately. Paul said to me, 'You’ve got a 

hell of a lot of Lennon songs on this album’ 

(laughs). And I said to him, ‘Well, Paul you 

did all the ones that people like hearing, 

you’ve done all of the very, very popular 

ones, things like “Michelle” and “Fool On 

The Hill,” “Hey Jude,” “Yesterday.” If you 

look at the performances of Lennon/McCart-

ney songs, you will find that a good 70 

percent of them if not more are Paul McCart¬ 

ney compositions because people want to 

hear those rather than John’s. John once said 

to me, ‘Look, let’s face it George, I don’t 

expect to walk into a bar in Spain and hear 

someone whistling “I Am The Walrus.” And 

that summed it up. That’s why I went for the 

ones I did. I would have liked to have done 

“Glass Onion” for example, they’re interest¬ 

ing. I put in a few of Paul’s as well. 

Have Paul, George and Ringo heard the 

record? 

None of them have said to me ‘you’ve 

made a fantastic record’ but they’ve all liked 

what they’ve heard. Ringo was with me at 

the launch of the record in England he was 

very enthusiastic. They’ve all known what 

I’ve been doing. 

You produced the Jeff Beck album Blow By 

blow and you had him cover “A Day In The 

Life.” 

Jeff and 1 have been mates for a long time 

although we haven’t worked together for a 

long time. But we’ve talked about working 

together and never got around to it. And Jeff 

came to see me when I was working on the 

Anthology at Abbey Road. And it so happens 

that the day he came in Paul was already 

there listening to stuff that I’d selected for 

him to hear. It was then, in front of Paul, 

where we talked about him doing a track for 

the album. And Jeff said to me, “Can I 

choose the track?” And I said, “Sure, if you 

want to.” And he picked “A Day In The 

Life.” 

He covered The Beatles’ “She’s A Woman” 

on the Blow By Blow album. 

That’s right. It was good track, wasn’t it? 

He used ‘the bag’ on that. Anyhow, you 

could have knocked me sideways when he 

chose to do “A Day In The Life.” I thought 

he would have chose to do something like 

“Yer Blues." When he did it, I was very 

pleased to hear what he’d done. 

Goldie Hawn’s version of‘A Hard Days 

Night” is interesting as she croons the song. 

I’ve always adored Goldie Hawn, ever 

since she was in her twenties. 1 remembered 

she could sing and she’d been one of my 

idols. 1 wasn’t sure if she would go for this. I 

hadn’t met her. And we contacted her and 

met up and got on like a house on fire. She 

said she would come over to England to 

record it which was lovely but she didn’t 

because she was offered a film to direct and 

she had to do that. I had to come to Texas, in 

fact, to record her. To do it I explained to 

her I wanted a nightclub version of it, slow, 

sexy, moodv. I said, “Think of Peggy Lee, 

think of Marilyn Monroe and think of your¬ 

self as well.” And so I booked a jazz trio — 

piano, bass and drums — in a little studio in 

Austin, Texas. We spent an afternoon 

together and that was it. I was delighted by 

what she did. We had a nice dinner in the 

evening and she flew off in one direction and 

I flew off in another. I brought the tapes 

back to England and overdubbed a better

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backing. She had a very good sense of what 1 

was looking for. She put in quite a lot of her 

own style. 

I wanted to speak about your two composi¬ 

tions that appear on the record. 

Right. Well, the first one is the “Pepper¬ 

land” one. The reason 1 put that in is Yellow 

Submarine was a pretty important piece of 

film for me. I’d already done some film work 

but it was the first major film that I d done 

and it was a very difficult thing to do and 

very rewarding. We made that animated 

feature in a year from start to finish which is 

incredibly quick. Disney takes two years for 

most of them. In order to do this I had to 

work very close with the director writing 

music as he was animating. I would 

exchange my music with him and he would 

exchange his animation as we went along. I’d 

work on reel four and reel seven and so on. 

All pickle-dee, pickle-dee, I'd obviously had 

the whole script and sometimes the reels 

would be empty with just storyboards. And 1 

would write descriptive music that would fit, 

really like free writing. He said, “1 trust you, 

just do what you can. We have not time for 

anything else.” I wrote over an hour of 

music to go with the film. Martin with Jim Carey during the In My Life sessions. 

Wasn't “The Pepperland Suite" a hit? 

Yes, in Brazil, it was a big hit and high in 

the charts. So I thought, getting back to the 

record, let’s bring back “The Pepperland 

Suite.” I put together a very small selection 

of items from that. 1 thought that was very 

worthwhile doing. The second one was a 

theme that 1 thought of quite a few years ago 

just after John died. I was in Montserrat, my 

island, it’s a beautiful place and I thought of 

this tune and thought of the way it should be 

done and orchestrated it. Then 1 put it aside 

and forgot about it. It’s one of things that 

you can’t use, you can’t put it on an album 

out of the blue. I thought if 1 get asked to do 

a picture and it needs a good, moody, slow 

theme, that’d be useful. Then when I wanted 
to do the last track which was rather a seri¬ 

ous track with Sean Connery (“In My Life”), 

a very dangerous track to do. I thought let 

me link these two things up because my 

piece can act as an introduction, a prelude if 

you like, into “In My Life.” “In My Life” is 

such a personal song for me because part of 

it is me anyway, part of it is my writing with 

the solo in the middle which happened origi¬ 

nally and the words are so evocative of what 

my life is all about. I’ve been lucky all my life 

working with the greatest of people and I’ve 

had great fun. I’ve really had a marvelous 

time. And I’m very grateful to all those 

people, a lot of them aren’t with us anymore, 

‘some are dead some are living, in my life. 

I’ve loved them all.’ And those words meant 

so much to me that 1 wanted them to be 

spoken, not sung. 1 couldn't have them sung 

because no one could sing them better than 

John. By speaking it it brings out the mean¬ 

ing of the words. It is dangerous territory but 

1 wanted to have a very memorable voice and 

Sean Connery has one of the most identifi¬ 

able voices in the world. 

Previously, in 1964 you worked with Peter 

Sellers doing some spoken word versions of 

Beatles songs. 

Doing spoken word that is humorous is 

no problem. Its when you start getting seri¬ 

ous. 1 did a lot of stuff with Sellers of course. 

We did “Hard Day’s Night.” Have you heard 

all the other ones like “She Loves You”? 

Yes, its hilarious. Were there any heroes 

that you did not approach. Brian Wilson comes 

to mind 

Brian? Well indeed, he’s not really a 

perfomer as such. He’s a great writer and a 

great thinker. 1 was with Brian last year 

because I nave a television series that hasn’t 

come out here called The Rhythm Of Life, 

three one-hour shows, a series where I’m 

talking about music which aired on BBC 

One. I’ve been going around the world talk¬ 

ing to people. I ve had people in rhe classical 

world as well as people like Paul McCartney, 

Billy Joel, Elton John. Celine Dion and also 

Brian Wilson. I went down to his house and 

chatted to him about his work. It’s so nice to 

see him coming back to life again. He’s got 

two babies now and he’s very happy. And he’s 

creating again which is great. We’ve managed 

to get permission to get a copy of his old 

masters and we went into a studio and 

opened them up. Like I did with “Pepper.” I 

dissected them, listened to all the tracks and 

put them back together again. He was so 

excited by this. I asked him, “Haven’t you 

done this?” And he said “I haven't heard this 

stuff since we recorded it,” “God Only 

Knows” and “Good Vibrations." And I tore 

them apart and said ‘Brian, tell me what this 

track is?" And he said. “Oh, that’s an instru¬ 

ment called a theremin.” And it was extraor¬ 

dinary how he came to life with that. 

Tell us about your musical beginnings at 

Guildhall School Of Music and how that back¬ 

ground inßuenced your later work. 

Well, I was very similar to both John and 

Paul in a way where I wasn’t taught music to 

begin with. I just grew up feeling music and 

naturally making music. 1 can’t remember a 

time where 1 wasn’t making music on the 

piano. 1 was running a band by the time I 

was fifteen. 

What was the name of the band? 

(Laughs) Very corny but I thought it was 

fantastic. The first one was a four piece and 

then it became a five piece. When it was a 

four piece I called it “The Four Tune 

Tellers.” (laughs) And then it became 

“George Martin And The Four Tune Tellers." 

Very clever. And I had T T’s on the stands in 

front. We made quite a little bit of money as 

well. And then the war intervened and by 

the time I was seventeen I was in the Fleet 

Air Arm which is part of the Royal Navy. We 

flew off carriers and we were fliers in the 

Navy. That was the tall end of the war. I was 

four years in the service, 1 was twenty-one 

when 1 came out. Having managed to evade 

Japan, I was all right. And I had no career. A 

professor of music who befriended me, he’d 

received from me during the war various 

compositions that I’d painfully put together. 

I went to see him and he said, “you must take 

up music.’ I said, “How can 1, I’m not 

educated, I’ve never had any training?” He 

said, “Well get taught. I'll arrange it for you.” 

He arranged an audition for me to play some 

of my work to the principal of the Guildhall 

School Of Music and Drama which is a 

college in London. And he said “We’ll take 

you on as a composition student.” And 1 got 

a government grant for three years to study. I 

started composition, conducting and orches¬ 

tration and 1 took up the oboe. I took up the 

oboe so I could make a living playing some 

instrument. You can’t make a living playing 

the piano. I just played piano naturally, I 

wasn’t taught. I didn’t take piano as a subject 

because I didn’t see any future in it, I didn’t 

rate myself as being a great pianist. 1 could 

never see myself making a living at it. 1 

wanted to be a film writer. So that’s what 

happened. I was trained and I came out and I 

would work playing the oboe in different 

orchestras in the evenings and sometimes 

afternoons in the park, that kind of thing. I 

was a jobbing oboe player. 

Do you still play? 

No (laughs). I don’t think I could now. I 

took a job during the day to make some 

extra money, that was in the music depart¬ 

ment at the BBC. Then out of the blue 1 got a 

letter from someone asking me to go for an 

interview at a place called Abbey Road. So I 

cycled along there and the guy said. “I’m 

looking for someone to help me make some 

classical recordings and 1 gather you can do 

this.” Because I was a woodwind plaver and 

educated by now, 1 got the job of producing 

the classical baroque recordings of the 

Parlophone label. And I got hocked. Gradu¬ 

ally this guy who was running the label gave 

me more and more work to do. I started 

doing jazz records, orchestral, pop of the 

period, it wasn't rock. Over a period of five 

years I worked as h.s assistant gradually 

doing more and more. By the time the five 

years was up 1 was virtually doing every¬ 

thing. And five years later in 1955, he 

retired, he was sixty-five years old and he 

left. 1 thought somebody was going to be 

brought in over me because 1 was in my 

twenties still. But to my astonishment I was 

given the job of running the label. I was the 

youngest person ever to be given that job 
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I'm surprised you didn’t try to sign The 

Four Tune Tellers. 

(Hearty laughs) Exactly. And that was the 

beginning of my work with Parlophone. 

Prior to your work with The Beatles, you 

worked in many different musical idioms. How 

did that impact your production skills? It 

seemed you were very willing to be experimen¬ 

tal in your work with The Beatles. 

Oh absolutely. But I always was experi¬ 

mental even before The Beatles came along. 

One of the records 1 made was an electronic 

record called “Ray Cathode” which was 

collaborating with the BBC radiophonies 

people. I made a lot of what I call ‘sound 

pictures’ with actors and comedians because 

it was fun to do. I’m a person who gets bored 

quite easily and 1 don’t like doing the same 

thing over and over again. Once I was 

running the label 1 didn’t earn much money 

but 1 did have freedom to do what I wanted 

to do. 

Discuss your approach toward string 

arrangements. Your work on Beatle songs like 

“Strawberry Fields Forever,” “Eleanor Rigby” 

and “Glass Onion” is extraordinary. 

The writing of the parts is me and the 

requirements is them. It varied between John 

and Paul. Paul was generally quite articulate 

with what he wanted. Mostly we would sit 

down at the piano together and play it 

through and work out how it would sound. 

Paul still doesn't know how to orchestrate 

but he knew what he wanted and would give 

me ideas and 1 would say ‘you can’t do that 

or you can do this.’ We’d talk about it, talk it 

through. John would never take that kind of 

attention. John was less articulate and much 

more full of imagery. He would have ideas 

which were difficult to express. It was quite 

difficult for me to interpret. One of the prob¬ 

lems was getting inside his brain and find 

what he really wanted. Quit often he would 

say, ‘you know me, you know what I want.’ 

In the case of “1 Am The Walrus,” when I 

first heard that he just stood in front of me 

with a guitar and sang it through. But it was 

weird. 1 said to him, ‘What the hell am 1 

going to do with this, John?” And he said, 

“I’d like for you to do a score and use some 

brass and some strings and some weird 

noises. You know the kind of thing I want.” 

But I didn't but I mean I just went away and 

did that. 

Didn’t you hire the Mike Sammes singers 

far that? 

Yes, that was a surprise for him. He didn’t 

know that. I thought well, let’s do this 

because it adds to it. I had a group of singers 

called The Michael Sammes singers who 

were pretty corny people. They were very 

good at reading what you wrote. If you 

wrote something they could pretty much 

sing it instantaneously. They were very good. 

In the score you’ve got the directions for 

them where they have to shout or all the 

glasses, the up and downs and the ha ha ha’s 

and hee hee hee’s and so on. And when we 

ran it through and John heard it he fell 
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about laughing and thought it was so funny. 

So that’s why “Walrus” was such an impor¬ 

tant song to put on the album. 

What orchestral arrangement that you did 

for The Beatles of which you’re most proud? 

“Strawberry Fields Forever" is a wild score. 

The Beatles wanted something unusual. 

Although at the core of it is orchestration 

that I liked to do. 1 liked to have clean 

orchestration. I’ve got various theories about 

orchestration. 1 don’t think the human brain 

can take it too many notes at once. For 

example, when you’re listening to a fugue of 

Bach or someone and you hear the first 

statement and the second one joins it, you 

can catch hold of that all right and then the 

third one comes in and it starts to get more 

complicated. Any more than that and then it 

becomes a jumble of sound. You can’t really 

sort out what is what. 

Tell us about the time you tried to turn John 

Lennon onto a piece of classical music. 

He went back to my flat one night. We 

had dinner and were rapping away. We were 

talking about different kinds of music. I 

wanted to play him one of my favorite pieces 

of classical music, It was the Deathless and 

Fairy Suite Number Two by Ravel which is a 

gorgeous piece of music. It lasts about nine 

minutes and he sat through it patiently. I 

mean it’s one of the best examples of orches¬ 

tration you can get because it’s a swelling of 

sound that is just breathtaking. And he 

listened very patiently and said, “Yeah, it’s 

great. The trouble is by the time you get to 

the end of the tune you can’t remember what 

the beginning’s like.” And 1 realized it was 

too stretched out for him to appreciate in 

one go. He couldn’t assimilate it. He was so 

used to little soundbites. A lot of people are 

nowadays. It’s the curse of advertising and 

television that we are now tuned to little 

jingles that we can connect to and recognize 

right away. And we can’t listen to anything 

longer than that so consequently the way 

people write sometimes is to connect 

together a lot of little jingles, which is not 

maybe the best way of doing things. 

For a long time when asked about unre¬ 

leased Beatles material you would state that it 

was all ‘rubbish’ and there was nothing worth 

issuing. Working on Anthology 1, 2 and 3 

disproved that. 

1 was convinced that there was nothing 

in the vaults that people hadn’t heard that 

was worthwhile. But 1 was thinking like 

singles. Is there a great song that people 

hadn’t heard? No, there’s not a great song 

that people hadn’t heard, there’s little bits of 

rubbish. But what did emerge is 1 was given 

a brief by EMI who asked me to pul together 

stuff that would reflect the visual Anthology 

that wouldn’t be a soundtrack but like an 

accompaniment or a companion. I thought 

the only way to do that is to see what there 

is. And I started listening and 1 found that 

there were different versions of songs that 

people would be interested in. The more 1 

listened, the more I was convinced that 

people would want to have an analysis of 

what’s gone. In order, admittedly, to give me 

more material, 1 would then put in things 

like “Eleanor Rigby” without the voices to 

show you the construction of it. Conversely, 

“Because” without the accompaniment to 

show you the beauty of the voices, that kind 

of thing. And I thought, okay, I’m spinning 

things out a bit here but 1 think it’s valid. 

The unreleased George Harrison song “You 

Know What To Do" was quite a treat. You 

listen to that an then something like “I Need 

You” and "Savoy Truffle" and George kind of 

blossomed all at once. 

He did blossom, didn’t he? To begin with, 

most of the songs he did were rubbish. 

What was the first song George wrote 

where your ears perked up and you thought 

he's gotten much better as a writer? I like “I 

Need You”. 

(sings chorus of “1 Need You") Nice little 

song. 1 remember the song 1 hated most of 

all, “Only A Northern Song.” “Taxman” 

wasn’t bad, typical George bitching about 

the world. Really, the one that I thought was 

better than any of those was “Here Comes 

The Sun." I mean that was the first time he 

showed real cleverness in a song. From 

“Here Comes The Sun” onwards everything 

he did was pretty good. 

On Anthology you showed not only the 

musical side of the band but the zany side like 

“And Your Bird Can Sing" where John and Paul 

are cracking up doing the vocal. 

Isn’t that super? (laughs) They were 

stoned out of their minds, of course, but it 

was also very funny. When I played it to 

Paul when 1 discovered it, I’d forgotten 

about it. We actually fell around laughing 

listening to it, too. We had marvelous times. 

We had such fun in the studio. 1 have such 

happy memories. John was very funny. John 

would do impersonations and send-ups of 

people, sometimes quite cruel but always 

very very funny. 

In the '70s, John vacillated between loving 

and hating his days with The Beatles. 

John went through some very bad times 

like the Let It Be sessions. Later on he got 

pretty into drugs. During his time with May 

Pang, he admits it was a year and a half lost 

weekend. 
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"He said to get the engineer to 
open the box and that he could fix 

it. I said, 'Are you sure?' So he 

opened up the lid and he said, 'Now 
switch it on.' And I said, 'Stevie, 

there are four hundred and forty 
volts running through there.' And 

he said, 'I know but I can't fix it 
unless it's on.' ...I expected to have 

a fried Stevie Wonder at any minute 

and he fixed it." 

Hypothetically, if John were still alive 

would he have gotten involved with Anthology 

and recorded with Paul, George and Ringo? 

1 think he would have taken part in it. 1 

think he would have been very active in 

putting it together ’cause John actually was 

an obsessive collector anyway. He would 

keep almost anything. I think he would have 

done it. John actually regained himself at the 

end which was lovely. It was just too tragic 

having got back to himself that he was 

killed. 

When you met up with John in the 70s he 

would tell you if he had the chance he would 

re-record every Beatles song. Could you under¬ 

stand where he was coming from? 

It’s a funny thing, when John said this to 

me originally was when we were spending 

an evening together, and it shook me to the 

core when we were talking about old things 

and he said, “I’d love to do everything 

again.” To me that was just a horror. And I 

said, “John, you can’t really mean it. Even 

‘Strawberry Fields’?” And he said, “Espe¬ 

cially ‘Strawberry Fields!’” 1 thought, ‘oh 

shit, all the effort that went into that.’ We 

worked very hard on that trying to capture 

something that was nebulous. But I realized 

that John was a dreamer. In John’s mind 

everything was so beautiful and much better 

than it was in real life. He was never a 

person of nuts and bolts. The bitter truth is 

music is nuts and bolts, you’ve got to bring 

it down to horse hair going over a bit of 

wood, people blowing into brass tubes. 

You’ve got to get down to practicalities. 

How about you, George, is there one Beatles 

song you wish you could re-do? 

Would 1 like to do something again? No, 

I wouldn’t want to do anything again. I’m 

not a person to look back although having 

said that on this album I’m doing that. But 

I’m not trying to do anything better than 

what we did. I don’t honestly think 1 could 

do anything better than what we did. I think 

what we did was right. It becomes solidified 

with lime, you can’t imagine any other way 

of doing it. You get surprised if you hear 

someone doing something that does work. 

When Joe Cocker came out with “With A 

Little Help From My Friends,” I thought that 

was great but that wouldn't have worked 

with Ringo. So ihe answer is I'd rather leave 

it to history, thanks. 

When Paul, Ceorge and Ringo recorded the 

two new Beatles songs, “Free As A Bird" and 

“Real Love,” did they ask you to be involved? 

I kind of told them I wasn’t too happy 

with putting them together with the dead 

John. I’ve got nothing wrong with dead John 

but the idea of having dead John with live 

Paul and Ringo and George to form a group, 

it didn't appeal to me too much. In the same 

way that I think it’s okay to find an old 

record of Nat King Cole's and bring it back 

to life and issue it but to have him singing 

with his daughter is another thing. So 1 don’t 

know, I m not fussy about it but it didn't 

appeal to me very much. 1 think 1 might 

have done it if they asked me but they didn’t 

ask me. 

Did you enjoy Jeff Lynne’s production of 

“Free As A Bird” and “Real Love"? 

1 thought what they did was terrific, it 

was very very good indeed. 1 don't think 1 

would have done it like that if I had 

produced it. 

What would you have done differently? 

Well you see, the way they did it, you 

must remember, the material they had to 

deal with was very difficult. It was a cassette 

that John had placed on top of his piano, 

played and sang. The piano was louder than 

the voice and the voice wasn't very clear and 

the rhythm was all over the place. So the 

way they tackled it was first of all they tried 

to separate the voice and the piano, not very 

successfully. Then they tried to put it into a 

rigid time beat so they could overdub easily 

other instruments. So they stretched it and 

compressed it and put it around until it got 

to a regular waltz control click and then they 

were done. The result was, in order to 

conceal the bad bits, they had to plaster it 

fairly heavily so what you ended up with 

was quite a thick homogenous sound that 

hardly stops. There’s not much dynamics in 

it. The way I would have tackled it if 1 had 

the opportunity would have been the reverse 

of that. I would have looked at the song as a 

song and got The Beatles together and say 

what can we do with this song?,’ bearing in 

mind we have got John around as well some¬ 

where. 1 would have actually have started to 

record a song and I would have dropped 

John into it. I wouldn't have made John the 

basis of it. So where possible 1 would have 

used instruments probably and we would 

then try and get his voice more separate and 

use him for the occasional voice so it would 

become a true partnership of voices. 

Whether that would be practical or not I 

don’t know, this is just theoretically the way 

1 would tackle it. 

You did some beautiful scoringfor Paul on 

his recent album Flaming Pie, especially your 

orchestral work on “Somedays" and “Beautiful 

Night." 

Oh thank you. I worked on “Great Day” 

and “Calico Skies” too. On Ringo’s new 

album 1 did a score for him too (“I’m 

Yours”). Paul I know very well. When he 

came along doing Flaming Pie, the stuff he 

was demonstrating for me was pretty good. I 

think it’s the best album he’s done in a long 

time. He asked me if 1 would collaborate 

with him. 1 said ‘choose something you 

think 1 can be helpful on’. He actually gave 

me the numbers and said ‘would you like to 

do this?’ It’s always a challenge with Paul 

because you’re on your metal to try and do 

something that he won’t be disappointed in. 

He was very pleased with “Beautiful Night” 

and the others too. On “Calico Skies” it was 

just a question of production, there was no 

real arrangement really, very very simple. 1 

enjoyed working with him very much as I 

always do. 

After the Beatles broke up there were quite a 

score of “power pop" bands who mined a Beat-

les-esque sound, like Badfinger and The Rasp¬ 

berries. Were you aware of this “power pop” 

movement? 

1 worked with Badfinger (orchestral score 

for “Money”/“Flying”) but 1 didn’t actually 

produce them, Geoff Emerick worked with 

them. 1 was aware of all this. It was 

inevitable that The Beatles would spawn 

imitators and emulators. People wanted to 

be like The Beatles. So there's nothing wrong 

with that. 

Still do. 

Still do. How are you Liam? (laughs). In 

an oblique way 1 worked with another group 

who had much more individuality but they 

weren’t dissimilar with the Beatles and they 

were America. America were like an Ameri¬ 

can version of The Beatles but they had their 

own homespun kind of songs. They were all 

good guitar players and all good singers and 

harmony singers. So there was that kind of 

illusion there. But I don't find anything 

wrong with people providing they don’t 

imitate. I think that Oasis have made a 

mistake in being so close to The Beatles and 

admitting. Noel actually said to me if he’d 

been born twenty years earlier he would 

have been Paul McCartney. Noel is a good 

songwriter, you can’t knock him in that 

respect. 1 think he would have made it 

anyway regardless. 

You worked with the power pop band Cheap 

Trick and produced their All Shook Up album. 

Why did you get involved with them? 

1 liked them, (laughs) I like Cheap Trick. 

It was a different thing. It’s part of the busi¬ 

ness of liking to do different things and not 

get stuck in one groove. So 1 would try 

everything. 1 had one little assay into heavy 

rock, which was a terrible mistake, UFO. 

Cheap Trick I enjoyed very much. 

What’s your take on Badfinger? It seemed 

being on Apple Records got them tagged as 

Beatle wannabees when they had much more to 

offer. 

I thought they were very good. It was a 

terrible tragic thing, all of that, the suicides 

and the ripping-offs that went on. It was 

terrible. It was all the seamy side of our busi¬ 

ness. They were a good group and they 

should have survived and they should have 

come through and been brilliant. But they 

didn’t and they were one of the victims, I’m 

afraid. I don’t remember working with them, 

although 1 did. It’s difficult to remember 

everything after forty-eight years (laughs). 

What did you have for breakfast on Tuesday 

the nineteenth of June 1945? (laughs). 

Can you assess the instrumental talents of 

The Beatles? 

Paul’s the most talented instrumentally in 

that he could play very good guitar. He was 

probably the best guitar player in the group. 

Of course he played bass guitar, he could 

tackle almost anything. He played very good 

drums too. His bass playing is wonderful. He 

was irritatingly good to other people. Some¬ 

times he would put up the backs of the other 

guys ’cause he would get on the drums and 

tell Ringo what to do and Ringo would get a 

bit irked by it. John was good but he was 

careless. John was a gut man and if it 

happened it happened and if it didn’t he 

would fling the guitar across the room and 

say ‘get me a better one’. John hated tuning 

his guitar, for example, such a mundane 

thing. He would get good sounds, good 

ideas. Some of his riff ideas were terrific. 

George was the painstaking one. He would 

be brilliant after forty-five years. He would 

assemble his work. I used to think he used 

to assemble his recordings like a guy in 

Turkey making a carpet. He would work 

away in every room and every little inch 

would be detailed and beautiful. But it 

would take time and he would overdub and 

he’d track and correct and so on. He's a very 

good guitar player, of course. 

How is George doing, with the reports of 

him having throat cancer? 

He’s okay. He did have a very serious 

cancer of the throat. We’ve all been having 

problems, one or the other from time to 
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time. With Derek Taylor dying as he did. 

Derek and George were very close to each 

other. Derek was incredibly brave because he 

struggled with his cancer and went into 

remission for awhile and then it came back. 

Worked all the while, he was very cheerful 

through this. It was extraordinary. And of 

course Linda and George being attacked 

himself and Ringo's ex-wife dying. But 

George is fine now. I saw him at Linda’s 

memorial. He came over and spoke to us and 

I’ll try and get together with him when I get 

back. I ve been awfully busy, 1 haven’t been 

around much. 

We can't forget Ringo. 

Ringo is a sweet guy. As you know he’s 

given up booze and cigarettes. He's too clean 

for words. He and his wife Barbara are such 

sweet people. And as a drummer he is 

unique. He's not a great technical drummer 

if you measure him against someone like 

Steve Gadd or Jeff Porcaro, he wouldn't be 

able to play like that. But he has a unique 

sound. When you hear Ringo, you know it’s 

Ringo, there's no one else. He contributed an 

enormous amount to The Beatles’ sound 

with his distinctive sounding drums. Enor¬ 

mously supportive, he was always there. 

Apart from his drumming he would be the 

catalyst. His opinions counted. If John was 

doing something a bit dubious and Ringo 

would say, “That’s crap, John,” John would 

take it out. He wouldn't get angry, he would 

accept it. 

In the Sixties, did any of the other major 

British bands like The Who, The Kinks, The 

Small Faces and The Rolling Stones attempt to 

have you produce them? 

They didn’t approach me, mainly because 

I was so damn busy. 1 really couldn’t have 

worked any harder than I did. All of the 

people from Brian’s (Epstein) stable came 

along, I was just about able to cope with 

those and very little more. I had a tremen¬ 

dous roster of artists. But going back to 

Ringo again, one of the essential things 

about his drumming is he took infinite pains 

cn getting the tone of his drums right. He 

tuned assiduously and get them exactly 

right. He was intently interested in the way 

that we recorded so he would come and 

listen and say “I’d like to hear more space on 

this one.” 

The drum sound changed on Revolver. 

He had a lot of influence on that. He 

would put his input in. He would come up 

to the control room and talk to Geoff Emer¬ 

ick and try to get it to sound better. He was 

very keen on their sound. 

You did work later in your career with 

another major Sixties band, The Bee Gees. 

How would you characterize their talents? 

Terrific songwriters. I remember going to 

meet with them in The Bahamas when we 

were talking about doing the Sgt. Pepper film 

and they played me the tracks that they just 

recorded for a new film that nobody had 

ever heard about called Saturday Night Fever. 

Martin at work with Kenny Rogers on Rogers' 1985 effort Heart Of The Matter. 

1 couldn't quite connect what I was hearing 

with the guys that I knew because it was so 

hip. 1 was looking at Barry and Maurice and 

Robin and I was saying it was a great dance 

sound. It could have been Motown, it was so 

good. I asked, “Have you done this? It’s 

fantastic, you’ve got big hits here.” I was 

enormously impressed. What was good 

about them was they weren’t just writing 

good songs but they were writing good 

production ideas into the songs the way that 

they were putting it together and the guitar 

work. Barry is very, very talented and the 

others also contribute quite a bit too. 

Lastly, it’s been over fifteen years since Paul 

McCartney’s Tug Of War album was released. 

What are your memories of working with Paul 

on that record, acclaimed by many as one of 

Pauls best solo records? 

With Tug Of War the way it started was 

funny because we’d always been good 

friends and had dinner from time to time. 

One night we all went out to dinner. Paul 

and Linda were staying at their flat in town. 

I dropped them off and we said our good¬ 

byes. Just as 1 was about to drive off, Linda 

nudged Paul and then Paul ran through and 

knocked on the window. I thought we'd left 

something behind. He said, “I forgot some¬ 

thing.” And I said, “What is it?” He said, 

“Would vou like to produce my next 

album?” (Laughs) I said, “Paul, we’ve been 

together all night and you give me a sledge¬ 

hammer like that. We'd better talk about it.” 

1 said, “1 11 ring you. We’ve got to talk about 

this, Paul, because I’m not sure how it’s 

going to work” And he said, “Why?” 1 said, 

“Because for eight years or more you’ve been 

making very, very good records. You’re a very 

good record producer, what do you need me 

for?” He said, “I think it would be a good 

idea.” I said, 'You may not like it.” He said, 

“Well, why not?” I said, “Because 1 don’t 

think you’ll tike being told what to do." He 

said, “We know each other so well it won't 

be a problem.” So I said, “Okay, all right, if 

you want to try it what about the songs?” 

And he said. “What do you mean, what 

about the songs?” I said “Well I’ll need to 

have a look at them and judge them first of 

all.” And he said, “Well, you mean I’ll have 

to audition for you?” And 1 said, “Well, the 

material is pretty important.” So he said 

okay' and gave me about fourteen songs he 

had on tape. 1 listened to them over the 

weekend and we met up on Monday. He 

said, “What do you think of them?” I said, 

“Four are great.” Ele said, “Four?” And 1 

said, “Of the other ten, six need a lot of 

work and ihe other four you should just 

throw awav.” He kind of gulped and said 

okay. He was a bit miffed but you see it was 

necessary, it was vital. It’s no good working 

with someone and being a yes man, you’ve 

got to be hones: about it. He knows I'm 

always honest so that was it. Working with 

Paul from that moment on, once we estab¬ 

lished the ballpark area, was a delight, an 

absolute delight. He did revise all the six 

songs that needed working on. “Ebony & 

Ivory” was one of them. We got Stevie 

(Wonder) up. He agreed to come to 

Montserrat. We had a great time there. We’d 

generally work from two in the afternoon til 

about seven, we’d have a break for dinner 

and then we’d work until about midnight. 

He would spend the following morning on 

the beach with the kids. Ringo came out, 

Stevie Wonder came out. He looked through 

the glass of our control room and said “Isn’t 

that a beautiful sunset?”’ (laughs) He also 

brought out the very first Linn drum 

machine and it went wrong. He said to get 

the engineer to open the box and that he 

could fix it. I said, “Are you sure?” So he 

opened up the lid and he said, “Now switch 

it on.” And I said, “Stevie, there are four 

hundred and forty volts running through 

there.” And he said, “1 know but 1 can’t fix it 

unless it’s on.” And there he was in the live 

chassis and I expected to have a fried Stevie 

Wonder at any minute and he fixed it. He’s 

an amazing man. And dear Carl Perkins He's 

never been to the West Indies in his entire 

life. 1 put him in a bungalow down by the 

beach. 1 rang him the next morning ;o see if 

he slept okay. And he said, “Man, I thought 

I’d died and gone to heaven.” He was a 

lovely man. When he did our Montserrat 

show in September for the victims of 

Montserrat. I purposely didn't ask anyone 

from America because I didn't want to pay 

expenses for anybody. I only asked people 

from England because I wanted every penny 

to go to those victims. And Carl rang up and 

said “I want to come and do this for you.” I 

said, “Carl, honey, I’d love you to but we 

can't pay expenses.” And he said, “1 11 come 

anyway.” And so did Jimmy Buffett. They 

paid their own way to come over. And Carl 

turned up in his winkle-picker blue suede 

shoes. He really did have them.

Back To The Future: 
Beatles 45 Sleeves In The '90s

“I had this sort of mad idea that I went 

through a whole variety of abstracts and 

illustrative ideas as well as old photos but 

then I had this thought that this was origi¬ 

nally John Lennon’s. Now this guy’s a bril¬ 

liant artist so 1 then put it to Apple and they 

said have a go and see if the guys will buy it. 

So 1 then contacted Yoko and she supplied 

me with a selection of drawings that in her 

eyes would fulfill this particular brief. She 

came back with about six drawings, some of 

which had not been seen before, of which 

she preferred three of them." 

Having seen those three, Rick selected the 

one he felt best reflected the song’s message. 

Mockups were produced and sent to Ringo, 

Paul, and George. They all liked the idea and 

felt it would be a nice way of signaling John’s 

presence and to demonstrate the respect and 

love they have for him. 

No manipulation of the original drawing 

was made. Rick simply took the image and 

put it onto a canvas background to graphi¬ 

cally tie it in with the Anthology. Luckily, the 

drawing was rendered on a white back¬ 

ground which made it easy to reproduce 

cleanly and in it’s original form. 

Future Beatles releases seem inevitable, 

but for now the Beatles appear “anthologied 

out.” But the November 3rd release of the 

John Lennon four CD boxed set holds 

promise for another exciting batch of unre¬ 

leased material. Hopefully a single with 

picture sleeve is included in Capitol’s plans. 

ration. This eventually led to Rick designing 

George’s 1992 release Live In Japan. The 

Japanese influenced brush painting of Harri¬ 

son was part of the entire concept created by 

Ward. 
The image used on the “Baby It’s You” EP 

had not been previously published commer¬ 

cially while the studio shot of the Beatles 

shown on the “Real Love” picture sleeve had 

been used in the past. This time the group 

photo was outlined, which means to elimi¬ 

nate the background from the main image, 

and then placed on a mechanically produced 

flat color. The back of the sleeve was the 

same canvas stretcher theme that was meant 

to link all of the Anthologies together. Rick 

Ward states "The original concept was relat¬ 

ing it all to a work of art, like a painting on 

canvas which they (the Beatles) liked.” 

“Free As A Bird” received a high promo¬ 

tional push as a Beatles “reunion.” The song 

was recorded by John Lennon in demo form 

but never finished, and in 1994 the tape was 

entrusted to Paul McCartney, George Harri¬ 

son, and Ringo Starr. With the help of Jeff 

Lynne as co-producer, the three remaining 

Beatles added vocals and instrumentation to 

the basic Lennon track thus creating a “new” 

Beatles tune. 

In a conversation with Ward he states, 

“There were many different concepts consid¬ 

ered” for the “Free As A Bird” picture sleeve 

“but it didn’t make sense to show old photos 

of the band since this was essentially a new 

recording of the Beatles.” 

he hey day of the 45 rpm picture 

sleeve is gone. Never again will we 

see the proliferation of those 7 

inch beauties. They graced the record buyers 

presence for 50 glorious years. By 1989 the 

production of sleeves had all but disap¬ 

peared. But the death toll has not yet rung 

for the picture sleeve. There are still a hand¬ 

ful of major label record companies that 

release singles, and an even smaller number 

that accompany those records with picture 

sleeves. Among the artists still releasing 7-

inch vinyl with sleeves include the Beatles, 

the Rolling Stones, Pearl Jam, Janet Jackson, 

and Mariah Carey. 
1994 saw the release of the Beatles Live Ai 

The BBC. In conjunction with the disc's 

release came a 7-inch extended play that 

featured the songs “Baby It’s You,” “I'll 

Follow The Sun,” “Devil In Her Heart,” and 

“Boys.” On the front of the picture sleeve 

was a photo of the band leaving the BBC 

studios after one of their performances. This 

is an example of a sleeve that was not as 

much designed to reflect a specific concept 

but instead following the lead set by the 

image selected. 

The original photograph was a black and 

white print. To emphasize the archival nature 

of the recordings and the period in time it 

was taken, the image was treated in an deep 

sepia toned manner using four color process. 

This picture was used on all recorded 

formats and promotional material in order to 

present a powerful presentation for the 

graphic identity. 

The presentation of John, Paul, George, 

and Ringo together was in keeping with the 

picture sleeve tradition set by Capitol and 

Apple for the Beatles. It was a standard visual 

device to always show the four mates photo¬ 

graphically on all commercially released 

sleeves while the band was together An 

effort was made to use a concert shot when 

the Beatles were touring. This was a method 

that helped promote the live appearances of 

the band. 

It wasn’t until the Beatles broke up and 

the reissues started appearing that this tradi¬ 

tion was interrupted. “Got To Get You Into 

My Life” was the single and sleeve pulled 

from the 1976 album Rock ’N’ Roll Music. 

The picture sleeve was based on the album 

art and was not a photo of the band but an 

illustration of them circa 1964. 1976 also 

saw the release of Ob-La-Di, Ob-La Da, 

which echoed the stark simplicity of the 

"White Album” and featured no photos at 

all. The sleeves were even machine 

numbered just as the album was. 

The Anthology series of three double-CD 

sets brought with them two singles with 

picture sleeves for Free As A Bird and Real 

Love. Both were intended for use as teasers 

for the second and third Anthology releases. 

There was no expectation for the singles to 

create any revenue on their own but instead 

to spur interest, excitement, and sales for the 

CDs. The job of conceptualizing and design¬ 

ing the Anthology series was handled by The 

Team, a London design firm, and Richard 

Ward is the lucky one to handle the Apple 

account. 

Ward’s association with the Beatles began 

with George Harrison. Their relationship 

began through a book Rick had co-authored 

titled Fairground Art. The book documented 

the history of amusement park imagery from 

rustic 19th-century fairs, through the Art 

Deco period of the ’30s, to today’s high-tech 

amusement parks and carnivals. A mutual 

friend of Rick and George gave Harrison a 

signed copy of Fairground Art as a gift. 

George was so impressed with the book, he 

contacted Rick directly to express his admi-

The CD cover underplays it, but Joe 

Lovano definitely plans more 
versions of Trio Fascination, his 

latest album lor Blue Note. Like his other 
disks — for Blue Note and, before 1991. Enja 
(some of his work also is available on 
Evidence) — his latest is probing, intelligent 
and swinging. It's the result of working with 
a powerhouse trio: Not only does Lovano 
play all manner of saxophone, as well as alto 
clarinet, his mates are Elvin Jones on drums 
and Dave Holland on bass. 

In a recent telephone interview from his 
New York home. Lovano provided insight 
into what inspires him. 

Goldmine: What dime you to make a trio 

album? 

Lovano: The whole mo concept is some¬ 
thing I ve been exploring most of my career. 
I’m looking forward to putting together 
different instrumentations in trio format. 

Ever since you began recording on your own 
in the ’80s, you’ve been experimenting with 
different formats. Explain your restlessness. 

In a way, my surroundings haven’t been 
changing, yet the trio form has been consis¬ 
tent in all my recordings. “The Owl and the 
Fox," on my first Blue Note recording, Land¬ 
marks (1990), was a a trio tune within the 
recording Prior to that was a trio recording 1 
did with (bassist) Anthony Cox and (drum¬ 
mer) Ed Blackwell for Enja, Sounds of Joy 

(1991). There were also trio sections in Rusli 
Hour. (The last, from 1995, is Lovano’s take 
on Third Stream; it features arrangements by 
Gunther Schuller.) 

What appeals to you about the trio format? 

Communication and the dialogue that 
happens between three folks. From the earli¬ 
est jazz recordings, and the Lester Young 
Trio, with Nat "King” Cole and Buddy Rich 
and no bass, the trio has been really beauti¬ 
ful. And the great piano trios that have 
emerged — the Bill Evans Trio, which was 
really influential for me; Keith Jarrett’s 
concepts and Ornette Coleman’s groups — 
even though there was a quartet in that last 
one, with trumpet, there were trios, mostly 
trio playing between horn, bass and drums. 

How do you vary the 
formal in Trio Fascina¬ 
tion? 

I play four different 
horns: tenor, straight 
alto, soprano, and alto 
clarinet, so when I 
change horns, all of a 
sudden a different 
personality emerges, 
but still within the trio. 
On some tunes. I’ll 
play a couple of differ¬ 
ent solos on different 
instruments within the 
same tune to create the 
illusion of a larger 
group. 

Why choose Holland 
and Jones? 

I have had relation¬ 
ships with both those 
cats for a while. Dave 
and I have played 
together on a bunch of 
different dates, includ¬ 
ing From the Soul (Blue 
Note, 1992). For me, 
before 1 ever came to 
New York (Lovano 
moved there from his 
native Cleveland in 
1976), 1 was aware of Dave as a leader, of the 
playing he did with Sam Rivers and Anthony 
Braxton. I first heard him play at Studio 
Rivbea (the name of a tune on the new 

album), Sam 
Rivers’ loft in 
SoHo, where a 
lot of music 
went down in 
the ’70s. I’ve 
always loved 
Dave’s playing. 

He’s one of the rare improvisors on bass who 
can play many different roles, from a front¬ 
line player sharing lead parts, to an accompa¬ 
nist. He has this beautiful counterpoint in his 
conception that is unique. Elvin had turned 
70 the week before he recorded. 1 first sat in 
with him in 1974 in Cleveland, at the Smil¬ 
ing Dog Saloon. I played opposite his group 
with my group, and ended up sitting in four 
nights that week. I did a European tour with 
Elvin and his group in 1987 for nine weeks. 
Elvin? He’s an orchestra. He plays with an 
orchestral concept and a fullness; you hear 
the harmony, the melodies and all the 
polyrhythms that are possible. He doesn’t just 
play a beat; he’s everything. He’s like Sonny 
Rollins, in a way, with this amazing power. 
When he plays, it’s a very spiritual thing. He 
goes into a very deep trance within the 

music. 

What does that do for you? 

It creates a mood for each piece. When 
you play with players like that, it goes way 
beyond the tempo and the form of the tune. 
It becomes an experience. 

How did you write the material for Trio 
Fascination? 

There are nine originals, plus “Ghost of a 
Chance.” I wrote all the tunes to be played 
with Dave and Elvin, within their concepts. 
Also, there are three pieces that were 
commissioned by Lincoln Center, which I 
originally presented with the Lincoln Center 
Jazz Orchestra at Tully Hall: “New York 
Fascination,” “Studio Rivbea” and “Sanctuary 
Park.” 

What’s on your latest agenda? 

I’m touring a lot and exploring a lot of 
different music with different folks. It’s an 
amazing period right now. I’m doing a work¬ 
shop this week with (trombonist) Bob Brook¬ 
meyer in Lake Placid, N.Y., and I’m going to 
Israel next week to do the Red Sea Jazz Festi¬ 
val with (saxophonists) Dave Liebman and 
Mike Brecker. There are a few things happen¬ 
ing. I’ve been around some really creative 
music. Things are really inspiring.

The Blue Note label never 
really went away, although it 
has had fallow periods. Now 

the label, as identifiable with jazz as 
Prestige or Atlantic, is in full vigor. Not 
only is it releasing albums by such 
contemporary, creative forces as Joe 
Lovano, Kurt Eiling and Medeski 
Martin & Wood, it is celebrating its 
60th anniversary with deluxe editions 
and reissues of gems from its rich 
canon. 

Since this is the age of the tie-in, 
mass customization and horizontal 
marketing, the celebration is marked by 
commercialism, too. Not only is Blue 
Note mounting a month-long club 
series in January throughout New York 
City, spring will bring a 20-city nation¬ 
wide tour of its “hot young artists” in 
conjunction with Esquire magazine, 
and an updated history of the label is in 
the works. 

Naturally, there will be a Blue Note 
credit card. First USA Bank will partner 
with the label Alfred Lion founded in 
January 1939 to issue a Platinum VISA 
card giving cardholders access to exclu¬ 
sive CDs, travel and concert opportuni¬ 
ties and a newsletter with commentary 
by Blue Note President Bruce Lundvall. 
Perhaps hip listeners can keep time to 
the CD by tracking it on their special 
McCoy Tyner wristwatch from Oris 
(likely available at Tourneau; not a Blue 
Note tie-in, by the way). The very 
hippest listeners will drive an Envoy, 
the new General Motors sport utility 
vehicle. In a special arrangement with 
GM and Bose, people seeking a test 
drive of the Envoy will be able to 
“personalize" a special Blue Note CD, 
boasting selections from the label cata¬ 
log, snippets of its latest music and a 
Barnes & Noble coupon. 

What of the music? It should be 
fine, stimulating, often brilliant. The 
label began its celebration in late 
September by reissuing Hot Jazz record¬ 
ings by the likes of Sidney Bechet, 
George Lewis and Edmond Hall. In 
early October, it issued a six-CD box set 
of Herbie Hancock: The Complete Blue 
Note Sixties Sessions. 

In late October, it was scheduled to 
release six compilations in its audio¬ 
phile Connoisseur Series, limited¬ 
edition issues of albums originally 
released on 10-inch vinyl between 1950 
and 1955. Among the artists: French 
hornist Julius Watkins (who also 
recorded for Prestige)"; pianists Kenny 
Drew and George Wallington; 
guitarists Tai Farlow and Sal Salvador; 
saxophonists Frank Foster and Gil 
Melle (they also recorded for Prestige); 
and trumpeter Howard McGhee. 

This year’s celebration peaks with 
the Nov. 3 release of The Blue Note 
Years, a limited-edition, 14-CD box set 
spanning the label’s history. That will 

include a booklet of rare Francis Wolff 
photos from the label’s archives, 
contemporary pictures by photographer 
Jimmy Katz and classic Blue Note tunes 
reinterpreted by contemporary Blue 
Note artists.

Despite being reissued together, these two 
efforts by pianist Herbie Hancock from the 
front half of the ’70s have precious little in 
common. Sextant (1973) represents the final 
album recorded by Hancock’s Mwandishi 
band, his first group effort after parting 
company with Miles Davis in 1968. Thrust 
(1974) is a follow-up recording to Hancock’s 
highly successful Headhunters album from 
1973. 

Each album is largely what the other is 
not. Mwandishi earned lots of critical 
acclaim in its day, but for whatever reason 
never caught on with large numbers of fans. 
Sextant’s sound is airy and free, similar, 
perhaps too much so, to what others were 
doing at the time. 

There are only three tracks on the album. 
“Rain Dance” is a loose, sonic odyssey that 
has just enough form to give it direction. 
“Hidden Shadows” and “Hornets” are each 
more groove-oriented, but still dominated by 
odd meter and an open feel. With both 
tracks it feels as though just a bit of tweak¬ 
ing to a tighter, more even beat would yield a 

Headhunters-like groove, foreshadowing 
what was to come for Hancock. 

When he got to recording Thrust, 
Hancock was working on the heels of his 
own top-selling jazz album. His band lineup 
was completel} changed from the personnel 
on Sextant, save for reedman Bennie Maupin, 
the lone holdover. The groove on Thrust is 
very in-the-pocket, very funky and has a 
much more even, danceable feel. 

But it’s no less creative or enjoyable. 
Listen to drummer Mike Clark weave in and 
out of a half-time feel on “Palm Grease” or to 
bassist Paul Jackson lay it down on “Actual 
Proof,” which also includes Hancock’s fine 
solo work on the Rhodes. And then there’s 
Maupin’s sultry reeds on “Butterfly,” adding 
timbres and layers up front, followed by a 
passionate soprano sax solo. 

What’s most striking about these two 
records is they were recorded only a little 
more than a year apart. Hancock’s music 
underwent a significant makeover in a short 
period of time, as noted by both these worth¬ 
while albums.

Next to classical music, there is no genre 
that gets recycled as frequently as jazz. There 
are several reasons. First, unlike rock, most 

Mid-70s Herbie Hancock: still funky. 

jazz performances are often viewed as being 
“serious,” as in timeless. Second, jazz has 
been recorded extensively for over 60 years. 
There is a lot of it out there to reissue. Third 
(most importantly), it sells. Not in ihe quan¬ 
tities of hit rock releases, but more than 
enough to subsidize its costs (musicians 
rarely earn a penny on these reissues). 

In 1954, pianist Thelonious Monk was at 
a low ebb. His recordings for the Prestige 
label were barely selling and gigs were rare. 
Given Monk’s legendary status today, it is 
hard to imagine a world that was simply not 
ready for his form of avant garde. The prob¬ 
lem wasn’t limited to audiences and club 
owners. Even other musicians often strug¬ 
gled to accompany his playing in ihe studio 
and at gigs. 
Linder the sponsorship of French 

producer Henri Renaud Monk traveled to 

Paris in June for a festival and, while there, 
recorded enough material (8 titles, although 
a 9th has subsequently been found) for a 
ten-inch LP, the recording medium of the 
time. The results appeared on the Vogue 
label in France and were issued here on the 
brief-lived Period label. Over the years these 
titles have been reissued in various formats 
and settings. 

Solo Monk is always of interest, and this 
set is of further note because a number of 
the titles had already appeared as part of 
Monk’s output for the Blue Note label, or 
were about to appear several months later on 
Prestige. The comparisons are inevitable. A 
further focus for interest in this material 
stems from the fact that Monk’s appearance 
at the French festival was a near disaster. It 
remains unclear whether the fault lay in 
Monk’s performance, itself, or in the French 
audience, which might have been no more 
enlightened than its New York counterpart. 

In any case, what appears on this CD is 
satisfactory, but not even close to the high-
point of Monk’s career. His playing on such 
staples as “ Round Midnight,” “Off Minor” 
and “Well You Needn’t” seems subdued, 
even desultory at times. Nevertheless, it is a 
pleasure to have these recordings readily 
available on CD, especially on a budget disc 
such as this. Packaging is very attractive 
(although a latter day Monk picture, proba¬ 
bly 20 years more recent than the music, 
adorns the set. Liner notes are minimal, to 
say the least. Unfortunately, that ninth title 
from the original session (“Hackensack”) has 
been needlessly omitted from the disc.

The seventies solo chart invasion 

It was an amazing time. The Beatles were constantly at the top of the 
charts Seemingly, everytime you 

turned on the radio, you heard a new Beatles 
record. They were always in the press or on 
TV. Who can forget those incredible days of 
1974? That’s right, 1974...really, mid-1973 
through mid-1975. 

Because of the way they controlled pop 
music as a group in 1964, almost overlooked 
was the way they nearly duplicated (and in 
some ways surpassed) the feat as solo artists 
a decade later. 

Certainly, immediately alter the breakup. 
The Beatles' enormous popularity gave 
momentum to the fledgling solo careers of 
John. Paul. George and Ringo. In (act, each 
had a number one single million seller 
within 18 months of the group’s breakup 
But. by 1972. much of that early goodwill 
had dried up 

lohn was coming off his Sometime In New 
York disaster, an album which peaked no 
higher than #33 nationally, along with the 
even-then politically incorrectly titled single 
"Woman is the Nigger of the World” which 
peaked no higher than #57 nationally (in 
Billboard) and couldn’t break the top 85 in 
either Cashbox or Record World. 

Paul was ravaged by the press for his first 
Wings LP, Wildlife, which peaked at #8 (after 
his first two LPs each topped the charts). 
And neither of his first two Wings singles 
could crack the American Top 20. The lirst, 
"Give Ireland Back to the Irish,” was panned 
for being too political. The second. “Mary 

Had a Little Lamb,” was knocked for not 
being political enough. George had gone two 
and a half years since his last studio album 
and eighteen mo 'ths since his last single and 
that (“Bangla Desh") failed to make the 
national Top 15. And Ringo had only two 
pop singles (though both top ten hits) and 
two specialized albums, neither of which had 
Beatlc-csque chart numbers (the album of 
standards. Sentimental Journey, peaked at #20 
and the country album, Beaucoups oj Blues 
peaked at #31) in the more than three years 
since the group broke up. Fans of the group 
had to wondei just how much each needed 
the others professionally, if not personally. 

A modest return to form began with 
McCartney’s “Hi, Hi, Hi” single, which 
peaked at #6 in Cashbox in February of 1973. 
But the comeback began in earnest, ironi¬ 
cally enough, with the first post break-up 
releases from the group, the ’62-66 and the 
’67-70 Greatest Hits packages. Each hit #1, 
though, oddly enough, not in the same 
national publications. ( 67-70 reached #1 in 
Billboard, ’62-’66 n both Cashbox and Record 
World). This was in late May of ’73 but, 
before cither album could get comfortable in 
the top spot, they had competition from 
within the family. And that started a run on 
the charts that had only been seen once 
before. 

In late May, ’67-70 was knocked out of 
the top spot by McCartney’s Red Rose Speed¬ 
way which was. in turn, knocked out of the 
top spot by Harrison's Living in the Material 
World. Continuously, from mid-May to the 

end of July, a Beatles’ album, either from one 
of the group or the group as a whole, was in 
number one. It was something that hadn’t 
been seen since it was done ten ye; s earlier 
by... guess who? And, in an achieve, ent that 
rivaled their having the nation’s top five 
singles in April of 1964, these fou albums 
were all in the top live of Cashbor s album 
chart for the week ending June 2 >, 1973. 
And this was something that never happened 
even during the halcyon days of 1964. 

Meanwhile, Paul’s ballad from Speedway, 
"My Love,” was racing up the singles chart, 
hitting the #1 spot on June 2 (bt „oming, 
surprisinging, the first time a Beatle had hit 

the top spot in over 18 months). It stayed 
there for four weeks until Paul was again 
knocked out of #1 by George with his "Give 
Me Love” single. 

By the time George was falling from the 

top ten, he was replaced by Paul with his 
“Live and Let Die” single, which would also 
hit #1 (in Cashbox and Record World). When 
the James Bond theme finally left the top ten 
near the end of September, it ended a string 
of four months when at least one ex-Bcatle 
had a single in the top ten And before “Live 
and Let Die” dropped off the chart 
completely, the other ex-members of the 
group were about the be heard from. 

Ringo was then climbing the charts with 
"Photograph”. As it reached the Top Ten (in 
Billboard on 11/10/73), John was climbing 
the charts with his “Mind Games” single, 
which would hit the Top Ten in both Cash-

box and Record World. By the time “Photo¬ 
graph” reached #1 (11/24/73), McCartney 
was back on the charts with “Helen Wheels ” 
Within three weeks, the (solo) Beatles would 
have three records in the Top 20. In fact, 

Continuously, from mid-May to 
the end of July, a Beatles’ 
album, either from one of the 
group or the group as a hole, 
was in number one. 
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with the exception of two weeks, from 

10/27/73 to 6/29/74... more than eight 

months, there was always at least one record 

from some member of the group in the Top 

Ten, something that the group never 

achieved while together. During that time, 

besides “Photograph," “Band On The Run” 

and “You’re Sixteen” both hit #1. “Oh My 

My,” “Jet” and “Helen Wheels" all hit the top 

five nationally. 

The action on the album charts was no 

different. The Ringo album was in the top 

ten by its third week on the chart (11/24/73) 

and was joined there by Lennon's Mind 

Games LP, followed closely by McCartney’s 

Band On The Run album. By the first week in 

January, 1974, all three solo albums were in 

the national Top 20. Never before (or since) 

had three solo projects from members of the 

same group charted that high simultane¬ 

ously. Both Ringo and Band On The Run 

would peak at #1 Mind Games would top 

out at #6. 

The charts had a chance to cool down a 

bit. (There were no singles on the charts 

from any of the four from 8/24/74 to 

9/21/74.) But it was only the calm before 

another storm. 

John was first out of the box with “What¬ 

ever Gets You Through The Night”, which 

debuted on the charts on 9/28/74. It would 

reach #1 eight weeks later, as Paul’s single, 

“Junior’s Farm” and Ringo’s first release from 

Goodnight Vienna, “Only You ”, and George’s 

Dark Horse were also on the way to becom¬ 

ing major hits. On 11/30/74, all of The Beat¬ 

les would have a single in the Top 40. In 

fact, from mid-November 1974 to mid¬ 

February 1975, a period of thirteen weeks, 

each of The Beatles had at least one single 

continuously on the charts at the same time. 

And, during one week (1/25/75), the four of 

them collectively had seven of the Top 100 

singles in the country, a feat not matched 

since... well, you know. 

It was no different on the album charts. 

While Band On The Run was concluding its 

phenomenal run on the charts, Lennon’s 

Walls and Bridges was headed for #1, which 

it would reach on 11/16/74. Two weeks after 

Lennon’s album fell from the top ten 

(12/21), Ringo’s Goodnight Vienna LP took 

its place, eventually peaking at #5 (in Record 

World). George’s Dark Horse album, which 

would climb as high as #4. would join it in 

the Top Ten for the last two weeks of Janu¬ 

ary, 1975... the last time two members of the 

same band would have Top Ten albums at 

the same time. Within two weeks of Dark 

Horse dropping from the Top 20 (2/22/75), 

John’s Rock and Roll climbed to that level on 

the charts on its way to #4 (in Record World). 

During the period from 12/21/74 to 4/19/75, 

all four members of the group had albums 

continuously on the chart. 

As Lennon’s album left the Top Ten at the 

end of April, this incredible run by The Beat¬ 

les, separately this time, would end. John 

would give us nothing new for more than 

five years until his tragically brief comeback. 

George’s “This Guitar” single, released in 

December of 1975, would fail to chart in any 

of the national trades. Ringo would never 

see the sunny side of the top twenty, either 

album or single charts again. Even Paul, 

who would have three more #1 albums in a 

row, couldn’t gel his “Letting Go” single any 

higher than #39 in October of 1975. 

But there’s no taking away from what the 

four of them achieved during the previous 

24 months. Each member of the group had 

at least one #1 single and one #1 album... 

seven #1 albums in all. Eight #1 singles in 

two years. Five gold singles. Eleven gold 

albums (again, something they couldn’t 

match during their years together). Four 

more albums reaching the Top Six nationally. 

Five more singles hitting the Top Five. Three 

more hitting the Top Ten. One more hitting 

the Top Fifteen Collectively, thirty five 

weeks in the singles Top Ten in 1973, thirty 

three weeks in 1974. 48 weeks in the album 

Top Ten in 1973 (with the first album not 

getting there until the end of April). 42 

weeks there in 1974. 

And all this came during a time when 

radio station formats were getting frag¬ 

mented and playlists getting smaller. Also, 

unlike 1964, each of those releases gave 

competition, not svnergy, to the others. Each 

solo release would be looked upon as a new 

“Beatles” record and stations would hesitate 

adding, for example, a new Lennon record if 

they were already playing something from 

McCartney, Harrison and Starr. 

It was a tribute not only to immense 

popularity of these four men, but also to 

their immense talent. No one can make this 

kind of a sustained chart run on personality 

alone. And, looking back, much of the 

music that these four men produced individ¬ 

ually during this time still ranks with the 

most creative and entertaining work of the 

era, as was the case of their work as a group 

ten years before. 

And, just as no group has since domi¬ 

nated the charts as John, Paul, George and 

Ringo did in 1964, no group of individuals 

has since dominated the charts as John, 

Paul, George and Ringo did ten years later.

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The inside story of John Lennon and 
Yoko Ono week on The Mike Douglas Show 

by Gillian G. Gaar 

During most of their time as a 

couple, John Lennon and Yoko 

Ono seemed unfamiliar with the 

concept of “down time.” From the moment 

they joined forces in May 1968, the couple 

made a wide variety of public appearances, 

including live performance, art exhibits, and 

interviews with all manner of media, 

compulsively recording their activities all the 

time. 

1972 would prove to be no exception. 

Lennon and Ono had moved to New York 

City the previous September, in an attempt 

to gain custody of Ono’s daughter, Kyoko, 

from her previous marriage. Within a month 

they appeared on The Dick Cavett Show, and 

during the rest of 1971 they worked on new 

music, filmed segments for their “home 

movie” Imagine, recorded the single “Happy 

Christmas (War Is Over)”/“Listen the Snow 

is Falling,” appeared in concert in Ann Arbor 

and at a benefit in Harlem, and fraternized 

with political activists like Abbie Hoffman 

and Jerry Rubin. 

They began 1972 with another TV 

appearance, this time The David Frost Show. 

During the same period, they began taping a 

week’s worth of appearances for their most 

high-profile TV engagement yet — The Mike 

Douglas Show. 

Not only did Lennon and Ono co-host 

the show for a week, they also helped select 

the guests that appeared on the show with 

them. “It was a fascinating experiment in 

using the most conventional kind of mass 

media to put across the idea of John and 

Yoko and their friends,” says Jon Wiener, 

author of the acclaimed book Come Together: 

John Lennon In His Time. “They weren’t just 

being guests, pitching their own project. 

They ran the whole week! 1 don’t think that’s 

ever happened before or since. They wanted 

to try to get their ideas into the mainstream, 

into middle America, into the middle of the 

day! So it was an amazing idea.” 

The Mike Douglas Show was one of the 

top-rated talk/variety shows of the time, 

airing every weekday and catering to an 

audience Mike Douglas describes as “House¬ 

wives and youngsters coming home from 

school.” The week of February 14-18, 1972, 

this audience was confronted with an aston¬ 

ishing array of guests on the show not only 

including Lennon and Ono, but also Chuck 

Berry, Jerry Rubin, Black Panthers chairman 

Bobby Seale, consumer activist Ralph Nader, 

comedian George Carlin, and U.S. Surgeon 

General Dr. Jesse Steinfeld. The shows have 

been staples on the Beatles bootleg circuit for 

years; later, in 1996, they aired in edited 

versions on VH1. Now Rhino Video has 

packaged the entire week’s worth of unedited 

shows in a box set, The Mike Douglas Show 

With John Lennon and Yoko Ono. 

In addition to the five tapes, the set also 

includes a hard-bound booklet with liner 

notes, including interviews with people who 

worked on the show. But in the 26 years 

since the show originally aired, memories 

can change, and both Douglas and the 

show’s executive producer, Woody Fraser, 

have a different take on what went on during 

the production and taping of the shows than 

the booklet’s other interviewees, beginning 

with how Lennon and Ono came to be on 

the show in the first place. Though the 

booklet states the Mike Douglas staff 

contacted Lennon and Ono, Fraser says it 

might have been the other way around. 

“1 think they called Mike,” he says. “But I 

can’t remember exactly. 1 just know that 

somebody came in to me and said, ‘What 

would you think of John and Yoko being on 

the show?’ And of course we all flipped. But 

you know, you get a lot of that. Somebody 

might call up and say, ‘Hey, we got Mel 

Gibson for a week!’ And then you call back 

and you find out no. So 1 said, ‘You’ve got 

make sure this is a legitimate situation.’” 

The booking turned out to be legitimate, 

and Douglas’ reaction was not surprising: “1 

was elated. Everybody doing a talk show 

wanted them!”

the audacity of Lennon and Ono airing their 
unconventional views in such a mainstream 
format. Yet The Mike Douglas Show was 
unconventional in its own way. Despite 
being named after the host, Fraser explains 
the idea behind the show was spotlighting 
the guests 

"When I was a kid, 1 used to watch all 
these shows, Arthur Godfrey and all these 
people," he says, “And if you’re the guest, 
they're not interested in you. You're just 
there as a ploy for them to talk more. And so 
that was when I got this idea. 1 wanted a guy 
or a woman who was a total catalyst, mean¬ 
ing, they're going to make you look good. 
And it just didn't exist in those days. 1 
wanted the host to be able to do everything; 
sing, dance, get hit in the face with a pie, ask 
a serious question. And all within the 
confines of one show. 

“That's how I ended up with Mike, 
because Mike is that kind of guy,” Fraser 
continues. “It didn't bother him to sit there 
day in and day out for over 20 years and 
make the guest the star. And that never 
changed. He never once said, ‘1 don’t need 
the co-host, 1 don't want the co-host.' He 
never turned to me and said that. I’ve never 
been with anybody like that since.” 

Indeed, one of the most striking aspects 
of the shows is how much the guests are 
actually allowed to speak, engaging in 
bonafide conversations with Douglas, as 
opposed to the soundbite interview format 
common on most of today’s talk shows. 

“I think that's because of the fact that I’m 
one of the few good listeners left in this 
world!” says Douglas. “I don't think there 
are many of them left on television today 
that listen very well. Some of the best inter¬ 
views on television, I hear things go by, and 
say, 'Whoa! Why did she let that gel away?’” 

Having weekly co-hosts added freshness 
to the format, “So each Monday you get to 
look forward to a brand new show, essen¬ 
tially,” says Fraser, who adds the show was 
also no stranger to controversy, bringing on 
guests like Malcolm X, Jimmy Hoffa, and 
Martha Mitchell — the latter guest attracting 
the attention of the White House. 

"They called Westinghouse | the show's 
sponsor) saying. Don't pul this alcoholic 
woman on there!’ and they were threatening 
all sorts of stuff," Fraser says. "I can’t tell 
you what 1 went through with the executives 
and the legal department al Westinghouse. 1 
ended up putting her on, but 1 do try to 
balance it with fun. It's not my intention to 
do a Crossfire. We were criticized by a lot of 
people who said, You're an entertainment 
show, you have no right to put those kinds 
of things on.' But it never bothered me. And 
the way 1 housed it, billed it, and kept a lot 
ol high entertainment and fun in the show, 
we kept the audience.” 

“We aimed for the variety," Douglas 
agrees. “I mean, television, let’s face it, it’s an 
entertainment medium. And we didn't try to 
book controversial things just to titillate the 
audience, but because we thought people 
were interested. Because when every time 
you pick up a newspaper and you’re reading 
about a certain person, obviously people 
want to see that person on television because 
it’s a whole different world. To see how 

they’ll react to what 1 would say to them and 
all And the fact that I would have them on 
in the first place; ‘Why is he having so and 
so on the show? He doesn't seem like some¬ 
body Mike would want to talk with.’” 

Both Fraser and Douglas agree their 
show’s format was probably what enticed 
Lennon and Ono in the first place, though 
Ono’s previous appearance on the show was 
undoubtedly another key factor. “I really 
don’t know the genesis of how it happened 
or what caused them to want to do the show, 
other than the fact that they were fans of the 
show,” Fraser says. “But I do believe they felt 
that Mike Douglas would not attack them. 
They looked at this show, and they saw that 
this is a forum. And what we said we were 
going to do we always delivered.” 

*1 think they fell they would just be more 
comfortable with me,” Douglas agrees. 
"They were way ahead of their time. And 
much of what they said I must admit I was 
in total agreement with. As an example, the 
war in Vietnam, which I thought was a terri¬ 
ble terrible mistake on our part But you 
couldn’t express those opinions in those 
days. If you did, you alienated half, or more 
than half, of your audience. So 1 couldn't 
express myself the way I would've liked to 
have. But it was interesting. And I think a lol 
of people watched in disbelief, first of all, 
never thinking that I would ever have them 
on a show. And secondly, some of the things 
he said." 

Douglas himself couldn’t believe some of 
the things the couple said, starting with their 
suggestions for potential guests. “When we 
said, 'Who would you like to have on the 
show?’, I’ll never forget it as long as I live, 
John said, The Chicago Seven, he says. 
"And everybody laughed, thinking he was 
joking. But he wasn't joking! He meant it!” 
But on Fraser’s part, the variety of guests 
would only help present a more well-
rounded view of his co-hosts. “My philoso¬ 
phy was, if I'm going to have John and Yoko 
on for a week, then I want to make it as 

much their show as 1 can,” he says. “So we 
sit with them and find out their interesls. 
And I try to get them out of the music area; 
are you interested in poetry, what else are 
you interested in? 

"At the same lime. 1 have lo bring other 
things into the show,” he adds. "If some¬ 
body’s finished a hot movie, I have to keep 
that open. So it's not like Lennon and Yoko 
are getting a full 90 minutes. They were the 
biggest booking the show ever had so every¬ 
body bent over backwards to get everybody 
that they wanted. However, we reached a 
point where the decision was, we need a 
little bit more balance oi entertainment stuff 
in there. And John was fine with that. But 
Yoko was not fine with that. She had a defi¬ 
nite agenda. Matter of fact, I think she was 
the one that really decided to do this; she 
was the deciding factor about them doing it. 
’Cause if you were around them, you would 
see very quickly that she runs the show. And 
John was very much in love with her, and he 
was very concilliatory toward her. I wouldn’t 
say he was a wimp, at al! Nobody ever said 
this to me, but it just became apparent that 
he was really kind of doing this for her." 

There was also the attraction of reaching 
directly into the homes of a new audience 
(not to mention attracting a new audience to 
watch the show). “John and Yoko were inter¬ 
ested not just in reaching the kids, the hip 
people, the rock ’n’ rollers, they wanted to 
try to talk to everybody.” says Wiener. “And 
they thought everybody might be interested! 
Or at least it was worth a try to find out. 
That’s what never happened before. And 
because Lennon had the celebrity power, he 
was able to get the hours of TV. I don't think 
today anyone would get that many hours. 
They would have their own 12-minute 
segment or something like that. So it was a 
unique committment on their part, breaking 
out of the rock ’n’ roll mold, and the unique 
situation of Lennon’s position that gave him 
the power to try to do this. And the couple’s 
own interest in experimenting.” 

A few other concessions were in order 
before taping could begin. Instead of taping 
all the shows over the course of a week, as 
was usual, Lennon and Ono’s schedule was 
such that they could only come down one 
day a week, so that the five shows were 
taped over the course of five weeks. “I would 
much prefer to have done it the other way,” 
says Douglas. “It’s so much easier. You build 
kind of a momentum, and then you have lo 
detach yourself from it, and then suddenly 
here they are again. And you're going wait a 
minute, I ve gotta get back on that planet, on 
that level. You go, Whoa, John and Yoko 
today!'” 

Fraser and Douglas have different memo¬ 
ries of how the shows were taped. “We just 
shot on an extra day," Fraser says. “We didn’t 
do another show the day they did theirs." 
Told that the Rhino booklet, and Douglas, 
state that a regular show and a Lennon/Ono 
show would be taped on one day, he 
concedes, “We may have done it once or 
twice that way because of their scheduling 
problems. " But whatever the circumstances, 
Fraser agrees the work amounted to “A long 
tape day, 'cause there were a lot of slop 
downs. Though as far as everybody was 
concerned, they were used to working very 
hard. There was no hardship at all. Every¬ 
body was so excited. Everybody was walking 
on air. John Lennon and Yoko, please!” 

Fraser explains how a day’s taping was 
pul together. “At 9 o'clock in the morning, I 
meet with the staff,” he says. “There’s a 
person assigned to the co-host, and there’s a 
person assigned lo the other individual 
guests — segment producers. Their job is to 
put together an interview. At 10 o’clock, 
rehearsal starts. And at the same time. I 
bring one segment producer in at a time to 
Mike with the cards. Everything was on 
cards for Mike, all the questions. And we’d 
run through the cards. Then Mike would go 
down to rehearsal about 11 o’clock.”

As for rehearsals with Lennon and Ono, 
Fraser says, “All the problems were musical, 
pure and simple. We’d go in at 10 and tape 
at 1; that’s three hours, but we really had 
only two and a half, because at 12:30 you’ve 
got to break down, and you’ve got to get 
everybody ready to do the show. So we’d try 
to get all the sound checks done and try to 
get Yoko and Lennon’s music stuff done. But 
their framework of what it takes to do a song 
is totally different than what it takes for us 
to do on a show, where we’re doing a show 
every day, live. 

“The other thing is, they may have to add 
musicians, bring in a conductor, add side 
pieces, extra musicians, then we have to 
make room for that, and we have to have 
new microphones and we have to have some 
lighting, and then we have to balance that 
sound,” Fraser continues. “And to be honest, 
we were woefully lacking in what they 
would be used to having in a sound studio. 
So the majority of the time was spent setting 
up the instruments and doing sound checks 
and then getting a sound balance. 

“That is really the most difficult part. 
Especially when they’re playing and singing 
at the same time. 1 hey have to hear them¬ 
selves. Musicians and singers are nuts about 
hearing themselves. And also, she had to get 
used to our musicians, and John had to gel 
used to our musicians. He was easy. He was 
very easy. She was difficult because her 
music is complicated and different. And she 
is a composer and so she wants to hear 
certain things. And if she can't hear the flute, 
then you’ve got to stop until you can hear 
the flute. Then we may hear the flute, but we 
can’t hear the drums. 1 find some of her 
music really interesting. 1 call it metaphysi¬ 
cal jazz. “Metaphysical jazz-rock. But to be 
heard over that little television box — you 
didn’t have the big stereo stuff like we do 
today. 

“So we never taped on time, because we 
had to make sure that the music was right. 
Once it started, 1 think it only took about 
two hours. But we were always late starting. 
But nobody ever complained, because it was 
John and Yoko. The audience? They 
would’ve waited until midnight! They didn’t 
care.” 

There were further problems in simply 
deciding how many songs the couple would 
perform — and who would perform them. 
"When the deal was made, the deal was that 
John would perform three songs every day 
and she would perform one,” Fraser says. 
“And then when they came in on the first 
day of taping, she rolled out three songs and 
he rolled out one. And of course I had to 
discuss with him, this was not the deal. And 
she did not take kindly to this. But he finally 
agreed he would do two and she would do 
two. Everything’s a compromise. But that 
kind of set her off with an attitude for the 
week. All she was really interested in was 
playing her music. That’s when 1 got in trou¬ 
ble. And then 1 have to go through this 
summit meeting to get them to change it. 
And she was not a happy camper. Which 1 
guess anybody wouldn’t be — she just wants 
to play her stuff. It’s not that 1 think her stuff 
is bad. It’s that you’ve got John Lennon. 1 

mean, come on. You want to get as much of 
John Lennon as you can.” 

Actually, over the course ol the week, 
Lennon and Ono performed two songs each. 
Lennon’s performances of "It’s So Hard” on 
Monday, Ono's “Midsummer New York” on 
Tuesday and Lennon’s “Imagine’ on Thurs¬ 
day, backed by the New York-based 
Elephant’s Memory Band, were the week’s 
strongest musical numbers. Ono also 
performed “Sisters O Sisters” on Wednesday, 
accompanied by Lennon, and the two 
performed "Luck of the Irish’’ together on 
Friday. Additional music spots included 
Lennon and Chuck Berry performing 
raucous versions of “Memphis” and “Johnny 
B. Goode” on Wednesday, and clips from the 
Imagine film: "Oh My Love” (Lennon, Tues¬ 
day), “Crippled Inside” (Lennon, Wednes¬ 
day), “Mrs. Lennon” (Ono, Thursday), and 
“How” (Lennon, Friday). 

The shows are a fascinating depiction of 
the meeting — and sometimes clashing — of 
two cultures. Ono created a number of 
conceptual art pieces, taking a broken cup 
and mending it piece by piece over the week, 
and starting off an “Unfinished Painting,” a 
bare canvas guests and the aud.ence were 
invited to draw on, that was supposed to be 
auctioned off for charity. Jerry Rubin squared 
off with U.S. Surgeon General Dr. Jesse 
Steinfeld in the show's most volatile 
exchange on Tuesday, when Rubin casually 
denounced President Nixon as a “pig,” and 
Douglas and Steinfeld came out strongly in 
favor of the American mainstream. Bobby 
Seale, who appeared on Thursday, was much 
softer spoken. 

On Tuesday, Douglas naturally posed the 
question asked by every journalist of the era 
who interviewed an ex-Fab; would the Beat¬ 
les ever reunite? “There’s no reason why they 

never should do it again, but there’s no 
reason why they should,” Lennon evenly 
responded. Douglas also inadvertently 
revealed his gender/generation gap during a 
discussion on “women’s lib,” welcoming 
attorney Rene Uviller on the show with the 
comment “Very pretty attorney... 1 wouldnt 
be a bit disturbed by your bill!” 

Other guests were quick to get into the 
spirit of things. On Monday, Ono set up her 
“Love Calis” piece, calling people at random 
to say "1 love you.” In the booklet, the 
show’s bandleader, Joe Harnell, says it took 
an hour to complete this piece alone, as the 
recipients of the calls inevitably fired off an 
expletive and hang up — something neither 
Fraser or Douglas remember “I don’t recall 
that happening,” says Douglas. “We stopped 
for commercial breaks. That’s it. It was 90 
minutes straight ahead. It’s very very difficult 
to do it the other way. Stopping and starting 
over. Especially when the show’s peaking, 
and it’s at a great level. We wanted to do the 
show as though it were a live show.” 

But it’s clear from the video edit that a 
“stop tape” of some length occured, with 
comedian Louie Nye eventually saving the 
segment, reaching a woman in Seattle who 
warmly thanks Nye for his "love call,” 
saying, “And you have a nice day!” Douglas 
is then inspired to call David Frost, who was 
unavailable There’s also a clear intimacy 
between the guests and the audience, due to 
the studio’s small size. “There were only 
about 150 people in the audience and they 
were only about 12-14 feet from the guests,” 
says Fraser. “So you’re really right there. It’s 
not like you’re sitting at the Tonight Show 
where there’s a huge gap You’re right on 
them.” 

Wiener cites the variety of guests as a 
reason why the week turned out to be so 

successful. “Having Chuck Berry and Bobby 
Seale — those kind of juxtapositions were 
what really turned me on,” he says. “That it 
wasn’t just political rapping, talking. Every¬ 
thing they could think of they put on there. 
And Yoko’s calling people up; when you just 
explain it, it seems kind of simple and 
maybe not that interesting. But when she 
does it, it’s completely fascinating.” 

But Douglas admits Lennon and Ono’s 
ideas weren’t always easy to work with. “1 
can’t say they were easy,” he says. “It was a 
challenge. It really was. It was very challeng¬ 
ing, what their reaction would be to certain 
things that we were doing. And they had to 
be consulted on everything we planned to 
do. And then their segments; on some of the 
things they did, 1 really didn’t know where 
they were going. I had to figure it out myself 
while we were doing it! Like breaking the 
cup and putting it together. What was the 
meaning of this? People trying to piece their 
lives together or what?” 

Nor does he have an answer for a more 
concrete question — whatever happened to 
Ono’s “Unfinished Painting,” which 
evidently did not gel auctioned for charity? 
“I really wish I could answer that question!” 
he laughs. “It’s not in my collection of paint¬ 
ings, 1’11 tell you that!” 

Douglas also had concerns about how the 
guest roster would gell. “You constant!} 
worry about that,” he says. “Every day you 
go in and you think, will the chemistry be 
right today? And sometimes you’re terribly 
let down. Sometimes John and Yoko were 
looking at Louis Nye wondering what planet 
he was from. And I m sure he was looking at 
them and the things they were doing. And 
then when they started making phone calls 
and telling people I love you,’ I thought he 
was very funny in that segment. He was 
hysterical. They couldn’t figure out whether 
he was being comedic or doing a straight 
thing, a straight conversation.” 

Things didn’t always go smoothly behind 
the scenes either. Some conflicts are detailed 
in the video set’s booklet, though Douglas 
denies Harnell’s contention that the couple 
smoked marijuana. 

“I wasn’t aware of any of that,” he says. 
“And usually I can read people when some¬ 
thing like that is happening to them. I can 
see it in their eyes. You forget, I’m a former 
band singer! And I didn't see any of that on 
the show. 1 didn’t see it in John, 1 didn’t see it 
in Yoko.” 

But he adds, “I’ll be very, very honest 
with you, it wasn’t easy for the staff. And I 
heard about it all the time. They were very, 
she especially, I don’t want to say anything to 
alienate anyone, but she was very rough on 
the staff. She made demands. And some of 
the things that they wanted we couldn’t 
come up with. It was very tough. The kids 
were very young though, and probably fans 
when they arrived, and probably terribly let 
down at some of the behavior, but hey, 
listen, we live with that constantly. 

“But it was worth it,” he continues. “It 
was not like one of my normal weeks. It was 
entirely different. But it’s great. It gets you to 
another level, I think. It was very challeng¬ 
ing for me. And I think it was interesting for

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(Douglas from page 34) 

the viewers.” 

Fraser, too, agrees that there were 

conflicts, but declines to get specific. “1 will 

tell you that there were some people on the 

crew that disagreed with them politically,” 

he says. “And (that) would be the extent of 

what 1 would want to say. But everybody did 

their job, and everybody will always remem¬ 

ber that week, and everybody on the crew 

that talks about it, talks about it only the 

most glowing terms.” 

Except, perhaps, in Rhino’s booklet. 

But Fraser also points out that even 

people associated with the show who 

disagreed with the couple’s views weren't 

immune to their starpower. “They were 

without a doubt the biggest stars we ever 

had on the show," he says, “and that brought 

a lot of attention from people that had 

stopped paying attention to the show within 

the organization. We suddenly had execu¬ 

tives that 1 hadn’t seen in three years hang¬ 

ing around! And people taking interest in 

the show that never bothered me before, like 

censors and lawyers. And there were a lot of 

people, if you're a real conservative and not 

a music lover, that were not overly fond of 

John Lennon. But you know what, all those 

people showed up at the studio. You never 

saw a studio so filled in your life with 

people. Lot of security too." 

But there was more to the show than 

backstage heaviness, and Douglas has no 

hesitation when asked to cite a high point. 

“The favorite moment for me, because 1 

wasn't a part of it, 1 happily got to sit there 

like the audience, was Chuck Berry,” he says. 

“That turned out to be the best show of the 

week. ’Cause it was so genuine, John’s reac¬ 

tion. Here’s the man who was responsible for 

the kind of music he played. Started it all. 

That was his idol. He was truly in awe of this 

man. Imagine a fellow at that level, the level 

of John Lennon, being in awe of anything! 

He was like a child with a new toy. It was so 

infectious just watching it.” 

Nonetheless, despite the lure of Lennon 

and Ono and their roster of friends, Douglas 

says the public response “was kind of mixed. 

A lot of the people were elated and thrilled 

that we had them on and thanked us for it. 

And others were terribly upset about it 

because of his views and all. 1 don't have to 

tell you that that was not the way the world 

was thinking at the time! But the ratings just 

went through the roof. Because we kept our 

regular audience and we added to it. I used 

to get my hair cut in an area called Society 

Hill, which was a very hip area. And I’d get 

out of my car and start walking to the shop, 

and I’d get, Yeah, cool Mike, right on!’ 

Suddenly they knew me and called me by 

my first name.” 

One segment of the viewing public 

Douglas did not hear from were agents from 

the FBI, who took notes on the proceedings, 

transcribing Jerry Rubin’s interview. 

“It does seem ridiculous, but it is what 

the FBI thought their job was,” says Wiener. 

"Jerry Rubin told jokes about Nixon; they 

wrote it all down. They got mixed up about 

a lot of things. They didn’t really understand 

the ’60s very well." 

In fact, U.S. government agencies were

already moving against the couple. In a 

memo dated February 4, Senator Strom 

Thurmond discussed with Attorney General 

John Mitchell the possibility of deporting 

Lennon. And on February 15, FBI director J. 

Edgar Hoover directed FBI offices around 

the country to keep tabs on Lennon and 

Ono’s activities. 

But at the time of The Mike Douglas Show 

tapings, the two were unaware of the 

impending trouble looming on horizon. 

“This was a fairly up time for them,” Wiener 

agrees. “The deportation thing was begin¬ 

ning, but it didn't really get that heavy until 

later in the spring. So they weren’t in legal 

defense mode, and I think you see that in 

the exuberance with which they did these 

shows. The decision had already been made 

in the Nixon administration that they were 

going to go after Lennon, but John and Yoko 

don’t know it yet. So that’s why they’re so 

cheerful and happy. They’re still enjoying life 

in New York and don’t realize how much 

trouble they’re about to be in.” 

But though Lennon was outspoken in his 

beliefs, he was hardly a revolutionary; 

during the Mike Douglas shows he repeat¬ 

edly stressed that any societal change should 

be non-violent in nature; he also praised the 

efforts of people like Bobby Seale and Ralph 

Nader to organize people to help themselves. 

Why then was the U.S. government so 

threatened by his activities? 

“One answer is ‘Oh, Nixon was just para¬ 

noid,”’ says Wiener. ‘“He worried about 

everything.’ But you have to remember that 

1972 was a presidential election year. And 

this was the first year 18 year olds had the 

right to vote, so there were going to be 

millions of first time voters. And it was 

widely believed that young people were the 

basic anti-war constituency. 

“But anyone that knew anything about 

politics knew that young voters were the 

least likely to vote, of all age groups,” 

Wiener continues. “So the question was, 

what would it take to get these new voters to 

go to the polls and vote, presumably against 

Nixon? Well, Lennon’s plan, this is what the 

Thurmond memo was about, was a national 

concert tour that would mobilize young 

people to register to vote and to vote against 

the war, which meant against Nixon. This 

was something that Lennon’s celebrity and 

power might be able to accomplish. And 

Nixon took it seriously and he was right to 

do so. So that’s why they wanted to get rid of 

Lennon. Nixon abused the power of the 

White House against his enemies; that’s what 

Watergate was about. And Lennon was just 

one of the many targets of this Watergate 

style operation.” 

The U.S. government formally moved 

against Lennon in March 1972, when they 

filed a deportation order against him; 

Lennon appealed. But the escalating immi¬ 

gration problems hardly dampened Lennon 

and Ono’s activities. During the rest of '72 

they recorded their joint album Some Time In 

New York City and Ono’s Approximately Infi¬ 

nite Universe, produced albums by the 

Elephant’s Memory Band and David Peel, 

and made a few concert appearances, 

notably the “One to One” charity shows 

held at Madison Square Garden on August 

30; an appearance on the Jerry Lewis 

Telethon followed on September 6. The 

Imagine film debuted on TV in December. 

Lennon even found time to appear on The 

Dick Cavett Show, insisting the government’s 

harassment included tailing him and tapping 

his phone, a complaint not believed at the 

time. 

Lennon finally won his immigration 

battle in October 1975, when the US court 

of appeals overturned the Immigration and 

Naturalization Service deportation order. He 

was granted permanent residency the follow¬ 

ing July. By then, it was widely known that 

the FBI had kept track of all of Lennon’s 

activities during the early ’70s, including his 

Mike Douglas Show appearances. 

“It wasn't that great a surprise, consider¬ 

ing what he was up to and the things he was 

saying,” says Douglas, adding, “and that was 

when Hoover was alive too.” 

Douglas had another Beatle on his show 

when Ringo Starr appeared on April 17, 

1978. He also invited Lennon to make a 

return appearance in December 1980. “We 

were doing a week in Honolulu,” he says. 

“And John was booked as a guest He’d 

accepted the invitation, and then called 

again saying. Tin sorry. I'm going to have to 

cancel. I'm busily working on an album and 

I can’t get away.’ He wanted desperately to 

get over there and do it. And two days later 

he was murdered. Thal's absolutely true. So 

that was terribly unfortunate.” 

The Mike Douglas Show was cancelled in 

1982, and for years the only way to see the 

episodes was through bootleg tapes found 

on the collector’s circuit. Douglas himself 

became aware of bootlegs when a friend’s 

son told him he’d bought tapes of his shows 

from a dealer in the Los Angeles area. 

Douglas visited the dealer and bought a tape 

himself, then contacted Westinghouse. 

“I said, ‘Are you aware this is going on?" 

And they of course said no.” Douglas had 

also noted that portions of his show were 

being aired in foreign markets without 

appropriate fees being paid, such as footage 

of an appearance future golf star Tiger 

Woods made on the show when he was two 

years old. 

“Please tell me how Nippon Television 

got a copy of the tape!” says Douglas. “It 

played everywhere on earth. And they’re so 

cute. They admit to having played it, but 

they don’t want to say where they got it! All 

kinds of things like that were happening, 

which I could do nothing about. The union 

didn't back anybody up on things like that.” 

The Rhino set marks the first time the 

shows have been commercially available in 

their entirety, something a writer like Wiener 

would have welcomed at the time he was 

working on Come Together. “Virtually 

anything any of the Beatles ever did some¬ 

body has collected,” he says. “But it was 

really hard work to track down a full set of 

these. I ended up just getting them on audio 

after working for weeks answering ads in fan 

magazines and talking to collectors. So to 

have them so easily accessible is just a 

dream.” 

Douglas feels that the set’s importance 

stands not just as an entertainment package, 

but as a historical document. “No question 

about it,” he says. “Though 1 should really 

say that at the time I wasn’t aware it was 

going to have this kind of an impact. 1 really 

wasn’t. I thought well, it’ll get good ratings, 

but my God, people are still playing these 

things and people are buying them for their 

own libraries. So 1 didn’t realize at the time 

that it would be that strong, quite honestly.” 

Finally, The Mike Douglas Show With John 

Lennon and Yoko Ono is important in that it 

chronicles an often down-played side of 

Lennon’s life, his politics. Since Lennon’s 

death in 1980, the sanctification of what 

Paul McCartney has called his “Martin 

Luther Lennon” side has tended to dismiss 

his political work as a fad. But, as Wiener 

emphasizes, “John and Yoko’s involvement 

in politics was total. They didn’t just raise 

money, it was their life. It was a time when if 

all you did was raise money for the things 

you believed in, you’d be a bourgeois sellout. 

No, the committment was what made life 

meaningful, and you wanted your art and 

your life to be the same thing. That was 

what made him importa.“.” 

And as to the specific shows themselves, 

Wiener says, "I think they’re an intense and 

vivid example of how open he was to experi¬ 

menting with communicating a political 

message in forms that rock ’n’ rollers had 

never tried before. And that open experi¬ 

mental attitude, that willingness to try' new 

things, especially things that seemed hope¬ 

lessly conventional like daytime TV, is part 

of what made Lennon so interesting and so 

appealing.”

Acting Naturally 
The producer of A Hard Day's Night and Help! 

remembers bringing The Beatles to the big screen 
by Gillian G. Gaar 

Though the Beatles’ ’60s film career 

is generally thought to revolve 

around “the big four” — A Hard 

Day’s Night, Help!, Yellow Submarine, and Let 

It Be (with an occasional detour for Magical 

Mystery Tour) — a complete listing of their 

various film ventures encompasses a much 

wider range of movies. Think of Pop Gear, 

What's Happening: The Beatles in the USA, 

The Family Way, How I Won The War, 

Wonderwall, Candy, and The Magic Christian, 

add in TV specials like The Mersey Sound, 

Around the Beatles, The Beatles at Shea 

Stadium, The Music of Lennon and 

McCartney, All My Loving, and The Rolling 

Stones Rock ’n’ Roll Circus. Don’t forget John 

Lennon’s films made in collaboration with 

Yoko Ono, and you’ve got a filmography that 

covers virtually everything from documen¬ 

tary to live performance to feature films to 

avant garde experimentation. 

But it’s still the big four that draw the 

most attention, and receive the widest distri¬ 

bution. This is particularly true of A Hard 

Day’s Night, released in 1964 at the crest of 

Beatlemania, and on the verge of a theatrical 

reissue next year, its 35th anniversary. 

Walter Shenson, who produced the film, and 

today holds on to the film’s residual rights, 

isn’t surprised by the interest A Hard Day’s 

Night has received — and hopes that interest 

will find new life in the future. 

“It’s the first Beatles picture and it was 

everybody’s introduction to the Beatles,” he 

says. “You saw who they were and how they 

acted. 

“It’s hard for me to believe that it’s 35 

years since we’ve made A Hard Day’s Night,” 

he continues, “and 34 years since Help!" 

(released in 1965). At the time, it was hoped 

that Shenson would help the Beatles build a 

film career to rival Elvis Presley’s. Instead, he 

only oversaw two movies before the Beatles 

lost interest in making feature films. 

Nonetheless, what began as a scheme by 

United Artists to commission a quickie 

picture in order to lay claim to a Beatles 

soundtrack album resulted in two movies 

that are key in the history of rock film. And 

the story of their creation, and their contin¬ 

ued success in the decades since the Beatles’ 

break-up, is one that Shenson has been 

constantly pressed to revisit. 

Shenson began his career as a publicist,

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(Shenson /rom page 40) 

working for Paramount and Columbia in 

Hollywood, before moving to England in the 

1950s. It was there he produced his first 

film, The Mouse That Roared (1959). Shen-

son met director Richard Lester — like 

himself, another American expatriate — 

when he hired Lester to direct the film’s 

sequel, Mouse on the Moon (1963). Thus the 

key players were in position when United 

Artists approached Shenson the same year to 

ask if he’d be interested in producing a film 

starring this new British phenomenon, the 

Beatles. 
"1 said, ‘You mean those kids with the 

long hair? What do you want to do that 

for?’” Shenson recalls. “And they said, ‘Well, 

we would get the soundtrack album, and 

that’s worth financing a low budget film.’ So 

the purpose of the film was for United 

Artists Records to have the distribution 

rights to the soundtrack album. The film 

was a bonus; I don’t think anyone thought it 

would serve any other purpose than to have 

a soundtrack album. But the picture turned 

out awful good. And it eventually became 

more important than the soundtrack 

album.” 
In 1963, no one, even the Beatles them¬ 

selves, realized the monumental impact they 

were going to have on the rest of the decade. 

The price the surprisingly low-fee manager 

Brian Epstein asked for the group — a 

20,000 pound advance and seven-and-a-half 

percent of the film’s net profits — was 

perhaps indicative of this (the fee was later 

raised to 25,000 pounds, and 20 percent of 

the profits). Likewise, would-be screenwrit¬ 

ers were anxious to shove the Beatles into 

the usual pop film scenario, without consid¬ 

eration of their exceptional talents. 

“You cannot believe what kind of scripts 

were submitted once it was announced we 

were going to make a picture,” says Shenson. 

“Everybody was writing such corny stuff. 

Just silly! Most of these people didn’t even 

know the Beatles.” Shenson’s first step 

toward investing some quality in the venture 

was to bring Lester aboard. “He was closer to 

the Beatles age than 1, so 1 figured they’d get 

along well,” he explains. “And they did 

indeed, because he was very gifted, gifted in 

the right way as a director. He was willing to 

lake chances and captured the Beatles as 

they were, rather than trying to turn them 

into actors. I wouldn’t want to put any of the 

Beatles into a picture where they’re not play¬ 

ing themselves, because they’re not actors! 1 

think that’s why the films are so good, 

because the camera captured the real Beat¬ 

les.” 

Finally, Shenson and Lester decided to 

commission a script themselves. “So many 

writers, screenwriters, journalists and people 

in London were submitting these terrible, 

terrible ideas,” Shenson says. “They were 

insulting. That’s when we decided we’d 

better start from scratch and do what we 

want. Then Dick and I came across Alun 

Owen, a screenwriter from Liverpool, and 

we thought, ‘He’d be perfect, because he 

could write in their idiom.’ Which he did. 

Once you got to know the Beatles, you knew 

they were very independent and had very 

good judgement about what they could do 

well. And so we tailored the script just for 

Shenson chatting with John Lennon on the set of A Hard Day’s Night . 

them. 

“That’s where Dick Lester and I did the 

right thing,” Shenson continues. “Getting 

Alun Owen and deciding to make the film in 

black and white and to have that hand-held 

camera style. And although it was not origi¬ 

nal, not many people had been using it for 

feature films, just documentaries and things 

like that And it appeared to us that the Beat¬ 

les were black and white. And somehow or 

other black and white films have a docu¬ 

mentary quality. They look more real than 

fiction. And it just worked beautifully. The 

style that Dick Lester put into the film 

couldn’t have been better. And even though 

there was a script, the brilliance of the 

screenplay made it appear like there was no 

script.” 

Shenson and Lester’s desire to produce a 

quality film despite their budgetary limita¬ 

tions broke with tradition as far as rock/pop 

films were concerned. With few exceptions 

(the tongue-in-cheek The Girl Can’t Help It 

and Presley’s Jailhouse Rock and King Creole), 

such films routinely sacrificed intelligent 

storylines and other “inessential” production 

values in their rush to get to the next musi¬ 

cal number. Not that United Artists appreci¬ 

ated the attention being put into A Hard 

Day’s Night at the time. 

“United Artists would look at the rushes 

and say, ’We don’t understand what they’re 

saying,’” says Shenson. “And there’s some 

Beatles colloquialisms that we let through 

because it was very much them. 1 didn’t 

want to censor them in any way and 1 said to 

Dick, ‘Just let it go. If the audience doesn’t 

understand they’ll get the drift.’ It was part 

of them. I think that was the charm of the 

film.” 

Nor did UA appreciate the innovative 

camera work, which, during the songs in 

particular, clearly points the way to now 

common video techniques. “When Paul 

sings ‘And 1 Love Her,’ we rigged up the set 

so that the camera would follow him around 

in a close-up, very tight,” Shenson remem¬ 

bers. “And after I sent the picture off to New 

York, some executive called me. And he was 

a little bit hesitant. He said, ‘You know, 

there’s one shot where Paul McCartney’s 

singing a song where the arc light goes right 

into the lens.’ And 1 said, ‘Yeah, it took us a 

half a day to get that.’ And he didn’t know 

what the hell 1 was talking about! 

“We hung a camera operator from the 

ceiling on a bosun’s chair, like a baby’s crib 

hanging from a rope,” Shenson continues. 

“And the assistant cameraman just pushed 

the guy with the camera around Paul. I 

mean, we didn’t have expensive equipment 

to use. And I remember when 1 saw the 

rushes, right after they were developed, 1 

went over to Dick Lester and I gave him a 

hug. 1 said, ‘Gee, that’s beautiful.’ And he 

said, ‘Yeah, I’m glad you like it.’ And people 

ask was I aware of the fact that the light 

went into the lens! Yeah, 1 know! They just 

hadn’t seen that stuff before. It was different. 

“I think United Artists was just happy to 

get it out right away before The Beatles faded 

away. They kept calling me and saying, ‘Do 

you think they’ll still be popular when the 

picture comes out?' And I said, “You’re going 

to have it in a month! Don’t worry!’ And 

then they called and said, ‘Oh, the picture’s 

great. Do you think they’re going to last?’ 

And 1 said, T don’t know if they’re going to 

last or not. Just put the picture out! Don’t 

worry if they’re going to last! Because they’re 

popular now and that’s what you put the 

money into.’ To be honest with you, 1 just 

hoped that people would come to see the 

movie to make it pay its backers back. Little 

did I know they got their money back the 

first hour! It was a very successful picture.” 

It was expected that A Hard Day’s Night 

would be a success with Beatles fans; as 

Shenson says, “1 think all the kids wanted to 

do was see The Beatles.” But this fictional¬ 

ized day-in-the-life of the Fab Four, where 

the biggest dilemma was whether the band 

would get to the TV studio on time for the 

big show, also won over adult critics. 

“The thing that’s most interesting about 

the picture, that 1 think has a lot to do with 

its continued success, is that nobody 

expected this kind of film,” Shenson 

explains “Everybody had heard of the Beat¬ 

les. 70 million Americans saw them on The 

Ed Sullivan Show before the picture came 

out. And there was a lot of Beatlemania. But 

1 don’t think anybody else expected as intel¬ 

ligent and artistic a picture as A Hard Day’s 

Night. And that’s one of the reasons it got 

such good reviews. It was a good film, but

the raves came because it was unexpected. 

Al! a lot of people could think of was, ‘Oh, 

they’re the boys that go, “Yeah Yeah Yeah.’” 

And that was it. And then when they saw the 

film, and they saw their personalities, the 

Beatles were not what they expected. They 

were witty, they were fun, you got that cute¬ 

ness coming through, the decency.” 

All of which boded well for Help!, 

released the following year. Additional 

money was secured to make the film, which 

Shenson and Lester were determined to 

make as different from A Hard Day’s Night as 

possible. “We didn’t want to do that again,” 

Shenson says. “So in Help! we had beautiful 

color and bigger locations, went to the 

Austrian Alps and to the Bahamas and all 

through England. It was a totally different 

kind of movie. And it’s something Dick 

Lester liked very much. And if you look at 

that picture again, some of the camera work 

and the rendering of the songs is absolutely 

beautiful. 1 mean, the photography while 

they're singing against different back¬ 

grounds, you never see anything like that 

today. It’s just beautiful.” 

Yet Help! failed to scale the critical 

heights A Hard Day's Night had. What had 

been seen as innovative and spontaneous in 

the first film was deemed calculated and 

forced in the second. The plot, concerning a 

mystical ring stuck on Ringo’s finger, was 

admittedly light, and thus the songs were 

not worked in as naturally as in A Hard Day’s 

Night. But as Shenson points out, the back¬ 

grounds lot such song sequences as “Ticket 

to Ride” and “Another Girl” make Help! 

arguably the first feature-length music video 

(fittingly, MTV would later honor Lester as 

the “founding father” of music video). 

The Beatles’ arrangement with LIA called 

for three films, so following Help! Shenson 

looked lor another property for the group. 

“We had a couple of other things that we 

tried to get together,” Shenson says. "But I 

don’t think the Beatles wanted to do any 

more. Maybe if we’d got a great script. But it 

was very difficult. We had readers and we 

had stuff being submitted. They didn’t want 

to do another day in the life of the Beatles, 

and they didn’t want to do anything like 

Help! The only thing 1 suggested, which is 

kind of funny because later Dick did this 

without them, was ‘You ought to play ‘The 

Three Musketeers.”’ But they didn’t. It’s 

probably just as well that they didn’t!” 

The British playwright Joe Orton left an 

illuminating account in his diary of how 

potential screenwriters dealt with being 

tapped by the Beatles entourage for a script. 

Orton, whose plays Entertaining Mr. Sloane 

and Loot were theatrical successes in 

London, was contacted by Shenson in Janu¬ 

ary 1967 to rework a script entitled Shades of 

a Personality, which Shenson felt was “dull.” 

“Somebody introduced me to Joe Orton 

because they knew 1 was looking for a 

writer,” Shenson says. “And 1 met with him. 

And he said he’d tike to take some time off 

to try something. And 1 said, ‘Fine.’” 

Orton finished the script, now titled Up 

Against It, in February and sent it off to 

Shenson in March. Unfortunately, Orton's 

anarchic farce was not what Shenson had in 

mind for the Fabs. 

“I read the script and it was just terrible,” 

Shenson says. “The Beatles were very inter¬ 

ested in him because he was so hot at the 

time. But when I said, ‘You want to read it?’ 

they said, ‘No, no, no, if you say it’s no good, 

forget about it.’ They didn’t even read it, 

though 1 think Paul might have read it later. 

1 know 1 was justified tn turning it down. 1 

didn’t want to be responsible for the boys to 

do that kind of a script. It was pretty far out. 

I told Brian Epstein to read it, and if he 

wanted to do it, go ahead, just don’t include 

me. But they all agreed not to.” 

The inability to find a suitable script 

temporarily ended Shenson's association 

with The Beatles. “It would’ve been nice to 

make a third picture,” Shenson says, “but it 

became this big challenge. So 1 got on to 

other things.” 

Shenson eventually returned to America, 

and rarely saw The Beatles again. 

“1 ran into Ringo once,” he recalls. “And 1 

sent something to John to see if hed be 

interested in doing it when he was living in 

New York. And he wrote me a note back 

saying, ‘Thanks, but no thanks.’ It was very 

cute. What 1 do cherish is that he auto¬ 

graphed a book of his poetry to me, some¬ 

thing like ‘To good old Walter from good old 

John. And I received an invitation to attend 

the memorial service for Paul’s wife in New 

York, which 1 couldn’t go to. So 1 must be 

thought of okay! I was very glad to receive 

it, knowing that he put me on the list.” 

On returning to the U.S., Shenson briefly 

worked at a studio again. “I had an office at 

MGM, and they asked me to try and develop 

some things,” he says. “But 1 went crazy, 

because I forgot that in Hollywood, pitches 

are made by committees! And my ideas 

never jumped at them, and I decided I’d 

better go off and do them on my own. 1 don’t 

think 1 would be able to work at a studio. 

I’m just too old and I know too much. And I 

think a lot of the studios are guessing; they 

really don’t know what they’re doing. And 

the big thing these days is how many big 

stars can you get into a film, and they get 

very expensive. And 1 don’t like that respon¬ 

sibility.” 

As Shenson continued to find success 

with critically acclaimed films like Ruehen 

Rueben and Echo Park, his previous associa¬ 

tion with The Beatles began to fade in the 

public mind. “I’m pretty low key,” he says. 

“A lot of people about don’t know that. Like 

I m trying to put together a small comedy 

now, and some of the people we’re interview¬ 

ing weren’t bom then, and they see 1 have a 

one sheet [for A Hard Day’s Night] in my 

outer office and they come in and say ‘Oh, 1 

didn’t know you produced The Beatles’ 

films!’” 

But in 1979 he became caught in dealing 

with The Beatles again due to a clause in his

contract with UA in which the rights to both 

A Hard Day’s Night and Help! reverted to hint 

after 15 years. “It was unusual, but United 

Artists did that,” Shenson explains. “United 

Artists in those days was not a studio, they 

just put up the money and distributed films 

for independent producers. And it was in the 

contract with these low budget pictures that 

the producer automatically got the rights 

back after 15 years. And when 15 years were 

up, I received a letter from United Artists, 

asking me what to do with the negative and 

all the prints and all that. 1 said, 'Keep ’em. 

Why don’t you just keep distributing the 

picture?’ And their attitude was, ‘Oh no, 

they’re all finished by now. Just take the 

stuff.’ So they literally forced me to do it!” 

Shenson did consider selling the rights to 

the Beatles. “They talked about it at one 

time,” he says. “They have an accountant 

here. But he was a little smug and 1 just 

walked out of the room. But 1 deal with their 

manager all the time, Neil Aspinall. We call 

each other frequently. He’s a good man. He’s 

very dedicated, and they can trust him. So 1 

own the rights, but they share in the profits. 

And believe it or not, 1 have to send them 

checks! It’s kind of silly, but 1 do it.” 

Shenson’s first project was arranging a 

theatrical reissue of A Hard Day’s Night in 

1982, though he concedes, “It didn’t do very 

well. Maybe the timing was wrong.” 

The film was released on video the 

following year, with Help! released on video 

in 1987. Both films are currently available 

from MPI home video,.who reissued both in 

1995 with bonus footage. MPI also carries 

such related Beatles videos as Magical 

Mystery Tour, The Beatles: The First U.S. 

Visit, You Can’t Do That: The Making of A 

Hard Day’s Night, Ringo Starr and His All¬ 

Starr Band Live From Montreux and the just-

released Ringo Starr and His Fourth All-Starr 

Band. In 1992, A Hard Day’s Night became 

the first feature-length film released in CD-

ROM format, and A Hard Day's Night and 

Help! have also been released in laser disc 

and DVD formats by MPI, of which Shenson 

says, “My own feeling is that a lot of that 

stuff is just eyewash.” 

Nonetheless, Shenson invested in some 

“eyewash” himself, when he arranged for 

both films to be restored in the mid-90s. “A 

Hard Day’s Night is absolutely gorgeous 

now,” he says. “The blacks are black and the 

whites are white. It’s very sharp. Help! is also 

beautiful. Because of the color, you have to 

be careful. That can start to fade away. But 

we made a new negative and what they call 

an inter-positive, so we can make prints of 

it. They’re both in first class condition. And 

they’re in a vault here. I’ve been honored, 

because they have a vault at the Academy of 

Motion Picture Arts and Sciences where they 

keep classic films, and they asked if they 

could hold them for us. Which meant one, 1 

didn’t have to pay for the storage, and two 

they brag about the fact that they’re sitting 

on the negatives of those two pictures. 1 

think they’re on the shelf next to The Godfa¬ 

ther." 

Shenson’s also on call to speak about his 

Above and Below: Scenes from A Hard Day’s Night. 

work with the Beatles, appearing at Los 

Angeles-area colleges to screen A Hard Day’s 

Night and talk to the class afterwards. 

“The first question I always ask is, ‘How 

many of you had seen before?”’ he says of 

once such appearance. “And out of about 

100, would you believe maybe six hands 

went up, of college age kids that had seen A 

Hard Day’s Night. And then they kept me 

there for an hour and a half, asking me all 

kinds of questions. I said, ‘Do you feel the 

film is dated?’ And they said Oh, no. One 

cute girl said, ‘Mv skirts are just as short as 

they were in your picture.’ And some boy 

said, And my hair is about as long as the 

Beatles hair.’ And the bottom line was no, it’s 

not dated, it’s just British.” 

Shenson also noticed a lack of awareness 

about the film when the restored version of 

A Hard Day’s Night was screened at the Acad¬ 

emy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences. 

“A lot of older people came to see the 

film,” he says. “And a lot of them are my 

friends. And they called me at home or 

caught me in the lobby and confessed that 

they hadn’t seen the picture before. All of my 

friends in Hollywood, writers and directors 

and big people in the industry, they lied to 

me! They said they saw the picture and they 

hadn’t! ‘Why didn’t you see it?’ ‘Well, we 

didn’t want to go, there was a bunch of 

screaming kids in the audience.’ I could 

understand. It didn’t bother me, it’s just that 

they said, ‘My God, what a good movie!’ And 

so 1 said, ‘Fine, yoti should’ve seen it then. ” 

The theatrical reissue of A Hard Day’s 

Night will be of the print screened at the 

Academy, with a new soundtrack in direct 

mono, and the music in two-track stereo. 

“We have brought it up to date, technically,” 

he says. “We think there’s a big audience of 

younger people who know the Beatles, have 

been brought up with Beatles music, and 

have not seen the film. 1 was very careful not 

to saturate television with A Hard Day’s Night 

and Help!. AMC and PBS (stations that 

screened both films in the last three years], 

that’s not a big audience. So there’s a whole 

new audience of young people who have 

never seen the films. And we’re not disre¬ 

garding the older people who might want to 

go for nostalgic reasons. So 1 think we have a 

pretty good potential audience for the film, 

don’t you?” 

Shenson’s reason for giving the new print 

a theatrical, rather than a straight-to-video, 

reissue is economic. “You make more 

money!” he says. “We think this will go out 

and do better business than some brand new 

pictures!” The reissue will also include new 

behind-the-scenes footage after the film’s 

final credits, and possibly the inclusion of 

the song “You Can’t Do That.” cut from the 

film’s concert sequence (and included in full 

on the video You Can’t Do That: The Making 

of A Hard Day’s Night). A theatrical reissue of 

Help! may follow, along with a video release 

of both upgraded films. 

Shenson also hopes the Hard Day’s Night 

reissue will tap into the interest generated by 

The Beades Anthology. “When the Beatles 

came out with their Anthology, there was a 

huge surge of interest, and that was reflected 

in big video cassette sales,” he says. “And 

there were only clips from A Hard Day’s 

Night and Help! in the Anthology, very little. 

The video cassettes sold like hell, and this 

interest created a new audience. There are an 

awful lot of very young people that were not 

around or were babies during the period that 

The Beatles were really high. And now 

there’s another generation. I talk to people 

who have little girls nine or ten years old 

that are Beatles fans. And that’s because their 

parents were. So there’s always been an 

ongoing audience, even a growing audience. 

And it’s just going on and on and on.” 

And as to what has made these two Beat¬ 

les films live on with audiences is something 

Shenson admits he’s not totally certain of. 

“1 think the fact that the films were witty 

and entertaining, apart from featuring The 

Beatles,” he says. “The films were intelligent; 

they’re not silly. They look like they were 

made by filmmakers who know what they’re 

doing. Plus the fact that The Beatles’ charm 

and their personalities really jump out at the 

audience. They have that magic that movie 

stars need.” 

A magic that has made both films classics 

of their era.

Back in the old vinyl boot days, there was an excellent 
album entitled, The Southern Gentleman, which was “suppos¬ 
edly” a Singapore album. This title is now on a new CD boot 
which is a limited issue of interview's broken down by Elvis 
accomplishments of the 50s, ’60s and ’70s. The title defi¬ 
nitely fits our hero, as he was extremely polite to everyone 
and displayed respect to his elders. Some highlights were the 
Man of the Year award, his March of Dimes work, and other 
humanitarian efforts.

Also new on the market are Elvis throw-alway cameras 
with that gold lamé suit pic on the box. Here is a prime 
example where a product of Elvis’ will be purchased in dupli¬ 
cate by your average fan. So, what’s wrong with being aver¬ 
age, especially when you can develop pictures with ¿0 song 
captions on your photos? 

That Atlas company from France added three new volumes 
to its Legend set, which were entitled Aloha Volume Two, Films 

I just got back from my annual pilgrimage to Memphis for Elvis week. While this year can’t compete with last 
year’s 20th anniversary gala, fans and collectors 

crowded Elvis Presley Boulevard, filling the gift shops, caus¬ 
ing those cash registers to run hot. There are now very few 
independent shops in the marls across from Graceland, as 
they all will eventually be run under the Elvis Presley enter¬ 
prises flag. 1 always thought these souvenir stores were fun to 
browse, and I can’t remember when 1 come out of them with¬ 
out a few stuffed shopping bags. I always liked playing tourist 
and buying the newest Elvis T-shirt, calendar, or any other 
"Treasure” with that famous face. 

Let me tell you how to spot a real Elvis fanatic. Whatever 

especially since I had the pink Cadillac cookie jar. with Elvis 
and his guitar in the back seat, still in the box at home. The 
shops were also selling an Elvis wig and sunglasses with side¬ 
burns. I hope Halloween comes early this year. 

The folks at Graceland were extremely gracious to me this 
year, as I was given a personal tour of the mansion and 
grounds. I had not been through Elvis’ house in years and 
totally enjoyed the experience again I was overwhelmed by 
the many expanded areas and rooms. A hall with famous 
jumpsuits and personal wardrobe suits and shirts was very 
impressive. Areas devoted to awards and accomplishments 
also was a crowd pleaser

not previously available for tourists — the kitchen and his 
parent's bedroom. The kitchen was small, yet it had that 
homey atmosphere where you could envision its former 
owner relaxing and enjoying some of his well-known favorite 
sandwiches. The microwave oven on the counter seemed out 
of place in that modern 1950s dining place. I never knew that 
Gladys and Vernon’s favorite color was purple, as it was the 
dominant tint in their bedroom, which was basically a plain 
room with a religious plate and a wall picture ol their would-
be-famous son. One could catch a glimpse of their private 
bath room done up in “cute” animal wall paper. The tour did 
encompass the living and dining rooms, TV room. etc. Any 
true Elvis devotee worth his salt, has “been there and done 
that,” so no need to elaborate on the most famous house in 
the U.S. not including Bills temporary white one. 1 was given 
a special booklet of events that could be booked and cele¬ 
brated in the Graceland area, such as weddings and parties. 
All such engagements would be held across from the mansion 
in museums, restaurant, and ticket pavilion. I'm not married, 
but if I ever plan such an event, what better place than this? 
It beats the Elvis Chapel in Vegas with an Elvis imposter’s 
music background. So, a good time as usual until next year. 

I thought 1 was done spending money, as I waited for my 
homeward bound plane, but the Elvis shop at the airport got 
my last few bucks. 

Now on with the report of what’s new and exciting in the 
worldwide Elvis market the most. That Time/Life series added 
another volume, The Romantic, which makes number seven in 
the Elvis Presley collection, and did include that bonus as 

usual — “For The Good Times.” 
Appearance wise, this was the best volume, as it utilizes a 

photo from his Loving You years (his best in my opinion). 
Some of the best songs included “True Love,” “My Wish 
Come True,” “Soldier Boy” and "Starting Today.” Don't miss 
this set, even if the bonus songs are not any revelations. 1 
hear European fans and collectors are paying big numbers for 
these twenty dollar items. 

There are so many new releases that 1 do not know where 
to start. So, stay with me and I’ll try to touch all the bases. 
Mexico, a country not known for its Elvis products, except a 
few rare albums, has a new promo — All a’ En El Rancho 
Grunde. This is a 3-song disc picturing an apt cover (done by 
my friend, Edgar, who is one of the best artists in Mexico) of 

our man in a big sombrero. The title track, taken from a 
rehearsal in 1970 during the filming of That’s the Way It Is, is 
a winner, with the other two songs from his movie, Fun in 
Acapulco. The insert depicts Mexico’s rarest LP, A Date with 
Elvis (Cita Con Elvis) which is in my “Special” pile collection 
Great cover! This one is a must for your collection and some¬ 
what limited, so don’t wait for it to show up al bargain prices. 

Lisien to this title — The Elvis Line Dance Songhook by the 
Nashville Playboys! Even with the dance instructions, this 
one is a loser. Dance to “Trouble,” “Promised Land,” or “Jail¬ 
house Rock” with a boogie? Not in the near or distant future. 

The Slam Company from the Netherlands released two 
new box sets — both are sound and vision collections. The 
Lost Elvis was yet another Louisiana Hayride repeat and The 
Young Elvis contains early times, with the addition of other 
artists, like Carl Perkins and Fats Domino, singing Elvis hits. 
Too bad the videos used the PAL system which is not availa¬ 
ble in the U.S., but they are beautiful box sets and collectible. 
Japan did a little repacking job on some well known lilies 
which included The Number One Collection (Germany), Love 
Songs Selections ("Love Me”) "Hampton Concert” ( a boot of 
a show in Virginia in 1972) Gold Collection (’’Hound Dog”), 
“Oldies Love Sounds” ("Love Me Tender”), Oldies Best (“Love 
Me Tender”) and their version of The Silver Box Set. 

It always amazes me when they couple up Elvis with totally 
non-related songs — Frankie Laine's “Rawhide,” Little Eva's 
“Locomotion,” and Herman’s Hermits British Invasion tunes, 
just to name a few. 

From my past report, I proclaimed a great extended play 
set which was booted from Europe. For those who did not 
buy them yet, they are now available in box sets, six titles to a 
box, and these glossy ’50s covers are noteworthy also. You 
know, I had to get these sets, but they are not for everybody 
who isn’t a completist. It’s a little bit crazy, but 1 hope they do 
more! 

A Touch of Platinum, Volume Two is one of the new RCA 
releases and if you combine it with the first issue, you will 
have the Platinum set. For me, this one had a better cover 
picture than its predecessor. RCA is extremely cleaver in its 
production of these two volumes, because they know collec¬ 
tors like me will have to own the two duplicate volumes to

Again, these magazines showed 
Elvis rarities on vinyl from Japan, Uruguay, and Cuba to 
name a few. Check them out against your collection to see « 
how many you have and feel rich. Too bad they don’t take 1 
these in trade on the money market. But, the songs 
included on these sets are almost all noteworthy. They 
included “One Night,” “1 Need You So” (Ivory Joe’s), “Thrill 
of Your Love," Early Morning Rain,” and the tracks from 
Loving You. 1 hate to tell you this, but if you are collecting 
them, as 1 am, we have not hit the bottom point yet! Over 
thirty more issues are in the works. 

Now, this is a “biggie” — The Sun Singles box set with that 
yellow signature logo we all know and love. 1 don’t have to 
tell you what to expect when a collection includes those 
world famous 209 to 223. All the single CDs are in digi-paks 
with Sam’s logo and are reported to be a Memphis product. 1 
hope somebody tells Sam, as 1 do not think those royalty 
checks will arrive at Union Street. Actually, this is a 6-CD set 
with the bonus of a non-existent Sun 252 unless you count 
bootlegs. The extra is “My Baby is Gone” and “My Happi¬ 
ness.” You can’t go wrong if you buy this one. as this is the 
real Elvis. 

The boot boys were active again and released many new 
titles. Let’s start with a real great album — Tiger Man Volume 
One, which is not only creative and ambitious but an attrac¬ 
tive package as well, especially the picture disc, and even the 
sound quality is above par! This Shake Records Co has a 
subtitle. An Alternate Anthology, and includes thirty cuts of 
which most are unreleased. They even credit Bilko, RCA, and 
other fellow hooters as being their compliment. Even the 
inserted 1960s pics are interesting, especially Elvis in jeans, 
which he hated to wear. With all the false starts, outakes 
impromptu chatter, and unreleased studio talk, it leaves little 
to desire. I enjoyed this one totally, so it's difficult to state 
highlights when the majority are in that category, Above all, 
pay heed to “Suspicious Minds” (unladed master), “Don't” 
(with studio chat), “King Creole” (Note the different guitar 
solo), “As Long As I Have You" (very different than released 
version), and “Mama Like the Roses" (note the Elvis 
harmony). While Soldier Boy is not in my Elvis Top Twenty, I 
even enjoyed the light tapes. Definitely haunt your Elvis 
suppliers for this one, as the back cover reports a second 
volume coming soon! 

While down in Memphis, 1 stopped in at Elvis’ restaurant 
to hear a group, The Dempseys, but missed their act even 
though their new CD reported them as the cafe’s house band 
playing all 1950s music, which is my favorite. On their new 
album is a cut “Graceland” which 1 would classify as a semi¬ 
tribute. 

Not bad, fellows. The Your in Elvis Forever Fan Club is 
now offering an album dedicated to Elvis with songs includ¬ 
ing my borrowed initials, T.E.B. A nice club effort and I do 
agree with their campaign to improve and replace the Grace¬ 
land Plaque (a much classier version) and permission to 
allow fans to make free night visits to the grave site, which 
could cause some commotion for the Graceland staff. A nice 
gesture and noble goal. 

By the way, there was an auction by the Good Rockin’ 
Tonight guys which realized some new heights for vinyl 
collectors like myself. 

The Sun singles (on 45 and 78 format) went for over $800 
and even reached a peak of $3600 for his first effort on that 
label. Even the RCA promos and 78s went for big numbers. 
What I thought were basic RCA albums commanded some 
high bids. I’m going to call my insurance agent tonight and 
increase the worth of my vinyl goodies. I have to tell you that 
number! 

There is a new RCA killer from Italy who started a new 
company “Happy Records,” and 1 think you will guess who 
his star is and what type of product he’s offering. The initial 
CDs are The Concert Series composed of all live shows with 
action stage shot covers. My problem with these is two-fold 
— we already have these concerts on previous releases and 
such shows are boring and redundant. 

Richmond, Vegas, Tuscalosa (sic), Charlotte, Kansas City, 
and Indianapolis are some of the concert cities (15 in total). 
The Happy Guys did have one of interest — Sweet Inspiration 
— By Special Request. 

Now, this one has some merits as it dealt with recording 
studio sessions and unreleased live efforts by Elvis. “If 1 
Loved You” (1966), “A Little Bit of Green” (1969), “True 

Love Travels on a Gravel Road” and “Blueberry Hill” (1972) 
should be voted among these twenty-two titles By the way, 
the label on this one was Audi for which is very familiar to 
vinyl boot collectors like myself. Not a bad compilation for a 
novice booter. 
Outwest Company is promoting an Elvis package which 

contains books, paper items and two CDs. Forget the printed 
offers and go directly to the two “new” albums First Live 
Recording is actually a boot of a boot as the cover is “Vintage 
’55” and so is the disc — a new title for an older album A 
Private Moment with the King, the second one, contains a 
party Elvis attended at the home of Jimmy Velvet. I have 
already heard this one, but it is nice to hear the sing-along 
and jam session again. The presence of girlfriend Linda 
Thompson and her family added nothing to substance. Get 
this one if you do not already have it as “Spanish Eyes” 
(falsetto), “Baby What You Want Me To Do,” Elvis doing 
backup for a female guest, and general talk and conversation 
about being hungry and a bird story were amusing. All in all, 
it was a glimpse of Elvis having fun and enjoying himself 
among friends You'll enjoy this one. 

E.M.l. has a new promo of country hits in a 4-CD set 
which once again, segregates the hits of years. Why he is not 
included in the 1949 to 1968 era is puzzling to this fan as 
they were Elvis’ best years. Elvis places in the next time span 
with “Suspicious Minds," “In the Ghetto’ and two others. 
Another country collection from Music Box, which is a 6-CD 
promo set, included “Heartbreak Hotei” in their 1950s 
segment. Also, included were Willie, Porter, Patsy and those 
guys from Oak Ridge. 

Maloysia’s new release by the King is Greatest Hits which is 
your basic smash pack with a “Love Me Tender” cover picture 
and that famous shirtless sexy pose from the fifties on the 
disc. Nice package but content is void of any imagination. 

In my French collection one of the rare albums. Le Retour 
D’Elvis, was always a personal favorite, especially when 
compared to the counterpart Elvis is Back which, without (he 
gate cover with army photos, is basically unattractive. Now, 
you can get a reissue of the original French LP on heavy 
vinyl, yellow label, and an insert of those army pics. It is a 
limited edit in and numbered, so if you do not want a bank 
loan, pick this one up. 

There were many tributes this past month, so I will 
mention some in the passing. “1 Miss Elvis Presley" (don’t we 
all!) is by David Austin and the Jordanaires which includes a 
lyric sheet and story of David's 5-year project. This one has 
my praise. Mike Vani, a Canadian wanna-be, pressed I’ll 
Remember You, with Elvis songs, but 1 bet you will not 
remember him! Elvis — In Tribute to the King showed up with 
Carl Perkins and others paying their respects, but they 
should have stayed home as it is a passer. 

Elvis Sings the Blues was just booted as it’s previously only 
available on vinyl in Germany or if you belong to a book club 
in that country. The cover and pic disc followed the original 
art, so if you do not have an original, this one will suffice. 
Notable cuts include a blues version of “Sun 209,” “When it 
Rains, It Really Pours,” “Power of My Love,” “Lomely (sic) 
Blue Boy” and “New Orleans." “The Elvis Presley Story,” on 
two volumes, was net bad as Volume One. with that baby El 
and his parents pic cover, covered the early years, and the 
next one with an old Sun publicity shot cover dealt with 
others. This one dug deep with a Precision Tool Company 
photo as its back cover. “Jesus Knows What I Need,” “Harbor 

Lights,” “My Happiness" and other Sun goodies were again 
welcome cuts. A very original section on this one was a selec¬ 
tion of 1950s melodies that affected his career which 
included Frankie Laine’s “Cry of the Wild Goose, ’’Clooney’s 
“Come Ona My House,” and “Rag Mop” by the Ames fellows. 
Now, who decided this? 1 want to meet him to discuss the 
world! An O.K. set with the promise of more to follow. 

Fort Baxter is back! And this time they get an “A" for “Get 
Down and Get With It.” This one deals with 1970 rehearsals 
on the MGM Studios lot, with a thin, handsome star in that 
flowered shirt I always liked — a great cover. The contents 
included twenty minutes of unreleased song versions. Listen 
hopefully for the screwed-up and amusing'take on “Stagger 
Lee” and the fooling around with “The Next Step is Love” 
(next step is sex). My only problem with this new set was the 
sound quality on some performances. “Alla' En El Rancho 
Grande" is among winners, along with “20 Days and 20 
Nights,” “Patch It Up” (always great), and a very unusual 
“Stranger in the Crowd.” Even with the apology from Baxter 
about poor sound and technical problems, it is still a good set 
and should be added to your boot section. 

Captain Marvel Jr. released a new title. Make the World Go 
Away which also contained live stage and studio recordings 
— some undubbed and alternates. I always enjoyed Elvis’ 
version of the title track but hope it was a little too dramatic 
but you hear the pure Elvis sound on many cuts which were 
great. This boot contained a phone conversation between 
Elvis and Arlene(?) which was novel, as it displayed his 
politeness but I don’t’ think he remembered her, nor was it 
important to him Among the highlights were a few versions 
of "Tomorrow Never Comes,” “Love Letters” and “Just 
Pretend.” Credits did go to Nashville sessions and use of the 
acetates of the Colonel, but, we still have those same concert 
songs, again which causes me not to recommend the album. 

Soon will be the anniversary of Elvis’ most famous TV 
appearance — the '68 Comeback. You can’t forget this set in 
black leather. Europe has a rare promo "Elvis ’68” — a 30-
year anniversary sampler from a future issue. Tiger Man and 
Memories It contains six songs including the title track and 
“Tryin’ to Get to You.” The cover naturally had to be graced 
by that sexy outfit. This one will be very expensive, and diffi¬ 
cult to find, but it should be a good investment in the long 
run. 

Finally, we come to a true REA album — Essential 5: 
Rhythm and Country. This series was always a very pleasura¬ 
ble and enlightening. Here we have the latest one leaning 
toward a country Elvis, full of life and overloaded with talent 
and personality. His humming before “She Wears My Ring” 
was a nice touch and you’ll be amused with all that goes with 
recording “1 Got A Thing About You Baby.” Although these 
were some very mediocre songs included, you'll get your 
money’s worth on this set, especially “Girl of Mine” and “If 
That Isn’t Love.” Why they included “3 Corn Patches,” 1’11 
never understand- RCA, you’ve got another big seller. As if 
anything with Elvis would not sell 

A good month for Elvis fans and collectors, with prospects 
by another one next time around and you now 1’11 tell you all 
about it.

JOHNNY KID — THE SWASHBUCKLING ROCKER 

.by Dave Thompson. 

As the 1950s drifted into a new decade, with all the 
hopes and dreams which that portended, rock ’n’ 
roll was in a fearful state. Elvis was an ex-army 

balladeer, Buddy Holly — and soon, Eddie Cochran — was 
dead, Chuck Berry was in prison, Little Richard had found 
religion. And what had come up to replace them? A handful 
of copycats, a handful more of teen balladeers, and one or 
two songwriters who would eventually prove themselves to 
be as classy as their predecessors, but were hardly the stuff 
rebel dreams were made of. 

Part of the problem, of course, was that nobody ■ 
could ever replicate the first shock of rock, the first 
burst of primal energy which shook society to its very 
foundations, and cast role models from men who 
might otherwise never have dreamed of taking the 
fight to the very portals of the music establishment. 
Buddy never saw himself as a warrior at the gates of 
taste and decency; Elvis never went to bed at nights 
to dream of subverting the system. It was society 
itself which cast them into those roles, and once the 
initial shock of their emergence had worn off, it 
would need a lot more than a sneer and a few off-
camera gyrations to even begin to have the same 

effect. 
And if it was bad in America, it was even worse in 

Britain. 
Despite its wholehearted love of all things rock ’n’ 

roll, Britain had never created a lasting, and truly 
convincing, answer to the mavericks from across the 
ocean. Cliff Richard’s “Move It” might be remem¬ 
bered today as the first genuine homegrown rock ’n' 
roll number; Billy Fury and a handful more might have 
followed in Cliff’s footsteps with equally convincing one-offs. 
But none of them lasted the musical pace, before they were 
turning it down, toning it down, and playing for the parents 
as blithely as they cavorted for the kids. And by 1959, the 
scene was almost as stagnant in England as it was across the 
ocean. 

Historically, the arrival on British shores of Eddie Cochran 
and Gene Vincent, at the end of 1959, is regarded as the turn¬ 
ing point. Virtually forgotten in their homeland, the pair 
brought a taste of “real" rock to the island, and were 
rewarded with reputations which remain vibrant even today. 

But history does not always remember things correctly. 
For, a few short, but so significant, months earlier, Johnny 
Kidd and the Pirates emerged on the domestic scene, with an 
act, a repertoire, and an attitude which simply ripped the 

formbook to shreds. 
Kidd is virtually unknown in America, a relic resuscitated 

on sundry History Of British Rock type compilations, and the 
Trivial Pursuit’s response for “who wrote the Guess Who's 
first American hit?" — in 1965, the Canadians took “Shakin’ 
AH Over” to #22. In Britain, however, Kidd stands proud 
amongst the true pioneers of domestic rock ’n’ roll, not only 
for his stance and style, but also as the first British rock ri 
roller to reach number one without having first to change his 
style, and the first to remain true to that style till the end. 
And nobody who came after him could even begin to echo 
his impact. Cliff Richard, the only other conceivable 
claimant, after ail, had already re-recorded the rocking 
“Living Doll” as a ballad before it swept out of his debut 
movie soundtrack, and topped the chart in 1959; Kidd, on 
the other hand, burst onto the scene with the classic "Please 
Don’t Touch” that June, then kept kicking at the door until it 
finally gave way. In August, 1960, “Shakin’ All Over” topped 

the British chart. It displaced Cliff Richard on its way. 
Born in 1939 in Willesden, London, Frederick Heath 

became Captain Kidd in the same flash of inspiration that 
bade him name his band the Pirates (hitherto, he’d been 
fronting a skiffle band called the Five Nutters) changing his 
name in the spring of 1959, around the same time as his band 
— guitarists Alan Caddy and Tommy Docherty, bassist 
Johnny Gordon and drummer Ken Mackay — landed a slot 
on the BBC’s weekly Saturday Club. A deal with HMV 

followed, and over the next five years, Johnny Kidd and the 
Pirates were seldom out of the chart. 

Docherty, Gordon and Mackay quit early on in the band’s 
meteoric rise, to be succeeded by the more concise line-up of 
drummer Clem Cattini and bassist Brian Gregg — concise, 
because the three-man power trio which now backed Kidd 
wasn’t only one of the strongest (and, by contemporary stan¬ 
dards, strangest) musical forces on the scene, it was also the 
primary influence upon a host of successive rock ’n’ roll 
bands, from the Who to Cream and beyond. 

“Please Don’t Touch” made #26 in June; it re-entered the 
chart the following month, and climbed to #25. “Feelin’,” in 
December, flopped, but February, 1960, saw a tremendous 
cover of Marv Johnson’s “You Got What It Takes” duplicate 
that debut hit’s performance. The band was gigging furiously, 
television and radio loved them, and even before their next 
single, “Shakin’ All Over” was in the stores, the band’s 
management team knew they had something special on their 

hands. 
“The Pirates were the first authentic British rock ’n’ roll 

band,” recalled Tony Secunda. Working with the band's 
manager and co-writer Guy Robinson (inventively, Kidd orig¬ 
inals were thus credited to Ffeath-Robinson), Secunda was on 
the team which launched “Shaking All Over" to its ultimate 
peak, and though posterity insists that the band never 
repeated that monumental triumph, Secunda always argued 
otherwise. 

“The Pirates were a live band. In concert, you’d never seen 
anything like them, and that was where their appeal lay.” 
Kidd himself became ever more extravagant a showman; 
when the band first started out, he would appear on stage in 
much the same clothes as he wore off it, and he might have 
continued to do so had a broken guitar string not struck him 

in the eye during a band rehearsal one afternoon. 
Taking to the stage that night, the injured eye was covered 

with an eyepatch; when a fan suggested he keep it, to amplify 
the connotations of his name, a whole chain of sartorial 
events was set in motion. A frilled shirt, black leather thigh 
boots, even a cutlass, followed; by the time he was finished 
elaborating on his outfit, he was virtually re-enacting Treasure 
Island every time he went on stage. 

“He was mad!” Secunda laughed. “There were nights the 
band would come off stage swearing they’d never go back, 
because Johnny was out there throwing cutlasses around, 
almost cutting their heads off... all he needed was the parrot 
and a crutch, and he’d have had it made.” 

“Shakin’ All Over” was the summer smash of 1960. 
Powered by session guitarist Joe Morretti’s now immortal 
opening riff, but motivated by Kidd’s sensuously arrogant 
vocal, the record meshed sex, aggression and energy into one 
two-minute blaze of glory, and if their failure to truly follow it 
up is taken as a sign of the band’s inability to recapture that 
success, what does that say for the rest of the pack? Nobody 
else followed it up either, as even the most stringent inspec¬ 
tion of the British chart will prove. 

The original Pirates broke up in early 1962, by which time 
a string of successive singles had not stopped the band from 
sliding into obscurity; “Restless” and “Linda Lu” gave the 

Pirates a couple hits into early 1961, but since then, 
nothing. The band’s own desperation was becoming 
evident — “Please Don’t Bring Me Down” was essen¬ 
tially a straight-ahead rewrite of The Hit, and when it 
flopped, the band shattered, as Caddy and Cattini 
joined Tommy Steele’s brother, Colin Hicks, in a new 
band, the Cabinboys. (Soon after, the pair linked up 
with producer Joe Meek to become the first genera¬ 
tion of the Tornadoes.) 

Kidd responded by promptly putting together a 
new line-up, lifted wholesale from ’50s wanna-
be/nearly-was Cuddley Duddley’s backing outfit. 
Bassist Johnny Spence and drummer Frank Farley 
stayed; guitarist Johnny Patto soon left, however, to 
be replaced by Mick Green. “A Shot Of Rhythm And 
Blues,” the new line-up’s first single, followed at the 
end of 1962, and returned the Pirates to the chart for 
the first time in 18 months. 

This best known line-up of the Pirates would 
endure for another two years, during which the band 
regained at least a little of its former invincibility: “I’ll 
Never Get Over You” made #4 in the summer of 

1963; “Hungry For Love” reached #20; “Always And Ever” 
scraped to #46. But the times they were a-changing. The 
dawn of the Beatles, or more specifically, Beatlemania, in early 
1963, completely redesigned the British music industry, and 
though Kidd continued packing ’em in on the live circuit, by 
1965, he was reduced to releasing revamped versions of his 
greatest hits, simply to try and keep in touch. 

In April, 1966, Kidd convened the final line-up of Pirates, 
around a Merseybeat band called Buddy Britten and the 
Regents. An album, tentatively revolving around Kidd’s love 
for, and only partially accidental resemblance to, Gene 
Vincent, was mooted, and sessions were set to begin shortly 
before Christmas. In the meantime, the band kept on touring. 

On October 7, Kidd and the Pirates played a show in the 
northern English town of Bury, then piled into their van to 

begin the long motorway journey south to London. They 
never made it — just outside the town of Radcliffe, the van 
was struck by a skidding lorry. Bassist Nick Simper was 
injured; Kidd was killed. 

The Pirates continued briefly without him, and Simper, 
recovered now, continued to honor Kidd’s memory by wear¬ 
ing his old Pirates gear on stage even after he formed Deep 
Purple in 1968. There were other tributes too, most notably a 
benefit concert staged for Kidd’s widow, at which Screaming 
Lord Sutch redesigned himself as Lord Caesar Sutch, and 
took the stage in toga and chariot. 

But perhaps the most touching memorials were delivered 
in 1977-78, a full decade after the tragedy: when Alex Harvey 
released a truly gritty cover of “Shaking All Over,” just as 
former band members Green, Farley and Spence reformed the 
1962 line-up, and re-launched both their careers. Turning out 
in full piratical splendor, they rolled back the years and, just 
for a short while, unleashed a whole new fashion in pirate 
chic. Adam Ant, for one, never forgot them.

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Collectormania! 
BRINGING THE BEATLES TO A MANAGABLE SIZE 

by Chuck Miller . 

These days, to say someone is “a Beatles Collec¬ 

tor” is almost like saying they collect everything 

associated with the Renaissance. So much has 

been written and recorded about the Fab Four, they have 
become a musical and historical genre unto themselves. 

Because of this, many collectors are finding special areas 

within the Beatles universe on which to focus their collec¬ 

tions. A collector of Beatles concert tickets, for example, 

might pass up a near-mint copy of Revolver for a ticket stub 

from the Beatles’ Kansas City concert. Someone 

who collects teen mags with Beatles covers might 

still be searching for the issue where John made 

his “bigger than Jesus” statement. 

Such collections almost invariably focus on the 

Beatles’ impact on history and on the recording 
industry, doing things no other artist or band had 

done at the time. For Tony Pavick of Pittsburgh, 

Pa., he focuses on finding Beatles records that 

were released in the 10-inch, 78rpm format. 

Beatles 78s? 

Well, there was that pre-Beatles Quarry Men 

acetate of “That’ll Be The Day”/“In Spite Of All 

The Danger,” but only one copy survives today 

(Paul McCartney owns it; don’t think he’s selling 

it right now). And although American 78s had 

died out by 1958, the format remained alive in 

countries where that type of phonograph was still 
the predominant record player. India, for exam¬ 

ple, continued to produce 78s into the late 1960s 

— including a series of Beatles 78s on 

Parlophone. “The more unusual, sometimes 

unique aspects of record collecting fascinate me,” 

said Pavick. “So the presence of these recordings 
pressed in the mid-60s in a format that was gone 
in the western world by 1961 is an eye-opener. To 

further that thought, that the recordings would be 
by musicians who ‘changed the face of rock music 

forever’ simply astounds me. Plus, any standard 

issue 78 that made it out in the ’60s just has to be 

a treat.” 

Pavick’s webpage (http://members.aol.com/agp78 

/index.html) has plenty of Indian Beatles 78 scans, as well 

as a discography. It also contains a rare photo of the Quarry 

Men 78 label. “Given the existence of the Beatles on 78,” 

said Pavick, “one has to wonder if other EMI groups made 

it onto shellac. 1 have heard that the Beach Boys may have 
shown up on an Indian 78. And just to make life interest¬ 

ing, could a Decca 78 of the Rolling Stones be outside the 

realm of possibility?" 

For some collectors, the Beatles’ Yesterday and Today has 

its own fascination. The “butcher” cover, showing the Beat¬ 

les posing with meat and doll heads, combined with Capi¬ 

tol’s knee-jerk reaction to replace the cover with a generic 

photo, is still one of the most talked-about and collected 

albums among Beatles fans. 

Robert York, of Tacoma, Wash., not only collects 

“butcher” covers, but he also sells and trades with other 

collectors. “I’ve been a big fan of the Beatles since 1964. As 

far as I’m concerned, Beatle collecting pretty much started 
with the ‘Butcher.’ This album was something that, if you 

knew what to look for, you could own a unique collectible 

and a piece of history. From a collector’s point of view, this 

release wasn’t a planned mistake to capitalize on the 

collectibles market. Sure, the Beatles had ‘long’ hair, but 
other than that, they sang relatively ‘decent’ songs and 

ballads. Previous albums and 45 sleeves all had innocent 

stage shots and portrait graphics, so when the ‘meat and 

doll parts’ album graphic came out, America wasn’t ready 

for this type of artwork, especially from a group of musi¬ 

cians considered innocent ‘teen idols.’ If this graphic came 

out today, no one would care. It’s nothing compared to 

some of the graphics that have been put out in the decades 

following the 1960s.” 

After trying to find more information on “butcher” 

covers through the Internet, York set up a site of his own 
(http://www.eskimo.com/~bpentium/butcher.html), which 

is also a meeting point for other “butcher” collectors. “The 

Butcher is such a pivotal piece of history that I thought it 

would be great to collect as much information as possible 

and put it all together at one location, along with pictures 

and resources on how to find and collect them. I’ve had the 

pleasure over the years of connecting many sellers to 

buyers. I do it for the love of the hobby and to keep The 

Beatles legend alive for the next generation of fans and 

collectors.” 

For York, the most joy he gets out of collecting 

“butcher” covers is selling one to someone that has never 

owned one. 

“The excitement they have knowing one is flying their 

way brings back memories of when I got my first copy. 
Butcher collecting isn’t limited to vinyl records and discs. 

There is also memorabilia associated with this album 

including alternate photos, covers, buttons, original writ¬ 

ten articles, matches, tapes, foreign discs, compact discs, 

posters, slicks, magazines, bootlegs etc. Many of these 

related items can be seen at Mitch McGeary’s Butcher 

cover site (http://www.rarebeatles.com 

/album2/discog/discog.htm). Mitch has been collecting 

for over 25 years and is one of the leading authorities on 

everything Butcher’ related.” 

For many kids who were too young to purchase Beatles 

music, there was another place where the music could be 

found — on Saturday mornings, as part of ABC’s cartoon 

lineup. Darren English of Pakenham, Victoria, Australia, is 
a Beatles/Badfinger collector who specializes in finding 

copies of those Saturday morning cartoons. He has also 
amassed artists’ models, animated cels, and internal memos 

from King Features Studios, the company that created the 

Beatles cartoons. 

“These are about the first TV shows 1 remember. I 

remember very little from the early-70s,” said English, “so 

for me the ’toons are a link back to when 1 was a kid. 1 first 

saw them when 1 was 4 or 5 (1972-1973). I 

managed to track down some tapes of the ’toons a 

few years back. Now my kids love them as well. It 

is a real sharing experience I feel.” 

Like York and Pavick, English has added his 

hobby to the Internet (http://home. 
connexus.net.au/~denglish/ cartoons.htm), which 

contains drawings and artwork from his personal 

collection. “There were no Beatles ’toons sites on 

the net. I think even now it is still the only one. 

There are so many sites that have the same 

discographies, pictures and saying the same thing. 

I wanted something different. My html isn't the 

best, but the content of my page is the important 

thing. 1 have all the episodes in broadcast quality. 

1 know a few folks who have the 16mm prints, 

one day I hope to get some myself.” 

Currently English splits his time between 

producing a Badfinger Internet radio show and 

working on a Beatles cartoons history book. He 

also asks visitors to his website to contact stations 
like MTV or the Cartoon Network to bring back 

the Beatles cartoons. 

“There have been rumours of a book now for 
ages from myself and one supposedly from Apple. 

1 have waited years for the Apple version, and 
have even submitted a rough draft myself. Apple 

being Apple will either do nothing, or get any 

book or video release wrong. These ’toons should 

be released in their entirety.” 

The Internet also allows some Beatles niche 

collectors to showcase their best pieces. Our final site 
comes from Canadian Steve Clifford, who has built a 

virtual Beatles museum for his collection. “All You Need Is 

Louvre” (http://www3.islandnet.com/~scliffor/beatles 
/museum/museum.htm) has some very interesting Beatles 

goodies, and they’re just a click away. You can check out 

some of the 7” picture sleeve scans he’s acquired over the 

years, some of the Yellow Submarine promotional toys, or 
even some of the buttons and souvenirs associated with the 

Beatles. Perhaps these pictures will inspire future Beatles 

collectors, or give some collector a new avenue to search 

through in finding Beatles history.

and soul into it. He meant for it to sound 

great and I’m so proud of that, I really am. I 

think that there’s no question that it’s up 

there with the work that McCartney did on 

his song that he re-did, you know. Paul and 

I cut this song “My Old Friend” in 1981, and 

then he re-sang it again and sent me a newer 

copy of it about, it could be years ago, and 

then when 1 played over in London for the 

Buddy Holly event for him last year for a 

couple of days, I told him that 1 was thinking 

about releasing it, because through the years 

he’s asked me on several occasions “Man, 

what are you going to do with “My Old 

Friend," Carl, it’s a great song?” I'd say “ I 

don’t know, Paul, one of these days I might 

release it, so 1 told him over there that I was 

thinking about it. 1 said “Are you happy with 

it?” He said, “No, no, I’d really love to work 

on it some more, I’d like to definitely re-sing 

my part, and do some more work on the 

music, and 1 said well, how about it? So in 

April, he did that, and sent it to me, and it 

just blew me away. He sang so great on the 

thing, he put so much more on it than was 

there, guitar, it just absolutely a perfect set to 

me. And I think George’s song is right up 

there with him. 1 know both of these boys 

just absolutely gave it 100 percent. They 

really did. 

Carl, on “My Old Friend," you told a story 

that I haven't told Ken yet, that I think should 

come from you, about Paul’s reaction when you 

first played that for him down tn Montserrat. 

Well, it was something that I’ll never live 

long enough to forget. It happened in Febru¬ 

ary of 1981 and as the world all knows, and 

never will forget, in December of 1980 when 

John Lennon was taken away from us, and 

so this was the following year, in February. 1 

wrote the song about and for Paul McCart¬ 

ney. I did it because he was so kind to invite 

me down to this beautiful island of Montser¬ 

rat with Stevie Wonder. Ringo was there, just 

had a wonderful time. I flew down by 

myself. Paul and Linda met me with a jeep 

on the (center) airfield with a little single 

engine plane and took me across the moun¬ 

tains we were like kids again, and it was a 

wonderful time, and 1 wanted to do... I didn’t 

want to cry when I left after staying down 

there, and I’m a big crybaby! If something 

moves me, 1’11 just choke up... 1 can’t talk 

about it. 1 thought that would happen, so the 

night before, I just wrote how 1 felt on the 

isle of Montserrat on every shelf, forget a 

country boy with a guitar and a song you 

invited me, and you treated me like kin, and 

you’ve given me a reason to go on. So my old 

friend, think about me every now and then. I 

sang it for Paul, at about 10:00 the next 

morning, 1 was scheduled to leave flying 

again in the little single engine aircraft to the 

island of Antigua where I was flying 

commercial back to Atlanta and on to Nash¬ 

ville and back to Jackson, where 1 live here. 

I sang it, he said “Carl, it’s beautiful... would 

you sing it again?" and 1 said, “Sure, man.” 

He said “wait just a minute,” and he got 

Linda in there, and they sat on the floor, I sat 

on his old Fender twin reverb amplifier, with 

a guitar, I did however notice a microphone 

over there. I didn’t pay that much attention

to it, but George Martin recorded it and after 

I finished singing the song to Paul, he was 

crying, tears were rolling down hts pretty 

cheeks, and they re pretty to me just like 

they are to the rest of the world. I think he’s 

a very handsome boy and always did. He’s 

even handsomer when he’s crying And 

Linda said, “Carl, thank you so much.” 1 

said, “Linda, I’m sorry... I didn’t mean to 

make you cry.” She said, “But he’s crying and 

he needed to. He hasn’t been able to really 

break down since that happened to John.” 1 

mean he stepped outside of the room, out by 

the pool, and he just had his handkerchief 

out, and he was going at it. And she put her 

arm around me and said, “But how did you 

know?” 1 said, “Know what, Linda? I don’t 

know what you’re talking about?” She said 

“There’s two people in the world that know 

what John Lennon said to Paul, the last 

thing he said to him. Me and Paul are the 

only two that know that, but now there’s 

three and one of them's you... you know it. I 

said, “Girl, you’re freaking me out! I don’t 

know what you’re talking about! She said 

the last words that John Lennon said to Paul 

in the hallway of the Dakota building were... 

he patted him on the shoulder, and said, 

‘Think about me every now and then, old 

friend.’ 

That’s just amazing... 

And she said, here you are, that’s what 

you just sang, and how did you know? And I 

said 1 didn’t know it, gosh, I didn’t know it. 

But McCartney really feels that Lennon sent 

me that song, he really does. 

That’s truly an amazing story, Carl. 

Well, I’ll tell you, here’s something that’s 

happened since I’ve told this story. In Nash¬ 

ville. This song, “Distance Makes No Differ¬ 

ence With Love,” I never wrote that song 

down. I sat and made it up, looking at my 

wife. The next day, no more than three days 

after that I got on a plane, now remember, I 

have not written this song down, 1 didn't 

take it to England written down in my mind. 

1 put my wife on George Harrison’s couch 

and sang it again to her in front of him and it 

was exactly the same words that I sang. 1 

usually have to write a song down to remem¬ 

ber it. I really do. 1 don’t take a chance — if 1 

like it, 1’11 scribble it down on anything. If I 

don’t have proper paper, I’ll write on 

anything. I’ll take a scratch out of my bill¬ 

fold. 

Kind of like the “Blue Suede Shoes" lyrics. 

There you go — on a potato sack. 

On a potato sack that we see in the new 

album Go Cat Go, which is a fine album, Carl. 

We'll be talking about that in just a few 

minutes. 

Well, thank you very much, but, I told 

George about the McCartney happening, I 

really did, when I saw that he liked the song. 

Well, Paul has told me he said “John will 

come back, there’ll be another thing that’ll 

hit you someday and analyze it... don’t throw 

it away... it may have something. 1 know how 

you are... you write them, throw them 

away... don’t do it... hold on to it!” 

Interesting. Well, this “Distance Makes 

No Difference” is another song that came 

exactly the same way. I couldn’t forget it if I 

tried! And I never could forget “My Old 

Friend” — I’ve never written it down. 

That’s truly remarkable. 

And George said, “Hey man, if John sent 

it to you, he sent you a good one.” 

He sent you a dandy, that’s for sure. (Perk¬ 

ings laughs.) Well, John Lennon was known to 

say that the songs he appreciates the most of 

his own material are the ones that come to him 

very quickly 

That’s true 

That are very inspirational. 

That’s right 

And so these are two fine examples... just 

like that. 

I am never going to be guilty of saying 

that 1 don’t believe in spirits on this earth, 1 

do. Lennon is gone, we know that, but he’s 

alive on this earth, his spirit is. Elvis Presley 

is another one — he’s alive on this earth, he’s 

deep within the hearts of his fans, they talk 

to him, so you know I wasn’t raised to 

believe in ghosts in spirits, that’s not what 

this is. This is a power that some people 

possess, and I wish 1 could say I could recog¬ 

nize it immediately. I think we recognize it a 

lot when they have been here and gone, 

more so than while they’re living. But I really 

got interested and started to read about the 

mind and people who really have special 

qualities of being able to speak in a way that 

it moves people around them, you know? 

Lennon was one of those people. Paul 

McCartney is one of those people. Ringo, 

bless his heart, he’s certainly far from being a 

dummy. This guy plays his role in life and he 

does a hell of a job with it. 

Yeah, we should all be such dummies. 

Yes sir...you’d better believe it (Laughing) 

Carl, we will talk a little bit more about the 

album. One of the other things that your fans, 

myself chief among them, is very excited about 

this year is the publication of Go Cat Go, your 

autobiography, written with David McGee. I 

thought it was a splendid book, and as I say, I 

do consider myself among your chief fans. And 

there was stuff in here that I never knew about 

your personal life, but even about your profes¬ 

sional career. There were some things in the 

book that I want to ask you about. 

Sure. 

In terms of some of the personal side. 

That’s the side that’s hard to tell. That’s 

the deep secrets you’d like to bury.

We won't be askingfor any gory details. 

Well, I’ll answer anything you ask me. 

I’ve told it all in the book, as much as I can 

remember. I shared a lot about alcohol, that 

had me beat down and almost into the 

ground. 

That’s an interesting story, about the Pacific 

Ocean element. I wonder if you could share 

that with us. 

I started out playing the in honky tonks 

around the West Tennessee area, and man, 1 

was well into alcohol when I cut my first 

record. 1 never cut a record without drink¬ 

ing. That was part of it. There was a jug 

sitting on the floor of Sun Records. If you 

could keep Sam Phillips out of it, you could 

have a snort every once in a while. 1 mean, 

that was a part of it. It wasn’t that way with 

Elvis. He didn’t use it, but a lot of the cats 

down there did. And 1 guess me, more than 

anybody, ’cause I came right out of these 

honky tonks 1 always felt that if 1 had a big 

slug out of a jug I was playing better, but 1 

really wasn’t. But nevertheless, it got to be a 

part of me. It was part of my life, 1 lived it 

every day, I drank every day, I tried to hide it 

from people, but it don’t write good songs, it 

can’t play good guitar, it does no good on 

stage, and it will ruin your life, and it almost 

destroyed me and it wasn’t until 1 started 

working with Johnny Cash in 1965-1966 

and it was being there with the Statler Broth¬ 

ers, Maybelle Carter, rest her soul, and the 

Carter family, and none of these people 

drank, so I felt safe. I had a pretty fair job, 

and I stayed for ten years. Johnny Cash has 

admitted in his book about his drug problem 

We quit at about the same time. Within a 

few days of each other, and propped up on 

each other. Many nights John would say, 

“Carl, are you going to take a drink 

tonight?” and I’d say, “Are you going to take 

a pill?” “Nope!” “Well, I ain't either.” It was 

a helping situation, I do believe, and we talk 

about it since then from both of us. It wasn’t 

until I started digging out ol the bottle that I 

realized how far down 1 was. I was a total 

nervous wreck, Id try to go out on the stage, 

1 shook like a leaf. It was terrible, but I got 

through il. 1 prayed in the back of his bus. 1 

thought 1 was dying! 1 said, "I don’t want to 

die out here, and leave my sweet wife and 

my four little children, please Lord, help me 

get home, and then you take me, but let me 

see them, one more time” and I was very 

sincere about it. And 1 happened to sit up on 

the side of the bed in the back of the bus, 

and I saw my little brown case that I carried 

my shaving equipment in, and I always kept 

a bottle of whiskey in there, too — a pint fit 

perfect in it. 1 popped that zipper open there 

was a pint three-fourths full and woah, baby. 

And 1 was so excited, 1 popped the top, 1 got 

it in smelling distance of my nose, and that’s 

where it hit me. Something very clear said to 

Carl Perkins, “I was going to get you home... 

you asked me, and I was going to do this. 

But if you drink this bottle that you’re hold¬ 

ing in your hand, you’re on your own.” And 

I put the lid back on it, crawled out of the 

bus, and I can remember so well, throwing

that bottle into the Pacific Ocean. I walked 

back, and there were two sets of tracks — 

the one going towards the ocean, is as 

crooked as a snake. I was so weak. I was still 

heavily under the influence of it, but it was 

dying down, as it will. The tracks coming 

back to the bus looked like they were laid off 

with a tape measure, just straight as an 

arrow. I knew that it was over, and I tell that 

story in the book, and 1 tell it for one reason 

only. I’m not proud. I’m not proud for the 

world to know that I was weak enough to 

almost have my home destroyed, almost my 

life, my music, my friends, hurt because they 

all knew I was drinking too much but loved 

me and didn’t want to hurt my feelings by 

telling me. 1 said that if there’s one young 

boy or girl out there that wants to strap a 

guitar or an instrument around their shoul¬ 

der and say 1 want to make my living, I want 

them to know what can happen to you, and 

what almost happened to Carl Perkins. My 

music suffered as a result of too much alco¬ 

hol. No question. At one time there might 

have been several “Blue Suede Shoes” in me, 

but I flooded them out. And I know I look 

back at it now, 1 did it. There’s no question 

about it. So 1 felt that if 1 could share that 

with some of the kids that might read that 

book, they’d say, whoa! This won’t be me. 

A couple of other things related to your 

career that crop up in the book that are 

addressed in passing are a couple of what I 

would think are major career milestones for 

you. I’m thinking specifically of the Rockabilly 

session in 1986, your 30th anniversary special. 

In the book, you really don’t delve that much 

into how that came about, or what when into 

preparing that. With all the hoopla that 

surrounded it, and it was so critically 

acclaimed, and it holds up. I watch that period¬ 

ically at this point It was a terrific show. 

There really wasn’t a lot of preparation for 

that. 1 got a hold of these people, 1 asked 

them they said, “Sure, man, we’d love to.” 

George Harrison said, “I’d love to.” Paul 

McCartney was out of England at that time, 

and 1 believe he would have done it. I 

believe the three Beatles would have been on 

that show. 1 honestly, really believe that Paul 

would have been right on there. He did offer, 

after it was over, he said, “Man, let’s go to the 

south of France or anywhere you want to go, 

and we’ll film it. And you can put it in 

there.” 1 said, “Paul, it will look like it was 

put in there.” 

It sure would have. 

I got on an airplane with my son Stan and 

I went to George Harrison’s house, we sat 

down, and we talked about it. He was very 

nervous. He hadn’t done anything live in a 

long time. I got a lot of help from Olivia, his 

wife, who said, “George, you’ll do great! 

You’ll do great, don’t worry about it.” He 

said, “1 don’t know, I don’t know.” I said, “I 

do — you’re gonna knock them out!” And 

he was very nervous about it, but he said 

“I’m going to do it.” 

That’s great 

So what we did, our Cinemax people 

from New York rented a little rehearsal hall 

over in some building in downtown London 

and we didn’t rehearse, we started playing, 

because when Greg and I, we got a cab from 

our hotel where we were staying, and we 

were a little bit late when, walking up the 

steps, I’m hearing, “Honey, Don’t.” I’m hear¬ 

ing Clapton’s guitar playing. I said, “Hey, 

Greg, they’re already here. “We were 

supposed to meet at 2:00 pm, and them cats 

were hooked up an’ pickin’ and 1 just went it 

and I hugged them, you know, and 1 don’t 

think they ever stopped playing, and I 

plugged in going right with them. We sat 

there and played old Perkins stuff for an 

hour or two. The Cinemax people, the three 

cats that came over there, one of them called 

me off and said, “hey, you need to really get 

to rehearsing the show.” I said “What 

show?” He said, “the one you’re going to 

film tomorrow night.” 1 said, “ Don’t you 

think you’re looking at a pretty damn good 

show here?” And he went berserk. He said, 

“No way, man... you’ve evidently never done 

a professional big show. This is a big show!” 

I said, “You’re damn right. It’s going to be 

big, ’cause 1 ain’t listening to you. 1 didn’t 

send for you. I made the deal with Cinemax 

to give them what I call Carl Perkins and 

friends. I think we’re going to call it a Rocka¬ 

billy session” He said, “That’s true, but we’re 

here to see that it’s done properly. You’ve got 

to give us the times on these songs. You have 

to rehearse it right down to the minute.” I 

said, “No you don’t... not this show you 

don’t.” 

Have rockabilly what it should be — an 

exact science. 

1 did, and they all three got mad, they 

said, “We must have a meeting.” I said, “I 

don’t want to meet with you. I’m going to 

play with my friends. I came over here to do 

that. You talk all you want to.” He said, 

“What will they be wearing? It’s a must! We 

want to do this with tuxedos and everybody’s 

got to be fit.” and I said, “No you don’t. 1 

ain’t going to ask my friends — Clapton, 

Harrison, all these people — I ain’t going to 

tell them what to wear, and 1 ain’t going to 

tell them what to sing.” And actually, noth¬ 

ing was rehearsed. The only time that tape 

was stopped was when they set the stools up 

there for them to sit down on. And 1 swear 

to you, 1 had no idea of what I was gonna 

say, 1 turned to them and said, “my, my, you 

look like a bunch of little schoolchildren 

with your new shoes on," and that was all 

ad-libbed. Every thing about that show was 

people doing what pickers like to do — 

smiling, rockin’ and cuttin’ that music to the 

bone. 

I think that’s the best part of the show — 

that little schoolhouse session in the circle. 

There you go! 

It comes across loud and clear. 

Well it was not rehearsed. The hellos the 

good-byes. They had me sayin’ “Hello Ladies 

and Gen-tle-men... 1 am Carl Perkins.” I 

said, “hell, if they don’t know who 1 am they 

will if they keep that thing on for a minute.” 

I just want to do it my way, and George, and 

the guys heard me tell these guys that and 

they told me later, “Hey man, you just flat 

stuck to it and we tried to stay with you” 

and 1 said “God bless you, you did.” They all 

played their hearts out. They looked so 

great. 1 was always so proud of that. I said 

more about it than was actually printed. 

What 1 did with that book is that David 

would come down twice a week a he’d turn 

on a record, and he’d ask me questions and I 

would answer them. He did, however, tell 

me, “Don’t edit your brain.” I said, I don’t 

know how much I’ve got, and 1 sure don’t 

know what you're talking about editing.” He 

said, “If 1 asked you a question, and you 

forget the answer, don’t stop talking. Go into 

the shadows of your mind, and that’s where 

the story will be. You’ll run into something 

you've forgotten about.” So there was more 

talk about that particular session than what 

he took out and wrote about. He took the 

facts as I would tell them. He’d then 

condense it cause in the end he had way 

over a hundred hours of Carl Perkins talking 

and that’s how I’d talk about my childhood, 

and he’d write that, and he’d send me proofs 

of things, and I’d say, you wrote too long 

here or there. I kind of helped edit the thing. 

But that special was meant to be, and it was 

meant to be done the way it was. And I’m 

proud I was man enough to tell the cats at 

Cinemax to get out of my way and turn on 

the camera and that’s the way it was going to 

be, ’cause the other guys — everybody that 

was a part of that show appreciated me 

standing up for them, and saying get the hell 

out of here, and turn it on or off, I don’t care. 

I’m here with my friends — you want it, get 

it. And that’s what happened. 

Certainly no one could argue with the end 

result. The end result was just truly remarkable. 

I really liked the smiles they gave each 

other, the hugs at the end of the show. How 

can you rehearse that? It was really off the 

cuff, and if I do another one, it’ll be off the 

cuff. 

One other story I’d like to talk about that’s

in the book before Ken takes over here and 

talks a little about the album was The Beatles 

session back in 1964. Clearly, they held you in 

high regard. They covered three of your songs 

which is as many as they had covered by 

anyone else. The story in there about when you 

went over to England and kind of found a new 

audience through the kids listening to the Beat¬ 

les and John inviting you over to the recording 

studio — I wonder if you could tell us a little 

hit about that night. You mentioned something 

in the book about an after-hours jam session I 

was wondering if any of that got committed to 

tape or if there are songs that you guys worked 

on that we should know about. 

I wish I could surprise you and say, “man, 

there’s a spool of tape over there that 

happened.” I can’t say that. The night that I 

went to the party and first met those guys at 

the end of a tour. I’d been over there with 

Chuck Berry. I knew them, sort of. By that 1 

mean my children were coming home from 

school “(sings)...! Want to Hold Your 

Hand...Yeah, yeah, yeah.” and I said, “them 

little boys look like girls.” I was pickin’ at 

my boys, ’cause I knew they loved them, and 

I’m going to say the truth is, Daddy did too. I 

heard some old Sun Record quality sound in 

that song “1 Want to Hold your Hand” the 

first thing I ever heard from them. 

It reminded you of a Sun Record? 

Yes, it sure did. The George Harrison 

guitar playing on there. 1 told them and they 

acted like they were proud to hear it. 1 said, 

“1 don’t know if you cats are trying to or not, 

but you sound like...you’ve got a little roar in 

your records that sounds a lot like the old 

Sun records." 

What did you think of Ceorge as a guitar¬ 

ist? 

I thought he was very good. I didn’t 

understand why he ever said he copied 

anything from me, ’cause if he did, he 

dressed it up. I never recognized it, I really, 

truly, never did. And 1 told him that, and he 

said, “Well, where do you think this came 

from?” And sitting together, he showed me 

some things, and 1 said, “George, that's not 

exactly the way I did that.” 1 didn’t recognize 

that as being something I had already done. 

And 1 was very truthful with him. 1 had no 

reason to tell a lie to him. I just noticed the 

tone of their records. Paul’s bass was electric, 

but it had a sound like the big old booming 

bass fiddles did at Sun Studios, on some of 

the stuff that came out of Sun. To me, it did, 

and 1 told him that. They seemed very happy 

about it. That didn't bother them at all. 

OK, so back to the session. 

The thing that really got me was that 

night after we had dinner in somebody’s 

home 1 was so scared. I said “Those are the 

boys that are so hot in America,” and 1 said it 

looks like the one called Ringo and it was. It 

was him. There 1 sat till three o’clock in the 

morning, flat on the floor, and John, Paul, 

George and Ringo on a couch, and they’re 

asking me about old songs, right stringing, 

wrong yo-yo, all that stuff, and 1 said, 

“How’d y’all know about this?” “We’ve got 

them, we’ve got all your old stuff.” I said, 

“You’ve got to be kidding.” “No man, we’ve 

got it. We know what you’ve done.” And 1 

was surprised, yet 1 was very happy that they 

had listened to my stuff, knew me, and 

treated me like somebody they’d known a 

long time and they really did. They invited 

me that night to Abbey Road the next night, 

and I went, and we did play some together 

before Ringo asked me, he said, “Mr. 

Perkins, do you mind if I record some of 

your songs,”.and I thought 1 heard him, and 

I said, “Did you ask me, you want me to 

write you some songs?” He said “Well, yes 

sir, that too, but I sure would like to do 

some of your old songs and I just thought I’d 

ask you.” 1 said, “Man, I’d love for you to!” 

and he jumped up and said “hey guys, he 

don’t care!” He went straight to the drums 

and they kicked off “Honey Don’t.” 1 knew 

they had been playing it before then, 

because it was so rehearsed. They just hit it, 

right on the nose, and in between some 

takes there, I played a few little things, 1 

don’t remember. George would ask me about 

certain runs and I picked up a guitar and 

showed him. I’ve never heard anything that 

we played together in that studio. I just 

always assumed the button wasn’t pushed, 

because again I say 1 never heard a record 

they ever put out during that time that I was 

on but it was an experience that I’ve lived 

with for a long time I’ll die with it. Few 

people got to be around these boys in that 

environment where they were playing their 

music, cutting their songs, doing some old 

Perkins things. I was the happiest old man 

in the world. Let’s face it, I was a lot younger 

then, but I was really thrilled. It’s been an 

honor all the way through for Carl Perkins 

to say what I feel about these guys, and not 

because of entirely music. That’s not all it. 

I’ve found them to be really good human 

beings. I gave Jamie one of my fine old 

Fender guitars for his 16th birthday and he 

is learning to play that thing, I gave Dhani a 

guitar when he was 16. 

These are Paul and George’s children. 

Yeah, and Paul told me, he said, “Man, he 

loves it. When he got that guitar, he just 

started living with it. So he is really blossom¬ 

ing out to be a picker.” Paul said, “you know 

what we need to do? We need to get our kids 

together in the studio. Jamie loves to hear 

Stan and Greg play. (He calls his daddy, 

“Pop ”) He said, “Pop, them boys can play 

Rockabilly!” 

They sure can. I’ve had the pleasure of 

seeing you perform at the Lone Star, a couple of 

years ago, which is another story that’s in the 

book that just touched me personally, that you 

had cited the two gigs that you did in 1993 at 

the Lone Star as kind of pivotal dates in your 

recent career. We had the pleasure of talking 

with you that night, Ken and I, and I gotta tell 

you, you wowed them that night. There was no 

doubt about that 

I got some good little guys. I’m so proud 

of them. They work their hearts out behind 

me. We just came back. We flew all the way 

to Geneva, Switzerland. The concert totally 

sold out. The next night we were in Zurich, 

Switzerland. We went by train, 1 requested 

that. I wanted to see those mountains and 

that country by train, and then we got back 

on the plane and flew home. We were tired, 

but it was wonderful two days. Just absolute 

standing room only big places we played, 

and those kids were rocking. It was 

awesome. 

It was awesome. I remember you opened 

that night with “Got My Mojo Workin’. 

Yeah! Yeah! 

To put a real perspective on this, you and 

my dad are the same age, and I just couldn’t 

picture my dad up there singing, “Got My Mojo 

Workin’" 

(Laughter...) 

I just don’t think it would fly, with all due 

respect to my dad, That night was truly a great 

show. Stan and Greg were in fine form as was 

the rest of your band There’s one other Perkins 

that shows up on the new album, a DJ Perkins 

— that’s Deborah Joy? 

That’s my daughter. 

We noticed her in the credits, and said, 

“Wow, yet another.” 

As well as Steve Perkins. 

She started writing great lyrics. She's not 

much on melodies, but she has been writing 

for years. She’s written them, stacked them 

up, and her momma got to telling me about 

some of the stuff she wrote. So 1 think she’s 

going to swing around now to become a 

really good writer. She’s got some good stuff. 

Carl, if I may, I’d like to talk about the new 

album now, and Tom and I are in agreement 

here, on a scale of zero to ten, we rank your 

new album about one hundred. 

(laughter) 

No, I’m serious about this, because every 

song just sounds great. 

Well, thank you. 

And there’s a certain consistency to every 

single track. 

Well, thank you very much. I must say 

I’m proud of that album. You know, I knew 

Paul Simon like the world knows Paul 

Simon. I knew he was super talented boy, 1 

loved his Graceland album, I’ve loved a lot of 

stuff he’s done through the years, but I’ve 

never met him until I got him on this album, 

and went up to New York, spent a couple of 

days with him, flew him down to Sun 

Records, him and his son Harper, who 

played on that album. 

Plays a terrific lead guitar. 

Boy, he’s a killer! Let me tell you some-

thing. I told (Paul) something, I said, “Man, 
you’ve got an awesome player in this kid." 
He said “I’m letting him come around, 
slowly.” He really is a fine boy, and he’s a 
heck of a picker, there’s no doubt about it. 
He’s very good. 

Carl, what I'd like to know, first of all, is 
was the original concept all along of your new 
album. Go Cal Go, to be this star-studded 
album. A lot of people have been calling it your 
Carl Perkins Duets album. And certainly, not 
every song is a duet, so you really can’t call it a 
duets album, but you have so many great stars 
on the new album. Did you always want the 

album to be like this? It’s sort of like a continu¬ 

ation of Rockabilly Sessions. 

Well, let me tell you about it, and I’m 
going to be truthful with you gentlemen, 
because 1 found out if you tell the truth you 
can go to bed and forget it. If you tell a lie, 
you’ve got to remember it. (laughter) And at 
my age, that’s a little risky. So the truth is, 
that through the years, and 1 mean, literally, 
ten to fifteen years back, I'd been getting 
calls from record executives. I’d don’t mean 
little minor labels, I mean the big boys, that 
said, “Perkins,” and 1 said, “yeah.” “You’re 
really good friends with Paul McCartney and 
George Harrison,” and I said, “Yeah, sure 1 
am." 1 knew what they were getting at. The 
grapevine leaked out the message of that in 
1981. Well, it wasn’t the grapevine. I was on 
Paul McCartney’s Tug of War album. I’d say it 
was about that time that they started calling 
me, and said, “Hey man, gel us a Beatle, and 
we’ll pul an album out on you.” And I said, 
“No, you won’t!” I don't want charity now, 
and I don’t want the public to think that Carl 
Perkins had to get a bunch of superstars to 
be on a record. Id rather do without it, 
forever. Im not hankering to gel out there 
and cut a record.” And that’s the way 1 felt. 
Until about a year ago, and this little lady 
called Valda [came] in my life, just 
constantly and has a lot lo do with decisions 
1 make. She said, “You know, Carl, I’ve been 
thinking about it. You’ve gol a beautiful 
thing with Paul. Why wouldn’t you give 
George the opportunity to sing with you? 
You're not being fair to him." I walked 
around in my backyard, and thought, “Well, 
this woman's right. I never have talked with 
George about doing a song with me. And 
then I thought, “well, I've never asked 
nobody. I ve been against it. 1 didn’t want to 
ask them, but I’ve never given them the 
opportunity to say whether they wanted to, 
or whether they didn’t want to.” 

You didn’t want to put them on the spot. 

And 1 didn’t want to lake my friendship 
and put it on the spot. And say, man will 
you, and he not really wanting to, but for 
him to say, that poor fellow, he (almost) 
died, he may be fixing to die, I can't say no. I 
just wouldn’t have any part of that, and that 
is the truth. But the way it turned out, I got 
talking to the record people, and 1 said, 
“Look, if you cats want lo get in touch with 
these people, and you want to ask them to 
call me if they would like to record with me, 
I’ll do that. I will certainly talk to them, but 

let them know that by calling me, they are 
consenting to everything — that they like 
the song, and that they’ll record with me. 
Because I’m not going to ask them.” And 1 
made that very clear. One man 1 asked, and 
it was the one that my wife mentioned. It 
was George Harrison. When 1 was over 
there (London) with McCartney at about 
this time last year, and I told him I was 
going to pul that song out, which I had 
made up my mind that I was going lo pul it 
out, I was going to put it out on my own 
label. Anything, it had laid and gathered 
dust as long as it was going lo, and I was 
going to put it out I told him so. Well, when 
she mentioned that I hadn’t given little ole 
sweet George a shot, George calls, and he’ll 
talk with Valda — he really loves her. He 
tells me, she is such a Southern charmer, 
she like to talk to him, although they’ve 
never eye to eye met. But through seeing her 
pictures, and through her voice on the 
phone, he really likes her. When she said, 
“You never give poor little George a chance,” 
poor little George, poor little millionaire 
George (laughter). It hit me. It hurt me. It 
really hurt me. And so I popped a fax. Tore 
me a piece of paper off and said, “Dear 
George, I am going to release the song with 
Paul McCartney we talked about before. I’m 
offering you the opportunity, man, please let 
your heart give you the answer. Don’t for any 
reason other than if you would love to, man, 
I'd love to do a song with you. If you’re 
interested, let me know.” 

That's great. 

Gentlemen, that’s the way it was done, 
and here’s the kicker, as they always is with 
me. There’s always something strange... 

And wonderful (laughter). 

And very wonderful. I walked away from 
the fax machine, 1 went over and sat down 
in my chair. I got my little old guitar up in 
my arms, I was just doodling around, and 
here comes the (making a fax noise) “doo do 
do do doo” I ran back over, and in less than 
a hour, George Harrison had faxed me. I’ve 
got it framed in my home. “1 would love to 
do a song with my friend, Carl 
Perkins...Love, George. Let me know when 
and where.” 

So 1 called him back, and that was it.. 
He’s the one I did ask. The other people, like 
Paul Simon, said, gosh, are you kidding? I'd 
love to record with Carl, so they said, “Well 
call him. here's his home number." He calk'd 
me one night, and I was actually nervous 
when Vai said, “ Carl, it’s Paul Simon.” I 
said, "You’re kidding.” She said, “no, it’s him. 
I can tell by his voice.” I told him when I got 
on the phone, 1 said, “man, I don't know 
what to say, I’m nervous. I’m going to tell 
you like it is. I’m not always like this, but 
I’m scared. I’m in awe of your writing and 
your songs.” He said, “1 know how you feel. 
1 feel the same way on this end.” And he is 
such a nice fellow. He worked so hard on his 
song, and on a couple of more songs on 
there. The same thing with Tom Petty. 1 
never met Tom. 

That is a terrific record, that “Restless." 

Perkins in concert, 1974. 

Theres one cut, and that’s it. He was in 
the men’s room when we started playing that 
thing. He came out pulling his pants up and 
trying to get the zipper up, and he got one of 
his fingers caught in it 

(laughter) 

He came through the studio door — this 
is true! — he came through the studio door, 
and we had to cut one of the microphones 
back he said, cut a damn hit record, and I’m 
in the damn men's room. He said he’d heard 
it happening, and he’d said, man, I knew it 
was in the groove! So that’s the track we 
used, and then he got in there and sang with 
me. 1 wrote for him, and he sang while I was 
there, and then he mixed it But that’s it. 
There was one cut of that song, and it 
happened when Petty was gening from the 
men’s room to the studio, and there was a lot 
of laughing going on. i thought, “Man, well 
do that thing again,” but the more he 
listened to it. he said, “man, we’ll never get 
that feel on there!” I said, “yeah, bul you’ve 
gotta play,” he said, “ no, I ain’t touching it! 
Perkins, that’s it! I’ll sing on it, but that 
groove!” And his band is so good, these 
Heartbreakers, they’re pickers. 1 said, “Guys, 
gel in G,’ and I started that little ole riff 
(singing) don don. don don doun, and they 
just popped right on it and of course, the 
melody’s simple, and the feel is all there is lo 
it, and it was a one-iake thing Now with 
Fogerty, who came a couple of days later at 
the same studio I had rented out there, I like 
blew that one al the very beginning. I had 
met John once or twice before 1 hadn’t seen 
him in a long time, a lot of people hadn’t. 
He’s been kind of quiet, record-wise I under¬ 
stand. Sure, 1 recognized him the minute he 
walked into that little break room there, and 
we had our handshakes and our hugs and 1 
was thanking him for coming and he said, 
“man, I’ve come lo cut...let’s get in there!” 
And there again. I had the Heartbreakers and 
Lee Rocker playing upright bass, they played 
on this cut with John I said, “Well, what 
you wanna do, boy? He said, “What do yon 
want to do?” I said, “I don’t know. I've got 
two or three ideas.” He said, “ I've got one.” I 
said, “What’s that? ” He said, “ Let’s do “All 
Mama’s Children.” I said, “Are you kidding?" 

He said, “No.” I said, “That's the sorriest 
song I ever wrote.” 

That was before “Blue Suede Shoes?" 

No, Il was after “Shoes,” but it was one 
sorry song. Johnny Cash and I were making 
fun of the old woman who lived in a shoe, 
and 1 said, “let’s make it a Blue Suede Shoe." 
I was a joke thing that we wrote in the back 
of a car going on the road, and Sam Phillips 
kind of liked it, and 1 recorded it and it has 
been John Fogerty’s favorite Carl Perkins 
song all these years. The minute I said it was 
the sorriest thing, he kind of had a curious 
look al me. He wasn't smiling. He wasn’t 
crying, but just kind of stared al me, and 
said, “You’ve got to be joking, man.” I said 
No, It ain’t.. I don’t think it’s a very good 
song.” He said, “man, I totally disagree with 
that.” You know. I’m beginning to disagree 
with myself, (laughter) 1 said, “It might be 
pretty good.” And immediately I jumped the 
fence and said, ’oh, yeah, man, it’s a great 
song.” He might have turned around and 
walked out, because he really didn’t like me 
saying that song was absolutely no good. He 
said, “I’ve held it in such high esteem and 
you don’t like it?’ I said,” I like it belter than 
I did.” (Laughter I You know, a man's mouth 
sometimes speaking the truth can shoot him 
out of the saddle But John's a great guy. We 
had a good lime, we made an attempt or two 
at another song we hit a lick or two on an 
old thing, “Your True Love,” but it never 
jelled as well as he thought “All Mama’s 
Children” did. All tn all, I'll tell you, gentle¬ 
men, it was just a magic summer for Carl 
Perkins. I flew to California three or four 
times, I went to NY three or four times, 1 
went to London, two or three times, and 1 
went to Austin Texas, a lime or two. I’ll look 
back on il for lhe rest of my life realizing 
that I was helping a little bit to put together 
something that I can truthfully stand and tell 
the world I’m not ashamed of. I’ll never 
regret that somehow or other I got all these 
royalties of the music world around me. 
Once 1 had George and Paul, George give me 
Ringo’s private number down al the island of

Barbados, somewhere, and I ealled him. and 
I asked him if he'd like to be on it, and he 
said, "yeah, but 1 ain’t going to leave from 
down here and I ain't got no recording 
equipment down here.” (laughter) I love 
that dude. I mean, he just tells it like it is. I 
said, "1 aim asking you to get out of the sun! 
Hell, 1 11 bring a guitar and a little recorder 
and I'll come down there.” He said, “No, 1 
don’t want you to come down here. (Laugh¬ 
ter) 1 said, ”1 only asked, bullhead I’m sorry 
1 even called you! ” He said, “ No, don't run 
off mad!” I said, "I’m not mad. I’m interfer¬ 
ing with your sunning." He said, “no. I'm 
just kidding you Carl. I tell you what dude, 
see if this sounds all right.” 1 said, "What¬ 
ever you say." He said. “I’ve got a cut ol 
“Honey, Don't’’ that 1 really like and 1 did it 
with the All-Slarr band in San Francisco. 
What if 1 have my people just send you that 
48-track tape, and you do whatever you 
want to it.” 1 said, “hey man, that’s great. 
Anything you say, whatever you want.” He 
said, “That’s alright. I II have my people send 
you a tape. I'll send you a letter. You do 
anything you want to to it. You can take me 
off and put yourself...” I said, “No, no I 
might sing a little harmony with you on that 
if you don’t mind,” He said “Do whatever 
you want to.” So I left it like he had it, 
except I ducked his voice on the second 
verse, 'cause he insisted that I do. He said, 
“no, you’ve got to sing a verse on there, 
now.” I said I’ll just sing a little harmony 
with you, but that's how that one came 
about. It was a cut that he made in San Fran¬ 
cisco al a live concert and he’s a beautiful 
man to let me use it and it fits. And then I 
thought, “Good gracious, alive, I’ve got all 
three of the Beatles, I'm such a lucky man.” I 
was in Paul Marshall’s office when I was up 
visiting with Paul Simon, when we were 
writing that “Rockabilly Music” that's on this 
album, and I knew that Paul Marshall was 
the lawyer for the Lennon estate. So I talked 
to him on the phone. He said, “Come over, 
man, “ So 1 went over there, and 1 was sitting 
in his office. I said, “You know, 1 know that 
you represent Yoko and the Lennon estate. 
She’s got something 1 sure would like to use. 
He said, “What’s that?” 1 said, “The version 
of John Lennon with The Plastic Ono band 
doing “Blue Suede Shoes.” I don’t know her, 
I've never met her, he said, well. We ll find 
out! And he calls her, from that office. He 
hung the phone up, and said, “You’ve got it!” 
That was the quickest, easiest thing. She sent 
me a personal letter saying that she’d appre¬ 
ciate it if I’d leave it exactly the way John 
recorded it. And that she felt that John 
would love to be on a Carl Perkins album, 
and would love to be in the company of the 
people that I had surrounding me, and said, 
“Good luck, Yoko.” And it’s beautiful. That 
right to knocked me for a loop, because 1 
thought well, I’ll just make that request, but 
that’ll never happen. 

Bach in the Nashville show, I think you had 
used the term “definitive’’ in explaining in how 

you felt about John, and he’s got Eric Clapton 

on there, and they tear it up. They just really 

do. 

Oh, yeah, yeah... it’s great, and then it 

“Johnny Cash and I were making fun 
of the old woman who lived in a shoe, 
and I said, “let’s make it a Blue Suede 

Shoe.” It was a joke thing that we wrote 
in the back of a car going on the road, 
and Sam Phillips kind of liked it, and I 

recorded it...” 
— Carl Perkins 

was Bob Johnson’s idea to put Jimi Hendrix 
on there. 1 must admit Hendrix wasn't one of 
my favorite guitar players. I didn’t listen to a 
lot of his music. But he evidently was great. 
He sold enough records to be categorized as 
such. I’m very proud that his family let me 
use it. The idea came from Bob Johnson. 

Carl, I find it interesting that you said that 

John’s version was the “definitive version" of 
“Blue Suede Shoes.” For one thing, you had a 

Number One hit with the song.. 

Yeah 

And Elvis Presley is so well linked to that 
song as well. He used to perform it live all the 

time and include it in his movies, 

That’s true. 

Why would you say that John stood out for 
you? 

Because Elvis did it too fast. Elvis had 
that song a lot faster John Lennon did that 
song almost word for word like 1 did it. 

The same arrangement as well. 

Exact tempo that 1 did, and the only 
version that I’ve got a tape over here with 
about 38 different versions of “Blue Suede 
Shoes” in Japanese, in German, in every¬ 
thing. Yeah! Bill Haley, Jerry Lee Lewis, Elvis 
— Lawrence Welk had a version of that! 
Believe it or not, he really did. And nobody 
tapped right to the exact beat. Well I did it 
(singing) “Well, it’s one for the money... 
dank a dank...I had a pause. A definite stop. 
John Lennon had that. 

Yes, that was specific too, I understand that 
when they were rehearsing it on the plane on 

the way to Toronto, John was very specific with 

the band that they would perform this in the 
Perkins arrangement, as opposed to the Presley. 

(laughter) Well, 1 didn’t know that. All 1 
knew was when 1 heard il, 1 said, “Son of a 
gun., there is no doubt my record influenced 
that version of the song. 

No question. 

There was no question in my mind. And 
it’s the only one that is that close, with iden¬ 
tical phrasing. Of course, Clapton’s guitar 
playing is 20,000 miles ahead of mine, but 
the record itself, John nailed the punctua¬ 
tions right on, he sure did. He even said, 
“You can do anythang”...he sure did! (laugh¬ 
ter) 

Carl, getting back to writing material. I 

know that you discussed “Distance Makes No 
Difference with Love,” a few moments ago, but 
what I find remarkable about that particular 

song, which I have to say is an absolute killer 
for me. 

Thank you. 

Such a beautiful song... when I heard it, 
apart from the fact that George is playing his 

wonderful slide guitar on it. 

Isn’t that beautiful? God, that tone on 
that guitar. 1 was sitting in his studio crying. 
I bawled. I cried like a baby listening. I had 
earphones on, sitting just, I could touch his 
arm when he was doing that, and I was 
crying. It spoke to me with such soul. That’s 
the prettiest slide guitar on that record, that I 
have heard in my life. 

What strikes me about that song is that it 
sounds like George could have written it. 

I think he felt that way too. He didn’t say 
that, but he just kept going back to it. He’d 
say, “Do Distance’ again.” He was so famil¬ 
iar. He quit saying, “Distance Makes No 
Difference” He said, Distance,’’ do it again.” 
And without writing it down himself, he’d 
start singing right along with me after I had 
done that thing two or three times, he knew 
it. It's not a hard song to learn, especially if 
you’re as talented as he is, and if you like a 
piece of material, you catch it pretty quick, 
and he didn’t write nothing down. He knew 
it, right away, and I knew that he really did 
like the song. I was in heaven over there 
with him. I won’t ever be able to thoroughly 
explain the feeling to see him so healthy, to 
see him happy, to see his little boy bring his 
girlfriend to the house. 1 told Olivia, “Oh 
God, girl, you’ve meant so much to his life, 
you’ve just totaled him out, and it’s just 
wonderful.” They’re beautiful people. One of 
these days, in the early part of next year, I’m 
taking Valda, and I promised him, I’m going 
with Valda to Friar Park, with George and 
Olivia. We’ve set up for three days to talk. 

Do they have enough room in that house to 

put you up? 

(Laughter.) Man. I’ve got to tell you. 
You’ve got to draw you a map while he’s 
taking you to your room (laughter) or if 
you’re as country as I am, you’ll go the 
wrong way, and you’ll never get out. It’s a 
beautiful, beautiful place. 

Getting back to a song like that, are there 

moments, because you have so many talented 

superstars on this album, when you’re writing 

songs like that, do you ever write with the 

featured artists in mind? I mean like I said, 

“Distance Makes No Difference With Love” 

sounds like George could have done it himself, 

and “One More Shot” sounds like Tom Petty 

could have written it. 

Well. I had Petty in my mind. I wrote that 
one just before 1 went out there, and when I 
sang it for him, he said, “Wow!” I said,” Is 
that thing worth thinking about?” he said, 
“Worth thinking about, nothing, that could 
be a hit song, Carl!” I said, “Are you 
kidding?” He said, “No!” So we started 
doing it. 1 did kind of have him in mind, 
(singing) "well. I got a song...do do do...that 
1 gotta sing .Yeah, 1 wrote it with Petty in 
mind.” 

What was it like for you to write with Paul 

Simon, Rockabilly Music, which is also a 
favorite on the album for me. 

Well, it is for me too... it really is. 

It sounds, again, getting back to matching 

the style of the other artist, it sounds like it has 

that Graceland feel, very sparse, guitars, very 
loose. So I’m wondering, when you’re writing 

this, are you thinking at this is something that 

would really match Paul Simon, although the 

two of you did collaborate on that together 

anyway. 

When I talked to Paul on the telephone, 
he said, “Hey, man, I’d like to look you in 
the face and talk to you, you’re interesting. I 
always knew you would be.” I said, “Well, if 
we re sitting down, I can look in your face. If 
we’re standing up, I’ll be looking at the top 
of your head (laughter). I said, “maybe I can 
get up there. I’ll arrange it.” So in a couple of 
days, I called him, and said, “ What about 
Friday, or whatever day it was, “ and he said, 
“Sure, man, it would be great. He gave me 
the address, so I checked into the Plaza 
Hotel. I spent some of their money. I stayed 
in the right places. 1 said, “Well, the record 
company’s paying for it, so 1 stayed in the 
Plaza, I got a cab, I went over to the address 
he gave me, and he had a fella at the door to 
meet me, elevated me up to the second floor, 
and all of it’s his home, a beautiful place 
overlooking Central Park. We sat there in his 
studio, an he said, "man, tell me about when 
you started, how tough it was.” I said, ‘it was 
awful. I said, “man, I played in places where 
the bouncer was a linebacker. He had to be 
to keep them people from fighting.” He said, 
“God, that’s great. The bouncer was a line¬ 
backer, guarding the doors. Is that what he 
was doing? 1 said, “yeah,” and he wrote it 
down, and he said, “Well, if they started 
fighting, what did you do? Did you unplug 
and run? 1 said, “No, no, we’d turn it up 
louder. And you’ve got that drumbeat you’ve 
got that drummer hitting that fire on the 
drum and it seems that loud music would 
settle the fight down if you stopped, every¬ 
body in there started fighting.” He said, 
“man, that’s interesting.” But he was writing 
this stuff down, and...

Paul said, “What was the 

drummer’s name, I said, back then, it was a 

boy named W.S. Holland, He said, “W.S., 

huh? Did he have a nickname?” I said, 

“yeah, we called him Flookie... He said, 

“What?" 1 said, “ Yeah” He said, “Damn, 

that’s wonderful!” He said, “That’s the great¬ 

est name for a drummer, Flookie. 1 said, 

“Well, that’s what we called him!” and that’s 

how the song was born. He picked up a little 

ol’ tenor guitar, and 1 had an electric guitar 

of his, I didn’t take one up there, and he had 

a room full. So I’m playing, he had a little 

echoplex thing built in the amp and is was 

fooling with that, and he was (singing) da, 

da da, on his high string he said, “Do you 

like this kind of feel?” And 1 said, “oh man, 

yeah.” He had electric drums. He set the 

thing to start drumming, and we were just 

playing along with it. And he had the first 

little verse written there, and he said, “now 

play something,” and 1 said, “go to G, man, 

(singing) da da da da diddle da...that 

machine was echoing. God 1 liked that 

sound. He said “1 like what you’re doing 

there!" That song was just born in an hour, 

we were putting a little miniature tape of it 

down that 1 brought back home with me. He 

said, “Let’s just work on it in our minds, and 

then we got to talking about Sun Studios. He 

asked me if it was still there, 1 said, “God, 

yeah... we can record there if you want to.” 

He just really got high over that. He said, 

"Really?” and 1 said, “Sure, 1 don’t think the 

equipment’s very good, but I'll get a sound 

truck and park it out back, and it’ll sound 

like it was cut at the Hit Factory here." So 

that’s what we did, and I told him while 1 

was there, because his son Harper came in, 

and 1 could tell that he played, he picked up 

a guitar for us, and he hit that thing. He hit 

some licks. And when I started to leave, 1 

said, “Hey, bring that kid with you. That boy 

can pick!” A big smile broke out on Harper’s 

face, and he was with his dad when we met 

the plane in Memphis. 1 insisted that he play. 

1 can tell you this. He made about four 

passes on that song by that 1 mean he took 

four different takes on it, and the second 

time that kid did it was much better than 

what’s on that record. I’m gonna tell you the 

truth, it really is. Paul got it back to NY and 

he took a part of each one of those four 

times and to me, it’s not as good as what that 

kid did the second time he made that guitar 

break on that thing. It was absolutely, and I 

noticed it. When 1 went back to NY and we 

took it to the Hit Factory, after Sheila E put 

the drums and percussion on it, 1 said, “Paul 

what did you do with Harper’s guitar break?” 

he said, “1 mixed it up a little bit. How do 

you like it?” I said, “I’m going to tell you the 

truth. 1 liked the way he cut it in Memphis . 

1 liked that second time he played it.” He 

said, “but listen to this thing now, Perk,” he 

said, “it ain’t all that bad. I’ve got him doing 

a bunch of little stuff.” Of course, it’s fine, 

and I ain’t going to argue with nobody that 

worked as hard as Simon did on that whole 

thing, but the second cut. You’ll be hearing 

from this boy, he’s an awesome guitar player. 

He really is good. He’s got a little bad. He 

I don’t know what an octave, or a 
flat or a sharp is, I just know if the 

guitar is in tune or not, and I know if 
my foot’s patting on the beat then it 

feels right, you know?” 
— Carl Perkins 

plays a couple of nights a week at some club 

in NY. Paul said, “I’m just letting him work 

his own way. When he comes to me and 

asks, I’ll be behind him. But so far, he’s been 

saying dad, when 1 get good enough, 1 may 

ask you to pry the door open for me..” Very 

smart boy. 

Moving on to another man named Paul. 

Earlier you were talking about “My Old 

Friend,” and that Paul had just recently 

touched up the song. Is the main reason why 

this song has been held hack for so long — 

we’re talking 15 years. Is it mainly because 

Paul wasn’t satisfied with the finished product? 

Oh, no, no. In 1981, after I went down 

there and did that, he took it back to 

England then, and he asked me, he called 

me a month or so after I was down there, 

and he said, “man, this ‘My Old Friend,’ is a 

killer song.” I said, “well, thank you, Paul, 

thank you, man." He said, “Do you mind if I 

do a little treatment to it?” 1 said, 1 don’t care 

if you put the Queen on there. Do whatever 

you want to. Well he did. He put piano, he 

put bass, he put some electric guitar. But he 

didn’t sing as much on that version that he 

redid. He sent me a copy of it, and I’ve had it 

now for 15 years. I’ve played it often, I’ve 

made copies so 1 wouldn’t wear it out. This 

last treatment he did to the song, he just 

nailed the whole thing. He sang so much 

more on there with me. He is louder than he 

was on the other one. The music is so 

perfect on this album here. 1 immediately 

called him when I got it, he sent it to me 

back in April he quit working on projects of 

his, and I know he worked for four days on 

it, he wanted it perfect, and that’s what he 

got. The minute I got it, 1 just sat on the 

floor and bawled. Valda sat with me. 1 said, 

“Have you ever in your life heard anything 

this pretty?” and 1 really never have. To 

think that he would be so great and work so 

hard... see? I’m at it now, I can’t help it. 

Anyway, 1 called him, and said, “Man, you 

shouldn’t have!” He said, “What are you 

talking about, Perk?” 1 said, “You did so well 

on that song!” I’m speechless. 1’11 never get 

tired of listening to it. It’s beautiful. He said, 

"Well, I’m glad you like it, old friend.” 

There you go. 

And it was just such a wonderful cut of 

it. He could never beat it. I don’t care if he 

sings it for the rest of his life, he’s done it. 

That song has been nailed and done and he 

breathed with me on there. My voice was 

put there in 1981, and he did the final mix 

on it in April, and I think he did a brilliant 

job. I think it’s wonderful. 

You had all those other years, you could 

have released it. 

Oh, yeah, 1 could have and 1 had a lot of 

people who knew I had it. I’ve been, as 1 said 

earlier, bombarded with people. 1 said, 

“look, just don’t call me thinking you’re ever 

going to hear it. Nobody’s ever going to hear 

it. 1 won’t play it for nobody. No, sir.” Paul 

and I were the only people who had heard it. 

1 just wouldn't play it. I’d listen to it every 

once in a while. I’d go a year or two, and say, 

“I’ve got to listen to it again.” But when he 

sent it to me in April, it just absolutely 

jarred some things loose in my soul that still 

are a little loose, and may not go back. 

(Laughter) It was so beautiful to hear him 

breezin’. This boy was breezin’ right with me 

on those lines and was nowhere near that 

close to singing right on line with me. He 

was doing some high humming and different 

things on the original way we had done it. 

But this time he really, really nailed it. 

That’s certainly worth the wait. 

Oh God, yeah. 1 guess I’ve lived long 

enough to know... My daddy and my 

grandpa, when I was a young boy, they’d say, 

“Son, if it’s worth it, it’s worth waitin’ on. 

Look at that Sears Roebuck (catalog), and 

dream about that guitar, and one day you’ll 

get one.” And 1 guess 1 learned to be patient. 

Sometimes in waiting, you do get much 

better results than you would if you ran 

ahead. I feel clean about this album, because 

1 feel like the public really won’t say that 

these people did it because they felt sorry for 

Carl. I really hope that nobody feels that, 

because these people, I tested them. They 

don't feel sorry for me. They care about me, 

just like I care about them and this is a 

wonderful thing that came together. It may 

not sell a hundred units, it may not, but it 

did for me exactly what I could have never 

dreamed would have happened. Surrounded 

me with some of the greatest guys I ever 

knew, and giving the best performances 1 

ever heard. They really did. 

Without selling yourself short, Carl, I like 

to remind people when I play this album for 

them, and I do do that, that we’re talking Rock 

And Roll Hall of Fame here. We’re not talking 

about anyone doing this out of pity, or anything 

like that. They all have only the utmost respect 

for you, in anything I’ve ever read that Paul 

Ceorge or Clapton, or Dylan, or Johnny Cash, 

or anyone ever had to say about you, they say 

all good things. 

Well, they proved it all, with this album, 

and whether they want me as a friend or not, 

they’re stuck with me. (Laughter) That goes 

for as long as I’m on top of this ground. 

One of my favorite recollections is where 

George is talking about the Rockabilly 

Sessions, and recalled that he offered you a 

cigarette, and you said, “do you mind if I don’t 

smoke it, and just keep it as a souvenir, “and he 

was kind of blown away by that. 

I’ve heard him tell that in front of me, 

and I heard him say that when I was over at 

his house to Jim, the drummer, he said, I’m 

going to tell you something. This dude, 

asked me for a cigarette when I first met 

him, put it in his pocket, and said, would it 

be all right if 1 save it and not smoke it. I 

said, George, I’ve got that cigarette, he said, 

you’re kidding. 1 do. I’m not kidding. It was 

a British Barclay. 

Just to divert for one second, we trust that 

the cigarette won’t be smoked. That the cancer 

that plagued you a couple of years ago is fully 

in remission. 

Oh, it is, yeah... 

That’s absolutely wonderful.That’s the best 

news we could hear. 

It really is, gentlemen, and it seems like 

in life, it scares me sometimes to think that 

it’s so wonderful and that I’m so happy, I’m 

so blessed that it’s scary. 1 don’t let these 

thoughts hang around between my ears very 

long. I could easily think, well, it’s about 

over, but I really think it’s beginning. Every 

day, I feel good, I realize that I am a blessed 

old man, and I've never been so ready to get 

out there and pick, and rock these people 

who have really given me an uplift. 1 want to 

prove to me that 1 can. I've been lazy. Now I 

want to rock. I really do. 

One thing that I wanted to point out...when 

I think of this new CD of yours, I also think of 

the video special the Rockabilly Session, and I 

recall that when that video was broadcast on 

cable, on Cinemax, someone on television had 

reviewed it and said it was like a marriage of 

people from different generations The beautiful 

thing about this CD likewise is that you have 

people who you grew up with, who are friends 

of yours from the early years, up through 

contemporaries of today all paying homage to 

you. And that’s the beautiful thing,hat your 

music can relate to people of so many different 

generations. 

I think that’s the good thing about being 

simple with the music. People can relate to 

it, people like it, and a whole lot of people 

can play it if it’s not bent out of shape and 

have too many, 1 don’t know what an octave, 

or a flat or a sharp is, 1 just know if the 

guitar is in tune or not, and 1 know if my 

foot’s patting on the beat then it feels right, 

you know? Nothing’s ever been fancy about 

my playing, or about my songs, and I’m very 

sincere, 1 don’t think there’s a whole lot there 

other than if there's anything there’s some¬ 

thing that might move you to patting your 

foot, or popping your finger, 1 think. That’s 

what Rockabilly music is, it’s something that

you feel, rather than to sit and listen to it, If 

you don’t move something with a good 

Rockabilly song, you run into danger of 

breaking a bone, from the inside (laughter). 

It’s something you become a part of, you’re 

lost in that groove, you’re patting your foot, 

your head’s nodding. 1 can pull up to a red 

light, and I can tell if a cat's listening to a 

rockabilly, because he’s patting the dash¬ 

board, you know? It is a music that you get 

involved with. You’re listening to it, but it’s 

got to move. 1 don’t think it's something you 

can lay back and just relax and listen to it. 

It's got an intense beat, it’s up there, you 

know? I think it’s supposed to move you, 

make you get up and shake. 

Your music certainly does that for us. 

Well, I appreciate it. 

Curl, if I may, I’d like to express an opinion 

here that has been voiced not only by me, but 

by many people who have listened to my radio 

program, and Tom, as well. Certainly after the 

passing of Roy Orbison, which was a sad event 

for all of us, many people were thinking about 

who would make a replacement, if you could 

ever replace, which you really can’t a voice like 

Roy Orbison’s. 

That’s true. 

And a lot of people sent suggestions to me 

on the radio on who they think would make a 

good fifth Wilbury, and to me, and Tom, and to 

so many other people, it seems the obvious 

choice is that someone like you would fit the 

Traveling Wilburys so well, These are people 

who have long admired you, certainly, you 

know George, and Tom Petty, these are people 

who look up to you. I wonder if that topic has 

ever been brought up with you and members of 

the Traveling Wilburys, or if you have ever 

comptemplated possibly ever being a part of 

that hand. 

No, I never was asked. I asked George 

one time if he ever was going to do that 

again, he said, “1 don’t know. I really don’t 

know. We've talked about it some, if we do. 

I’m not going to be in a hurry to ever do it 

again.” 1'11 say this... if 1 heard that they were 

getting together, and that they were audi¬ 

tioning, I probably would be one of the first 

in line to get that opportunity. I would love 

to do that. 1 don’t know how well I d fit it, 

but 1 sure would like to try. 1 liked what they 

did , and 1 think the world loved it. I know it 

would not be the same without Orbison, as 

you said, there’s no replacing a talent or 

force like that, but I don’t think it would be 

bad if five of us got together, got us some 

pretty good songs, and had a pretty good 

time, and turned on a tape machine. I think 

there's room for it, and 1 think there’s a lot ol 

people out there that would be happy if 

George, and Tom, and Dylan, if these people 

got together and did it. If I heard they were 

doing it, I’d get in there with them. It would 

be a great honor. 

When you get down to it, the whole idea of 

the Traveling Wilburys is just to have fun with 

the music. 

That’s exactly right... 

It’s lighthearted and very spontaneous, and I 

think that certainly given all the stories you've 

told us so far this evening about what has 

happened spontaneous with you, you’d fit right 

in like a glove. I couldn’t think of a more 

perfect choice to be in that band. 

Gosh, I appreciate it. You’ve put me in 

mighty good company. I certainly appreciate 

that. Again, I say what an honor it would be 

to be asked,-and I’d work as hard as I possi¬ 

bly could to fit in and I don’t know, maybe 

I’d find a way to fit. Cause I’d certainly try, 

and 1 think it would be good. You can’t have 

too much good feeling, happy-go-lucky 

sounds like these boys were making. 1 think 

it’s good for everybody. Absolutely hurts 

nothing. Music is a part of everybody, from 

the woman cooking with a baby on her hip 

and one pulling on her apron, to an old lady 

sitting and rocking on her front porch some¬ 

where with a shawl on her shoulder. 1 told 

somebody the other day, and I think we 

overlook the fact, that music entered our 

lives first. We were not even old enough to 

know that when our mamas were humming 

rockin’ us to sleep that it was that melody 

that mama was humming that actually filled 

our souls, right then. We were addicted to 

music before we had our eyes open. 

Carl, suppose they told you that your audi¬ 

tion for the Traveling Wilburys would involve 

your doing the dance, the Wilbury Twist, that 

was on their last record.. 

(laughter) I d get in there with them... I’d 

try it. 

Well, I just want to make sure that there’d 

be no.. 

1’11 be truthful with you. If they said, 

“You’ve gotta pass that audition,” I’d say, 

“turn on the machine... that’s it.” 

Ken and I were chewing on the term before, 

“The Traveling Carlhurys," in describing the 

new album, and saying that gee, it has that 

same spirit, more than anything. We’re not 

going to say that “this track corresponds to this 

Wilbury thing." That’s defeating the purpose, 

but in spirit, I think this album reflects that 

kind of camaraderie, spontaneity, and of 

course, musicianship that pervades both the 

Wilburys and the new record. 

That’s very kind of you to say that, 

compare it to that. Gentlemen, I can only say 

to you that you people are the lifeline 

between the artist and the public. If you 

weren’t there, playing the music, there 

wouldn’t be any. People would move around, 

cut a record or two, but if somebody never 

played it, then it probably would never have 

been heard. You have always been the 

connection. 1 want to thank you very much 

from the bottom of my heart as 1 speak to 

you tonight from my den in Jackson, 

Tennessee, I certainly do appreciate it. 

Carl, since you’ve mentioned life on the 

road, you've been on the road a good part of 

your life, you've spent most of the last 40 years 

performing.. 

That’s right, 42 years ago, I started travel¬ 

ing on the road. 

That’s amazing. 

1954. 

What do you do to keep it exciting? 

Look at the faces of the people, ’cause 

people say, "Why are you nervous before a 

show, you’ve done it all of your life?” Every 

time that curtain opens, it’s not the same 

people. They react different. You see smiles, 

some nights, the whole front row is lit up, 

their teeth are like footlights. And then 

again, there’d be a dud right in the center of 

’em (laughter) You’d say, “What’s that fool 

doing sitting there, he don’t like me!” How 

come he got down front, you know. You 

experience a lot up there, and it’s new every 

time the curtain opens. There’s no wo alike. 

You might say, “Well, I’ve seen him. and he 

plays the same way. It might appear that way, 

but inside of the artist up there, there’s 

nights that he hates to leave, and there’s 

nights that he can’t wait til the thing is over. 

They’re just not reacting to you. They’re not 

booing you, but man, there’s sometimes 

when the sweat’s pouring off of them, and 

you’re tuned in, you've got something 

happening. There’s something between the 

artist and his audience and when it’s there, 

it’s the greatest feeling in the world for both 

of them. It's like posts on batteries, man, it’s 

like negative and positive, and when it’s 

hooked together, look out, something’s going 

to start, you know. That’s the way 1 feel a lot 

of times. I’d be nervous before a show, I’ve 

always been, gosh, 1 always will be that’s 

part of me. I’m just nervous. And people say 

man, you’ve been doing this all your Efe and 

you’re still nervous? Yes sir, 1 sure am, cause 

I never saw the same crowd there. Never 

have. They’re always going to be a couple of 

them duds in the front row. And they’re not 

happy. You say, well, I’m going to look over 

your head and find me some teeth man. 

That’s just what you have io do. You’ve gotta 

pour it out, but sometimes it’s a lot easier 

than it is at other times, and it was that way 

for the Beatles, it was that way for Elvis, it 

was that way for the first one that crawled 

on the stage. When you're aware of the audi¬ 

ence, when you’re at your senses, you’re not 

overstuffed on alcohol or drugs, you are 

nervous. I’ve never talked to anyone that 

wasn’t until he really got it going with them 

and then it really Ilies by. They get out of 

you everything that you've got. If they only 

knew that, the audience controls the show. 

They do. They can move with you, and they 

cam throw you in another universe. Your 

band will say, “Man, you played the fire out 

of that guitar tonight, ’ and I say, I did, I 

knew that 1 was enjoying it, but I didn't 

know. My boys will tell me this, they’ll say, 

“daddy, you ate it up.” 1’11 say, “Well, it sure 

did feel good, these guys were pouring it on 

me.’ It’s magic when it happens. Thank God 

it still happens, and that’s why I’m still out 

there. 

Carl, one other thing about your new album 

that I wanted to mention is that anyone who 

looks at all the credits will note that there are 

songs from the ’50s, ’60s, 70s '80s and that 

there are new songs so this is kind of like 

maybe what you would view of “the best of..." 

Arc these your personal favorites, or were they 

a combination of your favorites and the artists 

that you’re working with? 

No, I never really thought of it that way. 

A lot of these things 1 just wrote you know, 

this year, to have something to do with the 

artist that was going to be on there, like 

“One More Shot,” like “Distance Makes No 

Difference” like Paul Simon — “Rockabilly 

Music,” “Quarter Horse,” so many things. 

“Go Cat Go,” Debbie and my boys and I 

wrote. “Don’t Stop the Music,” was written 

five or six years ago It’s not a compilation of 

my life, so to speak, or my music It just 

happened that way really. 

How do you write new material now? Are 

there times when itS harder for you to come up 

with new ideas? 

Oh, yeah, I’ve never been one to sit down 

and say, “I’m going to write a song ” I just 

can’t do that. 1 never could. I diddle around 

with my guitar, it happens a lot of times

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early in the morning when I’m fresh, and a 

lot of times I’m alone in my den, and I’ll just 

start a little ole melody, clicking along, and 

I’ll think of something, and I’ll know right 

away if it moves me, then I'll start working 

with it. And usually just write it down as it 

comes. I hardly ever go back and change 

anything. I’ve always been that way. A lot of 

people say, “man, you don’t go back, tighten 

them up, strengthen them?” I’ll say, “I go 

back and fool with them, and ruin them.” 

Whatever I had, I usually get it but 1 can’t 

make myself sit down and write. I’m embar¬ 

rassed trying to sit down and write with 

people. I really was with Paul Simon. 1 mean 

I wrote the chorus to that thing, 1 wrote 

three or four of the lines, but he wrote the 

biggest part of that song. He’ll say he didn’t. 

He’s already said that in some interview that 

he's given, but I disagree with him. He wrote 

2/3, and 1 wrote about 1/3. He says, “Well, it 

WS. Perkins' melody.” No, the chorus (sing¬ 

ing) “Rockabilly Music" ain't nothing to it, 

it’s just a hopped up country song. So it 

happened, and 1 didn’t really have to work 

on it. I can’t pry nothing out of me. If it don’t 

just fly out of there, then I don’t know where 

it’s at. 1 don’t know where it comes from, 

really. 

Since you have a few songs on the album 

where members of your family are writing 

together, are there times when you just gather 

around the kitchen table at home or in the 

living room, and you try to come up with new 

songs? 

I’ve got a studio at my home here, and we 

get down there sometimes, my two sons, 

Stan and Greg, the boys, the two that play. 

I've got another son that is a draftsman, and 

never fooled with music. He was a pitcher in 

Little League, and so forth, but he just never 

got into music. And here lately, my daughter 

Debbie comes down, and she’d say, “1 got 

this idea last night,” and she’ll have words 

typed down, and we ll start knocking around 

with it and if it feels good, we'll work with it 

a little while, and then we’ve got a song. But 

as far as really sitting down and topping a 

line to line, Debbie and I have begun to do 

that. We did one, a religious idea, today she 

brought it down here. She only lives one 

door down from us out here, and she came 

down with a little typewritten page, and she 

said, “Daddy, I've got something started, and 

it’s called “He Left Us A Song," and it starts 

out about the boy’s daddy, he used to go fish¬ 

ing with him, and now his daddy's gone, but 

he left him a song. It’s a song the old man 

used to whistle and hum. It’s a good idea, I’m 

going to work on it a while tonight, 1 guess 

before I go to bed. I kind of got a melody 

started on it. It ends up being about Jesus 

who lived among us, who loved us and 

taught us all we should need to know about 

love, and then he too, left us a song to sing. 

It’s got a big hand-clapping chorus (singing) 

We’ve got us a song to sing!” It’s gonna be a 

pretty good song. So anyway, that’s the way it 

happened. 

Carl, one thing I wanted to bring up, and 

Tom and I have both noted this, is that if you 

take a look at the last several Beatles releases, 

“They know that if they [The Beatles] 
need Carl Perkins or want me, they’ve 
got my phone number, and if I wanted 
to talk to George tomorrow, I’d call his 
house, and if he weren’t there, they’d 

find him for me.” 

from Live at the BBC, to all three volumes of 

The Beatles Anthology, Carl Perkins is repre¬ 

sented somewhere on all those releases. And 

you're the only artist that one can say that 

about. 

You know, I’ve had that pointed out to 

me, and of course, I’ve noticed that. I’m very, 

very honored by that in more ways than one. 

I don’t know why these guys did that, I love 

them, not because of that, but I don’t want to 

know. Really, all 1 know is that they've 

honored me so much that 1 wouldn’t tinker 

with it. I don’t want to question them and 

ask they why did they use my songs. 

I think the answer is probably obvious.that 

they hold you in such high regard. How many 

other people get asked to be the house band for 

a Paul McCartney or George Harrison party? 

How did those things come about? Do you 

offer? Do they call? 

George just called, and 1 said, “Sure man, 

I’ll be there." Paul called me last year, and I 

went over, spent two days playing at the 

Empire Theatre for the Buddy Holly thing. 

Had a ball. 

We actually got to see a clip of the George 

Harrison Handmade Films Anniversary party. 

That was in a TV documentary here, and they 

showed a brief clip of that, and George getting 

up there and jamming with you guys, and I 

said, “Boy, there’s a house band for you!” 

They know that if they need Carl Perkins 

or want me, they’ve got my phone number, 

and if I wanted to talk to George tomorrow, 

I'd call his house, and if he weren’t there, 

they’d find him for me. I don’t bother these 

guys — 1 never have. When I talked to them, 

it’s been that. I've gone as long as I want to, 

I’ve wanted to find out how they’re doing. 

It’s like George would call me and ask me 

about my health, ask how’s Valda doing. He’s 

asked us to join him at this place he goes to 

near Boston. Later this year, we may do that, 

1 don’t know for sure, 1 haven’t heard from 

him since I was over there, but he 

mentioned it, he said he would love to have 

us. That it would do us both good. He goes 

for about a week to his doctor friend’s restful 

place. He said “it’s great, it would do you 

such good.” And I said, “All right, cat, we’ll 

do ill” 

That’s great. You can tell him some great 

stories about how people are receiving this 

work, as we’ve discussed tonight It has been a 

big ad on a number of stations, and I just tell 

people when they ask me my opinion of it I say, 

“Gee, what’s not to like?" There's just so much 

good music on here, and it’s a record that 

deserves to be heard. 

Again, 1 certainly want to thank you two 

guys for spending this time with me. It’s nine 

o’clock here, and we’ve had a couple of 

hours, and I’ve enjoyed every second of it. 

Where does the time go? 

I don't know, man. It gets away. 

Can I ask one last question? 

Yes, sir. 

Several times when I’ve spoken to you 

before, you’ve talked about a video special 

that’s been in the works, that would include you 

and Paul performing several songs, sitting on a 

couple of stools together, performing with 

acoustic guitars... 

Here comes an ironic thing — you’ll 

never guess who called me this morning.. 

I’m reaching here, Paul?! 

No. His brother-in-law, Eastman. The 

lawyer John Eastman in New York called me 

and said Paul wants to know if you want 

that tape player. 1 said, “I sure do!" So he’s 

going after it. See it’s been kind of tied up 

with a guy, a New Yorker, that 1 was going to 

do this show with, and he charged too much 

money to go down to Memphis to film me 

and Paul, way too much. And I was talking 

to Paul about it, and he said, “No way. Don’t 

do that. Don’t pay him that kind of money. 

That’s ridiculous.” He said I did that for you 

anyway, and I’ll take it away from him I’ll 

have the Eastmans tell him he gives it to 

you. 1 said, “1 might have to do that," So, 

Paul, out of the clear blue, John Eastman, 

told me this morning, said “Paul McCartney 

told me to call you, ask you how you were 

coming with the video tape,” and I said, 

“Well, I’m right where I was when I last 

talked to Paul, I can’t hear from (the man) 

him, he refuses to answer my phone calls, he 

said, he will be talking to you immediately. 

Paul has put me on it, and so 1’11 have that 

tape right away. 

That’s great. 

It’s so ironic that you asked about it. He 

called me this morning, and 1 fell away from 

the phone. When he told me it was John 

Eastman. Naturally, 1 had heard of him, but 

I’d never spoken to the man. 

There was a passing glimpse of you and 

Paul jamming, I guess it was backstage on 

Paul’s last world tour, that was included in his 

last concert film. It was a brief one or two 

second clip that’s just kind of in there as docu¬ 

mentary footage. Is that part of the same film, 

or are we talking about two different things? 

I don’t know that I ve seen what you’re 

talking about. 1 can’t say for sure. 

In Paul’s last concert film, from the Paul is 

Live Tour, during one of the soundchecks 

they’re showing all kinds of backstage footage, 

and documentary things... 

Oh, well, that happened, no question, at 

about the same time, as two different pieces 

of film. Mine was done down in the dressing 

room, and as Paul says, on the tape, “In the 

bowels of the Liberty Bowl."(laughter) I’m 

going to have that back in my possession, 

and I don’t know exactly what I’m going to 

do with it. It’s 35 minutes long, I’d like to 

stretch it out to 50, 55 minutes, and I think 

I’d make a fine special. I don’t know, I’m 

leaning towards maybe sitting down with 

George and seeing if he wants to do the same 

thing. 

That’d be wonderful. 

When you were talking to me about it, you 

were thinking about having the Judds on the 

special, Willie Nelson, and a star-studded cast, 

much like your new CD. 

That’s true. Yeah, Garth Brooks was going 

to do it, Wynona was going to do it, and 1 

was going to really have Paul introduce it for 

me , but he gave me so much that there was 

nowhere to cut it, and so Wynona got preg¬ 

nant and started having babies, and Garth 

started traveling around the world, and 1 

then got into it with this fellow that I wasn't 

going to be able to do business with, he’s 

charge entirely too much. . and outrageous 

price for flying from NY and renting two 

cameras and 1 just kind of put it on hold and 

I’ve looked at it a lot, Paul loves it, he like 

this thing. He wouldn’t be embarrassed its 

being out. He’s said so. 

Well, we’d sure look forward to seeing it, 

that’s for sure. 

I don't know, I might talk to Paul about it. 

What I really would like to do is get Paul, 

George and Ringo, and just sit down with 

them and pick, and have us in the front yard 

with one video camera. I don't care. I really 

would like to do that. Something is kind of 

saying, “Just hold off, old man, everything 

comes in its time, you know?" That is some¬ 

thing 1 really would love to do. I’d like to 

share that with some Beatle fans, and 1 think 

that’d be wonderful, because they’re together 

again, they’re friends, their harmony is good. 

I’d just like to sit down and try to write some 

songs and film it with them. “Hey, George, 

give me an idea,” “All right, 'Old McDo¬ 

nald.’” “They won’t buy that, go on deeper.” 

(Laughter) I just think I’d be fun. If we 

viewed it, and we thought it was stupid. 

We’d put it out anyway! (Laughter)

GORDON LIGHTFOOT 
A Painter Passing Through 
Reprise (9 46949-2) 

Canadian singer-songwriter Gordon Light¬ 
foot (“Sundown,” “Carefree Highway”) hasn’t 
made a record since 1993’s Waiting For You 
but has hardly remained idle all that time. 
Instead he's continued writing songs, the best 
of which — in his estimation — appear on 
this, his 19th record. The real surprise is just 
how splendid the whole project turns out to 
be. 

Lightfoot’s long absence from the recording 
studio appears to have invigorated him. His 
songwriting is uniformly sharp, characterized 

on automatic bluesman mode has always 
followed Mo’, and little is done to break free 
from it on Slow Down. 
But soaking up Mo’s smooth voice or 

equally smooth guitar playing isn’t difficult. 
He’s a country traditionalist who takes more 
from plantation spirituals than big-city, back¬ 
door workouts. He’s a disciple of the greats 
(his Johnson influence is all over Slow Down, 
even when its buried beneath layers of ’90s 
gloss, and the opening “Muddy Water- is a 
side-stepping tribute to the blues great) 
living in the wrong era. 

He does try, though; “A Letter to Tracy-
and “I’m Telling You Now” are adequate takes 
on modern acoustic blues. But in the end 

by some especially strong melodies, the 
familiar nasal-sounding vocals remain virtu¬ 
ally unchanged and the record’s production 
(courtesy of Lightfoot and Bob Doidge) is 
impeccable, highlighting both the singer’s 
voice and acoustic guitar lines so beautiful 
they practically shimmer (just listen to the 
bell-like cadences of the acoustic guitars in 
“Drifters” and the record's title track). 

Stylistically, Lightfoot hasn’t strayed from 
his trademark folk/pop sound, though the 
sole compositions Lightfoot didn’t write — 
the twangy "I Used To Be A Country Singer’ 
(a hotel chambermaid’s wistful reminis-

they're still modern blues, complete with all 
the baggage and connotations of insincerity 
that come with that tag. For one thing, these 
guys seem way too happy to be playing the 
blues; Howlin’ Wolf never would have 
cracked the smile Mo’ does on the cover of 
Slow Down. Consider it one of the compro¬ 
mises of time and place.

KEB’ MO’ 
Slow Down 
OKeh/550 Music (BK 69376) 

On his third album, Slow Down, contem¬ 
porary bluesman Keb’ Mo' once again merges 
the haunting, almost-sparc guitar style of 
Robert Johnson with the flashy, over¬ 
produced sheen that has plagued most recent 
blues releases. And like Robert Cray before 
him, Keb' Mo’ turns out blues albums for a 
time that really doesn’t know if it requires, or 
even wants, them. 

But once you realize that the blues ain t 
what they used to be, Slow Down's charms 
slowly begin to emerge. There is a mechani¬ 
cal feel to Keb' Mo's music — whether it’s his 
own tunes or the cover of Robert Johnson's 
“Love in Vain” included here; still, coasting 

The music of the 1950s is alive and well 
today, and somewhere out there Brian Setzer 
is still making it. Setzer, whose Stray Cats 
revitalized the stylishness of rockabilly fifteen 
years ago, continues to dabble in yesterday. 
Recent years have seen him assume the lead¬ 
ership of his own 17 piece big band, The 
Brian Setzer Orchestra, with which he has 
married the trappings of swing to his own 
rock and rockabilly flairs. The result is a style 
which is thoroughly modern even as it calls 
the past to mind, a style which gets a fine 
showcase on Setzer’s new release The Dirty 
Boogie. 

Setzer is well-served by his fondness for 
vintage Gretsch guitars, which make a good 
fit with the sound of a big band without 
getting lost in its mix. “This Cat's On A Hot 
Tin Roof’ is the synthesis at its best, unsinka¬ 
ble atop the orchestra’s bright scale yet still 
propelled primarily by Setzer’s raucous fills. 
Together with other of his compositions like 
“Let’s Live It Up” it evinces Setzer’s flair for 
building numbers which evoke the past in 
such dead-on fashion that he almost seems to 
be a bandleader born from the swing era, 
albeit one who might have relieved Glenn 
Miller of his lunch money. 

Some of what sounds like the past on the 
album is in fact the past. "This Old House” is 
pulled from the Rosemary Clooney archives, 
and "You're The Boss" matches Setzer with 
No Doubt’s Gwen Stefani to cover a duet first 
done by Elvis and Ann-Margret for Viva Las 
Vegas. Louis Primas “Jump Jive An' Wail” is 
given its own rebirth, and though Setzer docs 
not match the standard of the Lord ol 
Lasagna Jazz (who could?), he comes nearer 
to it than David Lee Roth ever did. Setzer 
even covers himself with a spiffy reworking 
of his 1982 Stray Cats hit “Rock This Town.”

Stunt 
Reprise (9 46963) 

The goofy innocence of Canada’s Bare-
naked Ladies has paid off big-time for them. 
After three studio albums, one breakthrough 
live disc, loads of touring and excessive fan 
support, they’ve finally landed a Top 10 
album in Stunt. And the stunt here — the 
same old formula of playful lyrics, hooky 
tunes and pop-cult name-checking — is that 
there is no stunt; it’s the Ladies acting, once 
again, like mischievous little boys. 

And that’s always been their biggest prob¬ 
lem. Primary singer-songwriters Steven Page 
and Ed Robertson can twist even the most 
mundane and silly of subjects into 
immensely hummable ditties. But the words 
attached to those often radio-made melodies 
leave much to be desired (“1 like the 
sushi/1Cause it's never touched a frying pan” 
goes one line; “You get your Ph.D./How 
happy you will be/When you get a job at 
Wendy’s/And are honored with Employee of 
the Month” goes another). 

It's all a little too clever and coy. Their 
nerdy, everyguy appeal may endear them to 
listeners looking for clever and coy little 
songs to pass away the days, but until they 
learn to merge the music and words in a fash¬ 
ion that wants to co-exist, rather than one 
always supporting the other for a laugh or 
two, the Ladies will be no more than mere 
footnotes in the post-alt.rock history books. 

That said, Stuni is more focused than any 
of their previous albums. "One Week,” "It's 
All Been Done” and “Never Is Enough” are 
among the better songs they’ve put together 
(the Ladies' tunes never seem to be written; 
they sound assembled, piece by piece, sly 
reference piled atop sly reference), combin¬ 
ing elements of hip-hop. Tin Pan Alley-like 

Squirrel Nut Zippers are there for you. 
With Perennial Favorites, these American-
music maestros have conjured an alternately 
soothing and exuberant collection of tracks 
that will call to mind images of sippin' a mint 
julep (“Low Down Man”), donnin’ a zoot suit 
(“Suits Are Picking Up the Bill”) or gypsy 
caravans careening into camp (“Ghost of 
Stephen Foster"). 

It’s good-time tuneage that recalls 1930s-
style swing and more, with a steady parade of 
muted trumpets, violins, saxophones and 
even pedal steel guitar. 

Nothing extremely revolutionary going on 
here — just a steady devotion to American 
music tradition that’s well-suited to a Sunday 
afternoon gazebo concert in Smalltown, 
U.S.A., but with a whimsical, slightly off-
center aura, deserving of a Rod Serling-and-
cigarette intro or two. And unlike some of 
the cornball, remember-yesterday nostalgia 
trip stuff, there’s a sheen of hipness about the 
Zippers — they exude a respect for the past, 
but listening won’t leave you coughing up 
dust, as though it’s all been done before. 

By alternating male and female lead 
vocals, the band fuels the fanfare with a 
festive feeling — the listener can almost 
picture the different members stepping up to 
the mic at alternate "mes or imagine the 
band members’ physical movements, jump¬ 
ing around and belting out a horn line. 

But it’s not all red, white and blue, either 
— vaguely exotic, ethnic elements enhance 
this effort, including “Trou Macacq” and "My 
Drag,” which comes off like Billie Holiday-
fronting a bar mitzvah band. “The Kraken” 
manages to sound submarine, with gently 
undulating, wave-mimicking harp arpeggios, 
and vocalist Katharine Whalen's alluring, but 
distantly menacing, siren-like sweetness. 

Perennial Favorites is a mostly relaxing, but 
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rapid ride — it zips by, clocking in at less 
than 39 minutes. But word is the Zippers 
have a Christmas CD slated for release soon, 
so more Squirrel stuff is on the way. 

Until then, these acorns should be suffi¬ 
cient to munch on.

One good thing about all these post-Never¬ 
mind bands: You really didn’t have to deal 
with them too long. After that initial swarm 
on alt.rock kinda settled into itself and most 
everyone realized that the majority of these 
guitar-and-whine bands sucked, records 
bombed, promotion lapsed and careers died. 
All within the span of about three years. 

Of course, a few are still around, hard-
headedly trying to push themselves back 
into the public’s consciousness, as if they 
still matter (as if they mattered in the first 
place). Consider Candlebox, from the musi¬ 
cal mecca of Seattle and the warehouse 
sounds of the ’80s. In any other era they 
would have been lumped into the generic 
hard rock category, found a decent-sized 
audience and probably would still be making 
records a decade from now. 

But AC (After Kurt) changed all the rules: 
They’re from Seattle, therefore they must be 
grunge. Tossed into the alterna-rock cate¬ 
gory in which they never belonged (crunchy 
guitars plus brooding singer equal modern 
rock, you know), Candlebox were leftover 
’80s MTV rockers that found themselves 
playing festival shows with L7, Material 
Issue, and Violent Femmes at the height of 
their popularity. 

All of this certainly must have made even 
the band question their motives. Their 
second album — a repeat of their debut's 
ballads-n-balls formula — more or less 
stiffed, while their third, the just released 
Happy Pills, tries its best to regain some 
hard-rock credibility and footing. But if the 
woozy “10,000 Horses,” the sappy “It’s 
Alright” and the even sappier “Sometimes” 
are the best they have to offer, then Candle¬ 
box deserve the whatever-happened-to? 
status that’s quickly approaching them.

IZZY STRADLIN 
117 Degrees 
Geffen (GFCD-25202) 

If you've read about Izzy Stradlin’s sopho¬ 
more solo outing in another publication, 
chances are you’ve heard it described as a 
grinding, down-and-dirty rock and roll 
assault in the vein of his former band. While 
everyone’s entitled to his or her opinion, 1 
must take issue with that description. 

Some adjectives would apply to the first 
outing in six years (the last being 1992’s Izzy 
Stradlin & the Ju Ju Hounds) from Guns N’ 
Roses’ former guitarist, but “intense” is not 
among them. With relatively toned-down 
guitar work, laid-back vocals, mostly 

medium tempo songs, and clean production, 
this sounds more like Mark Knopfler with 
tattoos than the work of a hard rocker. 

Stradlin seems to be proclaiming that he’s 
“into the blues, man” on titles like “Ain’t It a 
Bitch," “Old Hat,” and “Up Jumped the 
Devil.” The finished product, however, is 
rarely bluesy or rocking. Whatever the 
tempo, blues (or rock and roll) was meant to 
be impassioned and from the heart. 

Stradlin’s sure trying to do that, but with 
usually lukewarm results that sound like 
someone who discovered blues through a 
Time-Life collection rather than through 
years of absorption. A deliberately low-fi 
acoustic intro to “Here Before You,” for 
example, is more symbolism than substance. 

Even if one is to discount the success or 
failure of the blues aspirations, 117 Degrees is 
simply short on good tunes. “Grunt” is a 
credible hard rock instrumental replete with 
several shifts (among them quotes from Blue 
Oyster Cult’s “Subhuman”), “Surf Roach” is 
an unexpected but very cool surf instro, and 
that’s it for this album. 

Basically, 1 1 7 Degrees is mainstream and 
often rather lightweight. And with only two 
songs to recommend it, it’s for GNR diehards 
only — if there are any left, that is.

EVAN JOHNS AND THE H-BOMBS 
Love Is Murder 
Freedom Records (FR1014) 

I lere are a pair new CDs presenting some 
very fine early ’80s Austin roots rock, not 
previously available on disc. 

The Fabulous Thunderbirds were certainly 
the hottest band in Austin in the late '70s; 
lead guitarist Jimmie Vaughan described 
them as being “...an encyclopedia of all the 
good shit from the Gulf Coast...” With their 
original Austin line-up of Vaughan (arguably 
the hottest guitar player in town until little 
brother Stevie came into his own a few years 
later), Mike Buck on drums, Keith Ferguson 
on bass (the pair of them were THE best 
rhythm section in Texas, if not America), and 
Kim Wilson on vocals and harp, the band 
helped spearhead a whole blues/rock revival 
right in the middle of Austin’s punk/New 
Wave years. Fot my tastes, the early years of 
the band, specifically the first two records 

Shade" and “The Crawl.” Still good, but of 
somewhat lesser interest are three studio 
outtakes from Hollywood, featuring the 
Roomful of Blues horn section. Three more 
studio outtakes from Dallas round out the 
CD, highlighted by a particularly fine 
Vaughan solo on “Things 1 Forgot To Do.” 

Within a few years, Ferguson would 
also leave the band, as would Vaughan, 
leaving the T-Birds as a band of talented 
yankees with the addition of new players 
from the Roomful of Blues circuit. Buck 
and Ferguson would play together again 
on the LeRoi Brothers epochal master¬ 
piece, Chech Some Action, and on the 
Big Guitars From Texas, but the Thun¬ 
derbirds would never sound better 
than they do on Different Tacos. 

Evan Johns was one of the hottest 
guitarslingers in the Washington, DC 
area before relocating to Texas about 
1984. His band, known as the H-
Bombs, played all around the region 
for years. When he moved to 
Austin, he first achieved local fame 
as one of the hottest axemen in town with 
the 5-piece line-up of The LeRoi Brothers, 
who released a fine album featured Johns 

(Fabulous Thunderbirds and What's The Word, called Lucky Lucky Me in 1985. He reformed 
originally on Tacoma Records) were always 
the best, not the more well-known pop hit 
years (as much as 1 do love their cover of 
“Wrap It Up", and as big a fan as I am of 
latter-day T-Birds producers Dave Edmunds 
and Nick Lowe). Different Tacos is a compila¬ 
tion of outtakes and live performances from 
their early years, produced and compiled by 
their original manager, Denny Bruce. It 
presents a really excellent collection of mate¬ 
rial from a band in its prime, and far from 
sounding like a bunch of outtakes, it rivals 
their very best releases. 

Raw and powerful, the record features 
early Dallas studio recordings of several of 
their all-time finest songs, “Can’t Tear It Up 
Enuff,” “You're Humbuggin’ Me,” and “My 
Babe.” 

The best material is a trio of live “field” 
recordings made during the British tour in 
Jan.-Feb. 1980, when the band was opening 
for Rockpile (and at one gig in Liverpool, an 
unannounced Elvis Costello). Those sorigs 
include rockin’ renditions of “Feelin' Good,” 
' Wait On Time,” and a great harp workout 
by Kim Wilson (who isn’t a favorite singer of 
mine, but who must be the finest living blues 
harp player, period) called "Pocket Rocket.” 
By the tour's end, Vaughan had broken his 
arm in a drunken fall, and Billy Bremner 
filled in mimeing the guitar on Top Of The 
Pops (man, 1 wish we could find a copy of 
that!), and shortly after the return to the 
States, Buck left the band to be replaced by 
Fran Christina, a yankee (as was Kim) who’d 
played with an early line-up of the T-Birds 
before they moved to Texas. 

An excellent and very representative 8-
song set from the now-defunct Bottom Line 
club in Austin is included. Particularly fine 
are versions of “Scratch My Back” and “She’s 
Tough”, and with the added backing of 
members of Roomful of Blues, “Made In the 

the H-Bombs with a new line-up, and 
recorded a self-titled record for Austin’s 
Jungle Records in early 1986. This CD, 
released on Austin’s Freedom Records label, 
is a reissue of that vinyl-only release with a 
bonus track added. 

The album opens with three outstanding 
tracks from 1983, recorded in New Jersey 
just before Johns moved to Austin. (He has 
since relocated to Arlington, VA. —Ed i They 
were produced by the E Street Band’s bassist 
Garry Tallent, and featured Danny Federici 
on accordian. The first two songs, the 
raucous “If I Had My Way”, and the title 
song "Love Is Murder” may very well be the 
two best songs Johns’ ever put on wax, and 
the third, “Day Go By,” suffers only from an 
arrangement that is too similar to the E Street 
Band (not that that is a bad thing). The 
remainder of the tracks were recorded in 
Austin with his new band in the summer and 
fall of 1985, just after Johns left the LeRois. 

Evan Johns and the H-Bombs espoused a 
particularly mean and nasty style of rock 
flavored by R&B, rockabilly, and Sixties 
garage rock (think “Talk Talk,” “Hey Little 
Girl,” and the Shadows of Knight and you’re 
in the ballpark). Johns’ singing is a bit of an 
acquired taste, since he “sings” in much the 
same manner as Johnny Winter does (i.e., 
you don’t buy the record for the vocals), but 
he had a fine band. When the ace guitar play¬ 
ing, sweat-drenched vocals, and hot band 
met a good song, like “Bar-B-Cutie” or “My 
Baby, She Left Me,” the result was an exciting 
slab of dancefloor butt-shakin’, hard-drinkin’ 
bar band rock; check the shot of the stage at 
the Continental Club in South Austin on the 
inside left of the CD, imagine a mass of 
sweaty dancing bodies, and you’ve got the 
whole picture right there. 

1 really loved the brief 5-piece LeRoi’s line¬ 
up that Evan Johns played in — they never 

sounded more Nuggcts-like before or since — 
and this album, recorded just after that 
period, is my personal favorite of his work. It 
brings back a lot of fond memories of late 
night fun. Johns may have been a yankee but 
his brand of Chuck Berry/Link Wray-influ¬ 
enced garage band rock was alwavs more 
than welcome in these parts. Texas rock? 
Southern rock? No. American rock is more 
like it. It may not be art, but you could sure 
dance to it. (Freedom Records, P.O. Box 
650032. Austin, TX 78765, and Town And 
Country Music, Palos Verdes Peninsula, CA)

RALPH STANLEY Kr FRIENDS 
Clinch Mountain Country 
Rebel (REB-5001) 

This two CD set from perennial bluegrass 
stalwart Ralph Stanley is both a sampler of 
Stanley's style and a tribute album featuring a 
cross-section of contemporary country 
performers. All the collaborators work with 
Stanley and his current touring band through 
a program of tried-and-true bluegrass clas¬ 
sics. 

Standouts on disc one include “Shouting 
on the Hills of Glory” with Ricky Scaggs. 
Scaggs has a perfect bluegrass voice — high, 
wide and handsome. He effortlessly harmon¬ 
izes with Stanley’s powerful tenor (amazingly, 
Ralph’s voice sounds like anything but the 
instrument of a man in his seventies) and 
takes the verses like a veteran, which is what 
he is. Patty Loveless is also effective on the 
old murder ballad, “Pretty Polly.” Unlike too 
many current country songbirds, Patty 
always conveys a sense of authentic emotion 
and down-home realism. 

Bob Dylan, long a Stanley Brothers’ fan 
who often plays their songs in concert, turns 
in a fine duet on “The Lonesome River.” No, 

it’s not prototypical bluegrass singing. Dylan 
is not a prototypical anything except perhaps 
prototypically Dylar. He actually sings 
harmony with Ralph here, however, despite 
his unique phrasing and highly individual 
approach to the verses. Marty Stuart’s “She’s 
More To Be Pitied” is authentic and richly 
complimentary to Stanley’s traditional 
approach. Stuart’s singing is right there with 
Ralphoit’s as if they’re singing from the same 
page of the bluegrass hymnal. 

Disc two starts off with one of the high¬ 
lights of the set, “Pig In A Pen.” This tune is 
what bluegrass pickin is all about. Ralph’s 
banjo is the model of perpetual motion and 
the vocal harmonies are tight and close. 
Dwight Yoakam also takes a strong turn on 
"The Darkest Hour Is Just Before the Dawn.” 
He sings it with great feeling and fine 
control, emphasizing that Hank Williams 
break in his voice to good effect. 
Just to prove that the album is not all 

Ralph and the youngsters, veteran country 
singer Porter Wagner contributes “The White 
Dove.” The song is a good reminder that 
Porter can still sing ’em. He’s not all sparkles 
and spangles — yet. Likewise, Connie Smith 
virtually shines on “Beautiful Star of Bethle¬ 
hem ” Her rich, honest voice makes every 
wore sink in like they're written in marble 
and Ralph accompanies in such a way that 
makes it obvious he not only knows the 
material but also believes the message. 

With 36 tracks total and all of them in 
good fidelity, it’s hard to imagine the blue¬ 
grass fan who won’t enjoy this set. Hardcore 
Dylan fans will want it, too, for that “Lone¬ 
some River.”

They are based on 8-1/2 x 11 sheets 
that you create. They are "camera ready," in other words, the ad will look in print exactly how it looks when you send it in, only smaller. We will reduce 
the sheets to fit the ad space. Opt onally, at no extra charge we can create a heading for your ad. We will typeset your name, business name (if any), 
address and phone/fax numbers on your ad if you so request. 
The two types of ads are: 
1. Set Sale - Items are sold at the price listed. 
2. Auction - Items are sold to the highest bidder. 

For A Better Unit Space Ad . . . 
1. Use white paper. 
2. Have a new ribbon on your typewriter or printer; avoid .ow 

toner on a laser printer. 
3. Make sure the paper is vertically orien’ec. We cannot publish a horizontal unit space ad 

unless you want the reader to turn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most readers won't 
bother to do that. 

4. Mail it to us; don't fax it. Faxes can leave unwanted markings that make your ad hard 
to read. 

5. Clearly identify whether your ad is c set sale or auction. 
Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separate sections for set-sale and 
auction items. 

6. Include your name, address, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be available to 
take calls on the ad) and all ordering inlormation, including postage and shipping fees. 

7. Put your listings in a logical order. If yoi have several formats in the same ad (LP, CD, 
45, etc.), group your items by format Yau also may wish to group items by type of music. 
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best. 

8. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, contact anyone from the Goldmine 
advertising staff. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions 

minimum bids and deadlines, it's not a set sale. 
2. Follow the advertiser's direct ons on how to reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve an 

item, do it. If the ad says thct money orders only are accepted, don't write a personal check. 
And never send cash through the mail! 

3. If you write or call to reserve an item and the advertise' still has it in stock, send your 
payment for the item promptly. 

4. Set sale ads ore "first-come, first-served," so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are to 
receive what you order. 

5. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don'f hesitate to complain. Reputable 
advertisers take complaints seriously and try to do right by the customer. But don't take 
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for do;ng so. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Only advertise items you have. Because of od deadlines, some dealers will assume they will 

have tew material based on release dales given by record companies. In the long run, it's 
better to wait until you actually have an item to put it in your ad 

2. State all your policies In the ad. Exampies include method of payment, whether (ana at 
what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send money 
immediately. 

3. Send the items promptly after they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission regulations 
state that you must ship your items within 30 days. 

4. Charge only what you pay to send the package. Or charge ever/one the same amount, 
knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on smaller ones. If 
your stated postage rates are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, special handling or 
packaging, etc.) 

5. Take complaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer. 

Auction Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale. 
2. Note the minimum bid, and don't bid less than that. Also, don't say "I will top all bids” 

unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it. 
3. Mail in all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptable. 
4. Remember the deadline. If none is stated, then the auction closes one month from the date 

on the cover For example, it the auction is in the Goldmine dated October 15, the sale closes 
November 15. 

5. If mailing bids, allow 1 -2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And after an auction ends, allow 
1 -2 weeks for notification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, assume 
you won nothing unless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified. 

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified tha* your bid has won the item, send the money 
for your ¡ferns within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. 1 complaint 
from those who run auction ads. If you can't honor your bid, at least have the courtesy to 
notify the advertiser. 

7. Allow 2-4 weeks for your winnings to arrive. 

Auction Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can set an auction-wide 

minimum; different minimums on different parts of the auction; or no minimums at all. 
Avoid "Ridiculous bids will be rejected" or similar phrases; you can't assume that everyone 
knows what a "ridiculous bid" is. Instead, take the time to set minimums. 

2 Run on honest auction. Don't advertise items you don't have; don't artificially force bidders 
to bid more by claiming there's a counterbidder when there isn't one; don" overgrade your 
items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the high bid, even if the 
bid is far below "book" value. 

3. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes. 
4. Send the winners their items promptly upon payment. (It's OK to wait for cnecks from 

unfamiliar customers to clear, which takes no mo'e than a week. If it takes longer, get a 
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items 
within 30 days. 

5. Don't use your auction as a way to compile a mailing list unless you state that in your ad. 
6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were the one bidding.

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SANDY DENNY 
Gold Dust: Live At The Royalty, The Final 

Concert 
Island (314-524-493-2) 

It’s been two decades since Sandy Denny 
passed away at the age of 31. But she 
amassed a large body of work in those few 
short years. She is still best known as the lead 
singer for the epochal British folk group Fair¬ 
port Convention (which also included singer¬ 
songwriter-guitarist Richard Thompson). As 
a writer, Denny was introspective and melan¬ 
choly and dipped heavily into sad, world 
weary lyrics about alienation, lost love and 
desperation. 

Her music was a perfect match (she was 
proficient on both piano and guitar). The 
ballads had a hypnotic feel with her mesmer¬ 
izing contralto balancing her words and 
music perfectly. Judy Collins had a “hit” with 
Denny’s ballad “Who Knows Where The 
Time Goes” in the ’60s, easily her best known 
composition (it was recently covered by 
Nanci Griffith). Her “rockers” (the best 
example on this CD being a cover of Thomp¬ 
son’s “1 Wish 1 Was A Fool For You (For 
Shame Of Doing Wrong)”) were cathartic 
and tension-filled. 

Recorded in London in late 1977, Gold 
Dust: Live At The Royalty, The Final Concert is 
a remastered, partially re-recorded (guitars, 
backing vocals), 17-song concert performed 
just months before her untimely death. This 
twice-bootlegged (by this writer’s count) 
concert always sounded a bit fuzzy but Island 
enlisted former bandmates Jerry Donahue 

and Simon Nicol to clean up the sound. It 
now sounds clear and crisp and nicely 
balanced. The material is taken from her 
work with Fairport and her solo albums. 
With only two covers (the aforementioned 
Thompson tune which opens the concert and 
a take on Dylan’s “Tomorrow Is A Long 
Time”), the lionshare of the material is origi¬ 
nal. From the prophetic eight-minute ballad 
“One More Chance” to the rocker “John The 
Gun” the true Sandy Denny fan will recog¬ 
nize everything here. And though her voice 
was not what it once was at this point, Denny 
and band (including her husband, the late 
Trevor Lucas, and Fairport drummer Dave 
Mattacks) now sound great on this final 
concert. Beautifully packaged, this recording 
is a real treasure for any Denny fan.

With these three releases, Rhino brings its 
Blues Masters series to a whopping eighteen 
volumes, providing a second helping of 
harmonica, slide guitar, and “postmodern” 
blues. The high standards that can be 
expected from a genre sampling Rhino' 
compilation are all here; each volume 

features a mix of well-known and obscure 
artists, the sequencing flows very pleasingly, 
the booklet is full of photos, original release 
information, and liner notes, and the remas¬ 
tering is excellent. 
Any volume from this series brings a 

newcomer to the blues a welcome introduc¬ 
tion and solid base on which to build a 
record collection, but any level of blues 
scholar could also pick up a few tasty 
morsels here, the hallmark of a well 
conceived anthology series. 

Many of the selections from Volume 16: 
More Harmonica Classics were recorded in 
Chicago, the city that named the harmonica-
driven electric blues style. Among the harp¬ 
blowing heavyweights showcased are Little 
Walter, Howlin, Wolf, the original Sonny Boy 
Williamson and Rice Miller, who took Sonny 
Boy,s name upon his demise, Slim Harpo, 
and Sonny Terry. More recent players include 
Paul Butterfield, “Magic” Dick of the J. Geils 
Band, and William Clarke. Rhino strikes a 
good balance between hits (“Baby Scratch My 
Back” by Slim Harpo) and lesser knowns 
(“Jump The Boogie” by Papa Lightfoot). One 
of the most off-the-wall blues tracks finds a 
home here in “Odds and Ends,” a Jimmy 
Reed b-side on which a violinist from the 
Chicago Symphony, playing a session in an 
adjacent studio, sat in and added some inde¬ 
scribable atmosphere. This is a fine volume, 
although some earlier examples of harmonica 
players on blues records (such as Jaybird 
Coleman who recorded during the 1930s) 
would have made it a better survey of the 
instrument. 

Volume 17: More Postmodern Blues could 
have been one of the more difficult listens of 
the series. This edition has the unlucky task 

of summarizing an era following the blues, 
commercial salad days of the mid-to-late ’60s; 
the music’s direction was faltering between 
adding creamy strings to compete with the 
more lucrative disco market or steamrolling 
subtlety to align with the arena rock market. 
Beginning with some of the more soulful 
mid-70s nuggets by established artists like B. 
B. King and Little Milton, much of this 
collection draws from the early '80s blues 
revival spearheaded by Robert Cray and 
Koko Taylor, as well as non-mainstream 
figures such as Joe Louis Walker and Johnny 
Adams. While the compilers, selections made 
this volume listenable, the artists here are for 
the most part followers rather than innova¬ 
tors, and lack the fire of their forebears. 

The most multi-dimensional and eclectic 
volume of the three is Volume 18: More Slide 
Guitar Classics. This one covers the most 
ground, with the slide guitar coherently 
weaving electric and acoustic style blues, 
from solo accompaniment to bigger combos. 
Each track is an example of how a good slide 
guitarist can really drive up the excitement 
level of a band. 

The disc opens appropriately with Muddy 
Waters, first hit, “I Can’t Be Satisfied,” which 
signalled the transition from acoustic to elec¬ 
tric blues, and slides its way through blues 
history, stopping at familiar touchstones 
("The Sky Is Crying” by Elmore James) as 
well as off the beaten path (Eddie “One 
String” Jones, “John Henry”, played on an 
instrument invented by the artist). 

The many facets and traditions of the blues 
have been taking shape over the course of the 
century, by the efforts of countless great 
musicians. The music would stand the test of 
time even without reissue labels like Rhino

These four upgraded reissues, released less 
than two weeks alter Frank Sinatra's death, 
represent the beginning ol Reprises overhaul 
of its Sinatra catalog, most ol which was first 
digitized in the early straight-transfer CD era 
of the 1980s; the releases also launch the 
Reprise/Capitol "Entertainer of the Century" 
promotion, which was in the works long 
before the singer's demise. Produced by reis¬ 
sue specialist Gregg Geller, the albums sport 
20-bil remastering for improved sound. 
(Actually, the first batch of CDs sounded 
good, but these versions sound much better.) 

I he choice of these four albums to lead off 
the campaign is notable in that they present a 
cross-section of the kind of material Sinatra 
explored during the Reprise years. I ust up is 
Ring-A-Ding Ding!, his debut for the label, 
cut while he was technically still contracted 
to Capitol Using Johnny Mandel as his 
conductor and the arranger of ten of the 
twelve tracks. Sinatra turns in a set very 
much in the mold ol his more uptempo Capi¬ 
tol concept albums. Not as bombastic as Billy 
Max. but still fond of blaring brass. Mandel 
makes every number a rhythm exercise. As 
on so mans ol the ( apitols. Sinatra has hired 
his in-house songwriting team. Sammy ( ahn 
and Jimmy Van Hensen, to concoct a theme-
setting title lune — the subject is romance, 
the mood is up. Then he goes to the Great 
American Songbook material ol Berlin, Gersh¬ 
win. Kern. Porter, and the like. Nine of the 
twelve selections have 1950s copyrights; 
three were introduced by Fred Astaire. The 
two songs from the 1940s are both remakes: 
Sinatra recorded Be Careful, It’s My Heart" 
(from the Astaire/Crosby film Holiday Inn) 
when he was with Tommy Dorsey, and "The 
Coffee Song" is a novelty from his Columbia 
years. Sinatra sings with his usual assurance, 
but the arrangements never stir him enough 
to become fully involved. The result is an 
album that favorably recalls such predeces¬ 
sors as Conic Flv With Me. but does not 
improve upon them. 

Septembei Of My Yems, coming four years 
after Ring-A-Ding Ding!, was nevertheless 
also somewhat in the mold of the Capitol 
concept albums. Gordon Jenkins, who had 
helmed such Capitol ballad sets as Where Arc 
You? and No One ( «tes, was wielding the 
baton here. The album was the keystone ol 
an earlier Sinatra marketing campaign, the 
run-up to his 50th birthday, and its theme, 
expressed in another Cahn-Van Hensen title 
song, was aging. The main difference from 
earlier concept albums was the material, 
which was uneven. Only a lew older stan¬ 
dards were present—“Last Night When We 
Were Young” and "September Song" (which 

Sinatra had first cut in 1946) were the sole 
1930s copyrights—and the newer songs, 
including another Cahn-Van Heusen contri¬ 
bution and a couple from Jenkins, were not 
memorable. Three songs were unashamedly 
requisitioned from Tony Bennett's repertoire. 
“Don't Wait Too Long” and “This Is All I 
Ask," both of which had been chart singles 
for him, and the exquisite "Once Upon A 
Time." As a result, the album looked like a 
commercial disappointment until Reprise 
belatedly released Tl Was A Very Good Year" 
as a single, it became a hit, and the LP 
turned around, hitting the Top Ten, going 
gold, winning Grammy Awards, and starling 
a major comeback for Sinatra. Thirty-three 
years later, it's still uneven. 

As September Of My Years peaked in the 
charts in early 1966, Sinatra was performing 
al the Sands Hotel in Las Vegas, accompa¬ 
nied by Count Basie and His Orchestra, 
conducted by Quincy Jones, who also wrote 
new; swinging arrangements of some of this 
best-known material. Reprise recorded ten 
shows and edited them into a two-LP set, 
Sinatra At The Sands, the singer's first live 
album. In retrospect, that record, first reis¬ 
sued as a two-disc set in 1986 and now fitted 
onto one 76-minule CD with a previously 
unreleased version of "Luck Be A Lady,” 
represents the Sinatra who has become most 
familiar to us since it was recorded: the 
mature, tuxedoed swinger who mixes bad 
jokes with powerful readings of songs like 
I ve Got You Under My Skin” and "One For 
My Baby (And One For The Road). Maybe 
that's because Sinatra essentially repeated 
this set (okay, toss in "My Way” and "New' 
York. New' York") for the next 50 years. At 
least he was in good voice and didn't take too 
many liberties with the lyrics, even if the 
nearly 12-minute stand-up comedy routine, 
much of it given over to cracks about Dean 
Martins drinking, wasn't funny in 1966 and 
hasn t improved with age. 

If Sinatra At The Sands presents us with a 
Sinatra we know all too well, the 1967 duet 
album with Antonio Carlos Jobim is a strik¬ 
ing change ol pace. Inspired by the bossa 
nova arrangements ol ( laus Ogerman, Sina¬ 
tra. w ith Jobim on acoustic guitar and occa¬ 
sional vocals, sings warmly and carefully. It's 
a unique set, and one can only wish there 
were more of it: with a running lime under 
29 minutes. Reprise might have appended 
the 1969 recordings with Jobim that made 
up part of Sinatra & Company in 1971.

The story of Pretty Things reissues in the 
digital age is a familiar one: numerous unau¬ 
thorized configurations, sound like shit, 
band sees few royalties. Now that the Pretties 
themselves have wrested control of all their 
pre-1980 masters and begun a reissue 
campaign on Snapper Music, however, you 
can forget that whole line. If these excellent 
re-releases of the first three albums arc any 
indication, the new rule of thumb will be 
remastered, pristine sound and (pardon the 
expression) snappy packaging. Not only does 
each of these three CDs boast no less than six 
bonus cuts, but also CD-ROM video footage 
and photo galleries on the first two albums. 

Beatles Related Reissues 
THE PETE BEST COMBO 
Best 
Music Club (50069) 

This compilation will be most useful to 
Beatles completists who haven’t been able 
to track down copies of Best of the Beatles 
or The Beatle That Time Forgot, each of 
which documented Pele Best’s post-Bealles 
music career in the ’60s. This collection 
draws on songs from each of those albums, 
presenting a "best of Best” selection, as the 
liner notes put it. 

After being fired from the Beatles in 
August 1962, Best joined Lee Curtis & the 
Allstars; when Curtis left the group, it was 
renamed the Pete Best Four, then the Pete 
Best Combo. The 16 tracks on The Pete Best 
Combo are a good example of the kind of 
raucous garage-flavored rock churned out 
by bands on Merseyside, with a strong beat 
and catchy, danceable hooks. But it's equally 
clear why the Combo never really went 
places; the performances are competent, 
but not exceptional. Nor are the vocals, 
shared by Wayne Bickerton and Tony 
Waddington (who also wrote all the origi¬ 
nal material on this collection), terribly 
strong, too often drifting toward monotony 
(as on ‘T il Try Anyway”). 

So one might wonder; if this is the 
“best” of Best, what can the second best 
sound like? Though actually, since Best's 
output during the '60s wasn't that exten¬ 
sive, it would’ve been worthwhile issuing 
all his recordings on one CD, which would 
have helped make this a more definitive 
package.

VARIOUS ARTISTS — SOUNDTRACK 
Everest 
ARK 21 (61868 10026 2 8) 

This soundtrack for the IMAX film Ever¬ 
est only has a tangenital Beatles connection 
— the instrumental scores drawns on key 
musical phrases from George Harrison's 
work, specifically “All Things Must Pass,” 
“Give Me Love,” “Life Itself,” "This Is 
Love,” and "Here Comes the Sun" 
(presented in its entirety). Nonetheless, it’s 
a pleasant score, and far more effective than 
the usual “let's give rock music and 
symphonic treatment” tactic. 

This is largely because composers Steve 
Wood and Daniel May have taken their own 
melodies and combined them with Harri¬ 
son’s music, using it more as a stepping off 
point to explore their own ideas. With a 
Western orchestra (the Northwest Sinfonia) 
providing the base, Wood and May have 
then mixed in such Eastern influences as 
the sitar (among other exotic instruments) 
and Buddhist chants. The mood is sweep¬ 
ing and majestic as befits the subject, 
though listeners will probably most often 

play this record when soothing background 
music is needed. Still, Harrison’s music — 
and Wood's and May's — is certain to reach 
a wide audience, as Everest (now playing 
IMAX theaters around the country) was 
certainly the most hotly-awaited IMAX film 
of the year.

Last year Rhino released the compilation 
Golden Throats 4: Celebrities Butcher Songs 

of the Beatles. Little did they realize a prece¬ 
dent had been set way back in 1978 with 
the release of this gem, the soundtrack for 
the legendary flop film of the same name. 

It must've seemed like a brilliant idea al 
the time. Peter Frampton was hot, due to 
the success of Frampton Comes Alive. The 
Bee Gees were hot, due to the success of 
Saturday Night Fever. RSO Records (who 
originally released the soundtrack) was hot, 
due not only to the success ol the Fever 
film and soundtrack, but also to the success 
of the Grease film and soundtrack. And the 
Beatles, well hey, aren t the Beaties always 
hot? 

But put 'em all together and you get — 
this mess. Peter Frampton is "Billy Shears,” 
the Bee Gees are the Lonely Hearts Club¬ 
bers, and that's really all you need to know 
of the storyline. There's plenty of "wacky” 
celeb guest stars as well, begging the ques¬ 
tion, do we really need a version of 
“Maxwell’s Silver Hammer” by Steve 
Marlin? “Fixing A Hole” by George Burns? 
“Mean Mr Mustard” bv Frankie Howerd? 

Only Earth, Wind & Fire ("Got to Get 
You Into My Life”), Aerosmith ("Come 
Together”) and Billy Preston (“Get Back”) 
turn in decent performances. The rest is 
bland and eminently forgettable. And to 
think it was all largely arranged and 
produced by George Martin. Sir George, 
you’ve got a lot to answer for.

Unlike many of their British Invasion 
counterparts, the Pretty Things had no state¬ 
side success during the Invasion’s 1964-1966 
heyday. And yet, a glance at the repertoires of 
numerous American garage bands of the 
same era reveals countless Pretty Things 
covers. Why might that be? Because as they 
flailed and bashed through covers of R&B 
chestnuts and cranked out their Bo Diddlcy-
esque originals, the Pretties exchanged Brit¬ 
ish polish and gentility for a raw, 
stripped-down sound that couldn't help but 

beg comparisons to an American approach. 
Nothing exemplified the Pretties’ rough 

edges more than their self-titled 1965 debut. 
The appearance of four Diddley covers 
bluntly reveals the direction where these 
shaggy mop-tops were aiming: jungle 
rhythms, sex drive, and fornication simula¬ 
tion. That's probably why a Dutch TV show 
literally pulled the plug on 'em that year and 
why many play-it-safe Americans were

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Life In The Yellow Submarine 
The Making of The Movie 

by Dr. Bob Hieronimus 

In the almost 30 years since The Beatles broke up, every¬ thing the four of them ever touched or contributed to 

has been written about, analyzed and reanalyzed, inter¬ 

preted, lauded and criticized. So why is so little still known 

about what is arguably one of their most vibrant (certainly 

most colorful) creations, the animated feature film, Yellow 

Submarine? Released in 1968 (July U.K., November U.S.), 

Yellow Submarine created a style for a generation of animators 

and artists and advertisers — remember the 7-Up green subma¬ 

rine ads? Even the “All Around The World” video by one of 

1998 s hottest bands, Oasis, seems to emulate much of the style 

and characteristics of this influential film. 

The history of Yellow Submarine has fallen into a Sea of 

Holes like the one depicted in the film, perhaps in part because 

The Beatles themselves had almost nothing to do with the 

actual creation of this project, and in fact were ready to 

renounce it entirely until they saw the finished product. After 

the massively hysterical premiere of the film at the London 

Pavilion that clogged up all of Piccadilly Circus on July 17, 

1968, John, Paul, George and Ringo have continued to speak 

fondly of Yellow Submarine, and indeed have watched and 

rewatched their copies of the video over the years just like the 

rest of us around the world lucky enough to have purchased it 

while it was briefly available on the market. 

Obviously, to say The Beatles had almost nothing to do with 

the creation of Yellow Submarine is ridiculous in one respect, 

because their songs were the inspiration for the very founda¬ 

tion of the plot and they do star in the film, although in 

animated form with voice actors portraying their voices. But 

just after the release of the Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club 

Band in what was to become known as the Summer of Love, 

1967, The Beatles were busy balancing at the pinnacle of 

their careers. During the short time span in which Yellow 

Submarine miraculously fell into place, the following monu¬ 

mental events occurred: the design and production of their 

own Magical Mystery Tour film and album through the fall of 

1967, manager Brian Epstein died in August 1967, John met 

Yoko, Apple Corps was formed, they left for India to study 

with the Mararishi in February of 1968, and in May began 

recording The White Album. 

Yellow Submarine has not been available on video in the 

American market for several years. The film has been 

subjected to several ownership disputes over the years, and 

recently ended up back at Apple under a sub-corporation 

known as Subafilms. Although it is rumored that Apple is 

working on remastering the negative of Yellow Submarine for 

a limited theatrical and video release in 1999, nothing has 

been officially announced as of this writing. 

“There was a tremendous complication with the music,” 

said John Coates, the Director of TVC (TV Cartoons), the 

London animation house that produced Yellow Submarine. 

“Because some of it was Lennon and McCartney or it was 

Northern Songs, some of it was, oh, that other publishing 

company, and they could never get together and sort that 

out. And it wasn’t until Michael Jackson bought up the 

entire music that it became a video. You know, for years and

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Who Were The Blue Meanies? 

The Blue Meanies were all 

entirely the creation of Heinz 

Edelmann, although John 

Lennon for some reason later in his life 

declared that Brodax had stolen some of 

these monsters from original Lennon 

ideas. Edelmann recalls that he originally 

intended the Meanies to be red as an 

obvious Cold War reference, but that 

either his assistant misunderstood his 

instructions or ran out of red paint, and 

when he came in the next day the Mean¬ 

ies were blue instead of red! The memo¬ 

ries of Millicent McMillan, Edelmann’s 

assistant, however, are somewhat differ¬ 

ent. She recalls Edelmann’s original 

intention being to make the Meanies 

purple, but that she suggested they 

would look better as Blue Meanies, and 

he agreed. There are even more theories 

about who the Blue Meanies were 

supposed to represent. Some say the 

KGB, the police, the Nazis, but most of 

the co-creators considered them a blan¬ 

ket reference to the establishment status 

quo. 

“I have the dubious distinction of 

having coined the phrase ‘Blue Meanies,’ 

Erich Segal says. “See Blue Meanies in 

your dictionary... Blue Meanies meaning 

policeman. Remember the Chicago 

Riots? They were called the Blue Mean¬ 

ies? I coined that phrase.” Notice some of 

the Blue Meanies are wearing Mickey 

Mouse ears, which background artist 

Alison DeVere says was done as a direct 

jibe at Walt Disney. Al Brodax also claims 

to have encouraged the anti-Disney 

atmosphere during the production, 

saying he put signs up in the studio 

something like “Disney: Do The Oppo¬ 

site!” 

Brodax also added that if you look 

carefully at the profile of his King 

Features assistant, Abe Goodman, you 

will find that it matches the Chief Blue 

Meanie. Charlie Jenkins agrees saying 

that even Al Brodax was used as a model 

for the Blue Meanies. Jenkins remembers 

that when the Blue Meanie characters 

were first introduced by Edelmann, 

“Brodax got cold feet, because he realized 

what Heinz was doing. Heinz didn’t like 

those (people) from King Features at all. 

He abhorred them. They were quite 

mean, always trying to cut things down, 

pare it down. He didn’t like them, so he 

invented Blue Meanies around King 

Features people. It was a personal and 

political comment by Heinz about the 

producers.”

years people were asking what happened to 
the video of Yellow Submarine, and it wasn't 
able to be released because they couldn't 
clear the music rights. And 1 think that’s got 
a lot to do with its going from one place to 
another. I do know that here in England the 
BBC had it and its been aired three times on 
the BBC and got amazing audiences every 
time. And our Channel 4 have acquired the 
rights here and arc about to put it out 
again.” 

John Coates was credited as Production 
Supervisor on the film, but says what he 
actually did would better be described as 
Line Producer in today’s terminology. He 
managed the 200 artists and was the hands-
on boss, while Al Brodax, who is credited as 
Producer, should actually be titled Executive 
Producer, since he was the big boss. Writer 
Erich Segal remembers him fondly as Big 
Al .” 

“Known as such, because he wasn’t big,” 
said Segal. 

If Apple re-releases Yellow Submarine in 
spring 1999 as hoped, you may be fortunate 
enough to watch it on the big screen again. 

The first thing American audiences will 
notice when watching Yellow Submarine for 
the first time in years is that it contains a full 
three minutes they have never seen before. 
This is known as the “Hey Bulldog” 
sequence, a really catchy rollicking song that 
is one of the least-known Beatles tunes since 
it came out only on the soundtrack album 
for this film. Strangely enough, the “Hey 
Bulldog” sequence got the axe even though 
it was one of only four new songs The Beat¬ 
les wrote especially for the film. 

It was hard enough squeezing those four 
contractually obligated songs (“Its All Too 
Much,” “All Together Now,” “Only A North¬ 
ern Song” being the other three) out of 
them At that time The Beatles were still 
suspicious of the producers. When first 
presented with the idea for a full length 

feature produced by the same company who 
had produced the ABC-TV Beatles cartoon 
series, The Beatles balked and refused to be 
represented by something they were afraid 
would make them look like “the bloody 
Flintstones" as Lennon called it. 

It was not until they saw the designs of 
an up and coming Czechoslovakian designer 
working in Germany for an avant guard 
magazine called Twen, did they begin to feel 
more comfortable about the project. John 
Lennon was particularly impressed with 
Heinz Edelmann, who remembers lunching 
with The Beatles during the production. 
Edelmann recalls they ate at a peculiar, 
supposedly hip, SoHo restaurant where he 
and Lennon mostly talked about the works 
of Aldous Huxley. Paul McCartney seemed 
to bond with one of the animation directors, 
Jack Stokes, who was also hired to design 
the titles for their Magical Mystery Tour. The 
tale of Stokes and Edelmann lunching with 
the Beatles is retold in Beallefan issue #112. 

It has been years since most people have 
taken the trip to Pepperland, so a refresher 
course is in order. As the tranquil narrators 
voice rolls in over psychedelically colored 
clouds that open into the rainbow filled 
utopia of Pepperland... 

“Once upon a time... or maybe twice... 
there was a place called Pepperland.” The 
film begins on a peaceful day in this happy 
kingdom, when a concert by Sergeant 
Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band is savagely 
interrupted by an Antimusic missile attack 
launched by their arch enemies, the Blue 
Meanies. The Chief Blue Meanie and his 
assistant Max, send out their 99 numbered 
henchmen, the dreadful Hying glove, Apple 
Bonkers and an assortment of villains, most 
of which are obvious caricatures of society's 
various ills, all drawn with humor and acer¬ 
bic wit by Edelmann's graceful hand. There 
are the Butterfly Stompers, the Hidden 
Persuaders with guns tn their shoes, the 
Snapping Turtle Turks with their mouths in 
their bellies, and the Count Down Clown 

with his nose cone nose. Determined to rule 
the world by stomping out music, happiness 
and love (“A world without music is a Blue 
world!”), the Blue Meanies turn Pepperland 
into a police state populated by grey lifeless 
statues. 

Old Fred is the conductor of the Band 
and he flees the attack and reaches the Lord 
Mayor, who puts him into the Yellow Subma¬ 

rine for a last minute escape in search of 
help. The sub surfaces in Liverpool and 
begins to follow a depressed Ringo, radar¬ 
like, as he wanders aimlessly about the 
streets of Liverpool in boredom (“Liverpool 
can be a lonely place on a Saturday night. 
And this is only Thursday morning!”) Ringo 
notices he’s being followed, and runs up a 
large hill to a strange house called “The 
Pier.” For this scene, Special Sequences 
designer Charlie Jenkins used a photograph 
of a real building in Liverpool which he says An unfinished sketch from the making of Yellow Submarine. 
sits on top of Penny Lane. Old Fred follows 
Ringo into the house, explains about the 
Meanie attack, and enlists Ringo's aid. They 
proceed to round up the others. John materi¬ 
alizes out ol a great literary creation, 
Frankenstein; George appears out of haze of 
transcendental meditation. Paul emerges 
from a concert playing classical music. 

The Beatles board the Yellow Submarine 
and head for Pepperland. They are detoured 
through the Seas of Time, Science, Monsters, 
Nowhere. Phrenology, Green and Holes. 
They undergo time warps, chase Lucy 
through her “Sky With Diamonds,” climb 
clocks, become ancient and infantile, are 
molecularized, actually "disappear up their 
own existences”, and almost drown in an 
avalanche of apples, among other adven¬ 
tures. 

Ringo takes a liking to the supcrintellec-
tual Boob, a poetic personification of the 
“Nowhere Man," and takes him along on the 
trip. In the Sea of Holes the Boob is captured 
by a Blue Meanie. A pepper powered sneeze 
propels the Beatles through the Sea of Holes

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(Yellow Submarine from page 138) 

where they finally find the Sea of Green 

which is the entrance to Pepperland. After 

unbonking the Lord Mayor, he remarks how 

much The Beatles resemble the original 

Sergeant Pepper Band. Disguised as an Apple 

Bonker, The Beatles infiltrate the musical 

instrument compound, and when armed 

with their guitars and instruments, the Beat¬ 

les go to battle using their “All You Need Is 

Love” philosophy to win their antagonists 

over to the side of peace. They do not use 

any violence, instead they transform their 

enemies into friends. 

The film closes with a brief appearance 

by the live Beatles who warn us that newer 

and bluer meanies have been seen within the 

vicinity of this theater. There’s only one way 

to go out! And that's singing!!! All together 

now... 

Although most Americans will mistak¬ 

enly guess that it was Peter Max who 

designed what later became known as 

“Yellow Submarine Art,” the real genius 

behind this look is Czechoslovakian-born 

artist Heinz Edelmann. For the past thirty 

years Edelmann has been a professor at the 

Stuttgart Academy of Fine Art while contin¬ 

uing to work in advertising, poster design 

for films, book design and illustration, maga¬ 

zine illustration, and earning his acclaim as 

‘one of the best designers in Europe," (in the 

words of Milton Glaser, founder of Push Pin 

Studios, New York). Edelmanns reluctance 

to talk about Yellow Submarine is another 

reason the real story about how this film 

came to be is not well known. Yellow Subma¬ 

rine has felt like an albatross, he says. Edel¬ 

mann is internationally renowned for his 

poster illustrations and typography, and has 

had several one man shows in Europe, the 

U.S. and Japan. He grew so annoyed at 

consistently being asked if held ever got to 

meet The Beatles while working on Subma¬ 

rine, that his daughter, Valentin, now an 

accomplished designer in her own right, 

remembers it was a forbidden topic in their 

house. He has granted this author numerous 

exclusive interviews on the subject over the 

past five years, but wrote in a recent letter 

after explaining a lengthy answer, “Let 

anyone who mentions Yellow Submarine in 

my hearing after this be flattened into a 

carpet by a bolt of lightning and eaten by 

moths!” 

Without knowing what happened behind 

the scenes, it may be hard to imagine that 

the creation of something that exuded so 

much peace and love and flower power is 

remembered by its designer with such 

distaste. Edelmann was originally hired for a 

two-month job to create the designs for 

Yellow Submarine and then planned to return 

to his job in Germany. But because of lack of 

direction, the floundering for a script that 

went through dozens of rewrites and 

rebirths, and other complications, Edelmann 

ended up staying in London for the entire 

year. He felt enormous pressure as he was 

called upon to design almost non-stop for 

the entire production ordeal of 11 months. 

He took on a schedule of sleeping for only 

four hours every other day and as a result, 

his health took a terrible beating. He also 

suffered a bout of food poisoning and almost 

lost his eyesight from the strain. It took two 

years to recover his health from the project, 

understandably leaving it as a painful 

memory. 

With no one trumpeting around the 

claim that he was the designer responsible 

for Yellow Submarine Art, American pop 

artist Peter Max received the mantle by 

default. Many assume it was Max’s work, and 

he is often referred to in print or when being 

introduced on television as the one who did 

Yellow Submarine. Max says he does not 

usually take the time to correct people 

because he believes he inspired the look of 

the film anyway, so it was his gift to the 

world in a sense. According to Max, Al 

Brodax, the film’s producer, originally tried 

to hire him to design the film, but they 

couldn’t agree on terms. It is Max’s opinion 

that Brodax specifically sought out Edel¬ 

mann as a designer with a style similar to his 

own because he knew that the Beatles had 

already expressed their admiration for the 

Peter Max look. Brodax denies that this 

encounter ever happened, even though Max 

claims to have a contract to back up the 

story. Brodax says he’s mixing it up with 

another contract for an “Alice In Wonder¬ 

land" feature that they did discuss doing 

together, but never did they discuss doing 

Yellow Submarine. Brodax has even threat¬ 

ened to sue Max if he doesn’t stop allowing 

himself to be identified as the man responsi¬ 

ble for Yellow Submarine. 

“1 never claimed any ownership to the 

Yellow Submarine," Max says. “... (It’s just 

that) 1 probably styled the direction in which 

it went.” 
The truth is undisputable, however, the 

designs in Yellow Submarine all came 

completely out of the head of Heinz Edel¬ 

mann, who says he was only vaguely aware 

of Peter Max’s work at the time, and did not 

consider it of any great importance. 

While Edelmann did work on the film, 

but does not like being associated with it, 

and Max did not work on the film, but 

enjoys being credited for it, over 200 other 

artists who really did work on the film 

remember the frantic paced 11 months as a 

strange but precious jewel in their lives. As 

Animation Director Bob Balser said, “It was a 

fantastic experience. It’s something that 

could never happen again. You could never 

gather the kind of people we had together.” 

The artists hailed from all over the world: 

Belgium, Czechoslovakia, Holland, Canada, 

U.S., Australia, France, Japan, England, Scot¬ 

land. and many of those who filled in colors, 

and traced and painted were students at local 

art schools whom John Coates arranged to 

have bussed in for the overnight shift. And 

they did it all for under $1 million. 

The man who spearheaded the idea to do 

an animated feature film starring The Beatles 

and their songs was Al Brodax, who had 

headed the motion picture/television depart¬ 

ment at King Features for years before. 

Brodax was also responsible for the ABC 

Beatles cartoon feature, which the Beatles 

loathed so much they insisted on a contrac¬ 

tual agreement that the series could never be 

shown in the U.K. 

Brodax explained that The Beatles “had a 

three picture deal, and... 1 had done the 

Beatles television series, the cartoon series 

which was highly successful (receiving a 45-

50 ratings share), and during that whole 

period it was my ambition to do a full length 

feature. All the time running like a fugue 

throughout this was the presence of Brian 

Epstein, who was a very difficult person. But 

he did make the promise that if the cartoons 

were successful. I’d have a short feature. 

Grabbing at this straw, I understood that The 

Beatles wanted more than anything else to go 

to India to get their lives straightened out 

with this guru. I’d had problems, at least 

three to four years with contact with them. 

At this time, 1 suggested that they could go 

to India, with my blessings and have a 

feature produced while they were in resi¬ 

dence in India, and all they had to do was 

sign a piece of paper. I’d do the work, 

thereby fulfilling their contract of the three 

picture deal with United Artists. So they 

latched on to this, and that’s truly how the 

Submarine happened.” 

Unfortunately, by the time the approvals 

were given to go ahead on an animated 

feature there were but 11 months to 

complete it because of a pre-scheduled open¬ 

ing at the London Pavilion the following July 

17, 1968. This was seen by many to be an 

impossible task since similar animated 

productions normally require at least two 

years and twice Submarine's minimal budget. 

It is still not clear if Yellow Submarine was 

accepted by United Artists as the third film. 

According to Peter Brown and Steven 

Gaines, Submarine was rejected (perhaps 

because of the minimal input by The Beat¬ 

les), and thus the need for the fourth film, 

Let It Be, to finally complete their UA 

contract. 

“It was part of a deal (Brian Epstein) did 

with United Artists,” says Beatles producer 

Sir George Martin. “And when Brian 

committed (The Beatles) to the picture, he 

said that they would provide new songs. 

They said, ‘Well, we’re not going to write any 

decent songs, well give them all the rejects 

we didn’t really want.” 

It wasn’t until one of their infrequent 

visits to the TVC Studios to observe the 

production that they became enthusiastic 

and volunteered to do the voices and do 

some new songs. Unfortunately it was too 

late. (The voice of John was John Clive, the 

voice of Paul was Geoffrey Hughes, the voice 

of George was Peter Batten, the voice of 

Ringo was Paul Angelus.) 

Al Brodax and King Features originated 

the idea to produce the film and are credited 

as the Producers, but TV Cartoons of 

London is where the film was actually 

created. The TVC animation studios in 

London were originally set up in the 

summer of 1957 to produce TV commercials 

and in 1966 they had already won several 

awards when contracted to produce the Beat¬ 

les cartoon series for King Features that ran 

on ABC until 1968.

film had been carefully planned and written, 

but a little research dispels that myth. Much 

of the dialogue and witticisms we hear in 

Yellow Submarine are the work of Erich 

Segal, who followed up Yellow Submarine 

with the blockbuster Love Story and is 

currently a Fellow at Wolfson College, 

Oxford. Segal claims that he was number 40 

in a long line of revolving writers who were 

tried and replaced in a desperate attempt to 

find something The Beatles and the produc¬ 

tion team would approve of. Treatments or 

contributions by Joseph Heller and Tom 

Stoppard are rumored to have existed at one 

time. Al Brodax disputes this number, saying 

the total number of writers was closer to 

four or perhaps six, but not forty! 

Because there never was a complete script 

from beginning to end, much of the essential 

"plot” was devised by designer Edelmann 

and the other artists. Edelmann remembers 

the stress of facing the unmovable deadline 

without a clear script/story/idea to animate. 

"I think everybody was unhappy. There 

were about five or six completely different 

versions floating around, one centering 

about the problems of Old Fred and Mrs. 

Old Fred and was a sort of middle class 

suburban romance at that point... There 

were two characters remaining from the 

previous script. One was a character called 

The Boob and the other one was Old Fred. 1 

did Pepperland and the Meanies and... the 

plot which is nothing terrifically original, 

the rough plot, and 1 did all the characters... 

And then I think everybody contributed to 

that. Then when we were about 15 minutes 

into the production Erich Segal came on to 

write bits of the dialogue. And then later on, 

(parts of) this was rewritten by Roger 

McGough." 

Animation Director Bob Balser confirmed 

how the storyline evolved over the 11 

months. “Unfortunately, there was never a 

storyline. They had an idea to do a film 

about a trip in a Yellow Submarine, certainly 

because of The Beatles' Yellow Submarine 

song. And when I got there, there was really 

no concrete story. And this is, 1 think this is 

probably one of the most interesting aspects 

of it, it’s this film was created as we went 

along.” 
Balser remembers starting his artists 

working on animating the songs while wait¬ 

ing for a script. 

Again Al Brodax’s memories conflict with 

the others. “Well, we had a script. A lot of 

people deny that, but we had a fairly loosely 

written script, a beginning, middle and an 

end, that Erich and I had from the onset and 

once we started production. We did have to 

stitch it together, but the chaos that people 

speak of at times was really engineered 

chaos. Because it’s what gave us our edge. 

They really didn’t know where they were 

going all the time, except 1 knew, and Erich 

knew, and Stokes and Balser knew.” 

Brodax found Segal when he was a young 

assistant professor of the classics at Yale 

University. Segal remembers a frenzied three 

weeks when he was flown to London and 

stayed in the Londonderry Hotel where he 

wrote practically non-stop, around the clock, 

only being allowed one hour off every 24 to 

go for a jog around Hyde Park. 

“1 had three weeks, and 1 got this thing 

on course. Because 24 hours a day and... 

three weeks on that film was like 12 weeks 

on any other film. As 1 said, they were 

divided into groups of four. They were work¬ 

ing four times as fast, with four sub-direc¬ 

tors... 1 wrote the thing in four parts at once. 

Because Balser had divided the artists up 

into teams of four. So unlike live actors, (for 

example) Tom Cruise can only be in one 

room at one time. If you’re drawing them, 

you could have four guys drawing four 

Ringos, and Ringo could be in four different 

adventures at once. So I ended up writing 

the middle, the end, the beginning in no 

particular order. Messengers just kept 

coming back and forth to my room to get 

material. Very early in the morning, I was 

allowed to see dailies, which are the rough 

sketches. They used to do pencil sketches of 

the story... with my dialogue across, to see 

how it went. And 1 never left my room 

except to see these penciled drawings and to 

speak to Big Al’ Brodax.” 

The writing credits on the film are split 

up between four people, with Al Brodax, 

Jack Mendelsohn and Lee Minoff being the 

other three. But there is a fifth person given 

no credit at all, who is remembered fondly 

by most of the co-creators as having 

contributed an important Liverpudlian 

flavor and hometown jokes. His name is 

Roger McGough and he was a friend and an 

early influence on John Lennon. He was 

recently awarded the MBE, and is described 

by Heinz Edelmann as an 'English poet and 

pop singer who is still around and still has 

got some reputation.” McGough’s contribu¬ 

tions can be heard in the Sea of Monsters 

and in the opening sequence of Ringo in 

Liverpool, among others, but his name does 

not appear anywhere in the credits. 

McGough's original contract precluded 

his receiving a film credit, but he accepted 

his fate with grace. ‘From my point of view,” 

he said,” 1 had no quarrel, really, because it 

had been made clear from the beginning 

there was no credit You go into it with that 

in mind, that’s it Maybe later on when you 

realize you’ve done a lot of work, it would 

have been nice.” 

Depending on who you talk to, the 
production budget ran dry about three 

months before completion, and many of the 

crew members resorted to guerrilla style 

tactics to remove from the clutches of King 

Features several portions of the work for 

protection until the budgetary conflicts and 

control over the studio was regained. It was 

a David and Goliath scenario that resulted in 

this quaint little film about a big rock ’n’ roll 

band being preserved in animation for future 

generations. It was created by a studio which 

had never done more than 5-10 minute 

features, without a script, underbudgeted, in 

a mere 11 months, and without the assis¬ 

tance of those whom the film was about. 

Looked at as a whole, Yellow Submarine 

symbolizes what the ’60s were all about: the 

establishment’s power vs. the artists’ love. 

Dr. Bob Hieronimus is completing his long 

delayed history book on the turbulent journey 

of the Yellow Submarine, which should see 

publication by the summer of 1999. His previ¬ 

ous research interpreting the Great Seal of the 

United States can be found at the White House, 

in the Congressional Record, and in the files of 

the late Egyptian president, Anwar El-Sadat. 

Who Was The Boob? 
There is a great deal of speculation about The Boob, and who he is supposed to be 

parodying. The Boob was one of the two names kept from Lee Minoff’s original 

screenplay, but Minoff had the name attached to a chartreuse shaggy seal! Minoff says 

The Nowhere Man was based on the director of my play, Jonathan Miller, who... was 

a great intellectualizer... and really helped to ruin it when it finally got to Broad¬ 

way... Miller could do everything, he was a writer, a doctor, a director, blah, blah, 

blah. But 1 felt he was ultimately full of shit.” 
Other researchers have assumed that screenwriter Erich Segal was the inspiration 

for the Boob, since he was a professor of classics atYale at the time. Segal says no, but 

adds: “People think that The Boob was based on a professor at Yale, a friend of mine, 

called Jeremy Adams because he’s called Jeremy Boob, but 1 don’t remember if that’s 

true or not. Jeremy Adams thinks so, and since he was flattered, 1 told him it was true. 

But 1 don’t know... The Boob (was) sort of me, too, 1 mean, you know, 1 wrote those 

words at that particular segment. I wrote every word of it.”

thumbing their noses, but it’s also why the 
music still sounds so vital. The rhythms of 
bassist John Stax and lunatic drummer Viv 
Prince are disjointed more often than not, 
but their sheer primitiveness unleashes cave-
man-like stomps on “Roadrunner” and 
“Honey, 1 Need” that hit you right in the gut. 
Phil May’s wheezy vocals and the clanging 
guitars of Brian Pendleton and ex-Rolling 
Stone Dick Taylor add to the effect, creating a 
sound that's spiritually linked to Taylor’s 
former band. Unlike the Stones, however, the 
Pretties didn’t quite rise to the occasion on 
original material — though “Get Yourself 
Home" and the aforementioned “Honey, 1 
Need” are notable exceptions. (And if your 
computer has CD-ROM capability, you’ll be 
treated to a clip of the current line-up doing 
"Rosalyn” and a gallery of vintage press clip¬ 
pings and photos.) 
The reliance on covers was overcome 

somewhat by the time Get the Picture? hit the 
racks in December 1965, as the album boasts 
first-rate band-penned numbers like the title 
cut (later covered by SRC, among others) 
and “Buzz the Jerk.” The grab bag of cover 
material was still plentiful, too, as evidenced 
by solid renditions of Ray Charles’ “1 Had a 
Dream” and Solomon Burke’s “Cry To Me.” 
Overall, Get the Picture? is more polished 
than the debut, but it's still got the fire — 
even with the absence of a departing Prince 
on some tracks. With the addition of stand¬ 
out Pretties singles like “Midnight To Six 
Man” (another original) and “Come See Me" 

as bonus cuts, the album is only enhanced. 
The main enhancement, however, comes 
from a cool quarter-hour conceptual film 
(with performance shots) from 1966 on the 
CD-ROM. 

The band’s sound had mellowed consider¬ 
ably (probably due in part to further person¬ 
nel changes) by the third album, 1967’s 
Emotions, but change isn’t the reason so 
many fans — and even the Pretties them¬ 
selves — dislike the record. Despite the 
growth in songwriting skills exhibited on 
standout cuts like “The Sun” and “One Long 
Glance,” the album is marred by orchestral 
and horn embellishments courtesy of the 
original label, Fontana Records. Neither the 
shimmering strings of Chicago soul nor the 
gutsy brass of Stax, these overdubs are more 
suitable for Lawrence Welk — including 
particularly awful muted horns on “There 
Will Never Be Another Day,” “Out In the 
Night,” and “My Time” that sound comical 
for all the wrong reasons. To rescue the CD 
reissue. Snapper has included four songs in 
their original, non-orchestrated form - with 
considerably better results. If you give it a 
chance, Emotions isn’t nearly as bad as its 
reputation — though admittedly it’s also not 
even close to its two predecessors. 

Overall, this is a great start to the Pretties’ 
reissue series. Can’t wait till S.E Sorrow is 
born, so to speak. (4B The Coda Centre, 189

VISUAL OR PLAY GRADING? 
In an ideal world, every record would be played before it is 

graded. But the time involved makes it impractical for most 
dealers, and anyway, it’s rare that you get a chance to hear a 
record before you buy through the mail. Some advertisers play¬ 
grade everything and say so. But unless otherwise noted, 
records are visually graded. 

HOW TO GRADE 
Look at everything about a record - its playing surface, its 

label, its edges -- under a strong light. Then based on your 
overall impression give it a grade based on the following 
criteria: 

Mint (M): Absolutely perfect in every way - certainly never 
played, possibly even still sealed. (More on still sealed under 
Other considerations"). Should be used sparingly as a grade, it 

at all. 
Near Mint (NM or M-): A nearly perfect record. Many dealers 

won t give a grade higher than this implying (perhaps correctly) 
that no record is ever truly perfect. 

The record should show no obvious signs of wear. A 45 RPM 
or EP sleeve should have no more than the most minor defects, 
such as almost invisible ring wear or other signs of slight 
handling. 

An LP jacket should have no creases, folds, seam splits or 
any other noticeable similar defect. No cut-out holes, either. And 
of course, the same should be true of any other inserts, such as 
posters, lyric sleeves and the like. 

Basically, an LP in Near Mint condition looks as if you just 
got it home from a new record store and removed the shrink 
wrap. 

Near Mint is the highest price listed in all Goldmine price 
guides. Anything that exceeds this grade, in the opinion of both 
buyer and seller, is worth significantly more than the highest 
Goldmine book value. 

Very Good Plus (VG+): Generally worth 50 percent of the 
Near Mint value. 
A Very Good Plus record will show some signs that it was 
played and otherwise handled by a previous owner who took 
good care of it. 

Record surfaces may show some slight signs of wear and 
may have slight scuffs or very light scratches that don't affect 
one's listening experience. Slight warps that do not affect the 
sound are OK. 

The label may have some ring wear or discoloration, but it 
should be barely noticeable. The center hole will not have been 
misshapen by repeated play. 

Picture sleeves and LP inner sleeves will have some slight 
wear, lightly turned-up comers, or a slight seam-split. An LP 
jacket may have slight signs of wear also and may be marred 
by a cut-out hole, indentation or corner indicating it was taken 
out of print and sold at a discount. 

In general, if not for a couple of minor things wrong with it, 
this would be Near Mint. All but the most mint-crazy collectors 
will find a Very Good Plus record highly acceptable. 

Very Good (VG): Generally worth 25 percent of the Near Mint 
value. Many of the defects found in a VG+ record will be more 
pronounced in a VG disc. Surface noise will be evident upon 
playing, especially in soft passages and during a song's intro 
and fade, but will not overpower the music otherwise. Groove 
wear will start to be noticeable, as will light scratches (deep 
enough to feel with a fingernail) that will affect the sound. 

Labels may be marred by writing, or have tape or stickers (or 
their residue) attached. The same will be true of picture sleeves 
or LP covers. However, it will not have all of these problems at 
the same time, only two or three of them. 

Goldmine price guides with more than one price will list Very 
Good as the lowest price. This, not the Near Mint price, should 
be your guide when determining how much a record is worth, 
as that is the price a dealer will normally pay you for a Near 
Mint record. 

Good (G), Good Plus (G+): Generally worth 10-15 percent 
of the Near Mint value. Good does not mean Bad! A record in 
Good or Good Plus condition can be put onto a turntable and 
will play through without skipping. But it will have significant 
surface noise and scratches ana visible groove wear (on a 
styrene record, the groove will be starting to turn white). 

A jacket or sleeve will have seam splits, especially at the 
bottom or on the spine. Tape, writing, ring wear or other defects 
will start to overwhelm the object. 

If it's a common item, you ’l probably ‘ind another copy in 
better shape eventually. Pass it up. But, if it's something you 
have been seeking for years, and the pnce is right, get it... but 
keep looking to upgrade. 

Poor (P), Fair (F): Generally worth 0-5 percent of the Near 
Mint price. The record is cracked, badly warped, and won't play 
through without skipping or repeating The picture sleeve is 
water damaged, split on all three seams and heavily marred by 
wear and writing. The LP jacket barely keeps the LP inside it. 
Inner sleeves are fully seam split, crinkled, and written upon. 

Except for impossibly rare records otherwise unattainable, 
records in this condition should be bought or sold for no more 
than a few cents each. 

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS 
Most dealers give a separate grade to the record and its 

sleeve or cover. In an ad, a record's grade is listed first, followed 
by that of the sleeve or jacket. 

With Still Sealed (SS) records, let the buyer beware, unless 
it's a U.S. pressing from the last 10-15 yeors or so. It's too easy 
to reseal one. Yes, some legitimately never-opened LPs from the 
1960s sill exist. Bui if you're looking for a specific pressing, the 
only way you can know for sure is to open the record. Also, 
European imports are not fcctory-sealed, so if you see them 
advertised as sealed, someone other than the manufacturer 
sealed them. 

A FEW NOTES ON COMPACT DISCS 
In theory, a compact disc should always play-grade in at least Near 

Mint condition. And even the condition of generic jewel boxes and trays 
aren't important, os they con be replaced easily 

Unless the CD came in a special package (‘old-open, fold-over, 
colored plastic, etc.), the two areas to check la grading are its label 
end its insert (booklet). 

Most collector interest currently ,s with promotional CD's. Again, 
audible condition of the disc is less of a concern than the condition of its 
packaging and art-work and the collectibility of 'he artist. 

Used full-length, commercial CD's generally sell for 50-75 percent of 
the new price. Dealers in used CD s will usually pay no more than 50 
percent of that price, ard often much less

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RETAILER PROFILE 
New York’s Other Music — 
a bit of the extraordinary 

by BRYAN REESMAN 

In a world of sanitized megastores, chain stores, and malls. Other Music 

offers both a sanctuary and a resource 

for aficionados of electronic, experimental, 

and obscure sounds from around the globe. 

Nestled conveniently across from corporate 

giant Tower Records in New York’s East 

Village, the modestly-sized but densely-

packed Other Music features a stunning 

musical selection that bigger entities like 

Musicland end The Wiz do not stock and 

which many listeners could only previously 

purchase through mail order or on overseas 

vacations. In this retail forum, Current 93 

are neighbors to John Zorn, Ozric Tentacles 

are nestled near Serge Gainsbourg, and Dead 

Can Dance reside in proximity to Bill 

Laswell. 
This eclectic CD and vinyl emporium 

opened in December 1995 under the owner¬ 

ship of three former employees of Kim's 

Underground in Manhattan. 

Jeff Gibson opened and designed the orig¬ 

inal store and gave it the image of being a 

hip underground venue. Soon after, his 

future partners Josh Madell and Chris 

Vanderloo joined the staff, and as Kim’s 

expanded into a four-store chain, the trio 

split to start their own alternative retail 

venture, one which revolved around an 

exotic and esoteric niche. Call it a new music 

manifesto, if you will. 

“It wasn’t so much calculated in that it 

was basically music that we were all really 

into, music that we listened to a lot and felt 

that it was under-represented as far as 

stores,” explains co-owner/manager Madell. 

“We knew that there were a lot of people 

interested in more experimental music, some 

of the new electronic stuff, indie rock, and 

other stuff. We do have some older music — 

French pop, a lot of different ’60s stuff. This 

is all music we had been spending time 

listening to and had a lot of trouble finding 

ourselves. It seemed like there was definitely 

a market for it.” 

Indeed the recent growing interest in 

“electronica” offers some proof of that, and 

Madell confirms that new electronic releases 

does well for them. While they shirk heavier 

dance genres like house, they do well with 

drum ’n’ bass, ambient, trip-hop, and jazzier 

material. 
Like the diverse genres represented on 

their sales floor — indie rock, psychedelic, 

Krautrock, 20th century classical, ’60s pop 

— Other Music attracts a good cross-section 

of the record-buying public, something 

which is often foreign to more homogenized 

retail chains like Sam Goody’s. 

‘Tve worked in a lot of record stores, 

mostly ones with a younger clientele, with 

one certain type of collector guy or this or 

that,” notes Madell. “We have a real cross¬ 

section with men and women, and a lot of 

older people. With our location, [and] 

having it be a nice, friendly, clean store, we 

try to really be as accessible to as many 

people as we can.” 

Tourists from various European and 

Japanese ports-of-call are among the many 

people who find their way to the store. For 

the Japanese especially, American record 

stores are a haven because CDs cost less here 

(or even on import) than they do in their 

own country. 

It should go without saying that Other 

Music is an underground music collector’s 

dream, and what their clients seek is rather 

diverse. 

“You always have people who are looking 

for certain rare records, and we have a lot of 

rare vinyl as well as just hard-to-find CDs,” 

states Madell. While their biggest business is 

compact discs, they do get a lot of vinyl 

hunters who know the store will often have 

something others do not. 

“We’ll get a reissue of something out in 

Germany, we’ll get a lot of weird stuff in. It 

happens with LPs all the time ” 

A charming collector anecdote revolves 

around a recent visit by Japan-based Matador 

recording group Cornelius, who sells well at 

Other Music and has many fans amongst the 

staff On a recent New York press trip, their 

frontman Keigo Oyamada arrived and was on 

the hunt for something special and rare. 

“He was looking for a record by a pretty 

obscure American electronic pop innovator 

named Bruce Hacke,” recalls Madell. “He 

had a record called Electric Lucifer on 

Columbia once. He had a lot of really 

strange, self-released records. This one was a 

children’s record that he made. He was an 

openly gay man, and he had some very heavy 

gay content on a lot of his records. He also 

did a lot of fun children’s records. 

“■[Oyamada] came in [to town],” contin¬ 

ues Madell, “and apparently when he got off 

the plane, the people at Matador said ‘what 

do you need while you’re in New York?’ He 

was like ‘Bruce Hacke, children’s record, 

Bruce Hacke!’ And he came in here and they 

asked me, and 1 happened to have a copy in 

my own collection that was sitting behind 

the register. 1 was like 'well, 1 don’t listen to 

it that often so I gave it to him and he kind 

of freaked out. It was pretty funny. He 

ended up sending us this Cornelius record 

plaver and all these funny gifts. He was just 

so happy, he practically cried. He didn’t 

speak any English, he just goes ‘Gift for me? 

Totally awesome!’” 

Naturally by virtue of their Gotham loca¬ 

tion, Other Music generates a lot of 

celebrity foot traffic. While they tend to get 

a lot of notable musicians, their clientele is 

diverse given their hip urban locale. The 

store also features live performances from a 

diverse group of artists, and recent appear¬ 

ances include Yo La Tengo, DJ Shadow, the 

Tindertsicks, Magnetic Fields, and drum ’n’ 

bass innovator Calvin Singh. 

“When you look at our top sellers lists, 

almost everyone that we sell a lot of in the 

store either shops here or plays here or drops 

by when they’re in town,” notes Madell. “It’s 

a fun place for the people who work here 

because you get to interact with a lot of 

artists.” 
Madell and his partners make it a point to 

hire enlightened, educated listeners, particu¬ 

larly as there is so much new and unusual 

music to keep up with. For consumers doing 

the same, the shop carries a good variety of 

progressive publications, including Audion, 

The Wire, Your Flesh, and Option (not to 

mention offering numerous fanzines and 

comic books). 

Perhaps the best way to view Other Music 

is as the Tower Records of the underground 

world. But their employees are more polite 

than at many other chain stores. 

“We have a helpful staff,” confirms 

Madell. “We try to make this a place where 

people can come in and ask about records. It 

also encourages women, who can sometimes 

get shafted in record stores where there’s so 

many jerky guys working. We try to have 

more of an open atmosphere.” 

Those who journey into Other Music will 

definitely find a whole new world of sound.

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Now that the Beatles have finally 

released a version of Neil 

Aspinall’s long-awaited Long And 

Winding Road film history, via the 8-volume 

Beatles Anthology, release of uncut promo¬ 

tional films, TV appearances, and concert 

footage is long, long overdue. For many 

years, fans have thought the absence of qual¬ 

ity Beatles home videos to be one of the 

single biggest gaps in all of popular music 

video. 

At present, only that anthology, plus the 

two Richard Lester films (A Hard Day’s Night 

and Help!), along with The Making of A Hard 

Day’s Night, the animated Yellow Submarine, 

the Christmas '67 Beatles’ film. Magical 

Mystery Tour, and the excellent home video 

The Beatles’ First U.S. Visit (which collects 

most although not all of the Feb. ’64 Ed 

Sullivan Show footage, along with a few 

songs from the Washington, D.C. concert 

which was available as a TV special and a 

touring film in the mid-60s, along with 

major chunks of the Maysles Brothers film 

What’s Happening: The Beatles in the USA, the 

1964 documentary of that visit) are available 

to fans. Given that the Beatles were filmed 

more often than any other group of the 

decade, the absence of quality home video 

releases featuring the band is nothing short 

of disgraceful. This article will help to shed 

some light on exactly what’s available for 

release. 

The Beatles’ Promotional Films 

First, a note about the Beatles’ promo¬ 

tional films (promos for short). The Beatles 

didn’t invent promo films, contrary to the 

impression given in Anthology; indeed, both 

The Who and the Rolling Stones were doing 

elaborate promo films in 1966, and both had 

started to make promotional films in 1965 at 

virtually the same time as the Beatles began 

to use them. However, once the Beatles 

started making them, all the other British 

bands were quick to jump on the band¬ 

wagon. Here’s what happened in brief (full 

details on the Beatles' videos will have to 

wait for some future in-depth piece): The 

Beatles did an enormous number of televi¬ 

sion appearances throughout 1963 and 1964. 

A few of those appearances were live, but the 

majority featured the band miming (or lip¬ 

synching) to their songs. In fact, in England, 

television union regulations required bands 

to “perform” a song as if they were actually 

playing it live. Many television shows would 

make elaborate sets for a single song to be 

taped; as a result, modern-day fans often 

believe a clip is a music video when in fact it 

was simply a band performing in person on a 

specific TV show — clips of “1 Want To Hold 

Your Hand" and “Êlease Mr. Postman,” for 

example, both used in Anthology, were TV 

appearances, not promotional films — there 

were no promos for those songs made in the 

Sixties. The most commonly mistaken 

“videos” come from a Grenada TV fall 1963 

special The Mersey Sound, and/or from other 

Grenada clips incorporated into an ’80s 

hour-long British TV special called The Early 

Beatles, that included “Love Me Do,” “1 Want 

To Hold Your Hand,” “This Boy,” and “Twist 

And Shout.” Several of the basic clips were 

used by the record company as the primary 

footage for clips made for MTV and other 

markets in the ’80s. In fact, I’ll note right up 

front that without talking to Neil Aspinall, 

which we haven't, I could be mistaking a 

couple of early clips I think were shot as 

“promos” for clips shot for a specific show, 

which were then licensed to other programs 

in other countries; I’m using the distinction, 

though, that everything listed as a “promo” 

was in fact run on multiple programs in 

assorted countries — primarily England, 

Germany, America, and Sweden that 1 know 

of. 

As the Beatles’ schedule got increasingly 

hectic towards the end of 1964 after their 

first year of worldwide touring, they hit 

upon the idea of sending films to TV 

programs instead of making personal appear¬ 

ances; in just over a year’s time, the promo 

films were the only TV appearances the Beat¬ 

les made. The first known clip thought to be 

an actual promo is a very silly thing done in 

Nov. 1964 for “I Feel Fine" in which the 

guys on a film soundstage pretend to play 

amidst some exercise gear; it was truly 

ridiculous. Next was a “performance” 

(mainly seated) of “Ticket To Ride” in the 

spring of 1965. In August, “Help” was 

promoted via a clip of the quartet seated on 

what looks like a sawhorse holding umbrel¬ 

las while some delightfully fake “rain” pours 

down; another clip was used of the opening 

scene from the Richard Lester film minus the 

Kaili footage and titles — this clip has 

recently been revived and shown on MTV 

and VH-1. All these clips were aired on more 

than one TV show in more than one country 

at the time. And that’s when another impor¬ 

tant idea entered: why not make several clips 

at the same time, and reach a larger audience 

by giving more than one important, influen¬ 

tial TV show an exclusive video. A stroke of 

unqualified marketing genius. In the future, 

there would rarely be just one version of a 

Beatles video, and often one for the b-side 

(or double a-side as the case may be) as well. 

On Dec. 2, 1965, slightly better videos 

were first run on Britain’s Top Of The Pops for 

“Daytripper” with the band cutting up in a 

set of planes and trains (Hullabaloo in Amer¬ 

ica and The Beat Club in Germany got the 

same clips). The a-side, “We Can Work It 

Out,” was promoted via two “performance" 

versions: one wearing the tan Nehru jackets 

seen in the Shea Stadium film, and one wear¬ 

ing the black suits they wore on alternate 

nights. Versions done in person for a Dec. 

’65 Granada TV Christmas special, The 

Songs of Lennon & McCartney, are often 

mistakenly called promos; these clips are 

instantly recognizable because, like the 

entire special, the band is surrounded by 

scaffolding and go-go dancers. 

In 1966 the group had realized that 

videos could be much more than simple 

miming, and with “Paperback Writer” and 

“Rain,” took the then-radical step of 

performing the songs in a solarium 

(Chiswick House), and not always pretend¬ 

ing to sing (a first, although others in Amer¬ 

ica predated them). Videos for both were 

shot in the park on May 19-20, and in addi¬ 

tion, 3 versions of “Paperback Writer” were 

also shot in the EMI studios, and at least one 

version of “Rain” (I’d bet there are more). 

One version of each in-studio promo was 

given to Ed Sullivan in America, and in 

England, to Top of the Pops and Thank Your 

Lucky Stars. Trivia note: the negatives the 

Beatles are holding up in the intro to the Ed 

Sullivan appearance are shots from the fabled 

“Butcher” cover for Yesterday And Today. In 

Anthology, numerous takes and outtakes are 

all cut together to make up a new original; 

the uncut color “park” version was also 

released to TV on a reel of six promo clips. 

The stakes were upped again in January

of 1967 when the Beatles filmed two brilliant 

promos: “Strawberry Fields” and “Penny 

Lane” — both as good as nearly anything 

anyone else would ever do (they were filmed 

Jan. 30-31, and Feb. 7). The clips were, quite 

interestingly — given the songs numerous 

Liverpool references — shot entirely on 

location in London, not Liverpool. They ran 

variously on Top Of The Pops, American 

Bandstand, Where the Action Is, and Holly¬ 

wood Palace. “Strawberry Fields” is run 

incomplete in Anthology, but “Penny Lane” 

at least is uncut. “Strawberry Fields” has 

been run uncut on British TV in recent 

years. Another brilliant clip was made partly 

during the recording session for “A Day In 

the Life”; watch closely for Monkee Mike 

Nesmith, who attended the song’s recording 

session. The clip was banned along with the 

song by the BBC at the time, and it never 

aired until the ’90s; thankfully, it is intact in 

Anthology. The live satellite performance of 

“All You Need Is Love” is generally consid¬ 

ered a promo, though in fact, as you all 

know, it’s technically a live performance, not 

a video; it includes cameos by Donovan, 

Mick Jagger, and Keith Richard. The song 

was also included in a slightly edited 

colorized version on the promotional TV 

tape in 1996. The Beatles would only make 

one more appearance in person before an 

audience, the rooftop concert in Jan. 1969. 

They would never again make music videos 

this elaborate, but in the future would 

primarily turn it over to the Apple staff. 

Three different promos were made on 

Nov. 10 at the Saville Theatre in London for 

“Hello Goodbye”; all three were straight 

performances, one in the “Pepper” uniforms, 

one in hip street clothes, and one composed 

of outtakes and clowning about from the 

filming session. I believe only the “Pepper” 

version was screened at the time, although 

ironically it was not screened in England due 

to a television ban on miming(l); McCartney 

directed the videos. The highlight is the 

band waving at the camera wearing their 

1964 collarless suits with their 1968 hair. 

Anthology mixes versions of the songs, but 

doesn’t run any of the three clips intact. 

In 1968, the band appeared “live” only 

via video clips: first were two or three clips 

made for “Lady Madonna”; an interesting 

note is that the session from which the video 

is drawn is the “Hey Bulldog” session a week 

later (Feb. 11), not the session for “Lady 

Madonna” at all. On July 29, 1968, a lengthy 

piece was shot early during the sessions for 

"Hey Jude” for a British program called 

Experiment In Television; it’s seen only in 

pieces during Anthology, and is frequently 

inaccurately described by collectors as a 

“promo film.” On Sept. 4, director Michael 

Lindsay-Hogg was recruited to film multiple 

takes of “Hey Jude” in a film studio in front 

of an invited studio audience of fans; 

completely different versions were aired on 

Frost On Sunday (David Frost’s show) on 

Sept. 8 and in America on The Smothers 

Brothers Comedy Hour on Oct. 6. Frost also 

got a loose Beatles rendition of his theme 

song (dubbed “A Perfect Rendition” on 

bootlegs); the Frost version of the song is 

used in both The Compleat Beatles and 

Anthology (which incidentally uses mainly 

the single audio track, not the original video 

audio?!). Another promo was shot (on the 

same day, 1 think) for “Revolution,” 

although some sources say it was done “live” 

for Top Of The Pops (which I simply don’t 

believe); in America, we got it on Oct. 13 on 

The Smothers Brothers Comedy Hour. It is 

arguably the finest of all Beatles promos, a 

straight “live” performance that’s actually a 

stripped-down version of the single backing 

track with live vocals; it’s run complete in 

Anthology, but features the full single version 

with the different live vocal tracks flown in, 

and with a Lennon quote annoyingly over¬ 

dubbed. The audio for the “video version” of 

“Revolution” (complete with Lennon’s 1-2-

3-4 intro) is the single most glaring omission 

from the Anthology CDs, in my opinion. 

On April 30, 1969, America’s The Glen 

Campbell Show aired clips (also run on Top 

Of the Pops and The Beat Club) for “Get 

Back” and “Don’t Let Me Down”); these 

wonderful little promo films featured the 

versions of the songs used on the single 

release, with appropriate footage from 

Twickenham, EMI, and the rooftop concert 

synched to the audio. In 1970, The Ed Sulli¬ 

van Show ran similarly produced promo 

films for “Let It Be” and “Two Of Us” on 

March 1. 1 think these two clips are the same 

as the ones included in Anthology: the latter 

is also on the 6-song promo tape from ’96. A 

clip for “Something” was produced in 1969 

or early 1970 featuring footage of each 

Beatle with his wife of the time (Yoko, Patii, 

Linda, and Maureen). I’ve never been able to 

document where that clip ran; thankfully, it’s 

also intact in Anthology. 

Finally, Beatles-era promos were also 

made for “The Ballad of John and Yoko” (at 

least two versions, containing only John and 

Yoko, one of which debuted in the US on 

The Music Scene, 9-22-69), “Cold Turkey,” 

“Hare Krishna,” "Maybe I’m Amazed,” 

“Give Peace A Chance,” and “Instant 

Karma” (there’s an actual video and a Top Of 

the Pops appearance which often runs as if 

it’s a video). 

I’d like to tell you this is a definitive 

look, but it’s not There are so many 

conflicting dates and information in so 

many “source” books and day-to-day chron¬ 

icles of the Beatles that “definitive” is a 

tough one. But hopefully it’s pretty close. 

The Beatles in Concert 

How many Beatles concerts were filmed 

professionally? That’s an issue fans have 

long wanted to know, and no one within the 

Beatles’ organization has ever given a defini¬ 

tive answer. I once spent quite a bit of time 

digging through books and contemporary 

press accounts, and came up with a count of 

sixteen that 1 knew to have been profession¬ 

ally filmed, but nowhere near that many 

films have surfaced. Some years ago when 1 

mentioned that figure to a friend at MPI 

Video in the wake of the First U.S. Visit 

video, she said she’d personally seen a room 

with whole shelves of Beatles concert 

footage! Is that true, or an exaggeration? 

Certainly there’s little evidence of it in the 

Anthology videos, which mainly relies on 

“common” sources. There was very, very, 

very little footage that collectors didn’t have, 

contrary to what the documentary’s produc¬ 

ers said, and the vast majority of that was 

home movie footage, and some TV appear¬ 

ances that have never been copied or rerun 

since their original airing; none of it was 

unknown in-concert performances. 

Here are the primary known surviving 

sources. The first good material is from the 

NME Poll Winner’s Concert at Empire Pool, 

Wembley, on April 21, although it’s only a 

couple of songs. On Aug. 27, 1963, a concert 

was filmed by Granada TV at Southport’s 

Little Theatre, a couple of songs from which 

aired on Oct. 9 in an excellent special called 

The Mersey Sound. Clips from this special 

were aired on The Jack Paar Show in America 

on Jan 3, 1964. Granada TV also filmed a 

concert at the Empire Theatre in Liverpool 

in Dec. 1963. which aired Dec. 7 as a half 

hour special called Its The Beatles. Unfortu¬ 

nately, Granada has apparently lost the entire 

special; what they have left is an 11-minute 

extract, partly just crowd cutaways. It does 

include an excellent rendition of “Money” 

(the only known surviving live filmed 

performance of that standard), plus “She 

Loves You,” “Twist and Shout,” and an 

instrumental closing of “From Me To You” 

with a bit of the “Third Man Theme.” Pari of 

this performance was included in Anthology. 

In 1964, the Beatles started the year with 

a record 8 songs taped in NYC for The Ed 

Sullivan Show on Feb. 9 (five aired live, three 

telecast on Feb. 23). The following weekend, 

they taped six additional songs (plus a 

surviving 6-song dress rehearsal, also in 

front of an audience) at the ballroom of the 

Deauville Hotel in Miami. Oddly, the clips 

usually included nearly everywhere are 

taken from the dress rehearsal. On Feb. 11,

In 1965, the Beatles performed again at 

he NME Poll Winner’s concert on April 11, 

his time only three songs. On Aug. 1, they 

performed six songs live on Blackpool Night 

but, from ABC Theatre in Blackpool. They 

performed the same six songs in America on 

The Ed Sullivan Show (taped in NYC Aug. 

14, aired on Sept. 12); pieces of the rarer 

Blackpool show were in Anthology, but the 

much-bootlegged Sullivan appearance (their 

Concert footage from A Hard Day’s Night. 

concert of their final tour (three the day 

before in Hamburg, and an afternoon show 

that day in Munich); it was the last time 

they’d really be good on stage, with a partic¬ 

ularly lovely “Nowhere Man” (which in the 

future would suffer from ragged singing) 

included in Anthology. Paul forgot the lyrics 

to “I’m Down,” in a reverse from the usual 

stoned Lennon who was often clueless about 

which verse he was singing (note particu¬ 

larly “Help” on Ed Sullivan). Two shows 

were shot in color at the Nippon Budokan 

Hall, Tokyo. The evening show from June 30 

(the black suits) was shown July 1 on Japan¬ 

ese TV, and has long been available on video 

and laser disc in Japan. The afternoon show 

on July 2 (light suits with red pinstripes) 

was filmed in color, but was not officially 

screened until being included as part of the 

Compleat Beatles documentary. Clips from 

both shows are in Anthology. It has long 

been rumored that one or two shows on the 

final U.S. leg of the tour (which ended Aug. 

29 at Candlestick Park in San Francisco) 

were professionally filmed, but no footage 

has ever emerged. 

Our Suggested Home Video Releases 

Two years ago in Goldmine’s Beatles issue 

(Nov. 8 1996), there was an excellent round 

up of previously released versions of Beatles 

songs still not available on CD. The time is 

right for some intelligent and generous 

(length-wise) home video compilations. 

Here are some suggestions for the type of 

releases fans want and deserve to be able to 

legally purchase: 

I. The Beatles Promotional Films: 

present 100% of everything on one video; 

use best versions of each chronologically, 

then include bonus tracks — the other 

versions of each song, all in order (which 

means at the end you’ll get 2-3 versions of 

the same song in a row) “1 Feel Fine,” 

“Ticket to Ride," “Help,” “Daytripper,” “We 

Can Work It Out” (black suits version), 

“Paperback Writer” (color park version), 

“Rain” (color park version), “Strawberry 

Fields,” “Penny Lane,” “A Day In the Life,” 

“All You Need Is Love" (alright, it’s not a 

promo, but use the color Anthology version 

anyway since it belongs here), “Hello Good¬ 

bye” (Pepper suits version), “Hey Bulldog” 

(the “missing” track from the film, not 

present in any current video/laser disc 

prints), “Lady Madonna,” “Hey Jude” 

(Smothers Brothers version w/Dick’s intro), 

“Revolution” (again, use Tommy’s intro, 

since they were unable to rerun either song 

in syndication as the Beatles were working 

on Anthology and had optioned up all clips), 

“Don’t Let Me Down," “Get Back,” “Ballad of 

John and Yoko,” “Two of Us,” “Let It Be,” 

and “Something.” Bonus tracks: “Help" 

(Lester promo, band only), “We Can Work It 

Out” (Shea suits), the intact Ed Sullivan 

“Paperback Writer”/”Rain” appearance with 

the introduction on film, the remaining 

versions of “Paperback Writer" and “Rain,” 

“Hello Goodbye” (street clothes and bloop¬ 

ers versions), “Lady Madonna” (other 

version[s|), entire version of David Frost 

version of “Hey Jude” with “A Perfect Rendi¬ 

tion,” “Ballad of John and Yoko” (#2). This 

would total about 125 minutes — an amaz¬ 

ing video value for fans and completists 

alike. They could potentially release the 

made-in-the-80s vids too: “Love Me Do,” “I 

Want To Hold Your Hand,” etc... The bonus 

tracks could be shifted to #8, below. 

2. The Best of the Beatles Live: the best 

material shot for TV from each year from 

1963-1966: a) The Beatles Come To Town 

Pathe newsreel, in letterboxed format, (b) 

The 1964 NME Pollwinner’s concert from 

Wembley — perhaps the Beatles finest-ever 

moment live on film, (c) The Beatles live in 

Melbourne, Australia, 6/64 (the best full-

length concert performance known to exist), 

(d) The 1965 NME Pollwinner’s Concert (3 

songs), The all-time best American TV 

appearance (missing from both all home 

videos and Anthology) , the 6-song Ed Sulli¬ 

van Show appearance taped the day before 

Shea Stadium, and (e) the Munich show 

from June, 1966, the first show of the final 

(Please see Videos page 188) 

best ever U.S. TV appearance) was 

completely omitted. The next day, they were 

filmed in color along with the opening acts 

at Shea Stadium, perhaps the band’s most 

famous moment in concert, although it’s 

certainly not the best performance; some 

very lovely quality songs were included in 

Anthology; most prints shown since 1966 

had faded dramatically. 

In 1966, the Beatles made their last live 

British concert appearance at the Empire 

Pool again for the NME Poll Winner’s 

contest, performing “Paperback Writer” and 

“Rain”; sadly, the show wasn’t filmed. On 

June 24, the Beatles’ entire concert at the 

Circus-Krone-Bau, Munich, was filmed, 

along with the opening acts. It was the fifth

history of rock 'n' roll on songs such as "White Rabbit" and

1964 Rediffusion TV special with all the acts 

included, the Beatles Midsummer’s Night 

Dream sketch, and the live material included 

on The Beatles Live! home video released by 

Dave Clark. It should be coupled with the 

Christmas ’65 special The Music of Lennon 

and McCartney, an hour-long show from 

Dec. 17, 1965 (taped Nov. 1-2, at Granada 

TV’s Manchester studios), that includes all¬ 

Beatles songs are performed by many other 

artists (with intros from John & Paul), 

including Billy J. Kramer, Peter & Gordon, 

Peter Sellers(l), Henry Mancini, Lulu, Mari¬ 

anne Faithfull, and more. Granted, the Beat¬ 

les don’t actually own these programs, but 

I d think licensing would be easy. Both 

included on one tape to give more value 

the money, since neither is exactly gre 

although both are desirable for true fans a 

casual viewers alike.
