Shaking my head over fake bands 
I just wanted to comment and say a few 

words regarding the stories on “fake bands” 
that I’ve been hearing so much about and 
reading in the pages of Goldmine in recent 
issues. That promoter you mentioned should 
hang his head in shame over booking acts 
that have nothing to do with the original hits. 
The problem is, you see a lot of this going on 
pretty much anywhere you go. 

But 1 want to add to that. I’m sick and tired of 
seeing bands touring without original key 
members, but I don’t think you'll find any way 
around it. I come from a radio background and 
am now working in music retail. Whenever a 
veteran band is performing around these parts, 1 
want to know who’s in it and who’s not. Over the 
past five or six years there have been a number of 
bands performing in this part of the country 
(Upper Michigan) who continue to soldier on 
without original key members. These bands 
include Herman’s Hermits, The Guess Who, 
ELO Pt. 2 (at least you know it’s “Pt.2”) and even 
The Temptations (Not much you can do when 
two of your main vocalists are deceased). There 
are others out there too. 

Now granted, the general public doesn’t 
always know who’s “in or out" of the band like 
we music buffs, and when radio spots advertise 
the band’s music for an upcoming concert, what’s 
a person gonna think? What bothers me about 
these bands who continue to soldier on is that it 
doesn’t seem to bother the general public. OK, if a 
person wants to shortchange themselves into 
thinking they are seeing the real deal, that’s their 
prerogative. But I’m finding more and more that a 
lot of people just don’t care, and that’s sad. 

We’ve had numerous music festivals in 
these parts over the years, and even a nearby 
casino books national talent, so I’ve seen some 
good shows and some bad shows. It’s the same 
old thing: Key original vocalists are missing. 
And often times, you’re only getting one or 
maybe two original members. Creedence 
Clearwater Revisited? Without John Fogerty, 
why would anybody want to go?

Buffalo Springfield gets boxed 
LOS ANGELES — Buffalo Springfield 

emerged in 1966 as one potent American 
music band. Canadians Neil Young, drummer 
Dewey Marlin, and bassist Bruce Palmer, (later 
replaced by Jim Messina) joined Stephen Stills 
and Richie Furay, all connected through talent 
scout Barry' Friedman, and forged a monumen¬ 
tal L.A. folk-rock, pop, country and rock sound 
that has permeated radio airwaves for decades. 

Rhino Records has released a four-CD 
Buffalo Springfield package called Box Set, 
containing 88 tracks incorporaiing familiar 
recordings as well as 36 demos, remixes and 
other previously unreleased material, docu¬ 
menting Buffalo Springfields wonderful and 
intense bonded existence between 1966 and 
1968. The songs, liner notes and print infor¬ 
mation provide a new detailed appreciation 
of the band, glimpsed and filtered by its 
members and now realized through the 
microscope of Neil Young. 

Joel Bernstein, project coordinator and 
researcher for the box, told Goldmine about 
some of the process and concerns in assem¬ 
bling the stellar pop tunes, powerful lyrical 
rockers and subtle folk laments. “Work on 
this project actually began 10 years ago. The 
band members reviewed all the material, 
selected what they wanted and decided to 
sequence it in chronological order. It was 
Neil Young who suggested the package 
include the first two Buffalo Springfield 
albums in their entirety.” 

Discs one through three are sequenced 
chronologically, integrating the band’s earlier 
demos up to their breakup. The great news: 
More than half of these tracks have never been 
available commercially. Disc four features newly 
remastered versions of Buffalo Springfield’s first 
two albums — Buffalo Springfield (mono) and 
Buffalo Springfield Again (stereo). A third LP, 

Last Time Around, was released after the band 
broke up and was not recorded with the full 
involvement of its members Just about all of 
the tunes from Last Time Around are included 
on Box Set anyway. 

As satisfying as hearing seminal world beat 
rocker “Uno Mundo, ” the dmematic founda¬ 
tions of “Broken Arrow," identifying “Mr. Soul” 
again and catching “Bluebird” one more time, 
listeners and collectors of Buffalo Springfield’s 
legacy and catalog must give credit to the 
Rhino Records package — rare photos, vintage 
newspaper clippings, memorabilia, a complete 
discography and even a listing of the band’s 
gigs. The text and collages continue the spirit 
of visual artist/author Eve Babitz who did the 
covers for earlier Buffalo Springfield LPs. The 
historical essays, penned by Pete Long and Ken 
Viola, are passionate, long-form narratives, 
weaved with music journalism, reporting and 
fact-finding missions and combining a collec¬ 
tor and fanzine •mentality' with avid music 
scholar chops. 

Goldmine also talked to Furay about this 
four-CD set. “The box is for the fanatics, the 
people that still remember the band 30 years 
later,” he said in a phone call from Boulder 
Colo. “There are songs and demos from guys 
who are part of your life, ’cause people make 
bands a part of their life. Then, there are 
those fans and collectors who can say, ‘Wow! 
1 can get another charge now, not just hearing 
“For What It’s Worth” for the 20th time.’ Or 
not just hearing a new mix of one of the 
songs — ‘There’s something new for me to 
grab on to.’” 

Perhaps this is best-illustrated by the 
inclusion of the demo to “Hung Upside 
Down." The band version in the box is a

The Man, 
The Music, The Mob by Tony Douglas (Main¬ 
stream Publishing) covers the life of the hit¬ 
producing singer — in II years he had 55 Top 
100 hits and 24 Top 40 hits, the latter being 
more than Jerry Lee Lewis’ and Little 
Richards combined Top 40 output of 15 
songs. Wilson’s tortured personal life, includ¬ 
ing being shot with a revolver outside his New 
York apartment in 1961 by a jilted lover, even¬ 
tually led to his demise in 1984 after tattling 
the effects of a 1975 heart attack. Douglas 
interviewed 120 of the crooner’s family and 
friends to get a personal picture of Wilson’s 
charismatic persona. . Hot Wacks Supplement 6 
(The Hot Wacks Press) bootleg discography 
reference by Robert Walker is now out. The 
400-page book covers a wide range of bootlegs 
with track listings, date of release, recording 
quality and recording sources from artists as 
diverse as The Beatles. Led Zeppelin, and 
Bruce Springsteen io Van Halen, Metallica, 
and Leonard Cohen 

On stage again, the gloved one: Michael 
Jackson is planning two Madison Square

“nice things we did very well on this sale were 
the A-Square label’s seven-inch singles, includ¬ 
ing the second MC5 single, “Borderline,", plus 
singles by The Frost. The Rationals. and Scott 
Case. We also sold a stash of ESG LPs and 
singles, the usual desirable Smiths 12-inch 

singles, Chocolate Watchband LPs and pile of 
new Grand Royal CDs. No big celebs [showed 
up at the sale], just a pile of regulars like Fred 
Schneider from The B-52’s and DJs like 
Dimitree from Dee-lite.”

new books as well as answering audience ques¬ 
tions about collecting. 

Earlier this year, Neely’s third edition of 
Goldmine Price Guide To 45 RPM Records was 
published and his new Goldmine Record 
Album Price Guide, 2nd Edition, is scheduled 
to come out in time to be unveiled at the 
National Record Show™. Neely is also work¬ 
ing on a fall release for Standard Catalog Of 
American Records, 1976-2000, a follow-up to 
the well-received Standard Catalog Of Ameri¬ 
can Records, 1950-1975. Neely will oversee 
Whatzit Day™ (see box on this page) at the 
show, allowing attendees to bring records and 
other music-related items to the Goldmine 
booth for appraisal and information. 

Miller’s new book, Warman’s American 
Records, is also due back from the printer in 
time for the show. It is a basic reference 
designed for beginning collectors that provides 
overviews and expected price ranges of specific 
areas of record collecting as well as hobby lingo 
and the nuances of record collecting. 

As well as doing their presentations, the 
four writers will be spending time at the 
Goldmine booth answering questions. Their 
books will be available for purchase at the 
booth and at their presentations. 

Poster collecting has been a huge area of 
growth in the hobby. Poster collector Dennis 
Hickey and poster dealer Morris Everett Jr. of 
The Last Moving Picture Company will be 
talking about collecting posters. Hickey 
specializes in collecting ’50s and ’60s boxing¬ 
style and Texas psych posters. Everett sells a 
wide variety of movie posters and will be 
bringing some stellar rock ’n’ roll movie 
posters, including rare ones from Japan and 
Europe. Both Hickey and Everett will be 
exhibiting at the show, so collectors have an 
opportunity to purchase posters the pair will 
discuss in their presentations. 

The presentations will be held on Satur¬ 
day and Sunday in the Hall's 4th Floor 
Theater (Note: Admission to the Hall must 
be paid to attend these presentations). 

Dealers setting up at the National Record 
Show™ are doing some special shopping just 
for the show. For example, Ken Barker of All 
The Best was in Japan in June on a buying trip 
to pick up Japanese pressings just for the show. 
Scott Primeau, who is bringing rare rock ’n’ 
roll, R&B and blues 78s, said he just acquired 
a major 78 collection and is bringing a small 

unpicked segment of it to the show. 
Motownjc’s James Hall Jr. focuses his 

inventory on Midwest rock ’n’ roll memora¬ 
bilia and recordings, especially from the 
Detroit area. 

Bob Levy of Blue Note Records has a wide 
variety of eclectic material, including some 
rare Latin 45s, R&B 78s, oddball sci-fi 
soundtracks, cheesecake stag records and live 
radio show promos. 

Rod Branhan of Rerun Records promises 
collectors coming his table at the show some 
rare ’50s R&B EPs and some very’ rare ’50s LPs 
by artists such as Dale Hawkins, Marvin Gaye, 
and The Castells (in stereo) among others. 

Amjad Doumani of B-Bop Records has 
rare sheet music of the 1930s to the 1960s 
for sale at his table. Doumani also is bringing 
a rare signed (and authenticated) 8x10 photo 
of Irving Berlin accompanied by a letter on 
Berlins office stationary and the original 
1940 postmarked envelope that the photo 
and letter came in. 

Bonus Trax’s Steve Reed’s table will be 
stocked with import CDs from Japan, U.K., 
Europe and Australia as well as out-of-print 
CDs, radio shows and tour programs. 

With the North American Queen Conven¬ 
tion taking place the same weekend as the 
National Record Show™ (see box on this 
page for info), dealer Mark Arevalo of South¬ 
land CD is bringing an excellent selection of 
Queen items along with collectible import 
and promo CDs, LPs and memorabilia from 
around the world. Southland’s selection will 
range in price from $5 to $1,500. 

Dick Ivancic of Allendale, N.J., is bringing 
rare surf 45s and near-mint promo albums 
along with general rock ’ri roll, surf, punk, 
R&B and soul 45s and albums from the 1950s 
through the 1970s, ranging in price from 
bargain bin items to high-end collectibles. 

While all the dealers are coming to the 
snow tc sell their wares, many also do a lot 
of buying, among themselves as well as from 
collectors. Dealer Jack Scott stated that he is 
interested in purchasing ’50s rock ’n’ roll 
memorabilia, so collectors who have any of 
these items are encouraged to bring them to 
the show. Sheldon Frymerman of Ontario, 
Canada who will be bringing collectible 
posters and promo cardboard displays, said 
he is “always looking to buy all kinds of 
music and toy collectibles.” 

Arevalo of Southland CD told Goldmine that 
“We ate interested in buying all types of music 
collectibles including CDs, 45s, LPs, auto¬ 
graphs, concert posters, handbills, tickets and 
T-shirts as well as promotional music posters.” 

Some of the exhibitors are hobby service 
companies, such as longtime Goldmine adver¬ 
tiser Bags Unlimited, which manufactures and 
sells record, CD and memorabilia storage and 
cleaning items. Bags Unlimited’s Julie Offen 
said the firm is bringing its new Groovy 
Cleaner product io the National Record 
Show™. The new record cleaning product 
comes in two styles — one for deep cleaning of 
regular vinyl LPs and another non-alcoholic 
version designed specifically for cleaning 78s. 

With the wide range of material and 
prices available from the quality dealers 
exhibiting, there will definitely be something 
of interest for everyone attending the 
National Record Show.

There again, that has always been the magic of The Cult. The 
first British band ever to take on the combined might of Amer¬ 
ica’s rock ri' roll 80s and win, the first to look the likes of Guns 
N' Roses and Metallica in the eye without flinching (or losing 
their lunch). The Cult exploded onto the scene in the mid-
1980s on a wave of blistered bombast, then kept on growing 
from there. By the time the band finally called it quits a decade 
later, they were arguably the most dynamic rock (with a capital 
"R”) band the U.K. had ever produced. Their demise was as 
spectacular as anything else they’d ever done, a knock-down 
fistfight in full view of the world, which, Astbury now admits, 
was why they wound up re-forming last year. 

“1 walked out in March 1995. We had a big impassioned 
brawl on the Copacabana Beach. 1 was at the end of my tether, 
exhausted and basically lost my mind. We’d been together since 
1983, pretty much nonstop, tour-album-tour-album, and the 
one time I tried taking a vacation for 10 days, I couldn't handle 
it. So come 1995 it was just a case of getting away from it.” 

He didn’t go far — a month later, he had a new band, The 
Holy Barbarians, up and running. 

“That’s true. 1 had a month away and couldn’t wait to get 
back in again. I d left The Cult, but I still had a pile of songs 
and I wanted to record them. But 1 wanted to do things 
differently The Cult had become all about accountants and 
record labels and doing everything on a grand scale. 

"The Holy Barbarians rehearsed in my garage. It was 
making music for authentic reasons, for the sake of making 
music. It wasn't intended to be a big commercial thing — we 
just did it. It was great. We toured in a van, we didn't do 
anything we didn’t want to. If we wanted to be a degenerate 
mess, we could. It was like being in my first band again and it 
reaffirmed my love ol music.” 

That reaffirmation is at the heart of the revived Cult. 
“Billy and 1 got together again and said, If we re going to 

do this, we have to do it properly — get the best band lineup 
we’ve ever had and just hit it.’ No hiding behind the big rock 
sound, no worrying about whether the record will sell 10 
million or 20, just make the music we both want to make, in 
the way we want to make it. So we got Martyn Lenoble 
(ex-Pomo For Pyrosl in, and Matt Sorum came back, and it 
was exciting again, which is what The Cult should be.” 

Lenoble is gone now, replaced by Billy Morrison shortly 
before work began on what has now emerged as Beyond Good 
And Evil. But Astbury’s meaning is unchanged. 

The music they are making matches the mood. Astbury 
sums it up, simply, as “dark, sexy... brave. We’re sort of 
rejecting the old adolescent impulse approach and not leav¬ 
ing ourselves any place to hide in the tracks. This isn't a 
nostalgia thing. We want to make music that’s going to be 
influential on the future. We don't care about the past.” 

But the reunion has not been entirely incident-free. 
Indeed, no sooner was the grapevine buzzing about the new-
look lineup than their former record company, Beggars 
Banquet, was immortalizing the old, first via a hits collection 
sensibly titled The Singles, then, for completists and import 
buffs, through a seven-CD Rare Cult collection, cobbling 
together B-sides, outtakes, remixes, BBC sessions and demos. 
If it lurked in the vault, it was dragged into daylight. While 
it’s physically impossible to sit through quite so much unbri¬ 
dled testosterone in one sitting, still a few days spent in the 
company of Rare Cult doesn’t simply offer up an alternate 
history of the band, it also reminds us why they were so 
important in the first place. 

Astbury was born in the Merseyside town of Heswall, 
Cheshire, on May 14, 1962. The family moved around a great 
deal, and by the time he was 11, Astbury had already lived in 
three countries — England, Scotland and Canada. He finally 
returned to the U.K. in 1978, following a 28-day stint in the 
Canadian army. 

“I saw the Sex Pistols on Canadian television. This was 
after they'd broken up, mind you, or around the same time, 
but the punk thing looked so exciting, I wanted to see what 
it was all about for myself.” 

Renaming himself Ian Lindsay (his mother’s maiden 
name), Astbury drifted first through his mother’s hometown of 

Glasgow before winding up in Liverpool, where he was 
involved in several bands, none of which ever got off the 
ground. Send No Flowers is the only band name he recalls. 

Astburys next move was to Belfast, Northern Ireland, where 
he fronted the similarly unknown Children Of Lust But by late 
1981, he was back in England, sharing a house with some like¬ 
minded punks in Bradford. There, from what he remembers as 
a chaotic aggregation of personalities and musical preferences, 
a new band began to take shape — Southern Death Cult. 

Formed in late 1981, that band would survive into early 
1983, a period that saw them release one single through 
Beggars Banquet, record a radio session for the BBC and find 
themselves described as the future of rock ri’ roll by the U.K. 
music paper Sounds. On the eve of signing a major label deal 
with EMI, however, Astbury broke up the band. 

“I wanted to be a lot more serious about the music, because 
everything up to that point was so much more about the 
‘success’ — it had been so overwhelming, so fast, and 1 wanted 
to stay grounded. 1 wanted to get into my writing more. 1 was 

released shortly before Christmas, as the band embarked on a 
string of gigs with Big Country. Then, in March, the band 
returned to the studio to begin the task of following up 
Dreamtime with Wham! producer Steve Brown. 

May brought the first fruits of the union, the stunning “(She 
Sells) Sanctuary” single. Introducing the wide-screen rock 
sound that would come to characterize the band, "Sanctuary” 
stormed to #15 in May 1985; it also became The Cult’s first 
American release. 

It was a fraught time for the group, however. Preston had 
been becoming increasingly unreliable of late, with drugs 
lying at the heart of many of his problems. Now, with the 
album sessions beckoning, Astbury, Duffy, and Stewart had a 
difficult decision to make. “We ended up sacking Nigel just 
before we went in,” Astbury recalled. 

Preston was replaced by Mark Brzezicki of Big Country 
for what would become the Love album, but the dramatic 
change of style in this department was just one of many 
served up by the album. 

“We’re sort of rejecting 
the old adolescent impulse

so fucking serious about the whole thing, and everyone else 
was going, ‘Oh well, if we stay together for a few more months 
we can do the Pistols thing and rip everyone off,’ and I just 
said, ‘In six months time we’re gonna be nowhere.’” 

Some months earlier, the band had played a string of shows 
with Theatre Of Hate. That group, too, had since splintered; 
Astbury then linked with their guitarist, Duffy, plus drummer 
Ray Taylor Smith and guitarist-turned-bassist Jamie Stewart 
and formed Death Cult in spring 1983. Again, however, it was 
a short-lived affair — an eponymous EP and a handful of live 
shows before Taylor Smith quit to be replaced by Nigel Preston. 

In this form, Death Cult recorded their second single, 
“God’s Zoo”; a second British tour followed, and in Decem¬ 
ber, the band were booked to make their national TV debut, 
on Channel 4's The Tube. Before that happened, however, 
Astbury made a crucial decision. Visiting the U.S. over 
Christmas, he became convinced that the group’s future lay 
in that country, not Britain — “but it was never going to 
happen with a name like Death Cult. It was too Gothic, too 
gloomy. It wouldn't mean anything over there.” For the 
second time in 12 months, Astbury found himself truncating 
his band’s name, just in time for The Tube performance. 

Recording occupied the band’s time throughout the early 
spring of 1984; they broke their silence in May, with a 12-
night tour of British ballrooms and universities and the 
release of a new single, “Spiritwalker.” It effortlessly topped 
the indie charts, while the band’s spring tour, too, was a 
triumph, closing May 20 with a show at the London Lyceum 
that was both filmed and recorded for future release. 

In August, The Cult departed for their first professional look 
at their spiritual homeland, America. The Cult’s U.S. debut was 
scheduled for August 1984 with shows in New York and Los 
Angeles. A second U.K. single, “Go West,” followed that same 
month, preceding The Cult's debut album. Dreamtime. 

“Resurrection Joe.” the third single from Dreamtime, was 

Astbury was becoming increasingly psychedelic, both in 
terms of his costuming and his musical tastes. He was listen¬ 
ing to The Doors and Jimi Hendrix, and their influence was 
simply boiling over into his music. From there, he acknowl¬ 
edged, it was but a small step toward Led Zeppelin and Free, 
and, as The Cult toured Japan (in September 1985) and the 
U.S. in the wake of Love, with ex-Julian Lennon drummer 
Les Warner now filling in at the back, these influences, too, 
began coming to the fore. 

Love itself sold more than 200,000 copies in Britain, effort¬ 
lessly spawning two more hit singles (“Rain,” #17 in October 
and a remixed “Revolution,” #30 in December). But Astbury 
also remembered, “We had our fair share of shit. By the time 
we did the Love album, 1 think I’d taken so much shit that it 
really began to weigh me down, and it really began to hurt a 
lot. I so desperately wanted to be accepted in Britain and was 
constantly ridiculed, criticized land] put down.” 

Indeed, in a career hallmarked by its unpredictability, 
both Astbury and Duffy acknowledge that one thing never 
changed — the depths of loathing that the U.K. music press 
reserved for The Cult. Duffy once admitted that if it wasn’t 
for The Alarm, he would have committed suicide. “They 
were the only band getting worse press than us.” 

Astbury continued, “We got the most incredible slandering. 
I think it was because |of] a lot of things I said in interviews, 
the way 1 carried myself on stage and stuff. It was slightly 
loaded, so people took it as being a bit aloof and arrogant. 

“1 got so caught up in what I was doing, I was so intent 
on communicating with the audience, making them move, 
shake them up, get them involved with the music, get them 
dancing, get them to express themselves — and a lot of that 
came from being a fan myself, going down the front at The 
Clash or The Damned or The Cramps, whatever, and danc¬ 
ing, being down at the front, giving it everything you've got, 
blowing away all the bullshit of the day, the week, your life 
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especially if you’d had a few drinks or some 
pills — sweet release.” 

It was the sheer weight of this negativity that 
would finally convince The Cult that America 
was indeed the place where their fortunes, and 
futures, lay. Love had reached #87 in the US, 
and no one doubted that, with a more concen¬ 
trated profile, The Cult could easily do a lot 
better next time. The band simply decided that 
“next time” would be “now.” 

Although they toured heavily elsewhere, 
The Cult played just three British concerts 
during 1986, a one-off London show at the 
Brixton Academy and festival dates in Glas¬ 
gow and Milton Keynes (opening for Simple 
Minds). The critics had another arrow to 
their bows, the fact that The Cult had turned 
their back on Britain. 

“I’m still too sensitive to criticism,” 
Astbury explained in his defense. “No, I 
don't think there is such a thing as being too 
sensitive. It’s just that I wouldn’t lie, and all 
that really hurt me. It just crushed me over a 
period of time, and I began to drink a lot 
more heavily than I ever had.” 

According to The Cult’s own mythology, 
the sessions for what became the Electric 
album passed by with Astbury in an almost a 
perpetual stupor; he admitted, “When we 
did Electric, I was drunk every day of the 
sessions. That record is like my evil twin, the 
Mr. Hyde to Love’s Dr. Jekyll — a really dark 
album. 1 mean, all we did was drink. I was 
completely fucking wasted all the time. I 
don’t remember being sober during that 
period at all.” 

The initial Electric sessions, at Manor 
Studios in Oxfordshire, were undertaken 
with Brown again at the helm. Within weeks 
of completing the record, however, Astbury 

and Duffy acknowledged that the album left 
much to be desired, Brown using what Duffy 
described as “much the same approach as 
before, whereas we’d changed.” 

In November 1986, he and Astbury flew 
to New York, where Def Jam supremo Rick 
Rubin was waiting to remix the key tracks. 
Remixing became re-recording, which in 
turn led to The Cult scrapping the entire 
album and starting again under Rubin’s 
supervision. In February 1987, four months 
after Electric was originally set to be released, 
the first fruit of the sessions, “Love Removal 
Machine,” finally appeared. 

Junked as an album in their own right, the 
Manor sessions proved a fruitful source for 
U.K. B-side material throughout this period, 
with further tracks leaking out on 1988’s The 
Manor Sessions EP and, of course, Rare Cult. 
Electric itself, meanwhile, arrived in April 
1987 as The Cult returned to the road, debut¬ 
ing yet another lineup shift. While Jamie 
Stewart shifted to rhythm guitar. Kid Chaos, 
formerly of Zodiac Mindwarp, came in on 
bass. Fewer than three years after they 
supported Big Country at Wembley Arena, 
The Cult were back there, as headliners in 
their own, much-deserved right. 

Electric also repaid at least some of the 
band’s hard work by breaking into the U.S. 
Top 40, climbing to #37. More important, 
however, it set the stage for whatever musi¬ 
cal turbulence would be shaping the second 
half of the hitherto stagnant 1980s. 

“The whole scene was changing, and we 
became part of it,” Astbury recalled. “Groups 
like Metallica burst through, Guns N’ Roses 
burst through, we burst through, the rap 
scene burst through. Suddenly there was 
something happening again, and whatever it 

turned out to be, it was a changing of the 
guard. Goodbye Mr. Spandex ’70s Rocker, 
hello Mr. New Hair ’80s Rocker. Only the 
new guard became the old guard very 
quickly, to the point where Guns are now the 
establishment themselves, and we rubbed 
shoulders with that a little. We got danger¬ 
ously, incredibly, close to that. 

“But it was kind of fun in a way, driving 
on the edge. It was really quite exciting to go 
there when we absolutely had no business 
being there, being in their world, competing 
with them and doing quite well. Actually, it 
was incredible.” 

This latest Cult lineup toured the U.S. 
through 1987-88, headlining over an infant 
Guns N' Roses on an outing that was swiftly 
to ascend to the annals of rock legend as the 
drunken episodes mounted up as quickly as 
the wrecked-hotel bills. By the time the band 
came off the road in March 1988, The Cult 
were in total disarray. 

The most immediate casualties were the 
band’s management team, Chaos, and Warner, 
all of whom were let go. Chaos, or Haggis, as 
he was now calling himself, immediately 
formed his own new band, The Four Horse¬ 
men. Warner retaliated by fighting his 
dismissal in the courts, claiming that he’d 
been taken on as a full-time band member 
(Astbury and Duffy argued he was simply 
employed for the duration) and was thus enti¬ 
tled to more substantial compensation than 
the £2,000 and a new drum kit that The Cult 
allegedly offered him. 

The Cult, meanwhile, relocated to Los 
Angeles and began casting around not only for 
new management and a rhythm section, but 
also a new producer as well. They eventually 
settled on Bob Rock, best known for his engi¬ 

neering work with Aerosmith. With Stewart 
reverting to bass, a session drummer, Mick 
Curry, was recruited, and the team headed to 
Canada to begin work on Sonic Temple. 

Reaching #3 in the U.K. and #10 in Amer¬ 
ica, Sonic Temple remains the most 
contentious of The Cult’s entire album cata¬ 
log. The record finally won them the respect 
and acceptance of the heavy-metal crowd with 
whom they’d been flirting for so long but also 
stripped away every last shred of “alternative” 
credibility the band had ever mustered. 
Indeed, Beggars Banquet’s U.K. marketing 
campaign made no bones about courting the 
metal marketplace, even including a free sew-
on patch — the emblem of Britain’s metallic 
hordes — with early copies of the album. 

Similarly, the singles “Fire Woman” and 
“Edie (Ciao Baby)” both catapulted The Cult 
onto the chart on both sides of the Atlantic. 
But again, at what cost? 

Astbury was falling apart, drunken, 
drugged and utterly unpredictable. With 
Sorum moving into the drum seat, The Cult 
set out on their latest world tour on April 29, 
beginning with a slot opening for Metallica’s 
“Damaged Justice” jaunt across the U.S. 
Their own “Prayer Tour” would follow 
immediately afterward. 

“‘Damaged Justice’ was madness,” 
Astbury related, “the height of Bacchanalian 
fucking living off the vine, white-line fever, 
trashing hotel rooms, groupies — you name 
it, it was going on. 1 was right in the heart of 
this thing, and it’s going on every fucking 
night. It was like a bordello every night, trav¬ 
eling in a mobile whore house. Everywhere 
we were, it was happening.” 

On Sept. 6, 1989, The Cult appeared at 
the MTV Video Music Awards, before return¬ 
ing to Europe for a tour with Aerosmith. 
Again, it was a destructive mess, personally 
if not musically. Astbury said he remembers 
running into Jason Bonham in an hotel 
somewhere and being told that the young 
drummer had been advised not to go near 
him, “because I was a dangerous influence! 
On |Led Zeppelin’s] John Bonham’s son!” 

The sick thing was, he now admited, he 
probably would have been. “There were 
times when I got out of order. I’ve been put 
in jail several times. I’ve got a dislocated 
shoulder to show for some of my obnoxious 
behavior. I’ve got a few scars. And that’s the 
point — if 1 was out of order, 1 certainly got 
put back in my place pretty quickly.” 

The Cult were back in Britain for a 
Wembley show in November 1989, only to 
run into fresh controversy. Plugging their 
latest single, “Sun King,” on TV’s Jonathan 
Ross Show, Astbury appeared completely out 
of control and horribly out of shape. The last 
the cameras saw of him, he was on his knees 
on the floor, smashing his microphone into 
the stage, while the band howled out the 
dying chords of “Born To Be Wild,” the ulti¬ 
mate biker anthem suddenly and sickeningly 
transformed into the macho anthem of a 
man who’d spent too long believing his own 
hard-drinking, hard-rocking reputation. 

Yet it was not Astbury who earned the 
following morning’s headlines, but Duffy, 
who appeared on screen wearing a T-shirt 
emblazoned with a reversed swastika. The 
ensuing outcry barely even registered the 
fact that Duffy himself is half-Jewish. 

On Jan. 9, 1990, The Cult opened another 
U.S. tour in Tempe, Ariz., but finally, following 
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one last show in Huntsville, Ala., March 25, 
they were off the road at last and Astbury 
began piecing together a dream he’d been nurs¬ 
ing for six months already — a massive musi¬ 
cal festival he called Gathering Of The Tribes. 

Ultimately, the event emerged a mere 
shadow of its original form, much of its star 
potential crudely amputated by jealous, 
warring booking agencies. But still it was a 
triumph. Spread over two days (Oct. 6-7) at 
the Shoreline Amphitheater in Mountain 
View, Calif., and the Pacific Amphitheater in 
Costa Mesa, the lineup included The 
Cramps, The Charlatans, Soundgarden, 
Queen Latifah, Steve Jones, The American 
Indian Dance Theater, Indigo Girls, and 
Michelle Shocked. 

“It was an incredible success. We felt that 
we’d done something. And it was very mildly 
observed by the media as well, so at the time 
1 thought it was OK. We were even planning 
another one. And then Lollapalooza came 
along and they all said it was based on The 
Reading Festival. Well fuck, that’s been going 
on for 20 years. Why do it six months after 
this event? Why not do it six months previ¬ 
ous? End of argument.” 

The Gathering Of The Tribes debacle left 
Astbury feeling as cheated as he was 
depleted, particularly when he turned back 
to his own life, both in and out of the music 
industry, and realized that it, too, was fast 
coming unraveled. 

“Basically, the band had split up. We were 
done — we were burned out. Gone. Rela¬ 
tionships were in tatters. I was basically 
hanging on by a thread. I was a complete 
burned-out wreck.” 

His father died and, two weeks later, so 
did Andrew Wood, vocalist with the Seattle 
band Mother Love Bone and one of Astbury’s 
closest friends. Astbury was devastated. 

“I just couldn’t do anything any more. My 
relationship with Billy was incredibly 
tarnished. Matt Sorum was offered 'x' 

amount to join Guns N’ Roses, so he just 
kind of went, ‘This is a much more secure 
seat’ and left. Jamie Stewart’s wife basically 
pulled him out of our black world and he 
went off to be a domestic house-husband, 
and he’s much more happy being a producer. 

“So that left Billy and 1 having to deal 
with each other, which is when we discov¬ 
ered all the debts and the legal messes which 
were left over from before. We were falling 
out with our manager, and the whole thing 
had become incredibly cynical. It was horri¬ 
ble. It was like something out of one of those 
old B-movies where they have about 50 
medical machines hooked up to one tiny 
little black heart.” 

The band was on its last legs — Beggars 
Banquet admitted as much with the release 
of The Singles Collection, a 10-CD boxed set 
that really seemed to be the last word in Cult 
releases. Yet the beast was not ready to roll 
over, even if the state of mind surrounding 
199 L’s Ceremony album was hardly 
conducive to making a great record. 

Augmented by session musicians Charley 
Drayton (bass) and Sonic Temple drummer 
Curry, “We went in and we spent a ridiculous 
amount of money making it.” The songs, 
Astbury maintained, were “not too bad. But 
the way we recorded it was really bad.” 

Ceremony united the band with producer 
Richie Zito, “and the only reason we used 
him was because he was the first person to 
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Ian Astbury, live, 1987, in Cleveland. 

walk into the room and stay there. Rick 
Rubin took one look at us and said, Not 
right now’ Bob Rock was with Metallica, so 
we just went, ‘OK, Richie, you’re a maker of 
fine confectionery. You’ve got the job.’ He’d 
sold like five million records with Heart and 
al) that kind of bullshit. We thought maybe 
he could do the same with us, and it was a 
fucking shambles.” 

Astbury sought solace outside of the 
studio, but this time, it was neither drink 
nor drugs to which he turned. “I met my 
future wife, Heather, at the time, so 1 just 
went off with her all the time. I just started 
hanging out with Heather, having the great¬ 
est time, and 1 started rediscovering myself, 
not drinking as much, and eventually 1 
started to get a bit wider as a person.” 

It was a slow process, encompassing not 
only the completion of Ceremony, but also 
the accompanying (“fucking inevitable!”) 
world tour. Surrounded again by strangers, 
the rhythm section of Kinley Wolfe and 
Michael Lee, “I was hanging out with 
Heather. I started hanging out more with 
Billy and we became friends again, and we 
decided that once the tour was over, it was 
time to get our shit back together. 

“We had a lot of soul-searching to do, 
because we’d been together 10 years, and a 
lot of stuff came out, a lot of stuff about how 
we wanted to work with each other, and shit 
started coming out. But we kept going. We 
got a new manager who worked very closely 
with us and was a real Cult fanatic. We built 
a lot of things around the band and sorted 
out a lot of financial bullshit which was 
going around” — bullshit that included a 
lawsuit filed by the mother of the young 
American Indian boy pictured on the cover 
of Ceremony. “We used that picture in 
complete sincerity. We obtained the rights in 
the proper way; It all pretty much lies with 
the photographer, but we’ie implicated in 
that, even though we did it for all the right 
reasons, politically, spiritually, everything. 

“But we got busted for it, which was very 
much typical of the times we were going 
through. We get nailed for that. There were 
lawsuits from ex-drummers [Warner], Nigel 
Preston died of a heroin overdose just before 
The Cult In The Park show, there was loads of 
stuff. But we came back from the dead anyway.” 

The Cult’s re-emergence was signaled by 
the release of “The Witch,” a British club 
favorite throughout the summer of ’92, and 
the creation of a new band lineup, featuring 
ex-Mission bassist Craig Adams and drum¬ 
mer Scott Garrett. 

This new lineup played a handful of U.K. 
dates that summer, including an appearance 
at Guns N’ Roses’ Milton Keynes Bowl festi¬ 
val and a 40-date European tour with Metal¬ 
lica. “Seven times they asked us, and I said 
no. But finally, they told us Alice In Chains 
would also be on the bdl, and that sounded a 
bit more liberal than just us and Metallica, so 
we said OK.” 

In any event, Alice In Chains pulled out, 
to be replaced by Suicidal Tendencies, “with 
us sandwiched between them, and we were 
thinking there was no way we could do it, 
because at the time we were wearing baggy 
Levis and old punk T-shirts and boots and 
we’d all cut our hair off. We looked like a 
shower of punk art students from the ’70s. 

But we went out and did the shows and 
at first, we were really pissed off, thinking, 
‘We should not be here. This is not the place 
for us.’ But after a while it was ‘Fuck this, 
let’s just have a good time,’ and it was bril¬ 
liant, a complete riot. Then we did our own 
shows, and suddenly we found we had this 
audience that had never gone away. 

“We were even selling out places we’d 
already played with Metallica. It was just 
overwhelming. People were so fanatical 
about us, and it was like starting over again. 
To me it was a brand-new band, and when 
we went into record the next album, The 
Cult, it was a product of that energy.” 

Rubin was originally scheduled to 

produce the album, “but it was not to be. We 
expected him to come down to rehearsals, 
but he was working with Tom Petty. We 
expected him to come down to rehearsals, 
but he was working with Mick Jagger. He 
was hanging out with Donovan, he’d just 
signed Joe Cocker, he was working with 
Johnny Cash... in the end we went, ‘Fuck 
this shit,’ and forgot it. 

“And then Bob Rock called me up and 
said, T really want to work with you guys 
again.’ Now, I really wasn’t too keen on Sonic 
Temple in some respects, although it was a 
commercial success, but I went up to meet 
with him and he just blew me away. He said 
he really understood my criticisms of that 
album, but as far as he was concerned he 
never got a fair crack of the whip. 

“So we went to Vancouver and recorded in 
this little warehouse. We knew we wanted to 
make a dry record. We didn’t want any more 
grandiose, over-the-top records. We wanted to 
make a very sincere, honest, truthful record, 
and that was the challenge, to be honest. It’s 
very strange, but this is an album I should 
have made when 1 was 17 or 18 years old but 
1 wouldn’t have been able to. I don’t think I’d 
have been able to face the issues.” 

The Cult’s return to the stage opened with 
a low-key show at Vancouver’s Commodore 
Ballroom in October 1994. British, European 
and Australian dates followed, before the 
band made it back to the U.S. in February. 
With a set divided squarely between new 
material and old favorites, with Astbury posi¬ 
tively demonic both on stage and, given his 
newfound penchant for fearless stage-diving, 
off it. The Cult played to packed houses 
everywhere, and every night sent audiences 
away in amazement. 

“When people thought of The Cult, they 
thought of a tired old rock band,” Astbury 
smirked. “Then they come to see us, and 
we’re anything but.” 

The lineup had shifted slightly again, 
with the addition of rhythm guitarist James 
Stevenson, most recently ex-Gene Loves 
Jezebel, and for the first time in years, The 
Cult was firing again on all cylinders, a band 
in every sense of the word. 

How quickly it went off the rails, break¬ 
ing apart on a beach in Brazil as the band 
wound through the South American leg of its 
best tour in years. 1994 saw The Cult climb 
back off their sickbed. 1995 proved that the 
sickness had really only gone into remission. 
2001, and a new album whose very title 
seems somehow pertinent to The Cult’s own 
survival — for they are indeed “beyond good 
and evil” — may be the year in which the 
cure is finally effected. 

“I think in the past, the problem was... 
we’d pretty much done everything under the 
sun that a group could do, at least in terms of 
our background. When The Cult started, I was 
on the dole. 1 was homeless before that. 1 
wouldn’t say I had a “typical” northern English 
upbringing because I moved around a lot, but 
coming out of school, getting into a band, all 
the way through Southern Death Cult, minor 
success; Death Cult, greater success; and 
finally The Cult, chart success, conquering 
America, blah blah blah, doing everything 
under the sun, and all before the age of 26.... 

“Hopefully, but 1 really do believe it this 
time, 1 know better now. This time, 1 think 
we’ll make it work.”

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Classical Notes 
ARTHUR RUBINSTEIN AND THE POWER OF LOVE 
.-.by Peter 

Recent scientific studies confirm the poets’ claim — 
love really does make the mind work differently. 
Legendary pianist Arthur Rubinstein (1887-1983) 

loved life to the fullest. He once described himself as “the 
happiest person I have ever met.” His music is a unique reflec¬ 
tion of that attitude. Yet, it also raised suspicions of shallowness. 

We expect great artists to suffer. Yet, as Harold Schonberg 
noted in The Clorious Ones, Rubinstein was one of the very 
few musicians who died contented, having lived a fabulous 
and rewarding life and having achieved all he had wanted 
professionally. Schonberg muses that Rubinstein’s only regrets 
were the cigars he hadn’t yet smoked and the wines he hadn’t 
yet tasted (to which perhaps should be added the women he 
hadn’t yet loved). 

His die was cast early. A musical prodigy in the dreary Polish 
industrial city of Lodz, Rubinstein became a protégé of Joseph 
Joachim, the most famous teacher of his time. Joachim intro¬ 
duced him to the luminaries of Berlin concert and social life yet 
insisted that the boy’s talent not be prematurely exploited. But 
the combination of temptation and containment proved explo¬ 
sive — soon after his long-delayed public debut in 1900, Rubin¬ 
stein’s voracious romantic appetite surfaced and he set out to 
prove, consistent with his recent Bar Mitzvah, that indeed he had 
"become a man.” His first conquest was his landlord's wife 
(married), soon followed by a friend’s mother and sister (both 
married). There was also an intriguing arrangement 
by which he serviced girls attracted to his gay friends. 

Rubinstein’s teen years raise the question that 
would haunt his reputation throughout his life — if 
only be had more discipline and focused more on his 
art, could he have developed into a deeper inter¬ 
preter? Seizing upon Rubinstein’s lifelong devotion to 
philandering and high living, detractors repeatedly 
(and perhaps jealously?) faulted him for laziness, 
technical lapses, narrow repertoire and simplification of difficult 
musical passages (all of which are true). 

Yet, Rubinstein’s amorous ventures were not mere distrac¬ 
tions. Rather, they formed an integral part of his personality 
and led him to integrate the full fabric of life into his music. 
Rubinstein himself insisted that far more important than 
extensive practice was “learning about life and love and art 
and ail the other wonderful things in the world” in order to 
have something worth expressing. While critics seized upon 
what might have been, the public adored him, perhaps 
subconsciously responding to the fullness of his heart. Rubin¬ 
steins art was not superficial but reflected the joy and 
contentment of the total experience of living. 

It’s only fair to note that Rubinstein didn’t transmute his atti¬ 
tude into exemplary living. He abandoned his parents and 
siblings, ignored his children, deceived his wife and was an irre¬ 
pressible spendthrift who constantly lived far beyond his 
means, shamelessly mooching off anyone with money and wast¬ 
ing his energies on giving private concerts to wealthy patrons. 

Rubinstein’s two-volume autobiography (My Young Years 
and My Many Years) is generally dismissed as a superficial 
and disappointing catalog of his lovers and society friends, 
with barely a word about his musical taste, piano technique 
or artistic vision. Yet, the autobiography is a perfect barome¬ 
ter of Rubinstein’s outlook — it reflects the aspects of life that 
mattered the most to him and that flavored his feelings. The 
rest can be gleaned from his records. 

Rubinstein made a lot of records — more than 100 hours’ 
worth. Even two decades after his death, they remain hugely 
popular. Yet, in one of the most boneheaded acts in the annals 
of classical marketing, BMG reissued them all in a single 
$1,500 box (really more of a crate). Our local Tower has one 
on display, weighing in at around 40 pounds (including all 
the dust it’s collected since its arrival). Who exactly was

expected to buy this monstrosity? Surely any devoted fan 
already would have bought previous CD issues of nearly all 
the contents. Would a newcomer really want all the multiple 
remakes to which the bulk of the set is devoted (ie: four 
versions each of the Grieg, Schumann, Beethoven Emperor 
and Chopin Second Concertos)? 

Reportedly only a few hundred sets were sold worldwide. 
Whether to appease collectors or, more likely, to recoup 
losses from a commercial disaster, individual volumes have 
begun to dribble out, each in a CD-sized hardback paper 
booklet. While the format is a viable alternative to the stan¬ 
dard jewelcase, the design is a bit perverse, with titles on the 
spines so dim as to demand X-ray vision to glean the contents 
and discs tucked in so tightly as to require supernatural 
powers to extract them without scratches and fingerprints. 

About half of the 81 volumes are available now. If 1 had to 
choose just one, it would be an awesome 1964 Moscow 
recital (on Volume 62). Rubinstein thrived on audiences, both 
private and public, yet few of his concerts are preserved. 
What an incredible difference! His solo studio records are 
wonderful but rather deliberate, measured and temperate. 
Here, though, is the artist who floored audiences in a fabu¬ 
lous program of Chopin and encores. Every accent bursts 
with expression — bold, passionate, committed and driven 
with huge dynamics and stunning rhythmic control. One 

waltz is so utterly enthralling that the otherwise choleric 
audience barely breathes, and the spell-breaking applause at 
the end seems a sacrilege. The excitement is abetted by the 
crystalline recording, which reveals details of color that the 
mellow studio mixes often blur. 

The recital also serves to highlight Rubinstein’s way with 
Chopin, of which he is still considered the foremost expo¬ 
nent. (Perhaps recognizing this, BMG has pegged all of the 
Chopin volumes of its Rubinstein Collection at full price, 
rather than the mid-price level of all the others.) The 19th 
century viewed Chopin as an effete, sickly neurotic, and early 
20th century performers often compensated by playing him 
with self-indulgent, decadent, ego-driven mannerism. The 
accepted wisdom is that Rubinstein rescued his compatriot 
through a self-effacing, natural sincerity that allowed 
Chopin’s innate beauty, nobility and rhythmic subtlety to 
emerge. Perhaps the ultimate validation of that approach lies 
in the proclamations of authenticity by Poles, in whose tradi¬ 
tions both Chopin and Rubinstein were rooted. Rubinstein 
recorded (and re-recorded) more Chopin than any other 
composer (by far!) and the choices among 24 CDs are bewil¬ 
dering. A further frustration is that all his other Chopin 
albums are complete sets of genre pieces that were neither 
composed nor meant to be heard all together — no matter 
how much you love Chopin, two solid hours of his nocturnes 
or mazurkas is just too much! The Moscow recital is Rubin¬ 
stein’s only Chopin collection that assembles a variety of 
pieces into a sensible program. 

While the rest of the world thought of him as a Chopin 
expert, Rubinstein claimed Brahms to be his favorite 
composer. His exposure to Brahms was through his child¬ 
hood mentor Joachim, who was a close personal friend of the 
composer. Rubinstein ennobles Brahms solo pieces (on 
Volume 63) with magisterial splendor, while his 1929 Brahms

volumes on 94 CDs. 

First Concerto (Volume 1) is the fastest on record (although 
still not as swift as the composer had specified). 

Most of the other great Romantic piano composers were 
temperamental, repressed or just plain eccentric. Rubinstein, 
though, universalizes their powerful emotions by preserving 
their original conception while adding his own humanistic 
contribution. Perhaps his own pursuit of romance led Rubin¬ 
stein to feel a special spiritual kinship with Schumann, the 
most ardent of all the Romantic composers. Schubert report¬ 
edly was the type of open, fun guy with whom Rubinstein 
could identify, and so it’s no surprise that Rubinstein tempers 
the youthful ardor with a mature probity that might have 
amazed the composer himself. Similarly, Rubinstein’s superb 
performances of the Beethoven “name” sonatas give full 
expression to the depth of Beethoven's feelings, transmuting 
their raw power by giving equal rein to elements of grace and 
human empathy. 

Rubinstein also found great success in the 
music of Spain (Volume 18). Local response to his 
first appearance there in 1915 was ecstatic, far 
bevond the mere plaudits he had received else¬ 
where. Rubinstein immersed himself in local 
scenery and culture, returned often and recipro¬ 
cated audience enthusiasm by becoming both an 
ardent advocate of Spanish music and one of its 
most revered exponents. Rubinstein’s French 

music (Volume 43) is also refreshingly direct, far different 
from the chiseled perfection of Michelangeli or the misty 
atmosphere of Geiseking, whom we have come to regard as 
masters of the impressionist style. 

Rubinstein reveled in chamber music. His most famous 
series is a set of 1941 trios with violinist Jascha Heifetz and 
cellist Emmanuel Feuermann, but while athletic and propul¬ 
sive, the trios project a disembodied sense of three virtuoso 
superstars preening for attention rather than attempting to 
integrate themselves into the type of unified vision that 
constitutes the true splendor of chamber music. For that, 
Rubinstein turned to younger colleagues. Superb sets of 
Beethoven and Brahms Sonatas (on Volumes 40 and 41) meld 
violinist Henryk Szervng’s sweet sound and dazzling palette 
of tonal color with Rubinstein’s rich, vibrant glow. The 
texttire was deepened by adding cellist Pierre Fournier for the 
Brahms, Schubert and Schumann Trios (on Volumes 72, 73 
and 76). Although a similar miracle of cohesion occurred 
between Rubinstein and the young Guarneri Quartet, none of 
their magnificent recordings of Mozart, Brahms, Dvorak, 
Schumann or Faure is available singly yet. 

Rubinstein brought a winning, grand manner to all his 
concerto recordings. Of particular interest is the less popular 
but large and splashy Saint-Saens Second (on Volume 70), 
which bracketed Rubinstein’s public career — he played it at 
his first major concert in 1900 and his last TV appearance in 
1979. Among the standard favorite concerti, Rubinstein’s final 
recordings of the Beethoven five and Brahms' First with 
Daniel Barenboim (a fellow pianist and Rubinstein protégé 
turned conductor) boast a blend of relaxed confidence and 
potent vibrancy that seem incredible for an artist in his 90th 
year. Perhaps it really was the power of love that kept Rubin¬ 
stein forever young.

than extensive practice was “learning about life and 

love and art and all the other wonderful things in the 

world” in order to have something worth expressing. 
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A Broad Abroad 
HOODOO, WAH!, MEEK, GILLAN, SPOOFS AND MORE! 
..by Jo-Ann Greene... 

Alongside the mighty Triffids and The Birthday Party, 
The Hoodoo Gurus were one of Australia’s hottest 
exports through the 1980s. Edgy enough for the 

new wave crowd and rock enough for more traditional ears, 
they were also capable of writing some genuinely scintillating 
and frequently unexpected hooks, riffs and melodies. 

You can gauge a measure of their importance from the fact 
that the band’s entire back catalog is now preserved in 
Australia’s National Screen And Sound Archive. But just in 
case you’re not planning a trip down under, a new three-CD 
box set goes some way to showing you what you’re missing. 
Or, if you’re already a fan, what you might have missed. 

Bite The Bullet (Shock, Australia) offers up 49 rare and 
unreleased tracks spanning the Gurus’ entire career. One disc 
features four live sessions recorded for the Australian radio 
station Triple J between 1983 and 1996, and includes rousing 
covers of The Beatles, The Stooges, and The Velvet 
Underground — formative influences one and all. 
Another comprises demos, outtakes and B-sides, 
including Guru legends such as a roiling Ramones 
medley and a cover of Donovan’s "Hey Gyp’’; the 
final disc was recorded live on the band’s 1997-98 
tour and, again, it bristles with band favorites. Lack¬ 
ing only a heavyweight booklet to complete its trip 
to Ozrock paradise, Bite The Bullet is well packaged 
in a multiple gatefold digipack, which means it 
looks as great as it sounds. 

Another 80s era band undergoing a long-overdue reappraisal 
is Liverpool’s Mighty Wahl Fronted by the irrepressible Pete 
Wylie, Wah! enjoyed a couple of self-defining U.K. hits during 
the first half of the decade, “The Story Of The Blues” and 
“Come Back (The Story Of The Reds),” and were the subject of 
a massive two-CD retrospective collection, The Handy Wahl 
Whole late last year. Now both of the band’s official albums, Nah 
Poo! — The Art Of Blu/J and A Word To The Wise Guy, have been 
remastered and reissued, together with the authorized bootleg 
The Maverick Years, a pulse-pounding collection of demos and 
alternate takes (all by Essential/Castle, U.K.). 

All three albums are loaded with bonus tracks. Around 20 
singles, B-sides, compilation appearances, remixes and oddi¬ 
ties are spread between them, essentially wrapping up the 
group’s entire oeuvre — a quick inspection suggests that just 
one released performance is absent, a jokey version of “Come 
Back” included on the B-side of the original 12-inch single. 
Aside from that, however, the gang’s all here, which means 
moments of unbridled magnificence such as “Seven Minutes 
To Midnight,” “The Seven Thousand Names Of Wahl,” “The 
Bible Or Maths” and the unexpurgated 12-inch version of 
“The Story Of The Blues” can once again chime over your 
neighborhood in all their pristine glory. Do it! 

Further praiseworthy bonus material can be found on the 
latest T. Rex archive release. It’s been a while since the shelves 
overflowed with such things. Time was, you couldn’t turn 
around without tripping over another tape of Marc Bolan 
warbling in his bathtub. Uncaged (NMC, U.K.) breaks that 
unhappy (but, from a financial view, merciful) silence with 
seven songs recorded live for German TV’s Beat Club during 
1970-72, with an enhanced CD portion that plays the actual 
performances while you watch. 

As always, you need a computer with the appropriate soft¬ 
ware (QuickTime) to view the visuals. The sooner some 
enterprising programmer standardizes all these things the 
better. But once you have that in place, excellent versions of 
“Jewel,” “Baby Strange" and “Buick Mackane” leap out along¬ 
side a smattering of hits, together with some of the best-look¬ 
ing Bolan video this side of Bom To Boogie. 

There’s more enhancement to be located on the newly revised 
version of legendary producer Joe Meek’s I Hear A New World 

(RPM, U.K.), a 1960 experiment in electronics that took the 
form of what might have been the world’s first concept album. 
The music itself is unchanged from the same label’s last reissue 
of the album. But newly discovered bonus material includes a 
35-minute Meek monologue discussing his life and work, taken 
from a 1962 radio broadcast, and an excerpt from a British TV 
magazine program in which Meek appears on camera to 
bemoan the stranglehold enjoyed by the major record compa¬ 
nies. Plus ca change, indeed. 

Metalheads unite! A 1977 live recording by the Ian Gillan 
Band is sure to raise temperatures among the Deep Purple 
faithful. Live, Yubin Chokin Hall, Hiroshima 1977 (Angel Air, 
U.K.) was recorded at a show that Gillan, in his autobiogra¬ 
phy, remembers as one of the greatest he’s ever played. The 
band was touring to promote the recently released Scarabus 
album, but of course the set list meanders across Gillan’s 

repertoire, not only including a heavy-duty “Woman From 
Tokyo” and a spookily rearranged “Child In Time," but also a 
rock 'n’ roll medley at least as powerful as that which Purple 
themselves used to play as their encore. 

The post-bootleg sound quality is a bit of a letdown, espe¬ 
cially when compared with the Tokyo show two nights later, 
professionally recorded and released as Live At The Budokan 
in 1978. The performance itself, however, more than makes 
up for such deficiencies, while the booklet offers up 16 pages 
of pricless reminiscences, information and statistics. 

Of course, 1977 was memorable for a lot more than the 
welcome return of one of hard rock’s most dexterous vocalists. 
It was also the year in which Warsaw Pakt entered the Guin¬ 
ness Book Of Records, after recording and releasing their debut 
album in a breathtaking 24 hours. Since that time, bassist 
Andy Colquhoin has become best-known for his work with 
former Deviants frontman/author Mick Farren. But he has 
now released a solo album of his own and, if Warsaw Pakt 
were memorable for punk-ish speed and brevity, Pick Up The 
Phone America! (Captain Trip, Japan) falls firmly into swagger-
ingly depraved classic rock territory, spiraling guitars and seis¬ 
mic rhythms that cut through whatever cobwebs your head’s 
filled with this week and leave you breathless with excitement. 

There’s a great guest appearance from Farren on the frantic 
“Alienza,” while the title track is one of the best creepy stalker 
songs you’ll ever hear. Elsewhere, “Harlem Nocturne” is only 
one of several phenomenal guitar instrumentals, while 
Colquhoin also fashions a phenomenal new vision out of The 
Doors’ “Riders On The Storm,” replacing keyboards with 
violently descending guitar lines, with the elements raging 
around the solos and the drums doing double duty with the rolls 
of thunder. You’re at the end of the song before you even notice 
there were no vocals — a tribute not only to the power of the 
original melody, but also to the virtuosity of the rearrangement. 

Mention of The Doors, of course, immediately brings Jim 
Morrison’s new solo album to the top of the pile — although 
this is Jim Morrison the former frontman with Carter USM 
(and later, Jim’s Super Stereoworld), not the one who’s been 
dead 30 years. James R Morrison (Ten Forty Sound, U.K. — 
contact www.jamesrobert.co.uk) is a delightful collection of 
apparently all solo performances, a far cry indeed from the 

belligerent bombast of Carter but as lyrically tricky and 
melodically hook-laden as everything else the Artist Formerly 
Known As Jim-Bob has put his name to. 

Highlights include “I Lost My Baby To The Arms Race,” “Dead 
Dead Dead” and the infuriatingly jaunty “So Long Farewell (Auf 
Wiedersehn Goodbye),” which sounds like it should be a cover 
from The Sound Of Music — but isn't. Not unless those charming 
little Von Trapp urchins also chirped “good riddance, bon voyage 
and cheerio." No, I didn't think they did. 

More linguistic japery is present on The Artful Splodger, a 
compilation of the greatest hits and then some by U.K. punk 
fruitcakes Splodgenessabounds (Captain Oi! U.K.). Fronted 
by the aptly named Max Splodge, the band are already 
legendary for “Two Pints Of Lager And A Packet Of Crisps 
Please,” a driving thrash punk blurge bemoaning the difficulty 
of getting served in a busy pub and that shook the British 
chart in 1981. Other songs discuss the aftereffects of too much 
alcohol and the joys of egg sandwiches, but The Artful 
Splodger also contains the greatest parody of the New Wave Of 
British Heavy Metal ever unleashed on an unsuspecting head¬ 
banger audience — “667, The Neighbour Of The Beast.” Iron 
Maiden fans should start gnawing their toes off now. 

Less wry assaults on the evils and demons of early 1980s 
Britain are served up by the four latest volumes in Captain Ori’s 
Punk Singles &• Rarities series, spotlighting The Exploited, The 
Anti Nowhere League, Instant Agony, and Blitz. 

All four are dramatic blasts of adrenalin and rage; all four, 
too, are laden with so many classic sounds that history's insis¬ 
tence on condemning the oi! movement as a dead end seems 
utterly incomprehensible. The League, for example, lurch 
from a bitter, proto-Pogues-ish reappraisal of Ralph McTell’s 

“Streets Of London,” to their own chant¬ 
ing “We Are The League,” before peak¬ 
ing with the song that not only assured 
the group’s immortality, but almost got 
them arrested for obscenity as well, the 
expletive-strewn “So What.” Pack strong 
nerves and a stronger sense of humor. 

The Exploited set is equally epochal, 
all the more so since it eschews the 
demos that round out the other albums 
in this series and goes straight for the 

45 rpm jugular. Epic anthems such as “Exploited Barmy 
Army,” “Dogs Of War” and “Fuck The Mods” still sound as 
brutally frank and fresh as they ever were at the time, while 
“Dead Cities,” released in fall 1981, was so insistent that, 
when The Exploited appeared on TV’s Top Of The Pops, their 
very haircuts sent a nation’s worth of Young Conservatives 
into apoplectic fits. Ah, those were indeed the days. 

Best of the rest 

BIG TOWN PLAYBOYS: Western World (Indigo U.K.). It’s 
the R&B veterans’ first album since the departure of vocalist 
Mike Sanchez, but don’t let that scare you. It’s bluesy business 
as usual across 16 dynamite tracks, including a near-defini¬ 
tive reading of Percy Mayfield’s “Life Is Suicide.” 
SANDY BULL: Fantasias For Guitar And Banjo 

(Vanguard/Comet, Italy). Virtuoso Sandy Bull’s fantasy 
rearrangement of “Carmina Burana” is an ail-too-fleeting 
highlight, but his own side-long “Blend” and the near-epic 
“Gospel Tune” remind us why his name still draws awe¬ 
stricken gasps. 
COLWELL-WINFIELD BLUES BAND: Cold Wind Blues 

(Akarma, Italy). One of the forgotten classics of the late-
1960s American blues scene, Colwell-Winfield Blues Band 
once opened for Led Zeppelin. That appears to be their great¬ 
est claim to fame, until you play their debut album, a hulking 
slab of blistered jazz-blues that adds one bonus track (“Wind 
Is Singing”) to the original Verve label release and cleans up 
the sound to a staggering degree. An all-time great just got 
even greater. 
OTIS SPANN: Last Call (Universe, Italy). One of the great 

blues records of the early 1970s, Otis Spann is captured live 
at the Boston Tea Party in April 1970, with a 13-song set 
(including four bonus tracks) stuffed with classics. 
UK SUBS: Flood Of Lies, Japan Today (Captain Oi!, U.K.). 

From 1983 and 1987, two more gems in the UK Subs’ back 
catalog find renewed life, with the usual crop of bonus tracks. 
Neither are normally considered among the Subs’ greatest 
works, but time has improved them both immeasurably. Plus, 
where else are you going to find the 12-inch version of 
“Another Typical City"?

In addition to being the most recogniz¬ able face in the six-man band 
Diamond Rio, Marty Roe owns the 

voice that soars above the groups signature 
electric bluegrass sound. He has fronted the 
group for more than a decade of solid success 
— a run that has included seven #1 singles 
among 20 Top 10 hits, four CMA Vocal 
Group Of The Year awards, and eight 
Grammy nominations. 

After a three-year wait, the band's latest 
album. One More Day, picked up right where its 
very popular predecessor, Unbelievable, had left 
off. The title song in particular struck a chord, 
topping the singles chart on two separate occa¬ 
sions and inspiring listeners everywhere with 
wistful sentiments that hit the airwaves at just 
the right time. Goldmine caught up with Roe at 
his Nashville home to talk about subjects rang¬ 
ing from that song’s life of its own to his experi¬ 
ences as a golf course mogul. 

Goldmine: The “One More Day" single has 
been the biggest story to do with your band in the 

last year What sorts of reactions have you seen to 

the song that have beat out of the ordinary? 

Marty Roe: We’ve run into so many people 
who have just really been touched by the 
song. It was utilized in a couple of very unfor¬ 
tunate situations, the basketball team |whose 
plane crashed | out at Oklahoma State, and, of 
course, the Dale Earnhardt situation. For us it 
was kind of weird. We were glad the song 
ministered to those situations but would have 
rather that they never happened. 

10 Questions For... 

Marty Roe 
by Thomas Kintner 

What about stories people were less likely to 
hear about? 

We’ve heard of a lot of people using the 
song as kind of a motivator, to maybe drop 
their jobs, spend an extra day with their kids 
here and there, just a wide variety of things 
that have shown how people have been 
touched by it. We’ve had the good fortune to 
have many hit records, and we’ve been able 
to know what it’s like to have one a little 
more special than others. 

There isn’t really a group that came before 

you to which your group’s sound can be traced. 

How did it evolve? 

We started at Opryland as The Tennessee 
River Boys and covered a lot of mainstream 
country stuff. Jimmy Olander, Dan Truman, 
and myself were in that band. We quit the 
park after a year and pretty much started to 
starve to death, so we made some changes 
and signed up some different members and by 
1989 we had added Brian |Prout], Gene 
[Johnson], and Dana Williams. Gene and 
Dana and Jimmy had a background in blue¬ 

grass — Jimmy was a 
banjo player before he 
went to Nashville, not a 
guitar player. I grew up 
doing both country and 
bluegrass, so we had a 
real bluegrass core to the 
vocals for sure. Dan is a 
jazzer, and Brian's a rock 
’n’ roll drummer, and 1 
think all of us grew up 
fans of everything in the 
’70s, which made for a 
new sound — a lot of 
traditional backgrounds 
with contemporary 
influences thrown in. 

Are there any acts 

whose creative instincts 

seem to resonate with 

your own? 

Not that often, but 
there are things that we 
enjoy. Something that’s 
kind of in our soul is 
this little group called 
Nickel Creek. Alison 
Krauss is wonderful. 1 gravitate toward the 
contemporary bluegrass side of things. By 
electrifying some of those same ideas, we're 
just spreading our wings a little differently 
than those acts are right now. 

What do you think of bands who draw from 

you as an influence? 

Before we came out there were no six-
member bands, and there have been 
several since who do what we do. Some 
are still around — Lonestars doing great. 
Little Texas had a great run. 1 guess a lot of 
the things we like are similar to the things 
we do, because we sure like what we do. 

You’ve got six people in the band and 

everyone gets a vote. What do you do when 

it comes out 3-3? 

Very seldom does it stay split, because if it’s 
that contentious, it either doesn't get done at 
all or, because we respect one another's opin¬ 
ions, we drop it until a better alternative comes 
along. We’ll usually put it on the back burner 
for a while, because I don’t think any decision 
on which we’re so split is ever a great one. 

It was almost three years between your last 

two albums. When do you start thinking about 

your next record? 

We’re always thinking about it to some 
extent. Normally it’s about a 16-month 
process for an album, but we were finished 
with this album for all practical purposes 
when our label had some problems. We 
decided at that point to sit on the album, 
thinking that if we released it at such a 
tumultuous time, we wouldn’t get the best 
efforts, the best attention. We actually went 
back in and worked on it some more, and I 
think it paid off in the long run. 

Do you ever feel any pressure to be a typical 

country act that releases an album every year 

or two? 

We used to, but our success has always 
been kind of long-term. Lately, our way 
makes more sense. There are albums that are 
on the charts right now that are 80 weeks old 
or more that are still in the Top 5 in sales. For 
a long time in country you would get two 
singles, maybe three, and they lasted about 12 
weeks. That’s all changed. A song like “One 
More Day," at more than 30 weeks old was 
still growing. It’s a little bit different animal 
than when we first started, that's for sure. 

Have you ever been asked to consider a solo 

project? 

Mostly by interviewers, [laughs] I proba¬ 
bly will do something on my own in the next 
two or three years, but I would never leave 
Diamond Rio. For a long time, if the lead 
singer of a country band wanted to do a 
private project, that meant the band had to 
break up. That’s not true now, or at least it 
isn’t true with us. 1’vcgot a Christian project 
I might want to be involved in, and I might 
be involved in a tribute to Marty Robbins, 
who is my namesake. The rest of the guys in 
the band are doing things as well. We can get 
away with doing some outside projects with¬ 
out it hurting the band or causing people to 
think Diamond Rio’s going to break up. 

You recently bought a golf course in North 

Carolina. Is that good for a couple of strokes 

every round? 

I can always make par on that particular 
course! [laughsl It’s been a lot of fun. 1 have 
a degree in business, I love to play golf, and 1 
live on a golf course. It satisfies the creative 
side of me to be able to stand on a golf course 
and change a hole. It’s not just making a 
pretty hole, because you've got to consider 
things like water flow, drainage and topogra¬ 
phy, and the architecture is just interesting to 
me. Like music, I decided to take something 
1 love and turn it into a job.

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On the packs 
BRAD PAISLEY 
Part II 
Arista (07863-67008-2) 

With great writing skills and stellar guitar 
playing ability, Brad Paisley is that rare 
commodity in modern country music: a 
complete artist. His latest CD, Part II, contin¬ 
ues in the same refreshing stone country vein 
as his 1999 debut. Who Needs Pictures. 

What impresses most about this tradition¬ 
alists sophomore effort are its varied musical 
styles. “Two Feet Of Topsoil” gets the set off 
to a blistering start with a flurry of fiddles 
and steel guitars, then the deadpan “I'm 
Gonna Miss Her” takes a humorous jab at 
one man’s warped priorities (he picks fishing 
over his woman). The ballads “1 Wish You’d 
Stay” and the title track provide some heart¬ 
tugging moments, while the haunting blue¬ 
grass cover “You’ll Never Leave Harlan Alive” 
serves up some gritty mountain music. The 
only mis-step on the entire album is the 
sappy event recording “Too Country,” featur¬ 
ing George Jones, Buck Owens, and Bill 
Anderson. 

Like country albums from years ago — 
but unlike most of his current peers, Paisley 
includes an instrumental (the sizzling 
“Munster Rag”) and concludes with a hymn 
(“The Old Rugged Cross” — recorded live at 
his Grand Ole Opry induction ceremony). It’s 
appropriate that an inspirational performance 
would close such an inspired album.

TRISHA YEARWOOD 
Inside Out 
MCA Nashville (088 170 200-2) 

Like Linda Ronstadt, Trisha Yearwood is a 
commanding vocalist who seems to 
genuinely connect with the lyrics she sings, 
infusing her songs with the kind of feeling 
and intensity that come from a very honest 
place. Unfortunately, Inside Out's most 
emotionally affecting songs are its ballads 
and they are, for the most part, the least 
distinguished of the bunch. The album’s first 
single, “1 Would’ve Loved You Anyway,” in 
which Yearwood confesses she would do it all 
again even if she knew in advance about the 
heartache to come, is the kind of formulaic 
adult contemporary sound all too prevalent 
on country radio these days. Ditto “Harmless 
Heart,” a lament for a man so wary of getting 
burned again that he won’t risk taking a 
chance on the one woman who wouldn’t do 
him wrong. 

Overall, Inside Out's strengths outweigh its 
weaknesses. The high points include the 
engaging title track (on which Yearwood 
shares vocal duties with Don Henley) and a 
paint-by-the-numbers (but wonderful) cover 
of Rosanne Cash’s "Seven Year Ache” (with 
Cash contributing some barely audible 
harmonizing). Also take note of the sunny, 
mid-tempo standout “Love Alone,” and a 
striking ballad “Melancholy Blue” that 
plumbs new depths of angst (the love the 
singer pines for is six feet under). Yearwood’s 
strong vocal presence, when combined with 
the right material, makes for one powerhouse 
combination. Fortunately, this occurs just 
enough on Inside Out to give it a thumbs up.

David Frizzell, like many country hit¬ 
makers who emerged during the ’80s, has 
gone the independent label route with his 
latest release, 
2001. The result is 
a 12-song set that 
mixes affecting 
pedal-steel-laden 
honky-tonk with 
an uneven attempt 
to re-create the 
duet chemistry he 
enjoyed with his 
sister-in-law/ 
former duet part¬ 
ner Shelley West. 

The 61-year-old 
younger brother of 
Lefty Frizzell, David’s style still exhibits pleasing 
touches of his elder sibling’s gentle, expressive 
baritone (“Hiding The Pain,” “One Memory At 
A Time ”). A strong writer with a penchant for 
vivid, clever hooks (“The Good Book,” “Baby 
Don’t Love Here Anymore”), Frizzell still crafts 
ditties that should appeal to retro (“I Ain’t Going 
If There Ain’t No Hank”) and modern (“You’ve 
Just Been Loved By Jesse James”) fans alike. 
Finally, lest we forget that he had a #1 hit as solo 
artist, Frizzell includes a solid remake of his 
best-known barroom anthem (“I’m Gonna Hire 
A Wino To Decorate Our Home”). 

Of course, Frizzell is best-remembered for 
his duets with West on Warner Brothers hits 
such as “You’re The Reason God Made Okla¬ 
homa” and “Texas State Of Mind.” The addi¬ 
tion of Peggy Rains on four numbers seems 
an obvious attempt to rekindle that bygone 
magic. Unfortunately, Rains’ husky, polished

True keepers of the flame, New Lost City 
Ramblers have staunchly preserved rural 
1920s-30s music, especially the primitive 
Southern string band sound eventually 
dubbed old-timey to distinguish it from the 
bluegrass it fathered. Mike Seeger (half¬ 
brother of Pete), Tom Paley, and documen¬ 
tary filmmaker John Cohen formed the trio 
in 1958, with Cajuri enthusiast Tracy 
Schwarz replacing Paley in 1962. Though 
they seldom perform together now, this two-
CD, 48-song set, 40 Years Of Concert Record¬ 
ings, expands and updates the trio’s 1988 20 
Years/Concert Performances on Flying Fish, 
with the thorough discographical source 
notations of old 78s that marked the trio’s 
Folkways LPs. 

Whereas The Holy Modal Rounders treated 
old-timey styles with levity, New Lost City 
Ramblers have ardently repeated the original 
forms. Still, these are no frozen, sterile museum 
pieces. Some songs are funny — such as “She 
Tickles Me” and, from a scared Spanish-Ameri¬ 
can War grunt, “Battleship Of Maine.” Compar¬ 
ing lan & Sylvia’s “Lady Of Carlisle” and The 
McGarrigles' “Baltimore Fire” (both learned 
from the Ramblers) with New Lost City 
Ramblers’ versions shows they aren’t always the 
greatest vocalists, but with their fiddle, banjo, 
autoharp and tiny, twangy jew’s harp, they’ve 
been vital links in a chain leading from The 
Carter Family and Charlie Poole down to Jerry 
Garcia and now The Bad Livers.

John Lee Hooker, bluesman 
John Lee Hooker, whose primal boogies and stark, 

mournful blues made him both a throwback and a vision¬ 
ary for more than half a century, died in his sleep June 21, 
2001, at his home in Los Altos, Calif. The Boogie Man’s 
exact age was difficult to pin down; wire service stories 
listed him at anywhere from 80 to 85, though several reason¬ 
ably reliable reference sources have him at 83. 

Born Aug. 22, 1917 (or Aug. 17, 1920, depending on 
which source you want to believe) in Clarksdale, Miss., 
Hooker brought a singular sound to his blues. His stepfa¬ 
ther, Will Moore, was his primary influence on guitar. 
Hooker left Mississippi for Memphis in his teens, later 
moving to Cincinnati before ultimately settling in Detroit in 
1943 and spearheading the Motor City’s blues scene. He 
made his recording debut in November 1948 for the Bihari 
brothers’ Modern label, and that first 78, the seminal 
“Boogie Chillen,” topped the R&B charts in early ’49, 
making Hooker a national sensation. 

Hooker consistently haunted Detroit studios during the 
late ’40s and early ’50s, usually recording solo with only his 
stomping foot augmenting his utterly unique electric guitar 
attack and brooding vocals but occasionally accompanied by 
guitarists Eddie Kirkland or Eddie Burns. Contracts didn’t 
mean a thing to Hooker in those days; his masters were 
peddled to Modern, King, Savoy, Prize, Staff, Sensation, 
Chance, Chess, Gotham and other labels under a dizzying 
array of aliases: Delta John, John Lee Cooker, Johnny 
Williams, The Boogie Man, John Lee Booker, Texas Slim, 
even Birmingham Sam & His Magic Guitar. Modern ended 
up with most of the hits, though — “Hobo Blues,” “Hoogie 
Boogie” and “Crawling King Snake Blues” in 1949 and the 
four-week R&B chart-topper "I’m In The Mood” in late ’51. 

In 1955, Hooker more or less settled in on Chicago’s Vee¬ 
jay Records for a bountiful run of close to a decade, his core 
audience steadily incorporating young whites thanks to the 
folk-blues revival (though they generally preferred their 
boogies unplugged). Hooker scored only three R&B hits 
during his Vee-Jay stint — “I Love You Honey” in 1958, “No 
Shoes” in ’60, and the classic “Boom Boom,” cut in Chicago

with a cadre of moonlighting Motown sessioneers, in 1962. 
But his influence on the emerging blues-rock scene in Great 
Britain was vast after he began touring overseas. By the late 
’60s, Hooker’s profile was rising exponentially at home, 
thanks to a celebrated 1970 collaboration with Canned Heat 
that introduced him to a new generation of fans. His trade¬ 
mark endless boogie groove was given a driving Texas slant 
by another band of fervent admirers, ZZ Top. At the dawn of 
the ’70s, Hooker relocated from Detroit to the West Coast. 

The guitarist suffered through a considerable career lull 
prior to the advent of the Grammy-winning The Healer, 
Hooker’s acclaimed 1989 set for Chameleon, which was his 
first album to feature superstar cameos (by Bonnie Raitt, 
Carlos Santana, Robert Cray, and George Thorogood). After 
that, rock stars flocked to record with him on Mr Lucky and 
Boom Boom for Pointblank; he appeared in The Blues Broth¬ 
ers and in a clever national TV ad for Pepsi. In recent years, 
he lived in contented semi-retirement up and down the Cali¬ 
fornia coast, keeping a close eye on his beloved Los Angeles 
Dodgers and his Bay Area nightclub. 

As one of the last living links to the prewar blues tradi¬ 
tion, the Hook was a gargantuan figure in the development 
of postwar blues. His like will never pass this way again.

Harold Burroughs Rhodes died in a nursing home Dec. 

17, 2000, in Canoga Park, Calif. Raised in San Fernando, he 
was born Dec. 28, 1910. He designed the Rhodes Electric 
Piano, which has a rich, full-bodied sound and is used by 
funk, jazz-rock, pop and soul artists such as Paul Bley, Chick 
Corea, Miles Davis, Styx’s Dennis DeYoung, Steely Dan’s 
Donald Fagen, Herbie Hancock, The Doors' Ray Manzarek, 
Patrice Rushen, Weather Report's Joe Zawinul, Stevie 
Wonder and many others. From 1965 to 1997, he lost the 
rights to the Rhodes trademark to CBS. 

Survivors include his wile, Margit, 11 children, a brother 
and nine grandchildren.

Cowboy Junkies 

COWBOY JUNKIES 
Open 
Zoc/Rounder Records (01143-1020-2) 

The Canadian foursome Cowboy Junkies 
have always made their home on the fringes of 
rock music, an ever-alternative act defined by 
the razor-edged lyrical poetry of guitarist 
Michael Timmins and the elegant lead vocals of 
his sister Margo. Dark subject matter has been 
common on the groups previous seven albums, 
but Open is so relentlessly downbeat amid its 
cacophony of edgy electric guitar howls that it 
sets a new sullen standard for the band, even as 
it compels with somber thoughtfulness. 

A dissonant guitar grind opens the album 
and sets the tone for things to come, giving 
way to the dramatic dirge tambourine that 
paces “I Did It All For You” beneath the 
uncomfortable ghostly echo applied to 
Margo’s gentle vocals. She delivers nightmare 
images with subdued, breathy tones at every 

turn, her sound nearly lost in the mix amid 
the insistent guitar churn and underlying 
keyboard ripple of “Dark Hole Again.” The 
soft piano that leads "Thousand Year Prayer” 
is a far more becoming frame, but the pretti¬ 
ness of her voice at its core does not obscure 
the cynical bite of the song’s message. 

Lurking in the shadows are Peter 
Timmins' atmospheric drums, which swell 
“Bread And Wine” and add shadows of 
nuance when “Upon Still Waters” retreats 
from breezy mandolin plinking into album 
producer Michael’s howling electric refrains. 
The sunny feel of “Small Swift Birds” is 
confined to the chirping organ bounce that 
propels its groove. With its swirl of imagery 
both idyllic and plucked from crumbling 
lives, the song makes a point more in charac¬ 
ter with the rest of the collection — a 
compelling mix that hints at just what is 
going on in the dark.

THE CULT 
Beyond Good And Evil 
Lava/Atlantic (83440) 

The heavy-metal thunder of The Cult 
seems to know no lime. The monster crunch 
of Beyond Good And Evil, their first album in 
seven years, doesn't appear to be aware of 
anything that’s happened musically during 
the band’s absence. This is rock ’n’ roll with¬ 
out definition — rap-rock, industrial, death 
metal, The Cult have no use for any of these 
labels — and without contemporary bound¬ 
aries. That doesn’t make it particularly better 
than, say, the new Staind album, but it does 
give it a timelessness that most current hard 
rockers would trade their multicolored 
tattoos for.

KIM SIMMONDS 
Blues Like Midnight 
Blue Wave (138) 

Savoy Brown mainstay Kim Simmonds’ 
newest. Blues Like Midnight, is his follow-up 
solo outing to 1997’s Solitaire. The new solo 
acoustic album features his vocals, which he 
historically has delegated to other artists. His 
singing and guitar work maintain both the 
feel and the sound for this style of acoustic 
blues. The album title is named after the 
Jimmie Rodgers song, which is also featured 
here. All the other compositions are by 
Simmonds. Recorded at White Cottage Studio 
at his home puts his performance at ease, 
which is what this kind of music calls for. 

Simmonds kicks off with the short but 
sweetly melodic “Cry Before She Goes” then 
delves into the 40s-sounding “Morning 
Light” with that old style rhythm. He pulls 

out the slide for "Tell The World,” “Long 
Ways From Heaven” and “Blues For Lone¬ 
some,” the latter an instrumental giving list-
ners the feeling they’re sitting on a steamy 
front porch in Mississippi. More slide is 
featured on “Rag Ah” — a reverb-enhanced 
Far East Indian and blues ditty, with percus¬ 
sion provided by Dave DeSiro. George 
Harrison would be proud! There is a classic 
blues guitar intro on “Sometimes You 
Gamble” with Simmonds' recognizable 
vibrato on the guitar solo (with accompani¬ 
ment by Bob Hall, from Savoy Brown’s early 
days, on honky-tonk piano). Stand-up bass 
and drums back up Simmonds’ guitar and 
vocal on the boogie-ing “Hold On Baby.” 

Simmonds has always been true to his 
roots, and it shows with this record. The 
man loves what he does. Simmonds dedi¬ 
cated this album to his good friend, the late 
"Lonesome” Dave Perverett. (3221

The early stumbles, where tags 
such as “goth rockers” and “psychedelic trip¬ 
pers” applied, were the results of a band 
searching for a voice. After some genre jump¬ 
ing, they hit formula gold with 1989’s Sonic 
Temple, and every release since then has been 
a variation on that breakthrough’s theme. 
Beyond Good And Evil is merely the new 
millennium’s version of it. 

Singer lan Astbury still injects every song 
with an earnest howl that pushes the inher¬ 
ent melodrama over the top, and Billy 
Duffy’s guitar chugs from one basic riff to the 
next with little concern for overstated flash. 
He’s not subtle; neither is Astbury. Nor is The 
Cult (or have they ever been, for that 
matter). Beyond Good And Evil is stuffed with 
pseudo-mystical ramblings (think Jim Morri¬ 
son raised on campy U.K. punk) and old-
fashioned spirit (there’s even a power ballad). 
The most solid tracks here, “War (The 
Process)” and "Rise,” sound like 1989 all 
over again. And the best part of it all? The 
Cult barely seem aware of this.

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
Rockabilly Hall Of Fame Volume 5 And 
Gene Vincent Tribute 
(Rockabilly Hall Of Fame CD113) 

Bob Timmers has done more to preserve 
the legend of rockabilly music than anyone, 
and his rockabillyhall.com Web site is the 
definitive source for all things rockabilly. The 
site has been used by thousands — no, 
millions — to locate info on everyone from 
Elvis Presley to Gene Vincent, from Ronnie 

Dawson to Brenda Lee. Timmers’ compilation 
CDs are always great fun, but Volume 5 may 
very well be the best one yet, as it not only 
includes fresh tracks from some of today’s best 
rockers, but also some very rare takes on the 
legendary Gene Vincent And His Bluecaps. 

Kicking off the album is Eric Todd, who 
recorded his rocking version of Bill Kirchen’s 
“Girlfriend” at Bums Station Sound in Bum, 
Tenn. — a historic studio with a legacy of 
recording some of country and rockabilly’s 
finest — including Loretta Lynn, Johnny 
Paycheck, and The Man In Black, Johnny 
Cash. Todd does a fine job of interpreting 
this mid-tempo romp. 

There’s also an extremely clean and great¬ 
sounding cover of “Take It On The Run,” the 
R.E.O. Speedwagon tune of the 1980s, done up 
fresh and delivered hot by R.G. Darnell and 
featuring rockabilly pioneer Bob Moore on bass. 

The disc contains tracks with more than 
72 minutes of smokin’ good rockabilly from 
folks such as Pep Torres, a Spanish rocker; 
Danny Dollar; The Convertibles; Amy Adams 
And The Hank Sinatras; and Nebraska artist 
Sean Benjamin doing the Bobby Lowell clas¬ 
sic "It’s Been So Long,” accompanied by The 
Rockabilly Hall Of Fame Blues Band. Shades 
of Jerry Lee Lewis are more than a little 
evident in Benjamin’s vocals and piano work. 

The disc includes eight tracks that are a 
“must have” for Gene Vincent And His Blue 
Caps fans — including an alternative version of 
“The Night Is Lonely” and a live take from ’56 
of “Be-Bop-A-Lula” recorded on The Alan Freed 
Radio Show. There is also a cut of “Hound Dog” 
from that very same program, three Vincent 
demos, and Carl Perkins’ son Stan doing a rave-
up rendition of Vincent’s “Dance To The Bop” 
with Timmers on lead guitar. Excellent. 

The set continues with two more ultra-
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fine cuts. Paul Burlison, guitarist of The 
Johnny Burnette Trio, teams up with the 
Memphis trio The Dempseys on “Double 
Talkin’ Baby,” and the results are dynamite. 
Then comes Britain’s own Rockin’ Roary And 
The Stone Valley Band doing “Ain’t She 
Sweet” — a nice job from a man Richard 
O’Brien of The Rocky Horror Picture Show 
slates as a personal favorite. 

There is an ultra-rare moment in the form 
of a vocal performance by Blue Cap Dickie 
Harrell, cut live in a club during the '70s. 
“Fannie Mae,” a Vincent standard, sounds 
great. Bob E. Rock does an outstanding job of 
covering “Brand New Beat,” accompanied by 
surf-guitar great Eddie Angel. So darned cool! 

The album closes with a real air of class, 
as The Jordanaires reprise their timeless 
version of “How Great Thou Art,” this time 
accompanied by world-class Presley tribute 
artist Elvis Wade. 

The Rockabilly Hall Of Fame really has a 
compilation to be proud of and a fine 
companion piece to its other four volumes of 
nostalgic sounds.

SARASOTA SLIM 
Snook Fishin’ 
Possum (007) 

Is Gene Hardage Sarasota Slim or is Sara¬ 
sota Slim Gene Hardage? Well, there are 
arguments on both sides, but when all of the 
cards have been laid on the table, it no longer 
seems important which came first, so long as 
we can listen to the guy’s tunes. 

Sarasota Slim dishes out the blues with 
bucketfuls of class and a smooth guitar style 
that is sometimes reminiscent of Eric Clap¬ 
ton, and at others, Dickey Betts. In fact, there 

is even a Betts/Ailman tribute of sorts on the 
album in the form of a “Mountain Jam” tease. 

Hardage and his band turn up an 
immensely enjoyable set of tunes, from the 
bluesy “Anything You Want” to “Noodle 
Boogie” to one of the best tracks of the 
record, “Thin White Bread,” which has infec¬ 
tious Southern-fried lyrics such as “I can’t 
help it, I like corn bread/I can’t help it, 1 like 
greasy greens/I can’t help it/I’m growin’ pole 
beans/I can’t help it, I like okra.... ’Cuz that 
thin white bread is just a waste of time.” 

Sarasota Slim is one of those rare “undis¬ 
covered” artists who deserves to be heard. 
His music doesn’t just ask to be listened to — 
it commands your attention. Songs such as 
“Kudzu Killer," “Snook Fishin’” and “I Don’t 
Play The Blues No More” are all worthy of 
the repeat button on your CD player. Do 
yourself a favor and try Slim on for size — he 
has anything you want, anything you need.

SMOKIN’ GUN 
Live Rounds From Seattle 
Spearhead (BM 1248) 

Recorded live at The Central Saloon in 
Pioneer Square in Seattle, Live Rounds From 
Seattle is one damn fine blues album — from 
a band that deserves to be heard .— Smokin’ 
Gun. Precision playing by this six-man 
ensemble highlights a 12-song set that mixes 
Smokin’ Gun originals with blues and classic 
rock covers. 

“Don't Go,” a Smokin’ Gun original, kicks 
things off in style. The band doesn’t even 
consider letting up with ZZ Top covers such

“Wingspan is a double-CD which contains the very best of 
Wings’ music and which will sell for around the price of a single 
album,” explained Paul McCartney. “I’ve always been hot on 
people getting value for money, and I really think they’re getting 
that with this album — there’s 40 songs on it, 17 of which each 
sold more than a million [copies]. It’s about two and a half 
hours of music, which I reckon is a pretty good deal.” 

McCartney’s newest greatest hits collection does indeed 
offer tremendous value to the consumer while presenting an 
extensive survey of McCartney’s post-Beatles solo career 
before, during and after Wings. Wingspan's generous 40 track 
lineup has been superbly remastered by Peter Mew and Geoff 
Emerick, the pair responsible for the top-notch remastering 
of The Beatles’ 1. 

Wingspan's twin discs have been individually subtitled Hits 
and History. The 18 selections on Hits comprise the aforemen¬ 
tioned 17 platinum-selling singles (including the double-sided 
Top 10 hit, “Hi Hi Hi”/“C Moon”), while History amasses 22 
assorted album cuts, B-sides and additional singles, yielding an 
eclectic but arguably impressive sampling of Wings and solo 
McCartney recordings spanning 1970-1984. 

Essentially superseding 1978’s Wings Greatest (all 12 
tracks reappear on Wingspan) and 1987’s All The Best (repris¬ 
ing 15 of 17 tracks), Wingspan offers by far the greatest musi¬ 
cal bang for the buck — at least for those willing to forgo the 
full-length versions of “Junior’s Farm” and “With A Little 
Luck” (the DJ edit, promotional versions of both singles are 
issued commercially for the first time on Wingspan) and in 
the case of All The Best, the shrewd omission of McCartney’s 
early 80s duets with Stevie Wonder (“Ebony And Ivory”) and 
Michael Jackson (“Say Say Say” and “The Girl Is Mine”). 

So abundant is McCartney’s solo catalog that bonafide Top 
10 hits — “Helen Wheels" and “Take It Away” among them 
— are relegated to the History set. All of the selections were 
chosen by McCartney, who opted for some lesser-known 
numbers among the more familiar. Nevertheless, any McCart¬ 
ney set that opens with the Plastic Ono Band-tinged “Let Me 
Roll It” and includes the single-that-never-was, “Daytime 
Nightime Suffering” (the B-side to 1979’s “Goodnight 
Tonight”), affirms that there is more to the McCartney and 
Wings’ songbook than silly love songs. 

Also making their first-ever appearance on a McCartney 
CD are the single-edit version of “Venus And Mars Rock 
Show” (which reached #12 on Billboard’s Hot 100 in 1975), 
the DJ edit of “Waterfalls” and the single versions of “Tug Of 
War” (clean ending), “Take It Away” (clean intro) and “No 
More Lonely Nights” (playout version). 

The only previously unreleased item is an off-the-cuff, 
acoustic medley of “Bip Bop”/“Hey Diddle” recorded by Paul 
and Linda McCartney in 1971 on their farm in Scotland (with 
a little help from giggling daughter Mary). This medley was 
originally to have included “I Am Your Singer” — aired at the 
conclusion of the TV special — though it ultimately failed to 
make History’s final cut. 

Initial press reports also had the 1972 single “Give Ireland 
Back To The Irish” penciled in for Hits, at least until EMI 
reportedly raised concerns over lingering political tensions, 
or perhaps it was realized that save for Ireland and Spain — 
the only countries wherein the single achieved #1 hit status 
— the song’s inclusion on Hits may have been misguided. It 
would have been the only track on Hits falling short of the 
Top 10 in either the U.S. or U.K., though the song certainly 
deserved a slot on History. 

Despite its title, Wingspan is credited singly to McCartney 
rather than Paul McCartney & Wings. As a result, the album 
does not restrict the 40 selections to only Wings recordings. 
Almost a dozen of these songs predate Wings’ official 1971 
launch, while another half-dozen tracks were recorded and 
released in the early 1980s as solo McCartney records. 

Several songs from 1970’s McCartney (recorded solely by 
Paul) and 1971’s Ram (credited to Paul & Linda McCartney, 
and featuring soon-to-be Wings’ drummer Denny Seiwell) 
have long been generally accepted as quasi-Wings’ numbers, 
given their role in Wings’ early concert repertoire and by the 
inclusion of “Maybe I’m Amazed,” “Another Day,” and “Uncle 
Albert/Admiral Halsey" on Wings Greatest. 

The appearance of six titles — albeit hit and non-hit 
singles — from McCartney's first four post-Wings solo LPs 
(McCartney II, Tug 0/ War, Pipes Of Peace, Give My Regards To 
Broad Street) initially seems misconstrued. None of these 
post-Wings numbers were featured in the excellent Wingspan 
TV special — until one recognizes that perhaps Wingspan is 
partly intended to attest to McCartney's solo success follow¬ 
ing the collapse of Wings. These early-80s numbers perform 
surprisingly well alongside the '70s material: The result is a

Collectors 
note: The U.S. Wingspan presents the Live At 
Glasgow recording of “Coming Up” while the 
U.K. Wingspan substitutes the studio version 
from McCartney IL 

2001 promises to be a very busy year for 
McCartney, who has been suggesting a Septem¬ 
ber release date for his first new studio album 
since 1997s Flaming Pic, to be followed before 
year's end by a four-to-six-CD boxed set of 
assorted McCartney and Wings rarities. The 
enhanced value of this double-disc set 
combined with the outstanding remastered 
sound makes Wingspan a stellar collection for 
anyone seeking the bulk of McCartneys solo 
hits along with a sampling of his catalog. 

Reflecting on the music created during the 
Wings' period, McCartney wrote in the set’s 
liner notes, “Wings really allowed me to 
continue doing music after The Beatles. That 
was the main thing for me, really... I really 
needed to do that and so there had to be a band, 
and it was called Wings. That is the story we are 
telling in the film, and Wingspan the album is 
the 40-song soundtrack to those years."

The title Wingspan implies that this two-
CD set will cover the history of Wings, 
arguably one of the most underrated acts of 
the ’70s. Sure, the band found substantial 
commercial success at the time — eight of 
their nine albums reached the Top 10 (five 
of those topping the charts), 13 singles 
doing likewise (14, if you count the live 
version of “Coming Up," taken from Wings' 
final tour, though the single also featured 
the studio, solo McCartney version of the 
track, which got the nod in the U.K.). 

Yet even at their most successful, Wings 
came in for more than their share of denunci¬ 
ation, critics chastising McCartney for losing 
his edge and churning out meaningless pop; a 
1976 Rolling Stone cover story on the band 
covering the band's record-breaking U.S. tour 
opens in decidedly condescending fashion 
with the line, “Well, it sure sounds like rock 
'n’ roll, even if it is Wings." 

McCartney himself seems uncertain 
about Wings’ legacy, telling Billboard’s 
Timothy White that when looking up the 
band’s chart history he was surprised at the 
number of hits (“1 said, 'Shit, I didn't know 
we were that successful.’”). His ’89, '90 and 
'93 World Tours certainly skimped on 
Wings material. Wingspan seemed like the 
perfect opportunity to reassess the band’s 
catalogue. 

Alas, someone got cold feet. While tracks 
from seven of the band’s albums are featured 
(drawing from Wings Greatest would be 

Wingspan — Alternate Take 

redundant, though oddly nothing is featured 
from Wings Over America, with McCartney’s 
favorite lineup of the band), a whopping 18 
of the set’s 40 tracks are from pre- and post¬ 
Wings albums. As a result, you’ll find more 
tracks from 1982’s solo McCartney album 
Tug Of War than from Wings’ Wild Life, Red 
Rose Speedway or Back To The Egg — surely 
a strange way to represent Wings’ history? 
Even the division of the discs into Hits and 
History comes up short, at least if your defin¬ 
ition of a “hit” is a song that reached the Top 
40. There are 10 such U.S. singles that didn’t 
make the cut, and even limiting that to Top 
20 contenders would have allowed for the 
inclusion of “Sally,” “Getting Closer” and the 
live version of “Maybe I’m Amazed.” 

It’s a shame, because a stricter focus on 
Wings material would have revealed in 
greater depth just how versatile the band 
was. The Band On The Rim material, whether 
hit (the title track, “Jet”) or history (“Let Me 
Roll It") is uniformly excellent. “Listen To 
What The Man Said” is as tailormade for the 
Top 40 as “Venus And Mars Rock Show" and 
“Live And Let Die” were for the rock arena 
(and the Top 40). “Goodnight Tonight" is 
equal parts disco and show tune. “My Love" 
is a standard in the classic tradition, and 
“Silly Love Songs” is throwaway pop that’s 
also — to the consternation of more than a 
few critics — undeniably catchy. 

Opening the set up to “history” should 
have also meant highlighting lesser-known 
Wings tracks — at least it would have if 
more than 10 of the History disc’s 22 songs 

were actually by Wings instead of solo 
McCartney cuts (and songs such as the T. 
Rex-y-sounding “Helen Wheels” and “Venus 
And Mars” were hits). But “Girlfriend” is an 
excellent example of McCartney’s tender side 
minus the schmaltz, and “Daytime Nightime 
Suffering” is an overlooked piece of social 
commentary that foreshadows the subse¬ 
quent “Mistress And Maid,” cowritten with 
Elvis Costello. There’s also a previously 
unreleased track, the medley “Bip Bop/Hey 
Diddle,” which appeared on the Wingspan 
TV show (the final version of “Bip Bop” 
appeared on Wild Life). 

The rest of the set’s tracks do a fair job 
of rounding out McCartney’s career, though 
avoiding lighter hits such as “Ebony And 
Ivory” (not to mention “Say Say Say" and 
“The Girl Is Mine,” his two hits with 
Michael Jackson!). Those who haven’t 
played McCartney for a while may have 
forgotten how delicate a track such as 
“Junk” is; “Too Many People" reminds you 
how bluesy McCartney can sound; “Take It 
Away" features a glorious burst of horns at 
the fadeout. Clearly, McCartney’s pop 
credentials are unmatched. 

As nearly al] the material is previously 
available on CD, Wingspan would be of 
most interest to those unfamiliar with 
McCartney’s work beyond his big hits (and 
completists interested in “Bip Bop/Hey 
Diddle"). But all you Wings fans needn't 
despair. A box set of the band is promised 
for release later this year — and this time, 
it’s more likely that the spotlight will 
remain on Wings.

reduction of the original demo with extra 
words, eventually pared down for a spot on 
the second LP There are many other gems: A 
new mix of “On The Way Home” without the 
strings and horns, tasty duets by Stills and 
Furay on “We'll See” and “Neighbor Don’t 
You Worry,” the beautiful, previously unre¬ 
leased mix of “Pretty Girl Why,” and the 
easily-found demo for “Flying On The 
Ground Is Wrong,” which really showcases 
what a lovely composition it is. No wonder 
The Guess Who covered it. 

Sure there are some regrets and sugges¬ 
tions after first playback. Possible additions 
immediately sprung to mind after disc three. 
But after really digesting the nearly 90 cuts 
contained, 1 know why Young and Co. didn’t 
turn to the subpar live group recordings 
available. I do wish a longer studio take of 
“Bluebird” was available. One exists in the 
vinyl universe on a 1973 Buffalo Springfield 
double-disc anthology. I saw the band twice 
and would have dug a couple of live songs 
for the box, maybe something culled from 
the 1967 Hollywood Bowl board tape, just to 
let ears hear the energy and stage rhythms of 
the frisky young men. That being noted, you 
get the idea that the band, and especially 
Young, whose library housed the tracks, 
chose songs that sequenced the slots and 

used the project to underscore the regional 
musical layering that fortifies and links the 
material. The group’s L.A.-sound was created 
by Hollywood and recorded in Hollywood. 

For instance, listeners can hear a portion of 
the Young demo “Down, Down Down” used 
later in his Jim Messina-engineered “Broken 
Arrow” and also slightly reworked into Crosby, 
Stills, Nash & Young’s “Country Girl.” Then, 
there’s another sparse Young demo of “Old 
Laughing Lady” that later surfaced on his first 
solo album, with which arranger Jack Nitzsche 
was extensively involved. 

Furay went out to Young’s ranch three 
years ago to hear this collection. “1 know 
when I went out to Neil’s ranch I thought it 
was coming out then,” he stated. “Neil 
invited me out to hear what he had been 
working on for 10 years.... He had that vision 
and started accumulating, collecting and 
putting things together for this project. It 
was like, ‘This is it. Take it or leave it. I hope 
you like it. What do you think?’ I heard all 
four CDs. I was amazed at listening to some 
of the demos that Stephen and I did. We had 
the vocal parts and harmonies worked out on 
these things. There was some real innovation 
going on. The quality of the demos under¬ 
scores the writing. You can hear a song 
evolve. [The demos] even shows what Ahmet 
Ertegun saw in the band. He also encouraged 
us to learn the board. We were always 
comfortable singing someone else’s song 

early on. The first album and some of the 
second, you can hear the cohesiveness of a 
group effort. There was not the possessive¬ 
ness of ‘This is my song, this is my baby. I’m 
singing it because I wrote it.’ 

Early on there was this, ‘What does this 
sound like with you singing?’ I know we tried 
‘Mr. Soul’ with everybody singing, and it 
sounded best with Neil. The individual 
members brought their own take on what was 
being presented to the song. We liked The 
Beatles with John and Paul singing harmony. 
Stephen and I did a lot of that unison singing. 
That we picked up from The Beatles, but then 
there was a lot of experimentation. 

“That Bruce Palmer is an interesting, 
melodic bass player — only played the notes 
he had to play. Dewey Martin, our drummer, 
I got him ‘Good Time Boy’ so he wouldn’t 
have to do ‘Midnight Hour.’” 

What about Furay’s own love song, “Kind 
Woman”? “That song is still in transition, 
because it was so out of time — all by feel at 
that time. No one told me to keep it in three 
or put it in a time signature and stick with 
that time signature, man. I was playing jazz 
at that time,” he chuckled. 

In fact, perhaps when absoring and study¬ 
ing this set, the music makes listeners dig 
deeper into the physical recording locations 
that aurally bind the four-CD journey. 

What cook are the geographic studio 
ingredients to this inspiring mixture. Fans 

can hear the subtle sonic elements and differ¬ 
ences in the recordings. For example, the set 
provides three songs — “We’ll See,” “My 
Kind Of Love” and an alternate “Mr. Soul” 
— recorded during a January 1967 New York 
studio session at famed Atlantic Records. 
Dewey Martin told this wxiter he invited Otis 
Redding to the studio, and he wanted to cut 
“Mr. Soul.” 

Adding to the Buffalo Springfield sound is 
the rarely examined room-tone history of the 
seminal Gold Star studios. Buffalo Springfield 
were ushered into the Gold Star tradition that 
before their arrival included Jimmy Van 
Huesen, Frank Loesser, Jimmy McHugh, 
Broadway show tunes. The Champs’ 
“Tequila,” Larry Verne’s “Please Mr. Custer,” 
and a whole lot of Eddie Cochran’s record¬ 
ings, including “ Summertime Blues.” The 
young Scott Walker also logged time doing 
menial tasks at Gold Star. 

Co-owner/engineer Stan Ross and engi¬ 
neer Larry Levine introduced the concept of 
phasing on their hit record “The Big Hurt” by 
Toni Fisher. Later, Ross was behind the 
console for Jewel Atkens’ “The Birds And The 
Bees,” a favorite 45 of The Rolling Stones’ 
Brian Jones, which introduced the sound of a 
guitar plugged through a Leslie speaker, 
giving it an organ-like effect. Cream’s “Badge”

The two types of ads are: 
1 Set Sole - Items are sold at the price listed. 
2 Auction - Items are sold to the highest bidder. 

For A Better Unit Space Ad . , , 
1. Use white paper. 
2. Have a new ribbon on your typewriter or printer; avoid low 

toner on a laser printer. 
3. Make sure the paper is vertically oriented. We cannot publish a horizontal unit space ad 

unless you want the reader to turn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most readers won't 
bother to do that. 

4. Mail it to us; don't tax it. Faxes can leave unwanted markings thaï make your ad hard 
to read. 

5. Clearly identify whether your ad is a set sale or auction. 
Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separare sections for set-sale and 
auction items. 

6. Include your name, address, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be available to 
take cails on the ad) and all ordering information, including postage and shipping fees. 

7. Put your listings in a logical order. If you have several formats in the same ad (LP, CD, 
45, etc.), group your items by format. You also may wish to group items by type of music 
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best. 

8. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, contact anyone from the Goldmine 
advertising staff. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions 

minimum bids and deadlines, it's not a set sale. 
2. Follow the advertiser's directions on how to reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve an 

item, do it. If the ad says that money orders only are accepted, don't write a personal check. 
And never send cash through the mail! 

3. If you write or call to reserve an item and the advertiser still has it in stock, send your 
payment for the item promptly. 

4. Set sale ads are "first-come, first-served," so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are to 
receive what you order. 

5. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don't hesitate to complain. Reputable 
advertisers take complaints seriously and try to do right by the custome'. But don't take 
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for doing so. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Only advertise items you have. Because of ad deadlines, some dealers will assume they will 

have new material based on release dates given by record companies. In the long run, it's 
better to wait until you actually have an item to put it in your ad. 

2. State all your policies in the ad. Examples include method of payment, whether (and at 
what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send money 
immediately. 

3. Send the items promptly after they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission regulations 
state that you must ship your items within 30 days. 

4. Charge only what you pay to send the package. Or charge everyone the same amount, 
knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on smaller ones. If 
your stated postage rates are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, special handling or 
packaging, etc.) 

5. Take complaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer. 

Auction Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale. 
2. Note the minimum bid, and don't bid less than that. Also, don't say "I will top all bids* 

unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it. 
3. Mail in all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptable. 
4. Remember the deadline. If none is sfatec, then the auction doses one month from the date 

on the cover. For example, if the auction is in the Goldmine dated October 15, the sale closes 
November 15. 

5. If mailing bids, allow 1 -2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And after an auction ends, allow 
1 -2 weeks for notification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, assume 
you won nothing unless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified. 

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified that your bid has won the item, send the money 
for your items within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. I complaint 
from those who run auction ads. If you can't honor your bid, at least have rhe courtesy to 
notify the advertiser. 

7. Allow 2-4 weeks for your winnings to arrive. 

Auction Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can set an auction-wiae 

minimum; different minimums on different parts of the auction; or no minimums at all. 
Avoid "Ridiculous bids will be rejected" or similar phrases; you can't assume that everyone 
knows what a "ridiculous bid" is. Insteac, take the time to set minimums. 

2. Run an honest auction. Don't advertise items you don't have; don't artificially force bidders 
to bid more by claiming there's a counterbidder when there isn't one; don't overgrade your 
items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the high bio, even if the 
bid is far below "book" value. 

3. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes. 
4 Send the winners their hems promptly upon payment. (It’s OK to wait for cnecks from 

unfamiliar customers to clear, which takes no more than a week. If it takes longer, get a 
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items 
within 30 days. 

5. Don't use your auction as a way to compile a mailing list unless you state that in your ad. 
6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were ’he one bidding.

Records'), Deal's third album of Johnny 
Cash/Merle Haggard/Waylon Jennings-
influenced originals produced by session 
stalwart Lloyd Maines and featuring 
several could-be country classics, includ¬ 
ing the tears-in-your-beer trio “Can’t 
Hold A Candle,” "Things Ive Done For 
Love” and “Phone That Don’t Ring.” 
Still, he really hits home with the hilari¬ 
ous “My Father's Redneck,” an all-too¬ 
true tale of a rock ’n’ roller who grows up 
and finds himself emulating his dad's 
conservative credo, (www.kevind.eal 
.com)... Based on the three songs that 
comprise The Luxury Liners’ Believe EP 
(Echomusic EMLLCDP1002), this 
talented trio has a radio-ready future. 
Their affirmative and authoritative style 
blends confidence and craft, leading the 
Liners to sound like they’ve been sailing 
smoothly for years. Their cover of Cher’s 
mega-monster hit “Believe” is similarly 
in sync with their artistic ambitions — 
it’s distinctive, dynamic and completely 
credible, (theluxuryliners.com)... Toad 
The Wet Sprocket was arguably one of 
America's best bands of the 90s. Unfor¬ 
tunately their effervescent melodies and 
catchy, crafty compositions never quite 
garnered them the critical success j 
(commercially they had two platinum 
albums) that always seemed just out of 
reach. Building on that foundation, 
former frontman Glen Phillips launches 
a solo career that eschews the sunny 
sentiments touted by Toad in favor of 
pessimistic pronouncements, dark 
dialogues and unadorned arrangements. 
Abulüm (Brick Red Records, BR 50001-2) 
finds Phillips obsessed with somber 
scenarios — rural landscapes doomed by 
corporate conquests, recession-riddled 
communities, men and women caught 
up in tragic circumstances — but his 
songs are thoughtful, provocative and 
compelling, the mark of an artist whose 
instincts, insights and originality make 
for one of the most remarkable record¬ 
ings in recent memory, (www.glen-
phillips.com)... Billy Nicholls, whose 
credits include, among other things, 
work with Peter Townshend on various 
solo projects and tours with The Who, 
resurfaced last year with a reissue of 
Would You Believe, a rare late-60s solo 
album recorded on England’s long-

I defunct Immediate label. Now Nicholls 
is illuminating his legacy further with 
two new offerings, one of which is a re-
release of the ultra-obscure album 
recorded with White Horse (Southwest 
Records, SWCD005), a collaboration 
with several California colleagues who 
■gave Roger Daltrey his solo hit “Without 
Your Love." But the most coveted 
collectible might be Snapshot (Southwest 
Records SWCD004), a set of outtakes 
and alternate tracks featuring several 
superstar sidemen such as The Small 
Faces, ex-Led Zeppelin bassist John Paul 
Jones, and the late, great Nicky Hopkins.

as “La Grange,” and they easily can hang out 
with the biggest of the big boys. Their take 
on “One Way Out,” modeled closely after 
The Allman Brothers Band’s version of the 
Sonny Boy Williamson standard, packs the 
punch of a band that has obviously been 
around long enough to become seasoned 
pros. 

Smokin’ Gun simply blaze through Pat 
Travers’ “Boom Boom (Out Go The Lights), 
before doing a fine job of interpreting the 
James Brown classic “Cold Sweat” as a blues 
shuffle.

The set closes with a cover of Robert 
Cray’s “Forecast Calls For Pain,” and Jamie 
Phalen’s vocals are as smoky as his gun, with 
Jack Johnston and Brad Spear on guitars, Ric 
Ulsky on Hammond B-3, Bill Majkut on bass, 
and Bill Brammer on drums. The Smokin' 
Gun has been located, and these guys are 
guilty of blues in the first degree.

JOURNEY 
Arrival 
Columbia (CK-69864) 

If you were not a fan of Journey during 
their golden era in the ’80s, it’s doubtful this 
latest offering will alter your feelings. 
However, if you were a fan and were possibly 
disappointed by their lackluster 1996 
reunion effort Trial By Fire, you’ll be happy 
to discover that Arrival has many of the clas¬ 
sic elements that made the band the incredi¬ 
ble success they were in their heyday: strong 
songs, fiery guitar solos courtesy of founding 
member Neal Schon, and of course, the 
unmistakable vocals of Mr. Steve Per... uh, 
Augeri?!! But 1 thought, 1 mean, listen to it! 
Isn’t it? 

No. 
As any fan who saw the recent VH-1 

Behind The Music episode on Journey knows, 
Steve Perry and the band parted ways under 
rather acrimonious terms, with Perry suffer¬ 
ing a hip injury and having indecision as to 
how to deal with it, delaying the band from 
touring to support that ’96 comeback outing. 

So, the remaining members decided to 
journey on without him, and in his place 
lands Steve Augeri, who looks a little like a 
curly-haired Perry and sounds a lot like him. 
A lot. Right down to aping Perry’s knack 
singing a word such as “all” and managing to 
stretch it out to five syllables. 

It’s risky business replacing a lead vocalist 
so closely identified with a band. Sometimes

it works (see Van Halen with Sammy Hagar) 
and sometimes it doesn't (see Van Halen with 
Gary Cherone). Bui by bringing in the simi¬ 
lar-sounding Augeri, the band have accom¬ 
plished that most difficult of tasks: adding a 
member who can sing the old material in a 
way that will satisfy the fans and also offer up 
new material that still maintains their trade¬ 
mark sound. Augeri (formerly with Tall 
Stories, who released an album on Epic back 
in ’91) has less of the nasally thinness and 
could best be described as a ballsier version 
of Perry. 

Among the stellar tracks is the opener, 
“Higher Place,” a bonafide classic with every¬ 
thing you'd expect in an up-tempo Journey 
song — a stadium-shaking chorus, blazing 
solo from Schon and stomping drums, cour¬ 

tesy of new member Deen Castronovo 
(formerly with Ozzy Osbourne, Geezer and, 
along with fellow Journeymen Schon & 
keyboardist Jonathan Cain, Bad English). 
“Loved By You” has a Far Eastern melody 
and achingly sad, somewhat fatalistic lyrics 
(“If 1 should die before 1 wake, 1’11 go into the 
night whispering yout name... if lying in 
your arms is the last thing I do, at least 111 
know that 1’11 be loved by you”). “Livin’ To 
Do” is a powerful hybrid of a minor blues 
song m a hatd-rock selling that would have 
sounded at home on the group's first three 
pre-Perry releases.

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VISUAL OR PLAY GRADING? 
In an ideal world, every record would be played before it is graded. But 

the time involved makes it impractical for most dealers, and anyway, it's 
rare that you get a chance to hear a record before you buy through the 
mail. Some advertisers playgrade everything and say so. But unless 
otherwise noted, records are visually graded. 

HOW TO GRADE 
Look at everything about a record — its playing surface, its label, its 

edges — under a strong light. Then based on your overcll impression 
give it a grade based on the following criteria: 
Mint (M): Absolutely perfect in every way — certainly never played, 

possibly even still sealed (More on still sealed under 'Other 
considerations'). Should be used sparingly as a grade, if at all. 
Near Mint (NM or M-): A nearly perfect record. Many dealers won't 

give a grade higher than this implying (perhaps correctly) that no record 
is ever truly perfect. 
The record should show no obvious signs of wear. A 45 RPM or EP 

sleeve should have no more than the most minor detects, such as 
almost invisible wear or other signs of slight handling. 
An LP jacket should have no creases, folds, seam splits or any other 

noticeable similar defect. No cut-out holes, either. And of course, the 
same should be true of any other inserts, such as posters, lyric sleeves 
and the like. 
Basically, an LP in Near Mint condition looks as if you just got it home 

from o new record store and removed the shrink wrap. 
Near Mint is the highest price listed in all Goldmine price guides. 

Anyth ng that exceeds this grade, in the opinion of both buyer and seller, 
is worth significantly more than the highest Goldmine book value. 
Very Good Plus (VG+): Generally worth 50 percent of the Near Mint 

value 
A Very Good Plus record will show some signs that it was played and 

otherwise handled by a previous owner who took good care of it. 
Record surfaces may show some slight signs of wear and may have 

slight scuffs or very light scratches that don't affect one's listening 
experience. Slight warps that do not affect the sound are OK. 

The label may have some ring wear or discoloration, but is should be 
barely noticeable. The center hole will not have been misshapen by 
repeated play. 
Picture sleeves and LP inner sleeves will have some slight wear, 

lightly turned-up corners or a slight seam-split. An LP jacket may have 
slight signs of wear also and may be marred by a cut-out hole, 
indentation or corner indicating it was taken out of print and sold at a 
discount. 
In general, if not for a couple of minor things wrong with it, this would 

be Near Mint. All but the most mint-crazy collectors will find a Very Good 
Plus record highly acceptable. 
Very Good (VG): Generally worth 25 percent of the Near Mint value. 

Many of the defects found in a VG+ record will be more pronounced in 
a VG disc. Surface noise will be evident upon playing, especially in soft 
passages and during a song's intro and fade, but will not overpower the 
music otherwise. Groove wear will start to be noticeable, as will light 
scratches (deep enough to feel with a fingernail) thot will affect 
the sound. 
Labels may be marred by writing, or have tape or stickers (or their 

residue) attached. The same will be true of picture sleeves or LP covers. 
However, it will not have all of these problems at the same time, only 
two or three of them. 
Goldmine price guides with more than one price will list Very Good as 

tne lowest price. This, not the Near Mint price, should be your guide 
when determining how much a record is worth, as that is the price a 
dealer will normally pay you for a Near Mint record. 
Good (G), Good Plus (G+): Generally worth 10-15 percent of the Near 

Mint value. Good does not mean Bad! A record in Good or Good Plus 
condition can be put onto a turntable and will play through without 
skipping. But it will have significant surface noise and scratches and 
visible groove wear (on a styrene record, the groove will be starting to 
turn white). 
A jacket or sleeve will have seam splits, especially at the bottom or on 

the spine. Tape, writing, ring wear or other defects will start to 
overwhelm the object. 
If it's a common item, you'll probably find another copy in better shape 

eventually. Pass it up. But, if it's something your have been seeking for 
years, and the price is right, get it... but keep looking to upgrade. 

Poor (P), Fair (F): Generally worth 0-5 percent of the Near Mint price. 
The record is cracked, badly warped, and won't play through without 
skipping or repeating. The picture sleeve is water damaged, split on all 
three seams and heavily marred by wear and writing. The LP jacket 
barely keeps the LP inside it. Inner sleeves are fully seam split, crinkled 
and written upon. 
Except for impossibly rare records otherwise unattainable, records in 

this condition should be bought or sold for no more than a few cents 
each. 

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS 
Most dealers give a separate grade to the record and its sleeve or 

cover. In an ad, a record's grade is listed first, followed by that of the 
sleeve or jacket. 
With Still Sealed (SS) records, let the buyer beware, unless it's a U.S. 

pressing from the last 10-15 years or so. It's too easy to re-seal one. 
Yes, some legitimately never-opened LPs from the 1960s still exist. But 
if you're looking for a specific pressing, the only way you can know for 
sure is to open the record. Also, European imports are not 
factory-sealed, so if you see them advertised as sealed, someone other 
than the manufacturer sealed them. 

A FEW NOTES ON COMPACT DISCS 
In theory, a compact disc should always play-grade in at least Near 

Mint condition. And even the condition of generic jewel boxes and trays 
aren't important, as they can be replaced easily. 
Unless the CD came in a special package (fold-open, fold-over, 

colored plastic, etc.), the two areas to check for grading are its label and 
its insert (booklet). 
Most collector interest currently is with promotional CD's. Again, audi¬ 

ble condition of the disc is less of a concern than the condition of its 
packaging and art-work and the collectiblity of the artist. 
Used full-length, commercial CD's generally sell for 50-75 percent of 

the new price. Dealers in used CD's will usually pay no more than 50 
percent of that price, and often much less.

“Lifetime Of Dreams,” the quintessential metallic power 
ballad. The ridiculously catchy chorus is pure '80s at its best, 
which mayor may not strike some as the compliment as 
which it’s intended. Again, Schon sends the song into the 
outer stratosphere with a majestic guitar line played over a 
descending chord progression and on top of which Augeri 
sings, “1 can see/I can see/you and me/forever.” Great stuff. 

Not-so-great-stuff are a number of ordinary bland-o tracks 
such as “1 Got A Reason," “With Your Love” and “Kiss Me 
Softly.” 

Arrival arrives in the band's U.S. homeland an incredible 
six months after the Japanese release. In the process, the 
cover was altered, a song was dropped (the decent “I’m Not 
That Way”) and two were added (the energetic “World Gone 
Wild,” featuring a monstrous Schon solo, and the absolutely 
dreadful “Nothin’ Comes Close”). 

The album suffers from simply being too long, ballad-heavy 
and bloated with 15 tracks clocking in at 74 minutes. Paired 
down to a solid hour of 10 or 11 cuts might’ve made this closer 
to a classic, but as it stands, it’s an uneven mix of stellar mater¬ 
ial and forgettable filler. 

Still, the album does indicate Journey can continue on 
despite the loss of a high-profile frontman and create new 
material that holds its own next to their classic past.

JANET JACKSON 
All For You 
Virgin (7243 8 10144 2 4) 

Janet Jackson has been on a roll career-wise since 1986s 
Control, and All For You (coproduced by Jimmy Jam and Terry 
Lewis) isn't about to change that — witness the rapid ascent of 
the title track to the top of the charts. (As of the June 30, 2001, 
Billboard, it was still at #17, after reaching #1 earlier. — Ed. I 

In the scheme of things, even Jackson's vocal limitations 
are a blessing in disguise — incapable of engaging in showy 
vocal gymnastics, Jackson rides, a melody rather than flatten 
it out by over-emoting. That’s a good thing because there are 
an abundance of catchy melodies here, interrupted only by 
Jackson’s penchant for including tiresome “interludes,” 
(which are nothing more than brief snippets of conversation) 
complete with their own titles, i.e., “Lame,” in which Jackson 
announces, “You men are just lame at times I'm telling you.” 

All For You’s prevailing theme is the giddiness of a woman 
exulting in her own sexuality (the chirpy dance track “Come 
On Get Up" contains the gleeful admission, “Now I see the 
single life’s for me!”). Not surprisingly most of these songs take 
place in the bedroom. They range from the velvety smooth 
ballad “Love Scene (Ooh Baby),” which oozes breathy sensual¬ 
ity, to the equally lush “Would You Mind,” that finds Jackson 
in a more salacious mood, offering a down-and-dirty detailing 
of what she wants to give and receive in bed. 

Jackson gives equal time to her sweeter side. "Someone To

Call My Lover," which rides on a loop from the acoustic intro to 
America’s “Ventura Highway,” is a slice of cheery dance pop that 
finds Jackson dreaming of her ideal guy (“Strong, smart, affec-
tionate/He’s gotta be all for me”) while the breezy “Better Days” 
looks to the future with a newer, brighter attitude. 

In keeping with the candid tone of this record, Jackson 
does her fair share of venting. On the techno-charged dance 
track “You Ain’t Right” she takes aim at a once-trusted friend 
who backstabbed her, while the taunting “Son Of A Gun (f 
Betcha Think This Song is About You)” built around the 
refrain from Carly Simon’s “You’re So Vain”— and who 
contributes a rather awkward rap — finds Jackson reeling off 
a series of zingers aimed at a “baby gigolo” with a “sleazy 
one-track mind.” Always a confessional writer, Jackson has 
never been more up close and personal.

Wintertime Blues — The Benefit Concert

Warren Haynes’ annual Christmas jams have become the 
“place to be” for music lovers in the Carolinas each Decem¬ 
ber. The jams, which were initially staged at Be Here Now in 
Asheville, N.C., moved in 1999 to the larger Thomas Wolfe 
Auditorium, following an increase in popularity of Asheville’s 
native son. Haynes, an eight-year member of The Allman 
Brothers Band, watched his own legend escalate further into 
the stratosphere as lead guitarist for the greatest power trio 
since Cream — Gov’t Mule. 

This two-disc set provides one of the last recordings avail¬ 
able of the original Gov’t. Mule. On Aug. 26, 2000, bassist 
Allen Woody died unexpectedly. 

Haynes, along with drummer Matt Abts, have only 
recently returned to the road under the name Gov’t. Mule — 
accompanied by Widespread Panic bassist David Schools and 
veteran keyboard master Chuck Leavell. 

All of the proceeds from the concert as well as the sales of 
the Wintertime Blues CD are earmarked for Habitat For 
Humanity, and all of the musicians generously gave their 
time and talent. 

Recorded Dec. 22, 1999, the dual-CD set features the best 
of the evening’s musical moments, beginning with acoustic 
performances from Edwin McCain and Haynes, who kick 
things off with McCain’s hits “Beautiful Life” and “I’ll Be,” 
setting the stage for an ultra-smooth set by The Derek Trucks 
Band, who dish out some of the finest jazz-rock fusion this 
writer has witnessed from a modern-day ensemble. 

The Trucks Band saunters through “Rastaman Chant” and 
“Chicken Strut" before being joined by Jimmy Herring (The 
Aquarium Rescue Unit/The Allman Brothers Band) for “555 
Lake” and Col. Bruce Hampton for a rocking gospel rave-up

on “Yield Not To Temptation.” Blues diva Susan Tedeschi 
joins The Derek Trucks Band, Herring, and Hampton to bring 
down the house with “Turn On Your Love Light.” The Trucks 
Band finishes out disc one with guest artists McCain, 
Tedeschi, and Herring. 

Disc two begins with Tedeschi soloing on John Prine’s 
“Angel From Montgomery,” a tune that was not originally 
slated for her performance at the jam but was performed as a 
filler while crews reset the stage. 

Those of us in attendance at the show recall Tedeschi’s 
excellent improvising. No small wonder the folds at Evil Teen 
decided to include this powerful track. 

One of the biggest thrills of the evening was the reunion — 
for the first time in five years — of the very excellent North 
Carolina rock band Cry Of Love, who burned up the stage with 
a three-song set, two of which are included here. The red-hot 
“Peace Pipe” is just plain rockin’. Come on guys, with this 
much talent you could be the next Led Zeppelin or The Black 
Crowes. Why not try it again? Please? Gov't Mule was peaking 
at the time of this recording, and “Bad Little Doggie” simply 
rocks with all the intensity of an early ZZ Top fiesta. 

The Mule bring Johnny Neel to the stage for the remain¬ 
der of the show. Neel’s keyboard artistry and vocal prowess 
are always a pleasure and have been ever since his tenure 
with The Dickey Betts Band and The Allman Brothers. Neel 
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has performed with the Mule before, and this writer hopes 
they will many more times in the future. 

The Mule prove that they are true work-horses, rocking 
Asheville with “Lay Your Burden Down,” “Fallen Down” and 
“Devil Likes It Slow,” on which Herring lends his jazzy guitar 
licks to help paint a picture even Miles Davis would have loved. 

Col. Bruce Hampton (“The daddy of us all”) lends his 
powerful vocal chords to a heavy take on the blues classic 
“Spoonful” accompanied by guitarist Mike Barnes — who 
smokes the fretboard along with his pal Haynes. It’s a true 
experience, with heavy Cream. 

Expert editing, exceptional musical performances, and a 
whole load of holiday spirit helped to fuel this benefit project. 
The result is one incredible musical experience, and a worthy 
project to benefit an even more worthwhile cause.

Jimmy Johnson carved his own initials 
firmly into the rock ’n’ roll family tree as a 
member of The Muscle Shoals Rhythm section, 
playing guitar on countless albums from Boz 
Scaggs to Aretha Franklin. Nowadays, Jimmy’s 
son Jay Johnson has made a name for himself as 
lead guitarist for The Gary Rossington Band 
and, most recently, The Southern Rock Allstars. 

But before Jay, and even before Jimmy, 
there was Jimmy's dad, Ray Johnson. Ray and 
his brother Dexter became well-known 
throughout the mid-South during the 1930s 
as The Johnson Brothers, playing on various 
radio programs including WNRA, which 
broadcasted from the Sheffield Hotel. 

In the early 1940s, the brothers teamed up 
with three other musicians to form The Blue Seal 
Pals, who soon found themselves in the spotlight 
on the The Sun Up Serenade on Nashville’s famed 
WSM radio. It has been a longtime dream of 
Jimmy and Jay to produce an album of the songs 
Ray used to sing on the radio. 

Paring Ray with an excellent cast of 
session musicians, the three generations 
entered the studio and came out with an 
album filled with classic tunes and real 
memory-makers, all sung with lots of heart 
by Cowboy Ray Johnson himself. 

Johnson delivers the goods on hits such 
as “Shine On Harvest Moon,” “Beautiful 
Brown Eyes,” “You Are My Sunshine" and the 
timeless “1’11 Fly Away.” Donnie Carpenter 
(fiddle), Clayton Ivey (keyboards), and Phil 
Driscoll (trumpet) are just a few of the 
talented musicians who wrap Ray’s voice in 
warm blankets of sound that will send listen¬ 
ers’ minds reeling back toward the good old 
days of radio, before the rap and before the 

crap — when country music ruled the 
airwaves and a good cigar was a “smoke.” 

This is country music the way God 
intended it to be, folks — music stripped 
down to its most basic roots. A true piece of 
American history.

LEE BOGAN & THE ROCKITS 
Big Trouble 
Storm Dog Records (00717) 

When it comes to straight-up country and 
hard-core country rock, there ain’t a band out 
there who can stand and deliver any better 
than Lee Bogan And The Rockits. These boys 
have the spirit of tradition handed down 
from George Jones and Merle Haggard, 
mixed with the youthful vibrance of Travis 
Tritt, Hank Williams Jr., or Joe Diffie, with 
whom Bogan spent a number of years tour¬ 
ing, as his guitarist. 

I had no idea Bogan came from my neck 
of the woods, but 1 just added him to my list 
of talented pickers to come out of upstate 
South Carolina. Right in there with The 
Marshall Tucker Band, Aaron Tippin, David 
Ball, Animus Pyle of Lynyrd Skynyrd fame, 
Hank Garland, and Marshall Chapman — we 
add Bogan of Union, S.C. 

Not only did Bogan tour with Diffie, he is 
also a former Billy Joe Royal band member. 
How about them references? But even with¬ 
out the name associations, Bogan still 
deserves a major pat on the back for Big Trou¬ 
ble. The songwriting is top-notch country, 
and the musicianship is smooth. 

“My Memory” would be a perfect Top 10 cut

Book review 

THE NORTHERN SOUL TOP 500 
compiled by Kev Roberts 
ISBN 0-9539291-0-8 
(Soul Supply Ltd., RO. Box 4, 
Todmorden, OL 14 6DA, 
United Kingdom) 

The Northern Soul Top 500 is 
a collection of photos and 
commentary dedicated to one of 
the most unique musical styles 
— danceable 1960s songs with a 
heavy bass and drum beat. 
Often they are forgotten B-sides, 
test pressings, acetates and 
undiscovered classics, all of 
which have become popular 
dance tracks in northern 
England over the past 30 years. 
Compiled by Kev Roberts, who 
was one of the original DJs at 
the legendary Wigan Casino, 
The Northern Soul Top 500 
features pictures of some of the 
rarest records imaginable — so 
rare, in fact, that one title sold 
for more than £15,000 at 
auction and others sell consistently for 
hundreds and thousands of pounds. 

The determining factor for inclusion 
into the Top 500 Northern Soul songs of all 
time, according to Roberts, was not neces¬ 
sarily because a song sounded like a 1960s 
Motown dance track or a classic Stax-Volt 
R&B classic; he included songs that were 
popular at “all-nighters” in clubs such as 
The Blackpool Mecca, The Twisted Wheel 
and The Stoke-on-Trent Torch. 

Rarity helped make a song’s inclusion on 
this list — in many cases, only a few copies 
of a certain title have survived, and if the 
record could get played in a club, that DJ 
theoretically would have an exclusive record¬ 
ing that no other club could ever find. 

The record topping the list — the rarest 
and most collectible of all Northern Soul 45s 
— is Frank Wilson’s “Do I Love You (Indeed 1 
Do)” (Soul S-35019). Wilson, an arranger, 
songwriter and producer with Motown 
Records, wrote and recorded a demo of “Do I 
Love You” in hopes of getting it released as a 
single. But just as “Do 1 Love You” was ready to 
be pressed for sale, Motown president Berry 
Gordy convinced Wilson to stick to his 
production and arrangement duties. With that, 
all the promo copies were destroyed, and 
Wilson’s vocals were wiped off the record. (The 
musical track was reused and female singer 
Chris Clark sang her own version of “Do 1 
Love You”). Somehow, a white label promo 
copy landed in the hands of British DJ Simon 
Soussan, who played the record at his North¬ 
ern Soul club and packed the floor every night 
with the track. A second promotional copy was 
later auctioned for a high bid of £15,000 and 
purchased by a Scottish music collector. 

Wilson wrote the foreword for this 
book, recalling the story of how a collector 
called him and asked if he had any copies 
lor sale — which Wilson did not, unaware 
that any copies even existed. 

Other Northern Soul records that made 
the Top 10 include “You Didn’t Say A 
Word” by Sensations lead singer Yvonne 
Baker (Cameo-Parkway P-140-B); a song 
Johnny Rivers produced for Al Wilson, 
“The Snake” (Soul City SCR-767); Jimmy 
Radcliffe’s interpretation of the Burt 
Bacharach-Hal David song “Long After 
Tonight Is All Over” (Musicor MU-1042); 
and Frankie Beverly’s pre-MAZE Northern 
Soul classic “If That’s What You Wanted” 

(Sassy S-1002-B). 
Many of the artists listed in this book 

had massive hits in America, but their 
biggest Northern Soul classics were either 
iorgotten B-sides, white label promo 
records for which stock copies were never 
pressed or even test recordings that never 
made it to the white label promo stage. A 
S,mon And Garfunkel song, "You Don’t 
Know Where Your Interest Lies,” became a 
Northern Sou’ hit for Dana Valery. The 
original recordings of "Tainted Love” 
(Gloria Jones) and “What!” (Judy Street), 
tracks that became 1980s hits for the 
techno-pop band Soft Cell, are also on this 
list. Even Frankie Valli And The Four 
Seasons are represented in the Top 500, 
with their Motown-inlluenced song “The 
Night” (Mowest MW 3024, U.K. pressing). 

One of the great strengths of this book is 
that every record listed in the Northern Soul 
Top 500, no matter how rare, is represented 
with a label scan. Comments from Northern 
Soul collectors and those who danced at the 
clubs accompany each photo. When describ¬ 
ing his feelings about Beverly Ann’s North¬ 
ern Soul classic “You’ve Got Your Mind On 
Other Things” (RCA Victor 47-9468), one 
collector said, “1 It J reminds me how my first 
wife left ’cause I was paying more attention 
to gear at Wigan than I was to her!” 

After the list of 500 songs, there are an 
additional 100 pages of photos and text, 
which contain everything from Northern 
Soul lingo (“Are we going to have eight 
hours of crossover?” “Do you have any 
gear?” “What time does the bar close?") to 
songs that went from Northern Soul clubs to 
the top of the U K. pop charts (The Tams’ 
“Hey Girl, Don't Bother Me” and The Four 
Seasons’ "The Night” are two examples). 

The author docs a fantastic job of giving 
readers the sense of pride Northern Soul fans 
feel about their music. One almost wishes 
there was a CD that accompanied the book, 
a disc that contains 20 popular Northern 
Soul hits so that readers could create their 
own Wigan Casino party. Of course, the 
other option is to search through Goldmine 
ads and used record stores and try to score a 
Northern Soul classic 45. 

The Northern Soul Top 500 offers excel¬ 
lent insight into the world of Northern Soul 
music and is highly recommended.

“Four Sttong Winds" has a real infectious sound 
reminiscent of Kansas meets Pirates Of The 
Mississippi. One of the country-est of the country 
tunes, “Up To My Neck In Red," is more than 
deserving of a spot on country radio. “Love Made 
Me Do It,” cowritten by Bogan and Ronnie 
McDowell, is an up-tempo, county-blues shuffle 
that begs to be cranked up on the dance floor.

THE TENDER IDOLS 
Distressor 
E-Magine (EMA 61038) 

This quintet may label themselves a rock 
band, but in reality they have more in common 
with the current crop of Brit-poppers than 
home-grown rockers — a shared sound that 
goes far beyond singer/guitarist Ian Webber’s 
English accent. What makes this particularly 
startling is that the rest of the quintet hail from 
Atlanta. But in truth, why is it surprising that 
musicians from Georgia would share many of 
the same influences as their counterparts 
across the pond? 

The Tender Idols certainly put their own 
spin on the genre, germinating the Brit-pop 
sound into a plush new hybrid. Distressor 
sweeps from lush, dreamy pop to pumped-up 
rockers; crossing Suede with Oasis would 
give you similar sonics but still not quite the 
same styling. 

“Firefall,” for example, is all rock roar, in a 
classic ’70s sort of way, that suddenly morphs 
into a glit-Brit monster. Softer numbers have 
the distinctly moody edge of ’80s greats such 
as Crowded House and even The Church, a 
unique blend that the Idols bring to the Brit¬ 
pop party. Inevitably, the group are beholden to 
Suede, but no matter how great the debt, the 
band never repav directly in kind, always 
giving the sound an unexpected twist. With a 
touch of funk wah-wah here, a burst of arena 
rock there, The Tender Idols totally rewrite the 
pop-rock songbook. 

As with all great bands, the influences 
may be obvious, but the delivery is all their 
own. No matter how you choose to label it, a 
new era of rock has definitely dawned.

VARIOUS ARTISTS/VONDA SHEPARD 
Ally McBeal: For Once In My Life Featuring 
Vonda Shepard 
Epic/Sony Music Soundtrax (EK 85195) 

There's a big change in direction on this 
third Ally McBeal soundtrack. The first two 
were comprised of 14 songs all sung by resi¬ 
dent musician/occasional cast member 
Vonda Shepard, except for one duet with 
Indigo Girls’ Emily Saliers on a Shepard orig¬ 
inal on the second album. 

Shepard did inspired covers for the most 
part (her reworking of Don McLean’s 
“Vincent” on the second album is magnifi¬ 
cent). She is also a singer/songwriter in her 
on right (she wrote and sang the theme song 
to the show on the first album) and has 
released a handful of solo albums. On the 
first two McBeal albums, there were four and 
five Shepard songs respectively. 

Ally McBeal: For Once In My Life finds six 
guest artists and just one original song (“You 
And Me,” taken from her last solo album, By 
7:30). Former cast member Robert Downey Jr. 
sings two duets, with Shepard on the moving 
ballad “Chances Aré” (by Bob Seger) and with 
Sting on the Police classic “Every Breath You 
Take.” He also plays keyboards and sings on 
his avant-pop original “Snakes.” Downey has a 
great voice, though his technique (mainly his 
breathing and falsetto) needs a bit of work. His 
take on Joni Mitchell’s “River” (done on the 
show but unfortunately not on this sound¬ 
track) is as good as the original, which is pretty 
amazing for a novice! 

Other guests include Barry White (with 
his disco hit, “You’re The First, The Last, My 
Everything,” which is featured on the show 
regularly), Al Green (a dirge-like reading of 
The Bee Gees’ “How Can You Mend A Broken 

Heart”), Tina Turner (“When The Heartache 
Is Over”), and Anastacia (a duet with Shep¬ 
ard on Gary Wright’s “Love Is Alive”). 

Shepard covers Bob Dylan’s “Don’t Think 
Twice, Its All Right,” Gilbert O’Sullivan’s 
“Alone Again (Naturally)” and Todd Rund¬ 
gren’s “Can We Still Be Friends,” which closes 
the album. The latter two are beautifully 
reworked, especially the O’Sullivan tune, 
which takes on a similar soulful style à la 
“Vincent,” lifting the song up to another level. 
Shepard is an inspired rock and soul vocalist 
whose style could be described as ‘blue-eyed 
soul," while encompassing a much wider 
musical territory. Any fans of Shepard or the 
show will not be disappointed. 

But perhaps Downey is the biggest surprise 
here, as his singing talent (especially on the 
Seger lune) rivals his Oscar-nominated acting 
ability. If he could stay clean and record an 
album (with just a touch of vocal training), he 
could truly be called an actor/singer.

JOHN COLTRANE 
Coltrane Jazz 
Rhino (79891) 

JOHN COLTRANE & DON CHERRY 
The Avant Garde 
Rhino (79892) 

Both John Coltrane’s Coltrane Jazz and The Avant Carde 
(with Don Cherry) are beautifully repackaged albums that 
belong as mainstays in anyone’s modern jazz collection. In 
each case, Rhino has done a consummate job of combining 
original material (cover art, tracks and notes) with additional 
text (excellent historical material by Neil Tesser) and, in the 
case of Coltrane Jazz, four alternate takes. 

The material on Coltrane Jazz was recorded between 
March 1959 and October 1960. Working with pianists Cedar 
Walton, McCoy Tyner, and Wynton Kelly and drummers 
Elvin Jones and Jimmy Cobb, Coltrane was clearly in a transi¬ 
tional state. Our knowledge of how his music would evolve 
within several short years gives these sessions a special 
poignancy. In many ways, the playing sounds surprisingly 
tame, an adjective rarely applied to Coltrane’s body of work 
and massive contribution to jazz. 

The Avant Garde is a particularly interesting case. 
Recorded in June and July of 1960, the album was held from 
release by Atlantic for nearly six years, by which time much 
of what it contained had become a historical oddity at best. 
The similarity of this music to Ornette Coleman’s early 
albums for Atlantic is unmistakable. It is also easy to under¬ 
stand — Coltrane recorded these sessions with Coleman’s 
entire group, minus only its leader. The only sad note here is 
the lack of additional material. Apparently four or five addi¬ 
tional tracks were recorded at the same time but lost in a 
mid-70s fire at Atlantic’s tape warehouse. 

Full marks to Rhino for preserving this part of our jazz 
heritage and presenting it with intelligence and respect.

STEELY DAN 
Showbiz Kids: The Steely Dan Story, 1972-1980 
MCA (088 122 407-2) 

To top off the release of the seven original Steely Dan 
albums remastered over the last year or so land reviewed in 
Goldmine #543, May 18, 2001. — Ed.I, MCA has given us 
Showhij Kids, a beautiful-sounding, well-ccnceived two-disc 
compilation. 

By using two discs, “The Dan’s” albums can be truly 
explored instead of merely sampled So one gets five tracks 

off some albums and four off others instead of merely one or 
two, giving the listener a real feel for each individual album. 
There are no two albums that wax similar, though Katy Lied 
and The Royal Scam come closest but depart in many ways; 
the former is loaded with short, catchy, melodic tunes, the 
latter is a guitar-laden wonder with Walter Becker and 
Donald Fagen’s only reggae tune, “Haitian Divorce,” a flop 
here but their biggest smash in the U.K. 

Two non-LP tunes also grace this disc: “Here At The West¬ 
ern World,” an outtake from Scam, and “FM (No Static At 
All),” the #22 hit single from the movie FM. There are a few 
odd choices and omissions. “Dirty Work,” a great song from 
their debut, Can’t Buy A Thrill, is sung by their alternate lead 
singer David Palmer (who exited after said album). “The Fez” 
(a low-charting single that peaked at #59) though a favorite of 
Becker and Fagen, is one of their few failures (an admitted 
attempt to cash in on the disco craze and even more repetitious 
than the title track, another failed single, “Showbiz Kids”). The 
omission of their lone cover, “East St. Louis Toodle-Oo,” the 
Duke Ellington instrumental from Pretzel Logic, is puzzling, as 
it’s been on so many previous compilations (but this reviewer 
never liked it anyway). Too bad MCA couldn’t have pried away 
the pre-MCA single “Dallas” b/w “Sail The Waterway” to really 
make this compilation unique (it’s on a rare U.K. 12-inch and a 
bootleg named after the B-side). 

But this is an exceptional compilation anyway, with a nice 
color booklet filled with credits, liner notes and pictures of 
the original album covers.

JOHN FOGERTY 
Centerfield 
DreamWorks (450306) 

Eye Of The Zombie 
DreamWorks (45037) 

It was 10 years since his last album, and in 1985 John 
Fogerty was ready to play. “Put me in, coach,” he begged, and 
in a metaphor as trite as it was appropriate, Centerfield was 
launched. With it, a career was reborn, revitalized and revis¬ 
ited. It was a season for rediscovery, and with the compact 
Centerfield, Fogerty found reason to believe (and rock) with a 
determination not heard since Creedence Clearwater Revival 
had splintered many years before. 

The thing is, Centerfield was never an unassuming album. 
Today, listening to the new reissue, it sounds like it had 
purpose from the start. He quotes himself (“The Old Man 
Down The Road”) and others (“Rock And Roll Girls”) relent¬ 
lessly, but it’s a joyous ode to rock ’n’ roll from start to finish. 
Even the clumsy missteps along the way — the simple plati¬ 
tudes of “I Saw It On T.V,” the disposability of “I Can’t Help 

Myself” — sound like they are part of the concept. Fogerty 
knew he was onto something (despite his protestations 
otherwise). Not only was Centerfield a well-deserved come¬ 
back, it’s a career milestone. 

The same cannot be said for the following year’s dismal 
Eye Of The Zombie, also newly reissued. Working with a full 
band (Centerfield was a one-man show, with Fogerty playing 
all the instruments himself), Fogerty attempted to capture 
the dirty swamp vibe of Creedence’s more earthy tunes. 
Unfortunately, he and the overly mannered songs get stuck 
in the mire. It’s a quick and occasionally sloppy recording 
designed to keep career momentum (Fogerty returned 12 
long years later with the much-imptoved Blue Moon Swamp). 
Even its best tracks — “Headlines,” “Change In The 
Weather" and the title tune — sound hurried. 

These two digitally remastered reissues contain no extra 
material (Fogerty says the albums are “complete documents 
of a particular period”) but the sound glows in its new incar¬ 
nations. Centerfield, particularly, sounds ready to play.

Rock Of Ages was recorded by The Band live over the last 
four nights of 1971 (Dec. 28-31) at The Academy Of Music in 
New York City. This time, a five-piece horn section made up 
of the best session men around (with Garth Hudson occa¬ 
sionally taking a solo) would completely change the dynam¬ 
ics of the group. Legendary New Orleans R&B producer 
Allen Toussaint, who had written horn charts to Cahoots, 
once again did the arrangements. The Band would come on 
and play as a quintet for a set of tunes chosen by Robbie 
Robertson, then come back with the horns. 

Though the group’s first horn tune was “Life Is A Carni¬ 
val,” Robertson decided to completely change the sequencing 
for the original Rock Of Ages double album. So a kick-ass 
cover of Marvin Gaye’s “Don’t Do It,” initially titled “Baby, 
Don’t You Do It,” opens the album. The song is incorrectly 
attributed to Robertson in the credits here but was written by 
Eddie and Bryan Holland and Lamont Dozier (a.k.a. Holland-
Dozier-Holland). Rob Bowman’s liner notes contradict the 
songwriting credits, calling it a “Motown classic.” The Band’s 
slightly edited live version hit #34. Two songs from The Band 
(“The Night They Drove Old Dixie Down” and “Across The 
Great Divide”) are beautifully segued together and a horn 
introduction added to the former. A Dixieland clarinet and 
tuba provide a ton of punch to Leon Helm’s vocal tour de 
force, “Rag Mama Rag.” 

Oddly, The Band’s biggest hit, “Up On Cripple Creek” 
(#25 on Billboard), didn’t make the final cut of 15 tunes (16

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counting Hudson’s instrumental, “The 
Genetic Method”). Instead, a cover of Chuck 
Willis’ “(1 Don’t Want To) Hang Up My Rock 
And Roll Shoes,” which closes the album, 
was included along with a new Robertson 
original, “Get Up Jake” (an outtake from The 
Band). At the time Roch Of Ages boosted the 
lagging group’s commercial and artistic 
power. They were excited again and so were 
their fans as the album hit an impressive #6 
on the charts the following summer. 

Disc two of the Rock Of Ages reissue 
includes 10 songs not included on the origi¬ 
nal album, including a solid version of "Crip¬ 
ple Creek” and four others with cohort Bob 
Dylan. A cover of The Four Tops' “Loving 
You Is Sweeter Than Ever” opens with Rick 
Danko on lead and Helm on background 
vocals. Richard Manuel's voice cracks 
through Dylan’s “1 Shall Be Released’ 
(though he sounded fine on his lead tracks 
from the original Ages). Three more Band 
tunes (“The Rumor,” "Rockin’ Chair” and 
“Time To Kill”) round out the outtakes from 
The Band before Dylan takes the stage. 

Capitol says, “multi-track versions of 
‘Strawberry Wine’ and ‘Smoke Signal' myste¬ 
riously disappeared.” The “unofficial release” 
Academy Of Outtakes, a two-CD set of alter¬ 
nate takes and rehearsals sans Dylan (33 
tracks in all), however, manages to locate 
them. 

Just after midnight, in the wee hours of 
New Year’s Day, an unannounced Dylan 
walked out on stage. Dylan’s first tune, 
“Down In The Flood,” is reasonably tight. 
The horns kick in about halfway through 

with some tasty sax trading licks here and 
there with Robertson’s guitar. Dylan 
absolutely snarls out the words in this incen¬ 
diary live version. 

After a decent take on “When I Paint My 
Masterpiece,” Dylan and Helm duet on “Don’t 
Ya Tell Henry,” which was included on the offi¬ 
cial Columbia Records release of The Basement 
Tapes a few years later. The closer was Dylan’s 
signature “Like A Rolling Stone.” It opens with 
Dylan strumming guitar and Manuel playing 
the original piano part as Hudson follows with 
rudimentary organ, eventually picking up on 
Al Kooper’s legendary motif. It’s intoxicating, 
loose but rocking, as Howard Johnson’s bari¬ 
tone sax combines with the band to take the 
song home. Collectors will revel in these last 
four tracks. The tapes were believed to be lost 
or never recorded. This release of Rock Of Ages 
is superb. From the graphics to Rob Bowman’s 
dense but detailed notes to the sound, it 
follows on the path of excellence started with 
the reissues of the first four Band albums (and 
a new, expanded reissue of Greatest Hits). 

“Total juke box music” is how Robertson 
once described Moondog Matinee. Though the 
10 tunes selected had been singles in the ’40s, 
’50s and ’60s, only the Platters’ “The Great 
Pretender” (which hit #1 on Billboard in late 
1955) was a smash and is the only Top 10 hit 
here. Except for Hudson’s instrumental take on 
“The Third Man Theme” (from the 1949 
movie), all are tunes originally performed by 
black artists. The Band had been musically 
weaned on these tunes, and it shows. 

Clarence “Frogman” Henry’s “Ain’t Got 
No Home” (which was featured prominently 
in the flick American Graffiti) opens with 
Helm on lead. It was a single and hit #73. 
Manuel is wonderfully expressive on “Share 
Your Love” (Bobby Blue Bland) and “The

and The Beatles’ “Let It Be’’ later fused the 
string to Leslie air-pumped speaker innova¬ 
tion. Then, also factor into Gold Star’s fame 
all of Phil Spector’s productions from 1958-
1966. The Who mixed “1 Can See For Miles” 
in the studio as well. Ross and Levines Gold 
Star clients included Herb Alpert & The 
Tijuana Brass, Sony & Cher, Brian Wilson 
with The Beach Boys, and later, Iron Butterfly. 

Ross trained engineer Doc Siegel as a 
mixer, and Siegel engineered the first Buffalo 
Springfield album with Tom May. Ross is not 
listed in the credits and is the unsung hero of 
“For What It’s Worth.” He did strategic micro¬ 
phone placements when called to nearby 
eight-track Columbia studio and developed 
the pivotal drum/bass and guitar combination, 
including placing paper on guitar frets, which 

chamber gave it the wall-of-sound feel. It was 
smaller than most people knew. The room 
had an influence of their first couple of 
albums. Gold Star brought a feeling, an 
emotional feeling. [Co-owner| Dave Gold 
built the equipment and echo chamber.” 

Inspecting this new Buffalo Springfield 
compilation, listeners will also appreciate the 
contributions of Nitzsche and Gold Star vets 
to some of the tunes. “Everydays,” a Stills 
composition, was recorded live at Gold Star 
and was produced by Stills, Young, and Erte¬ 
gun. The Nitzsche-arranged “Expecting To 
Fly” brought wall-of-sound Nitzsche pal Don 
Randi in on grand piano. 

In an 1988 interview with this writer, 
Nitzsche said after arranging “Expecting To 
Fly” and working with Young, “that was the 
beginning of art rock for me.” Nitzsche is one 
of five names thanked in big bold letters on 
Buffalo Springfield Again. It demonstrates

helped create the haunting sound of “For 
What It’s Worth ” For the record, Ertegun 
called Ross and Spector the very next morning 
after the “For What It’s Worth” studio date 
and asked that they listen to some mixes of 
the song at Gold Star. The band picked the 
single, which we have all heard constantly 
over the last third of a century. 

Ross spoke to Goldmine in June 2001 
from his home in Southern California about 
what was so special about the soundboard at 
Gold Star. 

“It was all tubes," he started, “and when 
you have tubes, you have expansion and it 
doesn't distort so easy,” he explained. “We 
kept tubes on longer than anyone else, 
because we understood that when a kick¬ 
drum kicks into a tube, it’s not going to 
distort.... The microphones with tubes were 
better than the ones without the tubes 
because if you don’t have a tube and you hit 
heavy suddenly it breaks up. But when you 
have a tube, it’s warm and emotional ... It 
allows for the impulse.” 

The first Buffalo Springfield LP, bits of 
their second album and more than a dozen 
demos for this new retrospective were waxed 
in the legendary rooms on his shift. He elab¬ 
orated about the Gold Star mono impressions 
that pepper this whole Rhino box: “When it 
came to the multitrack you could put every¬ 
thing on mono — the bass drum, the guitars 
— and keep it. Once you have it in mono, it 
never changes. It will be the same on 
Wednesday than |as when it was recorded 
on] the previous Tuesday, the same sound. So 
when you do transfer from one track to four 
tracks, it’s OK. And to that you can add 
voices, never losing the quality of the bass 
drum track, because it’s been transferred, it 
hasn’t been disturbed. You took the mono 
and transferred the track one of a four track. 
Tracks two, three and four are for voices and 
guitar fills, you follow? Everything is a fresh 
generation. It saves you from having to over¬ 
dub four generations. You have less highs 
and less sibilance. And, we didn't use pop 
filters and wind screens. We got mouth 
noises. Isn’t that life?” 

Ross pointed out the impact of the histor¬ 
ical Gold Star echo chamber. “Our echo 

Nitzsche’s influence away from some select 
song titles. Ross also tapped Don Randi for 
“Broken Arrow.” “Expecting To Fly” and 
“Bluebird” were recorded at Sunset Sound 
with engineer Bruce Botnick (The Doors, 
Love) at the board — the same venue where 
The Rolling Stones mixed Beggars Banquet. So, 
the different studio flavors, four- and eight¬ 
track rooms, top-notch session players and 
arrangers, a variety of engineers who changed 
audio history, Ross, Siegel, Botnick, Bill 
Lazarus, and later Messina, reinforced the 
songs. Like the current Los Angeles Lakers’ 
basketball squad, lots of team and role players. 

“Everything happened so fast,” recalled 
Furay. “ We were young. We were new. When 
we did a six-week house-band stint at The 
Whisky, we thought we had no competition.” 

Furay still marvels at Buffalo Springfield’s 
longevity and the durability of their record¬ 
ings, copyrights and publishing catalog. “It’s 
pretty incredible, isn’t it? Five young guys 
who brought five different elements together. 
When we put our stuff together, it was like, 
‘Here’s what I want to contribute to your 
song, Stephen and Neil.’ We took elements of 
folk, blues, and country and we established 
our own sound. We were pioneers, and 1 see 
that more in Poco. Musicians especially 
heard the intricate use of vocals.” 

“For What’s It’s Worth” became an 
anthem for film and sample use. But few 
know that Furay’s “A Child’s Claim To 
Fame,” a song commenting on the frustration 
about non-team player Neil Young, ended up 
in the soundtrack and movie Wonder Boys, 
directed by music afficiando Curtis Hanson. 

Furay, who cowrote the book For What’s 
It’s Worth The Story Of Buffalo Springfield with 
John Einarson, further reflected on Buffalo 
Springfield. “I think we’re one of the most 
popular, mysterious American bands. The 
mystique has lasted for some reason — two 
years, a monster anthem hit of the ’60s, but 
no one really knew us. Neil has gone on to 
become an icon, Stephen has made enormous 
contributions, CS&N, Jim Messina and me 
(with] Poco, which 1 believe opened the 
doors for the contemporary country-rock 
sound. Our legacy speaks for itself.”

Malis said collectors buying at his table 
were focusing on progressive music, “primar¬ 
ily European bands from the 70s like Focus, 
Gong, Soft Machine. Tangerine Dream (older 
stuff), Caravan, etc. Porcupine Tree is an 
extremely popular group today across all 
formats — vinyl LPs, 45s, EPs and CDs. 

“I sold a copy of the first Rare Bird album 
for $45 and a Hendrix book with a CD of 
home recordings for $30. Most of my vinyl 
sells for $5 to $20, with bargin bins of Top 40 
albums selling for a buck or two.” 

“1 watched Elvis Presley on The Ed Sullivan 
Show and bought my first record when I was 
six,” Malis told Goldmine “I started doing 
record shows in '83, having worked in records, 
both wholesale and retail, prior to that. 1 am 
probably one of the few dealers at the shows lor 
whom this is a hobby and not a full-time busi¬ 
ness. Yes, I do make some extra money, but the 
main reason (to set up at shows] for me is to 
keep my hand in record collecting. 

“After the chore of setting up my tables, it 
is a real pleasure to see friends, both other 
dealers and customers, who are there to talk 
music. This is the biggest difference between 
selling online and at shows. The personal

contacts can't be beat,” said Malis, “and I love 
to share musical information with others.” 

“1 have met many young people who are 
fascinated with the ’60s and 70s music 
scenes, and many of them still come up to me 
at shows and tell mt they will not buy CDs 
because vinyl sounds better." 

Dealer Alan Glaser told Goldmine that his 
“sales were down compared to the last show 
at the venue, but the previous show was 
unusual in as much as it occurred on the 
same afternoon as Bruce Springsteen was 
starting a two-day stint upstairs at the [Hart¬ 
ford] Civic Center. That brought in a crowd 
that was looking for E Street Band 
collectibles, and the dealers who had that 
product were able to capitalize on it," he 
pointed out. 

Glaser said his sales were across the board, 
with no real artists or genres standing out “At 
this moment in the music business, there are no 
real lasting genres, formats or artists. I deal 
primarily in press kits,” he explained. “They 
usually sell according to one of three factors: 1) 
the immediate fad of the moment — which 
comçs from the teen market; 2) the long-term, 
hard-core fan who returns for the latest item or 
something he hasn't previously seen on his 
favorite artist; or 3) the “surprised" collector or 
browser who didn't realize items such as press 
kits existed and buys in a batch. 

“To try to catch all three customers, 1 
have to stock a huge variety of artists and 
genres, but 95 percent of the locus is on 
rock, pop, blues and crossover rap artists. I 
also sell used and collectible 45s and 
albums. But that has become a smaller 
percentage of my mix in most cases. In 
summation, one never has enough Stevie 
Nicks or Britney [Spears] items to fill the 
demand and please everyone,” Glaser said. 

Glaser has less optimism than Malis as 
to the future of record shows and collecting. 
“At large, I see the record collecting hobby 
as diminishing. The visual elfect of an 
album — its size, the jacket photography — 
the desirability oí packaging and the will¬ 
ingness to actually pay for music is missing 
in today's youth market. Not only is music 
of the day available en masse and hyped sea 
to foaming sea, but the existence of Napster 
and CD-R burning has made a generation 
satisfied with getting its music both free and 
minimally packaged. 

“This generation, when it comes time to 
look back, will look to CDs, not vinyl, as 
their heritage. Of course, what was and is 
rare and beautiful in package as well as 
sound will always be collectable as long as 
the condition is acceptable to the buyer. 
And it remains the responsibility of a good 
dealer not just to sell product, but to inform 
and educate buyers and browsers alike. The 
best one can do is to share one’s excitement 
in a business or a hobby with others- Music 
still remains something people buy for plea¬ 
sure, Glaser pointed out, "not because of 
forced need, like auto insurance.”

Greater Hartford show 
a mixed blessing 

After days of rain, the sun shone on the 
day of the May 6, 2001, Greater Hartford 
Record Show. 

“We always take a risk with this show 
regarding the weather here in New England. 
When it's the first warm weekend [of the year], 
it tends to hurt the crowd,” said Ken Sultar, 
show promoter, who runs seven shows a year: 
the Hartford, Conn., show and two shows each 
in East Hartford, Conn.; North Haven, Conn.; 
and Springfield, Mass. The show included the 
Ninth Annual Silent Auction To Benefit World 
Hunger, a charitable organization started in 
1975 by Harry Chapin, with records, promos, 
memorabilia and other items up for auction. 
According to Sultar, the show's auctions have 
netted the charity tens of thousands of dollars 
over the years. 

"Most of the dealers were happy,” Sultar 
told Goldmine. “Even though attendance was 
down [from the usual 1,000 to 1,500 down to 
700 or so], the buyers were there. 1 don’t see 
record shows going away in the near future. 
Our shows in general have maintained or 
increased their customer base from a year 
ago. [Due to the great weather] The Hartford 
show this year was an exception.” 

“It was too beautiful of a day, after several 
weeks of rain,” lamented collector Chris Malis, 
who sets up at all seven of Suitar’s shows as a 
hobby, not as a full-time business. “It was not as 
good as previous shows in that only about half 
the normal number of people showed up.” He 
did say that the Hartford show is the largest in 
New England, with more than 160 tables and 
usually drawing up to 1,500 collectors.

Helm sings lead on four of the six bonus tracks on the 
Moondog Matinee reissue — the gospel tune “Didn’t It Rain” 
(Mahalia Jackson), “Shakin” (an R&B tune of unknown 
origin), “What Am I Living For” (Chuck Willis) and “Going 
Back To Memphis” (by Chuck Berry, which was probably 
scrapped to make room for Berry’s “Promised Land”). Danko 
sings the remaining two, “Drying Heart Blues” (a ballad 
merely credited to “Brown”) and “Endless Highway’ (a 
studio version of the Robertson original). This project 
apoears to be a labor of love for The Band. As Robertson is 
quoted in the liner notes, “We did Moondog Matinee for 
ourselves.... 1 felt on most of the tunes we pulled it off, and 
that’s hard to do.” This transitional “treading water” album of 
covers of some of The Band’s favorite tunes was subtle, but m 
retrospect is quite a gem. 

“When it came time to make this record, it kind of 
exploded out of me,” mused Robertson, referring to their first 

studio album in four years, Northern Lights-Southern Cross. 
Since Moondog Matinee, the entire Band and Dylan had 
moved to Malibu, Calif. They recorded Planet Waves with 
Dylan for his new but temporary label Asylum, then followed 
it with a two-month tour that was culled into the double 
album Before The Flood (also on Asylum), which included 
songs by both Dylan and The Band. Neither sold well. A 
disappointed Dylan returned to Columbia. 

The single “Ophelia” from Northern Lights-Southern Cross, 
which quickly became a Band staple (even after Robertson 
left), peaked at #62 but garnered a ton of radio play. Helm 
belts out this Dixieland-esque R&B-cum-rocker number. 
Hudson adds colorful brass and woodwind overdubs. Manuel 
shines on the Depression-era-influenced tunes “Hobo 
Jungle” (a heartbreaking ballad) and “Rag And Bones” 
(Robertson had a great-grandfather who made his living as a 
ragpicker, a sort of mobile junkman). Helm dazzles on the 
opener, the funky New Orleans-fashioned “Forbidden Fruit.” 
Danko’s only solo, “It Makes No Difference,” is his best vocal 
since “Unfaithful Servant” (from The Band). It’s a simple yet 
effective ballad in which he (via writer Robertson) pines for 
his lost love (“It makes no difference where I turn/I can’t get 
over you and the flame still burns”). This emotive six-
minute-plus ballad includes a tight three-man harmony on 
the chorus. Hudson’s soprano sax and Robertsons melodic 
but edgy guitar solo make this one of their masterpieces. 

“Acadian Driftwood” is the epic tale of the Acadians, who 
were exiled in the 1700s from Acadia, a former French colony 
in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, Canada, and parts of 
Maine in the U.S. The majority moved to Louisiana. These 
displaced people became known as “Cajuns.” Admittedly 
influenced by The Grapes Of Wrath, John Steinbeck’s novel 
about migrant workers, Robertson turned out what is consid¬ 
ered by many to be the pinnacle of The Band’s career. This 
six-minute-plus saga is impeccably arranged, featuring 
Hudson on piccolo, accordion and bagpipe chanter; fiddle 
virtuoso Byron Berline; and Robertson’s pungent acoustic 
guitar work. This eight-verse masterpiece includes alternating 
lead vocals by all three lead singers. They combine for 
smooth yet twangy harmonies on the chorus, culminating in 
a French-Canadian version to end the song. 

The bonus tracks include an early, stripped-down version 

of “Twilight.” A faster studio take, with Danko on lead, 
would be released as a single (uncharted) and appears on 
their last release, Islands, also as a bonus track. This slower 
version is vastly superior to the latter’s vaguely reggae stylings 
and features both Danko and Helm taking lead vocals. The 
former evokes Robertson’s melancholy lyrics much more 
effectively. “Christmas Must Be Tonight,” sung by Danko, is 
featured here in an inferior faster take. It was considered for a 
single but wound up in a more thoughtful version on Islands. 
Robertson would record it as a CD single (A&M CD 17661) 
in 1988, culled from the soundtrack to the seasonal flick

Scrooged. Northern Lights-Southern Cross is a musical treasure 
chest from a maturing group. It’s arguably the most over¬ 
looked work in their canon. 

Islands, their final studio album, released in 1977, was 
recorded and assembled quickly to fulfill the group’s contract 
with Capitol. Coming on the heels of Lights, it was a colossal 
disappointment to most. Though clearly the weakest album 
the group ever put out, there’s still some material here that 
any fan would savor. 

The opener, “Right As Rain,” is a mid-tempo ballad with 
Manuel on lead. Danko is effective on the aforementioned 
“Christmas Must Be Tonight.” “Knockin’ Lost John,” an 
accordion-led, Basement Tapes-style rocker features Robert-

son on his first lead vocal since their debut album. They 
include two covers: Sam & Dave’s “Ain’t That A Lot Of 
Love” and Ray Charles' “Georgia On My Mind.” “The Saga 
Of Pepote Rouge,” with a silky-smooth vocal from Danko, 
sounds like a Lights outtake and thusly appears as the only 
tune from Islands to make the new expanded edition of their 
Greatest Hits collection. The two bonus tracks are the single 
version of “Twilight” and an alternate version of “Georgia.” 

Though titled after the lone instrumental, Islands suggests 
that the songs, if not the group, are indeed “islands” — separate 
and lacking cohesion. The cover pictures silhouettes of each 
member in black surrounding a beautiful sunset at sea. “It 
wasn’t an album. To me, it was a record of B-sides and 
outtakes,” lamented Robertson in an interview. 

Fortunately, The Last Waltz was their true swan song.

Mississippi blues veteran R.L. Burnside sounds pleasingly 
raunchy and rhythmic on this 18-track set of previously uncol¬ 
lected performances. Recorded between 1986 and 1993, the 
contents were captured on the fly in South Carolina, Holland, 
Greece and on a boombox in New Orleans. 

The live section alternates the zesty two-man work 
(“Goin’ Down South,” “Just Like A Woman”) of Burnside 
and harp player/liner note author Jon Morris with raw trio 
work (“Mellow Peaches”). Whether brandishing a sneering 
electric guitar or beating on a Dobro, the former neighbor of 
Mississippi Fred McDowell brings the plaintive sound of the 
cotton patch to everything he attempts.

Morris’ home where the bluesman is clearly just playing for 
fun (“Boogie Chillen,” “Staggolee" and “Can’t Be Satisfied”) 
and feels free to emulate his idols John Lee Hooker, Light¬ 
ning Hopkins, and Muddy Waters. 

Best of all are Burnside’s evocative tall tales (“Grazing 
Grass Rap” and “Bad Luck Monkey Rap”), which reveal 
much about his passions, miseries, and the salty humor that 
helps him get through it all. 

Generally, a set of mismatched odds and ends of this sort 
aren’t compiled and released until after an artists death. (We 
are fortunate that Burnside is still with us and he has 
recently issued an album of fresh material.) Yet this enter¬ 
taining set hangs together surprisingly well, and the sound 
quality is sharper than you’d expect considering the origins 
of the tapes. Roots music aficionados who would like a 
deeper look at working bluesman’s life and times are well 
advised to check this one out. (www.mc-records.com)

BUDDY KNOX 
She’s Gone... The Liberty Years 
Connoisseur (COLL 101) 

Many rockabilly/Tex-Mex fans forget that Buddy Knox’s 
career extended into the mid-60s past his seminal Roulette 
hits with Jimmy Bowen And The Rhythm Orchids. One of 
rock ’n’ roll’s most undervalued founders, the Happy, 
Texas-born singer/songwriter enjoyed his last gasp of 
commercial fame recording for producer Snuff Garret at 
Liberty Records. This 23-song import collects the best of 
those works along with surprisingly faithful re-recordings of 
his earlier hits. 

The early ’60s were not a lucrative time for flat-out rock 
’n’ roll. As a result, Knox’s sound was reshaped into the 
Bobby Vee teen-symphony mode, complete with zippy string 
arrangements, double-tracked lead vocals, and the whiter-

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than-white Johnny Mann Singers. The 
singer's biggest Liberty hits, covers of Clyde 
McPhatter’s “Lovey Dovey” and The Five 
Keys’ “Ling Ting Tong,” were less the classic 
equation of nervy country singer plus R&B 
equals rock ’n’ roll than a catchy pop formula 
for the Clearasil® set. 

Knox was in his late 20s during this 
period, but sounded youthful and efferves¬ 
cent on clever up-tempo ditties “Dear Abby,” 
"Three Eyed Man,” and the Gene 
Pitney-penned “Tomorrow Is A-Coming.” 
True rockers are more apt to dig Tex-Mex 
flavored ditties “1 Got You,” “Chi-Hua-Hua” 
and the sassy “She’s Gone.” Better still are the 
“Lonely Weekends”-inspired gospel rocker 
“Shadaroom,” the verging-on-funky country¬ 
rocker “Hitchhike To Georgia” and a very 
bluesy version of The Clovers’ “Good 
Lovin’.” The latter tunes offer proof that 
Liberty had no concept of how to showcase 
Knox at his best until it was too late. 

Glutted with fine period photos, the 
booklet contains a highly informative anno¬ 
tation by Roger Dopson, which, along with 
this smart compilation, sheds much-needed 
historical perspective on a classic American 
rocker, (www.connoissueurcollection.co.uk)

INXS 
Shine Like It Does: The INXS Anthology 
(1979-1997) 
Rhino (R2 74262) 

What better way to usher in summer than 
with a fat, double digipak from one of the 
edgiest feel-good pop bands ever. This 
comprehensive anthology is not only career¬ 
spanning — traveling from INXS’ exuberant 
extremely late ’70s and ’80s glory days to 
their more grown-up late-90s material — it 
also reminds us how very vital their music 
was, despite the monstrous overshadow of 
their outstanding ’80s chart-toppers. 

What better way to usher 
in summer than with a 
fat, double digipak from 
one of the edgiest feel¬ 
good pop bands ever. 

Full of hits, alternate takes and B-sides, 
Shine Like It Does leaves nothing out. Hip 
hitsters will appreciate “Need You Tonight,” 
“Devil Inside” and “Suicide Blonde” among 
others, while completists should rejoice with 
the inclusion of “Different World” and “Good 
Times,” from the Crocodile Dundee and Lost 
Boys soundtracks respectively. 

If 42 tracks weren’t enough, Shine comes 
packed with extras on paper, which allows an 
aural history to become oral, including a great 
booklet, interviews and (most important) track 
by track tidbits from band members. 

Even after so much time, and from so far 
away in the contemporary musical climate, 
what is most obvious in revisiting INXS’ 
music is how enduring it has become. Do 
some of the songs sound painfully dated? 
Yes, but not as many as you’d expect. 

Does this collection allow weakness to 
shine alongside sheer brilliance? Yes again. 
But in so doing, the music comes across as 
nothing less than honest — a true reflection 
of a band who have never presented them¬ 
selves as anything but.

Book Reviews 

K/ND OF BLUE: THE MAKING OF THE 
MILES DAVIS MASTERPIECE 
Ashley Kahn 
Da Capo Press (256 pages, $23) 

Ashley Kahn may have invented a new-
kind of biography by chronicling the 
making of the 1959 Miles Davis master¬ 
piece, Kind Of Blue. The Dark Side Of The 
Moon of jazz, Kind Of Blue has never been 
out of print since its release and is selling 
ever more steadily; word is it’s moving 
about 5,000 units a week these days. And 
well it should: One of the most beautiful 
albums ever made, Kind Of Blue is a jazz 
haiku whose elegance and simplicity broke 
ground at its debut and has since become 
synonymous with timelessness. Small 
wonder it’s sold some five million copies. 

Reading this brief book goes very 
quickly; Kahn writes sparely and informa¬ 
tively and is clearly in love with his mater¬ 
ial. Not only did he have unusual access to 
Sony’s Columbia studios and archives, Kahn 
also was able to interview numerous people 
involved with the project then and now, 
including two who were in on the creation; 
drummer Jimmy Cobb and photographer 
Don Hunstein. 

His book traces Kind Of Blue from 
conception to execution, interweaving 
Davis’ relatively well-known life story with 
the fresh history of the record itself. Along 
the way, Kahn also sheds remarkable light 
on the making of jazz, the equally impro¬ 
visatory nature of making records (it used 
to be far more improvisatory than it is now) 
and the vagaries of history. 

The reader who reveres Davis will learn a 
great deal from Kahn, including the particulars 
of the recording sessions that yielded such 
immaculate music, anecdotes about the inter¬ 
play between Davis, saxmen Julian “Cannon-
ball " Adderley and John Coltrane, keyboardists 
Wynton Kelly and the more influential Bill 
Evans, and producer Irving Townsend. Also, 
the reader will learn how Columbia discovered 
more than four decades later that the Kind Of 
Blue tapes were recorded at the wrong speed, 
rendering “wrong” all editions of this talis-
manic record until 1997, when Sony Legacy 
released it properly recorded, with an alternate 
take of "Flamenco Sketches.” 

Along the way, Kahn discourses on modal 
jazz, free jazz, the influence Kind Of Blue has 
had on trance music and the way it still repre¬ 
sents the pinnacle of small-group jazz. Not 
only has the album influenced everybody 
from Oscar Brown to Mark Isham to Jon 
Hendricks, for years it has symbolized the 
confluence of style, creativity and commercial 
clout that Davis embodied for so long. 

“In the church of jazz, Kind Of Blue is 
one of the holy relics,” Kahn writes. “Critics 
revere it as a stylistic milestone, one of a 
very few in the long tradition of jazz perfor¬ 
mance, on an equal footing with seminal 
recordings by Louis Armstrong’s H6t Fives 
and Charlie Parker’s bebop quintets. Musi¬ 
cians acknowledge its influence and have 
recorded hundreds of versions of the music 
on the album. Record producer, composer, 
and Davis confidant Quincy Jones hails it as 
the one album (if that were the limit) that 
would explain jazz. 

“Yet. Kind Of Blue lives and prospers 
outside the confines of the jazz community. 
No longer the exclusive possession of a 
musical subculture, the album is simply 
great music, one of a very, very few musical 

recordings our culture allows into the cate¬ 
gory marked ‘masterpiece.’” 

Indeed The first time you listen to Kind 
Of Blue is akin to your first view of a 
Charles Eames chair or, these days, perhaps, 
an Apple Cube. What’s so striking about the 
recording is its design, spanning the blues 
of “Blue In Green,” the duende at the core 
of “Flamenco Sketches,' the funk, sass and 
snap of “So What.” 

Kahn ends his book on an anecdote from 
August ’99, when he saw a 25-something 
woman zero-in on a jazz CD display at 
Tower Records, Kind Of Blue at its heart. The 
woman picked up a copy, prompting this 
reflection: "Long after she disappeared 
toward the cashier, I thought to wonder how 
she had come to make her selection that day. 
Did she already know the album? How had 
she first come to hear about it? Was the 
purchase for herself or someone else? 

“But I was not interested in conducting a 
marketing survey — ail that leads to a 
different kind of research and study. I prefer 
just to imagine that copy of Kind Of Blue 
finding its way into the hands of some first¬ 
time listener and working its magic.” 

Reading this book will lead you, too, to 
reminisce about the first time you heard 
Kind Of Blue and realized how much jazz 
had to offer.

A follow-up to Todd Baptista’s 1996 book 
Group Harmony: Behind The Rhythm And The 

Blues, in Baptista’s new Group Harmony: 
Echoes Of The Rhythm And Blues Era the 
same successful format is followed along 
with the same high level of detail — details 

that vocal group music so much deserves. 
His approach to his two books is to include 

interviews with the group members, including 
biographical data and everyday details of their 
lives. He also describes, as much as possible, 
the ever-changing personnel lineups in vocal 
group careers Readers wall also find interwo¬ 
ven in each chapter (one chapter per group) a 
discussion of their recordings, followed by their 
complete discography. As a bonus to owners of 
the first book (which is still available), Baptista 
has included a chapter updating the groups 
profiled, including The El Dorados, The G-
Clefs, The Harptones, The Willows, The 
Silhouettes, The Solitaires, The Spaniels, The 
Teen Chords, with additional photos. To top it 
all off, in this volume Baptista incorporates an 
all-important name index. 

This volume includes detailed biogra¬ 
phies of The Cadets/The Jacks, The Cardi¬ 
nals, The Channels, The Flairs, The Halos, 
The Larks, Lillian Leach & The Mellows, 
The Selah Jubilee Singers, and The Spiders. 
Everything you ever wanted to know about 
these groups but were afraid to ask! 

As with his first book, all the artists will 
divide 40 percent of all profits, a gesture that 
will surely endear him to all vocal group 
harmomy fans. Legendary researcher Marcia 
Vance (1939-1988) must surely be smiling 
down on him from doo-wop heaven! 

Considering that lhe very first black 
secular vocal group (The Unique Quartet) 
was recorded in 1893, its amazing how long 
it’s taken for the scholarship to catch up to 
the music. Authors such as Marv Goldberg, 
Phil Goria, Robert Prüfer, and Jay Warner 
come to mind as researchers who have writ¬ 
ten books on this music, and now you can 
include Baptista. 

Run, don’t walk — don't even stop for 
the red light! An essential book for dedi¬ 
cated vocal group fans. Here's hoping 
Baptista is working on another volume. (PO
