LETTER FROM THE EDITOR 

Music reviewers live dangerous lives 
This editorial has actually been several 

years in the making. It concerns the reviews 
we publish in Goldmine. For example, 

• “In regards to the CD review of the Very 
Best Of Jethro Tull, trust [reviewer] Michael 
Gallucci? You’ve got to be kidding. In all of 
our best interests please quit sending him 
Tull discs to review,” wrote Dok Webb. 

• “While some reviews are quite useful, 
others seem to be little more than gushing 
reviews from a longtime fan,” wrote Steve 
Baldwin of Mt. Morris, Ill. 

• “Recent letters to the editor have 
attacked my writing [of album reviews] for 
being both too liberal and too conservative. 
What next?” wrote Goldmine writer Bruce 
Sylvester, who was recently called a “folk 
Nazi” by one letter writer. 

Writing reviews is a dangerous job, as 
one has to be prepared to meet the wrath of 
readers, fans, record label executives and 
even the artists themselves. Some of our 
reviewers will review only albums that they 
can give a good, or at least passable, recom¬ 
mendation. To them, negativity has some¬ 
thing to do with electricity rather than 
album reviews. A few have no qualms about 
pointing out the lousy albums, especially 
from artists whom we have come to expect 
to release decent — if not stellar — albums, 
thus saving readers some hard-earned cash. 

Some reviewers can be a bit gushy, espe¬ 
cially about artists they are passionate about, 
and sometimes they’re right about the bad 
ones! Seven years ago, fans — many of 
whom heard about the review in a fan chat¬ 
room, so they didn’t actually read it — 
complained to me about a bad review of 
Fleetwood Mac’s Time. As a longtime fan of 
that band, 1 went out and bought the CD 
(I’m a completist, I know. Plus I don’t get 
everything for free — just the stuff I don’t 
want, so it seems!) I totally agreed with the 
assessment of Time by the reviewer, who 
happened to be Gallucci (who has, by the 
way, responded positively to albums). 

Time stunk then and it still stinks — it’s 
certainly not up to par with, nor even close 
to, any of that great band’s recording legacy. 
There is not one song that really stands out; 
it’s just a lot of mush. Furthermore, the 

album not only didn’t chart on the Top 100 
Album chart, it didn’t even reach “Bubbling 
Under” status! A Fleetwood Mac album that 
doesn’t even chart in the Top 200 has to be 
really, really bad. But Gallucci and I didn’t 
say it alone — the fans spoke with their 
pocketbooks as well! 

Of course, it all boils down to reviewers’ 
opinions, more so for new releases than reis¬ 
sues (in most cases, reissues have already 
established themselves as good or bad when 
they originally were released). As they say, 
one person’s cup of coffee is another person’s 
poison. One recent caller, who loves the 
magazine, even mentioned that the age of a 
reviewer can affect how the review turns out, 
which is true. Our reviewers range in age 
from the early 20s up to the late 50s and 
everything in between (mostly in between). 

Goldmine receives more than 5,000 
albums (plus tons of books, DVDs and 
videos) a year — it’s impossible to review or 
mention them all (some are trash, sorry!). 

We spread reviews and news of upcoming 
releases throughout the magazine. They appear 
in Grapevine, New Releases News, Reissues 
News, Jo-Ann Greene’s A Broad Abroad (about 
primarily rock reissues from the U.K. and else¬ 
where from the 1960s on), Bill Dahl’s Dahls 
Digs (deep-catalog reissues of rock ’n’ roll, 
blues, R&B and soul from the 50s and ’60s), 
Country Junction and Jazz Sides sections (in 
alternating issues), Eddie Hammer’s Elvis 
News, and Peter Gutmann’s Classical Notes. 
About a year ago we began running short inter¬ 
views of artists with new albums or reissues 
out, along with a review of the album(s). 

We invite our readers to comment on 
reviews or anything in the magazine. We re 
also starting to post a review each week in 
our new Tradin’ Riffs section of our Goldmine 
online Forum (at www.collect.com/records) 
where readers can also sound off about the 
album being reviewed — or the review itself.

Mono wins over stereo for these songs 
After reading all the opinions in Please Mr. 

Postman over the Young Rascals’ mono and 
stereo versions of “Groovin’,” I would like to 
add a few more recordings whose mono 
version beats the stereo version hands down. 

• The Shadows Of Knight, “Oh Yeah” (45, 
Dunwich 122, 1966). The 45 version is a 
louder version. Any louder and one would need 
some spare change to tape to the tone arm! 

• The Five Americans, “Don’t Blame Me” 
(45, Hanna-Barbera 468, 1966). On the 
stereo album (Hanna-Barbera HST 9505), 
this song still kicks. (I spent $20 for a mono 
copy of the I See The Light album (HLP 
8505), hoping that the louder and wilder 
mono version was included. But it was the 
polished and cleaner-sounding version, listed 
as “Don’t You Dare Blame Me.” In other 
words, the 45 rules! 

• The Doors, The Doors (LP, Elektra EKL 
4007, 1967). While the stereo version sounds 
great, the bass guitar was added to the master 
tape, and the master tape was then remixed 
so that Jim Morrison's outright obscenities 
were covered over (listen to both mono and 
stereo versions of “The End”). 

• Jefferson Airplane, “Martha” (45, RCA 47-
9389, 1967). This is a slow number, and on the 45 
version, the right feeling of the song is better 
conveyed. The LP versions (both mono and stereo 
versions sound the same) were re-recorded. 

• Paul Revere And The Raiders, "The 
Great Airplane Strike” (45, Columbia 43810, 
1966). The intro on the original 45 version 
starts with what sounds like an airplane 
coming in for a crash landing, which is 
funny. But the intro on the stereo LP version 
begins with a jet blast, which is loud and 
annoying. The two-CD set The Legend Of 
Paul Revere has a slew of selections that had 
never appeared on LP (or CD) before. Some 
of them have even been remastered for true 
stereo. So the 45 version of "The Great 
Airplane Strike" can now be heard with the 
funny intro and (for the first time) glorious

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Prog-rock fans flock to annual NEARfest; 
Steve Hackett making rare appearance 

TRENTON, N.J. — The very thought of 
two days of progressive rock might spell 
“major snoozefest” for some. Not for the 
1,807 ticket holders who sold out in 45 
minutes Trenton, N.J.’s War Memorial, the site 
of the fourth annual NEARfest (North East Art 
Rock Festival). For them, the genre that made 
spaceships hip and sequined robes an essential 
part of any well-dressed fans wardrobe, it’s as 
relevant today as it was 25 years ago. 

“The prog-rock community is a close-knit 
one,” said Chad Hutchinson, vice president of 
NEARfest. "All kinds of people seem to get 
along very easily.” 

Created by president/organizer Rob 
DeLuca and Hutchinson, NEARfest is slated 
for the weekend of June 29-30, 2002. The 
two-day extravaganza brings together prog¬ 
heads from all over the world to discuss, 
enjoy, critique and buy and sell art-rock mate¬ 
rial. DeLuca and Hutchinson had been work¬ 
ing in different capacities for NEARfest's 
cousin festival, ProgDay, in Chapel Hill, N.C., 
when they decided to start a festival of their 
own in the Northeast. 

“In the ’70s, the Philly-New York corridor 
was a hotbed for progressive activity,” said 
Hutchinson. “Yes and Emerson, Lake & 
Palmer would come through this neck of the 
woods multiple times per tour.” 

But some critics snap that the premise — a 
show centered on art rock — is as outdated as 
the genre’s own psychedelic flute passages 
and Hammond B-3 solos. NEARfest has 
proven otherwise. The number of attendees 
has risen from a modest 400 in 1999 to more 
than 1,800 this year. 

“Right now our location is great,” said 
Hutchinson. “We are an hour-and-a-half from 
New York City and 40 minutes from Philly.” 

For the past four years, NEARfest has been 
treading over those once well-traveled roads 
by offering a wide range of high-level and 
well-respected performers from the U.S. and 
U.K., such as Spock’s Beard, TransAtlantic, IQ, 
Happy The Man, and Porcupine Tree 

“There are plenty of people out there who 
want to be challenged, and we offer that to 
them,” said Hutchinson. 

This year’s potent bill is building quite a buzz. 
The lineup includes Genesis guitar great Steve 
Hackett, the re-formed legendary Brit band 
Nektar, cult-favorites Caravan, Canadian cham¬ 
ber-rockers Miriodor, Japan’s keyboard-driven trio 
Gerard, Swedish orchestral outfit Isildurs Bane, 
Italian new-revisionists La Torre dell’Alchimista, 
Canadian fusionoids Spaced Out, and two bands 
from the U.S., echolyn and Enchant. 

“While there is a bit of anxiety over 
making it across the pond and back without 
losing my shirt, I'm looking forward to it,” 
Hackett told Goldmine. "1 don’t often tour the 
States, so 1 see this is an opportunity. And the 

set I’ll be playing — while I won’t give 
anything away — should be a combination of 
solo material and some select Genesis tunes 
that might be turned into instrumentals.” 

“Though 1 think monkeys will speak 
before the offer is greater than the demand for 
these type of festivals, these concerts offer 
invaluable exposure for art-rockers,” said 
Pascal Globensky, keyboardist for Miriodor. 

All the action will take place from 11 a.m.

-11 p.m. Saturday and Sunday within Patriots 
Theater, a hall that features Italian Renaissance 
Revival architectural grandeur. The 50-foot 
stage has played host to luminaries such as 
Frank Sinatra and Bruce Springsteen and is the 
perfect venue for fans who treasure history and 
tradition as much as escapism and progress. 

“The interior is beautiful, and the 
acoustics are wonderful,” said Hutchinson. 

But majestic sounds and sights aren’t the 
only attractions. Some 30 vendors will be 
hawking new and old, rare and high-profile 
merchandise of all kinds — CDs, records and 
books — between sets and at the dinner breaks 
inside the War Memorial’s lower-level confer¬ 
ence room. Among the highly touted items are 
Nektars remastered catalog on the Bellaphon 
label and Gordian Knot’s latest. Emergent, 
which features Hackett, Bill Bruford (Yes, King 
Crimson), and Jim Matheos (Fate’s Warning). 

“People spend hundreds of dollars just 
buying music. They find new stuff they like and 
need for their collections,” said Hutchinson. 
“The fans just play off each other and learn 
from each other. It’s really a neat community.” 

*‘[Fans| bring a lot of credit cards with them,” 
said Ken Golden, owner of the prog-rock label 
and mail-order company The Laser’s Edge, 
located in Voorhees, N.J. “This year I’m going to 
make a point of having new releases there. I’ll

Blondie’s Gary Valentine revisits 
early New York punk scene 

Gary Valentine was the bass player in 
Blondie from their inception until summer 
1977, and he wrote their first self-composed 
hit, “(I’m Always Touched) By Your Presence 
Dear.” Long having given up music for jour¬ 
nalism, he has just published a memoir of his 
days with Blondie: New York Rocker — My Life 
In The Blank Ceneration (Sidgwick & Jackson, 
London, ISBN 028306367X). 

Blondie, of course, first began to make 
their name as part of the mid-70s New York 
music scene centered around the Bowery 
club CBGB’s. This scene has already been the 
subject of a book, Please Kill Me, by Legs 
McNeil and Gillian McCain, but Valentine is 
scathing about that work. 

“That’s a very one-sided point of view about 
the scene,” he told Goldmine. “The Dead Boys 
were not very representative of CBGB’s in the 
early days at all: they’re very central in Please 
Kill Me.” There’s nothing |in the book] on 
Television, there’s hardly anything on Blondie, 
hardly anything on Talking Heads, nothing on 
the bands that didn't make it. There was a 
handful of bands that were equally as good 
that just didn’t get record deals.” 

Of those who did get deals, by far the 
most commercially successful tn the long 
term were Blondie, which is ironic because at 
first the band were considered to be some¬ 
thing of a joke by the other groups. 

“The real turnaround show was Valentine’s 
Day, 1976,” recalled Valentine. "We hadn't 
played for a few months. We hunkered down in 
our loft and rehearsed and rehearsed and 
rehearsed and we came out and did this show 
and basically blew everybody away because it 
was a really tight, well-rehearsed performance 
with all the material that was on the first album.” 

That album’s material would be against 
the arty grain of the CBGB bands. Valentine 
describes Blondie’s music as “Trying to write 
AM hits but with a harder, more street-wise 
sensibility. And we started wearing the 
skinny ties and the black suits, so we defi¬ 
nitely were a pop band.” 

Over in the U.K., a similar grass-roots 
music scene began to emerge, and soon both 
movements were tagged “punk.” 

“The bone of contention is, ‘Well who 
came up with this notion of punk rock?”’ said 
Valentine, admitting, “I don’t know. Punk 
magazine started in the beginning of ’76. but 
nobody really said, ‘We play punk rock.’”

He also pointed out that though British 
bands may have been influenced by the New 
York scene, U.K. R&B group Dr. Feelgood 
were hugely influential on the U.S. bands. 

Things turned sour for Valentine not long 
after his composition “X-Offender” had 
secured Blondie a record deal in ’76. By the 
time they recorded their second album, he 
had been fired, though he did have the 
consolation of the subsequent royalties from 
“...Presence Dear.” a U.K. Top 10 hit. 

“It was great ’cause when I heard that it was 
doing really well 1 was pretty much broke in 
L.A., living with my girlfriend in one room.” 

Looking back on the New York punk days, 
Valentine is proud of a certain unique spirit 
around the scene. “I really feel that for a brief 
period, they weren’t into the system," he said. 
“There was brief period for a year when it had 
its own momentum, and if you didn’t get a 
record deal it didn’t matter — what mattered 
was that you were making your own music and 
it was really good and it was authentic and it 
had a lot of heart and passion.”

They were the voices of the 

American 1960s, sainted 
providers of the angelic har¬ 

monies and grooved-out choruses that 
served up the most innocent psychedelia 
mom and pop could hope to get stoned to, 
while delivering the knowing winks and 
sideways smirks to let the kids know that 
they were in on the joke as well. For five 
years of hits and 30 more of memories, the 
legacy of The Turtles has grown stronger 
every time their name gets mentioned. 
Today, their sound sells everything from a 
90-minute DVD history to a 51-track anthol¬ 
ogy and on — though one frowns at the 
unsuitability of it all — to lobster dinners. 

The story is well-known. The Web site 
www.theturtles.com tells the band’s tale; so 
does the booklet included within the afore¬ 
mentioned Rhino anthology, the wryly 
titled Solid Zinc; so, of course, does the 
Happy Together DVD. But pursue Howard 
Kaylan and Mark Volman out of the wreck¬ 
age of the band they had shared since the 
early 1960s, and the ensuing three decades 
have seen them play a major part in a cata¬ 
log of songs that is just as impressive as 
The Turtles’ own sequence of nuggets. 

As Flo (The Phlorescent Leech) & 
Eddie, they accompanied Frank Zappa 
And The Mothers Of Invention across four 
of their most inventive albums — a tale 
that will be told in a forthcoming issue of 
Goldmine. The pair spun off five albums in 
their own right — soon to be collected, 
Kaylan hopes, in a box set. They are the I 
musical brains behind TV cartoon success¬ 
es such as Strawberry Shortcake and The 
Care Bears, and — in the guise of Jah Flo 
and King Edward I — they recorded one of 
the most enjoyable white reggae albums ever 
made (again, Goldmine will be telling that par¬ 
ticular story shortly). 

They have also led a highly successful career 
as backing vocalists — so successful, in fact, 
that it’s hard to even imagine some of those 
records without the duo's contributions raising 
the entire performance to a whole new level. 

From T. Rex's “Bang A Gong” to Bruce 
Springsteen’s “Hungry Heart” and from David 
Cassidy’s “Darlin”’ to Psychedelic Furs' “Love 
My Way,” what Volman so accurately terms 
the Incredi-Voice has made good records great 
and great records immortal. 

“The concept of the Incredi-Voice is layer¬ 
ing the vocals to create a wall,” he explained. 
“Howard and 1 triple-tracking voice #1, then 
going out and doing voice #2 and triple track¬ 
ing that, just building this incredible sound” 
— one that has become a veritable part of the 
rock landscape. 

The duo’s own efforts are merely the tip of

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the iceberg. Roy Thomas Baker, engineer at 
those earliest T. Rex sessions, certainly 
remembered the Incredi-Voice while working 
with Queen (and, later, The Cars), while 
David Bowie and Lou Reed would fashion 
their own interpretation for Reed’s 1972 
breakthrough album Transformer. Today, we 
still hear it soaring out of any number of past 
and present hits. The original, however, 
remains the best, with its first flowering itself 
responsible for some of the most effervescent 
records in pop history. 

Volman and Kaylan had just started working 
with Zappa when they launched this aspect of 
their career, visiting the U.K. with The Mothers 
Of Invention and taking advantage of some 
downtime to look up Marc Bolan. They had 
known him since the previous year, when 
Bolan’s Tyrannosaurus Rex opened for The 
Turtles in New York — now they were walking 
down the street where he lived, calling his name. 

“We couldn’t remember the house number,” 
Volman recalled. “But we knew he lived on 

Kensington Row, so we just started at one end 
of the road, calling out, until finally a window 
flew open and this little head popped out.” 

Bolan was at a crucial juncture in his 
career, preparing to translate the newly abbre¬ 
viated T. Rex from a whimsical psychedelic 
underground act into a balls-out commercial 
rock monster. “Ride A White Swan,” the song 
that would prove his U.K. chart break¬ 
through, was about to be recorded, and as he 
prepared for the session, Bolan knew he want¬ 
ed Kaylan and Volman to play a part in it. 
Typically, however, he didnt tell them that 
until the day of the actual session. Then, 
when he called the duo’s hotel, it was to dis¬ 
cover Kaylan alone was in. 

“Mark had gone out. He was off kicking 
around Kings Road or something, so 1 said. 
‘Shit, I’ll do it. and the worst that can happen 
is you’ll put me on twice,” Kaylan recalled. 
“So I went into the studio with Marc and Tony 
Visconti, did Ride A White Swan,' and we 
really didn’t need more voices than that. It 

was just that simple little high ‘ooh’ and 
ah’ stuff and we double-tracked it.” 

(Curiously, the duo’s last opportunity 
to work with Visconti two years ago, on 
Cherry Poppin’ Daddies’ Soul Caddy 
album, saw the boot firmly on the other 
foot — this time it was Kaylan who was 
away, vacationing in Hawaii, so Volman 
alone appears on the suitably T. Rex-y 
“Diamond Lights.”) 

“Ride A White Swan” climbed to #2 in 
the U.K.; “Hot Love,” Bolan’s next single, 
featured both Kaylan and Volman and 
went to #1. It also blueprinted what 
would, over the next Í8 months, become 
universally renowned as the T. Rex sound, 
much imitated but never re-created. The 
backgrounds were as much a part of the 
brew as any other ingredient. 

“There’s a certain intrinsic whining 
quality to that kind of backing vocal, that 
I believe came largely from our time with 
|Zappa|,” Kaylan explained. “We were 
singing those notes all our lives, but there 
was a certain nasal-ness, a whininess to it, 
that came from singing those parts with a 
little tongue-in-cheek-ness. 
‘“Hot Love,’ in particular, has a swagger¬ 

ing, fake sassy. It’s us pretending to be chicks, 
with every bit of the gris-gris-gumbo-ya-ya 
that we could muster. It’s almost mocking, 
and it should be, because it’s guys. It sounds 
like two 300-pound guys in tutus, daring you 
to lift their skirts.” 

“Get It On (Bang A Gong),” “Jeepster,” 
“Telegram Sam,” “Metal Guru,” “Children Of 
The Revolution” and “Solid Gold Easy Action” 
all followed, together with the Electric Warrior 
and Slider albums. The succession of magical 
releases is indelibly drenched with the Flo & 
Eddie magic — a fact about which Kaylan and 
Volman constantly reminded Bolan. 

“It sounds terrible,” Volman admitted, “but 
every major hit single he had revolves around 
us. We said that to Marc, every day of the 
week. There never was a time when we didn’t 
remind him that we had hit records before him 
and, if he hadn’t brought us in, he’d never have 
had a hit of his own. We always brought that 
down on him, and it just made him laugh.” 

It maybe wasn’t so funny after Bolan and

than #3 in the U.K. — its predecessors had all reached either 
# 1 or #2. The follow-up, "The Groover," stalled al #4 and from 
there on, Bolans chart career was in freefall, a descent that was 
arrested just once. In 1975, Kaylan and Volman rejoined him 
for the nonsensically joyful "New York City” and promptly 
steered T. Rex back into the Top 20 for the first time in more 
than a year. 

With their Zappa commitments over in early 1972, Kaylan 
and Volman spent much of the next two years inaugurating 
their ow n career as Flo & Eddie. Bolan notwithstanding, their 
only other session work during the early 1970s was on a little-
remembered album by Navasota, a band fronted by Steely Dan 
guitarist Jeff "Skunk" Baxter and drawing in an appearance 
from Baxters bandmale Donald Fagen. As a fascinating aside. 
Kavlan had been invited to join Steely Dan shortly alter I he 
Lurlles broke up. turning ii down in lavor oi the Zappa gig. 
Navasota's Rootin' offers the only opportunity to learn what that 
collaboration max have sounded like. 

A lol ol the stuff we did was w ith people we knew, where 
we wanted to he a part ol the record because we were Ians, 
said Kavlan "We weren I really session singers lor hire. You 
couldn t just get us." 

That accounts lor the sheer eccentricity of much of their ses-
sionography — odd excursions with European singers Roger 
Youdouris and Louis Bertignac; forgotten gems with Michael 
Quatro and Tim Rock n Roll Love Letter Moore; and one album 
track with I loyt Axton, on 1974s Life Machine. that reunited them 
w ith a performer they had known since their teens. 

"Hoyt opened shows for us all the way back to high school 
and later, on some of The Turtles dales with Steppenwolf and 
Three Dog Night,” Kaylan recalled. "Hoyt was on the show. So 
it was a natural thing. When he asked us to sing on his record, 
we said, Great. ” 

Linda Ronstadt was also a part of the sessions, and, Kaylan 
continued, "There was a certain amount of fun and excitement 
going on in the session because we’d known her forever. The 
three of us got to pal around and harmonize. That particular 
instance was literally a hootenanny. It comes to my mind as 
being one of the more organic ol our dales, where they’d just 
throw us into the studio — Bolan did that as well — and say, 
‘Come up with something. We re just going to start the tapes' 
— no instruction whatsoever.” 

More formal were a pair of albums cut in 1974 with anoth¬ 
er longtime friend, The Doors’ Ray Manzarek (his own recol¬ 
lections of his first brushes with the duo are included on The 
Turtles’ Happy Together DVD). The Calden Scarab and The 
Whole Thing Started With Rock & Roll Now Its’ Out Of Control 
"were pretty much his solo insanity,” laughed Kaylan. "The 
Egyptian stull that he was doing, we looked at each other 
incredulously and said. All right man. you want us to chant 
"Tutankhamun," we ll chant it. But you’re nuts. The Golden 
Scarab, for all its strangeness, 1 understood what he was trying 
to do. With The Whole Thing Started, though, I was a bit... well 
maybe it did ¡make sense], but you had nothing to do with it! 
An interesting choice of direction for him to go in.” 

1975 brought one of the duo’s most fabulous performances 
ever, accompanying teen idol David Cassidy on his remarkable 
reworking of The Beach Boys’ “Darlin’.” 

Volman enthused, “David was really making some fine 
records considering. . he didn’t really have a strong image that 
allowed him to make anything other than formal records, and 
that could very well be what you could say about The Turtles. 
So bringing us in may well have been the kiss of death. But 
that was a fun record to be a part of. 

“It was one of those gems that never became the hit record 
it could have been, by The Beach Boys either. It was huge in 
England but never in America, which was a shame because it 
was a really well-made record, a great project to be a part of. 
The backing vocals we do on that record are pretty much the 
record. David realized the need to bring them up front, where -
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Flo & Eddie in Copenhagen, November 1972. 

as The Beach Boys kinda played them down. He really took the 
opportunity to feature the backings as a major part of it — you 
really hear we’re having a lol of fun. It gives it a tongue-in-
cheek spirit, a sense that he’s not taking himself seriously.” 

The mid-1970s saw Kaylan and Volman add another string 
to their bow, when they made their debut as producers with 
Starry Eyed And Laughing, a group widely renowned as the 
British answer to The Byrds. It was an apposite pairing; over 
the previous couple of years, the Incredi-Voice had soared on 
solo recordings by The Byrds’ Roger McGuinn and Chris 
Hillman and also with Stephen Stills. Kaylan recollected, 
“Starry Eyed had released two CBS albums that didn t get any¬ 
where. They were about to be dropped and they knew that il 
they were dropped, they'd not gel another label deal. 

“So they came to us and asked us to do three singles, which 
we did. The first was 'Song On The Road' and it was gorgeous, 
but the classic piece was Saturday’ (released under the abbre¬ 
viated Starry Eyed]. It was just amazing. You pul it on today 
and go, Who the hell is this and why wasn’t it a #1? It’s oper¬ 
atic in its changes, it goes through three or four complete incar¬ 
nations, it rocks hard and it’s got these incredible voices. These 
guys were great singers and we kept The Byrds influence all the 
way through. We just left the mies open, told the engineer to 
keep the tapes rolling, then went in ’.here and sang with them. 
Unfortunately, the records were completely overlooked. The 
group did lose their deal. They did break up. But anybody who 
can find those songs, they’re excellent pop records.” 

Other Flo & Eddie productions include sets with Long 
Island veterans Good Rats (“A great album, they were incred¬ 
ible songwriters, really good singers,” raved Kaylan) and the 
Journey-esque Roadmaster. As far as Kaylan is concerned, 
however, the duo's production crown, “the most unforgettable 
project I’ve ever been involved in,” was a 1978 recording date 
for the self-titled debut of DMZ, a hard-hitting Boston punk 
band recently signed to Sire (distributors, at the time, of The 
Turtles’ Greatest Hits album). 

"We got a call from Seymour Stein [head of Sire) saying he 
had these guys that were, in his words, so punk he couldn’t find 
a producer for them. Well, it had to be pretty radical, because 

we weren t really known for any affiliation to punk whatsoever. 
"So, we went into the studio and we didn’t know what they 

were talking about. They told us their influences were the Pacific 
Northwest and that we should acquaint ourselves with The Sonics 
and The Wailers, else they didn’t know how to approach us. 

“So we familiarized ourselves with what they were saying, 
which was, basically, get in a room, put a microphone in there, 
turn evervthing up — and that was pretty much it. So that’s how 
il happened. Go into a studio, slam it once or twice into a micro¬ 
phone, then leave it. No overdubs, no extensive mix sessions. 
And, at the end of 27 minutes, the drummer smashed his hand 
into the side of his snare drum, during a lake — you can hear it 
on the record. He couldn’t do anything else. End of drummer 
meant end of album. But 27 minutes was enough. I listen to the 
record today, and it has so much energy' that it had to self-
destruct. It’s 27 minutes, but it feels like an hour and a half.” 

A more lasting studio relationship was forged with Alice 
Cooper, Kaylan and Volman contributing to three of the old 
ghoul’s late 1970s/early 1980s albums — From The Inside, 
Flush The Fashion and Zipper Catches Skin. Flo & Eddie had 
supported Cooper on tour in the U.S. in 1972 and, as Kaylan 
recalled, struck up a firm friendship. 

“At that time, he was trying to insulate himself from his 
own group and keep the name for himself after his manager, 
Shep Gordon, said, You’re the band. You don’t need the guys.’ 
He abandoned them more or less and ended up taking us to 
his press conferences, even though we were just the opening 
act. He liked having us around as confidantes and sidekicks.” 

Cooper in 1978 was a somewhat different character — a lot 
less driven a lot less secure and a lot less sober. In the studio, 
he would build himself a tent out of mic stands and baffle 
blankets and stay inside while everything else was recorded. 

“Then,” Kaylan continued, “when it came time for him to 
begrudgingly leave, step outside of it for the two or three minutes 
it would take for him to lay down the vocals, he wasn't very happy 
about it. So Shep and the people involved with the production, 
particularly Bob Ezrin, knew what we were capable of in the stu¬ 
dio and how Alice liked us being around, and they called us in.”

along with Alice, to guide him along, help him get to notes he 
wouldn't have been able to otherwise. Then, they’d take us out 
oi the final mix and leave Alice’s voice in on its own. Of 
coarse, that meant we had to learn the entire song, but we did¬ 
n’t mind — this was Alice, he was our buddy and it made the 
record sound OK. Now he’s back on die other side. I’m sure he 
looks back on those records in horror. For me, though, it was 
just like helping out a pal." 

By this time, the duo had graduated to another arena, as co¬ 
hosts of a regular interview/music segment on one of 
Canadian television’s most popular late-night shows. The list 
of guest artists is a virtual who’s who of period pop, while the 
best gauge of their popularity can be drawn from the fate of 
their 1978 David Bowie interview, picked up by NBC for 
Midnight Special. A Blondie interview in 1980, too, was 
deemed a major success, not least of all by Blondie themselves. 
A few weeks after the interview, Kaylan and Vulman were 
invited into the studio to add backing vocals to "T-Birds," one 
of the better songs on that band's album Auk’-American. 

Another high-profile date that same year paired Kaylan and 
Volman with Springsteen, after they were invited to a show in 
Cleveland and, walking around the auditorium during sound¬ 
check, were promptly invited up onto the stage. 

There they discovered Ronnie Spector — herself working 
at that time with Springsteen — and the trio wound up 
singing together throughout that evenings show. It was strict¬ 
ly a one-off adventure but, a few weeks after, Kaylan and 
Volman received a call asking them to appear on "Hungry 
Heart," a song from Springsteen’s forthcoming new album The 
River. Later still, as Springsteen gathered material for his 1977-
85 live box, they were recalled to appear at a handful of shows, 
to re-create their studio performance on stage. 

Another era-defining hit that Volman and Kaylans pres¬ 
ence immeasurably enlivens is Psychedelic Furs’ “Love My 
Way,” from 1982, reaching #44 in the U.S. 

“A guy we had always wanted to work with was Todd 
Rundgren," said Kaylan, “and we got the chance to do that 
with the Psychedelic Furs.” 

The British band were onto their third album, recording in 
Beaisville, N.Y., and, initially, furiously resisting producer 
Rundgren’s decision to recruit backing singers. 

“They didn’t want to know," Kaylan recalled. “They took 
Todd aside and said, ‘What is this? Why would you bring guys 
in to sing on our record? We’re a self-contained group.' And 
Todd said, 'Yeah, but you can barely sing your own vocals, let 
alone background vocals.’” 

The first session that same afternoon was strained. “But, 

that evening, we hung out with them at the house,” said 
Kaylan. “We sat around and sang classic R&B songs together, 
and they got to know us a little bit. We stayed up most of the 
night and, by sun-up, we had them convinced that not only 
were we ‘The Guys,’ but we knew the guys that knew the guys. 

“We sat around and told stories. They wanted to know 
what it was like working with (Johnl Lennon |on Lennon’s 
Sometime In New York City album | and Bolan and Zappa and, 
when it was time to go back into the studio and record, there 
was a whole different atmosphere. It was way better. They 
were into us as singers and they were into us as an historical 
thing — ‘These guys have done this and this and this, and now 
they’re going to do it with us.’” 

The result, said Kaylan, remains one of his all-time favorite 
albums, as the pair completely altered the timbre of the ses¬ 
sions. Songs that once seemed dry suddenly exploded into life. 
Passages that might have sounded hollow were suddenly 
bursting with vitality. Volman remembered, “We ended up 
singing on about six or seven of the tracks. There was a lot of 
background singing.” 

The sessions were already over when Rundgren unveiled 
“Love My Way.” 

“We were literally just getting into the hired car back to 
New York,” said Volman, “when Todd called us over and said, 
‘Before you go, do you want to hear the single?’ So he played 
it and we just looked at each other and said, Of all the songs 
on this record, of all the songs we’ve sung on, that is the one 
that we have to be on.’” 

On the spot, the pair came up with a backing vocal, then 
rushed to run it past the band members. Then it was back into 
the studio to add it to the song. 

“I think of all the backgrounds we’ve done,” Volman 
reflected, “that was one that needed it more than any of the 
others, and lit] showcases what backgrounds can do for a 
record. A lot of the backgrounds we’ve done have been sup¬ 
port, whereas ‘Love My Way’ was very much the lead part. 
Todd used the backgrounds like a lead vocal — there’s even a 
solo in the middle that we have!” 

The result, of course, was the Furs’ first major U.S. hit and

remains one of their most instantly recognizable numbers. 
The following year saw Kaylan and Volman record the solo Planet 

Edith Roch & Roll Audience with former Jefferson Airplane guitarist 
Paul Kantner. 

“Paul really had an idea of every single note he wanted on 
the record, ” recalled Kaylan. "This was another Volunteers as 
far as he was concerned — a rallying call for the world to get 
off their asses — and he knew exactly where and when every¬ 
thing should be placed, who was going to sing the Gracie 
[Slick] part and who was going to sing the Marty [Balin| part 
and that’s exactly how he referred to them. It’s a good record, in 
its own revolutionary sense.” 

1983 also paired the duo with singer Ava Cherry — 
described by Kaylan as "one of those avant-garde projects that 
we did because either the artist was very exotic to us or we 
thought it’d reach a new audience or, even better, no one would 
hear it and we’d just get paid.” 

Similar reasoning went into another project that year, the 
eponymous debut album by Espionage — and what an adven¬ 
ture that turned out to be. The band was signed on the strength 
of a demo tape — unfortunately, at some point between the 
tape leaving their hands and arriving in producer Baker’s, it had 
sped up slightly, attaining a new pitch that Baker, laying down 
the basic tracks, duly duplicated on his master tape. By the 
time the band’s vocalist came in to sing, the entire album had 
been recorded in what, for him, was an impossible key. 

There was only one solution, as Volman explained. “Here is 
another record where, if you put it on, it’s pretty much Howard 
and 1 singing the record. What Roy did was, he put the singer 
in between us, then blended the three voices to give it a sound 
that was sort of homogenized into a single male voice — much 
like Tony Visconti did with the T. Rex albums.” 

A more rewarding, if — as it transpired — somewhat tumul¬ 
tuous project, put the duo in the studio with former Duran Duran 
star Andy Taylor, recording his Thunder debut in 1987. 

Volman remembered “Andy running amok in the studio with 
all these different musicians and producers. Aside from Steve 
Jones on guitar, Howard and 1 were the only two who made it 
through all the different lineups on that record. He went through 

a bunch of drummers, a 
bunch of different studios 
and producers. We started 
that album and redid it three 
different times, so the ver¬ 
sion you have might not 
even be the best version. 

“Listening to that par¬ 
ticular album, its really 
Andy And Flo & Eddie,” 
mused Volman. “We’re 
such a huge part of that 
record and even the tracks 
that didn’t make it onto the 
record. We did a version of 
Neil Young’s ‘Southern 
Man’ that never got heard 

tributed to the American Anthem 
soundtrack!, which is just a 
Marc Bolan record. That was 
Andy’s whole thing about bring¬ 
ing us into that project — he 
loved Marc and he wanted to 
make a Marc Bolan record.

“But it cut both ways. Here 
you are talking to Howard Kavlan 
and Mark Volman, two of the 
biggest music groupies in the 
world.

active over the past 15 years, recording with artists as far afield 
as Gavin Friday and the re-formed Jefferson Airplane Darlene 
Love, and the Ramones, Kaylan cannot help but view much of 
the period with mild disappointment. 

“The ’80s and ’90s blur because, very often, the artists 
themselves weren’t even in the studio. They had it done for 
them by their producers... or, the artists had become so cor¬ 
porate-minded that a lot of the personality had left the arena. 
It used to be, if you were gonna have somebody come in and 
sing your backgrounds with you, you want to know those peo¬ 
ple, you want to include them as part of your album. You’d 
have a little family going. 

“But in these later days, it wasn’t much different for us 
working on the Ramones record |1992’s Mondo Bizarro] as it 
was the Duran LP |1995’s Thank You], because tn both cases 
there was only one or two representatives of the band and the 
producer in the studio. They all knew what they had to do and 
they just laid the stuff down. There wasn’t any input from any¬ 
where else — it might as well have been a Pepsi*1 commercial. 
And if the personality is gone from the thing and the enter¬ 
tainment value of doing it is gone, then the only reason you 
have to do it is for the very small check you get from doing that 
sort of thing or the satisfaction of saying, Tm on that record.’ 

“It used to be a thing about camaraderie,” Kaylan said. “In 
the days with Marc Bolan, Tony Visconti would just roll apes 
and he’s got hours and hours of tapes of us just sitting in the 
studio as high as kites, going off on everything, singing [Elvis] 
Presley and showtunes. 

“There’s one night where the two of us, Marc |Bolan I Alice 
[Cooper], Ringo [Starrl, Harry Nilsson, and Klaus Voormann 
wound up together at Morgan Studios and stayed up all night 
and did nothing, just got bombed and sang anything that ante 
to mind and recorded it all. It’s just incredible You’re holding 
your sides. Those were the days.”

APOLLO REISSUES, JOHNNY CASH AND OVERLOOKED BLUESMEN 

by Bill Dahl 

New York-based Apollo Records was one of the pio¬ 
neering independent labels of the postwar era, its 
catalog loaded with classic jazz, R&B and blues. 

Chicago’s Delmark Records mines the Apollo archives every so 
often, and it has just assembled four more splendid CDs. 

The honking R&B tenor sax movement of the 1950s can be 
traced back to the muscular innovations of jazzman Illinois 
Jacquet. Witness the contents of his 23-track Jumpin’ At Apollo: 
Jacquets manic squeals over frantic tempos were a direct pre¬ 
cursor to rock ’n’ roll. Most of these 1945-47 instrumentals — 
the title track, "Diggin’ The Count,” and two takes apiece of 
"Bottoms Up” and "Jumpin' At The Woodside" — find Jacquet 
blowing up a tornado of pure intensity (a slinky “Robbins 
Nest” is a rare exception). His sidemen include pianists Sir 
Charles Thompson and Bill Doggett, bassist Charles Mingus, 
and baritone saxman Leo Parker. 

Proficient on alto, tenor and baritone sax, Jack McVea was 
another early Apollo recruit. In addition to recording a boun¬ 
cy “O-Kay For Baby” and the mellow “Don’t Blame Me” under 
his own name, his Los Angeles combo backed shouters 
Wynonie Harris (who also turns up on the Jacquet disc) and 
Duke Henderson and singing drummer Rabon Tarrant for 
Apollo. McVoutie’s Central Avenue Blues is more of an overview 
of the fertile Los Angeles R&B circuit in 1945 than a straight 
McVea reissue; rarities with no McVea involvement by vocal¬ 
ist Cee Pee Johnson, saxist Wild Bill Moore, and boogie pianist 
Bob Mosley round out its 23-song program. 

Wynonie wasn’t Apollo’s lone blues shouter. Hoot & Holler 
Saturday Night! consists of eight sides by Piney Brown and 14 
by Eddie Mack from 1948-50, their swinging city-blues 
ambiance abetted by saxists Bobby Smith, Willis “Gator” 
Jackson, Julian Dash, and Haywood Henry. Mack’s “How 
About That,” the title track and “Kind Loving Daddy” and 
Brown’s “How About Rocking With Me” and “Piney Brown 
Boogie” were made for dancing and partying. The Back Porch 
Boys takes a more rural route, led by 11 1947 Apollo duets by 
acoustic guitarists Alec “Guitar Slim” Seward and Louis “Jelly 
Belly” Hayes. Four ’49 Apollo gems by pianist Champion Jack 
Dupree and Bob Harris and Regal rarities by Dennis McMillon 
and a gospel-singing Blind Willie McTell complete the 22-
tracker. (4121 N. Rockwell, Chicago IL 60618) 

EMI dips into its massive stash of ’50s/60s New Orleans 
R&B classics for four cream-of-the-crop compilations mostly 
from the vaults of Imperial, Aladdin and Minit Records. The 
Fats Domino Jukebox: 20 Greatest Hits is self-explanatory — 
many but by no means all of the Fat Man's top sellers for 
Imperial — and is aimed at folks unwilling to spring for the 
four-CD Fats box in this same Crescent City Soul series. 
Domino’s prolific producer/collaborator receives the deluxe 
treatment on The Big Beat Of Dave Bartholomew, though only 
eight of 20 selections feature the trumpeter in a leading role 
(notably a jumping “That’s How You Got Killed Before” and an 
allegorical “The Monkey”). Bartholomew’s rocking Imperial 
productions on Smiley Lewis, Chris Kenner, The Spiders, 
Bobby Mitchell, pianist Archibald, and The Bees comprise the 
rest of the CD, powered by the sizzling crew at Cosimo 
Matassa’s studio (usually featuring saxman Lee Allen). 

Let The Good Times Roll — 20 Of New Orleans’ Finest R&B 

Classics widens the scope to incorporate stars from other 
labels: Little Richard, Lloyd Price, Professor Longhair, and Lee 
Dorsey mingle with Imperial/Aladdin greats Shirley & Lee, Earl 
King, Roy Brown, and Clarence Garlow. Ruth Durand’s ’56 
cover of Eddie Bo’s “I’m Wise” was a direct precursor to 
Richard’s “Slippin’ And Slidin’,” while pianist Amos Milburn’s 
thundering ’56 remake of his “Chicken Shack Boogie” rocks as 
hard as anything out of the Crescent City ever. New Orleans 
R&B got funkier at the dawn of the ’60s, thanks to the subject 
of Finger Poppin’ And Stompin’ Feet — 20 Classic Allen Toussaint 
Productions. The young pianist helmed Minit hits by The 
Showmen, (“It Will Stand”), Ernie K-Doe ("Mother-In-Law”), 
Jessie Hill (“Ooh Poo Pah Doo”), Aaron Neville (“Over You”), 
and Benny Spellman (“Lipstick Traces |On A Cigarette]”). 

Blues guitarist Freddy King's seminal 1960s Federal 
Records catalog has been reissued long and hard over the last 
decade, but Collectables’ new trio of King collections beats

’em all. Instead of concentrating solely on King’s best-known 
numbers, these three jam-packed individual volumes of The 
Very Best Of Freddy King contain 77 tracks in all — everything 
out on Cincinnati-based Federal and its parent King label by 
the Texas-born and Chicago-bred guitarist. The obscure mate¬ 
rial most coveted by collectors largely appears in crystal-clear 
stereo, many cuts driving on well past their original 45 
rpm-mandated end times into the three- to-five-minute range. 

Organized chronologically, the first volume contains King’s 
1960-61 classics (including his seven chart hits), half of them 
roaring vocals (“I’m Tore Down,” “Have You Ever Loved A 
Woman,” “See See Baby”) and the rest blistering instrumen¬ 
tals, including “San-Ho-Zay,” “The Stumble” and his signature 
smash “Hide Away.” There’s comparatively little stereo content 
on this disc, even though many of these classics are available 
elsewhere in stereo. Volume two spans 1961-62, boasting a 
slew of rarities as well as a blazing “Come On” and “Someday 
After A While (You’ll Be Sorry).” The third volume, taking 
King up to 1966, is a bonanza of never-before-on-CD knock¬ 
outs (“She’s The One,” "Now I’ve Got A Woman,” “Meet Me 
At The Station,” “Use What You’ve Got”) alongside another 
batch of dazzling instrumentals led by his devastating tour de 
force, “Remington Ride.” (Box 35, Narberth PA 19072) 

Living in Dallas by the mid-60s, King was conveniently sit¬ 
uated to repeatedly headline Bill “Hoss” Allen’s syndicated 
R&B TV program. Vestapol recently released King’s The!!!! 
Beat 1966 video on DVD, neatly editing nearly all of his 
appearances on the show into one seamless program. 

Watching the massively constructed King wring his red hol¬ 
low-body Gibson as he rampages through "Hide Away,” "1 
Love lhe Woman,” and "She Put The Whammy On Me” in 
front of Clarence “Galemouth" Brown's Beat Boys is a vision of 
blues perfection. Now if someone would only assemble all 26 
color videotaped episodes of TheHHBeat onto a series of DVDs 
— its guest list reads like a who’s who of mid-60s R&B. (One 
Camp St., Cambridge MA 02140) 

Bear Family’s Johnny Cash At ‘Town Hall Party’ DVD is an 
even more astonishing viewing experience. Hosted by future 
Let’s Make A Deal announcer Jay Stewart, Town Hall Party was 
a weekly live country extravaganza televised from a cavernous 
Compton, Calif., theater; Cash starred on the show in late ’58 
and mid-59. Combining the two shows on one DVD, that 
makes close to an hour and 10 minutes of a callow young 
Cash and his Tennessee Two (deadpan guitarist Luther 
Perkins and gum-popping bassist Marshall Grant, with Sun 
session pianist Jimmy Wilson and a drummer added in 59). 
They chug through their early classics “Get Rhythm,” "Guess 
Things Happen That Way,” “Big River,” “Folsom Prison Blues” 
and two versions of "I Walk The Line” on well-preserved 
black-and-white kinescope. 

Perkins and Grant lean in close beside Cash to provide Sunday-
morning harmonies for “I Was There When It Happened,” and 
Cash musses his hair and swivels his scrawny hips for a sendup of 
Elvis Presley’s “Heartbreak Hotel.” Equally precious are British 
Rockstar's recent separate VHS issues of Gene Vincent and Eddie 
Cochran’s galvanizing Town Hall Party performances; imagine how 
much of this priceless footage must be archived! (Bear Family: PO 
Box 1154, D-27727 Hamberg, Germany; Rockstar: PO Box 22. 
Woodford Green, Essex IG8 0EH, England) 

Boy-girl duos were a serious mid-50s R&B trend. Los 
Angeles-based Gene & Eunice had more success with the for¬ 

mat than most, their pleasant har¬ 
monies and rocking rhythms trans¬ 
lating into two big 1955 sellers: the 
swinging “Ko Ko Mo” (covered by 
Perry Como) and a lovey-dovey 
“This Is My Story.” British Ace col¬ 
lects 28 of Gene Forrest and Eunice 
Levy’s best outings for the Combo, 
Aladdin, and Case labels on Go On 
Ko Ko Mo!, including the jumping 
“You And Me,” “Move It Over, Baby,” 
“Bom Bom Lulu,” and "The Angels 
Gave You To Me,” along with their 

’59 comeback “Poco-Loco.” The pair’s individual outings are 
here too, as well as seven unissued Combo duet demos. (42-
50 Steele Rd., London NW10 7AS, England) 

Prestige’s Bluesville subsidiary admirably gave a batch of 
overlooked bluesmen a chance to cut fresh stereo LPs in first-
class studios during the early ’60s. Tired Of Wandering — The 
Blues Of Arbee Stidham was such a project; the veteran 
shouter’s days as a hit-maker were done by 1960, but his bel¬ 
low remained compelling. Long out of print, its 10 tracks 
betray a lack of rehearsal time, and Stidham’s timing on guitar 
is suspect. But any time sax ace King Curtis graced a session, 
good things were bound to happen. His cut-glass solos on the 
rollicking “You Can’t Live In This World By Yourself’ and 
“Teenage Kiss” lift the entire cast (including Windy City 
drummer Jump Jackson) to loftier levels. (Tenth and Parker, 
Berkeley CA 94710) 

Pittsburgh falsetto specialist Lou Christie’s early catalog gets 
a thorough going over on British RPM’s Egyptian Shumba: The 
Singles And Rare Recordings 1962-1964. Along with 11 high-fly¬ 
ing Christie pop excursions including his Roulette hits "The 
Gypsy Cried” and “Two Faces Have I,” the import sports nine 
sides by The Tammys, his teenaged girl-group protégés. Their 
title track — here in both its issued United Artists version and 
an unreleased alternate — is an exotic delight. Two tracks by 
Ritchie & The Runarounds that were co-penned by Christie 
and Twyla Herbert are also aboard (Dell-Vikings lead Kripp 
Johnson fronted The Runarounds).

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A Broad Abroad 
PUNK’S 25TH ANNIVERSARY BRINGS OUT THE IMPORTS

Are you feeling old yet? You soon will. This month 
marks the 25th anniversary of what history now 
recalls as the apex of punk rock, the Silver Jubilee of 

Queen Elizabeth II and the chart-topping chaos of the Sex 
Pistols’ ‘'God Save The Queen ” Twenty-five years. A quarter of a 
century. A span that means we are now further away from punk 
than the Pistols were from the birth of rock 'n roll; which, in 
turn, means that the band’s scheduled reunion in London at the 
end ofjuly is chronologically equivalent to Bill Haley celebrating 
the 25th anniversary of the release of “Rocking Chair Blues.” 

Who cares? A lot of people, apparently. The import shelves 
this month are creaking beneath a barrage of punky anniver¬ 
sary releases, while a Sex Pistols box set is apparently on its 
way as well. But, if first impressions leave you thinking you’ve 
heard it all before, you may want to pay attention. 

It is true, of course, that The Adverts’ Crossing The 
Red Sea debut album has now appeared on CD more 
times than most people — and chickens — cross the 
road, but this latest edition (Devil’s Own 
Jukebox/Snapper) is a gem regardless. Echoing its last 
appearance two years ago, the remastered version of the 
original LP (with two missing songs reinserted into the 
running order), is followed by six non-l.P singles, while 
liner notes from Goldmine's own Dave Thompson 
recount the band’s history with a sure eye for historical context. 

The real meat, however, lies in the six newly exhumed 
extra songs, recorded live at London’s Roundhouse in early 
1978. Vocalist TV Smith’s explanatory comments recall the 
show as one of the most chaotic in the band’s entire career, and 
one can sense that maelstrom here. New drummer John Towe 
was still learning the songs, the rest of the band was shaken up 
from an early morning car accident and the audience was 
comprised of 2,000 skinheads who had come along to worship 
the support band. Sham 69. But, whde all of that could have 
resulted in an absolute disaster, The Adverts played with a pas¬ 
sion and gritty commitment here with which their other live 
recordings simply cannot compete. Those who have already 
picked up Red Sea in a past incarnation should seriously con¬ 
sider replacing it with this version. But, if you have never 
owned a copy — why wait any longer? 

Coincidentally, just two weeks after that Adverts show, the 
Roundhouse played host to Motorhead, and their performance 
was also recorded. Whais Wordsworth was originally released in 
1982 and long ago attained fame as one of the most brutal (if not 
best recorded) live albums of the age. Remastered for this latest 
reissue (Big Beat, www.acerecords.com), it retains that brutality 
but it sounds great as well, a nine-song roar that is positively 
painful if one plays it loud enough. But that’s hardly an issue, is 
it? After all, what else can one do with Motorhead records? 

Motorhead were never punk rockers per se, but they slotted 
effortlessly into the era’s mindset anyway, a bunch of apparent¬ 
ly heathen barbarians come to tear down the music industry as 
we knew it, with weapons of volume, anger and speed. 

Which brings us to Eddie And The Hot Rods, a band that his¬ 
tory might remember as a bunch of delinquent pub rockers but 
whose mach- 10 reinvention of R&B and teenage depression did, in 
many ways, lay the groundwork for all that punk would achieve. 

The band’s first two albums are the ones to own, blistered 
classics that have already found their way onto the Captain 
Oi! catalog. Now we get Thriller, the group's third set, and, 

unfortunately, the first indication that the band was falling off 
the rails. Basically, it’s the sound of a group realizing that his¬ 
tory had left them behind and even their old fans had drifted 
away. One great song, “The Power And The Glory,” succeeds 
in lessening one’s skepticism; the remainder, while not exact¬ 
ly bad, simply can’t hold a candle to past Hot Rod hijinks. 
Keep it to complete the collection, but don't expect miracles. 

A bigger round of applause greets a bonus-track packed 
reissue of the self-titled debut album by The Jolt, one of the 
better bands thrown up in the wake of The Jam, and proud 
flag-bearers for the punk-enhanced pathways that would even¬ 
tually emerge as the mod revival. Encompassing the band’s 
entire career. The Jolt (Captain Oil, www.captainoi.com) opens 
chronologically with both sides of their 1977 debut single, “All 
1 Can Do”; closes with all four songs from 1979’s Maybe Tonight 

EP (including a roaring cover of the then-unreleased Jam 
nugget “See Saw”); and, in between times, rattles out more 
hard-hitting anthems than The Jam themselves were able to 
muster at that point. A total of 19 tracks tell the story, and it’s 
one people are going to want to hear again and again. 

Also exciting is The Angelic Upstarts’ Sons Of Spartacus 
(Captain Oil), a new album from one of the all-time classic 
Oi! bands and one that retains all the piss and vinegar that was 
the group's calling card the first time around. Maybe they 
never did repeat the sheer anthemic majesty of their debut 
single, the calling-card manifesto “I’m An Upstart," but 15 
songs on Sons Of Spartacus find them no less fiery or fired up. 

Captain Oi! ensures new noises aplenty, too, from Argy Bargy, 
whose Songs From The Streets is aptly titled, and the latest, pos¬ 
sibly umpteenth album from The Adicts. Rise And Shine is a cun¬ 
ning contraption that marries the group’s still-enduring post-
apocalyptic Clockwork Orange imagery to sharp pop-punk opus¬ 
es that never seem to date. “I Want To Marry A Lighthouse 
Keeper,” “Goldfish” and “Cup Of Tea” all ache with the same 
lightheartedness that has always been the band’s stock in trade. 
Whe he liner notes insist that this is The Adicts' best album 
ever, one really can’t find much evidence to contradict them. 

Finally, Oi! reissue fans have not been left behind by the 
Captain, as two albums by GBH — their third (Midnight Madness 
And Beyond) and fourth (No Need To Panic!) are restored to our 
affections, remastered and bolstered by the period EPs Oh No, It’s 
GBH Again and Wot A Bargin. The usual fat booklets stuffed with 
lyrics, illustrations and history lessons round out the packages. 

We remain in the safety-pinned halls of punk and its succes¬ 
sors for Liverpool Cult Classics Unearthed, Volume Two (Viper, 
www.the-viper-label.co.uk), the long-awaited follow-up, of course, 
to Volume One. Like that set, the package races around the last two 
decades of Liverpudlian rock, not only unearthing songs one 
never dared imagine, but also performances one never dreamed 
existed. An early 1979 Teardrop Explodes concert is highlighted 
with a live version of “Camera Camera” from the band’s debut EP, 

a 1974 demo tape is plundered for Deaf School’s “Ding Dong” and 
the semi-legendary Sex Gods are caught live in 1988, a fabulous 
treat for any Echo And The Bunnymen fans whose interest stretch¬ 
es to drummer Pete DeFreitas’ mythical “lost weekend.” 

Elsewhere on the album, tracks by The Room, The 
Vernons, Rain, and Pink Military (one track from the wonder¬ 
ful Do Animals Believe In God? LP) may not set the archivist’s 
heart pounding so hard but are excellent exhumations never¬ 
theless, while a cut from The Onset’s long out-of-print The 
Pool Of Life album introduces us to an excellent reissue for one 
of that band’s founders, Mike Badger — better-known, of 
course, as the leading light in The La’s. Volume (Viper) Badger’s 
debut LP, was originally released in 1999 — meaning that any¬ 
body who enjoyed his most recent album, 2000’s Double Zero, 
will certainly want to track back and sample this set. 

Badger reappears, too, on The Great Liverpool Acoustic 
Experiment, another Viper release, concentrating — as the title 
suggests — on unplugging a wealth of local talent, then letting 
them loose on acoustic guitars. Contributions from Space (a 
captivating “Female Of The Species”), lan McNabb, The 
Hokum Clones, Howie Payne, It’s Immaterial, and The 
Christians (among many others) indicate the sheer wealth of 
talent involved, while the music gleefully explodes the liner 
notes’ wry observation that, mention “singer/songwriter” to 
most people, and they automatically think of David Gray and 
Gilbert O’ Sullivan. They’re probably the last names you'll come 
up with when asked what this excellent collection sounds like. 

We remain in Liverpool for the first of two rather exciting 
Captain Beefheart releases. Merseytrout (Ozit, www.tractor-

ozit.com) is a 21-track set recorded at the city’s 
Rotter’s Club Oct. 29, 1980, on a tour promot¬ 
ing the newly released Doc At The Radar Station 
album. That set understandably dominates the 
show, but of course there’s room for some older 
favorites too. The tour’s reputation as a some¬ 
what chaotic affair, rife with broken strings and 
forgotten lyrics, is utterly contradicted. The 
sound quality is a little crunchy, but there is no 

denying the energy of a vivacious performance. 
The second Beefheart release, also from Ozit, is Dust Sucker, 

heralded on the front cover as “the Captain’s own tapes of the 
legendary Bat Chain Puller studio sessions, plus rare bonus 
tracks.” A total of 19 songs comprise this particular treasure 
trove, 12 drawn from the unreleased 1974-75 era master tapes 
for what has since become one of the most legendary lost albums 
of all time, and it is fascinating to compare these originals with 
the re-recordings that made it out over the next eight years or so, 
across the albums Shiny Beast, Doc At The Radar Station and Ice 
Cream Crow. The bulk of the bonus tracks offer alternate ver¬ 
sions of the Bat Chain material, serving up an intriguing and 
intricate glimpse of a very special moment in Beefheart-ian time. 

Best of the rest 
ERIC BURDON: Live At The Roxy (TKO/Magnum, U.K.). 

From 1976, a jam and improvisation-heavy hits package that 
includes epic renditions of "House Of The Rising Sun ” and “Don’t 
Let Me Be Misunderstood,” together with five recent solo cuts. A Hi¬ 
de overwrought musically, but Eric Burdon sounds as great as ever. 

FATBACK BAND: Fatback Funky (Ace, U.K ). An 11-track 
collection rounding up early, 1974-79 Event and Spring label 
singles by New Jersey’s funkiest, Fatback Band. 

PERREY & KINGSLEY: Spotlight On The Moog (Comet/ 
Vanguard, Italy). Great-sounding reissue of one of the most 
influential Moog albums of the 1960s, built around both origi¬ 
nals and covers. Two bonus tracks deliver Eurotrash remixes of 
New Vaudeville Band’s “Winchester Cathedral” and The Toys’ 
“Lovers’ Concerto.” Perrey’s solo Amazing New Electronic Sound 
album has just been reissued in the same series. 

BERNIE TORME: Live Sheffield 1983 (Angelair; www.ange-
lair. co.uk). Thirteen thunderous tracks catch Irish maestro Bernie 
Torme during his first solo tour, shortly after the demise of his own 
highly rated Bernie Torme Band. Sound quality is excellent, and 
the performance is as dramatic as it is dynamic — guitar freaks will 
not want to miss track 10, “Bernie’s Guitar Extravaganza.” 

Which brings us to Eddie And The Hot Rods, a band 
that history might remember as a bunch of delinquent 
pub rockers but whose mach-10 reinvention of R&B 
and teenage depression did, in many ways, lay the 
groundwork for all that punk would achieve. 
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B.J. Baker passes, background vocalist on many famous recordings 
Legendary background vocalist and vocal 

contractor B.J. Baker died April 2, 2002, of 
complications from a stroke, in Rancho 
Mirage, Calif. She was 74. 

Betty Jane Phillips was her maiden name, 
and it later changed to Betty Jane Rase, after her 
mother remarried. Goldmine readers may or may 
not know the name, but they've certainly heard 
Baker’s voice for decades. Her stellar background 
vocal credits and ability to hire just the right 
vocalists were viable additions to the recording 
sessions she graced. She is heard mostly on 
oldies radio stations or soundtrack albums. Iler 
voice is on records in most people's collection. 

Baker's art form was as the background 
vocalist in the time when the singer was 
supporting the record as a backbone. Everyone 
cut the song together to tape as the recording 
was happening. Today, backing vocals, and some 
lead vocals, are an afterthought or a paste-up 
job, a situation that began in the '70s and contin¬ 
ues, especially in this current DAT society. 

As a vocal contractor Baker knew how to 
blend the voices of hand-picked male and 
female vocalists to achieve the perfect group 
sound. Yes, there were politics in the studio 
system, but she always had artistic integrity. 
Baker and other studio background vocalists 
played pivotal roles in seminal and classic 
records in the 1955-1975 recording studio era. 

In the early 40s she had been a Big Band 
vocalist and later a club singer and had also 
done studio sessions with Bing Crosby. She

sang on everything I loyd Price did in Holly¬ 
wood, from “Personality” to "Where Were 
You On Our Wedding Day?” Baker is also on 
"Stagger Lee!,” Jackie Wilson’s “Baby Work¬ 
out” and many of the legendary Snuff 
Garrett-produced Liberty Records sides that 
music industry veteran Andrew Loog Oldham 
worships: Gene McDaniels’ “A Hundred 
Pounds Of Clay”; Bobby Vee's “Rubber Ball" 
— that's her going “bouncy, bouncy”; Timi 
Yuros “What’s A Matter Baby” and “I’m So 
Hurt ”; and Toni Fischer’s “The Big Hurt,” 
where engineer Larry Levine at Gold Star 
Studio invented a revolutionary phasing tech¬ 
nique with producer Wayne Shanklin. Baker 
is on “I’m Available” by Margie Rayburn. 

Additionally, Baker’s vocals are up front and 
in the mix on “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow 
Polkadot Bikini” for Bryan Hyland, a mood¬ 
setting “Johnny Angel " by Shelly Fabares, the 
haunting echo-laden opening greeting on "Big 
John" by Jimmy Dean and both “My Dad ” and 
"She Can't Find Her Keys” by Paul Peterson. 

Baker is in the chorus on The Hollywood 
Argyles’ “Alley Oop” #1 hit single in 1960 that 
19-year-old coproducer/copublisher Kim 
Fowley wrote with then-partner Gary Paxton. 

She is the vocalist and contractor on 
Frank Sinatra’s “Softly As I Leave You.” That’s 
her as well on those gorgeous background 
vocals on Sinatra’s “That’s Life.” 

She was in the studio on plenty of Sammy 
Davis Jr. dates and on lots of Dean Martin 
records, including "That's Amore” and 
“Everybody Loves Somebody Sometime.” 

Baker performed on “America” and “It’s 
Cryin’ Time Again” when she sang with The 
Ray Charles Singers. She is a voice on numer¬ 
ous Nat “King” Cole records, including “Lazy 
Hazy Crazy Days Of Summer.” 

She earned a Grammy® Award for her work 
with The Anita Kerr Singers. She and her 
singers can be heard on countless Sam CooKe 
records, from “You Send Me” onward. She was 
waiting to record at RCA studios the day Cooke 
was shot Dec. I 1, 1964, by the female owner of 
a downtown Los Angeles motel. The recording 
session folded before it started. 

Baker is also among the background 
singers on Bobby Darin’s “Dream Lover” and 
plenty of the classic Phil Spector produc¬ 
tions, including “You’ve Lost That Lovin' 
Feelin’” and “For Once In My Life,” both #1 
hits by The Righteous Brothers. She also 

Personal recollection of B.J. Baker 
Unlike most studio musicians of her generation, B.J. Baker dug rock ’n’ roll music. She 

even took her sons to see Cream play a concert at The L.A. Forum in 1968. 
My favorite scenario of B.J. Baker occurred in 1979. She joined sons Dan and David 

Kessel and myself after a recording session Spector produced at Gold Star Studio for The 
Ramones’ End Of The Century, which we were all on. We went to the punk-rock venue The 
Masque (a real toilet in Hollywood), having been invited to a show by The Cramps, who 
were talking to Dan and David about a possible album production. Around midnight there 
was the age 50+ Baker in the heart of the mosh pit. Baker, herself a veteran of Gene Vincent, 
Elvis Presley, and Eddie Cochran recordings, was digging The Cramps’ scary psych-rocka¬ 
billy groove. After the set, she told The Cramps’ Poison Ivy Rorschach and Lux Interior that 
she “loved their sound and really liked the way the echo and reverb were used on stage.”

participated on the Spector production and 
Jack Nitzsche arrangement of “River Deep, 
Mountain High” that Tina Turner recorded. 

Spector lists Baker as the first name in the 
credits of his Back To Mono boxed set collection 

Baker worked with Quincy Jones, includ¬ 
ing Leslie Gore’s hit 45s, and also worked 
with producer Bob Crewe. 

On The Beach Boys’ Sunflower album, she 
is the lead female answer vocal on Dennis 
Wilson’s composition “Got To Know The 
Woman" that Brian Wilson produced. Her 
husband al the time, jazz genius Barnev 
Kessel, is the guitarist on “Good Vibrations” 
and on the Pet Sounds album. 

Baker also sang background vocals with 
The Honeys, adding to Diane Rovelle and 
Marilyn Wilson on sons Dan and David 
Kessel’s production of DJ Rodney Bingen-
heimer’s “Little GTO” recording. 

Then there’s Henry Mancini, who wove 
her all through the classic "Moon River.” 
Baker logged sessions with Connie Stevens, 
Gene Pitney, Neil Diamond, Frankie Avalon, 
and Annette Funicello, where there is triple-
tracking on lead vocals on both the “Tall 
Paul, and "Pineapple Princess " records. 

Baker also waxed on Walter Brennan’s 
“Old Rivers,” a big hit on Dot Records, and 
with Gale Storm, Pat Boone and other Dot 
labelmates. She was on call for producer 
Jones for soundtracks and provided back¬ 
ground vocals on the movie soundtrack to 
Guess Who’s Coming To Dinner? 

She was a member of the Dean Martin 
Television Show and a regular on The Judy 
Garland Show, Red Skelton, The Smothers 
Brothers and other TV gigs. The Martin show 
was a seven-days-a-week job. 

Baker did a plethora of cartoon voices, on 
shows such as Wally Gator and Top Cat, and 
sang on the opening and closing theme songs. 
Additionally she did some Hanna-Barbara 
programming such as The Flintstones. 

She sang on a lot of TV theme songs 
including 77 Sunset Strip and Hawaiian Eye. 
She was the sexy intro vocal for the Gene 
Barry TV program Burke’s Law in the early 
'60s and had vocal appearances in tons of TV 
commercials, including Wrigley’s Gum, 
Colgate and Ipana toothpaste, United 
Airlines. Kelloggs cereal, and Hires Root Beer. 

In movies she had a small part in the Danny 
Kaye him On The Double. In the mid-70s, when 
record dates were drying up, she still did movies, 
Apocalypse Naw and King Kong among them, 
and TV for Norman Lear. Baker sang for Sandra 
Dee in Tammy And The Doctor. It was also her 
voice substituting for actress Nancy Kwan in the 
Flower Drum Song film, including "I Enjoy Being 
A Girl,” a favorite of Chrissie Hynde. 

When she was 17, Baker was offered film 
contracts by Paramount, Darryl E Zannuck at 
20th Century, and Gone With The Wind 
producer, David O. Selznik, who wanted to 
make her the next Ingrid Bergman. 

She was also that age when she was in the 
Miss America contest (as Miss Alabama in 
1944). As a Miss America contestant, she 
accompanied herself on piano while singing 
both jazz and opera. Also at that young age, 
she married actor/comedian Mickey Rooney, 
after he left Ava Gardner Tony Owen, (Donna 
Reed’s husband/manager) wanted to manage 
her, but Rooney nixed the idea. 

She had two sons with Rooney, Mickey Jr. 
and Tim. All three survive her. 

Baker was also married to music publisher 
Buddy Baker (in 1950). He survives her. For 
years he was the head of Walt Disney Music, 
composing all the music for The Mickey 
Mouse Club, Spin & Marty. Davy Crockett and 
every Walt Disney Presents production. 

Baker married renowned jazz guitarist 
Barney Kessel in 1961, and that marriage lasted 
until 1980. (Kessel survives, as do their sons,

Tammy Cochran first attracted the 

notice of country music fans in the 
fall of 2001 with the Top 10 success 

ol her single “Angels In Waiting," about her 
two brothers who died from cystic fibrosis, and 
the self-titled debut album from which it was 
pulled. She scored her record deal after nearly a 
decade in Nashville, so she had a lot of time to 
think about what she wanted on that first disc. 

When it finally happened, the big-voiced 
singer showed a lot of promise that people 
were quick to recognize, if her nominations 
for several awards, including the Academy Of 
Country Music’s Best New Artist category, 
were any indication. While touring to support 
her disc, she took a few minutes to talk about 
where she has come from and where she plans 
to head from here. 

Goldmine: Your breakthrough single, “Angels 
In Waiting," hit when you were 30 years old. after 
you had waited several years Joi your big break. 
Did you feel that you grew as an artist while you 
were waiting? 

Tammy Cochran: I think that everybody 
offers versatility to country music no matter 
how old they are. but I think with me being 30 
years old, I've done some living. I’ve been mar¬ 
ried, been divorced, had some tragedy in my 

every song on there; I worked really hard along 
with I producers I Blake Chancey and Anthony 
Martin. I can listen to it tomorrow and still be 
really, really happy with the project. 

How do you feel when you diseover that peo¬ 
ple relate to and are touched by a song that you 
have written? 

When 1 wrote "Angels In Waiting," it was 
never really intended to be a single. It was 
something 1 felt like I needed to do for my 
brothers, and honestly. I didn't think anybody 
else would get it except me, my family and the 
people who know me. I was very happy it did 
so well, but 1 was also surprised because it’s a 
very personal song. It was kind of my way of 
healing, of dealing with the loss of my brothers 
and letting them know they're in my life 
whether they're on earth or not. I’ve gotten so 
many reactions, from people who have lost 
someone, to siblings who hadn't spoken in 
years because ol some petty squabble they've 
had, and I get an e-mail that says, "I’ve made 
up with my brother because of your song." So 
many people have related to the song in the 
same way, and I think that’s just country music. 
A lot of it comes from the heart I think the lis¬ 
teners know that. A listener knows when a 
song is written with love and it’s not contrived.

today. I think if I had just walked into 
Nashville and got a record deal and hit it big 
right off the bat, I don’t think I would appreci¬ 
ate it as much as I do now.

Has your first album helped you to define 
what you want to do as an artist in the future? 

I think this album is filled with material 
that’s very real and very relatable and very 
true to life. That’s where I want to stay. I love 
the feel-good songs and the ditties, but for me 
it’s more important to sing about real issues, 
and I think that’s what I’m going to continue 
to do. Whether this album is a huge hit or 
not, it’s still what I believe in. 

Did the album say what you wanted it to? 
Yes, it did. It’s funny — they say you get 

your whole life to make your first album and 
just a few months to make your second. I ni 
really happy with how it turned out. I love 

Your song also charted as a Contemporary 
Christian single. Did you ever consider that sort 
of crossover success? 

I just think of myself as a country singer. I 
never really thought “Angels In Waiting” was 
a Contemporary Christian song. I suppose it 
is, but I didn’t think of it that way when I 
recorded it and wrote it. I never dreamed that 
would happen. I’m a Christian person, so I 
thought it was really cool. But when I wrote it 
I wasn’t thinking of that market, and I wasn’t 
even thinking of the country music market or 
the charts. It was more like, “It’s got to go on 
there, it’s an extra cut.” 

Have you ever listened to a song and wished 
it were one that belonged to you? 

Martina McBride has a song on her 
Evolution album called "Wrong Again, " and I 
just love that song. That song helped me 
through really hard times, and I would have 
loved to have been the one to sing that song. 

It’s a beautiful song. Of course, I could never 
do it as well as Martina McBride, but that's OK. 

Yom family moved from Ohio to Nashville to 
help you with your careci: Did you feel more 
pressure to succeed because you had people com¬ 
ing with you to a strange place? 

Oh, they love Nashville. My mom is sell¬ 
ing real estate, my dad is retired and fishing 
all the time, and they love it. I think if it was¬ 
n’t for them moving to Nashville and me hav¬ 
ing that emotional support, it would have 
been very easy for me to give up. 

You sing with a Southern twang that doesn’t 
sound very much like Ohio. When did you start 
developing that part of your delivery? 

It’s funny, because when I grew up I was lis¬ 
tening to Loretta Lynn, Barbara Mandrell, 
Tammy Wynette, and Connie Smith, and I 
think the reason I have a little bit of a Southern 
twang when I sing is because I feel like those 
people taught me how to sing. I learned to sing 
all of their songs in their styles, and I think it 
all sort of molded into one thing that made my 
style, my voice. I think that has a lot to do with 
it, what you listen to growing up. 

Is there anyone in country music whose career 
you’d like to compare your own with one day? 

I think Patty Loveless, if I had to compare 
myself to anyone as lar as a career and a work 
ethic and what I want to be like. She’s always 
continuously made great albums. You know if 
you go to the store tomorrow and pick up a 
Patty Loveless album you're going to love, if 
not all ol the songs on there, nine out of I0.

CHARLIE DANIELS BAND 
The Ultimate Charlie Daniels Band 
Epic/Legacy (C2K 86456) (Two CDs) 

Charlie Daniels has led the band that bears 
his name for three decades. In that time, the 
famed fiddler has been by turns a storyteller, a 
backwoods rebel and a social commentator. The 
Ultimate Charlie Daniels Band surveys 30 high¬ 
lights from the band’s history, and despite a title 
that overstates things somewhat, it more than 
adequately represents the styles and stances that 
have characterized the band over the years. 

The majority of CDB’s memorable music 
came in the 1970s, so it is fitting that the first 
of the set’s two discs is almost entirely drawn 
from that period. Early numbers such as “The 
South’s Gonna Do It Again’’ stand out for both 
their raw edges and Daniels’ not-yet-deep 
singing — qualities that changed within a few 
years when the band hit it big with the fun 
“The Devil Went Down To Georgia.” That song 
and ones that immediately followed, including 
the punchy "The Legend Of Wooley Swamp,” 
defined a new period of commercialism for the 
act, m which Southern-rock influences and 
polished production colored their sound. 

The second disc includes similar late-model 
sounds, framing Daniels' politics in the pulsing 
rock of “American Farmer” and the outraged 
rant of “Simple Man," in which traditional 
Southern values are front and center. As a fun 
counterpoint, energetic workouts are plentiful, 
ranging from the raucous "Play Me Some Fiddle”

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
Songcatcher II: The Tradition That Inspired 
The Movie 
Vanguard (79716-2) 

In Appalachian parlance, a songcatcher is 
someone who “catches” (learns) ballads, thus 
preserving them, from times before recording 
technology. The surprise success of O Brother, 
Where Art Thou? naturally has encouraged 
projects such as the film Songcatcher and its 
spinoff Songcatcher: Music From And Inspired 
By The Motion Picture. Songcatcher II nobly 
moves backward from Vanguard’s earlier 
Songcatcher CD. Here are 17 tracks from the 
4960s by 10 true songcatchers (most in their 
autumn years), with four ballads each from 
Almeda Riddle and the disc’s sole surviving 
singer, the blind guitar wiz Doc Watson. 

Some tracks come from 1960s Newport 
Folk Festivals. Others, such as Watson’s and 
Riddle’s, enjoy the pristine studio sound that 
justifies Vanguard’s old motto “recordings for 
the connoisseur." Variants of two O Brother 
classics appear: Doc Boggs’ fearful “O Death" 
and Sarah Ogan Gunning’s a cappella “Maid 
Of Constant Sorrow.” The latter reflects 
Gunning’s life in an impoverished Kentucky 
mining town where, to paraphrase Merle 
Travis, folks owed their souls to the company 
store. Watson’s six-minute tale of deadly infi¬ 
delity, “Matty Groves,” is among the songs that 

Scottish and English settlers brought to the 
American colonies. Aptly named, Songcatcher 
II is a rustic antique treasure.

RING OF FIRE: THE JOHNNY CASH READER 
Edited by Michael Streissguth 
Da Capo Press (ISBN 0-306-81122-7) 

Following the recent spate of Johnny Cash 
CD repackages, it was inevitable that some¬ 
one would put together a compendium of 
articles written about the Man In Black. What 
is surprising is how artfully Coldmine contrib¬ 
utor Michael Streissguth has selected and 
annotated the various excerpts included in 
this informative, absorbing collection. 

Streissguth has shuffled and reassembled 
decades of pieces into the chronological order of 
Cash’s life and times. The editor's own knowl¬ 
edgeable in between-section narration trans¬ 
forms these random, capsule entries into a full, 
multi-perspective portrait of a complex artist. 

Some material is decidedly dated. Ralph J. 
Gleason’s myth of hipitude is shattered by his 
1956 pronouncement that Cash was a serious 
rival for Elvis Presley’s crown, a 1959 Time 
magazine excerpt is unbelievably conde¬ 
scending and a 1973 Penthouse interview' 
allows the singer’s piety to ramble unchecked. 

Also, though Goldmine's own Hank Davis 
skillfully analyzes Cash's Sun sound and sev¬ 
eral subsequent chapters chronicle his artistic 
growth, the book offers scant coverage on the 
men who helped forge that sound (Marshall 
Grant, WS. “Fluke” Holland, and Luther 
Perkins, The Tennessee Three). Yet, there 

exists so much journalistic meat that these are 
small quibbles. 

The most compelling blend of fact and prose 
comes via the 1971 biography Winners Got 
Scars Too: The Life Of Johnny Cash. 
Documenting the early plight of Cash’s family, 
Christopher Wren weaves a compelling tale of 
Dyess, Ark., sharecroppers who earn farming 
independence thanks to a Depression-era agri¬ 
cultural program. Longtime fans will especially 
appreciate the true stories behind the singer’s 
autobiographic hit “Five Feet High And Rising” 
and his fabled “thing about trains.” 

Cash’s own 1975 tome Man In Black, 
excerpted here, delivers a riveting account of 
his older brother Jack’s death — a gruesome 
sawmill mishap that to this day the singer 
suspects was murder. The artist also chroni¬ 
cles his lost days as a pill-head, troubles with 
the law and the circumstances that inspired 
him to get sober. 

Many of the magazine pieces gathered here 
give vibrant evidence of Cash’s pervasive 
impact. The best of these are drawn from 
Country Music magazine and benefit from 
both Cash’s in-depth cooperation and writer 
Patrick Carr’s consummate knowledge of his 
subject. Nearly as fine is Nick Tosches’ hard-
boiled narrative wherein Cash's mouth and 
mind make just as many mystical pop culture 
leaps as his interrogator’s. 

Whether covering prison concerts, poli¬ 
tics, Gospel Road or albums mighty and 
meek, this Collection provides essential read¬ 
ing for Cash fans.

this is a rare ABC-TV CD-ROM. Johnson said he 
last sold a copy for about $400. Beatles expert 
Matt Hurwitz (Good Day Sunshine) places the 
disc “between $250 and $400, depending on a 
few things. The disc originally came shrink 
wrapped, so, of course, a sealed one is worth 
more. In addition, ABC made two different vari¬ 
eties — one with the ABC logo for use domesti¬ 
cally as yours is, and one with an Apple in its 
stead, for distribution to the press outside of the 
U.S. It is not known how many of each exist, but, 
certainly, the ABC variety is more common in 
this country. ” Steve, you better take your wife out 
for a nice dinner for snagging this piece! — Ed.)

Phantasmagorical jazzbo Tom Waits hits 
pay dirt with this pair of discs, mining Alice 
In Wonderland for Alice and Robert Wilson’s 
play Woyzeck for Blood Money. Although 
both share many instrumentalists and are 
loosely thematic, Alice sounds softer, while 
Blood Money is more angular. 

Waits, as usual, deploys a battery of 
voices, from the crooner of “Poor Edward” 
(Alice) and the lovely "All The World Is 
Green” (Blood Money) to the gruff, disap¬ 
pointed god of “Misery Is The River Of The 
World” (Blood Money). Listeners can't appre¬ 
hend these discs in one sitting; subsequent 
listens continue to yield more metaphorical 
richness, more insight into dreaming and 
wakefulness. Like the rest of Waits’ work of 
the past 10 years, they’re rife with allusion, 
steeped in surrealism, wildly ambitious and 
highly finished. They are also both tender 
and terrifying: “God’s Away On Business” 
(Blood Money) is one of the darker visions of 
modern pop, and “Kommienezuspadt,” a 
mock-German rant from Alice, is mad and 
grating and punk as punk can be, even as it 
evokes the mordant between-war German 
satire of cartoonist Georg Grosz and of 
Bertholt Brecht and Kurt Weill of Three 
Penny Opera. 

The music is all over the place, from the 
wistful sweetness of "Green” to the weird 
carney of “Table Top Joe” (an Alice tune on 
which Boho guru Waits sounds like the 

forgotten brother of Louis 
Armstrong) and the 
plummy tones of “Lost In 
The Harbor.” 

It’s difficult to 
compress Waits' fevered 
imagination, hard to 
compact his provocative 
eccentricities. One could 
call him the bridge 
between Leonard Cohen 
and Captain Beefheart. 
One also could say he’s 
ever more unique, a 
wayward, artfully woozy 
tonic for these frighten¬ 
ingly conformist times. 
Waits is profoundly off-
kilter, which is part of the 
reason to listen to him — 
and hope he performs this 
material, and more, live. 

Oh, yes. There are also 
several instrumentals. 
“Barcarolle,” from Blood 
Money, is courtly and 
sweet. But the killer is 
“Knife Chase,” a pachuco 
hopper from Blood Money. 

As usual, these recordings were produced 
and cowritten by Waits and his wife, Kath¬ 
leen Brennan. They feature oddball instru¬ 
mentation and the caliber of guest 
appearances one associates with a craftsman 
as singular as the worldly, otherworldly 
Waits. Bounce between these for one of the 
top aural (and musical and philosophical) 
experiences of 2002. Hell, sequence them 
any way you like; their wonder doesn’t 
succumb to analysis.

STEVE EARLE 
Sidetracks 
E-Squarcd/Artemis (751-128-2) 

Thanks to touring, the penning of his gut¬ 
grabbing short-story volume Dog House Roses 
and his anti-capital-punishment efforts, hard¬ 
core troubadour Steve Earle has had little 
studio time since 2000's Transcendental Blues. 
To hold off his hungry fans, Sidetracks brings 
together 13 numbers from assorted projects to 
form a surprisingly cohesive whole. 

Several songs (including The Rookie's 
“Some Dreams” and The Horse Whisperer’s 
“Me And The Eagle”) more or less come from 
films. The Fairfield Four give “Ellis Unit 
One” black-gospel undertones that Dead Man 
Walking's director Tim Robbins deleted to 
create Earle’s solo rendition in the film. 

Recorded with The V-Roys, “Johnny Too 
Bad” is a reggae counterpart to “Devil’s Right 
Hand.” With Earle picking mandolin, 
“Dominick St.” was taped in Dublin with 
accordionist Sharon Shannon’s sprightly band. 

Four covers especially hearken back to 
Earle’s ’60s/early ’70s roots: a pensive take on 
Bob Dylan’s “My Back Pages,” The Chambers 
Brothers’ tense “Time Has Come Today” (with 
vocal help from Sheryl Crow and, thanks to 
modern technology, talk from the late Abbie 
Hoffman) plus, with The Bluegrass Dukes, 
Lowell George’s "Willin'” and The Flying 
Burrito Brothers' anti-draft tune “My Uncle.” 
Heard together with the death-row guard’s 
tale “Ellis Unit One,” the covers show how 
much Earle breathes the spirit of the ’60s.

TOMMY KEENE 
Showtunes 
Parasol Direct Distribution (PDTK001) 

Tommy Keene is best-known as a card-
carrying guitar-pop guy, with one of the 
genre’s finest LPs (1986’s marvelous Songs 
From The Filin) under his belt, along with a 
slew of other thoughtful, catchy pop songs. 

While many of Keene’s best and best-
known tunes are on display on the live Show¬ 
tunes, it’s his underrated, blistering lead-guitar 
work that really kicks the record into the 
stratosphere. Acting as an “axe for hire” on 
Paul Westerberg and Velvet Crush tours 
during the ’90s has apparently served Keene 
well, as he applies his fiery, intense style to his 
own material here (including the twin killers 
“Back To Zero Now” and “Places That Are 
Gone,” which end the disc in a frenzy). 

Keene also tosses out a few of his slower, 
more atmospheric numbers for balance, with

“Underworld” and the minor classic “My 
Mother Looked Like Marilyn Monroe” stand¬ 
ing out. A nice cover of Mission Of Burma’s 
“Einstein’s Day” is also here and proves that 
Keene’s taste in covers is as impeccable as his 
songwriting skills. Showtunes is a fine live 
document from one of the better singer/ 
songwriters out there.

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The 1970s: A fragmented decade 
Trends included easy-listening, punk, disco, price-hikes and format changes

This article is the eighth in a series describ¬ 
ing the history of recorded music in the 20th cen¬ 
tury by decade. 

A rule of thumb among historians 
holds that there is little point in 
trying to assess history that is less 

than 30 years in the past because it is still too 
soon to have the proper per¬ 
spective. If we accept this 
notion, then what follows 
here, at least after 1972, is not 
to be trusted. Given the differ¬ 
ing ways that the 1970s have 
been viewed in only the 22+ 
years since they ended, that 
may be fair. Following the 
tumultuous 1960s, the ’70s 
were considered something of 
a hangover while they were still going on, and 
the trend toward introspection was remarked; 
Tom Wolfe coined the phrase “The Me 
Decade” to describe them in 1976, when they 
were only a little more than half over. By the 
’80s, they were dismissed, though by the ’90s 
the sort of 20-years-later nostalgia that has 
become common (and that had its birth in the 
resurgence of interest in the ’50s during the 
early ’70s) had lent them an affectionate glow, 
leading to commemorative books and CD box 
sets. Then in 2000, arch-conservative com¬ 
mentator David Frum’s book How We Got 
Here: The 70s argued that it was the ’70s, not 
the '60s, that marked the blossoming of a cul¬ 
tural and political radicalism that made the 
right-wing President Ronald Reagan era of the 
’80s all but inevitable. Lucky that here we 
have to worry about only the music business! 

But, of course, the culture and the politics 
of the decade inevitably affect the music, too. 
By 1970, as a result of trends in the ’60s, pop¬ 
ular music had come to be dominated by rock 
music in a way that it had never been by any 

previous genre. To use a highfalutin analogy, it 
was a little like one of those political periods 
such as the one in France under De Gaulle in 
which everyone became a Gaullist, and then 
they were forced to break down into right 
Gaullists or left Gaullists. In 1970, all of pop¬ 
ular music seemed to be rock, but then it had 
to be qualified as “soft rock,” “hard rock,” 

“country-rock,” “progressive 
rock,” “jazz-rock,” etc. The tri¬ 
umph of The Beatles, the 
1960s’ most successful act, had 
been to synthesize a variety of 
styles of popular music; even 
early in their career, they were 
as likely to perform a Broadway 
show tune such as “Till There 
Was You” as a raucous rocker 
such as “Twist And Shout.” 

Some pop musicians continued to aspire to 
this kind of eclecticism as the 1970s began, 
but The Beatles’ breakup, which was 
announced in 1970, was symbolic of the kind 
of balkanization of rock (and thus of popular 
music in general) that was already underway 
when the decade began. 

Indeed, The Beatles’ split was only the most 
visible of many in a year that seemed to 
explode the ’60s notion of the value of music 
made by groups. Diana Ross And The 
Suprêmes, the second-biggest singles act of the 
’60s, broke up in January 1970, with Ross 
going solo and being replaced in the group, 
which reverted to being called simply The 
Suprêmes. The same month, Simon & 
Garfunkel released what would be their final 
new album, Bridge Over Troubled Water, though 
they did not formally announce their split and 
indeed performed together as late as the sum¬ 
mer. The LP was the year’s biggest, and it 
spawned the most successful single of 1970 in 
the title track, resulting in six Grammy® 
Awards including Album Of The Year and 
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Led Zeppelin 

Record Of The Year. The Beatles’ breakup was 
announced in April with the release of Paul 
McCartney’s first solo album, McCartney. Peter, 
Paul & Mary broke up with the release of a 
greatest-hits album in May. (By the end of the 
decade, they had re-formed.) Lou Reed made 
his final appearance with Velvet Underground 
in August, the same month that the volatile 
Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, formed only in 
1969, broke up. (They would return for years 
in a variety of configurations.) Curtis Mayfield 
left The Impressions in October, and The 
Doors made their final appearance with Jim 
Morrison in November. (Morrison would be 
dead by the middle of the following year, mak¬ 
ing for three major deaths in rock within 12 
months, after Jimi Hendrix in September 1970 
and Janis Joplin that October.) 

The Beatles (with their swan song, Let It Be, 
and its title track) and Simon & Garfunkel were 
the only performers to have both an album and 
a single finish among the year’s 10 most suc¬ 
cessful. (Though one could also include the 
soundtrack to Butch Cassidy And The Sundance 
Kid and B.J. Thomas’ “Raindrops Keep Fallin’ 
On My Head,” which came from it, the song 
winning the 1969 Academy Award“ for its 
authors, Burt Bacharach and Hal David). But 
there were other performers emerging who rep¬ 
resented the kind of broad stylistic reach they 
embraced. Chicago, who had debuted in 1969, 
placed their first two double LPs among the top 
25 best-sellers and scored three Top 10 singles 
with a sense of popular music that extended 
even to elements of Big Band jazz. And Elton 
John debuted in the U.S., initially with the bal¬ 
lad “Your Song” and the highly orchestrated 
Elton John LP, though his legendary stand at The 
Troubador in Los Angeles in August revealed 
that he could rock out as well. The former 
Beatles themselves wasted no time in getting 
their solo careers underway: John Lennon had 
the gold-selling Top 10 single “Instant Karma 
(We All Shine On)” and album John 
Lennon/Plastic Ono Band; McCartney hit #1 and 
went gold; Ringo Starr charted with two 
albums; and George Harrison went gold and 
topped the charts with the triple-LP box set All 
Things Must Pass and its first single, “My Sweet 
Lord”/“Isn’t It A Pity.” 

But if there was any trend in popular music in 
1970, it was toward soft rock. As if comforting lis¬ 
teners after the storms of the ’60s, many of the 
biggest hits were grand ballads that offered reas¬ 
surance: “Bridge Over Troubled Water,” “I’ll Be 
There,” “Let It Be.” The most notable debut artists 
of the year in this sense were The Carpenters, 
Bread, and James Taylor. They ushered in a new 
form of easy-listening music that dealt the real 
death blow to the frontline careers of older mid¬ 
dle-of-the-road singers such as Andy Williams, 
Frank Sinatra (who would announce his retire¬ 
ment in 1971, only to return in 73), and Tony 
Bennett. Although they had been pushed to the 
margins by the rock revolution of the ’60s, such 
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singers had maintained much of their audiences. 
But groups such as The Carpenters offered fans of 
pop ballads a younger, hipper alternative, and by 
1972, the older generation of easy-listening artists 
was falling off the charts and off the rosters of the 
major labels. Taylor, of course, represented the 
vanguard of the singer/songwriter movement, 
which included performers such as Joni Mitchell 
(who had debuted on the charts in 1968) and vet¬ 
eran Brill Building songwriter Carole King, who 
pursued a confessional style of folk-rock that 
appealed to a more refined audience. 

Then there was the unrefined audience for 
hard rock that put Led Zeppelin’s Led Zeppelin 
II, Iron Butterfly’s In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida, and 
Grand Funk Railroad’s Grand Funk among the 
year’s 20 best-selling albums and launched 
the career of Black Sabbath in 1970. 
Meanwhile, R&B — or “soul" music, as it was 
now being called — continued to be domi¬ 
nated by Motown, particularly in the teeny¬ 
pop style of The Jackson 5, but also through 
veterans Ross, Smokey Robinson & The 
Miracles, The Temptations, and Stevie 
Wonder. Taken all together, these trends were 
enough to give the music industry a growth of

more than 4% percent to gross revenues of more than $1.6 bil¬ 
lion for 1970. 

From the record industry's point of view, steady growth had 
become a byword. Music was selling in a variety of formats, 
including LPs, eight-track tape cartridges and cassette tapes, 
the last one growing quickly. In May 1970 the industry intro¬ 
duced a new format, the quadraphonic disc, containing four 
channels of sound to be played on four speakers, and records 
were manufactured in quad for the next few years. But the for¬ 
mat did not catch on, and it was discontinued. Meanwhile, the 
success ol the business led to unforeseen consequences in the 
form of a new kind of bootlegging. Although the counterfeit¬ 
ing of records had been a worldwide problem for a long time, 
the manufacture of albums containing otherwise unavailable 
performances by popular acts (given a certain cachet at a time 
when “underground” was a highly complimentary term) was 
something new, at least to popular music. In September 1970, 
it was reported that an unauthorized two-LP set of Bob Dylan 
recordings, The Great White Wonder (consisting partially of 
what was eventually dubbed The Basement Tapes) had sold 
350,000 copies. The record industry cried foul, but the popu¬ 
larity of bootlegs was a measure of the vehemence felt by a 
mass audience for popular music. Eventually the industry 
found ways to satisfy that demand. 

In November 1970, Decca Records released the two-LP set 
Jesus Christ Superstar, a new rock opera written by Andrew 
Lloyd Webber and Tim Rice with a cast of British singers 
including Murray Head and Yvonne Elliman. In a period when 
interest in Christ approached faddish proportions, reflected in 
Top 10 hits such as Norman Greenbaum’s “Spirit In The Sky” 
and Ocean's “Put Your Hand In The Hand,” Jesus Christ 
Superstar was a surprise success, ranking at the top of the 
Billboard chart for 1971 (though it was outsold by the runner-
up, King’s Tapestry). A stage version opened on Broadway on 
Oct. 12, 1971, launching Lloyd Webber and Rice to long 
careers in musical theater. Another Christ-related show, 
Godspell, had preceded Superstar to the New York stage, with 
a cast album containing the hit “Day By Day.” Otherwise, the 
singer/songwriter movement was the main story in popular 
music in 1971. Tapestry, eventually certified for sales of 10 
million copies, was ubiquitous, and it was joined among the 
10 best-selling albums by Taylor’s Sweet Baby James and Cat 
Stevens’ Tea For The Tillerman. Stevens was making his 
American chart debut in 1971, as did John Denver and Carly 
Simon. Hard rock continued to be popular, however, particu¬ 
larly in the hands of Led Zeppelin, who released their untitled 
fourth album — containing the power ballad “Stairway To 
Heaven” — which, at last count, had sold 22 million copies in 
the U.S. While Motown’s grasp on the soul market seemed to 
be slipping, 1971 was the year of Marvin Gaye’s seminal What’s 

Going On, and R&B was furthered by the ascendance of Sly & 
The Family Stone and Isaac Hayes, whose “Theme From 
Shaft" topped the charts and won the Academy Award. For the 
year, sales were up a healthy 5 percent. 

The softening of rock continued in 1972, a year when the 
biggest artists were Roberta Flack (with First Take and “The 
First Time Ever 1 Saw Your Face”), Don McLean (with 
American Pie and its title song), and America (with America 
and “A Horse With No Name”); meanwhile, Neil Young had a 
#1 single with “Heart Of Gold” and the biggest album of the 
year with Harvest. Hard rock was reasserting itself, however. 
The Allman Brothers Band, forging on after the October 1971 
death of their leader, Duane Allman, scored their first Top 10 
album with Eat A Peach; Alice Cooper broke into the Top 10 
with School’s Out; Columbia Records signed Aerosmith and 
Bruce Springsteen; and The Rolling Stones toured North 
America for the first time since 1969. 

That tour, kicking off on June 3 and encompassing 54 
shows in 29 cities, demonstrated how touring had changed in 
only a few years. The Stones’ 1969 tour had included only 20 
shows, plus the disastrous Altamont Festival. It had gone 
mostly to big cities. The ’72 tour made use of the rash of mul¬ 
tipurpose arenas that had grown up all over the U.S. in the 
intervening years, as well as the all-pervasive reach of rock 
music. Now, there were plenty of shows in the South and the 
Midwest in towns that big tours usually had missed in the 
past. The tour stimulated sales of the Stones’ collection Hot 
Rocks 1964-1971 and their new chart-topping double album 
Exile On Main Street. 

The beginnings of a major development in soul music were 
forged in 1972 with the emergence of writer/producers Kenny 
Gamble and Leon Huff, who put nine singles in the Pop charts 
through their Philadelphia International label, the most suc¬ 
cessful of them being Billy Paul’s “Me And Mrs. Jones” and 
Harold Melvin And The Blue Notes’ “If You Don’t Know Me By 
Now.” Gamble and Huff had a new, lush style, more sophisti¬ 
cated than the Motown or Stax approaches that harked back 
to the ’60s and that would prove a precursor to disco. For the 
year, overall sales of recorded music rose 10 percent, closing 
in on $2 billion. 

Flack had the year’s top single for the second time in a row 
in 1973 with “Killing Me Softly With His Song,” and War had 
the top album with The World Is A Ghetto, but the major artists 
of the year were Simon and John, each of whom placed both 
an album and a single among the 10 most successful records 
in that category (Simon’s No Secrets and “You’re So Vain,” 
John’s Don’t Shoot Me, I’m Only The Piano Player and 
“Crocodile Rock”), and Harrison, Paul McCartney & Wings, 
and The Rolling Stones, each of whom had both a #1 single 
and album (Harrison’s Living In The Material World and “Give 
Me Love (Give Me Peace On Earth|,” McCartney’s Red Rose 
Speedway and “My Love,” and the Stones’ Goats Head Soup and 
“Angie”). Pink Floyds The Dark Side Of The Moon, released 

Jan. 17, placed 11th for the year, but it became a perennial sell¬ 
er; it was the 11th biggest album of 1974, too, and at last count 
it had sold 15 million copies in the U.S. It’s still on Billboard’s 
catalog chart, clocking in more than 1,300 weeks. 

Gamble was the year's most successful songwriter on the 
pop singles chart, his biggest hits coming with The O’Jays’ 
“Love Train,” which he shared with the year’s second-biggest 
songwriter, his usual partner Huff, and The Stylistics’ “Break 
Up To Make Up,” which he cowrote with Thom Bell and Linda 
Creed. Wonder, meanwhile, having wrested creative control 
from Motown after he turned 21 and reintroduced himself to 
the rock audience by opening shows for The Rolling Stones on 
their 1972 tour, broke through to mass success with two #1 
singles, the propulsive “Superstition" and the lovely ballad 
“You Are The Sunshine Of My Life,” both from Talking Book, 
his first Top 10 pop album since his debut 10 years earlier. 
Motown also continued to score with hits by Gaye (“Let’s Get 
It On”), former Temptation Eddie Kendricks (“Keep On 
Truckin’”), and Ross (“Touch Me In The Morning”). For the 
year, revenues were up about 4% percent, breaking the $2 bil¬ 
lion mark, helped by an across-the-board price rise to $5.98 
for LPs (a price previously used only for superstar releases). 

In retrospect, one of the more significant events of 1973 was 
the founding of Casablanca Records by record executive Neil 
Bogart, a veteran of labels such as Cameo-Parkway and 
Buddah. Casablanca would barely make it to the end of the 
1970s, being sold to PolyGram in 1980, but before then it was 
responsible for some of the major musical movements of the 
rest of the ’70s. On Valentine’s Day, 1974, Rolling Stone maga¬ 
zine reported that the start-up label had signed two flamboyant 
new acts: Kiss, a New York-based hard-rock quartet that wore 
outrageous makeup, and Parliament, a loose congregation of 
funk musicians (many of whom also recorded for Westbound 
Records under the name Funkadelic) led by George Clinton. 
K’.ss would break through to success in 1975 with their fourth 
LP, Alive! on the way to a career that, at last count, included 23 
gold or platinum albums; Parliament would achieve wide¬ 
spread success in 1976 with their platinum album Mothership 
Connection and its single “Tear The Roof Off The Sucker (Give 
Up The Funk).” But these two seminal artists were not what 
Casablanca became best-known for — disco. 

Music historian Paul Grein does not qualify his remark 
when he states in the liner notes to the box set Have A Nice 
Decade: The 70s Pop Culture Box (Rhino) that The Hues 
Corporation’s single “Rock The Boat,” which entered the 
charts in May 1974 and topped them in July, “launched the 
disco era.” There are those who maintain that the real end of 
the ’60s came with the resignation of President Richard Nixon 
in Angust 1974. It might be argued that the music of the ’70s 
wasn’t really born until around the same time.

in the ensuing months, being followed imme¬ 
diately at #1 by George McCrae’s Rock Your 
Baby,” by Barry White’s “Can’t Get Enough Of 
Your Love, Babe” in September, and by Carl 
Douglas’ "Kung Fu Fighting” in December. 
With such songs, discos began to become 
more popular around the country, and they 
began to generate their own hits. 

Discos were especially popular in New 
York, but they were an uptown phenomenon. 
Downtown, something else was happening. 
One week after Nixon left office, on Aug. 16, 
1974, four denim-dad musicians got up on 
the stage of a bar on the Bowen' called 
CBGB’s. They were named the Ramones after 
a pseudonym once used by McCartney, but 
they didn’t sound much like The Beatles, 
unless you think back to the early Beatles in 
their Hamburg days. The Ramones played 
punk rock: short, simple, aggressive music 
that reveled in its primitivism. Along with 
disco, punk would come to define ’70s music. 

But all of that was just emerging. At the 
top of the charts, 1974 was the year of Denver, 
who placed two singles, "Sunshine On My 
Shoulders” and “Annie’s Song ” at #1, along 
with two albums, John Denvers Greatest Hits 
and Back Home Again. On his heels was John, 
who placed four singles in the Top 5 and two 
albums, Caribou and Greatest Hits, at #1 as 
well as having the year’s biggest album, 
Goodbye Yellow Brick Road. In soul music, the 
major performers were Gladys Knight & The 
Pips, who had three #1 soul hits and ranked 
as the year’s top pop singles act, and Wonder, 
with two #1 soul hits and the year’s biggest 
soul album, Fulfillingness’ First Finale, which 
also topped the pop charts and won the 
Grammy Award for Album Of The Year. 
Buoyed by another price increase for LPs to 
$6.98, revenues were up 9 percent, even 
though actual unit sales declined more than 
12 percent, from 616 million copies in 1973 
to 539.9 million in 1974. (The price increases 

If anything, John and Denver were even 
more ubiquitous at the top of the charts in 
1975 than they had been in 1974. John had 
the year’s top album, Greatest Hits, and with 
three #1 singles he was the top pop singles 
artist. His albums Captain Fantastic And The 
Brown Dirt Cowboy and Rock Of The Westies 
each entered the Billboard chart at #1, which 
had never happened before and which indi¬ 
cated record distribution was becoming more 
uniform around the counIrv. Denver, mean¬ 
while, with two #1 singles and one #1 album, 
Windsong, ranked just behind John. In soul 
music, the big winner was Earth, Wind & 
Fire, with their #1 single “Shining Star” and 
album That’s The Way Of The World. The con¬ 
tinuing success of hard rock/heavy metal in 
general and of Led Zeppelin in particular was 
confirmed by a look at the March 29 issue of 
Billboard, on which the group’s new album, 
Physical Graffiti, which had entered the charts 
two weeks earlier at #3, was now #1. and all 
five of their previous albums were back on the 
chart. Mainstream rock was also healthy. 
Dylan, who had made a notable commercial 
comeback with a national tour and his first #1 
album, Planet Waves, in 1974, returned to #1 
with his critical comeback, Blood On The 
Tracks, in e'arly 1975, then embarked on 
another tour, the gypsy caravan called The 
Rolling Thunder Revue, in the fall. Other acts 
broke through to major success. The Eagles, 
after struggling for several years, topped the 
LP charts with their fourth album, One Of 
These Nights. Springsteen, after two commer¬ 
cially marginal albums released in 1973, had 
built up a following for his live show, accom¬ 
panied by his E Street Band, and with the 
release of his third album, Bom To Run, 
became a sensation, making the covers of 
Time and Newsweek on Oct. 27. Reggae, 
which had been building in popularity, broke 
big especially in England, where Bob Marley 
And The Wailers became stars, though Marley

also placed three albums in the U.S. charts 
during the year. 

Disco, meanwhile, continued to grow, with 
chart-topping hits such as Silver Convention’s 
“Fly, Robin, Fly” and Van McCoy’s “The 
Hustle," and it began to attract white rock imi¬ 
tators such as John with “Philadelphia 
Freedom" and, most tellingly, The Bee Gees, 
who launched another comeback by disguis¬ 
ing their voices in falsetto and recording “Jive 
Talkin’,” their first major hit in four years. In 
England, where the Ramones had planted the 
seed, the punk movement took hold; the Sex 
Pistols played their first shambling gig Nov. 6, 
1975. For the year, revenues were up more 
than 8'A percent, though actual sales contin¬ 
ued to decline slightly. (Meanwhile, following 
the introduction of Dolby noise-reduction 
technology on cassettes, 150 million blank 
cassettes were sold in the U.S. during the year, 
an indication that music fans were looking for 
an alternative to the rising prices of records 
and pre-recorded tapes.) 

The musical fragmentation that constitut¬ 
ed the 1970s is especially apparent in the year 
1976. Whose year was it? That depended on 
what kind of music fan you were. For main¬ 
stream rock fans, 1976 began with the Jan. 16 
release of Peter Frampton’s double album 
Frampton Comes Alive!, which topped the 
charts for 10 weeks on its way to sales of six 
million copies, making it the year’s most suc¬ 
cessful LP Then there was Feb. 24, the day 
Eagles/Their Greatest Hits 1971-1975 was 
released, an album that ranks at this writing 
as the biggest-selling album in history, at 27 
million copies. All year, sales of the newly 
reconstituted Fleetwood Mac’s self-titled 1975 
album sold more copies until it hit #1 in 
September And McCartney’s biggest-selling 
post-Beatles album, Wings At The Speed Of 
Sound, was goosed by its #1 hit “Silly Love 
Songs” and his first North American tour. 

For country fans, the important date on

the calendar was Feb. 7, when the compila¬ 
tion Wanted' The Outlaws, featuring Willie 
Nelson and Wayion Jennings, entered the 
charts, launching the outlaw movement that 
would transform country music. But Feb. 7 
was also the day that Donna Summer’s erotic 
“Love To Love You Baby,” a disco smash, 
peaked at #2 on the Hot 100. The Casablanca 
Records release launched Summer — the only 
real star to emerge from disco — and it helped 
popularize the extended 12-inch single, 
developed for use in clubs. So maybe 1976 
was the year of disco, with other hits such as 
Johnnie Taylor’s “Disco Lady,” Ross’ “Love 
Hangover,” KC And The Sunshine Band’s 
“(Shake, Shake, Shake) Shake Your Booty,” 
and even parodies such as Rick Dees’ “Disco 
Duck” and Walter Murphy’s “A Fifth Of 
Beethoven" topping the charts. Or perhaps, 
with the release of the Ramones’ self-titled 
debut album in the U.S. and the British 
appearance of the Sex Pistols’ first single, 
“Anarchy In The U.K.,” it was the year of 
punk. In any case, it was another successful 
year with revenues up nearly 14*A percent 
and unit sales rebounding 

1977, a year that saw the death of Elvis 
Presley and Bing Crosby, began with another 
price increase, as Queen’s A Day At The Races 
was released at $7.98, followed quickly by the 
year's most successful album. Fleetwood 
Mac's Rumours, which arrived Feb. 19. The 
year's second-biggest-selling album had been 
released the previous September; it was 
Wonder’s sprawling Songs In The Key Of Life, 
which went on to win him another Album Of 
The Year Grammy Award. Released in 
December 1976 was 1977’s third-biggest 
album, the soundtrack to the critically lam¬ 
basted, wildly popular remake of A Star Is 
Born, starring Barbra Streisand and Kris 
Kristofferson. The Eagles’ long-awaited Hotel

1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale. 
2. Note the minimum bid, and don't bid less than that. Also, don't say “I will top all bids" 

unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it. 
3. Mail in all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptable. 
4. Remember the deadline. If none is stated, then the auction closes one month from the 

date on the cover. For example, if the auction is in the Goldmine dated October 15, the 
sale closes November 15. 

5. If mailing bids, allow 1-2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And after an auction ends, allow 
1-2 weeks for notification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, 
assume you won nothing unless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified. 

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified that your bid has won the item, send the 
money for your items within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. 1 
complaint from those who run auction ads. If you can't honor your bid, at least have the 
courtesy to notify the advertiser. 

7. Allow 2-4 weeks for your winnings to arrive. 

Auction Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can set an auction-wide 

minimum; different minimums on different parts of the auction; or no minimums at all. 
Avoid “Ridiculous bids will be rejected" or similar phrases; you can’t assume that every¬ 
one knows what a “ridiculous bid" is. Instead, take the time to set minimums. 

2. Run an honest auction. Don't advertise items you don't have; don’t artificially force 
bidders to bid more by claiming there's a counterbidder when there isn’t one; don't 
overgrade your items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the 
high bid, even if the bid is far below “book” value. 

3. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes. 
4. Send the winners their items promptly upon payment. (It’s OK to wait for checks from 

unfamiliar customers to clear, which takes no more than a week. If it takes longer, get a 
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items 
within 30 days. 

5. Don’t use your auction as a way to compile a mailing list unless you state that in your ad. 
6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were the one bidding.

The two types of ads are: 1. Set Sale - Items are sold at the price listed. 2. Auction - Items are sold to the highest bidder. \ 
For A Better Unit Space Ad . . . 
1. Use white paper. 
2. Have a new ribbon on your typewriter or printer; avoid low toner on a laser printer. 
3. Make sure the paper is vertically oriented. We cannot publish a horizontal unit space 

ad unless you want the reader to turn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most 
reade’s won’t bother to do that. 

4. Mail it to us; don’t fax it. Faxes can leave unwanted markings that make your ad hard 
to read. 

5. Clearly identify whether your ad is a set sale or auction. 
Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separate sections for set-sale 
and auction items. 

6. Include your name, address, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be avail 
able to take calls on the ad) and all ordering information, including postage and 
shipping fees. 

7. Put your listings in a logical order. If you have several formats in the same ad (LR CD, 
45, etc.), group your items by format. You also may wish to group items by type of music. 
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best. 

8. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, contact anyone from the Goldmine 
advertising staff. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions 

minimum bids and deadlines, it’s not a set sale. 
2. Follow the advertiser’s directions on how to reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve 

an item, do it. If the ad says that money orders only are accepted, don’t write a 
personal check. And never send cash through the mail! 

3. If you write or call to reserve an item and the advertiser still has it in stock, send your 
payment for the item promptly. 

4. Set sole ads are “first-come, first-served,” so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are 
to receive what you order. 

5. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don’t hesitate to complain. Reputable 
advertisers take complaints seriously and try to do right by the customer. But don’t take 
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for doing so. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Only advertise items you have. Because of ad deadlines, some dealers will assume 

they will have new material based on release dates given by record companies. In the 
long run, it's better to wait until you actually have an item to put it in your ad. 

2. State all your policies in the ad. Examples include method of payment, whether (and 
at what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send 
money immediately. 

3. Send the items promptly after they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission 
regulations state that you must ship your items within 30 days. 

4. Charge only what you pay to send the package. Or charge everyone the same 
amount, knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on 
smaller ones. If your stated postage rates are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, 
special handling or packaging, etc.) 

5. Take complaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer.

Dorothy Love Coates, gospel music pioneer 
Obscure gospel legend Dorothy Love 

Coates, 74, died April 9, 2002, at the Baptist 
Medical Center in her native Birmingham, 
Ala. She had heart ailments. The 1950s — 
the golden age of gospel music — performer 
influenced artists such as Aretha Franklin 
and created several gospel classics. 

Born Dorothy McGriff, Coates quit 
school to support her family when her 
minister father abandoned his wife and six 
kids. She played piano for several local 
groups and idolized Mahalia Jackson and 
Queen C. Anderson. She married Willie 
Love of The Fairfield Four quartet when 
she was 16. Her first group was The Royal 
Gospel Singers, but in 1947 she joined the 
Original Gospel Harmonettes and became 
their lead singer and chief songwriter. 

An exuberant, athletic vocalist, Coates’ vocal 
gymnastics often caused Specialty Records presi¬ 
dent Art Rupe to fear she would have a heart 
attack during her recording sessions. 

On stage, Coates would leap and lunge into 
the audience and stir up the crowd. At the 
time her group was second only to The Clara 
Ward Singers in popularity. She composed 
songs such as “You Must Be Bom Again,” “He’s 
Right On Time,” “99 And A Half,” “Get Away 
Jordan,” “You’ve Been Good To Me” and 
“That’s Enough," which lias been recorded by 
Ray Charles and Johnny Cash. The group 
disbanded in 1977. Coates continued singing, 
until recently, with a series of background 
singers, often performing from a wheelchair. 

Coates was such a fine songwriter and 
people have been hearing her material in 
church so long that many of today’s gospel 
artists figured her songs were public domain 
hymns. Coates had been in litigation for 
years trying to collect royalties on the 
hundreds of songs she has written that 
others have claimed as their own under the 
pubhc-domain copyright statute that allows 
the public to use the songs 50 years after the 
writer's death. However, Coates wasn't dead.

Clarence Samuels, blues singer 
Clarence Samuels, one of the great blues 

shouters of the postwar era, died of natural 
causes in New Orleans, La., May 20, 2002. He 
was 78. Bom in Baton Rouge, La., Oct. 30, 
1923, in 1947 Samuels and partner Roy Brown 
worked as The Blues Twins and were a popular 
attraction in New Orleans. The duo split when 
Brown struck with “Good Rockin Tonight. 
Samuels subsequently moved to Chicago where 
he was signed by the Chess Brothers, who had 
just set up the Aristocrat label. He released 
“Lollipop Mama” and “Baseball Blues." 1 he 
songs didn’t do much and he wound up on the 
West Coast recording for Swing lime during 
the musicians union’s recording ban of the ’40s. 

By 1950 he had moved to Houston 
where he had regional hits on the Freedom 
label with “Lowtop Inn,” “She Walks Right 
In” and “Stack Em, Stack Em.” 

Samuels spent most of the 1950s label¬ 
hopping as he cut sides for DeLuxe, Lamp, 
Apt and Excello. At Excello he waxed his 
most famous song, “Chicken Hearted 
Woman,” which features Johnny Copeland 
on guitar. In 1966, Samuels started his own 
label, Sharon, where he recorded the excel¬ 
lent “Charlie Lend Me Fifty Cents.” 

In the early 1970s, Samuels moved to 
Florida and started another label, Duplex, and 
had the likes of A.C. Jones and Deloris Ealy 
under contract. By the late 1970s, Samuels 
retired from performing and relocated to Los 
Angeles where he set up a T-shirt/promotion 
company. He didn’t begin performing again 
until 2000 when he moved back to New 
Orleans. That same year he recorded his only 
CD, The House Of Blues, a collection of 
contemporary and vintage material. 

Samuels is survived by his wife Dorothy; 
four sons, Dexter, Anthony, Clifford, and 
Edgar; and two daughters. Sitaron and Andrea.

Her second 
husband, Carl Coates, preceded her in death.

Singer Little Johnny Taylor died May 17, 

2002, in Conway, Ark., at the Conway 
Regional Medical Center due to complica¬ 
tions from diabetes. 

He was bom Johnny Lamont Merrett, Feb. 
11, 1943, in Gregory, Ark., and was raised in 
West Memphis. He should not be confused 
with Stax/Malaco singer Johnnie Taylor (1934-
2000). Little Johnny Taylor first recorded for 
Hunter Hancock/Roger Davenport’s Swingin’ 
Records. Of his nine Billhoard R&B hits, he will 
be best-remembered for his classic recordings 
of “Part Time Love” (Galaxy, 1963), “Every¬ 
body Knows About My Good Thing,” (Ronn, 
1971) and “Open House At My House" (Ronn, 
1974). He also recorded duets with Ted Taylor 
and for Ichiban and Traction Records. 

Survivors include his wife Judith Ann 
Cowan Taylor, one son and eight daughters.

JOSH RITTER 
Golden Agí Of Radio 
Signature Sounds Recordings (SIG 1269) 

Like Mark Erelli and Josh Rouse, two 
other young, up-and-coming singer/song-
writers possessing a markedly world-weary 
view, Josh Ritter is an artist seemingly wise 
beyond his years, a man whose music carries 
a feeling of weathered resignation and bitter¬ 
sweet sentiment. And much like Bruce 
Springsteen, Nick Drake, John Prine, and 
Townes Van Zandt, the elders whom Ritter 
emulates, his work is filled with tattered 
imagery and a sense of dogged determination 
that reaches far beyond the bleak confines of 
a small town. 

Throughout much of this compelling 
collection, Ritter echoes the desperate pleas 
that inspired nihilistic nuggets such as The 
Animals’ “We Gotta Get Out Of This Place” 
and Springsteen’s “Thunder Road.” On songs 
such as “Me & Jiggs,” “Lawrence, KS,” 
“Leaving” and “Drive Away,” he paints fatalis¬ 
tic portraits of classic Americana, of places 
where innocence spars with futility and 
escape becomes a credo. His evocative narra¬ 
tives are brilliantly underscored by sparse 
arrangements and subtle acoustic textures, 
creating a lean country-folk feel that befits 
these timeless tales of wistful reflection. 
Hauntingly beautiful, these shimmering 
soundscapes are intimate and inspired testi¬ 
monials to Ritter’s ability to meld youthful 
idealism with universal yearning, (www. 
signaturesounds.com)

LORI McKENNA 
Pieces Of Me 
Catalyst/Signature Sounds (CAT5001) 

Like many other artists who have emerged 
from New England’s fertile folk scene, Lori 
McKenna sings songs that are remarkably 
revealing, not only for the intimate and intrigu¬ 
ing glimpses they convey, but, equally impor¬ 
tant, for the way they’re so expertly expressed. 

On Pieces Of Me, her second album and 
first for a record company other than her own, 
she celebrates images and ideas that have only 
marginal meanings when observed in passing. 
However, her conviction magnifies these 
simple scenarios and makes them compelling. 

At the outset, the most obvious comparisons 
include Nanci Griffith, Stacey Earle, Lucinda 

Williams, and Dixie Chicks’ Natalie Maines. It’s 
a stylistic similarity that’s derived in large part 
from her world-weary, homespun vocals and the 
bittersweet emotions that envelop songs such as 
“You Are Loved,” “Never Die Young,” “Fire¬ 
flies,” “Instead” and “Deserving Song.” Fortu¬ 
nately however, McKenna isn’t one of those 
singers who’s content merely to lament her 
circumstances. That edgy, assertive approach she 
takes on “Mars” and “God Will Thank You” 
hints at a countrified Stevie Nicks or Alanis 
Morissette. A quivering quality in her voice 
teeters on the edge of defiance. 

Despite the low-key arrangements, 
McKenna’s material creates an indelible 
impact, fueled by universal emotions. By 
delving into the details, McKenna turns 
Pieces Of Me into a remarkably cohesive

DOKKEN 
Long Way Home 
CMC International/Sanctuary Records 
Group (06076 86316-2) 

Although Dokken conveniently fell into 
the hair-band category during their ascen¬ 
dance to fame in the mid-80s, their music 
always remained a few notches above most of 
their peers. With the exception of 1997’s 
Shadowlife (an ill-conceived descent into 
grunge), this quartet has never released a dud 
album in two decades. That said, Long Way 
Home, the band’s ninth studio album, is 
bound to polarize longtime fans. 

This is Dokken's best record in 15 years, 
but it is also their most unlikely. Only singer 
Don Dokken and drummer Mick Brown 
remain from the band’s original lineup, and 
gone — for the most part, at least — are the 
heavy riffs that characterized the group’s first 
four albums. In fact, only half of the 10 
tracks here could qualify as solid rockers, 
with the most notable being the old-school 
opener “Sunless Days,” “Magic Road” and 
“Under The Gun.” 

Elsewhere, the distorted vocals and tuned-
down instruments that dominate “You” make 
the song sound like an outtake from the 
band’s last studio record, 1999’s Erase The 
Slate. Throughout the harder tracks, new 
guitarist John Norum (Europe, The Don 
Dokken Band) remains faceless, never given 
the opportunity to let loose the same way as 
his predecessors George Lynch and Reb 
Beach. Another newcomer, bassist Barry 
Sparks, plays with nowhere near the amount 
of intensity as ex-Dokken bassman Jeff

ments and the band’s signature harmonies 
that envelop introspective songs and 
thoughtful lyrics. To wit: "The morning 
rose/you were always kind/can't believe we’ve 
found each olher/waking for the rest of our 
lives,” from “I’ve Found,” which even 
features a string section. Can this really be 
the same band that wrote “It’s Not Love”? 

Dokken has never sounded barer than on 
"I’ve Found,” as well as on acoustic tracks 
"There Was a Time” and “Goodbye My 
Friend” — which, with a piano melody line, 
marks a major style departure for the band. 

One reason for the bundle of ballads here 
may be that the band’s namesake can no 

longer hit the high notes or sing with th 
ferocity he once could. That's also why it 
clear that Dokken won't ever make anothi 
album like 1985’s Onder Lock And Key c 
1987s Back For The Attack. Nor should they. 

Yet Long Wav Home, which clocks in at 
surprisingly brief 37 minutes, still sound 
like Dokken. For listeners who have grow 
up with the band there’s something enden 
ably comforting about that.

Book Review 
THE JOHN LENNON AFFAIR 
by Robert S. Levinson 
Forge (Hardcover, 352 pages, $24.95) 

The John Lennon Affair is the third in 
Robert Levinson’s series of Neil 
Gulliver/Stevie Marriner novels Gulliver is a 
journalist; Marriner is his actress ex-wife. In 
this book, the two become embroiled in a plot 
to uncover a money-laundering operation set 
against the backdrop of Gulliver’s Imagine 
That! tribute concert Lennon himself doesn’t 
figure in the story; the book opens on the 
night of his assassination. Then 18-year-old 
Gulliver heads to New York City, where he 
meets Harry Nilsson (who’s banned from The 
Dakota due to his perceived bad influence) 
and scores a journalist coup — an interview 
with Lennon’s killer, Mark David Chapman. 

Flash forward to 2000 when plans for 
the latest Imagine That! concert are under¬ 
way. Unfortunately, other, more sinister 
plans are also underway, resulting in an 
ever-increasing pile of dead bodies and a 
descent into an endless round of conspiracy 
theories. Levinson has an engaging writing 
style, though the story can be a bit confus¬ 

ing to follow, as it skips from first person to 
third person to journal extracts. Levinson's 
music industry background (he ran PR 
company Levinson Associates, among other 
accomplishments) means he can write 
knowledgeably about the rock world, with 
enough name-dropping to give the story 
the ring of truth. In fact, it’s his own 
"Author's Note” at the book’s end, where he 
relates his fleeting encounters with The 
Beatles and his friendship with Nilsson, 
that is actually the most interesting part of 
the book. His story about lunching with 
Nilsson at Le Dome on the Sunset Strip, 
which has the singer/songwriter casually 
snorting coke at the table the way other 
people would smoke a cigarette, is amusing 
and poignant, especially as Nilsson goes on 
to explain his doctor has told him he can’t 
quit pills, coke and alcohol all at once 
because “my system wouldn’t be able to 
stand the shock.” 

With a wealth of stories such as that to 
look back on, Levinson should forget about 
doing a fourth Gulliver/Marriner novel and 
instead consider writing his memoirs.

ROY BOOK BINDER 
Singer-Songwriter Bluesman 
Pegleg Records (P17003-3) 

A couple of plays of Singer-Songwriter Bluesman will hook 
any listener. Some of the tunes sound familiar since they are 
derivative, but that is the intent in this loving homage to Roy 
Book Binder's musical influences. 

This is easily his best album, but it’s surprising that it’s also 
his first collection of all original material. Like blues contem¬ 
poraries Paul Geremia and Rory Block — also taught by the 
Rev. Gary Davis — Book Binder has featured many cover songs 
on his earlier albums, which often brought otherwise unknown 
gems to the public’s attention. As on many of his other albums, 
Singer-Songwriter Bluesman is simply Book Binder accompany¬ 
ing himself on guitar, but this time he also plays stirring slide 
guitar on several tracks, which is quite a treat. 

All 15 songs presented are keepers, and Book Binder deliv¬ 
ers them in his own inimitable blues style. “St. Pete Blues” is a 
perfect amplification of the feelings he conveyed during his 
performance at King Biscuit Blues festival (the year it was so 
bitterly cold, in October 2000) with its refrain “leave all this 
rain, sleet, cold and snow.” “Blind Lemon” and “The Preacher 
Picked The Guitar” are both perfectly wonderful tributes to 
two of Book Binder's blues-guitar influences, while "Trouble In 
The Streets,” with its hard-driving slide guitar and strong 
social commentary, is the most powerful song on the album. 

“She Did You A Favor,” “Can't Do That No More” and 
"New Age Woman Blues” amply demonstrate Book Binder’s 
hilarious sense of humor. “Goin’ Back To Tampa” along with

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
One Voice 
Blue Room Records (no catalog number) 

The finest talents of the greater Muscle Shoals area have 
come together to record a two-CD tribute to the bravery and 
memory of the men and women affected by the tragedy of Sept. 
11, 2001. Spearheaded by singer/songwriter Tonya S. Holly and 
her husband Kelvin Holly (Little Richard Band), One Voice 
features a breathtaking array of musical styles and artists, includ¬ 
ing the original song “This Day,” which has nearly 1,000 voices 
on it, including country star Marty Raybon (a founding member 
of country band Shenandoah) and many great songwriters such 
as Gary Baker (“I Swear”). The chorus was recorded live at 
Braley Stadium at The University Of North Alabama with the fire 
fighters, police officers and residents of Florence, Ala. 

Song after song, the album is filled with dynamic song-

“St. Pete Blues” are Florida-themed tunes that pay tribute to 
his home state, akin to Jimmy Buffett's numerous (and 
humorous) lyrical Florida references. 

My favorite track on the album is the amazing “Palm Trees 
Shakin’ In The Night,” which is so moving that one can imag¬ 
ine hearing Davis utter “Good God!" during its final slide¬ 
guitar ending. 

The fold-out packaging includes the lyrics and also lists the 
guitars Book Binder used as well as dedications to his mentors. A 
faster-tempo, uncredited version of “Travelin’ Man Blues” is inten¬ 
tionally included at the close of the album following the haunting 
“Palm Trees” as a bonus hidden track, according to the artist. 

This is easily the best album of original blues material I’ve 
heard in more than a year! In fact, both the engaging lyrics 
and Book Binder’s guitar mastery “up and down the board” 
(from “Preacher’”s lyrics) propel Singer-Songwriter Bluesman 
far above the pack, but the best part is that it is all original 
material, rather than someone doing more remakes of old 
songs that were often better performed by the original artist. 
Highly recommended, (www.roybookbinder.com)

DAVE DAVIES 
Bug 
Koch (KOC-CD 8398) 

With a spate of recent activity — including an autobiogra¬ 
phy, anthology, live album and demo disc, Dave Davies seems 
determined to stay in the spotlight while The Kinks settle into 
what appears to be an open-ended hiatus. The competitive 
tussle between the brothers Davies, all part of the band’s ongo¬ 
ing odyssey, seems to have resurfaced yet again with Dave 
countering brother Ray’s corner on The Kinks katalog. With 
Bug, it appears Dave has made an ambitious attempt to outpace 
his senior sibling, at least for the short term. 

At first, Dave seems to have caved into commercial 
concerns. The provincial charm of The Kinks’ traditional 
English eccentricity is displaced by heavy-metal riffing and 
AOR anthems that could have been hoisted from a rock-radio 
playlist from the early ’80s. If this sounds strange, it should¬ 
n’t. Most of Dave’s post-60s solo output mirrored the band's 
switch to a more standard rock regimen, echoed in the Arista 
era that marked The Kinks’ '70s resurgence. 

Still, the second half of the album gives Bug its buzz. 
“Fortis Green” comes closest to both The Kinks’ classic style 
and Dave’s legendary lost album, with an opening flourish 
reminiscent of “Tin Soldier Man” and nostalgic sentiments 
that recall "Village Green Preservation Society.” "True 
Phenomenon” provides the band's best ballad; like "Fortis 
Green” and "Let Me Be,” it was previewed on Fortis Green, a 
1999 collection of song sketches and demos. “Rock Me, Rock 
You” and “Flowers In The Rain” further spotlight Dave's 
sensitive style, while “Why” and the title track show off the 
snotty sarcasm that has earned him his reputation for irrever¬ 
ence. The only misstep comes in the form of “Life After Life,” 
a take on trance that represents Bugs peskiest intrusion.

Short Take 
The latest epoch from Colorado-based Jay Munly, 

Jimmy Carter Syndrome (Smooch Records 004), is as strik¬ 
ing as its title implies — a sordid, somber collection of 
laments that suggests a group therapy session attended by 
the likes of Nick Cave, Lou Reed, Radiohead’s Thom 
Yorke and other similarly distressed souls. It’s an off-kilter, 
oftentimes crazed concoction, comprised of twisted 
melodies, arched arrangements and bewildering wordplay. 
"My Darling Sambo,” "Dar He Drone” and “Haggie 
Hennies Almost Dirty Dress” are impenetrable from the 
outset but once underway, become oddly enticing. He 
takes a bigger bite of the bizarre with “Weegee_The Unin-
vited_Blues #2” (imagine a deranged Donovan) and "The 
Fabulous History Of The Churchill Falls Barrel Races,” a 
gothic retake on The Doors' “The End” with Munly in the 
Morrison role.

WISHBONE ASH 
Argus 
MCA Decca (08811 28162) 

Looking back at Wishbone Ash’s 30-year career, the clear 
high-point is 1972’s Argus Revisited, the album still has a 
timeless quality. With a thorough remastering job and three 
quality bonus tracks (“Jail Bait,” The Pilgrim" and 
“Phoenix”), this appears to be the definitive version of Wish¬ 
bone Ash’s definitive album. 

With recurring lyrical themes about war, time, religion, 
love lost, regret and moving on, Argus has often been touted 
as an early concept album. Likewise, its medieval imagery 
and continually shifting musical dynamics have had many a 
critic label it as a “progressive/art rock” album. In truth, these 
songs are only loosely related, and this British band actually 
has more in common with American Southern-rock bands 
such as The Allman Brothers Band and The Outlaws than the 
likes of Yes or King Crimson. 

As such, above all else this is an album for guitar lovers, as 
almost every song here features an extended guitar solo 
(consider that a warning to any of you punk-rock loving, 
anti-guitar-solo listeners). The twin-guitar leads of Andy Powell 
and Ted Turner would influence later bands such as Thin Lizzy, 
and Wishbone Ash’s classy mingling of English folk with 
melodic hard rock should appeal to fans of both types of music. 

Granted, the singing is only so-so and at an average song 
length of almost seven minutes, the band can’t always main¬ 
tain their momentum. In fact, it took several listens for me to 
warm up to the album, but the rewards have been well worth 
it. This is because, for all of their red-hot guitar heroics, the 
band hasn’t neglected their songwriting duties. 

The album begins with a pretty acoustic-guitar melody, 
but before long “Time Was” changes gears and becomes an 
almost completely different song that’s highlighted by the first 
of many memorable guitar duels. “Sometime World” is even 
better; it too starts off sad and pretty before taking flight with 
arguably the album’s strongest guitar solo. “Biowin’ Free” is 
easily the album’s most commercial song, with a poppy sing¬ 
along chorus and smokin’ slide guitar, while “The King Will 
Come” is carried by its hard-rockin’, militant beat and some 
more (you guessed it) great guitar 

Next, “Leaf And Stream” is a moody folk ballad that 
presents a nice change of pace, setting the stage for the 
album’s rousing finale. “Warrior” is another song that 
elegantly mixes together mellow and hard-rockin’ moments, 
and it has the album’s most memorable (if somewhat cheesy) 
chorus to boot. Finally, the majestic ballad “Throw Down The 
Sword’’ ends the album on a high note by virtue of its fault¬ 
less melody and soaring, beautifully harmonized guitars. 

Fortunately, further treats are in store for all air-guitar 
aficionados as Live In Memphis, which was recorded at a radio¬ 
station studio and released as a promo EP in 1972; has been 
appended to Argus. Seemingly bashed out live on the spot, these 
far less mystical songs are little more than straightforward jam 
sessions. However, whatever these songs lack in songwriting is 
more than made up by the band’s abundant chops and impres¬ 
sive chemistry. Particularly exciting is “Phoenix,” an intense 17-
minute epic that ends all too soon and caps off the uniquely 
enjoyable, oft-overlooked Argus in fine style.

BMG Heritage just released 
The Youngbloods’ Get Together: The Essential Youngbloods, a 21-
track retrospective of the bands RCA years, and Melissa 
Manchester’s Don’t Cry Out Loud, available in the U.S. for the 
first time, with a bonus track... Human Being Lawnmower/The 
Baddest & Maddest Of The MC5 (total Enetgy) contains studio 
outtakes, including the title song, alternate takes and demos 
(primarily 1968) from the Motor City bad boys... Best Of Both 
Worlds — The Robert Palmer Anthology (1974-2001) (Hip-O) is 
a two-disc retrospective containing 42 prime cuts from the blue¬ 
eyed soulster who gave us “Addicted To Love” and “Simply Irre¬ 
sistible" — both included here — among others. The songs 
range from his 1974 debut, “Sneakin Sally Through The Alley,” 
to recent live tracks recorded at Harlem's famed Apollo 
Theater... Rhino has just reissued three of Randy Newmans

two bonus tracks Anka had an incredible 53 singles on the 
Billboard Top 100 during his career. Collectables is also 
releasing Ethel Merman’s Merman In Vegas, a 1962 Reprise 
album that includes her signature song “There’s No Business 
Like Show Business” from the 1942 Broadway blockbuster 
Annie Get Your Gun... Due June 18 from Rhino is the 20th 
anniversary edition of Violent Femmes’ self-titled debut 
from 1982. In a new twist on ‘expanded" versions of reis¬ 
sues, Rhino is releasing this album as a two-CD set, adding 
to the original 10 cuts 26 more live takes from the same era 
as the album — 22 previously unreleased... Coming Sept. 17 
from Columbia/Legacy is the four-disc Charlie Christian: 
The Genius Of The Electric Guitar, a 98-track collection of 
his Columbia output from 1939-41 when Christian was 
with the Benny Goodman Sextet.

Vanguard (79599-2) 

In Concert Part 2 
Vanguard (79598-2) 

As follow-ups to two breathtaking studio 
LPs for the leftist Vanguard label, Joan Baez's 
In Concert (1962) and In Concert Part 2 (1963) 
were turning points for the barefoot madonna. 
The '62 disc includes her first topical song: 
Malvina Reynolds’ “What Have They Done To 
The Rain.” Part 2 presents her first Bob Dylan 
covers: “Don’t Think Twice, It’s All Right’’ and 
his scathing antimilitary “With God On Our 
Side.” (Actually, instead of the latter, the earli¬ 
est pressings had the traditional “Rambler 
Gambler” and “Railroad Bill,” which resurface 
here among five bonus tracks.) No songs on 

her studio albums appear here. 
With 24-bit remastering of the original 

analog tapes, the immaculate reissues offer 
cogent essays plus the original notes (an 
academic discussion on the earlier disc and a 
Dylan poem on Part 2). For bonus tracks, the 
59-minute '62 disc has “Streets Of Laredo” 
and the ghostly joke “My Good Old Man” 
(both of which first appeared on the two-LP 
Very Early Joan in ’82 but were dropped from 
the single-CD reissue) and the gorgeous black 
gospel song “My Lord What A Morning.” 

Part 2 adds Dylan’s quiet “Tomorrow Is A 
Long Time” and the traditional “When First 
Unto This Country A Stranger I Came” 
(songs Ian & Sylvia also recorded for 
Vanguard) plus, from black community orga¬ 
nizer A.C. Bilbrew, an utterly horrifying 
“Death Of Emmett Till.” With one eye 
gouged out and face battered beyond recog¬ 
nition, the teenaged Till became a rallying 
point for the Civil Rights movement after his 
1955 murder. While Baez sings other songs 

Book Review 
THE EDISON DISC PHONOGRAPHS 
AND THE DIAMOND DISCS 
by George L. Frow 
Mulholland Press, Inc. (Softcover reprint, 
$20, 294 pages) 

Between 1914-1929, in an effort to 
compete with the more popular Victor and 
Columbia pressings, Thomas Edison's 
company marketed and manufactured its 
own flat disc records. Edison’s Diamond 
Discs were unlike any other flat record 
created at that time — the records were 1/4-
inch thick, 80 rpm vertical-cut platters that 
could be played only on Edison Diamond 
Disc phonographs. 

George Frow’s book The Edison Disc 
Phonographs And The Diamond Discs chroni¬ 
cles the rise and fall of the Diamond Disc 
program. The book's copious and detailed 
notes explain how the Diamond Disc-
phonograph evolved as well as the "Tone 
Tests” Edison used to demonstrate the sonic 
superiority of his new invention to the 
public (blindfolded audience members 
could not distinguish between a vocalist 
and a Diamond Disc record). 

The book also details the company’s 
reluctance to switch from acoustic record¬ 
ings to electrical recordings, as well as 
Edison's delay in creating lateral-cut 
records that would be compatible with the 
popular Victrola and Grafonola phono¬ 
graphs. The book explains how these 
factors, as well as others, eventually forced 
Edison to close down his Diamond Disc 
production in 1929 (only a few days before 
the infamous stock market crash). 

Among the special treats in this book 
are photographs of every different Edison 
Diamond Disc cabinet style. Everything 
from the ornate French Gothic Art model 
to the elegant Louis XV cabinet to the 
ulitarian Heppelwhite model — even 
phonographs encased in concrete cabinets 
— are represented with photographs in this 
book. Rare images of the recording and 
mastering processes are also a part of this 
book, as well as how Diamond Disc records 
eventually were used to dub Edison’s Blue 
Amberol cylinders (Edison continued to 
manufacture cylinders until 1929, the last 

company to do so). 
Also covered in The Edison Disc Phono¬ 

graphs And The Diamond Discs are minutiae 
such as the Diamond Disc reproducer styli 
(whose needle actually floated on the 
groove, causing a minimal amount of fric¬ 
tion in transcription, as opposed to the 
steel-needle Victor soundboxes). 

There are also notes about an Edison 
marketing campaign in which customers 
filled out a “mood change chart,” a testimo¬ 
nial letter from Lady Randolph Churchill 
(mother of Sir Winston Churchill) and 
documentation of some promotional 
schemes that went awry. In one instance, a 
salesperson was too inebriated to find a 
certain record to play at a Diamond Disc 
demonstration, despite the fact that it was 
in his hand all the time. 

Frow’s book is a fascinating and well-
written chronicle of the Edison Diamond 
Disc program. Anyone who owns a vintage 
Diamond Disc player or who has an interest 
in the formative years of recorded music 
should immediately order this book for his 
or her library, (www.mulhollandpress.com)

The Dolls, MC5, and The Stooges all 
burned with an unmatched intensity in 
the early ’70s. Commercial success may 
have eluded all three, but a handful of 
essential albums paved the way for a 
return to basics when punk hit the mid-
705 music scene. Michigan Palace 10/6/73 
is a loud testimonial to the greatness that 
was The Stooges. 

Songs such as "Raw Power,” “Head On 
“Gimme Danger,” “Search And Destroy” and 
“Heavy Liquid” paint a disturbing portrait of 
five tormented souls with a nearly expired 
subscription to 70s casualty, at war with the 
music industry, their audience and them¬ 
selves. Somewhere among the wreckage, The 
Stooges emerge as both the ultimate garage 
throwbacks and ahead of their time. 

The latest live Stooges set from Bomp! is 
available on CD or LP and is another install¬ 
ment in the Iguana Chronicles, a series 
devoted to rare and unreleased live and 
studio recordings by The Stooges. 

Before self-destructing. The Stooges, with 
Iggy Pop in his stage-prowling, violence-prone 
clement, delivered their sonic blasts ol desper¬ 
ation as an attempt to keep rock 'n’ roll from 
destroying itself. Their efforts were honest, 
uncompromising, loud and sometimes violent 
and ugly, but at Michigan Palace Oct. 6. 1973, 
the music was undeniable and mesmerizing.

Welcome To The Canteen 
Island (314 586 847) 

I he Low Spark Of High Heeled Boys 
Island (314 548 827) 

The tumultuous times of Traffic came 
together in 1971. It was a good year; it was a 
bad year. Creatively, they were at the end of 
their run but were recording some of the best 
material of their career. 

fhe year started just line, with the band 
readying a live album from the previous year's 
successful tour supporting John Barleycorn 
Must Die. But it was shelved, and by mid-
1971, the band found themselves stuck. So 
they went back on the road, picking up 
founding member Dave Mason, who had left 
the group three years before, as well as a few 
other famous sidemen. Mason stuck around 
for only half-dozen performances before Steve 
Winwood retired the band to the studio. 

Welcome To The Canteen, a concert record 
culled from July London gigs, in a way, 
distanced itself from its legacy. It was origi¬ 
nally released not as a Traffic album, but one 
by the collective “Steve Winwood, Jim 
Capaldi, Dave Mason, Chris Wood, Rick 
Grech, Reebop Kwaku Baah, Jim Gordon.” A 
mere two months later it was upstaged by a 

new Traffic studio work. The Low Spark Of 
High Heeled Boys. 

Canteen is a toss-off. It sounded like one 
back in 1971 and it sounds like one now, even 
on the remastered reissue. A few good perfor¬ 
mances (especially a reworked “Gimme Some 
Lovin’”) can't save it from its sluggishness. Its 
inventive heads were elsewhere, as High 
Heeled Boys proved; maybe it's the best album 
of their career (it's certainly their most tune-
ful), its extended band — Canteen's crew with¬ 
out Mason — filled in the spaces nicely. 
Jamming is kept to a minimum (and its rarely 
wasted jamming; the I 1-minutc epic title tune 
is one of Traffic’s subtlest performances, if 
such a thing can be said about an ll-minute 
epic), yet there's a sense that it all could come 
crashing down on them any minute. 

Which it did. Soon after the album's 
release, a couple ol guys left, Winwood 
retooled the band, etc., etc., etc. The working 
band of High Heeled Boys is both a committed 
and a transitional one. It's everything Traffic 
is and was, 1971 and beyond. The reissue 
revalues it by tacking on the single version of 
"Rock & Roll Stew,” which runs nearly two 
minutes longer than the album track. 

It’s a super bit of playing. It's also, 
tellingly, a shrewd bit of strategy. Winwood, 
even back then, knew what Traffic was and 
what it would become. By the end, 1971 
looked like one prophetic year indeed.

with power and intensity, “Till” is in such a 
hushed voice that we wonder if even she was 
in shock from the news-account-like descrip¬ 
tion of savagery beyond imagination. Singing 
such a song in Tennessee in 1963 took 
courage. Death runs rampant on her early 
discs, but “Till” is in a class by itself. 

It’s been said that Baez’s voice could 
make the angels weep for the sorrows of 
the world. Four decades after the fact, 
these discs remain masterpieces.

California, also issued in December 1976, was 
the fourth-most successful album of the year 
(its sales have since outdistanced the two 
albums ahead of it), and fifth was the defini¬ 
tive arena-rock album, Boston's self-titled 
debut, which had been released in September 
1976. These albums were all massive sellers; 
four out of five of them eventually sold more 
than 10 million copies each. They were typi¬ 
cal of a year that redefined the size of enter¬ 
tainment vehicles. 1977 was also the year that 
Star Wars opened and quickly became the 
highest-grossing movie in history. Inevitably, 
it was the year that saw the release of Saturday 
Night Fever, issued in November in advance 
of the disco-oriented movie for which it 
served as a double-LP soundtrack, the 
Saturday Night Fever album topped the charts 
in 1978 for 24 weeks and eventually sold 15 
million copies while throwing off numerous 
hits including three chart-toppers for The Bee 
Gees. On March 18, 1978, four of the Top 5 
singles on the Hot 100 were written and/or 
performed by The Bee Gees: “Night Fever,” 
“Stayin’ Alive” (both by The Bee Gees), 
“Emotion” (by Samantha Sang), and “Love Is 
Thicker Than Water” (by Andy Gibb), a 
Beatles-like feat 

Coming late in the year, Saturday Night 
Fever was just the icing on the cake for 1977, 
a year when revenues rose more than 27’A 
percent to $3.5 billion and unit sales rose 18 
percent to nearly 700 million units. With 
Saturday Night Fever dominating the year and 
being followed into the movie theaters and 
record stores in the spring by the film adapta¬ 
tion of the Broadway musical Grease (also 
starring John Travolta) and its own multi¬ 
platinum double-LP soundtrack, 1978 was 
another enormous year for the record busi¬ 
ness. Revenues topped $4 billion, rising 
another 18 percent (with another LP price 
rise, to $8.98, in October), while unit sales 
were up more than 9 percent. The sky seemed 
to be the limit. 

Then the ceiling fell in. For the year 1979, 
gross revenues for recorded music declined 
for the first time since 1960. They dropped 
more than 11 percent, and unit sales were 
down almost as much. In an industry that 
depended on growth and spent accordingly, 
that made for an estimated pre-tax loss of 
more than $200 million, not including rev¬ 
enues from overseas. What happened? Well, 
the Saturday Night Fever/Grease phenomenon, 
which briefly looked like a new renaissance in 
movie musicals and soundtracks, turned out 
to be a fluke. A movie version of Sgt. Pepper’s 
Lonely Hearts Club Band, starring Frampton 
and The Bee Gees, which had looked like a 
sure thing before release in the summer of 
1978, was a fiasco (the industry joke was that 
the album shipped platinum and returned 
double platinum), and other big-budget 
movies intended to spawn big soundtracks 
were also busts. Disco had become so perva¬ 
sive, with more white rock acts such as The 
Rolling Stones (“Miss You”) and Rod Stewart 
(“Do Ya Think I’m Sexy?”) taking stabs at it, 
that it provoked a reaction, notoriously the 
“Disco Sucks” rally held at Comiskey Park in 
Chicago on July 12, 1979, that turned into a

riot. Meanwhile, the industry’s new big guns 
were late in coming with their big new 
albums. The Eagles’ The Long Ran and 
Fleetwood Mac’s Tush both appeared in 
October, too late to bolster the year’s figures 
much, especially since neither was nearly as 
successful as its predecessor. And punk, 
known as new wave in the U.S., had turned 
out not to be a big commercial success in 
America, despite critical hosannas. 

But as the 1970s closed on this sour note 
for the music business, there were positive 
indications on the horizon. Some involved a 
new generation of recording artists. On March 
22, 1978, A&M Records in England had 
signed The Police, who reached the Top 40 in 
the U.S. and the U.K. a year later with 
“Roxanne,” presaging a major career. Blondie 
had become the first American new -wave act 
to emerge from the downtown New York 
scene, albeit with a disco-styled hit, “Heart Of 
Glass,” which topped the charts in April 
1979. Michael Jackson, on the verge of hitting 
21, made a substantial comeback with his 
album Off The Wall, which spawned four Top 
10 hits. Signed to Warner Bros. Records 
before his 20th birthday, Prince scored his 
first #1 hit on the soul charts and his first Top 
40 pop hit with “1 Wanna Be Your Lover” in 
the fall of 1979. On Sept. 1, U2 released their 
debut recording, a three-song EP called U2-3, 
in Ireland, and the same month. Sugar Hill 
Records released Sugarhill Gang’s “Rappers 
Delight," the first rap record, which hit the 
Soul Top 10 and the Pop Top 40. Other good 
signs were in technology. On Aug 1, 1979, 
the Sony Walkman was introduced. This 
portable stereo with headphones, which 
played cassettes, would stimulate sales and 
provide a whole new way to listen to music. 
By early 1979, Philips had developed a new 
compact disc system by which a 41/z-inch 
optical disc could be read by a laser beam. 
These artists, these technological develop¬ 
ments, and several others, would have a pro¬ 
found effect on the music business in the 
decade to come.

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Panic. At first blush, wedding Chesnutt’s strummy back-
porch compositions to Panic's outsized, improvisational 
methods might seem like a marriage made in hell, but these 
discs prove that opposites can, indeed, sometimes create 
magic together. 

First released in 1995 and recently reissued. Nine High A 
Pallet mines a fertile middle ground between Chesnutt’s 
artfully minimalist style and Panic’s full-on band approach. 
While somber ballads such as “Westport Ferry” and "Blight" 
exude the haunting, gothic mysteries that Chesnutt fans have 
come to expect, the acclaimed songwriter comes vibrantly to 
life whenever Panic kicks the proceedings into overdrive; 

High points include the loopy, sardonic “Good Morning Mr. 
Hard-on” and the portentous, monster riff-driven epic “Protein 
Drink/Sewing Machine” that recalls mid-80s-era R.E.M. Best of 
all, though, is “Let’s Get Down To Business,” a subtle stunner 
that illustrates why Chesnutt belongs in the pantheon of 
quirky Southern songwriter greats that includes Joe South. 

Recorded seven years later, in the spring ol 2001, the 
recently released Co-Balt picks up where Nine High A Pallet 
left off. More, ahem, brutish in flavor than its predecessor, Co¬ 
Balt sports fewer delectable mysteries and focuses instead on 
concise pop arrangements burnished with a hard-rock vibe. 

On those occasions where Chesnutt and Panic stray 
outside that style, however, the results are especially tantaliz¬ 
ing. The chipper “You’re With Me Now,” for instance, swings 
with an infectious New Orleans bounce, while the lopsided 
funk of “Morally Challenged” sounds like what might happen 
if The Black Crowes morphed into Steely Dan.

In January 1980, Britain was astounded when a band of 
whom most of it had never heard topped the singles chart 
with, of all things, a live EE The Specials, the act in question, 
had built up a fanatical following at street level over the 
preceding months, courtesy of not only musical talent, but 
also an ability to portray in their songs the lifestyles of their 
young, working-class fans. “Too Much Too Young, the lead¬ 
off cut on that EP, is a case in point: a teenage male chides his 
friend for saddling himself with adult responsibilities at too 
tender of an age. It was certainly the first #1 to feature a line 
such as “Ain’t you heard of contraception?” 

The band specialized in a revival of reggae antecedent ska, 
though updated, Anglicized and politicized. The effect is simi¬ 
lar to The Clash, only with horn charts replacing guitar riffs 
and gritty plain-speaking substituting for outlaw mythology. 

This is nowhere better-expressed than on “Doesn’t Make It 
Alright,” one of many highlights on The Specials’ excellent 
1979 eponymous debut. This growling number saw principal 
songwriter Jerry Dammers lay down the law to his proletarian 
audience (through the mouth of singer Terry Hall) by inform¬ 
ing them that social frustration was no excuse for racial hatred. 

That debut is now the subject of a remaster along with 
Dammers’ other Specials albums. Some of the band’s stand¬ 
alone singles appear as bonus tracks on these re-releases, but 
not all do and with none of their B-sides. Even more irritat¬ 
ing, the singles appear only in the enhanced CD section, so a 
journey from the stereo to the computer (that is, should you 
have one) is necessary to hear them, all of which seems rather 

in contravention of the value-for-money ethos that had 
dictated their non-album status in the first place. 

The following year's More Specials may have had an 
unimaginative title, but it shows the band broadening their 
sound, with some extended instrumental passages and almost 
avant-garde arrangements. It’s not quite as good as its predeces¬ 
sor, but the band should be applauded for refusing to stick to a 
formula. The Specials reached their peak with “Ghost Town, 
an eerie dissection of the sociological havoc wrought in the 
north of Britain by Margaret Thatcher’s “economic miracle” 
and which is featured as a bonus video track on More Specials. 
Not even the ascent of this masterpiece to the U.K. #1 slot in 
1981 could convince the members of the group to put aside 
their personal differences. They broke up shortly afterward. 

Dammers at least continued the project in one form, revert¬ 
ing to the group’s original name, The Special AKA, under which 
umbrella he employed an informal group of musicians and 
singers. It was to be another four years before there was a 
Special AKA album, an astonishing hiatus for those days and 
pretty eyebrow-raising even by today’s standards. 

When it did arrive, a large chunk of the album was 
comprised of singles that had been released in the interim.

The album misses Hall's pleasantly doleful intonation, and 
much of the material, such as the whimsical, Dammers-sung 
“What I Like Most About You Is Your Girlfriend,'' is insub¬ 
stantial. However, much can be forgiven lor the presence of 
“Free Nelson Mandela," a sweeping and exhilarating tribute 
to that then-imprisoned political figure and which remains a 
protest song lit to stand beside “The Times They Are A-
Changin” and “We Shall Overcome." 

I here have been Specials albums since featuring some of 
the original personnel but without Dammers at the helm. 
They are rightly perceived as the output of little more than a 
tribute band. The real Specials catalog is comprised of these 
three albums. Capitol, though, has treated its reissue program 
with such carelessness as to make one think it has mistaken 
them for the product of the post-Dammers faux Specials. 

While it is not recommended that these remasters be 
ignored, it is a real pity that an opportunity has been missed 
to make them even more powerful than they originally were 
via the inclusion ol the singles that in many cases constituted 
the band's greatest music.

GORDON LIGHTFOOT 
Complete Greatest Hits 
Warner Bros./Rhino (R2-78287) 

Until now, Canadian Gordon Lightfoot — the most folk-
oriented of the singer/songwriters who made it big on the 
Pop chart in the 70s — has never had a single-disc retrospec¬ 
tive of his work that was even remotely worthy of him. His 
prior collections on Reprise (1975’s Gord’s Gold and, espe¬ 
cially, 1988s Gord’s Gold 2) were filled with inferior remakes 
of many of his most celebrated recordings. 

Complete Greatest Hits is a vast improvement over those sets, 
with the original versions of all of his best-known songs. It 
leads off with six recordings from his years at United Artists 
(1965-1969). While Lightfoot’s warm, deep voice and engaging 
melodies were present even on these early efforts, it was others 
who initially charted with his songs, such as Peter, Paul & Mary 
with the enclosed “Early Morning Rain” and “For Lovin’ Me.” 

In 1970, Lightfoot signed with Warner Brothers subsidiary 
Reprise (highlights of his 20-plus years at this label make up the 
remaining 14 tracks found here). Soon after signing with Reprise, 
Lightfoot began to make a name for himself as a singer with the 
introspective Top 5 hit “If You Could Read My Mind.” He also 
continued to write songs that were popularized by others, such as 
he enclosed “Cotton Jenny” lor fellow Canadian Anne Murray. 

Until now, Canadian Gordon Lightfoot — 
the most folk-oriented of the singer/ 

songwriters who made it big on the Pop 
chart in the ’70s — has never had a 

single-disc retrospective of his work that 
was even remotely worthy of him. 

In the early ’70s, singer/songwriters became the rage in 
popular music land they’re hack today with a vengance! — Ed.I 
and Lightloot certainly contributed to the movement’s 
success with the big hits “Sundown” (#1), “Carefree High¬ 
way” (#10) and "Rainy Day People" (#26). His 1976 six-
minute-plus epic "Wreck Of The Edmund Fitzgerald” would 
prove to be Lightfoot’s artistic peak as well as his final major 
commercial success, reaching #2, although he would 
continue to make some fine music during the rest of the 70s. 

Lightfoot’s ’80s output is represented here by the set’s two 
most generic, forgettable recordings: “Baby Step Back” and 
“Stay Loose.” The compilers of this collection would have 
been better off ditching those tracks and selecting a couple of 
the countless gems not included from his United Artists 
tenure, such as the breezy “Did She Mention My Name” or 
“Black Day In July,” an intensely hypnotic account of the ’67 
race riots in Detroit (get the double-disc United Artists Collec¬ 
tion for a thorough overview of this period). 

Complete Greatest Hits concludes on a positive note with 
“Restless,” a 1993 ode that finds Lightfoot descriptively rumi¬ 
nating about looking forward to the future while not forget¬ 
ting the past. It reminds us of what a special observer he has 
been, documenting life’s events, both large and trivial.

Dan and David Kessel.) Among the celebrities at the wedding 
were Louis Armstrong and Darin. Kessel actually first met Baker 
on a session lor Elvis Presley lor Flaming Star. Later they 
worked together on Presley's Blue Hawaii soundtrack. 

She can also be heard on T Can't Help Falling In Love With 
You” and supplied vocals to Tí 1 Can Dream” from the 1968 
Elvis Presley Comeback Special. She was miked backstage as 
one of the background singers on some of the repertoire when 
he played with his Memphis boys. Billy Strange was in charge 
ol music, and Baker was in charge ol singers and was a vocal 
contractor and vocalist. 

Kessel always said she was one of the best singers he had 
ever heard. Spector echoed that sentiment in a recent e-mail to 
this writer: "Having worked with her. I did know she was an 
extraordinary and brilliant vocalist and the quintessential studio 
background singer. She married one of my heroes. Barney Kessel, 
and helped raise two of my favorite people, Dan and David 
Kessel. She will be missed.”

Barney Kessel is a legend in the history of jazz and is 

one of the most original jazz guitarists. During a 1991 
engagement at New York’s venerable Village Vanguard, The 
New York Post wrote that he is “one of the finest guitarists 
in jazz, and The New York Times referred to him as “a 
master of guitar.” 

Due to a massive stroke, Kessel has not worked in 
more than 10 years. He was diagnosed with terminal brain 
cancer in November 2001. He had surgery, Gamma-knife 
radiation and therapy to rehabilitate him enough so he 
could come home in late January 2002. The radiation 
slowed the growth of the very aggressive non-operable 
tumor (anaplastic astrocytoma). Kessel requires 24-hour 
home care and therapy. He is almost blind, but he is able 
to still talk a little on the phone and receives visitors and 
enjoys listening to music. He has no health insurance. His 
Social Security covers his rent. His wife Phyllis works full 
time and her entire salary goes toward Barney’s care.

THE ISLEY BROTHERS 
Greatest Hits, Volume 1 
Epic/Legacy (EK 86198) 

Put up against the splen¬ 
did three-CD box, It’s Your 
Thing: The Story Of The Isley 
Brothers, the modest Greatest 
Hits, Volume I — originally 
released in 1984 — seems 
like a hyperactive little 
brother, pulling, tugging and 
tagging along for attention. 

But when The Isleys 
Brothers’ long and storied 
career is split, weighed and 
distilled, there's enough 
evidence that the period in 
question (roughly 1969-
1983) is their most fertile. This makes the 
expanded-edition reissue a good starting 
point but hardly the last word on the subject. 

Thirty minutes of additional material has 
been tagged on to the original releases eight 
songs. These are the Isleys’ T-Neck years — 
their most inventive and productive and also 
their most commercially successful. Greatest 
Hits has most of the 70s essentials — “That 
Lady," “It’s Your Thing” and “Fight The 
Power” — all included in their multi-part, 
five-plus-minute versions. The original ’84 
album filled its time wisely. 

The five bonus tracks come from the same 
era — except for the 1985 single, "Caravan 
Of Love,” which is their most likeable 
post-superstar era song. There’s a bit of over¬ 
stuffing in the end (the additional tunes 
aren’t nearly as good as the others), and 
there’s a lingering sense — even for those 
unaware of the Isleys' story — that this 
music represents only a chunk of the tale. 

But it's a decent lead-in (and the —‘laster-
ing, basically the same u«~* on lke box ’ 
makes every slipped^itky nole jum P>-
Tellingly, there -ver was a Volume 2; many 
other b1" Packages filled in the spaces. This

DMZ 
Live At The Rat 
Bomp! Records (no catalog number) 

In September of 1976 at Boston’s Rat, 
DMZ blared away in three-chord desperation 
for a live compilation of Boston’s growing 
underground scene. The quintet’s legacy, a 
remarkable mix of stripped-down garage -
band aesthetics and unparalleled atmospheric 
mood, not only makes them one of the most 
important bands of the 70s punk scene, but 
also leaves them misunderstood and underap¬ 
preciated in the history of underground rock 
’n’ roll. Seven live Rat tracks from 1976 and a 
1993 reunion gig make up Live At The Rat. 

Like their contemporaries, DMZ chan¬ 
neled The Stooges and New York Dolls’ raw 
energy into "The First Time,” "Boys From 
Nowhere” and “Lift Up Your Hood.” DMZ 
took equal inspiration from '60s garage bosses 
The Chocolate Watchband and Thirteenth 
Floor Elevators for “When I Get Off” and 
covered The Shadows Of Night and The Wait¬ 
ers, which separated them from the crowd. 

DMZ were difficult to categorize in their 
prime, which may account for being ignored or 
overlooked. But their vision is vindicated in 
their recorded legacy, singer Jeff Conolly’s 

garage-band institution The Lyres and the 
garage boom of the 80s and beyond. The 
answer to how it all started is on Live At The Rat.

Rocksville, Pa.: Home Of Hi-Mar Records 
X-Bat Records (5867) (Two CDs) 

Many years ago, there was a notion that 
one could have “regional hits” as well as 
“national hits.” Local bands and groups 
could create 45s that might get some airplay 
on the local radio station and some sales at 
the band’s performances. Once in a great 
while, one of these songs might even get 
picked up by a national label. 

This two-CD set by X oat Records, the 
company that re<—ily produced a compila¬ 
tion of the canadian-Arrierican label, focuses 
on in-Mar Records and its founder, Harold 
Kern. Kern would hire bands such as the 
Admiral Tones and The Royal Lancers — 
self-contained teenage rock bands who were 
weaned on Duane Eddy and Gene Vincent 
records. Hi-Mar recorded the groups in New 
York City and Philadelphia studios and 
created regional hits throughout south-
central Pennsylvania — Allentown, 
Lancaster, York, Reading, Harrisburg — a 
musical Golden Triangle. As a teacher in 
various South Central Pennsylvania schools, 
Kern learned of up-and-coming local bands 
from his students. 

Hi-Mar’s earliest successes came from The 
Admiral Tones, whose guitar-packed instru¬ 
mental “Rocksville, Pa.” kicks off Rocksville, 
Pa.: Home Of Hi-Mar Records. The song 
received plenty of airplay on Dick Clark's 
American Bandstand show and was later 
picked up for national distribution on the 
London/Felsted label. However, later record¬ 
ings from The Admiral Tones, including an 
offbeat guitar-drenched track called 
“Complete Destruction,” were either unre¬ 
leased or overdubbed for other vocalists. 

Other tracks on the set's first CD include 
two country-crooning ballads by Paul 
Thomas, a goofy novelty track by The 
Missies (“The Singing Flute”) and two deep¬ 
soul numbers by George Wilson And The 
Chell-Mars. 

Disc two features 12 tracks from Hi-Mar’s 
other successful band The Royal Lancers. A 
popular live band who could rock a frat party 
as well as a high-school dance, The Royal 
Lancers recorded both for Kern and for Char¬ 
lie Calello, who also produced hits for The 
Four Seasons. In fact, in listening to this CD,

Allan Sutton and Kurt Nauck 
Mainspring Press (Hardcover, 417 pages, 
with enclosed CD-ROM, $60) 

American Record Labels And Companies: 
An Encyclopedia (1891-1943) is both a 
detailed introduction to the various pre¬ 
World War II music production companies 
and a fascinating study into their label art 
and graphics. Whether explaining how 
companies such as Victor and Columbia 
prospered while Edison and Pathé became 
desirable collectible labels and Standard, 
Par-O-Ket and Leeds & Catlin became foot¬ 
notes, co-authors Alan Sutton and Kurt 
Nauck set out each label’s existence in 
simple, understandable terms. 

The book begins with an essay on the 
history of disc recording, from the early flat 
Berliner records to the Columbia-Victor 
duopoly (each company had a crucial flat 
disc-producing patent). It also explains how 
various companies tried to compete by 
either creating their own flat discs with non¬ 
compatible playback equipment, by licens¬ 
ing masters from Victor and Columbia or by 
simply pressing records in spite of the possi¬ 
bility of a lawsuit for patent infringement 
/The forerunners to today’s bootleggers and 
counterfeiters! — EdJ. 

But by the late 1920s and early 1930s, 
records were manufactured by hundreds of 
record companies such as Brunswick, 
Gennett, Okeh, Aeolian Vocalion, Decca, 
Emerson and Nordskog. This book lists 
them all, providing thumbnail and in-depth 
histories of nearly every American record 
label from the early years of recorded music. 

The book also explains how and why 
many of these labels came to exist, the 
myriad battles and lawsuits between compa¬ 
nies and the unique way some labels "got 
around” the lawsuits and patent infringe¬ 
ments (whether legally or otherwise). 

A second section of the book is devoted to 
the record production companies, including 
their home addresses, years of operation and 
labels pressed under that company's auspices. 

A special section of the book is devoted 
to children’s record labels, including Harper-

Columbia’s Bubble Books, Cameo’s Jackie 
Coogan label and RCA Victor’s Winnie The 
Pooh and Disney picture records. Yet another 
section of the book describes “phantom 
labels,” companies that either were sched¬ 
uled to release records and didn’t or compa¬ 
nies whose very existence might only be 
found on an accountant's ledger book 

If this were all the book could provide, it 
would certainly be a prime addition to any 
music library. That’s of course before you get 
to the CD-ROM. 

For every record label listed in the book, 
the CD-ROM for American Record Labels And 
Companies has at least one crisp image of the 
record’s label art. If a record company made 
alterations to its label art, the CD-ROM has 
scans of as many variations as were available. 

From the smallest Little Wonder discs to 
the 3-inch center-holed records from the 
Aretinos label, the CD-ROM has images of 
them all. 

After reading this book and examining 
the CD-ROM, one may discover a larger 
appreciation for the history and visual 
artwork of pre-World War II 78s. Heck, 
readers might even drop a needle on one of 
these old platters and give it a spin.

one can hear how the group went from a 
raw-but-powerful party band to a polished 
group with a major-label debut on ABC-Para¬ 
mount (which, according to the liner notes, 
was bypassed when ABC-Paramount focused 
their promotional budgets on Ray Charles). 

The enclosed 32-page booklet describes in 
great depth how these local bands got 
together, their early successes and turbulent 
lineup changes and the various forces that 
kept them from becoming national hits. It 
also chronicles the Hi-Mar roster’s singers, 
their whereabouts and careers (Cherry Lynn 
Brossman, a fetching pop singer with two Hi-
Mar tracks on Rocksville, Pa., later became an 
actress, appearing in several TV shows and 
on Broadway). The sound quality of the 
recordings is as clean as one can expect, 
although some of the unreleased tracks 
(especially the Brossman tracks) show the 
raw edge of an independent, small-market 
record label’s operations. 

If one wants a snapshot of independent 

60s rock 'n’ roll music from central Pennsyl¬ 
vania, Rocksville, Pa. is an essential addition 
to the collection.

La's’ songwriter Lee Mavers insisted that this was how the band 
were meant to sound, and if one can get past the distinctly 
uncommercial production techniques — or their absence — 
hearing The La’s at this early stage is rather like finding a new 
art form subsumed within another wholly more typical. 

This is pop music at its essence, undiluted and absolutely 
pure. “Tears In The Rain,” a rehearsal run-through that breaks 
off abruptly, approaches a kind of skiffle poetics, a bang-on-
the-box rhythm enmeshed with a lyric — part “Remember 
(Walkin’ In The Sand),” part Gerry Marsden. But the final 
four-track recording, “Callin’ All,” is the timeless offering, a 
lo-fi blend of power and portent, suggestion and revelation, 
with Mavers in the unlikely role of soothsayer. The song 
builds to a number of successive climaxes, each sustained and 
leading off toward the next, with Mavers’ vocal not only 
uncomfortably detached, but also almost possessively insis¬ 
tent. “The world will fall/This is all we came here for,” he 
sings. “I hear the ever distant ‘calling all.’” Mavers would not 
have the band record the song for their only album. 

As with the four-track recordings, the live set, captured in 
May '87 at The Picket in Liverpool, is vital work. The energy is 
rampant, delirious even, right from the start, with a bashing 
version of “Come In Come Out.” Without a proper stage, The 
La’s played on a few school dinner tables pushed together. I 
would maintain that these six songs, at this particular perfor¬ 
mance, represent one of the dozen or so greatest live rock ri roll 
documents. For a bit of history, there is one song that is given its 
first public airing. “New song,” Maxers declares, and the band 
launches into “There She Goes,” to which, if one would listen to 
it with headphones, would hear people dancing on tables.

SEX PISTOLS 
No Future/Spunk 
Sanctuary Records Group LTD (CMRCD355) 

Certainly one of the greatest groups with only one album. 
Sex Pistols are also the most important, depending upon 
where, or whether or not, one ranks The Count Five. That 
the Pistols have a recorded output beyond Never Mind The 
Bollocks is mostly due to the staggering load of cash-ins — 
dodgy live tapes, interview releases and collections of 
outtakes and novelty numbers. The live recording from 76 al 
Burton-On-Trent, available under several titles, has always 

been worthwhile. So too is No Future/Spunk, once a bootleg 
and currently the high-point of the official Pistols product in 
the wake of Never Mind The Bollocks. 

Comprised of 15 demos and early tracks, No Future/Spunk 
neatly captures punk’s odd trajectory. By the middle of ’77, 
even though their album had yet to be released, the Pistols 
were already passé to the hardcore punk, a remnant from five 
or six months back. Unlike The Clash or The Buzzcocks, 
groups who began as punk and then changed into something 
else, the Pistols hadn’t any precepts toward growth or the 
future. Theirs was a commitment to a movement meant to 
begin quickly and end violently, a swirl of disparate elements 
in which something, and then everything, had to give. Here 
then, are the Pistols in their prime, in 76 and early ’77, less 
polished — if one might use the word — than on Never Mind 
The Bollocks, and determinately warped — sonically, profes¬ 
sionally, musically and sociologically. 

These demo takes of “No Feelings" and "Pretty Vacant” 
suggest the more striking visual aspects of The Filth and The 
Fury, veritable charges to pierce something or someone. “God 
Save The Queen” is, of course, always notable, and besides 
being a song unnaturally better than the sum talents of its 
progenitors, this stripped-down take is also wickedly funny 
in the piss-taking sense of one of those drunken Dean Martin 
celebrity roasts. Best of all is the second version of “Anarchy 
In The U.K.,” a classic before the classic and probably the 
band's defining accomplishment of snot, blood, bile and 
vomit. It will not matter to listeners that the Pistols some¬ 
times sound like they are playing through a transistor radio.

Attention, all rock ’n’ rolling women approaching middle 
age who’d still like to be considered babes: You are not with¬ 
out a spokeswoman. It’s Amy Rigby, creator of the concept 
“diary of a mod housewife.” 

Funny, sarcastic and laceratingly honest about her romanti¬ 
cally challenged state, 18 Again (catch the double entendre) 
provides 16 tracks from her three solo albums since her days 
in Last Roundup and The Shams, plus a demo version of 
“Magicians” and one previously released song, the vengefully 
self-pitying "Keep It To Yourself,” with instrumental help from 
Elliot Easton, Andy Paley, Bill Lloyd, and Greg Leisz. (Is it 
ironic that she doesn't go for female backup on this smartly

rockin’ screed saying, more or less, that women are from 
Venus and men from Mars, if not from somewhere far worse?)

“Cynically 
Yours” parodies prenuptial contracts (“In the event that our 
mutual disappointment outweighs the positive aspects of this 
union, we agree to part, without the destruction of crockery, 
automobiles or each other’s good name in print or in song”). 

Two centuries ago, Emily Dickinson said, “I’m nobody.” 
Now Rigby concludes, “I’m invisible," when she goes to a bar 
with her daughter, only to be told that the daughter is cute, 
with no mention of her, and then no one offers to buy her 
drinks.

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Billed as “The King Of Surf Guitar,” Dick Dale has 
been plying his trade for more than four decades, 
releasing albums all along the way. His “Let’s Go Trip¬ 
pin’” from 1961 was a harbinger of the onslaught of 
surf-guitar music to come. He was a heavy influence 
on everyone from Brian Wilson of The Beach Boys, 
whose “Surfin’” followed “Trippin’” up the charts, to 
The Chantays, whose opening guitar riff on their #4 
masterpiece "Pipeline” is straight out of Dale’s book.

1994’s Pulp Fiction opened with 
Dale’s heavily reverbed “Misirlou,” originally recorded 
in 1962. Still performing today, Goldmine catches up 
with the guitar whiz.

stereo sound as well! 
• Jefferson Airplane, Surrealistic Pillow 

(LP, RCA LPM 3766, 1967). The mono 
version of this album is more authentic. Even 
though the stereo version is in true stereo, 
somebody decided that it should also be 
enhanced (drenched) with lots of echo. 

♦ Buffalo Springfield, Buffalo Springfield 
(LP, Ateo 33-200, 1966). The stereo version 
sounds great. There is excellent stereo sepa¬ 
ration, the way an album (of the time) was 
meant to sound. The mono version, however, 
actually sounds better. There is a fullness, a 
depth and feeling that is absent on the stereo 
version. Elektra released CD versions of both 
the mono version (Ateo 33-200) with “Baby 
Don’t Scold Me” and the stereo version (Ateo 
SD 33-200A) with “For What It’s Worth.” 

• Bobby Fuller Four, “I Fought The Law” 
(45, Mustang 3014, 1966). The 45 version 
really kicks! The stereo LP version of “I 
Fought The Law” (along with “New Shade 
Of Blue” and “Only When I Dream”) is an 
anemic re-recording. These selections on the 
stereo LP beg the buyer to add the LP’s mono 
version to his or her want list. Both Bobby 
Fuller Four albums are now on CD (Del-Fi 
1CD 70174) with seven additional bonus 
tracks. Too bad the three superior-sounding 
mono versions aren’t included as well. 

• The Association, “No Fair at All” (45, 
Valient 758, 1967). The stereo version of this 
song on the Renaissance LP was re-recorded. 
According to former Association guitarist Jim 
Yester (whom I had the priviledge of meeting 

while he was touring with The New Four Preps 
in 1995), the album version of “No Fair At All” 
was rushed because it was recorded in the middle 
of a tour. As if this wasn’t bad enough, the vocal¬ 
ist had a cold at the time the session was sched¬ 
uled. 1 would also like to add that Yester is a really 
great guy. We talked about his records made 
when he was in The Association. He really values 
his fans. Even though there were many people 
who wanted to meet him, he was always eager to 
take the time to talk with his fans. While he was 
talking to another fan, he pointed me out to her 
and boasted over my knowledge of records! 
(Since I am a record collector who has also been a 
Goldmine subscriber since 1986, one should not 
be surprised that 1 know something about 
records.) He made me feel like 1 was the one who 
was special! 

About The New Four Preps, the group 
consists of Bruce Belland (The Four Preps), 
Yester (The Association, The Lovin’ Spoon¬ 
ful, The Modern Folk Quartet, solo artist), 
Ed Cobb (The Four Preps, The Standells), 
David Sommerville (The Diamonds, The 
Four Preps). In addition, each of the 
members have left their marks both far and 
wide in the entertainment industry.
