Has another new female voice this good surfaced
since "Goodbye To You” charmed the world?? And
although she’s done well since then, this one’s the
ticket to take her back to the top. A tip of the sheet to
Rick Chertoff and the Hoots for their help on this
magnificent version of Baby Grand’s best song.

Light of Day Scundtrack, Epic. How many Joan
Jett songs have you played? Five? Eight? Aside from
the one big single, AOR has been her mainstay for
about ten years. So, with major media darling status
right around the bend, why give up your seat on the
rocket now? Hype the hell out of this package and
make that airplay investment pay. New Thunderbirds
is can’t miss and smart programmers will at least
back the single with "Tonight”.

Flesh for Lulu, ”I Go Crazy”, MCA. This left of
center soundtrack collection is a welcome departure
from the standard ”"round up a bunch of big names”
approach to movie music, and we actually think Flesh
For Lulu may have a legit radio hit. You’'ll certainly be
able to relate to the chrous and the buzzing,
throbbing, distortion trip of an arrangement is the
perfect counterpoint to those Lou Reedesque vocals.
Lots of energy, too.

More On The Picks...

Dokken, "Dream Warrior”, Elektra. Don sure
makes it look easy. There’s nothing in this record you
haven’t heard before, but between the cosmic
(psychedelic?) production and rather bizarre pacing
the guy’s got you after about 15 seconds. You know
just how he’s doing it but you’re powerless to resist.
The huge automatic sales base should make ”Dream
Warriorr just that.

Andy Taylor, ”I Might Lie”, MCA. Only Flock of
Seagulls have a tougher image overhaul than Duran
Duran (at rock radio) but damn if Mr. Taylor hasn’t |
turned the tables in just over 5 minutes. The
Marshalls are set on 11, there’s nothiing prissy or
frothy about the arrangement, and when he dials up
the solo, there’s no doubt the man’s a player. Multi
format without a doubt.

Jon Butcher, "Goodbye Saving Grace”,
Capitol. Having seen Jon live a number of times, I'll
tell you this man is a much better guitar player than
his records reveal. This one’s really the first to give
it equal biling with those trademark sultry vocals.
The song’s a standout, and we fully expect it to take
his unique approach to a whole new level of
acceptance.

Reckless. "Nitty Gritty”, Atco.

Sure, that basic AC/DC feel is there, but where have
we heard that vocalist before? This guy sounds like
someone we know and Ilove—but WHO? Noddy
Holder? No... Steve Marriot? Hey, you tell us cause its
driving us crazy. And the track’s plenty interesting on
it's own, with plenty of moxie to make the crtoss to
pop. Fast phones for sure.

Eddie and the Tide, "Weak In The Presence

Wednesday Week, "Missionary”, Enigma. As

Of Beauty”, Atco. The tide enlists noted
Popmeister Keith Olson for a straight on assault at
the hit single their rock resume demands.

We rate it safe but soulful, a la Huey Lewis meets
Eddie Money.

Farrenheit, "Fool In Love”, WB. Spend a little
time with the 12” and/or volume four of our sampler
series, and you will (underlined) be singing along.
Between the heartmelting vocals and beautiful guitar
fills, you won’t hear a fresher, cleaner pop adult
singie this week.

Chris Isaak, "You Owe Me Some Kind Of
Love”, WB. Chris’s last album ”Silvertone” and
accompanying club mini tour had critics raving, and
now here’s something to get you crazy. The whole
roots movement continues to gain momentum and as
such this new tune is particularly well timed. Chris
sounds particularly Orbisonesque here, and James
Wilsey has to be one of the cleanest axemen on the
circuit. Too classy for the radio? No way!!

Glass Tiger, ”I Will Be There”, Manhattan.
Now here’s an unusual twist. Due to contractual
stipulations, Bryan Adams isn’t on the 12” mix of the
track most of album radio preferred all along.
Between MTV and Pop/rock play, Glass Tiger have
more than made a name for themselves, and you’d
be smart to take advantage of the rocker on the
record, and the Adams tie in. That's easy. Ignore the
12”--play it from the CD.

per the bio, this is NOT an all girl band. However,
vocalists Kristi Callan and Heidi Rodewald do
dominate the sound on "Missionary’, and that's fine
with us. We maintain there’s a dearth of female rock
on the radio and Don Dixon’s studio touches and the
driving, modern arrangement should make this a
prime candidate for your consideration. Very Now.

Frozen Ghost, "What | See”, Atlantic. As a
major Fixx (and even Rupert Hine) fan, | found Frozen
Ghosts sound similarities at once likeable. Not
because they sound like Cy and Co., but because
"What | See” is as good as most of what I’'ve been
hearing lately. The layered vocals should sound great
on the air, and the "Na Na Na” chorus also works
nicely.

Timbuk 3, “Hairstyles and_ Attitudes”, IRS.
Although it's poppier, we believe “Hairstyles” is
clearly the son of "Shades” and could easily pick up
where hit one left off. It's funny and it moves along at
a nice clip.

Billy Idol, "Sweet 16", Chrysalis. We really
expected 716" to garner a lot more play. | know it has
remained our in- house favorite all along. Take your
cue from the 97-79 move on the Hard Hundred.

The Saints, “Just Like Fire Would”, TVT.
We couldn’t close out the week without one more
quick word for our favorite new leftfielder. If you go
for early Jagger, Van Morrison and or Graham
Parker you will love this record. Find it

Cutting Crew, ”(1 Just) Died In Your Arms”,
Virgin. The New Crew at Virgin makes their
presence felt the first week out-—-with a dramatic #1
Most Added finish and comments that indicate the
support is sincere. WMMR’s Erin Riley says, "From
the sound of this song, they've got it all”.... KFMG’s
Tom Marshall hears "A haunting hook that sounds
better with each listen”... From WRXK’s Greg Mull,
"My fave of the week. Could be a multl format
record”.... and from KBLE’s Ron Sorenson, ”| got the
same musical rush on the first listen as | felt on first
hearing Spandau’s "True” or "Who Can It Be Now”
from Men At Work.” New on 63, wiht the week’s
highest #51 debut.

Lou Gramm, "Ready or Not”, Atlantic. Say
Hello to the #1 single and album! “Midnight Blue”
holds the top slot by again dominating the Increase
Index with 37, with 89 heavies, 44 powers and 40 top
5 request mentions. The album powers 5-1 thanks to
"Ready or Not”s huge 77-46 advance, the longest
gain on the Hard Hundred this week. It picks up
increasees at KLOL, KSJC WQBK and WRXL, with
54 adds to date and 12 heavies. "Heartache” should
debut next week, because, as KGON’s Inessa York
says, "You can’t find a track that couldn’t be a hit on
this album....

Gregg Allman, ”I'm No Angel”, Epic. Consider
this one closed. 17 adds takes the three week total
to 146, 58 of which have it heavy, with our second
highest 37 increases moving "Angel” 19-9, bringing
the Lp in at #13. And the phones keep pace--with
27 top 5 mentions and a #4 Most Requested showing.
WOUR’s Tom Starr says, "Three months ago | was
worried about Gregg’s chances for a legit comeback,
but this is a real zinger”. As are any and all airplay
indicators, bub...

Esquire, "To the Rescue”, Geffen.

”"Moving Together” looks to be stalling a bit--with
only 5 adds, 4 increaess and 37 stations to date, but
"To The Rescue” appears to be doing just that with
14 adds (WMMR, KICT, KILO, KLPX, WLAV) and a #99
debut. As KGB’s Pam Edwards says, "The Esquire
record is fabulous. Her voice is quite unique, falling
somewhere between male and female. Everyone who
hears this record is intrigued”....

The Kinks, "Lost and Found”, MCA. Moving
nicely, Ray and the Boys notch up a 56-47 track
advance. We've got 63 to date, with 13 adds , 7 ups
(including KBCO, KFMQ, KQWB, WTPA and KZAP),
and 15 heavies.

Jason and the Scorchers, "Shotgun Blues”,
EMI. Now, | LOVE ”Golden Ball and Chain”, and was
hoping you folks would walk that sucker right to the
top. | like ”Shotgun Blues”, but | loved hearing
KAZY’s Tim Jeffreys tell me the track tested close to
95% positive. Factor in Dave Hamilton’s success at
KQRS, and that should tell you the people want to
hear More Jason More Often. Meanwhile,”Shotgun”
gains a #94 Hard Hundred foothold, with new air on
WNEW, WXRK, KISS and a dozen more. Safe city—-
and tons of fun.

Santana, "Veracruz”, Columbia

Oh Boy!! They’'ve got themselves another hit. 117
stations can’t be wrong, especially when 14 of ’em
sese fit to up it (KRQR, WEGR, WMAD, KLOS, WIMZ,
WLLZ and KRIX), and 15 already list heavy. It's
underlined 35-24, and as Kelly Cruise knows, ”It's a
wonderful mid-winter break”

Paul Simon, "The Boy In The Bubble”, WB.
I'll confess. It really took getting my hands on the CD
to roll "Graceland” up to heavy rotation at my house.
But now that I'm there, I'd like a little company. And,
it looks like 'm not alone. The new 12” comes
through with our fourth longest 60-40 advance, with
34 adds, and 90 now playing, although only 9 list
heavy or better rotation at this stage--with 7
increases. WLIR’s Larry Dunn comments, "Pretly
amazing that WLIR added a Paul Simon record. Even
more amazing is the Steve Thompson remix of "Boy
In The Bubble”. It's great and only goes to show what
a great record ’Graceland’ is.”... Underlined 46-35 on
the album chart.

Deep Purple, "Call Of The Wild”, Polygram.
I's not often you misfire on that all important first
track and manage to turn it around unscathed. That’s
definitely the case here. If anthing we're already
seeing faster growth than ”Bad Attitude” ever
exhibited. ”Call” orders up 10 increass, 21 more adds
and 11 heavies to push 41-28, and that momentum
turns the Lp numbers around 17-15.

Bon Jovi, "Let It Rock”, Mercury. “Living
On A Prayer” keeps that Most Requested
stranglehold, although the overall play is cooling
down signficantly. ”Let It Rock” is slotting in nicely,
with 15 adds, and a 94-66 gain, the second biggest
move this week. It’s already heavy at 6, including
KISS WPLR. WRCN, and KFMG. There’s also
healthy action on "Never Say Goodbye”, with 9 adds,
5 heavies, and a #74 debut.

Psychedelic  Furs. "Heartbreak  Beat”,
Columbia. The key breakthrough criteria continues
to develop: KBCO, KTCL, WBRU, WMGM, KTYD,
CHEZ and 5 more up it, 14 more add it, and we're
already looking at 21 heavies. Solid early requests,
too, with top five status at KTYD, KRNA, WBRU,
WFNX, WXXP, and four more. 91 adds to date make
for a 59-44 Hard Hundred move. From KRNA’s Steve
Kosbau, ”The new P-Furs is performing in a
noteworthy manner. "Heartbreak Beat’ is the kind of
superpleaser that will keep us winning.”

Concrete Blonde, "True”, IRS

| think True” is one of the best songs out. You've
read raves from Redbeard, Lin Brehmer, Ted
Edwards, Kim Alexander, and half a dozen more. But
you want to hear the best comment on this act I've
seen so far. Try KJOT’s Dave Stone, ”| added it even
though everybody at the station hates it; the
receptionist, bookkeeper--everybody. We tested it
and even our listeners hated it. But Dave the Radio
Slave has a gut feeling about his song and I'm going
to add it because I'm the Boss”. Yo, Dave we
applaud trusting your instincts, write if you get work.
In all seriousness, fck ’em all. They’re wrong about a
great record. Why, here’s another big load of hot
stats: It's new on 12, upped at 6, now on 74, and
underlined 65-53. Good God, it might even be time to
push the button on ”Dancing on the Edge”, already
pulling giant 25+ male calls at WMAD.

Los Lobos, "Shakin Shakin Shakes”,
Slash/WB. What does it take to slam dunk top 10
track status? 26 play Increases, 6 powers, 63
heavies, and 156 stations on the case. And with
numbers like that, would somebody please cut loose
with a little focussed play on our favorite "One Time,
One Night”, which more than one critic has called the
best track on the record, far and away.
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Colin James Hay, "Hold Me”, Columbia. The
hook didn’'t hit most on first listen, but the on air
validation is coming through nicely. As WOUR'’s Tom
Starr says, "This is a song we've come 180 degrees
on. On first listen it sounded like Jimmy Buffett on
safari, but it does have an undeniable hook and a
very endearing lyric.” This report found 11 play
increases, including WDVE, KMOD, KRQR, WHMD
and KLBJ. Colin's new on 5, now on 84, with
heaviest play at KRQR, KBCO, WLUP, WPLR, wIOQ,
WTPA, KLBJ, KRIX, and CHOM.

REO Speedwagon, “That Ain’'t Love”, Epic.
Our next report will show a nice pickup on ”"Screams
and Whispers”, but in the meantime the single
continues to stretch out. It's got 131 total stations,
with 18 now power and 63 heavies. It's one of our
biggest point gainers, with 26 increases, and a 10-5
Hard Hundred Advance.

Robin Trower, "No Time”, Crescendo. Still
one of our most bullish performers, and as KLOL’s
Dayna Steele says, "Any AOR can’t go wrong with
Robin Trower. He is another really strong image artist.
The new add board boasts KLOL, KGON, WIYY,
WPYX, WRDU and several more, with KISS, WHCN,
WRIF, KLAQ, WDVE, and WRKI among this week’s 16
increases. The Lp gains 27-24, fueled by ”No
Time™s 24-21 move.

Bob Geldof, "Love Like a Rocket”, Atlantic.
One song we’d love to see break busts loose with a
100-80 advance this week, with one of the meatiest
add turnouts to date: WMMR, DC101, WMAD, KROQ,
WQBK and several more. Play ups include WPLR,
WIZN, and WIMZ.

Stevie Ray Vaughan, "Willie The Wimp”,
Epic. For a record that many programmers doubted a
month ago, this mofo’s on fire—and it's still got tons
of headroom. Check out the 34-25 Hard Hundred
action. 10 adds, 12 increases and 107 current stations
put it there.

China Crisis, "Arizona Skies”, A&M

One of our favorite upper demo tracks pulls in with a
98-91 underline, five deep in rotation jumps--CFNY,
KWIC, KKBR, WWZU and WHTG. Added at WHEB,
WUVA and WDHA, where Mike Boyle confesses, "I
dragged my heels on this and | don’t know why. The
video may have changed my mind on this one. Check
it out’. Key calls include WBCN, KLPX, KTCL, KFOG,
KFMH, KBCO, and WLAV-FM, where Dave Lange
reports "Definitely better calls than | expected”.

Pseudo Echo,”Living in a Dream”, RCA. The
Nipper’s baby band to watch rolls up another active
chart week. “Dream” pushes 74-63 with 5 adds, 58
to date, and ups from WAAF, WPLR, KWIC and four
more. As noted in comments from Redbeard and
Mark Miller--both board certified for tinding Big
Singles--this thing will fly huge on CHR once the edit
hits, so use the exclusive while you can.

Little America, "Walk On_Fire”,Geffen. The
loping pace may take a bit of getting used to, but it's
the way they like it in Denver. Again to KAZY’s Tim
Jeffreys, who put it through the paces with a 92%
positive audience response.Pretittty good. We came
up with a total of 11 OTB adds, including KILO,
WQFM,WNEW, KISS, and KRIX. Here’s more: Tom
Scheppke, KISS, "The most exciting thing I've heard
this week. It has an 80's vision, but with a rock
sound. Can’t fail.” ..Even the Very Curt Gary likes it,
saying "If my ears don’t fool me, these guys have
listened to a Twilley album or two. Sounds like real
potential here”.

Waysted, "Heaven Tonight”, Capitol. 1 cant
believe the number of people commenting on how
much they love the band but hate the name. Jeez. Tell
‘'em it's the Stranglers for Chrissake. Here’s Ron
Garrett, KDJQ, "This is as safe a record as you’re
going to find. Strong enough for your 18-24 men, yet
sensitive enough to seduce your women. When a
record that covers this many bases comes along,
jump on it.” New on 5, now on 34, upped at WDHA,
WTPA, and KWIC. Underlined 79-71.

Hank Williams, "My Name Is Bocephus”, WB.
We told you this one was for real, and so do these
call letters: KFOG, KICT, WCMF, WHJY, and WCKG.
You can find more than a few big name rockers that
couldn’t pull that much beef. Ongoing play at KQRS,
KDKB, KICT, WAAF, WKLS (who upped), WQFM,
WMAD, and half a dozen more debut it at #96.

Poison, "Talk Dirty To Me”, Capitol. They may
not fit in your particular format parameters, but there
is definitely something shaking here you ought to
know about. The video is pulling megaMTV calls, the
Ratt tour is ready to kick up again, and the kids
definitely want to hear more. Here’s KISS® Tom
Scheppke: "The Poison record is burning up and MTV
is kicking in too. We’ve been on it for a month, and
the kids are eating it up.” From WWZU’'s Mark
Williams, ”There is absolutely no reason for any rock
station not to be playing 'Talk Dirty’. What a record!
Take a hip band, fix them up with a powerful video,
put them in heavy night time rotation and you’ve got a
top phoner. Poison puts the bite back in rock radio.”

Hipsway, "The Honeythief”, Columbia.

| loved hearing WIOT’s Jim Steel talk about missing
the Outfield and getting tortured by his Columbia rep.
Don't you hate it when that happens? Welllll, keep an
eye on this one, cause they’re building a nice little
case. How about that #88 debut, complete with new
air on WIOQ, WIOT, WPLR, WWCT, KATP and WCCC.
Airplay is already 41 deep, with 5 heavies and 1
power. Watch it.

In Pursuit, "Only For You”, MTM.

KUPD tops the new action for this report, with WKDF,
KZEL, KRIX, and WDHA the best in so far. The video
appears to be affecting a listener ripple, and we’ll
certainly vouch for this track’s hook recall. A week
later and you can still flash it on the screen.

When they
called, well, by this time, we knew what was going on.
Into the room. Howard and Frank. It was short.

We're proud of what we did. We're not freaking out
or panicking.”

David Perry, KMET afternoon driver, eight years
at the station: "When | was fired, [GM] Howard Bloom
told me nobody cared. That it was over and they were
just now getting around to burying it. | guess |
belleved him, too.. but when | got home the LA
TIMES was on one phone, the HERALD-EXAMINER
was on the other, KLOS called us to come say
goodbye and explain to our listeners. And when we
got down there, Channels 2, 4, 7, and 11 were all
down there. The next day the Irish wake was at Pat
Kelly’s house, and the TIMES was there, PEOPLE
magazine, and Channel 2 were there. It was after that
| said, 'You know [laughing], somebody still cares.’
We've been thrust Into a medla maelstrom. None of
us went out and called anybody.

All of us were shocked, but then agaln, all of us
weren’t. Through all those program directors (six in
the last three years), we couldn’t understand why the
statlon was dolng what it was doing.

It’s hard to think that will never be a KMET again.
The one thing that people have to remember Is that
KMET wasn’t just a set of call letters and a frequency,
it was a group of people. But the fact that the name Is

gonna be gone is the sad part. continued
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Redbeard, KTXQ, Dallas: ‘I like the attitude and stance that Johnette takes. The lyrics printed for the song
‘True’ are must reading for anyone who claims to still be in rock and roll. Curiosity calls already’’. . .

Lin Brehmer, WXRT, Chicago: *‘| have serene confidence about Concrete Blonde. ‘True’ and ‘Dancing on the
Edge’ are the kinds of songs that | don’t have to wrestle with, that | don’t have to reconsider, that | don’t
have to listen to for a third time. These are songs that will make a band happen. Hand me that cigar.”

Ted Edwards, KGB-FM, San Diego: ‘‘Boy, this is a quality record. It was cool the first couple of times and
then Bang!! It really hit me on the third listen. Great hook.’’

There has been anger, but this is not something we
dwell on. We talk about old times—-good things, funny
things. We say, 'You know what? We can do
something better now.’

I was fired poolside. Welcome to the Hotel
California. Frank Cody called me up about ten a.m,,
and he said, '‘David Perry? Frank Cody here.’ |
said ’looks like it’s over, doesn’t it, Frank?’ Frank
goes, 'Howard and | would like to talk to you. Can you
meet us poolside at the Sheraton Premiere?
[Laughter]. So | went in my Don Johnson best. My
‘can-see-out-can't-nobody-see-in’ LINE 1 shades.

And | went down there and said ’if you guys are
gonna fire me at the Sheraton Premiere poolside, you
gotta buy me a drink” We chatted for about forty
minutes, they gave me a check, | gave them my keys
and | went home.”

Rick Lewis, KMET 6-10p DJ, three years with the
station: "They brought me back in November of last
year. That's why this was such a big surprise. When
they brought me back they told me aldt of things
about the direction of the station. Everything seemed
really positive. We thought there might some minor
adjustments, but certainly nothing that we wouldn’t be
a part of.

They told us that they had been out of the station
for the last four or five weeks, working on a
promotional package so big it had to be done outside
the offices.

And | think that might have been the plan at first.

But then, the book came back. | think they said
'whoa.’ Then they hired some company to research
the feasibility of keeping KMET together. Within a
couple of weeks, they came to the conclusion that
they had to pull the plug on it. All this happened
quickly. Two weeks maybe.

| can’t go my entire career getting fired like this
over and over again for no reason. This was the
second time I've been fired at KMET in oné year.

But | feel fortunate to have worked at a place as
incredible as KMET. It was a magical place, the kind
other stations can’t compare to. It's a really sick
thought, but 1 would probably go back there.”

Rick Scarry, co-morning host: ”I came back to
KMET from RKO last July. And the thing that comes
to mind how we let KHJ die with dignity. We brought
back Real Don Steele, Robert W. Morgan,
everybody. All the KMET peogple, our biggest gripe is
that they threw us out with the trash.

Looking back, well, the signs were there. You get
those strange feelings. Nobody in the building will
look at you anymore. No eye contact. Nobody was in
the station. We hadn’t seen Frank Cody for weeks.
He left a memo that he was on a research project
outside the station. They stopped bothering us--boy,
that's the big danger signal, right there! Memos and
verbal communication ceased.

You get that feeling that something is dreadfully
wrong.

The morning that it happened (and we knew
something was going to happen), Cynthia Fox
called Pat and me about 7:45 a.m. and said that she
had been asked to come to the Sheraton to meet with
Howard and Frank, we knew we were dead meat. No
two ways about it. We picked out some last songs
and tried to enjoy ourselves as much as we could.

The minute | walked out of the booth, Howard’s
secretary told me ’Howard and Frank want to see you
at the Sheraton Premiere’ and | just thought ’at least
that's close to my house.’

! walked into the room, and Howard Bloom was on
the bed with his hands behind his head. Cody
answered the door, asked me to sit down. Howard
started this speech about ’how the cancer was just
too deep; we had to cut it out.’

| said 'Howard, | didn’t even know you were sick!’ |
didn’t realize for second that they were into one of
their management metaphor deals.

Like in yesterday’s TIMES. Frank’s ketchup speech
in Patrick Goldstein’s column:

‘It wasn’t just the bad ratings that killed KMET, it
was an experiment involving a ketchup bottle.
According to KMET program director Frank Cody,
who fired the station’s entire staff on Friday as the
first step in a complete overhaul, he’d spent months
researching ways to revitalize the station. Cody was
telling the press last month the station needed to
move in a new direction, away from formula radio.

"We made every attempt possible to save KMET,”
said Frank. ”"You just don’t give up recognizable call
letters that easily. We kept wondering 'do we really
have to change the call letters?’ Finally, I pulled out a
bottle of Heinz ketchup, and filled it with French’s
mustard. Everyone looked at the the bottle of ketchup
with the mustard in it and realized that listeners just
wouldn’t accept the same station with completely new
music. The whole thing had to go.”

Anyway, the amazing thing about getting fired up in
that room was that Howard Bloom, laid on the bed
the entire time, never made an effort to get up to
even shake my hand or say goodbye.

As | look back on my days at KMET, | think: Hold
the ketchup, hold the mustard.”

Cynthia Fox, midday, ten years at the MET: ”If
somebody wrote this whole thing as a movie script
and submitted it, they’d be told 'no way.’”

Sam Bellamy, KMET PD 1975-83, (all-time
ratings high of 6.9 12+): "Whooya. I'd like to be as
candid as possible. | feel very badly for the people
over there. It's not as big a shock to me as it is to
them, because they were involved in it on a day-to-
day basis, but | was on the other side of the radio
[Sam is pursuing a new career in a law firm. That's
right. LA Law.] and | could hear it deteriorate over the
past three years. It was inevitable.

Back when | was PD, the company’s leadership
was willing to invest time and dedicate itself to
results in the long term. Apparently, that attitude no
longer exists. It’s all instant gratification. There was
no plugging in a plan and letting it work. In the past

Dear Programmer,

For the past couple of years we at CBS have been discussing
the viability of reducing the number of our promotional
twelve-inch releases. At one time the twelve-inch played

an integral part of our long range promotion and marketing
plans and also served as a guide to help radio. However,

we feel over the past few years this vehicle has suffered
from massive over use. In talking to a lot of radio friends
the majority concur.

In our desire to be sensitive to this issue the Columbia,
Epic/Portrait/CBS Associated Labels will be moving towards
eliminating a good part of our twelve-inch releases.

We do feel the necessity to provide you with some promotional
twelve-inches in advance, especially in the case of album
releases with early singles attached because we know you
appreciate the twelve-inch format for your station. This
might also apply to some of our new artists whose identities
are not yet established at the radio level. However, we

will be moving away from the automatic twelve-inch release
theory and will rarely be releasing promotional twelve-inches
of subsequent priority tracks after an album's release.

Over the coming months we will be trying some new ways in
which to work more closely with you to keep you informed

of our singles release schedule and to develop further album
tracks. One of these ways will be to reservice you with
fresh album copies bearing a sticker indicating the new
single choice and it's release date. In order for this policy
to be effective we ask that you be sensitive to new track
choices and not expect an automatic twelve-inch as the so
called '"proof" of our commitment. We also look forward to
your feedback on any additional tracks you might already be
exposing. One of album radio's greatest strengths is it's
inherent ability to lead the way in discovering and breaking
new tracks.

Over the past couple of months the twelve-inch issue has been
a hot topic of discussion. We strongly believe in album
radio and we have been listening to your comments. We hope
that this effort will help ease the vinyl crunch and will
benefit the format, the artists and the record company.

The much ballyhooed Australian Made tour not only
lost money for promoters, but it also saw one of the
musicians collapse onstage at the final show. One of
the MODELS’ horn players who had been loaned to
MENTAL AS ANYTHING suffered a coronary
arrest, and is currently hospitalized in serious but
stable condition. INXS, JIMMY BARNES, the
MODELS, DIVINYLS, SAINTS, I'M TALKING,
THE TRIFFIDS and MENTAL AS ANYTHING
participated in the $3.5 million tour. Only 20,000
attended the final show in Sydney, short of
promoters’ expectations. The poor attendance and
one postponed show led to a loss of up to $1 million
for the tour's backers. INXS and Jimmy Barnes
agreed to take lower fees for their performances
when the losses became evident. Plans for a film of
the tour have run into problems, and plans for a
double live album and CD have been scrapped.

BOB GELDOF is among the candidates for this
year's Nobel Peace Prize, according to the Nobel
committee.

THE FABULOUS THUNDERBIRDS will appear in
the spring on an edition of "Austin City Limits”. The
show was recorded just before the end of 1986,
which has seen things ”just starting to get good” for
lead guitarist Jimmie Vaughn. ”l always thought
things would have to get better,” he says, "’cause
they couldn’t get too much worse.”

Rock & Roll” movie.

DON EVERLY of the Everly Brothers has checked
out of Vanderbilt University Hospital in Nashville. He
had been hospitalized for almost a week, but Everly’s
family asked that no information be given out on his
condition or treatment.

The leader of the Britain’s Rainbow Alliance is
proposing that CLIVE JACKSON, lead singer for
Doctor & The Medics, be the party’s candidate in an
upcoming election in the London suburb of
Greenwich. However, the band has been on tour in
ltaly and their manager, Andrew King, says that if the
election takes place in late February or early March
Jackson might not be back in time. If he’s not, the
party’s leader is prepared to ask JOOLS
HOLLAND, Squeeze’s keyboards player, to run for
the post. Holland says he is considering the idea. "I

have an intimate knowledge of the people of this
borough,” he says. "And | do love elections on the
television —— they’re my favorite viewing. | have my
own swingometer on the wall at home.”

DICKEY BETTS, formerly of the Allman Brothers
Band, says he’s negotiating a recording contract with
Gregg Allman’s record label. But that doesn’'t mean
there will be a permanent reunion of the Allman
Brothers. 71 don’t think that we will ever lay down
everything we’re doing and re-group the Allman
Brothers Band,” Betts says. "But | do think that
there’s definitely a chance of doing an album
sometime down the road, although it’s not planned
right now.” Betts, who wrote a top ten country hit
with Mickey Gilley last year, has been working on
solo material with producer John Boylan. "It's very
Dickey Betts-sounding material,” he says. "Very
guitar-oriented, very mainstream rock and roll with a
blues energy to it.” Betts, who appeared on Don
Johnson’s album, says he declined Johnson’s
overtures about appearing on Miami Vice. ”I'd like to
do it sometime, but | want to wait until I've got an
album out. If 'm going to do it, | want to help my
music with it instead of just going on there and not
being able to gain any momentum from it.”

According to Adweek magazine, the faster the tempo
of background music in a restaurant, the faster
customers complete their meal. A survey conducted
by Fairfield University in Connecticut found that the
average customer takes 3.3 bites per minute when no
music is played, 3.8 bites per minute when slow
music is played, and 4.4 bites per minute when fast
music is played.

The Deafness Research Foundation in New York says
it is asking the federal government for ”stringent”
regulation of noise levels at entertainment events. "It
is imperative that a federal law be passed that would
neutralize or temper the noise level prevalent in the
entertainment industry,” says Dr. Beverly Armstrong,
of Charlotte, North Carolina, the director of the
foundation. Armstrong says that rock concerts in her
area "are often followed by a flood of patients to my
office. They complain of ringing in their ears, and
some are aware of hearing loss. People must be
made aware that any noise loud enough to cause
ringing in the ears is loud enough to cause hearing
loss if the exposure is prolonged.”

BON JOVI have recorded some tracks with CHER
for her next album.

PAUL SIMON’s name has been removed from the
list of names compiled by the United Nations of
artists who have broken the U.N.’s cultural boycott of
South Africa. ”"Mr. Simon sent us a letter promising
he would not play in South Africa,” says Amer Araim,
senior political adviser for the U.N.s Special
Committee Against Apartheid. Simon had been cited
for going to South Africa in 1985 and recording some
of the songs for the "Graceland” album.

LITTLE RICHARD is suing two songwriters who
contend that they wrote ”It's A Matter Of Time (Great
Gosh A’Mighty)”, which was featured in the film
"Down And Out In Beverly Hllls”. Richard says he
and BILLY PRESTON wrote and copywrited the
song in 1985. However, SYLVIA SMITH and JOHN
SCHULLER claim the song is derivative of one they
earlier wrote with Preston, and Preston complains
their claim is preventing him. from getting any

Growing up in Binghampton, New York, her mother
learned that their next door neighbor's son was a
record producer from New York City. ”l used to
write poetry and stuff and just play make-up music,
but | never really had written a song,” LeBow says.
”So my mother tells me, ’Her son’s coming to town
next week...You better write some songs by then.’
And in a week, | wrote seven songs. It wasn’t hard, it
was easy for me,” she says. “Then | got so into it, |
just kept doing it.” LeBow readily admits being a fan
of rockers like John Cougar Mellencamp, Tom Petty,
Bryan Adams, and Steve Winwood, though she cites
Aretha Franklin as a longtime influence. “That kind of
music is what | like,” she says, adding that she’s

" been a particular fan of Bruce Springsteen since his

early days . ”He made a big impact on me,” she
says, adding that because Springsteen’s so popular
these days, ”it's not as much fun being so into him.”
LeBow, who was featured in Coca-Cola’s "Have A
Coke And A Smile” radio advertising campaign,
downplays her film and commercial work as "a few
jingles here and there.” LeBow wrote five of the top
ten tracks on her new "Love’s A Liar” album,
composing them first on piano. But the self-taught
musician says she’s pleased her new album,

recorded at the Power Station, is more  guitar-
oriented

than last year’s "Crimes Of The Heart” EP. “Robbie
Buchanan produced it, and he’s a keyboardist. So it

was a bit keyboard-heavy for me, and this time
around we used my band, and we went in with a
great producer, John Jansen, spent time with the
band, worked everything out and got it to sound
right.”

Artist in the 1987 British Record Industry Awards
Show in London Monday night. Ironically, Kate Bush,
who duets with Gabriel on ”Don’t Give Up”, was the
one to present Gabriel with the award. Gabriel also
won the award for Best Pop Video for
?Sledgehammer”. ”I think it's a good experience for
a man in his mid-life crisis,” Gabriel said of the
awards. ”I'm enjoying it while it’s here.” Ray Davies
of the Kinks presented the award for Best Female
Artist to KATE BUSH, who is just beginning to work
on a new album. ”I's lovely that all those young
people did vote for me,” Bush conceded, revealing
that she’s just started to work on a new album. FIVE
STAR was named the Best British

Group in the awards show. Rob Dickins, chairman of
the British Phonographic Industry, presented the
award of Outstanding Contribution to British Music to
ERIC CLAPTON, citing his contributions for over
two decades. ”It took me completely by surprise,”
Clapton says of the award. The Best International
Solo Artist award was given to PAUL SIMON by
Debbie Harry, who flew to the U.K. especially for the
awards show. THE BANGLES were named Best
International  Group. THE
HOUSEMARTINS won the award for Best British
Newcomer and “Top Gun” was named Best Film
Soundtrack. ”West End Girls” from the PET SHOP
BOYS was named Best British Single.

The British Record Industry Awards were held on the
9th of February at the Grovenor House Hotel, in the
heart of London. The ceremony was hosted by
Jonathan King, the presenter of the show that brings
American music to the British public on
“Entertainment U.S.A.". MARK KNOPFLER
collected the first award, presented by Robert Plant,
for the Best Lp, which was ”Brothers In Arms” by
DIRE STRAITS. The Best Producer award was
given by the legendary George Martin. However, the
winner, DAVE STEWART, wasn’t there and sent a
video message from the Carribbean. THE
HOUSEMARTINS were also not present to collect
their prizes for Best Newcomer, the only awards
picked by the public rather than the industry. The
Top Of The Pops award for the Best Video went to
PETER GABRIEL for ”Sledgehammer”. It was
presented to him by one of the Top Of The Pops
hosts, Gary Davis. In one of the only comments of
the evening approaching witticism, Gabriel said
sarcastically that now he had something that would
take a prized place amongst his garden gnomes. The
Best International Solo Artist was PAUL SIMON,
which was presented to him by Debbie Harry. Best
International Group, presented by Luther Vandross,
went to THE BANGLES. They were all there and
looked genuinely thrilled. They gushed into the
microphones about how they were deeply influenced
by British music. The Best Soundtrack went Top Gun
and an honorary award went to ERIC CLAPTON.
Presented to them by Kim Wilde and Jaki Graham,
the Best Group went to FIVE STAR, the family soul
singers from Rumford, who sound uncannily like the
Jackson Five. But despite their derivative material
they have notched up impressive gold sales in this
country. The Best in Female Artist was KATE
BUSH, given to her by Kinks man Ray Davis. Kate
remalned onstage to present the award for Best Male
Artist which was, as it happened, her old friend
PETER GABRIEL, who made the second witticism
of the evening pondering that maybe if he put the
awards together they might breed. The Best Single
went to "West End Girls” by the PET SHOP BOYS
awarded by Boy George, in one of his first public
appearances in a long time. The I-1/2 hour ceremony
was punctuated by performances from Spandau
Ballet, Whitney Houston, Level 42, Curiosity Killed
The Cat and Simply Red. Later, on the news, all who
were interviewed from the music biz who attended
were agreed that new blood in music was desperately
needed. The BRI awards will be seen throughout the
world, due to an agreement between the BBC and
Network 10, who for the second year have the
responsibility of packaging the ceremony. Last year's
drew impressive ratings in the States and Canada. 10
will also start importing "Top Of The Pops” for a
special American edition. It's a pity TOTP has seen
better years.

A dark shadow has been cast over the plans for One
World. One of the event's big patrons is the
Archbishop of Canterbury and his special Middle East
envoy, Mr. Terry Waite, at press time was still
missing, presumed kidnapped, and the organizers of
One World are holding back on all details until Mr.
