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THIRD REPORT More On The Picks...
Neil Young & The Bluenotes, "Ten Men
Workin'", Reprise.... Neil's one guy who's not afraid
to tackle a new direction, and never was his willingness to tan-
gentialize more evident than in those good ole Geffen years.
"Trans" was his electronic album, "Everybody's Rockin"' was
rockabilly, "Old Ways" country and "Landing On Water" total-
ly garage. Then there was "Live" for the live garage aficionado.
But through it all, his fans remain very loyal and committed.
And we know they'll be thrilled when they hear you play what
we think is Neil's most focused and timely variation on the rock
and roll theme yet. Neil calls this horn driven style "Power
Swing", and yes, it does both. The style is perfect for his legion
of long term upper demo types, with plenty of slick street ap-
peal for younger listeners. It's fun, it's accessible --and we
think it's destined to be his biggest radio record since "Rust
Never Sleeps"....

Divinyls, "Back To The Wall", Chrysalis....
From the time Divinyls broke onto the scene back in '81 with
"Boys In Town" from the first album right up through "Pleasure
and Pain" from the last release, Christine's voice has continued
to rank as one of the most powerful and distinctive in the ranks
of female rockers. Nobody has that sound, and few belt it out
with the kind of savage grace that has punctuated their singles
and albums. And if you ever saw any of their early and mid-
dle period performances you know what I'm talking about. But
now, as the title implies, they need a hit single. Enter Mike
Chapman, who produced "Pleasure" and "Only Lonely" on the
last album. As such, he's one of the only hitmeisters who
could deliver The Sound without comprising Chrissie's
trademark tones --and that's exactly what he did. The grit and
growl is there to spare on the album --and as a major fan of the
band, I'm glad to seem them back with the perfect piece of
vinyl for the job they've got to get done....

Scorpions, "Rhythm Of Love", Mercury....
Yes, we were as surprised as you that the Scorps would cover
a Yes tune --and so soon after the original was all over the radio.
Of course, this is re- Ily an original --but it's as safe and secure
as any supergroup follow-up you'd care to name. And con-
sidering it's been four years since the last studio album, it's
not as if the group needs to take any chances to be guaran-
teed gigantic reaction on all fronts --and in this case, on all for-
mats. They'll be super visible throughout the spring and
summer on the "Monsters Of Rock" tour, with the headline solo
tour to follow through Christmas --and on into 89. Think about
that --and power it up out of the box....

Record Of The Week
Cheap Trick, "The Flame", Epic.... At this
stage of their career, they didn't get 88 adds for any reason
other than one great song. Hey, let's talk back to the wall. The
radio reaction says it all: Jeff Michaels, KSQV, "Top 5 after
one week and judging by their response this should be one of
their biggest songs ever".... Wendy Steele, WLVO, "The band
sounds very polished and the song becomes more hypnotic
with every listen".... Joe Blood, KEZO, "Good to see them pull-
ing out all the stops --and it's a great performance as well"....
Paul Nelson, WWCT, "This is guaranteed to get them back
on top. It's their best effort since 'If You Want My Love'"....
Robert Harder, KWLN, "They have a potential #1 on their
hands. This is the kind of song that rock radio has been beg-
ging this band for.... Richard Smith, WIXV, "If you have any
doubts, all you need to do is play it and the response will
change your mind"....

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES
Pat McLaughlin, "No Problem", Capitol....
Although several stations like KLOL reported active interest
calls for "Wrong Number", "No Problem" is unquestionably the
song most of my friends play over and over at their garden
parties. Just ask Pam Edwards, Bob Bittens, Dave Kane,
Michael Hughes or anyone else at the New Orleans showcase.
Dave Edmunds fans are gonna love that trademark Billy Brem-
ner guitar (which we think shines brightest on this particular
track), and lyrically it's a winner as well. CD reservice on your
desk this week....

Iron Maiden, "Can I Play With Madness",
Capitol.... The early signs tell us that Maiden's first real
concept album will also be their first real mainstream radio suc-
cess as well. For instance, as huge as they are on the con-
tinent, the BBC has never played the band, yet they're
pounding this record --which made a 4-3* move on that list this
week. WBCN popped the import with a full time add, as did
MTV with the video. For once, the tour is timed to coincide
with the album release --instead of rolling in long after the retail
peak --though their previous tours have always sparked tons
of Lp sales regardless of,the timing --as per the 7 million albums
they've sold in North America. Bottom line --there's every
reason in the world to embrace this band --and now they've
finally given you a song that's hard to resist....

Jethro Tull, "Budapest", Chrysalis.... The
current stat sheet shows it's only on two stations --but one of
them is KZEW and there it's a top 5 request item. Those Dire
Straits overtones and the slightly risque lyrics make even the
ten minute version only a slightly shorter version of "From Rus-
sia With Love", but if you prefer the abridged edition, the edit
is on the way. From one of the classic Tull albums to be....

10,000 Maniacs, "Like The Weather"
Elektra.... We're back to more front page coverage this
week for a band we really think most of you folks could be
doing a whole lot more with. I mean, I almost fell out of my
chair when WNEW's Lorraine Caruso told me it was #1
phones the other night at dinner. Even more amazing was the
fact that she managed to get a complete sentence out at a
table with Harvey Leeds. How about the fact that it's been out
for 7 months and in the last ten days has sold 45,000 records?
And those are hard, legit numbers. We're talking 222
thousand copies to date. Close to half of the stations who
have played it have top 5 phones, and with MTV just now
powering up 5-7 play per day rotation, there's multi media
saturation you can count on. Go back, listen again --because
there's a whole lotta shakin' goin' on....

Ziggy Marley, "Tomorrow People", Virgin.... We like this song so much, we'll start with the statement that
if you played anything from Graceland, Ziggy's warm and friendly tune is guaranteed to go #1 requests inside of one week (Bill's
lying). Everybody knows reggae is the single most popular style of music currently on AOR (Yeah, that and rap), and you guys
know what kind of catalogue this kid moves on a weekly basis (No, but this record could really blow out). True, the KBCO,
WXRT, WBCN type stations may be slow to come on board since this is probably a little too commercial for them, but sooner
or later the massive mainstream airplay should force the issue (But only if Naumann has film on half of the programmers in this
rag). Of course, CHR should come to the party in a big way (Now, that's true). And finally, if everything goes according to plan,
reggae in the form of Ziggy might finally manage to cause a little flurry at the college radio, alternative retail and grassroots street
people kind of level....

'HARD REPORT HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW . . .

Leslie West, "Love Is Forever",
Passport.... Kelly Cruise, Dick Sheetz and Robert Har-
der were among the early believers we found excited about
The Great Fatsby's comeback this week. It's an anthem for
sure --but that most of all insures singability in this case, and
we were actually surprised that the Big Guy's still got the chops
after all these years. It's already been tested with positive
results at WKLS--so crank it up and have a look-see at those
phones....

James Reyne, "Fall Of Rome", Capitol....
Yeah, OK. There are moments when James sounds more than
a little like Billy Idol. But Christ, if you happen to sound like
somebody, what's wrong with Billy? Too many #1 songs?
Pants too tight? Puh-Ieeze. WRDU's Bob Walton testifies,
"I'm going to break this song all by myself if I have to. What a
great song. The guitar and vocals on this track were made for
this format. This is a tremendous record that cannot be
denied".... It's new this week on KLOL, WRDU, KEZE, KZOQ,
WDHA and WWTR; with WRIF, WLLZ, WRXK, KSQY, KMOD,
KYYS, WHCN and KQDS already in. There's a lot more to this
artist than you might think-as you'll find out when you receive
the full CD later this week....

Semi -Twang, "Salty Tears", WB.... We front
paged this sucker two weeks ago simply because we liked it-
-expecting the Honeymoon Suites of the world to keep the add
tempo way down --but lo and behold, it's really showing some
nice early moves. Brew Michaels at KXRX calls it "Dire Straits
meets John Fogarty meets Bob Seger with a bad case of the
blues".... KEZE's Curt Cartier concurs, "Great upper demo
and male response. You bet they're calling for it and most of
the calls are saying 'God, who is that? I'd like to buy it' and
the retailers are excited, too". Already on 24 reporters, includ-
ing WMAD, WQFM, KBCO, WBAB, WRCN, KXRX, WRIF and
WZEW....

Ronnie Montrose, "Mach 1", Enigma....
You know we're giant Satriani fans, but it's only fair that one
of the original guitar gods should get a little of the action. At
this stage it's obvious the audience is ready and willing to
respond to hard driving instrumental material --and you'd be
hard pressed to torque up more twists and turns than the ride
this little rocket provides. Ronnie may have been busier twist-
ing dials than bending strings of late, but one listen to this
cruising tune deluxe should tell you those digits are as dex-
terous as ever....

Toto, "Stay Away", Columbia.... Talk to anyone playing the record, and their first reaction is "Wow, that's Toto!!".
And then it gets better when those phone calls start --and they're already happening to the tune of Top 5 at CILQ, WKQQ, KUPD,
WRIK, KMJX and WGIR, with guys like KJJO's Michael Cross telling us "We're surprised and pleased with the response". I

probably don't have to tell you how hard his station rocks. As you've probably read, the core listeners think it's Rainbow and
those who know it's Toto are glad the group finally got some lead in that pencil. It's an image turnaround akin to spotting that
hot high school gym teacher in a lingerie ad. Already on WPLR, KDJK, KFMF, KILO, KMOD, KRXQ, WEZX, WIMZ, WLLZ, WPYX,
KSQY and a dozen more. It's music on the move, with a 95* debut this week....

IMPACT TRACKS
Honeymoon Suite, "Love Changes Everything", WB.... Another couple of killer tunes like this, and this
band will be "The Foreigner of the 90's". This hard rockin' and ultimately melodic monster moves out with 83 first week adds,
10 of which start it heavy --including KAZY, KSJO, WHJY, WIOT, WQFM and WRXK. And as good as this thing sounds on the
radio, we'll be surprised if we don't see at least that many more move it to power in our next report. From KWLN's Robert Har-
der, "If you're looking for the next Bon Jovi, this is the closest you're likely to come. An immediate reaction record".... Karen
Small, WGIR, "With the help of Ted Templeman, this will ride to the top of the charts faster than an elevator".... Ty Banks, KQWB,
"The perfect advance cut, combining the best elements of this band".... Marty Griffin, KFMF, "Ted Templeman crafts their sound
with just the right combinations. Lead singer Johnny Dee has one of the best voices in the business".... Mark Williams, WWZU,
"We're talking the perfect track for warm weather, up -tempo format crossover. Hit it now before the CHR's take it away".... New
at 33*....

INXS, "New Sensation", Atlantic.... Nobody's
better at funk for suburbanites --as anyone who's had the
pleasure of catching one of their shows will testify. And, hey,
even if "Dogs in Space" flopped, it's only a matter of time 'til
Mr. Hutchence hits it big in the multi -media star department.
This week the latest chapter in their hit machine struts 29-20*,
courtesy of 30 adds, 18 ups, and 56 heavy/power reports. Also
be aware of the 11-8* album turnaround. As well as this whole
project is maintaining, you ought to at least be warming up
"Mystify' and "Kick" in your on -deck rotations....

The Adventures, "Broken Land",
Elektra.... The tempo and arrangement here obviously
has the goods to get those women and upper demos --but we
sure think this song has what it takes to also pull your core
rock listeners --a huge melody and no schlock --with that
wonderful acoustic piano mixed up nice and high. The rock
radio build intensifies with 14 more adds, Ups from KRXQ,
WIZN, KWIC, KMBY, KZAP, WDHA, WPDH, WTPA and five
more, and a grand total of 88 stations bringing in the 50-42*
gain. Factor in the upcoming European tour with Fleetwood
Mac, and a solid 10 station startup week at Top 40, and you're
halfway home to a broken band....

Deacon Blue, "Dignity", Columbia.... How
clean and clear is "Dignity"? WRDU's Bob Walton feels, "It
should be a federal crime to listen to Deacon Blue on anything
but a CD. It's a well crafted tune that doesn't sound like any-
thing else that's out there".... This week's 21 adds take the
three week station count to 101, with KAZY, KRNA, WIMZ and
WKDF the first to roll up heavy rotation. It's also quite healthy
in the increase department, too --with WKDF, KMOD, KRQR,
KZAM, WDHA, WHFS and WGTU among those increasing
play. Up 45-34*....

A little further west, KRXQ's quotemonster Ron Garrett
predicts, "It will work well because it's mainstream. We need a new crop of artists to start developing. We can't have Foreigner
the rest of our lives".... Key calls: KLOS, KRQR, KZEW, WDIZ, WQFM, KZAP, KISS, KLOL, WKLS, WNEW and WRXK. New at
69*....
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gARD REPORT IMPACT TRACKS
Yngwie Malmsteen, "Heaven Tonight",
Polydor.... Good ole OyVey's never come flying out of the
box like this! Thanks in part to Joe Lynn's masterful perfor-
mance, "Heaven" hits the bricks with 42 adds --a list loaded with
majors like KBPI, KDKB, KOME, KTXQ, WDVE, WHCN, WIYY,
WLLZ, WNOR, WNEW, WYNF, KRXQ, KSJO and WQFM.
'YNF's Charlie Logan quips, "This is a duo too good to pass
up. Yngwie rips and Joe Lynn roars".... WDVE's Anthony Al-
fonsi adds, "Joe Lynn teaming up with Yngwie is probably
going to make this a big success. Joe's vocals are what
Yngwie's been needing. His track record with Rainbow
speaks for itself".... From WAPL's Rick Panneck, "Yngwie
plus Joe Lynn equals mass AOR explosiveness".... Patty Mar-
tin, KSJO, "We gave it a few test spins last week and it im-
mediately jumped into the Top 5 most requested. Much more
accessible than some of his past music and Joe's vocal adds
just the right touch"....

Kings Of The Sun, "Serpentine", RCA....
Just two weeks out --and it's already looking like the hottest
new reaction record prospect on the street. After all, the Most
Added competition's never been tighter --yet "Serpentine" has
amassed a fast 93 adds along with a giant 61-35 Hard Hundred
move --this week's second longest underline. Big stuff! And
reaction? From WHTQ's Mike Lyons, "We are getting im-
mediate calls on this one. It's remarkable the action on this
record".... Ty Banks, KQWB, "It's really knocking down the
doors here. The first response has been very encouraging"....
Richard Smith, WIXV, "The response has been great. Should
be top 5 phones soon, since it's already generating a lot of in-
quisitive calls".... And from KEZE's Curt Cartier, "#5 phones
here.

Dokken, "Heaven Sent", Elektra.... With
album sales at 1.7 Mil, the home video platinum at 50K, and
the "Monsters Of Rock" tour right around the corner --could this
album play priority get any easier? A little bit of blade work on
the intro and guitar break make those subtle differences for all
daypart play, and you've got to be impressed by this week's
radio action: New on 20, including KSJO, WRDU, WQFM,
KTXQ, KRXQ, KQRS, KMOD, KOME KISS, KAZY and KFMG.
New at 81*....

TAKE TWO
White Lion, "Tell Me", Atlantic.... Did you hear these guys passed on American Bandstand? Hey, "Wait" may be
a CHR breaker this week, and they may look great on MTV --but White Lion is first and foremost a rock and roll outfit. Afterall,
who are they touring with? Aerosmith! And after that they'll seg directly to the AC/DC tour. If that's not combat duty to the max,
I'll eat my stuffed lion! "Tell Me" places as our third longest gainer, 85-62*, with 16 more adds, 45 now playing, and heavy play
at KBPI, KJJO, WLLZ, KNAC and KRQU. We understand WYNF is getting even stronger reaction to this follow-up than they did
to "Wait", with Charlie saying, "These guys are on the verge of Superstardom. Anyone in on the early days of Bon Jovi can see
the similarities".... From KFMX's Jeff Ivan, "They're hot with all audiences right now, and they're one of the few bands out at this
point that has what it takes for a long and massive career"....

Joe Satriani, "Surfing With The Alien",
Relativity.... WKLS' Beth Kepple speaks for those
demonic dialers who are keeping Joe's phones hot coast to
coast, "I didn't realize how much I missed instrumental rock
and roll until Joe's album came along. It hasn't left my car's
tape deck since I got it. Vocals? Who needs them when the
music is this good".... Dick Sheetz, KRZQ, agrees, "This
master guitarist has another good one that will light up your
phones. This will be the second time we've added this song
to our playlist".... Joe's double shot nails down our fifth longest
gain this week, 71 -53* --with 14 adds, 55 now playing, and
heavy spins at KGB, KJJO, KOME and WBCN....

The early phones look
just as good --with KYYS, WQFM, KABL, KJET, KTYD, KWLN, WNDY, WVVV, WWVU, KSQY and WBLM all reporting Top 5 ac-
tion. With that kind of excitement, you'll want to drop a depth charge or two shortly, and "House We Used To Live In" is where
to start --followed by "Drown In My Own Tears"....

Bodeans, "Pick Up The Pieces",
Reprise....

If you've heard it you
know this is a one listen record".... In addition to the heavy add
at WEBN, there's new air at KSJO, WEQX, WDHA, WKLS and
WVVV--for a total of 48 adds to date. New at 90*....

Joni Mitchell, "Snakes And Ladders",
Geffen.... Although the play continues to fill in beautifully
here --with 7 adds, 12 ups and 21 now heavy --we are surprised
that of 109 reporters now on the case, we can only find two
top 5 phone mentions --those of WMDK and WHCN. If in fact,
that "Court and Spark" approach still means anything to your
listeners (upper demo females in particular), we would have
expected significantly stronger phones --not to say that the
tune doesn't have at least several weeks more to spark (as
they say) at least a few more calls. 31-30 on the mostly Hard
Hundred....

Johnny Hates Jazz, "Shattered Dreams",
Virgin....

KCAL, WMAD, KMBY and WRDU are among
the 17 new adds this week bringing the station count to 129.
Ty Banks at KQWB says "Lynyrd Skynyrd is our number one
phone item this week, the audience is fanatical about the
band".... 29 reporters are feeling that way too, reporting Heavy
or better rotations are KILO, WDVE, KISS, WNEW, KOME and
KRXQ. "Hey, if 'Swamp Music' doesn't grab you try 'Sweet
Home Alabama', 'I Know A Little' or 'That Smell' for a week or
so", advises KPOI's Andy Preston, "Johnny Van Zant's at-
titude and energy plus inspired playing from the band keeping
the feel of the tribute positive and upbeat rather than mourn-
ful"....

Like ole King Midas, Bruce once again
has the golden touch, who else has people standing in line to
buy his next single, just for the B side?....

Sting, "Englishman in New York", A&M....
Here's a song that the INS may be listening to very closely just
to see if he's saying legal or illegal alien. Trying to deport Sting
now would only get the U.S. Government in more trouble than
they are now, at least he didn't sell arms to Iran! All he has
done is supply us with more great music mixed with that cool
jazzy feel. KPOI, WEGR, WHMD, and yes, KGB are among the
13 new stations on this one. How's 26 Heavy or better rota-
tions grab you? In that pack are WPLR, WNEW, KISS, WWDC,
KTYD and CHOM. If you're on the fence remember, it's al-
ready platinum plus, he's selling out everywhere and the song

Balaam And The Angel "I Love The
Things You Do To Me, Virgin.... Grimm
couldn't have written a better story on Balaam. It seems like
something out of a fairy tale the way this song is moving up
the charts and picking up stations. How many are on you ask?
149 at last count with WHTQ's Mike Lyons one of the new 8
reporters this week, "We finally found room for Balaam, this
reminds me of 'Message From the Country' by The Move, circa
1969".... Speaking of movement, 20 stations give "I Love" Ups
in their charts including KGB, KRQR, WRXK, WVVV, KYYS,
WDIZ and WHCN. 40 are jamming it Heavy or better with
KBCO, KBPI, KSJO, WDVE, WTPA and KYYS putting Virgin's
Angels in a lot of ears. Sitting at 19* this week and poised to
climb to heavenly heights....

Will And The Kill, "Heart Of Steel",
MCA.... When the subject of conversation turns to great
musical families the names Jackson, Wilson and Partridge
probably come to mind.

Midnight Oil, "Beds Are Burning",
Columbia.... Brew Michaels at KXRX has "The"
strongest comment of the week, perhaps the year, "Midnight
Oil is now #1 most requested. I would be happy to say it's
important to let the audience decide. We waited on this
record, the first week we put it to #1 phones.

Another huge week for Robert Plant shows him muscling
within striking distance of Henry Lee Summer on a wave of
rotational increases and enough top five phone reports to
qualify "Tall Cool One" as the hottest request item among for-
mat leaders. Among the impressive list of winners who have
this song in a Power rotation count KATT, KISS, WEBN, WRXK
and KYYS. Other stations reporting massive phones are
KTXQ, KGON, WKDF and WNEW among others. With a full
head of steam and some tricky Zep sampling, look for this one
to give the number 1 position a real run.

Four new faces in the top ten show up this week and they look
like they are here to stay. With a 11-6* move this week,
George Thorogood makes an impressive move with help
from CFOX, KQRS, WAAF and WZZO. The percentage of
Power players increases on a weekly basis and our Lonesome
friend George is in a crowd once again. Another song that is
motivated by ups in rotational play is "(Nothing But) Flowers"
by the Talking Heads. Increases to Power at KPOI and KYYS

are helped by support at KPEZ, WRKI, WFYV and KGB. This
band continues to dance along the cutting edge and their 13-
7* jump on the Winner's Chart equals their moves on the Hard
Hundred. Format leaders indicate big things for the
Smithereens very shortly by leading the way for the band with
a huge 18-8* push on their "Only A Memory" debut from the
"Green Thoughts" LP. Top phones are reported on KYYS and
KTYD where the song is moving up in rotation. WNEW, WNOR
and WRXK are among the stations smashing this high octane
track into the upper reaches of AOR acceptance. Our last Top
Ten cruncher this week comes from the "Bright Lights Big City"
soundtrack. Donald Fagen's welcome return to the format
has found a home at WKDF, KZAP, KQRS, KBCO and The
Loop where the song gets a Power play profile this week. The
Hard Hundred has this song doing very well at 13* but the
Winner's Chart leads the way with a 16-9* move that indicates
how much the format needs this sort of adult sound right now.

INXS continues a major move upward as the tour progress
hits radio and the shockwaves rumble through quality calls
like KGB, KGON, WNOR and KTYD getting the spearhead of
the Aussie Invasion a respectable 28-18* blitz on the Winner's
Chart. The tour has fired a continuing chain reaction that has
retail and request action on a renewed curve in a very positive
direction. Power play includes WZZO, WYNF and WRXK
where the track is also pegging top five phones.

The biggest debut of the past month sees Cheap Trick's
comeback posting a 24* first week performance. This ballad
with balls has found a warm welcome across the board with
big support at WKQQ, WKDF, KISS, KEZE and The Loop
where the track is put directly into Power. Programmer raves
continue to pile up and the audience will be double damned
if they don't smell a hit here. The Winner's Chart notches a
seven place differential to the Hard Hundred with the format
leaders underpinning format acceptance on all eight
cylinders.

The two continuing tracks in development are tracking a solid
growth performa this week. David Lee Roth is still building a
stairway to the stars song by song and if singles play has any
impact this album is headed for a huge sales success. Power
play at WFYV and support action on KZAP, WMMR, WNOR
and WRXK help juice the action 41-36* for yet another fast
rising slice from an album laden with AOR treats. The other
consistent performer is Deacon Blue, whose second week
delivers a healthy increase at KATT, KEZE, KGGO and KLBJ.
This tastemaker band is promising to deliver where other new
bands have stalled with a 43-30* improvement this week.

There were quite a few new tracks on the chart this week.
Honeymoon Suite leads the pack at 33* backed by a lot of
adds at WEZX, WIOT, KATT and KISS. This stylistic chunk of
rock and roll from up north seems to have a lock on MD ears
throughout the format. The Kings Of The Sun have won
numerous fans with their Butt rocking, Aussie sizzling, Back-
yard BBQing Boogie. A 38* debut and support from KZAP,
KLOL, WDVE and WPYX keeps up a healthy profile for this
down the middle of the road rocker. The only domestic track
new to the Winner's Chart comes from Guns And Roses,
whose "Welcome To The Jungle" charts at 45*. These bad
boys on the prowl are back with a song that has more lives
than a cat in heat. WZZO, KICT, WNEW and KMJX are get-
ting the maximum exposure from the band's tremendous run
on MTV and the phones are following close behind. Glass
Tiger is on the bean with their first offering from the new album.
"I'm Still Searching" has pushed the band into a more modern
guitar sound that is finding believers at KILO, WEZX, KATT and
KTXQ and a Winner's Chart ranking of 47*. The new sound
should effectively defy their critics and propel this band on an
upward spiral. The Adventures are a band with a lush sound
and a first time outing that should warm Elektra's corporate
heart. Motivated by adds on CHEZ, CFOX, KTYD and WMMR
we have a debut at 50* for this ear pleasing import from
Ireland.

Howard Bloom has resurfaced with those SMN folks in a
capacity that has him charting the expansion of the Wave Net-
work. Howard has been made Director of Sales for the Wave
Network with responsibility for signing up major market
owners and General Managers. He had formerly been with
KTWV and KMET before the big transfer to Wave technology
and was the target for much villification as a result. A 20 year
vet with parent company Metropolitan Broadcasting, Howard
will headquarter his efforts out of Los Angeles.

HARRIS WORKSHOP WINDS UP

The First Annual Harris Adult Rock Workshop was held at
Philadelphia's Adams Mark Hotel on March 24th. George Har-
ris got upbeat about the future five years on his consultant
scope. "In order to win through the 1990's we must aggres-
sively attack our markets. The target audience has matured
and so has AdultRock." When NOISE spoke to Phil Manicki
of WWCT/Peoria about the workshop he favored us with a tota-
ly spontaneous comment that, we are sure, was not retouched
in any way by George, "I was most impressed by the amount
and quality of communication presented. It was a real
roundtable affair and not just a couple of guys at a podium.
We got a real major market perspective combined with ways
to execute these great ideas at a smaller market level. We
decided to go with Harris Communications because of their
attention to detail, their ability to work with all of us on a one
to one basis. I went home with the feeling that I can conquer
the world but more than a simple hype job I left feeling confi-
dent that I understood how to accomplish all my goals for the
station." Other client programmers included Ted Utz/VVMMR,
Pam Brooks/WPDH, Mike Ondayko/WHTF, Dave
Richards/WWRX, Steve McNee/WZXL and Jeff
Stevens/WMRF.

WMAD/Madison has taken on the track by track promotion-
al values of the industry by announcing their intention to not
report adds on 12 inch releases until they have the album in
their hands. If this move catches on it could represent a
grassroots tidal wave from the radio side of things. NOISE
contacted the Wisconsin rabblerousers about their stance,
MD Paul Marszalek told us, "Basically everyone complains of
all this track orientation and everybody points the finger at
everybody else. The Catch 22 never gets broken so long as
the game goes on. Well, if we don't report these 12 inch
releases, even if we are playing them, it might help to shortcir-
cuit all this song by song hype. Sometimes these track promo-
tional values take the form of us getting pressured to not play
a particular song and that can't be healthy for the format. We
encourage the use of an album chart with a track emphasis
listing how the songs are doing at AOR. This will help solve
the problem and cut through all the numbers games that are
currently going on. If enough people were to stop reporting
12 inch singles it might send a message to the industry top
dogs that all this hype has to stop. When I get beat up be-
cause someone wants to move a song from number three to
number one on a chart, I just laugh." For more of Paul's
thoughts check out his full statement in our Radio Comments
section and while you're there dig into the body slam that
KXRX MD Brew Michaels has delivered against the format's
current detractors.

JIM TRAPP
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Dissecting Denver... Part One
The KBCO Story

In our first of three installments with Denver's AOR stations we
spent some in depth time with John Bradley, PD of KBCO. The
KBCO mystique has effectively eluded those who would reinvent
it in many other markets. For ten and a half years the station from
Boulder has been making an ever expanding dent in the Denver
market. Longevity is, and remains, the key with a GM that has
been there 11 to 12 years and a morning man, Dennis Constan-
tine, who is also the Operations Manager and has been with the
station forever. John Bradley has been with the station since '81
and Doug Clifton has long been a prized member of the team as
well. The last staff change was two years ago and that saw a part
timer becoming the allnight talent. Period, that's it. The essence
of intelligent time management and patience bubbles through
every aspect of the station. In an era when most Sales intensive
management teams can't see beyond the next quarter, KBCO has
plotted a long term campaign that hinges on the twin concepts
"the listeners first" and "you can't hurry success".

YOU GUYS HAVE A RATHER UNIQUE TEAM APPROACH.

John.... Unlike a lot of stations everybody with a title is on the
air. Dennis Constantine does mornings and is our Operations
Manager, Doug Clifton is both Music Director and midday guy
and I hold down afternoons as well as performing in a PD
capacity. It's important that the decision
makers are connected to the station's
day to day execution.

WHAT STATIONS DID YOU WORK AT
BEFORE KBCO?

John.... I started at KILO for a few months
before going to WMMR as Production
Director for a few years and then I came
back to KBPI for a few years where I was
made PD before joining KBCO.

IS IT TRUE THAT THE DENVER
MARKET IS OVER RADIOED IN COM-
PARISON TO MANY OTHER
MARKETS?

John.... Denver is, I believe, the second
highest ranked market for stations per
capita. Only Phoenix beats us in that
regard. I think it's great because it predicates a lot of variety,
which is very good for radio in general.

HOW DO YOU EXPLAIN THAT SUCH A HIGH DENSITY
RADIO MARKET CAN HAVE THREE VERY SEPARATE
AOR'S EACH DOING VERY WELL?

John.... We all do so well because we have been doing it for
a long time and we are very experienced in our particular areas
of expertise and Denver has always been a great AOR market.
Even though it is a transient market the people who have been
here for awhile have been exposed to different kinds of AOR
and all of it has been done very well.

WHAT SEGMENT OF THE AUDIENCE DO YOU TARGET
AT KBCO?

John.... It's what Arbitron classifies as G-4 listeners, upscale,
young, mobile, above average education and white collar
workers. Whereas the national average for that group is 18%
we have a G-4 audience breakdown in Denver of 40%. That
has a tendency to permit a station like KBCO to do more things
then we might get away with in another market. The demo
bulge here is the 25-34 group, they comprise 27% of the
audience while 18-24's and 35-44's each account for 17% of
the audience. All of these trends make Denver a great AOR
market.

THERE IS A PERCEPTION THAT A LOT OF HOLDOVER
HIPPIES HELP THE STATION ALONG BUT YOUR
PROFILE SEEMS MUCH MORE PROFESSIONAL IN OUT-
LOOK.

John.... It's not really the hippies that impact our station so
much as the alternative lifestyle that permeates the market and
it's acceptance of the station. The area is perceived as being
liberal and tolerant of diversity. Professional people use the
market as a stepping stone to other jobs in places like Dallas
and Los Angeles while people who have attained a certain level
of excellence in their careers frequently come here to enjoy
the quality of life that is offered. There are a number of people
who come here for a job and end up staying over. For the first
time though the population is beginning to level off. We used
to count on steady population growth but that has begun to
turn around. There is a feeling of being in the West that con-
tributes to a looser environment overall but the sophistication
of the career people in this area keeps things very upscale, a
perfect mix. The area is very liberal but Soldier Of Fortune is
also headquartered here so you could say that we tolerate a
tremendously diverse group of people and interests. That

diversity fits our efforts at KBCO very
well.

HOW MUCH OF KBCO'S SUCCESS
HAS BEEN RIGHT PLACE AT THE
RIGHT TIME?

John.... At first you find yourself being
carried along with the stream and then
you make a commitment to paddling
along to achieve some goal in particular.
We may have been placed very well
back in the late 70s but ever since 81 we
have been making a solid effort to direct
our own fate. No matter how fortunate
your start might have been there comes
a time when you have to make a con-
scious effort go in a certain direction.
KBCO has taken charge of things and
followed a course that typifies our sense

of control and planning.

HOW DO YOU KEEP SUCH A WELL ENTRENCHED STAFF
MOTIVATED?

John.... The format itself helps to motivate our people. You
have to think when you go on the air at KBCO, think about the
music and think about what you are saying. You can't just
show up and go through the motions.

WHAT SORT OF MUSICAL FORMAT TOOLS DO YOU
UTILIZE?

John.... There is a book in the studio that divides all the
categories in the format into regularly updated lists. Sequenc-
ing is critical but having a staff that knows our philosophy and
format goals is a big help. It's also important that the people
we have on line don't really need to be led by the hand. They
know the number of selections per category per hour to play
and the parameters for airplay and, so long as they meet those
needs, how they put it together is their business. The format
is very organized but it should sound spontaneous. To ac-
complish this the announcers have to become an organic part
of the process instead of being a group of external im-
plementers.
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YOU HAVE A HUGE CURRENTS LIST BUT THE STATION
PLAYS A LOT OF CORE PRODUCT SO YOUR ROTATIONS
CAN'T BE TOO TIGHT.
WHAT'S A HEAVY PLAY
SONG GET PER DAY ON
KBCO?

John.... A Heavy gets two
plays per day. With 12 to 13
songs per hour we play only 3
or 4 currents which puts us at
a 30/70 current to core ratio.
That may sound like a gold in-
tensive station but a lot of our
core material is very obscure
and serves as new music with
the audience. When a song
drops from our recurrents it

doesn't just disappear and
that helps us to build our own
very unique core library.

DO YOU REST SONGS FROM THAT CORE?

John.... Yes and artists sometimes when they have lost some
of their appeal.

HOW BIG IS YOUR CORE LIBRARY?

John.... At any one time we have about 2,000 songs in our
core library.

I THINK THAT A LOT OF OBSERVERS VIEW THE STATION
AS BEING VERY SEAT OF THE PANTS BUT THAT TOO IS
A MISNOMER.

John.... Absolutely, KBCO is very conversant with research.
We are a serious radio station with a commitment to quality
that must be maintained through an accurate usage of all the
tools at our disposal. A lot of people who do this kind of radio
feel that they can't market themselves, that they can't play this
obscure music and have an aggressive billboard campaign
when that's exactly what you have to have. The fine line is that
you have to appear very loose but at the same time the sta-
tion must be organized and structured.

WHAT DO YOU HAVE TO STRESS IN A MARKETING CAM-
PAIGN FOR KBCO?

John.... One of the problems is trying to tell the public exact-
ly what we do. It's easy to tell them what we don't do but that's
negative marketing so we have to look for a handle that will
describe the station to our audience. As much of a cliche as
it may seem, variety comes back in our perceptual research
as the unifying thread to the KBCO approach. Now, every
Top -40 station in the world uses that phrase without really
delivering on it. It may sound pretty commonplace, but that's
what we do.

HOW DO YOU PUT TOGETHER YOUR ANNOUNCER ELE-
MENTS? WHAT VALUES DO YOU STRESS AT KBCO?

John.... We are very structured when it comes to our live
breaks. The essential thing is to remember that you should
limit yourself to one thought per break. We make use of some
liners but in a very casual way. And with all of our lifestyle
promotions we provide the staff with a lot of written material
but the whole idea is to make it unique to each announcer.
Our announcers aren't entertainers in the sense that the KBPI
announcers are. We compliment the music, that's our primary
job at KBCO.

DOES THAT INCLUDE EXTENSIVE BACKANNOUNCING?

John.... Yes, you backannounce records to impart the image
of being very music intensive. People won't tune you out be-
cause you tell them what you are playing and when you make
a habit of playing a lot of obscure core material it's a definite
benefit. We sell a lot of records both old and new and back -

announcing is key to that function.

THE STATION GETS BIG POINTS FOR HAVING A REAL
ANGEL IN YOUR FORMER OWNER BOB GREENLEE.

973 FM

John.... Bob was 100% be-
hind what the station was
trying to accomplish and that
helped a lot. When the
market wasn't convinced we
had local sales with our
Boulder base to work from.
When the numbers started
rolling in we had enough of
those big agency buys to
keep things going. Over time
we have done whatever we
could to keep our number of
Boulder clients active even
though this means cutting a
special rate for them. Our
sense of heritage with the
Boulder community is very
important to what we do.

WITH SO MANY BIG TICKET CLIENTS WAITING IN THE
WINGS IT TAKES A SPECIAL ATTITUDE TO TURN THEM
AWAY JUST SO YOU CAN MAINTAIN YOUR LOCAL IN-
TEGRITY.

John.... The KBCO philosophy is "the listeners are first". It's
not the client, it's not the staff or the promoter, it's the listener
that's most important whether we are talking about music or
spots or a promotion. If the spot doesn't serve the listener or
sound appropriate to the station we just don't deal with it. You
can't take that stance without significant support from an un-
derstanding owner/manager team. It's also important that the
sales team is educated to what will and won't work on the sta-
tion.

YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE KIND OF
SALES/PROGRAMMING ATMOSPHERE MOST PEOPLE
JUST DREAM OF.

John.... Well, the GM here is Ray Skibitsky and he was here
before the Greenlee's bought the station. He's been very in-
strumental in establishing a consistent philosophy that balan-
ces the needs of both programming and sales. In our
instance, Management is very programming oriented. Com-
mercials are viewed as part of programming we don't take a
"there's nothing we can do about it" attitude. If a spot is wrong
for KBCO we are obligated to turn it down.

HOW DO YOU MAKE USE OF RESEARCH AT KBCO?

John.... We research how the audience perceives us a couple
of times a year with focus groups and phone interviews. When
you have so many formats turning over you also have to
measure yourself against the shifting marketplace. We also
do some music testing
but mostly on our older
product. Music testing
is inherently negative so
it helps tell us what we
want to drop instead of
what we want to add.

WHY DO YOU THINK
THAT FEWER STA-
TIONS ARE DOING
THIS FORMAT?

John.... They can't
figure it out. It's not
easy to figure out what
we are doing and it
doesn't happen over-
night. You have to be
patient and have a long
term plan. A quick fix
mentality won't get it
done with this format.

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WHAT'S THE STATION'S BIGGEST LIABILITY?

John.... It's a real double edged sword. People listen because
we have a lot of variety on the air and people don't listen be-
cause we play too much variety. It's a tough fence to strad-
dle.

HOW HAS THE PURCHASE BY NOBLE AFFECTED
THINGS?

John.... Not in the slightest. Noble has been very supportive
in every aspect of the station's operation. They have basical-
ly told us to just "Keep doing what you have been doing." The
company doesn't buy turnarounds so they want to leave us
alone to get on with business.

And business for KBCO has been very good. Big billing months
stack up like planes in a holding pattern and the station's uni-
que and well established staff have a continued hold on the com-
munity they serve. Nothing seems likely to rattle the KBCO
climb, especially given the reduced amount of shared listener -
ship between them and their AOR competition. Nobody is real-
ly capable of rattling their cage unless they make the mistake of
letting them through the door in the first place. Don't count on
that to happen.

The morning show at KBCO carries a news load across
the top of the hour, as a matter of fact a lot of spoken word
crosses quarter hour breaks. Given the station's
penchant for planning I must assume that they want to
sweep the posts with informational content in an opposite
quarter hour maintenance philosophy to most stations.

News on the station is conversational but depth oriented.
There is an absence of sensationalism and the delivery,
although peppered with actualities, is straightforward and
easy to get comfortable with. There are plenty of lifestyle
updates and the voices are casual and very non -jock like.
Even so, the patter is quickly paced and the profes-
sionalism is all the more apparent because of it's loose
demeanor.

The breaks are clean and pretty linear, quick in and outs
with a single informational pattern per window. The sta-

tion was identifying with "Springtime In Colorado" while
continuing to promote their "I Ski With KBCO" campaign.
This effectively covered the seasonal shift so important to
the Rockies.

The infotainment blurb was the standard "This Day In His-
tory' and "Birthday List" features that you would find on
any station USA. Soundbites were well used to enliven an
otherwise staid approach. The morning show will fre-
quently make a quick turn straight into spots and there
seems to be no discernable pattern to station IDs.

The sports break was adult and well done and served as
a promo for another top of the hour newscast. The obser-
vations of the morning team were limited with an eye to
the clock but were easily assimilated by adults. There is
also a complete lack of yuks and I find that pretty refresh-
ing given the surfeit of stand-up morning teams that
should be told to sit-down.

There is a bit of shopping list mentality going on here and
the non -threatening approach borders on dry from time to
time but it is great to hear real people on the radio and not
have them spend way too much time proving how loose
clean and comfortable they are by stumbling around.
Dennis Constantine and Peter Finch are well suited to one
another and their audience and they deliver a program that
slipstreams with their professional, upscale, quality driven
listeners like a Volvo and a Dry Sauna.

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THE SECOND COMING OF THE SMITHEREENS
The Smithereens easily laid claim to Rock Radio's top dog tas-
temaker status with their first album. Their followup, "Green
Thoughts", has the major label blessing of Capitol as well as
Enigma's youthful drive and the results have been a high octane
burn up the charts and programming kudos that won't quit. The
other day I had a chance to talk to the band's creative sparkplug,
Pat DiNizio somewhere between a haircut and a rehearsal for
their upcoming tour.

THE BAND CAME TOGETHER IN A RATHER UNIQUE
WAY, TELL ME SOMETHING ABOUT THAT.

Pat.... I had been writing and singing songs for some time and
I put an add in some free classifieds and our drummer Dennis
Diken answered. It was so refreshing to meet someone that I
was on the same wavelength with musically. Dennis and I
recorded some demos and bit by bit he introduced me to the
rest of what eventually became The Smithereens. They were
lifelong friends who had been playing together for years in
Carteret, New Jersey while I was playing in Scotch Plains, New
Jersey. Our joke now is that the band has lasted longer than
most marriages. I really can't remember much of anything
before the band.

HOW WAS THIS LP DIFFERENT FROM THE FIRST ONE?

Pat.... In the early days we didn't have much money and when
we went into the studio we were very budget conscious and
very aware that the money we were spending was our own.
We also developed work methods that made sense in that con-
text and suited our desire to preserve the spontaneity of our
performances in studio. I don't want to spend too much time
thinking about things when it's time to record because if we
do they tend to come out stale. So we worked very quickly
and got the album done in sixteen days. The real change for
me was to have the time to work on the songs before we went
into the studio.

IS SONGWRITING A BURST FOR YOU OR A SLOW
GROWTH?

Pat.... In the early days songwriting was an inspired sort of
thing. There was no pressure on me to write, an idea would
just spring out and become a song very quickly because I
didn't have to worry about how it might be received. If you are
lucky enough to work in the music arena you become com-
pelled to write for other reasons than those that might be more
true to your musical vision. With this album I discovered that
I could sit down and write on demand. Everything on the
album took me about ten days to work out in my apartment.
It all came right away for us.

DO YOU WORRY ABOUT BEING TYPECAST WITHIN A
CERTAIN SONGWRITING GENRE?

Pat....I'm not all that worried about being typecast in that man-
ner. I have my own niche and you can't really plan things out
lyrically. "Drown In My Own Tears" was written on a scrap of
paper in about thirty seconds. Some people feel that my lyric
content is a reflection of my troubled personal life but it's real-
ly inspired by an existing relationship. A lot of time the songs
are composite sketches of things going on. For instance there
is nobody really named "Elaine" but, to me, she is a lot of dif-
ferent things that I have experienced with women. I have al-
ways preferred the darker side of interpersonal relationships.
La La songs about how great life is don't really seem to say a
lot to me.

DON DIXON'S CONTRIBUTION ON THIS ALBUM SEEMS
VERY IMPORTANT. WHAT MAKES DON SO SPECIAL TO
WORK WITH?

Pat.... Don enjoys his work but he doesn't necessarily want to
be locked in studio for three months to get an album out. His
ability to work fast and stay on target suits us perfectly. We
are very lucky to be in the business, believe me, it's a gift to
be able to record an album and should be fun, not torture.
Don's ability to make albums intuitively translates into fun

when it hits vinyl. His sense of empathy for the musician com-
bines with his ability to produce, arrange and play a number
of instruments and as a performing songwriter he has been on
the receiving end in the studio and knows what it's like. The
working philosophy of the band is to keep our integrity and
humaneness alive. The best way to do that is to work with
people, like Don, who are essentially good people, people who
are free of some kind of star attitude.

WERE YOU GUYS NERVOUS ABOUT A SOPHOMORE
JINX THIS TIME OUT?

Pat.... To tell the truth, I was too busy writing the record to
really think about it. I mean, I knew that the expectations were
higher but we approached it in a Zen sort of way. We didn't
really think about it, we just did it. When it comes to the
songwriting I can't remember writing most of the stuff, it all
seems like some vague dream now that it's over.

THE BAND HAS CUT AN IMPRESSIVE PATH OUT THERE
ON TOUR. WHAT DO YOU LIKE/DISLIKE MOST ABOUT
LIFE ON THE ROAD?

Pat.... Road life is a terrific strain on your relationships back
home but for the main part it's a joy to be able to do what we
have been doing for so many years and finally get paid for it.
It's a fact of life that you must tour and after eight years we still
enjoy playing together. It's a thrill to get up on stage and play
for a bunch of people who have come to see you.

NAME SOME IMPORTANT INFLUENCES FROM THE
PAST FOR YOU.

Pat.... I was inspired by people like Buddy Holly, Holland -
Dozier -Holland, Brian Wilson and Lennon -McCartney. Those
were the people who formed my earliest concept of what a
song should be.

NAME SOME CURRENT GROUPS YOU ENJOY LISTEN-
ING TO?

Pat.... To be honest I don't really hear anything on the radio
right now. We put the band together to counter what we saw
as a pretty lackluster and sterile music scene. The
Smithereens were a reaction to that, we wanted to be the sort
of band that we would want to go out and see. When we were
in the clubs there were a lot of different bands out but they
didn't really inspire us to sound like them. I will say this, right
now there are even fewer bands out there experimenting than
before. The albums I have been listening to the most at home
include "Smash Your Head Against The Wall" by John
Entwistle, "Songs For A Tailor by Jack Bruce and the "Super -
fly" soundtrack from Curtis Mayfield.

WHAT DO YOU LIKE TO DO WITH YOUR TIME OFF THAT
HAS NOTHING TO DO WITH THE MUSIC BIZ?

Pat.... Mainly I like to enjoy life at home and watch movies on
the VCR. I don't listen to a lot of music at home because I'm
surrounded by it all the time. To tell the truth it's hard to relax
when we aren't recording or in the studio. Finding my own
personal well is tough sometimes but meeting people helps a
lot.

As we go to press with this the American tour is getting a few
final touches before it exposes The Smithereen's to a growing
circle of fans. The band's musical adventurism continues to
blaze a trail beyond any preconceived notions of what their col-
lective personality might actually stand for, and that variety is
very welcome. Pat's vocal and lyrical inspiration lifts the album
above any occasional clouds of negativity by infusing the most
woeful subject matter with an uplifting rock sensibility that can't
fail to touch a nerve with anyone who has fallen for that old vel-
vet touch in a leather jacket before. After all, that contrast is es-
sential to what rock and roll is all about and, luckily for us, The
Smithereens are currently the kings of that exceedingly tough
turf.

Peter Murphy "Love Hysteria"
(Beggars Banquet/RCA)

The alternative music community was buzzing when news
that the lead man from Bauhaus made a solo comeback a
few years back, and it was quite evident that Murphy's new
image harbored some haunting remnants of his past. It was
a voice surrounded by crisp new ambience in the form of
clean sounding synthesizers and guitar brilliance on a soft
stream of constant rhythm, with electronic energy that
pioneered his style. The more sophisticated approach now
leads the minstrel into an album full of mystique and
romance delivered by his powerful, theatrical voice, one that
may soon need no introduction. Peter's songs are
delivered with tension and an air of suspense as in "His
Circle And Hers Meet" that percolates with a keen dance
beat; a tender hook in "Indigo Eyes"; quiet speculation in
"Time Has Nothing To Do With It" and the seering European
flair in "Dragnet Drag" prove that Murphy has delivered a
hypnotizing album indeed. "All Night Long"
will charm this multi -format monster onto commercial air-
waves where it belongs.

Bobby McFerrin "Simple Pleasures" (EMI/Man-
hattan) There is something to be said about the grandeur of
Bobby McFerrin's unique talent for sculpting his voice into a
full fledged band, and the sounds captured on "Simple
Pleasures" are unlike any recording you'll hear this century.
Best known for his Levi Jean commercial and singing the
Cosby Theme, Bobby demonstrates his version of classics like
"Good Lovin'", "Them Changes", "Drive My Car" and "Sunshine
Of Your Love" all in supreme form. The first single, "Don't
Worry, Be Happy" was written by McFerrin, and is guaranteed
to put a smile on your face. With a style that's upbeat and fun,
Bobby McFerrin can cure the blues any day of the week, so
get on the McBall.

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Ziggy Marley And The Melody Makers
"Conscious Party" (Virgin) Not in recent memory has
pre-release buzz on an album been received like the excite-
ment brewing for Ziggy's debut Virgin record, and the retail
story is amazing in itself. But lo and behold, the results are well
worth all of it, because this one is so good it demands your at-
tention. You don't have to be a reggae connoisseur to realize
that the musical dedication found here will certainly highlight
the summer of 1988 with its perfect, constant groove and magi-
cal energy. It's true that Ziggy conjures the image of his late -
great father Bob, but the pure energy of his music will sharpen
the senses of listeners new and old. The big, clean sound is
achieved with the help of producers Chris Franz and Tina
Weymouth, who dial the band through a series of musical
styles that travel at a swift reggae pace. Ziggy's songs are writ-
ten to inspire social change and build up a global community
of concern, and his lyrics hit home on album highlights like
"Tomorrow People", "Tumblin' Down", "Lee & molly and "Have
You Ever Been To Hell".

The Coolies "Doug" (DB) When they pulled off an album
that consisted of Simon And Garfunkel cover tunes,
whodathunk they'd return with one better? "Doug" is a Coolies
creation, on vinyl and in a comic book. It's the story of a
deranged skinhead who murders Pussy Cook and steals his
cookbook only to sell it for millions of dollars and find himself
on top of the world. He soon becomes paranoid that some-
one might discover his dastardly deed, and abuses large
doses of drugs and alcohol. After he squanders the fortune,
Doug finds himself back out on the street, destitute and
miserable. Ironic? Sure, but the band pulls this story off in
supreme fashion with a rock opera soundtrack that will go
down in alternative radio history. The guitar work wit. draw
you in big with acid drenched riffs in "Talkin' Bout Doug", "The
Last Supper and the speedy post punk punch in "Pussy
Cook". And see if you hear Who they sound like in "Cook Book"
or "Poverty".

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E*I*E*I*O
TALKIN' BOUT THAT LOVE THANG

With the release of their second album, E*I*E*I*O have shed those country roots for a more rocked out sound
that has quickly earned praise in the music press. As Album Radio takes note, early support has them crack-
ing the Hard Hundred this week with the single, "Hey Cecelie", and Progressive stations have discovered the
rest of the story on an album that showcases an important American band. Their gutsy edge and clever pop
songs are produced by Phil Bonanno (Survivor) this time around, a curious combination that put this band on
the national radio map. Steve Summers and Rick Szeluga gave us the inside scoop...

Dawn Hood: How did you hook up with such heavy producers so early in your career?

Steve Summers: We hooked up with Steve Berlin for our first album, while playing with Los Lobos at a little bar in Madison,
Wisconsin and Steve said that if there was anything he could do to help us he would.... When we came around to doing "That
Love Thong" we looked more for someone to co -produce with us. First of all, he had to be a great engineer, second of all he
had to be creative but not undermine the idea we already had. The combination of Phil and the band as it is now is exactly what
we needed because he just has a way of understanding exactly how we wanted to approach this record.

Rick Szeluga: We scammed the pants off of Phil Bonanno and we're very glad we did because he was a joy to work with.
We would love to keep working with Phil. He knew the studio like we knew our instruments and we all worked well together.
There was an effect we wanted to achieve - we wanted to be played on the radio, but we wanted an up front, loud rockin' record.
Music picked us and we try to do what we can with it, and Phil recognized that.

Dawn: You mentioned that you had a solid idea of what you wanted to do before you hit the studio. Can you expound on it?

Steve: We wanted to capture the band just as it is now. On the "Land Of Opportunity", the band was represented at a phase
that had already passed. A lot of the songs leaned toward country much more than we were at the time. We started off as a
rock -a -billy band, then moved through a country phase and we began to play bigger rooms, the country aspects began to dis-
appear. On "That Love Thang" we lost a guitar player and now have a different drummer so that sound is totally gone and there
is more of a sense of immediacy now. We had also been through some trying times with member changes, and had a bad luck
with what seemed to be a promising deal on a major scale falling through so it was important to reaffirm ourselves as a solid
band and to stand behind this record no matter what.

Rick: If everything was going to end at that moment, we wanted be remember what we were like by playing a record, so wanted
to capture the live thing, but we didn't want it to sound like an Aerosmith bootleg!

Dawn: How has E*I*E*I*0 managed to score some great live billing with bands like the Hoodoo Gurus and The Bangles, Los
Lobos and the Blasters?

Rick: Among the people who have seen our band, every once in a while someone who has connections will show up, and
when those connections bear fruit that's how we get dates. I don't mean to be arrogant but we deserve good dates because
we have a good band!

Steve: When we first started playing, we did it for free or real cheap. After the Lobos gigs, we got a lot of those gigs through
Steve Berlin's influence. The Bangles we got through FBI as a result of the efforts of Mike Gormley at LAPD and the Hoodoo
Gurus tour was an FBI effort. People in our area knew that we were a good live band and would try to match us with bands we
fit well with.

Dawn: How is your personality translated to vinyl with special emphasis on the live energy found on the new album?

Steve: What inspired this record was a good studio atmosphere. It was a utopian thing. We knew that we wanted to capture
a live feeling that was lacking on the first album. With a little more studio savvy and no pressure, the results were great. We
wanted to make this the most fun record ever. Kind of like four guys running around in their underwear!

Rick: Each band has a personality. If you change a member, you change that personality. We have a very good chemical
balance with the present members. All the elements are in place. There's Steve who thinks out everything he says and is laid
back and practical; I'm more of a let's -get -going person with a lot of ideas that are bad and good; Scott has a lot of technical
ability and he's a very level headed person; then you've got Ron who's a wacky, wild wonderful guy who always keeps you laugh-
ing. We kick up a lot of dust when we play and wanted that to be on the record.

Dawn: Why the name E*I*E*I*O?

Rick: This band was started a long time ago just to relieve weekend depression. We had gone through bad bands, so this
group was a way to come with gas money, have a few drinks, laughs and play in bars. We had a gig and we needed a name!
If you have an ugly younger brother, you can deny he's your brother, but he still IS! That's how we feel about our name, but it
does look good in print.
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Steve: At first we knew about 70 songs anywhere from Chuck Berry covers to Patsy Kline to a bunch of old country songs.

We just wanted to play in shot and beer bars. We learned them in 2 weeks and immediately booked a date. We only had a few

names like Cowboys And Indians, The Beast In The Basement, E*I*E*I*0 etc....

Dawn: Who wrote "Andy Warhol"?

Rick: I wrote the song... it's a song of survival. We had a pretty tough year last year. We came off the road with The Bangles,

we were on top of the world (or so we thought), we had some major talks with major labels and wound up turning them down
because we were hearing music that was not country and they wanted us to be a country band. Other things were going on at

that time too - it was as bleak as it could get. And Andy Warhol died. I said it in passing one day, "Andy Warhol's dead, but we're
not. Things could be worse." Scott said that would make a great song. There's a lot of anger in the song but it's basically my
feelings on what we had been through. Survival is also fun, and I wanted it to be a good, fun dance song that married hip hop

and AC/DC, but it wound up the way it did.

Dawn: How 'bout "That Love Thang?" Many people feel it's an equally strong radio track...

Rick: That's a song I wrote about a buddy of mine, David Kendrick who co -wrote "Hello Heartache" off the first album. He
moved to Los Angeles a few years ago because of a band tip from Scott Goddard. He's now the currentdrummer for Devo who

have an album coming out on Enigma. One of David's favorite bands is the Screaming Blue Messiahs and when they were play-

ing in L.A. David got really drunk, I mean really drunk. He wound up slobbering all over the guys in the Messiahs telling them

how great he thought they were. They end up at a delicatessen and David was hammered, walking through the place, kissing

people on the cheek screaming, "It's a love thang! It's a love thang!". He was bestowing his gift of love on anyone who would

listen.

Dawn: Horns are a new and important addition to the band. How did you make the move toward that sound?

Steve: As we were writing, we could imagine how the songs would come through in the studio. We'd make up silly guitar solos
and filter in the sound of horns by using keyboards. We did it on the demos and really liked the extra punch and spice and
wanted to do something that would catch the ear but not override our songs so we couldn't do them live. When we went into

the studio, Phil's friend JPR, a trombone player actually drew the charts for the players and added stuff beyond the level we im-

agined including a sax and trumpet.

Dawn: It seems that the record industry is looking more toward the midwest for new and original bands ranging from the
Replacements to Husker Du and even the BoDeans.... How does a band break out from the region?

Steve: It's hard for me to say. I think our experience is a little more unique - it didn't happen for us within the Madison/Mil-
waukee scene. It happened by us reaching out nationally and having that success mirrored back to the area. The local media
is not that strong here, so it was important for us to set our sights to the center of the music industry. Although many indie bands
release records and hope to get recognized at any level, what helped us a great deal was to put out records in England and

Europe and have that response come back to the States. Jerry Harrison is from Milwaukee, and I think he has even had a hand

in exposing bands in this area. Minneapolis for example, as one band gains a great deal of attention it becomes easier for others

to attract record labels from that point on. Frontier Records has really gone to bat for us on this one and has even overstepped
their bounds they normally would on a record to see that we get radio attention.

Rick: What I've noticed is that many groups get an idea and there are so many different groups who are trying to get a record

deal that nobody has any fun playing the music! It's such a career, that they forget about the real reasons they play music - that
it's fun. With all the competition, you've got all these people go down on an increasingly tighter spiral. They're the hippest bands
in the world for 10 seconds, in Los Angeles for example, but it means nothing to the guy riding a Harley in the middle of Illinois.

I like a lot of the trends, but it's pretty silly when you move on and look back at those photos. In the midwest, a lot of people
aren't worried about that stuff, you just pick up your guitar, play it and keep progressing. All that matters is that your guitar is

tuned, your amp is turned up and you've got new strings on your guitar... but you don't even need new strings.

HEAVY 1 -UTTERS
Iron Maiden, "Can I Play With Madness",
Capitol.... Well, it's finally here - the first monster from
"Seventh Son Of A Seventh Son". Many of you have the CD
import that also features "Black Bart Blues" and the killer cover
of Thin Lizzy's "Massacre". The raves have been coming in all
week. Z -Rock's Mad Max Hammer says, "We're on the import
CD from Iron Maiden....'Black Bart' is a good novelty song and
is really accessible for rad io....As for the new album there's not
a bad track on it." From WGIR's Mr. Microphone Jones comes,
"The new Iron Maiden is real catchy, sounds like they're shoot-
ing for some AOR adds with this one....I'm a die-hard Maiden
fan from the early days so I like this song a lot. Covering a Thin
Lizzy tune is very cool". When we heard the album in its en-
tirety a couple of weeks back, we were blown away, as were
the majority of people on hand at the listening party. The more
we listen to it the more we're convinced that this could be
Maiden's finest work yet. "Can I Play With Madness" is a killer
song in its own right, but is just one part of the conceptual puz-
zle that the album contains. This is by far one of their most ac-
cessible works to date and should serve to blow that
stereotype labeling they are so often subjected to right out of
the water.

Scorpions, "Rhythm Of Love", Mercury.... One of
Germany's finest metal bands is back with a power rocker as
the lead track from the forthcoming album "Savage Amuse-
ment". The Scorps didn't particularly stretch it with this one,
but it's a solid cut with the trademark sound intact. Klaus Meine
has a wonderfully dexterous range and he could bring any
song home with his powerful vocals. Of course Rudolph
Schenker, Matthias Jabs, Herman Rarebell and Francis Bus-
cholz are no slouches either. Five albums down the line and
their music has developed a clean and polished sound. They
remain one of the premier metal bands of the last decade by
still cranking out personalized killer tunes, yet they have also
managed to cross AOR to CHR with good success. While this
number really grows on you the more you listen to it, we're
really looking forward to the rest of the album and some
crunchier stuff to sink our teeth into. We're also looking for-
ward to their participation in the Monsters Of Rock tour this
summer.

Yngwie J. Malmsteen's Rising Force,
"Odyssey", Polydor.... In the past, young Mr. Malmsteen
has been known for many things, aside from his obvious guitar
expertise, but this album should put Yngwie's career in a dif-
ferent light - the spotlight. With 12 new tracks and a big -name
vocalist, "Odyssey" tears most of the man's previous work to
shreds. By now you've all heard the 12", "Heaven Tonight" and
even though it's a great cut and pulled in a #20* debut, it is
by no means the record's best. Don't hesitate to check out
"Dreaming (Tell Me)", "Riot In The Dungeons", "Crystal Ball"
and the instrumental wonder of "Krakatau". This week Rising
Force slides in at #1 Most Added Metal. The Krusher's Bob
Berzins says, "What a shock it was to hear the new Yngwie
Malmsteen. I thought it was Rainbow. Great vocals from Joe
Lynn Turner" and WOUR's Kevin Kaskey commented that,
"Once again Yngwie Malmsteen's Rising Force has amazed
and impressed me. The addition of Joe Lynn Turner is quality
improvement in my book." Expect this to be the one to break
Yngwie big with AOR as well. Also look for him on the road in
the very near future.

Ronnie Montrose, "Mach 1", Enigma.... With the
surge of guitar instrumental albums a la Tony MacAlpine, Vin-
nie Moore, David T. Chastain, and most recently Joe Satriani,
it seems only fitting that one of the field's originators should
have his shot, too. Even though Ronnie has recently set his
sights on production (most notably with Heathen's "Breaking
The Silence" as well as the debut Lp from Wrath), he certain-
ly hasn't been slacking off on his guitarwork. While he has
been making music for almost 20 years, his feel for hard rock
could never be questioned. About his upcoming instrumental
release, "The Speed Of Sound" Ronnie has said that he
believes it to be, "The finest work I've ever done. It's the closest
thing yet to representing my true talent and expressing my
true feeling musically." "Mach 1" is just one of the fine in-
strumental pieces on this album. It's a great cruisin' tune that
starts off slow then speeds ahead - perfect for driving in your
car, but you just might end up with a speeding ticket.
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Riot, "Thundersteel/Flight of the Warrior", CBS
Associated.... After a five year absence from the hard
rock/heavy metal scene the band Riot is back with a new
album titled "Thundersteel". Many of you might already be
familiar with this band, but for those who aren't. Riot began
back in 1978 with a debut album called "Rock City on the indie
label Firesign. Then the band was signed to Capitol in '79 and
in '80 recorded "Fire Down Under which the company
deemed "too heavy. It went on to become their biggest Lp
when Elektra finally released it in 1981 (selling over 250,000
units). After a couple more albums songwriter/guitarist Mark
Reale disbanded the group. The band was reformed with new
members Don Van Stavern (bass), Bobby Jarzowbek (drums),
and Tony Moore (vocals), and now the saga continues. The
first 12" featuring the two lead tracks "Flight Of The Warrior"
and "Thundersteel", hits your desks this week and it's killer.
Their music features thundering guitars, explosive drum ac-
tion and some very strong vocal work by Tony Moore. These
guys could prove to be real contenders in the battle for speed
metal supremacy. Be sure to check them out, and when you
get the album drop needle on these: "Sign Of The Crimson
Storm", "Bloodstreets", "Run For Your Life", "Fight Or Fall" and
"Buried Alive".

Black N'Blue, "In Heat", Geffen.... The Saint and his
boys have cranked out an album full of hard rockin' tracks that
are beginning to assault the airwaves. This week finds the "bat-
tered and bruised" debuting at #30 on the Hard Hitters chart
while landing the #2 Most Added Metal slot. With tunes like
"Rock On", "Heat It Up! Burn It Out!", "The Snake", "Great Guns
Of Fire" and the lead cut "Live It Up" already taking root in many
metal Top Tens, "In Heat" could prove to be their first major
success. This week they're seeing action on: KBER, KFMX,
KJOT, KQQK, KZEL, WHFS, WIXV, WKNC, WOUR, WRCN,
WSOU, Z -ROCK, KISS, KJJO and KNAC among others.

Bonfire, "Fireworks", RCA.... Thumbs up here dude!
The 12" "Sweet Obsession" is beginning to make it's way up
to the chart (let's hope for a debut sometime soon eh?). If the
album has found its way to your desk already then I know you'll
be on it very soon. While the band's last record "Don't Touch
The Light" received only limited success, you can expect this
one to do really well. Everything has improved about this band.
The songwriting, the playing and production are now all close
to superstar caliber. And guess what?!? They can no longer
be known as "That other German band that sounds just like
that other German band". Look for tracks like, "Sleeping All
Alone", "You Make Me Feel", "American Nights" and "Fantasy"
to take this band to fantastic heights.

Tankard, "Chemical Invasion"/Vendetta, "Go
And Live...Stay And Die", Noise International....
Following up their success with Kreator, Noise International
now bring you a double whammy of speed/thrash metal sure
to melt your ears off. First we have Tankard - a beer lover's
nightmare. These are German's with a cause: to "fight for your
right to drink puuuure beer". Therefore their album is aptly
titled "Chemical Invasion", dedicated to, you guessed it, BEER!
With songs like "Total Addiction", "For A Thousand Beers",
"Traitor" and the kickin' display of pure dementia -- "Alcohol",
this band is working it's madness on many of our hard-core
reporters. Interesting band.... Up next is another German
speed machine known as Vendetta. Their debut Lp (they've
had two demos out previously) entitled "Go And Live...Stay
And Die" is as different from Tankard's "Chemical Invasion" as
night from day. These boys have greater depth to their lyrical
content they're not obsessed with beer. They are, however ob-
sessed with death, dying, speed and still more death. They are
picking up interest across the nation with many of our
reporters which brings them in at #5 Most Added Metal this
week. This is due in part to the hammering guitars, two
vocalists and their intelligent (though somewhat morbid)
lyrics. With the two of these bands on their roster, Noise is
delivering a punch you might not ever forget.

Znowhite, "Act Of God"/Toxik, "World Circus",
Roadracer Records.... Hailing from Chicago, Znowhite
has previously released three separate Ep's since 1982. Now,
their Roadracer debut has arrived for your amusement and
consideration. The Chicago quartet is the only band of this
musical type to feature a female singer named Nicole Lee. (At
least I don't think that there is another Nicole Lee singing for
a thrash quartet. Not that it matters anyway because she's
since been replaced by Debbie Gunn). Listen to "To The Last
Breath" and "War Machine" especially.... Toxik is another story
altogether. Hailing from upstate New York, this is definitely not
your basic F.M.O. (For Moshers Only) speed metal band.
There are some highly accessible cuts on this album for less
of a thrash oriented show to go along with the fist -banging
mania. Check out "Voices", "Social Overload" and "Count Your
Blessings" as well as the title track.

Warlock Test Tube Babies finally sprout. A miracle of genetic
engineering saw Warlock T -Shirts imprinted on their D.N.A.

Greetings metal earthlings. This is Sal "Earl of Earache"
Treppiedi with this week's metal news column. We've got
plenty of news plus part two of our interview with Passport
recording artists Eric Steel. So, let's get busy, y'all.

We've got another Hard Report/E.O.E. exclusive. This one
has to do with one of America's top heavy metal magazines.
Hit Parader magazine is starting their own heavy metal label
which will appropriately be called Hit Parader Records. Ac-
cording to the magazine's editor, Andy Secher, the idea for
the label came following the success of Hit Parader's "Wild
Bunch" cassette. This cassette, which was put out by RIOR
(check this) cassettes, featured such acts as Anthrax, Metal-
lica, Raven, Q5, Laaz Rockit, and Shok Paris. According to
Secher, the label will be distributed by the Moss Music
Group, which is more noted for it's jazz and New Age product.
Hit Parader Records plans to release four albums this year.
The label will also license product from overseas. The first
band will be released sometime during the summer. Secher
feels that the label will succeed because it will be backed by
five magazines, a 900 metal hotline sponsored by Hit Parader
and other projects being planned, which include a movie.
Sounds like a winner to me. We'll keep you posted.

Anthrax, the band that never seems to stop working, will be
going back into the studio following the completion of their
U.S. tour will Kiss. The band's forthcoming record will be en-
titled, "State of Euphoria". The production chores will be
handled by Marx Dodson who has previously worked with
Metal Church. Also, the band plans on releasing a 90 minute
home video recording live at the Hammersmith Odeon in Lon-
don. And to top the whole thing off, look for lead vocalist Joey
Belladonna to star in the low -budget horror movie "A Hazing
In Hell".

Overkill is hard at work on their new album which is tentative-
ly entitled "Under The Influence". The album is being
produced by Alex Perialin and the band will be mixed by
metal's true master mixer, Michael Wagener. The album is
expected to be released sometime in May and will be followed
by a world tour. This album will mark the debut of drummer
Sid Falck.

Columbia recording artists Briar recently filmed a video for
the song "Frankie" off their debut album "Crown Of Thorns".

It's time to get to this week's feature interview. This week,
we bring you part two of our interview with Bruce Haus-
field and David Anderson of Passport recording artists
Eric Steel.

HR: Your first album was with Megaforce Records. What hap-
pened there and how did you end up with Passport?

Dave: When our first album came out in 1984, Johnny Z was
still involved with Raven, Metallica and Anthrax. I don't think
he really knew what to do with us. We were a little more
mainstream than the rest of the pack. After that record and
the start of recording the next one, we just figured that it would
be best to just part ways. Passport Records had been in
negotiations with him to distribute Megaforce Records. So,
they were familiar with us and we were able to slip into that
deal once they heard the masters for "Infectious". This was
about 1986.

HR: Do you feel that there is a definitive Chicago sound and
how typical or atypical of that sound is your band?

Dave: There is really no definitive Chicago sound. First of all,
Chicago has a very limited rock scene right now. It's probab-
ly the worst it's ever been. We're sitting here in the second or
third largest city and all we've got is Malo's, the Thirsty Whale,
and a club downtown called The Metro. It's really pathetic
when you compare it to ten years ago. Back then, there was
a huge number of thriving rock clubs. When Bruce was in the
U.S.A., I did sound for them at a club called Beginnings where
they opened for the Scorpions. Now there is such a limited
scene. Most of the bands in Chicago get hung up on the L.A.
thing and what they see in magazines on what is supposed to
be cool. They tend to go for that. With our band, we tend to

shy away from the club scene. We did our share of that but
never go stuck into it to the point where that's all we do. We
do more studio stuff and try to play out of town as much as
possible. That has kept us out of that repetitious trap that most
bands around here fall into.

Bruce: Around here, everybody is concerned with what's
going on in the music business and are not really paying at-
tention to what they are doing. They're more concerned with
sounding like this band or that band. Nobody is actually sit-
ting down and getting to the business of making music.

HR: Tell me about some of the band's influences.

Bruce: One of my biggest influences is Mountain. He's a real
great guy and a killer guitar player. Deep Purple was a big in-
fluence. Ted Nugent is also an influence. His whole charisma
and persona affected me. He has this incredible attitude. He
could do these 5,000 seaters without a record being out.

Dave: My biggest influence was probably Jimmy Page and
Led Zeppelin. Page got me wanting to play the guitar. Moun-
tain was also a big influence, the James Gang and several of
the groups that Bruce mentioned, Montrose, Scorpions with
Uli Jon Roth.

HR: Thanks for taking the time out to talk to us.

Bruce: We appreciate it. Hope everybody out there enjoys
the record and gets infected.
Dave: Don't forget to watch for us when we come to your city.

Hey gang, don't forget to check out the band's new one
entitled "Infectious" on Passport Records.
Well, most of you should already know about the upcoming
Van Halen's "Monsters Of Rock Tour. Van Halen recently held
a press conference in Hollywood to announce the upcoming
tour. Also in attendance were members of The Scorpions and
Metallica. The tour will feature Van Halen, the Scorpions,
Metallica, Dokken and Kingdom Come. The dates are as fol-
lows: May 27 - Alpine Valley - (???) Troy, MI; June 4 - Orange
Bowl - Miami, FL; June 10 - RFK Stadium - Washington, DC;
June 12 - JFK Stadium, Philadelphia, PA; June 17 - Pontiac Sil-
verdome - Detroit, MI; June 25 - Municipal Stadium -
Cleveland, OH; June 26 - Giants Stadium Rutherford,
NJ; July 3 - Texas Jam - Cotton Bowl - Dallas, TX; July 10 - Ar-
rowhead Stadium - Kansas City, MO; July 16 - Candlestick
Park - San Francisco, CA; July 23 - Los Angeles Coliseum -
Los Angeles, CA and July 30 - Mile High Stadium - Denver,
CO.

Jonathan Elias, who
is compiling the record, describes it as "new age music with
substance."

Bill Wyman is about to sign a publishing deal for his long-
awaited autobiography.

Peter Buck, guitarist for R.E.M., is joining Robyn Hitchcock
& The Egyptians for most of their current three-week U.S.
concert tour, joining the group for about half of their set. Andy
Metcalfe, who played keyboards and harmonica with Squeeze
on their just -completed tour, rushed from the final Squeeze
date in Miami to Athens, Georgia, to rehearse for the start of
the Hitchcock tour, where he'll be playing bass guitar.

Solo albums by three members of the Church will be released
later this spring on the Rykodisc compact disc label.

1960s Boston band the Pilgrims are regrouping for shows this
summer, without two of their original members. "I've been in
the general contracting business, but I think I'm much better
at music than at banging nails," says singer Bob Julian.

Sinead O'Connor's 8 -month -old son, Jake, is traveling with
her on her current U.S. tour.

The Grateful Dead's Robert Hunter has a new solo album out
called "Liberty," which features guitar work from Jerry Garcia.
He's also issued a new translation of Rainer Maria Rilke's
"Duino Elegies." "I just tried to loosen it up and put it in caden-
ces pleasing to the American ear," he says. "It was a nice ex-
ercise."

Philip Glass has been commissioned to create a full-length
opera to mark the 500th anniversary of the discovery of the
New World. "The Voyage" will premiere in October 1992.
Glass says it will be an allegorical opera in three acts about
the "human need to discover and explore" and will highlight
the 1492 voyage of Christopher Columbus.

Rick Springfield says he plans to tour this summer, "maybe
in July or August."

Yoko Ono and Elton John have agreed to contribute to a new
book on AIDS being published by the Saturday Evening Post.
Ono has sent "a typical Yoko poem, very warm and loving,"
says Post humor editor Tim Quinn, who is editing the book.

Mel Appleby of Mel & Kim has made her first public ap-
pearance in nine months since being afflicted with a spine
cancer she promises to fight. She says the chemotherapy has
been taking its toll, and when she appeared she was apparent-
ly wearing a wig and her face looked bloated. She says she
plans to go back into the recording studio, because she won't
get any better by sitting around do nothing. Mel & Kim are
currently in the British charts with "That's The Way It Is." Pete
Waterman, who co -wrote the song, says it's about Mel's bat-
tle with cancer. "If it's anything, especially with the situation
with Mel at this moment, it's an authoritative title," he says.

"Mel's been fighting an illness for six months which has had
her strapped to a bed, and at one point all she could move
were her eyes." He says doctors told Appleby she would never
walk again. Mel says she's feeling better now than she has in
a long time, and surgeons who operated on her spine and ab-
domen are now studying X-rays to see how well the treatment
is working.

Ike Turner has been placed on five years probation after
pleading guilty to cocaine possession. He was also fined $500
after entering the plea in Pasadena, California, Superior Court.
He's been ordered to submit to periodic drug tests and sear-
ches by law enforcement personnel as part of his probation.
Under the terms of a plea agreement, authorities dismissed
charges that Turner conspired to sell cocaine, possessed it,
and maintained a place where drugs were sold. The prosecu-
tion had claimed Turner tried to sell 10 ounces of cocaine to
an undercover officer in 1985. Just a few days earlier, Turner
had been convicted in Santa Monica Superior Court of pos-
sessing and transporting about six grams of cocaine found in
a car he was driving last summer. He'll be sentenced in that
case in mid -April. In that case, jurors acquitted him of a charge
of possessing cocaine for sale.

Miles Davis is back at his New York home after three weeks
in a hospital where he was being treated with antibiotics for a
leg infection. While there, he'd received the gift of a lucite cane
from Prince. Davis had musical instruments and recorders in
his room while staying at the hospital. He had injured his leg
when he fell while touring in France in February, and the leg
became infected, developing an abscess.

Robert Palmer has a new album coming out this summer, and
he says it's some of the heaviest, loudest material he's ever
done.

Van Haien will have a new album out in late May, and will begin
a tour to promote it on May 27th. The LP is called "O -U-812."

A woman who claims she is the "Billie Jean" of Michael
Jackson's songs has been sentenced to 303 days in jail for
violating a probation order to stay at least a mile away from
Jackson's home in Encino, California. Forty -year -old Lavon
Muhammad claims she's engaged to Jackson and that he
fathered her 6 -year -old twins. She insisted that court officials
call her Billie Jean Jackson. But prosecutors say the woman
suffers from delusions. Jackson has denied any connection to
the woman, who was twice convicted of trespassing in 1986
for entering Jackson's estate. She was arrested this year in
February in Jackson's back yard, where she was carrying a
bottle of champagne. The woman's lawyer, Deputy Public
Defender Michael Koire, says she is an intelligent person who
sincerely believes Jack-
son is her fiancee, and
he predicts that the jail
term won't dissuade her
from staying away from
Jackson. Deputy City
Attorney David Kesten-
baum says Muhammad
has been harassing
Jackson for four years,
representing herself as
his wife and telling
clerks at clothing stores
to bill him for things she
attempts to buy.

Two thousand George
Michael fans in Sydney,
Australia, were disap-
pointed recently when
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the former Wham! singer had to cancel his concert there. Doc-
tors told him that unless he totally rested his sore throat, the
rest of his world tour might be put in jeopardy.

Clive Gregson, former leader of the band Any Trouble, has
been touring with a singer named Christine Coll ister, who was
voted the top female vocalist last year by readers of the
English magazine Folk Roots. The same poll rated Gregson
and Co!lister the best live act of 1987. The two have now
released an album called "Mischief."

Robert Plant says there was never any truth to rumors that
Satanic messages could be heard by playing Led Zeppelin's
"Stairway To Heaven" backwards. "You can't find anything if
you play that song backwards," he says. "I know because I've
tried. There's nothing there. In fact, I was thinking of putting
some back -tracking on my last album, saying, 'What did you
miss from before?' in Latin...We never made a pact with the
devil. The only deal I think we ever made was with some of
the girls' high schools in the San Fernando Valley." Plant con-
cedes he's getting a bit old for rock & roll. "My guitarist and
bass player are 14 years younger than I am," Plant says, refer-
ring to Phil Johnston and Phil Scragg. "How do you think I
feel?" But he says he's been able to play music by veteran
blues performers Muddy Waters and Howling Wolf for his new
accompanists, who had never heard them before. "The actual
sentiment and angle from which they approach their music is
so different from mine, but there is a common ground. Like a
man of 40 can actually date a 25 -year -old, if the 25 -year -old
has enough personality. And also, if she's pretty desperate."

Dire Straits' appearance at a 70th birthday tribute to Nelson
Mandela at London's Wembley Stadium on June 11th is like-
ly to be their only live performance this year. Organizers are
currently negotiating international television rights for the

event, which is being held on the 24th anniversary of
Mandela's conviction. Designers Fisher Park, who worked on
Pink Floyd's "The Wall" set as well as sets for George Michael,
Tina Turner and Peter Gabriel, are working on an elaborate
stage for the show.

Robert Plant, Van Morrison, Marillion, Big Country, Julian
Cope, Motorhead, Aswad, Go West, Jimmy Cliff and
Howard Jones are among the acts who will appear at a two-
day Amnesty International festival in Milton Keynes,
England. The festival is a celebration of the 40th anniversary
of the United Nations Declaration Of Human Rights.

Thomas Dolby's third solo album will be called "Angels Ate
My Buick." He's just released a single, called "Airhead," in
England. Other tracks on the LP include "Key To Her Ferrari"
and "Pulp Culture." Dolby will be playing with hew own band,
the Lost Toy People. Dolby has also produced four tracks on
the new album from Prefab Sprout.

Peter Murphy says the difference between his new album,
"Love Hysteria," and his first LP is "like night and day really.
The first album was just me learning how to write, really," Mur-
phy says, referring to the album "Should The World Fail To Fall
Apart." "The whole thing actually reminds me of an early Eno
album. No great musicianship, but a few really weird ideas,"
he says.

In conjunction with the release of the new Talking Heads
album, "Naked," a home video compilation of some of the
band's videos is being released. "Storytelling Giant" includes
segments linking the clips that David Byrne put together. "I
had a list of people -- mailmen, street kids, old men -- an im-
aginary cross-section of people," Byrne says. "I talked with
each of them on a home video set-up, pushed it at them to

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see if they were camera -shy, and to see what kind of stories
they would tell. Then we narrowed it down to about 30. Most
of them who could talk could do it again for a bigger camera.

Something that I
felt would bring the songs into the real world." One of the seg-
ments featured a man talking about his late wife. "It was com-
pletely an accident," Byrne says. "He'd talked about a lot of
things, and at some point I thought I'd ask him about his wife.
I had questions like that that would always produce a story.
He was so sincere, yet his delivery was such that it really
worked on camera. He took pauses like a dramatic actor
would." Byrne plans to make a film this summer, called "The
Forest," making it unlikely Talking Heads will tour anytime
soon. The movie is based on the Babylonian story of "Gil-
gamesh." "It's an updating of old myth set in modern times,"
Byrne says.

Not surprisingly, U2 was named best international group at the
Irish recorded Music Awards held at the National Concert Hall
in London. The band's manager, Paul McGuinness, was
honored for his outstanding contribution to Irish music. Chris
DeBurgh was named best Irish male artist, Hothouse
Flowers won for best Irish group. Clannad was named best
traditional and folk act, while T'Pau won for best internation-
al newcomer. Cry Before Dawn won the award for best new
Irish act.

With the break-up of Stiff Little Fingers, bass player Ali 'Mc-
Mordie says he plans to continue working with Sinead
O'Connor, as well as producing some new bands.

Joe Jackson will have a double live album out in May, called
"Joe Jackson Live, 1980-1986."

Mr. Mister's lead singer Richard Page had his remarks
misinterpreted while the band was performing at the Vina Del
Mar Festival in Chile, but it was probably fortunate in one
respect. Page had dedicated Stevie Wonder's "Higher
Ground" to Chilean artists, saying they had been "frightened
to death" by the country's military regime. He says authorities
immediately demanded he read a retraction, which he didn't
do. Instead, he thanked the crowd and wished them well. But
a guard apparently translated his remark as a retraction. "The
concert was broadcast all over the country," Page says. "There
were people who understood English and knew what I really
said. It's important to defend artists who are threatened with
death and demoralized by those bent on silencing (them)."

Elton John has been recording with a mariachi band at a Los
Angeles studio.

Sammy Hagar has written a tune for Hank Williams Jr. called
"Kicking My (Rear End) Again."

Jeff Lynne is producing Tom Petty's next album.

A re-formed Little Feat will make its debut at the New Orleans
Jazz and Heritage Festival in late April. The band is already
working on an album, with longtime producer George Mas-
senberg. After the New Orleans show, a summer tour will high-
light the new record.

Steppenwolf lead singer John Kay is producing an album for
Canadian singer Art Bergmann.

Robyn Hitchcock says he had to change the video for "Bal-
loon Man," from his new album, "Globe Of Frogs," because of
a can of beans. "We submitted the thing to MTV, but they said

that they couldn't use it because it had a Heinz baked bean
can in it," Hitchcock says. "Imagine that." Hitchcock says he's
now altered the video, "systematically removing all traces of
Heinz. The can is now quite nameless, the Clint Eastwood of
the baked bean world, riding into town unnamed. Yes, let these
beans be Clint."

"One Step Up," the third single from Bruce Springsteen's
"Tunnel Of Love" album, features a track called "Roulette" on
the b -side that is not available on any album.

Former Band members Rick Danko and Garth Hudson ap-
pear on Colin Linden's new album, "When The Spirit Comes."
"I'm not presumptuous enough to think that just because The
Band is from Toronto, and we're from Toronto that there are
similarities," Linden says. "I do know that Rick's way of look-
ing at things is very much in keeping with what I feel about
priorities. He's a very zen guy. He has a very positive aura
about him."

Ian Thomas will have a new album out in late May, produced
by Chris Neil, who has worked with Paul Carrack and Mike &
The Mechanics.

"Van Halen's Monsters Of Rock" tour will begin May 27th,
and will include 25 to 30 nine -hour concerts in stadiums
around the U.S. The Scorpions, Dokken, Metallica and
Kingdom Come will participate in the tour.

Dave Wakeling says that writing the title song to the
soundtrack of John Hughes' film "She's Having A Baby" gave
him a good look at the way the film business works. "It was a
real honor to work with John Hughes, but a real pain in the
neck to work with grasping, greedy movie types," he says.
"They're even worse than the grasping, greedy types that
work in the record business." Wakeling says it was difficult to
write the song because of the conflicting input he received
about the track. "It's barmy enough writing a song when
there's just one neurotic involved, but if there's a whole office
full of neurotics, and they're 6,000 miles away, and they're
changing their minds on the song as often as they change
their mind on the film, it's insane," Wakeling says. "We
recorded several different versions of the song, which they
would love for a week, and then they'd say, 'We've had this
idea, can you do it again four beats a minute slower, with less
guitar and more keyboards?'" Wakeling adds, however, that
it was an "honor" to work with Hughes. "John doesn't want
the music to sound gratuitous, like on a lot of soundtracks.
It's very important to him to get the sound to perfectly match
the mood of the movie."

Molly Hatchet is planning to record a new album this sum-
mer. It would be the first since 1984's "Double Trouble Live."
Guitarist Duane Roland says he's noted an increased interest
in the band's music in recent years. "The attendance at our
shows seems to be increasing," Roland says. "There's definite-
ly renewed interest. Something's fixing to break loose again.
We hope to be there when it happens." Lead guitarist Dave
Hlubek is said to still be an official member of the band, but
has not been playing with the group because of personal
problems, according to Hatchet's manager.

Much of the material on Bruce Cockburn's next album was
written during a recent trip to Nepal. Cockburn says he'd been
having trouble writing new tunes for over a year, but the trip
helped give him the inspiration for new material. "I've gotten
stuck before, but it's never lasted so long," Cockburn says. "It
started me thinking about getting a new job. I needed time to
reflect and create some space where songs could come in.
The trip to Nepal was a catalyst too. The excuse for that was
a government organization for humanitarian services that
needed people to go over and be a witness, so they could go
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back to Canada and talk about it with some authority. I'd been
told Nepal was beautiful and it is. It's also one of the poorest
countries in the world. And it opened some things in me that
were closed." Cockburn's upcoming album includes a song
called "Gospel Of Bondage," which discusses the political in-
fluence of television evangelists. "It's addressed mainly to the
Christian right in North America. What bothers me is that
people have two major things confused: the teachings of the
Scriptures with a particular system of government, which the
Scriptures do not address at all. The idea of saying, 'Anyone
who's outside this line is a bad guy, and we should kill them' -
- it's a spiritual tragedy, because anyone who believes that has
lost sight of what the Gospels are about."

Seventeen high school students from the Soviet Union have
been invited by Bruce Springsteen to attend his concert next
month in Landover, Maryland. The students, from Odessa, are
exchange students at a Baltimore school.

A consumer survey commissioned by American
Gramaphone Records has found that 50.8 percent of those
surveyed own a CD player. Fifty- eight percent say they won't
buy an album if it isn't available on compact disc. Most CD
buyers are 25 to 34 years of age, and are well-educated, the
survey found. They generally have college degrees, and earn
$30 thousand to $50 thousand a year. Seventy-eight percent
of CD customers are men, the rest are women.

Joni Mitchell says her new album, "Chalk Mark In A Rain
Storm," is "a combination of jazz vocalizing with a touch of
rhythm and blues." She admits that some may be surprised
by her asking Peter Gabriel, Willie Nelson, Tom Petty, Don
Henley and Billy Idol to appear on her album, "I cast voices the
same way you'd cast a face in a film," she says. "If you look at
all of my work, you'll find a diversity of theme, and texture, and
instrumentation. As artists go, I'm almost too mutable for most
people. I'm restless, like Picasso."

There will be six videos from Timbuk 3's new album. Clips
have been made for "Easy," "Reverend Jack & His Roman
Cadillac Church," "Sample The Dog," "Welcome To The
Human Race," "Tarzan Was A Blues Man" and "Reprise." Video
sampling and Video -8 camera and editing are among the tech-
niques to make the clips, which were filmed in many locations,
including Eden, Texas. Director Carlos Grasso says the clips
are "strung together with bits of video dirt," Grasso says.
"Human" was shot in one take at sunrise in the middle of West
Texas, while "Easy" sees Barbara MacDonald playing alone
while Pat watches TV at the Eden Hotel. Video sampling was
used on the clip for "Sample The Dog." "You get on a roll," Gras-
so says about doing the clips. "It wasn't too hard for Pat & Bar-
bara, except for getting up at 3am to make sunrise at one
location." All six videos will be released simultaneously, and
will probably be available on a home video compilation.

Organizers of a July 4th concert in Washington that featured
Crosby, Stills & Nash and Linda Ronstadt have given $1.5
million to 20 Vietnam veterans organizations. Welcome Home
Inc. has raised over $2 million from the concert, and another
$300,000 will be given to three groups in Michigan in May.

"North, South, East and West," a track on the Church's new
album, "Starfish," says a lot about the band's experiences in
Los Angeles. "The Church came to L.A. and really reacted
against the place because none of us like it," says Steve Kil-
bey, singer and bass player for the band. "I hated where I was
living. I hated driving this horrible little red car around on the
wrong side of the road. I hate that there's no one walking on
the streets and I missed my home." He says "North, South..."
isn't intended to be specifically critical of L.A. "It was more a
matter of feeling alienated and it's my fault, not the place's."

BRIT -PICKS Singles:

"Love Is Stronger Than Pride" by Sade (CBS)
Extraordinary record on every level. Nothing actually much
happens. It mostly consists of multi -tracked percussion, a
jazzy bass -line and Sade crooning, in her most lazy, laid back
voice "I really, really love you. Love is stronger than pride."
Not very exciting eh? Ah but it is! A totally thrilling, absorb-
ing, classy experience that left me salivating. Any station
should be able to play this late nights, or Sunday afternoon
with such a world famous name - a name I'm glad to see back.

"Airhead" by Thomas Dolby (EMI Manhattan)
Sounds like a really airheaded record to me to be honest - al-
though I'm sure that is part of the intent. Worthy of some in-
terest as this marks Dolby's first offering for over two years.
To me a bit too lightweight for anyone but CHR to take serious-
ly.

"I Need A Man" by The Eurythmics (RCA)
A bit of raunch from one of the most powerful female singers
of the decade. The 12" Macho Mix is particularly fine.

"Fragile" by Sting (A & M)
Another track from the much praised "Nothing Like The Sun"
LP and also a simply beautiful track. If you've so far over-
looked it, now is the time to dust down a copy of the album
and really listen to the words of this song, about the pointless-
ness of violence and "those born under an angry star" - Nor-
thern Ireland? The West Bank? Iran -Iraq? It's pretty
appropriate right now.

"Perfect" by Fairground Attraction (RCA)
Every once in awhile you hear a record that makes you ex-
claim "By jove! That's going to be a hit or I'll eat my socks!"
Well this record is one of those. Know nothing about the band
- but what a catchy little ditty. Think of some early accessible
Rikki Lee Jones surrounded by a great band.

"Fast Car" by Tracy Chapman (Elektra)
I have to mention this even though it is a 100% American
product. Due to her shows here, everyone's trying to find a
copy of this in Britain - in vain! This record is only available in
the U.S. One British deejay even lifted the song off a cassette
last Saturday in desperation. Find out what they're going nuts
about. A major new talent!

UK MUSIC NEWS

Songwriter Kevin McAlea has won a four year battle to claim
his share of the royalties for Nena's worldwide number one,
"99 Red Balloons". He will receive about $180,000 as a result
of the London High Court ruling. Nena recorded both a Ger-
man language and English language version of the song - each
version becoming hits in different parts of the world (it was the
English version that became a U.K. number one) Kevin McAlea
was commissioned to write the English language lyrics. The
judge declared that he was convinced and satisfied that
McAlea's version was an entirely original work and not just a
mere translation of the song, as had been claimed by CBS
Records.

A German deejay may be taken to court by record company
giant WEA for unauthorized plays of the scrapped Prince
album, according to "The New Musical Express". At
Christmastime, Prince's album - now informally referred to as
"The Black Album" - was scrapped by his record company at
the very last minute, because of the allegedly outrageous and
explicit nature of the material. The project was supposed to
have been completely destroyed by WEA, but copies of the

album somehow were leaked in Europe. Bootlegs have for in-
stance found their way into the stalls of north London's
notorious Camden Market. German deejay Ruth Rock-
enschaub played the entire "Black Album" twice on her radio
shows which broadcast throughout West Germany and parts
of East Germany, Austria and Switzerland. After the second
play she received a telex from WEA West Germany threaten-
ing legal action; But it may backfire on the record company.
Ruth's main defense is expected to pose the question; How
can she be accused of unauthorized broadcast when she is
playing material that originated from the promotional offices
of Warners themselves?! If the leak is true WEA will be tread-
ing thin ground and also may not be able to prevent the deejay
playing it as often as she likes, if the company loses the case.
The album referred to here has nothing to do with the Prince
album "Lovesee", released April 25th.

David Lee Roth, Kiss, Guns N' Roses and Iron Maiden are
some of the acts who have been confirmed for Britain's big
metal festival Castle Donnington Monsters of Rock, due to be
held August 20th. The remainder of the line-up could include
German metal band Helloween and Poison.

Hawkwind returns with a new album, plus some British tour
dates. The band, who first scored a hit in 1972 with "Silver
Machine", return with their first album in three years "Xenon
Codex" which will be released in mid April. Tracks include
"Wastelands of Sleep", "Mutation Zone" and "Swords Of The
East". After a 14 date tour of Britain, Hawkwind will headline
the "Acid Daze" tour of continental Europe and North America
with Dr. And The Medics and The Pink Fairies among the other
acts taking part.

Rick Astley plans to donate two of his vocal chords to George
Michael in an amazing transplant operation, according to
"Record Mirror"! During a routine medical examination three
months ago, doctors discovered that Astley has two extra
vocal chords that he doesn't use - and when Astley heard that
George Michael had to cancel some of the shows on his world
tour because of persistent throat problems, he made his star-
tling offer. "George was delighted." A spokesperson told RM.
"He's admired Rick's voice for a long time." Michael's new
single "One More Try" will be released on April 11th, taken from
his album "Faith".

Very sad news this week of Mel Appleby of pop duo Mel and
Kim, who has revealed that she is suffering from cancer of the
spine. Mel had a tumor removed from her spine caused by a
condition called paraganglionoma and she has undergone
chemotherapy, losing her hair in the process and forcing her
to wear a wig. It is not clear whether Mel is suffering from in-
curable cancer or not. At the moment she is unable to walk
properly and is taking special exercises but says the illness
has not affected her voice. The duo is planning a new single
soon and possibly
another album.

"39 Minutes" by Microdisney (Virgin)

shame because this is an album of finely crafted songs with
killer lyrics. From the jauntiness of "Singer's Hampstead
Home" (a terrific satire of Boy George type figures) to their last
magnificent single "Gale Force Wind". Always tipped the next
big thing, this eloquent band from Cork, Ireland really does
deserve to make it with this faultless, fabulous album.

UK CHART SURVEY
Morrissey's "Viva Hate" album which entered the Top 100 at
1 last week was easily dethroned this week by the various ar-
tists compilation of recent Top 20 singles "Now II" (although
he can take comfort that one of those singles is "Suedehead")
9 of the previous "Now" records were also chartoppers. The
last one, "Now 10" was the biggest seller so far in this
phenomenally successful series, largely a collaboration be-
tween Virgin and EMI (WEA and CBS also put out one called
"Hits") selling 1,200,000 copies. The series has sold a total of
over 10 million. Elsewhere in the album charts, "The Story Of
The Clash" the new double album enters impressively at 7,
while "Tina Live In Europe" shoots straight in at 8. Joni
Mitchell's new album "Chalk Mark In A Rainstorm" comes in
at 26. "Heart" the new single by The Pet Shop Boys, tread-
ing the well worn formula, nevertheless is the highest new entry
in the new singles chart, leaping straight in at 7. Some attrac-
tive, dreamy reggae lovers -rock from veteran British reggae
band Aswad, is at the top position for week 2.
Finally, Pink Floyd's "Dark Side Of The Moon" looks as if it

has finally dropped out of the U.S. album chart, when it dipped
two weeks ago to its lowest placing ever, at 200. It has been
a permanent fixture on the American charts for 14 years - or
721 weeks! This is 231 more than its runner-up "Johnny
Mathis" Greatest Hits!

And second, isn't there any
sense of shame attached with pressing some of the most con-
trived, calculated and atrocious music of all time (Samantha
Fox, Pet Shop Boys, Bananarama) and then greasing those
non-stop hit wheels to make sure this trash gets played? We
all know that bogus-ness runs rampant on both sides of this
business, but every now and again an artist of actual worth
rises above the muck on the sheer strength of their talent and
vision and AOR has radio's all time highest batting average for
breaking those acts. Be it Pink Floyd, Bruce Springsteen, U2
or Midnight Oil.

Phil Manicki, WWCT, Peoria
Great meeting Danny Buch in Philadelphia last week. Thanks
to Danny and Frank Sciarra for the INXS show. Philly is a great
town and I didn't even have to eat a cheesesteak to say that!...
From Paul Nelson: Cheap Trick has had a lot of ups and down
since they were regulars in the midwest bar circuit. "The
Flame" is guaranteed to get them back on top. It's their best
effort since "If You Want My Love". It's good to have them
back.... Glass Tiger has turned the amps up a couple of
notches, surely to retain some AOR appeal.

10,000 Maniacs did a live, sold -out, free, packed to the gills
noontime broadcast at the bottom line, one of our most
received concerts to date. Tons of listeners flooded the phone
lines begging to go to the show. "Like The Weather" made #1
phones this week, and the record sold over 100 copies at
Tower in two days. This band should not be ignored, they ap-
peal to every demo, and once seeing them live you're sure to
be hooked. Special thanks to Jeff Cook and Lisa Frank at
Elektra.... Donald Fagen's "Century's End" sounds incredible
on the air, and is strong as any Steely Dan song you'll ever
hear.... Robyn Hitchcock's "Balloon Man" is starting to catch
some action, entering top five phones.... Great come back
song for Honeymoon Suite. "Love Changes Everything" rocks,
and should go very far.

Those
"street active from the alternative" sides to AOR do indeed
translate into real results, meaning active and continuous
phone and retail response.... The verdict is that album radio
does sell and break as many artists per total volume release
as any other popular format. Case in point: Joe Satriani. In
recognition of the press and fanzines total support and the
"buzz" amongst the musicians, I cannot truly credit anyone
else but ALBUM RADIO for the legitimate results Relativity is
seeing on Joe. By this, I mean 300,000 + ; 38* Billboard;
results. If you're coming from the correct street formula, gold
or more results are possible. Via La AOR! You are my heroes!...
Next on the agenda: Dancing Hoods. "Baby's Got Rockets".
Listen. It is there.

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WARD REPORT More On The Pioca..,
Rod Stewart, "Lost In You", Warner Bros.... One had only to see Andy Taylor's name on the co -pro credits
to assume that Rod's back to rocking --and damn if one listen doesn't nail down that notion. It's really been quite a while since
he was high profile on AOR--probably going back to that Bryan Adams tune "Heartache" several years ago. At the rate he was
banging out saturation singles for a while there, he sounds better than ever after a well needed rest from the public ear. A quick
comparison of rock and pop radio charts will clearly illustrate that CHR has gotten better and better at crossing previously rock
imaged acts to their playlists--and here's one multi format hit you'd be wise to stake your claim to on week one. And don't be
surprised to see even the classic rock outlet in your market have a little fun with his classic pipes much earlier than expected --
as befits a platinum status artist.

Graham Parker, "(Get Started) Start A
Fire", RCA.... Any Parker fan is going to love the leadoff
four star review in the current Rolling Stone, especially in light
of the comparisons to masterworks like "Blood On The
Tracks", "Tunnel Of Love" and The Plastic Ono Band. Heady
stuff, eh? Nonetheless, the slambanging our ears have taken
of late (I think Smashed Gladys was the culprit) somehow al-
lowed this track's mature muscle to somehow slide on by.
Subsequent listens corrected that, tout de suite. We're talk-
ing a tremendous 25 + record here, with lyrical content that's
dead on for the people you're trying to reach --and a full -on
acoustic touch only hinted at in Graham's earlier work. As
usual, Brinsley Schwartz's guitar rings like a bell, enhanced by
his minimalistic production touches currently so much in
vogue. Factor in the roll RCA is on --and fire it up!

Honeymoon Suite, "Lookin' Out For
Number One", W. B.... When it comes to good hard
driving rock with a PowerPop edge, few outfits do it better than
the Honeymoon Suite Boys. "As rock and roll as possible
without losing the rock edge" might be their MO. Witness how
well the new single has worked: After only three weeks it's
kicking ass in every vital stat: adds, ups, heavies and charts-
-with a 20-17* surge again this week. It's in such tremendous
shape, the last thing we expected was this legit snarling guitar
monster --and so easy to find at cut one!! Programmers are
consistently slow on the draw with second cuts from anyone
but top tier acts --but we daresay the pyrotechnics and huge
hook here have all the moxie it takes to nail down another slot
on your list. Furthermore, here's a prediction it will challenge
the single for calls! Test it and tell all.

RECORD OF THE WEEK
Bruce Hornsby & The Range, "The Valley Road", RCA.... The best received record this year? We
can't come up with a stronger starter --especially considering it's only his second record. WDHA's Mike Boyle says, "Another
masterpiece. I can't think of any other performer who is so dedicated to the perfection of his sound".... Steve Hoover, WIBA,
"A tremendous piece of work. This will establish him as one of the better artists of the decade".... Jeff Michaels, KSQY, "Bruce
plays piano like Hendrix played guitar".... Jack Emerson, KGGO, "I can't remember the last time a song hit me this good".... Al
Scott, KZEL, "He's back and sounding like he never went away. This song simply won't leave my speakers. There is nothing
else like it".... Mary London, WRFX, "I think he has escaped the curse usually bestowed on the Grammy's New Artist Of the
Year".... Alan Lawson, KTCZ, "Once you get past the impeccable phrasing of Hornsby's vocals, his piano work, and the dis-
tinctive sound of the Range --the lyrics will floor you".... So there you have it, campers. Your basic blastoff el supremo. #1 Most
Added with 161 (half of which start it heavy) --debut 8*.

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES
Michael Jackson, "Dirty Diana", Epic.... Of
course we realize what a self parody this man has become. In
the realm of truly bizarre rock star behavior Michael has to sit
at The King's right hand, if not in his lap. But at a certain point,
we think it's possible to get so totally nuts that one actually
cycles back into favor. And that's why we've put this guaran-
teed pop smash on our front page. Between the surgery, the
chimp, the bones, the hyperbaric chamber and the whole nine
yards, he's really starting to have a lot more in common with
hard core rock and roll weirdos than most pop acts you'd care
to name. Minus the hormones, of course. MD's from coast to
coast have told us they really think it's one great song, but the
image scares the hell out of them. But you played "Beat It" --
and won --at the height of his ultra geeky glitter/glove period.
We all know creative excess goes a long way in rock and roll,
and you might be surprised to discover your listeners have ac-
tually gotten used to his antics. At the very least, it's worth a
little test spin back to back with our next pick.

Weird Al Yankovic, "Fat", Rock N' Roll....
Didja catch the MTV World Premiere last Wednesday night?
What a tart!! It's amazing that Al is able to make that same
schtick work over and over again --but that it does. As we said
in the above, no living pop performer is easier to poke fun at,
and you know your core audience will get maximum laffs per
minute. In addition to "Fat", you've got to have some fun with
"(This Song's Just) Six Words Long", "I Think I'm A Clone Now",
"Lasagna" and his exciting new rendition of "Twister". Hey,
why not?

Pink Floyd, "Dogs Of War", Columbia....
We were rather surprised that "Dogs" didn't jump out when the
album first hit. But then again, after hearing "On The Turning
Away", "Sorrow" and "One Slip" repeatedly we understood
why. But then, when the concert rolled through, "Dogs" was
truly one of the highlights. The combined audio and visual ef-
fect of this song live was stunning --an emotional crescendo
only partially captured by the video. The tour's hitting the
stadiums at this time --right now in California --and that makes
the project as alive as ever. The track's currently heavy at
KTXQ, KILO, KZEW, and WFYV. You'll also want to make use
of the live "On The Turning Away" version on the CD pro.

Ziggy Marley, "Tomorrow People",
Virgin.... True, Ziggy starts with an undeniable heritage--
but this track is much more a terrific upper demo/female cross-
over hit than it is a "reggae" tune. He needed that one magic
song for for Rock, Pop and AC radio --and we're all the more
convinced that he'll score big on all fronts. As Greg Mull,
WRXK says, "Sure it's reggae, and I'll bet you don't play much
of that, but it's more than just that. This kid has everything
going for him. A great, fresh sounding record. An instantly
familiar name and a hot record company. This is the most hip
record to come out in a while and you're missing the boat if
you 're not on it now".... And God, what a satisfying sound --as
noted by WRFX's Mary London, "As refreshing as a Pina
Colada under a starlit moon, on a clear night at the ocean with
the waves lapping at your feet".... Back in the real world, we
find new air on 17, with 46 total stations firing up a 90-75* gain.

Jerry Harrison, "Cherokee Chief", Sire.... If there's one thing Jerry's solo project has done, it's to have
dramatically increased his credit for the Talking Heads overall sound. True, David Byrne has orchestrated the Heads' return to
a simpler, slightly less commercial approach this time around, and that has furthered the question of who really came up with
the hits. After all, "Rev It Up" and "Flowers" have enjoyed very similar overall play. Whatever or whoever, there's more strong
depth ready and waiting, from a man who has more than proved he can do it all on his own.
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
